In the Seventh Edition of this Standard work of reference,
the predominnt, change introduced has been the incorporation of
about five thousand new words in the main body cf the Diction-
ary.

Methods. adopted in the Compilation of the Dictionary.

ARRANGEMENT OF WCORDS—Evety word is given in
alphabetical order, but in order to minimise space, a few deriva-
tives with their meanings are given under the main words from
which they are derived ; whete no English explanaﬁons of
derivatives ate given, they can be easily framed by adding the

meanings of suffixes or prefixes. -

PRONUNCIATIONS—of main words have been given in
full immediately after each word, when a word has more than
one spelling, the same has been given inan abridged form,
with their pronunciations, The vowel sounds which ate peculiar
to the English language and which have no equivalents in
the Devanagari script, have been represented by special signs

which are printed at the foot of each page.

SPELLING—Derivatives ana compound words have been
given in full, in this edition. The pronunciation of the deriva-
tives and compound words have been accordingly put in brack-
ets in curtailed forms ; but where the pronunciation of a deriv-
ative is quite different from the main word, the entire pronunci-

ation of the same has heen given with proper accents.

MEANING—With the exceptiorf of a few legal and téch-
nical words which are easily intelligible in their Urdu meanings,
all-the explanations and meanings of words, phrases &c. have
been given in up-to-date correct Hindi. Modern tendency being
to use Senskrit forms of words in all kinds of literature, the
féfmﬁfé?s been used throughout the book. Students of Sanskrit
will thus find the work of much help to them,
