I TIAVE the honour to submit the report upon the inspection of mines in 
British India for the year ending 31st December l!JlS. _ 

EXPLANATORY INTRODUCTION. 

It is necessary to explain that this is n report relating entirdy to the nd­
ministrntion of the Indian Mines Act, l!JOl, and is not a complete statistical 
review of Indian mining and analogous industries. It shouM he remembered 
in rending the statistics that there must be a considerable output from quarries 
which arc under 20 feet deep, and, owi11g to the exclusion of such places from 
the scope of the Mines Act, these figures should not he t'Cf(tU"<!ed as a complete 
index to the production of the mineral wealth of the country. 

Fi;::ures of production of all minernls misrd in British India and the Native 
States, whether from workillf(> under the Act or not, are Jml>iislwcl annually in 
the Records of the Geolo~icnl Survey of India, whilst every Jive years a Quin­

. quennial l1eview of the Minernl Production of India is issued by the same 
J)rpnrtmcnt. The latest review pnhlisberl is that for the years 1 !!O!J-13 (·Hecords, 
Geological Survey of India, Volume XLVI). l'igures for )f~·sr.re, where most 
of the I udian gold is raised, are given in the report of tllP CL il'l' I nspertor of thnt 
Native State, nml mineral statistics mny also Le fonml in the ndmini,trntive 
reports of the various Presidencies, Provinces am\ States of India.

Section I.-Persona Employed. 
During the year HllS th~ average number of persons wm·king in and about 

the mines reg-ulated Ly the Indian .lllines Act was 237,738, of whom 1G0,064. 
worked underground and 87,671 on the surface. This is an increase of 26,857 
workers or 12·12 per cent. 

One hundred and forty·seven thousand two hundred and nineteen were 
adult males, 8i,W2 were adult females and 8,(127 were children under 12 years 
of age. 

'!'hose employed in coni mines numbered 176,269, which is au increase of 
22,u8ll, compared with those employed in 1917.

LalJOur was plentiful in tl1e coalfields of Benl(nl and Bihar and Ori~sa and 
tJ,~r<' was a lnrt:o incren>c in t,l,e number of people employed. They may be 
said to ha>e enjoyed a fair share of the prosptrity that crown eel tl~ cent min'ing 
indu>try. This, compared with scarcity in other di;tricts, 11rohably contributed 
more than anything else to the plentiful supply. 

The ~lining Engineer to the Railway Board has permitted a reference 
to he made to a chart pr<·parrd by him, showing the weekly attendance of 
lnbom in tl1e Jharia and Hanignnj coalfields during the year. This shows that 
from the high reriod covered by the 6th to the lOth week to the low period about 
the 82ml week, more than half the labour in Jharia left the field, while in the 
other coalfields less than one-third did so. )Joreo>er, the line for Jharia hetween 
these periods shows an almost continual drop, while the line for the Hanignnj 
coalfield wa>es more. The rf'ason for this difference is to be found in the fact 
tl1at in the Tianignnj coalfield more lnlJOurers arc permanently settled on the 
collicri<·s than is the case in J hnria, and of those who m·e not ~o settled most of the 
Jharin labourers come from long distances and arc not nhlc to come and go 
between their homes and the collieries in the wav in which the others, most 
of whom l~>e within 20 miles of the collieries, nre alile to do, 

In AF~nm Sirdari recruit in~ remltnl in 70G labourers being recruited by 
2i6 ~irdnr~, as n~ninst ,Jfll in l!J17lly 2·15 si1·dars; the figures for l\Ieknmis were 
H3, as against 113, and for Nepalese 7-W, as against 9±9. 

In the Pencl1 coalfield in the Central Provinces the health of the labour 
force was very poor throu~·bout the year, dming the latter part of which in­
fluenza took a )wavy toll. Food supplies we1·e insufficient and collim·y owners 
had to make arrangements to purchase the requirements of their labour and 
sell t.he grain even at a loss, in order to keep the miners at work. 

In the wolfram mine field in the Ta>oy District sho1·tage of lahour is still 
complained of. 'I he indigenous population is ill·adaptcd for a miner's 
existence. The Karcns of the hill trncts arc too fc"· in number to have any in­
fluence except ns prospenors after thci1· own fashion. The local Burmese will 
WDrk at trihu1 in!!, hut nrc irrcgu.llll" and melrss for methodical undcrt:round 
prnetil"c. '1!1e ,florbge has been l'nrtially made up by the importation of 
Chinc~c, the influx of Inrlians of every race and creed and by a certain amount 
of" ticket-of-leave" In hour. The latter under good supcl"Vi,ion have proved 
cilldcnt miners. '!"he Cldnrse are the mainstay of Il'iining and are good 
Jnhourcrs, although it is dill1cult to get them to do anything except in th{'ir 
o11·n way, 

Section H.-Output of Minerals. 

COAL. 

In tliC last report it. wr.s stated thnt the ~cvontecnlh million hnrl bc<'n 
rPnehe<l for the first time. It has now to be recor<lcd that in UJlS nn output of 
1!}.,8-t i ,C>:~fJ tons was reached. This is an nnprec:edcnted increase of 2,u:l0,6uii 
tons, or l·t·u;; per.cent. overthe output inlfJ17. Tho opening stocks were ul5,Si4 
tone and the olos111g stocks were 1,785,732 tons. 'l'he despatches amounted 
to 15,fJ20,SO·t tons and the colliery consump!ionl,fJ-1fl,76t tons (fJ·S2 per cent. 
of tho output). The amount of coal dclinred to eoking was 707,613 tuns from 
which lSii,fJO:l tons of hard coke and 210,269 tons of soft coke were made. 
Analyses of these figures will be found in Appendix 1, '!'able 2. 

-As in l!Jl7 this increase was general, the only decrease being in Assam. 
The output in Bengal increased by nearly two-thirds of a million tons. The 
chief increase, howevPr, was in Bihar and Orissa, being very nciirly one and 
three-quarters of a million tons. 

Of tl1e total output 18,977,911 tons or 95·62 per cent. were raised in Ben"nl 
and Bihar and Orissa, the percentage of the previous five years being 95·87. In 
the last report the dill1culty of drawing any comparison between tho conditions 
in 1Dl7 and pre-war conditions was pointed out, and the remark applies with 
equal f<>rcc to the year under report. In the last rPport. attention was drawn 
to the appointment, Into in the year, of a Coal Controller nnd it was stated that 



his methods of regulating matters did not affect the period under report. ln 
1018, however, lll'actically the whole of the trade was under his control. One 
of the first steps taken was to restrict the output of collieries working the 
poorer class coal,, Whether as a result of this or not, the 25 largest concerns, 
the great majority of whom in 1917 showed decreases, as compared with the 
prcv ions ~·car·, showed, in the yeat· under report, increases in 18 cas.•s. 'l'ho 
general opinion is that the result of the restrictions above mentioned was to 
induce labour to these larger collierie~, although other causes contributed to a 
general increase of lal•our supply. 

All coal, except that of markedly inferior quality, was rcqnisitionctl, at 
prices fixed hy the Controller on the basis of cost of production plus a certain 
profit, the result being that practically every consumer in India received his 
coal from that officer. '!'here was a certain and very limited amount of free 
coal, of an inferior cbaractcr, which naturally, under the circumstances, 
fetched abnormally hig-her prices, but, as stated, the amount was very limited, 
owing to the fact that these collieries were restrictcLI in output and also owing 
to the fact that requisitioned co:tl had priority as rc~ards wagons. 

In other provinces there was a decrease in Assam, 2·H per cent. and in· 
creases in the Central Provinces, 2lHiO per cent. in the Korth- West Frontier 
Province (output negligible), H·6! per ceut., iu the Punjab, 1·12 per cent. aud 
in Haluehistan 5·7 4 per cent. 

' 'l'he output per pc•rson employed during the year was (u) below grountl 
181 tons autl (/1) above and below Rround 113 tons. '!'he figures for the five 
years preceding were (<t) 17b and (b) 1Lt. 'l'akiug e1teh group of coalfields 
scpamtely, thc .. e figures were a' follows :-Bengal and Bihar (a) 185 and 18:l, 
(b) 11~ aud llG; A-sam (u) 150 and 1:>0, (b) 9(i and 106; Baluchistan (Ct) 76 
and 70, (b) 43 and 45; the Central l'l'ovinces (a) 1:!:! aml12:l, (u) 7!J and 8:l, aud 
thn Punjab and North-West :Frontier Province (u) 58 and i:l, (b) 37 and 18. 

'l'he output in England in 1916 was 323 tons p"r psrson employed below 
ground and ll51 tons per person employed above aut! below ground. 

'l'his largely increa~ed output would teud to show that Iudi:m colliery owner~ 
did not su!Ier much h\Jm scarcity of machinery and plant from overseas. If, 
however, hostilities h<d not been suspended when they were and manufacturers 
in the U nitcd Kingclom hat! not been set freo to cxocute ortlers fr01n Imlia, 
many of which were long o,·et'llne, the scarcity of materials, especially in the case 
of wire ropes, would soon hare begun to a!Iect the output. The output in 
Assam was affected to a certain extent towards tho end of the year, fo1· want of 
wire ropes. 

MICA. 

There was a large increase in the output, which was 5I,G72 cwti. as com· 
pared with 3;;,'l9u cwts. in 1!Jl7, boing an incrua>c of ·.1.3·67 per ccut. 

'!'his increase was almost entirely confinetl to the llihat· and o,.i,sa field, 
although the ;\la,lras fiehl showed a slight iuc,·ca>o, as C>mpMeJ with lite lar;e 
decrease given in the last report·. 

Owing to the cJc,n~11d for war p<trposes lessees in Bihar an.! Or iss l W•'t'e 
urgecl to increase their outpLlt tJ the hi'\'he;t pos<ihle ti~Lll'J. Scvemlliecu<·:s 
were granted ttl new lessees. 'l'lte rcstlit w:~s tlte br;c;t out l' tt O!l rue ml. 
rrouna~u was very seal'Cl! and iu::;urau~e 1\LtuS WCl't! lie:1Yy. Tile inJu,;_ry, 
however, unclouhtcdlv flourioltd tltruu~llUttt titc war. . _, .. 

There was eomidertble impN,·etnen~ in th<! inutbtt·.v in )fdn; aJ,o, an!, 
in addition to tniui11g1 pru:o.p!etiu_:; was c_uril!.l OLlt t)\"..!l' la.r:;e ardJS. Sumu <~f 
these venture~ turnecl out well. l'ue CJo~t of working at soutu of Uw ol.lcr 
mines has much increased owin:; to the dcp~ll at which thJy arc now wvrkcd. 

MANGANESE. 

'!'here was a~ain a C•JHsi•kral•le dcc•·ca,e irl the outp!lt, wnich \Vai ·H.i,-3;,7 
tons, as com parcel with -t!J7,0:i:l tons in Hi17. Tlri; is a Llccrcase of 16·-H per 
cent.

There was a fair demand for MLmition purposes up to the signing of the 
.Armistic•·, when there was an appreciable lull. The demand on the whole was 
not, ho11 ever, as good as in llil7, and the continued shortage of tonnage 
restricted business. 

l'rircs rose to Hd. per unit, but this record figure was due entirely to the 
further increase in ocean freights, which reached 1:!G~a. per ton, with the 
result that the nett results to the exporter were no better than in the two 
preceding years. 

WOLFRAM. 

The output decreased, being 72,180 cwts. as compared with 7.J,3l~ cwts. 
in 1!)17, a decrease of 8·01:) per cent. In the last quarter of tho year influenza 
appeared in a severe form and a special inquiry showed that it was responsible 
for the loss of about 2,0CO cwts. in output. 

Seven mines produced over 2,000 cwts. as compared with 6 in 1017 and 
6 in 1\116. These 7 mines a1·e rt•sponsibhJ for about GO per cent. of the output. 
It is with them that the future mainly lies, and, as they are further developed, 
they should account for a still larger percentage of the total. 

Though tribnting still holds the first place as a means of production at 
present, proper methods of mining are on the increase. Exploration ami 
development work have been carried out, the district has been geologically 
surveyed and the results put at the disposal of the mining communit.y. The 
dooper resources of the larger mines arc being investigated, aiL' compressors 
and r<JCk ·drills installed and CI'Ushing and recovery plants designed and 
erected. 

GEMS. 

'fhe output showetl a decrease, being 164,116 carats as compared with 
l98,2UO carats in 1017. 'l'his is a decrease of 17·19 per cent. During the 
whole of the year there was a gradnal impronment in the price of boUt 1·ubies 
and sapphires, more especially Ule latter, the demand from Paris for fine blue 
stones being steadily maintained. 'l'hc nati,·e producers were able to dispose 
of their finds at better prices than had been known since the war began. '£he 
industry gunerally was no longor affected adversely by war conditions. 

-GOLD. 

The output again decreased, being 1U,D16 ounces as compared with 22,001 
ounces in 1017. This is a decrease.of 13·,1,0 per cent. 

COPPER. 

Only 3,010 tons were raised as compared with 20,108 tons m 1017. 
The dcci·case may be looked upon as temporary. 

OTII EB MIN lilBALS. 

There were increases in limestone, salt, slate, bauxite, galena, chromitt•, 
clay, tin, stuatite and decreases in silver, graphite, magnesite, fulier's earth, 
sarnarskite, iron ore, ochre and molybdenite. 

Three minerals, apatite, baryt.cs and potash, appear in the Appendix: fur 
the first time. 

Section 111.-Accidenta. 

Dllring tho yt'ar lOHl, at miue~ regulated by tho Iudian )lines Act, 1001, 
there were ~U!J fJtal acciLl•Jnts, being a11 incrclse of 31 as e •mlurml w1th the 
numuer in 1\!17, and an incrc<lsc of GuM comparee! with the avera:;., number 
of the preccdiug live years. 

In one case 10 lives, iu three cases a lives, and 111 twenty caoc~ 2 
lives were lost. 

'fhcso accitlonts involved tho lu;,s of :!~3livc>, which is an iuereasu of 4~ 
as compared with !017. 
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Of these accidents I rc:::ard (,) 102 as being due to misadventme, (b) 
G3 to the fault of <kee;tscd, (,.) 17 to tile fault of fdlow-workmcn, (d) 3 to the 
fault of subordinate otliciais, ;md (e) 2J. to the fault of the management. 

Nearlv Lalf the incrc:tse was in falls of roof and sides. These numbered 
110, being.an inercasc of IS over the previous ycat·. Eighty-four of them 
occurrl'd in the eoalliclds of Bengal am! of Bihar and Orissa, and of this total 
the J haria coalfield eontrilmkd nearly two-thirds. 'l'ltis is a serious increase 
of 30 over the nnmbet· in Hll7 aud of 52 over the number in Hllo. This in­
crease is very largely due to the fact that every year more collieries reach tho 
second sta:::e of working, which is winning the pillars. It is not many years 
ago that the nuruhcr of such collieries was infinitesimal, and work i11 Iudia 
was almost entirely confined to tho much safer first stage of gallery driving. 
Thirty-tltrcc of tltesc c;-,ses were due to misadventure and thirty-eight to tho 
fault of deceased, n fence being crossed, generally to rob pillars unlawfully, in 
21 of them. The remaining 1:3 were howe1·er preventable. Eight out of 42 
cases of "falls of side" occurred in the wolfram mines of Tavoy. 

There wm·c 7 accidents from explosives, causing D deaths. -In 4 cases guu• 
powder was i:;uitcd ou the surface and in 3 cases. this occurred when the gun­
powder was put out to dry. lu one of such cases the management at1ributed 
the explosion to the heat of the sun. 'l'lte Chief Inspectot• of 16xplosivo.~ is of 
opinion that this is impoS>iblc. lie' points out that the effect of the sun is to 
make the pow,lcr susceptiulc to ignitiou Ly the slightest friction OL' spark, the 
former of 11 hich can be cansecl hy some movement or gathoriu~ up of the 
powclcr after drying. Cases also have occurred, with too great frequency, of ex­
plosions of gLLupu1nler iu miners' dwellmc;s. ·while high cxplosil-cs aud deto­
nators arc aluwo& invariably treated with caution, sufficient. care docs not 
appear in some cases to be exorcised in the handling and custody of powder, 
fL"Vru the time it is given out at the magazine to when it is taken underground. 
The wore ling in the rule undet· the )lines cl.ct on the subject " it shall not be 
taken into tlw mine except iu secme cases or canisters, etc." should be 
euforcecl from the time the gunpowder is gi1·cn out from the magazine. 

There were; 3 fatal c~pJu,ious of firedamp. - Two caused 1 death in eaeh 
ca,c, but by the third 10 li ,-c,; Wl'rc lost. The- number of accidents in shafts 
and by hiiulagc, lite next ruost numerous of uudcr:;round accidents, increased 
sli:,;·htly. Tltcrc was, however, a cvnsicluralllc increase in accidents on the sur• 
face. Tlwsc numbered 00 as comparCll with 18 last year and the Tavoy Distl'ict 
was rc,pousible for l:.l of them. 

Electrocution was the cause in three accidents, resulting in one doath in 
each caoe. This is the ''arne number as iu the precccling year. Inefficient 
carthiug was the canso of two of them. The installation of electricity in 
mines in Iudi<t is increasing rapicUy, and this increase is likely to be still more 
marked, now that there arc more facilities for obtaiuing ruate1·ials from orcr• 
15CUS. 

The death-rate per thousand persons employed was 1·02, while that of the 
prececliug- Ji1·e years was 1·u1. .l.t coal mines ouly, these figures were I·l!J and 
I·IG, and at mines other thau coal '75 and ··tu. At coal mines in England 
duriug tho teu years eudiug with am! inducliug l!HG, tho deat't·rate per 
thousaud persons ellll>loyed Yaricd frow 1·os (lowest) to l·GD (highest). 

'l'he dcath-mtc pet' million tons raised at coal mines only was 1)·[)3, while 
that of the preceding liYe years was 10·18. At coal minos in England, duriug 
the teu years ending with aud inelucling UllG, the death-rate per million tons 
raised varied from 4 :.ll (lowest) to (j·;)7 (highest). 

Of the 213 p·~rsous killed, :!11 wero mules and 3'2 wcro females. 

The deaths occurriug in each class of mines were ao follows :-

&urfacc, 

A list of these accidents appears in Appendix II, Table 1. In addition to 
these there were ·13 other accidents, causin~ the death of 53 persons. '!'~esc 
abo appt·ar in ,\_ppcndix II, Table 1, but are listed separately, a reason bemg 
"i l'llll itt each ca~e fur their exclusion from the statistical talJles. 
" ln the lluu~al anti Bihar and Orissa coal mine~, where most of the statisli· 

~ . 
cal accidents occur, there were 175 deaths compared with ll8 m 1Dl7. 

Each accident is described briefly in Appendix II, Table 1, but the follow· 
in~ arc reported on at greater length. 'l'hc numbers refer to the numbers in 
I he A ppcndix. 

EXPLOSIONS OF FIRE-DAMP. 

Beuvcrl Coal Company, Limite(l's Sitalpur Coalllline. 

This accident, which fortunately resulted in no loss of life or other ~'\.~ua\ty, 
must be claS>ed as one of the most extraordinary in the hHory of coal 
mining. It is illmtratell by Plates A and B. 

A shaft X o. 3 had recently been sunk to the Sauctoria scam, which it 
rt·ached at a depth of 818 feet. It had been fitted with two permanent ra:;es, 
with wire rope guit\cs. The diameter of the shafL is 16 f~ut. 

The work of driving out in the scam had been commenced, the chief drive 
being one to councuL with another shaft (No.2), which had been sunk many 
years ac:o to t\10 1Jishcrgad1 ~cam, which lies at a depth of 3S3 feet and with 
which No.3 •haH is also conuectul, au•l which was being dccpcnetl to the 
Sauctoria scam to ventilate and form a suco11<l oulkt for the new workings 
of No. 3 shaft. 

!!'rom the couuncuccmeut of driving, gas Wi\s met with, and, although 
letnporary armngemcnts for ventilation were madt•, by mcous of a ltoot'• blower, 
put behind a stopping in a landing in the Dishcr~arh scam, a {-inch cap 
was indicated Oll the safety lamp daily. L~tcr, more gas was met with aml the 
quantity increased to •uch an extent that it wa~ frequently necessary t" with­
draw the persons from the mine. At length undere(rountl work was restricted 
to the drivin~ of the connection to No. 2 pit and all a1·aibblc ventilation was 
concentrated to this drive. Even under these conditions the gas was so strong 
as to necessitate the •vithdra,va\ of the work per·sons from time to time. Five 
days before the accident moro gas still was encountered, all underground work 
wa~ stopped and no one was allowed to go down the shaft. 

:ti o. 3 shaft then filled with gas to the top, althou!J'h the Root's blower was 
kept nt work. Tbc matmger stated that he could smell the gas in thu open air 
at the top of the shaft. 

Five days aft<'rlmrds at 1-30 P.M., while a thunderstorm was passing over 
th" collier~·. a loud report was heard. Tlw manager came out of his house. llo 
uoticet\ !hat :rio. !l shaft head fr:1mc was clam:t~ud allll went to see what had 
oc<·.ut'l'ed. His description of what he found is~as follows:-" I saw two of tho 
currugakd sheets han~ing up in !he head gear and the iron latltler twisted 
about. I \\cut to the pit top anti found uuboly there. I saw that the 
'hell box' gil'llcrs wero displaced. After examining· the pit bank, I fuuud the 
1\uorwg was blown out of place on tho west siue. Two tubs were lying on 
tile ;;round H feet below the bank aud the south ca'"e was j:uuutetl iu the 
'kcps.' I then forwed an opinion that an c.">:plosio; had occurred in the 
1uinc." 

The comlitions ahove described can be realised by a reference to the photo• 
£:1'UJ1hs on l'latc A. Tho wrecked pit top :mel jawmetl cage arc shown in l'lwto, 
Nl). 1. It shullltl he noted that the other C:l"C was at lh11 bottom of tho shaft 
with the winding ropo stretched down. 'l'h~ tub shown iu l'hoto. No. 2 wa~ 
[,\own from the pit bauk and lantlcd on tho ~runml level, which is U feet 
lrdow th•· bank,. lifty fed away. A eormg.ttetl shret 1\':ls similu\y hurled, 
Letng tla,),..,d a,;•um• a wall, in wu.ich it malic tltc h•Jlc sh•JWll in l'hoto. No.3. 
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It was evident that nn explosion hn(l occurred in tl1e mine and the mnnn!(e­
ment at once emlrm·ourrd to a~ccrtnin the cnu~o. They snti,fird thom~elves 
that no fire hnd been lit on the pit bank and could find 110 evidence of nnyono 
having gone ncar the top of the shaft with a light. 

When the winding rope of the north cage was examined, it was di,coverctl 
that in two places, at 228 feet aml 278 feet from the surface, rcspcctiYcly, th" 
rope had been rent. ~!any of the win•s were broken nnd the points were fusrd. 
The condition of the rope at 278 feet is shown in Plate B, Photo. No. 1. 

There is no donlJt that lightning discharges had occunocd at thew points 
between the rope and the side of the shaft, and had exploded the fire-damp in 
the shaft. '!'his explosion of fire-damp caused the wreckage· at the top of the 
shaft. 

The distance from the "in ding rope to the side of the shaft was 5 feet 4 
inches. Some of the euidcs were nearer to the side thnn the winding rop!'. 
They were bolted in the mual manner from the iron hcnrlfrnmc nt the top of 
tho shaft, while the winding rope passed over the pulley wheels to the winding 
engine, '!'his particular winding engi110 was electrically driwn. 'l'hc engine 
wn• not damaged and two persons who were in the engine house not injnn·!l in 
nny way. 

Xo. 3.- T/1e Equitahle Coal Company, L1mited's JJi~hergm·h Coal .ilfinl', 

This explosion, by which 10 lives were lost and 4 other persons were in­
jured by bui'Hs, occun'<'cl in the Sanctorin scam, and in the worldngs of No. 3 
pit, which is ·105 feet deep. The Dishergarh seam has been worked above it at 
a depth of ll u feet. 

Two plans are attached to illustrate this report. Plan A shows the g<'nPrnl 
outline of the workim;s in this portion of the mine and the scheme of ventila­
tion. 'l'he place "·hm:e the explosion occurred is shown by a black ring on 
plnn A and is shown in detail on plan B. 

'l'he Local Government ordered an inquiry under Section 18 of the Indian 
}lines Act into the circumsbnces of this accident nnd such inquiry was duly 
held hy the Collector of Bnrdwan, with the Chief Inspector of )I itH·s in 
India and )Ir. 'f. ll. ·ward, )lining Engineer, as Assessors. A reference is 
made to their findin~s here~nafter. 

Until shortly before the explosion, No. 3 Pit main east level had hrcn 
stopped off immediately to the east of the main dip. It wns, howeyer, clecidPd 
to win the pillnrs lying to the rise of the level. With this idea in view, the 
stopping was broken down, and urrangemPnts were being made for a new "Jig" 
road to the rise and for Yentilating the rise workings. 

It will be seen from Plan A that thet·e were ventilation stoppings along 
the dip side of the main east ]eye], except at the two dip galleries, close to 
where the explosion occurred. In order to conserve all the available air for the 
ventilation of the now rise district, it was nece><sary to build a stopping in 
each of these two gailcrics and stone stoppings, as shown in plan and in sac­
tion on Plan B, were being built when the explosion occurred, fourteen 
persons being employed at this work. They all used nuked lights. 

Attention is now drawn to the gonf lying immediately to tl•e dip of the;e 
two stoppings. It was proved in eYidcnce that, while some of these persons 
were up in tho gonf, getting stones for the building of the stoppings, gas wns 
ignited at the naked light of one of them, at the place marl;etl with a black 
cross on both plans. At this place there was an opening int'l the goaf, similar 
to those shown in the sections on l'lan B. All fourteen were blU'nt, with the 
result, as stated, that ten of them dird. 

The explosion was local in its effect and there were no sign& of force or of 
coked coal dust. 

The explosion occunoed at 9 A.l!. on a :Monday morning. The gang build­
ing the stoppings commcncecl this work on the moming of the previous day. 
It was established that no test for ga5 in the goaf was madQ before the work 
wns commenced on Sunday mortiing and it is more than doubtful that this 
gang was Yisitcd at all dul'ing that day by an ofiiciul. It is certain that none 
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of the EuroreAn offirinls went there. On the Mondny morn in~. nhout nn hour 
before the accident, the European overman visited the spot. II<' has affirmrd 
tlrnt he tested for f(8S with a mfcty lamp. The thomn!:(hne>S of his test mny lll• 
oonu<>ed hy the occurrence of thr eXjllosioo an hour afterwnrds. 
"' " Explosions of gns occurred at Disbergnrh colliery in 1010, lDHi nnd 1DHi, 
th01wh not in the Snnctoria 8Cnm, in which scam, hon·cvrr, CM n ns not 

"' unknown, nnrl from 1D05 to the present date there nppeat' to have bern senrnl 
chnngrs in the system of lighting the colliery. After the explmion in 1\J1Ci, 
by which l.J. pco·sons were killed, >nfety lnmps were reintroduced thronghout 

, the colliery nnd this system n·ns in force until Jnnunry 1\llfi, wlwn, nt the 
request of the mnnng<"r, the a~cnt snnclion!'d the lichting of tlw n holr of th· 
Snnctoria senm "With naked lights nnd this wns continued, cxcq't in mhnnr" 
drivings where ~nfcty lamps were used ns n prrrautionary men,nrr, until thP 
occuncnce of the explosion under report. , 

The summary of the finding of the Court of Inquiry wns thnt tlw we ,,f 
nhkcd lights on the day of the cxplm•ion did nr.t constitute a Lrr·n<"h of 1Lc rult­
unrkr tho Indian )lines Act on the subject of th<" usc of safety lnmp,, J,ut that, 
in view of the past history of the colliery, the introduction of nal<crlliglits in 
Jnnuary 1918 in the Sanctoria scnm wns a grnvc error of judgment on the pnrt 
of the mnnngement, that the direct caur.e of the CXjJlo,ion wns the wnnt of a 
thorough examination for gas in the gonf in which the explosion orcurrr·rl a])(\ 
that there wns slackness generally regarding examinations for ~·as in the 
Sanctorin seam nnd rerorting thereon. 

The colliery is now worked with safety lamps throughout. 

FALLS OF ROOF. 

:Ko. 7.-The l'lowagm·li Coal Cornpany, Limited's KatJ"rrs Coal J!inr. 

In this cnso miners were getting stones from a .goaf fot· hnilt!ing mnlrrial 
unrlcrground. A heavy fnll of roof took place in the !:(onf anrl onr man was 
killed, In ac<"on\ancc with the rules, tl1c goaf was fpnct·tl ofl', hn1 the plare 
where this mnn rceciverl his injuries was well insitle the J'o·nt"t' ant! it. apJit'Orrtl 
to he a pmctice at this colliery to sene\ worlnnen l~t•ymHI th" f,·n<"<'' to cn!IPd 
stones. It wns contrnde<l thnt nn official should l1avc lJPeu prr"·ut, ],ut tJ,ew 
men were not being supcrv ised. · 

Accidents due to )JCrsons going into goavrs nrc not infreqnrnt and to send 
miners to such places is to risk their livrs, a risk whid1 no amount of imnwrliate 
supervision can minimise to any extent. "'hen fnlls nceur in ::;r•nYes, tlll'y 
often do so without warning. 

FALLS OF SIDE. 

lt."o. 101.-The BanRjom Coal Company, Limited'.~ BauRjora Coal J11iue. 

A pillar of con\, 21 fPrt high, was lleing won from the top dnll'lrwnrrh ant! 
a.cnt u feet wide had, been taken nlongone sit!e of it, just untler the roof. A 
pwce of coal broke nwny from the Sl(le nnrl one man, in trying to avoid it, 
JUmper\ hnckwnrds and fell down the 18 feet to tho floor receivin<> injurios 
from which be died. · ' " 

To start a high pillar with a cut along the side under the roof, as in this 
case, is not a safe operation. It is much better ~o llWve a nnrrow roar\, just. 
under the roof, right through the miutlle of the pillar. This road forms 11 plat­
form, from which subsequent operations may he undertaken, 

lt."o, 67.-The Ilfliance Coal Company, Limile1l's Charanpur Coal ]line. 

In this case a pi lim·, H fret high, was hcing won, the system bring to 
undercut the coal near the floor nnrl then let the roof coal fall. The under· 
entt.!ng had been tnken o feet in and the only support cnmistctl of 3 or 4 
vertwal 11rops. A large pieee of roof coal fell from between two slips, swnyiug 
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out the props, and killed one of the miners. It has been pointed out before 
that when pillars are being got in this way, it is not sufli<'i<·nt to suppot-t the 
top coal with vertical props only. Unless diagonal struts aro add<'d, tlll're is 
always danger of a big collapse. 

Undercuttim~ pillars in course (lf extraction is not to h,., reeotnlllCHtled in 
Indian mines. 'l'he miners cannot be relied upon to carry out th<' work 1nth· 
out bringing about dangerous conditions. Wherever it is possihlt' to <lo so, the 
sides of the pillars should be kept vertical, so as to minimise the llO<Sihility of 
accidents from falls of overhanging coal. 

IN SHAFTS-OVERWINDING. 

No. JU.-T!Ie Tala Iron and Steel Compnny, Lirnile<l's lllalkera·Choilodilt 
Coal jJfine. 

In the report for lfll7 an account was given of an ovm·wind at this mine, 
due to the partial failure of an overwinding and ovcr.;peed gmr, whif'h was out 
of adjustment. During the year under report a similar accident o<•cuned at 
another shaft at this mine except that the gear was hy a different mal<er to 
that of the one which caus!'d the previous accident. In the more reeent case 
one man was being lowered in one ca[(e, while another n'an was hein[( raised 
i o the other. An overwind occurred, the gear came into action too late and 
both men were killed. It is essential that these complicated devices •lwuld he 
kept in perfect adjustment. After this accident another En~ineer was 
appointed. ·w eckly tests are now made and the results ref'Or<lc!i. The 1\ ~cnt 
of the colliery has reported that on two occasions, since the date of this ael'ident., 
the device has been automatically brought into action aml prcvcnlctl serious 
consequences. 

EXPLOSIVES. 

No. 1.18.-7'/te Be••!Jrtl Coal Company, Limited's Bauksimula Coal j)fine. 

In this accident three persons wne fatally burnt hy an explosion nf 
gunpowder. It was the practic" at this colliery for the sll<ltlin·rs to he supplied 
by the powder manufacturer with loose powder, which they thcwsdrcs m:ule 
into cartridges in or about their houses. 

The deceased persons were evidt•ntly manufacturing cartridges within a hut 
in which a fire was burning. The powder became ignitl'd, explode<! atl<l burnt 
them with fatal results. 

Accidents of this kind are frequent and it is to be rcgreu.,a that more 
careful supervision of the manufacture of gunpowder into carlridc;<'s iH nut 
exercised. 

Since the accident the A~ent of the colliery has i>sued stan<lio~ onkrs to 
the effect that no louse powd<'r is to be i"ucd to miners or shollin·rs for the 
purpose of nmking cartridg-es. 'l'he powd .. r mnnufactttrcr is lo supply the 
cartridg-es ready for USJ in the mine, and 110 cartridges are to h.: takt•n to, or 
stored in, any mrclli"g' on the colliery.

IRRUPTION OF WATl:R .

'rllis accident was due to a lar~e ,·olume of water hurst in~ an l'Wlta.nkml'ut 
on tile surft\CC during very heavy rain m:d flotHliug- a mine ihruu~h subsi(ll'nCf:'S 
due to g-on.fin!.! <•twrntions, with tuc l't-'!·mlt thai two womon a.ud the ehild of 0111~ 
ot Utem Wl'l'C drowned. 1fherc were l.j;j persons aL wurk in tile Ulilll:, ~UlllC or 

whum narruwly escaped. 
c 
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This report is illustrated by Plan C. The goafing was commenced about 
15 months before the accident and several subsidences to the smface had 
taken place. The scam is l'\o, 12 and is 12 feet thick. }'om·tccn feet below it, 
and connected to it by severn! ili~fts, is No. 11 scam, which is 1R feet thick and 
which has also been extensively worked. 

The 11ccident happened shortly after midnight. It was n very stormy 
night. Rain had commenced falling at about 9 P.M. and by the morning local 
rain gauges showed a. downfall of 7 inches. Of this amount it was estimated 
that 5 inches fell between 9 P.M. and midnight. 

The surface of the north of the goafcd area forins the naturnl drainage of a 
large extent of country, and, in order to rrotcct the workin~s, the emhankment 
and drain shown on the plan lmd been constructed some two years hefore the 
accident. The embankment successfully witl1stood any effects of heavy rain 
in HJ17. l'nfortunntcly the rain on the night of the accident proved too 
much for it. 'rhc emhnnkment was scoured out at the roint. shown on the 
plan. As will h<' sren, this is where the water from two directions met. The 
result was that the emhankmcnt was finally hrent'hcd at this point. The fact 
that such a large volume of water rusl1ed 'mldenly into the mine is fair proof 
that there was a definite breach of the embankment and that it was not 
gradually scoured from the top downwards. 

The cmhankment once breached, the water immediately overspread the 
surface of the goafcd area. Its chief entrance into the mine appears to have 
);ern at the point shown on the plan. 

With thP. exception of the three deceasetl and a boy who was aftprwards 
rcs!'ucrl, the miners in both seams escaper! through the rise workings and 
reachPd the surface through No. 6 Pit. 

The pPrsons working in the extreme dip workings of 12 and 11 scams owed 
their rescue to the action of flari l\lanjhi, the Sirdar in charge. He happen('(! 
to be passing ncar No. 1 Pit bottom (in No. 11 ~cam) and, heming an unusual 
sound, went to the shaft where he found n large flow of wntcr falling down the 
slu1.ft from ~o. 12 seam. Ile promptly got his workpcople r.ut through No. 11 
seam riso working·s and No. G Pit. The Colliery Com1mny made him a p1·escn· 
tntion in recognition of his conduct. . 

The three deceased and the boy were working in ?\ o. 12 scam at the point 
indicated on the plan, 'rhe water did not actually flow down this gallery, but 
on hearing a noise they fled, and, unfortunately fled down into the dip worldngs, 
where the three deceased were eventually engulferl. Their bodies W<'re after· 
lrards founrl at the places shown on the plan. At the place where they were 
working, floor coal was being cut. The floor of the rise galkry had not been 
cut ancl if they had elambered into this gallery over the "bench" of uncut floor 
coal, they would ha>e been saved. 

Five women worldng in an adjoining gallery to this one also fled, on 
hearing the noise of the water. :Fortunately for them, they fled in the right 
direction and gained the rise tram level. 

'Ihe rescued boy had a most fortunate escape. He was found against a 
fencing in the l\lain West level of No. 1 pit, in No. 12 seam. He had evi­
dently turned into this level. The fencing had prevented him bein<> swept 
down the shaft and be was practically uninjured. 

0 

'l'he danger of low lying land in proximity to goafed workings or to 
galleries driven close to the surface has been recognised for many years and 
much has been dono by the management of various collieries to minimise it. 
The occurrence of this accident should once more draw their attention to it, 

HAULAGE. 

No. 144.-The Tala Iron a11d Steel Cornpm1y, Limited's Yll!kera-Choilorlih 
Coal Yine. 

In this case a miner, who was lying aslPep at the foot of fin nndt·rgronnd 
haulage plnne, wni run over by a runaway tub and killed. ln<Jniry disclose<! 
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the fad that tliC runaway was due to :the opcuin~ out of a D liuk collplin~. 
This <'oupli"g- wa~ of an uusuitahlc character. The pin used to keep the holt 
in its place was not attached to the coupling :md there wos, therefore, tull. 
opportunity for it not to he inserted. It could not be fouud after the aceident 
lt wos also found that t11c "drag-" was uselc". 'l'he uppn part w·as too shm-t, 
w·ith the result that the pron;:s hung verticnlly and werP unahlP to come into 
action. 

lYo. l•!v.-T!te Tetulmuri Collieries, Limited's Telulllllll'i Coal Jline. 

Whilst a train of 8 empty tLths was hein~ lowered down a haulngc slope, 
the ropo hrokL• and the tuhs ran" ild, with the resLtlt that a man was run over 
aud killed. 

The I'Ol"' was orig-inally *-inch diameter mHI had been at work at various 
inelint,g for ;J~. years. It was found on inquiry that it was so worn that the 
aYerag-e diameter had lH•t•n rcdllced to }-inch. At the point where it broke 
there were on! I' ~(i wirl'' instead of tile flllinumhcr of J:!. The"e wires were 
worn :md britile. .\eeor-iing to the evidence of Yarious persons the rope had 
broken from three to six times during the prcyious ·three months, and the 
working load had been reduced to 3 loaded and 8 t•mpty tubs. 

On the day before the accident the manager found a had place in the rope 
:11ul hy his ordct· the rope was cut, ahout 2 feet of it remove<! and a pair of 
SL>ckcts put. on. 'l'he lm·ak whieh caused the aecitlent took place a few feet 
from the sockets. 

'l'hc Impct•lor of ~lim·s, aftf'r <"Wminin~ the ropt•, ~n1·c it ns his opinion 
that it was in such a'""' coudilion that it "hould not h:wc hccn used, ~r. if it 
was used, the load should haYe been not more than one loaded and three empty 
tubs. 

There was admitlt•tlly a groat shortage of ropes throughout the year, but 
this could not be lwld to justify the use of a rope to the extent of endangering 
life. 

BY UNDERGROUND MACHINERY. 

Xo. J!j,j,-:J.'he Beual.:nri Coal Company, Limited's Benal.:uri Co<d Jline. 

,\n undcr~round eng-inc drin·r had paid out the rope of his engine with 
the result that some coils of rope were loose on the drum. Whilst. en<lenvour­
ing to straighten and lighten the•c coils he was carried suddenly on to the drum. 
At the same time the loose coils of rope b1·ou~ht down on him some corrugated 
iron sheets which formed a protection hoard over the engine. 

'£here is no doubt that in some way the cngiue was accidentally started or 
accelerated. 

Ott inquiry the condition of the engine was found to ho as follows :-The 
tltrotlle lerer, \rhieh wns a vertic·,] one, was kept hack in the shut position 
hy a piPce of string. It was so loose that. it. coult! bu remo1·cd by a touch of 
the haut!, :tll(l when it was pushed forward and the throttle was full open, the 
handle of the lcrer was only one inch from the plate of the drum. 

SUNDRIES UNDERGROUND. 

Ko. Ji'li.-·'l'!tc Tala Iro11 and Steel ComJlaii!J, Limited's J/alkel'a•Cltoitodih 
Coal Jiine. 

This ac.,ideut, whit·h rcsl!Hed in a mau !JCin~ clcl'tl'UCllterl, occurred at. the 
hollom of a shaft, which was li~htcd ckctrieally. ··The Cllrreut w·as sllpplied at 
~~0 Yolts, lry a lead t'OI'<T«i cahk, cart'i<'<i by a pair of c:ah·anise<l wire ropes, 
snsJH'tHletl from plan\< in~ on th,• smfacc. The man who was killed touched 

. the cable al'eid<'ntalh·, ft·ll aeross it nne! remaitwd there untiln•morc<l. 
'l'lte slJai't had .inst lll'en dewatered, after h"ing lh>lle.l for sotLLe months. 

On the morlling of the accident the clcctrieian fitted the shaft. bottom with 
o2 
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sonlf' lig-ltb allfl then rcpol'le!l to the mana~rr tlwt there was a slight leakage 
ol etl!'t't·nt. The manager toltl him to !'ttl ottL 1 he !lel'ccti,·e part. of the cahle 
:1ttcl he rl'porled ahout an hour later that he h:td clone so. The mana~er then 
went clown the shaft and, on cx:tminin~ the cnble, felt a slight shock and 
stoti•>lt<'tl a man to kePp persons awa~· from the caldc. He has stated that he 
lhc·n told the cleelrit'iaH to replace the defccliYe cable at one••. 'fhe latter has 
tknhl !.!tat he was told to do this at once and has slated that he meant to do 
it in the afternoon. 

The acL'itlcnt was inquirc·d into and reported upon hy the Electric Inspec­
tor to tlte Local GoYernmcnt who considered that. the accident was due to ' . t.l"' inclliciPnt earthing of the cable sheathinp; or of the wire supporltng 
roy·s, to which the cahle was tied at frequent interYals by metal binding 
Wli'C. 

In view of the Electric Inspector's report, a prosecution was instituted 
a~:tiust t.he manager, as detailed iu Section IV of the report. 

NON -STATISTICAL. 

No. ;}.'J.-7'ha JJurraka•· Coal Compml!J, Limited's Kaulapahari Coal 1Jline. 

This accident., wherchy 5 persons were killed and 6 injured, was due 
to an explosion at midni~ht in a railway oil tank wagon, which was being 
uuloadcrl hy colliery work people at a colliery 'iding. It was inquired into 
by the Inspector of Explo<ives, wh'l formed the opinion that th .. explosion 
WHS causer! hy some one forcibly opening the man-hole cover and introrluc­
in~ a lig-ht ol' some description in ortlcr to find how much oil remained in 
the tank. 'l'lwr~ is little douht that. this 1wrson "·as on<' of tho deceased. 
The work was being carried out under the supervision of tho t'ltorekecp••r, 
and a prosccut ion was initiated hy the Cidl authoriht•s a~ainst him and the 
manager of the colliery, as detailed in Section IV of the report. 

Section IV.-Prosecutions and additions to the Act.

The owner and a"ent, nmna~cr, O\'crman and sirdar of the Laxmi Colliery 
Company's l'arlmd l'al,ari coal mine were prosecuted under H.nle :J, read with 
Section :!:!(l)(e), fot· not ker'ping safe the sides of the quarry. They were fined

Thfsr medals 'llete presented to them by· is lxc~llen~y the Vice­
roy at Ilmuah Station on the 10tL December l!l1S. 

HEALTH AND SANITATION. 

'l'he Asansol )linrs Ronrd of Health held 9 ordinary and 3 special meet­
ings. There were :1 changes in the r.crsonncl of the unofficial members. Com­
pulsory notification of ehanges in the names of collieries or of their ownt>rs, 
agents and mnnng<·rs was ln·ought into force. A gcne1al order was issw·d, 
prohibiting the hnrning- or hurinl of corpses at places other than the 78 hnrn­
ing g-hats nnd 17 bmial g-rounds maintained l1y the Board or the 183 bnrning­
~hnts nrprovcd hy them. Lectures on sanitation and hy~iene in the collieries 
and villages were continued and were greatly apprGoiated. 

An investig-ation into the c:.:i,tence of hook-worm disease amongst collierv 
labour and tho agricnltnrnl population of the settlement was rarri~d out. it 
was found that at least (i!i per cent. of the colliery lahnur, and 3!J per cent. of 
the agricultural population were affected with the disease, An anti-malaria 
survey of the settlement was commenced. · 

'!here were ·H2 cnsrs of cholera and 225 deaths, the figures for small·rox 
J1cing SO au <I 7, as compared with 22ll cases of cholera and 138 deaths and 320 
cases of small·rox nnd !l2 deaths in l!l17. Inllurnza hrokc out in the mining­
settlement <luring the latter part of the year. 'l'hc deaths rcpm·tcd wrre 527 
and tho•e from pnemnonia, ruost of which were probahly due to influenza, 
were 681. 

. The Governor in Council, in a letter addressed to the Chief Inspector of 
)lines in India, dc,ired to re<·ord his satisfaction at the success attained by the 
s>nitnry mensurcs intrmluecd hy tltc Board for promoting the ~cneral health of 
the tninin.~ area. 

The Jharia )lines Board of llealth held 18 ordinary and 5 special meet­
ings. There were two ehnn~<·s in the personnel of the unofficial members. 
The Epidemic lJi,eases Act remained in force during the whole yPnr and was 
administered hy the Chi<of Ronitnry Ofliccr, wlto continued to IJc the authority 
appointed undt•r the Act. 'l'he reg-ulations were extcndd to make provision 
for the prcYcntion of plague. 'l'he vaccination staff wns double. 

'!here were U3!l <"nscs of d10lcra and 238 d<aths, the fig-ures for small-pox 
being 7·:1. an<l 5, as compared with 608 cases of cholera and 314. d<·at hs and US 
cases of small·pox and ·1 deaths in 1!!17. The denth·rnte froru influenza was 
very great, but no n~t unl figures are availahlc. 

'l'ho Lieutenant-Governor in Council recorde<l his appreciation of the good 
work done by the members of the Board and by the Chief Sanitary Officer. 

The following deaths from influenza at mines have also been reported:­
Thirteen hmHil·ctl and ninPty·fil·e deaths in the manganese mines of the 
Central Provinces, 50 deaths in the Anantapur gold mines, t21 deaths in the 
coallields outside Ben~al and llihar and Orissa nnd 165 deaths at the Shivrnjpur 
manganese mines in the Bombay Presidency. 

There were 109 deaths from cholcm in the Bihar and Orissa mica fields. 
The rainfall in the Jharia oonllield was 43·ti3 inches, in the Giridih coal­

field it was 35·70 inches, in the Ranig-nnj coalfield it was 33 Jl inehes and nt 
the new Jharia 'rater Works it was 47"·Hl inches. 'l'he fi~urcs for ;n7 werc• 

" 72·0!J, (l!J·lU, 71 9 and 72·87 inches, respectively. 
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MINING EDUCATION. 

The Professor of :Mining at Sihpur College has reported that during the 
session HllG-17 there were six students in the Senior comsc, of whom five 
aained diplomas. In the Junior C'oursc 2J. W<'re enrolled at the Lrginning of 
fhe session, 12 snt for the examination a1Hl 10 ~unlifiP<l for promotion to the 
Senior coursP, At the commencement of the session HJ17-l8 tlwre werf' l 0 
students enrolled in the Senior course and 20 in tlw .Junior course. Of these, 
2 in the Senior Bnd 2 in the Junior course were special students. In the 
annual examination 7 students gained diplomas, wLilc 12 qualitlcd for promo­
tion from the Junior to the Senior course. 

Tho annual mining camp was pitched at Banendib in the Giridih coalfield. 
Forty-five students were present. The usual courses of practical work were 
undertaken. Seven special survey students attf•nded. 

A special experimental plant in connedion with the mining department 
of tho college bas recently been erected to test the coking property of coal and 
estimate the tar, ammonia :ond other hyo-product contents of the coal examinr·d. 

The )lining Education Advisory Board held 4 meetings during the yl'nr. 
The Bengal GoYernment sanctioned a scl11·me pro·:i<lin~ for qunlilkd students 
of schools of land surveyinc: !wing trained in mi11e suneying. The Board 
adopted certain improYcments in the scheme of lel'tmt·s <ldi1·et·ed l•y tho 
::\linin~ lnst•uctor and ordered the levv of a fcc of Hs. r; from each candidate 
for attendance during the session. The awrage attendance at these lectures 
was 33·9, as compared with 23·3 in the preYious year. 

'!'he sessional examination was hcl<l in )!nv, the examiners being )[essr•. 
H. Lancaster, Inspector of )Jines in India, and E. tl. Uoherton, Pt:nfessor of 
Sibpnr College. :Forty-three candidates sat for examination and 2G passed. 
:Mr. V. C. Durham ohtained the highest rrarks. The Examiners n•porte<l that. 
the papers on the anrage "ere gem!, though not up to last year's standard, 
that the sketching in particular had fallen off and that some of the answers 
were unneces.arily long. 

The Bengali and Ilimli lectures were also delivered.

Rule 3.-Every side entrance to a mine from the surface, by which the mine can Le 
entered on foot, which is regularly usetl as a travelling or haulage road, . .::hall be provitll'd with 
a ~ate, which shall be kept closed and locked when there are nJ persons muler~rouHtl in the 
mine. Such gate shall he so constructed as to prevent effectually, when closed, t.bo entrance 
of p6rsons into the mine by way of :mch travelling or haula~e road. 

Rule 4.-Evci'Y side entrance to a mine from the surfa!.!C hy which the mine can be 
entered on foot, w~1ich. is not r"eg-ularly U"'t.'d as a travdliu~ or haula~c ruad, shall be per­
manently closed or irept substantially fenced, acros8 the whole width of the entrance. \\'hen 
an entrance is fcnct:d, the fencing shall be so constructed as not to prc\'ent egress in caee of 
emergency.
