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PREFACE TO THE FIRST EDITION

At the time of the formation of the State of Andhra
Pradesh an agreement was entered into and subse-
quently in furtherance of the objectives of that
agreement certain Presidential Orders were issued
and rules were made for the constitution and function-
ing of the Andhra Pradesh Regional Committee. This
compilation consisting of the more important of these
documents and certain other allied papers, like the
Mulki Rules, the validity of which was upheld by the
recent judgement of the Andhra Pradesh High Court,
is broughtout in one booklet to facilitate easy
reference of the Hon'ble Members. It is hoped that
the Hon'ble Members will find this publication useful.

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TERMS OF AGREEMENT ENTERED INTO BY THE
LEADERS OF ANDHRA AND TELANGANA
REGIONS AT THE TIME OF FORMATION OF
THE ANDIHRA PRADESH STATE.

A. Regional Standing Committee.—(1) There will
be one legislature for the whole of the Andhra Pradesh
State which will be the sole law-making body for the
entire State and there will be one Governor for the
State aided and advised by a Council of Ministers res-
ponsible to the State Assembly for the entire field of
administration.

(2) For the more convenient transaction of the
business of Government with regard to some specified
matters, the Telangana area will be treated as a region.

(3) For the Telangana region there will be a
Regional Standing Commitiee of the State Assembly
consisting of the members of the State Assembly
belonging to that region including the Ministers from
that region but not including the Chief Minister.

(4) Legislation rclating to specified matters will
be referred to the Regional Committee. In respect of
specified matters proposals may also be made bv the
Regional Committee to the State Government for
legislation or with regard to questions of general
policy not involving any financial commitments other
than expenditure of a routine and incidental character.

(5) The advice tendered by the Regional Com-
mittee will normally be accepted by the Government
and the State Legislature. In case of difference of
opinion reference will be made to the Governor whose
decision will be final and binding.

(6) The Regional Committee will deal with the
following matters—

(i) Development and economic planning with-
in the framework of the grneral development plans
and policies formulated by the State Legislature:

(i1) Local Self-Government, that is to say, the
constitutional powers of Municipal Corporations,
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Improvement Trusts, District Boards and other dis-
trict authorities for the purpose of Local Self-Govern-
ment oy Village Administration,;

(it1) Public health and sanitation, local hospitals
and dispensaries;

(iv) Primarv and Secondary Education;

(v) Regulation of admissions to the educational
institutions in the Telangana region;

(i) Prohibition;
(vii} Sale of agricultural lands:
(viid) Cottage and small-scale industries; and

(ix} Agriculture, Co-operative Socielies, Mar-
kets and Fairs.

Unless revised by agreement earlier this arrange-
ment will be reviewed after ten years.

B. Domicile Rules——A temporary provision will bhe
made to ensure that for a pericd of five veors, Telan-
gana is regarded as a unit as far as recruitment o sub-
ordinate services in the arcs is coneerned: posts borne
on the cadre of these scrvices mav be reserved for
being filled bv persons whe satisfyv the domicile condi-
tions as prescribed under the existing Hvderabad
Rules.

C. The position of Urdu—The Government of India
would advise the State Government to take app-opriate
steps to ensure that the oxisting position of Urdu in
the administrative and judicial structure of the State
is maintained for a period of five vears,

D, Retrenchment of surplus personnel in the new -
State.—The Government of Tndia do net anticipate
any retrenchment. The infention is that so far as
possible, the service personne! from the Hvderahad
State should be automatically integrat.d into the ser-
vices of the Andhra Prade-h svithout anv nrocess of
screcning.  Should, however any  retrenchment be
found necessary, the erthre nersonnel of the corviees of
the enlargedState will be treatsd on an equal footing,
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E. Distribution of expenditure between Telangana
and Andhra Regions.—Allocation of expenditure within
the resources of the State is a matter which falls
within the purview of the State Government and the
State Legislature. Since, however, it has been agreed
to between the representatives of Andhra and Telan-
gana that the expenditure of the new State on central
and general administration should be borne propor-
tionately by the two regions and the balance of
income from Telangana should be reserved for expen-
diture on the development of Telangana area, it is
open to the State Government to act in accordance
with the terms of this agreement in making budgetary
allocations. The Government of India propose to
invite the attention of the Chief Minister of Andhra to
this particular understanding and to express the hope
that it would be implemented.

ARTICLE 371 OF THE CONSTITUTION OF INDIA

371. (1) Special provision with respect to the Stctes
of Andhre Prudesh, Punjab, Maharashtra and Guja-
rat—Notwithstanding anvthing in this Constituiion,
the President may, by order made with respoct to the
State of Andhra Pradesh or Punjab, provide for the
constitution and functions of regional con-mittoes of
the Legislative Assembly of the State. for the modifi-
cations to be made in the rules of business of th. Gov-
ernment and in the rules of procedure of the Legis-
lative Assembly of the State and for any special
responsibility of the Governor in order to scctre the
proper functioning of the regional committees.

(2) Notwithstanding anything in this Constitu-
tion, the President may by order made with respect to
(the State of Maharashtra or Gujarat), provide l!or
any special responsibility of the Governor for—

() the establishment of separate development
boards for Vidarbha, Marathwada (and the rest of
Maharashtra or, as the case may be) Saurashira. Kuch
and the rest of Gujarat with the provision that a
report on the working of each of these boards will be
p{aced each year before the State Legislative Assem-
bly;

{b) the equitable allocation of funds for deve-
lopmental expenditure over the said areas, subject to
the requirements of the State as a whole; and

(¢) an equitable arrangement providing ade-
quate facilities for technical education and vocaticnal
training, and adequate opportunities for employment
in services under the control of the State Govern-
ment, in respect of all the said arcas, subject to the
requirements of the State as a whole.

128-B. Motion for introduction of Regional Bills.—
When a regional Bill is introduced, or on some subse-
quent occasion. the member-in-charge may make one

of the following motions in regard to his Bill,
namely : —

(a) that it be referred to the Regional Committee,
or

(b) that it be circulated for purposes of eliciting
opinion thereon by a date specified in the motion;

Provided that no such metion as aforesaid shall
be made by any member other than the member-in-
charge except by way of amendment to the motion
made by the member-in-charge..

128-C. Discussion on principle of Regional Bill.—
(1) On the date on which one of the motions referred
to in Rule 128-B is made, or on anv subsequent day to
which the discussion thereof is postponed, the prinei-
ple of the Bill and its general provisions may be dis-
cussed, but the details shall-not be discussed further
than is necessary to explain its principles.

(2} Where a motion that a Bill be circulated for
the purpose of eliciting opinion thereon is carried and,
the Bill is circulated in accordance with that direction
and the opinions are reccived thereon, the member-in-
charge, if he wish»s to proceed  with the Bill there-
after. may move that the Bill be referred to the
Regional Committee.

128-D. Procedure before Regional Committee —
When a Bill has been referred to the Regional Com-
mittee, the Regional Committece. shall follow the
proczdure laid down in Chapter XVIII-A.

128-E. Procedure after presentation of Report.—
(1) After the precentation of the report of the Regional
Committee on a Bill, the member-in-charge may move
that the Bill as reported by the Regional Committee be
taken into considsration:

Provided that anv member of the Assembly may
object to its being taken into consideration if a copy
of the report has not been madce available for the use
of members for seven davs and such objection shall
prevail, unless the Spezker allows the report to be
taken into consideration.
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(2) When the member-in-charge moves that the
Bill as reported by the Regional Committee be taken
into consideration, any member may move. as an
amendment, that the Bill be re-committed to the
Regional Committee,

128-F. Scope of debate on Report of Reqional Com-
mittee—The debate on a motion that the Bill as
reported by the Regional Committee be taken into
consideration shall be confined to consideration of the
report of the Regional Committee and the matters
referred to in that report or any alternative sugges-
tions consistent with the principle of the Bill

128-G. Restrictions on amendments to the Bill in
certain cases.—A member of the Regional Committee
who signs its report without a minute of dissent shall
not move an amendment to the Bill when it is under
consideration in the Assembly.”

3. After Rule 152, the following Rule shall be
inserted, namely: — \

“152-A. Special provisions regqarding Regional
Bills —(1) When a Bill as reported hy the Regional
Committee is not passed bv the Asqembh in the form
in which it has been reported but is passed in a form
which in the opinion of the Speaker, is substantially
different from that as reported by the Regional Com-
mittee, or is rejected by the Assembly, the Svezaker
shall submit to the Governor—

(a) in anv case where the Bill has keen
passed bv the Assemhly in a substantially different
form, the Bill as passed by the Assembly together with
the Bill as reported by the Regional Committce;

(b) in anv case where the Rill is reiected bv
the Assembly, the Bill as reported by the Regional
Committee.

(2) The Governor shall, as soon as possible after
the submission to him of the Rill return the B'1] to the
Assemblv with a message recommending either that
the Bill be withdrawn or that it he passed in the form
in which it has been reported bv the Regional Com-
mittee or in the form in which it has been passed bv
the Assembly and the message received from the
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Governor shall be reported by the Speaker to the
Assembly and accordingly, the Bill shall be deemed to
have been withdrawn, or as the case may be, be deem-
ed to have been passed by the Assembly in the form
recommended by the Governor.”

Chairman or while any resolution for the removal of
the Vice-Chairman from his office is under considera-
tion, the Vice-Chairman shall not, though he is present,
preside, and the provisions of sub-rule (2) of Rule 164-D
shall apply in relation to every such meeting as they
apply in relation to a meeting from which the Chair-
I%an, or as the case may be, the Vice-Chairman, is
absent.

164-F. Quorum.—(1) In order to constitute a meet-
ing of Regional Committee, the quorum shall be, as
near as may be, one-third of the total number of mem-
bers, the fraction, if any, being ignored.

(2) If at any time fixed for any meeting of the
Regional Committee, or if at any time during any such
meeting, there is no quorum, the Chairman shall either
suspend the meeting until there is a quorum or adjourn
the meeting to some future day.

Power to appoint Sub-Committees.—(1) The
Regional Committee may appoint one or more sub-
committees to examine any matters that may be refer-
red to the said sub-committee or sub-committees.

164-J. Report by Regional Committee.—(1) As soon

sions on the Commitee.

(5) If, in the opinion of the Chairman, a minute
of dissent contains words, phrases or expressions which
arc unparliamentary or otherwise, inappropriate, he
may order such words, phrases or expressions tp be
expunged from the minute of dissent. -

164-K. Presentation of Report—(1) The report of
the Regional Committee on a Bill, together with
minutes of dissent if any, shall be presented to the
Assembly by the Chairman thereof or in his absernce,
by any member of the Regional Committee.
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(2) In presenting the report, the Chairman or in
his absence the member presenting the report shall, if
he makes any remarks, confine himself to a brief state-
ment of facts but there shall be no debate at this
stage.

CHAPTER-III
GENERAL RULES FOR REGULATING ALLOWANCES
(Conditions of Age, Health and Domicile)

39. No person will be appointed in any Superior
or Inferior service without the specific sanction of
His Exalted Highness, if he is not a Mulki in terms of
the rules laid down in Appendix ‘N’. Any person,
whose domicile is cancelled under para 9 of the
Mulki Rules, will be considered to have been dismissed
from his post from the date of such cancellation.

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APPENDIX-N
(REFERRED TO IN ARTICLE 39)
1. A person shall be called a mulki if—

{a) by birth he is a subject of the Hyderabad
State; or

(b) by residence in the Hyderabad State he has
been entitled to the Mulki; or

(c) his father having completed 15 years of
service was in the Government Service at
the time of his birth: and

(d) she is a wife of a person who is a Mulki,

2. A person shall be called a subject of the
Hyderabad State by birth at the time of whose birth
his father was a Mulki.

3. A person shall be called a Mulki who hasa
permanent residence in the Hyderahagd State for at
leas®t 15 vears and has abandoned the idea of return-
ing to the place of his previous residence and has
obtained an affidavit to that effect on a prescribed
form attested by a Magistrate.

4. Where a Mulki woman marries a Non-Mulki
but does not give up her residence in the Hyderabad
State her rights which she enjovs by virtue of her
being a Mulki shall not be affected in any way.

5. Where a woman who is a Mulki. marries a Non-
Mulki and resides outside the Hyderabad State
along with her husbhand and returns to reside per-
manently in the Hyderabad State after the death of
her husband or after nbtaining a judicial separation
shall again be called a Mulki, but her children shall
be called Non-Mulkies. unless they are entitled to be
Mulkies under these rules.

6. Subject to the above provision the Talugdar,
Ifvderabad district for Hyderabad City and Hyder-
abad district angd the Talugdar of the Distriet in the
Districts shall be competent to grant Mulki Certificate
on the prescribed form provided that the father of the
applicant. prior to his residence in the Hyderabad
State of appoiniment in the Hyderabad Government
Service or the applicant himself prior to his residence
in the Hyvderabad State:—

{a) was not a British subject; or
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(b) was a subject of any State other than a
British protectorate; and

(¢) if he has not obtained a certificate under the
Indian Naturalization Act of 1926, the
application for the grant of Mulki Certi-
ficate shall be submitted in the office of the
Secretary, Judicial Department for action.

Exception.—In the case of inferior servants whose
in‘tial pay does not exceed Rs. 25 a month a Mulki
Certificate granted by an officer of the Department
coincerned who is competent to make his appoint-
ment on the post will be sufficient. But the said
servant shall not be promoted fo superior service un-
less he obtains a Mulki Certificate from an Officer
authorised ordinarily to grant certificate under these
Rules.

Explanation 1.—The Berari shall in case of his
appointment in any district obtain Mulki Certificate
from the Talugdar of the District and from the
Taluqdar of the Hydcrabad district in case of appoint-
ment in Hyderabad City and Hyderabad district and
he shali along with his application submit a certificate
in accordance with the provisions in force in Berar
of his being a Berari.

Explanation 2—A Government servant in superior
service in case of his appointment in a district shall
obtain Mulki Certificate from the Talugdar of district
or from the Talugdar of the district where he resides
and from the Taluqgdar, Hyvderabad district in case of
Hyderabad City and Hyderabad district.

Explanation 3—A resident of Secunderabad or
other assigned areas shall obtain a Mulki Certificate
from the Talugdar. Hvderabad district and a Resident
of Aurangabad Cantonment from the Talugdar of
Aurangabad district.
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7. In the application for the grant of a Mulki
Certificate in addition to all facts which support the
application the following matters shall be mentioned
and in the end it shall be certified by a declaration on
oath that the facts stated in the application are cor-
rect, and that he is aware that in case of wrong entry,
action may be taken against his in accordance with
the powers of the Court and Rule No, 9:—

(a) Where was the applicant born?
(b) Date and place of his birth.
(¢) Places where he was educated.

(d) Where was he residing prior to his residing
in the Hyderabad State.

(e) Place of birth and nationalify of his father
and grandfather.

(f) Place of ecducation of the applicant’s father,

(9) Where was he residing at the time of the
applicant’s birth and after completing 21st
yvear of his age?

(h) From what period the applicant is perma-
nently residing in the Hyderabad State and
whether he has abandoned the idea of
returning to his native land.

(1) Has the applicant’s father or he himself
acquired, or intends i{o acquire any im-
movable property within the Hyderabad
State.

(i) Has the applicant’s father or he himself
created such connections within the Hyder-
abad State which lead to believe that they
ha\(fie made Hyderabad State their native
land.

(k} Was an application made previously for a
Mulki Certificate and if so. to whom and
what orders were passed thereon.

8. In case the application for the grant of a Mulki
Certificate is rejected, an appeal may lie to Subedar
concerned against the order within a month from the
date of such rejection and the order of the Subedar
shall be final,
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9. Government in the Police Department may
cancel any Mulki Certificate if the Government finds
that any of the entries made in the application for
the Mulki Certificate under Rule 7 is not correct or
that it was obtained by false personation or false
statements and ‘t may cancel certificates of persons
mentioned in clauses (b), (¢} and (d) of Rule 1 if the
holder of the Mulki Certincate is disloyal to HE.H.
or the Hyderabad Government in his conduct or
behaviour or is directly or indirectly connecled with
such political activities which are detrimental or
contrary to the interest of the Hyderabad
Government.

ACT XLIV OF 1957.

An Act to make in pursuance of Clause (3) of Article 16
of the Constitution special provisions for require-
ment as to residence in regard to certain classes
of public employment in certain areus and to re-
peal existing laws prescribing any such require-
ment.

BE it enacted by Parliament in the Eighth Year of the

Republic of India as follows:—

1. Short Title and Commencement:

(1) This Act may be called the Public Employment
(Requirement as to Residence) Act, 1957.

(2) Tt shall come into force on such date as the Cen-
tral Government may, by notification in the Official
Gazette, appoint.

(a) The Act came into force on 21st March. 1959;
see G.S.R. 323, dated 21st March, 1959, Gazette of India,
1959, Part 1I-Section 3 (i), page 382.

2. Repeal of Existing Laws prescribing requirements
as to residence:

Upon the commancement of this Act, any law then
in force in anv State or Union Territory by virtue of
Clause (b) of Article 35 of the Constitution prescribing,
in regard to a class or classes of employment or
appoiniment to an office under the Government of, or
anyv local or other authority within, that State or
Union Territory, any requirement as to residence
therein prior to such employment or appointment
shall cease to have effect and is hereby repealed.

{a) This Act came into force on 21st March, 1959.

Note—Exception is made by section 3. in the case
of Himachal Pradesh, Manipur and Tirpura and the
area transferred from the State of Hyderabad to
Andhra Pradesh. But even in respect of these areas,
the residential qualification is preseribed for a limited
period of five vears, see Section 3.
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3. Power to make rules in respect of certain classes of
Public Employment in certain areas:

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4. Parliamentary Scrutiny of Rules:

5. Duration of section 3 and Rules:

4 Eligibility certificate —(1) Anv person desiring
to obtain a certificate of eligibility under these rules
mayv make an application to the authority specified in
this behalf by the State Government (hereinafter
referred to as the specified authority).

(2) Before granting such certificate, the spocified
authority may make such summary enquiry in respect
of the application as it considers necessary.

(3) A certificate of eligibility granted under this

rule shall be in the form prescribed in the second
schedule.
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(4) If the specified authority is saticfied either on a

TELANGANA SAFEGUARDS

With the formation of the Andhra Pradesh State on
1-11-1956 the long cherished aspiration of the Telugu-
speaking pcople for having a State of their own was achieved,
thanks to the coinbined efforts of the [eaders of the Andhra
and Telangana Regions. Both were concerned primarily
with securing the fuller cultural and economic develop-
ment of the Telugu People. The leaders of both the regions
found it necessary to provide safeguards for ensuring due
protection of the interests of Telangana and its develop-
ment : Provisions in this regard were accordingly made
in what has come to be known as the Gentlemen’s Agree-
ment.

Though it has been the settied policy of the Andhra Pra-
desh Government to faithfully implement the terms of the
Gentlemen’s Agreement, lapses have arisen in the implemen-
tation of the policy. In order to ensure the proper imple-
mentation of the safeguards the following decisions have
been taken at a meeting of the leaders of all the Political

Parties of the Legislature convened for the purpose by the
Chief Minister.

Employment :

All non-domicile persons, who have been appointed
either directly, by promotion or by transfer to posts reserved
under the Andhra Pradesh Public Employment (Require-
ment as to Residence) Rules, 1959 for domiciles of Telangana
Region will be immediately relieved from service. The
posts so rendered vacant will be filled by qualified candi-
dates possessing domicile qualifications and in cases where
such candidates are not available the posts shall be left
unfilled till qualified domicile candidates become available.
Action on the above lines will be taken immediately.

All non-domicile employees so relieved shall be provi-
ded employment in the Andhra region without break in
service and by creating supernumerary post’s if nccessary.

Two Senior Officers will be appointed charged with the

responsibility for implementing these decisions immediately
and effectively.

There have been some complaints that employment
has been obtained on the basis of false domicile certificates.

The Government will arrange to enquire into any such
complaints,
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Statutory Bodies :

The Andhra Pradesh Public Employment (Requirement
as o Residzance) Act and Rules applied to posts under
Governnent and Local Bodies only.  The High Court has
receiitiv held that this Act does not apply to the Andhra
Pradesh State Llcctricity Board. The Government, how-
ever, felt that as these bodies are State-wise organisations
reservavion of Pout, for Teiangana candidates should also
be made in them as in the case of posts under Governmerit,
The State Government will immediately file an appeal
against the judgment of the High Court regarding the appli-
cabiiily of the A, P. P. E. (R.R.) Rules to the Andhra
Prade<h State Eleciricity Board.  Simultaneously the State
Goveramert will move the CGovernment of India to make
provision i the Bili exterding the Ardhra Pradesh Public
Emplovinent (Reguirement as to Residence) Act, for a
further peried of [ive years so as to include within its pur-
view statutory or other Corporatious financed by the
Government,

Integrated Seniority Lists :

In @il cases where the Government  of  Indic have
approved common gradation lists of Andhra and Telangana
ofliders. ov issued any direciive fo; preparation or revision
of such lists, the Inte so aprroved, or prepared shall alone
be folitwed for regulition of conditions of their service. In
cases, however, where no such lists have been approved by
the Government of Irdia or no drective has been issued
by them regarding their preparation or revision the provi-
sional lists bheing followed by the State Government shall
continue to be followed, pending approval of the Govern-
ment of Indin.  Wihere the Government of India have given
any dircetive regarding the equation of posts or nreparation
of commo gradation listz, such directive shail be tollowed
by the State Government without any further correspon-
dence.

Telanga.a Surplus Funds :

The Telunguina surpluses will be determined on the
following basis :-—

(@) The existing method of allocation of expenditure
and receipts 1o either region will continue.
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(b) The Telangana surpluses for each year will be com-
puted by adding to the net Revenue surplus of Telangana
region of that year the difierence between one-third of the
total capital expenditure of the State in that year and the
actual capital expenditure in the Telangana region in that
year.

(¢) So far as Statutory or other Boards, Corporations,
etc., functioning on State-wise basis financed by State
Government are concerned, they will, for the purpose of
computing Telangana surpluses, be treated as it they were
State-wide Government Departments, and as if their receipts
and expenditure were booked in Governnent accounts. In
the case of Andhra Pradesh State Electricity Board, however,
the expenditure on power generation and high tension
transmussions lines only will be apportioned between the
two regions in the manner irdicated above. Expenditure
on distribution lines and rural electrification, will be booke
to each region as per actuals, ‘

(&) The Industrial Trust Fund, which is being operated
exclusively for Telangana Region will continue to be so
utilised.

To work out on the basis of the above principles the
exact Telangana surpluses which have accrued c=ince the
formation of the Andhra Pradesh State and to avoid any
controversy in this regard the Comptroller and Auditor-
General of India will be requested to depute a senior ofiicer
of the rank of an Accountant-General. He will be
requested to give his finding before 28:h February, 1969,

The Telangana surpluses so determined will be fully
utilised for development of Telangana region during the
next Five Years. Any Telangan: surpluses accruing in
future wiil be worked out at the cnd of each financial year
and due provision will be made for its utilisation in the
Telangana region in the succceding year. A half-vearly
review of expenditure in the Tclangana region will be
undertaken by Government and a copy of their review will
be furnished to the Regional Committce and the members
of the Legislature.

We also take note that there are backward arecas in
the Andhra region and they also deserve immediate atten-
tion. For the removal of imbalance; it shall be the endea-
vour of the Government to give top priority to the rapid
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economic development of those areas also so that employ-

meat opporiunities could improve to mitigate the hardship
faced by the unemployed.

Education :

Steps will be taken to afford better educational opportu-
nities to students irrespective of region, in the capiial city of
Hyderabad with eflect from the cnsuing academic year.

We trust ithat by taking energetic action on the above
lines the grievances voiced in the Telangana region will be
fully redressed. The cultura! enrichment and economic
development of the Telugu people should continue to be
our primary concern. 1t muit be borne :n mind that main-
tenance of unity and tranquility in the State is essential to
create a proper climate for attracting larger investment in
the State leading to economic progress and creation of
more employment opportunities for the younger genera-
tion. Nothing should. therefore, be done which would
in any way lead to fisstparous tendencies in our societv.
Therefore, we vehemently ard unequivocally conidemn the
slogan that 15 raised in certain quarters for the creation of
separiate Telangana State. We, of  different political
pursuations, firmly resolve to bend all our encrgies towards
achieving quicker development and fuller integration of
our State. Andhra Predesh holds a pre-eminent position
in the map of India, and in order to be able to contribute
our own share to the national integration of the country,

it is of paramount importance that within our State we
achieve full unity,

PRIME MINISTER’S EIGHT POINT PROGRAMME
OF 1ith APRIL, 1969.

STATEMENT RE. TELANGANA

The Prime Minister, Minister of Atomic Energy and
Minister of Planning (Shrimathi Indira Gandhi)—~Mr.Speaker,
Sir, during the last few weeks, | have conferred
with my colleagues in Governient and Party the Leaders
of the Opposition in Pariiament, the Chief Minister of
Ardhra Pradesh political leaders of some parties from
Telangana and other parts of Andhra Pradesh as well as
others, on the prevailing situation in Ardhra Pradesh.

2. These talks have been held in a spirit of free and
frank exchange of views and with the object of evolving
construciive steps to meet the genuine problems of the
people inhabiting Telangana. We had to keep in mind
the importance of finding urgent and positive solutions
which would further the objective of providing immediate
as well as long-term answers to the needs of the people in
the Telangana Region and. at the same time, of main-
taining and strengthening the unity and integrity of Andhra
Pradesh. The overall aim is to ensure that the pace of
development and the expansion of employment opportu-
nities in Telangana is accelerated, and conditions are
created for the balanced development of all parts of Andhra
Pradesh through co-operative and shared efforts of the

people living there.

3. With this objective a number of specific measures
have been decided upon, as follows :—

(i) A High-powered Committee will be appointed by
the Central Government with a retired or
serving Supreme Court Judge as Chairman
and an eminent Economist with knowledge
of State Finances together with a senior
representative of the Comptroller and Auditor-
General as Mcmbers.
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The Committee will go into the varying esti-
mates and representations and determining
the surplus relatable to Telangana which was
expected to have been spent on the development
of the Telangana Region. The Commitiee
shall report to the Union Government by the
end of the next month.

(ii) Discussions will take place immediately bet-
ween  representatives of the Union Finance
and Home Ministries, the Planning Com-
mission and the State Government regarding
the manner in which the rcquisite financial
resources could be found to make good the
surpluses relatable to Telangana.

(iii) At the suggestion of the Chief Minister, it has
been agreed that a High-powered Telangana
Development Committee shall be constituted
immediatcly, composed of the Chief Minister,
Andhra Pradesh as its Chairman and a Member
of the Planning Commission, the Ministers of
the Andhra Pradesh Cabinet belonging to the
Telangana Region and the Chairman of the
Regional Committee for Telangana as its
Members.

The main functions of the Committee will be
to identify within the overall framework of
the Five-Year Plans, the programmes and
schemes relatable to the Telangana Region
with reference to the physical as well as financial
targets to be achieved ; to review from time
to time the actual implementation and working
of these programmes and schemes ; and to
advise the State Government on appropriate
decisions that may be considered necessary.
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(iv) There will also be a Plan Implementation Com-
mittee at official level, presided over by an
Adviser of the Planning Commission, and
composed of representatives of the Union
Finance and Home Ministries and the State
Government, with the object of detatled periodiz
review of the actual implementation of Plon
programmes and schemes relating to the accele
rated development of the Telangana Resion,
This Committee will meet every quarter ana
make 1's report to the Chief Minister and to
Prime Minister.

(v) In order to ensure adequate co-ordination s
welt as effective and speedy implementation o’
decisions the Chiof Minister  will  consider
what further delegation of powers, if anv,
need be made in favour of the authoritics
specially entrusted with the task of the dealine
with the problems of the Telangana Region.

(vi} The possibility of providing for appropriate
constitutional safeguards in the matter of public
employment in favour of people belonging to
the Telingana Region will be examined by the
Government of India in consultation with a
Commuttee of Jurists.

(vify At the sugeoestion of the Chief Mimster, it has
_also bzen agreed that the Thgh-powered Central
Advisory Committee which was set up under

the States Reorganisation Act of 1956 (whiclk

is headed by the Chairman of U.P.S.C. and
composed of a retired High Court Judge and a
retired Law Secretary of the Union Govern-
ment) will undertake a very early visit to
Hyderabad, in order to examine expeditiously
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the grievances of the public servants of various
categories and make appropriate recommenda-
tions to the Union Home Ministry.

The Union Home Ministry will also devise an
urgent programme within a definite time
schedule, with the object of deciding any out-
standing cases relating to the integration of
the services.

The Chief Minister has assured that the State
Government shall implement promptly any
decisions that the Government of India may
give in the light of the advice tendered by the
Central Advisory Committee or the State
Advisory Committee.

(viii) In order to ensure the continuous atiention of .
the Central Government towards the problems
of the Telangana Region, at the suggestion of
the Chief Minister it has been agreed that the
Prime Minister will hold review meetings, every
six months, with the Chief Minister and his
other colleagues in the ITigh-powered Telangana
Development Committee referred to earlier.
The Deputy Prime Minister, the Union Home
Minister, such other Union Ministers whose
presence may be found necessary, and the
Deputy Chairman of the Planning Commitiee
will also be associated with these meetings.

4. The accelerated development of the Telangana
Region, and the balanced economic development of the
State as a whole, and objectives which can be secured in
any atmosphere not only of peace and tranquility but
also of amity, understanding and co-operation between
people inhabiting different parts of the State. In the
course of his talks with me, the Chief Minister indicated
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his desire to make, in consultation with me, appropriate
political arrangements which would promote these
objectives.

5. There was recognition in the course of various dis-
cussions, of the importance of restoring an atmosphere of
complete peace and harmony in Andhra Pradesh. May I
take this opportunity of appealing to the people of
Telangana to end the present agitation, and of inviting them
to extend their wholehearted co-operation in the fulfil-
ment of various positive measures evolved as a result
of these discussions, and any other measures that may be
devised hereafter. Towards this end, [ propose to con-
tinue further, the process of discussions with the widest
possible section of public opinion in Andhra Pradesh,

6. 1 should like lo assure the people of Telangana as
well as those of other parts of Andhra Pradesh, that their
genuine problems will receive the continuous and sympa.
thetic attention of the Central Government,

6. The officer nominated in the office of the Head of the
Departmeint shall send a statement showing the names and
designations of representationists from whom representa-
tions were received on or before 25th February, 1970 to
reach the Deputy Secretary, General Administration (S.R.)

MINISTRY OF HOME AFFAIRS
PRESS COMMUNIQUE, Dated 18th February, 1970,
The following is the text of the Statement on Telangana :

Taking into account expressions of the dissatisfaction
among certain sections of the people of Telangana about
non-fulfilinent of safecguards promised to them at the
time of Siate’s Reorganisation in 1956, the Chief Minister
of Andhra Pradesh convened a meeting of leaders of
political parties in the State on January 19, 1969. They
noticed deficiencies in the implementation of the assu-
rances and decided upon certain correctives. Soon after
the Supreme Court held that the special provisions made
in relation to Telangana in the matter of Public Employ-
ment under scction 3 of the Public Employment (Require-
ment as to Residence) Act, 1957, were ultra vires of the
Constitution. This agitated the minds of the people of
Telangana further.

The Central Government immediately took steps to
analyse ihe causes of dissatisfaction among the people of
Telargana and came to the conclusion that while there
was need for maintaining and strengthening the unity of
the State special measures were neccessary in order to
provide immediate as well as long-term answers to the
nceds of the people of that Region. A number of positive
measures almed at accelerating the pace of Development
and expansion of Employment opportunities in Telangana
and creating conditions for the Balancad Development of
all parts of the State through co-operative and shared
efforis on the part of the people of the Stafe,were announced
by the Prime Minister in the Lok Sabha on 1ith April,
1969,

The Committee of Jurists appointed to explore the
possibility of wproviding for anpropriate Constitutional
safeguards in the matter of public employment in favour
of people of Telangana Region has since reported.  Another
Committee  appointed  under the  Chairmanship
of Sri Justice Vashist Bhargava, a Judge of the Supreme
Court, to defermine the surplus relateable to Telangana
has also made its recommendations.
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A High-powered Development Committee headed by
the Chief Minister of Andhra Pradesh with his cabinet
colleagues from Telangana Region, the Chairman of the
Regional Committee and a Member of the Planning Com-
mission as its members, has already started functioning.
It is assisted by a Plan Implementation Committee of
officers headed by an adviser of the Planning Commission,

As regards the public services the Central and State
advisory committees have almost completed consideration
of the representations received by them and the State
Government are taking action {o implement the decisions
of the Central Government in these cases. In addition
the State Government have appointed 2 commiliee headed
by a Former Chief Justice of 2 High Court to go into
grievances of the Telangana service personnel arising from
the non-compliance of directives given by the Central
Government and certain other matters.

In the light of the recommendations made by the Com-
mittee of jurists and the Bhargava Committee and keep-
ing in view the need for associating the representatives
of Telangana to a greater extent in the task of ensuring
speedy development of the region and securing better
employment opportunutics to the people of (he area
Government have taken the following decisions.

The Bhargava Commuttee has determined the unspent
surplus of the Telangana Region as on 31st March, 1968,
to be Rs. 28.34 crores. Governmemn! have accepted this
finding.

Government have also taken note of the fact that the
surplus had accumulated over a period of nearly 10 vears.
Non-utilisation of the surplus over a long peried has
retarded to a certain extent the development of Telangana.
Taking this into account Government consider that an
additional amount should be made available to Telangana
for accelerated development during the Fourth Plan Period,
Government have accordingly advised the State Govern-
ment that the total special provision for the Development
of Telangana from Ist April, 1968, to the end of the Fourth
Plan period should be Rs. 45 crores.  This will be in addi-
tion to the normal shar¢ of Telangana in the developmental
expenditure of the State.
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To enable the State Government to complete the
accelerated Development programme during the fourth
plan the Central Government will give suitable loan assis-
tance. The loan to the extent of the unspent surplus
as on 31st March, 1969, would be a charge on the Andhra
Region and the loan needed to undertake the additional
measures of development mentioned in para 6 will be a
liability of the entire State. :

The Bhargava Committee has also recommended that
the basis adopted by it {for computing the unspent surplus
up to 31st March, 1968, should be followed for determin-
ing the surplus in future years. Government are advising
the State Government to accept this recommendation
and also to ensure that the unspent surplus relateable to
any year should be wutilised for the development of
Telangana in the following year in addition to its normal
share in the development expenditure for that year.

Government are of the view that the backward tracts
of the Telangana Region should receive adequate con-
sideration in future development programmes of the State
Government and hope that the State Government and
the High-powered Telangana Development Committee
will soon go into this matter and come to a decision as to
Telangana’s due share in the general development expendi-
ture of the State.

The other measures decided upon include the amend-
ment of Andhra Pradesh Regional Committee Order,
1958, with a view to enlarging its functions and adding to
its effectiveness.

At present the power of the Regional Committee to
make recommendations to the State Government suggest-
ing Legislative or execulive action is limited to matters
not involving any financial commitment other than
expenditure of a routine and incidental character. It has
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been decided to enlarge this power so that the committee
ean hereafter make recomnendations relating to matters
coming within its purview subject only to the overall fiuancial
arrangements contemplated in the annual budget or in the
Five-Year Plan. The amended Regional Commiitec Order
will also provide for periodical communications from the
State Government to the Regional Commitiee indicating
the progress of implementation of the Committee’s
recommendations.  Similar communications will also be
sent by the State Government regerding iniplenontation
of decisions in maiters relating to the integration of ser-
vices.

The list of subjects tulling within the pusview of the
Regional Commiiice is also being enlarged to tuclude
University Education and Medivia and feavy Indasteies.
At present the Comnuitece can make recommenditions
only tn the tield of Primary and Scconduiry Education
and Cottage and Small-Scale Indnsirics. Following the
recommendation made by the Commitice of jurists
“Method of Recrnitment and principles to be feilowed in
making appoinimen’s to subordinate services and posts
under the Stafe Government in the Telangaina Region”
is also being added to the Iist of Regiono! subiccts, In
addition the Commuittec will have the power 1o sugmest
measures for securing adequate emplovinent onportuni-
tics for people of Teiangana under the State Government,
Quasi-Government Institutions, Statutery Authorities and
Corporate Bodies in Telangana Region.

Another important provision which is being included
in the Regional Committee Order will enable the Com-
mittee to have a separate discussion on the Annual Budget
in so far as it relates to receipts and expenditure in respect
of the Telangana Region. This will be factlitated by show-
ing the details in the annual financial statement separately
in respect of Telangana and Andhra Regions.
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Another amendment in the Regional Committee Order
will provide for resolutions passed by the Regional Com-
mittee being placed before the State Assembly along with
any reports on the basis of which the Resolutions are
passed. The:Regional Committee will also consider the
periodical progress reports received by it from the State
Government and submit its own views to the Assembly.

Under the existing scheme if a recommendation made
by the Regional Committee is not found acceptable to the
State Government the matter has to be referred by the
Chief Minister to the Governor whose decision 1s final,
It is now being provided that if the State Government is
unable to accept any such recommendation the Chief
Minister will first endeavour to arrive at an agreement by
discussion with the Chairman of the Regional Committee
and. the matter will be referred to the Governor only if
no such agreementis arrived at,

About the working of the Regional Committee the
Governor will make a report to the President annually or
whenever so required by the President.

With a view to ensuring that Telangana personnet are
given adequate opportunities for appointments at all levels
of administration and incorporate and other statutory
bodies, the State Government are ascertaining the actual
position and will take appropriate action.

The State Government will ensure that funds appro-
priated for the Telangana Region are utilised to meet the
expenditure of that Region and are not reappropriated for
any other purpose. The State Government will str@ngthen
the Secrctariat of the Regional Committec. They have
already appointed an Additional Chief Secretary, whose
main tasks and dutics include Implementation of the
Telangana safeguards, pursuit of speedy and appropriate

action on the Resolutions of the Regional Committee,
integration of services and other matters arising out of the
State’s Reorganisation Act, 1956.

Government hope that these decisions which have
been taken keeping in view the needs of the Teclangana
Region and the interests of the State of Andhra Pradesh
as a whole will be accepted by all the people of Andhra
Pradesh and given effect to in a co-operative spirit to
promote a balanced development of all the areas of the
State.

BYE-LAWS TO REGULATE THE PROCEDURE OF
THE ANDHRA PRADESH REGIONAL COMMITTEE
AND ITS SUB-COMMITTEES.

(Made under Rule 164-O of the Rules of Procedure and
Conduct of Business in the Andhra Pradesh Legislative
Assemblv, and as adopted by the Regional Conmiittee
on Yth July, 1968 have come into force with effect from
Oth July, 1968.)

CHAPTER I

1. Short titre.-—The Bye-lLaws may be called ‘the
Bye-Laws to regulate the Procedure and Conduct of Busi-
ness in the Regional Committee of the Andhra Pradesh
Legislative Assembiy.

2. Definitions.—In these Bye-Laws, unless the context
otherwise requires,—

(1} ‘Bill" means a Reaional Bill as defined in the Rules.
(/1Y *Chairman’ means ihe person holding the Office

of the Chairman of the Regional Commitiee under Rule
164-A of the Rules.

(iif} *Vice-Chairman’ means the person holding the
Office of the Vice-Chairmian of the Regional Committee
under Rute 164-A of the Rules.

(iv) ‘Committee” means the Regional Committee of
of the Andhra Pradesh Legislative Assembly constituted
by paragraph 3 of the Andhra Pradesh Regional Committee
Order, 1958,
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*[{(iv-a) *Sub-Committee’ means a Sub-Committes
of the Regional Committee appointed under Rule 164-1
of the Rules ;]

(v} ‘Government’ means the Government of the
State of Andhra Pradesh.

(vi) ‘Resolution’ means a motion under Rule 164-M
of the Rules.

(vii) ‘Rules’ means the rules of Procedure and Con-
ductof Business in the Andhra Pradesh Legislative Assembly.

(viii) Words and expressions used in the Andhra
Pradesh Regional Committee Order, 1958 and the Rules
of Procedure and Conduct of Business in the Andhra
Pradesh Legislative Assembly ard not defined in these
Bye-Laws shall have the meaning assigned to them in the
said Order and Rules.

CHAPTER I}
MEETINGS OF THE COMMITTEE—NOTICE TO MEMBERS,
ATTENDANCE REGISTER AND SFATING.

3. Meeiings of the Commitice—The Chairman shall
call a meeting ol the Committec from time to time, provided
that there shall be at least one meeting in three months.

4. Notice to Members.—The Secrctary shall intimate
to each Member the date and place appointed for a meeting
of the Committee.

5. Seat of Members.-—The Members shall sit in such
order as the Chairman may determine.

6. Attendance Register of Members.—There shall be
an Atendance Register for the Members which shall be
signed by every Member on each day of his attendance,
A Member who has not signed the attendance register on
any day shall be presumed to have been absent for that
day :

Provided that the Chairman or Secreiary may order that
a Member. who attended a meeting but failed to sign the
register may be marked as present, on an application made
by the Member.

*Amendment as adopted by the Regional Commiltee
on 4th June, 1970 and has come into force with effect
from 4th June, 1970.
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CHAPTER 1li
( SITTINGS OF THE COMMITIEE)

7. When is sitting of the Committee duly constituted.—
A meeting of the Committee before the date or time to which
it has been adjourned Chairman *(Vice-Chairman) or other
Member competent to preside over the Committee under
the Rules or these Bye-Laws.

8. Sitting of the Committee.~—The Committee shall sit
on such days as the Chairman having regard to the state
of business of the Committec, may be from time to time
direct.

9. Adjournment of the Committee.—The Chairman shall
determine the time when a siiting of the Commiltee shall
be adjourned sine die or to a day or part of the same day :

Provided that no meeting shall be adjourned for more
than seven days except at the request or with the concent
of Government :

Provided further that Cha‘rman, may if he thinks fit,
call a meeting of the Committee before the date or time
to which it has been adjourned or at any time after the
Committec has been adjourned sine die ordinarily afier
giving seven days’ notice to the members.

CHAPTER 1V

ARRANGEMENT OF BUSINESS.

10.  Arrangement of Business.-—(1) The secretary shall
arrange the business of the Commiuttee in such order as the
Chairman may determine.

(2) A list of business for the day sha'l be prepared
by the Secretary, and copy thereof shall he made available
for the use of every member.

(3) The order of business as fixed shall not be varied
except as provided in these Bye-Laws or unless the Chairman
1s satisfied that there is sufficien: reason for such variation.

*Amendment as adopted By the Regional Committee
on 4th June, 1970 and has come into force with effect from
4th June, 1970.
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(4) Save as otherwise provided in these Bye-laws no
business requiring notice shall be set down for a d~y earlier
than the day after that on which the period of the notice
necessary for that class of business expires, unless the
Chairman waives this requirement.

11. Business outstanding at the end of day.—All business
appointed for any day and not disposed of on that day
before the termination of the sitting shall stand over until
the next day of the meeting.

CHAPTER V
REMOVAL OF CHAIRMAN AND VICE-CHAIRMAN

12.  Notice for Removal of Chairman and Vice-Chairman
and leave of the Committee—~As soon as may be after the
receipt of notice of a resolution to remove the Chairman
or Vice-Chairman from his office under rule 164-C (¢) of
the Rules, the Chairman shall read the notice to the Com-
mittee and shall then request members who are in favour
of leave being granted io move the resolution to rise in their
places and if not less than twenty members rise accordingly
the Chairman shall allow the resolution to be moved :

Provided that, while any resolution for the removal of
the Chairman from his office is under consideration, the
Chairman, or while any resolution for the removal of the
Vice-Chairman from his office is under consideration, the
Vice-Chairman, shall not, though he is present, preside.

13.  Appointment of a date.—As soon as may be after
leave is given, the Chairman shall fix the day for the dis-
cussion of the resolution and ihe resolution shall be taken
up on that day :

Provided that if no earlier dute is fixed by the Chairman
for moving the resolution, it shall be taken up on the 14th
day after the diy on which leave is given or if the 14th day
happens to be a holiday then on the day following,
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CHAPTER VI

RESQLUTIONS.

14.  Notive of resolution.—A Member who wishes to
move a resolution under Rule 164-M shall, cxcept as
provided in these Byce-Laws, give not less than seven clear
days’ notice of his intention and shall submit, together
with the notice, the text of the resolution which he wishes
to nove.  The resolutions placed on the Agenda and which
are left over, shall iapse after three months unless notice
has been rencwed.

15.  Form of resolution.—A resolution miust be in the
form of & specific recommendation addressed  to the
Government.

16.  Conditions of admissibility of reselution.—In order
that a resolution mav D> admissible, it shall satisfy the
following conditions, namcly :

(/1 it shall be clearly and precisely expressed ;

{(if) it shall raise substantially one definite issue affect-

ing Telangana Region with respect to any of the scheduled
.matiers

(5if) it shall not contam arguments, inferences, ironical
expressions, mmputations or defamatory statements ;

{fv) 1t shail not refer to the conduct or character of
persons except 1n their official or public capacity ; and

(+) it shall not relate to any matter which is under
adjudication by a Court of Law having jurisdiction in any
part of India.

V7. Chairman to decide admissibility of resolution.—
The Chairman shall decide on the admissibility of resolu-
tions, and may disallow a resolution or a part thereof,
when, in his opinion, it does not comply with these Bye-
Laws.
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18. Preredence of Resolution.—A ballot shall be held
in respect of resolutions admitted by the Chairman in the
manner specified by the Chairman and the resolutions in
the order in which they are ballotted shall be included in
the business for the session of the Committee :

Provided that the Committee may, by a motion moved
and carried, take up for discussion any resolution irres-
pective of 1ts place on the priority list, :

19. Ballot of Resolution.—The ballot shall be held at
such time and in such manner as may be determined by
the Chairman and may be repeated as often as may be
necessary with reference to the state of business.

20. Short notice resolution.—The Chairman may for
suffictent reason altow a resolution to be entered on the
list of business at a short notice.

21.  Effect of withdrawal.—When a resolution has been
moved and has or has not been withdrawn, no resolution
or amendment raising substantially the same question shall
be moved within three months thercof.

22, Time limit for speeches.—~The Chairman may
prescribc a time limit for speeches on resolutions under
discussion in the Committee.

23. Copy to Government.—A copy of every resolution

which has been passed by the Committee shall be forwarded
to the Government.

CHAPTER VII.
LEGISLATION.

24. Bills referred to the Committee by the Assembly.—
As soon as may be after a Bill has been referred to the
Committee, it shall be laid bef re the Committee at a
meeting thereof :

Provided that if the Committee is not in Session, the
Members with the concurrence of the Chairman, shall be

informed about the Bill having been referred to the Com-
mittee,
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25.  Motion for leave to introduce a Bill—At any time
after a Bill has been laid before the Commititee the Member-

in-charge may move any of the following motions in regard
to the Bill, namely .(—

(i) that the Bill as referred by the Assembly be consi-
dered by the Committee, or

(i¢) that it be referred to a Sub-Committee to report
by a date specified in the motion,

*26.  Discussion on Bill—(1) If the Member-in-charge
move the motion referred to under bye-law 25 (/) and
if the said motion is carried, the Committee shall consider
the Bill along with amendments that may be moved by the
Member-in-charge or any other Member :

Provided that any Mcmber may move that the Bill
be referred to a Sub-Committee, and if such motion is
carried, the Bill shall then be referred to a Sub-Committee ;

and at this stage no amendment to the Bill shail be consi-
dered. '

27, Sub-Conunittees on Bills.—<1) The Members of a
Sub-Committce on a Bill shail be appointed by the Com-

more than 9 members including the ex-officio member
or members from Telangana,

(2) No member shall be appointed to a Sub-Committee
unless he is willing to serve on the Sub-Committee.

PROCEDURE AFTER PRESENTATION OF REPORT OF

THE ANDHRA PRADESH REGIONAL COMMITTEE
ORDER, 1958.

In exercise of the powers conferred by clause (1) of
Article 371 of the Constitution, the President hereby
makes, with respect to the State of Andhra Pradesh, the
following Order, namely :(—

I. (1) This Order may be called the Andhra Pradesh
Regional Committee Order, 1958.

(2) It shall come into force on the 1st day of February
1958.

2. In this Order,—

(@) ““ Assembly ” means the Legislative Assembly of
the State ;

() “ Chief Minister ”” means the Chief Minister of
the State ;

_ (¢) “Minister” means a Minister of the State and
includes a Deputy Minister of the State ;

 (4) “regional committee ” means the regional com-
mittee constituted by paragraph 3 of this Order ;

(e) “Schedule’ means a Schedule appended to this
Order ;

‘ (f) “scheduled matters” means the matters specified
in the First Schedule ;

(g) ““State” means the State of Andhra Pradesh :

_ (A) “Telangana region’ means the territories specified
in clauses (a) to (g) of sub-section (1) of section 3 of the
States Reorganisation Act, 1956.
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3. (1) There shall be a regional committee ot the
Assembly for the Telangana region consisting of the mem-
bers of the Assembly who for the time being represent the
constituencies within that region :

Provided that the Chtef Minister and the Speaker shall
not be members of the regional committee.

(2) Every Minister shall have the right to speak
in and otherwise to take part in the proceedings of the
regional committee, but shall not, by virtue of such right
bc entitled to vote at any meeting of the regional com-
mittee if he is not a member thereof.

4. All scheduied matters in so far as they relate to
the Telingana region shall be within the purview of the

regional committee to the extent and in the manner provided
by this Order.

5. Every Bill affecting the Telangana region which
is not a Money Bill and contains mainly provisions deal-
ing with any of the scheduled matiers shall, upon intro-
duction in the Assembly, be referred to the regional com-
mittee for consideration and report to the Assembly,

6. Anyv Bill referred to the regional committee under
paragraph 5 may, if so recommended by it, be passed by
the Assembls with <uch variations as may be necessary
in its application to the Telangana region.

7. The regional committee shall have power to con-
sider and pass resolutions recommending to the State
Governmient any legislative or executive action affecting
the Telangana region with respect to any scheduled matters,
so however, that the executive action relates to general
guestions of policy and the legislative or executive action
does not mvoive any finoneial commitinent other than
expenditure of 2 routine and incidental character.

3. The modifications directed in the Second Schedule
shall be made in the Andhra Pradesh Legislative Assembly
Rulex and shali not in any way b affected by anv amend-
menis that may hereafter be made in the said Rules by the
Assembly under Article 208 of the Constitution.
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9. The modifications directed in the Third Schedule
shall be made in the Andhra Pradesh Goverrment Busi-
ness Rules and shall not in any way be affecied by any
amendments that may hereafter be made in the said Rules
by the Governor under clause, (3) of Article 166 of the
Constitution.

“(mmn) ‘scheduled matters” mieans the matters spe-
cified in the First Schedule (o the Andira Pradesh Regional
Committee Order, 1958;"

(iify afier clause (o), the following clause shall be
inserted, namely —

“(p) ‘Telangana region’ means the territories speci-

fied in cluases («¢) to {g) ol sub-section (1) of section 3
of the States Reorganication Act, 19567,

2. After Rule 128, the following shall be inserted,
namely:—

“(d)—Rezivnal Bills

128-A. Special provisions regariing regional Bills.—
Notwithstanding anytising contained in Rules 104 to 128,
the provistons hereinaiter made in relation to regional
Bills shafl anp!y to all sveh Bills ; and if any question arises
whether a Bl is a regional Bd' o5 not, the question shall
be referred to ihe Governor and a certificate issued by him
in this bzhalf shall be final.

128-B.  Motion for introduction of regional Bills.—
When a regionat Bill is introduced, or on some subscquent
occasion, tiwe member-in-charge mav make ons of the
following motions in regard to his Bill, namely :—

(@) that it b referred to the regional committee, or
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(b) that it be circulated for purposes of cliciting
opinicn thercon by a date specified in the motion :

Provided that no such motion as aloresaid shall be
made by any member other thun the micmber-in-charge
except by way of amendment to the motion made by the
member-in-charge.

128-C.  Discussion oit principal of regional 8il.—(1) On
the date on which one of the motions mfulm lo 1n Rule
1288 is made, of on any sub;equml dey to wiuich the dis-
cussion thereof is postponed, the pu:.cﬂ- :le of the Bill and
its general provisions mway be discuss.d, bul the details
shall not be discussed further than is 1.LCLbau.Ty to explain
its principles.

(2) Where a motion that a Biil b circulated for ihe
purpose of eliciting opinion therenn s carrind, and the Bill
1s circulated in accordance wn‘l that disecton and the

opinions are received thereon, the men.ber-in-charge it he
wishes to procced with the Bill thercalier, may move that
the Bill be referred to the regional committee,

128D,  Procedure before regional conunittee.—When a
Bill has been referred to tiw regronal commitice, the regio-
nal commitiee shatl follow the procedure laid down in
Chapter XVII-A.

128 E. Procedure ajter prescrfation of report.—(1)
After the presentation of the report of the rogional com-
mittee on a Bill, the member-in-chargs may move that the
Bill as reporied by lhe regionial commitiee be taken into
consideration :

Provided that any member of the Assembly may object
to its being taken into consideration if 2 copy of the report
has not becn made available for the u<e of members for
seven days and such objection shall provail, unless the
Speaker allows the report to be taken into consideration

(2) When the member-in-charge moves that the Bill
as reported by the regional commitice be taken ato consi-
deration, any member may move, as an amendment, that
the Bill be re-committed to the regional committee.

128-F.  Scope of debate on report of regional committee~
The debatz on a motion that the Bill as reported by the
regional committee be taken into consideration shall be
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confined to consideration of the report of the rcgional
commiitice and the matters referred to in that report or
any allernative suggestions consistent with the principle
of the Biil.

123-G.  Restrictions on amendments to  the Bill in
certain cases.—A member of the regional commitiee who
signs i1s report without a minute of dissent shall not move
an amendmeat to the Bill when it is under consideration
in the Assembly.™

3. After Rule 152 the {ollowing Rule shall be inserted,
namely :—

“152-A.  Special provisions regarding region:l Bills.—
(1) When a Bill as reported by the regional committee is
not puassed by the Assembly in the form in which it has
been revoried but is passed in a form wlhich, in the opinion
ol the Spenker, is substantially different from that as repor-
ted by the regional committee, or is rejected by the
Asscrrbly, the Speaker shall submit to the Governor—

fa) in aay case where the Bill has been passed by
the Asscmbly in a substantially ditferent furm, the Bill  as
passed by the Assembly together with the Bill as reported
by the regional committee ;

(") in any case where the Bill is rejecied by  the
Assembly, the Bill as reported by the regional cominittee.

(2) The Governor shall, as soon as possible after
the submisaion to him of the Bill, rcturn the Bill to the
Assombiy with & message recommending either that the
Bill be withdrawsn or that it be passed o the form in which
it has been reported by the regional committee or in the
form in which it has been passed by the Assembly and the
message received from the Governor shall be reported by
the Speaker to the Assembly and accordingly, the Bill
shall be deemed to have been withdrawn, or as the case
may be, be deemed to have been passed by the Assembly
in the form recommended by the Governor,”
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4. After Chapter XVIII, the following new Chapter
shall be imserted, namely :—

“CHAPTER XVIII-A,
Regional Committee.

164-A. Chairman and Vice-Chairman.—The regional
committee shall, as soon as may be elect two members of
the commifttee to be respectively Chairman and Vice-
Chairman thereof and, so often as the office of the Chair-
man or the Vice-Chairman becomes vacant, the regional
committee shall elect another member to be Chairman or
Vice-Chairman, as the case may be.

164-B. Election of Chairman ani Vice-Chairman.—(1)
The Chairman of a regional committee shall be elected by
the members of the regional committee from among them-
selves on such date as the Governor may fix for the pur-
pose and the Secretary shall send to every member notice
of this date.

(2) At any time before noon on the day preceding the
date so fixed, any member may give notice in writing
addressed to the Secretary of a motion proposing the name
of another member for the office of the Chairman, and the
proposal shall be seconded by another member and shall
be accompanied by a statement by the member whose
name has been proposed that he is willing to serve as
Chairman if elected :

Provided that a member shall not propose his own
name, or sccond a motion proposing his own name, or pro-
pose or second more than one motion.

(3) A member in whose name a motion stands on the
list of business may, when called, move the motion or
withdraw the motion, and shall confine himself to a mere
statement to that effect.

(4) The motions which have been moved and duly
secconded shall be put one by one in the order in which
they have been moved, and decided, if necessary, by divi-
sion. If any motion is carricd, the person presiding shall,
without putting the later motions, declare elected the
member proposed in the motion,
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(5) Before the election of the Chalrman, the Governor
shall appoint a member of the regional committee, wvho
does ot intend to contest the election, to nreside at the
meeting.

(6) The proceduie for the eloction of the Viee-
Chairman shall be the sime as that in respeet of the Chair-
man cxcept that the date for the election shall be fixed by
the Chairman and the Chairman shall preside at the meet-
ing.

164-C.  Vacation and resignation of cnd removal fiom,
the offices of the Chairiair ap i Vice-Crairintn-A momeber
holding oflice as Chairman  or Vice-Chaoman  of  the
regional committee—

{¢y shall vacate his office if he couses to he a member
of the Assembly :

(b} may at any time. by writing under ! ris hand
addressed, if such member (s the Chotnman to e \uce-
Chairman, and if such member is the Vice-Chalrman to
the Chairman, resign his office ; and

(¢) may be removed by a rerelution of he regional
committee passed by a majority of all the then m cmbers
of the Committee.

164-13. Powers of :he Vice-Chaivinan or othcr porson to
periore the durics of iie office of or fo uct «s, Chairinan.—
(1) Wiile the ofiice of Chaloman s vacar:. the Juties of
the office shall be -,,cr‘.i'n'mcd bv the Vieo-Choieon or if
the office of Vice-Chairman 1¢ also voeant, by cuch mem-
ber of the regicnal commutier as the Governor may appoint
for the purpose,

(2} During the absence of the Chairman from aay
sitting of” the regional committee, tiw Viee-Chirman or
it he is alvo abient. such ofbor persen as mavbe elected by
the regional committee shall act as Chairman for that
meeting.

(3) The Vice-Chairmn or any other siember ce.mpe-
teni to preside over a mecting of the regional committee
under these rules, shali, when <o presiding, have the same
powers as the Chairman when so presiding.
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164-E. Chairman ani Vice-Chairman not to preside
while a resolution for his removal from office is under consi-
deration.—(1) At any meeting of the regional committee,
while any resolution for the removal of the Chairman from
his office is under consideration, the Chairman or while
any resolution for the removal of the Vice-Chairman from
his office is under consideration, the Vice-Chairman, shall
not, though he is present preside, and the provisicns of
sub-rule (2} of Rule 164D shall apply in relation to every
such mecting as they apply in relation to 2 meeting from
which the Chairman, or as the case may be, the Vige-
Chairman, is absent.

(2) In any such case, the Chairman or Vice-Chairman,
as the case may be, shall be entitled to vote only in the
first instance on such resolution but not in the case of an
equality of votes.

164-F. Quorum.—(1) In order to constilute a meeting
of the regional committee, the quorum shall be, as near as
may be, one-third of the total number of members, the
fraction, if any, being ignored.

(2) It at any time fixed for any mecting of the regional
committee, or if at any tune any such meeting, there is no
quorum, the Chairman shall either suspend the meeting
until there 15 a quorum or adjourn the meeting to some
future day.

164-G. Sittings of regional committee.—The sitlings of
the regional commuittee shall be held in private and witain
the precincts of the Assembly building on such days and
at such time as the Chairman may fix.

164-H. Voting.—(1) All questions at any sitting of the
regional commuittee shall be determincd by a majority of
voies of the members present and voting.

(2} In the case of an equality of votes on any matter,
the Chairman or the person acting as such shall have a
second casting vote.

164-1. Power to appoint sub-committees..—(1) The
regional committee may appoint one or more sub-com-
mittees to examine any matters that may be referred to
the said sub-committee or sub-committees,
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(2) The order of reference to a sub-committee shall
clearly state the point or points for investigation. The
report of thc sub-committee shall be considercd by the
regional committee.

164-J. Report by regional committee.—(1) As soon as
may bz, after a Bill has been referred to the regional com-
mitice, the regional committee shall meet, from time to
time, in accordance with Rule 164-G to consider the Bill
and shall make a report thercon within the time fixed by
the Assembly :

Provided that the Assembly may, at any time on a
motion being made, extend the time for the making of the
report to a date to be specified in the motion.

(2) The report of the regional committee shall ordi-
narily be signed by the Chairman on behalf of the com-
mittee :

Provided that if the Chairman is absent or is not readily
available, the report shall be signed by the Vice-Chairman
or, in his absence, by any other member specially chosen
for the purpose by the regional committce.

(3) Any member of the regional committec may
record a minute of dissent on any matter or matters con-
nected with the Bill or dealt with in the report.

(4) A minute of dissent shall be couched in tempe-
rate and descorous language and shall not refer to any
discussion in the regional committce nor cast aspersions
on the committee.

(5) If, in the opinion of the Chairman, a minute of
dissent contain words, phrases or expressions which are
unparliamentary or otherwise inappropriate, he may
order such words, phrases or expressions to be expunged
from the minute of dissent.

164-K. Presentation of report.—(1) The report of the
regional committee on a Bill, together with minutes of
dissent if any, shall be prescented to the Assembly by the
Chairman thereof or in his absence, by any member of the
regional committee.
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(2) In presenting the report, the Chairman or in his
absence the member presenting the report shall, if he
makes any remarks, confine himself to a brief statement
of facts but there shall be no debate at this stage.

164-L. Printing anda publication of reports.—The Secre-
tary shall cause every report of the regional committee
together with the minutes of dissent, if any, te be printed
and a copy thereof shall be mad= available for the use of
every member of the Assembly.

164-M. Power to recommend legisiative ani executive
action.—The regiona! committes shall have the power to
coasider and pass resolutions recommrending to the State
Government any legisiative or executive action affecting
the Telangana region with respect to Scheduled matters,
so however that, the exccutive action relates to general
questions of policy and the legislative or executive action
does not involve any firancial commitment other than
expanditure of a routine and incidental character.

164-N. Proceedings of regional comvnittee.—The rules
of procedure regarding debaie and amendments in the
regional committee shall be the samzas those of the
Assembiy in these respects.

164-O. Power or regional committee to regulate its
procedure and that of its committee.=The regional committee
shali have powcr to make bye-laws not inconsistent with
these rules, to regulate its own procedure and the procedure
of its sub-committees.

164-P. Chapter XIX not to apply to regional commitice.-
The provisions of Chapter XIX relating to the Committecs
of the Assembly shall not apply to the regional committee.

THIRD SCHEDULE

(f¥) in the Second Schedule, entry 27 shall be re-
numbered as entry 28 and the following entry shall be
inserted as entry 27, namely :(—

*“27. All matters relating to the regional com-
mittee, including resolutions passed by it.”

13, The State Government shall forward to the
Regional Committee periodical reports giving the progress
of implementation of Central Government’s decisions in
matters relating to the integration of the Services in the
State consequent on the States Reorganisation in 1956
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4. Tn the First Schedule to the principal Order,—

() for item 3, the following item shall be substi-

Primary, secondary and university educa
tion, " ;

(2) for item 7, the following item shall be substi-
tuted, namely 1

(¢) a periodical report showing the action taken
by the State Government on such resolutions together
with the views of the Regional Committee.”

6. In the Third Schedule to the principal Order, in
rule 8-A inserted by clause (7}, for the words ** the matter
shall be referred by the Chief Minister to the Governor”,
the words “the Chief Minister shall first endeavour to
arrive at an agreed conclusion by discussion with the
Chairman of the Regional Committee and in defanlt of

such agreement, refer the matter to the Governor * shall
be substituted.
