6. Budget Provisions

The total budgeted expenditure on Education (Education and other Departments) in respect of all the States and
Union Territories increased from Rs. 46745 crores in 1982-83 1o Rs. 5551 .4 erores (Rs. 732.2 crores Plan and Rs.
4819.2 crores Non-Plan) in 1933-84 showing an increase of 15,79% during the year. The percentae of budgeted cx-
penditure on Education to total State Budget ranged from the lowest of 12.77 in Sikkim ta the highest of 36.2% in
Kerala in respect of States whereas for Union Tetritories, the purceritage of budgeted expenditure oo Cducation to
total expenditure varics from as fow as 12,17, in Arunachal Pradesh 1o us high us 35.3% i case of Delui. The per
capita budgeted expenditure on Education in the States was the fowest in Uttar Pradesh (Rs. 49.5;7 und he highest
(Rs. 269.7) in Nagaland, while in the casc of Union Territories it wa. the lowest in Dadra aud Nager Haweli
(Rs. 115.7) and the highest in the case of Lakshadweep (Rs. 422.3).
