Report on the working of the Co-operative Societies in the 
Central Provinces and Berar for the year ending the 30th 
June 1940. 

RESOLUTION 

The year 1939-40 was generally favourable to the agricu). 
turists. Crop outturns, except rice, were above the average of 
previous years, while with the outbreak of war there was a mark­
ed rise in prices. Conditions were particularly good in the cot­
ton districts where a very fair crop was marketed at prices 
unknown since the boom days. The burden of the preceding 
years was, however, too heavy to permit of much economic 
improvement. 

2. The better conditions were reflected in an improvement 
in cash recoveries by the central banks which were 25 per cent 
(Central Provinces) and 33 per cent (Berar) higher than in the 
previous year. Cash advance&, however, showed a decline and 
the proportion of overdues and bad debts increased. There :was 
a satisfactory increase of 120 in the number of societies. 

3. Important steps were taken towards the rehabilitation of 
the co-operative movement in Berar, where there had been 
gradual deterioration culminating in the temporary failure of 
nine central banks. After mature consideration, Government 
was unable to accept the main recommendations of the Gole 
Committee and published its own scheme in a communique, 
dated the 9th September 1939. Parts of this scheme were found 
to be unacceptnble to the Provincial Bank and to other creditors. 
Changing conditions and the rise in prices also made it necessary 
to take fresh stock of the position. After obtaining expert 
opinion, it was decided to modify the scheme in certain respects. 
This modified scheme was announced in a communique of the 
26th March 1940. Immediate steps were taken to give effect to 
the scheme. which included the enactment of the Central Prov­
inces and Berar Co-operative Societies (Amendment) Act, 1940, 
which makes provision for the composition of the debts of socie­
ties with the concurrence of a majority of creditors. The 
Registrar started enquiries into the affairs of the nine banks in 
Berar. Certain banks in the Central Provinces also found them­
se!Yes in difficulties and proposed to take advantage of the new 
legislation. 

4. The position of the Provincial Bank . continues to be 
satisfactory, although it has experienced the repercussions of the 
difficulties of central banks. Its cash recoveries show a remark­
able increase and its cash advances a slight expansion. The 
proportion of overdues has, however, increased, and the volume 
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of deposits also shows a considerable shrinkage. As remarked 
by the Registrar, the position of the bank is sound, and it may 
be hoped that under the careful guidance of its office-bearers the 
Provincial Bank will be able to weather the storm and increase 
in strength after the rehabilitation enquiries are over. 

5. In the matter of lan'd mortgage banks, the circumstances 
created by the outbreak of the war rendered it desirable to adopt 
a policy of consolidation rather than of further expansion. No 
new banks were, therefore, opened, but the jurisdiction of the 
Saugor bank was enlarged 'to include the Damoh sub-division. 
1n the new circumstances extension of credit is obviously fraught 
with grave ganger and a policy of caution must be pursued. 
Partly as a result of this and partly owing to the operation of 
Debt Relief Courts and also perhaps to inadequate propaganda, 
there. was very considerable contraction in the number of appli-

. cations for loans as well as in the amounts advanced. With the 
·increased amounts of instalments falling due recoveries were 
naturally larger than in the previous year. In order to c'l1eck the 
tendency to accumulate overdues, the coercive machinery pro­
vided for in the Land Mortgage Banks Act was brought into 
action. It is, however, hoped that propaganda and education in 
the principles of co-operation will be relied upon as much as 
coercion in eradicating the habit of unpunctual repayment. The 
Provincial Bank has floated debentures to the total amount of 
Rs. 14 lakhs. The rate of interest payable on the last two series 
had to be raised to 4 per cent due to the altered state of the money 
market on account of the outbreak of the war. 

6. Government is glad to note that the position of the 
Chhattisgarh banks continues to be satisfactory, and has no 
doubt that, if the lesson of the hard times through which the 
movement has passed has been properly learnt, co-operation has 
still a wide scope for doing service to the people. 

7. Government attaches considerable importance to proper 
inspection of co-operative institutions by those who are at the 
helm of the Department and hopes that this important duty will 
not be neglected. 

8. Government is pleased to place on record its appreciation 
of the ungrudging services of the non-official. workers in the cause 
,of co-operation.

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ANNUAL REPORT ON THE WORKING OF THE 
CO-OPERATIVE SOCIETIES IN THE 

CENTRAL PROVINCES AND BERAR 
FOR THE YEAR ENDING THE 

30TH JUNE 1940

I.-AD MINISTRATION 

1. Staff.-The post of Registrar of Co-operative Societies, 
combined, for rea·sons of economy, with the posts of Director 
of Industries, Registrar of Joint Stock Companies, Registrar of 
Trade Unions, Registrar of Firms and Secretary, Village Uplift 
Board, was held by me throughout the year. I, however, relin­
quished charge of the po&ts of Director of Industries and 
Registrar of Trade Unions with effect from the 1st May 1940 
when a separate post of Director of Industries was created by 
the Provincial Government. Rao Sahib (now Rao Bahadur) 
N. R. Chandorkar continued to hold the post of Senior Deputy 
Registrar. 

2. Messrs. V. A. Sant, B. W. Phansalkar, M. D. Singru and 
J. K. Verma, Assistant Registrars were in charge of the Berar, 
Jubbulpore, Nagpur and Betul circles, respectively, throughout 
the year. Messrs. G. C. Mukhtyar and K. Y. Mahajan worked 
as Assistant Registrars in char,ge of Land Mortgage Banks 
throughout the year. Mr. Mukhtyar was, however, on leave 
From the 8th to the 25th May 1940, during which period the post 
remained vacant. 

The scheme of training and education financed out of 
the Government of India grant was carried out by the Educa­
tional Inspector assisted by three Assistant Educational Inspectors 
at. in the previous year. The period of the existing temporary 
staff for land mortgage banks consisting of 2 Assistant Registrars, 
12 Auditors, 4 clerks, 2 camp clerks and 16 peons (12 for 12 
Auditors and 4 for 2 Assistant Registrars) was further extended 
by one year, i.e., up to the 31st March 1941. The Provincial 
Government has also sanctioned the continuance of the tempo­
rary staff consisting of three leave reserve auditors and three 
peons, four society auditors and four peons in Berar and one 
Auditor and one peon for the audit work of independent 
societies at Nagpur till the 31st March 1941. Additional tempo­
rary staff of four Auditors and four peons for Berar was created 
from the 1st April 1940 to the 31st March 1941. 

3." Touriri~.-1 and the Senior Deputy Regi~trar were out 
on tour for 90 days each while the Assistant Registrars in char~te of 
Circles, I. II, III and IV and Assistant Registrars, Land· Mort­
gage Banks I and II. toured for 134, 117, 125, 143, 102 and 92 
days, respectively. The touring was adequ(\te. 
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4. Cost of the movement.-The cost to Government 
decreased from Rs. 2,52,532 to Rs. 2,47,547. The decrease of 
Rs. 4,985 was mainly due to the conversion of the post of the 
Junior Deputy Registrar into that of an Assistant Registrar from 
the 1st March 1939. 

The staff maintained by the co-operative institutions num­
bered 443 r 454] and the cost borne by them was Rs. 5,21,251 
[Rs. 5,14,614]. 

The turnover of all co-operative institutions fell by 21.6 
per cent to Rs. 7,26,19,335 [Rs. 9,26,22,579] while the percentage 
of the cost of administration to the turnover was 0.72 [0.55] .. 

H.-SUMMARY OF GENERAL PROGRESS 
5. Character of the agricultural season.-The monsoon com­

menced in the second fortnight of June, but the rainfall in that 
month being insufficient, sowings of kharif crops were retarded 
throughout the province. The rainfall for the Central Provinces 
a3 a whole was 47.74 inches and for Berar 29.16 inches as com· 
pared with the 72 years' averages of 49.39 inches and 34.94 inches, 
respectively. The rainfall was in excess of the average in the 
Chhattisgarh Division except in the Bhandara district, in the 
districts of Mandla, Hoshangabad and Betul and in the Seoni 
Sub-division (Chhindwara) and below the average in other dis­
tricts. The deficiency was most noticeable in the cotton tract 
and in the Bhandara district. 1'he outturn of kharif crops w:.~!\ 
somewhat affected by the long break in October and the rabi 
crops especially on light soils suffered similarly owing to lack 
of winter showers 

The provincial outturn of rice was 11.1 [13.6] annas, of juar 
11 [9.9] annas, of cotton 11.4 [7.61 annas, of wheat 10.2 [10.41 
annas, of gram 10.7 [9.3] annas and of linseed 11.8 [11.2] annas 
· The wholesale prices of rice, juar, cotton, wheat, gram, ti! 

and linseed rose by 20,14, 81, 23, 18, 25 and 21 per cent respec· 
tively, as compared with those ruling in the previous ye2r. The 
average retail rate per rupee of rice was 10.5 [12.7] seers, of 
juar 14.6 [17.4] seers, of wheat 10.5 [13.5] seers, of gram H\5 
[12.8] seers, of til 6.3 [7.8] seers and of linseed 7.3 [9.2] seers. 

After the poor yields and low prices in the preceding two 
seasons, the cultivators in the cotton tract were substantially 
benefited by the better yield of cotton and juar and the rise 
in their prices. In the rice tract and rabi areas, a slight decrease 
in yield was more than compensated by the increase in prices of 
all agricultural commodities. 

6. Recoveries.-Recoveriet; of loan~ due from societies to 
central banks amounted to Rs. 14,87,866 [Rs. 11,75,7461. 
Recoveries of principal amounted to Rs. 8,74,923 and Rs. 2,00,725 
[Rs. 6,78,856 and Rs. 1,05,438], while the total of both principal 
and interest recovered was Rs. 11,25,803 and Rs. 3,62,063 
rRs. 9,03,093 and Rs. 2,72,653] in the Ce,ntr~I Provinces and 
Berar, respectively. The tot~l cash recovenes mcrease~ by 24fi 
per cent in the Central Prov1nces and by 32.7 per cent tn Berar. 

The total demand of the central banks during the year was 
Rs. 1,25,37,581. The actual recoveries therefore were 11.8 [9.1~ 
per cent of the total demand. To this recovery in cash must b<;" 
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c:dded 9,395 acres of land purchased by the banks for Rs. 3,79,184 
during the course of coercive proceedings. The bulk of this 
land, viz., 9,245 acres, ~as acquired by the Berar Banks. 

7. Cash advances.-Cash advances during the year fell to 
Rs. 8,14,506 [Rs. 9,25,844]. In the Central Provinces they 
decreased to Rs. 7,58,218 [Rs. 8,13,840]. The decrease was spe­
cially marked in Brahmapuri, Betul, Seoni, Jubbulpore and 
Bilaspur. In Berar, the advances fell from Rs. 1,12,004 to 
Rs. 56,288. Generally all the banks except Akola advanced 
much less amount than in the previous year mainly on account 
of paucity of funds. Only foqr crop loan societies out of 14 
in Berar were financed during the year. The Provincal Bank 
has also agreed to finance new ·crop loan societies on certain 
conditions. 

8. Outstanding loans.-The total loans outstanding against 
members of societies in the Central Provinces fell from 
Rs. 61,65,614 to Rs. 57,84,695 and in Berar from Rs. 1,09,43,492 
to Rs. 1,04,49,432. The proportion of overdues to the total dues 
decreased from 67.3 to 64.4 per cent in the Central Provinces, 
while it rose from 96 to 99.1 per cent in Berar, owing to the 
liquidation of 29 societies involving a sum of Rs. 7,34,590. 

Renewals granted in the Central Provinces decreased from 
Rs. 1,38,123 to Rs. 22,248 and . in Berar from Rs. 17,440 to 
Rs. 3,457. Taking the renewals and oYerdues together, the 
arrears rose from Rs. 1,06,67,820 to Rs. 1,41,05,759. The per­
centage of such arrears to the total outstandings was 64.8 and 
99.1 [69.5 and 96.7] in the Central Provinces and Berar, 
respectively. 

Excluding the sum due from societies under award and 
liquidation, the overdues amounted to 43.2 and 90.8 [45.8 and 
86.6] per cent in the Central Provinces and Berar, respectively. 
It i, to be hoped that the position in Berar will materially im­
prove when the rehabilitation enquiries are completed, and the 
reh&bili tat ion schemes become effective. 

9. Financial balance-sheet of the co-operative movement as 
a whole.-The financial position of the central banks of the 
province and the Provincial Bank taken together on the 30th 
June 1940 is indicated in the rough balance-sheet given below:

The outside liabilities amount to Rs. 1,83,40,779 against 
which the movement holds assets estimated at Rs. 2,17,32,318. 
Of the total assets, Rs. 1,14,68,104 or 52.7 [50.2] per cent are 
in cash and liquid form and Rs. 42,99,589 or 19.7 [18.2] per cent 
in fixed assets. For the liquidation of outside liabilities, an 
~dditional amount of Rs. 25,73,086 or 43.1 [59.7] per cent of 
good debts outstanding against societies would suffice. 
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The fact that there is a fluid cover for over 57 per cent of 
the total liabilities of the movement is mainly due to the large 
liquid assets of the Provincial Bank and the Chhattisgarh banks. 
Most of the Berar banks and northern banks failed to maintain 
the required fluid standard. Of the good debts, Rs. 39,45;501 
[Rs. 56,99,693] are secured by fir6t mortgage on lands of mem­
bers. In Berar, the banks hold first mortgage on 41,356 acres 
of land. The Berar banks own 65,090 [59,518] acres _pf land 
assessed at Rs. 99,414 acquired for the total value of Rs. 35,26,882 
which gives an average of Rs. 54 per acre or 35 per rupee of 
land revenue. 

10. Societies and membership.-Forty-seven proposals for 
regi~tration of primary societies were pending at the commence­
ment of the year and 295 proposals were received during the 
year. Out of the total of 342,247 [ 435] were accepted, 44 re­
jected and 29 returned to banks fgr further scrutiny. 22 pro­
po~als were pending for registration at the close of the year. 

177 primary societies were registered in the Central Provinces 
and seven in Berar. Out of the societies registered in the Cen­
tral Provinces, the five banks in Chhattisgarh Division, where 
the movement is in a healthy condition were responsible for 94 
societies. Other banks which registered a large number of new 
societies were Mandla with 27 and Damoh with 25. It is grati­
fying to note that 26 out of 27 societies newly registered in 
Mandla were for aboriginals. In five banks in the Central Prov­
inces no societies were registered. In Berar, five societies were 
registered under Mehkar and one each under Pusad and Malka-
pur. No primary societies were registered under other banks. 

Of the 247 societies registered during the year, 184 were pri­
mary agricultural societies with unlimited liability, 25 non-agri­
cultural credit societies with unlimited liability, two argicultural 
associations, nine clerks' societies, five stores, two dairies, one 
adat, one housing, nine thrift, seven better living, one general 
purpose and one multi-purpose society. 

The registration of 127 [79] societies of all kinds was can­
celled. 0£ these, 91 were in the Central Provinces and 36 in 
Berar. 0£ the 127 societies, 121 were primary agricultural socie­
ties, one agricultural association, two adat, one store, one housing 
and one thrift society. The number of co-operative societies of 
all types thus increased from 4,764 to 4,884, of which 4,421 were 
agricultural primary societies with unlimited liability and IS 
with limited liability (14 crop loan societies in Berar and one 
landlords' society at Narsinghpur). 

The total membership of all societies in the province in­
creased to 136,271 [132,115], while the working capital fell to 
Rs. 5,23,52,974 [Rs. 5,43,26,172]. The primary agricultural 
societies on share basis further increased to 3,011 [2,936], of 
which 650 are converted and 2,361 registered on share basis. 
During the year one multi-purpose society was registered under 
the Sohagpur Tahsil Central Bank. The total number of multi­
purpose societies registered so far is nine of which three are 
dormant and six are working. Government sanctioned a provi­
sion of Rs. 5,600 for the construction of four godowns and pay 
of 10 managers. The expenditure during the year 1939-40 
amounted to Rs. 2,616 only. 
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11. Education and supervision of societies.-The group 
~system organised in 1929 was continued. Wardha and Balaghat 
banks continue to be out of the institutes. Three institutes could 
not balance their budgets even with the Government grants. 
They have therefore to live on their accumulated ·balances. 
The Berar Co-operative Institute has decided to curtail its acti­
vities and to restrict itself to educ~Jtion and propaganda owing 
to paucity of funds and difficulty of getting any contributions 
from the central banks. It has disbanded its field staff most of 
which was absorbed by the banks. The Nagpur Institute has 
also resolved to close down from next year. The only Institute 
which is working satisfactorily is the Chhattisgarh Institute. It 
is desirable to devise a cheap and efficient agency for carrying 
on the work of education and supervi&ion of societies. The 
whole question of the future of the Institutes is engaging the 
attention of the department and will be shortly decided. 

12. Training and propaganda.-161 [216] rallies were held 
during the year, 159 [203] in the Central Provinces and 2 [13] 
in Berar. They were attended by 9,855 [14,041] members of 
1,586 [2,026] societies and 15,214 [21,165) outsiders. The largest 
number of rallies continues to be held in Chhattisgarh. Drug 
leads with 25 rallies and Bilaspur and Raipur with 20 and 19, 
respectively. Agricultural and Veterinary assistants attended 1~ 
and 28 rallies, respectively. 

The scheme of training and education of the staff of the 
department and co-operative organizations and the members of 
primary societies which is financed out of the Government of 
India grant was continued during the year. As laid down in the 
scheme, the educational staff of the department held in the first 
half of the year six training classes for !i) circle auditors, valuer' 
and chief group officers, (ii) society auditors, (iii) group officers, 
(iv) utanagers, (v) assistant groun cfficers, and (vi) accountants, 
for periods varying from one to three months. Two classes were 
conducted side by side during the half year. The total number 
of c:.ndidates trained at these classes was 115 including 50 private 
candidates. Of these, SO employees and 20 outsiders were 
successful at the examinations held after the various training 
classes. 

lh the latter half of the year, 29 [ 42] training classes were 
held by the educational staff with the help of the Divisional Co­
operative Institutes and were attended by 1,607 [2,805] members 
and office-bearers of rural primary societies including 392 [755] 
literate persons. Each class continued for nearly eight days and 
the main principles of co-operation and their application were 
explained to the members in homely talks. Literate members 
were trained in the writing of accounts, proceedings books and 
the loan applications. A written examination for the literate 
and an oral test for the illiterate persons were conducted at which 
118 literate and 796 illiterate members were successful. Excepting 
Seoni, at least one class was held under the area of each central 
bank in the Central Provinces, while the Berar Institute organis­
ed only one class in the area of Mehkar Central Bank. This 
was due to the financial crisis in most of the Berar banks. The 
Raipur and Bilaspur banks organised three training classes each 
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and the Nagpur bank arranged two classes. The total amount of 
out-of-pocket expenses, including motor and railway fares, dis­
bursed to the members amounted to Rs. 3,681-11-0. These 
charges were defi:ayed out of the Government of India grant. 
Rallies and magic lantern shows were held on the occasion of 
these classes and the officers of the allied departments took part 
in them. The Educational Inspector delivered lectures at the 
refresher course of the officers of the Revenue, Irrigation and 
Agriculture Departments at Chandkhuri, to the students of four 
normal schools and to three village uplift training classes. 

The propaganda and education at the rallies and training 
classes not only removed many doubts of the members but also 
tended to revive faith in the usefulness of the co-operative move­
:nent and arouse interest in the lifeless societies whose members 
attended these classes. But their knowledge will have to be re­
freshed every year by the Institute staff. The Chhattisgarh Divi­
sion Institute has already started annual refresher courses for 
members lasting for three days each and other Institutes would 
do well to follow suit. 

13. General position.-The year under report was more 
favourable to the agriculturists than the previous one. The crops 
-..,ere generally better and prices were also more favourable, 
especially of cotton, as a result of the outbreak of the War. Re­
coveries consequently improved and the movement showed signs 
of reviving, especially in Berar. · 

The position of the co-operative movement in Berar con­
tinued to engage the anxious attention of Government during 
1.he year. In September 1939, a communique was published sum­
marising its conclusions on the recommendations of the Berar 
Co-operative Enquiry Committee and its proposals for dealing 
with the problems of the co-operative movement in Berar. Un­
fortunately, the proposals set out in the communique did not 
commend themselves to the interests primarily concerned and 
the situation also changed considerably due to the outbreak of 
the War, which was responsible for the sharp rise in the price 
of cotton, which is the chief money crop in Berar. Government, 
therefore, issued another communique in March 1940 outlining 
its final proposals for dealing with the Berar problem. The 
~alient features of the scheme contemplated by Government are-

(i) Calling of meetings of creditors of the banks which 
have suspended payment with a view to find out if 
not less than 51 per cent in value of all the creditors 
agree to a compromise or an arrangement for pay­
ment of liabilities of the banks. Such a scheme, 
when confirmed by the Registrar, will be binding 
on all the creditqrs under section 42-B (2) of the 
Co-operative Socieites Act which was inserted by 
the Central Provinces and Berar Co-operative Socie­
ties (Amendment) Act, 1940 (V of 1940). 

(ii) Enquiry into the assets, liabilitie~; and repaying capa­
city of the indebted members of societies by tht 
Registrar with :t view to :'scertain the amount which 
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can be recovered from them in the maximum period 
of 20 years and conciliation of the creditors' dues 
to the level of the banks' realisable assets. 

(iii) Government guarantee of interest at 3 per ceht or 
at the stipulated rate, whichever is lower, on the 
debts of central banks reduced hy compromise or 
conciliation to the extent of debtors' capacity to 
repay in the maximum of 20 years from the date 
such proposals are accepted. Government also 
agreed to grant a subsidy of not more than Rs. 1 lakh 
for not more than three years to meet deficits, if 
any, in the working expenses of the central banks 
after all measures of economy and retrenchment con­
sidered necessary by the Registrar had been carried 
out and to give assistance up to one lakh of rupees 
for future financing of societies. 

(iv) Setting up of new committees of management contain­
ing representatives of all the interests concerned in­
cluding the creditors. 

Meetings of creditors of all the nine central banks were 
accordingly held in June 1940 where a scheme containing the 
compromise or arrangement for repayment of liabilities of the 
banks was accepted by the requisite majority of creditors. En­
quiries will now be started by the Registrar to find out the 
amount that can be realised and repaid to the creditors during 
the period of the scheme. 

In the Central Provinces also the Hoshangabad, Piparia, 
Jubbulpore and Murwara Central Banks found it difficult to re­
pay the depositors on the due dates and, therefore, suspended 
payment. They have also taken advantage of section 42-B of the 
Co-operative Societies Act and have framed schemes for repay­
ment of their creditors. Meetings of creditors in these banks 
were also held after the close of the year where the schemes have 
been accepted by the requisite majority of creditors. The fin­
ancial position of other central banks in the northern part of 
the province is fairly sound with one or two exceptions, and it 
is expected that they will be able to tide over the crisis facing 
the movement and continue their normal functioning. The 
financial position of the banks in the Chhattisgarh and Nagpur 
Divisions is also sound and none of them need find difficultie~ 
in repayment of its depositors. 

The movement is in a healthy condition in the old Chhattis­
garh Division where the honorary workers have always taken a 
keen interest in the affairs of their banks and have managed 
them on strictly co-operative lines. Another bright feature in 
the movement is registration of as many as 247 new societies 
during the year which shows that in spite of the failure of the 
movement over a large part of the province, agriculturists are 
anxious to join the movement for financial help which cannot 
be now easily obtained ~r?m any other source. A!lother ~ood 
feature is the sound pos1t10n of the apex bank wh1ch has con· 
tinued to be a tower of strength to the movement. 
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111.-THE WORKING OF AGRICULTURAL CREDIT 
SOCIETIES "WITH UNLIMITED AND 

LIMITED LIABILITY 
14. Number of societies.-The total number of primary 

societie!l with limited and unlimited liability increased by 64 to 
4,436, of which 3,756 were in the Central Provinces and 680 in 
Berar. The number of crop loan societies with limited liability 
in Berar remained the same, viz., 14 as in the last year. One 
landlords' society at NarsLnghpur with limited liability continues 
to work in the Central Provinces. The increase in the number 
of primary societies with unlimited liability was shared by almost 
all the banks in the Central Provinces except Jubbulpore and 
Murwara in the I Circle, Warora in the III Circle and Hoshang­
abad and Harda in the IV Circle. The Raipur bank heads the list 
with 69 societies registered during the year and then comes 
Mandla with 27 societies. As stated previously, 177 new socie­
ties were registered in the Central Provinces and the Chhattis· 
garh banks were responsible for 94 of them. Nagpur, Wardha 
and Brahmapuri registered one, two and six societies, respec- . 
tively. In the I Circle, the highest number of societies regis­
tered was 27 in Mandla; Damoh was a close second with 25 and 
the rest six societies were registered in Seoni, Sihora and Saugor. 
In the IV Circle, 16 new societies were registered, six in Chhind­
wara, five in Nimar, three in Narsinghpur and one each in 
Betul and Piparia. In Berar, out of seven societies, five were 
registered under Mehkar and one each under Pusad and 
Maika pur. 

The number of societies cancelled was 121 [75], of which 
86 were in the Central Provinces and 35 in Berar. Fourteen 
societies were cancelled in Piparia, 12 each in Hoshangabad and 
Narsinghpur, 10 in Warora and the rest 38 in 15 other banks 
of the Central Provinces. In Berar, six societies each were can­
celled in Akola and Mehkar, five in Yeotmal and the remaining · 
18 in other banks. 

15. Working capital and membership.-The working capital 
of societies in the province, excluding those under liquidation, 
decreased from Rs. 92,27,249 to Rs. 83,78,315; in the Central 
Provinces it decreased from Rs. 52,59,385 to Rs. 48,51,402, and 
in Berar from Rs. 39,67,864 to Rs. 35,26,913. The loans due by 
members also fell from Rs. 69,15,886 to Rs. 61,15,505. They fell 
in the Central Provinces from Rs. 39,59,803 to Rs. 36,92,570 and 
in Berar from Rs. 29,56,083 to Rs. 24,22,935. Cash recoveries 
from members of working societies increased from Rs. 8,49,053 to 
Rs. 10,87,079 in the Central Provinces and from Rs. 1,69,024 to 
Rs. 2,92,300 in Berar. 

The membership of societies, other than those under liqui­
dation, fell from 50,411 to 49,443 in the Central Provinces and 
from 7,289 to 6,929 in Berar. The average number of members 
per society in the Pr,ovince fell from 13 to 12.7 the average 
being 13.2 in the Central Provinces and 10.2 in Berar. 

16. Loans and purposes of loans.-The average loan per 
member, excludin.g memhers of societies under liquidation, 
decreased from 120 to 108 in the province as a whole, the figure 
being 75 [781 in the Central Provinces and 3.'i0 [413] .in Berar. 
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Total loans advanced by societies to members decreased fron. 
Rs. 16,39,084 to Rs. 12,70,704, of which cash advances amounted 
to Rs. 8,09,653 fRs. 8,68,132], being Rs. 7,52,434 [Rs. 7,64,414 j 
and Rs. 57,219 [Rs. 1,03,718] in the Central Provinces and Berar 
respectively. The purposes for which cash loans amounting t~ 
Rs. 8,09,653 were advanced arc as shown below :-

The largest amount was advanced for purchase of bullocks 
and plough cattle by the Raipur, Bilaspur, Drug and Bhandara 
banks in Chhattisgarh division and by Brahmapuri bank in 
Nagpur division. The percentage of advance for cattle was 51.1 
in. the Central Provinces. The largest amount in Berar was for 
cultivation expenses, the percentage to the total advance 
being 60.8. 

17. Big borrowers.-Big borrowers owing Rs. 1,000 or more 
were 832 or 1.6 [1.8] per cent of the borrowing members. They 
abwrbed Rs. 23,38,300 or 38.2 per cent of the total outstanding. 
Out of the 832 big borrowers, the majority, viz., 616 [7451 hail 
from Berar and they absorbed Rs. 20,07,008 out of Rs. 24,22,935 
or 82.8 [76.2] per cent of the total loans in that division. The 
btg borrowers in the Central Provinces were 216 [193] and were 
responsible for loans amounting to R&. 3,31,292 out of 
Rs. 36,92,570 or 8.9 [9.3] of the total outstanding against mem­
ber5. The number of members owing more than Rs. 5,000 
Jach was eight in the Central Provinces and 106 in Berar and 
th;.~ amounts due by this class of members were Rs. 44,679 and 
R.~. 10,00,387, respectively. Most of the&e members are in 
Amraoti and Morsi which have 66 and 29 of such borrowers. 
resp€·ctively. There are no big borrowers in any bank in the 
ol<.i Chhattisgarh division. 

18. Repayments and overdues.-The proportion ot over· 
dues in the loans of societies (excluding those under liquidation) 
against members has come down to Rs. 39,61,432 [Rs. 48,93,798] 
or 64.7 [70.7] per cent for the province as a whole. The pro· 
portion of overdue& in the Central Provinces has decreased to 
44.3 r52.9] per cent, while in Berar it has gone up to 96.0 
[94.71 per cent. Including renewals, the percentage would be 
44.9 [56.61 and 96.1 [95.21 in the Central Provinces and Berar. 
respectively. The renewals granted were for R11. 22,248 and 
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R~. 3,457 in the Central Provinces and Berar, respectively. Out 
of 4,436 societie~, 441 [713] in the Central Province& and 306 
l339 J in Berar failed to pay even the interest due during the 
)Tar. The number of societies which took no loans during the 
ye:!r from central banks was 1,852 [1,670] in the Central Prov­
inces and 256 [392] in Berar. 

19. Classification of societies.-The system of biennial 
audit w3s continued during the year. Out of 2,539 societies 
where audit was due during the year, 2,525 were audited and the 
result of audit classification is given below:

Fourteen societies remained unaudited during the year. 

20. Reorganisation of societies.-During the year 30 cen­
tral banks out of 35 carried out the programme of reorganisation 
of societies as against 29 Central Banks of the last year. 579 
societies were earmarked for the pur_pose. Out of these 49 
(46 in the Central Provinces and 3 in Berar) were finally 
organised; 57 (45 in Central Provinces and 12 in Berar) were 
rejected for reorganisation and considered fit for liquidation. 
The remaining 473 societies were kept for further trial. It is 
regrettable that the work is being neglected in most of the banks 
in spite of the fact that the vital importance of this work has 
been impressed on the office-bearers and staff of the hanks from 
time to time. The lines on which this work should be tackled 
have been indicated to the banks and this work cannot be 
safely neglected hy them. 

21. Rates of interest.-The rates of interest charged to 
societie~ varied between 6 to 8~ per cent (except Khamgaon 
where the rate charged hy the bank to societies is 10 per cent). 
The policy of allowin.~ interest on reserve fund of societies for 
reducing the rates of interest on loans due by members was 
continued with the effect that in some societies the rates of 
interest to members was as low as 4 per cent.

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Thus more than half the members get the concession and pay 
interest from 4 to 8 per cent. Others could not get the advant­
age due to heavy arrears and bad debts. 

22. Deposits in societies.-Deposits in societies further 
decreased from Rs. 2,68,114 to Rs. 2,56,682. In the Central 
Provinces, the deposits of members increased from Rs. 95,412 
to Rs. 1,01,877 and of non-members from Rs. 9,868 to Rs. 9,936. 
In Berar, there was a decrease in members' deposits from 
Rs. 17,443 to Rs. 15,166 and in non-members' deposits from 
Rs. 1,45,391 to Rs. 1,29,703. The fall in deposits in Berar was 
due to the economic depression and to the deplorable condition 
of the movement in that division. 

IV.-LAND MORTGAGE BANKS 
23. The number of land mortgage banks remained station­

ary at 21. The proposals for the registration of banks at Damoh, 
Chanda and Ba!aghat which were pending at the close of the 
last year were dropped as it was considered desirable not to 
establish any more banks but to consolidate the position of the 
existing ones by recovering overdues which had appeared in 
some of them. All the banks were in full working order during 
the year except Betul which financed its first borrower after the 
close of the year. The area of operations of the Saugor Land 
Mortgage Bank was extended to the Damoh sub-division at the 
sp,ecial request of the tenants of that sub-division. The follow­
ing figures will show the working of the banks during the year:-

There was a considerable fall in the volume of fresh business 
done during the year. This was due to the following factors:-

(1) Establishment of Debt Relief Courts. Agriculturists 
were tempted to resort to them as they could get 
more concessions from them than from land mort­
gage banks. 

(2) Good crops of t~e yea~ which brot!ght in a fairly hig_h 
income to agncultunsts who sattsfied some of their 
creditors and paid up arrears of land revenue or 
rent and, therefore, did not feel the pressing need 
for going to land mortgage banks. 
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(3) Outbreak of war and consequent restriction of credit 
by the Provincial Bank. Immediately after the out­
b::eak of war the Provincial Bank found it difficult 
to float debentures. It, therefore, adopted the policy 
of sanctioning loan applications up to Rs. 1,000. As 
it could, however, get subscribers and raise Rs. 6 
lakhs by way of debentures later on, it removed the 
restriction but instructed all land mortgage banks not 
to entertain loan applications for more than Rs. 5,000 
from any individual. 

(4) Lack of propaganda by most of the banks to popuJarise 
their activities in the interior and attract business. 

The number of loan applications pending at different stages 
at the close of the year was much smaller than that of the last 
year as great care was taken to see that loan applications were 
disposed of by all concerned as expeditiously as possible. 

The total cash recoveries amounted to Rs. 1,73,712 and 
included principal, interest and advance payments in a few cases. 
There were overdues amounting to Rs. 32,490 [~s. 34,691] 
against 292 [372] members in 15 banks. The percentage of over­
dues on the balance of loan outstanding at the close of the year 
was 2.5 while that of defaulters on the total number of borrowers 
was 21.4. Overdues did not show an appreciable decrease 
though the crops were generally good. In a number of banks, 
particularly in the cotton zone, borrowers first cleared off the 
overdues for the year 1938-39 which had proved most unfavour­
::!ble to them and also outstanding arrears of land revenue or 
rent. Only a portion of the repayments made by them during 
the year could, therefore, be appropriated towards the instalments 
for the year and overdues inevitably appeared against them at 
the close of the year. Overdues in a few cases were due to 
natural calamities such as sudden outbreak of fire burning crops 
or an occasional hail-storm damaging agricultural produce. 

The coercive machinery provided in the Central Provinces 
Land Mortgage Banks Act and the rules framed thereunder was 
fully set up during the year. Some land mortgage banks resorted 
to it for recovering their overdues, while others only executed 
the awards obtained by them. A majority of the banks, how­
ever, gave three months' notices to some of their def~1ulters for 
sale of their mortgaged property. The Seoni Land Mortgage 
Bank took full advantage of the machinery and rccoYered its 
old overdues. All land mortgage banks have been mivised to 
deal very sternly with deliberate defaulters and recover all their 
overdues. 

There are always a few cases in which overdues occur on 
account of factors beyond the control of the borrower such as 
failure of crops. The question of how to deal with such cases 
0£ overdues was further examined during the year. A new for­
mula was d.::vised and approved by the ProYinci~d Bank and 
the Provl.Pcial Government. According to this formula no ex­
tensions are to be granted for overdue instalments. The over­
dues are to be shown as such and as much out of them as pos­
&ible is to be recovered along with the instalments for the 
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succee?ing yean. The introduction of the policy of granting 
extensiOns for overdues was not considered advisable as it might 
!nc:ke d~faulters slack in their efforts to repay overdues and as 
It was hkely to make the accounting !;)'Stem cumbrous. 

At the close of the last year, nine banks showed deficits. 
Government was pleased to give them grants to the extent of 
Rs. 3,420 to wipe out the deficits. During the year all banks 
except Hoshangabad, Mandla, Drug, Betul and Saugor worked 
at profit. Since the close of the year, Government has been 
moved to make a grant of Rs. 1,478 to the deficit banks. The 
Raipur bank distributed dividend at 4 per cent out of its realised 
profits to the end of 1938-39, while others could not do so as 
their profits were unrealised. The position in this respect has 
improved during the year under report and 10 banks showed 
realised profits. 

The Central Provinces and Berar Provincial Co-operative 
Bank continued to function as an apex bank for the land mort­
gage banks movement and financed all land mortgage banks. 
It succeeded in selling by private negotiations to the public the 
debentures of the III series of the value of Rs. 39,500, which it 
held on the 30th June 1939. It floated the IV and V series of 
debentures of the face value of Rs. 5 lakhs and Rs. 1 lakh respec­
tively, at 4 per cent during the year. Both the series were fully 
subscribed, though some difficulty was experienced in getting 
subscriptions for the former. The total value of the different 
series of debentures floated by the Provincial Bank till the 30th 
June 194D amounted to Rs. 14 lakhs while the total advances 
made by it to all land mortgage banks up to that date were 
Rs. 14,53,079. The excess of Rs. 53,079 represented the tempo­
rary accommodation given by the Provincial Bank to its Lane 

· Mortgage Banks section. It was finally decided during the year 
that the Provincial Bank should maintain a sinking fund instead 
of Debt Redemption Fund as contemplated in the Trust Deed 
executed by it. Accordingly it made contributions to the sink­
ing funds for the first three series, which amounted to Rs. 75,527. 
This amount was invested in 5 per cent 1945-55 Government loan 
after the close of the year. Necessary amendments to the Trust 
Deed are under consideration. 

On the advice of the Reserve Bank of India, the Provincial 
Bank restricted grant of credit to all land mortgage banks. The 
total borrowings of all land mortgage banks from the Provincial 
Bank amounted to Rs. 2,69,315 and repayments to Rs. 1,54,675. 
The balance of loan due to the Provincial Bank at the close of 
the year was Rs. 12,57,796 [Rs. 11,07,1051. The overdues 
amounted to Rs. 17,455 [Rs. 12,642]. The Provincial Bank has 
been dunning all the primary land mortgage banks to clear off 
the overdues early. 

Pending the decision of the Provincial Government regard­
ing revaluation of the mortgaged property, instructions were 
issued to all Circle Auditors and valuers to revalue all cases 
financed till the 30th June 1939 as required by byelaw 41 (2) of 
the standard byelaws for land mortgage banks. Out of 1,034 
cases 655 were revalued, leaving a balance of 379 cases at the 
close' of the year. The number of loan applications due for 
valuer's scrutiny in some banks being large during the latter 
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part of the rear, all cases could not be revalued. Since the close 
of the year this subject was discussed in the second Conference 
of Land Mortgage Banks, which decided that revaluation should 
be biennial in future and not triennial as was decided last year. 
Government has been moved to amend byelaw 41 (2) accordingly 

The question of amending the Central Provinces Land Mort­
gage Banks Act with a view to ensure the presence of creditors 
at the time of disbursing loans and to enable banks to make effec­
tive conciliation of the claims of creditors of the applicants has 
been under the consideration of the department from a long 
time. The Madras Government has alreadv amended their 
Land Mortgage Banks Act in this respect. The _subject whet_her 
it was desirable and necessary to amend the Central Provinces 
Land Mortgage Banks Act on the lines of the Madras amendment 
was referred to the second Conference of Land Mortgage Banks 
which accepted the principle of the amendment and left it to a 
sub-committee to draft the amendment in a form suitable to 
the local conditions. 

Delay in the disposal of lo&n applications continued to be 
the chief criticism on the working of the land mortgage banks. 
A sub-committee was appointed by the Provincial Bank to look 
into this question. It prepared a detailed report and the recent 
Conference of Land Mortgage Banks approved of it with a few 
modifications. The most important recommendation of this 
sub-committee is that all loan cases below Rs. 2,000 should be 
disposed by office-bearers or an executive committee. This will 
avoid delay in the disposal of small loan applications. It may 
not be out of place to repeat that since land mortgage banks are 
dealing with money belonging to debenture-holders and as the 
Provincial Go\'ernment has guaranteed the principal of, and 
the interest on, debentures, thorou,!!h enquiries have to be made 
in each case of loan application. Delay in the disposal of loan 
application is, therefore, inevitable to a certain extent. All 
concerned are, however, making attempts to reduce or avoid 
delay as far as possible. 

The most remarkable (eature of the working of land mort­
gage banks during the year was the sharp fall in the number of 
loan applications received mainly due to the establishment of 
Debt Relief Courts under the Relief of Indebtedness /.t.'t. Rome 
co-ordination by legislation between the work of Debt Relief 
Courts and that of land mortgage banks is necessary if the latter 
are to flourish and render effective financial assistance to agri­
culturists. The former should reduce the claims of creditors 
considerably for cash payments and the latter should agree to 
make advances for paying off reduceC. claims if they are satisfied 
with the merits of the cases sent to them by Relief Courts. In 
the Bombay Presidency a provision has been made in the Agri­
cultural Debtors' Act, which correspond~ to our Relief of 
Indebtedness Act, for bringing about co-ordination between the 
Relief Courts and land mortgage banks. This subject was also 
considered by the recent Conference of Land Mortgage Banks 
which has accepted the principle and referred the subject to a 
sub-committee for drafting a suitable amendment to the Central 
Provinces Relief of Indebtedness Act. 
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V.-CENTRAL BANKS 
24. Number of central banks.-The number of central 

banks continued to be 35. 
25. Capital and resources, loan outstanding and bad and 

doubtful debts.-The total working capital of central banks 
decreased to Rs. 2,32,15,046 [Rs. 2,43,41,028]. The share capital 
declined further to Rs. 15,17,139 [Rs. 15,20,742]; it rose from 
Rs. 9,61,243 to Rs. 9,63,550 in the Central Provinces, while it 
fell from Rs. 5,59,499 to Rs. 5,53,589 in Berar. The reduction 

_in Berar is mostly due to the redemption of shares of members 
of societies under liquidation. 

Reserve and other funds decreased to Rs. 54,11,438 
[Rs. 54,20,643], of which a sum of Rs. 34,22,235 was ear-marked 
for provision for bad and doubtful debts. The total loans out· 
standing against affiliated societies decreased to Rs. 1,19,45,815 
[Rs. 1,25,67,417]. It decreased to Rs. 45,88,616 [Rs. 48,70,945] 
in the Central Provinces and to Rs. 73,57,199 [Rs. 76,96,472] in 
Berar. Bad debts amounted to Rs. 11,95,301 and Rs. 48,17,500 
and doubtful debts to Rs. 2,17,547 and Rs. 4,896 in the Central 
Provinces and Berar, respectively. Bad debts increased in the 
Central Provinces by Rs. 60,128 and in Berar by Rs. 9,70,394. 
Doubtful debts increased in the Central Provinces by B.s. 20,305 
and in Berar by Rs. 20,977. The percentage of bad debts to the 
total loans outstanding works out in the Central Provinces at 
26.0 [23.31 and in Berar at 65.5 [49], while that of doubtful 
debts at 4.7 [4.8] and .07 [0.3], respectiYely. The only banks 
where there are no bad or doubtful debts are Bilaspur in the 
Central Provinces and Pusad and Darwha in Berar. The bad 
and doubtful debts are nominal in Raipur and Drug, viz., 
Rs. 1,277 and Rs. 409, respectively. 

Some banks have not been able to make full provision for 
bad assets out of the funds and profits. They had therefore to 
draw upon their reserve fund and share capital to make up the 
provision. In 6 banks in the Central Provinces and 7 banks in 
Berar the real assets fell short of liabilities to the extent of 
Rs. 34,24,837. 

26. Deposits and fluid resource.-Deposits from individuals 
decreased to Rs. 1,03,75,899 [Rs. 1,09,72,5921 for the proYince 
as a whole. In the Central Provinces they decreased to 
Rs. 45,25,179 fRs. 51,11,703] and in Bcr:~r to Rs. 58,50,720 
[Rs. 58,60,8891. Withdrawals in cash totalled Rs. 20,65,410 
[Rs. 14,74,6711 in the Central Provinces and Rs. 3,7o,507 
[Rs. 26,33,5331 in Berar. Deposits received in cash amounted 
to Rs. 17,68,682 fRs. 18,55,2491 in the Central Provinces and 
Rs. 7,72,959 [Rs. 18,99,250] in Berar. 

Nine banks in Berar were not able to meet the demands of 
depositors and suspended payments to creditors. Total over· 
due deposits amounted to Rs.. 22,73,727. 

In the Central Provinces also Jubbulpore, Murwara. 
Hoshangabad and Piparia banks had to suspend payments of 
deposits and the overdue deposits amounted to Rs. 2,04,466. 

The total deposits of all kinds held by all the central banks 
on the 30th Jnne 1940 amounted to Rs. 1,01,24,086, out of which

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VI.-PROVINCIAL BANK 

· 29. Working of the year.-The working capital of the bank 
ha~ c,lecreased to Rs. 1,61,51,898 [Rs. 1,67,53,817 J. The net profit 
has mcreased to Rs. 78,076 LRs. 68,276] but it is all unrealised. 
The amount due from central banks and societies on account of 
loans, cash credits and over draft accounts decreased from 
Rs. 45,79,135 to Rs. 41,59,774 of which Rs. 8,14,074 [Rs. 9,68,339] 
were due from the Central Provinces and Rs. 33,45,700 
lRs. 36,W,796] from the Berar banks and societies. Against the 
ordinary loans and cash credits due by banks and societies in the 
Central Provinc~s, the bank holds as security Government paper 
of the face value of Rs. 25,000, fixed deposit receipts of this bdnk 
aggregating Rs. 1,14,693, building mortgages of Rs. 3$,500 and a 
charge on the fluid resource of Rs. 2,000. Besides these, the 
loans due by the Narsinghpur Landlords' society aggregating 
Rs. 62,573 and those due by housing ·societies are fully secured 
by mortgage of the village shares and houses of members. As 
against the loans and cash credits, etc., due by Berar banks, the 
security held is the aggregate area of 40,532 acres ot agricultural 
land, fixed deposit receipts of Rs. 37,850 :1nd mortg:1ge of office 
buildings of the value of Rs. 1,14,500. 

The bank is associated with the management of nine central 
banks in Berar and five in the Central Provinces. It has decided 
to finance crop loan societies of Berar up to the extent of Rs. 3 
lakhs. No central bank in Berar, except Malkapur, organized 
any crop loan societies during the year under report. The bank 
advanced Rs. 10,457 to the crop loan societies on security of 
assignments of mortgages executed by their members. It is 
hoped that other central banks will follow the example of the 
Malkapur bank and organize crop loan societies for which there 
is a great demand. The Provincial Bank is prepared to pay the 
central banks by way of commission interest at the rate of 2 per 
cent per annum on the advances made to the crop loan societies 
in consideration of their rendering service both in respect of 
advances and recoveries. 

Rates of interest on fixed deposits varied from H per cent 
to 31 per cent, while those on savings bank from H per cent to 
1! per cent. Owing to war condition and the Berar crisis, there 
has been a considerable fall in the deposits of all kinds. The 
Registrar's and central bank&' deposits decreased to Rs. 46,57,073 
[Rs. 48,12,565] and Rs. 10,02,571 [Rs. 11,04,040], respectively, 
and the individual fixed deposits also :went down to Rs. 42,33,601 
[Rs. 51.94,921). The savings bank and current deposits, too, 
fell to Rs. 17,49,300 [Rs. 22,42,310]. 

The cash recoveries of loans during the year rose to 
Rs. 9,93,272 [Rs. 2,27,8151, while the cash advances increased to 
Rs. 6,60,982 [Rs. 6,37,800]. Overdues from central banks and 
societies amounted to Rs. 13,42,111 [Rs. 9,16,372], the increase 
being mainly due to the incapacity of the banks even to meet 
the easy instalments granted in 1937-38. As the Berar banks 
have suspended payments, the recoveries received by them and 
the sale proceeds of lands could not be utilized either towards 
repayment of loan due to the Provincial Bank or repayment of 
deposits pending confirmation 0£ schemes for payment· of 
creditors. 
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30. Surplus funds, share capital, reserve fund, etc.-The 
surplus funds which the bank continued to _have ranged between 
19 to 29 lakhs. The heavy surpluses were invested by the bank 
mostly in short-term deposits with commercial and apex co­
operative banks of other provinces. In the year under report, 
it opened a pay office at Narsinghpur for doing the business of 
making advances on security of grain and other agricultural 
produce. The bank is thinking of opening branches or pay 
offices at different centres in the province for similar busiP.ess. 

The share capital and reserve fund of the bank amount to 
Rs. 5,18,600 [Rs. 5,19,7701 and Rs. 5,30,000 [Rs. 5,15,00<)1, 
respectively. The provision for bad and doubtful debts 
amounts to Rs. 6 lakhs which may not be found sufficient to 
;::over the losses that the bank may have to suffer in Berar. It 
will have to dr::~w upon its reserve fund and other funds to meet 
these losses. The bank•s own capital works out to Rs. 13.95 
[Rs. 11.121 per cent of the borrowed capital. Further, the 
current value of the bank•s ·investments in Government paper, 
though not as high as in the previous year, is still much in 
excess of what apnears in the bahmce sheet and this latent reserve 
is a source of additional strength to this bank. 

The. sound financial position of the Provincial Rank is 
13rttely d11e to the skilful management of its Managing Director, 
Sir M. G. Deshpande. 

VII.-(i) THE CENTRAl. PROVINCES AND BFR A R CO­
OPERATIVE FEDF.RATION AND (ii) THE CO­
OPERATIVE INSTITUTES. NORTHERN. NFRBTTDDA, 
CHHATTISGARH, NAGPUR AND BERAR DIVISIONS 

31. The Fecferation.-The Central Provinces and Berar Co-
operative Federation held its annual Conltress on the 7th and 
8th April 1940 at Bilaspur. The chief suhiects discussed at the 
Congress were (1) the Berar crisi~~; and (2) the continuance or 
otherwise of the group ·system. The Government communique 
on the subject of Bcrar crisis was discussed thorou_ghly and 
accepted by the Con1tress. Along with it the position of central 
banks in the Central Provinces was also discussed and it was 
resolved that four banks which had suspended payment of 
deposits should propose a scheme to meet the crisis and take 
advantage of the amendment to the Co-operative Societies Act 
for the puroose. The subject of discontinuance of group system 
was also discussed and it was unanimously agreed to refer the 
question to the Executive Council of the Governor for making 
concrete proposals and placing it before the next session of the 
Federation Congress. 

32. The institutPs.-The province continues to he divided 
into five institutes ~.nd all the b::~nl<s e~ceot Vlardha anti B!1laghat 
h2ve bt>en affiliated to thern. Thourrh the formal affiliation of 
the Balaghat bank to the Chhattis11arh Institute has been can­
celled, the institute is claiming- admission fee from the bank. 
The matter is, however, und~r consideration. The group 

4 
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system under the Chhattisgarh institute has been working well. 
It is, however, necessary for it to reduce its expenditure and 
balance its budget. It is disappointing to note that other insti­
tutes are not equally successful in working the group system. 
Want of funds is a problem before the institutes a·s in these days 
their affiliated banks are not in a position to supply them with 
adequate funds and Government too cannot, for good reasons, 
take up the entire responsibility of meeting large budget deficits 
of these institutes. During the year under report Government 
made a grant of Rs. 29,000 as in the last year. As stated before, 
the whole question of the future of the institutes is engaging the 
attention of the department. 

VIII.-AGRICULTURAL SOCIETIES FOR PURPOSES 
OTHER THAN CREDIT 

33. The number of such societies fell by 1 to 85. They 
consist of 1 landholders' as·sociation, 59 agricultural associations, 
17 seed unions and 8 adat shops. During the year, 2 agricultural 
associations and 1 adat shop were registered. The main activity 
of the Landholders' Association, Mehkar, continues to be the 
advancmg of loans to its members. Its working capital and 
reserve and other funds amounted to Rs. 1,04,572 and Rs. 15,16S 
fRs. 1,02,031 and Rs. 13,2421, respectively, and it made a net pro­
fit of Rs. 1,983 [Rs. 1,922]. The working capital and the 
reserve and other funds of the agricultural associations increased 
to Rs. 1,98,061 and Rs. 70,590 [Rs. 1,76,857 and Rs. 65,527] 
respectively. Their profits also increased to Rs. 16,283 
[Rs. 3,751]. Their membership rose from 3,123 to 3,138. The 
working capital of the 17 seed unions rose from Rs. 9,709 to 
Rs. 12.221 and their reserve and other funds from Rs. 2,736 to 
Rs. 4,339. They actually deal in kind and have made a profit of 
Rs. 3,089 [Rs. 1,839]. Of the 8 adat shops, 2 have not started 
work and 5 continue to be practically dormant; the only adat 
shop that is doing ·some work is that of Darwha. The total 
number of their lTiembers fell to 454 r5491 and their working 
('apital also fell to Rs. 13,855 rRs. 17.0i5] ; the reserve and other 
'unds decreased to Rs. 4,430 [Rs. 7,4921 and they worked with a 

')s·s of Rs. 11 against a profit of Rs. 58 last year. 

Co-operative marketing has not much developed in the pro­
ince, though this is essential for improving the financial posi­
ion of agriculturists by eliminating the middleman's profit. 
\ beginning has, however, been made by ·starting Growers' Asso­
~iations in Raipur, Bilaspur and Drug. These associations are 
.]nanced by the central banks and are provided with godowns 
1t the expense of Government. Agriculture Department has 
placed the ·services of an agricultural assistant at the disposal of 
each of these associations which hold out a promise of securing 
better prices for their members. The Orange Growers' Associa· 
tion at Nagpur is doing good work. The adat shops ~hich are 
also a form of co-operative marketing have not been successful 
as stated above. The chief reasons for their failure are want of 
loyalty on the part of the members and want of keenness and 

. ' 
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necessary equipment on the part of the office-bearers. Link­
ing of credit with marketing is now generally considered as essen­
tial for the success of the co-operative movement and the Depart­
ment will pay more attention to this question, when the 
rehabilitation work which is engaging all its energies at present 
i-s concluded. 

IX.-NON-AGRICULTURAL CREDIT SOCIETIES 
WITH UNLIMITED LIABILITY 

34. 25 societies of this class were registered during the 
year. The total number of such societies at the close of the 
year .was 103 [78] with a membership of 1,340 [1,085]. The 
working capital and outstanding loans rose to Rs. 73,094 and 
Rs. 58,840 lRs. 67,137 and Rs. 55,470] respectively. 

X.-NON-AGRICULTURAL SOCIETIES WITH 
LIMITED LIABILITY 

35. During the year, 9 clerks' societies were registered. 
'!'he number of such societies thus rose to 60 [51]. The mem­
bership increased to 27,010 [22,595]. The working capital and 
loans outstanding have gone up to Rs. 19,10,240 and Rs. 16,13,740 
[Rs. 15,94,366 and Rs. 14,72,317], respectively. Their profits 
have increased to Rs. 88,652 [Rs. 73,978]. Most of these societies 
are doing fairly .well and their number may well be increased. 
In such societies, business has been restricted as attachment of 
salaries of persons drawing less than Rs. 100 has been stopped. 

XL-NON-AGRICULTURAL SOCIETIES FOR 
PURPOSES OTHER THAN CR~DIT 

36. The total number of such societies rose to 137 [114]; 
of these 30 were for purchase and sale (stores), 5 dairies, 10 indus­
trial associations, 16 housing societies, 25 thrift societies, 9 adult 
education societies, 21 better living societies, 2 village develop­
ment societies, 3 cattle-breeding societies, 7 general purposes 
societies and 9 multipurpose societies. 

The membership of the stores increased from 1,713 to 1,832 
while the working capital fell from Rs. 87,548 to Rs. 79,599. The 
sale of goods to members rose from Rs. 1,19,062 to Rs. 2,00,748; 
the profits have, however, fallen from Rs. 8,315 to Rs. 6,041. 

The Telinkheri Dairy continues to do good work under the 
supervision ot the Agriculture Department. Other dairies except 
the one at Jubbulpore have been working with a small capital. 
The memben.hip of these societies rose from 66 to 104 and work­
ing capital from Rs. 15,238 to Rs. 23,225. Sale of goods to 
members also increased from Rs. 33,682 to Rs. 42,088, but the 
profits went down to Rs. 535 [Rs. 936]. 

The number of industrial associ:~tions remained at 10 as 
before. The Weavers' Association at Nagpur has been receiving 
Government aid for the development of the hand-loom industry. 
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1i is working under the direct supervision of the Textile Expert. 
!ts working capital, including Government loan of Rr.. 69,278 
amounted to Rs. 77,993 fRs. 55,666]. Its membership rose to 
419 [380] and it worked at a profit of Rs. 3,144. There were 
t-everal complaints against the management of the association. 
The Senior Deputy Registrar was asked to enquire into them 
and to suggest ways and means to make the association more 
popular among the weavers. Four associations have not started 
work and the one at Umrer has not done any new business. Of 
the other four associations, the one at Yeotmal is working at a 
loss. 

The number of housing societies remained at 16 as before. 
Of these 7 have not started work. Their membership has risen 
to 738 r676l while the loans outstanding have fallen toRs. 5,53,876 
IRs. 5,78, 783]. The working capital has increased to Rs. 6,10,363 
[Rs. 6,00,013]. The profits amounted to Rs. 11,972 [Rs. 15,235]. 

The number of thrift societies has risen to 25 [17]. Their 
membership has increased to 428 [282] and their working capital 
also to Rs. 17,524 [Rs. 16,941]. The society for adult education 
at Yeotmal is continuing with 33 members and a working capital 
of Rs. 1,398 [R&. 902]. Of the 21 better living societies, only 
6 are functioning with a working capital of Rs. 552 and they 
made a profit of Rs. 112 during the year. Of the three cattle­
breeding societies, only one at Raipur is doing active work with 
139 [137] members and a working capital of Rs. 1,079 [Rs. 1,599]. 
Ir made a profit of Rs. 439 during the year. The other two 
societies have not yet started work. 

Of the 7 general purposes societie!;, 3 have not started work. 
The other 4 have been working with 1S9 [76] members. Out of 
the 9 multi-purpose societies, 2 in Raipur and Bilaspur have 
discontinued work and the one at Khaparkheda in Sohagpur 
tahsil has not started functioning. Total membership of the 
6 working wcieties is 362. Their working c:~pital is Rs. 1,440 
only and profit for the year amounted to Rs. 279. Six managers 
paid by Government are in charge of these societies whose 
expenditure amounted to Rs. 2,116 only during the year. The 
Dangidhana society in the N:'lrsinghpur Sub-division has started 
financing its members on the &ecurity of grain. The members ot 
Bamhani and Naigaon societies in the Seoni Sub-division have 
undertaken sugarcane, potato and vegetable cultivation. The 
Veterinary Department has given a breeding bull to the Naigaon 
society. Piparia society under Juhbulpore has started an adult 
education class. 

XII.-RESERVE FUNDS 

37. The reserve fund of societies of all kinds amounted to 
Rs 74,04,954 [R~. 81,19,812]. The reserve fund of the Provin· 
cia! Bank amounted to Rs. 5,30,000 fRs. 5,15,0001, that of the 
central banks to Rs. 14,37,024 rRs. 14,58,4561 and that of primary 
and other societies to Rs. 54,37,930 [Rs. 61,46,356]. The figure 
includes the reserve fund of societies under liquidation which 
amounts to R~. 29,64,038. Reserve fund constituted 6.2 [6.01 
per cent of the working capital of central banks and 26.0 [24.9, 
of primary societies. · 
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38. Out of the total reserve fund of the movement 
amounting to Rs. 74,04,954, a sum of Rs. 24,64,103 is invested in 
Government securities and post office cash certificates. The 
bslance of Rs. 49,40,851 is mixed up in the working capital of 
banks and societies as detailed below :-

XIII.-DISPUTES AND LITIGATION 

39. Awards.-The number of final awards issued during the 
year against members of societies increased from 893 to 991 and 
the number of draft awards issued increased from 1,065 to 1,242. 
No awards were issued against banks or societies. At the close 
of the year the total number of awards outstanding in the Central 
Provinces decreased to 2,991 [3,092], the amount involved being 
Rs. 5,90,529 [Rs. 10,09,489]. Out of these, 14 involving 
Rs. 43,521 were against societies and 2,977 involving Rs. 5,47,008 
were against members. In Berar, the total number of awards 
outstanding was 1,150 [1,285] involving Rs. 16,22,128 
lRs. 19,14,355] of which 22 involving R&. 95,274 were against 
societies and 1,128 involving Rs. 15,26,854 were against mem· 
hers. In the province as a whole, the awards against societies at 
the close of the year were 36 [146J for a total sum of Rs. 1,38,795 
lR&. 4,85,022] and against members 4,105 [4,231] for a total sum 
of Rs. 20,73,862 [Rs. 24,38,822]. The total number of awards 
c'ecreased from 4,377 to 4,141 and the total amount from 
Rs. 29,23,844 to Rs. 22,12,657. Orders of attachment before 
awards were issued in 4 [ 4] cases against members of societie& 
under section 42-A of the Co-operative Societies Act. 

40. Liquidation.-At the beginning of the year, the number 
of wcieties under liquidation was 1,323 [1,317] of which 829 were 
in the Central Provinces and 494 in Berar. The amount due 
trorr; them was Rs. 56,89,053 of which Rs. 14,27.980 were in the 
Central Province3 and Rs. 42,61,073 in Berar. During the year 
under report 85 (44] societies involving a sum of Rs. 1,61,837 
lRs. 86,7661 were placed under liquidation in the Central Prov­
!nces and 29 [311 involving a sum of Rs. 7,34,590 [Rs. 6,45,525] 
m Berar. The liquidation proceedings of 43 r61] societies in 
the Central Provinces and 11 [8] societies in Berar were closed 
during the year At the end of the year, the total number of 
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societies increased by 60 to 1,383 and the amount outstanding 
against them to Rs. 63,89,640, of which 871 involving Rs. 13,98,464 
were in the Central Provinces and 512 involving Rs. 49,91,176 
were in Berar. 

41. In the Central Provinces, the central banks with a large 
number of societies under liquidation are Saugor with 75, 
Piparia with 71, Nagpur with 63, Balaghat and Hoshangabad 
with 53 each, Narsinghpur with 50, Mandla and Sihora with 47 
each, Chhindwara with 46, Jubbulpore with 45 and Seoni and 
Nimar with 44 each. The rest 233 are spread over the area of 
other banks except Bilaspur, where there is no society under 
liquidation. 

Out of Rs. 13.98 [Rs. 14.27] lakhs of loans ouhtandin.~ 
against societies under liquidation in the Central Provinces, about 
Rs. 8.05 lakhs is considered good, about Rs. 5.29 lakhs bad and 
about Rs. 0.64 lakhs doubtful. A sum of Rs. 1,43,105 was written 
off during the year. 

· In Berar, the central banks with a large number of societies 
under liquidation are Akola with 110, Khamgaon with 109, 
Yeotmal with 56, Amraoti with 53, Malkapur with 43, Mehkar 
with 40, Ellichpur with 35, Buld:ma with 33, and Daryapur with 
20; the remaining 13 are under Morsi and Pusad. The only 
bank where there is no society under liquidation is Darwha 
Out of Rs. 49.91 lakhs [Rs. 42.61 lakh~] of loans involved in 
societies under liquidation in Berar Rs. 11.02 lakhs [Rs. 8.12 
lakhs] is considered good and Rs. 38.89 lakhs [Rs. 34.44 lakhs] 
bad. A sum of Rs. 9,110 was written off during the year. 

Recoveries made from societies under liquidation totalled 
. Rs. 4,88,436 [Rs. 10,49,082] of which Rs. 1,41,743 [Rs. 1,%,1131 
·were recovered in the Central Provinces and Rs. 3,46,693 
. fRs. 8,52,%9] in Berar. In the course of coercive proceedings, 
9,395 acres of land valued at Rs. 3, 79,184 were acquired by the 
banks in the province. 

42. 27 [74] certificates for the recovery of dues as arrears 
·of land revenue under section 225 (d) of the Land Revenue Act 
were issued against members in the Central Provinces and 1 [OJ 

·was issued under section 164 (d) of the Berar Land Revenue Code 
during the year under report. 

43. Loans due from societies and members under award and 
societies under liquidation.-The total loan due from societies 
and members under award and from societies under liquidation 
was Rs. 86,02,297 [Rs. 86,12,897] or 72.2 [68.5] per cent of the 
total loan outstanding against societies. These figures show 
clearly the position to which the movement based on thrift, 
honesty and mutual supervision has been reduced. The per­
centage of central bank loan agaimt societies under coercive 
recovery decreased in the Central Provinces from 50.0 to 43.3, 
while it increased in Berar from 80.2 to 89.9. 

XIV.-AUDIT AND INSPECTION 

44. Audit.-0ut of 2,539 societies due for audit, 2,525 were 
: audited. The 14 unaudited societies were all in the Central 
• Provinces and have been since audited. 
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The actual expenditure on the audit of primary societies 

during the year amounted to Rs. 19,013 [Rs. 21,905]. T~e 
amount of audit contributions levied on the profits of the socie­
ties was Rs. 27,890 [Rs. 27,819]. The audit of societies not 
aftliated to the central banks was done by wciety auditors paid 
out of the audit fund and by Government society auditors. 

. 45. Writing of accounts.-At the beginning of the year 
there were 4,625 members trained in accounts. During the year 
807 [628] members in the Central Pro\linces and 58 [363] in 
Berar were trained. The number of societies in which accounts 
were written by members increased to 281 [114] in the Central 
Provinces, while they decreased to 82 l146] in Berar. In the 
Central Provinces a remuneration of Rs. 65 was paid to the 
members who wrote accounts of societies, while no remuneration 
was paid to members in Berar. 

46. Inspection.-J inspected 2 central banks, 2 land mort· 
gage banks and discussed with the office-bearers the affairs of 
13 central banks which found themselves in difficulties. I attend­
ed all the meetings of the Provincial Bank and a few of the 
Institutes and general meetings of 9 central banks. The Senior 
Deputy Registrar inspected 21 central banks, 14 land mortgage 
banks and 36 societies. Both the Assistant Registrars, Land 
Mortgage Banks, inspected 18 land mortgage banks and attended 
Jl meetings of the banks and of the Provincial Bank (L. M. B. 
~ection). The other Assistant Registrars together inspected 24 
central banks and 171 societies :md attended 54 meetings of the 
central banks and institutes. The Chief Auditors superaudited 
11 central banks and made a test audit of 22 societies. 

4 7. Attitude of the public and general remarks.-The gene­
ral attitude of the public towards the movement continued to be 
one of apathy and disappointment. The closing of their doon. 
by 1.3 bank& out of 35, has, perhaps not unnaturally, adversely 
2fftcted public faith in the movement. The long continued 
<'gricultural depression, indiscriminate financing and failure 
to observe the elementary principles of co-operation in the 
working of banks and societies are some of the principal 
reasons for the present deplorable condition of the movement, 
but there is no need to despair. All the remaining central bankt. 
with one or two exceptions are in a fairly sound financial posi­
tion and can confidently look forward to continue their normal 
functioning. In the areas of those banks also which have sus­
pended payment, it is expected that the movement will revive 
<tnd continue to benefit the agriculturists as soon as the banks 
arc rehabilitated after the necessary enquiries. 

India is in a way an ideal country for the success of the co­
operative movement. A'o all authorities agree, the natural bent 
(•r. the people of this country is. towards co-operation and it i~, 
srdl . the land of small scale agnculture and of small industry; 
but 111 the words of Mr. H. W. Wolff, a great authority on co­
operation, "the great drag on the machine has been throughout 
the hopeless ignorance of the people to be dealt with and bene­
l1ted-ignorance-betraying itself not only in the formal illiteracy 
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but also extending to business transactions of the simplest sort.' 
Action has been taken in this province to remove this ignorance 
for several years but the process is bound to be slow. 

The relations between the department and the honorary 
workers continut;d to be cordial. I gratefully acknowledge the 
help received froqt veteran co-operators in tackling the various 
new problems which are facing the movement in this province. 
The present position of the movement is probably responsible 
for the failure of the movement to attract fresh blood. It is, how· 
ever, hoped that when the dead load of the past is removed after 
the conclusion of the enquiries and the societies are reconstruct­
ed, the movement will again thrive and attract new workers to 
the field.
