PREMATURE RETIREMENT OF GOVERNMENT SERVANTS

With a view to mitigating the hardships that might have caused to
Class ITT and Class IV Government servants owing to their transfers as
a result of the formation of two new States of Gujarat and Maharash-
tra, Government has decided to allow premature retirement of such
Government servants and framed rules for the purpose

The rules apply to all Class III and Class IV Government servants
of the former Bombay State who were not transferable throughout
the State and who were essentially allocable to one of the new States
of Maharashira and Gujarat, but were allotted fo the other

Those who were on deputation to another Government or on
foreign service on April 30, 1960 and so remained thereafter ; those
who reached or will reach the age of 55 years or 1n the case of
Class IV servants, 60 years between May 1, 1960 and April 30, 1961
wrrespective of whether or not they were granted an extension of
service beyond the date on which the age of 55 or 60 years, as the
case may be, 1s reached , those who are not entitled fo a pension or
gratuity under the rules applicable {0 them on April 30, 1960, because
they are holding posts which are specifically declared to be non-
pensionable, and those Government servants who were on leave
?Sparatory to retirement on May 1, 1960 are not governed by these

es
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Applications for retirement under these rules are to be made to the
head of the office or department before May 31, 1960 Apphcations
received after that date will not be entertained Those who will
be permitted to retire under these rules will be relheved as early

as possible but 1n any case by June 30, 1960 [No P 18 of May

DEVELOPMENT OF MARATHI LANGUAGE

Grants offered to Institutions

The Government of Maharashtra, in collaboration with the Central
Government, will pay grants to deserving institutions working for the
development of Maratha during 1960-61.

The institutions engaged in the following items of work will be
eligible for financial assistance (1) Preparation and publication of
encyclopzdia and books of knowledge as well as bilingual dictionaries
of Indian languages, (2) English-Indian Language dictionaries
wherever there 1s a need ; (3) publication of old manuscripts or rare
books of catalogues and bibliographies; (4) preparation and publica-
tion of popular books on science and culture, (5) preparation of
scientific terminology and books on scientific subjects either as text
books or for general use, (6) publication of outstanding books and
editing of manuscripts, (7) preparation and publication of works
that bring out similarities among different Indian languages in points
of grammar, syntax or specialised vocabulary, (8) award of prizes
for translation from one Indian language to another, (9) holding of
hterary conferences under the auspices of recogmized institutions,
etc ; (10) preparation and publication of books for acquainting persons
having other mother-tongues to study the scripts, the grammar, etc,
of different modern Indan languages, and (11) publication of the
books of one language 1n the script of another language (Hind:
mcluded)

The mstitutions which are desirous of earning benefits of this scheme
ave to send thewr applications to the Secretary to the Government
of Maharashtra, Education Department, Bombay, together with all
relevant mformation regarding net expenditure involved in any one
or more projects they desire to undertake, the time requred to
complete them, the previous experience of undertaking such work
and information about the work already done by the institutions
The last date for receiving such applications 15 June 25, 1960
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Information regarding grant-in-aid already received or proposed to
be received from the State Government, the Government of India,
or from any other source, for the project to be undertaken 1s also
to be clearly indicated The applications and their accompanmments
are to be sent 1n triplicate In case the institution has earned any
grants under this scheme from the Government of India during
1959-60, the progress of expenditure made in that behalf should also

TRANSACTING GOVERNMENT BUSINESS IN MARATHI
LANGUAGE

Directorate set up

The Government of Maharashtra 1s taking speedy steps to introduce
Marathi language as the medium of administration It has already
established a Directorate of Language under the General Adminis-
tration Department Shri M. G Mohani has been appomted as the
first Director of Language

The Directorate of Language will take up the preliminary work of
compilation of dictionary, gude and reference books, trainmng of
stenographers and typists and such other basic work as would
be required for making a start in the use of Marathi in the
administration

The Directorate 1s also to see that all official business in district
and other subordinate offices 1s conducted in Marath1 The
Directorate has 1n view a systematic programme for the tramning
of stenographers and typists and has proposed suitable rewards to
those trainees who may show sufficient abihity and enthusiasm It
1s realised that the transaction of Government business 1n Maratha
will be difficult unless sufficiently large number of Marath: typists
have trained and the required number of Marath1 typewnters 1s
secured

It 1s expected that the period of transition in the proposed switch-
over 1s likely to be about 1} years to twoyears Government would,
however, welcome noting i Marathh by all concerned, even though
their knowledge of Marathi may leave something to be desired
However, those who are unable to express their thoughts cogently in
Marathy can use English unfil they have acqured the mmimum
proficiency 1n this respect

During the above period the compilation of dictionary and adminis-
trative terms in Marathi 1s to be completed The Directorate has
asked the various Departments of Government to compile comprehen-
sive list of words and various terms used in departmental work, at
various levels The Directorate will then scrutinize Marathi
equivalents, classify them and finalise the choise of equivalents in
consultation with the panel of adwvisors
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The Directorate also proposes to take up immediately the work of
translating departmental manuals, rules and regulations [No P 365
of August 8, 1960]

PRODUCTION OF TAGORE PLAYS
Fimancial Aid to Dramatic Troupes

The Ministry of Scientific Research and Cultural Affairs, Govern-
nwent of India, will be giving financial assistance to the dramatic
froupes producing plays of Rabindranath Tagore, during centenary
year, next year.

Under the scheme, a grant of 7,500 will be given to theafre groups
for the production of new plays No groups will be given grants for
the production of more than two plays during 1960-61 As far as
possible, the grant will be distributed on a regional basis taking
1nto account the productions in all Indian languages

Only theatre groups registered under the Registration of Societies
Act are eligible for grants They should have produced at least
three separate dramas during the last five years and sfaged not less
than 100 shows durmng the calendar year 1959, the last mentioned
condifion be relaxable in special cases,
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As 1961 marks the birth centenary of Rabindranath Tagore, at
least one of the two plays for which a subsidy 1s given should be
a Tagore play Dance-dramas, ballet and operas will not be covered
by the scheme

Applications for grants with relevant details should reach the
Mmisiry of Scientific Research and Cultural Affairs (Cultural
Division) through the State Government, before November 15, next

The applications should contain the following particulars —

(a) full name and address of the applicant, (b) date of
registration, (¢) memorandum of association and rules and
regulations, (d) annual report and audited accounts for the
previous year, and budget estimates for the current year;
(e) the statement showing the members of the troupe, therwr
quabifications and their remuneration, (f) full particulars of the
play to be produced, (g) when and whether 1t 1s proposed to
present the play, (k) number of plays produced so far, and

MEETING THE STRIKE SITUATION

Government Plans Measures

The President of India has promulgated an Ordinance, entitled
“The Essential Services Maintenance Ordinance, 1960", to prowvide
for the maintenance of certain essential services and the normal
hfe of the commumty The services covered by the Ordinance
mnclude Posts and Telegraphs, Telephones, Raliways, Civil Aviation
and Customs Under fhe Ordinance, participation in or instigation
or rendering monetary assistance to the strike 1s a punishable
offence

The strike, 1f 1t materialises, will confront the State with a grave
emergency To consider ways and means fo meet the situation,
a meeting was convened, on July 4, of representatives of Central
Government Departments and the State Government, which was
presided over by the Chief Mmister After a review of the
problems which would have to be tackled, it was decided to set
up an Emergency Liaison Commitiee, consisting of representatives of
the essential services and Central Depariments and the Defence
Services, under the Chairmanship of the Home Secretary The
committee has held four meetings so far at which, among other
things, the question of maintamming the essential services, such as,
Railways, Posts and Telegraphs, Telephones, food supplies, guarding
of vital installations at vulnerable points was considered n detail
and suitable measures devised to meet the situation likely to arise
The Police will take all necessary steps to maintain law and order
and prevent damage to public property as also to afford protection
to loyal workers

Government hopes that the public will assist the authorities
entrusted with the maintenance of law and order and the essential
services The Deputy Secretary, General Adminstration Department
(Shri M W Desal, IAS), has been appointed the Liaison Officer,
who will co-ordinate offers of help from individuals and 1nstitutions

With a view to meeting transport requirements of the puble,
Government has relaxed, for the duration of the strike, the provi-
sicns of the Motor Vehicles Act and the Rules in regard to the
seating capacity of public service vehicles, such as buses and taxis,
operating in the State Government has also relaxed the conditions
regarding the carrage of persons 1n goods vehicles, both puhlic and
private carmers Such vehicles will be permitted to be used for the
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purpose of transporting persons during the period of the strtke These
relaxations will be in force with effect from July 12, until further
orders [No P 256 of July, 9, 1960]

The Anfi-Corruption and Prohibition Intelligence Bureau of
Maharashtra State detected 37 cases of corruption and misconduct,
mvolving 47 persons, during the month of October last In 29
of the 37 cases, 34 persons were caught in flagrante delicto, while
in eight cases of musconduct, mnvolving 13 persons, enquiries were
made 1nto criminal misconduct-cum-corruption on the part of
public servants, generally leading to departmental action

The Bureau also helps the Police Department in detecting other
types of crimes During the month under report, 1t detected 100
such cases, 61 cases of prohibition, 36 motor vehicles cases, one
case of gambling and two miscellaneous cases

Review of Anti-Corruption Drive

The Anti-Corruption and Prohibition Intelligence Bureau of
Maharashtra State detected 25 cases of corruption and misconduct,
mvolving 27 persons, during the month of November last In 19 of
the 25 cases, 21 persons were caught red-handed accepting 1llegal
gratification, while 1n si1x cases involving six person, enquiries were
made mto criminal misconduct-cum-corruption on the part of the
public servants, generally leading to departmental action

The Bureau also helps the Police Department in detecting other
types of crimes During the month under report, 1t detected 29 cases
of prohibition, 25 motor vehicles cases and one case of gambling.
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During the month under review, convictions were obtamed in

DRUGS CONTROL ADMINISTRATION

Progress Report

During the last quarter of 1959, as many as 173 manufacturing
and 3,353 selling premises were inspected by the officers of the
Drugs Control Administration Two hundred and fifty-four applica-
tions for selling licences were rejected and 98 selling licences and
one manufacturing licence were cancelled during the gquarters
under 1eport

Drugs valued approximately at Rs 38,331 which were reported
10 be not of standard quality were destroyed

Five hundred and ninety-eight samples of drugs were tested by
the Government Analysts, of which 217 were reported to be not of
standard quality during the quarter

The work pertamning to the detection and investigation of cases
of spurious drugs was as usual looked after by the Intelligence
Branch of the Administration and seven prosecutions were launched
for contravention of the provisions of the Drugs Act, 1940 and rules
thereunder and three prosecutions were launched for manufacture
and sale of spurious drugs during the period from October to
December 1959

Fourteen prosecution cases launched during the previous quarters

were decided during the quarter under review Of these 14 cases,
10 cases resulted in counviction and four n acquuttal -
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Three prosecutions were launched under the Drugs and Mage
Remedies (Objectional Advertisements) Act, 1954, during the
quarter One case has resulted in conviction and other two cases
are pending mn the Court One case from the pending cases
was also decided during this quarter and the same resulted in
conviction

During the quarter under report, 45892 advertisements were
scrutimsed out of which 1,906 were found to contravene the provi-
sions of the Act Adwvice to modify the advertisements was given
m 73 cases Warnmngs were 1ssued 1n nine cases and show cause
notices m 49 cases Ninety-five cases were reported to the Drugs
‘Control Authorities of other States [No P 11 of May 4, 1960]

DRUGS CONTROL ADMINISTRATION

The Officers of the Drugs Control Administration of the erstwhile
Bombay State inspected 168 manufacturing and 2802 selling premises
during the first quarter of 1960 Fifty-three applications for sell-
g licences and two for manufacturing licences were rejected
Ninety selling licences were cancelled during the quarter under
report

Eighty-nine manufacturing and 1,720 selling licences were 1ssued 1n
the State of Bombay during the quarter under report

Drugs valued at about Rs 7,800 which were reported to be not
©f standard quality, were destroyed during the quarter Six
hundred and sixteen samples of drugs were tested by the Govern-
ment Analysts, out of which 157 were reported to be not of standard
quality and 90 samples were rejected for other reasons

The work pertaining to the detection and investigation of cases of
spurious drugs was as usual looked after by the Intelligence Branch
of the Admimistration Twenty-two prosecutions were launched
for the contravention of the provisions of the Drugs Act, and cthe
Rules thereunder, during the quarter under report Out of these
22 cases, one case was decided and 1t resulted n conviction Four
prosecution cases, which were launched during the previous quarters,
were decided during the current quarter Of these four cases,
two cases resulted in conviction and two in acquittal

One prosecution was launched under the Drugs and Magic
Remedies (Objectionable Advertisements) Act, 1954 during the
quarter under rteport The case was decided and resulted in
conviction

During the quarter under report, 41,618 advertisements of drugs
were scrutinized out of which 305 were found to contravene the
provisions of the Drugs and Magic Remedies (Objectionable Adver-
tisements) Act, 1954 Advice to modify the advertisements was
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gwen in 49 cases, a warning was 1ssued 1n one case, show cause

notices were 1ssued in 13 cases and 60 cases of contraventions were

reported to the Drugs Conirol Authorities of other States [No P
306 of July 21, 1960]

ROAD OFFENCES IN BOMBAY

Taxi drivers cautioned

Ways and means to curb the growmg tendency among tax
drivers to commut road offences were discussed by the Commissioner
of Police at a recent meeting of the representatives of the Bombay
Tax Owners’ Association and the Greater Bombay Tax1 Association

The meeting was attended by Shm O H Jhabwala, Shr1 Surja-
smmgh Bhaler and Shr1 C S Kikany, on behalf of the Bombay Taxl
Owners’ Association, and Shr1 Zamnuddin Zalauddin, on behalf of
the Greater Bombay Taxi Association

The various types of offences which taxi drivers are prone io
commit are (a) overtaking on the left and then cutting in to the rght
(b) rash driving, (c) failing to keep to the extreme left of the
carriageway when driving slowly, (d) failing to give signals when
stoppimng or turning to the right or left or slowimng down, (e) park-
ing away from the kerb, (f) double parking, (g) chargmmg extra
and unauthorised fares from passengers, (h) parking on corners,
(2) refusing to ply for hire, etc

The police authomties pomnted out to the representatives of the
taxi associations that with the growing volume of traffic in the city,
there 1s no option for the police but to view all such offences
seriously and to take action against the offenders either department-

ally or m courts of law No liniency will be shown hereafter to
the offending drivers

The representatives of the tax: associations undertook to acquamnt
the taxi drivers with the discussions that took place at the meeting
and to advise them that they should take maximum care to see that
such offences are not committed [No P 37 of May 7, 1960]

REGULATION OF VECHICULAR TRAFFIC

With a view to preventing danger, obstruction or inconvenience to
the public, the Commussioner of Police proposes to regulate vehicular
traffic on Queen’s Road and Girgaum Road

Road from 1ts junction with Princess Street to 1ts junction with Charnt
Road will be closed to north-bound wehicular traffic and Girgaunr
Raad from 1ts junction with Charn: Road to 1ts junction with Princess:
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Street will be closed to south-bound vehicular traffic between 9 am.
and 12 noon Queen’s Road from its junction with Charma Road to
its junction with Princess Street will be closed to south-hound
vehicular traffic and Girgaum Road from its junction with Princess
Street to its junction with Charm Road will be closed to north-bound
vehicular traffic between > pm. and 8 pm

The objections or suggestions received 1n wrniting mn regard to the

INCREASE IN LADEN WEIGHTS OF MOTOR VEHICLES

The Government of Maharashtra has, with the approval of the
Central Government, increased the maximum laden weight of
vehicles manufactured in 1952 or earher by 123 per cent and in respect
of vehicles manufactured 1n 1953 or later, by 25 per cent over the
gross vehicles weight certified by the manufacturers

In view of the enhancement of the maximum laden weight and
axle weights assignable to transport vehicles ;m accordance with
the Government Notification, Home Department, No MV.A-4858/
104162-XII, dated the 7th May 1960, the operators may approach
the respective Registering Authorities with an application 1n form
“BT”, together with registration certificate of the vehicle and the
-additional tax to which the vehicle will be subject mn view of the
mncrease 1n 1its registered laden weight

Government has also 1ssued, under section 74 of the Motor vehi-
cles Act, 1939, a nofification raising the laden weights from 24,000 1b
to 33,000 b on the Bombay-Poona and Bombay-Nasik roads and
from 19,000 1b to 24,000 1b on 2all other State and National Highways
The operators of transport vehicles whose weights do not exceed
33,0001 or 24,0001b can now ply on the Bombay-Poona and Bombay-
Nasik roads or on all other State and National Highways, as the
case may be [No P 90 of May 23, 1960]

MORE SMALL TAXIS ON ROAD IN GREATER BOMBAY

The Government of Maharashtra, in consultation with the Govern-
ment of India, has decided to make available every year 120 small cars
to the taxi trade 1n Greater Bombay to facilitate the replacement of
old vehicles as also putting new vehicles on road by obtaining fresh
permats

This step has been taken after 1t was found that there has been
-a shortage of small vehicles during the last two or three years
affecting the replacement of old and ramsackle vehicles in the taxi
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trade, which 1n turn affected the safety of passengers and increased
the number of road accidents According to the new policy, Govern-

ment will make available, every quarter, 30 small cars to the tax
trade 1n Greater Bombay

-

It has been the policy of the Government to restrict the tax: trade
as far as possible to owner-drivers In furtherance of this polwy,
Government would like to encourage formation of taxi drivers’ co-
operative societies and to reserve a portion of the cars to be allotted
to the taxi trade for such co-operatives Taxt drivers holding PS V
badge with at least three years’ standing desirous of obtaining fresh
permits and vehicles are advised to form their co-operative sociefies
so that a certain number of vehicles can be allotted to them
out of the decided quota Detailed rules and conditions for the
formation of such co-operative societies as well as for the allotment

of vehicles to them can be obtamed from the office of the Director
of Transport, Bombay

In addition to making small vehicles available to the newly form-
ed co-operative societies, Government will also consider genuine
cases of tax: drivers who require new vehicles to replace old ones
However, the replacement facillities would be available only to
those owners whose vehicles are in service for more than 10 years
and also who are 1n a position to finance the purchase of new vehicles,
Detailed rules and conditions for such allotment will be available
with the Reg.onal Transport Officer, Bombay or with the Director
of Transport, Bombay Applications for such allotment are, how-

ever, {0 be made to the Director of Transport, through the Regional
Transport Officer [No P 132 of June 3, 1960]

NEW TAXI FARES PROPOSED IN BOMBAY

The Government of Mahaiashtra has published a draft notifica-
tion today (Tuesday, June 7, 1960) embodymg the directionsg that
1t proposes to 1ssue to the State Transport Authonty regarding
the fixing of fares for taxi cabs big and small operating
m Bombay City and Greater Bombay from August 1, 1960 The
proposed rates take into consideration the demand of the taxi cab
operators for increase in rates as also the necessity for the gradual

mtroduction of the metric system in road transport The proposed
new rates are as follows

Small taxies will be permitted to charge 30 nP for every
kilometre and 10 nP for every subsequent 1/3 kilometre or part
thereof, with a mimmimum fare of 50 nP up to 161 kilometres 1e
one mile These rates work out to nearly 48 nP per mile as
against the present 44 nP This increase should substantially meet
the demand of the taxu trade for higher rates, and at the same

time, 1t wall help the conversion of the existing system of mileage
and fares mnto the metric system
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Big taxies will be permutted to charge 40 nP for every kilometre
and 13 nP for the first 1/3 kilometre, 13 nP for the second, and
14 nP for the last 1/3 kilometre respectively or part thereof, with
a muumum fare of 66 nP up to 161 kilometre, 1e one mle
Thus, as in the case of the small taxis, the rates for big taxis
have been fixed ensuring a mimimum fare for a distance of one
mile and an increase over the existing rates

The proposed schedule also lays down the charges to be paid for
detention of taxis, both big and small, which 1s at present two annas
for every five minutes The proposed rates will be 10 nP for every
four minutes, which do not in any way affect the existing rates
and will also help conversion mio the metric system

The rates for the carriage of luggage in taxis have, however,
been rounded off to 10 nP per package carried in the luggage boot,
which 1n effect would be 2 nP less than the existing rates Ths
loss of 2 nP 15, however, expected to be compensated both by
an increase 1n the rate and in the mumimum fare

The draft notification has also published the rates to be charged
for luxury taxis at 65 nP for every kilometre or part thereof, with
a mmmum of Rs 30 for 50 kilometres, and for Iuxury station
wagaons a flat rate of 75 nP for every kilometre or part thereof,
with 2 mmmimum fare of Rs 3750

Objections and suggestions recewved regarding the draft notifica-
tion will be taken into consideration by the Government in con-
sultation with State Transport Authority A final notification will
be issued 1n due course making effective the rates decided upon, from

August 1, 1960

The proposed rates will requre the conversion of the existing
tax: metres This problem has also been examined by Government
and 1t has been proposed that a period of one year should be allowed
to the tax1 cab operators to get their metres converted to the metric
system and decimal comage During the interval the Govern-

FREE ISSUE OF TAXI PERMITS IN BOMBAY CITY

Eligible Drivers to benefit

Tho Regional Transport Authority, Bombay, has decided to 1issue
taxi permits freely to all persons who are eligible to such permits
It 1s expected that this liberalisation of the issue of tax: permits
in Bombay city will bring a large number of new vehicles 1n the tax1
trade and help 1mprove the transport situation Government hopes
that the tax: trade will take advantage of this new policy and
improve 1its service to the travelling public

At present about 4,000 taxis are plying in Greater Bombay but

There are about 12,000 drivers who have been licensed to drive
taxi A demand was also made on behalf of tax1 drivers for Iiberalis-
g the 1ssue of taxi permits At present, it 1s observed that some
unsocial elements in the taxi trade are taking advantage of the
nsing demand from tax: users by following undesirable practices
especlally by harassing passengers ang damanding excess fares’

Complaints of rude behaviour by taxi driv
from numerous persons y ers have also been received
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Taking all these factors into consideration, 1t 1s felt that the
present quota of taxi permits for plying taxis in Bombay City
should be liberalised and the Regional Transport Authonty has,
therefore decided to grant fresh tax1 permuts lberally to such
persons as are eligible taxi driver badge holders and who hold a clean
record and are able to produce the vehicle for the 1ssue of 3 permat
This free 1ssue of permmts will contmnue wuntil further notice.

New fariff cards supphed to operators
The revised rates of tax: cab fares in Greater Bombay will come
mto effect from Monday, August 1 The new tarnff will be based
on the rate of 30 nP per km for a small tax1 and 40 nP per km
for a large taxi, with a minimum. charge of 50 and 66 naye paise,

respectively

The taxi cab fares have been revised in view of the pressing
-<demand from the tax1 trade for their revision due to the rising cost
of supplies, spare parts etc and also in view of the fact that the
Mmetric system 1s required to be introduced 1n this trade

The present taxi cab metres will have fo be re-calibrated fo the
new system within a period of one year and during the intervemng
period the taxi cab fares will be charged on the basis of the new
faniff as indicated on a fanff card supplied to the fax1 cab operators
by the Office of the Regional Transport Officer, Bombay.
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A charge of carriage packages at 12 nP per package and a deten-
tion charge at the rate of 10 nP for every unit of four miuntes remain
unchanged

Government policy explamed

Representations have been recewved from various gram panchayats
m the distriets of Ratnagirt and Kolaba requesting Government to
grant licences for tapping of coconut trees for sweet madi and for
selling the same as also toddy, as that would give employment to
a number of prohibition affected persons

The position 1s that the consumption, sale, etc, of toddy has
been prohibited in the State and any relaxation this respect
would not be 1n consonance with Government’s prohibition policy
and 1n fact, would defeat its main objectives As regards the draw-
ing of sweet madi from cocoanut trees, Government has been
advised that tapping of cocoanut trees results mn mjuries to such
trees and 1s also uneconomical The practice has, therefore, all along
been to restrict tapping to palm trees which are unthrifty and have

Note, against putputias, which are also known as ‘Tartary’ ‘ Man-
tinicas’, ‘Chitpals’, etc, the manufacture, possession and sale of
which are already banned by the Chief Inspector of Explosives,
Government of India

Putputias, which are most popular among children, are sad
to contain, as one of their mngredients, yellow phosphorus, a highly
poisonous substance A putputia, if accidentally swallowed by
a child, may prove fatal

The Government of India have banned the import manufacture,
possession and sale of this firework on the ground that it contang
materials not included in the list of authorised explosives

The members of the public are requested that if any person 1s
found manufacturing, possessing or selling the banned fireworks,
immediate mnformation may be given to the policemen on duty in
the vicinity for necessary action bemng taken against the offenders
[No P 520 of September 27, 1960]

BAN ON DANGEROUS FIRE WORKS

The Commuissioner of Police Greater Bombay, has 1ssued an order
prohibiting the letting off or throwing of any fire-work or the sending
up of any rocket mcluding a “Chiddi” 1n or upon any street n
Greater Bombay during the period from October 10 to November 4
Breach of this order 1s punishable under the Bombay Police Act and
police officers and men have been instructed to be wvigilant and appre-
hend and prosecute persons acting imn contravention of this order.

The attention of dealers in fire-work 1s drawn to the fact that ikLe
undermentioned fire-works are unauthorized

Tadtady (also called tartary, putputies, martinicas, chitapals, etc )
It contains a m xture of chlorate with yellow (white) phosphorus,
Throw Down (Apt:1 Bai), Cork Amorces, Atom Bombs (1e Crack-
ers, commonly known as Atom Bombs containing explosives wrapped
in papers and tied round with a sitring exceeding 3/4 ozs weight
1} length and 3/4° diameter), and Ukhali Daru
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The manufacture, possession or sale of the unauthorised explosives
mentioned above consfifute breach of the Indian Explosives Act,
1884

The sale of any fire-works authorized or unauthorized in hand-
carts and wooden-traps 1n streets and public places 1s not permitted
and hawkers will render themselves liable to prosecutions under the
Bombay Police Act for causing obstruction and also for breach of
the Indian Explosives Act and Rules

The Commuissioner of Police desires all citizens and vendors of
fire-works who may have in their possession any of these types of
the aforesaid fire-works or crackers, to hand them over to the
nearest police station; otherwise they leave themselves open o
penal action

While the Police have no intention to otherwise mar this festive
occasion, all ranks have been instructed to take a very serious view
of breaches of these orders [No P 535 of October 4, 1960]

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Under the provisions of these rules, which lay down the procedure
for the registration of motor vehicles belonging to foreign Diplomatie
and Consular Officers n India, every application for registration of
a motor vehicle belonging to a Consular Officer stationed 1n Bombay
should be made by the Head of the Mission or the Consular Office, as
the case may be, in the preseribed form, and mn quadruphcate, and
addressed to the Chief Secretary to the Government of Maharashtra,
General Administration Department, Sachivalaya, Bombay-32

The rules further prescribe that all motor vehicles belonging to
the Consular Offices and Consular Officers, which are already regis-
tered, should be re-registered in accordance with these rules with-
in three months from the commencement of these rules [No P 207
of June 25, 1960]

AMALGAMATION OF TRANSPORT SERVICES

Nagpur fears unfounded

It appears that a misapprehension exists in the minds of some
workers of the Provincial Transport Services, Nagpur that if their
undertaking 1s amalgamated with the Bombay State Road Transport
Corporation their senority and prospects of promotion would be
adversely affected They also fear possible retrenchment of the

Recently, Government mncreased the maximum safe laden weights
and the maximum safe axle weights of transport vehicles by 12}
per cent 1n respect of vehicles manufactured m 1952 and earler
and by 25 per cent i respect of vehicles manufactured mn 1953 or
later over the respective weights certified by the manufacturers
Transport operators are required to get the registered laden
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weight of their vehicles reassigned after paying the relevant addi-
tional tax For this purpose, they have to approach the respecfive
registering authorities with an application 1n form ‘BT’ together
with the regisiration certificate of the vehicle and the additional
tax to which the vehicle will be subject in view of the 1mcrease m
the registered laden weight

Government has noticed that some transport operations have
not yet got the registered laden weights of their vehicles reassigned
on the certificates of registration and are carrying loads in excess of
the registered laden weights The carriage load exceeding registered
laden weight specified i1n the certificate of registration 1s an offence
under the Motor Vehicles Act, 1939, and 1if any such infringements
of the provisions of the Act are detected, the Police and the Motor
Vehicles Departments will take stern action against the offenders
according to the provisions of law [No P 404 of August 22, 1960]

A written permission from the Commuissioner of Police will be
necessary to carry a taboot, panja or dholeeka panjain a procession
during the coming Moharrum festival in Greater Bombay The
Festival commences on June 26 and ends on July 5

According to rules made by the Commuissioner of Police for the
conduct of the Moharrum festival, the holders of the permits will
be held responsible for the peaceful behaviour of the persons form-
g any assemblage or procession connected with the taboot, panja
or dholeeka panja

No music wiall be allowed to be played mn any street or public
place except under the authority of a licence 1ssued by the Commis-
sioner of Police Such a licence will be granted only for the 5th,
6th, 7th, 8th, 9th and 10th days of the festival The licensee will
have to deposit a sum of Rs 50 with the Commussioner of Police

Taboot, Panja and Pethy processions will be permitted as usual
provided that the number of persons accompanying a taboot, Panja
or Pethy does not exceed thirty However, the Commussioner of
Police may permit more than 30 persons to take part in such
a procession

On the last day of the festival, no procession will be allowed to
take place before 1-00 pm and the ceremony must be concluded
by sunset

The trustees of public trusts, registered under the Bombay Public
Trusts Act, 1950, are advised 1n a Government press note, to see that
the accounts of the public trusts of which they are trustees, are
filed 1n the Public Ttusts Regstration Offices where the trusts have
been registered, within six month from the date of the accounts are
balanced for the previous year

Sections 32 and 33(I) of the Act cast a duty on the trustees to

Hitherto, the payment of remuneration to the patels in the Vidarbha
area was regulated by the Madhya Pradesh Land Revenue (Village
Patels) Rules, 1957 It depended on the gross land revenue of the
village and was equal to 3 per cent of the first one thousand rupees
of the land revenue, 2 per cent of the next one thousand rupees
and 1 per cent of the rest But these rules did not provide for the
payment of Potg1 and Chowr allowance and special remuneration,
which the Patels in Western Maharashira are getting They were

also not getting any dearness allowances [No P 438 of August 30,
19607

PREVENTING EVICTIONS FROM LAND

Governor issues Ordinance

The Governor of Maharashtra has issued an ordinance amending
the Hyderabad Tenancy and Agricultural Lands Aect, 1950, so
as to prevent evictions of the persons from lands which would
have taken place as a result of a recent decision of the Bombay
Revenue Tribunal The Act 1s operative in the Marathwada area
of Maharashtra State The ordinance has been published in the
Maharashtra Government Gazette of October 18

In a recent decision, the Bombay Revenue Tribunal held that
a person who has been cultivating land belonging to another, but
from whom he did not hold a lease ;n conformity with any of
the provisions of sections 6 to 10 (both inclusive) of the Hyderabad
Tenancy and Agricultural Lands Act, 1950, as those sections stood
immed:ately before the coming into force of the Hyderabad Tenancy
and Agricultural Lands (Amendment) Act, 1957, cannot be deemed
to be a tenant within the meaning of section 5 of the Hyderabad
“Tenancy and Agriculfural Lands Act, 1950 Consequently, he was
not entitled to the protection and benefits given to a tenant by the
Act  As a result of this decision, a large number of persons whose
leases do not conform to any of the aforesaid old sections 6 to 10,
are now hable to be evicted To prevent lIarge scale eviction of
these persons 1t 1s thought necessary to provide for thewr immediate
protection by making them tenants, provided of course that they are
In possession on the date of the commencement of this ordinance

Provision 1s also made ex-majore cautela that n pending proceed-
ings such persons are treated as tenants
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As the Legislature of the State of Maharashtrais not in session and
it 1s necessary to take 1mmediate action in the circumstances stated
above, the Governor has 1ssued the ordinance [No P 593 of Octo-
ber 22, 1960]

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Samples of the grain, flour and bread have been sent to the Forensic
Laboratory to ascertain the cause of the green matter 1n the
chapat1, and though the final results of the analysis are still awaited,
1t appears that the substance which might have got mixed up with
some of the grains in the bag was probably a colouring matter, which
was not poisonous Further enquiries in the matter are in progress

No other complaints of the kind have, however, been reported
from the aity [No P 194 of June 21, 1960]

COLOURING MATTER MIXED WITH WHEAT

The chemical analysis of the samples of chapatis, flour and wheat
which were sent to the Forsenic Science Laboratory to ascertain
the cause of the green matter in the chapatis following an incident
1n the Byculla area early this week has shown that they contained
only extraneous biuish green colour freely soluble in water

It may be recalled that early this week, a case was brought to
the notice of the food officers of the Government in which the
chapatts prepared out of the wheat recerved from a fair price shop
in Byculla showed green colour The authorities took immediate

steps to withdraw the wheat 1ssued from that particular bag to all
other consumers

The samples of the grains, flour and bread concerned were sent
to the Forsenic Science Laboratory to ascertain the cause of the
green matter 1n the chapatis and the analysis has shown that they
contamned only extraneous bluish green colour freely soluble 1n

FOOD PRICES IN NAGPUR

Criticism Unfounded

Comments have appeared 1n a section of the Press about the
numerically higher consumer price indices of Nagpur City as
compared to most other cities including Greater Bombay Com-
plaints have also been made that there 1s a dispanty in the prices

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of foodgrains 1ssued through fair price shops in Nagpur City and m
Pombay City

As regards the consumer price index numbers, 1t 1s not correct to
compare the numerical figures for one place with those of another
The indices essentially measures the change 1n the cost of living at
or.e place over a period of time, on the assumption that the basic
composition of consumption of different items at that place does
not change The indices 1n different cities have different basic
years and this also vitiates comparison Further, the indices m
two places may be based on different family budget enguines
conducted at different times Thus, the Nagpur index is the only
index where the weighting patiern 1s based on the monthly
consumption per family i1n terms of quantity, while 1in the
other cities 1ndices are based on the average budget of
expenditure For all these reasons, the figures of two cities are not
comparable However, if expressed with reference to the year 1949
as the common base, the mdex for Bombay City would have gone
up by 34 points and that for Nagpur City by 32 points The index
numhers have been used for calculating the dearness allowance
payable to certain classes of 1ndustrial workers

The actual prices of important commodities prevailing in Bombay
and Nagpur cities have been compared and 1t has been noticed
that the Bombay prices are generally higher It 1s incorrect to
say that Nagpur 1s the costhest city in India

The present series of consumer pr.ce indices at various centres are
based on family budget enquiries conducted some two decades ago
They cannot be changed administratively unless fresh enqluiries
are conducted Fresh family budget surveys have been conducted
by the Government of India and after the data i1s collected the
construction of fresh indices will be taken up

Regarding the prices of foodgrams issued through fa.r price shops,
1t may be stated that the price of overseas wheat 1s the same 1n
both Nagpur and Bombay Cities as well as in all other parts of the
Maharashtra State As regards M P wheat, one common price
of Rs 2280 per maund was fixed for both Grades I and 11 1n
Bombay City, while for Nagpur City the selling prices
were fixed at Rs 2280 nP for Grade I and Rs 22 for Grade II
Subsequently, the prices were reduced and a common price for the
mixture of Grade I and Grade II or individual grades has been
fixed at Rs 20 80 nP 1n both the cities At present the prices of
all the grades of Madhya Pradesh wheat in Bombay and Nagpur
cities are uniform  In regard to rice, the position of Bombay City 1s
somewhat different from other parts of the State R ce 1s supplied
directly by the Government of India to the fair price shops m
Bombay City, while 1n the other parts of ’the §tate, meluding

Nagpur City, nce 1s taken over by the State Government and then
sold through fair price shops In the latter case, therefore, the
selling price of rice 1s Rs 140 per maund higher than n Bombay
City Overseas wheat also 1s 1ssued 1n Bombay City, by the Govern-
ment of India directly to the fair price shops The retail price n
Bombay City, however, happens to correspond with the retail price
m Nagpur and other parts of Maharashtra where wheat 1s taken
over by the State Government and then distributed through fair price
shops This 1s due to the subsidy on overseas wheat sold in places

CARRIAGE OF SUGAR BY SHIPS RESTRICTIONS RELAXED

> The Bombay Sugar (Export Control) Order, 1959 and the Sugar

PRICE OF MADHYA PRADESH WHEAT REDUCED .

The Government of Maharashtra has exempted the hypothecatee
‘banks from the purview of the Bombay Sugar Dealers Licensing
Order, 1959 As a result, if i1t becomes necessary for a bank with
which a sugar dealer may have pledged his stocks to sell the pledged
sugar 1t will not be required to obtamn a licence under that order
However, 1t will have to sell such sugar mn accordance with the
terms and conditions applicable to the hypothecatee

Gnvernment has also exempted from the purview of the order
the sale or storage for sale or purchase of sugar on Government
account [No P 516 of September 26, 1960]

FREE SUPPLY OF SUGAR DURING OCTOBER

In view of festivals and continued easy supply position, the
Government of Maharashtra has decided to make sugar available
to ali users 1n Greater Bombay requiring 1t for industrial purposes,
1e, for factories preparing biscuits, sweets, etc, hotels, mithaiwalas,
bakeries and sugar candy manufacturers, to the full extent of thewr
requirements during the month of October next Such free supply
of sugar was also made to them during the months of August and
September All these categories of consumers at present hold
cards 1ssued either by their own associations or by the wholesalers
or by Government Those cards will remain current and the holders

Export allowed through Licensed Dealers

Exports of surplus wheat and rice from Madhya Pradesh to
Maharashtra will, hereafter, be allowed <through the agency of
specially licensed traders Under the Madhya Pradesh Foodgrains
(Export Licence) Order, 1960 issued by that State Government,
export hicence will be 1ssued by the District Collectors in Madhya
Pradesh and only those dealers who hold valid 1cences under the
Bombay Foodgrains Dealers Licensing Order, 1958, will be eligible
provided they also take another foodgrains dealers licence under the
Madhya Pradesh Foodgrains Licensing Order, 1958, and have a place
of business 1n Madhya Pradesh

Applications have to be made i1n the prescribed form, available
from the Collectors in Madhya Pradesh, and should be accompani-
ed by the true copies of the foodgrains licence already held The
applicants must also arrange for the production of the original of
the foodgra'ns licence for comparison with the copy The fee for
1ssue of the foodgrains licence in Madhya Pradesh and the export
licence 1s Rs 5 for each

One of the conditions of export will be that the prices for wheat
and rice, if purchased from producers, will be paid at not less than
the prices notified by the Madhya Pradesh Goveinment Another
condition of the export of rice (paddy will not be allowed to ke

METAL CARDS FOR MILK CONSUMERS

The card-holders under the Bombay Milk Scheme will be given
metal cards in place of the existing plastic ones very shortly The
metal cards will bear the number of the centres, the name of the
customer, the quantity in whole milk and toned milk separately
and whether 1t 1s for morning or evenng These cards will ve
1ssued at 25 nP per cards

In order to enable the authorities to emboss these details on ite
cards, forms 1n which they are required to be entered by the card-
holders will be 1ssued from the milk centres The card-holders
should fill up these forms correctly and returned them to the res-
pective milk centres within two days If this s not done there 1s
a possibility of delay in the 1ssue of metal cards and consequent
1n convenience to the card-holders

As soon as the metal cards are ready for 1ssue, intimation will
be given to the card-holders for tak ng delivery of their cards
from the milk centres on payment of 25 nP per card

When the Bombay Milk Scheme was first started in 1947, the
consumers were 1ssued milk cards which were printed on paper
These had to be renewed every six months because of constant
wear and tear In 1954, paper cards were replaced by plashe
cards Though they were an improvement over paper-cards,
experience has shown that in the day-to-day handling for nearly
six years, they broke or the details got effaced TFor this the names
of the customers cannot be marked on them and there 1s a great deal
of abuse on this score and hence the introduction of metal cards

Vana Mahotsava 1n Maharashira State

An intensive drive for tree-planting will be launched when the

Maharashtra State celebrates Vana Mahotsava during the current
monsoon

As m the former Bombay State, the respective District Develop-
ment Boards will select a surtable week during the monsoon for
celebrations of Vana Mahotsava having regard to local cond:itions
However, tree-planting will not be confined to the “week” only
but carried on throughout the monsoon

Three prizes m each distriet

Three villages 1n each district, which will plant small and rear the
largest number of trees, will be awarded prizes, the first prize being
of Rs 200, the second of Rs 100 and the third of Rs 50

It has been stipulated that for becoming eligible for a prize, a
village must plant and rear minimum number of 100 trees A commi-
ttee cons'sting of the Collector and Charrman of the District Deve-
lopment Board, the Honorary Secretary of the District Development
Board, the District Agricultural Officer and the Forest Officer would
receive applications from wvillages for the award of prizes in each
district and would also arrange for inspection of the work dohe 1n the
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varwous villages All trees planted within the precincts of a village,
whether planted by the village people as a whole or by individual
cultivators and whether on private lands or on the village common
grounds, would be taken into consideration for the purpose of asses-
sing the efforts of the village 1n tree-planting

The Chief Conservator of Forests would supply to the various
D.strict Development Boards seeds and seedlings for planting dur-
mg Vana Mahotsava

Species recommended for planting

While selecting species for planting, preference will be given,
having regard to other factors, to species which can be used as fuel,
so as to reduce the pressure on cow-dung, which is very useful as
an organic manure and which is presently being used as fuel on
a large scale Special emphasis will be given on plant ng babul
trees as 1t 1s one of the most valuable species in the country It
grows on different varieties of soil and 1s easily raised by sowmng
1ts seed It yields thorns for fencing purposes, leaves and fruit
for fodder purposes and also gum tannin, fuel and timber The
tree does not require any protection as its thorns form its own
protection Babul trees would, therefore, be raised on waste lands,
banks of the nalas, roads and raillway sides, grazing grounds and mn
the ravines and undulating broken lands unfit for cultivation There
1s a great scope for planting the babul, especially in the areas hav-
Ing an annual ramfall of less than 407

Other trees

Bamboo 1s another useful species recommended for planting 7The
bamboo easily replaces the obnoxious weeds that are rampant on the
» banks of canals and on marshy lands Anjan trees will also be
planted where these can be grown The leaves of these trees consti-
tute good fodder Tamarind, wvilayati babul, mahrukh and mul-
berry are the other species that have been recommended for planting

The Distriet Development Boards have been asked to ensure that
the seeds and seedlings are planted in proper places where the so.l
1s surtable and where water will be available for the plants, parti-
cularly 1 hot weather, so that the seedlings do not die and are not
wasted.

Sanads for private planters

The persons who plant trees 1n lands set apart for the common
use of village m Government unassessed waste and n reserved
forests in charge of the Revenue Department, or in Forests Depart-
ment areas, or on road-side lands belonging to the Bu'ldings and
Communications Department will be given sanads giving them the
usufruct of the trees planted by them
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After-care to be ensured

The District Development Boards have been asked to pay parti-
cular attention to the after-care of the young plants, which would
be entrusted to the local willagers, fo the local school teachers and

the gram panchayats

The Buildings and Communications Department has been asked
to organise local villagers to plant irees on a large scale on both
the sides of the major canals, roads, etc Instructions are béing
given to_local bodies likke Municipal Corporations, Municipalhties,
District Local Boards, Village Panchayats, etc, to arrange for the
celebration of Vana Mahotsava and to undertake tree-planting, parti-
cularly by primary schools

In order to make the younger generation tree-minded and forest-
minded, efforts will be made to plant trees on the grounds of all
schools and colleges All educational mstitutions are bemng request-
ed to take part in the Vana Mahotsava programme The services of
the Home Guards, Boy Scouts and Girl Guides and similar other

Grampanchayats, co-operative bodies, rural mstitutions and willage
elders would render an extremely useful service in making this
campaign a success Siumilarly, the Block Development Officers
and the wvillage level workers will make tensive efforts during
the campa gn, for the success of which all, including the owners of
non-descript bull calves and bulls, are expected to co-operate

The willage which will elimimnate all scrub bulls and undesirable
male calves by castration will be helped in serving desirable bull
for breeding willage cows under one of the several cattle breeding

education The concerned students will logically and naturally
have to receive the freeships from their parent States Consequ-
ently, students from Maharashtra State pursuing a course of
mstruction in mstitutions outside Maharashtra whether in Gujarat
or elsewhere will receive admissible concessions from this State

FREE STUDENTSHIPS IN SECONDARY SCHOOLS

The Government of Mahbarashtra has allowed the secondary
schools mn the State to reduce the number of free-studentships
provided by them below the previous year’s level but not below
5 per cent. under any circumstances if they want to become ehg:-
ble for additional 3 5 per cent free-studentships at Government cost.

Hitherto, non-Government secondary schools which ‘provided
free-studentshups at ther own cost to the extent of 5 per cent or to
the extent of free-studentships awarded by them during the previous
year, whichever was more, were ehigible to 35 per cent free.
studentships at Government cost. However, 1n view of the prevail-
g financial circumstanees, 1t 1s thought that the schools might not
be able to mamntain higher percentages for free-studenships and,
therefore, they have been allowed to reduce the percentages below
previous year's level but not below 5 per cent [No, P 67 of May
16, 1960]

they are allowed to raise the above rates of fees by 50 per cent

allowed to charge an additional fee of Re 1 per month over and
above the prescribed rates to meet the expenditure on account of
the revised pay-scales sanctioned by the former Madhya Pradesh
Government 1 1956 Thus, 1t will be seen that the fees in the
Vidarbha secondary schools come to about Rs 3 per month 1n
standards V to VIII and Rs 6 per month for higher standards IX
to XI 1n addition to the amalgamated fund fees as stated above On
the whole, the proposed rise in fees will be very small

Besides, Government has decided to contmue mn the Nagpur Divi-
sion the existing educational concessions, such as (1) free education
to the children of the age group 6-14, (1) educational concessions
to the children of agnculturists having less than 20 acres of land,
(ut) educational concession to the children of landless labourers,
and (w) grant of loss of fee, ncome on account of school fees to
sons and daughters of low-paid employees (Government servants
and Local Body employees) Hence, there will be no handicap to

SMALL FEE RISE IN SOME SCHOOLS INEVITABLE

Government will not allow Profiteering

From the reports published mm a section of the Press it appears
that there 1s a general impression among the people that the Govern-
ment of Maharashira has allowed the secondary schools to rase
their tuition fees by 50 per cent This impression 1s not correct

Simultaneously with the revision of pay-scales of the secondary
teachers on the recommendations of the Integration Committee for
the Secondary Education, the Government raised the rates of grants-
m-a1d to secondary schools by 45 per cent in the urban areas and
50 per cent in the rural areas and made 1t obligatory on the non-
Government secondary schools fo introduce the revised rates of
pay-scales for their teaching staff from November 1, 1959

The cost to the Government on account of the enhanced rate of
grant-in-aid m 1959-60 ang 1960-61 1s expected to be over Rs 1 crore

The Government also prescribed twition fees which should be
charged by the secondary schools to their pupils with effect from
June 1, 1960 The rates of fees are

Greater Bombay—Rs 5 for the lowest class and Rs 8 for the
highest class, Poona, Sholapur, Nagpur and Aurangabad — Rs 4
for the lowest class and Rs 7 for the highest class, and other
areas — Rs 3 for the lowest class and Rs 6 for the highest class
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The schools were also allcwzd to charge a consolidated term fee
equal to-one month’s fee 1 the lowest class for all classes to meet
the expenses on incidental and extra items

These rates of twition fees are the same as those prevailing in
he pre-1956 reorganisation Maharashtra, which were .

Greater Bombay—Rs 5 for lower classes and Rs 8 for higher
classes, Poona and Sholapur—Rs 4 for lower classes and Rs 7
for higher classes, and other areas—Rs 3 for lower classes and

Rs 6 for higher classes

Certain schools were also allowed to charge 13 times the presec-
ribed Limit with the permission of the Director of Education

Further, 1f a school finds 1t difficult to balance 1ts budget due 1o

the additional hability of payment of salares to ifs teachers at the
revised rates, 1t was allowed to raise the rates of fees up to 50 per
cent with the previous notice of at least three months to the parents

and guardians and also with prior permission of the Education
authorities It will thus be seen that the rise 1s admissible only

the cases of schools that m ght be faced with the problem of deficit
The schools are expected to see that there 1s proper balance between
the fee rates, the Government grant and the enhanced pay-scales

of teachers

The prescribed rates of tuition fees are substantially lower than
those recommended by the Integration Committee for Secondary
Education The fees recommended by the Committee were

Greater Bombay Rs 6 for boys and Rs 5 for girls in the bottom
class and Rs 9 for boys and Rs 8 for girls in the top class

Other Corporations, Cities, such as Nagpur, etc  Rs 5 for boys
and Rs 4 for girls in the bottom class and Rs 8 for boys and Rs 7

for girls i the top class

Borough Municipal Towns Rs 4 for boys and Rs 33 for girls n
the bottom class and Rs 7 for boys and Rs 6} for girls mn the top
class

Other Areas - Rs 3 for boys and Rs 2} for girls in the bottom
class and Rs 6 for boys and Rs 5} for girls in the top class

The Committee had also recommended that the schools should
be allowed, 1n deserving cases, to charge fee rates higher than the
prescribed cases, of such increase were fully justified The
Committee also recommended a term fee (to meet expenses on inci-
dental and extra 1tems) equal to one month’s fee for
standard V per term for standards V-VII and one month’s fee for

standard VIII per term for Standards VIII-XI
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Eventhough the schools were allowed to rase the fee rates up to
50 per cent in order to balance their budgets with the previous
approval of the Educational authorities, all of them have not done
so Only some schools have applied for the increase, bui all the
applications were not automatically granied For instance,
Greater Bombay, so far only about 180 schools have been permitted to
increase their twition fees over those charged by them during the
previous year, while about 15 applications are pending consideration
At least 213 schools erther did not increase theiwr fee rates or have
at least not approached the Educational authomnties for any increase
Further, the increase in the fee rates sanctioned ranged between 10
to 15 per cent to 20 schools, 15 o 25 per cent to 110 schools, 25 to
30 per cent to 30 schools, 30 to 35 per cent to 15 schools and 35 to
40 per cent to 5 schools

Incidentally, 1t may be stated that with the Government's deci-
sion to extend the scheme of free education at all stages to the
mcome-group up to Rs 1,200 per annum, the fees of a number of
students 1n secondary schools will be paid by the Government

The Government has also taken a decision to continue all the
educational concessions existing in the different regions of the
State

The Government 1s anxious to see that no hardship 1s causeqd to
the poor students However, in view of the mcreased cost of
secondary education and of the Government’s obligation towards
primary education, a fee rise 1n certain case 1s 1newvitable It 1s
hoped that the managements of the schools will not raise the fee
rates unless 1t 1s absolutely necessary to do so Government will
watch the situation and see to it that the rise 1s not unreasonable

and that 1s no profiteering on this account [No P 211 of
June 25, 1960]

FEE RISE WITHDRAWN

Government Policy explained

The Government of Maharashtra has decided not to allow the
Increase 1 fee rates earlier permitted to the secondary schools
following the revision of pay-scales of their teachers In other
words, no non-Government secondary school mn the State will be

allowed to charge fees at the rates higher than those charged n

Maharashtra Government has recently decided to extend the
concession of exemption from fees to children of parents or

costly so as to be beyond the means of common man and as far as

In order to be ehgible for prizes, the books must have been
published during the period from October 1, 1959 to September 30,
1960 Manuscripts will be accepted for the competition provided
they are neatly and legibly written Howevel, prizes to books 1n
manuscripts will be given if the books earning such prizes are got
published within one calendar year of the date of the award of
prizes

PRESERVATION OF ANCIENT AND HISTORICAL MONUMENTS

Maharashira Bill published

A Bill to make better provision for the preservation of ancient and
historical monuments and records and archaeological sites and
remams (other than those declared to be of national importance)
m the State of Maharashtra has been published in the Maharashtra
Government Gazette of July 30

At present, in the Marathwada area there 1s a special Act, namely
the Hyderabad Act VIII of 1337 Fash in respect of the monuments
not declared to be of national importance In the rest of the State,
the subject of “ancient and historical monuments, archaeological
sites and remains” 1s governed by the Central Act of 1904, by
which all executive power 1s vested in the Central Government

Under the Constitution of India this subject has been distributed
1n all the three lists 1In  the seventh Schedule Article 49 gives
constitutional directive to the State to protect every monument or
place or object of artistic or historical interest declared by or under
law made by Parliament to be of national importance from spoilation,
disfigurement, destruction, removal, disposal or export

It 15 obviously desirable now to have a self-contained Act 1
respect of those matters which relates to the ancient and historical
monument, archaological sites and remains not covered by the
€Central field and also to unify the existing laws on the subject m

the State The present bill 1s intended to achieve this purpose
[No P 356 of August 4, 1960]

MAINTENANCE OF MONUMENTS

Grants to Private Bodies

The Mimsiry of Scientific Research and Cultural Affairs of the
Government of India will be giving grants t{o the needy institutions
which are looking after the monuments or sites having historical,
cultural, scientific, msthetic or sentimental appeal The grants
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will be given 1n respect of such monuments and sites as do not
come within the purview of the Department of Archaology, 1e,
those which are not over 100 years old.

This year financial assistance to registereq societies doing this
kind of work will be restricted to works of essential repairs only
and not major and costly projects

The conditions for the grant are the usual ones relating to the
submission of utilization certificates backed by audited accounts and
the accounts being open to audit by the Comptroller and Auditor-
General of India at his discretion The repairs undertaken will
have to be under the supervision of the Government in order to
ensure that repairs will be carried out in consonance with archzo-
logical principles so that character of the monument 1s not changed
drastically

A socal education centre 1s expected to undertake the following
types of activities* (1) Commumty recreation programmes of
a cultural nature, such as dramatics, folk dramas, bhajans, trips,
excursion, film shows, ete , (2) An adult education class for teaching
reading, wniting, anthmetic, general information, etc to ilhiterates,
neo-lLiterates, semui-literates and other literate persons in the locahty;
(3) Running a willage hibrary, where possible, containing swtable
Lterature for village people The hibrary wnll also function as
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a reading club and an Information Centre and (4) Organisation of
group activities, where possible, by forming youth clubs, scout
troops, mahila mandals, ete,

Such Social Education Centres will be started by teachers or
other non-official social workers with the permission of District
Inspector of Schools concerned

In order to ensure proper working of, and supervision over, the
centres, Government has prepared rules prescribing the manner of
selection of social education workers and theiwr qualifications, con-
struction of advisory bodies, handling of the funds and mainten-
ance of records and registers [No P 315 of July 23, 1960]

Governor promulgates ordinance
The Governor of Maharashtra has promulgated an ordinance
further to supplement certain provisions of the Evacuet Interest
(Separation) Act, 1951 1n 1its application to the State of Maharashtra

The Evacuee Interest (Separation) Act, 1851 a Central Act
provides for separation of interests of evacuees from those of others
1n composite properties, and for matters connected therewith
Although the Act has been 1n force for about nine years, applica-
tions for the separation of evacuee mnterests from composite proper-
ties are still being filed, and 1n the absence of provision in the Act of
fixing a time Limit, applications may contmue to be filed, with the
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result that the work under the Act cannot be completed in the near
future To put an end to this state of affairs, Parhament hs
enacted the Evacuee Interest (Separation) Amendment Act, 15)
and it 1s proposed to bring the Act mto force shortly

It 1s possible that some of the claims relate to matters in the Stk
List, and in order that the amendments made by the Central Amen
ment Act of 1960 be effective m this State in so far as they relat
to any matters mn the State List, 1t 1s necessary to take immedut
action to enact supplementary State legislation as proposed herem

As the State Legislature 1s not in session, 1t 1s considered necs

An Asprushyata Nivaran Week will be observed throughout Maha-
rashtra State from December 25 {o 31 next, when an all-out drive
will be launched to bring home to the people, and particularly the
rural population, the evil of untouchability and impress upon them
the need for eradicating it within the shortest possible time

Emphasis wil] be laid on ensuring that the public places such as
temples, wells, dharmashalas, hotels, ete, which have not yet already
been thrown open to the Harijans, are thrown open {o them and that
they enjoy continuous and unhampered access to all such pubhle
places Attempts will also be made to throw open to Harijans as
many private temples and wells as possible,

The Programme

A model programme for the Week has been drawn up, which n-
cludes items such as ‘prabhat pheris’ consisting necessarilly of both
Haryans and Caste Hindus and carrymg posters and playcards de-
nouncing untouchability and going round the caities, fowns =nd
villages and ending 1n Hanjan localities, cleansing Harijan locahties
by processionists and others; programine like social melas, meetings
in which social workers and local leaders will speak on the subject
of the eradication of untouchability, bhajans, kirtans and entertain-
ment programmes, haldikumkum programmes of Harijan and Caste
Hindu women; traming by caste Hmdu women m child welfare,
clean habits, ete. to the children in Harjan localities, sports, exhibi-
tions, competitions among children etc, in Hamjan localities; and
inter-caste dinners, wherever possible

The participants in the prabhat pheries wnll visit as many public
temples and public wells and tanks on the way as possible every day.

The following are the compulsory items in the programme to be

Local Boards in old Bombay and Janpad Sabhas mn  Vidarbha
region and District Boards in Marathwada region will be entitled to
recelve 25 per cent. of the estimated cost of construction of such
latrines as grantsin-aild The village panchayats will be given

grants to the extent of 30 per cent of estimated cost of such
constructions

Acqua privies and flush latrines would be considered as modern
sanitary conveniences eligible for grant In the case of towns and
villages with a population of 10,000 or less, gopur1 latrmes also
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would be considered as modern samtary convemiences eligible for
grant So far as all mumecipal towns are concerned, urmnals of
modern type would also, be eligible for grant-in-aid.

Local bodies, wishing to take advantage of this grant-in-aid
scheme, should get their schemes of modern sanitary conveniences
prepared and submit them to Government through the Superintend-
mg Epgmeer, Eastern Publhic Health Circle, Nagpur or the Superin-
tending Engineer, Western Public Health Circle, Poona as the case
may be, for submitting to the Board of Health for approval if the
scheme 1s estimated to cost Rs 10,000 or above or to sanction grants
in-aid 1if the scheme 1s estimated to cost up to Rs 10,000.

The committee appointed by Government for enquiring into the
Living conditions of scavengers had laid great stress on provision of
modern type latrines in 1ts report. In order to give an incentive
to local bodies for providing modern sanitary convemences to their

fertilisers, the provision of rural credit and marketing, etc , and

The Commission will visit different areas of the State and take
evidence from persons and institutions interested in the problems
of irrgation before framing its recommendations The Commission
will complete 1ts work within 12 months

context as vastly changed as a result of the country’s embarkation

IMPORT, LICENCES

IMPORTS FOR ACTUAL USERS
Essentiality Certificate

The Directorate of Industries has been rendering assistance to
industrial units, other than those on the lists of the Central Govern-
ment, such as issue of essenfiality certificate for requirements of
immported raw materials, machinery, machine tools, etc, supply of
machinery and equipment on hire purchase basis, technical advice,
financial assistance facilities for techmical tramning of persons in
foreign countries, ete

Actual users desirous of applying for an essentiality certificate for
their requirements 1n the current six months (April-September 1960)
may do so as early as possible but not later than June 15 on the
form prescribed for the purpose Revalidation of the essentiality
certificates 1ssued to small scale units in the earlier (October-March
1960) period 1s also allowed under certain conditions and can be
availed of, if desired, before the above date Provision for revah

FINANCIAL AID TO SMALL INDUSTRIES

A Bill to regulate the grant of loans to small scale and cottage

There was no unified law 1n the State for granting assistance in
the form of loans to small scale and cottage industries In Vidarbha,
loans were given under the Central Provinces and Berar State Aid
to Industries Act, 1933, and in Marathwada, under the Hyderabad
State Aid to (Small Scale and Cottage) Industries Act, 1956. These
two Acts have now been repealed mn so far as they related to State
aid given in the form of loans The provisions of the State Aid to
Small Sacle and Cottage Industries Rules, 1935, which are execufive
rules and which were 1n force in the Bombay State prior to the
States Reorganisation on November 1, 1956, were extended to all the
component parts of the State n July, 1958 But it 15 considered
expedient to take statutory power to regulate the grant of loans to
small scale and cottage 1industries, and hence the present Bill
[No P 335 of July 29, 1960]

GUIDANCE TO INDUSTRIALISTS

Liaison Officer appointed

A Liaison Officer has now been appointed in the Directorate of
Industries of the Government of Maharashtra The Lijaison Officer
will offer broad gwdance to industralists regarding procedural
formalities policies of the State and the Central Governments,
location of industries and the facilities which the State and the
Centra]l Governments are offering for the promotion of mdustries.
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For setting up new industnes—either small or large—certain for-
malities have to be complied with Small entrepreneur often finds
it dafficult to collect information at one desk because several depart-
ments of the Government are concerned with the comphlance to
these formalities Apart from the inconvenience to the industrialists
1s being directed from place to place for collection of essential
information regarding the procedural matters, it tends to discourage
the new entrant mn the field of mndustry Before deciding upon the
choice of mndustry, certain facts relating to the policy of the State
and Central Governments have also {o be taken into account. For
mstance, the State and Central Governments do not encourage sett-
g up of new power-looms (except in co-operative sector) and oil
expellers Certamn lines requiring controlled raw material have
been exclusively reserved for small scale sector There are other
lines both i1n small scale and large scale sectors, which the Govern-
ment of India would not hke to encourage since sufficient capacity
has already been developed As regards the location of mdustry,
some local authorities have plans to earmark certain areas for
mndustrial development

It 1s not possible to collect all the relevant information at one
source and hence the appomtment of the Liaison Officer in the
Industries Directorate

The Directorate also pubbshes a quarterly bulletin covering very
useful information and statistics regarding industries

The Labour Laws generally provide for intervention by Govern-
ment officers whenever disputes occur But 1t was felt that this
alone was not sufficient and that something more should be done
so as not only to avert industrial disputes but to improve human
relations Thus, the need was felt to star a scheme which would
also meet the requirements of industrial concerns which could
not, afford to have specialised departments or specilised officers such
as personnel officers

As soon as the office of the Commussioner of Labour comes to know
of any difficulty connected with personnel management, the matter
1s investigated If necessary, the parties are contacted at the factory
premises and union offices After through mvestigations, in which
co-operation of all the sides plays a watal role, advice 1s given to
the parties 1n an objective way which will remove the causes of
trouble As stated earlher, all sorts of problems relating to person-
nel are investigated under this scheme and actions which may
precipitate matters for aggravate troubles such as strikes, lock-out,
closures, etc are discouraged.

The Personnel Management Advisory Service Scheme, which has
been 1n operation for a year, 1s now again brought to the notice of
all concerned, so that full advantage may be taken of 1t The

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ARRESTING INFLATIONARY TRENDS IN BULLION

The Government of Maharashtra has adopted several measures to
check the present rising' trend in gold and silver market as it was
found that the condit:ons 1n the bullion market continued to be un-
steady and the rates of both gold and silver for spot delivery ranged
higher and higher

The measures mcluding payment of ‘ex parte margin’n respect of
Vaishakh settlement, ymposition of margins on Jeth Vaida on floor
prices, both for silver and gold, and postponement of the settlement
days of Vaishakh gold for ten days, over and above the five days up
to which the settlement date has already been postponed by the
Bombay Bull:on Association -

According to the new measures, the buyers will be required to pay
‘ex parte margin’® m respect of Vaishakh settlement At present,the
marg.ns are paid on the difference between the purchases and sales
Now the margins will have to be paid on purchases only It has
also been decided that the margin on the Vaishakh Vaida should be
one-sided, 1€, on all purchases instead of only on outstanding transac-
tions so that the imposition of margins will be on higher scale 1n
actual pract.cé and would therefore be more effective

The present rates of margins are Rs 3,000 per bar of silver and
Rs 60 per tola of gold if the official closing rates exceed Rs 213 for
silver and Rs. 127 for gold Instead of a graded scale of margmns,
1t 1s now proposed to 1mpose margins on a sort of floor prices, both
for silver and gold, as the margin 1s on a very high slab The floor
rates now proposed are based on the starting rates of Rs 214-15-0 for
silver and Rs 127-12-0 for gold \

The third measure relates to the postponement of settlement days
of Va shakh gold for ten days, over and above the five days up to
which the settlement date has already been postponed by the Associ-
ation The object of postpon.ng the settlement 1s to facilitate the
sellers to fulfil their obligations 1n view of the acute shortage of
stocks as agamst brnisk demand T 1o

All these measures are expected to have an effective check on
the inflationary tendencies m the bullion market The Govern-
ment will continue to watch the situation and will take necessary

TOKEN TEXTILE STRIKE ON JULY 12
Government Stand explained

The Mumbai Girni Kamgar Union has announced its 1intent:on to
call a token strike in the textile industry in Bombay, on July 2 The
token strike 1s stated to be in protest against the policy of rationali-
sat on, growmng unemployment and closures of some mulls

In this connection, Government desires to bring the following facts
to the notice of the public

Rationalisation, n principle, has been accepted by the Indian Labour
Conference, which 1s a tripartite body, consisting of the represen-
talives of the employers, the central orgamisations of labour, viz,
the Indian National Trade Union Congress, the All India Trade
Union Congress, the Hind Mazdoor Sabha and the United Trade
Union Congress, and of the Central and State Governments The
Central Wage Board for the Cotton Textile Industry has, made
a unanimous recommendation that the process of rationalisation in
the industry should continue and progress and that the rationali-
sation of sevefal occupations in Bombay, Ahmedabad and Coimba-
tore should be adopted as useful guides for progressive rationalisa-
tion by other mills The Government of India, by their Resolu-
tion dated March 2, 1960, have referred to the recommendation of
the Textile Wage Board, regarding tthe importance of speedy
rationalisation and have stated that the process of rationalisation
and modernisation should be enforced, if necessary

The rationalisation 1n the cotton textile industry in Bombay has
been brought about by mutual agreements between the employers
and the representative union following the conditions for rationab-
sation as accepted by the Indian Labour Conference The Mumba
Girn1 Kamgar Union appears to have made special reference to
the ntroduction of the four-loom system The information avail-
able with Government shows that the agreements on this subject follow
the conditions laid down by the Wage Board for the Cotton Textile
Industry As regards consequential unemployment, the agreements
closely follow the recommendations of the Indian Labour Confer-
ence and there are specific clauses whrch ensure that rational'sation
1s to be brought about without causing substantial unemployment
among permanent workers The agreements also provide that the
workers who are willing to retire or resign may be allowed to do

so after payment of due gratuity and compensation
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It 1s, however, implicit 1n rational.sation that future employmeant
opportunities may be curtailed and the badli workers, who have 1o
claim on the job, may suffer to some extent *

A deputation of the Opposition leaders met the Chief Minister
recently when the above posit.on was explammed to them and they
were asked to bring to the notice of the Mimster for Labour any
cases where cghsiderable retrenchment of permanent workers was
effected against the will of the persons retrenched The Labour

STRENGTHENING CO-OPERATIVE MOVEMENT IN
- MAHARASHTRA STATE

Far-reaching Changes in Co-operative Law planned

The Government of Maharashtra has plans to strengthen the
qo-operative movement 1n the State For the purpose, the co-opera-
five law 1s bemng suitably amended, providing for the systematic
development of the co-operative movement and the societies in the
various stages, 1n keeping with the directive principles of the
Constitution .
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The new bill, which has been published in the Maharashtra
Government Gazette, of October 28, 1s prepared after taking into
account the recommendations of the commuttee appointed by
Union Government and the Government of the erstwhile Bombay
State to evolve a simple law to govern the working of the co-opera-
tive Societies The bill will come up before the State Legislative
at 1ts coming session at Nagpur

One of the important provisions of the bill 1s that of associate
nomunal and sympathiser membership, which will give to the
socleties the benefit of outsiders where qualified and competent
men are not availlable from among the members.

" This type of membership 1s necessary to provide for credit to
agriculturists, whose debts were adjusted -under the Bombay
Agricultural Debtors’ Relief Act, 1947 or any corresponding law.
Rights and privileges of nominal, associate and sympathiser members
have also been stipulated in order to ensure that these members
may mot dommate the working of the societies

The bill proposes to constitute Principal and Subsidiary State
Partnership Funds from which share capital contributlons will be
made to co-operative societies These funds will constitute a good
financial support to the societies for their proper development, for
providing credit to their members and for undertaking other
activities

. It 15 also proposed to appomnt Government nominees on the
committee of the societies 1n order to safeguard the interest of the
Government' arsing out of the various forms of financial aid propos-
ed to be given to them ' 'Government will also be empowered to
constitute an authority for the supervision of the societies n order
to safeguard their financial position.

The bll seeks to empower the Registrar of Co-operative Societies
to classify societies'mto various 'categories Hitherto, this classifica-
sion! was-in the Act itself This amendment will avoid rigwdity
and give flexibilbity to'the formation of societies The Registrar
will also be given power to direct a society to amend 1its bye-laws,
\f he considers 1t necessary or desirable in the interest of the society
Similar provisions existed in the recently repealed Madhya Pradesh
and Hyderabad Co-operative Societies Acts which are applicable to
Vidarbha and Marathwada, respectively [No P 634 of

November 11, 1960]
