REVENUE AND EXPENDITURE. 

Gross Revenue and Expenditure. 

The Gross Revenue and Expenditure of the Government of India for the three 
years to which this Memorandum refers are as follows :-

In these figures all receipts are included in the total of revenue and all outlay in 
the total of expenditure, with the one exception that the working expenses of railways 
and the surplus profits paid to certain railway companies are treated not as expenditure 
but as a deduction from revenue. · 

Net Revenue and Expenditure.· 

The figures of Gross Revenue just given include. the ~et receipts of railways 
wit-hout any deduction on account of interest charge::~, the total receipts (without 

·any deduction on account of interest charges, working expenses, &c.) derived from the 
other commercial undertakings of the Government of India (i.e., Irrigation works, Post 
Office and Telegr~phs), and from the sale of Opium, an~ the receipts of certain. spending 
departments ; while the figures of Gross Expenditure mclude refunds and assignments, 
the interest charges of railways, the working expenses and interest charges of other 
commercial undertakings, and the cost of cultivatiOn and manufacture of opium. This 
method of compiling the figures causes the revenue available for administrative purposes 
and the expenditure on euch purposes to appear much greater than they really are 
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and it is accordingly the practice to present t~ Parliament an annual statement of Net 
Income and Expenditure (see H. of C. 85 of 1916), in which the net revenue derived 
from commercial undertakmgs and opium is shown instead of the gross revenue, and 
similar adjustments are made under other heads of revenue and expenditure by deducting 
(1) refunds and assignments from the .gross yield of land revenue, taxation, &c., and 
(2) the receipts of the spending departments from the gross expenditure incurred by 
them. The cost of the establishments maintained for the collection of revenue is not 
shown as a deduction from revenue but as a separate head of expenditure. In the 
following table theNetRevenue and Expenditure for 1914-15, 1915-16 and 1916-17 are 
calculated in the same manner as in the annual Parliamentary return mentioned above.

It will be seen from the table that the final accounts for 1914-15 show a deficit of 
£1,785,270; this is better by £1,000,530 than the amount shown in the Revised 
Estimate published in March, 1915. 

RetisPd Estimate, 1915-16. 

The Revised Estimate of 1915-16 shows, as compared with the Budget of that year. 
increases of £2,508,500 in net revenue and £1,345,600 in net expenditure, with a 
resulting decline of .£1,162,900 in the deficit, which tl!m becomes £1,794,200 as against 
the Budget Estimate of £2,957,100. The increases and decreases in detail wer.e as

Budget, 1916-17.-Additional Taxation. 
The Budget for 1916-17 has been framed on the assumption that tbe War · 

will continue throughout the financial year. No new taxation :was imposed for the 
year 1915-16 to coYer the estimated deficit, but in view of the continuance of the War 
and the comparative permanency of many of the financial obligations arising from it, the 
Government of India considered it essential in the current year not only to make good 
the anticipated deficit, but also to provide a Sllbstantial balance against the uncertainty 
of the outlook. 

In view of these circumstances additional taxation has been imposed. The more 
important changes are as follows :-· _

The total estimated yield from the increases in custom duties for ,the year 1916-17 is 
about £2,130,000; in addition nearly £20,000 is expected from the enhancement of 
ex~ise duties on beers· and spirits, imposed as a corollary to the corresponding increased 
tariff rates. 

II. Salt Tax:-

: From 1907 this tax was levied at the uniform rate ot 1 rupee {1s. -4d.) per· 
maund of 82l lbs. throughout British India, except in the small State of Mandi, -
where the duty was 3 annas {3d.) per maund. With effect from 1st March, 1916, the 
duty has been raised to 1-f rupees (1s: Sd.) per maund in India generally, and to 
3! ann8:s per maund on Mandi Salt. No change has been made in respe.ct of salt 
locally manufacttired in Burma and Aden. The extra Revenue to be obtamed from 
these increases is estimated for 1916-17 at £600,000 .

III. Income Tax :-
·subje'ct to ·various rebates· and"exemptions, the nornial Indian income tax was 

5 pies i.u the rupee (about 6:ld. i~ .the £) fi·om 1886. Under the new law which· 
took efteot from the 1st April, 1916, all existing exemptions remain untouched, 
and uo alteration in the taxation is made in respect of persons whose gross incomes 
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do not exceed 5,000 rup~ea {£333) a year. Above that limit the tax is now as

For the purpose of calculating the burden of taxation the figures of population in the three years 
under review have been based on the Census of March, 1911, an annual increase of population at the rate 
of l per cent. being assumed. 

DEB'f TRANSACTIONS AND CAPITAL EXPENDITURE. 
Debt. 

1915-16.-£500,000 India Bonds and £407,500 Indian Midland Railway Company 
Debentures were discharged during the year, and £2,500,000 India Bills were 
discharged in May, 1915, without immediate replacement. £3,500,000 4! per cent. 
Debenture Stock of the East Indian Railway Company was issued at 99. The 
following issues of India Sterling Bills were made :-

September, 1915.-£3,500,000, with a currency of twelve months at an average 
rate of discount of £5 2s. 11'56d. . 

November, 1915.-£3,500,000, with a currency of twelve months at an average 
rate of discount of £5 7s. 0'13d. . 

Of the former issue, £1,500,000, and of the latter, £1,000,000, were in replacement 
of the !Bills just mentioned as discharged without immediate replacement in May, 1915. 
The remainder in each case were in replacement of Bills which tell due at date of issue. 

A 4 per cent. terminable rupee loan of 4l crores (£3,000,000), repayable in 1923, was 
issued at par in July, 1915, and a further £332,693 was received by means of applica­
tions through the Post Office. £3,000,000 of the outstanding loan of £7,000,000 from 
the Gold Standard Reserve was repaid in the financial year. 

1916-17.-The Budget provided for the discharge of £500,000 India Bonds and 
of £1,500,000 India BillS which will mature during the year, and for the replacement 
of the remaining £5,500,000 India Bills ; but the £3,500,000 Bills maturing in 
September have been discharged without immediate replacement, £1,500,000 having 
been provided from the Secretary of State's balances in accordance with the Budget 
scheme and the remaining £2,000,000 from a Temporary Loan from the Gold Standard 
Reserve. The Budcret provided also for the issue of a 4 per cent. terminable rupee 
loan, of not less than 6 crores (£4,000,000 )-exclusive of Post Office applications­
with certain conversion rights attached in respect of Government of India 
3! per cent. and 3 per cent. rupee paper, and for the continuance of the loan of 
£4,000,000 from the Gold Standard Reserve outstanding at the end of 1915-16. The 
rupee loan was issued in July, 1916, in the form of Bonds repayable in October, 1936, 
but redeemable at the option of the Government after October, 1931.

On ~he 31st ~arch, 191~, the length of railways in India open for traffic was 

35,285 .miles, of whiCh 629 ~iles were C?pened in the preceding twelve months. The 
total mileage under constructiOn or sanctiOned for construction at the close of the year 
was 2,233 miles.

The figures given above do not include expenditure on lines other than State and 
guaranteed railways. In 1914-5 the capital expenditure on such lines was £1,668,4.08, 
of wl.icb £77 6,333 was on railways owned or guaranteed by Native States. 

In 1914-15 the net traffic receipts, i.e., the gross receipts after paying working 
expenses but not interest charge;:;, of open lines in which the Government ia · 
du;ectly interested, gave a return of 4"89 per cent. on the mean of the capital expendi­
ture at the beginning and end of the year. (&e App. II. (b).)

. Liabilities and Assets. 
On the 31st of March, 1916, the debt of India amounted to £286,145,008 

(viz. :-rupee debt, converted into sterling at Is. 4d. the rupee, £103,973,179, aud 
sterling debt, £182,171,829). There were also other obligations of the Government of 
India, including Savings Bank balances, .Judicial and Departmental deposits, balances 
of Service Funds, &c., amounting to £29,485,613, and the various railway annuities, 
representing in the present year a charge of £961,160. A loan of £4,000,000 from the· 
Gold Standard Reserve in India was also outstanding. . 

Up to the same date the Government of India had devoted £176,991,786 to the 
construction of Railways, and £42,536,900 to the construction of Irrigation Works. 
It had purchased from guaranteed companies (in some cases by cash payments, in others 
by annuities, and in one case by the direct issue of India Stock to the Company) nine 
railways, on which, at the time oi purchase, £108,092,386 had been spent from capital 
raised by the Companies. The liabilities created by the purchases have not yet been 
fully discharged, partly because in the case of some lines a portion of the amount 
due to the Companies was retained by the Secretary of State and treated as 
capital deposited with him by the Companies for the purpose of new working contracts/ 
and partly because in all cases of purchase by annuity the period for which the annuity' 
is payable has not yet terminated. If the assets in respect of purchased lines are..· 
estimated as being the equivalent of the debt created and liabilities assumed or redeemed 
in connection with purchase plus the capital actuarially calculated to have been discharged' 
through annuities, the amount on the 31st March, 1916, was £74,164,116. On that 
date also the Government pf India's advances to Railway Companies stood at £476,320

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and it had lent £12,739,707 (net) to Native ·states, Corporations, Agriculturists, 
~<;. Ot~er ass~ts were the Gold Sta~da.rd Reserve, consisting of £238,734 held

The increase in the opening balance of the Revised was mainly dl.te to an improve~ 
ment in the Revenue accounts of 1914-15. A large reduction in the estimated deficit 
for the year 1915-16, coupled with a drastic curtailment of capital expenditure, .has 
resulted in an improvement which has enabled the Government of India to pay off 
£3,000,000 of the temporary loan of £7,000,000 previously outstanding and to show 
in their revised figures closing balances amounting to £18,140,048, exclusive of Gold 
Standard Reserve Funds. ·

State Ral1u:ays.-The profit derived by the State from the railways arises from the 
State lines, under which head are included not only the lines worked by the State (of 
which the inost important are the l"iorth-Weste~ Eastern Be~oal, and Oudh and 
P.ohilk.band systems), but a1so lines which, while classified as State railways, are worked . 
by companies receivin[P guaranteed interest on their share capital and a share uf the­
surplus profits. Amo:g the most important of the lines included in the latter class are 
the East Indian, Be~aal-Nagpur, Bombay, Baroda and Central India (including 
P.aj.{>utana-Mahva), Madras and Southern Mahratta, South Indian, Great Indian 
Peninsula, Assam-Be~ual, and Burma P.ailways.. 

The Bud!!et for 1915-16 anticipated that the gross railway receipts would be 
.£300,000 Jess than those shown in the P.evised figures for the previous year on the 
assumption that war conditions would continue to prejudice revenue. This expectation 
has been largely Cab-ified, and actually there is likely to be an improvement over this 
estimate approaching .£3,000,000. The increase is shared by all principal Companies 
and is mainly due to (1) a di-version of traffic from sea routes to rail routes owing to 
scarcity of freights; (2) an active internal trade in cotton, and (3) enhanc-ed coaching 
receipts from the constant movements of troops. A consideraLle decline in working 
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expenses is also shown in the Revised estimates attributable to the restriction of 
expenditure and to the difficulty experienced in obtaining railway materials from the 
United Kingdom. 

The esti~ate of~et receipts in the Budget for 1916-17 is nearly £1,000,000 lower 
tha~ the Re·~·1sed e.strmate. for 1915-16, o~ing to an anticipated decrease in gross 
receipts combmed w1th an mcreased expenditure due to the provision which has been 
made for a further rise in the price of railway materials. . . ·

The Revised estimate of net receipts from Major Irrigation Works shows a decline 
of £151,300 as compared with the Budget figure. This is mainly due to an increased 
expenditure in the North West Frontier Provmces and in the Punjab. 

It was deeided, with effect from 1911-12, to supplement the amount available from 
the Famine Insurance Grant (page 21) for outlay on Protective Irrigation Works by an 
annual allotment under the head of." Irrigation" not exceeding 25 lakbs (£166,700}. 
No provision has been made under this head in the Budgets for 1915-16 and 1916-17, 
but the actual expenditure for 1915-16 is estimated at £21,700.

The total debt is classified in the Accounts as (1) Public Works Debt and (2} Ordmary 
Debt. The amount entered as belonging to the former category is tb~ equivalent of. the 
total capital. expe~diture which bas been incurre.d by the Stat? on Ra1l~ays and I~riga­
tion Works, mcludmg the amount advanced to Railway Compames for cap1tal expen?ttl~re, 
and the interest on this portion of the debt is charged under Railways and Irngabon 
(see page 17 and table at top of this page); the "Ordinary Debt" consists of 
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the difference between the total debt in existence and the amount entered as Public 
Works Debt. In any year in which, owing to tLe use, for the construction of Public 
Works, of su:rylus reve!lue or deposits or a portion of the Fa~e Grant appropriated 
to the Reduction or avoidance of Debt (see page 21), the capital expenditure exceeds 
the amount of debt incurred in the year, the e:ftect of this system of classification is to 
cause a decrease to be shown in the·amount of the Ordinary Debt, the interest thereon 
showing a corresponding reduction in due course, while there is a corresponding 
increase in the Public Works Debt and the interest on it. In 1915_:16 the capital 
outlay exceeded the addition to the total Debt, and the Ordinary Debt was reduced to 
£1,901,800; and it is expected that by the end of 1916-17 it will be reduced to 
£1,674,100. 

The most important of the " other obligations" referred to in the table above are 
the Savings Bank Balances, the Service Funds and other special funds held by the 
Government of India. The sums paid in the form of annuities in respect of the 
purchase of various railways, being directly chat·geable to the Railway Revenue 
Account (see page 17) are not shown under the head of" Debt Services;" though their 
payment is of course an obligation similar to that of the interest on debt. 

The amount of the debt and other ob~!J'3.tions is shown on page 9 above. 
The receipts shown in the table above include the interest received in India on 

loans· granted by the Government to Native States, Municipalities, Port Trusts,

The net Army Charges fo1: 1915-16' exceeded the Budget Estimate by £2,058,200. 
This large increase is due to various causes arising directly from the War. Of these 
the more important are an enhanced outlay on account of SJ!ecial war services in respect 
of internal defence and certain revised arrangements m regard to the practical 
application of the decision that India should bear the normal cost of the troops 
sent to India to take part in the W M. 

The Budget for 1916;..17 is higher by £218,900 than the Revised estimate, but 
includes, a reserve of £523,000 to meet. unforeseen expenditure. Ordnance stores 
are included in the Indian instead of, as formerly, in the Home estimate, which 
accounts for the large increase under that head in the former and decrease in the 
latter. · 

Under Non-effective Charges (India) is included an increase of £100,000 for wound 
and family pension charg_~s arising out of the War ; this is counterbalanced by a corre­
sponding reduction. of (.tlome) non~effective' payments to the Imperial Government, 
which bears the extra pensionary charges attr~butable to the War. 

Special Military ExpenditU?·e.-As expl~ined in Parliamentary Pa}Jer.Cd. 4752 of 
1909, the practice of making fixed annual grants for specinl military expenditure which 
was in force from 1904-5 to 1908-9 was discontinued from the 1st .April, 1909, and the 
Budget grants for such expenditure are now determined by the urgency of the need, 
the claims of other branches of the udministration and the condition of the revenue. 
Excluding recurring expenditure on completed measures and the recurring expenditure 
already attained on measures in progress, the total outlay on special measures in 
1914-15, 1915-16, and 1916-17 is estimated to be approximately as follows:-

The Revised estimate of the figure under "Police" includes a sum for grain 
compensation ullowances to constables in the United Provinceo and Bengal treated in 
the Budgets for 1915-16 and 1916-17 under the head "Miscellaueous." The 
remainder of the increase is due largely to a growth of crime in the two above­
mentioned provinces. Provision has been made in the Budget for certain urgent 
measures of reform. ' 

It will be seen that the Revised estimate of net expenditure on Education. in 
1915-16 is £236,700 less than the "Budget. About £L13,000 of the reduction 
represents, not a failure to spend the money, but a transfer of the provision to the head 
" Civil Works" under which it has been spent on school buildibgs, &c. The remainder 
consists mainly of unspent portions of Imperial grants, and stands to the credit of· 
the Provincial Governments for future expenditure on Education. The Budget for 
the current year anticipates· a net expenditure of £2,984,300, a small increase on the 
Revised for 1915-16. About £800,000 of the provision represents recurring and 
non-recurring Imperial grants.

A sum of not less than £1,000,000 is annually appropriated for the purposes of 
Famine Relief and Insurance. When the outlay on direct famine relief is Jess than the 
sum appropriated, the balance is used (1) for the construction or maintenance of 

·protective railways and irrigation works, and {2) for the construction of productive public 
'works, which would otherwise require additional borrowing. The amount used for the 
last-mentioned purpose is shown under the head of "Reduction or Avoidance of Debt." 
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Under the arrangements now in force expenditure on famine relief is b6rne 
partly, if not entirely, by Imperial RevenueR. The· scheme enables each Local 
·Government . whose .Province is liabl.e to famine to build up gradua11y a fund, to 
be held to Its crecl1t by the Imperml Government, on which it is at liberty to 
draw when expenditure on famine relief becomes necessary. For this purpose 
the Local Governments in question are now annually credited with fixed sums under 
their Pr~vincial.Settlements. When famine occurs, the Local Government. is entitled

In the Budget for 1915-16 it was anticipated that the share of the re·~t·enue of the 
year to be credited to the Provincial Governments in accordance with the system of 
financial decentralisation now in force, would amount to £30,750,200, and that 
the share of the expenditure of the year chargeable to Provincial Governments 
wonld be £31,827,800, of which £1,077,600, being the excess of Provincial expenditure 
over Provincial revenue, would be met from the balances of the Provincial Governments, 
instead of being charged agaiust the revenues of the year. 

The revised estimate of the revenue accruing or credited to the Provincial Govern­
ments in the year was £30,731~900. The .Provincial share of expenditure was 
£31 ,296,900. Thus the Provincial Governments provided from their balances 
£565,000 towards the expenditure of the year instead of £1,077,600, the figure taken 
in the Budget of 1915-16. . . . . 

In 1916-17 the share of the expenditure of the year .chargeable to Provincial 
Governments is expected to amount. to £30,!)56,200. The Provincial share of revenue 

_is estimated at £:30,603,600. The excess (£352,600) of Provincial Expenditure will 
be met from Provincial balances. . . . . . 

A large part of the Provincial deficits in the years under review represen~s 
expenditure against unspent portions of 'non-recurring grants made from Imperial to 
Provincial revenues mainly for the purposes of Education and Sanitation. 'These 
grants 'were made mainly in the prosperous years 1910~11 to 1912-13, and it 
is estimated that at the~end of 1916-17 there will remain in the balances standing to 
the credit of the Provinces, unspent portions of sueh grants amounting to more 
than £2,000,000, in addition to a saving of about £700,000 from recurring grants of a 
similar character.
