Starting his teaching career at Certificate Course in 1951, he scaled up the post of

Professor of Library & Information Science in 1985, which post he was holding till 1992.

He taught all most all the subjects in Library Science. But his specialization has been
Cataloguing. His suggestions were even accepted by Dr. Rangnathan and incorporated
in the Classified Catalogue Code. He has worked as Ph. D. guide to research scholars.

P An Able Organizer

He developed Degree in LIS of University of Poona on sound footing during 1984 -
1992. Some of his contributions in this direction have been starting of evening BLISc
course; vacational MLISc Course for working librarians, Courses on documentation for
over 7 years; training courses on computer application in LIS Centers with the
assistance of NISSAT; Computer Training at BLISc and MLISc level etc., He is the first
professional to create Computer Lab in Library School of India. He organized several
seminars, conferences, special courses, etc. Important among these is 35th All India
Library Conference in 1989 and IATLIS National Seminar in 1992. He is also closely

associated with the Poona Library Association; Maharashtra Rajya Granthalaya Sangha;
ITALIS, ILA and past President of Poona University Library Science Alumni Association
(PULISAA).

P A Prolific Writer

He has written and edited more than 89 books so far. These include 21 books for
Certificate course, 10 Books for BLIb and 3 Books for MLIb Course. 8 books on Pune
City besides bibliographies, souvenirs and autobiography. The Biography of President
Dr. APJ Abdul Kalam has been appreciated by Dr. Kalam himself.

P A Planner par Excellence

He is responsible for the establishment of PU LA Deshpande Microfilming unit in the
Jayakar Library. He initiated conservation and preservation of manuscripts programme.
He was Project Director for Compilation of a Bibliography of Western Ghats Project. He
proposed a plan to the UGC for developing his department as an advanced center in
Library & Information Science. His plan PUNENET was accepted by NISSAT of DSIR and
he worked as it's first director from 1992 to 1994. He worked on various Committees of
UGC, INFLIBNET, DSIR, ICSSR, IGNOU, UGC - CDC and YCMOU, Nasik.

P Local Historian

Dr. Mahajan engaged himself in research after retirement and completed two Major
Research Projects sanctioned by the UGC. Through these research projects he has
developed a model for compiling a city Bibliography as well as an Encyclopedia of a City
and brought out 2 books on Pune City including Pune City Bibliography & Pune City
Encyclopedia. In addition, he has authored biography of Dr. APJ Abdul Kalam entitled
‘Rameshvaram to Rashtrapati Bhavan.’ :
