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iNTRODUCTION 

This Socio-Economic Survey was conducted in 3 differenf 
areas of Hyderabad City during 1955-56 under thG auspices 
of the Women's Relief Committee consisting of 14 members 
with Kumari Padmaja Naidu as the Chairman. It m:J.y be 
mentioned that .following this survey, 3 co-operative match 
factories have been started in the three different areas of the 
city of Hyderabad, viz., Asifnagar, Darulshafa, Musheerabad 
which are giving employment to about r,ooo women per day. 
The survey also reveals the economic condition of the lower­
income-groups and the need for providing subsidiary occu­
pations to the women folk besides improving their living 
conditions .. It may be observed that about z6% of the 
women are widows who have necessarily to be provided 
with subsidiary occupation. The percapita income is estima­
ted at Rs. roper-month. It is l).oped that the opportunities 
given for subsidiary employment will improve the standard 
of life if only sustained efforts are made by all concerned. 

The Director of Bureau of Economics and Statistics, 
Government of Hyderabad, has assisted the Department of 
Industries & Commerce in compiling the data and the Direc­
tor of Medical Department was very helpful by deputing 
medical men to conduct a health survey, for which the 
.Department is thankful to them. The Department is also 
grateful to other various non-official organisations including 
the Indian Conference of Social Work which assisted us in 
conducting the survey.· The survey was conducted with 
the financial assistance of the Industrial Fund of the 
Government.

RESULTS OF . . . 

SOCIO-ECONOMIC SURVEY CONDUCTED BY THE 
WOJYIEN'S. RELIEF COMMITTEE, HYDERABAD-DN. 

On the initiative of Shrimati Durgabai Deshmukh, 
Chairman of the All-India Social Welfare Board, the Hyder­
abad State Governemnt started a scheme for establishing 
in Hyderabad City co-operative societies for the manufac­
ture of matches on a cottage industry scale which would 
particularly benefit women who need employment to sup­
plement their family incomes and whose services could be 
made use of for the production of matches through these 
societies. An Ad-hoc. Committee known as "women's 
Relief Committee" consisting of 14 members with Kumari 
Padmaja Naidu as Chairman was formed to work out the 
details of the scheme and implement it. The scheme was 
financed partly by the State Government and partly by the 
Central Government. 

The Ad-Hoc Committee after discussing the various 
aspects of the scheme relating to (I) the classes of women 
for whose benefit the societies shou1d be started, ( 2) the 
location of the societies, and (3) 1the number of women who 
could be trained !for this 'work;- came to the conclusion that 
women who needed this kind of help most in Hyderabad 
City were those belonging to the following three classes :-

.(i) Women: dependent upon Ex-Servrce men ; 
(ii) Women of Mansabdar families whose mansabs 

have been stopped; and 
(iii) Women dependent upon lower income groups 

like clerks, and such other Government and other servants 
for• whom additional income was necessary. 

It, was also decided to undertake a house ~o house enquiry 
in order to ascertain the number of women belonging to the 
a~ove three ~!.asses ?f families, and their willingness or other­
wise to part1c1pate m the scheme and also to arrange suitable 
places for the training of those who were willing to participate 
The enquiry envisaged collection of data with respect to each 
family regarding its size, composition, income and other 
socio-economic factors, In addition, th~ ~\Imber of women 
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willing to undergo the training and those who would work · 
at their homes and/or at the factory was also to be ascertained. 
The enquiry was to be. unde'rt;iken ·in the localities in which 
these three types of families mostly lived. The proforma in 
which the data was recorded and the instructions for· correctly 
recording the same was." prepared by· the Bureau qf Economics 
and Statistics. 'A specimen copy of the proforma used for the 
survey together with, the instructions issued. to the persons 
who conducted the Enquiry is given in Appendix I. Besides 
the information collected in this . proforma, additional infor~ 
mation regarding th~. health; living conditions and other 
relevant facts relating to. the families whose members wanted 
to 'participate ~n the scheme was also. C<;Jllecte?- in a . few 
localities. J'he Proforma used for recordmg thiS additional 
data is given in, ,Appendix II.· 

The house to hous; enquiry was undertaken by members 
of the voluntary organisations such as the Soldiers Board 
Ward Congress .Committees, the Hyderabad Branch of th~ 
Indian Conference 'of Social .Work and volunteers of the 
Central Social Welfare 'Board: The data about· the health 
and living conditions was collected by the above volunteers 
and supplemented by the volunteers from the medical profes­
sion. ·The scrutiny of completed pro formas, the compilation 
of data, its tabulation· an~ analysis was ·done by the staff 
of the Bureau· of· Econonucs and Statistics. . · 

. . ' . 
The data . collected in the proforma in Appendix· I ·was 

tabulated localitywise. The families 'of the Ex-Servicemen 
t~at were enquired into numbe;ed 412 compris.ing a popula­
tton, of 2581. . The average. s1ze .. of a family m this group, 
tl:lerefore, worked out to 6. 2 persons. These families lived 
mostly in Golkonda, Mallepalli, Asifnagar, · Saifabad and 
Nampally areas. The Mansabdar families that were sur­
veyed number~d 263 comp;ising a total populationof 1,333· 
The average s1ze of a fam1ly in this case was 5 .o persons 
They lived mostly in Chanchalguda, Jahanuma, Yakutpura: 
Darushafa, Meeralam Mandi and Malakpet situated on the 
southern side of the riv~r Moosi. The su;vey of the third 
category, namely lower mcome group families was restricted 
mainly to Musheerabad and Chikkadpalli areas situated in 
the northern part ~f. Hyde:abad 9ty. · This area is mostly 
populated by famil~e~ of mdustr!al workers. In addition a 
large number of fam1hes· of l?wer mcoi?e gr~up was surveyed 
in the southern parts of the c1ty also, ~.e., m Chanchalguda, 
Malakpet, Azamabad and Yakutpura. The total number 'of 
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families of lower income groups. sur·~eyed, the total popu. 
lation of these families and the average size of family were 
as follows :-.

The number of men, women and children, the number 
of women prepared i:o . work classified according to marital 
status, namely, widowed, married and unmarried, the number 
of women willing to work in their homes, at the factory and 
at either place, are given in Table I. (Table I next page). 

The figures in columns 5 to 8 and 9 to I I of Table I were 
used for deciding the number of women to be trained in the · 
different processes of manufacturing matches, and the locali· 
ties in which the training centres and the factories could be 
established. 

In the case of women of the first two categories i.e., those 
dependent upon Ex-Servicemen and those belonging to 
Mansabdar families all those who were willing to work 
(either at home or at factory)_ were includ.ed for training. 
In the case of women belongmg to lower mcome groups it 
was not possible to admit all the women who came forward for 
training because their number was very large and the facili­
ties for training such large numbers were not available. 
Selection of women from these families was therefore made 
on the basis of the dire need of each family for supplementing 
its income. For this purpose, a criterion according to the size 
of the family, its income and indebtedness was worked out. 
The criterion adopted was net per capita income of each family 
which was calculated as follows :-

(the interest on debt was calculated at one per cent per month). 
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. Table No. II gives the distribution of surveyed families 
of Mansabdar and lower-income groups according to size 
groups of per capita income calculated on the above basis. 
In the case of Ex-Servicemen families, data regarding incomes 
was not collected and so, they were not shown in the Table.

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· families of Ex-servicemen that . the informants have pur­
posely giyen exaggerated figures of the number of members 
in their families in order, perhaps, to get more benefit from 
the ·organisations such as Soldier's Board, Red-cross Associa­
tions, etc., which render aid to ex-military men and their 
dependents. As regards per. capita income (Table II) 
nearly 64 per cent of the families of Mansabdars have per 
capita income of less than Rs. ro per month, whereas only 
so% of the families of lower income groups obtain per capita 
income of less than this amount. This is perhaps due to 
more family-members working in the latter group and 
contributing to the total income of the family. In the case 
of the lower income. groups, families residing in Chikkad­
palli and Mushirabad areas are much better off than those 
in the city area, and this difference can be explained by the 
fact that around Chikkadpalli-Mushirabad region there are 
a number of factories which provide more remunerative 
work to the families living there than those living in the 
city area.

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Among the women who were prepared to work in the · 
Match Industry, about 27 per cent (Table III) were widows. 
There was no difference in the percentage of widows in" Ex­
Servicemen's families arid Mansabdar's families. But in 

.!ower-income groups in Chikkadpalli area the percentage 
of widows was only 20 and in city area it was 29. 

The Percentage of married women prepared to work in 
Match Industry was similar in Ex-Servicemen families and 
lower income families, but in Mansabdar families it was less 
than in the other two groups, which is perhaps due to the 
difference in social habits. Mansabdars generally have a 
higher standard of living and the married women of Mansa­
bdar families do not generally like to work for a living by 
going out, if they can help it. · 
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Table IV shows the preference given by the women to 
. work at home, at factory or at either place. All the women 
of Ex-Servicemen families were prepared to work in either 
place. Nearly 67% of Mansabdar family women and 76% 
of the women of City area would li~e to work at home, 
whereas only 17% of women in Chikkadpalli area expressed 

·this preference. This is explained by the fact that most of 
the women in Mansabdar families and City area observe 
Purdah and they would not like to go out of their homes for 
work. On the other hand, women of Chikkadpalli area are 
used to work in factories and so, 8 5% of them opted for 
work in the factories.

The results of Health and. Economic Conditions Survey 
are give~ in Table .V.• both for the Mansa~dar families and 
Ex-Serv1cemen famihes. The percentage glVen in the Table 
clearly indicates that Mansabdar families are more pros­
perous than Ex-Servicemen families. Mansabdars were 
till recently obta~ning cash grants and in addition, they had 
other sources of mcome.
