A Bill to consolidate and amend the [aws relating to regisira-
tion of pracutioners of medicine (Allopathy) in Madhya
Pradesh and to make provisions for constitution of the
Medical Council for the State and for matters connccted

Be it enacted by the Madhya Pradesh Legislature in the
