PREAMBLE
Extracts from the ariginal Preamble to the Constitution of the
 Society written by the illustrious founder 'the late
Gopal Krishna Gokhale, in 1905

For some time past the conviction has been forcing itself
on many earnest and thoughtful minds that a stage has been
reached in the work of nation-building in India when, for
further progress, the devoted labours of a specially trained agency
applying itself to the task in a true missionary spirit are required.
The work that bhas been accomplished so far has indeed been
of the highest value. The growth during the last fifty years
of a feeling of common n:tionality based upon common tradi-
tions and ties, common hopes and aspirations, and even common
disabilities has been wmost striking. ‘The fact that we are
Indians first, and Hindus, Mahommedans, Parsess or Chris-
tians afterwards, is being realised ia a steadily increasing
measure, and the idea of a united and renovated Indis march-
ing onwards to a place among the nations of the world, worthy
ol her great past, is no longer a mere idle dream of a few
imaginative minds, but is the definitely accepted creed of those
who form the brain of the community--the educated classes
of the country. A creditable beginning has already been made
in matters of education and of local self-government; and all
classes of the people are slowly but steadily coming under the
influence of liberalideas. The claims of public life are every day
receiving wider recognition, and attachment to the land of
our birth is growing into a strong and deeply cherished passion
of the heart. The annual meetings of Congresses and Confer-
ences, the work of public bodies and associations, the writings
in the columns of the Indian Press—all bear witness to the
pew life that is coursing in the veins of the people. The results
achieved so far are undoubtedly most gratifying, but they only
mean that the jungle has been cleared and the foundations laid,
The great work of rearing the superstructure has yet to be taken
in hand, and the situation demands on the part of workers devo-
tion and sacrifices proportionate to ihe magnitude of the task.
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The Servants of India Society has been established to meet
in somg measure these requirments of the situation...Much of
the work must be directed towards building up in the country
a higher type of character and capacity than is generally availa-
ble at present, and the advance can only be slow. Moreover,
the path is beset with great difficulties; there will be constant
temptations to turn back; bitter disappointment will repeatedly
try the faith of those who have put their hand to the work.
But the weary toil can have but one end, if only the workers
grow not faint-hearted on the way. One essential condition of
success in this work is that a sufficient number of our country-
men must now come forward to devote themselves to the cause
in the spirit in which religious work is undertaken. Public
life must be spiritualised, Love of country must so fill the heart
that all eise shall appear as of little moment by its side. A
fervent patrintism which rejoices at every opportunity of sacri-
fice for the motheriand, a dauntless heart which refuses to be
turned back from its object by difficuity or danger, a deep
faith in the purpose of Providence which nothing can shake—
equipped with these, the worker must start on his mission and
reverently seck the joy which comes of spending oneself in the
service of one’s country.

The Servants of India Society will train men, prepared to
devote their lives to the cause of the country in a religious spirit
and will seek to promote, by all constitutional means the
national interests of the Indian people. Its members will
direct their efforts, principally towards (1) creating among the
people by example and by precept, a deep and passionate love
of the motherland, seeking its highest fulfilment in service and
sacrifice; (2) organizing the work of political education and
agitation, basing it on a careful study of public questions and
strengthening generally the public life of the country; (3) promo-
ting relations of cordial goodwill and co-operation among the
different communities; {4) assisting educational movements
especially those for the education of women, the education of
backward classes and industrial and scientific education;
(5) helping forward the industrial development of the country;
(6) the elevation of the depressed classes.

Report For 1981-82

Intreduction

The Servants of India Society was founded by Gopat Krishna
Gokhale on June 12, 1905. Its objects are the training of national
missionaries for the service of India and the promotion by all
constitutional means, of the interests of the Indian people without
distinction of caste or creed. The members of the Socicty have
pledged to give throughout their lives the best that is in them
to the cause of the country in all secular fields.. The circumst-
ances in which the Society was founded and the objecis, which
the Founder had in view in founding it, are explained - in the
preamble he wrote to its constitution ip 1905, extracts from which
are given in the preceding two pages. The preamble has been
a source of inspiration to the Society during the seventy-seven
years of its existence.

Organisation

The Headquarters of the Society are at Poona, where the
members meet every year in June for its anoual session. The

Society has branches in Madras, Bombay, Nagpur, Allahabad
and Cuttack.

Shri. 8. R. Venkataraman was elected as President azzd Shri
R. §. Misra, Vice-President of the Scciety for a term of three years.
Shri. K, G. Sharangpani, Shri Dinkar Desai, Shri. R. G. Kakade
and Shri. S. 8. Misra continued to be Senior Members of the Society’s
branches in Poona, Bombay, Nagpur and Cuttack respectively.
Shri, 8. 8. Ajgaonkar, Shri. Madhusudan Sahoo and Shri. Damodar
Sahoo were elected to the Council by the members of the Society.
Shri, R. G, Kakade was Secretary of the Soclezy.

Gakhale Day

The Gokhale Day was observeé on the 9th May 1981 in Poona,
Madras and Cuttack. In Poona, the Gokhale Day address was

delivered by Shri. MNanasaheb Goray, Ex. Htgh Commzssxoncr of
India in U. K.



Gokhale Day Dinner

The Gokhale Day Dinner was cancelled owing to circum-
stances beyond control. A tea party was arranged instead which
was attended by all the members in Poona and Shri. N. G.
{Nanasaheb) Goray, the speaker of that day. ‘The expenses of the
party were met out of the interest on an endowment created for the
purpose by the late Shrimant Babasaheb Ghorpade, Chief of
Ichalkaranji,

The Gokhale Day at Madras

The Gokhale Day at Madras was celebrated under the chairm-
manship of Justice Shri. Swamikannu, who in his scholarly and
thoughtful address highlighted the spiritual side of Gokhale's life,
his patriotism, scholarship, statesmanship and his dedicated service
to our country, Shri. N. Mahalingam, a leading industrialist, also
addressed the meeting.

Shri. A. Ranganathan, a well-known journalist and publicist,
released Gokhaleana No. 22, and commended the article by K.
Chandrasekharan in it which was chiefly a critical and scholarly
appreciation of Gokhale’s life and work.

Prof. Jammel Ahmed observed that Gokhale was a great
friend of the Muslims and wished we had a Gokhale to solve the
Hindu-Muslim differences.

'On 19th February, Gokhale’s death commemoration day was
also observed at Madras under the chairmanship. of Shri. T.
Chengalvaroyan, a studéat of public aflairs, an Ex. Mayor and an
Ex. M. P, bemoaned the fall of ethical values all round, emong
the elite and the masses, particularly among respoasible men who
were the custodians of the country’s destiny and pleaded for the
revival of the Gokhale spirit. The Gokhaleana No. 23, compiled
and edited from Dr. C. R. Reddy’s papers, from the writings of
the late N. C. Kelkar of Pune and from the writings of Dr. V. N.
Farquhar on the Servants of India Society and Gokhale, was
released by Shri. A. L. Pandya who observed that the contents of
the pamphlet threw much light on Gokhale’s life and events of those
days.

Prizes were awarded to the winners in the oratorical competi-
tion for college students, held on the 9th May on *“Gokhales
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Relevance Today” and on the topic “Gokhale, the model Parlia-
mentarian” on the 19th February.

The Gokhale Day was celebrated i in Cuttack on the 5th May
1981. A public mesting was held under the presidentship of Mr.
Justice R.-N, Misra, the Chief Justice of Orissa High Court. Dr.
Radhanath Rath, Editor of the “Samaj” was the chief guest agd
Shri Govind Das, Barrister-at-Law and Advocate General of Orissa,
acted as the chief speaker. All of them paid high tributes to the
qualitics of head and heart of Gopal Krishna Gokhale and
exhorted his country-men to e,;r}ulate the example.

Sastri Day

The Rt. Hon'ble V. S. Sriniwas Sastri Day was observed in
Madeas on the I7th of April 1981 under the chairmanship of Shri
C. R. Pattabhiraman who had known Sastri intimately. Dr. A.
" Thira Vengarathan, Professor of Sanskrit, the Vaishnav College,
spoke on Sastri's lectures on Ramayan, which he described as a
master piece of literary criticism, surpassing in some respects
Bradley’s lectures on Shakespeare,

Shri A. Ranganathan released Sastriana No. 23, containing
among others * V. 8. Sriniwas dastri and the mocerate style. in
Indian Politics by Dr. Ray T. Smith of the University of Cali-
fornia and the reported remarks of the late B. G. Kher, Ex.-Chief

Minister of Maharashtra, that * Sastri upholds the Golchale
tradition. '

On the 22nd Sept. 1981, Sastri's birth day was celebrated
under the chairmaniship of Dr. Malcolm 5. Adiseshiah, M. P. and
a former Vice-Chancelior of the Madras University. Dr. A.
Thiruvengadathan released Sastriana No. 24, containing Sastri’s
letters to Mahamahopadhyaya Kuppuswamy Sastrigal, on many
obstruse and moot points in the Valmiki Ramayan which are of
great interest to scholars. Dr. Malcolm Adiseshizh psid a rich
tribute to Sastri and described him as a multi-faceted personality of
great integrity and utter simplicity with courage even to criticise
his great friend, the Mahatma as well as his foes. Prizes were
distributed on both the occasions to the winners in the oratorical

contest in English and Sanskrit recitations from the Valmiki
Ramayana.

GENERAL

Indian Cnuncxl of World Affairs

After 36 years as Hony. Secretary and Treasurer of the Indian
Council of World Affairs, Madras Branch, Shri Venkataraman
stepped down from that office, to be elected as the Vice President
of the Council at its meeting held on the 30th January, 1982,

During the year under report, two important meetings were
‘held relating to the Tamil Repartiates from Ceylon and to Ceylon .
Tamils. A non-offizial survey of the Tamil repatriates to India -
revealed the sad predicament they found thcmselves in due to
various causes, chief among them being their inability to adjust
themselves to the hard surroundings and new occupations. They . .
all had work on tea plantations in Sri Lanka and want employment - ,
in plantations in Tamil Nadu. At the meeting of the Council held ; |
on the 30th June 1981 it was resolved to lead a deputation both to -
the Government of Tamil Nidu and to the Indian Govt. |
Shri Venkitaraman dsclined, however, to be in the deputation for
reasons of health. .
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The second meeting regarding the duvmands of the Sri Lanka
Tamils for greater political rights was held on the 7th February
when Shri Eazdavendan, the Secretary of the Tamils United Lib-
ration Front(TULF) gave a detailed account of his party’s demands.
The Tamils of Sti Lanka would favonr autonomous Tamil Provinces
wherever the Tamils were in a mijority, the Centre having reserved
powers,

Co-operation with the Qaaker International

The Council co-oparated with the Quaker International in
organising an exhibition and a seminar on infernational under-
standing on the 27th and 23th February, 1982 in Madras. -

Mahamahopadhyaya Birth Ceatenary

Asg a member of the Mahamahopadhyaya Prof, Kuppuswamy
Sastri Birth Centenary Committee, Shri Venkataraman attended
the functions connected with the celebrations from the 19th to
the 21st July 1981 at the Sanskrit College Campus. They were
attended by about 500 delegates and visitors, botn Indian and
foreign, most of whom are well-known authorities jn Sanskrit
literature and the language and other disciplines. The committee
brought out several valuable publications including a souvenir
containing contributions of the Mahamahopadhyaya. '

Sanskrit Day

Shri Venkataraman attended the meeting of the Sanskrit
Academy to celebrate the Saaskrit Day, presided over by Shri C.
Subramanian, Ex-Finance Minister, on the 16th August 1981, who
criticised the policy of the State/Central Governments of the step-
montherly treatment accorded to Sanskrirt. )

~ Bhri Venkararaman wrote to the *Hind u’ criticising the attitude
of the Oensus enumerators of not entering Sanskri as a language
known to him in addition to Tamil, English and Hindi.

Shri Venkataraman spoke on the 19th May 1981 on the services
of the late Smt. Durgabai Deshmukb at the condolence meeting
organised by the Stree Seva Mandir, faligram; on Dr. C. R. Reddy
at the Birth Centenary moeting held at the C. P. R. Foundation
and. on D:. Aanie Basant at the Theosophical §xciety on the last
October.,. 1981,
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Shri Venkataraman was associated with Arya Mata Sabha,
The Gokhale Institute of Public Affairs, Bangalore, The Madras
Sanskrit Academty, Prof. 8. Kuppuswamy Bastri Research Institute
and the Indian Red-Cross Society’s Madras Branch.

Shri i)essi’s Konkani Poems

During the year Shri Desai published a book of his Konkani
poems. Konkani is the mother tongue of Desai. The first poem
was written by him in May 1930 when he was a student, These
poems are very popular even today.

Shri Ajgaonkar continued to be the Hon. Secretary of the
Bombay Social Reform Association, a non-political and non-party
organisation, founded by the late Justice Narayan G. Chandavarkar
and others in 1903, It was an off-shoot of the National Social
Conference started by the late Justice Ranade in 1887. The
Association, which stands for elimination of such disruptive forces
as casteism, communalism and others, and for comglete social
and national integration by creating a common civil code, has a
distinguished record of service for the furtherance of Social Reform
in the country. It has played a valuable part in bringing many
beneficial measures on the statute book.

During the year under report the Association organised
meetings to discuss the question of mass conversion of Hindus,
particularly Harijans, to Islam and Christianity. The Association
prepared notes and draf bills incorporating therein various steps
to be taken to restrict instant comversions.

The Association celebrated the death anniversary of Mahatma
Jyotiba Phule, the renowned social reformer of Maharashtra. A
large number of Adivasis and Harijans from villages Takve-Khurd,
Rajmachi and Cuandhe participated in the functions held at
Lonavala.

The Association conducts G. L. Mehta Project for Education
and Cuitural enterprise, which was started in 1974 to commemorate
the memoty of the late Gaganvihari L. Mehta, with the object of
spreading formal as well as social education in villages, conducting -
and aiding schemes which would induce the villagers to undertake
more constructive approach towards life. The scheme which was
started with an initial donation of Rs. 10,000/— from Industrial
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Credit and Investment Cdrpomtion and Dorabji Tata Trust is
carrying on its activitics in Maval Taluka of Pune district.

Shri 8. S Misra contributed a number of articles, both in
English and Oriya, to the local newspapers on & variety of subjects,
topical and otherwise, during the year under report. * The aboli-
tion of Caste System from Hindu Society”, ** Rele of Journalists in
a Dumocratic set-up  ** Abolition of Capital punishment ** were
titles of some of his articles. He occasionally contributed letters
to the Statesman of Calcutta, Shri 8, 8. Misra is working on “Lives
of some Great Public Men of India ™ in Oryia.

He presided over two well-attended public meetings held in
Cuttack to observe the death anniversary of Pandit Gopabandhu
Das, one of the architects of modern Orissa, and another held on
the birthday of Mahatma Gandhi,

Shri. 8. 8. Misra presided over a meeting on 1st July 1981
heid to observe the 53rd death anniversary of late Pandit Gopa
bandhu Das, one of the architects of modern Orissa. He gave
away prizes to winners in the debate competition organised by the
Servants of People Society on the occasion. On the same day
he presided over the annual functon of “Kalyan”, an institution
which caters to the need of blind students in Culiack town. He
also participated in the celebrations of the birth centenary of Shri
Purushottamdas Tandon, organised by the Servants of People
Seviety.

Together with Shri Damodar Sahoo, he attended a gathering
of non-party politicians and Sarvoday leaders on 22nd and 23rd
August 1981, to protest against the promulgation of ordinances
by the Govt. making inroads on democracy, civil liberties, freedom
of the press and the judiciary,

Shri Kakade continued to be a member of the  Gokhale
Elocution Competition Committee which makes arrangements for
the annual Gokhale Elocution Cup Competitions open to college
students. The Cup had been endowed by the Raja of Sangli soon
after Gokhale’s death. The Committee meets once a year in the
Nowrosjee Wadia College.

Shri Kakade continued to be the Hony. Treasurer of the
Kunzru Centre for Studies in Defence Affairs. The Centre conducts
training classes for security officers, which course has been approved



by the Ministry of Defence. The UGC has approved its research
project on the Marathas’ Contribution to the Science of Warfare
and has sanctioned a grant of Rs. 33,600/~ The Poona Mumnicipal
Corporation has sanctioned a grant of Rs. 10,000/—for the same
project. The State Govt. has saactioned allotment of a plot of
land admeasuring about 14000 sq. ft. at a nominal price of
Rs. 93,000/—

Moral Education

Shri Madhusudan Sahoo pursued bis Moral Education scheme.
A small vehicle (an auto-rickshaw) was purchased for the said
purpose. Shri Sahoo intends to contact about 100 road-side High
Schools around Cuttack and Bhubaneswar atd would like to
arrange class room talks, seminars and general meetings on the
lives and teachings of saints and patriots of our country giving
emphasis on the moial values of our lives.

Public Affairs

Shri Madhusudan Sahoo as a member of the Sub-Divisional
Legal Aid Committee of Rayagade attended all its meetings. The
purpose of the Committee is to sanction fingncial assistance to
the poor and needy persons who are involved in litigation.

Shri Sahoo as a member of the Sub-Divisional Vigilance
Committee attended its meetings, This Committee investigates
cases of bonded labourers and suggests ways and means of rehabi-
litating freed bonded labourers. _

Shri Sahoc is 2 member of the Sub-Divisional Citizens’
Committee of Rayagad. This Committee looks into the supply
position of the controlled commodities and their market prices, etc.

Shri Sahoo arranged some public meetings in the Thakkar
Bapa Ashram at Rayagada. He also took part in some meetings
outside the Ashram. .

Shri Damodar Sahoo made special effort to sec that the Orissa
Textile Mills at Choudwar were started early to relieve the
distress of the workers thrown out of employment. He met the
Chief Minister and other influential people in that connection.

Shri Damodar Sahoo presided over the inauguaral function
of the “ Engineers India ” on the industrial unit at Mundamal.
He also presided over a meeting held on the 15th July 1981, to
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mourn the death of Smt. Durgabai Deshmukh, founder-chairman
of the Central Social Welfare Board. He was the chief speaker
of the annual function of Netaji Yuvak Sangh on the 23rd
Janmary 1982, at Karganja.

As z member of the Rotary Club of Choudwar Shri Sahoa
attended most of its meetings.

He attended the All-India Progressive Workers' Conference
held on 20th to 22nd Feb. 1982 at Burada in Sambalpur district
of Orissa.

Shri Damodar Sahoo worked as a special corzespoadent of
the local Daily, the * Prajatantra ™. In that capacity he visited
different places, issued statements and attended press conferences.

Shri Damodar Sahoo was the chief speaker at the Laxmi-
narayan Smarak Foot Ball Tournament on the 23rd November
and at the Foundation Day of IMFA on the 26th Nov. 1981,

Shri P. K. Dwivedi secured half an acre of land at Bazpur from
the Bhoodan Samiti to develop his work there. At his instance
the Government of Uttar Pradesh has given 1o the Society half
an acre of land at Chandan Chauki in Lakhimpur Kheri district for
constructing & building thereon for the Ashram-type School for
Tharu girls. The Society has accordingly constructed the building
at its own expense, Shri R. D, Varma has donated one acre of
hig land to the Socicty at Chandan Chauki and has promised to
construct g building thereon for its mewly established Nursery
School, knrwn as Raja Rani Shiksha Shisha Sadan.

Dr. P. K. P. Nair attended in July 1981, a meetirg of
the Central Commitee of Employment of the Labour Ministry
- in New Delhi as a representative of the Society. He also attended
a seminar in Barcda convened by the Gujrath Government on
bench mark surveys for the command area of the Narmada
Irrigation system.

Shri. V. 8. Ravi was busy on and of wnh the legal matters
relating to the Society 's property at Madras.

Shri Neve held a number of meetings in Shendurjana Bazar
and in the surrounding villages to propogate prohibition, non-
acceptance of dowries and giving up gambling. He arranged 24
community and inter-caste marriages and secured government
grants for settlement of the newly wed couples. He also distributed
anti-alcoholic homeopathic and other medicines to 20 people.

Shri Neve arranged meetings in colleges in Amaravati to help
create awareness of public and social problems smong the youth,
He also conducted a Survey on attitudes and reactions of the
youths in Amaravati -on problems of public importance, such as

incidence of crimes, frustration among inteflectuals gnd sacial
consiousness.

Welfare work for Adivasis, Harijans and Backward Class Pecple

Uttar Pradesh

The Aboriginal welfare Work in U. P..is now being carried
on by Shri Atma Nand Misra in the Mirzapur district and Shri. P. K.
Dwivedi in the districts of Nainital, Lakhimpur Kheri, Gonda,
Bahraich and Bijuore. Both these members are now responsible
for the field work in their respective areas, and are responsible for
their accounts. Shri R. S. Misra is devoting himself mostly to
- non-tribal welfare work from the Ist April 1981. He, however,
continued {0 help them in developing their work and giving them
necessary guidance in planning and coordinating the work.

The State Government of U. P. appointed Shri Misra a
director of the Tarai Scheduled Tribes Development Corporation
during the year and he attended some of its meetings.

The Tribal Welfare work in U. P. is being carried on under
the U. P. Tribal Welfare Committee of which Shri Amir Hasan,
1.A.8,, Director, Man Power, Planaing and an Associate Member
of the BSociety, is the Chairman. This Committee has been
recognised both by the Central and the State Governments.

Primary Schools for Boys and Girls.

The Society maintained 24 primary schools as classified below
districtwise.

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It will be seen from the above statement that 1343 out of 1388
children reading in the Lower Primary and Upper Primary schools
are Adivasis and Harijans. Al these schools have been recognised
by the Education Depariment of the Uttar Pradesh Government
and are regularly inspected by the officers of that Department.

The primary schools in Mirzapur district are run with a grant
from the Central Government, the total expenditure on the main-
tenence being Rs. 58,159:30. Out of the 14 primary sehools in
Nainital, Bijnore and Gonada districts, three schools are financed by
the Tarai Anusuchiet Jantati Vikas Nigam Ltd., Lacknow and the
remaining 11 schools receive a grant from the Uttar Pradesh State
Government, The total expenditure on the maintenance of these
14 primary schools came to Rs, 63,445-77 only,

Juior High Scheals

The Society maintained three Junior High Schools at Siltham,
Saikhan and Muirpur in the Mirzapur district. The fotal number
of the students in these schools was 464 of whom 288 were
Harijans a1 d Adivasis. The main reason for the low attendance
of Adivasis and Harijans in these schools is their extrem= poverty.
Most of the children drop out at the primary stage as they find it
more profitable to tend cattle and earn something to eat rather
than to attend the classes without food.

Ashram Scheel Khantara

The Ashram School, Khantara in the Sadar tahsil of the
Mirzapur district provides free food, clothing, reading and writing
material and medical attention to 60 boys reading in Primary and
Junior High Schools run by the Soclety All the 60 boys
belong to SC/ST.

At Khantara and in the Junior Section of the Junior High-
School, Rajohan run by the Education Department ali the six
inmates of the Ashram who appeared at the Upper Primary Exa-
mination conducted by the Education Department passed their
examinations.  Besides the prescribed curriculam, practical
training in agriculture and vegetable gardening was provided to
them.

The total expenditure on the maintenance of the Ashram was
Rs. 80,637-98
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Ashram School, Silthame

The Society maintained one Ashitam-type School at Siltham
in the Robertganj tahsil of the Mirzapur district for the Janior
High School boys. ‘There are 60 inmates in the Ashram, all
belonging to the SC/ST.

They are provided free residential accommodation, food,
clothing and reading and writing materials. Besides the prescribed
curriculam, practical training in agriculture and vegetable growing
is also given to them. 18 inmates of the Ashram appeared at the
last Junior High School Examination of whom 16 passed.

The total expenditure on the maintenance of the Ashram during
the year was Rs. 71,275-25.

Besides these Ashram—type schools for boys, the Society
started doring the year two Ashram-type-Schools for girls-one in
Bazpur in Nainital district and the other at Chandan Chouki in
Lakhimpur Kheri disterict. The total number of girls taking
.benefit of these Balika Ashram-Schools was 75. Fifty girls
belonged to Buxa community and the remaining 25 to Tharu
community. Housed in rented buildings, the Ashram-Schools
provided, free of cost, lodging, boarding, clothing, books and
materails for games. Special arrangements have becn made for
medical care through doctors’ visits to the Ashram twice 2 week.
The total expenditure of these Ashram-schools amounted to
Rs. 1,02,873-69. One Ashram School received grants from the
Ministry of Home Affairs (Janjati section) of Government of India,
while the other at Chandan Chouki was financed by the Anushuchit
Janjati Vikas Nigam Ltd., Lucknow.

Hoétels

The Society maintained hostels for Harijan and Adivasi
students at Khantara, Siltham, Salkhan Muirpur and Konhdar.
Only free residential facilities are provided; students bring their
own ration but the cooking is done by the hostel staff who are paid
by the Society.

Harijan and Adivasi Hostel, Mirzapun City

The Society maintained a Harijan and Adivasi-Hostel in
the Mirzapur city where 48 students reading in the Polytechnique
for Electrical and Machanical Engineering were accommodated:
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There were 14 students reeding in the B. A. & M. A. classes. The
total expenditure on ‘the hostel during thie year was Rs. 6,848-15.
In the northern triba! belt of U, P. the Society maintained

five hostels which provided free lodging and broarding and other
facilities. They are classified below disurictwise and tribewise.

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Out of 1421 beneﬁc;anes, 976 were boys and the remaining
545 gitls, The total expenditure incurred on the maintenance of
these Balwadis was Rs. 1,40,136-05. 18 of them were financed
by the Bhartiva Adim -Jati Sevak Sangh, six by the Harijan and
Social Welfare Department of Uttar Pradesh Government and the
remaining 11 were financed by the Tarai Anusuchit Janjati
Vikas "Nigam Ltd., Lacknow. ‘

Women’s Welfare Schemes

Five centres of women’s welfare activities were maintained
at Kusungur in Allahabad district, Robertganj and Parsouna in the
Robertsganj tahsil and Dudhi and Muirpur in the Dudhi tahsil
of the Mirzapur district. In the second half of the year the
centres at Parsouna and Robertsganj were replaced by Bidar and
Siltham. These centres provided facilities for the general education
of women, besides providing facilities for training in tailoring,
. embroidery and knitttr.g by machine and hand. The total number
of women attending these centres was 157 of whom 109 were Harijan
and Advivasis. The total expenditure on the maintenance of these
centres was Rs, 29,193-38,

The Society conducted one Mahila Shilpkala Kendra at
Haripura in the Nainital district with the financial help from the
state Government of Uttar Pradesh. 15 Buxa women took benefit
of the same. The expenditure of this Kala Kendra totalled up
to Rs. 5,964-00.

Creches

The Society maintained two creches in Nainital district and
one in La¥himpur Kheri district, with-financial assistance from the
Bhartiya Adimjati Sevak Sangh, New Delhi, 75 children got
benefit of these creches. The total expenditure on these creches
amounted to Rs. 14,950-95.

Balkalyan Kendra

The Society maintained one Balkalayn Kendra at Dhauky.
where 40 children were given snacks for 25 days in a month.
This Xendra-received a grant of Rs. 4,000 as against Rs. 5473-00
spent by the Society on its maintenance,
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Fishery Demoasirat:on Farm

This was maintained by the Soclet}r at Bazpur in Na:mtal
district, to provide practical knowledge to the inmates of the hostel
and the people in the vicinity, 3,000 fingerlings were put in the
tank. But dus to the non-availability of diesel fresh warer could
not be pumped into the tank. The fish had, therefore, to be sold,
which fetched an amount of Rs. 7,350-00.

Bee-Keeping

The Society started a bee-keeping centre at the Buxa Boys‘
Hostel at Bazpur, with two boxes. The sale proceeds of honey
amounted to Rs. 325-00 during the year under report.

Shri R, 8. Misra continued to be on the Board of Directors
of the Govindpur Ashram which is being run by the U. P. Gandhi
Smaral Nidhi and the Sarveday Mandal. A aumber of schemes
for the socio-economic development of the Adivasi villages have
been taken in hand by the Ashram with financial support of the
Khadi and Village Industries Commission.

Shri. P. K. Dwivedi organised ten camps for Rural Women
Training Programme in Public Co-operation, from the 18th
February to the 3Ist March 1982. Four of them were organised
in the Nainital district, four in Lakhimpur Kheri and two in Gonda
district. In these camps 103 Buxa and 174 Tharu women parti-
cipated. The total expenditure incurred for this programme
was financied by the Central Social Welfare Board, New Delhi.

Andhra Pradesh

Shri Venkataraman continued to manage the Thakkar Bapa
Gurukulam at Chillakur {near Gudur), Nellore district of Andhra
Pradesh, The Gurukulam is a residential-school-cum  hostel,
primarily intcnded for the educational advancement of children
of Yenadhi tribe. The residential school situated near the Sankaran
Yenadhi colony, about 3 miles awey from Gudar, continued to
function satisfactorily as before.

On a spontangous demand from the parents of the students
to raise the middle school to the status of a high school, the Guru-
kuiam school was upgraded into a High School from the academic
year, 1981, with the opening of the 8th Std. and as per permi-
ssion given by the Department of Education, Govt. of A, P.

s
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Hyderabad. This will help the Tribal Yenadhis, harijan and other
backward class children of this institution to study from Ist Std.
upto Xth Std., and comé out successful with the Secondary School
Leaving Certificate. During the year 1981-82 the school had on
its rolls 326 pupils as per details given below :

In addition to teaching, pre-vocational training in carpentry
to elderly students from the IV std. and sewing and taiforing to
girls is also imparted in this institution. The school staff consists
of 12 teachers including a watchman-cum-peon, as per details
given under :

All the 27 students who appeared for the ViIth Std. common
exam. condlucted by the A. P. Govt. in. May 81 came out saccessful,
securing 100%, result for the fourth year in succession to this insti-
tution. The Dy. Inspector of Schools visited the institution on
17-9-81 and was satisfied with its working, During the year one
B. Ed. teacher, one Secondary Grade teacher, and one physical
education teachet were appointed, after the Govt, of India cleared
our budget estimaes. The school teachers are paid salaries a$ per
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scales of pay fixed by the A. P. Govt. to be adopted for aided insti-
tutions. Some more furniture was also purchased and provided
for the new VII th class students, whose number was 28.

All the day scholars, averaging 165, who are mostly drawn
from Harijan and other backward classes, were given free mid-day
meals during the year. The school children were given free books
by the Dist. Tribal & Harijan Welfare Officer.

The scbool annual day was celebrated with Rotarion Sri. A,
Audisesha Reddy as the Chief Guest under the presidentship of
Dr. C. R. Reddy. on 24-4-81.

‘The Lions Club President, Sri. B. R. Radhakrishna Reddy,
presided over the Independance Day celebrations of the Guru-
kulam-school and other Lion Club members also participated in
the function.

Dr. Y.J. Prabhakara Reddy, M.B.B.S., presided over the 113th
birth anniversry of Sri. Thakkar Bapa and offered valuable advice
to the young tribal and Harijan children to come up in life.

Under the direct supervision of Shri B. Raghaviah, the devoted
Hony. Correspondent, the school functioned efficiently, smoothly
and satisfactorily. But the upgrading of the middle school into
a high school bad larded the management into financial difficulties.
As per terms and condtions of the grant of permission of upgrading,
the mansgement is required to deposit with the Education Depart-
ment of Andhra Pradesh Government an endowment of Rs. 35,000-/.
Attempts are being made with the help of the focal Advisory Com-
mittee to raise that amount by way of public donations and centri-
butions. It is gratifying to note that promises of donations to the
extent of about Rs. 20,000 are already received.

The School Advisory Committee consists of Lion Shri C. V.
Krishnaiah, who is also the Governor of Lions Club of Gudur &
Nellore, Dr. C. R. Reddy, Dr. K. Seetharamiah, Shri V. Subbarama
Reddy, the Sarpanch of Chillakur village, Shri. 8. R. Venkataraman
Sri. B. Ragaviah and Shri. V. 8. Ravi as the Secretary.

The Sarpanch of the Chillakur Panchayat Shri Ramchandra
Reddy has been kind encugh to finance the construction of a class-
room af a cost of about Rs. 25,000/-.

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Guorukulam Haostel

The Gurukulam hostel maintained 100 tribal Yenadhi inmates
in the hostel during thé vear, 72 of whom are boys and 28 girls,
The hostel was in charge of a warden and matron. All the tribal
inmates, are given free food, bedding, and 2 sets of uniforms and
books/slates and free medical aid. In addition, there is 2 Hon.
Superintendent in charge of the entire Gurukulam, 2 cooks and one
cleaner-cum-water carrier. The hostel inmates were given milk,
eggs, fruits and buttermilk regularly and their health was quite
satisfactory. Of the staff members 4 belonged to Sch, Tribes, and
the remaining two to backward classes.

The total expenditure on the working of the Gurukulam, includ-
ing administrative expenses, amounted to Rs. 2,16,141-21 against
which a grant of Rs. 2,15,635-00 was received from the Govt. of
India. The surplus of Rs. 21,108 is to be refunded to the Govt. of
India.

Tamil Nada

The Thakkar Bapa Gurukulam is a residential school for
the Toda and Kota tribal children. It is situated 8 miles away
from Ootakamund at Nirgacimund on the Mysore/Ooty Road. in
the midst of the Toda munds. It has been functioning since 1952.

The punils of the Middle School attached to the Gurukulam
with Standards I te VII with an enrolment of 242 pupils, were
mostly drawn from Scheduled Tribes, Backward Classes, and
others in the vicinity as detailed below :

The school had a staff of 6 tcachers, of whom 4 belonged to back-
ward classes, one to Scheduled Caste and onc to Sch. Tribe. Pre-
vocatioral training in agriculture is given to the children. The
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Deputy Inspector of Schocls wvisited this imstitution twice-first
for annual inspection on 11-9-81 and the second surprise one
on 1-7-81 and found the school in good working condition.
CARE food is given to 20 day CARE scholars in the mid-day.

Smt. Secthalakshmi, Hony. Correspondent of the school, and
her husband Shri. 8. N. Sadasivan, an Associate of the Society
worked hard for the all-round improvement of the Guiukulam.
The Handicraft Training Centre which was taken in zuction by the
Society was renovated by them at a cost of Rs. 8,000/- much of
which amount was raised by them by way of donatiops.

The hostel attached to the school, maintained 99 tribal Toda/
Kota inmates (75 boys and 24 girls) who were provided free boarding
and lodging, books/slates, uniforms, bedding and medical aid.
The hostel has a warden, and 2 cooks to prepare food. The warden
assists the tribal inmates in their lessons and gives them special
coaching.

During the year the District Tribal & Harijan Welfare Officer
visited the hostel on 23-11-81 and 10-2-82 without giving any
notice, to check the working of the hostet and its attendance.
They were impresscd with the functioning of the hostel and its
attendance.

A sum of Rs, 1,02,457-40 was spent on the working of the
Gurukulam, including the office administrative expenses, against
which a grant cf Rs. 94,543/- was receivedd from the Government
of Tamilnadu towards the boarding grant and teaching grant
for the institution, leaving a deficit of Rs, 7914-40 which was m.t
from Society’s own funds and dopations.

Creches

The Socicty conducted two creches for the children of the
tribal working mothers in the Apamalais. Shrii N. Radha
Krishnia, a social worker, was in charge of them both. These
creches were financed by the Bhartiya Adimjati Sevak Sangh,
New Delhi.

Prohibition Camp for Tribal Women

A prohibition camp for tribal women in the Anamalias, spon-
sored by the Bhartiya Adim Jati Sevak Sangh, was run by the
Society with the assistance of Shri. N. Raghunathan,
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Shri Venkataraman was elected to the General Council of the
Bhartiva Adim Jati Sevak Sangh, at its annual conference held at
Ahmedabad in August 1981-,

Kerzla _

The five schools, namely Devdhar U. P. School, Nediyiruppu.
Devdhar L. P. School, Karulai, Devdhar, L. P. School, Palliyil,
Gokhale U.P. School, Mudadi, and Sastriar U. P. School Amaram-
balam, Chelode, situated in the interior of Malapuram & Nilambur
forest areas, continued to function satisfactorily as in the past,

serving the educational needs of the backward classes and Mopla
Muslims.

During the year the five schools had on their rolls 3363 pupils
of whom 1755 were boys and 1608 were girls. The five schools
had a staff of 87 teachers of whom 56 were males and 31 females.
The communitywise break-up of the pupils is as under—

The Secretary of the Madras Branch attended the annual day
function of the Sastriar U. P. school, Chelode on 11-3-82 which
was very largely attended. The parents of the pupils were very
happy and wanted the institution upgraded into 2 High School.
The management has taken steps to approch the educational
authorities for necessary sanction. The salaries of the five
institutions amounting to about Rs. 6-90 lakhs per annuam were
distributed directly by the Educational Officers through the Head-
masters of the schools.

During the year the total expenditure on the working of the
five schools, including administrative expenditure, but excluding
school staff salaries, amounted to Rs. 17,368:51 against which
Rs. 9,860- 50 was received as maintgnance grant from Kerala Gowvt.,
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eaving a defecit of Rs. 7508- 51 which was met by the Society from
its own funds and donations collected.

Orissa

Shri Madhusudan Sahoo was in charge of the Ravagada
Centre of the Society in the Koraput district of Orissa. The
Seravnts of India Society, which had stacted its tribal work in
the district 43 years back, runs the Thakkar Bapa Ashram for
Adivasi and Harijan students at Rayagada, a residential English
Middle School called as Thakkar Bapa Bidyapeeth, Thakkar
Bapa Upper Primary School and four Lower Primary Schools
in rural areas. [t also maintains a maternity centre at Hazaridanga
and two Balwadis in the villages in Rayagada.

Thalkar Bapa Ashram, Rayagada

In the Thakkar Bapa Ashram 75 ST & SC students are getting
residential and educational facilities. During the year 1981-82
there were 69 5T students and 6 SC students. Out of them 53
were boys and 22 were girls. According to their standard of edu-
cation 4 were reading in the High School, 29 were reading in the
M, E. School and the remaining ones were reading in the U. P,
School.

The students get free board and lodging, medical help, school
uniforms and reading and writing materials. Private tutors have
been engaged to give them special coaching at home.

A group of 12 students visited Konark, Puri, Bhubaneshwar,
Cuttack and Choudwar in an educational tour.

13 students, including 2 giris, appeared for the Middie School
Common Exsmination in May 1981 and all of them passed.

A sum of Rs. 82,538-78 was spent for the maintenance of the

Ashram against the sanctioned budget of Rs. 80,780 in the year
198182,

Rural Primary Schools

4 primary schools, one each in the villages Tumbiguda, Bari-
jhola, Jayaramguda and Adivasi Sahi are being managed by the
Servants of India Society. These schools have been rccognised
by the Eduction Department of the State Govt. and are doing better
than the nearby schools run by the Fducation Department.
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During the year under report 157 ST students, including 34
girls, were reading in these schools. They were su, plied with
necessary reading and writing materials.

In the yrar 1981-82 a sum of Rs. 11,496-00 was spent on the
Primary Schools against the sanctioned budget of Rs. 11,240-00

Balw adis

The Socicty managed two Balwadis, one at Barijhola and
another at Kondh Sahi, out of the grants received from the
Bhartiya Adim Jati Sevak Sangh, New Delhi. On an average 80
children of age group 3-6 years got the benefit of these ceatres. The
children were given mid-day snacks for 25 days in » month.

During the year the Society received a sum of Rs. 7,500 from
the Bhartiya Adim Jati Sevak Sangh, New Dethi as a grant and
spent an amount of Rs. 8 280 for ronning the Balwadis.

Cooperation and Rural Deveolpment

Under the auspices of the Society’s Rural Development Wing,
Shri R. 8. Misra has adopted Khantara village in the Mirzapur
District, for its integrated devilopment. He has first taken up
the question of improving irrigation facilities in the village and it is
intended to construct 4 Water Reservoirs in differest places. The
Ist Res.rvoir, measuring S0x%45 cubits, is under construction.
Water springs bave appeared and further digging has been stopped
to allow water level to go down in summer. Further digging will
be resumed towards the end of May, He has also taken up
the construction of a blast well for the Thakkar Gram Colony.
Besides, providing irrigation facilities he bas taken up a project
of Social Forestry under which he has so far planted 450 Mango
plants and 50 other fruit plants. The planiation area has been
fenced with barbed wire and stone pillars. A quarter for the garde-
ner has been constructed.

I.t is intended to develop a small dairy unit in the village on an
experimental basis This is intended to enccurage the villagers
te make supplementary earning.

_ The Socicty bas started its Servindia Rural Development
Wing for undertaking rural development programme in Maha-
rashtra and in other states. It has been approved by the Commi-
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ssioner of Inceme tax under Sec. 35 (cc) (a) of the Income tax Act.
The programme submitted is also approved.

Shri Kakade continued to be the Hony. Secretary of the Deccan
Agricultural Association. The Association has been publishing
a monthly journal in Marathi entitled the Shetaki Ani Shetkari
since Aug. 1910. The journal is published regularly on the 20th of
every month. That keeps Shri Kakade busy for about & week
before the date of publication.

Shri Kakade continued to be the Chairman of the District
Industrial Co-operative Association, The Association conducts two
cloth shops in Poona and ome in Baramati. It also conducts
one Handicrait Emporium in Poona and one leather depot in
Baramati. It supplies coal-ash and other raw materials to artisans
and their co-operative societies as per their requirments. It conti-
ues to work as an Administrator of the Bhavani Metal Workers'
Co-operative Society.

As Chairman of the DICA Shri Kakade was an Associate
Member of the Zilla Parishad of Poona and its Co-operation &
Agriculture Committee.

Shri, Kakade was a member of the Poona District Co-operative
Board, the Western Maharashira Divisional Co-op. Board and
also of the Maharashtra Rajya Sahakari Sangh.

Shri Kakade continued to be a member of the Governing
Council of the Indian Sociefy for Studies on Coopsration which
heid its first session in Bangalore last December.

Shri Kakade continued to be the Chairman of Dr. Vitthalrao
Vikhe Patil Memorial Foundation (proposed), of which he prepared
the constitution. He visited Pravaranagsr twice and aitended to
its work in Poona. The work of Prof. D. R. Gadgil Memeorial
Committes of the Pravara Sahakari Sakhar Karkhana, of which
also he happened to be chairman, has not yet started,

Shri Ajgaonkar was an ex-officio member of the Florence
Nightingale Village Sanitation Fund Committce of the Social
Service League, Bombay. From this Fund grants not exceeding
Rs. 1,000/~ are paid to institutions and individuals in rural areas,
undertaking to do rural sanitation work by such means as sinking
wells, cleaning strects, sweeping refuse, filling-in insanitary pools
and ditches, digging drains, efc.
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During the year 1980-81, the Servants of India Society and
the Ashram Pratishthan of Sevagram collaborated and formed
a Bureau of Rural Development to undertake jointly some projects.
The work of the Burcau of Rural Development was intensified.
A training camp was held in Sevagram for village youth, extending
over a period of 45 days including field visits and village survey.
Under the auspices of the Bureau, 70 Ambar Charkhas are working
in three villages. More villages will be covered gradually. Three
people, two women and a boy, were given training in weaving, and
four young men were trained in the management aspects of the
working of Ambar Charkhas. The bricks and tiles unit established
during the last year is working well. Arrangements have been
completed for the manufacture of sopa sandas by three people
for distribution in the villages on a cost-basis, and the families
willing to pay in the twenty villages have been identified. Five
people are now working in the mechanical and electrical workshop
which serves a number of villages. For the action programmes in
villages, in order to participate in the development schemes, the
Bureau has received donations. The Maharashtra Govt. has
invited the participation of the Bureau for the training programmes
for carpenters, black smiths and electricians. The Bureau is also
preparing to participate in the TRYSEM (Training for Rural
Youths in Self Employment) Scheme launched by the Government
of India.

The Bureau is participating in a scheme of limited dewilop-
ment activity for selected villages launched in Wardha district by
the Government of Maharashtra. For this purpese a donation
of Rs. 25,000/- has been received. The Continuing Education
Programme of the Bureau received financial help of Rs. 25,000/-
during the year. The expenses of about Rs. 15,000/- for the train-
ing camp has also been met from ontside sources.

The Bureau is able to stand guarantee for loans to farmers and
artisans by the Sevagram branch of the Ceniral Bank of India, on
the security of a deposit of Rs. 50,000/- kept with the bank.

Shri Nair contributed a paper on the Cost of Development
and the Causes of Poverty to the first Dialogue of the Council of
Social Section at Anandvan, (Waroda) in Chandrapur district.

Shri Nair spent a week in the University of Agriculture and
Technology, Pantpagar, U. P. He took part in the planning
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deliberations of the scheme for the development of hilly areas being
undertaken as an experimental action project financed byt he Central
Planning Commission. He met members of different faculties
and was consulted about the profit-sharing scheme to be introduced
in favour of the workers of the cultivated and crop testing lard
attached to the University.

As requested by its Chairman, Shri. Nair prepared a paper on
““ommunity Education through Social Awareness on the Problems
of Development”, for the All India Nai Talim Samiti, and attended
its annual meeting of the Management Council by special invitation.
He has agreed to become its adviser for implementing the
programme suggested by him.

Shri Jawahar Shah prepared a directory of voluntary imsti-
tutions ergaged in rural development work in Amreli, Jamnagar
and Bhavnagar districts, which is likely to be published within the
next two months. He was looking after the office of the Guijrath

“Rajya Gramin Vikas Sangh as a honorary office-bearer. In that
capacity he attended several meetings of the Sangh and also of
Ahmedabad District Constructive Workers Association.

The Society’s Rural Centre at Shendurjana Bazzar in Amravati
district, started more than forty five years ago, continued to function
actively under the direct supervision of Shri R. V. Neve, a member.
He has opened 2 Weaving Centre for training of under-employed
youths for occupational stability during agricultural off-season.
Dr. Bhusari, an old employee who was in charge of the dispensary
at the Centre, passed away during the year. Shii. Neve is trying
to appeint a2 doctor and a Health Visitor for the Centre. The
Society has a farm of 16 acres at Shendurjana Bazar. Shri. Neve
helped to construct a number of latrines for village families.
Efforts are being made to consolidate and diversily the activities of
the Centre.

Shri Dhanore organised two co-operative brick-manufacturing
centres at Deogiri in Aurangabad distiict, 31 brick-manufacturers
are working at these ceatres. With the financial assistance from
the State Khadi & Village Industries Board they produced 8 lakhs
bricks during the year, making a net profit of Rs. 6,500/-. Suitable
land for brick-making was secured from the Zilla Parishad,
Aurangabad. Shri Dhanore organised a 4-day-seminar at Deoui
Bk. in Udgir taluka, Usmanabad district, to discuss the question
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of participation of youth in rural development. 20 boys and 15
girls participated in it. A number of problems affecting rural
areas were discussed in the seminar. A donaticn of Rs. 5,000/-
was secured from the Terre Des Homme, Germany, for the seminar.

He also arranged for the training of 16 women in rural leader
ship at-the training centre organised by the Indian Society of
Political Economy, Lonavala, in Poona District.

Shri. H. P. Shinde organised a training programme for rura’
social workers on the Society’s campus in Poona. This 12-day
programmeé was attended by 20 rzpresentatives from all over Maha-
rashtra. Various fopics relating to adult education and rural
development were taken up for discussion. A number of intelflectuals
from Poona gave falks. Three such short duration camps were
organised by Shri Shinde on the campus of the Society.

Shri Shinde presided over a conference of small farmers and
landless labourers held at Phaltan in December 1981, He also
presided over a similar confer: nce held at Latur in Usmanabad
" district 1n February, 1982,

He took part in the seminars on Social Skills organised by the
Gramin Seva Kendra, Damoh (M. P} at Nagpur and in Dang
district in Gujrath.

Shri Shinde took part in the voluntary activities of Prabodhan
Vyaspeeth, Phaltan, the Nira Khore Arogya Mandal (Sakharwadi)
and Siddartha Seva Samstha of Sakbarwadi.

During the year under report, Shri Shinde gave 40 talks on
Adult Education and Rural Development in educational institu-
tions, government and voluntary, in Poona, Satara, and Bombay.

) MEDICAL AID

Uttar Pradesh

) The Society maintained Ayarvedic dispensaries diretly under
its control at Khantara, Ghuwas and Tikuria in the Mirzapur
district.

Total number of patients treated in these dispensaries was
13,326 of whom 6,884 were new paticnts. The details of number
of patients treated at each of these dispensaries were as follows:—

Orissa
Maiernity Cenire .

The Maternity Centre at Hajaridangu village has been function-
ing since 1964. There is a mid-wife in charge of the Centre, She
moves round in 30 surrounding Adivasi villages, conducts normal
deliveries and treats ante-natal and post-natal cases. During
the period under report. she conducted normal deliveries and
distributed vitamin and iron tablets to the anemic and expectant
mothers. She also treated cases of malaria and other minor
ailments. A sum of Rs. 3,302 was spent on the centre.

Leprosy Clinic — The oldest activity of the Orissa Branch
of the Society is the clinic for the treatment of patients suffering
from leprosy. The clinic was started by the late L. N, Sahu in the
year 1927 and is under the charge of a person who has been specially
trained for treating leprosy patients. The clinic provides medicines
and mid-day snacks to the patients out of the grant made by the
Ceatral Social Welfare Board for the purpose. The patients are
given Dapson, Vitamin, Iron, Avil, Resochine and other tablets.
There are also arrangements for domiciliary freatment facilities.
The clinic works on every Sunday. The number of patients,
treated during the vear was 3,740, while the average number of
patients attending the clinic on Sundays was 74.

Karnataka

Medical Aid in rural areas :

The Kanara Welfare Trust conducts two dispensaries in the
rural areas. These dispensaries are situated at Bankikodia in
Kumta Taluka and at Shirali in Bhatkal Taluka, Both these
dispensaries were managed by qualified doctors and were well
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requip'pe_é with medicines. Five years ago the dispensary at
Bankikoc.lia was handed over to the Government of Karnataka
for running the same on behalf of the Trust. This was necessary

as f't was extremely difficult to find a doctor for the dispensary
which is in a remote village.

Maharashtra -

Shri Ajgaonkar was a member of the Health Committee of
the Association for Social Health in India {Maharashtra State
Branch.}

Shri Ajgaonkar was a member of the Supervisory Commiitee
of the Bai Bachubai Kanji Karsandas Charitable Allopathic Dis-
pensary and Ayurvedic Dispensary of tbe Social Service League.
Both the dispensarics are located at League's Parel Office and
treat patients at subsidised rates.

Shri. Neve continued to work in the Laprosy colony at Tapovan
where he looked to the medical, surgical, psychotheraputic and
other such treatment problems of the leprosy patients, with a
view to their rehabilitation in the society. He arranged to construct
24 houses for leprosy patients with help from the Government.

DISTRESS RELIEF

Shri Damodar Sahoo distributed polio vaccines in the medical
relief camp organised by the Orissa Branch of the Society in the
villages Dharmasala, Korjanga, Jagatpur, Choudwar and Nimpur
with the help of Dr. A, A. Khan, He devoted some of his time to
the free kitchen centre organised by the Choudwar relief committee.
After the closure of the Orissa Textile Mills the sufferers were the
beneficiaries of the free kitchen.

He was busy with the rescue work in the accident of a service
lauach in the river Mahanadi on 17th September. He distri-
buted 50 picces of dhoties to the patients suffering from leprosy
on 18-1-1982. He distributed slates, pencils, books, paper and
other materials to the B. C. children out of the donation received
from Volkart Foundation Trust in different villages of Cuttack
district. Shri. Sahoo distributed rice, molasses, salt and clothings-
1o the tornado victims with the help of Dr. A. A. Khan & a batch
of volunteers on behalf of the Society in the tornado-striken area
of Keonjhar district. Shri. Sahoo immediately visited the place
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and gave a report in the focal newspaper. 11 villages were comple-
tely destroyed and 35 persons, including children, died on the spot.

Shri Kakade continued to be Hony. Secretary of the Maha-
rashtra State Association for the Relief & Eradication of Famme,
which has been registered as a public charitable trust.

EDUCATION
Tamil Nadu

On the 13th June 1981, Shri Venkataraman presided over the
mecting of the Board of Management of the Gokhale Institute of
Politics and Economics, Pune,

Shri Venkataraman, a founder member of the Schoel of Soeial
Work, Madras continued to be a member of the Governing Body
and attended its meetings during the year. Shri D. C, Kothari is
the chairman’ of the Board and Shri K. N. George is its Director.
The School is an autonomous post-graduate institute preparing
students for the M. A, degree in Sociology and social work. On
the 26th MNovember, 1981, Shri Venkataraman attended the
opening function of the new School buildings buiit at the cost of
35 lakhs of rupees, out of donations made by a German
Missionary body.

Shri Ravi took over the management of the Kerala schools

of the Society as their correspondent and visited all the schools and
met the officials concerned.

Uttar Pradesh
The Servindia Child Welfare Cenfres —

The Servindia Child Welfare Centre, with the Hon'ble Mr.
Justice 8, D. Agrawal, sitting Judge of the Allahabad High Court,
2s its Chairman continued to do ussful work for the children
in Allahabad City. Prof. C. P. Bhatnagar, Retired Head of the
Department of History in Allahabad University, is its Secretary.
The Committee functions in two directions : firstly educational
project and secondly the physical well-being of the children.

Dr. Kunzru Nursery School continued to function with

Mrs. Luke as the Headmistress and the school continued to draw
children in large numbers. But owing to limitations of space
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admission to a large number of children had to be refused. The
present strength of students is 150/—. Efforts are now being made
to collect funds for the construction of a suitable building on the
premises of the Society at Allahabad. It has been proposed to
constitute a trust called Dr. Kunzru Memorial Trust and raise
Rs. 10,00,000/- which will form the nucleus of the trust.

A suitable building plan has been prepared by an architect
which has been submitted to the Municipal Coropration for sanction.

Physical Well being and Medical Aid to Children is the second
line of the service offered to the children. Children’s Health
Camps are organised on the last Sunday of every month where
children are examined, immunised and given necessary injections by
Dr. V. K, Agarwal, Child Specialist and his team of doctors. The
Health Minister of U. P. Goverament was good enough to visit
the Society and sanction supply of Polio and other vactines free
of cost.

The Servindia Child Welfare Committee has also started a
Homeopathic Dispensary specially for the service of the children
- on the premises of the Society. This dispensary 1s spoasored by
the Rotary Club of Allahabad. The Servindia Child Welfare
Committee has, however, supplied a weighing-machine and E. N. T.
set.

The Health Camp and the dispensaries are serving all the
children coming from alf over the city in large numbers.

Shri Dwivedi started a Nursery School called Raj Rani Shishu
Shiksha Sadan at Chandan Chauki ir Lakhimpur Kheri district.
Shri. R. D, Verma has donated an acre of his land and promised
to construct a building \hereon for the School.

Kamataka

The Kanara Welfzre Trust, of which Shri Dinkar Desai is the
founder and Chairman, conducts 18 centres in North Kanpara
district. Ankola is the Headquarters for all the centres. The
Trust is the biggest educational body in Karnataka State in the
sense that it conducts the Iargest number of educational instiiutions
in the State. Iis financial position is satisfactory. The Reserve
Fund of the Trust amounts to Rs. 7,00,000 which gives an annual
interest of Rs. 70,000
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Gokhale Centenary College

This College, which was opened at Ankola in June 1366, fuiiills
a long-cherished need for an institurion of higher education. It
has both Arts and Science sections. From this year we have also
introduced Commerce. The College was established during the
Birth Centenary year of Gopal Krishna Geokhale and is named after
him as part of the Centenary celebrations inaugurated by
Dr. Radhakrishnan, ex-President of India. on 9th May 1966.

The College has well-equipped Laboratories and a Library.
It provides N. C. C. training for both boys and giris. The Karnataka
University has provided N. 8. 8, Unit for the College. A special
feature of the College is the tutorial system under which students
receive individual coaching and attentnion. The College has its
large building, with adequate acvommodation, on a campus
extending about 75 acres. The total strength of the College at
present is 1230, Of these 461 are girls. As many as 877 students
belong to backward-classes. The College showed satisfactory
results in the various University Examinations.

A separate building for the Dadabhai Naorgji Library of the
College was constructed in 1972, This is the biggest Library for
any College in the Karnataka Ubiversity, with a floor area of
6.600 square feet. The Coliege has also an Indoor Games Hall
and a separate building for the Canteen. A Guest House for the
College has alse been constructed.

Four years ago, a quarter for the Chairman of the Kanara
Welfare Trust, has also been constructed in the compound of the
Gokhale Centenary Coilege.

Six quartrs for the staff of the College were constructed last
year with the financial help of the University Grants Commission.
These quarters are in the College campus. Three years ago
an Open-Air Theatre for the College was constructed.

Divekar College of Commerce :

This Collcg was opened in Karwar in June 1970. The need
for a Commerce College at Karwar was keenly felt. Karwar was
the only district hcadquarters in the former Bombay Karnataka
districts, whore there was no Commerce College.

The College has a total strength of 705. The number of girls
in the College is 252. The number of backward class students is
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269. The College has a well-equipped Libarary. The Library
has its own extensive building. The College showed satisfactory
resulis in the University Examinations. The College has also a
full fledged Naval Wipg. This was introducev ecight vears ago
A special feature of the College is the tutorial system under which
the students recetve individual coaching and attention.

The College stands on a beautiful site on the sea-shore. The
area of this land is five acres. In addition to the main building of
the College, there is a separate buildisg for the Principal of the
College and also a Guest House. There is also a Canteen building,
the quarter for the night-watchman and the cycle stand.

Dr. M. R. Divekar, who had donated a farge amount for
¢stablishing this College, passed away recently at an old age.

Juniar Calleges :

Two of the High Schools of the Trust have been raised to the
position of Jumior Colleges. The Junior Colleges, in addition to
the High School Class, conduct the first PUC and Second PUC
Classes. These Junior Colleges are situated at Dandeli in Haliyal
Taluka and Kadtoka in Honavar Taluka, These Junior Colleges
have introduced * Commerce™ also in addition to Arts subjects.
‘The number of students in these Junior Colleges was 1383. Of these
847 were boys and 536 were girls. The total number of backward-
<lass students in these Junior Colleges was 667, Of these 405 were
boys and 262 were girls. Five years ago the building for the Junior
LCollege at Kadtoka was extended. The building for the Junior
Loliege at Dandeli was extended during last year with the financial
help of the Mysore Power Corporation, as the number of students
has increased.

High Scheols in Villages :

In addition to the Junior Colleges mentioned above, the Trust
High Schools, except the High School at Ankola, are in villages.
“These High Schools are situated at (1) Ankola in Ankola Taluka;
{2) Baad-Kaga! in Kumta Taluka; (3) Kadwad in Karwar Taluka;
{4) Shirali in Bhatkal Tzluka; {5) Kasarkod in Honavar Taluka;
(6) Murdeshwar in Bhatkal Taluka; {7) Mirjan in Kumta Taluka;
{8) Arge in Karwar Taluka; (9) Dhareshwar in Kumta Taluka;
{10) Bedkani in Siddapur Taluka; (I11) Katgal in Kumta Taluka;
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(12} Anilgod in Honavar Taluka and (13) Kaulve-Baroor in Sirsi
Taluka.

. The total number of students in thesc 13 High Schools was
2758. Of these 1764 were boys and 1084 were girls. The total
number of backward-class students was 1584, Of these 1025 were
boys and 559 were girls.

Buildings :

Al the educational insitutions of the Trust have their own
buildings specially constructed for the purpose. All the sites
selected for these buildings are well situated.

English Medium School :

This Primary School was opened in 1958 w1th the object of
satisfying the-educational needs of the cosmopolitan population
of Dandeli.

This Primary School teaches upto Std. VIL It also conducts
the Nursery and the Pre-Primary Classes. The school has a
total strength of 864, Of these 326 were girls. The total number
of backward-class pupils was 269.

Thakkar Bapa Hoszel. Ankola :

The total pumber of inmates in this Hostel was 26, AH inmates
are provided free boarding and lodging; and are given clothing and
text-books free of cost, Most of the students belong to the abori-
ginal tribe known as *‘ Halakki ¥Vakkals . They are the most
backward in the district.

Maharashtra

Shri K. G. Sharangapani continued to be in charge of the
Society's Central Library. The Library has a rare collection of
old Parliamentary blue books of the East India Company’s time,
almost an unborken series of proceedings of Legislatares in India
and abroad and a large collection of repotts of commissions and
commiltees appointed by the Governments of India, U.S. A, U. X,
ete. It is a depository Library of the U. N,, UNESCO, FAO,
1L0O, etc. specialising only in Social Sciences It has a collection
of about 1,72,975 books. It is open to the general public under
suitable safcguards and fees or subscription. The number of -
registered borrowers is 1,431 and the number of books issued was

S.3
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"15,410. The Library also serves as the Library of the Gokhale
Institute of Politics and Economies in particular and research
scholars in general. The number of books zdded during the year
was 4,600. About 375 periodicals are received in the Library.

The Library is on the free mailing list of the U, N.
UNESCQ, the FAO, ILO, the International Monetary Fund,
the International Bank, etc. as in previous years. Parliamentary
Proceedings of Australia, South Africa, Canada, New Zealand,
Trinidad and Tobage and Aden are received free of charge
as before.

The Library continues to be on the free mailing list of the
Rajya Sabha, Lok Sabha, some Central Ministries and all State
Governments and Legislatures.

Shri Sharangpani is devoting some of his time to look into the
old correspondence of the Society with the object of selecting preser-
vable material from it.

Shri Kakade was 2 member of the Board of Management of
the Gokhale Institute of Politics and Economics, of which he attended
one meeting. As a representative of the Board he attended
meetings of the Selection and Confirmation Committee and alse of
the Internal Management Committee,

Shri Kakade continued to be the Trustee-Secrstary of the
Institute of Regional Development Planning at Nagpur. .The
Institute has started functioning with a lent hand from the Gokhale
Institute as its Director. It receives projects from the State
Government, Planning Commission and others. The Institute
gets a maintenance grant of onc lakh of rupees from the State
Government.

Shri Kakade was ie-elected Hony. Treasurer of the Maha-
rashtra Association forthe Cultivation of Science (MACS. In that
capacity he attended almost all mectings of the Executive
Committee, the Budget Committee, the Building Committec and the
General Council. He was Chairman of Bye-laws sub-committee and
the hostel committee. Affiliated to Poona University, the MACS.
received grants from the Central and State Governments, ICAR,
ICMR, DST and such other research bodies of the Central Govi. .
This is a unique institution in which retired scientists are activicly
associated with the research work The Association maintains a
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‘farm in Baramati taluka of Poona district in which experiments
are carried out for evolving new hybrid varities of wheat, etc.

Shri Kakade continted to be one of the trustees of the
Kanara Welfare Trust. He atiended two meetings of the Trust in
Bombay, one in middle of July and the other towards the end of
Deccember.

Shri Kakade continued to be Chairman of Prof. D.R. Godgil
" Mcmorial Committee of the Pravara Sahakari Sakhar Karkhana.

Shri Ajgaoniar continued his work on the Education Committe
of the Social Service League, Bombay. The Committee manages
four High Schools, a Day High School and three Night High
Schools, a Primary School, a Junior College in Arts, Science and
Commerce. All these institutions are in predominantly labour
arcas of Bombay.

The Commitice started G. L. Mehta Book-Bank with the
donation of Rs. 10,000/— in the form of debenturc that the League
received from the LCICL  The students of Social Service
League High School were given on loan text books for the academic
year 1981-82.

Two classrooms were provided free of cost from 6-30 p. m,
to 9-00 p. m. to the students of High School who had no facilities
for study at home. A qualified teacher is appointed to help the
studedts in solving their difficulties and supervise their studies.

Shri Ajgaonkar continued to be a member of the Mafatlal
Gagalbhai Textile Technical Institute Supervising Committee of
the Social Service League. The Institution was started in 1924 to
provide for systematic training to those who seek entry in the texxile
industry as a careet and to those who are already in the industry.
The School is the only one of its kind in the country which imparts
theoretical and practical training in textile technology to students
without interfering with their jobs in any way. The training in
the school is divided into two sections : the Post-Employment
Trainingl Section and Pre-Employment Training Section.

in the Post-Employment Training Section there are two
vourses viz, {1} The Textile Apprentice Courses in Spinning and
Weaving and (2) The Certificate Cotton Spinning and Certificate
Cotton Weaving Courses.
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The Textile Apprentice Courses are meant for officers, workers
and appreatices in textile mills who have passed the S. 8. C.
Examination. The duration of each course is of two years. The
classes are conducted on Saturdays only. The medium of instruc-
tion is English. -

The Certificate Cotton Epinning and Cotton Weaving Courses
are meant for ordinary textile workers who aspire to hold such posts
as Jobbers and Supervisors in the textile mills. The Courses are
of two years duration and are held during morning and evening
s0 as to accommodate employees working in different shifts. The
medinm of instruction is Marathi and the minimum qualification
is Vernacular VI Sid.

In the Pre-EnipEoyment Section a Certificate Course of three
months duration in Weaving is conducted for those who seck
cmployement as weavers in textile mills.

The School also orgamises sessions in Basic Training and
Related Instructions for the Apprentices deputed by the textile
mills at the instance of the Bombay Millowners Association and
the State Apprenticeship Adviser, Government of Maharashtra,
under Apprentices Act, 1963 (Central). The Bombay Millowners
Association entrusted the Mafatlal Gagalbhai Textile Training
School with this training programme on behalf of the Millowners
of the City.

During this year the League organised a Class in Participativ
Management for the apprentices in the Weavers trade. The Class
proved very useful for the trainees and the response from the
trainees to the discussions that followed the lectures, was very
encouraging.

Shri Ajgaonkar was a Member of the League’s Supervisory
Committee for six Industrial Schools for Women. 7hese schools
are conducted in different parts of the city. They were started
in 1925 with the object of giving women such practical training
in crafts and professions as would enable them to supplement
their family income and promote social infercourse among women
of different classes, castes and creeds. At present the following
courses of the Department of Technical Education are taught in
these Schools : (1) Certificate Course in Tailoring and Cutting;
{2) Certificate Course in Embroidery & Fancy Works; (3) Craft
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Teacher’s Course in Card Board Work and Beook-Binding; (4) Craft
Teacher’s Course in Needle Work & Embrodiery. All these
Courses are of one year’s duration, except the course in Card
Board Work and Book-Binding, which are of six months® duration.

Shri Ajgaonkar was actively associated with the N. M. Joshi
Social Workers’ Training Class of the League which is conducted
in the Servants of India Society’s Home, Bombay. The Class was
" started in 1925 with a view to equip people for better citizenship
by disseminating the knowledge of social theories and social
problems. The Course which is of six months’ duration is held
every year from July to January by experts in those subjects and
visits to 35 social welfare institutions. The Course was inaugurated
during the year under report by Shri. Manohar Kotwal, a renowned
Trade Union Leader.

Dr. Nair is looking after the Gokhale Memorial Library at
Nagpur,

Shri. Dhanore conducted 15 non-forma! cducation classes
in Deoni area of Udgir taluka in Osmanabad district from May 1981.
They were meant for school-drop—outs of the age group 6 to 14.
About 400 boys and girls in rural areas took benefit of the centres.
The scheme of the centres was financed by the Terre Des Homme,
Germany, to the extent of Rs. 13,000/-.

Shri Dhanore conducted a rapid survey with a view to
providing such facilities to the children of harvesting and carting
workers of co-operative sugar factories in Kada and Gevrai areas
of Beed district and in Kannad area of Aurangabad district. He
is now processing the data collected to take a decision.

Shri Dhanore continues to be Hony. Secretary of Prahlad
Smarak Wachanalaya at Deoni Bk. He is the President of the
Jagran Yuwak Mandal of Doulatabad (Dist. Aurangabad) which
is working in the ficlds of education and rural development.

Shri. Shinde tock follow-up activities likc organising youth
camps, women's camps and health exhibitions in the areas where
the adult education programme was implemented earlier by the
Society. He has organised ten youth groups in ten villages. These
groups are running newpapers libraries in their respective villages_
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A non-formal education programme was also organised by
Shri Shinde for the children of harvesting and carting workers
of Phaltan Sugar Works at Sakbarwadi in Satara district. Seventy
children were attending morning and evening classes at their camps.
Non-formal education methods and syllabus, particularly for this
programme, was developed and practised in these classes, for the
first time in Maharashtra.

Orissa

Shri. 8. 8. Misra is closely associated with the administration
of the Kala Vikas Kendra of Cuttack, an institution for the promo-
tion of dance, drama and music, both as a founder-member of the
institution and as a member of the Board of Trustees.

Shri Madhusudan Sahoo started a meoral welfare project
as Charitrya Nirman Samstha for the benefit of school students.
A separale fund has been created to work out the project. Shri
- Damodar Sahoo conducted on the Society premises at Chouvdwar
a nursery school called Shishu Vihar. This is fully financed by
the Muaicipality of Choudwar. He conducted a library called
Laxminarayan Pathagar for the use of children in the Ashram and
outside. Besides the library, a wall magazine “Barabulla™ was
published every month, containing stories, pocms, etc., written
by the children on the campus.

Shri Damodar Sahoo continued to run a Telugu school at
Laxminarayan Sevagram for the benefit of children of Telugu
families, numbering about 200 residing there. These Telugu
families, belonging to Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes, have
migrated from Andhra Pradesh and its bordering areas in Orissa
for employment in the industrial township of Choudwar.

A music college called Servindia Lalitkala Music College was
started by Shrii Damodar Sahoo during the year under report.25
students are learning music and ten boys tabla. Two music teachers
have bern appointed for the purpose.

Shri Damodar Sahoo attended a number of functions of local

educational institutions as president, chief guest or chief speaksr
or to distribute prizes.
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SOCIAL SERVICE
Tamil Nadu
Indian Ceuncil of Social Welfare

Shri Venkataraman was 2 member of the Central Executive
Committee of the Indian Council of Social Welfare, Bombay, and
a Vice-President of its Tamil Nadu State Branch. He attended the
meetings of the State Branch regularly. ‘The Branch runs a Holiday
Home for children at Covelong, 2 seaside village ten miles south
of Madras. He attended the Regional Conference of the Asia
and Pacific Regional Council of International Social Welfare heid
in Bombay from the 31st Aug. to the 4th Sept. 1981. *“The Chall-
enge of Technology, its implications for Social Welfare and Develop-
ment” was the topic for discussion. It was attended by over 500
delegates from the East Asia and West Pacific region. Shri Venkata-
raman participated in the discussions on rural public health and
spoke on the lapses of the government and the voluntary aganci:s
engaged in promoting rural public health and wanted the minimum
basic needs such as water supply, primary health centre, roads,
post and telegraph, transport facilities, etc., to be provided in every
village. All kinds of political interference must be avoided, Speak-
ing in the group on Technology he averied that technology should
not lead to unemployment in rural areas. It should aid each
worker t0 earn more and produce quality goods.

Gaild of Service

Shri Venkataraman continued to be a vice-chairman of the
Guild of Service.  He presided over some of the Working Comtnittee
and Executive Commitice meetings of the Guild. The Guild is
the leading social welfare agency in the south, having branches in
the districts and in other states, carryiig on welfare work among
children, women, mentally retarded, the handicapped and thedesti-
tute, in villages and the slumsin the city. In fact, it is adding new
dimensions to its work year after year. The Chiklren’s Home,
Buys' Home, Girls' Home, Girls” Training Institute, Nutrition on
wheels, M. Jadhav Girls’ High School, General Cariappa’s High
School for Boys, Boys Techaical Institute at Saligrara, Bal Vihar,
a School for the Mentally Retarded are some of the major institu-
tions run by the Guild of Service.
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Association of Social Health

Shri Venkataraman was the President of the Madras Branch
of the Association of Social Health and presided over its meetings,
He also presided over the meeting of the workers of the Association
and the police officers concerned with the enforcement of the Act
for the Suppression of Immoral Traffic in women and children at the
Police Commissioner’s office at Egmore  Justice Shri Swamikkannu
was the chief guest. In his key-note address he surveyed the
problem and spoke at length on the legal and social implications
of the provisions of the Act, and the role of police and voluntary
social workers in the field. He emphasised that while sympathy
and understanding should be the guiding principles in investigating
into cases under the Act, both by the police and social workers
there should not be any dilution or relaxavion of the powers of
the police which will weaken the role of social workers.

Shri- Venkataraman was the vice-chairman of the Indian
Council of Child Welfare which conducts the Bal Sevika Training
Institute.

Uttar Pradesh
The All India Seva Samiti

Shri R. S. Misra was again unanimously elected General
Secretary of the All India Seva Samiti for a term of 3 years.

The Mecla Camp of the Seva Samiti at Allahabad was visited
by Shri B, N, Lahiri, Ex-Inspector General of Police, and Smt.
Swarup Kumari Bakshi, Home Minister of the U. P. Government.
They have recorded their appreciation of the services rendered
by the Seva Samiti volunteers in the Ardh Kumbh Mela.

Working Women's Hostel @

To meet the growing demand for a hostel for the working
women in the city of Allahabad, Shri. R. S. Misra prepared &
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project costing nearly Rs. 16,00,000/- which has been approved by
the Government of India. ,

The Government of Iudia have sanctioned 75% of the total
cost and the State Government 15%. The Servants of India
Society has undertaken to contribute 109 of the cost- The Govern-
ment have so far released the Ist instalment of Rs. 2,55,000/- of
their grant. The Government have also sanctiomed the supply
of Rs. 7,500 bags of cement at control rates

The building is being constructed in two blocks of 36 rooms
each. Scparate bath rooms and toilets are provided for every pair
of two rooms. A big lounge, 2 common dinning hall, a common
kitchen and open court yard are being provided. A set of rooms
for the Hostel Superintendent and servants quarters are being
provided.

The Bhoomi Pujan ceremony of the building was performed
by the Hon’ble M. Justice H. C. P. Tripathi of the Allahabad High
Court on 11th December, 1981,

The construction of the Ist block of the hostel is nearing
completion, under the superivision of a Building Construction
Committee appointed under the chairmanship of Shri Amir Hasan,

KARNATAKA :

Tailoring Schools :

The Trust , on behalf of the Servants of India Society, conducts
two tailoring schools, one at Ankola in Ankela Taluka and the
other at Mundgod in Mundgod Taluka. The number of students
in the tailoring school at Ankola was 55, The school is recognised
by the Board of Technical Education of Karnataka Government.
During the year 14 pupils appeared for the tailoring examination
of this Board. Nine passed in second class.

The tailoring school at Mundgod was opened in 1969, mainly
for the benefit of the backward class girls, including the Lamanis
who are very backward. The strength of this school was 34, This
school is also recognised by the Board of Technical Education of
the Karnataka Government. During the year 13 pupils appeared
for the tailoring examination of this Board. Al the pupils
-passcd, 2 in first and 7 in second class.

Aodhra Pradesh

In addition to the activitics mentioned above, Shri. 5. S, Misra
supervised the management of the G. C. Home at Narasannapet
Dist., Srikakulam. This Home which was started in 1945 in the
Andhra Prad-sh has been 1endering valsable service to thé orphan
and helpless children of the area, During the year under report
there were 31 children in the Home, 3 in class x, 2 in class ix, 5 in
class viii, & in class vii, 7in class vi, 2 in class v, § in class iv, 1 in
class iii. This institution 1s providing free boarding & lodging,
clothing, soap and oil, education and medical aid to the inmates
of the Home. The annual espenses of the Home amounted to
Rs. 17,918/-. The Society pays a lump-sum grant of Rs. 8250/- to
the Home every year. The Central Social Welfare Board has also
been sanctioning an annual grant of Rs. 8000/- to provide nutritive
food to the inmates of the Home. The Home is under the direct
management of Shri. P. S, Prasada Rao, an Aitache of the Society
~and Shri R. K. Sahoo is working as the warden of the Home.
Shri. T. Babjec, another Attache of the Soviety at Narasennapet
is also helping the Society in the management of the Home.

Orissa
Shri 8. §. Misra continued to be the Vice-President of the

Orissa Guild of Service and attended almost alf the mettings of
the Guild.

The Destitute childrens’ Home started at Choudwar in 1975,
had 56 childrer from eight districts of the State, between the ages
of 3 acd 5 years on its roll during the year under report. The -
inmates who .an stay in the Home till they complete 18 years of
age, are provided with free board, lodging, clothing, educational
and other essential facilities. They are brought up in such a loving
atmosphere that they feel the Home to be their own. The children
adend the local educational institutions. Dr. A. A. Khan, an
Associate of the Society, Dr. K. H. Mohanty and Dr. B. V. Swain
locked after the medical care of the children-

The Foundation Day of the Home and the 19th death anni-
versary of late Laxminarayan Sahoo were celebrated at Choudwar
on the 18th and 20th January, 1982, Distinguished guesis including
Smt. Ramadevi, the winner of the Jamnalal Bajaj award for huma-
nitarian work, Smt. Umeswari Sathu, Rajmata of Darpani, Smt,
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Jayanti Patnaik, M. P,, Smt. L. Mitra, Dy. Secretary C. D. & R. R.
Dept,, Smt. Padmalaya Das and Shri N. M, Changkoti, attended
the function.

Ashok Pratap Tailoring School

Shri Damodar Sahoo conducted the tailoring school, in-
auguarated two years back. The school functioned smoothly in
two shifis. It was open to the inmates of the Ashram and outside
girls and women for training.

Shri. Madhusudan Sahoo also conducted a training class in
tailoring in Thakkar Bapa Ashram, Rayagada, where 12 students
were given training in stitching school uniforms. An amount of
Rs. 1,930 was spent on this training programmes during the year.

CRECHE CENTRE

The Society maintained 3 creche centres with the financial
assistance from the Bhartiya Adimjati Sevak Sangh, New Delhi.
Out of these three, one is locawed at L. N. Sevagram (Telangasahi)
at Choudwar. 25 children of working women have been included
in the scheme. The children belong to Sch. Tribe families from
Andhra Pradesh and Orissa. The Centre is in the heart of a slum
area. The other 2 creches are run in the tribal area of Cuttack
district populated with Santals and Sabars. All the children are
provided with supplementary nutrition, medical care and other
facilities as has been provided by the scheme.

5. BALWADIS

Two Balwadi Centres were managed by the Society, one ax
Shankarpur and the other at Raghunath Prasad, both tribal villages,
with the financial assistance of the State Social Welfare Advisory
Board. 80 children within the age group of 3-5 years get the benefit
from the Centres. The sevak and helpers ars takiog keen int rest
in the development ot the children.

Shri Damodar Sahoo took up an international sponscrshlp
project through the Christian Childrens Fund (C. C. F.), Field
Office, Bangalore. He has selected 200 children thal are backward
and helpless wnder ihe Proiect. The children from different
communities will ba givea assistance for their education, vocational
training, sanitation, etc. In this project there ic a further provision
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to take up family help programme under which both men and
women of selected families will be helped to carn their livelihood.

Gujrath

Shri Jawahar Shah conducted two tailoring classes for women
one at Vejalpur village near Ahmedabad and the other at Kavitha,
a village in the Dholka taluka of Ahmedabad district.  The
number of ladies taking benefit of these classes was 20 and 15
respectively. .

Matarashira

Shri Kakade was re-elected chairman of the Poona Dist.
Probation & Aftercare Association, which conducts three Remand
Homes in Poona — two for boys and one for girls — and a Child
Guidance Clinic for problematic children. He presided over all
the meetings of the Managing Committec and of the Executive
Committee. He had to attend to the secretarial work as well

Shri Kakace continued to be one of the Vice Presidents of
the Maharashtra State Probation & Aftercare Association. Except
one meeting of the Executive Committee of the Association in
May last, he could not auend any meeting of the Assn. Hc was
Chairman of the Holiday Home, Mahabaleshwar, committee, a
meeting of which was held there on 3rd March 1982, As Chairman
of the Constitution Committee he has submitted his report. Shri
Kakade was chairman of the Review and Evaluation Committee.
But its work was heid up as the Government of Maharashtra had
not nominated its representative on the Committee. As the period
of -he nominated President came to an end by 23rd Aug. 1981
Shri Kakade had to attend to the administrative matters of the
Association, besides operating its bark accounts.

Shri. Kakade continued to be one of the Hony. Secretaries
of the Society for the Welfare of the Physically Handicapped at
Wanawadi. The Society conducts a Home for orthopedically
handicapped children in its own building in which fooa, clothing,
bedding, surgical treatment, prosthetic aids, pre-vocational training
etc., are provided free of cost. At present there are 70 boys in the
Home. A wing for girls has been started in which abow 25 girls
below 10 vears of age are admitted.
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Shri Kakade was a member of the Managing Committee of
ithe Mahila Seva Mandal which coaducts a Rescue Home, a Fit-
Person Institute for children, a hostel for working women, a pre-
Primary and Primary School and a Vocational Training Centre.
The Centre includes a number of trades and crafts which are run
on the premises by local industrial concerns which take the entire
responsibility of production, marketing, etc. The strength of women
and children residing in Sevagram is round about 400 on an average.

Shri Kakade was a2 member of the Managing Committee of
the Nav-Jeevan Manda! which works for the rehabilitation of
released prisoners.

He was also a member of the Managing Commitiee of the
David Sassoon Infirm Asylum. The Institution has constructed
a big community hall in its compound and has generally improved
the condition of the Home.

Shri Kakade was a member of the Executive Committee of the
Cordinating Council of Social Service Agencies in Poona.

Shri Kakade was one of the trusiees of the Society for the
Prevention of Mainutrition. The Society does not undertake
any commercial activity but initiates and encourages and certifies
production of balanced food articles manufactured by other
agencies.

Shri Kakade was a member of the Bal Kalyan Samstha, an
ad-hoc body which is trying to provide swimming and enter-
tainment facilities to crippled children, with financial assistance
from the Gowt.

Shri Ajgaonkar continuss 10 be the General Secretary of the
Social Service League, one of the oldest institutions in Bombay.
The League conducts among other things, four High Schoois,
a Textile Training Institute, six Industrial Schools for Women,
Primary and Pre-Primary Schools, three Libraries, a Gymnasium,
a Co-operative Credit Society, a Co-operative Dramatic Asso-
ciation and two Dispensaries.

Tailoring Classes

Shri Dhanore conducted a sswing training centre at Doulatabad
in Aurangabad district. Fifteen women from rural areas derived
benelit of the same. The sewing machines were provided by
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“the Social Welfare Department and other expenditure including the
salary of the lady instructor was met partly by the local women and
partly by the trainees.

Shri Shinde conducted one tailoring c¢lass at Phaltan. 24
women from neighbouring villages have taken admission to the
class.

Balwadis

Shri Dhanore conducted two Balwadis since April 1981—one
at Doulatabad and the otherin Maliawada Mandi in Aurangabad
district. 80 children are deriving benefit from them, all of whom
come from agricultural labour and brick-makers’ communities,
The entire expenditure of the Balwadis is m«t from small donations
collected ocally,

Shri Shinde conducted with the help of the local Yuwak Mandat
a Balwadi in the Gultekadi Market yard slum. 35 children were
enrolled, while the average attendance was 25. Shinde participated
in the efforts of the Iocal peopte to organise a co-operative housing
society of their own. 105 families have : nrolled themselves as its
members and their houses are under construction.

Other Activities

Shri. 8. G. Gokhalc looks after the affairs of the Gokhale
Hall and generally helps the secretary in the administration.

Ramanui Memorial Trust :

Shri R. S. Misra continued to work as the Managing Trustee
of the Ramanuj Memorial Trust at Konhdar in the Allahabad
district. The Trust conducts twe activities directly under its
auspices, the Ramanuj Intermediate College, Konhdar and the
Aurvedic Hospital at Konhdar. The Trust gives financial support
to the Servants of India Society in implementing some of its
welfare work.

Shri Kakade was the Managing Trustee of the late Justice
Mahadev Govind Ranade Charitable Trust. The Trust Jistri-
butes small donattons to a large number of institutions in Poona
and outside. The Trust owns an agricultural farm near Poona and
a spacious temple in Kothapur.
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Shri Kakade was a member of Wrangler R. P. Paranjpye Trust
in his capacity as Secretary of the Society.

As per the UGC's directive no fresh fellowships were awarded
this vear either under the Faculty Improvement Programme or
uncer the earlier College Teachers Fellowship Programme. The
Institute awarded this year seven Junior Research Fellowships, four
in the Centre of Advanced Study in Economics and three in the
Development of Arca Studies Programme. The awardees have
been workmg on the M. Phil. Programme in Economics during
1981-82. Nige research fellows who were awarded lellowships in
previous years continued to work on their Ph. D. thesis. Three
National Scholarships to the M. A. Fconomics students at our
~ Centre were awarded this year and the two National Scholarships
awarded last year were continued for the year 1981-82.

Under the auspices of the University of Poona, in the UGC’s
Scheme of ‘Exchange of Teachers between Universities” Prolessor
L. X. Deshpande, University of Bombay delivered at this Institute
two lectures on ‘Problems in Economics of Labour® on 5th and
6th October 1981 to the M. A. and M. Phil. students in Economics
of the University of Poona.

In cooperation with the Department of English, the Institute
organised a summer course in Remedijal English for the M. A.
students in Economics at our Institute and in the local colleges.
Twelve students joined the course. -However, only four of them
took tne course seriously. The Institute introduced a special assis-
tance programme in English for M. A. students who had studied
in Marathi medium from the first Semester of 1981.82. The
Lecturer in English in the Institute was in charge of this. This is
proposed to be a continving programme.

There were 48 students for Semesters I and ITI for M. A.
Economics and 10 students for M. Phil. in Econcmics at the Gentre
for Post-Graduate Teaching in Economics of the University of
Poona located at this Institute,
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The joint arrangement with some of the local colleges in Pune
by the Institute was continued during the year under report for
teaching of B. A. with Economics as the special subject and Mathe-
matical and Statistical Prerequisites and Commerce as subsidiary
subjects. There were 9 studentsin the F. Y. B. A. and 9 studentsin
the 8. Y. B. A. in 1981-82,

Under the programme of Visiting Professor the Institute had
arranged with the Bruno Leuschner School of Economics, Berlin,
G. D. R, Senior Professors from the School visited the Institute
and delivered courses to our M. Phil. students on the working of
the socialist economy of the G. D. R, during the Iast three years.
From the current ‘year the faculty of the Tnstitute is offering the
course after switable modifications fo bring in the experience of
the other socialist countries into the course contents.

Besides teaching at undergraduate and post-graduate levels,
the rescarch staff of the Institute guided M. Phil. and Ph. D. students
in their dissertations.

Under the P. V. Panduraagi Prize Endowment, the dissertation
entitled * Long Term Finance for Agriculture in India: Land
Development Banks »* by Shri A. G, Mohamed Rahamathulla was
selected for cash prize of Rs. 500/—."
