For soma time past the conviction has been forcing 
Itself on mar.y earnest and thoughtful minds that a staga 
has baen leached in the wOlk 01 nation-building in India 
when. for furthal progress. the devoted labours of a 
speciallv trained agency applying itself to the task in 8 

flue missionary spirit are required. The work thaI has been 
accomplished &0 far has indeed been of the highest value. 
Tha growth during the last fiftV years of e feeling of 
common nationality based upon common traditions and' 
lias. common hopes and I15pirations. and even common 
disabilities has bean most &trik 'ng. The fact that we are 
Indians first. and Hindus. Mahommedans. Parsees or 
Christians afterwards, is being realisad In a steadily increa­
Sing meesure, and Iha idea 01 a united and ranovated India 
marching onwards to a place among Ihe nations of the 
world. worthy of her great past, is no longer e mare idle 
dream 01 a few imaginative minds, but is the definitely 
accepted creed of lhasa who form the brain of tha com­
munity Iha educated classes of tha country. A creditable 
beginning has already been mede in matters of education 
and of iocal self-government; and all classes of . the people 
a.e elowlv but steadily coming unde. the influence of 
liberal Ideas. Tha c:laims of public lifa are evary day' 
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receiving wider recognition, and attachment 10 the land 
of our birth is growing into a strong and deeply cherished 
passion of the heart. The annu~1 meetings of Congresses 
and Conferen«<&s, the work of public bodies and association •• 
the writings in the columns of the Indian Presl-ell bear 
witness to the new lile that is coursing in the ve.ns of the 
people. The results achieved so far are undoubtedly most 
gratifying, but they only mean that the jungle has been 
c!&ared and the foundations laid. 1 he great work ollearing 
the superstructure ,has yet to be taken in hand, and the 
situation demands on the part of workers d~votion and 
88crificas proportionate to the magnitude of the task. 

The Servants of India Society has been established 
to meet in some measure these requirements of the situa­
tion. Much of the work must be directed towards building 
up in the country anhigher type of character and capacity 
than is generally available al present. and the advance 
can only be slow. More over, the path is beset with great 
difficulties; there will be constant temptations to turn 
back; bitler disappointment will repeatedly try the feith 
of those who have put their hand to the work. But the 
weary toil can have but one end, if only the workers grow 
not faint-hearted on the way. One essential condition at 
success in this work is that a sufficient number of our 
countrymen must now. come forward to devote thamselves 
to the cause in the spirit in which religious work is under­
takan. Public I ife must be spiritualised. Love of country 
must so fill the heart that all else shall eppear as of little 
moment by its side. A fervent patriotism which rejoices 
at every opportunity of sllCfilice lor the motherland. e 
dauntless heert which refuses to be turned back from its 
object by difficulty or danger. a deep faith in the purpose 
of Providence whicll nothing can shake-equipped with these •. 



the worker must start on his mission end reverently seek 
the joy which comes of spending oneself in the service 
of one's country. 

The Servants of India Society will train men. prepared 
to devote their lives to the cause of the country: in a reli­
gious 'pirit and will seek to promote. by all constitutional 
means, the national interests of the I ndian people.

Objects end Working 

The Servents of Indie Society wes founded by Gopel 
Krishna Gokhale on June 12. 1905. 

Tha object of ths Servans! of I ndia Society baing to 
train national missionaries for the service of India. every 
member Is pledged to devote all his time to public wOlk. 
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and is also under a moral obligation to ba a member of the 
Sociaty for IifEt. Secular and noncommunal in character. 
the society. as a boc.y of political workers. fecongnizes the 
necessity of earnest and patient efforts. towards building 
up in tha Country a higher type of character and capacity 
than is generally availabla at Plesenl and also tha need for 
promoting among those amidst whom they WG,k. a secular 
non-parochial and nonCGmmu~al out IOGK. 

, Every, member is required to take the follOWing seven 
vows at the time of admission: 

. 1) The country shall always be the first in my thoughts 
and I will give 10 her service Ihe best that Is in me. 

2) I n serving the country I will saek no personal 
advantage for myself. 

, "".,. 

3) I will regard" ell Indians es brothers and work lor 
'the advancement of all. without distinction of caste or 
creed. ' 

4) I will be content with such provis ion for myself 
and my family. as the Society may be able to make. I will 
devote no part of my energies to ealning money for myself. 

5) I will lead a pure persona' life. 

6) I will engage in no personal quarrel with anyone. 

7) I will always keep in view the aims of the society 
and watch over its Intere~ts with the utmost zeal. doing ell 
I can to advance its work. • will never do anything which 
.S inconsistent with the objects of the Society. 

In order to train the members. the Society maintains a 
library at Pune where they can study public questlona. The 
library is well provided with books on history. pOlitics, 
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economics and possesses a unique collection of reports. 
Parliamentary blue-books and other publications relating to 
India. 

Atlacned to the society is a Heme. where the membars 
can live in close union and fellowship and enjoy the benefit 
of a corporata life. The Home is large enough to provide 
accommodation for thirty persons. 

I n addition to members. the Society includes within 
its fold three other classes at workers-parmanent assistants. 
attaches and associates-to enable per.ons who do not either 
pos.ess the qualifications required 01 a member or the-leisure 
to devote themselves entirely to the service of their country .. 
men. but who are in sympathy with Its alms and object. to 
have opportunit ias of advancing tha cause which it has at heart 
For a knowledge ot the conditions which govern thair 
admission referenca must be mada to the pamphlet contaill" 
ing the rules of the society. 

Member. of this Society are also permitted to work 
In other organisations already existing or brought into 
existence by them heving similar aims end oblects. It 
would certeinly not be fair for the Society to claim as its 
own the wo.k done by those organisations. But so much 
time and enargy Of its membars 8re given to tha work-often 
the day-to-rlay routine work-of those institutions. that 
some relerence ha. necessarily to be made to it in a report 
of the Society's work. While doing so. the Society would 
lika to axprass its thankfulness 10 these institutions f~r 
giving It an opportunity to serve them and to serva tha 
country through them. It. howavar, lays no claim to thair 
work beyond what is Justified by the service of Its 
members.

During the year under report. the AssOCiation submit~ 
ted appeals to the Governmenl of India to pass urgent 
legislalion prevdnting use of religious and sacred place!! 
for political purposes It also urges the banning of 
political partiea lunctioning On religious basis. The 
Association conducts G. L Mehta Project for EducatiOnal 
Bnd Cultural enterprise. with the object of spreading formal 
as well 8S social education in villages. conducting and 
aiding schemes which would induce villagers to undertake 
more constructive approach towards life. Under this prolect 
hearing aid apparatuses. carpets. school uniforms. shirts 
Bnd knickers were distributed to needy children from the 
Central school for the Deaf. Bombay; Vanavasi kalyan 
Ashram. Kothimba. (District Thana); New English School. 
Jambulpada. (District Raigad) and Adivasi children of 
Vangaon. ( Dahanu ). respectivaly.

Education of Backward Classes 

Uttar Pradesh Branch 

Tha Society maintained 40 primary schools In the 
Mirzapur district Out of these ten were finenced by the 
Govt. of India. Ministryof Home Affairs and thirty were 
financed by Ihe U P H a.ijan and Social Welfare Depart­
ment. A II these schoo Is have thei. own buildings end 
are regularly inspected by the In<pectorate of the Education 
Depertment. Harljdn and Social Welfare Department and 
the Revenue Departmant. 

Total number of students ettending thase schools 
was 2.125 of whom 1.543 were SC and 347 Be. During 
the year under report the Govt. of I ndie have sanctIoned 
an emount of Rs. 45.000/- to provide mid-day-meals to 
400 SC & ST. Students reeding in the ten Primery schools 
financed by them. As the sanction was received very 
late this would ba implemanted only from Fab. 85. 
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The Govt 01 India have also sanctioned an amount 
of Rs. 40.000/- to provide clothes to 400 SC & ST. 
Students reading in these ten primary schools. The clothes 
have been purchased and these will be provided to the 
children in the month of July 85 aher &titching. The total 
expenditure on the maintenance of these primary ,chools 
was Rs. 3. 06. 320. 45 p. during the year under r"pon. 

The Society maintained three Junior High Schools 
in the Mirzapur district situated in the villages Siltham and 
Muirpur with Ihe financial aid from the U. P. Hariian and 
Social Welfare Depallment and at the village Salkhan' with 
the financial help from the Education Department 01 U. P. 
Government. All these schools are recognised by the 
state Government and have their own Pucca buildings. 
The total number 01 students attending these schools was 
545 of whom 2>6 were SC & 176 Be. 

The result of the VIII class of these Junior High 
Schools in the last examination conducted by the Education 
Departement was good. Of the 47 candidates of the Junior 
High School. Siltham WIlO appeared in the examination. 40 
secured First Division and 7 second Division. Most of 
tham secured distinction in different subja .IS. Of the 44 
candidates 01 Birta Vidya Mandir Junior High School 
Muirpur. 17 secured First Division. 25 second Division 
and 2 Third Division. 01 the 39 candidates of Raja Baldev 
Das Birla songhati Vidyalaya Salkhan. 4 secured First 
Division. 29 second DiVision and 2 third Division., 

The Republic Day ('26th' Jan.) was celebrated by 
Junior High Schoof Sillham in a befitting mannar as in 
previous years: The Basic Education Oflicer M irzapur . , 
WII8 the Chief Guest and the function was attended by .. 
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several oflicars of Edllcation, forests, Soli Conservation 
end Development Departments and nearly two thousand 
local people. 

During the year under report the expenditure on the 
maintenanca of Junior High School SiLtham was R •• 40. 
512. 4' p. Junior High School Muirpur was Rs. 25. 585. 
95 p. and Junior High School Salkhan was Rs. 91. 534. 
80 p. The total of which comes to Rs. 1. 57. 633. 36 p. 

With the financial aid from the U. P. Harijan and 
Social Welfare Department. ttle Society maintained three 
Hariien and Adivasi Hostels at Muirpur. Salkhan and in 
Mirzapur City. Only free residential and cooking faCilities 
ere provided in these Hostels. 

During the year under report there were 146 Hadlan' 
and Ad.vasi students getting benefit .. 1 thase Hostels and 
the total expenditure of Rs.. 23. 999. 9,p. was incurred 
for their maintenance. 

W.th the grant.in-aid from the Govt. of India. (Mini­
stry 01 Home Affairs) the Society maintained two Ashram 
Type Schools. One at Siltham in the Robert.ganj and the 
other at KheAlara in th" Sadar Tahsils 01 the Mirzapur 
District. There wara 60 Harijan and Adivasi inmates in 
each Ashra", who Ware given Irae looding and lodging 
fac iLilias. Clothes have been purchased and these will 
be provided to the Inmates In July 85 alter stitching. 

All the inmates of these Ashram Schools wena reading 
Inlh. Junior High School Siltham and UpPdr Primary 
School Khantara mainlained by the SocietY and in Junior 
High School Rajohan run by the Education Department. 

During the year under report kitchen of the Ashram 
school at IChantsr. remained closed for 3. months. (From 
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Sept. to Nov. 84) The Kitchen could be restarted from 
1st Dec 84 as a result 01, which five in males dropped out. 
After Nov. 84 total enrolment in the Ashram was 55 against 
the sanction of 60. 

The total expenditure on the ma i ntenance of Ashram 
School Siltham was Rs. 91, 058. 60 p. and on the A~hram 
School Khantara Rs. 87, 111. 94p. during the yaar undar 
report. 

With the grant-in-aid from the Govt. of India ( M ini&tfY 
of Home Affairs) the Society maintained five Women's 
Welfare centres. Previously these five centres were located 
at Kusungur in the Allahabad district and at Siltham. Oudhi. 
Bidar and Muirpur in the Mirzapur district. But considera. 
tions of convenience led us to locate them al Kundadih, 
Ramgerh. Ohanora end Chandrabhannogar. Facilities for 
the general education ware provIded to the women atten­
ding these centre~ besides training in tailoring. embroidery 
and knitting by hand. 

The Jotal number 01 women attending these centres 
was 135 of whom 99 were SC & BC. Four Hariian women 
of Ohanora centre took benefit of I. R. O. Scheme with tha 
help of the Society end got sewing mechines on subsidy. 
Total expenditure on the maintenance of thesa centres 
was Rs. 30. 912. 06p. during the year under report. 

With the financial aid from the GoV!. of India, 
(Ministry of Home Affairs) the Society maintained threa 
Typewriting Institutes for Hariian and Adivasi Boys and 
Girls in the lucknow and'Mirzapur cities and at Sarsa 
in the Allahabld district to provide training in typewriting 
to them. so that they may get employment and may take 
fullar benelit of reservation "quota allotted to tham in the 
oGovt. Services. 78 Harijan and Adivasi trainees took 
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advantage of these Institutes during the year undar report. 
Threa trainees of the Mirzapur Institute who passed their 
examination during 84·85 have been employed in different 
departments. Totel expenditure on the meintenance of 
these inl>Ututea during the year under report was Rs. 33. 
318.79. 

The Society maintained three Ayurvedic Dispensaries 
at Khantere Tikuria and Ghuwas in the tribal araa of 
the Mirzapur district. Because of continuous financial 
crisis medicinas could not be supplied to these dispenseries 
during the year under report. Tile Vaidyas of these diso 
penseriee were instructed to gi .... e only prescriptions to 
tile patients. 6903 patients took banefit of these dispensaries 
dur lng the year under report. 

A. N. Misra was in charge of ell the abova activities 
of tha Mlrzapur District. 

The Society malntainad 31 Balwadies in the Tribal 
bell of UP. from Nainital to Gonde district. Out of Ihese 
Balwadi81 14 ere being financed by the Central Social 
Welfare Board through the Bharativa Adimjati Sevek Sangh, 
New Deihl. Six by U. p, Government.

The Society is maintaining 16 primary schools in the 
tribal belt of Northern Uttar Prad9!>h from B,jnor to Gonde 
District. These primary schools are recognised by the 
basic Shikhya Parishad. U. P.

Government of Indis has sanctioned five hostels for 
the Servants of India Society 2 in the Gonda District 2 in 
Lakhempur and one In Nainital DistriCit. 

The Hostels provide free residential accommodation 
end arrangement. of food & Lodging are made by the 
Society free of charge. The total numbar of inmates is 
230. of which ST amount to 218. SC. 11 end others 1. 
The total expenditure on these hostflls was 41. 3.876.58. 

Besides these schools and hostels. the Society is 
maintain ing 2 creches fi nanced by Bharatiya Adimjatl Sevak 
·Sangh. New' Deihl. Out of the totel strength of 67. 25 
ere Bhoksa and 32 are Harijans. 

lhs Society mainteins e Bale Kalyana Kendra for 
Bhoksa Boys at Ohakhi. 41 children wara banafitted during 
the year under repoll. 

Servants of I ndia Society is maintaining two Iype­
writing schools.
