Preamble

Extracts From the original Preamble to the constitution
of the Society written by the ilustrious founder the late
Gopal Krishna Gokhale, in 1905.

For some time past the conviction has been forcing
itself on many earnest and thoughtful minds that a stage
has been reached in the work of natior-building in India
when, for further progress the devoted labours of a specially
trained agency applying itself to the task in a true missionary
spirit are required. The work that has been accomplished
so far has indeed been of the higest value. The growth
during the last fifty years of a feeling of common nationality
based upon common traditions and ties, common hopes
and aspirations, and even common disabilities has been
most striking. The fact that we are Indians\t'n'st, and Hindus,
Mohammedans, Parsees or Christians afterwards is being
realised in a steadily increasing measure, and the idea of
a united and renovated India marching onwards to 2 place
among the nations of the world, worthy of her greatpast,
is no longer a mere idle dream of a few imaginative minds,
but is the definitely accepted creed of those who form
the brain of the community - the educated classes of the
country. A creditable beginning has already been made
in matters of education and of local self-government; and
all classes of the people are slowly but steadily coming
under the influence of liberal ideas. The claims of public
life are every day receiving wider recognition and
attachment to the land of our birth is growing into a strong
and deepiy cherished passion of the heart. The annual
meetings of Congresses and Conferences, the work of
public bodies and associations, the writings in the columns
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of the Indian press- all bear witness to the new life that
is coursing in the veins of the people. The results achieved
so far are undoubtedly most gratifying, but they only mean
that the jungle has been cleared and the foundations laid.
The great work of rearing the superstructure has yet to
be taken in hand and the situation demands on the part
of workers devotion and sacrifices proportionate to the
magnitude of the task.

The Servants of India Society has been established
to meet in some measure these requirements of the
situation. Much of the work must be directed towards
building up in the country a higher type of Character and
Capacity than is generally available at present, and the
advance can only be slow. Moreover, the path is beset
with great difficulties; there will be constant temptations
to turn back; bitter disappointment will repeatedly try the
faith of those who have put their hand to the work. But
the weary toil can have but one end, if only the workers
grow not faint-hearted on the way. One essential condition
of success in this work is that a sufficient number of your
countrymen must now come forward to devote themselves
to the cause in the spirit in which religious work is
undertaken. Public life must be spiritualised. Love of
country must so fill the heart that all else shall appear
as of little moment by its side. A fervent patriotism which
rejoices at every opportunity of sacrifice for the
motherland, a dauntless heart which refuses to be turned
back from its objects by difficulty or danger, a deep faith
in the purpose of providence which can shake- equipped
with these, the worker must start on his mission and
reverently seek the joy which comes of spending oneself
in the service of one’s country.

‘The Servants of India Society will train men, prepared
to devote their lives to the cause of the country in areligious
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spirit and will seek to promote, by all constitutional means
the national interest of the Indian people. lts members
will direct their efforts, principally towards (1) creating
among the people by example and by percept, a deep
and passionate love of the motherland, seeking its higest
fulfilment in service and sacrifice; (2] organising the work
of politicai education and agitation, basing it on a careful
study of public questions and strengthening generally the
public life of the country; (3) promoting relations of cordial
goodwill and co-operation among the different
.communities; (4) assisting educational movements
especially those for the education of women, the education
of backward classes and industrial scientific education; {5)
helping forward the industrial development of the country;
(6} the elevation of the depressed classes.

Report for the year 1991-92

Introduction

The Servants of India Society was founded by Gopal
Krishna Gokhale on June 12, 1905. Its objects are the
training of national missionaries for the service of India
and the promotion by all consitutional means, of the
interests of the Indian people without distinction of cast
or creed. The members of the Society are pledged to give
" throughout their lives the best that is in them to the cause
of the country in all secular fields. The circumstances in
which the society was founded and the objects, which
the Founder had in view in founding it, 2-e explained in
‘the preamble he wrote to its constitution in 1905, extracts
from which are given in the preceding pages. The preamble
has been a source of inspiration to the Society during the
eighty seven years of its existence.

Organisation

The Headquarters of the Society are at Poona, where
the members meet every year in June for its annual session.
The Society has branches in Madras, Bombay, Nagpur and
Allahabad and the centre of work in Orissa.

Shri S. S. Misra and Dr. R. G. Kakade were elected
President and Vice President of the Society respectively.
Shri. S. S. Ajgaonkar was elected secretary of the society.
Shri. 8. S. Misra, Dr. R. G. Kakade, Shri. S. S. Ajgaonkar
and Shri. P. K. Dwivedi continued to be senior Members
of the society’s branches in Orissa, Vidarbha {Nagpur),
Bombay and Uttar Pradesh respectively. The Madras
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Branch was looked after by the Head quarters. Shri.
Damodar Sahoo, Shri. A. N. Misra and Shri. M. M., Dhanore
were elected by the General Body to be members of the
Council. The President Shri. S. 8. Misra continued to suffer
from illness during the year under report.

Gokhale Day

The 125th birthday anniversary of G. K. Gokhale was
celebrated in Pune, Cuttack and Bombay. In Pune, the
birthday was celebrated jointly by the Servants of India
Society and the Servants of People Society at the
headquarters in the morning of 9th May 1991. Shri. B.
R. Nanda, renowned biographer of Gokhale, Shri.
Govindrao Talvalkar, Editor of Maharashtra Times
(Bombay) and members, associates and friends of the
society in Pune attended the function. Instead of a dinner,
tea was served to all those present, as per endowment
created for the purpose by the late Shrimant Babasaheb
Ghorpade, Chief of Ichalkaranji. The copies of Brochures -
on important events in Gokhale’s life and reprints on
Gokhale written by Shri. S. S. Ajgaonkar which had earlier
appeared in ‘“‘Maharashtra Manas’ {Government of
Maharashtra Publication) were distributed to guests.

In the evening of the 9th May, the Vasant
Vyakhyanmala (Spring Lectures Series} of Pune and the
Servants of India Society arranged under their joint auspices
Shri. B. R. Nanda's lecture in Tilak Smarak Mandir on
various facets of Gokhale's life. The lecture was very well.
attended. Shri. 8. S. Ajguonkar with his write-ups
succeeded in giving momentum of coming together of
various organisations to celebrate 125th Birth Anniversary
of Shri. G. K. Gokhale in Bombay.
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- Three public meetings were organised to celebrate
125th birthday anniversary of Shri. G. K. Gokhale. First
one was in the Campus of Gokhale Education Society's
Arts and Science College in the suburb of Borivali
{Bombay). The other one was in Kalina Campus of the
University of Bombay, under the auspices of University
History Teacher’s Association. And the third one was at
Raj-Bhavan under the joint auspices of Bharatiya Vidya
Bhavan and Gandhi - Smarak - Nidhi. In all the three
meetings the main speaker was Shri. B. R. Nanda. At the
meeting of Raj Bahvan, Governor Shri. C. Subramaniam
presided. Besides the main speaker among others Shri.
S. S. Ajgaonkar spoke on *“Gokhale’s purpose of founding
Servants of India Society.”” He submitted his paper on the
subject to Shri. Ramakrishnan, Secretary - General of
Bharatiya Vidya Bhavan, for publication in ‘“‘Bhavan’s
Journal” and to Dr. Smt. Usha Mehta, in charge of Mani
- Bhavan, who manages Gandhi - Smarak - Nidhi, Bombay.

Justice M. G. Ranade Day

Shri. S. S, Ajgonkar continued to be the secretary of
the Bombay Social Reform Asociation, a non political and
non-party organisation founded- by Justice Narayan
Chandavarkar and other fellow workers of Justice Ranade
after his death in 1903. It was an off shoot of National
Social Conference Started by the late Justice Ranade.

The Bombay Social Reforms Association decided to
celebrate the 150th birthday anniversary year of the Late
Justice M. G. Ranade in a befitting manner. The Association
organised the 1st meeting at Raj Bhavan on the 18th January
1992, the birthday, under the Presidentship of Shri. C.
Subramaniam, the Governor of Maharashtra. The Governor
released the biography of Ranade written by Prin. T. K.
Tope, Ex-Vice Chancellor of University of Bombay and
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the President of the Bombay Social Reforms Association
(B.S.R.A)

The Bombay Social Reforms Association has received
a donation of Rs. One Lakh from the Chief Minister of
Maharashtra as the gesture of financial aid to B.S.R.A.
to organise a year long programme. The B.S.R.A. has taken
initiative to invite various organisations, Industrialists and
intellectuals to form a broad - based Committee 10 organise
appropriate programmes in various parts of the country,
befitting the occasion. The Council of the B.S.R.A. has
also decided to donate a marbal bust of Justice Ranade
to the University of Bombay, his portrait to the Maharashtra
Legislative Assembly and to pursue the proposal, pending
with the relevant Ministry, regarding issue of
commemorative postal stamp on Ranade. The B.S.R.A.
along with the University of Bombay has decided to arrange
series of lectures by eminent scholars on relevance of
Ranades’s thought on Liberalism, Social reforms, Law and
Economics, which will be later published in a book form.

Thakkar Bapa Jayanti

The 122nd Birthday anniversary of Thakkar Bapa was
celebrated in our centre at Rayagada (Orissa) on
29-11-1991 under the Presidentship of Shri. G. K. Padhi,
Prof. (Dr.) Suryakanta Das, Ex-Pro-Vice Chancellor of
North Eastern Hill University, Nagaland, being the chief
guest of the function.

General

Dr. R. G. kakade continued to be Hony. Treasurer
of Kunzru Centre for Defence Affairs Studies which aims

at educaling public opinion on all aspects of national
defence and thereby help to evolve a non-official expertise
on defence matters.
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Shri. 8. S. Ajgaonkar continued to be Honorary
Secretary of the Bombay Social Reform Association, a
non-political and non-party organisation, founded by the
late justice Sir Narayan G. Chandavarkar and others in’
1901. It was an offshoot of the National Social Conference
started by the late Justice Ranade in 1887. The Association
stands for elimination of such disruptive forces as casteism,
communalism etc. and for complete social and national
integration. :

Shri Damodar Sahoo was a member of the Family
Welfare Committee, the AllIndia Radio, the Juvenile Justice
Advisory Board, the LP.C.C. Bydrabad and some
educational institutions in Orissa. His services to the social
educational and other causes in the state were publicly
recognised at a function of Silver Jubilee Celebration of
Bari High School, by conferring on him a title of “Seva
Manjule’” eminent personalities of Orissa felicitated him
on the occasion. The Pujya Puja Samsad also felicitated
him at Choudwar in the historic Jatra Maidan on the
occasion of the Kumar Pournima festival. During the year
Shri Damodar Sahoo attended many public functions as
a Speaker, a Chief Guest or as the President.

Shri. P. K. Dwivedi continued to be Secretary of Buxa
Gram Vikas Samiti, a non-political organisation, at Bazpur
and convened some meetings of the Samiti during the year.
He also continued to be the General Secretary of the Yuva
Digdarshak Sangh {Youth Guidance Association).
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Welfare Work for Tribals and
Backward Classes

Uttar Pradesh.

The tribal and backward class welfare and other
‘welfare work in Uttar Pradesh was carried on in eight
districts from Haridwar in the West to Gonda district in
the East. For the sake of convenience the area of work
has been divided into western and eastern zones. All
activities in the western zone were carried on with the
assistance of Shri. Dinesh Misra and Shri. R. L. Tripathi-
by the senior Member of the Branch Shri. P. K. Dwivedi.
While Shri. Atmanand Misra looked after all the activities
in the eastern zone,

Western Zone

Shri Dwivedi managed 13 Primary Scheols in
Nainital (8}, Bijnore {2} and haridwar (3) districts. The
children reading in all of them numbered 183 of scheduled
castes, 832 of scheduled tribes and 327 of other castes.
The Expenditure on the schools in Nainital alone amounted
to Rs. 2,30,000.

The Society maintained two Junior High Schools at
Dopulia and Mazarabidhi, (which have been recognised
by the U. P. Government] with Std. VI, VI and VIII. The
total number of students reading in them totalled 237. The
total expenditure incurred on maintaining them amounted
to Rs. 2,90,490.78,

The Society conducted two Ashram Type Schools for
Tribal girls and one Ashram Type school for scheduled
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castes girls. The total number of inmates in the first two
Ashram Type Schools was 172 while in the third school
it was 100. The total expenditure incurred on all of them
amounted to Rs. 6,95,280.73.

The Society maintained five hostels for boys in
different districts of the state, which receive grants from
the Central Government. The inmates, reading in the local
Intermediate Colleges belonged to S.C. {14} S.T. (236)
and others (3) castes. The total expenditure on all of them
came to Rs. 9,39,135.12.

A Type-writing Institute was conducted by the society
at Bazpur to provide vocational training to the inmates
of the hostel there. 22 students took benefit of the same.
The expenditure incurred for the institute totalled up to
Rs. 16,355.50.

Shri Dwivedi continued to be the secretary of Shiksha
Prasar Samiti, Bazpur. He is also a life - member of Adarsha
Kanya Junior High School at Bazpur which is managed
by a local organisation. He continued to be the secretary
of Adim Jati Sevak Sangh, Nainital Cell.

Shri. Dwivedi organised a Mahila Mandal and a
Gharcha Mandal under the awareness programme for
women. A Matru Sammelan was also held by him to develop-
amongst women an awareness towards their children and
for betterment of living conditions.

Shri Dinesh Misra was looking after the day to day
affairs of the Bazpur Centre from whére all the activities.
were carried on. During the year he prepared a report
on the survey conducted earlier pn the educational and
socio-economic conditions of the Buxa Tribe in Bijnore
and Haridwar Districts. He was in charge of the Balwadi
and creche programme (financed by the Bharatiya Adim
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Jati Sevak Sangh, New Delhi) conducted in Buxa villages
in Bazpur Block. 200 tribal children attended the Balwadi
while 50 children got the benefit of the creches. Shri Misra
was a member of the Managing Committee of the Adarsh
Kanya High School at Bazpur.

Eastera Zone

Being fully in charge of the zone shri. Atmanand Misra
carried on variety of activities for the welfare of tribals
and backward class children in Mirzapur and Sonebhadra
districts. He conducted Primary Schools in 16 villages.
These schools, with five standards, had a total strength
of 1100 children. Of the 16 Primary Schools 10 were
financed by the Central Government and the rest by the
state Government. All the schools have their own buildings
and regularly inspected by the Departments concerned,
The total expenditure on all of them together amounted
to Rs. 6,94,930.15 p.

The Society maintained three Junior High Schools, with
three standards from VI. The total number of students
reading in them was 651, the number of S. C. and B.
.C. students being 452. Recognised by state Government
these Schools are housed in their own buildings. The total
expenditure on them amounted to Rs. 5,59,229,25 P.

The Society conducted on its own resources an Adivasi
High School at Siltham in Sonebhadra district. There were
150 students reading in the IXth and Xth classes. At the
last High School examination conducted by the State
Government the school gave an excellent account of itself.

With financial aid from the U. P. Social Welfare
Department the Society maintained two Harijan and
Adivasi hostels in the Sonebhadra district, for students
reading in four standards from Vith. There were 91 students
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staying in these hostels, who were provided free residential
accommodation and cooking facilities. The expenditure
incurred on maintaining them came to Rs. 25,910.60 P.

The Society maintained two Ashram Schools under
the Government of India Scheme for Scheduled Castes
boys at Siltham and Khantara for Ist to Xth standards.
The total number of beneficiaries was 150. The expenditure
incurred on  maintaining them totalled upto
Rs. 4,26,148.85 p.

The Society maintained five women’s welfare cenires
with grant from the Central Governmeni. Besides training
in tailoring, embroidery and knitting by hand, facilities for
general education were provided to 175 women in all of
them. The total expenditure including stipend paid to
trainees, incurred on them totalled upto Rs. 78,798.70P.

The Society maintained three Harijan and Adivasi
Typewriting Institutes with grant from Government of India.
One of them was located at Sirsa in Allahabad district
and the other two in Mirzapur and Lucknow cities, 109
scheduled Class boys and girls got training in English and
Hindi- typewriting. The total expenditure of
Rs, 51,095.25P. was incurred on them. _

With financial aid from the Central Government the
Society maintained an Ashram School for Scheduled class
girls at Khaliyari in Sonebhadra district with Ist to IVth
standard, the school could admit 50 girls only for want
of accommodation in a rented building: The total
expenditure incurred on it came to Rs. 1,61,501.65 p.

Under the Central Government Scheme the Society
maintained a hostel for S.C. boys at Ghuwas. The number ,
of beneficiaries was 30 and the total expenditure on the
hostel was Rs. 99,185.55 p.
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The Society conducted Shankar Prasad Nursery School
at Salkhan on its own resources. The number of students
was 45 during the year.

Shri. A. N. Misra organised a seminar alongwith a
meeting of U. P. Tribal Advisory Committee on the 12th
February 1992. It was attended by both Shri. P. K. Dwivedi
and Shri. Dinesh Misra.

Orissa

The tribal and backward class welfare work was
undertaken by the society since 1939 from the Rayagada
Centre in Koraput district. Though Shri Madhusudan Sahoo
continued 10 be the Secretary of the Thakkar Bapa Ashram
there, Shri Ramakanta Lenka, Resident Member looked
after the various activities that are carried on from there.
The Ashram conducts four Primary Schols and two
Balwadis to meet the needs of the tribals and backward
class chidren. To provide training to Anganwadi Workers
it conducted a training centre. It provided training to women
in tailoring and to boys in typewriting.

Shri Lenka attended the Orientation Training
programme for Executive heads at Calcutta which was
conducted by NIPCOD, New Delhi. Shri Gangadhar Sahoo
also attended the same programme.

Tamilnadu

The Society conducted the Thakkar Bapa Gurukulam
at Nirgacimund (Near QOoty) This residential School caters
to the educational needs of Toda and Kota tribes in the
Nilgiris. Facilities upto VIII std. are provided. The
Gurukulam receives grants from the Tamil Nadu
Government,
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Kerala

The Society conducts five schools in the hilly and
backward areas of Nilambur, Malapuram and Calicut
districts of the state. The five schools namely Deodhar
Upper Primary School at Nediyiruppu, Deodhar Lower
Primary School at Kurulai, Deodhar Lower Primary School
at Pulliyil, Gokhale Upper Primary School at Mudadi and
Sastriar Upper Primary School at Chalode worked
satisfactorily and received grants from the State
Government. Shri K. Vishwanathan Nair, Associate of the
Society, looked after them.
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Rural Development

Maharashtra

Shri Kakade continued to be an office bearer of the
Deccan Agricultural Association founded by late G. K.
Deodhar along with Dr. H. H. Maan in. 1910. He was
locking after the publication of the 82 years old monthly
journal the Shetaki & Shetakari. He continued to be a
director of the District Industrial Co-operative Association.
Pune. The Association conducts two cloth shops and a
handicraft emporium in Pune and a cloth'shop and aleather
Depot in Baramati.

Shri S. S. Ajgaonkar was a member of the Florence
Nightingale Village Sanitation Fund Committee of the Social
Service League, Bombay, From this fund grants not
exceeding Rs. 1000/- are paid to institutions and
individuals in rural gareas undertakjns to do rural sanitation
work by such means as sinking wells, cleaning streets,
sweeping refuse, filling in insanitary pools and ditches,
digging drains etc.

Shri Dhanore prepared 50,000 sapplings for the
Bharatiya Agro Industries and supplied them to farmers
for social forestry in Aurangabad district of Maharashtra.
He arranged camps in 12 villages to create awareness
amongst people about problems of environment.
Processions of school children were also organised for
the same purpose.

Shri Neve was looking after the Rural Development
Centre at Shendurjana Bazzar {Amaravati District} started
in 1935.

Uttar Pradesh

Shri Dwivedi had adopted Mahtosh More, Nagadupri
and Mazarabidhi under rural development scheme, Efforts
are’ made to provide to each one of them educational,
electrical, irrigational, medical and communication
facilities on top priority basis.

With a view to carry modern technology to the villagers,
Shri Dwivedi conducted a demonstration farm in fishery
in the open space of Bazpur centre. During the year he
got an income of Rs. 1500/- from the farm. Shri Dwivedi
also conducted Paddy Demonstration farm at
Chandanchowki for the benefit of the Tharu community
for whom paddy is the main crop. The demonstration was
in Pusa Basumati, the best rice variety which yicids high
yield and better price. The farm ylelded an income of
Rs. 3,000/- during the year.
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Ed_ucaﬁon

Shri Kakade was a member of the Board of
Management, The Internal Management Committee and
the Selection and Confirmation Committee of the Gokhale
Institute of Politics and Economics, Pune. '

He was re-elected Hony. Treasurer of the Maharashtra
Association for the cultivation of Science and in that
capacity a8 member of the Council, the Executive
Committee and the Finance Committee. An institute named
after the Founder Dr. S. P. Agharkar, has been carved
out of the Association during the year. The Association
has an experimental farm at Hol in Baramati Taluka and
has evolved a new variety each of Wheat, Soyabeen, Grape
and Mushroom.

Shri Kakade continued to be chairman of the Kanara
Welfare Trust since the death of its founder Dr. Dinkar
Desai in 1982. The Trust conducts a8 number of educational
institutions, Thakkar Bapa hostel and two Tailoring schools,
two Kala Niketans named after Dinkar Desai and a Medical
centre. The Gokhale centenary College of the Trust at
Ankola celebrated its silver Jubilee on the 19th February
1992 under the Presidentiship of Shri Shivaram Karanth,
the recipient of Dnyanpeeth Award. Shri Kakade who
attended the function, gave up chairmanship of the Trust
due to his growing physical disabilities.

Shri Kakade continued to be chairman of Padmashree
Dr. Vikhe Patil Foundation, Ahmednagar. The Foundation
conducts an Engineering College, a Poly-Technic and a
Business Management Institute. '

Shri Kakade continued to be the chah:man of the
Academy of Education (Higher} and Youth Services. It
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conducted literacy classes in Khed Taluka and organised
a number of Training classes and seminars during the year.

Shri Kakade was a member of the Executive
Committee of the Vidya Jyoti School, a joint unit of the
Society and Vidya Jyoti Institute of Education. The school
caters to slow learners. :

Shri S. S. Ajgaonkar, Vice-President of the Social
Service league of Bombay, was a member of its Education
Committee and of its Mafatlal Gagalbhai Textile Institute’s
Supervisory Committee. The Institute provides systematic
training to those who wish to join the textile industry and
those who are already in it. It is the only institute of its
kind in the country. The league conducts three night schools
and a Junior College and Six Industrial Schools for women.
A Social Workers Training Class in memory of N. M. Joshi
is also conducted by the league. This is a part time evening
course of about 6 months duration. The league maintains
3 libraries and two Reading Rooms, 2 children’s vocational
library, a Toy library for children. The league owns a
recreational hall known as Damodar Thackersy Moolji Hall
at Parel. The League’s Gymnasium and Physical Culture
centre is giving a very good account of itself for the past
several years.

Shri S. S. Ajgaonkar was a member of the Board of
Management of the Gokhale Institute of Politics and
Economics and also of the Executive Committee of the
Vidya Jyoti School at Pune. He was associated with the
Gurukul of the Vidya Vinay Sabha at Tungarli, Lonava!a,
in Pune district.

Shri Dhanore conducted two schools at iwo
co-operative sugar factories in Aurangabad district for the
children of the migrated labourers in Tham in Marathwada.
260 children took benefit of these seasonal schools. He
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continued to be the Hony. Secretary of Prahlad Smarak
Sarvajanik Wachanalaya at Deoni {in Latur district) and
organised several programmes to create reading habits
amongst people in surrounding villages.

" 'ShriR. V. Neve extended services through the Gokhale
Memorial Library at Nagpur to research scholars.

The society conducted Kunzru Primary School at
Allahabad, The school has K. G. Lower to V th Std. Classes
under nine teachers. Its strength was 248, with 156 boys
and 92 girls. It has been recognised by the Basic Shiksha
Parishad of U. P. Government. Shri A"C. Tripathi was
in charge of the school.

Shri Damodar Sahoo was elected as Hony. Secretary
of the Gokhale Ideal College proposed to be started at
Shankarpur in Cuttack district of Orissa.

The Society conducted 21 centres under the Early
Childhood Education Programme for children between the
age group of 3 to 6 years in areas which are so backward . -
and underdeveloped that there is no scope of any kind
for schooling. In these cenires reading and writing
materials, play materials and health care are provided.
More than a thousand children are covered under the E.C.E.
programme. Besides this an Ideal Pre-School is run under
Servindia L. N. Project by the Choudwar Centre. Shri
Gangadhar Sahoo looked after them.

Shri Madhusudan Sahoo was the secretary of the
Balikuda High School Sabarana Jayanti Committee and
arranged a public meeting with the education Minister of
Orissa as the Chief Guest. '

Shri Gangadhar Sahoo organised two batches of creche
workers training programme at Choudwar during the year,
A training camp for Anganwadi workers was also organised
by him. In all 110 lady workers from eight districts of
the state took benefit of the programmes. . eee
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Social Welfare

Shri Kakade continued as a member of the managing
Committee of the District Probation & After care
Association. The Association conducts in Pune two remand
homes for boys and one for girls. It also conducts a child
guidance clinic for problematic children. He was one of
the Trustees of the Association.

_ ShriKakade continued to be a member of the Managing
Committee of the society for the Welfare of Physically
Handicapped at Wanavadi. The society has constructed
a building costing Rs. 17 lakhs to admit 100 girls from
June 1992. The Government of India has given a building
grant of Rs. 5 lakhs. The workshop for making artificial
limbs is making very good progress and has evolved an
artificial foot which is very light to wear and cheap.

" Shri Kakade continued to be a member of the Managing
Committee of the Mahila Seva Mandal, a Rescue Home -
for women in moral danger and children. The Mandal runs
Kusumbat Motichand Mahila Sevagram, a hostel for
working women, a Fit-Person Institute for court committed -
children, a Pre-Primary and Primary schooi and Udyog
Mandir to facilitate rehabilitation.

Shri Kakade continued to be associated with. 2h¢;=E
Navjeevan Mandal which works for the rehabilitation of
released prisoners.

Shri Kakde also continued to be a member of the
David Sasson Infirm Asylum established in 1864, The
institution, now known as a Niwara, has been catering
to the needs of old people. A small hospital and dispensary
are also conducted for diabetic patients. A number of new
buildings, including an Assmbly Iall have come up in place
of old ones under the stewardship.

Shri S. S. Ajgaonkar was re-relected Vice-President
of the Sogjal Service le&gue founded in the year 1911.
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It had pre-eminent place amongst institutions which-
pionecred numerous welfare servxces in the country.

The Choudwar Centre of the Society continued since
1975 to conduct & Child Development Programme in its
Shiksha Sadan for physically and socially handicapped,
deserted and orphan children in the age group of 1 year
to 6 years. The Home provides all possible parental care
and protection, treating every child individually. With a
view to facilitating its future rehabilitation the Home
conducts different vocational training units like durry carpet
weaving, tailoring and printing. The centre has so far
rehabilitated 125 children by placement in jobs, business
and farming. 20 Children are getting higher education in
different colleges and technical institutes.

As a part of the child development programme the
centre continued to conduct a sponsorship programme with
the patronage of Christian Children Fund Inc. Bangalore,
427 Children from socially, economically backward
communities enjoyed the benefit of the project. Last year
the C. C. F. saactioned additional 500 children to be
covered under the programme. The total expenditure on
the sponsorship project totalled up to Rs. 11,63,017-60P.

The Centre manages four creche centres to provide
supplimentary nputrition to under-nourished and
mal-nourished children in the age group of 1 to § years
of poor and ailing mothers. 150 children got the benefit
of the programme. Three centres were financed by the
Adim Jali Sevak Sangh, New Delhi and the remaining one’
by the State Child Welfare Council.

Besides the children’s Library the centre runs 2 music
school where the inmates of the Home learn both vocal
and instrumental music from a qualified muszc teacher.

.. In Uttar Pradesh the society maintained a Werkmg
Women's Hostel to provide residential facilities to women
coming from different districts and working in Allahabad.
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53 working women availed themselves of the facility.

Shri Dinesh Misra conducted two youth camps, one
at Chandan Chewkl and another in Bazpur block of Nainital
district.

Shri Dhanore conducted a class in Aurangabad district
for giving training tp women to make articles from sisal
fiber. 18 women from rural areas attended the class. Shri
Dhanore helped their rehabilitation by securing loan from
the Banks for them. He also helped some widows in
Aurangabad Taluka by securing financial assistance from
Government under its scheme for marriages of their
daughters.

In Nagpur Shri R. V. Neve extended help to women
in disttess by arranging for them legal advice and by
securing reconcilation in the family discord. He also helped
the crippled solve their various problems relating to
educational, physical, psychological, social and economical
matters under the guidance of experts in the related fields.
He sent a team of crippled to participate in the athaletic
meet competition in Delhi and Bombay. He secured work
for their gainful employment and provided to them
tricycles, crutches etc. as per their needs. As a trustee
of the Rashtriya Apang Vichar Manch he tried to organise
all disabled in Maharashtra and create awareness amongst
them.

Shri Neve was associated with the Humaﬁ Resources
Development Centre and also with Shri Dajisaheb Dnyan
Vistar Samstha. The Samstha arranged discussions on
various topics during the year.

Shri M. B. Deshmukh dcvotcd his considerable
attention to the work of the Nav_;cevan Mandal as its
additional secretary. As a Technical officer of the Mahila
Krishi Vidnyan Samstha he arranged lectures of technicians
on subjects relating to agncuilure at Karjat in Raigad
district. S sse
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Medical Aid

Uttar Praéesh.

Shri Dwivedi organised a Shishu Raksha Kendra in
Bazpur in Nainital district to provide to the children of
tribals jeevan rakshak vaccines with the help of Dr. Pandey.
Rural Camps were alse organised by him to provide proper
guidance to the Bhoksa community for family planning,
health education and some new rural technology which
is necessary for their welfare. '

Shri Dinesh Misra organised two health camps and
arranged proper check-up of the tribal children of Bankati
and Chandanchowki in Lakhim Kheri district in U. P.

With grant in aid from the state Government the society
maintained an Ayurvedic Dispensary at Tikuria Centre in
Mirzapur district. The number of the new patients who
availed themselves of this facility was 2405 during the
year. Shri A. N. Misra looked after it.

Orissa

The Choudwar Centre has been conducting a leprosy
clinic named afler Laxminarayan Sahoo, since 1927 whea:
it was started. The main job of the clinic is detecting’
cradicating the disease and rehabilitating the patients. The
clinic opens every Sunday in the week and patients are
given prescribed tablets and mid-day meal. They were also
provided with winter clothes on 18-1-1992. The centre
has arranged old age pension for the patients from the
Government.

The Centre also runs Saraswati Sahoo Maternity unit
for the health care of women and children. Itis a full-fledged
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hospital managed by an eminent poetric physician Dr.

Gopal Chandra Das, a retired professor from the Medical

College. Some well-known doctors are also rendering their

hoﬁcrary services to the hospital. The hospital undertakes .
immunisation programme and supplies medicines to poor

people in the localxty ' R

Shri Damodar Sahoo orgamsed medical relief camps
in different rural areas of Rasulpur Block and Tangi
Choudwar Block during the year. Eminent physicians
attended the camps and after thorough check-up medicines
were distributed to patients. :

Shri Damodar Sahoo donates blood to needy patients
when required.

The Thakkar Bapa Ashram at Raygada conducts a
maternity Centre in the Village Hazaridangu. A trained
Midwife in charge of it attends to maternity cases of tribal
women and distributes free the requisite medicines to them.
Shri Lenka looked after it.

Committee of Bai Bachubai Kanji Charitable Allopathic

Social Health,
Maharashtra Branch.

The Marathwada Division suffered during the year
under report from very servere drought conditions. Shri
Dhanore frequently toured the districts of Usmanabad,
Latur and Beed to study relief operations undertaken by
the Government and the drought conditions. He brought
the deficiencies, defects and difficulties of the people to
the notice of the authorities concerned. At times he had
to organise demonstrations of the affected people. As a
result of his efforts more relief wokrs were started, supply
of fooder was arranged and blasting of numerous tube
wells in the affected areas was undertaken by the.

Shri Dhanore also arranged to provide
medical aid and treatment on regular basis for the drought
affected cattle in 18 villages in the hilly tracts of Aurangabad
Taluka.

1582 cattle heads
got the benefit of the programme.

Secretary of
the Maharashtra Association for Relief and Eradication of
Famine, a registered public trust.

Annual Report
1991-92

The Gokhale Institute of Politics and Ecnomics
is one of the oldest research and training institutes in
Economics in the Country. It was founded on 6th june
1930 from an endowment offered to the Servants of India
Society by the late Rao Bahadur R.R. Kale, Member of
Legislative Council from Satara. The Servants of India
Society, founded by Late Shri Gopal krishna Gokhale, are
the Trustees of the Institute. The institute is registered -
under the Societies Registration Act, 1860 and the Bombay
Public Trusts Act, 1950.

The objective of the Institute is fo conduct research
into the economic and political problems of India and to
train research workers in these subjects. Under the
pioneering Ieadership of Late Professor D. R. Gadgil, the
founder director of the Institute, the Institute set stsndards
for high quality research and training in a variety of ficlds
of economics. ‘

In 1991-92, six studies were completed in various
arecas such as agricultural economics, demography,
planning etc. A number of studies in these areas and other
areas such as macroeconomics, monetary economics,
transport were in progress during the year. The members
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of the research staff published 26 research papers and
monographs during the period under report. The research
staff also participated in several national and international
Conferences/Seminars, delivered lectures in other
institutions/organizations and continued to work on various
committees appointed by the Central and State
Governments and by other public agencies. Some staff
members visited other countries for research studies.
Scholars and academicians from foreign countries visited
the Institute and gave seminars.

Apart from the work on various research projects,
the members of the resgarch and teaching staff were
engaged in the teaching programme for the M.A. course
in Economics. They also continued to guide Ph. D. research
studies during the year under report.

There were 47 students in the M.A. class in the
Institute. Four teacher fellows under the UGC Teacher
Fellowship programme, contmued to work in the Institute
on their research.

Seven students were awarded the M, Phil. degree and
Four students Ph. D. degree in Economics by the Umversxty
of Poona during 1991-92.

Under the P.V. Pandurangi Prize Endowment, the
Pandurangi Prize was awarded Jointly to (1} Shri Rajiv
Dogra for his M. Phil. dissertation entitled ‘Tenurial
Relations and Land Reforms in Indian Agriculture : A
Selective Review’ and (2) Shri Buddihin Misra for his
M.Phil. dissertation entitled ‘Rice in India - problems with
the Adoption of New Technology : A Survey of Literature’.

UGC Sponsored Refresher Courses

During the year 1991-92 the Institute continued to
conduct the refresher courses in Economics for college
and University teachers in Western Region of India
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sponsored by the University Grants Commission. The
courses of three weeks duration each were successfully
completed by the Institute in co-operation with the
Academic Staff College of the University of Poona as per
following details :

The Annual Kale Memorial Lecture was delivered on
27th April 1991 by professor B.S. Minhas, Distinguished
Scientist Emeritus, Indian Statistical Institute, New Delhi.
The subject of the lecture was ‘Public Versus Private
Sector @ Neglect of Lessons of Economics in Indian Policy
Formulation’. '

A Workshop on Questionnaire Design and
Construction for National Family Health Survey {(NFHS)
was organised in the Institute in collaboration with
International Institute of Population Sciences, Bombay,
during 23-27 September 1991. The Workshop was
attended by about 50 population studies experts all over
India. The Survey is conducted in 17 major states in india
with the financial assistance of U.S.A.LD.

‘The University Grants Commission had accepted the
recommendaton of their Visiting Expert Commiltee and
had recommended to the Government of India for granting
Deemed to be University Status to the Institute on the
condition that the Government of Maharashira agreed to
provide the maintenance grant.

The matter was pursued with the Government of
Maharashira duting the year. As desired by the
Commission, the State Government has issued a letter of
assurance for the payment of maintenance grant to the
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Institute consequent upon the grant of Deemed to be
University Status.
