NOTE. 

For the IO:.peria.l Tables contained in Pi.rt II of the Census Report, the district or the city is the 
territorial unit and :figures are therein given separately lor those units. In the tables contained in this 
Part, the Talnk or Sub·Taluk is tbe territorial unit and figures are given for eaob ol these. (Figures 
for the cities and the. Ko!s.r Gold Fields (City} area are also given). There are oight tables in this 
}lllrt a.nd this brief note is to indicate some of tbe purposes for which they may be useful. 

TabZ. I . ....,-The table gives the population by sex for 1921 and the totals for 191L In addition, 
~tbe area, the number of inhabited towns a.nd villages, the number of houses, the percentage of varia· 
tion since.1Sll and the density in 19!!1 aro given. These figures aro required constantly lor admini• 
·strative purposes in connection with questions relating to birth and death rates, education, incidence 
-of taxation and the like\ 

; T;_wle ll.-As this table gives thd total population for the previous Censuses as well as the pro· 
~sent Census, the intercensal variations since 1871 and tbe effect of famine or other calamities on the 
_growth of the population can be ascertained. Besides, this table wiU show whether the population of 
a taluk is progressive or not. A slight decrease between any two Censuses may be due to causes 
peculiar to the decade, hut if the population shows no increase or shows a noticeal!le decrease for a long 
period, the causes therefor will require investigation. As examples o[ ta.luks showing such decreases 
may be mentioned, Nagar, Cbikmagalur and Hunsur, . 

Table lii.-Towos and villi>ges are classified according to their population. Towns are places 
having some kind of municipal administration. This table serves as an index of the conclitions in a 
·taluk. If ,relatively to the area and population, there is a large number of villages in the higher 
groups the taluk should be considered more prosperous than one where the number is smalL 

TabU. IV.--This table contains the distribution of population by Religion o.nd Literacy, Statis­
tics for the five main religions are wven separ&tely. Sikhs, Budhists, Jews, Parsis and Bmbmos are 
shown together in the column for •others"~ By comparing With previous tables, the nctuo.l inorea.so 
.and the rate of increase. among tbe followers of different religions may be found. 

Literacy figures are given by age periods 0-15, 15-20 and 20 upwards, The total number of 
literates is the F"lm or the figures in these columns. The extent of literacy oan be ascertained by 
finding the proportion to the total population and the progress of education by comparing the totlll 
literates with the corresponding figures in the tables for the previous Censuses, ·

Table V.-The several languages spoken in a taluk are classified as under.- · 
(1) Kaonada, (2) other vernaculars of the State, (S) other Asiatic Languages and (4) other 

Languages. The names of languages included ·onder the last three beads are given on the title page 
-of tbe table. · 

Table Vi.-Tbe Birth dishicts returned at the Census are shown under.-

(1) :Mysore-born, (2) hom mlndia outside State, (S) horn in other parts of Asia'and (4) born in 
..,ounmes beyond Asia. -

Mysore-born persons ~are further distinguished into those hom in the district of enumeration and 
those born in other districts of the State. This a.nd the preceding ta\>le indicate the extent to which 
the population of a taluk Is indigenous and bow mncb of it is foreign, Except in taluks contiguous 
to British India, population other than Mysore-bom gives a measure of the foreign element. In those 
taluks a proportion ol~ Non-Mysore hom persons will be indigenous, Persons speaking Noo-Mysore 
Vernaouls.rs are more likely to be foreiguet11 tba.n natives of Mysore . 

. Table Vll.-Statistics of 23 important Hindu.oastes. 8 Musalman tribes and of the Indian Chris­
tains and of Lambanis umong Animists s.re given separately. These statistics will be useful when 
caste figures are required lor the discussion of educational or other problems, A comparison with the 
corresponding table of the previous Censuses will show if, and bow, particular communities were 

"'lfected by the conditions of the decade. 

· Table Vlii.-This table gives tibe statistics of oeoupation by sob-classes of the occupation scheme. 
In that scheme all the occupations are classified under ;­

(1) 4 Classes 
(2) 19 Sob-classes 

(3) 56 Ordet11 
(4) 191 Groups. 

In Imperial Table XVII, in Part II details are given under eaoh of tbe items for the districts and 
-cities. The statistics given here will show to what extent the i>opulation is dependant on agricolture 
.as the principal mea.n.s of liveliheod and also the scope lor introducing non-agricnltural forms of 
-occopations. 
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
