WHEREAS, under Act No. II of 1857, an U ni- Preamblt. 
versity was established at Calcutta for the pur­

pose of ascertaining by examination the persons who 
had acquired proficiency in different branches of Liter­
ature, Science and Art, and of rewarding them by 
Academical Degrees as evidenco of their respective 
attainments: and by section eight of the same Act the 
Chancellor, Vice-Chancellor and Fellows for the time 
being of the said University were empowered to make 
bye-laws and regulations touching the examination 
for such Degrees ~d the granting of the same; 

And whereas, by section eleven of the same Act, 
it was provided that the said Chancellor, Vice-Chan­
cellor and Fellows should have power after examina­
tion to confer the several Degrees therein mentioned; 

And whereas, under Act N o. XLVII of 1860, the 
Chancellor, Vice-Chancellor and Fellows for the time 
being of the said University were empowered to con­
fer such Degrees as they should appoint by bye-laws 
and regulations made and approved as therein men­
tioned; and all th~rovisions of the said Act No. II of 
1857 with respec 0 the Degrees therein mentioned, 
and the exan:}i'1--1 n for those Degrees were declared 
to apply ~to ]':' 'oO'J'ees conferred under the said Act 
No. XLV .
