‘College stands to-day- as a monu-
ment to Mr. Sastri’s great services
in that direction. We are glad to
note, and we have no doubt it will
gladden Mr. Sastri's heart too,
when he comes to know of it that
the institution created by his

efforts is growing in its value. Since -

its opening six years ago the Sastri
College premises have already had
10 be extended once and according
to reports further extensions are
under contemplation. Two years
ago a new wing was added and the
principal, Mr. W. M. Buss, has
asked the Provincial Administration
to add still further to the building
as there are not sufficient class
rooms to cope with the increasing
number. of students. That the
Sastri College should be over-
crowded is a healthy siga. Itisa
sure proof that parents are eager
to impart higher education to their
children if facilities are provided.
We are glad to note too tha facili-
ties for Indians for the study for uni-
versity degrees are also being con-
templated by the University autho-
rities. Hitnerto Indian studeats
have had to go to the Fort Hare
Native College for tne p.osecution
of these studies and if foci-
lities could be provided locully
it would, no doubt be a step in the
right direction and one that would
be heartily welcomed by the Indian
community.

While we are glad that the Sastri
College is progressing as it should
do we are sorry that the Education
Department has "not been able

to do anything in regard to the
Indian Girls’ High School which
is in the vicinity of the Sastri
College. Complaints have repeat-
edly been made against the close
proximity of the Sastri College
and Carlisle Street Boys School.
If the situation of the school were
changed we have no doubt that
the Girls’ High School teo would
be -overcrowded even as the
Sastri College is getting’ over
crowded. We do think the Educa-
tion Department which is beginning
to view Indian education with sym-
pathy should give more serious
thought to improving the facilities
for higher education for Indian
girls, '

Whilst we are discussing the
question of education we would like
to make a few observations with
regard to the teachers and we
sincerely hope they will not be
taken as a sermon on our part.
Sastri College is purely an Indian
institution, though governed by an
Europe mn Principal. Being purely
an Indian institution, above all
there should not be even the smell
of a colour line, and yet, we have
reason to believe, that there is a
sort of a superiority and inferiority
complex as between the European
and Indian teachers. European
teachers who impart education to
the young children should be en-
tirely above any kind of colour
prejudice. The young Indian
teachers, on the other hand, have
a very responsible duty to perform.
Monetary considerations have to
be subordinated to higher consider.
ations, for the moulding of
character of the young is in their
hands. The pupils are bound to
copy the weaknesses as well as the
good qualities of their teachers
and the teachers have to be careful
that they do not copy the former.
One can but sympathise with their
task which calls for much greater
sacrifice and self-denial than per-
haps any other calling. This
brings us to the question of sala-
ries paid to Indian teachers.

There is much talk of equal pay
for equal work in the country but
what is strange is the authorities
themselves have utterly failed to
adhere to this principle. There
can be no excuse for differen-
tiation in the scales of salaries for
European and Indian teachers. In
Sastri College, for instance, Euro-
pean and Indian teachers impart
the same standard of education

yet Indians are paid lower
salaries than Europeans. This
should not exist in an insti

tution like Sastri College where
the highest qualified teachers
should be employed to ensure a
good standard of education for
the students, The scale of pay
should accordingly be suitable to
their profession and responsibility.
We hope that this matter also will
receive the sympathetic considera-
tion of the authorities.

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MUSSOLINI'S DREAM OF EMPIRE

ABYSSINIA-BEGINING OF A BIGGER GAME

E reproduce below an article
published in the American
Nation dated October 16, written
by Albert Victor from Florence, reveal.
ing the underlying significance of Italy’s
militaristic policy in Northern Africa.
The article makes clear that Mussolini's
object in the Ethiopian adventure is
not economic but political. He intends
toconvert the Kingdom of Italy into an
empire at the expense of Great Britain,
first by dominating Egypt and with it
the Suez Canal and the Red Sca, then
by occupying Arabia and later Pales-
tine, Iraqand Persia, thus converting
the Maditerranean into an Italian lake.
The article is entitled: “After Ethiopia
—England "

Well-informed [talians have no
illusions about the economic value of
Etheopia They realise that had Ethio.
pia been as rich as sensationalists would
have us believe, England would not
have abandoned the country in 1868,
nor would the French company, Rayard
Brothers of Roubaix, have given it up
after sinking millions in exploration.
The cost of devoloping the country and
transporting the raw materials which
might be found there would be dis, ro-
portionate to their value on the world
market, ‘

As a field of colonisation Ethiopia
would not be productive either. Italian
officials, talking off the record, admit
that ltaly can hope to settle there in the
next 15 years not more than £,000,000
men, and even these would mean a
tremendous expense in transportation—
not only of the men themselves buc of
their wives and families and »quipment.
Eritrea with its ¢,188 registered [talian
residents and [talian Somaliland with
1,631 prove that even 1,000,000 mean in

Musolini's Object

What, then, is Mussolini's object in
his Ethiopian adventure?  The answer
is not economic but political. Mus.
solini has embarked on an extensive
campaign which aims to convert the
kingdlom of Italy into an empire.
Lthiopia is to be the begining; the
Mediterranean, an Italian lake, is to be
the end, In the eyes of Italian military
and diplomatic leaders Ethiopia is
destined to be the [talian Gibraltar,
the foundation of the new imperial
Rome, But where well Italy expand ?
The answer to this question will sound
fantastic outside of [taly, but it is a
commonplace within the Duce’s realm,
.Mussolini expects to plaut the Italian
limperial lion on the cadaver of the
British Empire, Almost every [talian
to the plainest man on the street is

convinced that the British Empire is
either collapsing or already dead and
that it will take onlya strong will on
Italy’s part to inherit its greatness

When first I heard this cooviction
expressed by a military attache, I re
fused to believe he was serious. But
repeated contact with high [talian
officials and with the comnmon people
has persuaded me of the universality of
this view, “[taly will biossom on the
grave of the British Empire,” one very
prominent Italian economist told me.
This explains the Ethiopian war, Mus-
solini's determination to defy all diplo-
matic opposition, to spend billions on
a country of dubious economic worth,
Mussolini is to be taken at his word
when he says that British opposition
will not deter him. He is ready if
necessary to fight England He believes
that the British Empire will collapse
and that Italy can then occupy Egypt,
Palestine and most of British Alrica,
with perhaps India in the bargain,
How widespread is the belief that
England is already dead is illustrated
by the bombastic and insulting banners
which the Italian soldiers carried at
their parade in Milan after their recent
manoceuvres. “England bewarel We
are not afraid of you,” read one; “Eng’
land, your fleet and army are old and
weak; our fleet and submarines and
aeroplanes are new and strong and our
army is young,” read another; and there
were dozens with similar inscriptions.
A Roman lawyer teld me in all serious-
ness that Italy could figi:t England be-
cause Marconi has invented a weapon
which would sink at a moment’s notice
the whole British fleet |

Italy’s Dream

Starting from this conviction, Mus-
solini's imperial plans are quite simple;
he expects to use th: [talian colonies as
sources of man-power for the conquest
of Jdritish Africa, Even for the Ethio.
pian war the Italians have already
raised more than 100,000 Coloured
soldiers, aud once Ethiopia is conquered
and pacified they expect to have 3

colonial army of 500,000. Their pext °

point of attack is Egypt, which they
hope to wrest Irom Englind within the
next 25 years [hey are not too modest
to boast that even to day, should 'Eng.
laad go to the limit in opposing Itaily,
Egypt would come to them begging to
be released from the British yoke. Qgce
Egypt is in their hands, and this meaqs
the Suez Canal, the eatrance to the Red
Sea—they already control the exit
from that sea—they would hold a
stiletto at the heact of British Empire
[adia, and vadsc tiis theast Ea;la.nd.

wonld not oppose their occupation of
Arabia. With Arabia an [talian Colon__\',
Palestine, Irag, and Persia in rapid

succession would be easy prey- After
that it would only be a matterof

rounding up the empire in Africa—
Sudan, Kenya, Tanganvika, Rhodesia.
The more optimistic Italians talk of
India, and some even of Australia, But
this should be noticed: the whole em.
pire is to be built without touching the
interests of either Belgium or France.
This is Italy's dream and the per
manent basis of its foreign policy.
At the moment, aside from the inevit-
able war, Italy is carrying a tremendous
pacific campaign of cultural ignperialism
in all Mediterranean countries and is
trying to foment trouble in Egypt.
Itis spending hundreds -of millions of
lire annually on this campaign I have
sposen with an ltalian professor just
returned from Egypt, whece he is kept
by the Italian Government to give free
lessons in the ‘talian language and tu
lecture in schools and clubs on Italian
culture. There are dozens like him.
A few days ago I met a group of Egypt.
ian boys brought l.ere at the expense of
the Italian Government; they all wore
the avanguardisti uniform. The Go
vernment subsidises all kinds of minor-
ities, prints pamphlets and books in the
various Mediterranean languages which
are distributed free of charge, sends pro
fessars to practically all the universities,
and pays teachers, lecturers and business
men to spread [talian culture. The
Italian Government, for examle, a few
years ago provided all the funds neces
sary for the estabilshment of a rabbi rical
seminar in Rhodes, which is to provid.
rabbis for the Neac East, though it does
not contribute a cent fur the rabbinical
seminar in Rome, which trains rabbis
for Italian Jewish communities. When
the last Rabbi of Rome died about 2
year ago, the Roman [ewish community
invited Pirato, Grand Rabbi of Alex-
andria aad origindly from Italy, to
come to Rome, He cune. But after
all the installation ceremonies were
over, the [talian Governm:nt vetoed
the scheme.

HE increasing popularity of Sastri
College has made extensions
necessary for the second time

since its opening six years ago. Two
years ago a new wing was added.
