War iniquities haye somewhat waned,
a new generation is growing and being
raised in true fashion to violate the

_ filth commandment: “fhou Shalt Not

Kill"” We find babies hardly out of
their cradles enrolled in the files “of
-future warriors, The instruments of
war and destrucition are handed them
at . first im the'- shape of toys, and
gradually as theif tender bodies develop
into adolescence, the art of killing

" huinan beings, with all its atrocities,

is patiently and methodically taught
them. While we are warned that mur-
der in the heat of passion or in revenge
for a personal afiront is a serious crime,
that haman life is sacred and inviolable, -
that laws are made to punish the
individual guilty of an offence against
another person, at the same time ironi-
cally enough, the “glory” of.a soldier,
marching forth with a rifle or a grenade
in hishand to take the life of an inno-
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cent foe, is eulogized as a virtue. Add
still more we glorify the role of an
aviator. ' .

It is often said by those opposed to
religious practices and teaching that
“religion is the opiate of the people,”
that it is used to deaden any protest
It
seems to me that the teaching of
religion; particularly the true Christian
religion, which places a value on the
‘individual and proclaims human per-
sonality to be supreme is a far betler
virtue than teaching idolatry of war-
gods who compromise the infinite value
of the human body to savagery. ltis
opium to the people—the act of divert-
ing their thoughts from tlie solution of
their economic difficulties by the glam-
our of resplendent uniforms, blaring
bands, and the stupefaction of the finer
sentiments of the human soul,

To-day the world is an armed
camp, The momentum of the arma-
ment race in every nation is increasing
feverishly. Some’ of the nations are

- doing it with the fixed idea of aggran-

dizement and domination, Others are
compelled to do it for reasons of pre-
paredness and self-defence. All, how-
ever, are treading the same path
which eventually and fatally leads to
perdition,

During these interludes, an artificial
economic betterment is fostered by the
manufacturiog activities for war ma-
terial and equipment. But such a
doped illusion cannot last long. The

Just
now our heritage is at stake and we
must not be delinquent in our duty.

wholesomeness. We must not permit
any ruthless attempt to mar the har-
mony of the skyline in the cities or
turn the calm inspiring solitude of
green fields into a graveyard, Every’
effort should be made to coatrol the
damming of rivers and thus protect
the lives and property of those living
near by.
_ The prairies and the hills must be-
preserved from the danger of erosion
and drought. Why not invest to im-

II‘ is hereby notified for general information that the Govern-
ment has appointed a Commission “to investigate and
teport upon the question of Mixed Marriages in the Ugion

between Europeans and non-Europeans and to determine
whether such marriages :
(1) are on the increase or are likely to increase; and

(2) are sufficiently numerous to be seriously detrimental
to the welfare of the Union and the future composi-
tion of the population;

and to recommend whether it is necessary that any further
steps should be taken to discourage such marriages.”

It is requested that the Secretary be informed on the lines
suggested above as'early as possible, but not later than the
28th May, 1938, after which date an itinerary will be ar-
ranged and notice published in the press giving the dates on
which the Commission- will visit convenient centres for the

" purpose of receiving evidence.
