Prem facts in our poseession it would appear
that since the Department of Labour began to
function, as has been stated over and over again
inthe interests of Labour the majority of workers
who have been members of Trade Unions has
declined to support their Unions. Here again the
memberskip of thesaveral Trade Unions for tha
last three or four years will make inleresting
rsading.

We are nob prepared to offer anyadvice to our
people who are working and or residing on sugar
estates at the present time, Weare well aware
of their intentions, The question of Land Settle-
ment and the extension of rice cultivation and
other mears of livelihood should be well known
to all, We are reminded that the Government
is taking active steps to bring about these re-
forms which are o long delayed and which are
B0 eaperly looked forward to. We, c¢n our part,
Will do all we can to got aclear understanding
as to the real intentions of Government.

Those who are directly interested should
take care to gee that no Legislation is in-
troduced to further strangle the rice indus-
try snd bring chacs in the industry of
our people, Will our people take heed?

The Government wan's furthar to create
a statutory authority to replace the Rice
Marketiog Board, this ncw authority to
include wide r1epresentation of rice pro-
ducera’’. Again, I eannot uuderstand the
meaniog of this change over. If it is the
intention of the Government to remove
all the members of the Rice Markoeiog
Board, who have been respunsible to keep
the indusbry in its present state and allow
producers and millers to manage and coun-
trol their own industry, it ought to be
somethbing that looks democratic, but does
this Guvernment believe in democracy?

My edvice to Growers and Millers is to
demsnd control of the rice industry. This,
and thig alone should be the democratic
basis, Do not bo misled sand fooled any
longer by oppertupists and careerists.
