After compl,ment,.-I am desll"ous of miormmg my frIend, nis Excellency the Viceroy 
of the great and mIghty BrItIsh Government m the Indlan Empll"e, With much desp8Jl' and 
regret, of the partlculars of a cnme full of pOlgnant gnef, namely, the cnme of the unjust 
and unlawful assassmatl0n of my late father, H,s Majesty SlraJ-ul-Millat-wad~ AIIll1' 
Hablbulla h.han, fung of the Oevernment of Afghamstan, who was killed by a pIstol shot 
at 3 A.H. In his royal bed on Thursdey, the 18th Jamadl-ul-Awal IJ3i fuJra, correspondmg 
to the 20th .Ifebruary 1919, durmg hIs stay at a place called Kalla Oo.h m hIs royal dommlons 
by the hand of a treacherous perfid,ous traItor. I have no doubt that Your Excellency, my 
frIend, wlll be much touched by the news of thiS pamful event, for the observance of all the 
cond,tIOns of neutrahty and the uprIght conduct and mendly relatIons displayed durmg the 
past and present by RlS Majesty my late father, the martyr, towards ro:j esteemed frIend's 
m'lghty Government were clearly proved and reqUU"e no mentIon. I, ):our Excellency's frIend,

Nor let thiS remem unknown to that friend that our mdependent and free Government of 
Afghenlstan conslde.rs itself ready and prepared at every tlme and season to conclude, WIth due 
regard to every con81daratIon for the requuements of frIendshIp and the hke, such o..greement. 
end treatIes WIth the mighty Government of England as may be n.eful and sel"Vlceable In the 
way of commercIal gams and advantages to our Government and yours.

Of oou1'l!e 
obedience to the sacred law of Muhall1.I1lftd and CiVil and lhlitary laws IS looked upon. as a 
glorious honour for WhICh we. the great nation of AfghaDlbtan. are bV dlSposltlOn and nature 
well-known. 

I would I10t accept your Crown except on these condItions. All of you, members of the 
hlgh.mmded strong nahon. accepted these conrlitlOns wltll enthn"asm and acclamatlOn, and 
I also put that great supreme Crown on my head WIth extreme honour and With detenDined 
re<oiutlOu an,l purpose tbus puttmg my hea,l muler the h"avy wl"ght of " 11TUl7lUlt all(l amt/:/'at" 
(religious leadership and rulership). I hope that you. my faithful prudent and higb-mmded 
nation Wlil pray to the Creator of the Earth and the Heavens to favour me WIth strength to 
be ~uc~ssful lD my undertaklDg and in doing all that may be necessary for your welfare and 



prosperity; and that you will co.operate with me manfully m the executlOn of my thoughts 
and Ideas.

After oompltmenta.-l have received from you Wlth deepest regret the lamentable Ilews 
of the untimely death of yonr revered father HIS MaJesty the late Amlr Halnbulla Khan 
SlraJ·ul-Mlllat-Wad-dm Umted from of old by ties of fnendshlp, the British Government 
and the Government of Afghanistan are now umted m a common sorrow. For while AfghaIl­
Istan mourns the loss of a great ruler who ever sought the welf .. re of hiS countrymen and by 
hiS wise statesmanship preserved It from the horrors whICh the war, Just ended, has brought 
npon so many natJOns, the British Government monrns the loss flf a stannch friend who through. 
out hiS reign main tamed firm the alhance between the two Governments. 

I thank you for mformmg me that yon have been unammously acknowledged as Amlr 
by the populace of Kabul and Its surroundmgs, Salyads, Ulemas, Mllitary and CiVil classes, 
that your uncle Sardar Nasrulla Khan has abdiCated, and that your brothers Sardars Inayatnlla 
Khan and Hayatulla Khan and other members of the Royal famlly, together With the troops 
at Jalalabad, have sworn alleg18nce to you. _ 

I note With pleasure that you say that you have sent me thiS lUformatlOn relying upon 
the friendship and sympathy whICh eXist and will contmue to eXist between the two Govern­
menta That friendship IS based on the treaties and engagements concluded With the Bntish 
Goverument by the late Zia-ul-Mlllat-Wad·dm and confirmed by the late SuaJ-ul-Mlllat.

" A[ny It bp known to fupn<lly mind of h,S IlIu,tuous E>.,,?lIency, my fr.end HIS Excellency 

the VlC'eroy and Governor·General of IndIa, of the Government of Great Britain. 'Wlule 
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friendly communlUJ.bons were paS.lUg between our tl>O exalted Governmen14l and our trusted 
envoy, the exalted Sarder, Abdur Rahman, was deputed to your Court for etrengthenlllg 
relatlons and ralslDg hIgh the connections, certam unplell.f\ant events happened OWlUg to some 
misunderstandlUg These led to stram of relatlOns and resulted m bloodshed between us. 
Co".equently I WW! obliged by considerMlOnS of humanIty and obhgatlOn of nghts of ClVlhsatlon 
to Use my endeavours as far as pcoSlble to prevent bloodshed amongst manlond, whIch IS a Sign 
of barbanty, and to pay no heed to personal shght whIch has been caused from your Bule. 
}'irstly, It IS necessary to offer certalll explanatlOns of IllIsunderstandmg which has oocurred. 
At the time our envoy arnved at Peshawar he could only be summoned to SunIa after much 
delay owmg to disturbances and dlsordel'll which had occurred lD that country. These 
dIsturbances and dIsorders had created such a panIC that rallways and telegraph hnes between 
SunIa and Peshawar were cut, though only temporarlly, and much bloodshed and disorder 
oecurred so that delay occurred to departure of our envoy, 'Perhaps due to these causes, whl1e at 
Peshawar Itself Muhammadans and Hmdus who have mtercourse with Muhammadan. and 
HlDdus of our country held meetmgs and made demonstrations to such an extent that news of 
such an event compelled us to despatch number of troops to mark and control fronlJers of our 
OWn country under the orders and commands of certam trusted officers of ours, 80 that they 
might mspect and protect Ime of fronbel"S. Blpah Salar Saleh Mohamed Khan, who was 
deputed to Eastern frontier of our country, started to make certam defenSive preparatIons as 
precautionary measures SlDce the feelmgs of our frontier and trans·liontier hillmen had been 
eXCited, these preparatIOns appeared to be necessary. The other oause of these preparations 
was that 011, the 8th Shahan 10337 HIJro (!fth May, 1919), your aeroplanes made a lilgilt lIlto 
the air of ~ur country WIth certam tlireats, and the reply to our letter was also delayed. I am 
vllry sorry that certaIn undesirable events also occurred on both Sides m the meantIme which 
very nearly caused a brench of old friendship of long years past between you and us. As we 
had gIven order~ to our Commandant to Inspect and protect the frontler he coDBldered certain 
POllltS as Included lD h,s own terrItory accordIng to the map and plan whIch he had In his 
possessIon and proceeded to carry on some dlgglllg as a precautionary measure. WIthout the 
exchange of any wntten oommumcatlOn on the iece of the earth between terrestrIals on .ubJoot, 
matters came to such a pass that aenal operations resulted m bomb throwlllg, which wounded 
our Commander·m-Chlef. Your troops, moreover, Violated our terntory. We were therefore 
obliged to Issue general order declarmg war_ In Kabul and SurroUndlllgs of Kabul the Ulema.a 
Saly_ds and,Shelkhs, everyone of whom commanded mfluence amongst thousands of Afghan 
Mussulmans, assembled and created eXCitement. In the meantIme our Envoy Abdur Rahman, 
who was permltted by you to come away, reached Kabul, and It became qUIte clear from hIlI 
statements and explanatlOns that ilie ForeIgn-Secretary of high dIgnity dIscussed WIth hlm With 
great emphaSIS the neceSSIty of deSIsting from war, whIch was InJurious, and had clearly asked 
that hostilItIes should be stopped. It became apparent that events and movemen14l which had 
taken place were aCCIdental and 'undeSIrable. Consequently the dutIes of humamty made It 
necessary before anythmg that an attempt should be made to put matters nght. Aocordmgly 
w~ put off the publIcations of the proclamations of holy war by the IslamiC Shelkhs of 
Afghalllstan, and referred matter to the Exalted National CouncIl who decided that our envoy 
should be sent agam to your Exalted Side to offer explanatlOns and to stop fightlDg and blood­
shed A day had hardly elapsed after the departure of our envoy from your camp when one 
of your aeroplanes :flew over Kabul and bombed our Royal Palace, thereby cauSlng great excit&­
ment and pamc among our loyal people The machInes bombed the sacred mausoleum of my 
great grandfather HIS MaJesty Amlr Abdul Rahman Khan, may he rest in peace, t'nd 
certain other quarters were bombed SImIlarly at Jalalabad also the sacred grave of my re\ere<l 
father, H,S Malesty SlroJ-UI-Mlila:!cWaddm, on who~ be peace, who discharged tbe 
obhgation& of frlenw.h,p toward you to the extreme dunng hIS hfebme, and many other favounte 
bUIldmgs m our offiCial quarter and m unprotected town were bombed It is a matter for great 
regret that the throwmg of bombs by Zeppehns on London was denounced as a most savage act 
and the bombardment of places of worshlp and sacred spots was conSidered a most abommable 
operatIon, wAlie now we see WIth our eyes that such operations were a habit which ia prevalent 
amongst all C'Vl1,sed people of the West. Notwlthstandmg thiS, it IS not our desire that the 
century-old fnendshIp between you and us should be broken and that bloodshed should occur 
between us which would again lead to pel-petual enmIty, hatred and mahea between thell8 two 
natIOns III such a way that It would be ImpollSIble to extmgulSh these feelIngs, beoa1lB8 once a 
nation prepares for death and thirsts for revenge, It becomes impoSSIble to restraIn It. In thi8 
respect, ~mgular proof of our Royal good mtentIons IS the despatch of thiS fnendly letter to 
Your Excellency. At the same time we.have sent our Royal commands to our Commandant to 
&uspcnd movements of troops In dIfferent dlrectIoll8 and to stop hostIhties and 6 certIfied 
copy of saId /irma"'4 IS fnrwarded herewith for-Your Excellency'. perusal Relymg on thIS I 
state to Your Excellency with great smcerity intention that our sublime Government has n~er 
had any Idea of severmg fnendly relations WIth illustnous Government of Great Bntam, 18 
In no case whatever deSIrous of upsettlDg old obltgatIOn$ and old relatIOns.

All Important rulll1'& have m theIr replIes offered theIr resources to 
Government and have expressed unswervmg loyalty to the Throne and detestatIon of the Amlr's 
actIon. Necessary measures have been taken by the N'"lZam, the Begum of Bhopal and other 
rulers to ensure that the real CIrcumstance<! of the Afghan attack are fully understood by theIr 
Mohammedan subjects and that latter realIse that no questIon of relIgIon IS Involved. In 
plaCIng h18 Impenal ServIce Troops and resources at the Government of IndIa's dIsposal, the­
NlZam of Hyderabad has speCIally asked me to convey to HIs Majesty the KIng h18 humble and 
respectful oil'er. The rulers of Bana, Ratlam, Pahala and Dholpur are among those who have 
offered personal servIce. Staff appoIntments m the field have been gIven to the N awab of 
Laharu's two sons, includmg the heIr apparent. We are consldenng other offers Sir Partap 
Slllgh was eager to go, but, m VIew of the llllportance of hIS duties as Regent of Jodhpur, I 
d,scouraged hIm.

8111cerely anXIOUS for a cessahon of hostIlItIes and the renewal of the frIendship between our 
Governments. For, as lour envoy was told m SunI", nothmg could be more entirely opposed to 
tradItional poLey and sentiment of the Government of India than war wIth Afgharustan I 
eannot, however, pass by m Silence yo~ allegation that what has happened 18 due to an unfor­
tunate misunderstandmg '1'hele has been no mlsunderstandmg on my part If there has been 
.IlIY nllsunderstan,ling on yours, It was a mlsunderstandmg of the polItICal SItuatIon m Ind,a of 
whll'h you were completely ullsmformed, and a mlsunden,tandlllg of the teillper and power of the 
BrItIsh Government Let me ~tate the facts clearly m order that there may be no doubt as to 
the r"llOn"blhty 1m th s, war On the 3rd May, Zar Shah, a notorIOUS frontIer marauder, 
brought n tTlbal gatherlllg to the fl'Ouher nE'ar LandI Kotal ancllnlled five coolies on our water­
works. He gave out openly that your S'pah Sular had sent him ahead to commence hostilities 
and pI'Oduced a firman under your seal III support of h.s assertIon. On the 4th Maya party of 100 
Afghan regulars, 200 Khassadars and aome Shmwari tribesmen OCCUPIed Bagh and Kafir Kot 
and cut off one of the water supplies of our frontler post at Landi Kotal. On 5th May two gnna 
and thl't'e regIments arrIved at Bagh and 300 to 400 regulars occupIed Tor Sappar and SpIlla 
Suka.

any concentratlOn or collectIOn of Afghan troops or tnbesmen In contravention of 
the armlStlCe, further, that you undertake that your people Will not lire upon or 
mole.t Bntlsh air craft and WIll return WIthout delay, unhurt, B1'It .• h aIrcraft and 
aIrmen who may have been fOl'CPd to land In Afghan lImIts, and to u.e your utmost 
endeavour to ensure the safety of any BrItIsh aIrmen who may be forced to land in 
trIbal terrItory. . 

4. That you should at once send urgent messages to the tribes both on your own .ide 
and on our SIde of the Durand frontIer Into whose lImits your troops have advanced, 
or who have been eXCited by your agent. ancl plodamahoDM, stating that 
you have a.ked the GOVeFllment of India fOI a ce'"alion of hostilitiP8, and that 
you will not countenance further aggressIve actIon on their part against thp British 
Government. If they take such actIOn It wIll be at theIr own nsk, and they wIll 
receive no support from you, and find no ""ylum In Afghamstan, from which they 
WIll be eJected If they come. 

Now. my friend. I would ask you to con91der these terms "arefully, and, )OU wIll real18e 
how very lement they are. I aVOId ull humiliatIng conditions. If you are WIse, you will accept 
them in the friendly spmt In whlOh ihey are offered. If you dQ not accept them the oonsequences 
must rest With you. And in all fnendhness, let me pomt out to you that, With the unlImited 
resources of the BritIsh EmpIre, whICh has Just issued triumphantly from a .truggle WIth the 
greatest milItary power the world has ever seen, those consequences can only mean one thing If 
you accept terms offered, orders wlll at once be Is.ued accordIngly to the Bnt"h General Office1'll 
CommandIng operatIons, who WIll be autho1'1sed to arrange meetings wIth the O/Ii .. .ers 
('.ommandmg your troops and to sign anmstIce agreements to the above effect Thpreafter 
I shall gladly appoint selected officers to meet officers selected hy you to diSCUSS and .. rrange 
linal terms of peace and once more to estabh"h and strengthen fnendly relatIons between 
our two Governments As regards a place of meetIng, I do not conKIder that either 
Landi Kotal or Peshawar are 8Ultable places for negotIatIons of thIS kind. ·1 have fixed upon

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meantlme I should be glad to know the names and designations of the delegatee whom you 
propose to send and the earliest date on which they can reach the frontier. I agree with you 
that the earher action IS taken in thIs matter the better it will be for both parties. You may 
rely on there being no delay on my side. I earnestly hope that I shall very shortly receive 
such a reply from you as wIll pave the way to a re'llewal of old friendshIp between our Govern-
ments.-V.ual end.ng. .
