Y. WORKING OF THE OCTROI SYSTEM,

The octroi cordon under the Administration of this Municipality -
ineludes the Suburban Municipal District, the Cantonment of Poona and
the Kirkee Contonment in addition to the City Municipal District. The
Kirkee Cantonment has been added to this cordon from 1st October 1911 as
an oxperimental measure, and the last extension of this arrangement up to
tho 381st March 1924, was sanctioned by Government in their resolution
No. 2112 G, D,, dated 22-3~1922. A separate account of this body is kept
and the net income from its imports is given toit every montb. The Munjei-
pality Jevies Octroi, according to the sanctioned schedule, on articles imported
into the Octroi cordon and after deducting from the gross income, the amount
of duty refunded on accouut of the export of the same articles, as well as
the establishment and other charges distributes the net income smong the
remaining three bodies in proportion to their populution, ns sanctioned by
Government in their resolution No. 4053 of 9th November 1895. The
figures given hcre, therefore, relate to the whole of the eordon, while those
in Form IV and appendix ( II-A ) relate to the City share only.

The gross income from octroi and octroi—refﬁn_d—raba.te in the year
1923-24, was Rs, 6,8:4,161 ( including Rs. 8,151 paid to the Cantonment
Committea of Kirkee ) a3 against Rs. 6,35,640, of the last year, showing an

incrense of Re. 43,521. There was no epidemio in the Uity as in 1922-23,
and hence the increase. - :

of the Poona Cantonment Committee to Rs. 98,447, and of the Suburban
Munieipality to Rs, 44,010,

The amount of Rs. 68,122, was as mentioned above refunded in the
year 1923-24, on account of exports as against Rs. 80,752. of the previous
year, showing a decrease of Rs. 12,630, which is due to the fact that mo
arrears of claims were outstanding as in the year 1922-23,

The figares quoted above show the result of the working of the
whole octroi Department. They show the gross income from and grosa
expenditure chargeablo to Octroi. But the figures given in the statement
Koe. 2 and 3 show only the share of the Poona City Municipality in the
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total income and expenditure. The Octroi establishment has cost 7.8 por
oent of the gross income in this yesr, as against 8.0 in 1922-23 and 7.0 in
1921-22.

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PROGRESS OF MAHOMEDAKN EDUGATION

There are nine day-schools, five for boys and four for girle, The
number of boys on rolls on 31-3-24 was. 486 and of girls 203 as against 388
and 195 respectively of the previous year. The average attendance was
403'7 and 1849 a8 agaivst 261'8 and 141'7 in the last year. One female
trained teacher was taken from Government for the Urdu school and the
Government Educational Department has been requested to provide for
some experienced and trained mistresses for Urdu Girls’ Schools. The
English Class attached to Urdu full primary &chool (No. 10) for some years
as & temperory measure and now made & permanent fizture by the Munici-
pality showed gond progress during the year. The expenditure on Urdu
Schools during the year under report amounted to Rs 24,545 as against
Rs. 15,184 in the previous year. The Assistant Superintendent, kpowing
the Urdu lagguage and appointed to suporvise Urdu Schools, visited them
from time to tiwe during the year, inspeoted the work of the schools and
made suggestions for their improvement.

The audit of the accouuts of the Poona City
Muonicipality for the year 1¢22-23 was commenced
on the 3rd Septemborand completed on the 6th Npvm.
1923. The months selected for detailed audit were
June, September, Decomber 1922 and March 1923.

PrEVIOUS AUDIT.

9, Last Audit Note.—The last andit note dis-
posed of by the Muaicipality under its No. 3418 of the
17th February 1928, forwarded through the Commi-
ssioner, C. D. was not received in this office till. the
close of the preent andit.

3. Para 2 and 14 (¢) and (d)—License Fees for
offensive and dangerous Trades and for Foot-Boards
and Steps—It han already been pointed ont that the
rules sud by-laws in connection with levy of these fees
wore sactioned after valid objections were considers
ed. It is not sufficient, as stated, to keep the loss of
legitimate duestoa minimum poseible nor it is proper
to neglect ;revenue from a duly anthorised source
because realizations therefrom appear at present tt;
ba trifling. Moreover, to recover these foes fiom the
prompt rato-payer 8ud not to enforce the recovery
from a defanlter i» tantamount to encouraging the
defiance of the authority of the Municipality. The
fees from foot~boards and steps alone for the year
1921-22 were found to have been nssessed at Rs,7710
exclusive of demand for Rawiwar Peth I, of v;'hich
the assessment register could nut be traced till the
close of audit. Either tke recovery of fees -from
these sources should, therefore under proper sanction
be ruspended altogether or effected from all the licen-
sees and rate-poyers without eXceptions.

snpplied to the Manicipality and the Poona Canton.
mont. So far there is no loss in the trwnsnction,
The contract i8 also partly in fulfiiment of the Munici-
pality’s own bosiness of proviling potable water.
These factors are, howaever, not salficieat to apply
Municipal fands to a purpose which is not auathorised
by the provisions of the District Municipal Act. It is
lioped that the Municipality will not ia future enter
upon fuch un enterprise.

13. Expenditure outside Municipal Limits. -Th¢
road lying beyond the Level Crossing No. 65 in
Bhombazrdn on the Poona aud Ganeshkbind Road
is within the Iimits of the Suburban Municipality, vide
boandarios of the City Municipulity printed on Page
1 of Octroi Rules and bye-lawe. This road is, how-
over, being at present lit and swept at the cost of
Rs. 760 & year from the City Municipal Fand. The
Buburban Municipnlity, Poonu, muy be called npon to
porform these duties in respect of this rond, or to pay
tho City Municipality the cost of lighting nnd road
conservancy.

M Payment of Gratuity.--Under rule 6 of the
rules governing the grant of gratnity to » municipal
employee, grituity shall in no case exceed the nmo.
ant arrived at by multiplying the retiring empioyee’s
average monthly pay by the number of complete
yours of his actives service. Periods of sick leave and

 furlongh bave been:taken to include in active gervice
although tho definition accepted for uclive service ie
that rocongnized by C. S. - Rogulations in letter
No. L-35-807, dated the 11th June 1919, embodied
in G. R. G. D.. No. 2052, dated. the 23rd Febrnary
1U20, it was snggested that if the words “after attain-
ing the ageof 55 years or completing full service
wore not added to tho revised rule4 of the rules
governing graut of gratnity, the rule is likely to ba
nisintorproted to_allow gratnity to every employee,
who may gorve the Municipality for five years and
resign the municipal sorvice to better his prospects
else-where. The suggestion was not accepted and the
Muaicijality was relied npou® to interpret the rule
Judiciously. The expectation has, however, been falsi-
fied by the grant of gratuity of Rs. 546 to an emplo-
yee, Mr. Maheshwarkar, who resigned ‘after putting
in 17/ears’ municipal service. * Besides, the Chijef
Officer, to the objection of local auditor, has pointed
out thatithe General Boardhas passed a definjte resolu-
tion laying down that an employee should be paid a

The Municipality had resorted to this mensure as
it had to lose about Rs, 6000 a year on the account.

He was suspected of committing misappro-
priation a od suspended from municipal service on thg
24th November 1920. A= the evidence avainst him
was not suffi-ient to secure his conviction ina court
ot law his services were finally dispensed with on the
22nd December 1920. He applied for a gratnity and
was pnid Bs. 398-7-4 on that sccouat in Mareh 1923
after an interval of 27 months from the date of his
dismiseal from service.

15. Instroctionsareissued tocheck the accounta
of the departments and steps nre taken to. see that
they are checked and defect = vectified,
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sccount in the stock ledger. It has since been brought
to acconot. The nudit conducted by this depart.
ment i8 only o test andit. Moreover, it is carried
ot in arrears. The irregularities noted above are
safficient to convince that awlit check by Municipality
itself in'addition to test audit is necessary.

16. Collection Department. —After o continuous
comment of more than three years the demand of
fized taxes for the current year has been fixed as
required by provisious of the District Municipal Act.
A number of discrepancies In assessing gsneral water
tax for water rates and special sanitary cess for nou-
privy coss and rice verss, however, creep in as pointed
out during the course of sadit, fur waut of prompt
co-operation between the collection depnrtment aud
the eogineering and the health.departments. The
arrars on 318t March 1923 were larger than those on
that date of the previous yonr. Heavy arrears are, in
the roain, due toinsufficient or inefficient collection staff
and unless the supervision is keenly exercised, large
outstandings genorally result in writing them off
a8 irrecovernble.

(1) Arrears on account of Dog Tax, Wheel Tox
and Tax on Hotels.~(a) The percentnge of outstanding
sod consequent writes off of dog tux, wheel tax and
tax on hotels is great owing to non-obssrvance of the
anctioned rules governiug levy of these taxes.
‘Under rale 3 of the dog tax rules, every per<en
possessing the dog has to apply for a licence and pay
rupee 1 in advance for ench year. The rule is not
enforcod. Unless speciul request is made to the
Police Department to frent all dogs without badges

as stray dogs the requiroment of the rule referred to
cannot be secured.

(6) The assessmont and demand registers of
whoel tax for the years 1921-22 and 1922-23 were
not ready till half of each of the years was over. Late
- preparations of these registers resulted in leaving

hoavy arrears to say nothing of the conclusion clause -

in the demand of the tax owing to sales, transfers
aud discontinusnce of vehicles during the first half
year. Out of the demand of Rs. 872 und Rs. 261 of
Nana and Bhamburda Yeths Rs. 69 and 86, respocti-
vely, are ulready writton off and appsals for writing
off a further sam of Rs, 75 are under cosideration of
the Manaping { ommittee,

{¢} The causes nssigned to large outstanding on
account of hotel tax aro, the discontinuance of a
hotel immediately after its opening, and want of in-
formation as to the wherenbouts of hotel keepers'who
close hotels sometimes in the middle in the year. In
one Peth alone, viz., Nana, the arrears and irrecoyer-
able amount were Rs. 103 and Rs, 43, respectively,
out of a demand of Rs. 303. It is for the Manag-
ing Committee to devite some means if it is des'red

to take full advantage of this dunly nnthorized source
of revenue.

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17. Ezpenditure on Conservancy.~-Fxpenditure
on conservancy inclusive of road sweeping is far in
excess of receipts derived from non-privy nud special
sanitary cess zod by sale proceeds of road sweepings.
The Municipality is not prepared to levy non-privy cess
in addition to special sanitary cess on houses having
privies a8 required by Government Orders embodied
in G. R. G.D., No.192, dated the Srd F ebrnary 1922.
1t is represented to the Commissioner, Central Divi-
sion, that when deciding whether the conservancy is
self-supporting ornot, revenuederived from drainage

and cesspool taxes ought also to be inclnded in cons-

ervancy receipts. Similarly certain portion of octroi
receipts which bear :a rativ of 53 per cent to the
total revenue of the Municipality must, also, in the
opinien of the General Board, be earmnrked for
expenditure on conservancy. In this counection it is
pointed out that the presumption of the Municipnlity
that the proceeds of the special sanitary cers, which
amonat to Rs. 44,800, are not less than the cost of
the special private services readered by municipal
agency, because the expenditure for geavenging
establishment is Rs. 41,500 only, is not correct. It
fails to include incidental expenditure in connection
with private services rendered sach as the cost of
foed of bullocks for removal of night soil. Morcover it
i8 pointed out, that the principle that there should Le
.no exemption from the payment of the general sa-
nitary cess, was enunciated in the Government orders
referred to above not only to make conservancy self-
supporting but to securo equitubletaxation, as richer
houses only have privies attached to themn, The cost
of cleaning of these privies is paid by them bnt that
fact should not relieve the rich houses from the cost
of general sanitation when its benefits are availed
of by rich and poor houses equally and latter houses
only are made to pay for these benefits.

20. General.~Remarks regarding general defects
noticed io the accountsof the several deparments of
the Muonicipality have been communicated in this
Office Letter No. L-35—38353 of the 20th Decomber
1923. A pumber of irregnlarities noticed in aadit
were settled during its course owing to the prompt
attontion poid to them by the muicipal staff; those
that could not be settled are embodied in the objection
statement forwarded under thie Office No. L-33-4302
dated 16th Febroary 1924, in advance of the audit
note.

Review of the Admini stratlon Report of the Poona City Municipality
for the year 1923-24:—

« The number of ordinary, special and sdjourned meetings of the
General Body was 55 a8 against 69 in the preceding year. ‘Thirteen were
adjourned for want of 3 quorum. The average attendance of the Councillors
at these weetings was 23 which is a little less than one-half of the total
number of 50. :400 items of business were dmposed of during the year as
againgt 657, in the preceding year.

% 2, ‘The Managing Committee and the School Board held 72 and
32 meetings respectively during the year (of which 13 and ‘10 respectively
wore adjourned for want of quorum). as against 72 and 29 in the previous
year. In addition to these Committees, 30 snb-committees were appointed
£o report on various matters referred to them either by the Genersl Body or
the Managing Committee.

“ 3. The following progress has been made with regard: to pending
reférences between the Collector aod the Mumc:pmhtyt—-

(1) Building by-laws—On 8th May 1923 the Municipality were
asked ot the;instance. of the Commissioner to prepate a set of by—
‘laws on the lines of the by-laws for advanced Municipalities circulated
with-Government Order No. 6315, dated 12th Septeniber 1918. The
-matter was under the. consideration of the Municipality, in -spite of
repeated reminders from. this office for over a year and ab last on 12th
May 1924 it was reported that .both the Managing Committee and
.the General' Body had decided that it was not Possible to revise the
present by-laws on the model of those framed by Government and the
utmost -that could be.done was to enforce strictly ghe by-laws already
in operation and that the Munici pality had resolved to do so. The .
matter is.now before:the (Commissioner.

(2) Ammqunt of the rule for lrvy of fees for occupation of parts
of public streets.—This was firsh submitted by the Municipality in
March 1998, but was returned in May -with certain suggestions. It
was resubmitted by the Municipality in July-and was again returned
for compliance with the Comimissioner’s suggestion $0 eonsider the
advisnbility of drawing up schedules of roads 40 be gharged at rates
exceeding Ks. 3 and the matter is shill pending with the Manicipality
althongh they have been expedited five times,
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(3) Additional Election rules:—These were first received from
the Municipality in May 1923 and woere returned in June in order
that an entire set of election rules should be drawn up revised on the
lines of the model rules saactioned - in Goverpment Resolution,
General Depariment, no. 7238, dated 15th October 1917 as subse-
quently amended from time to time, with such additions and altera-
tions s might be saitable to local circumstances. It is necessary to
have the revised rules ready in advance of the ensuingelections which
are due to tuke place in March 1925. The Municipality have been
expedited several times, but have not yet submitted the revised rules.

(4) In August 1922, the Mynicipality applied to the Collector to
acquire land for the Lakdipool Training College section of the East
West Road Scheme, bus the papers were returned to them in Novem
ber 1922 for certain corrections to be made and the Municipality took
more than 18 months to return them. I was not till June 1924 that
they resolved to proceed with the scheme and & draft notification
under section 4 of Act I of 1894 has been submitted on 2ndJulyl924, ~

(5) Site for Befuse Depot.—The Municipality have ceased to use the
kachra depot on the Satara Road since last year and are tamporarily
using s site further away from the city * and cantonmens. A part of
the refuse is destroyed in an incinerator and the remuinder carried
away by motor lorry. In July 1923 the Municipality was asked to
submit proposals for acquisition of land for dumping keohra. Two
sites one at Kothrud on the right ofthe Poona-Paud Road and
another at Munjeri beyond Bibewadi were sclected by my predecessor
in consultation with the Military suthorities and recommended tothe
Municipality who did not approve of either on the ground that they
were too far from the city. They therefore chose a site at Parwati
which is objectionable since it is on a much frequented road snd is
near the canal and the river. TheMuniocipahty wers informed accord-
ingly and nsked to choose a fresh site bat havs persistently adhered
to their first choice. The matter has dragged-on for over a year and
it is not yet certain whether the Municipality will. come to terms in
the nesr future unless steps are taken under sectivn 175 of the
Bombay District Municipal Act. The Municipality have been given
the opportunity of ‘selecting 'another site to be approved by tha
medical authorities and myself failing: which the Qollector will have
to select a site for the Municipality’s acceptance after consulting the
Commissioner. The Municipality will in that case hot be given the
grant-in-aid promised by Governmenti-(in Government Resolution,
General Department, No. 2465 of 7th July 1923 ).

The Municipality have postponed the payment of Rs. ‘6,000 on
account of audit fees for the years 1921-22, 1922-23 and 1923-24 and reques-
ted the Collector on 27th June 1924 to move Government to forego the
amounts for the previous year and allow them to appoint their own auditor
approved by Government but on the 17th July 1924 I informed the President:
that the proposal to appoint their own auditor did not seem to me economically
sound and thatif had not made outa case for Government to forego the fees of
previous year. They were also directed to pay up the amount due forthwith
in accordange with the order contained in Government; Resolution, Finance
Deparment, no. 1254, dated Tth March 1924 but bave not yet done so,

7. “(a) Inaccordance with paragraph 2 of Goverment Resolution,
General Department, no. P.~56 (4), dated 4th December 1923 the Munici-
polity were asked to forward proposals for increased taxation. The President
reported on 12th May 1924 that the Managing Committes had since put ap
before the General Board certain Pproposals for increased tazation, but that
a8 strong feeling agninst any increase of taxation had been growing in the
city for the last yeor or so and as the Municipality had received & number of
Teprecentations from rate~payers sgainst any increase the Councillors were
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1ot in favourof additional tazation this year; but that.they had resolved on 23rd
April 1924 thas the question of fresh taxation should be bronght up before the
board after one year, i.e. after a new body of Councillors had come in to office. -
This ie an obvious evasion of responsibilisy and the Munioipality have been
advised not to shelve the proposal put up by the Managing Committee.

(d) As regards the Board as a whole there ig little for me to say.
Comment seems superfluous on the sattitude of the mnjority towards the
various questions above referred to, which have been the subject of
correspondence. The said mnjority appears to resent oriticism as much as
it disdains advice, seeing that one of the most recent acts of the Board was
the passing of & vote of censure on Mr. Mackie on account of the not very
sevore yemarks made by him in regard to the illegal expenditure which
forms the subject+of the civil suits to which I have referred. It is to be
regrotted that Mr. Mackie will in all probability remsain ignorant of this
resolution.

(¢) Mr. Lawate has fillédd the President’s place at many of the
meetings and has shown keenness and abilty : and Rao Bahadur Apte and’
some others can be relied on to take a reasonable and commonsense view of
questions under discurgion.”

a section of perverse public have had s marked effect. Uudersigned has
alwnys been ready to withhold prosecutions when the end is served. Prosecu-
tion and not persecution is the aim followed.

The total impounded during the year was 6280. The amount of fines
recovered during the year is Rs. 1095-10-0. The work of auctioning cattle
in absence of claimants after an interval of seven days is dons by the Health
Officer. -

HOUSE-INSPECTIONS.

As per Goneral Body's resolution house to hous: inspaction from the
10th October 1923 is now dome by the Divisional Sanitary Inspectors.
Defects noted in general with respact to houses inspected are noted in the
rogisters. The owners are served with notices to remedy the defects and on
their failure to do so within a specified period prosecations are lodged
againat them. |

MENIALS.

Owing to the dumping grounds near Swargate for kachara having
been given up kachata is lifted ont of the city by motos lorries on contract
system to Bibewadi, a distance of five miles and more from some parts of
the city. Six subsidiary depots were opened in convenient spots in the city.
The kachara is dumped on these depots whence the removal to. Bibewadi is
carried out in lorries. The undersigned objected to these depots on sanitary
grounds being situated amidst inhabited areas. The system of removing
kachara in motor lorries on contract system has ‘proved a failare. The
bullock carts had to be in readiness always and as expeoted the stipulated
four lorries were reduced to two lorries and very often to one lorry which was
found inadequate to the rewoval of kachara from the whole city. The kachara
driver s who are hard worked resented to make siz trips to the subsidiary
depots. They, as feared by the undersigned, struck work on the morning
of 27th October 1923, The situation was handled promptly by the undersigned

with the assistance of Messrs, Godbole and Nikam. The davanwalas,

- two of the ring-leaders, were removed bag and baggage from the stables,

with a threat to hand them over to the police. This had a salutary effect on
the remaining orew ond a strike averted. o

BHANGIS.

The bhangis gave tio trouble during the yeat. Itis true that some
Brongst them ate badmashas and do not earry out their duties efficiently.
They are punished, fined or suspended, But undersigned has always handled
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them witn kindness and consideration. Owing to thanging’ 4nd democratic
times their attitude also is brusque and ab timas rule, and‘auléss and until
the privies and mori water of property holders are proparly draiged ‘in ‘msin
deains, and the main drains are extended shroughou$ the town the'services
of bhangis will remain always as items to be -seriously” considered.

‘ROAD-SWEEPERS.

There are 211 roads weepers. The roads. bols, lanes ete., are constant.
Iy under repairs or are dug out for laying water, mains, drains eto. Conse-
quently sweeping is not done _efficiently. The earth thrown up is never
rolled down proparly and in some instances the eatth and road metals are
heaped round dustbins. The public use the heaps. for dumping kachara
keeping the dustbins near-by empty. The roads are kept clean and also the
lanes and bols as circumstances perm:t

SANITARY & CONSERYANCY WORKS

(a) Drainage :==The work of new dra.mage m progresslng slowly.
The old drainage is defective. Tn absence of levels in many instances mael
water leaks into the privies and moris and the Health Depa.rtmenh comes in
for a large shinre of the blame as public fail to understand thab the ‘Health
Department is not in charge of drainage work. The Eastern parb ‘of the town
specially Nana and Bhawani, are:not sewered. Cesspools and gol gutters
take the place of sewers, The former are removed by manual la.bor, the
‘latter empty into the Nagazari.

(8). Gully fraps :—My suggestion regarding gully ttaps lids to be
of lock and key is now carried out. with regard to newconnections at present
-constructed. - -Bhangis will have no acoess to these traps to empty their
head-loads, The number of gully, traps is 7906.

(¢). Gutters( Katchha & Goal’) :—The katchha'guttors are a source
of great harm to the city. The storm water collects in these which stagnates
and breeds mosquitoes. In some’instances these guttersare very deep. In

- many instances ownets of houses utilise -these for: purposes of draining the
foul water from fheir premises.- My suggestion to closs these permanently
has found favour with some councillors. 'Gioal gutters:—The unsewered part
of the city isgiven gol gutters to drain away the muel water from -thejr
premises. These gutters are pacea built in stone and masonry and a special

- ataff of the Health Depertment clenns them dmly. These gol guttera empty

in most instances into the Nagazari.

(d). Public latrines —-There are 62 pubho latrmes. Of these 14
are of flushing type.

(¢). Public urinals —They are 63 in all. 37 6f theim Bre of ﬂushmg

pattern. ‘The need for more urinals is keenly feIt. ln i;he Easter‘n part o
the city.

w
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. {f). Privale privie s.—Privata privies are 6813 in number, Of
these 137 are of the flushing type and the rest are of the basket type. 1‘_he
housa owners, several of them, are inclined to converb their o_ld type privies
into flushing ones but the difficulty in most instances comesin when the
water from the canals is at a low pressure and the parts of the city are on a
high level. In some cases the argument held out is]genuine as personally
verified by the undersigned. Considering the increasing arrogant sttitude
of the bhangis the undersigned would welcome the conversion of the- basket
systom wholsala into flushing types but for the very great.difficulty mentioned
above. Besides there are other difficulties which are not easy of salution.
Many houses, which previously belonged to one owaer, are now divided
amongst several owiers, ‘each owner claiming his share of ths one privy
which formetly belonge1 to the house now dividd.. Poverty is augther great
drawback and the owners reduced to penury owing.to_ family. litigations or
deaths of their principal bread-winners cannot be forced to lay out a large
sum on their privies alone. Hence many louses are with the court of wards
ot are mortgnged and until these houses arc free from encumbrances,
‘nothing could be done'to' induce owners to convert the basket system
into flushing ones. Many rich house-owners, who argue.that their neighbours
should also be compolled to do what they are told with regard to thei®
privies, should find no favor with the municipality.

(s). Cesspools:—The easternipart of ‘the town which is an unse-
weted aren contains many cesspools, Some of them are the size of small ponds.
With the limited numbers of carts at the disposal of the'Health Dapartment
these cesspools can not be cleared from the bottom. Besides the people who

usa the service of pipes at such & high'pressure so that cesspools soon get
filled no sooner they are emptied.

| (). Dustbins :~Dustbins are 567, Most of them ronnd. S:;ﬁare
ones being replaced by these Madras pattern dustbins. The square ones are

proferable to round dustbins. - The latter have no bottom, are very -unstable
and could be easily displaced.

| (§). Pail Depots :—Alang, Khagina Vihir, Shanwaz, and Dhangar
Ali Pail Depots were closed to save costs. All the pail depots in the town
would work satisfactorily, but the engines at the pumping station are in-
o8pable of receiving loads of maila for pumping them to Hadapsar. Health
Officer had severnl times appenled to the anthorities .,oon,cerz_'xed not . to le
the maila into the Nagazari from time-to time, but it was all to no. purpona
The un_detl'sigqu wag _tc_;ld by; _t‘]{e._ Exequbige Engineer at the pumpmg '
station some three yedrs ago that new pumps were ordered from Europe, but
they have been not. arrived upto, date,., Motor lorries for removal of city
refusa was used during the portion of the year and still "continues but they
have proved o failure. Unless the Municipality has motor lorries with &
workshop of its own confract system, as it i8 hitherto _'ehiﬁetinéed,:,w'iil nover
work satisfactorily. The removal of kachara by bullocks to inciﬁerafor;'a ‘and
constraotion of such incinerators will be found the cheapest and salutar
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mothod for the disgosal of kachara of the Poona Uity. Indome feom the sala

of kachara derived during the’ year is as under. . .

MARKETS.

Vegetable and meat markets, the former is situated in_ Shukarwar
Peth and the lutter are sitaated in Vetal, Shukarawar, Kasba, Ganesh,
Bhawani and Nana. Vegetable market is known as the Reay Market. It is
for the sale of vegetables and fruits only. Ii is very largely patronized by
the Poona public. A special sunitary staff looks to its cleanliness,

The meat markets, situnted in several peths, are of primitive design
They are situated amidst thickly populated aress and are a menace to public
health. They should be removed outside inhabited areas and converted into
one central place for the sale of mutton and beef.

. Slaughter-houses or kamillas, attached to the six meat markets, need
no comment. I have already referred to their insanitary ocondition, vide
last year's report. ‘ | :

KAGDIPURA & KONDWA SLAUGHTER<HOUSE,
" " ERagdipura:~A great advance-in sanitation could be said to have
been made during the year with regard to slaughtering lnrge animals such
~ as bullocks, buflaloes, cows etc.,” which was carried on at Kagdipara and
which s now transferred to Kondwa where city -Muvioipality hos built a
slaughter-house of its own. But the same cannot be said to. b» complete
unless a beef market is oonstructed and removed from the inhabited srea.
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At my suggestion a sub-committee is appointed by the General Body to
select a site for & beef market and it is hoped that this crying nuisance will
now be removed.

MILK-SUPPLY.

Milk-supply in the city remains status quo. A committee to inquire
into and suggest improvements, meets from time to time, but it has not
arrived at any definite solution. Unless the licensing ‘of milk-supply in the
city is carried out, nothing can be dons in the direction of improving its
supply. I had set the ball rolling some two years ago with a view to improve
the supply of milk specially, to the poorer classes, but financial. diffieulties
are & great obstacle to its future furtherance.

CITY WATER-SUPPLY.
The snme remarks apply as stated in my last year's report.
NEEDS OF THE CITY.

I have in my last three reporis enumerated several nrgent needs for
oonsideration of the municipality. And my repeated apneals, I am pleased fo
say, have found favour with the authorities, for within last few months there
his been o decided increse in the number of public sanitnry conveniences
and my suggestion to have lock and key arrangement with regard to lids .to
gully traps have proved fruitful. I may, therefore, be permitted to repeat the

sawme in this report also. -

1. Permanent stoppage of letting off sewsage into the Nagazari
from the pumping station.

2. Iwwediate construction of gravitation sewarage for taking
maila to Hadapsar. '

N. B. :—It is true that new drainage lines are now, progressing and
Dew connecbions are given, but unless the gravitation
gewerage is simultaneously construced no improvements from
a sanitary point of view could be expected. “

3. Conversion of the lids of old gully traps similar to thosa given
for the new ones with lock and key.

4. More publio urinals and public latrines of flushing type
aud conversion of bucket system public latrines into
flushing pattern.

5. Pucca gol gutters for storm water and abolition of katchha
gutters, which form local eesspools during monsoon.

6, Improvement of milk-supply.

7. Need for o malaria brigade.

8. Permaneny gang for rat=-destruction.
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9. Paving of barrow lanes and bols.

10. Chawls for bhangis.

11. Construction of meat and besf-markets and removal of
slaughter~houses outside inhabited areas.

12, - Correction of levels in the old drain line.

138. Doing aivay with all cesspools.

14. Bathing places oo the banks of Nagazari.

15, Coﬁpulsory water~flushed latrines in private houses..

16. Tuberculosis dispensary.

REMARKS.

There is not much to record about our: achievements during the
year under review. Details. of work done will be found in the body of the
report. One more dispensary was started as also the first exhibition of its
kind was held with regard to Child Wel-fare Scheme. At present there is
only one principle Child Welfare Centro, nursed and maintainad by the
Seva Sadan. It serves mostly the needs of the middle and lower middle clnsses.
The poor ejther go to the hospitals or are dependent on the ignorant Dais,
The rich ofcourse look after themselves. It seemsto me -that it will be a
great boon to the poor if the Child Welfars Centres are expanded into small
maternity homes, especially close to slums like Bhokarwadi, Chambhar Al
and such quarters, where poverty and ignorance veign supreme. And these
should be aided by municipality. The measure]likely to reduce infant mortality
must be the clearing of slums from within city limits, provision of open
spaces, better housing, effeclive drainage shortly, ‘the provision of a well
ordered and efficient maternity sevice amidst sanitary environments., Infant
mortality cannot be separated from general sanitary conditions and.it is
wrong to think that it pivots on poverty alone. Public health education is
ong of the most effective ways of bringing home to the citizens the impor-
tance of living amidst healthy environmenis. Sanitary eonscience of the
public requires to be continually tapped, the awakening it leads to must be
deliberate and nob spasmodic in its effect. Perhaps better results could be
expected if the educated classes lend a helping hond, Some such effort is
made by the Arogya Muandal of our city, but its efforts ave not far-reaching,
It needs a healthy support unbiassed by selfish motives or individual gains.
The Health Officer gave a public lecture on ¢ Health ’ during the inauguration
of Baby Week.. The lecture was apprecinted by those present at a meeting
held in celebration of the Baby Week at Bhoksrwadi, Except for a fow
cages of plague which was rapidly stamped out by the activities of the Health
Department, the city was practically free from epidemic diseases. Cholors
was mostly imported from Alandi. Small-pox raged during the latter part
of the year. It is of no use the exertion vf the Health Department to
combat; an epidemic or stop contageous disease, unless the people co-operate
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One must get co-operation of the people by persuasion aud which can be
further helped by cducating the masses in the most elementary rudiments

of sanitation.
CONCLUSION.

In conclusion I beg to thank the authorities concerned for giving
useful aid when reeded. My assistant Messrs Godbole and Nikam-rendered
ngeful agsistance. The Arogya Mandal under their able Secretary Mx. Bhas,
as usual gave me valuable hints and to them I am also thankful.

-I have the honour fo submit my report on the recent epidemic of
plague in -the city and the measures adopted by my department towards
its prevention. ‘

The last c1se of plague of the last epidemic occurred on 11-5-23 and
though no case occurred for the next three months I was aaticipating a
gevere outbreak this year as the city was surrounded by villages which were
nearly all infected.

The first case of plague this year occurred on 2-8-23 at 143
Raviwar and was imported from Satara. Thesscond case oceurred on 12-8-23
at Somwar 68 snd was imported from Poud. The third case ocourred
on 16-8-23 at Budhwar 316 and was aleo imported from Poud. Six more
imported cases ogcurred in varjous parts of the city and spread the infeotion
all over, The first indigenous case occurred at house no. 860 Shukarwar on
220d September 1923 and was succeded by several other indigenous cnses.

When the disease threatened to assume an epidemic form a meetnig
of the Medical Relief Committee was called consisting of Drs. Naidu and
Phatak and with their help aud in consultation with them I conducted the
preventive measures. Six meetings of the Committes were held and their
resolutions were promptly given effect to.

T'he following is a sbort history of preventive measures adopted 1~

(1) Inoculation:—The total number of dosgs of anti-plague

vaccine supplied to the city medical practitioners is 5970, out of which 360
doges were recoived back. The total number of persons inoculated is 8618,
Dr. . A. Aphale was appointed as Municipal Inoculator from 3-10-23, Ho
inoculated 1689 persons upto the end of December 1923 angd used 1656 doses
when his sevices were dispensed with. The Medical Officers, I/ cmunicipal
dispensaries, were algo sent occasionally to private houses for inooculation
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whenaver a demand for them was received. They have inoculated200 persons
and they used 234 doses. Theve are 4656 dosss and six incomplete
inoculation outfits remaining in stock.

(2) Medical Relief :—No specisl srrangements were made for
giving free modical relief a8 there was no demand for it. Not a single plague
cage went for freament at the municipal dispensaries.

(8) Rat-campaign:—Two mocadams and 15 coolies were engaged
for rat-trapping. Nearly 1250 traps were daily set in the infected localities. The
total number of rats canght and destroyed is 8221. 94 dead rats were brought
in for examination, out ‘of which six were found plague infected. Houses
where plague infected rats were found were promptly disinfected and the same
were white-washed by the house-owners on the instruction of the Health
Department. The expenditure on the head amoants to Rs. 1191 which
means 7 rafs on an average are caught for a rupee-

(4) Disinfection and White~—washing ;=102 plague-infected
houses wore disinfected. 11 houses were departmentally white=washed as an
experimental measure. Two mukedams and 4 coolies were engaged for,this
work. But the work was stopped as the experiment proved too costly and
a8 there appeared to be very little chance of the cost of white-washing to be
recovered from the house-owners. The measure wus however to be found
effective as the infected houses had no more attacks after they were white-
washed, The owners of infected houses were however asked by notices to get
their houses white~washed and-thus in the end the object was gained.

(5) Kvacualson .—85 families  were given free accommodation in
the Bhamburda Heslth Camp, These families were mostly from the
Bhamburds village. '

(6) Advice and Instructions :—Wall posters, describing the meae
sures adopted by the Municipality and the precautions to be taken by the
public, were posted all over the city and chiefly in and around the infected
parts. A large number of these is.still in stock. Advertisoments describ-
ing the above were also inserted in the looal news-papers from time to time,

5. Management of the School Board Office and the schools under
the control of the Municipality:—

The School Board Office and the Munioipal Schools continued as
before throughout the year to be under the direct control of the Superinten-
dent of the School Board, which post has been held for the last five years
by Mr. V. L. Gatne B. A, who bas to work as directed by the Chairman of
the Sohool Board and by the Chief Officer, who is to act as the Secrotary
of the School Board,

The post of the Assistant Superintendent for echools was created
two years ago in order to make sufficiont arrangements for the supervision
“of the Marathi and Urdu schools especially, and give assistance to the
Superintendent to cope with the work of the School Board Office, which hos
been increasing annually owing to the increase of childrer and new classes
in the Municipal schools and sevaral other reasons. Mr. Y. R. Gaikaiwari
“was appointed there on 9-2-22 and being confirmed in that post in August
1992, held it throughout the year under review.

: 6. The Schools-—~There were 33 primary schools, one Training
School for primary school teachers, "ono Tecbnical Institate, and one weav.
ing Class under the management of the School ‘Board. .

As stated in the last years Report one Night School was opened id
Mangalwar Peth a3 an experiment specially for the benefit of people of the
Depressed Classes residing in that locality, but as the attendance of students
‘was foo low for more than'six months and though the Head Masker of the
_School for the children of the Depressed Classes in the sanme locality tried
his utmosk to increase the attendance, people did not take advantage of it
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and.the Night School was to be closed on that acconnt. It was agaul in-
quired as to what other locality wonld be more suitable for opening a Night
School that would command good attendance, and the School Bosrd settled
to start one in- Ganesh Peth from the next Junein the b|.1i1di-ng of the
Boy’s Day-School ( No. 21 ), entrusting the work of conducting it to ifhe
Head Master of that School, who expects to have good attendance of child.
ren of the Depressed Classes there.

The Boy’s School at Bhokarwadi for low cast childzen, which was
transferred to the Depressed Classes Mission Society for management in -
August 1918, wag given according to the seftled conditions a grant of
Rs, 250 this year also by the Municipality. The demand for a new primary
school in Mangalwar Peth near Gadital was satisfied on accouns of the
openibg of one Primary Schoo! there conducted by some people of the
Depressed Olasees residing in that locality. The Municipality has made
special provision of Re. 6000 in the next year's Budget in order to open
new primary schools in such localities of the city as are mostly inhabited by
the poor and backward classes, and efforts will be made in this direction
during the course of next year.

notio about the progress of Mobamedan Education Appendix VI ).

There are 21 Boys' Day Schools, out of whick 11 are entitely free.
During the year under review, one more Urdu Boys' School in Ganesh Peth
was made free. These schools are made up as follows =

¥ The number of students i Primary Schools:~The total numiber
bf students increased from 4556 to 51568 during the year under review. The
work of b fetr schools in Shukrawar and Raste Peths of the City was dis-
turhed o little in the months from October to December owing to the occu~
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rance of Plague cases in the vicinity of these schoolg oceasionslly; however,
the work of almost all schools was going on smoothly throughout the year,
' though several parts of the city wera considerably affected by the epidemic of
Small-pox during the latter balf of the year. The general attendance of
children in the schools was satisfactory, the increase of average daily atten-
dance being from 29901 o 2477.8 in the case of boy's schools, snd from,
1085.2 to 13111 in the case of Girls’ Schools out of the average number
on rolls of 3276.8 and 3328.6 in Boys’ Schools and 1794.1 and 18492 in
Girls’ Schools in the year 1992-23 and 1923-24 respectively.

Of the total number of 5158 on the rolls on 31st March 1924, thers

.were 3109 boys and 173 girls in Boys’ Schools and 1876 girls in Gixl®

Sohools a8 against 2593 boysand 201 girls in Boys’ Schools and 1762 girls
in Girls’ Schools on 31st March 1923. :

_ Information regarding the ages, social conditions, professions of
' guntdians, the number of married and unmarcied students in the primary
gchools is fully given in Appendices (A, B, & C).

The comparative attendance of children in the schools during the
years 1923-24 and 1922-23 will be found in Appendices I (D).

. 8, Teachers in the Primary Schools :—There were in the year under
review 286 teachers serving the primary schools managed by the Poona
City Munjcipslity as against 224 in the last year. showing an increase of 12
teschers on the stafi. Information as to this distribation in schools is given
in Appendices Il (A. & B.). On the teachers’ staff there were 23 Head

‘ Masters and 10 Head Mistresses; out of these 30 were trained and three
untrained. The number of Urdu trained teachers was proportionate to that
of the Marathi teachers. This year also the Deputy Educational Inspector
of Poona Distriet was requested to provide some Trained Mistresses for the
Municipal Urdu Girls' Schools and trained masters for Boys® Schools specia.,
Ny mointained for the children of the Depressed Classes, but only two

- qualified men weke available and appointed to work as Assistant Masters
in the two schools for the children of the Deprassed Classses. Every attempt
is being made by the school Board to eshance the efficienoy of the teaching
staff by increasing the number of trained teachers gradually. With the
view to meke every member of the staff trained in course of time, a scheme
for starting a Municipal Training School for primary masters was formulat-
ed three years ago, and as stated in the Reports of the previous years, the
Municipality sfter roceiving the .necessary sanction of the Government
Educatiorisl Department in this matter, started the Classes for the Firgt
Yeor’s Training Certificate Examination for Marathi primary School mos
ters in December 1920 and for Urdit School Masters in December 1922,

The nurmber of trained Primary teachers in tha service of the Munici-
pality during the year under roview increased from 119 to 126, while the
number of untrained teachers was 110 as against 105 of the previous year.
The staff of trained teachers was distributed amongst several schools on the
principle of giving to each school & certain minimum number of trained
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teachers, taking into consideration their peeds and the locality in iwhi'qh :
they are situated; schools attended mainly by children of backward classes
in different parts of the Oity are being provided with more trained hands,

as the municipal Training School gives every yearan additional -number of
First Year Trained Masters.

9. Municipal Training and Continuation Classes for primary teachers:-

The Training Class for Marathi primary School Masters was atten-
ded for the full yeor of the Training College course from December 1922 to
October 1923 by 25 new primary masters and 5 masters who failed last year.
16 candidates were gent up from this Class for the Final Examination of the
First Years Certificate of the Government Training College for Men, Poona
and 10 of them came out successful. The percentage of successiul students
from thig class was comparatively satisfactory, indicating the fact that the
teachers of the class worked sincerely and efficiently as before under the
guidance of the Superintendent. This Training Class Scheme has made

provision both for the theoretical and pmtlea.l -work of the pupll-tieacharﬂ .
admitted in the Class,

A seperate clags for giving training to the Urdn Vernacnlar Final
mosters was started in Municipal Training School, in the interest of the .
Urdu Schools for Mohamedan children last year in December 1922 and four
masters were admitted {to this class to undergo the necessary course of -
training for the First Years's Certificato Exzamination. Arrangements for
this Urdu Clase were made as adequately as those for the Marathi Training
Class. Three masters from this class appeared in October 1923, for the

Final Training Certificate Examination of the Government Training College
for Men, at Pooua and two of them passed.

These Training Classes have been temporarily olosed in the midtiie of
December 1923 as the School Board desires to make certain improvements in

the present scheme of this Training School and a revised sohema has bean'
under their cosideration at present.

As stated in the last year's Report, the Urdu Continué.tion Olass
was closed, a8 it was found that it was no longer necessary, most of the un-
passed Mohamedan Masters in the Municipal Urdu Schools having got them:
selves qualified by passing the Urdu Vermaculsr Final Ezamination.
Standard VI of the Continuation Olass for Mistresses was continued till June
1923, when the whole annual work of this class was completd duly and the
anual examinstion of it was held for which 12 Mistresses appeared ond 8
passed in the end. ‘This Continustion Class started two year's ago for
unqualified and unpassed Mistresses in the Municipal Schools wes also cloged
in the middle for this year, almosi all such unpassed Mistresses havmg got
qualified by paesing the Sixth Standard Fizamination,

Theso Continuation Classes for unqualified Masters and Mlstreasee have
eliminated every year the unqualified element of teachers in the Municipal
Urdu Boy's Schools and Maruthi Girl's Schools, and from the several steps
taken in the jnterest of the Mohamedan teachers and Mistresses in Gitl's
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Schools a8 mentioned above, it may be scen that ‘the School Board ie trying
its uﬁmost to improve the quality of teachers employed in the several schools
of this Municipality which is bound to stimulate their work further.

10. Ezamsnations of Primary Schools :—As stated in the last year's
Report the Annual Examinations of all the Municipal Schools were beld on
account; of plange for the year 1922-23 in the month of April 1923 instead
of in thé month of February 1993 as usual by the Superintendent with the
help of the Assistant Superintendent and some senior Head Masters and
Head Mistresses selected by him. Detailed information regarding the per
cenfage of pssing eto. ab the annusl examination of the several standards of
every school seperately will be found in Appendix II C.

* Annusl examinations of all Municipal Schools for the year 1923-2¢

, The General Reporb about the working of the Municipal Schools for
the yoar under review as also those of the last two years' Governwent
Inspections have not been still raceived by the Musicipality from the Eda-
ca.bmnal Inapector, C. D.

No. 5 and the other from Marathi Boys’ School No. 19 obtained Govern.
ment Middle Schoo! Scholarships, standing at the top of the successful candi-
dateu that'. appeared for this Examination from the Poons District.

1L (a) Technical Bcheol :—In the Vlctorm Jubilee Municipal Tech-
nical Bchoo! the number of students on the roll increased from 50 in March
1923 to Sl ab‘ f;he end of the year under review. The average attendance of
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students per month was 44'37. The nomber of students that learned

Drawing Courses, Carpontary, Signboird printiny and smithy was 81 ; out:
of these, 72 were Brahmins, 8 Marathas and oue of the other caste..

There is in the Techmical School a special Class for Draiwing for the
benefit of such local students as cannot afford to becoms regular students of
any othor school, A fee of anms four is charged per bead, bt teaahefa z?nd
students from Municipal Schools, local Aided schools and Tx_-alnmng
Colleges.attending the Class are exempted from prying fees. This Class
was attended by 18 studeats in the year under report.

The School sends up candidates for Elementaty and Intermedia.t.a '
Drawing Examioatione of the School of Art, Bombny. This year 26 candi-
dates wore sant up for the Elementary examination aad 11 for the Interme-
diate examination; abd of thess 13 and 5 passed respectively.

The Annual examination of the school was conducted according to
the rules in force at presont in the Victoria Jubilee Technical Institute ?f
Bombay, and arrangements were made to hold it under the direct supervi-
sion of the examiners deputed by the Committee of Direction for Technical
Edueation in this Presidency. The following table shows the results of the

Annusl grant of Rs. 924 wag received for this Technical school from
Government this year according to the recommendation of the Committes
of Direction for the Technical Education in this Presidency. It was not as
usual equal to half of the expenditure incuried by the Municipality for the
payment of the Teaching Staff of Technical School as per.Grant-in-aid Code
rules for Techical Schools. Inquiries are made regarding this curtailment of

Government grant for this year, and the correspondence in this respect is
still going om.

This School wns visited often by Dr. R. K. Naidy,L M.4&s. a member of
the School Board, who took keen intrest in its work throughont the year
and made saveral suggestions for its inprovement. Other members of the
School Board and Muunicipal Councillors paid surpriss visits to this School
from time to time during the year under review.

Goverment Inspecting Officers for Technical Encation inspacted this
Schal in the rmonths of May 1923 and Keobroany 1924 and gopdetad the
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annual examination of this School in the second weok of April 1924,
All of them expressed satisfuction about the work of this School in gensral.
The School was under the direct supervision of Mr R. T. Sathe

throughout the year under review. He is a Mechanicsl and Electric
Eng noer and has undergone specisl training in the Normal class of the
Enineering College at Poona; he is qualified as a Technical School teacher
and possasses experience of practical work. The Technical school is impra.
ving now an] showing batter results owing to tha eff >rts of the Suprintendent.
Besides the Saprintendent, the Technical School Staff consists of a carpeatary
teacher, a Drawing master, a painting master, a teachec of saithy, a special
teacher to tench technical Arithmetic and English, and Mistry Class Instru-
ctor, Arrangemen's arve being made to appoint special hauds to teach
turn'ng, molding and fitting in this school. As mentioned in the lnst year's

Rep irt, the reviged courses of instruction for this Technical s:hool were
foll- -wr'd during the year under review, the Municipality having approved of
the « and sauctione] the nacessary amount of additional expendzture on that

account as an esperimental measura for the yoar. The new Mistry Class
starbed last yerr was coantinaed and the new courses laid down in the revised
scheme were undertaken., At present the following subjects are being taught
in thix Institotion t—

Carpentary, casting in various forms, wood and metal turning, poli-
ghing wood-work and signboardpainting, carpentary drawing, machine
drawing, Art drawing, smithy, Press-work ( composing, printing and book- -
binding ) and English, No fees are charged for the instruction given in this
schonl except for' drawing as mentioned above.

Scholarships :—Two scholarships for each of the second, third and
fonr'h year classes, each of Rs. 2, 3 and 4 per month respectively are given
by ¢e Munioipality on the results of periodical school oxsminations by open
com=etition in order to encourage students to $ake up courses of technical
. edueation- Tnere is also one more scholarship eslled Divan Bahadur K. R.
Godbole Boholarship of Rs. 5 p. m. for a student who stands hlﬂhesti in the
annusl examination of the courses of this school.

The School is attacbed to the Workshop of this Municipality for pra-
ctical and experimental purposss. Repniring and other work is carried out
with the aid of machinary of modern patterns, The materials such as wod,
met>] ete. used by the stulents of manual training and the tools used by them
are supplie! free of charge by this school. The students have to d-posit a
" sum of Rs 5 as security for the tools given in thejr charge, This amount is
returned to them when they complete one year’s full course. Itis a great
advantage to the students of this school that they can actually ses how the
municipal workmen work with the aid of the machinary of the workshop,
and how to cnrry on actual work on the sseam and oil enzines, Attempts
sre being made to start a new ciass in this school forThird Class Mechaniocal
Engineer’s Course. Ths School Board ia at present contempliting to give
effect to the several sugzge-tions made by Dr. R. K, Naidu 1. M. & s., School
Board Mewber, regarding the present revised courses that are foilowed here
when the number of scholarships will be still imoreased and further arvange=
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menta of addtional and more qualifiel staff will ba made; it is hoped to
attract a still larger number of students for technical education in this school.
It will be seen from this that several measures such as revision of new courses
and starting new useful classes adopted by the Municipality, have improved
the coundition of this echool during the last two years and if its progress
continues asat present, this school will make satitisfactory provision for
technical education in the City of Poona.

13. Income:—Appendix III gives information, regarding the funds
at tho dieposal of the School Board during the year under review.  Oa thg
whole there is & decrease of Rs. 17,797 over that of the last year, the causes
of increases and decreases under several heads being given in short below:~

I.  Fees sn Primary Schools:—Though the Municipality has not yet
undertaken to make primary education entirely free, the School Board made
ona more Urdu School in Ganesh Peth quite free in the year uader review
" and it is seen that all sorts of facilities are being given to the poor and
desorvivg students by granting free studentships in those Boys’ Schools,
which are not sti!l free. This item shows an increase of Rs. 267-5-6, which
is due to the increased nuwber of paying studonts thronghout the year in
the several Municipal Boy’s Schools. ’ '

IL Government Grant-sn-aid for Primary Education—There is
s jnorease of Rs, 15,325. This year Government paid a grant equal to halg
of the anticipated expenditure that msy be incurred by the Municipality on
primary education according to their Budget Estimates for the year 1923~ 24
subject to readjustment after the azcconats cf the expenditure incurred by
the Municipality in the sama year 1923-24 arz examined at the end of the
year. It will be seen from this thnt the former principle on which Govern-
ment sanctioned grants to the Municipalities so long viz. giviog half of the
actual admiseible expenditure jncurred by a Muaicipal Body in the previon®
yeat on primary education, isnow changed and the Budget Estimates of
expenditure on primary education for the current year are taken as “basis
for assessing the annual grants by the Goveroment subject to readjustmant
Dext year after the accounts of the actual expenditure incurred by the Body
daring the same year are scrutinized by the Government Educational Depaxt-
ment, The teachers in the primaty sohools were required to be paid from
1-3-23 according %o the revised scale of saleries laid down by Government
in their Order No. 560 of 5-12-1923, and this Maunictpality received an
smount of Re. 5,547 a3 Advauced spacial grant to cover up this extrs ex-

penditure during the year under review, which is incladed in  the abaove
mentioned increase of Rs. 15,948, -

IlI. Grant-in-aid for the purchase of sites for new Schos! Buslding:e
No Government grants were received in the year under Revort for the pur-
chase of any such site A reference is raade to the Educational Depurtment to
sanotion grants for the purchase of a site for a school building in Raviwar
Peth near Durjansing’s Paca and it is expected that the Municipality will
be paid next year the Government share for acquiring that; site, for which the
Municipality paid & sum of Bs. 34080 Jast year.
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IV. Grant-in-asd for Victoria Jubilee AMunseipal Technscal School,
Poona:—This item shows an increase of Rs. 270, as the Committee of
. Direction for Technical Ebucatien in this Presidency sanctioned grants for
this year more than that for the lnst year; however, the Muniocipality did
not receive as before for this Technical School Governemnt Grant equal to
half of the total expenditure actually incurred for the payment of the staff
of teachers employed in the Technical School, for which a reference is made
to the arid Committee of Direction for Technical Education with a requees
to inform the Municipality the reasons for reducing the usual smount of
grant as explained above and correspondence in this regard is still going on.

Y. Drawing Grants:~~There is a decrease of Rs. 92 under this head,
This year * Special grant? towards the cost of maintaining a Drawing teacher
and equipment according to Grant-in-aid code sheduls L section 1, Rule 5 was
not received from Government for the Drawing Class mentioned by the
Municipality in their Technical School, and inquiries are being mnde of the
Inspectotor of Drawing, Bombay Presidency as to why these Drawing Grants .
were curfailed.

(16) EBuperiment of a new curriculum for Gsrls Sohools:=There is @
decrease of Rs. 98 under this head as the Gizls' Schools did not require
any more special materials this year.

(17) Childrens Libraries in Schools:—As the books ordered for these
libraries were not available till the end of this year under review, this item
shows o decrease of Rs. 203-14-6.

(18) Teachers Training Sohool:—As a new Class for training Urdu
School Masters for the First Year's Cortificate Examination was started.

the increase of Rs. 881 in this item is due to the additional expenditure for it

(19) Continuation Classes for primary Schoel Teachersi—The decreas®
of Bs. 278-7-8 under this hend is dne to the closurs of these classes, as

they were no longer required. ( Vide information about this under para 9
phove ),
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(20) Temperary and Previsional allowance to primary school teachers:e
This item shows an increase of Rs. 2077-8~4, ag additional allowances were
required to be paid to the primary teachers for which they were entitled
according to the Government rules on account of the increase of their salaries
as stated io (3) above nnder the head of salaries of Masters, Mfgtresses, ete.

@1) Handicraft and Clay-Modelling:—No expenditule was required
for this item exzcepting Rs. 3-2-0 during this year.

(22) Spinning Whecls:~The decrease of Re. 1306-4-4 is due to the
fact that no cotten was purchased during the year snd only Rs. 187-4-8
were required for repairing the spinning wheels efic,, that were made last year
for the Municipsl Schools.

(28) Technical School Establishment:—There is an increase of Rs,
760-8-4, a8 some more hands were appointed on the staff of the Technical
School to teach additional subjects according to the revised curriculum
for that school.

(34) Technscal School Contingency:—This item shows an increase
of Rs. 917-1-9, as more scholarships were given to the students of the
Technical School, and printing of the neeessary forms, and stationery for
the school necessitated more expenditure during the year under report.

(25) Maclinary and osl engines:—The increase of Rs, 346-1-0 is:
due to the purchase of some new machines for this school this year.

(28) Repairs lo the Technscal Schoal:—As no repairs were nacessary
in the school building this year, there is a decrsase of Rs. 56-13-9 under
this head.

©@7) Weaving Class:—This item shows a deorease of Rs. 772-9-7
as this class was closed since tae middle of the year under review for want

of eunitable rooms for carrying on its work and owing to certain other
difficulties concerning that class.

(33) War-allowance to the Technical School Staff:—Thera is &
deorease of Rs. 106, as war-allowance to Municipal servants was discontinued
their schedules of pay being lately ravised.

GENERAL REMARKS.

Free and Compulsory Elementary Education in the Poona City Munics.
pal District:—Information about this question is being given in this report
every year, noting down the important events and facts that occured re.
gording the matter during the year under review, and accordingly as statod
in the last year’s Roport, when a Sub~Committee of the President and nine
Councillors from amongst the Members of fhe General Board was appointed
by the General Committee to recconsider this question, its work of draft-
ing a definite scheme for it was required to be postponed for want of new
rules and regulations that were being framed by Government in connection
with the Elementary Compulsory Education Act of 1923, passed - a yoar ago
by the Bombay Legislative Council and accepted by Government for being
given effect to as early as possible. Another scheme for introducing Compulsary
Primary Education in the whole City gradually in five years by application
of the Compulsory Education Act in & fow Peths every yosr was placed be-
fore the School Beard during this year, but no decision could be arrived ab for
want of the same rules and regulations alluded to above. Government
published the draft of rales and regulations on the Bombay Primary Educa-
tion Act of 1923, in their notification, Educationsl Deportment on third
December 1923, inviting objections and suggestions with respect to the
draft from the public, and held conferences of the representatives of the
Local Bodies to discuss these rules and regulations with a view to deoide as
to bow far they can be usefully brought into effect and bring about contem.
plated changes in the actual administration of the Local ‘Bodies when the
control of primary education is transferred to them. At the request of the
Director of Public Instruction, the School Board had deputed two of theixr
members Mr. D. V. Gokhale, and Dr. R. K. Naidu, to take part in thia
conference held in February 1924 at Poona. Government have not ganctioned
those rules finally still and as soon as it is done, a definite progressiva
scheme for making elementary education compulsary WIH be placed befora
bhe Municipality for consideration,

o2.  School-houses: —(a) As will. be found in the previoue Reports,
neatly 80 School-houges have been already occupied by the Municipality for
its ana.ry schools, taking them on lease for long periods from 5 to 7
years abd having got such alterations and additions dome there ag ware
qmte essential to render them suitable for use as ‘School buildings. Similar
hrrangement was made in the' case of ome Girls' School in Rasta Peth,
which & now shifted from thie close vicinity of the Praotising School .
attached to the Government Femle Training College to a distant conveni
ent place in the same Rasts Peth, where the Schoolhs likely to be. attended
by & larger numbqr of girls residing in that looality, that hed no Girle'
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School 80 long. Some fmots rooms were taken in Girle' School No. 2
Shukarwar Peth to accommodate additional classes there. Attempts were
made to secure more rooms for Boys’ School No. 15 in Managlwar Peth
owing to the increased number of children and classes there, and negotia-
tions with the house-owners have been{going onystill. The present building
for a scbool of Depressed classes, children in Maogalwar Peth ( Boys’
school No, 12 ) is most insanitary and inconvenient and as 2o rented houss
for it wag made available in.[that locality in spite of so many efforts, the
Bchool Board has been now selecting a site to be acquired for erecting
a new School building for that School. The School Board experinces great
difficulty in making additional housing accommodation for mew olasses in
schools of several peths owiog to want of suitable houses and to the high
rent demanded by the house-owners. -

(b) New School Busldings for Primary Schoolsi-Two sites in Sadashiv
Peth for Marathi Schools and one ia:Rawiwar eth for an Urdu School are
acquired and have been now in possession of the Muuicipality. The work
of acquiring the fourth site in Kasba Peth, Tambat Ali, as settled before,
is still going on and it is expected that it will;be given possession by Govern-
ment to the Municipality after its acquisition early. The acquired site in
Raviwar Peth near Durjansingh’s Paga where a new building for an Urdu
primary school was to ba erected was being taken for a publio fish-market
ot the request of Mohamedan Councillors by the General Committes, and
another new site in the same focality for a school building was proposed for
acquisition, which is under consideration of the Municipality., With the
consent of the Government the Municipality raised a loan of Rs, 52000 from
thie public during the year under review, and now together with the promised
amount of Rs, 52000 as building grant from Government, the Municipa-
lity will commence the workof school buildings, as proposed before, on the
aoquired eites, and the preliminary necessary arrangements for it are being
wade. The plans and estimates for'a new school building are prepared and
soon after they are sanctioned, the work of actual construction will be under-
taken. From this it may be seen thai this serious problem for housing
Municipal School properly and adequataly.-is being gradually solved in this
way by the Muoicipality, and it is expected that four new school buildings
will be constructed next year in different.quarters of the City.

3. Ghildren's and teachers' Liabraries in Schoels :—This year also
some nseful books'were added to the central school libraries for children and
to that of teachers. If the teachers and children in all schools were to
make use of these books often throughout the year by having them for read- -
ing from those libraries and reading rooms specially started for their own
interest, they would derive much more benefit on this account; but experi.
ence in this respect for the last two years evinced the fact that the heads
of primary schools and their Assistant Masters take a little interest in such
additional work and it is an impediment in the way of rapid progress in the

education of young generation; howevar, it is hoped that constant efforts
* in this direction will gradually bring about an improvement in the tone and
efficiency of the schools.

4 Municipal;Trasning School and Continuation Classes for mary
school teashersi—=As stated in the Previous Report, these classes werg started
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by the Municipality from 1st Decomber 1920 with a view to eliminate.
gradunlly the clement of untrained and anjualified teachersjon’the staff of the
Munigipal primary schools and thereby increasing their efficiency. A detail-
ed account of these classes will be fouud above in para 9, from which it will
be seen that the number of trained teachers is being increased, the untrajned
being trsined, and the large number of unqualified male teachers in Urdu
Boys’ schools and Wemen-teachers in Marathi Schools being reduced every
year, as thoy were obliged to appear for the necessary Government Anoual
Qualifying Certificate Examinations. :

b. Grant-in-aid to the registered non-municipal primary school in
Poona Csty:—Last year this Municipality gave consideration to the applica-
tions from Managers of some such scheols for Muuicipal grants in addition
to the Government grants they received annually, and for tho allottmont of
these grants the Municipality Jaid down the principle that primary local
schools as described above should be given Municipal gronts as much as is
necessary to enable the Managers o receive onehalf of thoir admitted ex-
penditure in total both from the - Government and the Municipality with
the proviso that in po case any particular school should be given more than
one-gixth of its total admitted annual expenditure; thatis, as the Govern-
ment was in general giving grants equalto one-third of their admitted annual
expendjture, the Municipality was prepared to suppliment thoso grants by
onesizth of the expenditure so that the managers may receive a total grant
equal to half of their admitted expenditure on primary education from both
the sources. Accordingly proposals for giving granis for the yesr under
review were submitted for sanction by the School Board to the General
Committee, but as vo final decision regarding this matter was available till
“the eud of the year owing to the consideration of the question of the curtail-
ment of the current Municipal expenditure as & whole before the Muynici-
pality, no grants could be given to these schools ‘as well as other special
Institutions excepting the sehools for children -of the Depressed Clagses
maintained by Mr. S. M. Mate . A.and at Bhokerwadi by the Depressed
Class Mission of Poona. (vide information about this in para 13 above).

8. Physical exercise in school:—As stated in the previous Reports,
two Drill-masters were entrusted with the work of only eight Boys’ Schools
where they showed better progressand more improvements in this:raspect
than before. Inlother schools, the trained teschors take up the work of
drill, Gymnasium, etc. The School Board recommendegd the appointment of
one additional Drill and’ Games Master, to which the Municipality and the

' Commissioner, C. D. accorded sauction-recently and a new hand will be
appointed next year, who will be entrusted with the work of-Drilland Games
in some of the remaining schools. The play-ground- hired in Rasta Peth
hag been repaired and is now being used by the children of all Municipal
Boys' Schools in its vicinity. * Materials for gawes of school boys and girls
were also provided in order to eacourage physicsl instryction thera. Efforte
were made to hire open plots, to be used as play-grounds in different parts
of the City, which measure would do much goodto the young children of the
schools, for whose all-sided development sattempts ave baing made in

. various ways Boya from most of the Municipal Boys’ achools took part and
woun prizes in the Conpetition of sports spocinlly held for primary sobigol
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boys in November 1923 under -the auspicies of the Deccan Gymkh&na of
Poona to enc ourage the splut of games in.school boys

7. Inspectum of school busldings from the sanitary pontt of view:—As
stated in the previons Reports, -severs] 'suggestions regarding alterations
and additions in school houses in order to make the present buildings more
suitable and better lighted were attended to and works were cuarried onb
accordingly as far as possiblé either by the house-owners or by-the Munici-
pality as per conditions laid down in the leases of théir school<hduses.

8. Scheme for Medical Inspection of School children in Mum‘copal
Schools:=In continuation of the information regarding this givenin last year’s
Report, it is to be stated that the Health Officer submitted one scheme for
carrying on this work of Medicnl Inspection, which is under consideratian
of the Municipslity. The School Board contemplates of beginning this work
from next June with the help of some local doctors and physicians, who are
voluntarily prepared to undertake this work freely in t.he mteresh .of general
health of the young peneration. :

2 9. Grant-in-aid to special schools of Dcpressed Classes started by
Mr Mate s Poona:—The Municipality sanciioned Rs.200 p. m.as grants to
these schools (14 in number ab present) stated by Mr. S. M. Mate, . 4. for
chxldren of the Deprcssed Classes in different parts of the City.

10, Prizes.to school Chsldren:—This year the School Board s*tncﬁmn-
ed an amount of Rs, 500 for distributing prizes and rewards to -the students
of all Municipal primary and Technical Schools, and was going to celebrate
‘o geneml prize’ distribution ceremoney for all Muni¢ipal school children in
“the Reay-market under the Presulentshxp of N.C Ke]kar, anr, Bi.Ay LeL,-B.
M. L. A. on the 6th April 1924, .

( 4 note on the progress of Mohamedan Education sn Urdu
Soheols of thss Munscipalsty in the year 1923-24. )

In the year under review there were 9 Urdu day schools for Moha-
medan children; out of thesa five were for boys and four for girls.

Two Day Schools wers entirely free so long and one more Urdu Boys’
School No. 22 in Ganesh Peth is made free during the year under review.
The rates of fees charged in Urdu schools are much Jower than those charg-
ed in Marathi Schools.

All the Urdu Girly Schools are free. Thera were 689 students on tﬁe
rolls on 8186 Morch 1924. The number of boys and girls was 486 and 203
" respectively as against 388 and 195 of the last year.

The monthly average attendanca was 403'7 and 1849 in Urdu Boys.
Schools and Girls® Schools respectively. The attendance was satisfactory
in all schools during the year under review, there being no disturbance of
work owing to prevalence of plague as lnst year. There were 32 teachers,
out of whom 17 were trajned. With the object of enhancing the efficiency
of schools by employing still more trained teachers, the School Board reques-
tod the Government to provide with some more trained Urdu female
tenchers, but none was available during the year under review. The Board
finds it diffioult still to secure the services of even vernacular finsl passed
men knowing Urdu and for these reasons unqualified feachers "were to be
appointed in some places formerly. To get over this difficulty, & Continua-
tion Class for such Urdu teachers as did not pass Vernacular Final Examing.
ation was opened with the objact that they may get qualified by attendidg
the smd class and passing the necessary qualifying oxaminations. This
closs Was olosed as most of the unqualifisd Urdu teachers got themselves

- qualified by passing the Urda V. F. Examination, and Urdu Training Class
was attached to the former Municipal Marathi Primary Teachers’ Training
School, and ouf of the four Mohamedan primary Masters that were admitied
therein for undergoing practical and theoritical trnining nececsssry for the
First Year's Certificate Examination of the Government Training College
for Men, at Poona, three appeared for the final examination, and two of
ther paseed, In thjs Urdu Training Class four otber Y. P. Mobamgedan
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mastors were sllowed to attend the lectures so that they way be well upin
all the subjects after'two years; In Dééembér “1923, - this class-was closed

Schools, C. D, and no
special annnal inspection of thess Urdu! Schools was held by them in the
middle of the year as usual.

19 of
them appeared for the Aonusl Examination,' out of whom 16 passed. The
. remarks by the Deputy Educational-Inspector of:Urdu Schools, C. D, 2bouti
this English Class aremost encouraging. The Municipality has made it a
pormanent fiskure-now afterfseciog more than five years' that the class was
very useful-for increasing the mumber of students in the higher classes of
the School and was much beneficial to the children of the Mohamedan
Community specially,

EXPENDITURE,

The Municipality incurred an espenditure of Rs, 24,545 for the edu-
cation of the children in Urdu Schools during-the] year under report s
against Rs. 15,184 of the last year. '

T GENERAL REMARKS.

One of the three full primary schools maintained by the Municipality
is specinlly reserved for Mohamedan children in the heart of the City and is
placed under the managewment of the serior third year trained Head Master.
This school senda_candidates for the Urdu Vernacular Final Examination.
Formerly the senior Head Master-of the Urdu- Schoo! No. 10 was entrusted
with the work of visitting "the Urdu Schools: two hours daily and paying
attention to the work of the] tenchers there under the direct supervision of
the Superintendent;.but;the supervision work havingjbeen found inadequate,
the MunicipalityJoreated in'the middle of the’ year 1921 & new post of an
Assistant Superintendent of Urdu qualifications and fitled it in Febraary
1922 by appointing tbere a man who has passed Urduexaminations and hag
learnt up to the Matriculation; Standard. Througheut the year, the super-
vision work was going on right’lines:in Urdu Schools where attendance of
teachers and studenta;is being much-regulated on thatlaccount.

The Bchool §Board isTmaking provision for} house -accommodations
for the Urdu fichools glong with the Marathi Schools and one of the foyr
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sites to be ac(iu}réa. _;oi' -_the new school buildinge is specially faser;rad for
ono Urdu Seéhool and thisjsite is cxpeoted to be in the possession of ths
Mu:jnicipulity st au early date,

It will be seen from this that the School Board is #giving due atten-
fion to the education” of the Mohamedsn children in Urda Schools. It is
hoped that the steady improvement will be marked from year to year. The
object of the Board is to sec that all the classes get proper education and it
is prepared even to spend proportionately Jarger sums on. the education of
the bickward classes.
