(b) The Live Stock, Crops, etc., on all occupied Urban Farms and Urban Agricultural Holdings 
of on~ morgen or more in extent; other live stock in urban areas not enumerated. 

The tables also include the Live Stock, Crops, etc., of Natives residing on t.he Farms, etc., in 
question, but Returns from Natives in Native Locations and Reserves, ek., ,wre not on this· 
occasion. called for. 

The large decreases reBeeted in these table. in certain classes of J,iyc Sto"k and some of the 
Cereal Crops, as compared with the 1918·19 Census, are due to a period of severe drought, which 
occurred over a wide extent of the Union during the latter part of 1919--the h,'aviest losses being 
experienced in th{~ Capp ProvinC'P.

Production 

(September, 1923-Auguat, 1924.) 

ANALYSIS OF RESULTS. 

GENERAL. 
SCOPB OF THE CBNSus.-The tables presented in this publication embody the results of 

the Census of Agricultural, and Pastoral Production taken on 31st August, 1924, in terms of 
the Statistics Act, 1914, and covers the period from 1st September, 1923, to 31st August, 
1924. In comparing this Census with the previous year's, it should be noted that the 
latter covered a period 01 sixteen months (1st May, 1922, to 31st August, 1923). This was 
due to the changing of the date of the Census in that year from 30th April to 31st August. 

The tables relate to:-
(a) The livestock, crops, etc., on all occupied rural farms and rural agricultural 

holdings, irrespective of size ; 
(b) the livestock, crops, etc., on all occupied urban farms and urban agricultural 

holdings of one morgen or more in extent; other holdings in urban areas not 
enumerated; , 

(e) the livestock, crops, etc., in native reserves and native locations, etc. 

The tables also include the livestock, pastoral products, crops, etc., of natives residing 
on European occupied farms. In the case of agricultural crops harvested by such natives 
only maize, kaffir corn, potatoes, tobacco and ground nuts were enumerated, and then the 
production alone was called for and not the morgenage. It follows, therefore, that where 
average figures of production are shown in this Report, the native crops in question, although 
included in the total production of each district, had to be excluded in arriving at the averages 
shown. All averages, therefore. refer to European farming only. 

The agricultural CFOPS (maize, kaffir corn, potatoes and ground nuts) produced' by 
natives in reserves and locations, etc., are shown in a total figure separately against each 
province, but are not included in the district totals except in the special table referred to below. 
Their live stock (cattle, horses, mules, donkeys, pigs, sheep and goats) and pastoral products 
(wool and mohair) are, however, shown in the district totals as well as being shown separately 
in a total figure against each province and in the special table referred to below. 

Attention must also be directed to the special table in this Report showing separately 
the number of European and native-owned cattle in each Magisterial district, and also to 
the special table showing the European and native production of certain of the agricultural 
crops in each district. ' 

In many items of the Agricultural and Pastoral production it will be noted that the' 
native production has not been enumerated. In such cases the native production may be 
accepted as being of little consequence as compared with the European production. 

In comparing the agricultural production of one year with .another it should be borne 
in mind that the morgenage of crops and the number of farms reporting are on the whole a 
better index of the general trend of the Agricultural Industry than the quantity of the crops, 
since seasonal conditions cause such a large variation in the production from the same 
number of morgen from year to year.

While, however, each Province shows an increase in the total number of farms, mainly 
brought about by the division of farms into smaller "holdings, an analysis of the individual 
districts shows a decrease in certain areas. This is accounted for in some cases by consolidation 
of holdings, e.g., farms shown, say, as two or three separate units in the previous census and 
since consolidated under the name of one occupier. Further, in certain of the Natal districts 
numbers of Indians of the peasant class have been repatriated and their abandoned holdings 
have been absorbed by adjoining farmers. In other cases the decrease is accounted for by 
farmerS abandoning their holdings, especially in certain of the Transvaal districts, owing to 
ravages of the drough~ and locusts in 1923 and 1924. .

PRoDUCTION 011 OATS AND MANNA PEB MOBGEN.-It has hitherto been found impossible 
to get figures showing the yield per morgen of certain field crops. This is largely due to the 
fact that the farmer does not know, when the crop is being harvested, whether it will be 
threshed for grain or used for forage, this being determined mainly by relative prices. The 
crops to which this note refers are oats and manna. 

Similarly figures showing the yield per morgen of barley are difficult to arrive at for the 
reason that many farmers out this orop off the same area, both for green forage and for grain.

The growing realisation 01 the potentialities' of certain parts of the country for coHon 

growing is shown in the increase in the morgenage under coHon by 139·92 per cent. That 
the production did not show a proportionate increase must be ascribed to the severe drought 
and the appearance of locusts, which did considerable damage to coHon crops in the districts 
of Pretoria, Rustenburg, Marico and Waterberg. 

The area of cotton harvested 'W&II 25,825 morgen as compared with 10,764 morgen in the 
previous year, representing an increa.sed morgenage of 15,061 or 139·92 per cent. The pro­
duction was 10,OO3,285Ibs. or 3871bs. per morgen as compared with 7,346,710 lbs. or 6831bs. 
per morgen in the previous year, an increase of 2,656,575Ibs. or 36·16 per cent. but a decrea.se 
of 2961bs. per morgen or 43·34 per cent. -

According to figures collected by the Toba.cco and Cotton Division from the several 
ginneries in the Union, 10,681,833Ibs. of seed cotton were received at these ginneries from 
Union farmers during the year 1924. This is 678,548Ibs. in excess of the figures returned 
to the Census office by the growers, a discrepancy of 6·78 per cent. It can ouly be assumed 
that many of fhe growers have not the necessary applianoes to weigh their cotton bales and 
have underestimated the weights thereof to this office.

POTATOES. (Eli;cluding Native Production not enumerated). 
A Imaller morgenage wu harvested, but a larger total yield and a larger yield per morgen 

were obtained. 
The area of potatoes harvested was 33,796 morgen as compared with 37,815 morgen in 

the previous year, representing a decreased morgenage of 4,019 or 10.63 per cent. The 
production was 1,398,743 bags or 41.39 bags per morgen as compared with 1,395,163 bags 
or 36.89 bags per morgen in the previous year, an increase of 3,580 bags or .26 per cent, and 
of 4.50 bags per morgen or 12.20 per cent.

LUCERNE. (Exclusive of Native Production, not enumerated). 
In comparison with the 1921 Census (these particulars were not enumerated in either 

1922 or 1923) there is an increased morgenage under lucerne.

There were 91,353 morgen under lucerne in 1924 as against 67,145 morgen in 1921, an . 
increase of 24,208 morgen or 36.05 per cent. . 

In the Cape Province there were 74,755 morgen under lucerne &8 ag&inst 58,085 morgen 
in 1921, an incre&8e of 16,670 morgen or 28.70 per cent. In Nata.l 901 morgen against 975 
morgen, a decre&ae of 74 morgen or 7.59 per cent. In the Transvaa.l7,034 morgen against 
3,755 morgen &n increase of 3,279 morgen or 87.32 per cent. In the Orange Free State 8,663 
morgen against 4,330 morgen, an increasll of 4,333 morgen or 100.07 per cent. 

It will be seen from Table 4, that a new section has been introduced showing in each dis: 
trict the average number of cuttings secured each year. In many districts however, especially 
in the principa.lluceme,growing districts, the lucerne is fed of! by live stock and also grown 
for seeding purposes and therefore only cut occasiona.lly. 

While on this subject of lucerne it would be as well if attention were directed to the 
extensive lucerne lands in the districts of Oudtshoom and Ladismith and to the comparatively 
small number of live stock, apart from ostriches, shown in these districts. These areas should 
be idea.l centres for dairy farming, on small holdings, especially &8 cattle diseases are prac­
·tica.lly unknown in these parts, and for pig breeding as well. 

The development of irrigation in the Union together with the expansion of the live stock 
industry in recent years has very rapidly advanced the cultivation of lucerne. 

SUGAR CANE. THE SUGAR CANE INDUSTRY IS CONFINED TO THE NATAL PROVINCE. 
There was an increase in area under sugar cane, in area of sugar cane cut, in total pro-

duction of sugar cane and in production per acre. . 
There were 201,170 acres under sugar ca.ne as compared with 196,218 acres in the previous 

year, an increase of 4,952 acres. The area of sugar cane cut W&8 90,467 acres &8 compared 
with 79,759 acres in the previous year, representing an increase of 10,708 acres cut or 13.43 
per cent. The production was 1,918,560 tons or 21 tons per acre as compared with 1,578,801 
tons OJ: 20 tons per acre in the previous year, an increase of 339,759 tons or 21.52 per cent., 
and of 1 ton per' acre, or 5 per cent. 

This is exclusive of the India.n and native production, which, however, represents, only 
about 6 per cent., of the tota.l production. 

As compa.red with the previous year, the sugar cane districts all show an increase in the 
area under ca.ne, with the exception of Port Shepstone which shows a slight decrease. 

During the year 1923-24, 203,300 tons of sugar were produced at the mills.' 

TEA. (Not Produced by Natives~. THE TEA INDUsTRY IS CONFINED TO THE NATAL 
PROVINCE. 
Owing to the increased price of tea a large morgenage was devoted to this crop. There 

was an increased production, but a decreased yield per morgen. 
The morgenagl! of tea harvested was 1,377 morgen as compared with 1,093 morgen in 

the previous year, representing an increased morgenage of 284 morgen or 25.98 per cent. 
The production was 3,514,967 lbs. or 2,553 lbe. per morgen &8 compared with 2,861, 7451bs. 

or 2,618 lbs. per morgen in ·the previous year. The increased price of tea. during the past 
yea.r or two h&8 encoura.ged the production of this leaf. Two of the tea. estates which dis­
continued picking operations tempora.rily in 19~1 on account of the low price of lea.f at the 
time have since l"9'lmed operations. • . 

FRUIT TREES. (Trees grown by Natives Ex.cluded). 
Previous to this Census, fruit trees were last enumerated in 1921. A comparison with 

that year shows a marked decrease in both deciduous and citrus trees in Natal, and a large 
Increase 0' orange trees in the Transvaal, and a considerable increase of deciduous and citrus 
trees In the Cape.

Marked increases in plum and prune trees are shown in the districts of Ceres, Paarl, 
Tulbagh, Worcester and Uitenhage, similarly pear trees in the districts of Ceres, Paarl, Tulbagh, 
Montagu and Worcester. Notable increased plantings of peach trees are recorded in the 
districts of Ceres, Paarl, Swellendam, Mont,agu, Robertson, Tulbagh, Worcester and Uitenhage. 
Apricot trees show large increases in the districts of Cercs, Paarl, Stutterheim, Swellendam, 
Montagu, Robertson, Tulbagh, ,Worcester and Uitenhage and marked increases in apple 
trees are shown in the districts of Ceres,. George, Knysna, Stutterheim, Swellendam, Montagu, 
Robertson and Worcester. Larger areas under orange trees are reported in the districts of 
Uitenhage, Paarl and Swellendam, but the most notable increases occur in the districts of 
Barberton, Rustenburg, Waterberg and Pietersburg, in the Transvaal Province. 

It would be of great value to the country if it were possible to collect statistics of the 
annual production of fresh fruit. Unfortunately, however, this is not possible at present 
owing to the fact that, except for export purposes, the bags, boxes, baskets, etc., in general 
use throughout the country, vary so much in size. ' 

The matter of the proper standardisation of fruit containers is an important one, both 
from the point of view of the producer and consumer and should receive serious consideration. 

DRIED FRUIT (Native Production not Enumerated). 
Dried fruits are produced for home consumption throughout a'large portion of the Union. 

Production of dried fruits as an article of com1I!erce is mainly confined to the South-Western 
Portion of the Cape Province. 

A decreased production is shown in the Cape Province in respect of dried apricots 
(-386,145 lbs.); figs {-62,OI6 lbs.); peaches (-331,198 lbs.); pears (-47,194 lbs.); 
sultanas (-1,819,194 lbs.); and dried wine grapes (-213,246 lbe.). While an increased­
production is recorded in dried apples (+82,092Ibs.); prunes and plums (+ 1,614,875lbs.); 
stalk raisins (+697,983 lbs.); loose raisins (+347,047 lbs.); and currants (+34,136 lbe.). 

The Transvaal shows an increase in the production of dried apples of 7,464 lbe., but a 
decrease in dried peaches of 163,381 lbs. 

These figures, of course, relate to farm production only. 
The decreased production in dried apricots is ,accounted for principally in the districts 

of Montagu, Paarl, Robertson and Tulbagh. 
The districts of Robertson, Tulbagh and Worcester are mainly responsible for the de­

creased production in dried peach_the districts of Ceres and Ladismith, however, record 
an increase under this heading. The decreased production in dried pears is recorded mainly 
in the districts of Ladismith, Montagu and Paarl, while Worcester and Ceres show a slight 
increa.se. 

Prunes show ... marked advance in all the recognised fruit-growing districts, more especially 
in the districts of Worcester, Tulbagh, Robertson, Paarl, Ceres and Montagu. 

The districts of Caledon, Ceres, Montagu and Worcester are mainly responsible for the 
increased production in dried apples. 

The decreased production of dried figs is accounted for in the districts of Ladismith, 
Montagu, Paarl and Robertson, while Worcester reports a slight increase. 

The increase in the production of stalk raisins is accounted for mainly in the districts 
of Worcester, Tulbagh, Robertsor.,.Montagu and Gordonia-the districts of Ceres, Ladismith 
and Paarl record a decrease.

The decreased production of sultanas is recorded mainly in the districts of Rol:erteon 

and Worcester. Robertson shoWl! a decreased production of 1,341,507 lbs. and Worcester 
399,780 Ibs. 

Worcester is mainly responsible for the increased production of loose raisin_against 
a decrease of 2,758,779Ibs. in the previous year, an increase of 870,4911bs. is recorded in the 
year under review. Deereases are, however, reported in the districts of Tulbagh, Montagu, 
Robertson, Paarl and Gordonia. 

Dried win~ grapes show a slight decrease in the districts of Paarl and StellenbOBCJl. 

VITICULTURB (no Native Production). 
Tbis industrJ, wbicb is almost entirel, confined to tbe Cape Pravince, IbaWI a continua­

tion of tbe decrease of its main products, wine and llrand" wbicb started in 1921. Min, farmers 
.... now turning tbeir grapes into raisins, lIut tbe leasan was also unfawauraille during tbil 
,ear. 

The figures given in the report refer to farm, not winery production. 

LIVESTOCK. 

CATrLB (including Native-owned Cattle). . 
Additional information collected during tbe last two ,ean bas llraugbt to ligbt the re­

markable tact that tbe increases in tbe cattle berds are due almast entirel, to tbl natives nat 
slaugbtering their stock. Except in tbe Transvaal European caUle bave "ecreased Ind except 
in tbe O.F .S., native caUle bave increased in all tbe Provinces. Tbis sbeds an interesting ligbt 
on tbe pralliem of II scrull " caUle. . 

An increase is again shown this year in the number of cattle. Excluding cattle in towns 
(approximately 300,000 head), there were 9,606,274 head of cattle in the Union as compared 
with 9,315,182 in the previous year, an increase of 291,092 head. Of this increase the Cape 
Province accounts for 111,426 head, Natal 103,377 head, the Transvaal 89,102 head, but the 
Orange Free State shows a decrease of 12,813 head. 

It will be seen from Table 17 that 5,369,770 head of cattle are owned by Europeans and 
4,236,504 head by natives. Of the .Istter number 1,294,289 head of cattle are cwned by 
natives on European-occupied farms. European-owned cattle have increased only by 4,034 
head since the previous year, whereas native-owned stock have increased by as much as 287,OQ8 
head. Of course, it must be borne in mind that about 340,000 h~ad of Union cattle are 
slaughtered annually for consumption in the Union, by far the greater proportion of which 
is European-owned stock, as the native is not in the habit of selling his animals. 'The pCEiticn 
then is that the European farmers are supplying the slaughter Etock required in the Union 
and the natives are conserving their herds. 
. The following table will show the increases or decreases in European and native-owned 
stock in each Province of the Union as compared with the year 1923 :-

While on the subject of cattle it will be interesting to note that of the cattle slaughtered 

at the ~.ncipal abattoirs in the Union during the year ended 30th June last, 22 per cent. 
were cows. In fact, for the quarter ended 30th June, 1925, this figure reached 30 per cent. 
These were obviously scrub cows and it points to the large percentage of this class of animal 
that is running in the Union. It is, however, a healthy sign on the other hand to see that 
these scrub cows are being ciilled from the herds, as they hav:e doubtless been replaced by 
animals of a better breed.· . 

HORSES (including Native-owned Horses). 
Tbe displacement at tbe borse II, the matar bas caused a further shrinkage in the borse-

IIreeding industff. . 
A decrease in the number of horses is shown in the returns. There were 848,436 horses 

in the Union on 31st August, 1924, compared with 857,550 on 31st August, 1923, a decrease 
of 9,114. 

While the Cape Province records a decrease of 17,789 horses, Natal shows.an increase 
of 2,031, the Transvaal an increase of 7,840, but the Orange Free State shows a decrease 
of_l,196. 

B 
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MULES (including Native-owned Mules). 
An increase in the number 01 mules is recorc!etl. 
This is a good sign as farmers are- evidently gradually replacing their transport oxen 

with mules. There were 124,685 mules in the Union on 31st August, 1924, compared with 
ll8,963 on 31st August, 1923, an increase of 5,722 mules. The ~ape Province shows an 
increase of 2,264, Natal an increase of 1,047, the Transvaal an increase of 2,416 and the Orange 
Free State a decrease of 5. '. 

DONKEYS (including Native-owned Donkeys). 
-An ·increase in the number 01 donkeys is shown .. 
There were 721,850 donkeys in the Union on 31st August, 1924, compared with 719,956 

on the same date in 1923, an increase of 1,894 donkeys. 
While Natal, the Transvaal and the Orange Free State show all increase in number of 

2,304, 6,292 and 767 donkeys respectively, the Cape records a decrease of 7,469. 

PIGS (including Native-owned Pigs). 
Attention should be drawn to the serious position in the pig-breeding industry. 
In the preyious year's report it was stated that .. in tbe last lew year. pigs hay. shown 

a considerable decrease in numbers." 
This decrease still continues. As compared with the previous year there is a further 

decline of 89,532 pigs. The Cape Province-shows a further decrease of 26,755, Natal 20,716, 
the Transvaal 22,1l9 and the Orange Free State 19,942. Making a further comparison lIIith 
the 1918 census figures, but on this occasion excluding native-owned stock in native locations 
and reserves, we find that in the Cape Province pigs have decreased since 1918 by as much 
as 114,748 head, in Natal they have increased by 3,485 head, in the Transvaal by 3,473 head 
and in the Orange Free State they have decreased by 44,299 head. 

There is undoubtedly a very urgent need for closer co-operation between the curers 
and the breeders, with a view to placing this industry on a sounder basis, as already stated 
in the previous year's Report. 

SHEEP (including Native-owned Sheep). 
An increase is shown in the number of woolled sheep and this hal eyidently been en­

couraged by the good prices that larmers haye been receiying lor tlleir wool clips during recent 
years. 

There were 26,936,897 woolled sheep in the Union on 31st August, 1924, as compared with 
25,676,345 on the same date in 1923, an increase of 1,260,552 head. Of this increase the Cape 
Province accounts for 626,481 head, Natal 135,150 head, the Transvaal 142,269 head and 
the Orange Free State 356,652 head. 

So far as the non-woolled sheep are concerned, there were 5,065,951 head in the Union 
as compared with 5,547,401 the previous year, a decrease of 481,450 head. There is a decrease 
in the Cape Province of 430,578 head, but an increase in Natal of 33,021 head, a decrease 
in the Transvaal of 18,220 head and in the Orange Free State of 65,673 head . 

. In an analysis of the district tables it will be ~een that there are marked increases and 
decreases as compared with the previous year. This is due to trekkings of stock which took 
place for grazing purposes on account of the drought prior to and during the taking of the 

_census. The stock was, of course, enumerated in the district in which It was grazing at the 
date of the taking of the census. 

Further, in the classification of sheep, there are marked differences as well in each census 
and this is due to the farmer confusing his woolled with his non-woolled sheep. For instance, 
the census returns for the period under review show that many farmers, on account of favour­
able prices, have been shearing their bastard sheep and classifying them as woolled sheep. 

GoATS (including Native-owned Goats). 
There is a decrease in the number 01 Angora goats. Many larmer. are replacing tlleir 

Angoras with woolled slleep on account of the IInlayourable price 01 mohair durin, recent 
years... _" 

There were 2,126,631 head in the Union on 31st August, 1924, as compared with 2,271,167 
head on the same date hi 1923, a decrease of 144,536 head; The Cape Province shows a decrease 
of 129,650 head, ~he Transvaal of 10,994 head and the Orange Free State of 7,672 head, but 
Natal shows an mcre&se of 3,780 head. 

So far as other goats are concerned, a decrease is also shown. There were 5,9!7,123 
head in the Union on 31st Auv,pst, 192{, as compared with 5,972,987 head on the same date 
in 1923, a decrease of 35,86{ head, :r.bll Cape fu$\lIl3howe a decrease of 72,419 head, but 
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Natal shows an increase of 34,601 head, the Transvaal an increase of 4,898 head and the 
Orange Free State a decrease of 2,944 head. 

OSTRIOHES. 
This particular branch of the Agricultural Industry is mainly confined to the Cape Pro­

. vince, which records a further decrease of 34,442 birds as compared with the previous year. 
Owing to the low price of ostrich fea.thersduring the past few years farmers have reduced 

the number of their birds considerably, retaining only birds of superior plumage. Since 1913 
the number of ostriches in the Union has decreased by 73.36 per cent. 

This is solely a European industry, the native not having taken to ostrich farmmg. 

CLAsSIFIOATION OF BEEF AND DAlBY CATTLE. 

A special section was introduced into the 1923-24 Agricultural Census form calling for 
particulars of dairy and beef stock. Unfortunately the majority of the returns received in 
this connection were so incompletely rl!11dered that it was not possible to proceed with tlte 
tabulation thereof. The cattle industry of the Union is evidently not sufficiently far advanced 
yet for a questionnaire of this nature in a general census form.

PASTO~AL PRODUCTS. 

BUTTER. (Native Production not Enumerated). 
The severe drought caused a considerable drop in the production of farm butter.' 
Farm butter shows a decrease of 965,849 Ibs.; 9,585,516 lbs. of farm butter was pro­

duced as compared with 10,551,365 Ibs. in the previous year. The previous year's census, 
however, covered a period of 16 months, whereas the census under review covers a period 
of 12 months only, so that the production for the .two censuSe!!js,not fully comparal,>le. The 
production of butter, however, during the winter months, is comparatively insignificant as 
compared with the production in the summer months, so that the additional four months 
(May-August) in 1922 would not, it is considered, make any apprecia.ble difference to the 
1922-23 figures. The Cape Province shows a decrease of 1,270,783 Ibs., Natal a deorease of 
1,568 Ibe., the Transvaal an increase of 134,127 Ibs., and the Orange Free State an increase 
of 172,375 Ibe. 

The severe drought which visited the country during the year under review'is mainly 
reaponsible for the great falling off in the production of butter in the Cape Province 

Of the butter made on farms during the year 65.82 per cent. was eold. . 
The three largest municipal markets for farm butter in, the Union !!-re at Durban; Port 

"Elizabeth and East London. 
The factory production of butter during the 12 months ended 30th June, 1924, was 

11,103,730 Ibs. (vide Industrial Census Report), a decrease of 759,729 Ibs. as oompared with 
the previous year. 

CHEESE (Native Production not Enumerated). " 
Farm cheese shows a decrease of 103,127 Ibs. as compared with the previous year. So 

far as the period of the census is concerned the same remarks apply here as in the case of butter. 
The factory production of cheese during the year under review was 5,455,458 Ibs., an increase of 
343,847 lb •. as compared with the previous year. 

The Cape Province shows an increase of 14,622 Ibs., Natal a decrease of 1,316 Ib6., the 
Transvaal a decrease of 18,678 Ibe., and the Orauge Free State a decrease of 97,755 Ib8. 

M1LK SOLD (Native Production not Enumerated). 
This is the first occasion on which these particulars have been enumerated Since the 

year 1911. 
The returns in respect of the year under review show that 18,321,838 gallons of milk were 

lold as compllred with 5,232,848 gallons in 1911, an increase of 250·13 per cent.

Large numbers of pure-bred cattle have been and are still being imported, their progeny is 
spreading and is having a marked influence for good upon the ordinary cattle of the country. 
This is undoubtedly responsible for the increased output of dairy produce as compared with 
1911. 

The development of, transport facilities is also having a great influence in the progress 
of the Dairy Industry, encouraging many farmers to adopt dairy farming as a speciality 
instead of following it as incidental to general agriculture.' 

It would be of even greater interest, of course, if it were possible to collect particulars 
of the total production of milk in the Union. This is not possible, 'however, owing to the fact 
that, comparatively speaking, very few of our farmers keep records of their milk production 
at present. . 

WOOL. (Including Native Production). 

There was in spite of the severe drought not only a considerable increase in the total wool 
crop, but also an increase in the production of wool per sheep. This latter, following a similar 
increase in the previous year, is a welcome proof of the beneficent effect of the steps which 
have ,been taken to improve our wool industry. The production of wool has increased since 
1918 (first Agricultural Census taken under the StatistiCS Act 1914) by more than one half­
pound per sheep or approximately 11 per cent. The.difference in the average yield of Euro­
pean and native-owned sheep is more than 1i Ibs. 

The clip of wool in 1924 exceeded that of 1923 by 1O,647,1I08Ibs. Of this increase the 
Cape Province accounts for_5,628,246Ibs.; Natal 648,538Ibs.; Transvaal 639,171lbs. and 
the Orange Free State 3,731,953Ibs. The average production per sheep in the Union was 
5·49Ibs. as compared with 5·34Ibs. in 1923. In the Cape Province it was 5·31Ibs. as 
compared with 5·15 lbs. in 1923; in Natal 4·38Ibs. as compared with 4·34Ibs. in 1923; 
in the Transvaal 5.35 lbs. as compared with 5·40 lbs. in 1923; and in the Orange Free State 
6·06Ibs. as compared with 5.85 lbs. in 1923. 

It must be borne in mind that the figures published in this connection represent 8lwrn 
wool only. A large quantity' of wool is pulled from sheep slaughtered and from sheep that 
have died from disease, particulars of which; however, are not available, there being many 
difficulties in the way of collecting statistics of this nature.

From the low figures of production for native-owned goats, it would undoubtedly appear 
that the natives in Natal and the Transvaal are returning their long-haired goats as Angoras. 

OSTRICH FEATHERS. (No Native Production). 
This particular branch of the Agricultural Industry is mainly confined to the Cape 

Province, which shows a further decrease of 40,1881bs. in ostrich feathers as compared with 
the previous year~ 

DEATHS OF STOCK FRoM DISEASE AND DROUGHT. (Including,Native-Owned Stock.) 
Cattle losses showed an increase oyer those of 1922-23, but as regards sheep .and goats 

the position was reyersed. It is noteworthy that in such a bad drought-year the sheep and 
goat losses were less severe than the preyious year. 

746,208 head of cattle were lost from disease and drought during the year, which is 12,631 
in excess of 1923. The Cape Province shows a reduction in deaths of· 37,870 head, Natal 
an increase of 41,295 head; the Transvaal an increase of 12,076 head and the :Orange Free 
State a decrease of 2,870 head. 

So far as sheep and goats are concerned 4,046,980 deaths from disease and drought' were 
registered, 2,043,344 less than 1923. The Cape Province shows a decrease in deaths under 
this heading of 1,307,356 head, Natal a decrease of 7,025 head, the Transvaal a decrease of 
214,180 head and the Orange Free State a decrease of 514,783 head. 

This decrease, notWithstanding the severe drought, is probably due to the following 
causes:-

(I) The drought of 1922 carried 011 over six million sheep, thus not only reducing the 
strain on the land from overstocking, but also !accounting for the weaklings of 
the flock. 

(2) Better provision for fodder crops Wag probably made as a result of the drought 
of 1922, e.g. 59·42 per cent. increase is shown in cereal crops fed 011 by stock in 
comparison with 1922-23. (See above p. II). 

(3) Trekking for pasture was resorted to on a more exte~ve scale. 
(4) The extensive erection since the 1922 drought of vermin-proof fencing eliminated 

the baneful system of kraaling, to a considerable extent. . 
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The drought which was particularly severe in many districts of the Union during the 
year under review, -as was the case the previous year as well, accounted for the majority 
of the losses that occurred. .

STOCK THEFTS AND VERMIN DEPREDATIONS. (Native. Losses not Enumerated). 
Over a quarter of a million sheep and goats are killed annually by vermin, and nearly 

half a million are reported as either stolen or missing each year. As stated in the previous 
report the majority of losses under each of these headings occur in the Cape Province. 

The returns show that there were 404,306 sheep and goats stolen as compared with 
424,838 stolen in the year 1922, a decrease of 20,532, and 303,997 sheep and goats killed by 
vermin as compared with 252,649 killed by vermin in 1922, an increase of 51,348. The Cape 
Province shows an increase in the number of small stock killed by vermin of 48,504 head and 
in the small stock stolen of II,899 head. Natal shows an increase of 1,405 head killed by 
vermin and a decrease of 5,478 head lost through stock thefts. The Transvaal showd an 
increase of 866 head killed by vermin and a decrease of II,603 head lost through stock thefts. 
The Orange Free State shows an increase of 573 head killed hy vermin and a decrease of 
15,350 head lost through stock thefts.

In verband hiermee kan dit van nut wees om die aandag te vestig op die uitgestrekte 
lusernlande in die distrikte Oudtshoom en Ladismith, en op die betreklike k1eine hoeveel­
hede vee, wat in hierdie distrikte loop, met uitsondering van volstruise. Bierdie streke sou 
ideale plekke vorm vir suiwelboerdery op k1eine plotte, vemaamlik daar veesiektes vrywel 
onbekend is in hierdie distrikte. Bulle sou ook uitstekend wees vir varketeelt. 

Die ontwikkeling van irrigasie in die Unie en die uitbreiding van veeboerdery in die 
laaste jare, het ,aan die verbou van lusem 'n grote stoot gegee. 

SUIKERBOU. 
Die verbou van suikerriet il beperk tot die Natal Provinsie. Daar was 'n lIitbreiding 

van luikerplantasies, ook is meer suikerriet algeoes, terwyl die totale praduksie van suiker· 
riet en die produksie per akker hoer was. 

Daar was 201,170 akkers met suikerriet beplant, teen 196,218 akkers in die vorige jaar, 
'n uitbreiding van 4,952 akkers. Die afgeoeste grond onder suikerriet was 90,467 akkers, 
vergelyk met 79,759 akkers in die voorafgaande jaar, sodat dus 10,708 akkers meer afgeoes 
is, gelykstaande met 13.43 persent. Die produksie het 1,918,560 ton bedra of 21.ton per akker, 
teen 1,578,801 ton of 20 ton per akker in die vorige jaar. Dit staa·n gelyk met 'n vermeerdering 
van 339,759 ton of 21.52 persent vir die totaal, en van 1 ton of 5 persent per akker. 

Hierby is geen rekening gehou nie met Indiese en Kafferproduksie, wat egter maar omtrent 
6 persent van die totale produksie uitmaak. 

By vergelyking met die voorafgaande jaar is in aile distrikte meer grond met suikerrlet 
beplant, met uitsondering van Port Shepstone, waar 'n k1eine daling genoteer word. 

Gedurende die jaar 1923-24 is 203,300 ton suiker deur die suikerfabrieke geproduseer. 

TEE (Geen Kafferproduksie). Die verbou van tee is tot die Natal-Provinsie beperk. 
Weens die verhoogde prrs van tee il veel grond aan dieverbou van hierdie artiekel gewy. 

Die produksie was groter, dog die opbrings per marg minder. 
Die afgeoeste grond onder tee was 1,377 morge, teen 1,093 morge in die voorafgaande 

jaar, verteenwoordigende 'n uitbreiding van 284 morge of 25·98 per.ent. 
Die produksie was 3,514,967 lb., of 2,553 lb., per morg, vergelyk met 2,86'1,745 lb., of 

2,618 lb., per morg in die vorige jaar.. Die verhoogde prys van tee gedurende die laaste 
paar jaar het tot die verbou van hierdie artiekel aangespoor. Twee Teeplantasies wat in 
1921 tydelik die werksaamhede van afoeste gestaak het weens die lae prys van teeblad op 
da.a.rdie tydstip, het nou weer begin te werk. .

Produksie van gedroogde vrugte as 'n handelsartiekel is hQofsaaklik beperk tQt die Suid-
westelike gedeelte van die Kaap-Provinsie. • 

'n Verminderde produksie in die Kaap provinsie blyk ten opsigts van gedroogde appel­
kose (-386,145 lb.), Vye (-62,016 lb.), Perskes (-331,198 lb.), Pere (--47,194 lb.), Sultanas 
(-1,819,194 lb.), en Gedroogde Wyndruiwe (-213,246 lb.). Daarenteen word verhoogde pro­
duksie genoteer in geval van gedroogde appels (82,092 lb.), Pruime en PrQens (1,614,875 lb.) 
stengel-Rosyne (697,983 lb.), LQsse Rosyne (347,047 lb.), en Korente (34,136 lb.). 

Die Transvaal tOQn 'n verhQging in dieprQduksie van gedroogde appels van 7,464 lb.) 
dog 'n vermindering in gedrQogde perskes van 163,381 lb. 

Hierdie opgawes het natuurlik betrekking op boerderyproduksie. 
Die verminderde produksie. van gedroogde appelkQse word hoofsaaklik verklaar deur 

die daling in die distrikte Montagu, Paarl, Robertson en Tulbagh. 
Die distrikte Robertson, Tulbagh en Worcester is hoofsaaklik verantwoQrdelik vir die 

verminderde produksie van gedroogde perskes, dog die distrikte Ceres en Ladismith noteer 
egtsr 'n vermeerdering onder hierdie hoof. Die" verminderde produksie van gedroogde pere 
word vernaamlik genoteer in die distrikte Ladismith, Montagu en Paarl, terwyl in Woroester 
en Ceres 'n bietjie meer geproduseer is. 

In alle erkende vrugtsdistrikte word meer proens gekweek, vemaamlik in die distrikte 
WQrcester, Tulbagh, RQbertsQn, Paarl, Ceres en Montagu. 

Die distrikte Caledon, Ceres, Montagu en Worcester is hQofsaaklik verantwoordelik vir 
die groter produksie van gedroogde appels. Die verminderde produksie van gedroogde vye 
is toe te skrywe aan die distrikte Ladismith, Montagu, Paarl en RQbertson, terwyl Worcester 
'n kIeine verbetering rapporteer. 

Die verhoogde produksie van stengel-rosyne is hoofsaakIik te dauk aan die distrikte 
Worcester, Tulbagh, Robertson. oMontagu en GordQnia, dog die distrikte. Ceres, Ladismith 
en Paarl rapporteer dalinge. 
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Verminderde produkeie van sultanaa word hoofsaaklik deur die distrlkte Robertson en 
Worcester opgegee. Robertson noteer 'n verminderde produksie van 1,341,507 lb., en 
Worcester van 399,780 lb. 

Worcester is hoofsaaklik verantwoordelik vir die verhoging in die produksie van losse 
rosyne, want waar daar m die vorige jaar ~n daling was van 2,758,779 lb., word in die jaar 
onder beskouing 'n verhoging van 870,491 lb., genoteer. Dalinge word egter in die distrikte 
Tulbagh, Montagu, Robertson en Paarl en Gordonia gerapporteer. 

Gedroogde wyndruiwe toon 'n!.kIeine daling in die distrikte Purl en StelIenboEch. 

WYN1IOU (Geen Kafferproduksie).

sleg. 

Die syfers, in die rapport gegee, het aIleen betrekking op.boerdery- en nie op distilleerdery--
produksie nie. ' 

LEWENDE HA WE. 
BEESTE. (Ingesluit Kafierbeeste.) 

Meer infermasie, gedurende die laaste twe. jaar ingesamel, lIet die epmerklike feit lin 
die lig gebring, dat die vermeerdering van beeste byna gelleel toegeakryf moet wGrd un die 
omstandigheid dat kafters hulle beeste nie Ilag nie. Bellalwe in die Transvaal, il die beeste 
van Europeane verminder, en behalwe in die Oranje Vrystaat, het die kaffer Ie beeste in aile 
provinsies aangegroei. Dit werp 'n eienaardig lig ep die vraagstuk van " kafferbeeste." • 

Hierdie jaar toon weer 'n toeneming van die santal beeste. Uitgesonderd rundvee-in 
stede (nagenoeg 300,000 stuke), waa daar 9,606,274 beeste in die Unie, teen 9,315,182 in die 
vorige jaar, dus 'n toeneming van 291,092 stuk. Hiervan het die Kaap provinsie 111,426 
stuks bygedra, Natal 103,377, die Transvaal 89,102, dog die Oranje Vrystaat gee 'n ver­
mindering aan van 12,813 stuks. 

Uit Tabel 17 blyk, dat 5,369,770 beeste die eiendom is van Europeane en 4,236,504 van 
kafiers. Van laasgenoemde hoeveelheid was 1,294,289 stuks die eiendom van kafius wat op 
plase van Europeane woon. Beeste van Europeane het maar met 4,034 stuks toegeneem sedert 
die voorafgaande jaar, terwyl die Kafier se beeste met soveel as 287,058 stuks aangegroei 
is. Natuurlik moet 'n mens in die oog hou, dat daar elk jaar omtrent 340,000 beeste van die 
land vir Unie-verbruik geslag word, waarvan verreweg die meeste van Europeane afkomstig 
is, aangesien die Kafiers teensinnig is om hulle beeste te verkoop. Dit kom dUB hierop 
neer dat die Europese boere die Unie van sIagvee voorsien, en dat die Kafiers hulle beeste 

,last vermenigvuIdig.

Soas alreeds in die vorige Jaarverslag opgemerk, is nouer samewerking tussen die 
fabrikante en telers ongetwyfeld dringend noodsaaklik, teneinde hierdie nywerheid op 'n 
betere grondslag te plaas. 

SKAPE. (lngesluit skape wat aan Kaffers behoort.) 
'n Uitbreiding in die hoeveelheid wolskape word genoteer, en hierdie teelt is klaarblyklik 

aangemoedig deur die uitstekende pryse, wat die boere gedurende die laasle jare vir hulle wol-
skeersels onlvang het. , 

Op 31 Augustus 1924, was daar 26,936,897 wolskape in die Unie, teen 25,676,345 op 
dieselfde datum in 1923, dus 'n vermeerdering van 1,260,552 stuks. Tot hierdie verhoging 
het die Kaapprovinsie 626,481 bygedra, Natal 135,150, Transvaal 142,269 en die Oranje 
Vrystaat 356,652. 

Wat nie-wolskape betref, was daar 5,065,951 stuks in die Unie, teen 5,547,401 in die vorige 
jaar, dus 'n vermindering van 481,450 stuks. In die Kaapprovinsie het die aantal met 
430,578 stuka gedaal, dog in Natal het hulle aangegroei met 33,021 stuks. In Transvaal en 
Oranje Vrystaat is verminderinge van respektieflik 18,220 en 65,673 stuks genoteer. 

Uit 'n ontleding van die Distrikstabelle sal 'n mens opmerk dat daar opmerklike ver­
meerderinge en verminderinge is, by vergelyking met die vorige jaar. Dit is toe te skrywe 
aan trek met vee vir wei-doeleindes weens die droogte, wat voor en gedurende die Sensus 
geheers het.

B.v. die Sensus-opgawes 
vir die tydperk onder beskoning toon aan dat baie boere weens gunstige pryse hulle basterd­
skape ook geskeer; en hulle onder die wolskape gerangskik het. 

BOKKE. (lngesluit Bokke wat aan Kaffers behoort). 
Die hoeveelheidAngorabokke is verminder. Baie boere vervang hulle Angorabokke 

deur wolskape weens die ongunslige pryse van lIokhaar gedurende die laaste jaar. 
Op 31 Augustus 1924, was daar 2,126,631 Angorabokke in die Unie, teen 2,271,167 

stuks op dieselfde datum in 1923, dat is 'n vermindering van 144,536 stuka. Die Kaap­
provinsie toon 'n dating van 129,650, Transvaal van 10,994 en die Oranje Vrystaat van 
7,672 stuks, dog die aantal in Natal het darenteen met> 3,780 toegeneem. 

In verband met andere Bokke word daar ook 'n dating genoteer. Daar was 5,937,123 
stuks in die. Unie op 31 Augustus 1924, teen 5,972,987 stuks op dieselfde datum in 1923, dus 
'n dating van 35,864 bokke. In, die Kaapprovinsie het die vermindering 72,419 stuka bedra, 
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dog Natal toon 'n'vermeerdering van 34,601, Transvaal 'n vermeerdering van 4,1)98 en.. !lie 
Oranje Vrystaat 'n daling van 2,944 stuks. . 

VOLSTBUISE. 
Hierdie bepaalde tak van laildbounywerheid is hoofsaaklik beperk tot die Kaapproyinsie, 

waar 'n yerdere daling yan 34,442 YCeis genoteer word, yergelyk met die yorige laar. 
Weens die lae prys van struisvere gedurende die laaste paar jaar,hetdie boere hulle voiils 

belangrik verminder en net die pragtigste voels aangehou. Sins 1913 is die Q.antal volstruise 
in die Unie met 73·36 persent gedaal. 

Dit is uitsluitend 'n nywerheid van Europeane, en die Kallen het hulle nooit met vol­
struisboerdery ingelaat nie. 

KLAsSIl!'IKASIB VAN SLAG- EN lIIELKVEE. 

'N Spesiale afdeling was in lIie 1923-24 landbousensusyorm opgeneem, waarin besonder­
hede van suiwelboerdery en slagye. geyra is. Ongelukkig was dia meeste opgawlI in verband 
hiermee so onyolledig opgemaak, dat dit nie moontlik was om hulle te tabu lear nie. Die yee­
teeltin die Unie is klaarblyklik nog nie yoldoende geyorder nie yir die opname van 'n yraelys 
yan hierdie aard in 'n algemene sensusyorm.

Die drie grootste Munisipale Markte vir boerderybotter in die Unie is te Durban, Port 

Elizabeth en Oos-Londen. 
Die fabrieksproduk.~ie van botter gedurende die 12 maande tot 30 Juuie 1924. was 

11,103,730 lb. (kyk Industriiile Sensusverslag) n.l., 'n daling van 759,729 lb., by vergelyking 
met die voorgaande jaar. 

KAAs. (Kallerproduksie nie opgeneem nie.) 
Boerderykaas was 103,127 lb. minder dan die yorige jaar. Wat die tydperk waaroor 

die Sensus geloop het, betref is dieselfde opmerkings in hierdie geval yan toepassing, as wat in 
verband met botter gemaak is. Die fabrieksprolluksie yan kaas het gedure.nde die jaar 5,455,458 
lb. bedra, of 'n styging van 343,847 lb. by yergelyking met die yoorafgaande jaar. 

In die Kaapprovinsie was die produksie 14,622 lb., meer, in Natal 1,316 lb., minder, in 
Transvaal 18,678 lb., minder en in die Oranje Vrystaat 97,755 minder. 

MELK VERKOOP. (Kallerproduksie nie opgeneem Die.) 
Dit is die eerste keer sedert die jaar -1911, dat hierdie besonderhede opgeneem il. Die 

opgawes met betrekking tot die jaar onder beskeuing, toon aan dat 18,321,838 gallon melk 
yerkoop is, Yergelyk met 5,232,848 gallon in 1911, of n styging van 250·13 persent.

Grote hoeveelhede volbloed-beeste is, en word nog ingevoer; hulle afstammelinge ver­
menigvuldig en het 'n merkbare invloed ten goede op die gewone beeste van die land. 
Hieraan is ongetwyfeld die groter Suiwelproduksie te dank, vergelyk met 1911. 

Die uitbreiding van die vervoer-fasiliteite het ook 'n grote invloed op die vooruitgang 
van die Suiwelnywerheid, daar dit baie boere aanmoedig om vir Suiwelboerdery in te gaan 
en daar spesiaal werk van te maak, pleks van dit as 'n toevallige, bykomende besigheid te 
beskou. . 

Dit sou natuurlik nog van groot belang wees as Statistieke van melkproduksie in die 
Unie ingesamel kon word. Dit is egter onmoontlik, aangesien betreklik Reer weinig boere 
teenswoordig aantekening van hulle melkproduksie hou.

hoging het die Kaapprovinsie 5,628,246 lb., bygedra, Natal 648,538 lb., Transvaal 639,171 
lb., en Oranje Vrystaat 3,731,953 lb. Die gemiddelde produksie per skaap in die Unie was 
5.49 lb., teen 5.34 lb., in 1923. In die Kaapprovinsie was dit 5.31 lb., vergelyk met 5.15 lb., 
in 1923; in Natal 4.38 lb., teen 4.34 lb., in 1923: in Transvaal 5.35 lb., teen 5.40 lb., in 1923 ; 
in die Oranje Vrystaat 6.06 lb., teen 5.85 lb., in 1923. 

Daar moet opgelet word dat die gepubliseerde syfers in verband hiermee aIleen skeerwol 
verteenwoordig. 'n Grote hoeveelheid wol word van die velie van geslagte skape afgetrek 
en ook van skape wat dood gegaan is van siekte. Gegewens hieromtrent is egter nie beskik­
baar nie, want dit gaan baie moeilik om Statistieke van hierdie aard in te samel.

VEESTERFTE WEENS SIEKTE EN DROOGTE. (Met inbegrip van Kaffervee.).

met skape en bokke. Dit is opmerklik dat in sulk 'n droog jaar die verlies van skape en bokke 
minder ernstig was dan in die voorafgaande jaar.
