Section 201.1 Applicability of general rules. The Tariff Com­
mission's rules of general application apply (except for a few details, 
which are indicated) to investigations under the provisions of sec­
tions 332, 336, and 337 of title III, part II, of the Tariff Act of 1930 

(46 Stat. 698, 701, 703; 19 U.S.C. 1332, 1336, 1337). In addition to 
the rules of general application, rules having specific application to 
investigations nnder sections 336 and 337 appear separately in Parts 
202 and 203 of this title. It is not feasible to promulgate rules for 
investigations under section 338 (46 Stat. 704; 19 U.S.C. 1338). 
Attention is called to the fact that the law does not require hearings 
in general investigations under section 332; however, when it is

201.2 Principal office. The principal office of the CommIssIOn, 
at Washington, D. C., is open each business day from 9 a. m. to 4: 30 
p. m.~ except on Saturday, when the office hours are 9 a. m. to 1 p. m. 
The Commission may meet and exercise all its powers at any place 
and lllay designate one or more of its members or any duly authorized 
agent or agents to hold hearings or to prosecute any inquiry neces­
sary to its duties. A majority of me Commissioners in office shall 
constitute a quorum. *t 

201.3 Suspension of rules. In an emergency or "when in the 
judgment of the Commission the public interest requires it, the Com­
mission may modify or suspend any of its rules of practice and pro­
cedure except such details of procedure as are expressly required by 
law. When eyer feasible, public notice of such suspension will be 
given.*t 

201.4. United States pUblications as evidence. Publications of 
the United States Government, particularly reports of the Tariff 
Commission, need not be offered in evidence because the Commission 
will notice them as public documents. Reference may be made to a 
document by its title and particular page.*t 

201.5 Confidential information. Trade secrets and processes 
within the meaning of section 335 of the Tariff Act of 1930 (46 Stat. 
701; 19 U.S.C. 1335) ,vill not be made public. Furthermore, in­
dividual business data ,,,h1ch the Commission considers b be of a 
confidential nature will be withheld from disclosure. All data which 
persons wish to have considered confidential should be submitted on 
separate pages, clearly marked "Confidential." The acceptance of any 
particular information in confidence is within the discretion of the 
Commission. *t 

201.6 Action upon receipt of application or complaint. (a) 
Receipt of an application for investigation under section 336 or of 
a complaint under section 337 ,vill be acknowledged by the Secretary 
of the Commission, and public notice of such receipt will be posted at 
least 10 days at the principal office of the Commission in Washington, 
D. C., and at its office in New York City, and published in Treasury 
Decisions of the Treasury Department. and in Commerce Reports of 
the Department of Commerce. This public notice will set forth the 
name or description of the commodity concerned, the date of receipt 
and the purpose of the application or complaint, and the name of the 
applicant or complainant. Similar public notice will be given of 
appljcations or complaints ,vithdrawn or dismissed. Copies of 
notices referred to in this paragraph will be mailed to all persons 
named in the application or complamt concerned.

(b) At the time of posting notice of the receipt of an application 
or of a complaint, snch application or complaint, except for confi­
dential material, will be made avaiJable for public inspection at the 
office of the Commission in 'Washington, D. C., where it may be read 
and copied by persons interested. 

(c) ApplicatIOlls and complaints may be withdm\vn as a matter of 
COllrse at any time before an investigation pursuant thereto has been 
ordered by the Commission, but, whether or not an application or 
complaint shall have been withdrawn, the Commission may order an 
investigation in any case if in its judgment the public interest so 
requires. The Commission may also in special cases and for adequate 
cause allow the ,yithdrawal of an application or complaint after an 
invesHgation has been ordered, but the investigation may be con­
tinued if deemed by the Commission to be in the public interest. 
Investigations may be terminated short of formal completion when, 
in the judgment of the Commission, the publlc interest so requires. 

(rl) The Commission will notify the applicant or complainant of 
its decision to order or not to order the investigation l'equested. In 
reaching its decision, the Commission will take into consideration the 
information furnished by the applicant or complainant, the informa­
tion assembled by its staff, and the information furnished by other 
persons either in favor of or opposed to the institution of an 
ll1vestigation. *t 

201.7 Scope of investigation. In ordering an investigation the 
Commission will not be confined to the issues presented in an appli­
cation or a complaint but may broaden, limit, or modify the seope of 
the investigation. *t 

201.8 Appearances. (a) Any person showing to the satisfaction 
of the Commission an interest in the subject matter of an investiga­
tion may enter an appearance in such investigation, either in person 
or by representative, at any time before the close of the public 
hearing relating to the matter involved. Persons participating as 
witnesses only are not expected to enter appearances. 

(b) Requests to enter an appearance shall be filed in writing with 
the Secretary of the Commission at its office in 'Vashington, D. C., 
or at any other place where a hearing is held. A written notice of an 
appearance on behalf of a particular person or persons in a pro­
ceeding should be submitted by attorneys or agents desiring to appear 
for such person or persons. 

(c) No register of attorneys or agents who may practice before the 
Commission is maintained. No application for admission to practice 
is required. Any person desiring to appear as attorney or agent 
before the Commission may be required to show to the satisfaction of 
the Commission his acceptability in that capacity. Any attorney or 
agent practicing before the Commission, or desiring so to practicer 
may for good cause shown be suspended or disbarred from practicing 
before the Commission, but onlv after he has been accorded an 
opportunity to be heard in the matter. 

(d) No former officer or employee of the Commission who has, as 
such officer or employee, given personal consideration to an investiga­
tion (including preliminary inquiries prior to the institution of an 
investigation) shall be eligible to appear as attorney or agent before

the Commission in such investigation. No former officer or employee 
of the Commission shall be elIgible to appear as attorney or agent 
before the Commission within 2 years after the termination of such 
employment unless he has first obtained written consent from the 
Commission. *t 

201.9 Rehearings, postponements, continuances, and exten­
sions of time. The Commission may in its discretion for good cause 
shown grant rehearings, postponements, or continuances of hearings, 
or extend the time for doing any act fixed in or pursuant to these 
rules. Motions or requests for postponements or extensions of time 
must be filed at least 10 days in advance of the time previously pre­
scribed. Motions for rehearing must be filed within a reasonable 
time after the Commission's decision in the particular matter.*t 

201.10 Conduct of public hearings. (a) Parties interested may 
appear at public hearings, either in person or by representative, and 
produce under oath, evidence relevant and material to the matter or 
matters with which the inves6gation is concerned. 

(b) After offering evidence, witnesses may be questioned under 
the direction of the Commission by any member of the Commission, 
or by any agent designated by the Commission, or by any person 
'who has entered an appearance, for the purpose of assisting the 
Commission in obtainmg the material facts with respect to the 
subject matter of the investigation. 

(c) Evidence, oral or written, submitted at hearings, shall upon 
the order of the Commission be subject to verification from the books, 
papers, and records of the palties interested and from any other 
available sources. 

(d) All hearings shall be stenographically reported. The Com­
mission does not have available for distribution transcripts of the 
records of such hearings. Parties interested may see them at the 
Commission's office in Washington, D. C., or purchase them from 
the official reporter. 

( e) The Commission may continue any hearing or order such 
rehearing as it may deem necessary for a full presentation of the 
facts in any investigation. *t 

201.11 Witnesses and subpenas. (a) Unless otherwise ordered 
by the Commission, witnesses shall be examined orally. 

(b) The attendance of witnesses and the production of documen­
tary evidence may be required from any place in the United States at 
any designated place of hearing. 

( c) Any member of the Commission may sign subpenas, and mem­
bers and agents of the Commission, when authorized by the Com­
mission, may administer oaths and affirmations, examine witnesses, 
take testimony, and receive evidence.*t 

201.12 Witness fees and mileage. (a) 'Witnesses summoned 
before the Commission shall be paid the same fees and mileage that 
are paid witnesses in the courts of the United States, and witnesses 
whose depositions are taken and the persons taking them, except 
employees or the Commissiol1, shall severally be entitled to the same 
fees and mileage as are paid for like service in the courts of the 
United States.

(b) 'Vhen witnesses are sUl1llTloned or depositions are taken at the 
request of a party interested, such party must bear all expenses 
involved. *t 

201.13 Depositions. (a) The Commission may order testimony 
to be taken by deposition at any stage of an investigation. Deposi­
tions may be taken before any person having power to administer 
oaths and designated by the Commission. Such testimony shall be 
reduced to writing by the person taking the deposition, or under 
his direction, and shall then be subscribed by the deponent and 
certified in the usual manner by the person taking the deposition. 
After the deposition has been so certified it shall, together with a 
copy thereof made by such person or under his direction, be for­
warded under seal to the Secretary of the Commission, Washington, 
D. C., and shall constitute a part of the record in such investigation. 
A sufficient number of additional copies of depositions must be 
furnished so that testimony so produced will be available to parties 
interested. 

(b) Briefs of the evidence given by deposition and arguments 
thereon may be filed in the same manner as briefs of testimony given 
at a public hearing. 

(c) Any person may be compelled to appear and depose and to 
prodllce documentarv evidence in the same manner that witnesses 
may be compelled t~ appear and testify and produce documentary 
evidence before the Commission.*t

201.14 Oral argument. Oral argument may, in the discretion of 

the Commission, be heard upon the conclusion of the testimony in 
a hearing. The Commission will determine in each instance the 
time to be allowed for argument and the allocation thereof to the 
parties interested. *t 

201.15 Commissioners sitting at hearings. Hearings may be 
conducted by one or more Commissioners or by any duly authorized 
agent or agents of the Commission, and the record shall be presented 
for the consideration of the Commission.*t 

201.16 Service. ( a) Except when service by other methods shall 
be specifically ordered by the Commission, processes of the Commis­
sion. service of w111ch is requlred by law or by the Commission's 
rules, shall be served by the Secretary of the Commission by reg­
istered mail, by registering and mailing a copy thereof addressed 
to the person to be served, or to a member of the partnership to be 
served, or to the president, secretary, or other executive officer or a 
director of the corporation to be served. Complaints and findings 
under section 337 shall be similarly served. 

(b) When service cannot be accomplished by l'egjstered mail or 
whenever the Commission shall so direct, processes of the Commis­
sion may be served by anyone duly authorized by a Commissioner 
(1) by delivering a copy of the document to the person to be served, 
or to a member of the partnership to be served, or to the president, 
secretary, or other executive officer or a director of the corporation 
to be served; or (2) by leaving a copy thereof at the principal office 
of such person, partnership, or corporation. The return post office

Section 202.1 Applicability of rules under section 336. The 
rules under Part 202 are specifically applicable to investigations for 
the purposes of section 336 of title III, part II, of the Tariff Act 
of 1930 (46 Stat. 701; 19 U.S.C. 1336), and apply in addition to the 
pertinent rules of general application set forth in Part 201. (Sec. 
336, 46 Stat. 701; 19 U.S.C. 1336) [Rules, USTC, Dec. 10, 1937; 2 
F.R. 2764] 

202.2 Applications. (a) Applications for an investigation for 
the p,urposes of section ?36 may be made by any person, partnership, 
assoClatIOn, or corporatIon. 

(b) Applications for investigation should be typewritten or 
printed and must be submitted in duplicate but need not be drawn in 
llny partiCUlar form and need not be under oath. Applicationsmust 
be signed by or on behalf ?f the applicant ~nd should state the name, 
tlddress, and nature of busmess of the applIcant. 

(c) Applications must clearly state that they are requests for inves­
tigation and must name or describe the commodity concerning which 
an investigation is sought.

ACT CREATING TARIFF COMMISSION 

The TariH Commission was created by Title vn of the Revenue 
Act of 1916 and was reorganized under Title lIT, Part II, of the 
TariH Act of 1930. 

SPECIAL PROVISIONS OF THE TARIFF ACT OF 1930 

TITLE ITI, PART II, SECTIONS 330 TO 341 AND 350 

SEC. 330. ORGANIZATION OF THE COMMISSION. 
(a) MEMBERSHIP.-The United States Tariff Commission (re­

ferred to in this title as the" commission ") shall be composed of six 
commissioners to be hereafter appointed by the President by and 
with the advice and consent of the Senate, but each member now in 
office shall continue to serve until his successor (as designated by the 
President at the time of nomination) takes office, but in no event for 
longer than ninety days after the effective date of this Act. No per­
son shall be eligible for appointment as a commissioner unless he is 
a citizen of the United States, and, in the jUdgment of the President, 
is possessed of qualifications requisite for developing expert knowl­
edge of tariff problems and efficiency in administering the provisions 
of Part II of this title. Not more than three of the commissioners 
shall be members of the same political party, and in making appoint­
ments members of different political parties shall be appointed 
alternately as nearly as may be practicable. 

(b) TERMS OF OFFlCE.-Terms of office of the commissioners first 
taking office after the date of the enactment of this Act, shall expire, 
as designated by the President at the time of nomination, one at 
the end of each of the first six years after the date of the enactment 
of this Act. The term of office of a successor to any such commis­
sioner shall expire six years from the date of the expiration of the 
term for which his predecessor was appointed, except that any com­
missioner appointed to fill a vacancy occurring prior to the expira­
tion of the term for which his predecessor was appointed, shall be 
appointed for the remainder of such term. 

(c) CHAIRMAN, VICE CHAIRMAN, AND SALARY.-The President 
shall annually designate one of the commissioners as chairman and 
one as vice chairman of the commission. The vice chairman shan 
act as chairman in case of the absence or disability of the chairman. 
A majority of the commissioners in office shall constitnte a quorum, 
but the commission may function notwithstanding vacancies. Each 
commissioner (including members in office on the date of the enact-

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ment of this Act) shall receive a salary of $11,000 a year. No com­
missioner shall actively enga~e in any other business, vocation, 01" 
employment than that of servmg as a commissioner. 
SEC. 331. GENERAL POWERS. 

(a) PERSONNEL.-The commission shall appoint a secretary, who­
shall receive a salary of $7,500 per year, and the commission shall 
have authority to employ and fix the compensations of such special 
experts, examiners, clerks, and other employees as the commission 
may from time to time find necessary for the proper performance 
of its duties. 

(b) ApPLICATION OF CIVIL SERVICE LAW.-With the exception of 
the secretary, a clerk to each commissioner, and such special experts. 
as the commission may from time to time find necessary for the 
conduct of its work, all employees of the commission shall be ap­
{!ointed from lists of eligibles to be supplied by the Civil Service 
Commission and in accordance with the civil service law. 

(c) EXPENSES.-All of the expenses of the commission, including­
all necessary expenses for transportation incurred by the commis­
sioners or by their employees under their orders in making any 
investigation or upon official business in any other places than at 
their respective headquarters, shall be allowed and paid on the pres­
entation of itemized vouchers therefor approved by the commission. 

(d) OFFICES AND SupPLIES.-Unless otherwise provided by law,. 
the commission ma~ rent suitable offices for its use, and purchase 
such furniture, ~Ulpment, and supplies as may be necessary. 

(e) PRINCIPAL OFFICE AT WASHINGToN.-The principal office of 
the commission shall be in the city of Washington, but it may meet 
and exercise all its powers at any other place. The commission 
may, by one or more ot its members, -or by such agents as it may 
designate, prosecute any inquiry necessary to its duties in any part 
of the United States or in any foreign country. 

(f) OFFICE AT NEW YORK.-The commission is authorized to­
establish and maintain an office at the port of New York for the 
purpose of directing or carrying on any lllvestigation, receiving and 
compiling statistics, selecting, describing, and filing samples of 
articles, and performing any of the duties or exercising any of the 
powers imposed upon it by law. 

(g) OFFICIAL SEAL.-The commission is authorized to adopt an 
official seal, which shall be judicially noticed. 
SEC. 332. INVESTIGATIONS. 

(a) INVESTIGATIONS AND REPORTS.-It shall be the duty of the 
commission to investigate the administration and fiscal and indus­
trial effects of the customs laws of this country now in force or which 
may be hereafter enacted, the relations between the rates of duty 
on raw materials and finished or partly finished products, the effects 
of ad valorem and specific duties and of compound specific and ad 
valorem duties, all questions relative to the arrangement of sched­
ules and classification of articles in the several schedules of the­
customs law, and, in general, to investigate the operation of customs 
laws, including their relation to the Federal revenues, their effect 
uron the industries and labor of the country, and to submit reports­
o its investigations as hereafter provided.

(b) INVESTIGATIONS OF TARIFF RELATIONs.-The commission shall 
have power to investigate the tariff relations between the United 
States and foreign countries, commercial treaties, preferential pro­
visions, economic alliances, the effect of export bounties and prefer­
ential transportation rates, the volume of importations compared 
with domestic production and consumption, and conditions, causes, 
and effects relating to competition of foreign industries with those 
of the United States, including dumping and cost of production. 

( c) INVESTIGATION OF PARIS ECONOMY PAOT.-The commission 
shall have power to investigate the Paris Economy Pact and similar 
organizations and arrangements in Europe. 

(d) INFORl'.fATION FOR PRESIDENT AND CONGREss.-In order that 
the President and the Congress may secure information and assist­
ance, it shall be the duty of the commission to-

(1) Ascertain conversion costs and costs of production in 
the principal growing, producing, or manufacturing centers of 
the United States of articles of the United States, whenever in 
the opinion of the commission it is practicable; 

(2) Ascertain conversion costs and costs of production in the 
principal growing, producing, or manufacturing centers of 
foreign countries of articles imported into the United States, 
whenever in the opinion of the commission such conversion costs 
or costs of production are necessary for comparison with con­
version costs or costs of production in the United States and 
can be reasonably ascertained; 

(3) Select and describe articles which are representative of 
the classes or kinds of articles imported into the United States 
and which are similar to or comparable with articles of the 
United States; select and describe articles of ' the United States 
similar to or comparable with such imported articles; and obtain 
and file samples of articles so selected, whenever the commission 
deems it advisable; 

(4) Ascertain import costs of such representative articles so 
selected; 

( 5) Ascertain the grower's, producer's, or manufacturer's 
selling prices in the principal growing, producing, or manu­
facturing centers of the United States of the articles of the 
United States so selected; and 

(6) Ascertain all other facts which will show the differences 
in or which affect competition between articles of the United 
States and imported articles in the principal markets of the 
United States. 

(e) DEFINITIONS.-When used in this subdivision and in sub­
division (d)-

(1) The term "article" includes any commodity, whether 
grown, produced, fabricated, manipulated, or manufactured; 

(2) The term "import cost" means the price at which an 
article is freely offered for sale in the ordinary course of trade 
in the usual wholesale quantities for exportation to the United 
States plus, when not included in such price, all necessary 
expenses, exclusive of customs duties, of bringing such imported 
article to the United States. 
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(f) INVESTIGATION RESPECTING CRUDE PETROLEUJ'.I.-[The investiga­
tion requested by this subdivision has been completed.] 

(g) REPORTS TO PRESIDENT AND CONGRESS.-The commission shall 
put at the disposal of the President of the United States, the Com­
mittee on Ways and Means of the House of Representatives, and the 
Committee on Finance of the Senate, whenever requested, all infor­
mation at its command, and shall make such investigations and 
reports as may be requested by the President or by either of said 
committees or by either branch of the Congress, and shall report 
to Congress on the first Mondav of December of each year hereafter 
a statement of the methods adopted and all expenses incurred, and a 
summary of all reports made during the year. 
SEC. 333. TESTIMONY AND PRODUCTION OF PAPERS. 

(a) AUTHORITY TO OB'l'AIN INFORMATION.-For the purposes of 
carrying Part II of this title into effect the commission or its duly 
authorized agent or agents shall have access to and the right to 
copy any document, paper, or record, pertinent to the subject matter 
under investigation, in the possession of any person, firm, copart­
nership, corporation, or association engaged in the production, im­
portation, or distribution of any article under investigation, and 
shall have power to summon witnesses, take testimony, administer 
oaths, and to require any person, firm, copartnership, corporation, 
or association to produce books or papers relating to any matter 
pertaining to such investigation. Any member of the commission 
may sign subpamas, and members and agents of the commission, 
when authorized by the commission, may administer oaths and 
affirmations, examine witnesses, take testimony, and receive evidence. 

(b) WITNESSES AND EVIDENCE.-Such attendance of witnesses and 
the production of such documentary evidence may be required from 
any place in the United States at any designated place of hearing. 
And in case of disobedience to a subpama the commission m~y invoke 
the aid of any district or territorial court of the United States or 
the Supreme Court of the District of Columbia in requiring the 
attendance and testimony of witnesses and the production of docu­
mentary evidence, and such court within the jurisdiction of which 
such inquiry is carried on may, in case of contumacy or refusal to 
obey a subpmna issued to any corporation or other person, issue an 
order requiring such corporation or other person to appear before 
the commission, or to produce documentary evidence if so ordered 
or to give evidence touching the matter in question; and any failure 
to obey such order of the court may be punished by such conrt as 
a contempt thereof. 

(c) MANDAMUs.-Upon the application of the Attorney General 
of the United States, at the request of the commission, any such 
court shall have jurisdiction to issue writs of mandamus commanding 
compliance with the provisions of Part II of this title or any order 
of the commission made in pursuance thereof. 

[Attention is directed to Rule 81 (b) of the Federal Rules of Civil 
Procedure, effective September 16, 1938, as follows: " (b) Scire Facias 
and Mandamus. The writs of scire facias and mandamus are abol­
ished. Relief heretofore available by mandamus or scire facias may 
be obtained by appropriate action or by appropriate motion under 
the practice prescribed in these rules."J 
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(d) DEPOSITIONs.-The commission may order testimony to be 

taken by deposition in any proceeding or investigation pending 
under Part II of this title at any stage of such proceeding or investi­
gation. Such depositions may be taken before any person desig­
nated by the commission and having power to administer oaths. 
Such testimony shall be reduced to writing by the person taking the 
deposition, or under his direction, and shall then be subscribed 
by the deponent. Any person, firm, copartnership, corporation, or 
association, may be compelled to appear and depose and to produce 
documentary evidence in the same manner as witnesses may be 
.compelled to appear and testify and produce documentary evidence 
before the commission, as hereinbefore provided. 

(e) FEES AND MILEAGE OF WITNESSEs.-Witnesses summoned 
before the commission shall be paid the same fees and mileage that 
are paid witnesses in the courts of the United States, and witnesses 
whose depositions are taken and the persons taking the same, except 
employees of the commission, shall severally be entitled to the same 
fees and mileage as are paid for like services in the courts of the 
United States: P'I'ovided, That no person shall be excused, on the 
ground that it may tend to incriminate him or subject him to 8. 

penalty or forfeiture, from attending and testifying, or producing 
books, papers, documents, and other evidence, in obedience to the 
subpama of the commission; but no natural person shsl1 be prose­
.cuted or subjected to any penalty or forfeiture for or on account of 
Any transaction, matter, or thing as to which, in obedience to a sub­
puma and under oath, he may so testify or produce evidence, except 
that no person shall be exempt from prosecution and punishment 
for perjury committed in so testifying. 

(f) STATEMENTS UNDER OATH.-The commission is authorized, in 
order to ascertain any facts required by subdivision (d) of section 
332, to require any importer and any American grower, producer, 
manufacturer, or seller to file with the commission a statement, under 
oath, giving his selling prices in the United States of any article 
imported, grown, produced, fabricated, manipulated, or manufac­
tured by him. 
SEC. 334. COOPERATION WIm OmER AGENCIES. 

The commission shall in appropriate matters act in conjunction 
and cooperation with the Treasury Department, the Department of 
Commerce, the Federal Trade Commission, or any other depart­
ments, or independent establishments of the Government, and such . 
departments and independent establishments of the Government shall 
cooperate fully with the commission for the purposes of aiding and 
assisting in its work, and, when directed by the President, shall fur­
nish to the commission, on its request, all records, papers, and 
information in their possession relating to any of the subjects of 
investigation by the commission and shall detail, from time to time, 
such officials and employees to said commission as he may direct. 
SEC. 335. PENALTY FOR DISCLOSURE OF TRADE SECRETS. 

It shall be unlawful for any member of the commission, or for any 
employee, agent, or clerk of the commission, or any other officer or 
employee of the United States, to divulge, or to make known in any 
manner whatever not provided for by law, to any person, the trade 
secrets or processes of any person, firm, copartnership, corporation, 
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or association embraced in any examination or investigation con­
ducted by the commission, or by order of the commission, or by 
order of any member thereof. Any offense against the provisions of 
this section shall be a misdemeanor and be punished by a fine not 
exceeding $1,000, or by imprisonment not exceeding one year, or 
both, in the discretion of the court, and such offender shall also be 
dismissed from office or discharged from employment. 
SEC. 336. EQUALIZATION OF COSTS OF PRODUCTION. 

(a) CHANGE OF CLASSIFICATION OR DUTIEs.-In order to put into 
force and effect the policy of Congress by this Act intended, the 
commission (1) upon request of the President, or (2) upon resolu­
tion of either or both Houses of Congress, or (3) upon its own 
motion, or (4) when in the judgment of the commission there is 
good and sufficient reason therefor, upon application of any inter­
ested party, shall investigate the differences in the costs of produc­
tion of any domestic article and of any like or similar foreign article. 
In the course of the investigation the commission shall hold hearings 
and give reasonable public notice thereof, and shall afford reason­
able opportunity for parties interested to be present, to produce 
evidence, and to be heard at such hearings. The commission is 
authorized to adopt such reasonable procedure and rules and regu·· 
lations as it deems necessary to execute its functions under this 
section. The commission shall report to the President the resu]ts 
of the investigation and its findings with respect to such differences 
in costs OT production. II the commission finds it shown by the 
investigation that the duties expressly fixed by statute do not equal­
ize the differences in the eosts of production of the domestic article 
and the like or similar foreign article when produced in the prin­
eipal competing country, the commission shall specify in its report 
such increases or decreases in rates of duty expressly fh:ed by 
statute (including any necessary change in classification) as it finds 
shown by the investigation to be neeessary to equalize sueh differ­
ences. In no case shall the total increase or deerease of such rates of 
duty exceed 50 per centum of the rates expressly fixed by statute. 

(b) CHANGE TO AMERICAN SF.LLING PRICE.-If the commission 
finds upon any such investigation that such differences can not be 
equalized by proceeding as hereinbefore provided, it shall so state 
in its report to the PresIdent and shall specify therein such ad valo­
rem rates of duty based upon the American selling price (as defined 

. in section 402 (g» of the domestic article, as it finds shown by the 
investigation to be necessary to equalize such differences. In no case 
shall the total decrease of such rates of duty exceed 50 per centum 
of the rates expressly fixed by statute, and no such rate shall be 
increased. 

(c) PROCLAMATION BY THE PRESIDENT.-The President shall by 
proclamation approve the rates of duty and changes in classification 
and in basis of value specified in any report of the commission 
under this section, if in his judgment such rates of duty and changes 
are shown by such investigati6n of the commission to be necessary 
to e!l,ualize such differences in costs of production. 

(d) EFFECTIVE DA'l'E OF RATES AND CHANGER.-Commencing thirty 
days after the date of any presidential proclamation of approval 
the increased or decreased rates of duty and changes in classifica-
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tion or in basis of value specified in the report of the commission 
shall take effect. 

(e) ASCERTAINMENT OF DIFFERENCES IN COSTS OF PRODUCTION.­
In ascertaining under this section the differences in costs of produc­
tion, the commission shall take into l'onsideration, in so far as it 
finds it practicable: 

(1) IN THE CASE OF A DOMESTIO ARTWLE.-(A) The cost of 
production as hereinafter in this section defined; (B) trans­
portation costs and other costs incident to delivery to the princi­
pal market or markets of the United States for the article; 
and (C) other relevant factors that constitute an advantage or 
disadvantage in competition. 

(2) IN THE CASE OF A FOREIGN ARTICLE.-(A) The cost of 
production as hereinafter in this section defined, or if the com­
mission finds that such cost is not readily ascertainable, the 
commission may accept as evidence thereof, or as supplemental 
thereto, the weighted average of the invoice prices or values 
for a representative period and/or the average wholesale sell­
ing price for a representative period (which price shall be that 
at which the articl'e is freely offered for sale to all purchasers 
in the principal market or markets of the principal competing 
country or countries in the ordinary course of trade and in 
the usual wholesale quantities in such market or markets); 
(B) transportation costs and other costs incident to delivery 
to the principal market or markets of the United States for the 
article; (C) other relevant factors that constitute an advantage 
or disadvantage in competition, including advantages granted 
to the foreign, producers by a government, person, partnership, 
corporation, or association in a foreign country. 

(f) MODIFICATION OF CIIANGES IN DUTY.-Any increased or de­
creased rate of duty or change in classification or in basis of value 
which has taken effect as above provided may 00 modified or termi­
nated in the same manner and subject to the same conditions and 
limitations (including time of , taking effect) as is provided in the 
section iD the case of original increases, decreases, or changes. 

(g) PROHIBITION AGAINST TRANSFERS FRm-f THE FREE LIST TO THE 
DUTIABLE LIST OR FROM THE DUTIABLE LIST TO THE FREE LIST.-Noth­
ing in this section shall be construed to authorize a transfer of 
an article from the dutiable 11st to the free list or from the free 
list to the dutiable list, nor a change in form of duty. Whenever 
it is provided in any paragraph of Title I of this Act, or in any 
amendatory Act, that the duty or duties shall not exceed a speci­
fied ad valorem rate upon the articles provided for in such para­
graph, no rate determined under the provisions of this section upon 
such articles shall exceed the maximum ad valorem rate so specified. 

(h) DEFINITIONs.-For the purpose of this section-
(1) The term "domestic article" means an article wholly 

or in part the growth or product of the United States; and 
the term "foreign article" means an article wholly or in part 
the growth or product of a foreign country. 

(2) The term" United States" includes the several States 
and Territories and the District of Columbia. 
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(3) The term" foreign country" means any empire, country,. 
dominion, colony, or protectorate, or any subdivision or sub­
divisions thereof (other than the United States and its posses­
sions). 

( 4) The term "cost of production," when applied with 
respect to either a domestic article or a foreign article, includes~ 
for a period which is representative of conditions in produc­
tion of the article: (A) The ,price or cost of materials, labor 
costs, and other direct charges incurred in the production of 
the article and in the processes or methods employed in its 
production; (B) the usual general expenses, including charges 
for depreciation or depletion which are representative of the 
equipment and property employed in the production of the 
article and charges for rent or interest which are representa­
tive of the cost of obtaining capital or instruments of yr0duc­
tion; and (C) the cost of containers and coverings 0 what­
ever nature, and other costs, charges, and expenses incident to 
placing the article in condition packed ready for delivery. 

(i) RULES AND REGULATIONS OF PRESIDENT.-The President is 
authorized to make all needful rules and regulations for carrying 
out his functions under the provisions of this section. 

(j) RULES AND REGULATIONS OF SECRETARY OF TREASURY.-The 
Secretary of the Treasury is authorized to make such' rules and reg­
ulations as he may deem necessary for the entry and declaration of 
foreign articles of the class or kind of articles with respect to which 
a change in basis of value has been made under the provisions of 
subdivision (b) of this section, and for the form of invoice required 
at time of entry. 

(k) INVESTIGATIONS PRIOR TO ENArirMENT OF ACT.-All uncom­
pleted investigations instituted prior to the approval of this Act 
under the provisions of section 315 of the Tariff Act of 1922, in­
cluding investigations in which the President has not proclaimed 
changes in classification or in basis of value or increases or decreases 
in rates of duty, shall be dismissed without prejudice; but the infor­
mation and evidence secured by the commission in any such investi­
gation may be given due consideration in any investigation instituted 
under the provisions of this section. 
SEC. 337. UNFAIR PRACTICES IN IMPORT TRADE. 

(a) UNFAm METHODS OF COMPETITION DECLARED UNLAWFUL.­
Unfair methods of competition and unfair acts in the importation of 
articles into the United States, or in their sale by the owner, im­
porter, consignee, or agent of either, the effect or tendency of which 
IS to destroy or substantially injure an industry, efficiently and 
economically operated, in the United States, or to prevent the estab­
lishment of such an industry, or to restrain or monopolize trade and 
commerce in the United States, are hereby declared unlawful, and 
when found by the President to exist shall be dealt with, in addition 
to any other provisions of law, as hereinafter provided. 

(b) INVESTIGATIONS OF VIOLATIONS BY COMMISSION.-To assist the 
President in making any decisions under this section the commis­
sion is hereby authorized to investigate any alleged violation hereof 
on complaint under oath or upon its initiative. 
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( C) HEARINGS AND REYIEW.-The commission shall make such 
investigation under and in accordance with such rules as it may 
promulgate and give such notice and afford such hearing, and when 
deemed proper by the commission such rehearing, with opportunity 
to offer evidence, oral or written, as it may deem sufficient for a full 
presentation of the facts involved in such investigation. The testi­
mony in every such investigation shall be reduced to writing, and a 
transcript thereof with the findings and recommendation of the 
commission shall be the official record of the proceedings and findings 
in the case, and in any case where the findings in such investigation 
show a violation of this section, a copy of the findings shall be 
promptly mailed or delivered to the importer or consignee of such 
articles. Such findings, if supported by evidence, shall be conclu­
sive, except that a rehearing may be granted by the commission and 
except that, within such time after said findings are made and in 
such manner as appeals may be taken from decisions of the United 
States Customs Court, an appeal may be taken from said findings 
upon a question or questions of law only to the United States Court 
of Customs and Patent Appeals by the importer or consignee of 
such articles. If it shall be shown to the satisfaction of said court 
that further evidence should be taken, and that there were reason­
able grounds for the failure to adduce such evidence in the proceed­
ings before the commission, said court may order such additional 
evidence to be taken before the commission in such manner and 
upon such terms and conditions as to the court may seem proper. 
The commission may modify its findings as to the facts or make 
new findings by reason of additional evidence, which, if supported 
by evidence, shall be conclusive as to the facts except that within 
such time and in such manner an appeal may be taken as aforesaid 
upon a question or questions of law only. The judgment of said 
court shall be final. 

(d) TRANSMISSION OF FINDINGS TO PRESIDENT.-The final find­
ings of the commission shall be transmitted with the record to the 
President. 

(e) EXCLUSION OF ARTICLES FROM ENTRY.-Whenever the existence 
of any such unfair method or act shall be established to the satisfac­
tion of the President he shall direct that the articles concerned in 
such unfair methods or acts, imported by any person violating the 
provisions of this Act, shall be excluded from entry into the United 
States, and upon information of such action by the President, the 
Secretary of the Treasury shall, through the proper officers, refuse 
such entry. The decision of the President shall be conclusive. 

(f) ENTRY UNDER BOND.-Whenever the President has reason to 
believe that any article is offered or sought to be offered for entry 
into the United States in violation of this section but has not infor­
mation sufficient to satisfy him thereof, the Secretary of the Treasury 
shall, upon his request in writing, forbid entry thereof until such 
investigation as the President may deem necessary shall be com­
pleted; except that such articles shall be entitled to entry under 
bond prescribed by the Secretary of the Treasury. 

(g) CONTINUANCE OF EXCLUsION.-Any refusal of entry under 
this section shall continue in effect until the President shall find and 
instruct the Secretary of the Treasury that the conditions which led 
to such refusal of entry no longer exist. 
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(h) DEFINITION.-When used in this section and in sections 338 
and 340, the term "United States" includes the several States and 
Territories, the District of Columbia, and all possessions of the 
United States except the Philippine Islands, the Virgin Islands. 
American Samoa, and the island of Guam. 
SEC. 338. DISCRIMINATION BY FOREIGN COUNTRIES. 

(a) ADDITIONAL DUTIEs.-The President when he finds that the 
public interest will be served thereby shall by proclamation specify 
and declare new or additional duties as hereinafter provided upon 
articles wholly or in part the growth or product of, or imported in a 
vessel of, any foreign country whenever he shall find as a fact that 
such country-

(1) Imposes, directly or indirectly, upon the disposition in 
or transportation in transit through or reexportation from such 
country of any article wholly or in part the growth or product 
of the United States-any unreasonable charge, exaction, regula­
tion, or limitation which is not equally enforced upon the like 
articles of every foreign country; or 

(2) Discriminates in fact against the commerce of the United 
States, directly or indirectly, by law or administrative regula­
tion or practice, by or in respect to any customs, tonnage, or 
port duty,fee, charge, exaction, classification, regulation, con­
dition, restriction, or prohibition, in such manner as to place 
the commerce of the United States at a disadvantage compared 
with the commerce of any foreign country. 

(b) EXCLUSION FROM IMPORTATION.-If at any time the President 
shall find it to be a fact that any foreign country has not only 
discriminated against the commerce Of the United States, as afore­
said, but has, after the issuance of a proclamation as authorized 
in subdivision (a) of this section, maintained or increased its said 
discriminations against the commerce of the United States, the Presi­
dent is hereby authorized, if he deems it consistent with the interests 
of the United States, to issue a further proclamation directing that 
such products of said country or such articles imported in its vessels 
as he shall deem consistent with the public interests shall be excluded 
from importation into the United States. 

(c) ApPLICATION OF PROCLAl\'[ATION.-Any proclamation issued by 
the President under the authority of this section shall, if he deems 
it consistent with the interests of the United States, extend to the 
whole of any foreign country or may be confined to any subdivision 
or subdivisions thereof; and the President shall, when!?ver he deems 
the public interests require, suspend, revoke, supplement, or amend 
any such proclamation. 

( d) DUTIES TO OFFSET COMl\IERCIAL DIsADV ANTAGES.-Whenever 
the President shall find as a fact that any forei~n country places 
any burden or disadvantage upon the commerce of the United States 
by any of the unequal imposItions or discriminations aforesaid, he 
shall, when he finds that the public interest will be served thereby, 
by proclamation specify and declare such new or additional rate or 
rates of duty as he shall determine will offset such burden or disad­
vantage, not to exceed 50 per centum ad valorem or its equivalent, 
on any products of, or on articles imported in a vessel of, such for-

eign country; and thirty days arter the date of such proclamation 
there shall be levied, collected, and paid upon the articles enumerated 
in such proclamation when imported into the United States from 
such foreign country such new or additional rate or rates of duty; 
or, in case of articles declared subject to exclusion from importation 
into the United States under the provisions of subdivision (b) of 
this section, such articles shall be excluded from importation. 

(e) DUTIES '1'0 OFFSET BENEFITS '1'0 THIRD COUN'I'RY.-Whenever 
the President shall find as a fact that any foreign country imposes 
any unequal imposition or discrimination as aforesaid upon the 
commerce of the United States, or that any benefits accrue or are 
likely to accrue to any industry in any foreign country by reason of 
any such imposition or discrimination imposed by any foreign coun­
try other than the foreign country in which such industry is located, 
and whenever the President shall determine that any new or addi­
tional rate or rates of duty or any prohibition hereinbefore provided 
for do not effectively remove such imposition or discrimination and 
that any benefits from any such imposition or discrimination accrue 
or are likely to accrue to any industry in any foreign country, he 
shall, when he finds that the public interest will be served thereby, 
by proclamation specify and declare such new or additional rate or 
rates of duty upon the articles wholly or in part the growth or 
product of any such industry as he shall determine will offset such 
benefits, not to exceed 50 per centum ad valorem or its equivalent, 
upon importation from any foreign country into the United States 
of such articles; and on and after thirty days after the date of any 
such proclamation such new or additional rate or rates of duty so 
specified and declared in such proclamation shall be levied, collected, 
and paid upon such articles. 

(f) FORFEl'ruRE OF AR'I'ICLES.-All articles imported contrary to 
the provisions of this section shall be forfeited to the United States 
and shall be liable to be seized, prosecuted, and condemned in like 
manner and under the same regulations, restrictions, and provisions 
as may from time to time be established for the recovery, collection, 
distribution, and remission of forfeitures to the United States by 
the several revenue laws. Whenever the provisions of this Act shall 
be applicable to importations into the United States of articles 
wholly or in part the growth or product of any foreign country, 
they shall be applicable thereto whether such articles are imported 
directly or indirectly. 

(g) ASCERTAINMENT BY COMlIIISSION OF DISCRIMINA'I'IONS.-It 
shall be the duty of the commission to ascertain and at all times to be 
informed whether any of the discriminations against the commerce 
of the United States enumerated in subdivisions (a), (b), and (e) of 
this section are practiced by any country; and if and when such 
discriminatory acts are disclosed, it shall be the duty of the com­
mission to bring the matter to the attention of the President, together 
with recommendations. 

(h) RULES AND REGULATIONS OF SECRETARY OF TREASURY.-The 
Secretary of the Treasury with the approval of the President shall 
make such rules and regulations as are necessary for the execution 
of such proclamations as the President may issue in accordance with 
the provisions of this section. 
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(i) DEFINITION.-When used in this section the term" foreign 
country" means any empire, country, dominion, colony or protec­
torate, or any subdivision or subdivisions thereof (other than the 
United States and its possessions), within which separate tariff rates 
or separate regulations of commerce are enforced. 
SEC. 339. EFFECT OF REENACTMENT OF EXISTING LAW. 

Notwithstanding the re~eal by section 651 of the laws relating 
to the United States Tariff Commission and their reenactment in 
sections 330 to 338, inclusive, with modifications, the unexpended 
balances of appropriations available for the commission at the time 
this section takes effect shall remain available for the commission 
in the administration of its functions under this Act; and such 
repeal and reenactment shall not operate to change the status of 
the officers and employees under the jurisdiction of the commission 
at the time this section takes effect. No investigation or other pro­
ceeding pending before the commission at such time (other than pro­
ceedings under section 315 of the Tariff Act of 1922) shall abate by 
reason of such repeal and reenactment, but shall continue under the 
provisions of this Act. 
SEC. 340. DOMESTIC VALUE-CONVERSION OF RATES. 

[The investigation required by this section has been completed.] 
SEC. 341. INTERFERENCE WITH FUNCTIONS OF COMMISSION. 

(a) INTERFERING ",VITH OR INFLUENCIKG THE COMMISSION OR ITS 

EMPWYEES.-It shall be unlawful for any person (1) to prevent or 
attempt to prevent, by force, intimidation, threat, or in any other 
manner, any member or employee of the commission from exercising 
the functions imposed upon the commission by this title, or (2) to 
induce or attempt to induce, by like means any' such member or 
employee to make any decision or order, or to take any action, with 
respect to any matter within the authority of the commission. 

(b) PENALTy.-Any person who violates any of the provisions of 
this section shall, upon conviction thereof, be fined not more than 
$1,000 or imprisonment for not more than one year, or both. 

( c) DEFINITION .-As used in this section the term "person" 
includes an individual, corporation, association, partnership, or any 
other organization or group of individuals. 
SEC. 350. PROMOTION OF FOREIGN TRADE. 

;.rOTE.-Those who Wish to present information with respect to reciprocal trade 
agreements provided for in this section should address their communications to 
the Committee for Reciprocity Information, Old Land Ofiice Building, Wash­
ington, D. C. Information concerning the Committee's regulations may be 
obtained upon request. 

SEC. 350. (a) For the purpose of expanding foreign markets for the 
products of the United States (as a means of assisting in the present 
emergency in restoring the American standard of living, in overcom­
ing domestic unemployment and the present economic depression, 
in increasing the purchasing power of the American public, and in 
establishing and maintaining a better relationship among various 
branches of American agriculture, industry, mining, and commerce) 
by regulating the admission of foreign goods into the United States 
in accordance with the characteristics and needs of various branches 
of American production so that foreign markets will be made available 
to those branches of American production which require and are 
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capable of developing such outlets by affording corresponding market 
opportunities for foreign products in the United States, the President, 
whenever he finds as a fact that any existing duties or other import 
restrictions of the United States or any foreign country are unduly 
burdening and restricting the foreign trade of the United States and 
that the purpose above declared will be promoted by the means 
hereinafter specified, is authorized from time to time-

(1) To enter into foreign-trade agreements with foreign Govern­
ments or instrumentalities thereof; and 

(2) To proclaim such modifications of existing duties and other 
import restrictions, or such additional import restrictions, or such 
continuance, and for such minimum periods, of existing customs or 
excise treatment of any article covered by foreign-trade agreements, 
as are required or appropriate to carry out any foreign trade agree­
ment that the President has entered into hereunder. No proclama­
tion shall be made increasing or decreasing by more than 50 per 
centum any existing rate of duty or transferring any article between 
the dutiable and free lists. The proclaimed duties and other import 
restrictions shall apply to articles the growth, produce, or manufac­
ture of all foreign countries, whether imported directly, or indirectly: 
Provided, That the President may suspend the application to articles 
the growth, produce, or manufacture of any country because of its 
discriminatory treatment of American commerce or because of other 
acts or policies which in his opinion tend to defeat the purposes set 
forth in this section; and the proclaimed duties and other import 
restrictions shall be in effect from and after such time as is specified 
in the proclamation. The President may at any time terminate any 
such proclamation in whole or in part. 

(b) Nothing in this section shall be construed to prevent the 
application, with respect to rates of duty established under this section 
pursuant to agreements with countries other than Cuba, of the pro­
visions of the treaty of commercial reciprocity concluded between the 
United States and the Republic of Cuba on December 11, 1902, or to 
preclude giving effect to an exclusive a~reement with Cuba concluded 
under this section, modifying the existmg preferential customs treat­
ment of any article the growth. produce. or manufacture of Cuba: 
Provided, That the duties payable on such an article shall in no case be 
increased or decreased by more than 50 per centum of the duties 
now payable thereon. 

(c) As used in this section, the term "duties and other import 
restrictions" includes (1) rate and form of import duties and classifica­
tion of articles, and (2) limitations, prohibitions, charges, and 
exactions other than duties, imposed on importation or imposed for 
the regulation of imports. 

SEC. 2. (a) Subparagraph (d) of paragraph 369, the last sentence 
of paragraph 1402, and the provisos to paragraphs 371, 401, 1650, 
1687, and 1803 (1) of the Tariff Act of 1930 are repealed. The 
provisions of sections 336 and 516 (b) of the Tariff Act of 1930 shall 
not apply to any article with respect to the importation of which into 
the United States a foreign trade a~reement has been concluded pur­
suant to this Act, or to any proviSIOn of any such agreement. The 
third paragraph of section 311 of the Tariff Act of 1930 shall apply to 
any agreement concluded pursuant to this Act to the extent only that 
such agreement assures to the United States a rate of duty on wheat 
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flour produced in the United States which is preferential in respect 
to the lowest rate of duty imposed by the country with which such 
agreement has been concluded on like flour produced in any other 
country; and upon the withdrawal of wheat flour from bonded manu­
facturing warehouses for exportation to the country with which such 
agreement has been concluded, there shall be levied, collected, and 
paid on the imported wheat used, a duty equal to the amount of such 
assured preference. 

(b) Every foreign-trade agreement concluded pursuant to this Act 
shall be subject to termination, upon due notice to the foreign govern­
ment concerned, at the end of not more than three years from the date 
on which the agreement comes into force, and, if not then terminatedt 
shall be subject to termination thereafter upon not more than six 
months' notice. 

(c) The authority of the President to enter into foreign-trade agree­
ments under section 1 of this Act shall terminate on the expiration of 
three years from the date of the enactment of this Act. 

SEC. 3. Nothing in this Act shall be construed to give any authority 
to cancel or reduce, in any manner, any of the indebtedness of any 
foreign country to the United States. 

SEC. 4. Before any foreign trade agreement is concluded with any 
foreign government or instrumentality thereof nnder the provisions of 
this Act, reasonable public notice of the intention to negotil1.te an 
agreement with such government or instrumentality shall be given in 
order that any interested person may have an opportunity to present 
his views to the President, or to such agency as the President may 
designate, under such rules and regulations as the President may 
prescribe; and before concluding such agreement the President shall 
seek information and advice with respect thereto from the United 
States Tariff Commission, the Departments of State, Agriculture, 
and Commerce and from such other sources as he may deem appro­
priate.

To extend the authority of the President under section 350 of the 
Tariff Act of 1930, as amended 

Resolved by the Senate and House Of Representatives of the United States Of 
America in Oongress a8.~embled, That the period during which the President is 
authorized to enter into forl'ign-trade agreements under section 350 of the 
Tariff Act of 1930, as amended by the act (Public, No. 316, 73d Cong.) approved 
June 12, 1934, is hereby extended for a furt11er period of 3 years from June 
12,1937.

SECTION 402 (G)-TITLE IV. DEFINITION OF AMERfCAN SELLING 
PRICE 

SEC. 402. 
(go) The American selling price of any article manufactured or 

produced in the United States shall be the price, including the cost 
of all containers and coverings of whatever nature and all other costs, 
charges, and expenses incident to placing the merchandise in con-
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clition packed ready for delivery, at which such artie1e is freely offered 
for sale for domestic consumption to all purchasers in the prin­
cipal market of the United States, in the ordinary course of trade and 
in the usual wholesale quantities in such market, or the price that the 
manufacturer, producer, or owner would have received or was willing 
to receive for such merchandise ,,,hen sold for domestic consumption 
in the ordinary course of trade and in the usual wholesale quantities, 
at the time of exportation of the imported article. (As amended by 
section 8 of the Customs Administrative Act of 1938.) 

IMPORT SECTION OF AGRICULTURAL ADJUSTlVIENT ACT (49 STAT. 750, 773, 
SEC.

IMPORTS 

SEC. 22. (a) Whenever the President has reason to believe that any 
one or more articles are being imported into the United States under 
such conditions and in sufficient quantities as to render or tend to 
render ineffective or materially interfere with any program or opera­
tion undertaken, or to reduce substantially the amount of any product 
processed in the United States from any commodity subject to and 
with respect to which any program is in operation, under this title 
or the Soil Conservation and Domestic Allotment Act, as amended, 
he shall cause an immediate investigation to be made by the United 
States Tariff Commission, which shall give precedence to investiga­
tions under this section to determine such facts. Such investigation 
shall be made after due notice and opportunity for hearing to inter­
ested parties and shall be conducted subject to such regulations as 
the President shall specify. 

(b) If, on the basis of such investigation and report to him of 
findings and recommendations made in connection therewith, the 
President finds the existence of such facts, he shall by proclamation 
impose such limitations on the total quantities of any article or articles 
which may be imported as he finds and declares shown by such in­
vestigation to be necessary to prescribe in order that the entry of 
such article or articles will not render or tend to render ineffective 
or materially interfere with any program or operation undertaken, 
or will not reduce substantially the amount of any product processed 
in the United States from any commodity subject to and with respect 
to which any program is in operation, under this title or the Soil 
Conservation and Domestic Allotment Act, as amended: Provided, 
That no limitation shall be imposed on the total quantity of any 
article which may be imported from any country which reduces such 
permissible total quantity to less than 50 per centum of the average 
annual quantity of such article which was imported from such coun­
try during the period from July 1,1928, to June 30, 1933, both dates 
inclusive. 

( c) No import restriction proclaimed by the President under this 
section nor any revocation, suspension, or modification thereof shall 
become effective until fifteen days after the date of such proclamation, 
revocation, suspension, or modification. 

(d) Any decision of the President as to facts under this section 
shall be final. 
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(e) After investigation, report, finding, and declaration in the 
manner provided in the case of a proclamation issued pursuant to 
subsection (b) of this section, any proclamation or provision of such 
proclamation may be suspended by the President whenever he finds 
that the circumstances requiring the proclamation or provision thereof 
no longer exist, or may be modified by the President whenever he 
finds that changed circumstances require such modification to carry 
out the purposes of this section.
