\Ve, the undersigned members of the University Re-organisation Committee, 
have the honour to submit for the consideration of the Senate the following 
recommendations regarding courses and Examinations in the University. We· 
hn.ve left the Syllabuses and other details to be wo.rked out by the Boards of 
Studies. So far as we have made no specific recommendations: regarding any 'of 
tho existing courses, or so 'far a~ our re~ommendations do not affect these, they 
need not, in our opinion, be revised for the present. ·

lined above under the scheme of Intermediate. Studies and Examinations. 

DIPLOliA IN APPLIED CHEMISTRY. 

The course shall extend over a period of one year· and a half, of which the first 
year shall be devote.! to lectures and laboratory work common to all the topics mep· 
tioned below, and the subsequent six months shall b~ devoted to factory or workshop 
practice. ·

COMMITTEE SIGNED BY THE :MEMBERS OF THE COMMITTEE ON THE 16TH 
JuLY 1925, BY :MR. B. VENKATANAR!:NAPPA, A :ME~IBER OF THAT CoM-
MITTEE. . .. 

As the epuipmint in English of students declared as having passed the School­
Leaving Certificate Examination is generally very poor, it is essential that our 
students in the Intermediate an.d the Bachelor Degree (B.A. and B.Sc.) stages should 
hal:e a good grounding i,n English Languag1 and Literature, so as t0 fit them f.or 
any profession that they might ·afterwards desire to take up. : - · .. _ 

. The course in English as outlined in the present Report, both for the Inter· 
mediate and the Bachelor Degree (B.A. arid B.Se.) courses is, in my opinion, entirely 
inadequate; and there seems to be no apparent reason for·· making such an extensive 
change in the Curricula of Studies now ·obtainin'g in our University for the First 
Year B~A. Examination and for the B.A. and the B. Se. Degree Examinations. 

·. .,......,._ . ~~ .. 
The cours~ in Rnglish would, according to the scheme proposed,:£:" i!eJierally 

lower in stan~ard in our University than in any other Indian University (~xcept, it 
may be, in one or t~vo), and mucp. lower than in our neighbouring Unh·ersity-that 
of :Madras. This must certainly lower the standar.d and the value .of our degrees. 
; It is unfortunate that Vernacular as a compulsory subject of study is propo·sed 

to be abolished in the B.A. and the B.Sc. courses. It must be remembered that there 
is no hope, in the near future, of English education spreading among"'the ma:s5es ; 
and when in the Oosm:ania University even higher education is being impai:ted in the: 
Vernacular, it is, I think, a retrograde step to .discoo.rage the study of the Vernaculars 
by higher class students in our University, in the face of His Highness the Ch:m· 
cell or's "interest in the special encouragement' of Kannad;2 Literature whieh is 
provided for in the University Scheme." His' Highness the Chancellor was, when 
our Un~versity was started1 "glad to 'See that our University Scheme provides fer a 
fuller and more. continuous course of teaching not only in Kannada, but also in the 
other Vernaculars of Southern India·which are spoken in ~fysore." 

Should we not give the -Scheme thai we are now working, a fair chance before r;e 
pull it down ? · . ~ • 

The inclusion of "·Science '' subjects in the Arts course, both for the Inter· 
mediate and the B.A. Degree Examinations is, in my opinion, a mere waste of funds 
and energy, since the percentage of students that can and will really make a choice 
of subjects on the score of aptitude is, under the present conditions, exceedmgly 
small. · 

' ' If any change were needed at all, I would go back to the old F. A.. course Gf the 
M:adras University. That course gave an excellent general education to the studtnt 
that underwent the CO'\lrse and fit~ed him excellently well for any course that he 
tnight· ~fterwards choose to take up. It i3 such a course that our students need nry 
badly at pre~ent and any specialisation might conveniently and with advantn.ge come 
in afterwards. , · . 

I am quite opposed to the fashioning of the Intermediate cour~es of study to suit 
the several professional and other studies that a student might afterwards desire to 
take up. This l_rill prove a great stumbling bloc~ in the way of students whc::e 
means are very limited, the number of ~;uch student5 being unfortunat~::ly on the 
increase. ' 

The " Cultural" value of three optional suhjects that are proposed to be intro· 
duced into the B.A. and the B. Sc. courses is, in the case of more than 7 5 per cent . 
of our students a mere myth, since their energie~ are all directed more towaLJs i..i. 

"pass~ in the examination than on the proper understanding of the subjects the:y 
study. Under such circumstances, two subjects properly studied would be much more 
valuable to the student than three subjecti studied but indifferently. 

Ii it is desired to change the present course of . studies obtaining_ in our 
University, I would recommend the adoption of the courses now in force in tite . 
:Madra.s University; otherwise, I would give the old scheme a sufficient trial Lefore 
introducing extensive changes in it. . ' '•
