· Having a capable European to be Mastr. of the Sloop Francis & the Vessell 
being made fitt for the Sea, We approve of yo11r lading upon her what Number of 
Bales she will carry & direct that you may dispatch her to us as soon as may be 
sending us at the same time or sooner if You can an Account of what more Bale~ 
you may have on band what Number You can promis~ us in all for this shipping & 
acquaint what otbe't' Conveyance you can have for sendmg them upon. 

It will be necessary to Caution You that you make :no bad Debts with Your 
Merchants, You know that such would be for your own Ace'. But we hope you 
will!Java taken .such care that no such misfortune will happen to you. Wishing you.
