July in answer to ours of the 21*. May expressing a Concern at the French’s Success, 1°.
but they are advised from Pondicherry there will be only one Ship out this Season,
& Consequently but a Trifling Ferce, so that they hope for a Decline in their affairs,
whenever they learn any thing Material they promise to advise us.

Receiv’d a Letter from our Callicutt Linguist, Informing us that the Ministers of Drrro
Boyanore sent to the Samorine were kindly Treated, & assured of his Favour, but to D1z
talk more distmetly of matters, *tis necessary some Superiour people be sent, which he
thinks Boyanore will do after the Feast; The King of Cotata’s people Sent to the
French, he says, did not agree on any thing new, but the Chief gave them 400 Pago-
das for the Present & assured them of his making up the Accounts when he went to
Mihie, which wo’d be as soon as the Ships & Forces came from Pondicherry.

The King of Cotata’s Ministers came to the Fort to-let us know the Resolution Tyggpay

of their Master as to the Peace with Boyanore; Insisting on the following terms. 8=,

¢ That the Districts of a place called Bellete with the absolute command thereof be
deliver’d to him ; an Elephant to be given to the Pagoda of Tellicherry, with an
offering of Butter tyed round his neck, a peice of Ground & an House for the main-

tenance of Braminees, & one House in Boyanore’s Country to be burnt, [sic] We
immediately dispatcht an account of these Demands to both the Boyanores i Order

to have their Answers. .

Receiv’d Olas from both Boyanores mn answer to our advices concerning the Frypay
demands of the King of Cotata which they readily assent too and Impower the Chief 117,
to Conclude on the same if it can be dong before the month.is out, but if not, they
had rather it was laid aside.

A Merchant of this place having a Munchua i Cota River sent thither to Refit, Sarvrpay
he desired leave to bring her away & as She was passing near Mihie, The ffrench  12.
sent out Boats & Carry’d her in; upon which we wrote a Letter to M*. Tremisot
Chief & Council, desiring to let the Munchua proceed to us, for She belong’d to one
of our Merchants ; on the Receipt of our Letter She was let go, & they wrote us not
to give any Supplys to Boyanore their Enemy for if we did, they Sho’d be obliged to
seize whatever was carry’d to him, Copy of our Letter, with the Chief’s answer are
as follow.

Receiv’d a Letter from the Chief & Factors of Anjengo under the 27*". of August
in answer to ours of the 13%, Aprill last. They desire our care in dispatching their
Paquet for Bombay as soon as possible it containing advices of the Settlement & State-
of the Country.

Answer’d the Anjengo Letter, giving them a narrative of this Countrys disorder
& promis’d in a day or two to forward their Packet to Onore.

‘We are assured that Boyanore & the French are at present under a Cessation of
Arms which 1s in Order for their settling a Peace between each other.

Receiv’d an Ola from Boyanore in answer to ours, Intimating that we know how
the French came, & in what manner he got them away, he was near a month with us,
giving us Demonstrations of the Exigency of his affairs, but no Remedy did we give
him, however from that time he has maintain’d himself what we have given him in
writing with the Effects of our promises he now feels, & now that he Extricates
himself from these troubles, it shall be no occasion of forgetting his Friends.

Answer’d the foregoing Ola of Boyanore’s, & as we find him write us in a very
Haughty & Reflecting Style we thought it proper to give this Reply. ”That we
observe by his Ola he shall not stand in need of the Honble Company’s help or
Favours for the time to come therefore we desire he will forthwith send his ministers
to make up our Accounts & pay us the money he Owes & be sure to keep in mind the
obligation he has given us in writing, that when the Hofible Company demand the

performance, he may be ready to Comply, we also wrote the Second Boyanore to the
same Purport.

Receivd an Ola from Boyanore in answer to the foregoing that he Confiding in

the Honble Company Inclined him to believe he should be secured from his Enemys,
but what has hapned to him the World kmows, when we perform our part of the
Engagement he will do the like by his, The troubles he is in are the Effccts of ill
fortune, but when it Changes, & his Friends will Assist him, it can be Remedied
The Second wrote us also to the like Purport.

The Nombiers, Muta, Caquert & Chandrota came to us, to let us know, that
Boyanore had sent to desire their attending him in a day or two to be present at his
Ratifying the Articles of Peace with the French, they fold us that having given us
assurances of their being hearty & steady to our Interest they wo’d not go without.
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our previous Consent, for they thought the Proceedings Ignominious, they asked us
whether on Concluding this Peace we would Resign our Conquest of Curringhoda’s
Country, for people in Generall were preposses’d we wo’d, therefore of this they
desired a distinct answer, & as the matter 1s of such a nature as to require no Consi-
deration, we told them directly, that ’though as the Report was, the French wo’d
oblige us, they might be Confident we wo’d defend to the utmost our Conquer’d Land
against them, or whomsoever came to Invade it, upon which they Vowed’ to us to
bring their men & stand by our Interest on all occasions, & were resolv’d not to go
near Boyanore when he made Peace, & to Engage them the better, we gave them
Eighty nine Rupees at their departure.

John Misenor from Bombay, by the former we receiv’d a Letter from the Hofible 227
President & Council, Dated the 6%. Instant acknowledging the recet of ours of the 9®.

June, which they co’d not then particularly answer, & Judging the
Europe Ships wo’d come, the outward Passage, they sent us an Order to take out of
them Twelve Chests of Treasure & to Tender them the Pepper we have in Warehouse,
& Inform’d us of the Arrival of the severall Ships at Bombay, & as the Government
of Mocha as well as the Merchants they are greately in our Debt, which ’tis thought,
cannot be obtain’d but by Force, They therefore Direct our not Trading thither some
of the Gallys are to go early in the Season to make Demands, & on failure to stop
up the Port Enclosed came a Letter for Anjengo to be forwarded Express.

him Encouragement to expect from us all-the Service we co’d afford him, agreeable to
what we had ever done, & what we co’d not do ourselves, we would write to Bombay

John Misenor for London by whom we wrote
the Hofible Court of Directors the Needfull relating to the Settlement & sent our last
Years Books of Accounts Papers & Diary to the 30*. July.

Receiv’d an Ola from Boyanore that what .we had Discoursed with his people
Pondarri & Ballepe Cunhiamud he understands ; He has wrote the Three Nombiers to
come to him & desires we will do the same, after which he will appoint people to
Treat with us.

Answer’d the above Ola, that we should write the Nombiers to wait on him, &
we are in expectation of them & his Ministers here to Settle on the necessary
Business.

Wrote a Letter to the Chief & Factors of Anjengo & forwarded it with the
Letter that came from Bombay by Boat Express.

Receiv’d a letter from our Callicut Linguist Dated the 27*, Instant by Two Mun-
chuas with 370 Bales Chunam, 95 Bundles of Split Bamboes & Two Teak Trees, He
informs us that the Samorine’s Ministers are on their way towards Boyanore, In
Order to mediate a Peace with him & the French, the latter ’tis thought are in great
streights for mony to carry on their Extravagant Expences.

Answer’d our Callicut Linguist’s Letter Directing him to send us up more
Chunam & Timber & to get all the Intelligence he can of the French Affairs.

Receiv’d an Ola from Boyanore in answer to ours of the 23%. ¢ That he always
depended on the great Strength of the Hofible Company which he thought wo'd have
been employ’d against all his Enemys & effectually have open’d the Trade of his
Country, but the disappointment he has met with mn this particular, makes him now
much streightned ; He has no Inclination to see the French but the assistance we give
him being Insufficient, he is obliged to regard other Counsels ; He cannot War with
Europeans if we will be at the Expence with our own people to Defend & Open the
Commerce of his Country he will then Confirm what he Empowerd Pondarri &
Ballepe Cunhiamud to tell us, & We may send for the Nombiers to talk on the same

& on our notice he will appoint his Mimsters to come to us, to all which he desires a
distinet answer.

_ Finding Boyanore very unsettled & expecting things we cannot Comply with,
which if we don’t regard, he does in a manner threaten us to make Peace, & not
knowing how forward it may be We came to a Resolution to send him the following
answer to his Ola, in hopes it may Startle him & Induce him to think more
moderately. “That We observe, he is very wavering in all his proceedings,
“the Articles he has Signed to us We keep carefully as We suppose he does those
“ he had from us, to which We have given a due Complyance, & Intend to continue
“1t, if he is disposed to make no Account of his Engagements to us, We desire he
“ will Inform us, that We may advise our Superiours accordingly for ’though he may
“ Imagine us Unable at present to Open his Ports yet he will find sho’d ke faile in
“the performance of his part, that the Hofible Company have power Sufficient to stop

walked up the Hills of Ponella & Putinha near Moylan making observations on the
places which we are assured is only designed for their taking possession of some spot
thereabouts, the better to Annoy Moylan, Curringhoda 1s the person who will pub-
lickly make the Breach, but their people are to assist, as we are certain of this We
Unanimously agreed that the Officer at Moylan should have Orders, whenever he saw
them there again to send a Serjeant, Corporall & Fifteen or Twenty men to demand
the reason of their coming there under our Guns, forbidding them doing so for the

future, for if they wanted anything they might go to the Fort, otherwise we should
look on them as Spies. .

This Morning we receiv’d an Ola from Boyanore in answer to ours of the 29" OcroBEr
That the Benefit he has had in Confiding in the Hofible Company & the tenour of our SAT;’*D“
Letter, observing both gives him much satisfaction, he has not at all been wanting in 122,
his Friendship nor will he be for the future, what happens to him in the Season of 11
Fortune 1s not to be helpt, when God alters i, & he has the Hofible Company’s

Favour, all will be remedy’d, for whatever is said, & Signed to, ought not to be
forgot.

Answered Boyanore’s Ola, Signifying to him he has given us no Direct Reply, Dirro Diz.
to what We wrote him, if he is in need of the Hofible Company’s assistance, ’tis
proper he sho’d Inform us that We may advise Bombay, or if not, to let us also know.

our Force in a Readyness at the time abovemention’d, & men, placed on si. Hills, as
well to demonstrate to the Country we will not tamely give up our Rights, nor give
him an occasion to Settle thereon, for we are daily Inform’d heis resolved to raise
‘Works with the assistance of the French, on those places, & if possible wrest that
part of the Country we have taken, out of our Hands.

& the Two Paquets receiv’d lately from Anjengo, giving an Account of the state of
this Settlement to the present time,

Agreeable to our Consultation of the 10 Ins'. we gave Orders that all our
Soldiery, Nayrs of Narrangport, & the Auxiliarys from the Nombiers sho’d be Posted
this morning, on the Hills Ponella, Putinha & Ponella Malla, to Confirm to the
Country we are resolved to maintain our Right of Conquest thereto, & as usual at this
Season to Hunt within our Districts, The Nayrs of Curringhoda with his Accomplices,
part of the Nombiers, & severall French Men appear’d at about Ten in the Morning,
seeming to have no other Intention than to Hunt on the other side the Verges (that
lye between ours & their Hill) & at severall times talkt in a Friendly manner to our
people, who depended they wo’d so continue, but on a sudden they the Nayrs & a
number of French Men, at Eleven, fired Volleys of Shot at our people, who return’d
the same after they had recoverd their Surprize & a Constant Discharge continued on
both sides till about Four in the Evening, Cap’. Alexander Douglass had the principal
Command of our people, who, as well as our Ensign, Gunner, & other Inferiour
Officers do solemnly Declare they saw as near as they co’d Judge, to the number of
Fifty French Men, or thereabouts mixt with the Natives, and Behaving themselves as
if they were Fighting in their own Cause, We receiv’d no other Damage than having
one Nayr of Caquert Nombier’s killed ; what hurt we did them We have no certain
Account of, * though severall of our people Affirm, they saw one French Men [si¢] shot.
Dead, & some carry’d off, This proceeding Confirms to us the truth of what we have
heard reported, that they wo’d without faile come as this morning on the said Hills
& probably been Inclined to continue there for their better Annoying Moylan, ‘tis the
Generall Voice of the Country they so Intended, & we look on it as a singular peice of
good fortune that we managed so as to prevent 1t, which will Convince the Country
We dare Assert our Rights, ‘though the Freneh side with Curringhoda In Order to
Subvert them.

At about Nine this Morning our Soldiery and Nayrs went out of Moylan Fort to Taurspay
Lodge themselves on the Hill [séc] mention’d in the Orders given to Cap®. Alexander 1372,
Douglass, They marcht up in a very peaceable manner, but at about ten, Currin-
ghoda’s people Fired a smart Volley at our men, & repeated the same, before ours
return’d it, there ensued a Constant discharge on both sides till four in the Evening,
the Enemy being Lodged at the Bottom of their Hills, & we, on ours, Cap®. Alexander
Douglass, Ensign Mendonce, our Gunner & indeed our Soldiers in Generall Declare
they saw severall of the French people fighting against us; our Loss was one
Nairr Boy killed, Three Nayrs wounded & one Muchway, all with Musket Shot, we
believe the Enemy have Considerable Loss, for our men saw severall of theirs
carry’d off. )

By one Francisco Gomes who has the Command of a small Vessell belonging to Dirro Die
this place under our Protection, we are Inform’d that on the 8%, Ins® as he was at
Carratt he receiv’d a Letter from one Pedro Rangel at Mangalore Informing him there
was a Portuguese Frigat off said place seeking for English Vessels, & did on the 7t
Chase a Ship belonging to M*. Taylor, but without being able to come up with her,
therefore he advised him to get away for Tellicherry with all speed, taking care to
pull his Vane & Colours down to prevent being known; pursuant to which he got
away, passing by Mangalore he saw the said ffrigatt on the 11*™. send her long Boat
with Armed men, Boarded a small English Grab, lying there after getting posses-
sion they fired a Gun to signify to the ffrigatt She was in their Hands, the said
Pedro Rangell moreover advised him the Portugueze have Two Grabs Cruizing
-off Onore.

This Morning receiv’d a Letter from our Callicut Linguist of the 13%, Instant Frypay
with Two ffrench Deserters, whom he was very unwilling to send away, being 14™
cautious of giving encouragement to such, least 1t sho’d give an Handle for their
Committing Violencys, therefore as they Entice & receive all our men that go to
them, we resolved to write our Linguist to give protection to all that came to the
Factory & if the French offer’d to Break through the Laws of nations in disturbing

the same, that he gets help from our Jangadoes & Governour to Repell any Insult [s]
of that kind which they may Commit.

This Evening we dispatcht a Boat Express to Onore, desiring they wo'd give us Drrro Dre.
immediate advice of the reasons that Induce the Portugueze to Seize on English
Vessels, as we are Inform’d they have done, & to let us know if their Hostilitys are

like to continue that we way take the necessary Caution for the Security of our
Vessells.

The Officer from Moylan this Morning advises us that Curringhoda Fired two Sarurpay
Shot at that Fort from Curiche last night at about six a Clock, one of which fell 157

within Pistoll Shot; we also hear the ffrench have furnished Curringhoda with Two
Large Guns,

Yesterday Evening Two French Men, one a Factor of Mihie, & another the Moxpay

Commander of a small Ship, brought us a Letter from Mons". Tremisot Chief & 17,
Council there, which with our Answer are as follows. .
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To M= Apams & mis CouxciL
GENTLEMEN,

We have let pass Two days without taking notice of the Two days War you
made on our Allie Curringhoda under pretence of Hunting, in hopes your Animosity
would be somewhat Abated & withall to see if your War Ended with the Chase, but
by your Motion it seems to us as if you Intended to continue the War, We desire
before you proceed any further, you will Consider this is against our Allie & Friend
in whose Country you know We have had Garrisons upwards of Six Months which
are so near your Guns that the Soldiers in passing thereto, may be Incommoded, & in
this scituation for you to make War on our Allie 1s the very same as making it on us,
In fine, The Rights of people & the Civility of Nations in Amity with the Union that
Reigns between the Two Crowns, requires you shou’d give a reason for your making
war at this Juncture & what are your Pretensions.

? Tis needless to say further to Gentlemen so knowing as you are, that can see
at once the ill Consequence this may be of, now to put things ina Clear Light, only
suppose yourselves in our place, & without Ambiguity let us know what you wo'd
think, sho’d we disturb one of your Allies under your Guns, which they Protect, for
every one ought to do as they wo'd be done by we hope as you are just you will
answer us & act accordingly—We are, perfectly

till the 12**, Ins*. when in Violation of his Faith given he did fire on us, we will
not say by French Instigation, ’though cannot but observe your Menacing Lines & of
your having Garrisons 1n these parts & of your demanding a reason for what we bhave
~ done & also to know if we design to contiuue it.

. To which we reply, you have as much Right in your demands as Justice
In bringing a Garrison into those parts, in defyance of our Hofible Masters just
Rights Granted to them not only by the Lawfull Sovereign, but by the Late
Curringhoda Corriporinour, these your Intrudings & Violating the Peace between

the Two Crowns in Europe, by seizing & taking their Vessels, we expect Orders this
Season to Account with for, & in the mean time as you say, do as you wo’d be done
by, remember when we were at War with Boyanore what assistance you gave him
& wo’d not permit us to use our Force to bring him to reason & now that he is at

The foregoing Contents fully Demonstrate the French are resolved to Comit the Moxpay
worst of Insolencys & Abuses; & lay the Blame on us for Actions we ought to 17.
Resent ; They first Break the Peace by Fireing on us, as We peaceably Marcht
within our Limits, Curringhoda did the same, & since one of his Shot from Curiche
fell under Moylan, these proceedings are certainly Denouncing War, but the French
dare Commit the worst of things, assist the Natives to destroy our people, Invade
our Propertys, & then tell us, the Natives are in Allyance with them, & not to be
disturb’d by us, even ’ though they give the provocation, we answer’d their Letter
as by the foregoing & sent them a Narrative under the Hands of our Officers, &
Soldiers, Setting forth what they did to us on the 12*. & 13 Instant which is as
follows.

‘We Commission & Non Commission Officers & Soldiers in the Service of the
Hofible United English East India Company at Tellicherry, being Order’d to march
with our Garrison Soldiers & Nayrs our Friends round the Districts of the Said
Hofible Company’s Conquest on the other side of Moylan, do solemnly Declare the
f(())llowing Narrative 1 a true & just Account of what hapned on the 12%. & 13,

ctober,

Given in to Robert Adams Esq™, Chief &c* Factors at Tellicherry October 14t
1726.

We got on the Hill Ponella Malla about the hour of Seven in the morning & OCTO-
heard the French Beat a March, from thence we saw a considerable number of the BER 1726,
Natives on & near the Hill called Caria Cuna, to whom we offer’d no Violence, & VWEDNES-
only proceeded to Hunt within our Districts, The Natives on each side, talk’d with PAY 1#™
each other in a Civil manner & also to our Soldiers, at the same time a Party of the
Natives & French Soldiers descended the Hill to be nearer us, giving scurrilous
Language, to one William Lafleur a Corporall Cap®. Alexander Douglass observing
this, appointed Joseph Johnson Corporall to approach them the better to know what
was said, one French Man in particular askt him, how his Country Men with us did,
what Luck we had in Hunting & told him one of their Men had receiv’d a wound

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by an Hog this talk was Broke off by a French Man who scem’d to be their Major
[Mons". j Laffarelle, & indeed Two ffrench men m our Service John Menes de
Belgarde & Christian du Vall Confirm’d to us it was him with Mons". Lambert
Second Engineer & another Officer, at about Eleven a Clock some Nayrs advanc’d
to come over the Verges, & a number of French Men lay under the Banks at the
Bottom of the Hill, immediately the Nayrs Fired a smart Volley at our people
which was actually Seconded by the French that were under the Banks, The Peace
being Broks our Men in their own Defence were obliged to Fire, & drove the Nayrs
back & ’though they had the French to assist with a Constant Discharge, could not
recover the Verge, we are all very positive & do affirm, that it was they who Join’d
the Natives in the Engagement, & actually Behaved themselves as if in open war
against us, their numbers were very Considerable, Dispers’d here & there at the
Bottom & side of the Hill, besides another Party lay as a Reserved Guard, these
Hostilitys continued ’till we Drew off at about four in the Evening.

At about Eight this Morning at Moylan we heard the French Beat a march &
play the Fife, presently after we march’d within our Limits, advancing towards
Ponella Malla, in the way we were Fired at from the Hill Caria Cuna by French
Soldiers mixt with the Natives, but chiefly from the former, upon this Second
breach of the Peace we were obliged to take such measures as were most proper to
Aunoy our Enemys ; Manoel Gomer & Antonio Rapoza, Serjeants were talked to
from the other side in the Portugueze Language very Scurrilously, We all Unani-
mously Affirm, that the French Soldiers fired the whole time of Action at us, & on
our Retreat at four in the Eveming a Considerable Body thereof that lay as
a Reserve Guard, gave a full Discharge of Shot. To sum up the whole We Reiterate
our Complaint against the French fforces of Mihie, who did in both days of Action
Bohave themselves as Publick Enemys to us, killing & Wounding our people. In
Confirmation whereof, we hereunto set our Hands the day & year above written.

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This Evening Muta Nombier, Caquert & Chandrote came to the Fort to know if Tuzspa
we had any thoughts of Chastising the Insolence of Curringhoda for Fireing at our  18™.
people, they assure us that our appearing abroad on the 12®™. & 13%. has greatly
advanced our Credit in the Country which is now Convioe’d we will not tamely
Surrender our Conquests, ¢ though the French have actually promis’d Curringhoda
they will oblige us to it but the small Assistance they gave him in those days, makes
~him Jealous they intend only to deceive him, we told them we have at present no war
with Curringhoda, nor shall We be the Agressors in disturbing any one, our designs
being only to preserve to ourselves, the Land we kave Conquer’d, they express'd a
‘Willingness to serve. us with their men at all times, & we gave them Twenty Rupees
at their departure. ,

Our Officer at Moylan gives us Notice, that three French Men appear’d this Drrro
Evening on an Hill called Caria Cuna, little farther than Point Blank Shot from the DI
Fort, they were Busy in Lining out & making observations of the places thereabouts,
seeming as is they intended to raise works, one of them was a Lusty Man like their
Major, we Directed the Officer to keep a Watchfull Eye on that place & Inform us if

they do any thing farther. '

This Morning the Officer at Moylan writes us he can discern some people on WEDNEs-
Caria Cuna the Hill before mention’d seeming to lay down Fascines In Order for the DAY 1972,
raising up of Works there to Annoy us.

That we must Open the Ports of Cartanattie ;/Boyanore’s Country/that Trade & - 3o,
Provisions may be brougbt in, which if we cannot do now, we must Set a Limited
time that we will do 1t in.

To the foregoing Propositions of the Boyanores, after some Debate we gave the
following Reply.

That when Boyanore sends his proper Ministers to satisfie us what the Expence  1er,
of the Hills must be 3 Di_em or Mensem, as We are willing to assist him, shall Settle '
it 7 till the French leave his Dominions, or accomodate to his or our Satisfaction.

As to Corringhoda we shall mnot faile to Assist Boyanore to bring him into our 2.
Interest by Treaty or by Force.

To the Opening the Ports of Boyanore, We shall directly write to the Hofible  3»,
President & Council of Bombay, for we have not fforce, therefore must wait the
Coming of from thence with Orders, & In Case the Hofible President & Council do

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not afford us the Force we shall immediately acquaint him, & Assist him what we
can to defend his Ports against his Enemys,

The reasons that Induce us to give such Encouragement to Boyanore, are to
prevent his Concluding a Peace which he will most certamly do, if we slight him,
the Consequence whereof will be an Immediate war on us, The firench are resolved to
do us all the Injury they can, and Curringhoda is if possible more ready than they,
now if We can keep up their Variance we are clear of the trouble & our Supplys to
Boyanore will not Amount to half the Expences of a War, we are moreover of Opinion
that thus continually keeping up the French at such an Extravagant Charge, will
Sink their Cash, as not to Enable them to give any Considerable Supplys against us
for the future, which if they sho’d not do, we are assured the Country in Generall
will be rather Inclined to turn their Arms against them than Us, for their present
Sway is Founded on nothing but the Strength of their Mony, We are in no Respect
Equal to them in power, for they dare Set an Enemy upon us, & Protect him after-
wards by calling him their Allie, as now they do Curringhoda whom they Joyn'd to
Fire on our peoplo as is sufficiently proved by the Testimony of all our people in the
Narrative given in the 14, Ins®. Boyanores Men, after receiving our answer, return’d
to him to give him an Account of the same.

Putinha, but Considerably lower, which We are all Inclinable to Secure, co’d We
believe 1t wo’d hinder their Working on Putinha, & to take possession of it will
require a great florce to Protect our Workmen, for We are of Opinion they will
directly endeavour to Dislodge us; Considering seriously on every Circumstance We
are all at a Loss what Methods to take, however as our Enemys are so very Active,
it Behoves us to Bestir ourselves, & do therefore Unanimously Acrer to raise up a
Bank on the Hill on our side for the present, & after Viewing Putinha well to Fortify
it, if We find it Convenient for our purpose, for if We have it our Enemys must
remain at a distance, & We shall live quietly within our Limits, what makes us the
more Carefull in the matter is, because the French have actually promis’d to supply
Curringhoda with large Guns, Gunners, Ammunition & Rice, & Some say with Men,
but the former they certainly will, & ’tis likewise AerEEDp that the Chief gives the
Officer at Moylan a Standing Order to keep a good Watch towards those Hills before
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mentioned & to Annoy the Enemy either by day or night if they Assemble thereon;

Hills of Putinha, Ponella & Moylan) & tell us We assume an Air of Sovereignity over
you, We are Sure you cannot prove any words of purs that tend to any thing that way,
whereas your Actions done openly at noon day & in the sight of the Country Demon-
strate to us & all the World your Intention of bringing us under your Regulations &
Limiting us what We shall do with any of the Country People, who by your Insinu-
ations or otherwise are inclined to disturb our Peace, & Tranquility, that you will
direct]ly give him your King’s Protection, Raise Batterys, Hoist your Flag & Mount
your Guns against us, & that even under ours, & at the same time write us, it is
foreign to you to give Cuny Nayr Council to raise works against Moylan, but do them
yourselves, by what you have done on Caria Cunu to keep s% Nayr at Variance with
us & to Manure his Ground in defiance of our Arrest on 1t for his Debt & Charge he
put our Hofible Masters to in the late War he made on us, when his Hills of Ponella,
Putinha & Ponella Malla became our Conquests ; & he at the Conclusion of the Peace
was to have come & Settled, & to have made up his Accounts according to his promise
at our tirst meeting after the Peace, but he has not only broke his Word in that, but
since his Peace by fireing at us, not permitting our people a Queit passage through his
Country, hindering the Merchants & Cooleys bringing their Goods to us, at whose
Instigation We will not say, but are sure it is by your protection that he offers these
Indignitys, by which you Manifest your sincere desire of living in Peace & good
Harmony with us, according to the Peace In Europe between the Two Crowns, as also
your good neighbourhood to us, by assisting any one that will take upon him to dis-

turb our Quiet & Lawfull Possessions & if it is not in your power to Decide, the
Sovereignity of the Country why do you Set up for it, by raisiog Cuny Nayr to that
Title, who has 1o other pretensions to it but in Common with other Nayrs but what
he derives from you, & as to raising new Fortifications in the Country you Inhabit,
We are to question you how long since it is you are become so, & who raisés new
Fortifications but yourselves, for all We have are of elder date than you can pretend
to, & if you say that Putinha 1s new, you will in that be mistaken, for we took it
Fortified at the same time as Ponella, which We Demolished in hopes, sho’d have had

.on Caria Cunu as well as to Secure the Country of Cuny Nair We Inhabit, & so pre-
serve our Establishment, We assure you, if you knew the nature of the Post We have

.defend & hinder any one’s troubling us, for ’tis entirely to keep the Peace, & not to

Country. The ffrench as may be observ’d by their Letter to us Treat us in a most
Insolent manner, Confessing openly they look upon Curringhoda’s Country as their
own as well as Boyanores, not at all Considering or allowing the Validity of the
Articles of Peace We formerly made with the preceeding Curringhoda Anno 1719 by
which he has absolutely made over to us the Entire Trade of his Country exclusive of
all Europeans ; The ffrench finding us tamely Suffer their Fortifying under our Gruns,
are prompted to attempt a Second Breach, which sho’d we permit they will become-
in a manner masters of our New place Putinha since Ponella Malla is much higher &
Consequently Comands it, now sho’d We come to a Rupture with them, We shall be
in Extream danger, even of loosing Moylan sho’d they be in Possession of Putinha, &
indeed We have made a Lodgement on the latter, purely to prevent their Annoying
us from it, since things are in this State, the Chief desires our Opinion how We shall
proceed in a matter of such difficulty, & as every thing belonging to our Hofble
Masters scems now at stake their Trade in a great measure Wrested from them &
their Forts which are made to defend their Limits already in danger, & will be much
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more so, if the French ars allowed to Fortifie on Ponella Malla, besides the farther ill
Consequences of the Inhabitants being lyable to be Injured, which probably may
Induce them to Revolt & strike in with the Strongest side, as the other Boidering
Powers will undoubtedly do even through fear, if they see us quietly Sitting still, &
suffering all the Injurys an Haughty people think fit to do us j therefore We think it
our Duty to use all the means in our power to preserve ourselves, & do Uranimously
AGrzE to write immediately to the French, letting them know that as Ponella Malla
belongs to our Masters, We are obliged to hinder them or any one else that may
resume to attempt Settling there, & that the Chief gives Orders to the Officer on
utinha to send out people to Patrole in the night, & to use his utmost Force against
any people that may attempt Lodging thereon ; AgreED likewise that We bring over
as many of the Country Powers as We can to our Interest to be ready to Side with us
on any occasion, Copy of the Letter to Mihie & the Order to the Officer at Putinha
follows this Consultation.

Tirimalla his hopes will Revive, as he will Judge that place very Convenient for him
to carry on his longing Inclination of giving us trouble, We do therefore Unanimous-
ly aeBEE to propose to the Prince that he maintains that place for us, & the Question
being put if he will Accept thereof, he assures us he will if We will allow him 375
Fans. ¢ Mensem & as his Men are taken from Moohara & the Expence of that Fort
reduced thereby, We AGREB to pay him that Sum monthly, & We to be at no more
Expence, except for the necessary Cooly Work in fortifying the place so as to render
it secure; & the Prince does propose, that if We will Build him a Palace on sd. Hill,
he will take the whole Expence of the place upon himself, to which We AGrex to give
him no positive reply, but to write the Hofible Presidt. & Council of Bombay & to
wait a hittle to see what Steps Curringhoda takes.

The Hofible President & Council of Bombayiin their Letter to us of the 1tt.
February by the Vietoria & Bombay Gally requiring us to send up by them as much
Pepper as they can take in, and having wherewith by us to procure 200 Candys, We
do Acree to buy of Chatoo Chitty that Quantity at 17 Venetians 9> Candy since it is
not to be had at an Easier Rate.

Shotbolt with his answer, concerning the not paying the
Duty of Pepper.

Baunibeltu Quiomo a Moor Merchant of this place, came to Inform us that one

ffreighted by him, and belonging to Pauly Canddi Cuttially a Merchant of Durma-
patam & Carry’d her away, this News was brought by a man belonging to her, &
saw the Action, upon which We wrote the Chief and Factors of Onore, desiring they
would release the Munchua, but if through any mistrust they might have, they sho'd
think proper to detain her, We desired that no Embezlement may be made in her
Cax;go, ‘We likewise answere’d their Letter of the 8. receiv’d by the Stanhope the
13%, Instant.

There being no probability of sending away all the Hodble Company’s Pepper
this Season, & being Indebted to Suamy Putturah for 100 Candys Laden on the
Devonshire[. to .] be return’d in Specie; 'We wrote our Callicutt Linguist to press
Suamy to take it away forthwith, that no further Loss may arise in the Weight.

‘Wrote the Chief & Factors of Onore, in relation to the Munchua they took, with
Four Gallevats & Five Paddiars to the Southward of Baccanore, the men belonging to
her, being now come, they affirm that after the fireing of three Guns they Lower'd
the Saile, but notwithstanding that & their telling them they belong’d to this place,
the Gallevats proceeded to Fire Great & small Guns, Boarded the Munchua &
‘Wounded three men which they put ashore to the S°. ward of si, Baccanore, this
proceeding We fear may Inflame the Country & therefore desired they would forth-
with deliver to the Bearer who is both Owner & Noquedah by name Payly Canddi
Cutteally, the Muncha & all her Effects.

Yesterday Anchor’d a Dutch Ship from Suratt called the Hoedekenskirk, &
Saluted the Fort, the Comander, Surgeon & a Gentleman who had been Chief at
Ahmadavad, came ashore to visit the Chief, & return’d this Evening greatly pleas’d
with the Civilitys shewn them.

Receiv’d Two Letters from our Callicut Linguist of the 31°%. March & 34,
Instant, advising the Samorine’s Ministers are come to meet us there to Settle the
Accounts. Suamy Putturah is willing to have the 100 Candys Pepper We Borrowed
of him ; deliver’d, and Weighed at Callicut so that We may order 1t down as soon as
‘We see Convenient.

Receiv’d an Ola from the Samorine that he had given directions to his Ministers
to beready to meet us at Callicut to adjust the Accounts, & desires when the same i3

Putinha that about One hundred Nayrs came within Pistoll Shot of the place, & Monpax
would not for some time be prevailéd on to go away, notwithstanding they were told 1sr,
they ought not to be there but indeed this is because they have been permitted to
frequent on our side they intrude thereupon, & do mow appear in a very Insolent
manner, The Serjeant not being willing to proceed to Hostilitys, wrote to the Chief
for Orders, who Directed him to forbear fireing upon them, unless he was Attackt, but
when they came again to send out a person to let them know they should not be per-
mitted to come there, & then write away to Tellicherry for farther Orders; The Chief
choose this Method as the only way to avoid coming to a Rupture, ’ though Currin-
ghoda seems by these proceedings to desire it.

The Serjeant in Command at Putinha has given advice at three severall times
this day that a number of Nayrs & severall Topasses came very near the Fort &
walkt to & fro severall times, he sent to forbid their stay there as being within the
Company’s Limits, but they insolently reply’d, they were not in ours, but that of the
King of france, & to morrow they would be there again, and in the Evening about
Thirty ffrench Men Hunted upon the Borders of our Confines. and the day before as
one of our people was Cutting Wood, some of Cuwrringhodas, took away his Hatchett.

Yesterday Imported the Charles Ketch from Bombay, by her receiv’d a Letter
from the Hofible President & Council under the 29t, Aprill, acknowledging the Recet
of ours of the 4. March, which came to hand the 24™. Ultimo, with an Enclosed Letter
from Anjengo. They Direct for the future that Season’d Chests be prepared
annually, for the Quantity of Cardamoms intended for England to Pack ’em into &
expect a thousand Candys of Pepper be in Warehouse by the end of September, for
which they doubt not our Gaining Credit, ’till they have an opportunity sufficiently
to Supply us; They say the Calculate of our Expences sent em will still Bear to be

Settling there ; from whence, He, assisted with the French, was to have [an Jnoyed
Moylan, & consequently engaged us in fresh troubles; our proceedings & [ Caution]
therein, have destroy’d their Measures, so that We are now more Secure, and Quiet,
Judging this a favourable opportunity, We have been persuading the Country people
to Munure the Ground lying in our Limits aforesaid, & severall being willing to
Rent it ; The Chief asks the Board what methods We shall take therein In order to
bring the greater Benefit to our Hofible Masters, & upon enquiring the Rules observed
throughout the Country in such Cases We find that  tis a Settled way to permit the
people to Plant Trees &c*. on the rising Ground, & after they are come to Maturity
so as to give fruit, then Three or Four Men well Verst in such matters are to Settle
the Rent according to what the same will produce, but if We are Inclined to Dis-
possess the person of the same, We must then allow him as follows.

decay’d medicines, of this We gave frequent advice to the Honble President & Council
but without any redress, their Surgeon msisting on the Goodness of the medicines,
sent, & as We found by our Surgeon that he could get proper things from Goa & other
places, it has been usual lately to purchase them from thence, & have been encouraged
therein by the vast difference in the Goodness ; This practice 1s now so far disapprot\::ed

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This day We receiv’d Notice by means of an Ola wrote by one of Curringhoda’s
people to a person here that on Sunday last, the French Chief, Major &c*. came to their
place of Caria Cuna, In order for their taking a Survey of Putinba ; Curringhoda
being present, he thought it a fit opportunity to Stir up *differences between us. told
them that our men were often Gruilty of Cutting the Trees lying under the Fort of said
Caria Cuna, this 1s a most noterious falsity since instead there of (as may be observ'd
in our Diary) they have insolently come very frequently under the very Guns of
Putinha & [ carry’d] away the Timber, & *though Order’d to go away, yet they des-
pis’d our people & w’d mnot stir; in the said Ola notice is taken of two Enclish-
men that Deserted us Tuesday the 30®. of May, who Reported that Four moreo men
were resolv’d to follow very speedily.

The Serjeant at Putinha gives notice that the French Stonecuttors are very Busy
in making up their Fort of Caria Cuna with Stones he sent out some of our people fo
Lodge near Ponella to lay wait for a Deserter who left us the last night, they saw
severall Nayrs Dispers’d here & there, seeming to be on the Watch, & our Men
demanding the reason of their being there, they said they were only come there to
walk, upon which they were forbid not to frequent near our places but rather keep on
their side in their Limits, & then they - went away.

Account to give any farther Loans, We were therefore obliged to refuse him, least
‘We Sho’d become lyable to make the same good owrselves, however the Chief think-
mng an abrupt denyall would prove of ill Consequence to our Hofible Masters Affairs,
as the Prince would be greatly displeas’d ; He did therefore Supply him with sundry
things on his own Account, with this help as well as some Nayrs of Narrangport who
were permitted to go from hence the Prince was put in Security, and Ally Rajah
seem’d to Decline any designs he might have; The people of Narrangport having
nothing to do, & the Princes Minister telling them they might repair home they
accordingly return’d the 4'*. Ally Rajah has had a long design to take the Prince’s
Hill of Codalla, on which he Built a Fort purely as a Barrier to a Large Country
which produces a great Quantity of Pepper, We have been the more assiduous to
Secure that Hill In Order for the preserving the Pepper which We have hitherto Lad ;
but Ally Rajah through desire of Conquest as well as an aim of obtaining the Trade
aforesaid, did last night Treacherously Seize the above Hill & Fort, by which he1s
become master of the Country thereabouts; We had formerly some Jealousy that the
Dutch intended to take possession of the place for their Company, & as We well
knew our share of Trade would thereby be lost, We wrote to the Hofible Presid®. &
Councill of Bombay for Licence to Hoist a Flag, & have a Banksall where now lives
our merchant Chatoo Chitty, he is the person from whom We procure the major part
of our Pepper, & as Ally Rajah by his not adhering to him, has an Intention to harm

Pursuant to the preceeding Consultation, a Serjeant, Corporall, Twelve Soldiers,
& TFive of our Moors Marcht hence yesterday Evening at about Four a Clock, & past
the River before Sun Sett, in order to proceed to the house of our merchant Chatoo
Chitty at Agarr, but the Moors of Durmapatam belonging to Ally Rajah [assembled ]
from all parts, & positively deny’d our Emen] a passage that way, threatning them
with Death & seem’d to make severall motions as 1f they intended to Cuti[ them] off,
withall getting between them & the River, & Surrounding them with near Five
hundred armed people; The Serjeant in Command as well as the Soldiers every
minute expected the Assault & Forming themselves in a Body, fixt their Bayonets
& resolved to Dye Bravely, in this manner they continued for sometime; now &
then Expostulating with Ally Rajah’s Principal men, who neither would permit
them to proceed forward, nor yet come back, but about Eight at Night, as the Chief
had notice of their being Stopt he Order’d them to return, which the Moors at last
Consented to, but not without abusing them with most Scurrilous Language, finding
this usage & fearing the ill Consequences thereof to Chatoo Chitty the Chief wrote
another Ola to Ally Rajah as follows: ¢ Yesterday I advised you of my sending Ten
“or Twelve Soldiers to Agar to Protect the House of Chatoo Chitty, but by an
“Insolent Impediment from your people they could not pass Durmapatam, however
“I must repeat this to you, that the House Goods & Chattells of said Chatoo Chitty
“belong to the Hofible Company & which I now reckon as in your Hands, so that
¢ 1if there proves any abuse therein, you will be Deem’d answerable for it, of which
¢“T advise you to take due notice.”

This Evening the Chief receiv’d an Ola from Ally Rajah, translate of which is
as follows. I have receiv’d your Letter & observe it’s Contents in regard to the Hill
“of Coddala I formerly spoke to you of it, & you endeavour’d to obtain it from the
“ Prince, but he refused Gratifying us therein, but now with [the] Benefit [of yoTur
“wishes & the Justness of my Cause, I have got the place; as to wh[at you
‘: write of Chatoo Chitty & his E'Gonds] assure you, I Esteem what belongs to you
“as if my own, & mine as yours, & you may Certifie him I shall not give him
“ trouble. But I must add this that when I may happen to stand in real need of
“ your assistance I hope you will not deny it me.™

Chatoo We are Inform’d that the
Moors have Enter’d into the Country, Broke down the Nayrs Dwellings, Rob’d their
Women, [and ] Violated their Pagodas & Tanks, & therefore he intreats us in the most
pressing manner to afford him some assistance, or he believes his Ruin will soon be
accomplish’d ; The Hofible President & Council of Bombay when We represented to
them our apprehensions that the Dutch would get the Trade in those parts, by way of
prevention, permitted us to Hoist our Colours at Agar where this Chatoo Chitty lives,
now as there appears so apparent a danger of loosing all the Pepper Trade, that
way, the Chief asks the Opinion of the Board what methods We can take to prevent
it ; after [so]me Debate thereupon, and Considering how Impossible *tis to send any
people by Sea, nor can any go over Durmapatam, the Chief proposes to pass them
by way of Cotata, whose King, as he 1snow in Amity with us, We believe will
give us no Impediment; AcrEED therefore that Fifteen Soldiers & some of Narrang-
ports Nayrs proceed fortwith to Agarr, to Defend in the Name of the Hofible
Company, the House, Person & Goods of the aforemention’d Chatoo Chitty.

The last might being the 13/24, We heard severall Volleys & Discharges of
Cannon, & saw severall Lights in all your places to the n°.ward of Mihie, & this
morning our Officers at Putinha [&] Moylan Inform us that some Shot from your
Fort of Caria Cuna past very near him at Putinha, as We have given no Cause for
this, but rather as We have Engaged to each other, so We desire to live in good
understanding with you & therefore We wo'd gladly know the reason of this proceed-
ing of yours.

Tre Reration or CaRTANO Dias, & Matreus PERRIRO—Who being sent to Mihie,
with a Letter, & Order’d to call at Caria Cuna for one of the French Soldiers to
Conduct them thither, which they Granting they marcht, on & got to Mihie at past
three in the Evening, & delivering the Letter to the Chief, he Order’d them to Sit
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in the Porch & not stir from thence, but they being willing to speak with their
acquaintance without, endeavour’d to go out but was Stopt by a Corporall & not
permitted ; however some of the Soldiers came near & talked with them, asking why
We had attempted to break down the Hedge of Caria Cuna, & that they had actually
seen our men & Narrangports under their Fort, & had fired both great & small Shot
at them, & notwithstanding our men Confidently Denyed this yet they added farther
to Confirm it, that a Paundy Fellow had given them Notice that he actually saw
Two men Jying wounded in our Hospitall ; some others added that We have offer’d
the Prince a large Sum to take their place of Caria Cuna, & each Nayr also 100
Fanams ; at near Seven the Chief gave them a Letter, & Order’d them away
forthwith, a Corporall taking care they did not stay, & a Paundy Soldier went with
them, & carry’d them directly to Cuny Nayrs House, where he askt for a Nayr to
pass them by Curichy ; upon which Two other Nayrs came down Judging our people
to belong to Tellicherry, ery’d out to Cut them [off but] another [Nayr] who was
known to our people, as having serv’d in [our ] Fort from [a] Child, he took their
part & said they belong’d to the French & were going to Caria Cuna [upon] which
he & 25 Nayrs marcht with our Men as far as said place, & told them by no means
to seem as belonging to us, for that Cuny Nayr was greatly our Enemy & much
Exasperated, that We had sent a Letter to Mihe, he desired they would tell the
Chief of his care of them, & that he wo’d advise if any thing hapned, he parted with
them at Caria Cuna giving them Two Nayrs to go farther with them.

This Evening We receiv’d the following Letter from the French Chief &
Councill of Mihie in answer to what We wrote them the preceding day, Translate of
which with our answer is as follows. '

‘We have receiv’d yours of the 14:®. by which you Inform wus, that three of our
Topasses, in Company with Four Nayrs which, were Hunting, have Caused you some
Uneasiness, We have made enquiry about it & the Officer on Guard at Caria Cuna
tells us, that actually some of our people had been near your Fort; but that your
people at Putinha which were sent by your officer, to see who they were, came
much nearer to our Fort than our people to yours; We cannot Conceive how it could
possibly give you any Uneasiness, being that We have much more reason than you
to be made so, as to what your people & ours may have said to one another, as
likewise the Nayrs on both sides, neither of us ought to take much notice of what
such sort of people say, moreover our people positively deny what you accuse them
of, We [wo’d] forbid them for the future to approach your Fort when they go
walking ; As to our fireing both our Small Arms [&] Great Guns which you have
heard from your Posts in Curringhodas Country, 1t has been with no other design
than to keep at a distance some of our il Wishers, who for three nights together
have approached our FPallisadoes; were We to believe publick Report 'We sho’d
make no doubt of it’s being you, or at least through your means that any one Seeks
to Surprize us, & it is of you We ought to Complain for the Uneasiness has been
Caused us, & the reason We have not done[it] is, that We thought it wo’d have
been to no purpose ; because We are resolved to keep a strict Watch, & to Repulse
any one that shall attack us be they who they will ; As to the passage of which you

talk, We see your people come here every day, both with & without Notes. We'are
with much Esteem.

The severall Deductions in the Pay will greatly Discontent the whole Garrison
but in a more especial manner the Europeans mustees & Topasses, who are under
articles to Serve us at the Rates stated in the Paymasters Accounts, now if we
should offer to put this order in Execution so contrary to our Settled Agreement
they are by all Humane Laws free from their oblgiation, and Consequently at
Liberty to go where they please, & should they be inclined to leave us as We have
just reason to apprehend they may, the Security of this Settlement is lost, & our
Enemys are so many that it would be a Gratefull occasion for them to accomplish
our Destruction, The French by our best advices give their Soldiery rather more
than We, & certain We are that they continue Entertaining all our Deserters, so
that the Garrison will be Encouraged to repair to them, & they upon such an occasion
undoubtedly would Grasp the opportunity of employing them purely to distress us;
The Officers We are sure have a true Zeal for the Service, & therefore We sent for
them to have their opinion, who do Concur with us that the Soldiery will certainly
forsake us if We Lower their Pay, all these reasons being consider’d & fully
Debated ; We Unanimously AGREx to Set these things in a true Light to the Hofible
President & Councill of Bombay & wait for their answer, & in the mean time to
reduce only the Serjeants, Corporalls and Rounders to the Calculate Rates which is
to take place this month of July, & as to the number of Men °’tis obvious to us all
those We now have are not sufficient to [Re]ieve% our Garrisons. The Guoner &
his Crew are next to be observ’d, who being sent for & Inform’d his Pay is to [be]
o more than 200 fanams 47 mensem, without any allowance of Dyet, he express’d
a great Concern that any alteration sho’d be made after so long a Service, & indeed
appeal’d to us if his Diligence & Care did not Deserve what has been given him,
and as Provisions & other necessarys are very dear, he cannot possibly maintain
himself with the Sum now Order’d, & therefore modestly desired, he might be
permitted to seek for something more advantagious, after some Debate thereupon
& Considering his steady Industry, Capacity & Care, as well as that We cannot get
any one so proper ; We AGREE to continue him till We have an answer from Bombay.
The Places We are under a necessity of keeping for our Security, do likewise require
the continuing the same number of men, so that ’tis Impossible to reduce ’em while

those Posts are kept.

The present number of Smiths are Two Europeans & Two Mallabars Amounting
to Two hundred Seventy two fanams which We are directed to reduce to Seventy
five Fanams, We have now One Armourer at One hundred, a Black Smith at One
hundred & twenty & Two Mallabars at Fifty two fanams ; The Black Smith is now
in a very deep Consumption & ’t woul’d be Cruel to deprive him of this support but
We Acgxk to Strike him off when an occasion offers for his going away, that isif his
‘Weak Condition will allow of it, his Agreement being to Serve us at the above Pay,
& not to be turn’d off, but when an opportunity presented for his getting away,
The Mallabars are only assistants, in no Capacity to mend Arms & As there is
a Continuall Repairs required for them, We cannot possibly turn away the
[Armourer, ] nor is it in our power to get any Black Men verst in the DBusiness,
even though We were inclined to give ’em extraordinary Wages; So that [unless]
We are Supply’d from Bombay with such, We shall be under a necessity of
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continuing the Armourer, & the Two Mallabars at the Expence of One hundred &
Tifty two Fanams ¥ mensem.

The Allowance hitherto Granted to a Storekeeper 1s now orDER'D to Cease, &
a Covenant Servant to Discharge that Trust without any additional Pay; This
being Debated, M*. William Forbes is chose for that Employ, & is to Commence the
1t of next Month, taking due care that he receives the severall particulars according
to the Account Standing on our Books ; The Hofible President & Councill do allow
of Seven Men to clean Arms &c*. at 150 fanams §> mensem, that is One Scabbard
maker at 30. & Six Men at 20 each ; our present Rates are One Scabbard maker at
30. One Polisher at 30. & Five Topasses at 22 fan . each the Two former are very
usefull, & will not Serve at less Pay, which obliges us therefore to continue them
on the same footing, as well as the Topasses for the same reason as those of the
Garrison amounting to 172 Fanams.

The Carpenters are orRDER’D to be reduced to 4 in Number, & at 120 fanams @
Mensem We have at present 6. at 100 fanams for Two, 2 at 30 each & 1 at 22
fanams, the former have been 17 Years 1n our Service & Capable men, & as 'We have
frequent need of Stocking Arms, making Turee [sic] &*. We cannot Conveniently
spare them, nor will they Serve at less Wages, therefore, We Aarrr to continue
them, & one at 30 fanams, Amounting to 130 fanams, as well as the widdow
Pentioner whose Husband was Blown up [in the] William Gally & is by Age
render’d inCapable of obtaining Support.

The Charcoal, [ Oyle] to Clean Arms, [ Brooms] & Pots are Incident Charges &
therefore ot to be Rated, but due Care [should ] be taken that the Expence is not
more than actually necessary.
