CHINA·~ 
The present Chinese labour unrest is the direct out·come of 

foreign capitalistic exct:sses. It has its origin in t.he J?Urder of a 
Chinese Workrn:1n in a Japanese Factory. But tJ:Us' can never be 
the sole cause of the present nation·wide labouruplieaval. ·outrage 
after outrage has been committed upon the simple minded chinese 
peopie first by the capitalist classes of Japan and subsequently. by 
the British authorities of Shanghai. So the direct cause of the 
trouble is traceable to this latter incident, 'The Chi~ese mill· 
hands of Shanghai were . denied the rights -of forming iabour 
organisations by Japanese capitalists. Lo bourers were killed ~n a 
ver cruel manner. On seeing such injustice the Chinese students 
wished to present the bare ·facts to the public by way o( speech 
making in the international · setdement'. · The British Municipal 
authorities determined to make these speeches · inandible ·by the 
most direct but terribly. cruel method of indiscriminate shooting 
and killing not only these young orators but the innocent pedestri· 
ans as well. This is: the tragedy of 1\Iay 30; and the succeeding 
days with a casualty list of deaths and great many more wounded.' 
.Thus. the General labour strike which spreads all over China to 
day is the most ~ehement sort of protest against the cruel treatment 
of the Municipal Council at Shanghai directty and the Japanese, 
British and other capitalist classes i11dircctly~ About one fortnight 
after this shooting and kiHing tragedy a delegation of the Diplomatic 
Corps at Peking representing Englan~, Japan,. A~erica, France, 
Italy, and Belgium came to Shanghai io enquire into.the real cause 
of the trouble with .the object of arriving at an early settlement with 
the Chinese authorities. But the Chinese. demand is that no 
permanent and lasting settlement o£ the differences is ,possible so 
long as they are not treated. accordmg to the Fundamental princi­
ples of equal right and justice. The British and Japanese delegates 
do not seem prepared to aceede to this demand and they have 
refused to acknowledge the open wrongs of ~he Municipal Council. 
They would not al;ow the Chinese to participate in the administra· 
tive work of the settlement, would not give them (the Chinese) the 
freedom of speech and the liberty o.f Associatio~. The foreign 
delegation had laid the entire blame at the doors of the Chin•'se 
Government. It says,it is due to the careles~ness and want of timely 
and proper J?recaution on the part of this Government and after 
holding the conference for a period of three days the delegation 
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has ordered the negotiations _to be discontinued. 

. The patience of the Chinese people who number some 
40o,ooo,ooo souls has now been strained to the utmost degree. The 
charges of China being a victim to anti foreignism and bolshevism 
are, flatly denied by, the Chinese people. In their. own support 
they have. authoritative statement of Dr. Jacob Gould Senurman 
formar Atneiitan. Minister to China; who is of the opinion that 
"Communism has no l:hance t) get a foot hold in Cnina or to 
uitimataly control the Government. It is against all that traditions. 
As is universely kno~n the Ghil'lese are a peaceful people; They 
harbour no ill-feelings to.wards any race. They seeli only amity 
with all Nations. But what they want is that the foreigners should 
behave themselves in China as they would behave in their own 
'coun~ry. The Chinese peopi~ ar6 of the opinion that they afford 
the foreignets a standard 6f living which they could hardly attain 
in their . own native land~. They say they have brought wealth 
to the very scums of th~ people of the West. But they (Chinese) 

. tould no longer tolerate the inhuman atrocities of the foreigner. 
· iil. China there ire the Americans, Germans, ItaJians, Frenchmen, 
. Belgians, Russians, Britishers, and Japanese, but the two la.st 
named ·races have been invariably cruel to the Chinese. The 
"UI)._ion" a Chinese labour· weekly wrting upon the British relations 
of China', observes, "Engiarid insiSts upon using force to perpetuate 
the crime perpetrated by her unworthy representatives. China 

{on the other hand, remains true to her traditional pacifism even 
under intolerable circumstance~. But it seems that England taking 

• advaritage of the Chinese na'ture has pushed her hostile force too 
far. lt is time to remind En.glishmen of Burke's words, "Force 

; may subdue for 'a momeiit but it does not remove the. necessity of 
. subd~ing again .•.. :: .•. Conciliation failing force remains, but force 
(ailing no further hope of ~ei:onciliation is left." China is by means a 
nation to be subdued by British brutal force.". . . . 

It is said about xso,ooo labourers are just now on strike in 
· China and a sum of abou't $251doo is being ipent for them daily. 

The three organisations of the Chamber of C:>mmerce, . the Union 
of Labour1 Commerce and Education and the Chinese Rate·payers' 
Association have joined hands to maintain the strike. A declara· 
tion issued by the th~ee organisations runs as follows :-Our inno• 
cent fellow countrymen have been brutally killed by .the British 
Police of Shanghai Municipal Council. The responsibility for the 
sad affair rests with the British authbrities in Shanghai for their 
action has been proved unjustifiable by the mixed court proceedings 
Yet, so far, they have showed no willingness to consider a satis· 
factory settlement of the serious case and the six representatives 
appointed by the Diplomatic Corps at Peking have simply ~va.ded 
responsibility to consider oilr demands under the plea of lnmted 
power of decision. The diplomatic negotiation have come to a 
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dead lock, much to our disappointment. Yet it is necessary that we 
must not slacken in our protest for one moment. , The battle is a 
long one and we must fight to the bitter end, so that final .victory 
will be ours." 

"Public opinion has come to a contusion ~hat in order to 
organise a long period resistence in various ways and to finance and 
prolong labour strike merchants should resume their business. Non· 
co-operation and severence of economic relations against England 
and Japan will bring the best results. Gandhi bas succeeded that 
way. The Hong Kong Seamen strike of a few years alo proved 
strong endugh to bring the wrong party to senses.",, 

"The various organis~tions that have come }nto being ·sine.~ 
1\lay 30. must be stablised and strengthened in order. that they 
may raise funds an extend other- material support to 1 so,ooo labours 
on strike. Our spirit of sacrifi~e 'IVC should maintain to the last. 
To call off business strike in order to organise labour strike is cons is· 
tent with our original idea of long struggle for fi~;l vic;ory ov~r 
injustice. Therefore the three organisations, the Chamber of 
Commerce, the Union of Labour, Commerce and Education and 
the Chinese Rate Payers' Association. have passed resolution to 
resume business in the settlement beginning on June 26, 1925.'~~, 

The above declaration is a standing proof that feelings in 
Chi..'la againft the foreigner, !'pecially against the British people are 
very bitter. 'The very fact that even the Japanese themselves who 
have been the fuse to the present outburst are now trying to "Set 
on the fence" and are even intemating their inward disapproval of 
the unnecessarily an::l unreasonably drastic m.~~s.~res of the ·British 
by sugg-esting that, as far as what directly concerns Japan ·in the 
recent disputes, Japan might make seperate settlement with China 
shows that even this "Peck's bad boy" of the East realises. that 
China has been wronged beyond ~reason or expediency.' It is 
understood that efforts are now being made to bring about a settl~­
ment be. tween the contending parties and the Chinese have put forth 
four prerequisite demandsand thirteen original claims to whichth.ey 
say the fo-reigners should ~cceed before any peaceful settlement is 

. possible. It will be highly interesting to give below a brief accou.nt 
of som(' of these demands and claims. 

The most important of the demands are. th;:~.t the armed and 
m ercinary Police should be replaced by N .,tiona! volunteers a1,1d 

'that the CHnes arre~ted in connection with ~bnghai invidcnt be 
released.

· So it appe~rs that the·l~bour unrest in China is not surface 
deep but rather it has penetrated the lowest strata· of the. Chinese 
societ. There is every fear of this labour unrest~ expending' itself 
into a regular war jn th.e near fnture. But it is a *atter for congra· 
tulation that the labours· of Chiua are made of a mpre lasting stuff 
than those .of India. We shall give further details of the Chinese 
labour, if possible, at the concluding part of this' article. ·

Long before Russia imbibed this idea 
of anti-imperialism. Dr. Sun Vat Sen had founded his ''Kuomi· 
ntang" society in China which preached very much the same thing 
to her people which the Soviet Russia is preaching to the world 
today. Therefore, China has proved the best congenial soil for the 
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srrcad of the doctrine of Communism and there is no doubt in the 
>ery immediate (utnre Russia in strong combination with China wilt 
constitute the strongest weapon with which to root out imperiali:>m 
root and branch from the entire universe.

The Kharagpur deadlock.-1. 
Bu Dr. Biswa Natlt Mukerjee, L. M. and S. 

'General Secretary, B. & N. W. Rymens's Association. 

The situation at Kharagpur is getting more and more serious 
day by day. The latest massage that we have received from the 
secretary of the All-India Railwaymen's Federation reads as 
follows :-:-

"Government decision enforcing wholesale. retrenchment 
confined by latest publication. · No alternative except carrying 
out Railwaymen's Federation mandate·direct action. Report prepara· 
tion progress Kharagpur address,". 

It will thus be seen that the Kharagpur affairs are gradually 
assuming an All-India importance and the day is not distant when 
there will be a complete deadlock all throughout the railway lines 
in India. This was also the decision which the special session of 
the All-India Railwaymen's Federation Conference held at Kharag· 
pur arrived at after a prolonged discussion in the early part of the 
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Jist October morning. This resolution o( the Federation has 
a:ready been given a vide publicity. A brisk cornpaigning is going 
on all o\·er the Indian R1ilways to prepare the employers for the 
successful carrying out of the Federation manc.bte. The issue now 
before us is a universal strike all over the Indian Railways as a 
s::feg\l$.rd against Government's autocratic policy of a wholesale 
retrenchrnenl 

Leaders like ::\1essrs. C. F. Andrews, N. M. Joshi, Dewan 
Chaman Lal, M. S. Aney and several others have approached the 
Government under the Railway admimtra~ion and discussed the 
problem with them with a view to finding out a solution but 
the obduracy on behalf of the employers and the Government 
has defeated all hopes for an amicable settlement. The Govern• 
ment has given its unqualified support to the Bengal Nagpur 
Railway adminstration and has held the threat that the retrech· 
ment that is being effected in the B.N. Railway is only a prelirn;nary 
measure to further retrenchment in other railways in India.. 

THE AGENT'S 8.\D ECONOl\Y, 

The Agent B. N. Railway in his communique of the 2oth 
October 1927 justifying the present rentrenchment states that nearly 
33 lakhs were spent in buying new machinery for the workshops 
during the last three years. He thus gives a detailed description 
of some of the articles purchased : two Garrat engines were pur• 
chased on 31st March, 1925 for Rs. 475920. A Bri~ish Rever· 
beratory furnance for the Brass foundary was purchased at a cost 
of about Rs. s,o.::>o excluding labour and erection charges in the 
shops. A sand slinging machine was purchased at a cost of about 
Rs. 20,000 excluding the labour and erection charges in the shops. 
Four adaptable m::>u~ding machines were purchased at a total cost 
of about Rs. 2,000 Several other things were ·purthased costing 
severallakhs of rupees. Now we learn from a circular issued by 
the president B. N. Ry Indian labour Union that all this has been 
done by the Agent without any regard to economy and need of 
these things at the ptcseat junturc. He says that the loc:J:notives 
were imprisoned in the shops without doing any useful work l1P 
to the 1st of October, 1927 and both the furance and machbes are 
st:l\ lyin; idle. The f<•llowing extr:tct £.rom the Railway Board's 
letters No. 101-SA/· 23·9 1927 to the Agent B. N •. Railway, 
Calcutta will give us a lunhe1· iJea ::.s to the B. N. Railway methods 
of incurring huge expenditure for nC' useful purpose. 

" An estimate for work costing Rs. 107 lakhs wns recently 
submitted to the Railway Bo;.rd for sanction, the w!·10le amount 
bc,in3 debitable to the Deprecbtion fund. 0.1 the matter being 
rtkrred to the Adminstration it was found that by applying different 
rr:tthrJds, the work could be carried out dficiently at a cost of 8/ p.c. 
LE:low the original estimate. In this particular instance it is clear 
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that before the estimate w1.s sub~11itted to the Railway Board it had 
not been sufficiently carefully examined to. ensure that the work 
would be carried in the most economical m::tnner compatible with 
effie iency ". 

Thus we find that the Resident's charge. of carelessness and 
bad economy are corroborated by the Ry.

BIRTH ANoPARENT AGE. 

Sir John Simon was born in modest Bishop family of 
England some time in the fear 187j and is just now about 54 years 
old. His father was a famous ·r~verent gentleman of his time and 
his mother Fanny Allsebroo!c was a lady of exqttisitely sweet anJ 

fascinating chmcte< and the ;on •PP"" to have imbibed some .J' 
of the noble traits of her life. . 

EDUCATION AND PRACTICE. / 
I 

Young Simon was sent to a school at Fates to receive hiJ 
education. He turned to be a very meritori:ms student flnd aftef. 
he finished his school study he was· granted a state scholars hi~ lo 
prosecute his studies further in a college. He entered the 0~-/ rd 
University and began his education at Wadhham College. ere 
also John Simon gave arr.ple signs of meritoriousness and dilig; nee. 
It is said his scholestic c:1.reer was exceptionally brilliant a1~d the 
only two other student~ who almo~t neared his efficiency were 
Me!'srs F. E Smith and C.B. Fry. He is supposed to be one of the 
brightest jewels of the Unive::rsily. While Jo;m was yet ha1dly 
twenty four he started his legal pract:ce after qualifying himself for 

. the bar. He was an extra .. ordinarily energetic young man and 
devoted him:;el£ wholly and solely to his profession and in very 
short time rose to b~ the leader of his own bar. It is said that his · 
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present monthly inc(,me exceeds Rs. 35 10<:10. Though from the 
,-iew point of his incl)me he is cbssed as one of the gre::\test lawyers 
of England, so br as the progress of law in Great Britain is 
concerned his position is looked upon as much inferior to those 
of Lord:> Birkenhead and Reading, who are regarded to·day as the 
two great authorities and most shining luminaries in the domains o£ 
law and juris prudence. 

HIS POLITICAL CREED AND CAREER. 

As we have already said Sir John belongs to the old school 
of British Liberalism that was led by 1\Ir. H. H. Asquith now 
raised to a peera,::e and known as Lord Asquith. In 1906 Sir 
John entered Parliament as the representative of Walthamsto 
const~lt1ency of the E~sex Division. Within a very short period of 
time he earned a great name for himself and some time it was believ.... 
ed he would soon be appointed the Lord Chancellor of England. 
In t9IO. he became the solicitor General of England and when 
Lord Reading who was then known as Rufus Issac had to resign 
his Attorney·General-ship owing to his differences with the British 
Cabinet. Sir John became the Attorney General with a seat in the 
cabinet. Sir John Simon :has got great regard for the Earl of 
Asquith whom he considers to be his political Guru. His differen­
ces with Mr. Lloyd George are many. In 1915 Sir John was 
offered the Lord Chancellorship of England and afterward~ he 
became the Secretary of State for Home affairs which he resigned 
within a year owing to the crises created by the great war. In the 
next General election in 1918 Sir John Simon failed in the election 
and could not enter parliament till the year 1922 when another 
General election had to take place. This time be was returned 
from the Spain Valley constituency. But very soon he found him­
self in a very awkward position, as he could neither please his 
Labourite nor his conservative friends by his own speeches. It is 
now an open secret that Liberalism as a political creed has been 
almost dead in England and it has been all the more so since itshero 
Mr. Asquith got him~;elf converted into a Lord. Thus from the days 
<Jf disintegration of British Liberlism persons like Sir John Simon 
are in a state of Kaleidoscopic ch:).nge. The only liberal politi· 
ci~n who is trying his best to revive its dying embers is Mr. Devid 
Llo)d George who has strongly condemned the sinister activities 
of the Conservative Government so far as British Trade Unionism 
is concerned. 

INDIAN AND SIR JOHN SIMON. 

We are given lo know that the Personnel of the presertt 
Statutory Commission consists of seven members of the British 
Parliamen~, one Liberal, two Labour and four conservatives. Sir 
John Simon, the President of the Commission is that Liberal mem­
ber. But taking into consideration the latter doings of Sir John we 
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we would be justified in calling him a Neo-Conservative, It can be 
said without the least fear of contradiction that the ideals of Iibera· 
lism of the type with which British statesmen like late Mr. Gladstone 
and Sir Henry Campbell Bannerman identified themselves have long 
disappeared from that country. Even the liberalism of which Mr. 
Lloyd George professes to be .the leader lacks the candour and 
genuineness of the Gladstonian school, otherwise it would have 
been simply impossible for this est-Liberal Premier of England to 
pull on with a heartless coalition Government of which he was the 
head for more than two couples of years. However, the case of 
India is not safe in the hands of men like Sir John Simon and his 
other six colleagues, for the people who are fired with the ambition 
of expanding an Empire at the cost of weaker and more helpless 
class of humanity can not be expected to rightly judge their case 
when they have got the exclusive monopoly, to call themselves as 
their. self-made lord master and trusty. So let us not put our faith in 
Simon Commission.

Nagpur Workers Demand Minimum Living Wage. 

Leaders Fervent Appeal. 
Our Nagpur correspondent writes in his communications of 

yesterday that on Saturday morning Mr. Jhabvala the General 
Secretary of the Railway Worker's Union arrived at Nagpur where 
he had laid down a programme of two meetings, one at H umpyard 
and the other in th~ Nagpur Railway Yard. Two great meetings 
were held, one on Saturday and the other on Suuday, when 
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Mr. Ruikar the President of the local centre presided. Mr. 
Jhabvala in opening his proceedings said the 28 crores of the Indian 
masses were dying of starvation and they had not got the minimum· 
living wage any where to subsist themselves on. Moreover they 
had not got their rights recognised. All that .was purely due to the 
fact that Government was blind to the situation and that the 
employers did not recognise that the workers were an essential 
factor in the produ::tion of the wealth of the land. Mil". , jhabvala 
,maintained that such a state of affairs should be early· remedies 
.and the only means for reme1ying such a state of affairs was by 
strong Trade Unionism. In a Union all met on lines of eqality 
and all got the rights quickly recognised. A Union reckoned caste, 
.creed or community. If all the workers combined together the 
28 crores would easily oust, the few imperialists that were at .. 
present holding sway over the unfortunate masses •. _He urged that 
the present Legislative Counclls were of no value and any man 
nominated by Government was imported. He passed therefore 
that the workers themselves must adopt the reins of Government in 
their own hands. There after Mr. Jhabvala explained the various 
demands submitted to the Agent of the Railway Committee for 
consideration, and the reply raised thereto. He asserted that the 
Agent was prepared to come to te,ms if the men offered reasonable 
resistance. The speaker was out to prepare a lakh of men as orga· 
nised workers before the year was out and then all the demands of 
the workers would be immediately conceded. 

Mr. Ruikar strongly denounced the Trade Dispute Bill 
which gog the mouths of leaders and would stifle the Trade Union 
Movements in the land. At the end resolutions were passed suitable 
to the occasion Mr. Jhabvala left Nagpur for Bomay on Sunday night

l altcd Cln Friday to address the n:cetin~ rn their situation nnd 
Knhad bl'st they could !'ecure freedom. A large meeticg of R::dhv:ly 
wc,rkcr!' and otl-ers was held m the Jublulpore Town Hall in the· 
ennir>g when Mr. Gadgil, Barrister, Presided. Mr. Jhabv:tla in a 
fruful ar.d long address advised tLc men t::l ~olve their question of 
slavery by u:1iting and rr.aking a cern mor. ca-cse nmong themselves. 
The way to £reed01t1 was one :~.nd that was the way of Uuity. !!8 
crores of Indian workers were suffering from painful grievances, 
they had nothing to eat and the women had but the garment to 
cover themselves with, the children had no fncilities for schooling 
so that some of the best intelligence remains suppressed. Govern· 
b1ent was a lifeless institution Mr. jhabvala contended ~nd the 
owners use a heartless hand of blood suckers. 'rhe only remedy 
that lay in the hat1ds of the men was unity lrrespect!ve of caste, 
creeds and communities. If thl! grievances of the men would not be 
redressed constitutionalty he was prepared to be unconstitutional. 
Strike was the hst idea.l\lr. Jhabvala iaid he \liould. press for, but 
he would not :Jlow his control ·over the final :measure as a matter 
ot sheer necessity. He failed to believe in committees or commis· 
sion but he believed in direct action after all constitutional measures 
v.·ere exhausted, Mt. )habvala then referred to the mischievous 
propaganda set ·afoot by the Times Of india and a certain section of 
the i::1terested labour wor'k~!Ji who we·re t'he enemies o'f labour m.'ve· 
ment and warned them against the activities. He also ~xplained 
the \\'Orking of lhe Railwaymcn's Union, the benefits accuring from 
joining the Union that was of the men. On his Union there were 
no outsiders except one or two and ever there would go as soon as 
the 7nen were ready. Referring to the Agen~s attitude he believed 
that he \\'as a ~portsrnan tnd wanted a sports-manlike fight. There· 
fore he called upon the men to become Ot!e lakh strong before the 
year was out.

. . 
, Tho:ugh ten years hav.e leapsed .since the tragedy of ~he 
Jal,lianwalla, Bagh had been enacted on the soil of India yet our 
Nationalists and other stalwarts in political battles have gone on. 
merely ple~ding the cause of the country before the Government 
with their knees ~~d heads bent. There has be'en a regular monody 
of true complaints and pitiful crisis, and the the Government are 
more powerful to day and more firmly established thim they were 
ten years ago. Add to this there have serious splits to our political 
camps, there have been divisions and ranks from religious and 
social points; so that there is no united front to offer to·day in as 
firm and great a manner as it was Len years ago. The reason is not 
far to seek. The whole direction of our nationalist struggle is laid 
in the wrot.g channel. There has been direct effort made since 
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Mahathma Gandhi moved in the year 1929; in the direction o( 
mass organisation. The masses not being at the back of our 
political struggles the superior classes that decorate the chairs of 
Legislations and Councils did not r;et :1.ny kind of success in their 
efforts at political freedom, even thou~h they were sufficiently well 
intentioned. The organisation of the masses is the only programme 
before the cont•try to-day. All our slavery originates from legis· 
latures and legislation is nothing but a legalised efforts at org:;.nised 
violence. All_government is organised violence. In ancient times 

robbers held pistols at the heads of poor innocent people and depri­
ved them ol their property. To·jay the C'lpitalists, the employers, 
the land holders and such other sections of the Imperialistic class in 
a more fashionable way. Thus though the action and the result are 
the same yet the methods between the modern and the ancient times 
arc different. Therefore, just as in ancient times robbers were 
caught and hanged by the crowd, so in modern times the masses 
require to be organised who will be able to hang the ruling com· 
munities !'_n _t~.!! ga~lows of truth and4ustice. 

Our direction needs to be changed towards a well organised 
scheme of Revolution. By Revolution is meant a speedy change in 
the existing order of economic and polit-cal conditions. As long 

as Imperialism lives secure on this soil Capitalism will flourish ar.d 
i~s brood of poverty, distress, misery and slavery will continue. 
The Revolutic.n can be very peacful, if the workers are all organised 
on economic basis. The most effective Revolution brought about in 
the world without any blood-shed or very little was that which was 
about by the brougnt Russian in 1917 under the iron direction ofthe 
great Lenin. Huge organisations of workers in different industries 
in our country are perfectly possible as in just ices exist in a variety 
,pf shape from the employed community which is largely due to their 
capatalistic ideas and the Imperialist control of the Government. 
They may be given a political direction at a later stage of their exis­
tence and they rna y be created into an effective central political machi· 
nery for the winning of India's rig:1ts. Hitherto this most clear and 
rossible sign of our activity has been totally neglected, and t.lat is 
the reason why any number ot Congreu meetings or Councils and 
Ct')rporations have failed in the past to bring about anyLhing }ike 
tangible progress in the country.

Pt~asanls, Mr. Spratt delivered a brief speech lasting for about 

--7 minutes on the night of the 14th Oct. The following is the 
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::~.bstnct report of his speech, aJ t/;1 Ptcua.•tls' a11J t<'(ll'h·rs' 

tl'"{at~a. 

He said "I am speaking on this resolution 011 the hanllicap 
of not being able to follow my predecessors. Dut I would say what 
I have to say. We are in ag,eement on the cause which they put 
up against the Government. We, communists are generally in 
rather disagreement with those people who were re!.'ponsible {Ctr 

leading and conducting the peasants Satyagrab. I am not able to 
agree with Mahatma Gandhi and other leaders in this respect. 
I believe that in this case Mha.hatma Gandhi and other leaders were 
clearly shown that they had the best opportunity for mass propoganda 
against the Government.. But i~ was a political error on their p:u-t 
that they did not seize the opportunity. ,. 

He was not satisfied with the demands p\\t forward by the 
leaders of ·Bardauli on behalf of the peasants. He believed that on 
an occasions like that of Bardauli and on similar occasions they 
should put forward demands of fundamental requirements of the 
people, even if it were rightly apprehended that those demands 
would not be granted by the Government, because they were in 
movements for the independence of the country. He said "defeats 
in such movements are valuable because they serve for the 
preparation, training & education for the future propoganda and 
solidarity which should work out to acquire the those fundamental 
requirements. 11 

He thought that t~e leaders. in that respect were mistaken, 
Mhatma Gandhi was mistaken in h,is opinion in restricting the 
demands to those which he had thought he could obtain. 

Refusal on the part of the leaders of the Bardauli peasants 
satyagrah to call O!!JU.her movements toth~ements was a great 
blunder when Camatic Peasants' conference etc. had passed 
resolutions to undertake the Satyagrah. He said there was 
opportunity fo r special machinery for propoganda work at the 
disposal of the leaders and the resources were unlimited •. He 
considered that to utilise the services of other, was advisable, 
because it would have bevelop ed many times more revolutionary 
meaning. He also thought that it was a mistake to attach so much 
importance as was observed io Bardauli to non-violence principle. 
He said "I think it is correct once to attach importance to the 
nonviolence priciple as a _!~ut this time it was a fundamental 
mi:>take. In my opinion the principle of non-violence weakens the 
power of self determination to work for the independence and also 

/ the spirit of violent action to over come the goal. N ever·the·lcss 
) thtre w~e fundamental i!f!erence & we, communists, :were not pre· 
l pared lo compromise those difference in these days of ploicy. ''

The following is the abstract of the speech deliverecl'by Mr. 
Spratt in support of the independmce resolution at the second sitting 
of the Delhi Provi?Zcial Political conference Meerut before an 
audience of about 3;ooo men or1 the 14th Octo&er, 1928; 

He expressed his deep sence of gratitude for being called 
upon to speak on the resolution. He regretted for his being able 
to speak only in a foreign langua:ge. 

He considered the agenda as the most' important one as it 
was for the first time that they were seriously thinking of complete· 
independence. He said" they who take a communist point of view l 
were thinking that Indians were as happy as they were. But it 
was men like Mr. Sakalatwala who explained to them the conditions! 
prevailing in India. We had taken tho view that the Indian, 
National Congress and other national movements for the freedom 
of India were superflous movements by persons ofvested interests." 

He said " we were more or less correct in this respect. "But 
we were startled when the Indian National Congress and other 
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district and r~·()vincial bo:li:!s enthusbstically pas~cd resolutions 
r~'T complete independence. It W:\S the inner most \·oice of the 
you:lger generation:> of Indian and they are in right place on this 
question. " 

lit! believed that in some places nnd in some quarters people 
/J;d nut uuders~nd what complete independence meant He believed V( 1 I hat from complete independence they mean only political inde· 

rendence would convey nothing unless it is carried in a serious 
manner to achieve economic independence also. . .. 

He said it was rather in-consistent to advocate independence 
and at the same time to support the Nehru Committee's report. 
He said that efforts must ~e made to achieve complete economic /I independence also. He estimated that from Lb. 5 to lo millions, 
that is to say. 3/4 of the total capital invested in the firms was 
British capital in India. He said this question must· be chappled 1 
fir:>t as there could be no complete independence without compete 
economlc independence. 

For complete independence he considerrd the necessity of 
complete Indian army. He c:>nsidered that Indian could better 
defend themselves than their self interested enemies could do. 

Taking the Indian States he said "We cannot obtain ser\ous 
independence without getting on our side the majority of ;;sses 
of the population within the native states of India and we cannot 
get independence wi~hout their cooperation. We cannot leave 
them in justification in the cond1tions in which they are at present." 

V He said " The fundamental question 'if we have to take up 
in,Jep~ndence seri::lu::.Iy, we have to take up a revlutionary line 
because independece nreans revolution for India. 

He considered the holding of peasants' and workers' confe· 
rences side by si.:le the congress conference as an important develop· 
ment towards the realisation of complete independence, and 
comidered it to be a good sign. 

In conclusion he supported the resolution for . complete 
independence for India.

On the 16th Ottooer, 1928 a. m~eting in the Town Halt 
compound was held under the president-ship of J B K. · 1 · t. h' h · • npa !\Ill au 
~ 1~ Mr. Spra.tt of Calcutta delivered a speech the abstract of which ,a g1ven below. 

He state~ that he belonged to that section cf working class of 
E.urop_e and p~rttelarly of Britan which was turning in a revlutionary 
dzreftzo,n. Hts ~arty has .been bit.terly opposed by the governing 
sect1on. The opposition instead of getting better has gone from bad 
to wor~e as consequence of which the members of his party have 
been dnven to revolt against the governing class and they have to 
?evise means to over throw the present government and to replace 

_ ~t by a.D()ther. He believed in the policy and his party were engaged 
In a. struggle to over throw the present Government. While he did 
not presume to give any material help to Indians but he wanted to 
put their ideas before the publica for the work to be adopted by 

·Indians. 

He wanted that the forces of the working classes of different 
countries should unite together in the struggle to over throw t~ 
imperialims and capitalism. - . 

. He said that his party has its he~d quarters in Moscow as it I 
is only Russia which has so far obt._al.·ned complete success in the 
~truggle while countries such as . China. and Germany were only 
attempting in that direction. · · .·, · . 

He traced the history of Socialistic, Bolshevik ··and commu· 
nis_!ll theories and pointed out to the audience that all meant the 
same' thing. : 1n doing so he described the works of ·Dr •. Marks\ 
Lenin etc. According to his statement these theories ·orignated in 
the 18th centuary when ·the philospers of the diffirent countries set 
to devise means to solve the 'sOCial problems of the poor classes. He 
narrated how the capitalists of diffirent European countries have been 
exp-loiting the labours of the working classes without giving propor• 
tionate share of the profits to the labourers. He said that the 
French revolution and other strikes were a result of the struggle 
between the w~king classe~d-the capila!ists. He characterised 
the capitalist and imperialist classes as selfish people who what to 
speak of doing anything for the service of n:anki~d did not do . an_y­
tning for the service of their own Class. Thts pohcy of the. cap1tahst 
classes broucrht about economic crisis in European countr1es. 

0 . - ·.. . 
~ . When the c~pitalists 'were no.longer able to exploit the labonr 

of the working classes to such an extent asthey wanted to do, they 
sent their men to explore .the e_a.st_ern _countries. With the help of . '"' -
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tl:t'ir commercial agents and railway exrerts it soon became fnsy for 
tb~m to dividd the eastern countries for thai!.' own interrsts. When 
there were no more c:ountrirs to be seized and there rcnmined no 
m,•re po:>sibility of appropriating these lands the capit;~.lists ·went 
:li-7:-..inst e:J.Ch other and brought about the great European war of 
1914. 

He de~cribed the horrors of the last war in a manner to shmT 
that the eait:Jistn;·t>re 11.n nndesirable ria~ of people who for the 
sake of.th~ir. own inttrest~ brjng about snffcriPg,s on hJlnHm beings. 

He said that the com)'llunist theories were ba:;ed, ()o prin~iples 
which would rj:'scne mankind in gen>nal. lie appreciated the advice 
of certain P .. h!Jospers ~who held that the worke_rs ought_ to over throw 
the imperialistic and c~tpit;llist~Q goverp!ll~nts. The speaker pointed 
out that is was not an easy job to do so becao~ th~ capitalists wcr.~:~ 
armed with powerfni w~apon_s such as C. I, D. aY)d.~rmy which fl:us. 

!!!:.te their atterppt$ to o>rr thro~ t}le gprerpm!J!lt! The spea~er

He held that vigorous prepa.r3!tions were being made· fl>r· a.nother 
gre;r.t war and armies were being collected in the ftootier of lbdia·to· 
be rr::a.dy ~o crush Itassia. which is {>r()(l(}OOding in a. direction to 
rtb(;Ue w au kind in general. 
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Ha. said that the· workers and peas~nts of all the countries 
should unite together and change the wars betwl:len different nations /l 
int~ class wars,. th~t is only capitalists of ibQ"'Country .should fight 1 
agamst the ca.pttahsts of another country aM peasants and workers 
of any country should no~ take any part in the wars . 

. The spea.ker held that though the labourers in European 
countnes were getting numerically more but they were not much 
better than the Indian workers. 

. The S{>eaker said that they had been thinking that the capi· 
ta.hsts woulcl change their way but. there was no change for any 
prospects ~nd~olution of the difficulties of the workers. He thought 
that the t1m~as come to get rid of capitalism. 

He ;~id that there should be some scientific method to alter d 
the government as they did1 not wane to be rustic. Their method P 
was revolution. He held that the worke~s in the factories were 
disciplined and they· could ~o good work towards bringing about the 
revolution. He did not want the large scale of manufacture as in 
his opinion it was intolerable to the' world. He expresed that the 
revolutionary energy of the workers :must be used to alter the 
government. For this object he said that there was need to organ• 
ise the workers on sound lines. As India accordivg to the speaker is 
compassed of 90 per cent of the working class so the speaker laid 
great emphasis on re-organisation of the working class to bring about 
the revolution. He believed that they would be helping mankind in 
general by this revolution. 

Discussing the question whether Indians would be able to 
manage their own affairs if the Britisliers were expelled from India. 
He said that when Russia~~ over threw the Imperial Government 
they· were just as ;backward' as tlie Ihdians~were but they had managed 
their afhirs quite well. Ho·sa.ia in: Russia the same· sort of illeter· 
acy, pr.vailed as.ex.istad· in India 111t· present;. But· the Bblshevik 
people in Russia have turned hilJitril:Jes iil :nery short spaoa ortime· 
into good citizens by education. Russian hoped to teach,re~d and 
write to 98 percent of their population by 1933. In the same way 
the speaker indicated that the communist have made appreciable 
progress in matters pertaining Jo.helth. sanitation and other matt~rs 
which they would not have achieved ever in the time of the Impenal 
government. 

Quoting the instance of Russia he said that he believed that 
the communists were justified. in: their revolutionary. methods. In 
conclusion he said that in t!ie.next Wall' the workers and peasants 
of Ind1a should not. take. any part •. He also held thatif the!,suoceeded 
in over tht·owiho the ])ritish rule in India they (c.ommumsts} would· 
have acquired a

great sncceess because the freedom_ of India .would· 
mean an end of the British empire.

.due chiefly to Purcell . and . Hallsworth and to Chaman Lal's 
vacillation, that th~ question'~! affiliation was put off.

We organised in January last the above named Union and 
are working for the present amongst• the scavengers employed by 
the Calcutta Corporation, Calcutta Port Trust, Tollygunj Munici­
pality and Howrah Municipality. They are many thousands in 
number and most oppressed and down trodden of all the workers. 
The lot of scavengers here is worse than Bombay. Here they are 
getting only Rs. 12 Rs. 14 a month. A few cartmen are only given 
housing accommodation while the majority of the rank and file are 
to hire houses for themselves, their wages being scanty and the 
bribery system being prevalent all through, the scavengers are 
compelled one and all to borrow) money on interest of u 1/2% a 
month. To make such depressed and over-exploited section of 
worker class-conscious a continued edU:c:ttio~al propaganda is· 
necessary and this alone can organise them on·a firm basis.· Those· 
who are organised by now under the banner· of'this Union·ha?e·got 
little capacity to pay any subscription • 

. Under the circumstances. we badl.y require the. financial aid from 
the .Council of 'Action for organising :he sca~engers and fervently 
hope that at least a sum of Rs. 3Q:> ~iii be granted to thl! Union for 
the purpose as early, as possible. , ·So far we can. understand the 
Bengal members of the.

opponents in the TUC camp, such as Joshi, Bakbale and Andrews, 
Nevertheless, if personal propaganda is made among the delegates 
and the real meaning and significance of the League is pointed out 
to them, I feel sure that the difficultieLc11n be overcome. Your help 
would, of course be invaluable. If no decision is arrived at the 
Congress itself it is possible that the question will be referred to a 
special commission, in which case we shall have to work hard to get 
the corumiasion to decide in our favour.

Your reports and accounts of the mill strike sent to us and 
to the Sunday Worker have been of great assistance to people over 
here in getting a' proper appreCiation Of the situation. At least to 
some extent they have been used in the press and some reward is 
obviously due to you for this. The situation still continues to be 
unclera, as far as can be made out from the newspapers and I very 
much hops that you will ·be a.ble to keep us informed of what pro-
gress is being made. · · 

The League is busy keeping up its pro~aganda work. The'old 
premises at the L. R. D. have had to be given up as the lease expired 
and for the time being we are situated in a little office at the above 
address. So far we have had no news of what took place at the 
T. U. C. at Jharia. We do not even know what decision was taken 
with regard to the League. I hope than the reactionary decision to 
ca.ncel the agency of the Workers' Welfare League was rescinded, 
but I am very much afraid that the Joshi influence has been too 
strong. It is a. great pity that it was not possible to make any 
arrangements for telegraphic news to be sent for our press of the 
happenings at the various conferences. We have still no news of the 
various meetings that took place along,side the National Congress. 

It should be very easy to make 'arrangements for you or some 
one else that you could suggest to be appointed an official representa­
tive of the S11nday Worker (I believe you already have authority as 
a. matter of fact) so as to get the right to send cables at press rates. 
The paper I know is anxious to do this and would willingly arrange

In spite of t.~e oppo~i1tio~ ?f certain elements· inside the 
A. l. T. U. C., it is clear thatthere is a growing num her of class 
conscious ~rade union workers whQ ;lre pedonpjng a great service 
in helping the trade union m~~ement in a forward direction. In 
view of the continuation of the rationalisation offensive, both in 
England and in India, further pig struggl.!s u:tdou,btedly confront 
the Indian worke'rs in the immediate future, and under these 
conditions the successs which has' already been gained can on! y be 
continued and extended if a strong fighting front is maintained and 
developed. In this connection, it is evidence of the fighting spirit 
of the Indian workers that th.ere is such a widespread call for direct 
action in support of their deman~s. 

The decision of the A. I.. T. p. C. to call u~?on the whole 
movement to prepare fo~ a general stri'ke in. opposition to the 
reactionary trades disputes Bill is p~rhaps the most imp)rtant 
decision taken by the Congress. I£ this is to be more than a vague 



threat it will req :1ire the most energetic measures to be taken in 
preparation,. At the sa~n e time, with the X X development of the 
situation unqu~stionably pointing to the rise of further big struggles 
it appears. th'\t the T. U. C. is undoubtedly pursuing the correct 
policy in issuing the call for a general strike. Under this slogan 
the whole of the trade union work in the country will have to be 
orientatd if a su~ceesful stand is to be made. The utmost publicity 
will be required for the decisions and every section of the movement 
drawn into the preparations; I note that the proposal for a general 
strike also ca'lle before the A. I. R. F. and was only defeated by a 
small majority. It is inevitable that the matter will have to come 
up again as the policy of 'wait and see' reveals its impotence. Last 
year saw ma~y strike deprived of the success otherwise possible 
owing to the lack oE a coordinated policy. If in the coming year it 
is possible to organise united action among different sections of 
workers a great step forward will have been made in developing 
class cbnsciousness and gaining the aims of the Indian working 
class. 

You have a very difficult and responsible part, faced as you 
are with the implacable hostility of, B;ritish _ Imperialism as well as 
the opposition of reformists in the· Indian trade union leadership,, 
and I should like to congratulate you on the painstaking and 
excellent work which you have carried out. Aii of here hope that 
in co-operation with the many good fighters in the trade union ranks 
a successful struggle will be waged.. The League here .will do. its 
best to arouse sympathy and obtain assistance for the Indian. 
workers in this stuggle. If there is anything that you can suggest 
should be undertaken, we shall be very glad to hear from you. 
Efforts are being made here to guarantee assistance:for you in your 
labour. . '

Npt such an easy victory crowned the proleta.riam_ uprising i~ 
Bombay, owing to the circumsta.nces of the sitns.tian. But clitS&­

solidarity, courage and detenniua.tion demonstrated by the proletariat 
are veritably classical. It was the first rea.l trial of strength between 
revolution a.nd counter-revolution. In this ·historic encounter . the 
proletariat had to meet alone the united forces of foreign imperialism 
a.nd native reaotion. The Bombay proletariat did noli go to the 
barricade to win the revolution in one blow. It was' 'the prelude to 
the great drama. In the prelude the proletariat played its part most 
creditably. It was the blood-ba.ptism of the leader of the revolution. 
By glorious martyrdom the proletaria.t ha-ve placed theillselves at the 
front rank of the revolutionary army. 

An examination of the events of the period inter~ening. bet wee~ 
the Calcutta .demonstmtion a.nd the . Colombo and Bombay uprisings, 
makes the historic significance of these evident. The Ca.lcntta:Demons~ 
tratioli may be compared . with the Insurrection of ·the Parisian 
proletariat in the first days of June, 1793 1 during the Great French 
Revolution. Inside the National Convention there was a protracted 
struggle between the· Girondins Jacobins .lor power. The later, 
while representing the radical. elements of the rising bourgeoisies, 
were backed up by the Parisian proletariat. • Their leaders (the 
best and most classical types of bourgeois revolutionaries) coul.d 
not agree upon the necessity ·of ruthlessly .attacking the Girondins .. 
(who represented big capitalist and land-owing interests, and were 
'seeking con: promise with the. overthrown 'Monarchy) as the only 
means of saving the revolution. In that critical moment, the Parisian, 
proletariat, victors of July 14 (1789) and August 10 C92)-bnceagain 
intervened in the situation to force the wavering radical bourgeoisie 
further towards the ultimate victory of the Revolution •. On May 
31 (1793) they marched to the' endlessly debating Convention,: 
besiezed it and would not let it disperse until it had purged ip;elf 
of Girondin reaction, and ihe Jacobins had firmly taken in hand the. 
guidance of the revolutionary state. · · ' 

The Calcutta Congress presented a somewhat ~imilar pictur~. 
The two wings of the Congress could be roughly compared, repec·' 
tively with the Girondjns and Jaco bins, although most. of the real 
Indian Girondins are outside the Congress. Nevertheless, through 
the instrumentality of the right wing leaders of the Congress they 
exercise a decisive mfluence upon its_. policy. . So the conflict. 
between the wings of the Congress, when it met in Calcutta at the 
end of 1928, can be campared roughly with the "c.Onflic~ inside the_ 
French National Convention in the beginning o[ 1 79l· In both, 
cases, it was the struggle for the leadership of the revolution between 
two sections of the bourgeois~-one anxious to brake the develop•, 
ment of the revolution so .that it did ·not go further than needed for 
the immediate interests of big landowning, financial. industrial and; 
commercial classes, while the other advocating a more radical 
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· sociopolitical tr~nsformation affecLing a much larger sections of the· 
· populati?n. In both casses, the latter in spite of its essentially· 
bourgeo1s character, represented a political expression• of the· 
masses; 'for the realization of the programme of bourgeois democra· 
tic revolution advocated by it, objectively contribute to the growth 
of the working class, and thereby to the ultimate establishment of 
Socialism; · In both casses, the radical elements were d.issatisfied 

• with the conservative outlook of the big bourgeoisie; and desired to 
snatch from them the leadership of the revolution. But as in France 
pf the latter Eighteenth Century, so in India of the earlier Twentietli 
Century, the radical bourgeoisie must &aw their revolutionary 
inspiration from the working class, and have the latte11's support in· 
order to realize their political aspiration. The Great French- Revo­
lntion proceded from victory to victory as long as it operated'. with. 
mass energy. J acobinism captured the leadership of the revolution·

Duchesne was prevented from coming by the Sudden lllness 
ot her daughter and Mohamed Hatta was engaged on some urgent 
work for his organisation and therefore could JlOt make the journey 
from Lucarno to Burssels. The absence of the others has already: 
been accounted for in our Bulletion No. 2 which we trust yon have 
already received. It was impossible to carry out the propose agenda 
on the same scale as had been intended, but there was perfectly 
harmonious cooperation _ betweeri the various. elements of the 
Committee and ce1tain important decisions were arrievd at. As

both Gibrati and Liau have retired from their posts, the one by 
reason of his nervous condition making further work impossible, 
the Other because of his inability to continue living in Germany for 
financial and other reasons the question of electing new Secretaries 
was one of the most important that came up for decision. · It was 
unanimously agreed that the principle on which the new Secretariat 
should be constituted ought to correspond to that on which the 
League itself is buill u_p. The League depends for its chief factors 
on the communist movement the Social democratic wor~ers a'nd the 
national revolutionary movements of the colonies, and it was 
thought advisable to have a Secretariat of threet! persons, on one to 
represent each of these-movements. The names prop.osed informally 
were Schmidt of Holland, a communist and'a representative of the 
colonies.

When, in October 1924, the Canton Govt. was threat· 
en~d qy ,the att~m.p.ted insurrection of. the Fascist 'paper tigers' 
it wa's the . w~rkers who saved it. When in June 1925, 
G~ner.al Lin Chin Wa~g m~de a. counter revolutionary at:ack on the 
CantOn' Govt·: it' ~as the workers again who, by rr:eans of strikes 
~n( by. obstru~ti'ng transport made tlie victory of lhe CanLon 

qove~nment possible. , · 

After the defeat of General Wang, the Kuo Min Govt: was 
~oU:nded on'1stjuly x 9 :~s, with the .~elp of the w?rkers .. At the 
very same time \¥Or kers . entered on a gene ·a! stnke agamst the 
British Imperiali&ts in Hong Kong. This strike proved to be of 
great significance in foreign. pclicy. 

·; In order to consolidate the· Government, the Counter revolu· 
tionary divisions of troops within the Kuo Min army were dissolved, 
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and the army was re•organised. At the same time, workers were 
given the right of assembly, and coalition and freedom of Press in 
the widest measure, and were allowed to carry arms in' Canton and 
the rest of the province of Kwantung. The T.rade' Union move· 
ment experienced a· great boom .. 

In order to suppress the strike in Hong-Kong, which threa­
tened them with great dariger, the ImperiaJisis 'tried to overthro"' 
the Kuo :Min Govt: They organised attacks ori Can'ton~ · from the 
east of Kwantung under General Chen Chun Min and from the 
south under General Pen Pin Jing. The workers organised them~ 

selves to support the defence of Canton.' The Kue Min Army had 
issued the slogans: No fear of death, No looting, No forcing 
military service on the civil population: The third could not be followed 
as transport was in such a bad state, that it . was necessary to call 
upon the civil population for help. The workers organised the 
transport fc•r the support of the Cantonese Army. Apart from this 
they organised propaganda which roused interest amongst the 
peas::mts. Thanks only to the active co-operation of the workers, 
the counter-revolutionary generals were defeated in . less than twa 
months. 

. , 

The continued general strike in Hong· Kong, ~itthe foreign 
Imperialists very hard. Before that time 130 ships had entered 
Hong-Kong daily: but in consequence of the strike, this number 
fell to 20 ships. The losses due to strike were estimated at three 
million Mexican Dollars, per day. The Port of Canton developed 
enormously and the number of ships entering it daily increased· 
from 15 to 40. · .:. ,, 

Now the Workers found themseives .. firmly established in the 
province of Kwantung, and gave considerable support to the expedi; 
tion of the Canton Army, into the. North. : .They not only organised 
the transport and propaganda divisions,· bu~. aiso created divisions; 
oi their own, with the object of destroying and reconstructing linet 
<lf Communication. , .. , , , , . 

The workers are helpbg th~. re~olution~ry movement, · not 
only in Canton, and in. Hong·kong; but in an increasing mea~ure( 
throught China. In Hank ow W uchat1g, . the. Railway men, and i.~ 
Hanjang, the Arsenal workers struck against Wu Pei Fri.', This 
facilitated the conquest of these three important neighbmuing towns· 
and their fusion into Wuhan, the new capital of the national revolu) 
tionary movement. 

The general strike in Shanghai against Sun Chuan Fang; 
the counter revolutionary leader, was, it is true, suppressed with 
sanguinary reprisals, but it helped considerably, to undermine the 
power of Fang. The fate of his successor Chang Tsun 'Chang : 
against whom a general strike, is also being prepared, will be no 
better than that of Fang. 
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:. · Not on1y are the Chinese Workers taking part in the revolu· 
tio.n:ry movement, in Q~ in~rea.sed measure, but they are constantly 
gammg a more predommatmg mfluence. In this movement, workers 
are joining in a united front, with students, and peasants •. The· 
peasants helped by the workers and fighting against the Land-lnrds, 
who are vainly trying to defend. themselves with the aid vf armed 
militia. '·As the workers. are fighting not only in their own interests, 

'but 'a.lso against heavy taxation,. against corruption, and for the 
development of traffic etc. They are gaining more and more sympathy. 
from the middle classes and peasants. 

An example of the united front is offered among other places 
by Shanghai where a civic 'League, consisting of all strata; has been 
formed under the leade.rshtp of the workers against the lmperiaiists 
11nd the Militarists. The· petty bourgeoisie wittingly joins in this 
united front, albough it knows that the workers are directly under 
the lead of the Communist Party, a fact which is repeatedly pointed 
4lut by the Imperialists • .~ Not only the workers, but also the whole , 
petty bourgeoisie joined in a general strike in Canton 0:1 March 2nd 
by way of a gre11.t demonstration ·of protest against the deeds of 
viOlence in Shanghai • 

. · This is not the ~hole history of the part that Labou~ plays 
in the Chi~ese Revolution today. Will our nationalist leaders learn 
a lesson from this when seriollSly they want to take to achieve the 
object for which our Congress ~tands 1

(But the Swaraj on the basis of political, economic, social and 
religious freedom· ·for eve~y individual, can be achieved only through 
a revolution violent or non-violent, and the preleta.ri.a.t is an important 
factor in the coming struggle. The orga.nisa.tion of labour is therefore 
a very important problem before us, and I propose to to discu~s the 
history of organisation of the working class in som~ of the important 
countries of the world. 

. (Labour movement is taking the lead in the national revolu-
tionary movement in China today. Nearly fiffteen year'S have- passed 
since the time of the revolution there, but the liberation ~~rnd unity of 
China is not an accomplished fact until now, the financial, customs, 
a.nd railway mana,gements, the foreign policy, and to a. certain respect 
the internal administration of China still remain under ·the control of 
the Imperialist&. The concessions with tbffir regime of extra-terrioria.­
lity consular courts, for foreigners and complete absence of rights, for 
the Chinese population, still flourish in all industrial and trading 
centres. China has been a semi-colony. The power of the Centra.l 
Govt. at Paking is delusive, while the internecine strife of the Dud· 
juns (military Governors) occupies the entire tecenl hiatory. . This 
group is beiug sugported by the Imperialists powers, because they 
prefer to dea.l with a. split and dis-organised China. Only 'in the 
South, Kwa.ntnng province, the National Revolutionary Party (The 
Kuotninta.ng) has be!Oln able to maintain power. The difficul~ies lying 
in tbe pg.th of the Chinese ·people aru tremendous: Theru are military 
cliques on the one ha.nd; and there are tradesmen bourgeoisie on tha 
other who serve the cause of Imperialism by peaceful economic but; 
none the less actual methods. ·Foreign firm$ are centred in large 
ChineSe ports. Not knowing the langU:Jge, the tiMing customs the 
market and the credit 1apicity, the foreign :firms have to take recourse 
to the services of the Chinese middlemen traders. ior the execution of 
their import. and export operations. Being conneQted by a cowmu-' 
nity of interests~ this merchant bourgeoisie participates in the- robbery 
of his country, ani! the ruin of peasants and artisans and becotneil> an 
eager servant of Imperialism, 

(Only during the la11t few years, have these social forces deYe~ 
loped in China, which may be strongly opposed to ruila.tarism 
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·Imperialism and dislocation, brought about by the traders. These 
forces . are tlie· newly-born Chinese Industrial bourgeoisie and the 
Young Chinese Proletariat. · · · ·

,,·exist~nce. As beautifully said by one of the greatest of Russians­
; ~rince Kropotkin, it is through co·operation and good will mainly, 
· that the human race has hitherto survived, b11t for which, humanity 
. would' have long ago become. wrecks or fossils. Therefore we again 

repeat that it is only through communism that future hope of man­
kind lies, and not through rivalry and competition. It is unfor­

' .tunate that to·day competition. rules:·. in' every sphere . of political, 
. social; and ~conomic relationships·. It rules commerce, it rules 
···industries, it rules policies of state and society. ,It· determines the 
· foreign ·relations of the State.' .It dominates production· and distri­
·. -bution of world resources. Its guiding principles is profit and' not

On January 3rd we· received a request for Cotnrade Tom 
Mann to be relieved of his engagements in order to enable him

for Comrade Mann, we felt that the work he could do for Hie 
Chinese trade unionists was so important, and its effects would be 
so far-reaching, that we readily agreed he should go.

·From December lcJ26 to February 1927 'events in China 
were moving so rapidly thit there was a constant need for careful 
explanation and direction of what the worki'ng class ·policy should 
be. We ne~er hesitated as to the Minority Movement's position~ 
we have constantly advocated the whole resources of the Labour 
Movement being used oa the side of the Chinese workers and 
peasa~ts. W ~ have advocated strike action, to prevent troops and 
munitions being sent to China, and urged that a special rommission 
be sent to China frorri the T~· U. C. in 'order to a.Ssist the chinese 
T~ade Union 'Movement. A policy, which, if adopted, would 
perhaps have prevente:i the executfon o~ many Chinese Trade 
_Union leaders, as this only took place when the Chinese traitor 
_generals, like Chiang Kai Shek knew they had the support 'of 'the 
armed 'forces of the imperialists. · · : 

In order to try and do something to. rouse. the workers to 
take action agains~ the Government's war policy i~- regard to China 
we had special leaflets distributed in all the important. seaport 

. towns, and on Sunday,. February. 1.3 . and 2oth1 we: organised a 
serious c;>f Trade Union meetings in the, following maritime centres, 
Portsmouth, Plymouth. Limehouse, . Manchester. and . Liverpool. 
These meetings were . well·attende4 and. una;nimous support was 
given to ,a resolution) sending fraternal greetings to the Chinese 
Nationalist Government, express~ng ·whole-hearted approval of the 
Chinese Government's policy i,n refusing to continu!:'; . negotiations 
with the British Government until all armed forces were withdrawn, 
and demanding that the General. Council of ·the T ~ U.; C~ should 
take immediate steps to frustrate. the aims of warmongers by 
placing an embargo on the fitting,: loading and removal cf ships 
and trains intended for. the transport of troops , and 'munitions to 
Q~ . 

6.-Tbe Capit~Jlst Offensi~e. 

Immediately the Miners' Lock·out end.ed there was the usual 
outcry for " Industrial peace ~·. Prominent leaders hastened 
to announce that given peace in industry, a trade revival was in 
sight and "all must pull together... We felt it our duty to warm 
trade unionists that the end of the Lock-out meant not peace, 
but new preparations for war upon the rest of the workers. 
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c. In January it became known that the Government was going 
to make changes in regard to the.· Poor Law Administration that 
in effect would practi~ally me?l:n th~ aboli~ion of the existing Poor 
Law Guardians. Chester·le·Street, Bedwelty and West Ham had 
already pointed the way to the Tory policy for the whole country. . . 

' ' In Febrl1ary c~me the rep~,rt of the Blanesburg Commission 'on 
. Unemployment I nsura'nce with its proposals for reducing the benefit 
. of singlemen over 2 I by IS. 'per week, giving lhis to married men; 
'its heavy reductions in the benefit . to women 'and . to the youth 
of both sexes; its "abolition of extended benefit, and its general 
~cceptance of. the p~~nicio~u p~inciple of starvi~g the unemployed to 
keep the general level of wagesJow •. To make matters worse this 
.was a unanimous report,. which :meant that it was signed by the 
three so·called Labour represe~tatives, Frank Hodges, A. Holmes 
and M. Bondfield. 

' 'rn march 'inspired ~peaches were :made and. articles published 
showing that the GJvernment'~D.tended to introduce )egisla.tion against 
the Trad'a Union Movement that would strike a terrific blow at the 
existing practices and 'policy of the Movement. · In addition troops 
'were being sent to China and scurrilotis attacks were being made 
'upon Soviet Russia, all showing that -~t borne .. and· 'abroad the Tory 
Government felt strong enollgh to launch a. new offensive against the 
'w~rkers. · Your Executive Committee felt it riecessary to place all 
these vita.! issues clearly before the workers, and if possible rouse them 
to action. We therefore announced during March that a series of 
conferences in ten provincial centres would be held on April 23rd and 
24th, a~d a special National.CooJerence 'in London on April 30th,

Our Conferences were held in the following towns, Birmingham, 
Manchester, Liverpool, Sheffield, Leeds, Newcastle, Cardiff, Plymouth

in London 446 delegac~es represented 30::>,000 workers. Questions and

7.-The Trade Union 6iU ... , 

It soon became clear that the Special . Conference~ organised 
by the Trade Union Defence Committee were not. to be allowed to 
make any departure from the official .. policy of pious pbrase-nlO~­
gering. Our members have e~erywhere pu~ forward· the demand: for 
organised parliamentary obstruction .and the . need for preparing for a. 
General Strike as the most effective way to defeat the Bill. , 

A.s the campaign developed in the country and in parliament, 
it became clear that the Government was not in the least sbakeD in 
its determination to operate the Bill.· ·We began to demand answers 
to vital questions asking the policy of the Trade Unions in regard to 
the Bill. Would they recognise it as a legal measure, or would they 
defy it and refuse to operate it or a.lter their rules to. meet

the new 

legal position ? As we go to press a. national policy has not been 
decided upon, the result is chaos and confusion. The Union of 
Post Office Workers is going to leave the Labour . Party and . the T~ 
U. C. The N. U. R. is going to alter its rules to meet the require· 
ments of the Bill. The T. & G. W. U. is' not going to operate the 
Bill. This is how the Movement stands at present. Our Conference 
must give the lead that the' official leadership is apparently incapable 
of giving. 

8.-Tbe Worker." 
. '' ~ :' 

Immediately after the last ,Confe~ence our paper "The Worker'~ 
was brought from Glasgow to . London. There was very soon a. 
marked increase in the circul~tion and a. complete ·change in th~ 
character of the paper. We believe that to·day "The Worker" can 
justly claim to be the best 'frade Union. paper in the Movement; . 
for reliable fa.cts, figures and informa'tion it stand' unrivalled and it 
represents the medium through which week by week we are able to 
place our policy before the workers •

We regret, however, that the circulation of our paper is still 
very small, and unless there is a rapid increase we shall be faced with 
the possibility of having to discontinue. publication.· We hope the 
Conference will take steps to ensure that every delegate i becomes a 
regular reader and seller of the paper. , In addition ·we urge the 
delegates to write to the paper on questions affecting their own 
unions of trade unionists generally.

Introduction. 

THE class struggles of ever increasing magnitude in post·war 
Britain of which the General Strike oi last year was a manifestation, · 
are due to the fact that capitalism in Britain is in decline. This 
process is marked by a continuatiorr·of the capitalist offensive against 
the working class, through the ·Trades Disputes Bill, the Blanesburgh 
Propo'sals, Poor Law Reform and the Reform of the House of Lords. 

These measures against the workbg class indicate quite cl~arly 
that the ruling class in its frenzied att~mpts to maintain its domina· 
tion seeks to shackle the protective organs of the working class-the 
trade unions-in order to impose further reductions of wages, lengthen 

. hours and generally lower the standards. of the working cla~s • 

. In addition to this offensive against the British working class, 
British Imperialism' plays _an increasing counter-revolutionary role in 

. world politics. The military and naval intervention in Chlna against 
the workers and peasants of China who are ~truggling against Impe­
rialist domination, and the breaking of trade and diplomatic relations 
with the U.EI.S.R. as a prelude to war, completes the offensive of 
British Imperialism in three main points. ' 

An examination of the situation of British industry and tradt:t 
internally and externally· gives the key to the decline of British 
industry and the counter-revolutionary role of British Imperialism. 
It also explains the increasing revolutionisation of the British work­
ing class, and imp~n4ing class conflicts and struggles of even gr.:ater 
magnitude than the peneral Strike of 1926. 

The Decline of British lndu.stTy• 

Even'before the War of 1914-18BritishcapitaHsmhadentered. 
upon the process of decline, but a decline with occassional periods of 
recovery and boom. Since 19\:!0, however, the process of decline' has 
almost been conlnuous as the tremendous unemploym.ent :figures 
and recipients of oor Law relief demonstrate. The basic industries,. 
coal, iron aud~ eel, shipbuilding, engineering and textiles, which 
normally employ the major proportion of the working class, have. 
suffered .to a eater degree than the less basic or luxury tra.de~> .. 
Foreign competJtion, especially German, was the main fa.ctot under· ' 
mining British dapitalism before' the war,but unfortunately for Britain­
the ca.pitalist n:iode of praduction knows no national b.ound~rM:s, aucl 
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('Ouutrit:s wllioh were form!.'rly Britain's customer$ hn:ve now become 
her ~,)mp,'tit->rs. The result is to be seeu iu a comparison of the 
tot:ol prudti~tidn and trade. of Britain in HJ.t3' aud~ l1t:.16. The totil.l 

pro.luctiou on the 191-:.~ level (100) was in 19'26 o'nly 65.5 per cent., • 
aud the corresponding decline in thtl volume of foreign, trade t~tking 
1913 as lOJ,in 19::!6 ,imports.were 111 rc:H~ports 76, ~nd· net,expor.t~t 
58. In comparing 1913 and 1926 figures the economic effects. of th~ 
General Strike and Mining Lock·out should be k£>pt in view 1 but 
ereu in 19:25, a. normal year; totai p'toduction was only approximately 

BJ per cent. of 1913 level). ThE\ decline, however, baa- it origin not 
in the General Strike, but in various factors . arising in the post-war · 
period. The enormous destruction of wealth during the war has 
resulted iri an impoverished home and world market,the industrialisa.­
tion of the dominions and ooloni~s. which received a considerabl~ 
impetus during the war, the powerful competition of U.S.A. and 
J apil.u in world markets, and tht~ out of date technique of productio~ 
in Bribiri are all factors which t\ontribute to the general chaos of 
the capitalist systelii in Britain.

Germany follo,lving the war, a new 
and more serious competitor appeared in the U.S.A., which in. 
every sphere has successfully challenged B~itain's claim to world 
power, As the creditor of the whole world with the ability to 
export capital to Europe, South America and the East and in an· 
increasing degree to the British Dominions and Colonies, the 
U.S.A. appears as the dominant financial power. In 1925 
Britain's total foreign loans amounted to £99 millions, while1 

l!.S.A. totalled over £216 millions. In 1926;. the' figures were 
respectively £122 and 221 millions ("Statist"). ' The total invest· 
ments abroad of the U.S.A. have reached over $I 2 ,o6o million' 
dollars. (Latin America 4,210, Canada 2,825 and Europe 2,500). 
Not only in the field of finance, but also in the development of. 
export trade does U.S.A. tend to outrival . Britain, In 1913 
Britain exported 13.93 per cent. of the world trade and U.S.A. 
13.34 per cent. In 1926 Britain only exported

12.43 per cent. as! 

against x6·o4 per cent of the U.S.A.

; Th~ expa;sion of . in.dustry in the Colonies which is making 
them mdependent of Bntam has proceeded rapidly since the war. 
In Canada. in xgxo there were I9,00o factories employing 5IS,Joo 
workers wtth a total output of 1,247 million dollars; the c'orrespond· 
ing figures for 1925 were 42,406 establishments with a total capital 
of 34.39 million dollars. · In Australia in 1910 there were I.),Soo 
factories with 286,oco employees and a productive value of £99 
millions. In 1925 there 'were 20,795 factories with 439,949 em· 
ployees with a productive value of £380.8 millions. With ,her. 
supplies of coal and iron and wool Australia -is endeavouring to 
become the industrial centre of the Southern Pacific. New Zealand 
also has increased her faCtories and employees, and capital invested 
has risen from£r6,731,ooo in1910 to£84,ooo,ooo in 1925. South 
Africa steadily imports machinery (over £3 millions each year), and 
the number of enterprises increased from 1645 in 1913 to 7,005 with 
J8o,o?o workers. Coal production has develope-d from about 8 million 
tons in 1913 to 13 millon tons in !925, and employing over 5o,ooo 
workers, while the metal and engineering trades absorb over 30,000 
worket s. A considerable expansion_ in coal, .iron and .steel and metal 
industry is to be expected in the near future in South Africa. Simi· 
larly in In'dia does the development of industry proceed. ·The 
number of .worker~ subject to .. the lndian Factory Acts (in 4,827 
establishments ) . ~n .. 19.21 was J ., 238,41.0, divided into the 
following main industries. Cotton . spinning and weaving, 282,297; 
jute mills, 264,3n; rail and tram shops, I15,529; cotton gumming. 
I 33,323; engineering 39, u2; iron and steel productions, I 7, I45 and 
~oollenl)lills, 1I 1152. Coal productions,has increased from approxi· 
mately x6 million tons in I9i3 to over 21 million tons 1925, and steel 
production from 183,'ooo toils in 1918 to 45o,ooo in 1925. The import 
of machinery and railway material valued at £g.g and £33 millions 
~espectively in 1925 can only extend this process. 

Sufficient has been qu~ted to show the tremendous 
growth of industry in the most. important points. of the Br.iti~h 
Empire and how this process contnbutes to the declme of Bratam. 
Reference has already been made to the fact that Britain's share of 
world exports had declined from 13.93 to 12.4~ percent,of the worlJ's' 
total but during the same period, that ot all other parts of the 
Em~ire had increased from 13,21 to. 17.97 per cent. in the s.a~e 
period and correspondingly the Emp1re as a market for Bnttsh 

prnducts has actually shrunk. 

The political reflection of the economic divergence of the 
Dommions aud the Colonies from Britain expresses i:self in fe;erish 

·efforts to achieve Empire economic unity at Imperial Conferences. 
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However instead of increasing unity the .resul~s· of the industrialisa· 
tion of the Empire are towards increasing divergence. This process' 
coupled with the increased financial and trading penetration of the 
Empire by U. S. A. clenrly demonstrates that the process of ,declin'e 
still con:inues. In Europe, too, the situation bristles with difflcu?­
ties for British capitalism. The rapid recovery of Germany as a 
result of th~ golden stream of U. S.A. dollars and the complication~ 
which are increasing from the operation of the Dawes Plan in market~ 
ing reparations .is reacting against the b~sic industries of Britain. 
The tendency towards approachments between Germany and France 
as instanced in the steel cartel, all these have the effect of undermi­
ning the political and industrial supremacy of Britain in Europe. 
The development of the Nationalist M(•Vements in India, Egypt and 
particularly in China with their increasing revolt against Imperialist 
exploitation only create new problems in maintaining greater armed 
forces in holding down those subject peopie. 

The development of the U.S.S.R. in the building of Socialism 
and the resuiting improvement in the conditions of the workers and 
peasants is known to the British working class, To the oppressed 
people of the Colonies and subject nations as to the workers of Britain, 
Soviet Russia has given moral aud material assistance to free them:..· 
selves from the grip of imperialism and thereby earned the undying 
hatred of the British bourgeoisie. British impetialism, surrounded 
on every hand by · insuperable difficulties, is attempting to overcome 
them at the expense of the British working class, by military and 
naval intervention in China and by breaking tr~de and diplomatic 
relations with the first worke,rs state-the U.-S. S. R. 

The Revolution of the Working Class. 

We have only to review the industriaf struggles ~£the work· 
ing class since 192 I to understand 'the increasing conflict which 
arises in the process of capitalist decl~ne. in the six rears period 
between 1906 and xgu, 38.68 million working day~ were lost, 
between 1918·23, 183.81 million working days were lost~ and in the 
period c£ 1924·26, three years only, exceeded the totaf fo~

the preced· 
ing six years of 1918·23· The degree of success in these struggles 
has only been the expedence'. Shackled by a Trade ~nion b11re~ 
aucracy and an out of date organisational machine thlf! working 
class has been forced to make concessions in wages to I the extent 

• I 

of £ro·s miJiions per '"·eek, and in hours in the ca. se of tteminers.· 

U::cmployment, always a permanent feature of capitalist 
society. ha5 assumed tremen~ous propo~tions i~1 the post·\~~r period·. 
The h tghcst percentage of frade U mon unemployed 1h pre-war 
pcr;od was in !908 when 7.8 per cent. was unemployed. In 1',1914 only 
3·3 per cent, in 1926 1::..1 per cent. In conjut.dion with the Trade 
Union ·Llt:employed figures must 'be noticed the enormo~s amount 
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of short t~me worke~ in the mining and textile industries in parti­
cular. 1 he expend1ture on Poor Law relief despite the tightening 
up of regulations continues to expand. In 1913 the expenditure for 
?94'U7 was £u.59 millions, while in 1925 the expenditure had 
l!lCreased to £31.21 millions with 1,205,267 recipients. In 1926 
the General Strike and Mining Lock·out almost doubled these 
figures, and the present recipients increased as the process of dis­
allowed benefits (to the extent of over 40,000 per month) through 
the tightening regulation in ·the administration of Unemployment 
Benefit at the Labour Exchanges. That this policy of increasing 
impoverishment is to be extended is foreshadowed in the Blanes• 
burgh Proposals and the Reform of the Poor Law, Another factor 
is the simplification of the Labour process in industry by the use 
of improved machinery which enables more unskilled workers, men 
and women and young workers to be absorbed in industry. In this 
process of reducing working class standards a noticeable feature is 
the tendency towards levelling of wages. Not an upward tendency 
towards the skilled 'I'IOrkers' wages, but a downward tendency of 
skilled workers to unskilled rates (i. e. engineers and unskilled 
workers). I . . 

The polit~~al and industrial outlook of the working class; 
however, has un~ergone a considerable change in comparison with 
pre·war days. ~he war left the existing leadership of the Trade 
Union Movemen bankrupt of any ideas or methods as to conducting 
the workers' str ggle in the period of capitalist decline. Class 
collaboration, th .' policy adopted in the pre~ war period, gave to the 
British working lass certain "palliatives," but the same policy in 
the post·war has 'bnly meant worse conditions. Consequently there 
has developed an' opposition to this policy of Reformism expressing 
itself in the NatiJnal Minority Movement. 

To·da; th~ correctness of the policy of the National Minority 
Movement is being clearly demonstrated. The short boom follow­
ing the Mining Lock·out is passing. The coal industry approaches 
another crisis despite the sacrifices in wages and hours. Iron and 
steel, shipbuilding and engineering textiles, all the basic industries, 
are faced with Baldwin's slogan, 11the wages of all workers must 

come down."

It believes that the ineffectiveness of 
the Anglo· Russian Joint Advisory Council, caused by the attitude 
of the General Council, enc6utaged the Conservative Government 
to increase its attacks upon the British and Russian workers. This 
could have been prevented had the General Council been a real 
fighting instrument, mobili;ing the workers of both countries 
against the present goveremen~.

"This Conference declares that the iptroduction of the Trade 
Union Act is not merely an act of revenge for the General Strike,, 
but is a weapon whereby British capitalism is endeavouring to shackle 
the working class in order to stabilise itself in the new period of 
acute capitalist decline. This Act is calculated to give the capitalist 
class a free hand to pursue its threefold offensive against the workers, 
namely: 

• 1. Against the wages and conditions of British workers. 

2. Against the Chinese Revolution. 

· 3. Against Soviet Russia. 

"This Conference believes that the ea>y p'1s:;age of this rea.ctio­
D;l.ry mea~ure has been made possible by the lack of policy displayed 
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by the Trade Union and Labour leaders, who throughout the fight 
against tho Bi111mve limited tha struggle to waiting for the return 
of a Labour Government to repeal the'· Act. The workers have to 
choose whether they will fight and' defeat the Bill now, or whether 
they will allow the capitalists to follow it up by J;he further reaction­
ary measures which will shatter all dreams of an easy repe::~.l of this 
Act by the next L:tbour Governm~nt. . 1 

I 
"This Conference declares that it is lack of a .. common policy 

for fighting the Act before and after it becoming Jaw that has led to 
the present chaotic situation. Instead of one common fighting 
policy we :find the. Postal Workers' Union withdrawing from the 
LabourParty and Trades Union Congress, the National Union of 
Eailwa.ymen deciding to il.lter its rules to suit tl;le requirements of · 
the Act, the Transport and General W01:kers' Union deciding not to 
operate the Act. 

"We declare this division of policy to be suicidal, and strongly 
_condemn the General Council of the T. U. C. for the lack of leader­
ship that has made such a position possible. We all upon the coming 
Trn.de Union Congress an Edinburgh to formulate a policy of com­
plete opposition to the Act itself and to the J?Olicy of adapting union 
rules to the requirements of the Act. 

"This Conference declares that the Trade Unions must be 
prepared to refuse to operate the Act, and calls on the whole Move­
ment to be ready to support any. Trade Union which is attacked by 
the Government for so doing. The British workers experienced 
such a situation during th.e war period, w)len ittspite of the Muni­
tions Act they found it possible to fight in defence of their rights. 

"This Conference c~lls on the Unions. to ignore the Act by 
collecting the Political Levy as before, and by insisting on the rigltt 
of the mass sympathetic and political strik~ if rendered necessary by 
circumstances. At the same time it urges the workers to be prepared 
for the Trade Union bureaucra.cy attempting to use the Act as an 
excuse for avoiding struggles likely to bring the Unions into conflict 
with the Government-such attempts must be frustrated. 

"This Conference pledges itself (and calls upon the Edinburgh 
Congress to do likewise) to fight the Act by every means in its power. 
It urges the workers to organise powerful factory committees, 
uniting the workers in the factories, workshops an~ . mines, and 
dem!l.nds that the General Council shall organise .a declSlve struggle 
against the Act, so that in the event of the Government taking pro­
ceedings against any Union refusing to operate it, the whole .Tra~e 
Union Movement shall be prepared to declare a General Stnke m 
defence of that Union, anu secure the do1Ynf all of the Bahhvin 
I~Iiuority Government which is threa.tening to introduce Ly so-called

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' co~ubitutiornl HU:tns a. sy:;tem of shwct-y a.n:tlogoua t.o that which

( 9}. REPORT OF THE NATIONAL MINERS' 

MINORITY MOVEMENT 

The Minltl's' lock-out 

The last Annual Conference of the Minority Movement took 
place during the eighteenth week of the lock-out, at the time when 
the deinand was being made for an embargo on coal and a compul· 
sory levy. 

The failure of the T. U. C. t:> act in either of these matters 
is well known. It was mainly because o'f this pitiful failure that the 
struggle continued for a further twelve weeks, terminating in Nove· 
ber of 1926. 

During the later, as in the earlier, stages of the conflict the 
Miners' Minority Movement worked !\ltrenuously to get adopted a 
scientific and more active organisation of the struggle. Even in the 
earliest stages, through the agency of the Minority Movement, 
proposals had been advanced at the National M.F.G.B. conference 
for centralising the machinery and mobilising all the forces under 
th~ control of a central

1 
committee ·in the endeavour to divest the 

district organisations and leaders of all power to make any local 
agreeements. 

The failure of theM. F. G. B. to adopt this course had the 
eff~ct of encouraging the owners to continue the lock·out in the 
hope that soon one or other of the districts would capitulate. 

That the policy of the Minority Movement was correct and

(io) REPORT OF NATIONAL METAL WORKERS' 

MINORITY rMOVEMENT. 

The following is.a b~ief-outline of the m~in poiJJi;sin.the work 
of the Metal Sectio.t:uince the last conference: 

Amalgamation .. '. ·-. 

In conformity with our programme we have conducted a 
continuous agitation in the unions for amal'gamation. 

The internal crises in the Boilermakers', Foundry Workers', 
Blacksmiths' and Shipwrights' Unions, made it necessary for our 
members in these unions to emphasise that the real step towards a 
solution of these difficulties was to be found in amalgation on the 
basis of One Union for the Metal Industry, and accordingly we have 
conducted campaigns inside these unio~s towards that end. · 

• I 

The Executive Committee of the National Union of Foundry 
Workers indicated .to the Genemi Coun~il of th~ Trades Union 
Cpngress i.ts willingness to amalgama.t~ :wi~h ,otqer unions, and the 
prgani~ation Committee of the General Council, in conformity wiph 
the decisions on Industrial Unionism a~ the Trades lJD:ion Oongress~s, 
~92! an~ 192f3, wrote to all unions in phe :metal industry inyiting 
~hem to indicate their readiness to participate ~n a conference fo~ 
.amalgamapion. 1 

Unfortunately only 'seven of the unions replied favourably,. 
with the result that on July 13th the Organisation Cqmmittee 
considered the replies and d~oided that t~ey did not justify a ;pecial 

., I, . . . 
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conference being calleLl, but; that the whole ·question would have to 
btl. considered at the Edinburgh T.U.C. 

Prior to this the General Council of the Trades Union -congress 
has, in furthern.nce of the decisions of the Hull and Bournemouth 
Congress on organisation by industry, bedn ·in negotiaton with the 
E.T.U. • The branches of this union were accordingly invited to 
express their opinions as to what policy the union . should pursue • 
towards operating these dicisions. · 

The Sub-Executive Committee of our Section decided upon a. 
definite lead to be given on the policy to be pursued, and every 
branch of this union, in addition. to all E.T.U. associate members, 
were oircularised. From reports received there is very indication that 
our policy has strong support in the branches t~roughout the country. 

Whilst there has been no big amalgamation between engineer­
ing unions since 1920 we .can at least claim that we have forced the 
question to the front, and it is only the conservativeness and obstinacy 
of many of the union officials that now stands in the way of consum­
mation. 

The Wages Questi.on 

On the wages question, we have agitated in the uni~ns for 
standing by the original 20s. claim. It is not possible to repeat 
here the history of the negotiations with the employers, but after the 
surrender of the union executives to the terms of the employers, we 
issued 50,000 special leaflets explaining the meaning of the terms 
~nd urging a. sol.id vote against.acceptance. · 

The result of the ballot was: 

For acceptance of the proposals 81,575 

Against the proposals.................................... 41,527 

Number of ballot papers issued .................... 326,963 

Number of votes cast .................................... 123,102 

Votes not used................................................ 203,861 

We can very definitely claim, as the only left \Ving organised 
force in tho trade unions, that the 41,527 votes cast against the . 
employers' proposals were due to our agitation and propaganda, 
'because the way in which the negotiations had been conducted for 
three years had created such a frame of mind that the men where 
they were prepared to say "as bad as the offer is, we had better 
accept this or we shall get nothing." 

The dissatisfaction regarding the offer can be seen by the 
enormous number of votes that were riot used; apparently the offer 
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dicl not interest them enoGgb.to.make them· attend. the branch and 
vote. To abstain from. voting, of course, is o. ~istaken policy.

The National Sub-Executive Committee decided that speci~i 
efforts should be made to build up the Minority Movement amongst 
the workers engaged in the heavy iro~ and steel and tinplate industry. 
To do this it was found neoes~ary to issu~ a special programme that 
would be particularly applicable to these workers. · ;. 

The following is the programme which has been accepted at a 
recent conference in· Swansea, where · a District· C~mittee has now 
been established: 

(1) An increase in wages of 20s. per week on all existing rates to 
all.adult grades with a minimum of 16s. per shift. 

(2) ,The establishment of a 44-hour working' week, and the 
abolition of overtime.

In the rc'\"ision of the n1les of A. E. U. in lO~G a clause was 
·addt:-d to Hula 3 to protect the Loc:1l General Purposes Funds of the 
branches from intetference by the Executive of the union. 'l'he 
Executive, however, placed an interpretation upon this clause which 
forbids the raising of the levy for this fund llS hitherto and conse• 
quently deprins the branches of any fund for affiliation to local Trades · 
Councils or any progressive movement such as the Minority : 
:llovement. · 

We have conducted a. campaign on this question throughout 
the branches of the A.E. U. and many branche·s refused to operate the 
ruling of the union Executive. Some branch' secretaries have even 
been suspended from office for this. It is not possible to give any 
complete statement on the .number of branches that refuse to operate 
the Executive's ruling, owing to the lack of reports from the districts 
but from :llanchester we have authoritative information to the effect 
that at least 25 branches under the :Manchester District are refusi~g. 
This alone, is an indication of the strong feeling that exists in the 
branches on this question, but it is no use shutting our eyes to the 
fact that this decision of the A. E. U. Executive has made our task 
of securing branch affiliations a. much more difficult one, In spite of 
this, there has been a. steady inflow of ne~ affiliatiop.s. 

However, the Final Appeal Court of the A. E. U. at their 
meeting at Fleetwood, have just given a decision against the inter­
pretation of the Executive, and declared in favour of raising the 
leYy as hitherto. 

The volume of protest from the branches against the inter· 
pretation of the Executive no doubt belped.considerably towards the 
decision of the Final Appeal Court. · 

In connection with the development of· the Metalworkers' 
Section, the following districts have been. visited: ' ·

(ir) REPORT OF TRANSPORT WORKERS' MINORITY 

MOVEMENT. 

Rail Section Report• 

· Following the 1926 Annual Conference, a national agitation 
was concentrated on for the restoration of the guaranteed week and 
full time for shopmen. The support given ta this campaign com• 
pelled the leaders to approach the companies on this question. 

At the meeting held on December 21st, 1926 the companies 
suggested a conditional restoration which would have abrogated the 
National Agreement and introduced a seven day working week. . 

The leaders' intention to keep the rank and file ignorant of 
the position was thwarted by the exposure of the companies' terms 
in the "Sunday Worker.'' Had it not been for our vrganised acti· 
vities in the rail unions, the leaders would have capitulated to the 
demands of the railway companie:;. Whe!l the "gradual" restoration 
:was agreed to, we warned rail workers of the dangers of its appli· 
catit)n, 

The "splitters", agreement whereby new entrants into a grade 
receive "basic rate," created a dangerous situation. Our propaganda 
in the branches was responsible for a campaign to force an application 
for revision to the National Wages Board, which subsequently 
rejected the application. 

Onr ·work had its reflection on the agendas of the N. U. R. 
Annr.al Conference, held at c;rlisle, where a definite move towards 
amalgamation was made. · · 

The attempt at the N.U.R. Conference to rush the delegates 
into a decision (without mandate) to adapt the rules of the union to 
the anti-Trade Union Act, met with astrongoposit!on from militant 
delegates. This proposal ~as refe~red ~ack to the members prior 
to the Special General Meeting, wh1ch will make a decision. 
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The following is the programme of damands formulated by 
the rail sections:

(2) £3. xos. national minimum wage. 

{3) Twelve working days' holiday wilh full pay, and free

TRANSPORT SECT!ON REPORT 

The attempts to secure a progressi"ve policy within the Trans· 
port and General Workers' Union by the rank and file have been 
restricted by lack of organisation and checked by the official 
bureaucracy occupying positions for which in many cases they have 
been selected, instead of being elected by the rank and file- of the 
union. 

It is generally recognised that the leading officials have 
supported the policy of "peace in industry," and have ignored 
important issues raised by the rank and file, such as "decasualisa· 
tion" and "increase on the wage scale," etc. Our policy for a more 
effective organisation was strongly supported at the Swansea Bien· • 
nial Conference, although forcibly opposed by the officials. 

The Transport Section of our movement has been pressing 
forward a programme of. immediate demands •.

(1) Continuation of the principle of National Policy and 
National Agreements. 

(2) Return to the Lord Shaw Award of t6s. per day. 

(3) Decasualisation and maintenance scheme to embrace all 
dockers at present registered.

This. frontal attack by the Government, assisted by the reac· 
tionary leadership, has stimulated the agitation, for all workers in .the 
trade becoming membe;s of the T. and G. W .U. in order to create a 
uinted front against futher attacks by the employers and Government.

Since our last Annual Conference workers in the em.ploy of 
these companies ha,·e experienced rationalisation in the industry, 
with its consequent effect upon the conditions of employment. 

Owing to the bus workers' agreement terminating next year 
our efforts will be concentrated on the complete revision of working 
hours and the ·abolition of the "spread·over" system now in force. 

TRAMS. 

The Tramway companies have introduced more powerful 
motors, with consequent increased strain on the workers' men~a.l and 
physical capacities, without compensating them by reduction of 

hours or increased wages. 
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The future task of our comrades is to org-anise for the stan· 
dardisation of conditions of employment. 

TUBES. 

The introduction of a new type of train has resulted in a reduction 
in the number of workers required and our members have carried on 

, an agitation for the retention of all staff and for increased wages. 

After extended negotiations the companies have offered the 
workers a bonus system, which . aimed at placating those engaged 

· on the different railways under the control of the combine. 
' ' 

. Our members have continuously pointed out the dangers of 
accepting the bonus system as a substitute for a reduction of work· 
ing hours, but the workers' representatives have accepted this form 
of compensation, which is to the disadvantage of the workers 
engaged. 

Between now and our next Annual Conference better and 
more efficient organisation must be our task in order .to bring about 
the standardisation or coditions of employment for all tube railway. 
workers. · 

SEAMEN'S SECTION REPORT. 

Following our last Annual Conference it was decided to extend 
our work in the different ports of the world by making contacts with 
the interantioual Seamen's Clubs visit~d by seamen. 

At the Biennial Conference of the T. and G. W. U., held 
at Swansea last July, our· resolution demanding the admission of 
British seamen into this Union was defeated by a small majority. 
This was due to the efforts of the leading officials, who feared the 
inevitable struggle over the P. C. 5· . 

"fhe recent crisis within the N .S. U. has had the effect of in­
creasing the opposition to Havelock Wilson's policy of collaboration 
with the employers and the decision to loan £ Io,ooo to the Non•

The Revolution in China first came vividly before the eyes· 
of the workers of the west after Lhe Shanghai events of 1925. The 
shootings at Shanghai and Shameen by the British Imperialists 
and the General Strikes which followed, changed the whole charac· 
ter of the movement by bringing in the working class as · _an 

• organised revolutionary force for the first time. _ At. the sa~e 
time the conditions of exploitation o£ the Chinese workers revealed· 
by the strikes acted as a powerful shock on the western workers'.'. . ' 

The fact oi the Baldwin Government's struggle against the 
British miners, la:;.ting for seven months: gave the Chinese 'revo~ 
lution an opportunity to adva nee. The end of the Lock·out saw 
the beginning of British armed intervention in China and of the 
imperialists' attempt to split off the Chinese bourgeoisie from the, 
revolutionary \vorkers and peasants. At the same time, the British 
workers recognising their common interest with the Chinese workers 
in the struggle against imperialism, by the ''Hands off China" 
Movement gave expression to that interest. The movement was 
!abotaged by the reformist leaders, who took sides with,Jhe. 
imperiali~t government against the revolutionary workers and 
peaoants of China, expressing their "sympathy" with the bourgeois 
nationalism of such murders ~f the workers as Chiang Kai Shek • 

. . 
The Revolution to-day has reached its most critical period •. 

The generals, from Chang·Tso-Lin to Feng·Yu·H;;ien, have forme~ 
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n united front of feudal militarists and capitalist bourgeoisie against\ 
, the working class and peasants' revolution. The Trade Unions 
· are being suppressed or weakened, the peasants shcst down and 

their Unions smashed, ·Nevertheless, the social character of the 
Chinese revotution has gained such force, the agrarian revoJution 
gathered such impetus, that we can now say that c:lass issues are 
uppermost in the Chinese situa.tionto-day. The masses are opposed 
to a united front of generals, .,radical" · revolutionaries, anq i'rri- . 
perialist troops and warships. · 

It is the duty of the British workers in these circumstances 
to support to the uttermost the struggle of the Chinese masses by 
a fight against British imperialism. If the British troops and war· 
ships are withdrawn from China, then the Chinese militarist& 
and capitalists cannot resist the onward surge- of the masses. 

With the breaking-off. of relationships with the U.S.S.R. 
by the Baldwin Government, the growing antagonism between 
Britain and U.S.A., the renewal of the Anglo· Japanese Alliance 
by a fresh "naval understanding," the danger of an ~mperialist 
war in the Pacific grows each day; 

The Pan-Pacific Labour Conference at Hankow in June 
decided that capitalist exploitation and capitalist militarism in the 
Pacific could only be fought successfully by a united front t>f the 
Pacific labour movements, in spite of the differences in raoe ani/, 
culture at present dividing them. ~· 

The interests of the B~itish Trade Union Moveme~t in the 
Far East and Pacific are immense. !ndia, Chin~, the Malay States, 
are all sources of cheap labour .exploited by the British imperialists 
to the disadvantage of British labour at home. Australia and 
New Zealand are white countries whose policy and conditions 
directly affect the standard .oL white labour throughout the world, • 
and because of the emigration question especially affect British 
labour. · 

The only solution for the problems of the Pacific Labour 
Movement is a united front against imperialism, which at present 
keeps them divided, culturally and racially, using the position of 
the Chinese· and lndia~s to threaten that of the Australians, etc. ·

It is equally essential that the Trade .Union Movement of 
this country should fight for world. Trade. Union unity. The 
Chinese worker~ are leading the struggle in the Pacific against 
war and imperialism. The British unions must support them fu 
that fight, which is the. fight of the workers of the whole world.

Dear Comrade Bradley, 

I read with interest your letter to the League and note what 
you say regarding the movement in India, and especially your 
remarks on the Bombay strike situation, and also the relation 
between you and Mr. Jhabwala. It is very unfortunate that this 
should occur at this moment when there is such a need for a co· 
hesive cooperative action ·in view of the pending report of the 
enqniry,. which undoubtedly will affect the Bombay Textile 
workers. 

I wrote you some time ago with a reqnest if it is possible, to 
forward some photographs of incidents in the lives of the workers 
at Bombay. I notice that the photo press publish some interesting 
photographs in the various papers, (Indian) but it is impossible to 
reproduce them in any of our papers here, they must have either 
the negative or a good black and white print. And also, in convcrsa· 
tion with Mr. Bakhale with whom I and others had a short conversa­
tion, I understand that minutes of the J cint Strike Committee are 
obtainable. This would be invaluable for us. Could you arrange to 
forward the League some copies? Our work here is progressing 
very well. I sent out few weeks ago a report of the Bombay 
strike, which I am sending by another letter and the result has 
been very good so far, in the way of finan.cial response. Also the 
llorning Post has given us a boost,. in the form of an article, call· 
bg us a Bolshevik organisation, · for two reasons, I. Because our 
office, (on rent), is part of the building taken by the Labour 
Research Department. (2) Because the Pan-Pacific Secretariat, 
has given a Donation. and states that the Amal Soc. of Dyers 
Bleachers and Finishers and Kindred Trade, gave us a sum of 
/., 100, showing-the Post argues-the extent of influence-of the 
"Bolsheviks.'' And again that several Trade Unions gave some 
1mall donations, showing the process of Bolshevisation of these 
organisations. Of course it finishes its article by asking what the 
Lab::.ur Pa~ty is going to do about it. The Post need have no fear. 
They are going more and more to the· Capitalist side and leaving 
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the workers stranded and sabotaging the real operations of the 
workers for struggle. 

I would like to say also that the League passed a resolution 
supporting the workers and Peasant~\ First. All India Conference 
because it is an organisation of workers; of course our activities 
are confined to more or less pure indu~'trial work-we Jo not parti· 
cipa~e in the political side, though J realise that it is impossible 
to really cut a line of demarcation between them, yet despite that 
we carry on the industrial activities and leave political questions 
aside. I would like also to have reports of the various conferences, 
in full, if posslble. It will be very useful for me to form conclu· 
sions as to the advance the movement has made during the year. 

Please let me have as much information as possible in that 
way and I wilf let yo11 have in return for yo.ur labour as much 
information regarding our work as I can. Hoping that you will 
continue to correspond and that your health will permit your 
doing so,
