against the efficient record of service ; or if compelled, the 
irreguJars may even be penalised with a view to rectify. 
(ii) Attendance of inferior and operative staff will be drop of 
tickets at the time-keeper's office. Late coming to the time of 
five minutes may be executed in individual cases by the depart­
mental heads but the repetition of the same will certainly count 
against individual record.

N A ':lURE AND RECRVIrliENT OP LABOUR. 

. There a·ra two officers, five clerks and about 200 ·workmen 
of which 150 are men and 40 women and 10 children. . 

AU workers live in their village homes hi seven villages 
within three miles round -tho factory. None are permanently 
~ttled in the ~ine Factory_area.. Workmen and women are all 
casuallabour and none is on permanent basis. For they work 
in the .Mine Factory in their leisure hours, i.e., when they can get 
any work in the -villages or have any festival, etc., they will 
never join the factory work. · 

Labour is recruited directly by the management and there 
are no jobbers ot contractors or intermediatory. No· corrupt 
practices or abuses are found in recruitment. Average number 
9f.lal)ou,rers are varying from 200 to 75 ·according to the season 
and cer~monies, etc .• in the villages. . 

SkHled labourers are also. casual and. their attendance is 
never· regular •. Attendance of an the skilled and unskilled 

.labourers arc irregular. ·The management would be glad to 
hav~ p~rmanent workers and tried best to. ·induce the -worker 
to be so, offering higher wages but could not succeed. 

CONDITIONS .OP EMPLOYMENT.. . . 

. There are no serl"ice rules. There are no apprentices as 
'!fhoever come to work are employed on pay but they are given 
facilities to be trained in skilled work when they work on pay. 

Question of promotion, leM·e, does not arise as none are 
regular in attendance. Those who are less irregular in attend· 
~~ce are employed in work drawing more and higher wages. 

There are no schemes of gratuity or provid~nt fond .. In 
1937 there were 73 holidays and in 1936 there were 83 holidays. 
The Mine Factory is worked for. over two years from January 
1936. 

For serious indiscipline. or other major offences· labourers 
are suspended or dismissed temporarily and for minor · offences 
they are generally warned and for repetition are fined. .It is the 
custom that workers can explain their cases or put their 
grievances to-the higher authorities if they like and sometim~, 
vhen any punishment is brought to the notice of the. Managers 
the worker is called and heard: 
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· There i~ no system of fines or reduction of wages, etc. 

. The workere are employed on daily wages system and are 
paid weekly .. About 80 per cr.nt of the work is done on contract 
or piece rates. They are paid for the actual number of days 
worked and are not paid for the days they do not work. 

Fines if realised are credited to· the Co.mpany. and in the 
year ending on 31st Mar~h 1927, only 11 persons were ,fined 
aggregating to Rs. 2-3·6• 

HoURS OF WORK. 

Working hours are 8 hours a day and there' is only .. o.ne 
shift in the day and no night shift. It is not a continuous 
process factory. 

Very few work overtime.~ For overtime the workers are 
paid higher wages and it is not substituted by leave. 

The Mine l 1actory worked for 292 days in 1937 and 282 
days in 1936. The works have been started from .January 
1936. . 

CoNDITIOnS IN FACTORIES. 

The nature of work is simple and everything is done by Head 
power. No specia.l equipment is required • 

. Pactory Acts should be amended and provisions: be· ma:de·· 
for evasion or violation of Factory .Acts. It is dealt later on. 

WAGES. 

The workers are employed on daily wage system but 80 
per cent of work are done by piece system rate .settled. with 
~·orkers. 

There are certain rategoriee of work for which there are· 
fixed rdece rate. 

. Males get higher rate and females lower rate than that for 
male and rate for children is still lower. If on working it is 
found that the rate is lower and is not adequate for the labour 
done, it is raiserl nccording to the nature of work. For mining 
rate is 8 anr:as per 4:9 cubic feet and for washing 7 cwt. raw clay 
in one washing rate is ou~ anna three pie~ per wa~bing~ ~of 

. mt1le workers da11y wage lS 3_ annas ptlr day. ·. 
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For oYertime working, a day is counted by six hours. 

No deductions whatsoenr are made from wages and la.hourel's 
are not to and do not contribute anything to any kinds of 
fund. 

There is no scheme for payment of bonus or anything. If 
any worker does satisfactorv work be is rewarded.

We are in favour of establishment of minimum wages. 

Minimum wages should be Lased on (1) p:ice of commodities, 
'i.e., food!!, (2) standard of living of tbe classes from which the 
workers come, (3) rates prevaler.t in· the surrounding places, 
(4) profits in the industry and (5) nature of work. 

Work Councils should determine the fixing ami revising 
of minimum wages. It should be differe~:t from centre b centre 
as the above conditions are different frvm centre ro centre. 

Fc,r preventing the minimum wages from becoming maxi­
mum the Inspector of },actol'ies or Officers of Lj,bour and 
Industries Departrnimt of the Government should be empo"er2d 
to examir:e them in the factory periodically. Or the manage­
ment will have to submit reports of such changes or wage rates 
to the labour and Industry Dclpartment reriodically by ~\ct.;. 

ED"LCA.TION. 

No schools are provided here for workers and tl.:eir children 
and there are no reading room (Jf library. 

Free schools should be provided for the cLildren of the 
workers and workers themselves if they read in night time. 

HEALTH. 

1he employer stocks certfi.in medicines and appliances for 
preliminnry treatment or treatment of winor diseases, and medi­
cines and medical aid is rendered free. 

Stock of medicin(S with a qualified physician should 
attend the factories and workers should get free medical aid. 

There is no periociical medical examination of workers. 

The chief diseases in the locality are fevers, howe I com· 
plaints, small·pou~ and ch0lera. Cholera aud 8mall-poxrs are 
sometimes occur in epidemic form. Mortality in the locality 
is >('ry ~mall. For epidemics, medical staff are called from the 
di~trict board.

There are s1nitary arrflngGmr>ntil for latrinP, and urinal. 
People are accustomed to use fields and jungles fot· latrines, etc. 
Water for washing, bathing and drinking. The \Yater of the 
Ganges are used. We have arrangements for drinking water 
in tLe Mine and Factory. 

There i'l no sickness relief. "'" e are in favour of insuracce 
or similar ar:·angemen ts against sickness on a contriuutory basis. 
'l'bis will gin1 great relief to the workers. 

'Vc recommend legislation co~npulsory maternity benefits. 
Women should get leave for six weeks before and six weeks 
after delivery on full pay and if need be, they may get medical 
aid and financial help for expenses of delivery period. 

HousiNG. 

The 'rorkers live in their village houses n.nd not in the 
factory area. The nJar agement offered them facilities including 
rcnt·iree lands and supply of house materials for constructing 
houses in factory area but they do not agre2 to lire in factory 
area. 

Q~1arters for workers should be provided free by the employ­
er and for staff and workers drawing higher sala.ric~ should get 
quarters on hireopurchase system. 

lNDEB rEDNESS. 

'Yorkers obtain credit from local·village shop'h-.espcr.s and 
have to pay on weekly. The credit price3 are 15 per cent higher 
than cash prices. Further for ceremonies or such other O.:!casions 
the \Yorkers take loans on high rate of interest from vilhgers 
anrl village money lenders and have to repay the same by serving 
the creditor,; on a nominal salary which do no~ cover their living 
expenses. 

Reduction in the pcriol of wagcl plymeJ.ts and pro.npt pay· 
mc:1t will not help this state of affairs. Bmployer occa­
sionally makes au vnnces to the work.;rs. 

Recent amenument of law granting immunity of salary 
ancl wages from attachment haYe ach'erscly aiTected the attitude 
of the money-!enders ancl credit position of workers as tlw money· 
lenders do not lend money and workers sufier. · 

Establishm·mt of eo-operative storcls by the e nployer ot• the

Tht>re has been no accident in our mino factory during last 
~W? years and a half si.nce the mine factory is being worked. 

TRADE UNions. 

1'h.ere is ~o trade union among our workers. 

· We favour Trade Union among workers if it is conducted on 
sound basis. The attitude of trade union leaders should be 
compromising and consider interests of both the workep; and 
employers properly. Generally they have little experience of the 
organisation and mar.agement of industrial Mm·erns and there­
by. create troubles instead of avoiding it. They look to the 
supposed grievances of the workers fro in theoretical point of view 
and· do not consider· it from the practical side. Further if they 
represent and discuss them with the management with a view 
of getting full informations of the practical side as well of re­
dressing the grievances of the workers, there may be no troubles 
and everything work smoothly. 

Trade union should also see to the welfare of the workers 
such as co-operative stores, ·sickness, ·credit societies, health, 
education, accommodation for workers, etc. 

INDUSTRIAL PEAC~. 

There has been no strike in the Mine Factory • 
. I 

We are not in favour of Conciliatory Board of Arbitration. 
We are in favour of Work Councils for settlement of disputes 
and difference between employers and workers. These works 
C~unci.l should meet periodically and settle all affairs affecting 
thE>: workers, and the industry·. by discussions. These W o~ks 
Council sbould consist only of representatives of workers w1th 
opportunities of ready access to the head of the manageme_nt.

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A Memorandum ·on Labour-Employer Relations.

. N A.TION ", PAT.SA. 

• 1. Let me state at the very outset that I welcome the 
-appointment of the Labour Enquiry Committee by the Govern­
' ment:of Bihar and I look upon that step as evidence of a keen 
(lesire on their p:ut to improve the conditions of industrial labour 
and to plaee the employer-employee relations in the ir;dustrial 
concerns of Bihar on a sound and satisfactory footing. The 
q:uestionnaire issued by the _Committee is, in my opinion, a com· 

. prehensive one and covers every aspect of the problem of indus­
~alla.bour. On many of the points covered by the questionnaire 

·information will be difficult to obtain,' specially informati•m 
froin-the Labour standpoint, because, so far as my knowledge 
goes, .there are few organised and recognised associations and 
organisations of labour which can present an accurate and 
authol'itative picture of those conditions. At the same time 
Bihar is at present. only in the threshold of industrialisation ; 
and while a. few industries like the steel and iron industry of 
Jamshedpur and the coal industry of Jha.ria have attained a high 
degree of efficiency, there are other industries that have been 
established here which have yet to stabilise themselves. From 
this standpoint, therefore, the enquiry is veiy opportune, since a 
satisfactory labour policy, if formulated . by the Government in 
the beginning of the industrial era of the province, will be an 
important factor in faC{ilitating the progress of that industriali­
sation along proper and sound lines. It will also be possible by 
that process to avoid some of those more undesirable manifesta· 
tions that industrialisation has brought in its wake in other con­
tries and even in other province in India like Bomaby and to 
a certain extent in the United Provinces and Madras. 

2. I shall endeavour at the outset to indicate to the com­
mittee some ··general and generic considerations about the 
labour problem which should be borne in mind in the evolu­
tion of a policy in that regard by the Government. The first 
thing that I desire to stress in this connection is that for 
smooth industrial development, there should be cordial, harmo­
nious and satisfactory relations betw~en the worker.s in an 
industry and its management. Every Indian is anxious for the 
rapisl and satisfactory development of industries in this country 
since industrialisation offers the only escape out of the conditions 
of under-employment, poverty, and economic disequilibrium to 
which our country ancl countrymen are at present the victims. 
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For industrialisation the first essential iA the investment of ~a pi• 
tal; but that is only the· first esAential. ·Every· considerable 
industry before it can stabilise itself in India has inevitably to 
confront competition from ~imilar industries operatin·g in for~ign 
countries, and in some respects even from industries operating 
within India herself, if they are ·operating ·within the borders 
of tbe Indian States, the products of which· have · already~~caj-· 
tured a market in India. .For this purpose, there is· ~very· 
necessity for th,e State to come forward with measures of•assist;;. 
ance to the industry by affording it protection by ·means ot. 
tariffs and imposition of import duties. Having obt~ined . that 
protection, it will be the duty of the industry in its own interests 
to d'o everything not only to improve the efficiency of •: itS. 
methods of' production arid eliminate wastage by, introd·ucing~ 
what are known as processes of rationalisation but also improve,;.· 
standardise and put on .an efficient basis the conditiOnS' .. of. the· 
workers in the industry. The pursui~ of such a policy should 
not ordinarily be an obligation imposed upon the·. industries 
from above by the GC?vernment but should be a duty which 
they should impose upon themselves for their'own benefit and 
ad vantage. The provision of facilities for the ·working· popu-. 
lation to live healthy .lives both by the payment. of adequate 
wages and by providing healthy · housing conditions,. and ,to, 
enable them to perform their operations under satisfactory condi.;. 
tions is a.n important contributory factor to the improvement :of 
the efficiency of the workers and to facilitate a ·community ·of 
workers to develop who will regard industriai·occupation \ a!f a 
fixed and permanent one. The 'industrial commission ·which 
reported in 1918 put the position ·in this regard in the most 

·appropriate and illuminating manner and in words which are 
applicable as much to conditions today as they did· to' conditions 
twenty years ago. Wrote the· Commission:-

"The problem (of improving labour conditl.ons)·.not only on 
moral grounds but also .for economic reasons must be solved 
with the least avoidable delay, if the existing and future indus· 
tries in India· are to hold their own against the ·ever·growi.ng 
competition, which will be still serious after the war. No ind~~-

- trial edifice ca1:1 be permanent which is built on such unsouQd 
foundations as those afforded by Indian labour under its present 
conditions." · 

3. After having briefly stated the general principles whi~ll, 
in my . opinion, shonld be given the fullest consideration in 
the discussion of the problem of labour-employer 'relatioZ:s~ ·I 
will endeavour to deal_ in some detail with one bnporta.ht 
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aspect of those relations, namely, the problem of industrial pe&ee. 
The preservation of peaceful ccnditions in industries is an 
important factor in the progress of industries as well as in 
promoting the welfare of labour. Industrial contlict on the other 
hand retards that progress besides proving in the long run highly 
detrimental to the interest of labour as a whole. Conflict 
arises either from unsatisfactory conditions under which 
labour has to work, inadequate wages and long hours of work, 
lack of smypathy on the part of employers towards employees, 
unsatisfactory labour leadership and absence of trade unions 
and consequently lack of opportunities. for corporate action and 
collective bargaining on the part of the workers. At the same 
time, it should also be remembered that. there is a danger of 
Indian labour being too much actuated by western ideals and 
demanding concessions which may not be J>racticable in the 
conditions under which industries have_to work in the country. 
To quota an example, a working day of eight hours, which some 
of the more advanced industrial countries have introduced, is 
an imprac:tica.ble proposition in India. in the nfar future. 
Especially is this so in a province like Bihar where indus­
trial labour is in an essentially unsettled .and fluctuating 
state, where there are few registered and recognised trade 

_.. unions worth the name and where labour leadership is mostly in 
the hands of persons who are not directly conr.ected with the 
industry or drawn from among the ranks of labour itself. 
Labour is thus · susceptible to he swayed by the interested 
agitation of outsiders and to forget what constitutes its own 
welfare by resorting to lightning strike. 

4. When, therefore, legislation about hours of work and 
minimum wages and other measures has to be undertaken 
the above signmcant factors about labour have to be borne 
in mind. 'l'hat variations in the rate of industrial progress, in 
the efficiency of labour, in the standards of life to which workers 
are accustomed should be tAken into :1ccount in legislating 
about · hours of work and so on is a view which bas found 
expression in the constitution of the International Labour 
Organisation in an unmistakable manner. Organised labour 
is noi yet a factor which can be counted upon in India and the 
principal characteristic of the workers' life is still ib migra­
toriness from agriculture to industry and back again from 
indU4try to agriculture. There is, even in the year of grace 
1938, a considerable elen.ent of truth on the observation of the 
Royal Commission <>n ~bour that " in India organised indus· 
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try cannot be regarded as lowering the standard of living of 
those it absorbs, the majority of whom have left the field for 
the factory to secure an alleviation of their hardships." Article 
41 of the constitution o~ the International Labour Organisation 
recognises that defferences of climate, habits, and customs;, of 
economic opportunity and industrial traditiou make strict 
uniformity in the conditions of labour difficult of attainment. 
Similarly Article lH of tLil constitution states that ''in framing 
any rclcommendations or drafl; conventions of general applica­
tion, the conference shall have due regard to those countries in 
which climatic conditions, the imperfect development of indus• 
trial organisation or other special circumstances make the 
industrial conditions substantially different. " 

5. There should l1e the fixation of a minimum wage for 
each grade of workers in a particular industry but there 
should he no attempt at fixing a uniform rate of wages. Each 
industry should be ~udged by itself and the nature of work, 
the financial conditions of the industry, the quality of labour 
available and other relevant factors should be taken into 
consideration in fixing the minimum wage. For example, in 
sugar industry in Bi~ar, there is need for security of tenure; 
in the coal inuustry there is need for the exclusion of 'vomen 
from under2round work. In the case of an industry like the 
textile industry, for instanre., the position is complicated by the 
fact that tt3xtile mills arc situated in different provinces and 
a minimum wnge fixed for workers in that industry in 
Bomaby may not be possible for tho~:~e employed in the same 
industry, l'ay, in the United Provinces or Madras. I may refer 
in this connection to the fact that the Cawnpore Labour 
Enquiry Committee recommended a minimum wage for Cawn· 
pore tex:tile workers but that the amount of rise recommended was 
disputed by the willowners on tho ground that such fixation of 
minimum wage without reference to the wages in other indu­
strial centres would unduly handic~p the Cawnpore industry. 

6. The process of fixing a minimum wage for workers 
in industries is a difficult one. All industries are not equally 
devtloped ; and even in the same industry the variations from 
place to place are, us I said, striking and unignorable. They 
are not also equally well esta~lished and equally successful. 
The quality of work turned out hy the workers employed 
in similar processes or activity in the different centres differs 
from centre to centre, ind11stry to industry, arid. even within 
the same industry. The report of the committee which recently 
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tOnclucted an enquiry. into the affairs of the C9.wnpore textile 
industry· reveals the impediments '11 ready referred to in the way of 

. the determination of such a wage with any degree of accuracy. 
_ "In fixing a minimum'' wage; the committee say~, "we bave neces­

sarily to take the cost of living into account. We have to determine 
the standard. That is not an easy matter. Physiological, f:OCial 
and environmental elements of the problem bave all to be care­
fully examined". cc But notwithstanding all those and other 
factors· which may appear insurmountable at first, Govern­
ment should take a hand in inducing the various industries to 
fix a minimum, wage for tbtl workers in the ¥arious grades and 
standardise the wages of workers in the same process in an 
ind~try.. A minimum w~<re is labour's irresistible demand 
as weU as its i'nperative ne£>d. But preliminary to fixing that 
wage in¥citig:ltions will have· to be ca.rried out to find out 
the standard of living of the workers in a particular locality, 
the ·average ·profits that the industry has been making over 
a series of year.:, the depreciation charges that must have 
been incurred by the industry and the extent and the nature 
of· the provision of other amenities for the workers which 
operate as rt>al wages. Havin~ fixed. a minimum wage on the 
basis of information on these matters, Government, if neces~ary, 
by legislation should also set up a suitable machin• ry for_ the. 
determination of what. constitute a minimum wage from time to 
time and to suggest suitable alterations in the minimum wage 
fixed initially. -No labour policy can claim to be a complete or 

.~-satisfactory policy which does not guarantee this inalienable right. 
of a minimum wage to labour ; it is the only method of ensur­
ing peace in industry and promoting soehl security." 

7. When lhe necessity for fixing a minimum wage has 
been recognised the corresponding necessity for standardis­
ing the rates of wages in the various processes of the industry 
should also be rl'cognised. In such a case it will become 
essential _to establish a suitable machinery which will collect 
materials and statistics which will be helpful in formulating 
a; eo&t of living index and in fixing a suaitable wage on the 
basis· o.f such indicaE. Bombay, which is a more advanced 
province than ··many ctLer provinces in India industrially, 
has a well equipped and satisfactorily work-ing labour office 
which ·performs this work. A similar office, under the 
sUpervision arid control of th£ Director of Industries or a Labour 
Commissioner will have to be established in Bihar; and 
itit1s done, it will be a ·great ad£antage to both industry and 
18.bour. It will be an important factor in the promotion of 
industrial peace by providing materials on the foundation of 
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which · a. satisfactory edifice of wages can . he conetructed. ln 
some provinces, as for example, Bombay and Madras, there is an 
officer with the designation of Labour Commissioner who is in 
charge of activities which prom~Jte the welfar" of labour. It 
may be necessary to appoint an officer with similar iluties 
in Bihar n.lso, though with the importance which labour 
problems have been assuming recently, it may not be possible 
even for an officer like that to core with the problems that arise. 
from time to time without the assistances of an adequate staff of 
assistant~. At the same time for the actual fixing up o! a 
wage rate itself, a Wages Board consisting of two represP.nta· 
tives of industry and two representatives of labour with the 
Labour Commissioner as Pre11ident should be constituted. It. 
would be desirable that every important indu.-try shoul.d have. 
separate board like this, while for fixing and determining 
the minimum wage in the matter of industriefl, which do not 
come within the operation of the Factories Act, the Labour 
Commissioner himself should be entrusted with the duty of 
fixing and modifying the wages rates. 

S. Bofore I pass on to other aspects of the problem we are 
concerned with, I may point out a few outstanding considerations 
which have to be borne in mind in the determination of the 
question of a minimum wage. The first is that any minimum 
wage fixed should be applicable to all the factories and mills 
engaged in manufacturing a particular article situated within· 
the p!ovince vis-a-vis the ~arne industry established in other parts 
of the countr~. The 10econd is that in view of the fact that the 
fixation of a minimum wage in an industry in one specifi.c 
province will produce inter-provincial repercussions for which 
there should be inter-provincial consultation for the purpose of 
legislation on the matter, either through the medium of the 
Central Government or through the medium of some other 
suitable agency established for the purvose. · 

9. One of the principal methods by which the maintenance. 
of industrial peace can be guaranteed is by stabilizing the 
relations between tue employers and the employed and strE:ng.: 
thening the machinE>ry by which trade disputes can be avoided. 
As the Court of Enquiry into the conditions of mill labour. in 
Coimbatore in Madras pointed out, " a strike is a symptom of 
grave disease in the labour organism, brought about by some 
cause, internal or external. In a healthy and well-conducted 
concern, there should be no occasion for tbe labourers resorting 
to a strike or the employers resorting to a lock-out ". Generally 
speaking, strike:~ arise on account of (1) unsatisfactory or. tow 
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wages ; (2) sweated conditions of work and Jack of ·provision ?or 
some of the imperative amenities- of life and work · (3) 
unsympathetic treatment of employees by the employers' and 
(4) last but not least, the workers in their_ignorance yielding to 
the propaganda of unscrup\llous agitators, who generally do not 
belon~ to the ranks of the workers themselves but who are out· 
siders ma~querading in the guil'e of labour leaders with 
a. penchant for creating dissen~ions between labour and capital. 
While these constitute the princif al causes for industrial 
distemper, tho process by which it generally manifests itself is 
by the resort by labour to strikes and in a few instances by the 
resort by employers to Jock-outs. The strike weapon whirh is so 
constantly resorted to by Indian labour in these days is 
recognised by Jaw; but nevertheless it inheres serious disadvan· 
tages from the point of view of both labour and capital, whose 

· interests are mutually inter-dependent. The results of lightning 
strikes without proper or adP.quate notice to the employers and 
without affording tho latter an opportunity of understanding 
and, if possible, of redressing the grievances of labour and 
before exhausting all the methods of consultation, conciliation 
and arbitration are oftentimes too deplorable to be contemplated 
with equanimity. Sometimes it is also possible that the demands 
put fqrwa:J;d by workers are so unco~scionaple that it may not 
be ·possible for the employers to accept them without ad,·ersely 
affecting the interests of the in(tustry itself. To force upon 
industry the necessity for undertaking ameliorative measures 
which its financial position does not justify is as Erejudicial to 
the interests of the workers themselves as of the employers, 
though it cannot be disguised that the latter in many cases do 
endeavour by devious methods to avoid their responsibility for 
labour wE>lfare. In ~very case, however, a.n attempt should be 
made to assess the financial position of the industry before it 
being asked to provide all the amenities for the workers. But 
minimum stan,dards of housing, of sanitation, of facilities for the 
education of workers' children, medical relief,' facilities for rest 

. during leisure, cannot at the same time be shirked by any 
indmtry. 

That strikes are in many cases the consequence of the 
activities of extremist. leaders is clear from the history of 
industrial disputes since the Trade Di~putes 4ct w8:s pl!-ced in 
the Statute Book in 1929. · The general textile . str1ke m 19~9 
in Bombay was admittedly the work of commumsts, though 1t 
arose out of the alle~ed acts of victimisation on the part of the 
employers against m.en who bad beet?- conc.ern~d in the industrial 
disputes of the prev1ous year. The mvest1gat1ons of the Court 
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of Enquiry set up under the Trade Disputes Act however revealed 
that tlie Rtrike was grievously prolonged by the intransigent 
attitude of the leaders of the Girni Kam~ar Union of Bombay. 
The result of the strike was that over 6,700,1100 working days 
were lost and about 109,000 workers were involved and in the 
end tbe latter were not benefited by it to any considerable extent. 
The history of other strikes that took place between 1929· 
1936 for which statistic~ are available indicate that, in many 
case~, the workers were the unsuspecting victims of the 
extremist labour lcr.ders and that every stri~ meant a loss of 
JarO'e sums as wages for the workers and the loss of a large 
nu~ber of working dayi which had an adverse effect upon the 
productive capa(•ity of the industry. The strike that has been 
going on for some days nnw of the workers in the Cawnpore 
textile industry is also stated, with what truth it is difficult to 
say, to have been inspired and encouraged by communist and 
extremist elements. 

At the same time the historv of the various strikes also 
indicates that in cases in which there ha:l been an attempt at 
settlement of labour-employer differencns by mutual adjustment, 
by conciliation a!ld arbitration, both the employers and the 
labourers were the gainers thereby. As an example of this may 
be cited the settlement of the dispute i'etwePn the Ahmedabad 
mill-owners and the workers in the tet tile mills in that city by 
both the Mill-Owners' Association and the Labour Union 
agreeing to submit their disputes to the decision of anumpire. 
Lastly the occunence of frequent strikt>s indicates the imperative 
need for suitable organizations of workers which can discuss and 
decide points of difference with the employers without necessi­
tating resort to a strike. I am also definitely of OJ:inion that 
the institution of a permanent machinery such as the Board of 
Arbitration which exists in Ahmedabad will be an important 
contributory factor in the promotion of harmonious labour,­
employer relations and the prevention of strikes and lock-outs 
and the settlement of strikes and loek-outs when they do occur ... 

This leads me to an examination of the usefulness of and 
the necessity for the establishment of trade unions of workers in 
every industry. U norganised labour can neither insure against 
its own victimisation nor can bargain with effectiveness with 
employers for better conditions of work and wages. On· the 
other hand, organised labour is less susceptible to extraneous and 
undesirable influence while it can constrain the employers by 
reason of its inherent strength to treat labour demands with 
greater promptness than will otherwise be the case. The Trade 



Unions·Act of 1926 is}ntended to encourage the organisati01i of, 
i:ralle unions and makes· providon for their registration. 
!'rovided a union is registered, provided its office bearers are 

· elected_ in a proper way by the members by means of secret 
. ballot an~- without being influenced by outsiders, and prqvided 
it 'is fairly repre.c;entative of all ranks and; grades of workers in 

-.~he'i:ndustry, there shonld be no objPction to its recognition' by 
the employers. At any rate the onus of responsibility for not 
reeognisine" such unioniJ and for not consulting with them in 
times of industrial stress and. for not treating with it when they 
have dealt with matters p~rtaining to labour interests will rest 

·_ upon the employers. It is ·gratifying to not~ the Cawnpore 
• Labour Enquiry Committee -writing that" practically every 

employer who appeared before the committee stated that he 
would welcome a sound labour organisation run on sound trade 

,. union lines. " ~~ A strong union is an inva.lunble asset in several 
ways ", the same committee declared, " and is an insurance 

• ~gainst unauthorised, irregular and lightning strikes. " I have 
every hope that most employers in Bihar would, and every 
employer should, welcome the growth of sound trade unionism 
and ~he establishn.ent of traue unions of the workers employed 
under them. 

-There is no particular need at this stage to emphasise the 
value of trrule union organisation. · Every effort must be made 
by ·the workers to or~nise themselves into trade unions and 
every encouragement to that process should be provided by the 
managements. At the same time every effort must be made· by 
the leaders of labour to induce workers to join such unions and 
learn the lessons of discipline, obedience to instructions. co­
operative activity and other virtues. " It is for the employers 
no less than for the responsible leaders of the workers to strive 
for the building up of mutual regard and thus create confidence 
in each other. " ' 

For the purpose of ensuring industrial pea.ce on a. permanent 
.. footing, and for the purpose of bringing together the employers 

lr.nd the workers and the Government to work on a common 
platform for acting as a. liaison between the -Government and 
industries - and simultaneously for promoting industrialisation 
along proper lines, there should be set up some suitable 
machinery. Such a. machinery is to be found in what may be 
called an industrial council. The main functions of such 
-a council, I envisage, to be : (tf ... The determination of employer-

• -employee relations. (2) The !tendering of advice to the Govern· 
:ment as to the need for and l.he lines of- legislation -on -labour 
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· blaHers from time to time. (3) The ~ain~epance o£ prope~ an~ 
adequate standards for workers in th~ industriPs. (4) To Advis~ 
Govt'rnment about the stal'ting of new industries and on the­
methods of assisting the existing ones. A permanent body. of 
this character has many advantages both for industry . and for. . 
the workers as well B!l fo~: the Government. The .Governmenio.c 
left to themselv~s will inevitably and naturally be prone -tQ · 
procrastination in de~Lliog with industrial matters and in:' 
introducing labour legislation which changing circumstances. 
render it necess11ry from time to time.. l\ ow-a-days the indust:tial: 
kaleidoscope is changing rather too rapidly and- it is necessart 
for lt>gislntion i.a regard to and improvement -in industrial' .. 
standards to keep pace with the changE's. These are· days wh~n: ~ 
the principle of " laissez faire " in industriaLmatters is more or' 
less a principle of the past : and th~ Stale has to intervene not~ 
only for the purpose of promoting industrialisation but _to see' 
that industries are managed along proper lines within certain.. 
well-defined limits. An industrial council will be a useful 
agency in 11everal respects and the fact . that some Provinciaf 
Governments have alreaoy established such bodies should be 
8 factor in making the Bihar Government also consider· .the; 
advisability of doing so. I may state in conclusion that the· 
establishment of indnfltrial councils was recommended by the. 
Royal Commission on Labour. . 

Labour discontent in recent months has been on the increase· 
in India. and the large number of ·strikes that have beenr 
occurring in the various parts of the country and even in. · the 
province of Bihar are an index of that phenomenon. They b~r; 
testimony to the canker that has been slowly but steadily; eatingt 
into the body economic of India and no effort s;houU be spar~d .. 
to remove it. Thus and thus alone is it possible for -~ healthy: 
industrial organism to develop in this l'OUntry. For this purpose 
both labour ·and em1Joyers have to realise the tremendous 
responsibilities that devolve upon them and both should strive, 
to discharge those responsibilities with. eclat and enthusiasm •. 
Further industrial peace should not be r('garded as an isolated. 
and independent .phenomenon but should · be regarded as the, 
.direct fruit or corollary of the realisation . of their respective~ 
responsibilitie11 by the two parties concerned. At the same time,, 
in this age it is not possible or profitable to regard th~ main~ . 
tenance of proper conditions of work in industries as being only . 
a matter of adjustment between labour Rlld capital to be .. 
accomplished by them as best they ,.could or to fight it out if .. 
Sllch.adjustment is not possible. In this age, which has been 
rightly chara~terized as the . machine '$ge, to see the _ prope~: 



functioning of the apparatus of industrial peace is as much 
. a _func_tio_n and responF-ibility of the State as of the employers. 

The f'fficieney of industry, the preservation of peaceful conditions 
in industry, the maintenance of the productive capacity of the 
industry, &11 these are factors which have so intimate a bearin(P . 0 

·-upon other aspects of national economy and so act and react upon 
one another that the State cannot leave them to the free play of 
natural for\:es and to the uncontrolled and unregulated wLims 
and fancies of the industrialists. The State has to intervene to 
set right inequitier:;, to compose differences, to prevent disputes 
~d t? see that ne!ther the employer is coercP.d nor the employed 
exploited. Thus It follows that the State should by legislation, 
by advice, and by pursuasion do everything to preserve the 
existence of peaceful industrial conditions. This ideal should be 
the foundation and the basis for the Provincial Government's 
labour Folicy and evf'rything that Government do ~hould be 
inflamed by a desire to establish such conditions and to bold the 
S_!!ales even between labour and employer. ' 

While seeking to prevent industrial disputes and strikes, in 
· which the disputes end in most cases, which should constitute 

the negative a.Spect of Government's labour policy, the positive 
aspect of that policy should concern itself with the establishment 
of conditions under which labour, which is an important, if not 
the most important; agent of production, can thrive and flourish, 
remain contented and improve its efficiency . 

. · The principal measures essential in this regard have been 
touched upon in the foregoing paragraphs. Briefly they are the 
fixation of satisfactory minimum wage, the appointment of a 
suitable machinery to fix that wage and to suggest modifications 
and alteration& in it from time to tiiLe, the establishment and 
promotion of sound trad.e unions, the enforcement of conciliation 
and arbitration processes, the provision of various amenities of 
life for the workers and other measures calculated to improve 
labour's productivity and make it contended. On the other hand, 
the Government have also the duty to see that having got the 
employers to accomplish all these, they should ensure to the 
latter safeguards· against sudden strike, against illegal and 
excessive demands for further concessions and other things. The. 
employer should be ensured freedom for the exercise of some of 
his legitimate rights lilte the recruitment and dismissal of 
workers, for making the w~rkers observe discipline and order and. 
to preserve peaceful conditio~- in factories. 

In fine, it means that tJre employer should provide amenitie$ 
for the WO!ker~ and ~e workers should exhibit loyalty . towards . 
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the empbyer and concern for the industry's welfare 'fith which 
is inextricably bound up his own· welfare" and .prosperity. 

·Government's policy should be directed towards ~nsuring that 
conditions in industries are such that these mutual obligations 
are adequately and properly discharged ~nd to step in whenever 
necessary to see that such conditions supervene wherever t~ey 
are non-existent either" through the cussedness of· employers or 
the extremism of labourers. · 

It should. be recognised more and more that strikes, what­
ever may be their necessity or rationale, can only be regarded as 
the last step in the process of settling an industrial dispute~ and 
that before they are resorted to every other avenue of achieving 
that objective should be tried. Negotiation, . conciliation, 
arbitratjon-these form the various links in the chain of 
cementing differences of opinion between labour and capital; and 
if all these fail to produce any desirable effect and a strike has to; 
be resorted to, then at least twenty-four hours' clear notit'e of the 
flame should be given. In ordinary circumstances, it should be. 
practicable to decide a dispute through negotiation and concilia­
tion; if that is done it will mean so much benefit to both 
industry and labour. The manner in which a threatened strike 
in the Tata Iron and Steel Works at Jamshedpur was averted. by 
an amicable settlement of the points of dispute between labour 
leaders and representatives of the Tatas' management a few days 
ago is a shining example both of the efficacy and the utility·of• 
negotiation. Other examples can be quoted to corroborate this: 
view but it is superflom~. But where negotiations between the 
employers and labour do not terminate in an understanding, it is 

. Government's clFar duty to step in and suggest conciliation a..nd, 
if necessary and as last resort, even compulsory arbitration has 
to be resorted to. For thi:; purpose, Government, as we said, 
should take powcrR which will enable them to undertake these·· 
prJcesses. A policy of dr·ift on the part of Government, on the . 
other hand, wheu an important industrial dispute is proceeding 
is a most dangerous policy and will lead to most dPleterious · 
consequence~ as in Cawnpore recently. It is indeed true that~. 
even if Government intervene and appoint. conciliation machi~ery ~ · 
the findings of the latter cannot bH enforced upon the parties, if 
one of them chooses to be obstinate and not to accept 'them. 
In such a case, tbt:re should be Erovision for' mediation by au 
arbitt·ator or arbitmtors in which . both ·pat·ties have confidenc~ 
and by whose decisions they a~ree" to abide. If aftt>r all these · 
processes have been tried a. dif!pute is still allowed to be 1 

piolo,nged tbro'Ugh the recalcitrance of one or other of the' 
"' 
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parties concerned, the only alternative is to leave the matter to 

.. public opinion, which invariably is capable of exercising 
A salutary check upon that party who, by his ret'alcitra.nce, will 
~aturaUy lose public sympathy fo1· his cause. 'l'he only other 
remedy, the roost extreme one, iA of course the nationalisation of 
~he particular industry. 

. "Labour iegislation in India has made phenomeJJal strides 
undoubtedly since the Royal Commis!'ion on Labour submitted 
its report; ·and 'India's co 1tact with the international labour 
organisation in · Geneva hc1.s contributed not a little towards 
progress ·in labour sta.ndards in the couotry. But even so, 
·there .is still a great leew&.y to make up before we~ can come 
up: to the standards in some of the advanced industrial countries, 
before our employers are in a position to provide for amenities 
to labour on the same scale a" a Ford or a Nafield had done; 
and before our labour can b.!come a.s efficient :as tile labour in 
the.. west. There can be no tree which is not the re ult of the 

. .;smying of a seed:· there can be no perceptible· ad vance in the 
etficiency ; of- Indian· W'lrkers unless there is a definite and 

" .. wllolehearted endeavour on the part of the employers and the 
· ·Government to introduce conditions favourable to the develop· 

merit of efficiency. Granted that the amenities for workers 
for improving themsehes and· for educating their children 
are adequate and satisfactory, the result will be reflacted in 
iiH•.reased efficiency ; and increased efficiency will be reflected 

~ .tn the accession· of etrength to the industry. 

There is a good deal that an enlightened employer can do to 
intlQduce these factors in: the industry that he controls, 
consistently with the extent of his resources and tho demand 
for the commodities manufactured by his industry on thu part 
of the public. · In Bihar, in particular, the sugar industry, 
fqr an example, is an important and rapidly growing industry. 
Notwithstanding this, insecurity of the tenure of workers 
and· ·part-time employment of labour are the principal charac-

' ~ te'ristics of the industry. Su long as th" industry is unprepared 
to accept responsibility for ensuring permanency of employ­
ment to the workers, it is impossible for labour in that industry 

·tolmprove· itself or to become skilled labour or to de·1elop 
a · trade union organisation. The fact that the industry is 
a:protected, indu~try re:p.ders th_is dis~ouraging state of affairs 
all the more glatmg by c lntrast. It lS the duty or t~e Gov· 
einment and .the sugar factory.oiVners to remedy th1s . state 
of. affairs a.s early as possible: _ On the othl}t ha.ntl, 1a an 
industry ·.like that of the Tatas ~t J am~hed pllr schemeli of 
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labour welfare have already attained a comparati vety high 
level of excellence and a profit sharing scheme which. is 
a unique feature of that industry is in operation. The condi.:. 
tions of labour at Jamshedpur have secured golden opinions 
from labour leaders like Mr. B. Shivarao, who in the coorse of 
a broadca~tt talk in December 1936, said that "there is· no more 
than the truth to say that there i~t discE'rni~le · in the altitUde 
of those incha.rge of the industry at Ja~shedpl!r, an ~ppr~'.;, 
ciation of human values not to. be found m many other. Indus· 
tries.... Even so that there are other directions in which 
the Tatas cau premote the contentment of tbeir workers 
is evident from the trouble that only a week ago ~hreatened to 
overwhelm the industry but which was satisfactorily settled iri . 
ti~. . 

Nevertheless and in spite of all these ameliorative .measu:res 
being undertaken by the industries in this country, we will still 
be falling below the we~teJ:n stardards in some other respec~. 
A full . and complete labour welfare scheme includes measures 
for providing unemployment relief, old age pensions'; health and 
sickness insurance and so on. In regard to these matters the~e · 
is no legislation in forre in India and our country is behind of· 
many other European countries inspite of her being reckoned 
among the :first eight industrial , countries of the world. All 
these items, however, :find a place in the concurrent legislative 
list attached to the Government of India Act, 1935, and •bol~ 
the Central Government and the Provincial Governments can· 
undertake legislation in n spcct of these. All the same, provin· 
cial Governments will have to think twice before they venture 
out on the unchartered sea. of legislation in respect of. un• 
employment relief and so on in view of the financial implications 
of such measures. The Bihar Government, in particular, with 
their well·known :financial embarrassments will perhaps have to 

. wait for a long time before they ca. n come forward . with 
measures for their enforcement, though they are. ·unquesti9nably 
essential from the point of view of labour. '!here is; however.~ 
every need for them to keep the ideal embodied by them in vie:w 
and to striVe to attain to that ideal as soon as possible .. 

In conclusion, let me reiterate ruy hope that the Dihar 
Labour Enquiry Committee will justify t.he expectations that 
have been raised by its appointment. . I hope too that its 
recommendations will be such as will enable the Bihar . Goveru• 
ment to formulate a labour- pol.cy which will be in strict 
conformitl' wilh Congress standards and idea}s. By that I mean 
th-at it $bould firstly_ be di:recte~ tQwards bringing abo~t a happy-



blend of the apparently conflicting but really· inter·dependen~ 
~nterests of la.lJour and capital and secondly that it should be 
a bler d of the two principles of Laissez J?aire and State interven.• 
tion. The logic of sociological developments in the 20th century 
necessitates that labour which is an important agent of production 
gets a fair dPal in the economic re-ordering of our country. But 
the peculiar traditions of and circumstances in our country, 
wherein capital, which was very shy for a long time, is slowly 
but steadily finding its way into tho industries, r.ecessitate at the 
same time that capitalists should not be scared away by anything 
that the Government might do from investine their Favir.gs in 
~he industrial development of the province with expectations of 
a fair return for it. Government interference should, therefore, 
go up to a. particular lin: it and not beyond that when it mi~ht 
be regarded as encroachment into and infringement of the rights 
of capital. The fact should constantly be borne in mind that 
industrial development in Bihar is t::till, in a real ~ense, in the 
incipient stage~ and that labour welfare measures, which are 
indispensable, should bear relation to the capacity of t.he indus• 
tries to· undertake them. I am abo of opinion that simultaneously 

:;with formulating a. sound labour policy which will be applicable 
~ · to the larger industries, the Government should evolve a policy 

with regard to sll'aller industries, the scope for which in Bihar is 
immense. They should carry out a survey of such industries 
which. answer this description and should not only take a band 
in the establishment of other such industries but also undertake 
th-e responsibility of fixing the wages of workers, the hours of 
work and so on and of seeing to it that regulations in this 
regard are properly observed. The electrification scheme that 
the Bihar Governmen~ are very eager to make a success 
of can be n great factor in promotiug industries on a Cnttage 
Industry basis nnd the Government should endeavour to create 
conditions which will enable the maximum po~sible advantage to 
be dE>rived from the scheme by the people. Advantage can be 
taken of it to start a.Iid work small industrie3 and especially t};te 
unemployed section· of concealed men can be encouraged 

· to·-do so.· 
It need not be mentioned in particular that some of the 

suggestions made by me, and perhaps they will be made by other~ 
too, involve expenditure of money for. which the Provindal 
Government should be prepared in the interests of the establish· 
ment and promotion of so and lab:_ ur-em player relations and of . 

· pea~ful industrial development of the prcvin ... •e. When the 
.. Government appointed a committee like the Labour .Enquiry · 
Co~mjttee, it is presup1ed, of ccurse, that they are "illing lo'ptf., ..

the recommendations of that body into praetice unless they afe· 
.either bP.yond their scope or oeyond their means. I hope that 
.the Labour Enquiry CommittP.e will consider the advisabiJity of 
accepting the suggestions made in the foregoing paragraphs and 
that they will recom'llend to the Government the acceptance of 
not only the su~gestions made about the general lines on which 
Government's lahour policy should be framed but also the 
implementation of some ofthe specific measures mentioned in 
the forrgoing paragraphs. I hope.alsothat labcur a.nd employers 
will both approach the very important problems which are the. 
subject matter of the committee's enquiry with understanding: 
and in a spirit of co-operation. Colla.borbtion rather· than 
con:flict should be the new note in industrial relations for the 
future ; and labor.r as well as employers should strive to look at 

. ,the problem in such a way that collaboration will become the . 
. rule and conflict tha exception.
