Departmen_t .of Educa~ion: The Secon<l Five-Year Pl!!n ~n sb far 
as,j.t conce!'~~ Ed~tcation, ~nvis'ages the provision hf a '!J!!nimum 
standard of education for the maximum number of citizens within 
the linrlted r~s~urces available. Educational ac~ivities have' made 
further head;way dur~g-'1957-58, the second year of· the-Plan, 
. though financial stringency has hampered the progress of some of the 
schemes. 

. A . Conference of Education Ministers held in September, . 1957 
endorsed the recommendation of the Planning Commission that 
education for the age-group' 6-11 shoUld be made free~ universal 
'and compulsory by the end of th~ Third Plan period at 'the latest. 
An AU-India Council for Elementary . Education to prepare pro­
grammes for '!:he early introduction of free and compulsory Elemen­
tary education has been set up. The Government of India have 
advised State Government!! and Union Territories to introduce free 
pn.i compulsory Primary education immediately in a few N.E.S . 

. blocks as pilot projects. 

The National Institute of Basic Education was established in 
February, 1956 and has completed some research schemes on crafts 
and Basic education. The Standing Committee of the Central 
Advisory Board of Education on Basic Education at its meeting in 
August, 1957 recommended the ~ntegration of Post-Basic education 
with Secondary education. A committee has been set up to evolve 
methods of effective integration. The Government of India have 
offered financial assistance to State Governments for the establish­
ment of Basic schools at Post-Basic or Secondary level and a Central

Basic school financed entirely by the" Centre is proposed to be estab­
lished at Delhi.

Akadami and Lalit Kala Akadami continued their -activities during 
the period under review. A total -sum of Rs. 18,16,275 •'has been

A, wide range of activities in 'Exte~al Cuitural Relations designed 
to promote mutual good-will and understanding betw~n India and 
other countries was carried out during the year. Cultural Agree­
ments were concluded with Poland and Rumania. The acti~ties 
included the sending of delegates to particip~te in the 2500th Anni­
versary Celebrations of the Lord Buddha in. Cambodia and Thai­
land, the 250th Anniversary Celebrations of the Founding of the 
Technical University at Prague and 'International Congress .. of 
Orientalists in Germany, sending Indian Hockey team to particip;~te 
in the Afghan Jashan celebrations and Indian poets 'and musicians 
for Republic Day Celebrations in Nepal and inviting cultural delega­
tions from Nepal; the U.S.S.R., Rumania, Bhutan and Mongolia to 
India. · " · 

In the field of Physical education, the chief event was the esta­
blishment of the Lakshmibai College of Physical Educatioh , at 
Jhansi. It started functioning from 17th August, 1957. l'he Advisory 
Board of Physical Education and Recreation ~t up originally in 1950 
was ·reconstituted on a broader basis. A Coiniiil.ttee to work out a 
programme and syllabus of Health Education and Nutrition for 
Primary and Secondary schools and for Training Colleges was set 
up. It has been proposed to extend the scope of the National Dis­
cipline Scheme, originally intended only for ·schools of displaced 
persons, to other schools in three selected regions of the country.

'The Fourth Inter-University Youth Festival was organised at 

New Delhi £ron;- .1st to 10th. November, 1957 on a scale larger than 
before .. In addition to contmuing activities like ·granting financial 
assistance for students' tours, holding Dramatics and Youth Leader­
ship Camps etc., ?'e work relating to the 'Survey of Living Condi­
tions of Students was taken in hand. This is a pilot survey and 
wpt;be co~ducted in a few selected Universities. . 



Up' to December. 1957, a sum of Rs. 27·5 lakhs was sanctioned for 
holding 886 Labour and Social Service Camps with the participation 
of 96,113 campers. These camps are held in rural area~,. the campers 
doing manual labour . that ~s of service to the community. An 
amount of Rs. 3·02 lakhs was sanctioned up to December, 1957 to 
five Universities and five State ·Governments for Campus Work 
Projects, such as construction of recreation halls-cu~auditoria, 
swimming pools, open air theatres etc. In ·such projects the staff 
and students of the institution concerned , compulsorily render 
Jlkilled .find unskilled labour.

Scientific Research and Technical Education: Progress in regard 

to Technical education was fully ,maintained during the year. So 
far 19 ·selected existing engineering colleges and 40 polytechnics 
have been expandeJ]. into larger units resulting in 2,538 additional 
seats for degree courses and 4,485 additional seats $or diploma courses . . 

Grants amounting to Rs. 54 lakhs are expected to be disbursed 
to non-Government scientific and technical institutes b:J: the end of 
the year. These grants are paid for the development and expansion 
of post-graduate courses, of affiliated colleges, the development of 
instructional facilities, establishment and development of specialis­

. ed courses such as Printing Technology, Industrial Administration, 
Ore dressing etc., the expansion of training facilities in Mining 

· Engineering. · 

Of tJ;le three central institutes proposed to be set up during the 
Plan period, the Administrative Staff College established at Hydera· 
bad during 1956-57 has started functioning. The college conducts 
three courses a year and admission to the first batch took place in 
December 1957. 

The Survey of India continued to carry out topographical and 
geodetic surveys and preparation of related maps. 

The Sibpur Herbarium was taken over from the Government ol 
West Bengal by the Botanical. Survey of India. The Herbariurr 
will form the nucleus of the proposed Central National Herbarium 

The Zoological Survey of India cont_inued to carry out faunisti< 
surveys in Rajasthan, South India, Assam, Uttar Pradesh, Madhya 

'Pradesh and West Bengal. Research in various problems o 
sy:stematics, ecology and zoogeography was also conducted. 

The Hindi edition of the National Atlas of India was publishec 
during the year. Insets included, the Atlas contains 96 maps 
depicting the socio-economic Picture of the countrv. Work r .. I..t;n, 



to the preparation of -the English edition .of -the Atlas was ~aken in 
hand. 

The development of various· scientific' research institut~s; labo­
ratories and scientific societies was continued by the 'pro\iision of 
technical assistance and grants-in-aid.

Setting up· Adult Schools: Another project, taken Up 
in cooperation with Jamia Milli'\ Islamia, Delhi, is the setting up of 
Adult Schools in 'the country. The basic idea is to find way~ and 
means to make Adult Education work throughout the country 
more effective, sustaining and fruitful. The estimated expen!fiture 
jon the project is $out Rs. 2,74,000. The ,project started in July 
and will last for about th~ee years. , 

Appoint~ent of Tiistrict Social Education Org~hisers: . Social 
Education activities carried on by the State Education Departments 
and those carried on by the Social Education Organisers in the 
Community Project areas have not so far been coordinated by any 
agency. This is sought to be done by State Education Departments_ 
appointing District Social Education Organisers y.rho will be in 
charge of organising and coordinating all Social education activities 
in their area, whether it is included in the Development Blocks or 
not. It is expected that by the close of the Second Five-Year Plan 
each district will have its District S9cial Ed1,1cation organiser. 

The Scheme was started in 1955-56 and is continued in the Second 
Five-Year Plan. Posts of 117 ,District ~ocial ~ducation Orgariisers · 
were sanctioned to ten States and two Union Territories. Forty­
seven posts have been filled so far .. 

National Fundamental Education Centre: The National Funda­
mental Education Centre was established by Government of Jndia 
under' the Ministry of Education on 15th May 1956. The objectives 
of the Centre are to serve as National Ce,ntre for training, research 
and evaluation and to provide leadership in the field of Social edu­
cation. Its functions are (a) to train the key-personnel of So'cial 
educ~tion, e.g., District Social Education Organisers, etc.,' (b) to 
carry out research and evaluation in the field of Social education 
(c) to conduct experiments in the production of better type of 
mate~ial and equi~ment for Social education and (d) to act as 
~learmg House of xdeas and info.rmation pertaining to Social educa­
tion. 

Activities of Centre:, The training programme of District Social 
Edu~ation. Organis7rs and Principals of the J anata Colleges is under 
cons1deratlon. It 1s expected •that the training programm 'II 
start early in April, 1958. e WI 

After Professor Charles Madge, a Unesco Expert in Research and 
Evalu_ation, joined, schemes for research were taken up. Tl;le Cen­
tre Will carry out research work in the coming year on (1) expendi­
ture o~ Social education in N.E.S. :!!locks and its effect on Social 
educatio~ programme, (2) training of local leaders, ~) activities of 
Commumty Centres, and (4) activities of Women's Clubs. 



Experts: Out of the two experts to o~ 'provided by ·the Unescd 
Professor Charles Madge joined ,on 16th DeceJ;Ilb~r, 1957. The 
Expert in Audio-visual Aids has yet to join; so also the expert to be 
provided by T.C.M. 

Advisory Committee for Libraries: The . Adliso:ry Committee 
for Libraries appointed to advise the Governmeni of India on mat­
ters pertaining to the expansion of library service in the country 
has completed tbe first part of its work, namely: to survey existing 
conditions of libraries in India. ' 

The report of the Committee is being written and it is hoped that 
it will be submitted to the Ministry at the end of March, or early in 
April, 1958. 

Financial' .A~sistance to Voluntary Educational Organisations: In 
the Second Plan under the scheme of· giving financial assistance to 
Voluntary Educational Organisations working in certain significant 
fi!llds of education, there exists a" provision of Rs. 7· 2 · lakhs for 
institutions of Social education during the present financial year. 
Out of this, Rs. 2,69,5Hi have been sanctioned' so far: A provision of 
Rs. 9 lakhs has been proposed for 1958-59. 

Evening Institute for JVorkers' Education: It is proposed to 
set up a pilot Workers Institute under the Second Five-Year Pian 
in a city where there is a large labour population. The institute 
is expected to come into existence in the next financial year.

The total provision for this project for the "entire Plan period is 
Rs. 5 lakhs (originally it was Rs. 10 lakhs). During 1958-59 a pro­
vision of Rs. 90,000 has been proposed. 

Social Education in ·Urban Aret~s:' Under· the Scheme, it is pro­
posed to set up Co-ordinating Councils to organise Social Education 
during the course of the Second Five-Year Plan. The provision for 
the scheme for the entire plan period has been revised froni the 
original' allotment of Rs. 25 lakhs to Rs. 15 lakhs. As a :i:Esult of 
this tlle number of co-ordinating Councils to be established li'as 
been reduced from 20 to 12. The scheme has been referred to 
vaifous State Governments for their comments .. There is not much 
hope of the scheme being finalised for implementation soon and no 
expenditure is likely to be incurred during 1957-58. The Scheme is, 
however, expected to start functioning during 1958-59. Accordingly, 
a provision of Rs. 10,02,000 has been proposed for the year 1958-59.

Popular Encyclopaedia in Hindi (Gyan ·sarovar);. During 1957-
58 the first volume of 'Gayan Sarovar, the popular encyclopaedia in 
Hindi which iso proposed to be published in five volumes; was pub­
lished through Maktaba Jamia, Ltd. The second edition of 10,000 
copies of Gyan Sarovar-Volume· I has now been brought out and 
is on sale. Volume II is expected to be out by the middle of 1958 
and two more volumes will be completed in 1958-59. . · 

Production of Model Books: In order to raise the level of book 
production in children's literature, this Ministry is producing a 
few model books. Some of the books produced or under production 
are: 

(i) Baune ki Kheti.-This has already been published and 
is available in the market. 

(ii) Bharat Ke Jahaz.-This is a book on the histor)f of 
Indian shipping in Hindi under production by Toy Cart,

Popular Books on Important Subjects: The manuscript · of

Publication of Foreign Classics and Biology Series: The Ministry 
invited the co-operation of Indian Publishers for the publicati?n ofl 
five books each of (i) Foreign Classics .Series and (ii) Biology 
Series at an estimated cost of Rs. 2.00 lakhs. The printing pro­
gramme will be undertaken in 1958-59. , 
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Bringing Hindi Readers to Level Corresponding ,to English 
Readers in Culture Presentation and Generwl Knowledge.-The 
scheme envisages the publication of 72 books on 24 selected topics

Purchase of Social Education Literature in Hindi: Under the 
scheme to encourage production of Soctil1 Education Literature in 
Hindi the Ministry of Education has bought copies of outstanding 
books in this field in co-operation with State Governments in a 
sharing scheme whereby the State Governments bear 50 per cent 
of the cost of these books, while the balance, plus the cost of 
pa~king and postage, are borne by the Government of India. 
During 1957-58 Social Education Literature costing about Rs. 1· 2 
lakhs was brought for distribution to educational centres and 
libraries etc. under the 50:50 sharing scheme in Co-operation with 
State Governments. 

Preparation of Eight-graded Books for Nee-literates: A
1 

scheme 
costing Rs. 1·546 lakhs submitted by the Hindustan Culture Society, 
Allahabad, for producing eight-graded books for neo-literates has 
been approved by the Government of India and a sum of Rs. 25,000 
has been sanctioned as the first instalment towards this project, 
The remaining six books will be brought out during 1958·59. 

Production of Literature for Social Education Workers: In 
order to provide suitable literature to support and guide Social 
Education workers professionally, the Ministry has announced a 
prize scheme under which manuscripts on five selected topics have 
been invited. Five prizes of Rs. 250 each will be awarded shortly 
for the best manuscripts. 

The Ministry has also planned to bring out monographs on five 
subjects, viz., · 'Democratic Group Discussion', 'Mass Education in 
China', 'Psychology of the Adult', 'How_ to Build a Good Library 
for a Village' and 'Eradication of llliteracy'. These monographs will 
be brought out by the Idara Talirn-o-Taraqqi, Jamia Millia, Delhi. 

. A similar. prize- ~cheme and preparation of monographs on 
different subJects will be taken up during 1958-59. 

National Book Trust: The Trust was inuagurated on 1st of 
~ugust, 1957. Its function is to encourage production of good 
literature at low costs. Under the Chairmanship of Shri C. D. 
De~~.ukh, the Trustees have had several meetings to discuss its 
act1v1tie~ and ~ave tentatively drawn . up its publications pro­
grammes. Against the existing provision of Rs. 2 Iakhs in the 
:~dget for 1957-58, a ~um of Rs. 5 lakhs has been proposed for 1958· 
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Educational Survey of India:· The object o:f the Educational 
Survey that is being carried out in collaboration with the State 
Governments, is to identify and enumerate every habitation and to 
map out ail~ delimit the areas served by existing schools as also 
those that would be served by new schools at the Primary, Middle 
and High schoof stages by their appropriate location and suitable 
grouping of habitations. 

On their return from the Central Seminar-cum-Pilot Survey 
held in January-February, 1957, the State Special Officers, after 
training the district staff in a State Seminar in the survey tech­
nique, started collecting the data through their district staff. The 
field work has already been completed in many districts and in 
other places whe;-e the survey work was begun late, it is expected 
to be completed before the 31st of March, 1958. Consequently the 
compilation of the State and the all-India Reports and other ancil­
lary work are likely to be done in the next financial year and 
are to be completed by the end of June, 1958. 

Of the total provision of Rs. 15 lakhs in the Plan for this 
scheme, a provision of Rs. 13'5 lakhs existed in the Budget for the 
year 1957-58 (Demand No. 21). Of this, a sum of Rs. 3,62,722 has 
already been sanctioned up to the end of December, 1957 a~d this 
represents the first instalment of 50 per cent. of Central assistance 
at the rate of 66-2/3 per cent of the estimated expenditure indicated 
by some of the State Governments. The first instalment for the 
remaining States will be sanctioned as soon as the proposals are 
received and the second instalment is expected to be released 
shortly on hearing from the State Governments regarding actual 
expenditure during the first six months and their revised estimates 
for the remaining half of the year. 

As part of the survey work will be carried out during the first 
three months of the next financial year and the States will also 
incur some expenditure during those months a provision of Rs. 1.5 
lakhs has been proposed' for inclusion in the budget for 1958-59. 

AUDIO-VISUAL EDUCATION 
Central Film Library::--A sum of Rs. 69,000 was provided for 

1957-58 for the purchase of films, filmstrips, film equipment and 
other audio-visual aids. During the period under review 600 films 
and 40 filmstrips and some equipment were added to the Central 
Film Library. The Preview Committee held 30 meetings and 149 
films and 142 dia-maps and slides were previewed. The Library 
enrolled 136 members bringing the total to 1126. Four quarterly 
lists of films were prepared and distributed to all members of the 
Central Film Library. 7764 films and 20 filmstrips were issued to 
member-institutions. 
!45 M of Edu.-4 
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During this period, reprints. of an article "How to Make Class­
Room Diorama" by B. Hughes were distributed to members of ~he 
Central Film Library and also to State. Governments to acquaint 
teachers with the latest development in audio-visual education. 
Similarly, copies of a pamphlet entitled "Printing by Silk Screen" 
have been made available to the Directors of Public Instruction and 
Development Commissioners in States. 

Three outstanding films "Children of Hiroshima", "Beneath the 
Seven Seas", and "Hello Elephant" have been acquired for the 
audience engaged in the promotion of film appreciation and also 
for the Research and Reference Section of the Central Ffli!l Library. 

Mobile Cinema Unit.-A sum o~ Rs. 4,000 was provided for the 
maintenance of Mobile Cinema Unit. This year the Unit confined 
its activities to conducting film shows in educational institutions 
only, keeping in view the main aim and object of the Unit to 
demonstrate the proper use of audio-visual aids for classroom 
teaching. During the period, the 1Jnit have organized 300 film 
shows and 45 preview-meetings. The Unit have also undertaken 
a project of assessing and evaluating the usefulness of films in 
education. This experiment will be conducted in half a dozen 
selected High/Higher Secondary schools in Delhi. _ 

Travelling Library of Visual Aids.-The Unesco Travelling 
Library on Audio,.Visual Education, received by the Ministry of 
Education and Scientific Research in December, 1956, was loaned 
to the Social Education Organisers' Training Centres ·at Nilokheri, 
Allahabad, Calcutta and Sriniketan besides Delhi. It is at present 
at Ranchi. At all these Centres, the trainees derived benefit from 
the Travelling Library. · 

· Building of Au.dio-Visual Wing.-The finishing touches are 'being 
given to the Audio-Visual Wing building. The National Institute for 

, Audio-Visual Education that is expected to start functioning during 
· 1958 will be located there. · 

According to revised estimates, the cost of construction of the 
building has risen from Rs. 5 lakhs to Rs. 7,06,800. 

Production of Gramophone Records.-At the request of this 
~nistry, the Director-General, All India Radio, has set up an 
Advisory Committee consisting of six members to advise and 
recommend to the Government of India the production of gramo­
phone records for use in Secondary schools. 

Mobile Cinema :Vans under the Colombo Plan.-The four 
mobile cinema vans which the Government of India were to re­
ceive from Australia under the Colombo Plan are expected to be 
shipped to us during 1958-59. 
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National Institute for Audio-Visual Educati'on.-Under the/ 
stress of national economy, the total provision for the establishment 
of the National Institute was reduced from Rs. 75 lakhs to Rs. '.50, 
lakhs. Necessary steps are being taken to approach the Ministry1 

of Finance for sanctioning various posts required for the Institute. 

Technical Co-operative Mission are recruiting three Audio­
Visual U.S. Experts in consultation w1th this Ministry. A list of 
equipment that is being acquired for the Institute with the list of 
film/filmstrips has been approved and passed on to Technical Co­
operative Mission. 

During the year a sum of Rs. 50,000 was provided for the project. 

Production of the Educational Films.-During the year under 
report, the fol~owing films have been completed: (i) Jamia Miliia; 
(ii) The Climate of India.

The following films have been included under the Production 
Programme of Educational Films for 1957-58; (i) Institute of Tech-, 
nology, Kharagpur; (ii) Birds of India; (iii) Quiz films; (iv) The 
Teaching of Elementary Mathematics. 

Development· Sche7Ttes of Audio-Visual Education.-A sum of 
Rs. 1·5 lakhs was provided for the implement.ation of the following 
Central Audio-Visual Schemes during the year 1957-58:-

(a) Publication of an Audio-Visual Education .Tournal.­
Signfiicant event in the field of development of audio­
visual education during the year is the publication of 
"Audio-Visual Education Journal". This was one of 
the recommendations of the National Board for Audio­
Visual Education, made at the second meeting held in 
1955. The first issue of the Journal was ·out in April, 
1957 and so far four issues have been published. A 
sum of Rs. 10,400 was provided for this purpose. The 
purpose of this journal is to foster interest in the ·use 
of audio-visual techniques in educatian. The journal 
also serves as a forum for teacpers and social education 
workers. "Audio-Visual Education" is the only Journal 
in India exclusively devoted to audio-visual aids in 
Education. 

(b) Audio-Visual Convention.-A two-day regional Audio­
Visual Convention of the Members of the Central Film 
Library was organized by Audio-Visual Unit of the 
Ministry of Education and Scientific Research on 
August 3 and 4, 1957, at New Delhi. The Convention 
was attended by 33. teacher-delegates and many obser­
vers. The Delhi Convention, the first of its kind 
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organised in India, was only a pilot experiment. It 
has been responsible for the formation of an Audio­
Visual Society in Delhi and for mooting the idea of 
orglanising similar ~onvenp.ons in other States. An 
Audio-Visual Exhibition was organised on the occasion 
and remained open from 3rd to 7th August, 1957. 

(c) E:rehange of :films.-Films acquired from the following 
countries were previewed with a view to considering 
the possibility of acquiring them on the basis of ex­
change of negatives:-

1. Malaya. 
2. Indonesia. 
3. Czechoslovakia. 

4. Canada. 

Films already acquired from the National Film Board of 
Canada under this project are being dubbed in Hindi 
at the Films Division, Bombay. The Ministcy of In· 
formation and Broadcasting have been requested to 
draw up estimates for the projects. A sum of Rs. 25,000 
was provided for this during the present financial 
year. 

Production of Filmstrip Projectors.-The Ordnance Factocy, 
Debra Dun have designed and completed a 35mm filmstrip projee;­
tor for use in schools/institutions in pursuance of the r~onpnen~ 
dations of the National Board for Audio-Visual Education and it 
will now be finally previewed in the Ministcy and it~ manufacture 
on a mass scale will be considered. I'

Unit for the Production of Visual Aids.-During this period, 

10,000 copies of each of the two charts entitled, "Four R's of Audio­
Visual Programme" and "Seven Ingredients of a Good Lesson" 
were prepared. A folder entitled "Care of 16mm Films", bas been 
produced and distributed among the members of the Central Film 
Library. · 

Translation of Teaching Notes.-In implementation of\ the re-. 
commendations of the second meeting of the National Board for 
Audio-Visual Education in India, the work of translating teaching 
notes. into Hindi has been taken up during the yeal'. Different 
foreign producers of filmstrips were approached for permission to 
translate their teaching notes of the filmstrips into Hindi. So far 
permission from five producers has been acquired and the teaching 
notes of eight filmstrips have been translated. 
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Assistance to State Governments and Union Territories fOT 
Development of Audio-Visual Education.-A sum: .~;>f Rs. 5·78 lakhs 
is estimated to be paid to State Governments and Union Territories 
as Central assistance for the implementation of the following 
schemes during 1957-58:-

1. Establishment of Audio-Visual Sections and Audio-Visual 
Libraries in the States and Union Territories. 

2. Organising the Training Courses in Audio-Visual Edu­
cation. 

3. Establishment of the Audio-Visual Boards. 
4. Supply of Film Equipment and Radio Sets to Educational 

·Institutions. 
5. Introduction of Audio-Visual Education in Teachers' Train­

ing Institutions. 

6. Setting up of Mobile Audio-Visual Units. 

Implementation of various schemes for the development of 
Audio-Visual education at the Centre and at State levels will conti­
nue during 1958-59. 

SECONDARY EDUCATION 

Reconstruction of Secondary Education.--From the current 
financial year, it has been decided to grant Central assist9:nce for 
a scheme, 'Improvement of Salary Scales of Secondary School 
Teachers'. Central assistance during 1957-58 for schemes concern­
ing Multipurpose Schools, Higher Secondary Schools is at 60 
per cent. of the total cost, and for other schemes at 50 per cent. of 
the total cost. An amount of Rs. 1·91 crores has been sanctioned to 
State Governments up to the end of September, 1957 for their 
schemes on Secondary Education. 

During the First Plan period, about 367 schools were converted 
into Multipurpose Schools. During the Second Plan period, it is 
proposed to raise this figure to 1,187. Two hundred and eight schools 
have been converted into Multipurpose Schools and 109 schools 
into Higher Secondary schools during 1956-57. 

A provision of Rs. 7 crores has been proposed as Central assist­
ance to State Governments for schemes relating to the reconstruc­
tion of Secondary education during 1958-59. 

Introduction of Agricultural and Science Courses.-The scheme 
provides for the introduction of 100 Agricultural and 38 Science 
Courses in Rural Secondary schools. As there has been a cut of 
50 per cent. in the Plan provision for the scheme (from Rs. 1 crore 
to halfi crore) only proposals for 80 Agricultural Courses and ten 
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Science Courses have been approved. Grants totalling Rs. 9·3 
lakhs have been sanctioned to various State Governments for start­
ing these 'courses. A sum of Rs. 10 lakhs was provided ,for this 
schem~ 9,uring 1957-58. 

A budget provision. of Rs. 15 lakhs has been proposed for this 
Scheme for 1958-59. 

Research in Prob>lems connected with Secondary Education.-A 
sum of Rs. 2 lakhs was pr9vided for this scheme for the year 1957-
58. Out of this, so far Rs. 1,02,352 have been sanctioned to help 
various institutions in research schemes. The number of institu­
tions that have been helped is 22 and the number of projects initiat­
ed is 28 during the current year. 

These, 28 projects are being carried out in various Training 
Colleges and University Departments ' of Education. Assistance 
will be continued in 1958-59 for such schemes as are not com­
pleted by the end of the present financial year as well as for any 
new scheme that may be approved. A budget provision of Rs. 2 
lakhs has been proposed for this scheme for 1958-59. 

Appointment of Hindi Teachers in non-Hindi Speaking Areas.­
The aim of this sc~eme is to have one Hindi Teacher at each 
Secondary School in non-Hindi spea!Fing areas. A provision of 
Rs. 7 lalths for this scheme exists in the budget for 1957-58. The 
targets achieved during this year are as follows:-

The difference in rate 
between Andhra and other States is on account of the revision of

A provision of Rs. 2 lakhs has been proposed for 1958-59 foX' this 
scheme. During the next financial year the scheme will run more 
or less on the same lines as in the current year. , 

AU-India CO'IJ.ncil for Secondary Education.-The Council, an 
advisory body set up by the Government of India dUI:'ing. 1955-56, 
expanded its activities during 1957-58. In addition to the 23 ex­
tension services departments set up during the First Plan pel:'iod, 
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29 more departments have been opened in 1957-58 in various 
colleges all over the country. The Council has· taken up the ques­
tion of improving science teaching by establishment of science 
clubs at. schoois; laboratory planning ·and designing of science 
equipment. 

. In order to _conduct research and improvement of examinationS, 
a· :pilo,t Examination Unit has been set up hy the .Council during the 
current year. A full Examination Unit will start ~orking from July, 
1958 when the ten trainees deputed for six months training under 
Dr. B. Blqom of the Chicago University will return. The aim of the 
Examination Unit is to identify and clarify the purposes for improving 
the effectiveness of, teaching various school subjects, to suggest 
adequate _learning, experi,ences for attaining desired results and to 
improv,e evaluation tools. ' . . , 

The Council has held many Regional and State Seminars of 
Headmasters, Subject-Teachers Seminars1 All-India Seminars, and 
Seminar-cum-Training Courses. . The Council continued to collabo­
rate with the United States Educational Foundation in India in the 
organisation of their Secondary education workshops. The 
Council publishes a monthly journal entitled, "Teacher Education". 

Assistanc~ i'n·. V~luntary Ed;_cati~l O~ganisations (Secondary).­
The pattern of assistance under the scheme has undergone a 
change i:r;~ as. much as the, Central Government. will contribute 50 
per cent of both recurring and non-recurring as against 66 per cent 
of non-recurring and 50 per cent of recurring expenditure provided 
during 1956-57 and 60 p~r cent of both non-recurring and, recurring 
expenditure available in the early period of 1957-58. Grants to the 
extent of Rs. 14,45,347 have been made to ';t1 institutions so far during 
the current financial year. 

A provision o£ Rs. 14·1 lakhs has been proposed in the budget for 
1958-59. . 

(Demand No. 21.) 

Loans for the Construction of Hostels attached to Secondary 
Schools.-Loans· were sanctioned in favour oll seveDJ institutions to 
the extent of Rs. 7,86,000 during the year 1956-57. A sum of 
Rs. 14·4 lakhs exists in the Central budget for the current financial 
year, and a provision of Rs. 59:04 la,khs has been made in the budget 
for 1958-59 for the Ministry as a whole. 

(Demand No. 115.) 

Promotion of Inter-State Understanding.-In implementation of 
a part of the scheme, copies of the first brochure "Himachal 
Pradesh" produced by the Ministry of Information and Broadcasting 
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have been distributed to various State Governments, for' further 
distribution among Schools and Libraries. The second brochUFe 
in the Series, on the East Punjab has been taken up. 

\A sum of Rs. 23,500 has been provided in the budget for 195~·59. 
(Demand No. 21.) 

Lawrence School, Lovedale.-Out of the total budget provision 
of Rs. 1,62,000 for the current financial year the Lawrence School,. 
Lovedale has been paid a sum of Rs. 1,13,775·22 as the Government of' 
India's share towards the expenditure on Entitled Children. · 

A provision of Rs. 1,15,000 has been included in the'budget for 
1958-59.

Lawrence School, Sanawar.-Out of the total provision of 
Rs. 2,40,000 for 1956-57, the Lawrence School, Sanawar has been 
paid a grant of Rs. 1, 70.000 for construction of additional buildings 
and for purchase of furniture. 

No budget provision has been made for the School for the year 
1958-59.

Direct Grants to Public Schools.-It has been decided not to 
give any financial assistance to Public Schools after 1957-58 under 
this Scheme.

Budget provision for the 
year 1957-58 has also been reduced from Rs. 1,75,000 to Rs. 50,000.

CENTRAL BUREAU OF TEXT BOOK RESEARCH 

CURRICULAR WoRK 

The syllabus for Delhi Schools.-The Bureau worked with the 
Syllabus Sub-Committees of the Department of Delhf Education, 
Delhi State, in combining the present Basic and non-Basic syllabuses 
into a single, unified pattern for all J;'rimary and Middle schools 
in the area. The detailed syllabuses for Science, English and Mathe­
matics have been completed. The Syllabus for Social Studies is, at 
present, being drawn up~ ' 

United Nations Project.-The United Nations Information Centre 
approached the Bureau to examine the possibilities of including this 
subject in the Social Studies programme of Indian Schools: A list 
of 25 chosen plans was evolved with the help of the material furnish­
ed by the Centre to cover the needs of classes I to XII. The de­
tailed syllabuses in terms of the objective, the actual information 
contained, classroom methodology, the audio-visual equipment and 
the attitude to be developed in the United Nations Project, are being 
drawn up. 1 

Publications.-A pamphlet on State Textbook Selection Pro­
cedures has been published. Another brochure on Textbook Pro­
duction Procedures is being edited for publication. The criteria for 
score cards for evaluating primary textbooks in language and science­
have been completed. 
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On request from the :Rajasthan Government, detailed instruc-. 
tions to authors in Hindi, History, Social Studies, Geography and 
General Science were drafted. These were published by the Rajas­
;than Government and distributed among authors. 

Research..-"Raw-Fiequency"-Analysis of the concepts contained 
1n the textbooks for the different grades at Delhi has been started. 
This has been started in Science and Social Studies. Later on, the 
basis of these texts will be evolved and the comprehension level of 
·the given concept will be determined grade QY grade. Since the 
,syllabus is being drawn up for Delhi schools, data concerning the 
.amount of time given t6 each ·subject,' during the c1ass period, has 
·been collected and classified· for the Delhi schools. An attempt has 
been made to list the possible corollary and supplementary reading 
material that will be built around the textbook lessons,· io enliven 
the teaching of a class lesson and take cognizance of individual 
differences. This work is still in the initial stages. 

A paper on "Pure Academic Research in Vocabulary Load and 
Concept Limitations for the Different Grades" was prepared by the 
Bureau and-circulated to various Universities for further action. On 
the basis of this paper, some research will be undertaken in the 
next academic year, beginning from July, 1958. 

Servicing Activities.-At the request of the Egyptian Government 
textbooks on British World and European History were selected out 
of the books received for the purpose from different States of the 

·Union for onward transmission to that Government. 

The proposals regarding topographical maps of various dimensions 
for geologists ilf tomorrow were submitted for transmission to the 

·Survey of India. On a request from the Government of Kashmir, a 
programme of producing textbooks for 1958-59 was drawn up. The 
University of Mysore was advised, at their request, on the establish­
·ment and functioning of a Textbook Research Bureau in the State. 
·The Bureau has been serving in the Committee for drawing up sylla-
buses for Multipurpose schools to be eStablished in DeThi. The 

·Science syllabus of the Madras State was at the latter's request 
. evaluated. · 

'Evolving detailed curricula in Social Studies and General Science 
for Primary and Middle Schools and publication of Textbook analysis 
sheets, a Sill/ill pamphlet on corollary reading Ill/iterial for schools 
and outlines for small pamphlets are among the activities tQ be 
undertaken durnig 1958-59. Besides these, work on textbook 
analysis, concept analysis and academic research programme will be 
continued. 



CENTRAL BUREAU- OF EDUCATIONAL, AND VOCATIONAL 
GUIDANCE 

The Central Bureau's work ·during the year under review is 
carried out in four major assignments: 

(1) Field service which includes (a) ·conducting guidance 
services in the selected schools of Delhi and (b) l'e· 
search ancillary. to the improvement of guidance sernces 
in school. 

(2) Preparation/ada:l!tation of (a) psychological tests and 
related' measures of pupil assessment (b) guidance film­
strips, -posters, manuals, etc. 

(S) (a) Assistance to Guidance Organisations and Teachers 
Colleges for conducting guidance personnel training 
courses. 1 

(b) Conducting psychological examinations.· 

(4) Publications, Committees, Conferences and Exhibitions. 1 

The Central Bureau has conducted 'curricular guidance and occu­
pational orientation in standards VIII and XI in two schools of Delhi 
as a continuing service. It has assisted three schools at Delhi in 
setti):lg up and planning the work of their guidance units. Indivi­
dual guidance was given to a number of students on request at the 
Bureau's office. · 

Pilot investigations were conducted in Delhi Schools on subjects 
like, 'Predictive Value of VIII Class Examination Results-for pre­
dicting success in the 'Higher Secondary examination', 'Follow-up 
Study of the School-Leavers' etc. 

Four sets of psychological tests, for determining literary aptitu­
des in Hindi, assessing the com!Ilerce interest factor mechanical 
aptitude and clerical ability of the students of standards VIII and 
XI were constructed and these are being tried out for preliminar;y 
statistical analysis. I I 

A new series of seven filmstrips in accordance with the seven 
diversified courses for the curricUlum of the multipurpose schools 
has been in preparation. A series of 11 posters depicting the various 
aspects of educational and vocational guidance are being printed at 
the Government Photo Litho Press. A manual on multipurpose 
schools, entitled "Your School and Your Career" is being prepared. 

A detailed scheme of' a guid<\llce unit attached to a Teachers 
College was prepared and sent to the Education Departments of 
Madras and Mysore and to a , few private Teachers Colleges. A 
scheme of guidance and student personnel work in the college/uni­
versity was prepared and sent on request to a few colleges. 
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The preliminary screening of candidates from Delhi area applying 
for the Government of India merit scholarships in Public Schools 
was done by the Bureau by means of psychological examinations. 
Psychological tests for the age range five to twelve were prepared for 
the Scholarships Division of the Ministry of Education. These tests 
were used in ten centres of selection. · One-day test administration . 
training course was held for the Officers deputed by State Education 
Departments. : 

The following printed publications prepared by the Central 
Bureau were sent to all Guidance Organisations, Teachers Colleges, 
Extension Services Departments, and to Multipurpose schools:-

(i) A Manual of Educational and 'Vocational Guidance. 
(ii) Educational and Vocational Guidance in Multipurpose 

Schools-Proceedings of the Working Conference held at 
Ootacammund in June, 1956. 

(iii) A brochure on "Your Child at the Crossroads". 
(iv) Occupational Orientation Filmstrips narratives entitled, 

"In Farm and Field", "In Workshop and Laboratory", 
"Business is Business!', "Dealing with People", "Pu'blic 
Administration and Private", "Men in Uniform", and 
"Crafts, Arts and Letters". 

(v) Guidance Number-a special number of the periodical 
published by the Central Institute of Education. 

A filmstrip Committee was constituted for advising and super­
vising the work of filmstrip and poster production of the Bureau. 

The Central Bureau participated in the Annual Conference and 
Guidance Seminar of the All-India Educational and Vocational 
Guidance Association held at Mysore in April, 1957. Four Career 
Conferences and Exhibitions were held in four schools of Delhi 
.during the period under review. 

Programme for 1958-59.-In view of the increasing provision for 
I educational and vocational guidance in Secondary schools being made 

in many States, the need of suitable guidance aids and for training 
of guidance personnel has become urgent. The Central Bureau 
proposes to concentrate on the projects directly bearing upon them. 

The programme will include (a) preparation of aptitude tests 
suitable for helping Secondary school pupils in the choice of the 

, courses taught at Multipurpose schools; (b) preparation of model 
' course content in the form of synoptic notes for guidance personnel 

training courses meant for (i) student-teachers in Teachers' Colleges 
and serving teachers of Secondary schools (ii) teacher-counsellers 
and (iii} counsellors. ' 
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It is also proposed to produce occupational information and 
guidance films to supplement orientation talks on vocational 
guidance. 

A fourth major ,project proposed is the issue of "Guidance News" 
in printed form once in two months.

During the session that ended on 25th April, 1957, there were on 
rolls of the Institute 97 students (including 45 women) in the B.Ed 
class, and 21 students (including 8 women) in the M.Ed. class. In 
addition, 11 scholars were studying for the Ph.D. degree course and) 
one of them has since been awarded the degree. Of the 97 B.Ed 
students 92 passed the University examination, seven obtaining a 
distinction. All 21 M.Ed. students passed the University examina­
tion, three of them obtaining a distinction. 

An innovation has been made' this year: the organisation of 
special weeks devoted to the study of special aspects of education. In 
August, 1958 a Health Education Week was organised, the general 
theme of which was "The Teacher's Role in Health Education". In 
September the Central Institute of Education with the University of 
Delhi observed National Plan Week. In October a Basic Educational 
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Week was observed. A panel of distinguished educationists discusSed 
the auestion "Has Basic Education Succeeded?" This was followed by 
a sy~posi~ on different aspects of Basic Education. In November, 
another week was devoted to educational and vocational guidance, in 
the organisation of which the staff of the Central Bureau of Educa­
tion and Vocational Guidance, cooperated. Next term it is proposed 
to hold special weeks for stressing education for citizenship and 
evaluation in education. 

The C.I.E. Planning ·Forum has been addressed by visiting 
'speakers and has met to study and discuss some of the problems 
connected with the second Five-Year Plan. The Unesco Club has 
had a number of meetings, at which members have discussed the 
reports published by Unesco and have observed important interna­
tionalliays such as U.N. Day and Human Rights Day. The primary 
purpose of the club is to stimulate and foster international under- · 
standing. The first anniversary of the club inaugurated by Dr. 
Luther Evans, Director-General of Unesco, was celebrated on 29th 
November. ·1 

This year the seventh class was added to the Central Institute of 
Education Basic School which has only recently been able to move 
into its new building; With assistance from the Delhi Directorate of 
Education, the Institute this year organised a Community Ce11tre in 
the Basic school. There are literacy classes for men and women and 
a craft class for women. About seventy adults are attending the 
centre. The centre provides experience in Social education pro­
grammes for B.Ed. students offering Social Education as an optional 
paper. 

Research in the Psychology Wing of the Institute has made good 
progress during the last year. The first report on the individual 
Scale of Intelligence has already been published. The scale so far 
finalised can be used for children below H plus. Work for finalasing 
test up to 14 plus is in progress and it is expected that by the end'of 
this session it will be completed. 

The project of finding norms for Indian children between 10 and 
12 years of age on Jenkins' Non-Verbal Test has successfully been 
completed and permission has been obtained from the National 
Foundation for Education Research, London, to publish these results 
and also to produce this test for supply to Indian schools and other 
agencies: : 

As this test is fairly difficult for children of 10 to 12 years of age, 
the Institute has taken ·up the project of finding further norms on 
this test for children of 13 to 14 years. _ The testing for this purpose 
is now over and the work, it is hoped, will be completed by the end 
of this session. 
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A new project that has been taken up is the standardis¥ion of Ill 
group test of intelligence in Hindi for 'the age group 15-16. Items­
selected have been put into two forms for the first try-out and the 
test is being printed 

During the course of the year the following studies and reports 
by members of the Institute staff were published: (1) Leadership 
Among Children; (2) School Record; (3) The C.I.E. Individual Scale 
of Intelligence; (4) The Attitudes of Junior Basic School Children 
towards School Activities; (5) Building up a Social Studies Ct¥Ti· 
culum for the C.I.E. Basic School; (6) Selection for Secondary Edu­
cation in England; (7) Education of the Handicapped in Australia. 

The Child Guidance Centre, which is a part of the Psychology 
Wing of the Institute made good progress since it·started functioning 
in a regular way in November, 1956. The Centre now C?ncentrates 
more on working with teachers in understanding and helping pro· 
blem children than on running a service centre for maladj'usted child­
ren. The centre also proposes to concern its~lf with the education of 
parents in child development. · - -

The Extension Service Department has been very active during 
the year. Besides, the usual study circles which meet regularly and 
long-terni evening courses, a series of week-end seminars and work­
shops have been organised. A number of projects including the orga­
nisation of home rooms, the beautification of school p~mises, the 
preparation of new type tests and 'reading for pleasure' have been 
launched in several of the participating schools . 

. Th!l Institute sought to develop a closer _contact with the schools . 
through school visits, generally at the invitation of the principals or 
teachers.· In extension work, monthly meetings of principals special­
ly to determine the needs of the schools and also to evaluate pro­
grammes have been found of great help. 

C.I.E. publications have been specially appreciated not only by 
the participating schools' but also by' other schools in Delhi and in 
other parts of the country. A· quarterly journal. Educational FoTUm 
is published at the Institute.

In exercise of the powers conferred by Section 25 of the Univer­
sity Grants Comroission Act, 1956, the Central Government have 
framed the "University Grants Comroission (Returns and Informa­
tion) Rules, 1957". These rules were laid on the Taoles of both the 
Rouses of Parliament on 19th December, 1957. 

A total provision of Rs. 4·17 crores was included in the current 
year's budget for "Grant-in-aid to the . University Grants Com­
mission". This has been reduced to Rs. 3·89 crores in the Revised 
Estimates for this year. Out of this, a sum of Rs. 3·42 crores has 
been placed at the disposal of the Comroission so far. In the BQIJ.get 
Estimates for 1958·59, a sum of Rs. 4·32 crores has been provided 
for grants-in-aid to the Commission. 

During the year under report, the Commission held seven 
meetings. The Commission had accepted the recomroendations of 
the Reviewing Committee and fixed the following block grants to 
the Central Universities for the quinquennium 1956-61 :-

ministrations. Dr. A. L. Mudaliar, Vice-Chancellor University of 
Madras acted as Director of the conference. Dr. K. L. Shrimali, 
Minister of State in the Ministry of Education an~ Scientific Research 
presided at the inaugural session and Dr. C. D. Deshmukh delivered 
the inaugural address.

University Students; (6) Relation between Universities and Boards 
of Secondary Education.

't'he receipient Universities/Institutions were asked to prepare 
their orders against their allocations. Under the exchange of person­
nel aspect, a group of 24 Indian Educationists from 12 different Uni~ 
versities were sent to the U.S.A. for four and half months to study 
tl~e organisation of General Education Courses in some of the leading 
Universities there. The other two facilities were used by a member 
from the staff of the University Grants Commission and a scientist 
from the department of Chemical Technology of Bombay University. 

The Ministry of Education and Scientific Research also convened 
a Conference of the 11 librarians who went to the U.S.A. under the 
second year's Programme. The participants discussed the various 
problems Of Indian libraries in the light of their observation and 
study of similar problems in the U.S.A. and made certain recom­
mendations which are under consideration. · 

The outline of the Programme for the fourth year (1957-58) has 
also been app,roved by the Governments of India and the U.S.A. 
The details are being worked out. I 

General Education Courses.-At the suggestion of the govern~ 
ment of India, all Indian Universities met in five regional conference 
held at Hyderabad, Baroda, Delhi, Aligarh and Calcutta to discuss 
the recommendations of the Bhagavantam Study Team which was 
sent to the U.S.A./U.K. in 1956 to study the organisation of General 
Education Courses in some of the leading Universities there. An­
other group of 24 Indian teachers was sent to the U.S.A. in February, 
1957 for a period of four and half months to study the problem more 
closely. In exchange, a group of nine experts in General Education 
were jnvited from the U.S.A. to serve as consultants to such Indian 
Universities as are introducing General Education Courses. The 
Reports of these two groups were received and discussed at a Con­
ference convened by the Ministry of Education and Scientific 
Research at Hyderabad in December, 1957. The introduction of 
General Education Course has been accepted in principle by almost 
all Indian Universities. Many of them have actually introduced 
General Education Courses in one form or another. 
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Home Science Education and Research.-Under the Operational 
Agreement No. 41 of T.C.M. which was signed on 31st May, 1955, 
operative for three years, provision has been made for $100,000 worth 
of books and equipment, nine U.S. technicians and 12 training facili­
ties to Indian teachers from the eight institutions selected for the 
development of Home Science Education and Research 
in India. B':loks and equipment,worth $95,000 approximately were 
ordered and worth above $35,000 were actually received in the -insti­
tutions. Eight U. S. technicians came in their respective institutions 
and all except two have returned to the U.S.A. after completing 
their assignments. Ten training facilities have already been utilised 
and one more teacher is expected to leave for tl:e U.S.A. shortly. 
Owing to the' awakened interest of the State Governments in develop­
ing Women's Education, the scope and coverage of the present agree­
ment has been extended till 1961 so as to operate the Project on 
regional basis rather than on institutional basis. 

Village Apprenticeship Scheme to Selected University Students 
and Teachers.-In cooperation with the Ministry of Community 
Development 2,000 University students and teachers were selected 
for participation in the scheme for granting Apprenticeship in Village 
Development during 1957. The scheme aims at developing a realistic 
spirit of social service and responsible understanding of the problem 
of rural reconstruction in India. The success of the scheme has 
justified its continuation through the third year, when 2,500 more 
~tudents and teachers will be awarded these apprenticeships. The­
scheme is being financed out of the funds made available for the 
purpose by the Ford Foundation in India. 

SECOND F!VE• YEAR PLAN ScHEMES 

Grant of Loans to Affiliated Colleges for Construction of Hostels.­
During 1956-57, a sum of Rs. 38·41 lakhs was sanctioned as interest­
free loans to five colleges in each of the States of Madras, Bombay, 
Kerala and Uttar Pradesh. For the year 1957-58 there is a provision 
of Rs. 14·40 lakhs for this purpose, but only a sum of Rs. 1,29,000 
has been sanctioned to the Barahseni College, Aligarh. 

It is proposed to sanction loans to the colleges situated in the 
st'ates of the Punjab, Andhra Pradesh, Assam, Orissa, Rajasthan 
and Himacral Pradesh during 1957-58. 

Scheme for Grant of Loans to Universities and Constituent 
Colleqes ·of Delhi University for Construction of Hostels etc.-A 
provision of Rs. 30 lakhs exists in the current year's budget for 
grant of loans to the Universities etc. for construction of hostels and 
staff quarters. Out of this, a sum of Rs. 64,'794 only has so far been 
paid to the Kirori Mal College, Delhi, towards the construction of

A sum of Rs. 25,000 has been sanctioned to the Himachal Pradesh 
Administration during the current year for opening a Degree College 
in Himachal Pradesh. ' 

Manipur 

The Government of India have already accorded approval to the 
incurring of an expenditure on the opening of Honours classes in the 
subjects of History, Philosophy and Mathematics during the year 
1957-58 at the D.M. College. Another proposal of the Manipur 'Ad­
ministration for the opening of B.Sc. class in Zoology and B. Com. 
Course at the D.M. College is under consideration. 

State Educational Development Programme-Development of 
Women's Education in Colleges.-In connection with the State Edu­
cational Development Programme for 1956-57, Central assistance was 
made available to State Governments for the Scheme of "Develop­
ment of Women's Education in various types of Colleges" on the 
basis of 50 per c11nt. of total expenditure involved. It has been 
decided that financial assistance may be continued on the same basis 
to State Governments in respect of these and similar schemes which 
are included in the States Educational Development Programme and 
in the budget for 1957-58. Financial assistance has .either been 
provided or is proposed to be prONided to the States of Orissa, 
Mysore, Rajasthan. Bihar, Uttar Pradesh, Madhya Prariesl:, and 
the Punjab and for certain development schemes of Women's edu-
cation during 1957-58. · 
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Three-Year Degree Course.-In accordance with the recommen­

dations of the Education Ministers' Conference held in September, 
1956, a Committee was appointed under the Chairmanship of Shri 
C. D. Deshmukh, Chairman, University Grants Commission, to work 
out the estimates of expenditure connected with the introduction of 
·Three-Ye~r Degree Course in Uziive!siti~ and affiliated colleges. 
The Committee submitted its Report on 1st May, 1957. According 
to the estimates prepared by the Committee, a sum of Rs. 25· 0 
crores will be required to introduce the reform. The Committee 
recommended that this sum should be shared between the Central 
Government and the University Grants Commission on the one hand, 
and the State Governments and private managements on the other 
in equal proportion. The Committee felt that a sum of Rs. 15· 0 
crores should be provided during the Second Five-Year Plan period, 
and the balance in the Third Five-Year Plan. In so far as the 
Central Government are· concerned, it is proposed to provide a sum 
of Rs. 5 crores for the plan period. It is also hoped that the Com­
mission will be able to pr~vide Rs. 2·5 crores during the same 
period, bringing the Central Government's share to Rs. 7· 5 crores. 
The Committee further recommended that the share of the Central 
Government/University Grants Commission ~hould be paid only 
when a University has taken a decision to introduce the Three-Year 
Degree Course and either the State Government concerned is pre· 
pared to pay its share to the University/College from its own 
resources or private resources are available to match the Central 
Government's grant. 

The Report of the Committee was considered at Education 
Ministers' Conference held on 20th and 21st September, 1957 and 
after a full discussion of the various recommendations made by the 
Committee, the Conference decided to endorse these recommenda­
tions. The Conference also expressed the hope that the funds provid­
ed in the Central Plan, supplemented by the allocation made by 
the University Grants Commission and the State Governments would 
be made available for the introduction of this important reform. The 
Education Ministers agreed to examine the budgetary position with 
the object of finding out how funds can be made available by suitable 
adjustments. · 

Twenty-three universities have already approved the scheme, and 
have either introduced or are taking steps to introduce it. Another 
seven universities have accepted the scheme in principle. Of the 
remaining universities, a few are having some difficulty in imple­
menting the reform, while others have not yet arrived at any deci­
sion in this regard. 
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Rural Higher Education.-Nine out of the ten Rural Institutes that 
started functioning during 1956-57 maintained good progress· during 
1957-58. The tenth Institute, viz., Mouni Vidyapeeth, Gargoti has 
started the Rural Service Diploma Co_urse in November, 1957. 

, The following Institutes have started additional courses during 
the current year:-Jamia Rural Institute, Jamia Nagar, New Delhi: 
Certificates in Civil' and Rural Engineering; Rural Institute, 
Amravati: Certificate in Civil and Rural Engineering; Ramakrishna 
Mission Vidyalaya, Coimbatore: (a) Rural Services Diploma, (b) 
Preparatory; Lok ~harati, Sanosara: Rural Services Diploma. 

To enable poor and meritorious students joining the Rural Insti­
tutes to prosecute their studies, stipends of different values roanging 
from Rs. 40 to Rs. 60 per mensem have been instituted for 20 per cent. 
students on roll in each course. • 

Grants and stipends amounting to Rs. 18,21,698 and Rs. 1,21,185 
respectively have been paid to tl:e Rural Institutes during the 

I • d per10 . 

It has been decided that students at Rural Institutes belonging 
to Scheduled Castes, Scheduled Tribes and other Backward Classes 
should be awarded scholarships under the Scheduled Caste Scholar­
ship Scheme. 

Negotiations are under way to obtain recognition of the Univer­
sities and other bodies of the Diploma of the Rural Services to be 
considered at par with the first degree of a University. In the 
conference of State Education Ministers held on 20th and 21st Sep­
tember, 1957 it was decided that the Inter-University Board should 
be requested to consider the Diploma holders in the Rural Institutes 
eligible for admission to Post-Graduate classes of the Universities. 
With regard to the recognition of the Diploma by the Public Service 
Commissions and State Governments, the conference suggested that 
an Assessment Board with a member of the Union Public Service 
Commission as Chairman be constituted to examine the standard of 
courses of instruction provided in the Rural Institutes and to advise 
whether the Diploma in question can be accepted as equivalent to 
a first degree of a University for the purpose of employment. 

Efforts are also being made in the setting up of Extension and 
Research Departments in all the Rural Institutes, some of which 
have "already made considerable progress in this respect. 

The first examination in the Agricultural Science Certificate 
Course will be held by the National Council for Rural Higher Educa­
tion in April, 1958 which will award certificates to successful can­
didates. With regard to the employment prospects of the certifi­
coate holders the Ministry of Community Development have been 
845 M of Edu.-6 
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requested to suggest to the State Governments the suitability of these 
certificate holders for jobs of Village-level Workers. 

The second and third meetings of the National Council for Rural 
Higher Education and its standing Committee were held in January 
and July 1957 respectively. 

The Technical Cooperation Mission of the U.S.A. are •assisting the 
ten Rural Institutes by supplying equipment and books worth 
$25,000 and the services of an expert in Rural education to advise 
the institutes on their special problems. During 1958-59 additional 
assistance by way of $15,000 worth of commodities will be received 
by the Rural Institutes. 

During 1958-59, a few more courses will be added to some of the 
Rural Institutes., It is also likely that two more Rural Institu~es 
will be brought within the jurisdiction of the Rural Higher Educa­
tion Scheme. 

A sum of Rs. 37 · 6 lakhs has been proposed as budget provision 
!or this scheme during 1958-59. -

Seminars on Rural Problems.-In place of the original scheme, 
"Training of Key Personnel" assisted by the Ford Foundation, a 
revised scheme of conducting Seminars on Rural Problems has been 
instituted. Under this scheme three types of seminars are envisag­
ed, viz., Regional, Local and Inter-State. 

Local seminars will be organised by the Directors of Rural 
Institutes to discuss problems of local importance. For the purpose 
of Regional Seminars, Rural Institutes have been divided into four 
regions according to their location. Major problems concerning 
Rural Institutes will be discussed in the Inter-state Seminoars. The 
first Seminar in the series was held at Balwant Vidyapeeth Rural 
Institute, Agra between 25th and 30th December, 1957. 

A budget provision of Rs. 47,~00 has been proposed for 1958-59.

DEVELOPMENT OF HINDI 

In view of the re-organisation of States with effect from 1st 
November, 1956, the composition of the Hindi Shiksha Samiti has 
been revised. The Samiti now consists of 23 members including a 
representative each of the various State Governments and the Admin~ 

. istrations of Delhi, Himachal Pradesh, ~anipur and Tripura, one 
member e-ach of the two Houses of Parliament, two representatives 
of leading Hindi organisations and a .Chairman. The ten~re of 
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office of all the members including the Chairman is three yeatS. 
The fo).lowing action has been taken on the main recommendations 
made by the Samiti at its tenth meeting held on 20th July, 1957:-

(i) A model syllabus has been prepared for Hindi ·Teachers' 
Training Colleges in the non-Hindi speaking States. 

(ii) The question of recognition of Hindi examinations 
conducted by different Hindi organisations in the 
country which had been under consideration since 1953, 
has been settled. Definite rules for recognition P,ave 
been laid down oand model syllabuses for djfferent Hindi 
examinations have been prescribed. A form of appli­
cation has also been prescribed which the organisations 
desirous of getting their examinations recognised were 
to complete and submit to Government before 28th 
February, 1958. The applications are being scrutinized. 

The following schemes have been added to this Ministry's pro­
gramme for the propagation and development of Hindi under the 
Second Five-Year Plan:-

1. Preparation of terminological work of all standard Hindi 
works, old and new. 

2. Collection and indexing of special vocabularies on Arts and 
Crafts with the help of existing literature and ectual 
field work. 

3. Investigation of terminological material in old literature . . 
4. Preparation -of technical encyclopaedias, dictionaries and 

other reference books in Hindi. 

5. Publishing revised and critical editions of stannard Hindi 
works now out of print. 

. . 
6. Publication of omnibus volumes of the works of eminent 

Hindi writers. 

7. Organisation of debating teams of schools and colleges from 
non-Hindi speaking areas to Hindi speaking areas and 
'Vice-versa. 

8. Organisation of lecture tours by prominent Hindi scholars 
and writers of Hindi areas to non-Hindi speaking areas 
and vice-versa. 

9. Holding of seminars of Hindi teachers of non-Hindi speak­
ing areas in Hindi speaking areas and vice-versa. 

10. l?rizes on Hindi books. 
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The details of these schemes have been worked out and ection started 
for their implementation. The progress so far made in their imple­
mentation is indicated below:-

Scheme No. 1.-This scheme envisages the preparation of indices 
verborum of 14 Hindi works in the first instance. The work has 
been entrusted to various Universities in India. The Universities 
of Patna, Allahabad, Banaras, Delhi and Punjab-have beP.n sanction­
ed initial grants for starting the work entrusted to them. 
Necessary funds will be made awilable to other Universities as and 
when their plans of work and estimates of expenditure have been 
received and approved by the Government of India. 

Scheme No. 3.-0ut of five Hindi scholars approached to under­
take the work, Dr. Satya Prak!ash, Dr. Gorakh Prasad and Shri R. N. 
Misra have ,agreed to undertake the WOilk of collection of terms 
relating to Chemistry, Mathematics and Transport and Ship Building 
respectively. They have been requested to start the work. 

Scheme No. 5.-This scheme envisages the preparation of 13 works 
in the first instance. These have been entrusted to various Univer­
sities and scholars. The University of Allahabad has been sanc­
tioned an initial grant of Rs. 5,000 for the work entrusted' to it. 
Necessary funds will be made awilable to other Universiti!ls and 
scholars as and when their plans of work and estimates of expendi­
ture are received and approved by the Government of India. 

Scheme No. 6.-This scheme envisages the preparation of 16 
works in the first instance. These have been entrusted to different 
scholars. The Universities of Lucknow and Saugor have been 
sanctioned initial grants of Rs. 1,000 and Rs. 3,000 respectively for 
the work entrusted to them. Necessary funds will be made avail­
able to other scholars as and when their plans of work and estimates 
of expenditure have been received and approved by the Government 
of India. · 

Scheme No. 9.-Two seminars of Hindi teachers from non-Hindi 
speaking States were held at Gwalior and Varanasi from 24th Dec­
ember, 1957 to 6th January, 1958. 

Scheme No. 10.-This scheme has been in operation since 1952-53, 
but was included in the Five Year Plan only in 1957-58. Two con­
tests had already been held in earlier years for the award of prizes 
on books published upto the year 1954. Under the third contest 
held for the award of prizes on the books published in the year 1955 
about 300 books were received for consideration. These books hav~ 
been examined by judges and the result of the competition is likely 
to be announced shortly. 
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Other schemes are under way and preliminary action has been 
completed in respect of most of them.

(ii) Hindi Encyclopaedia.-The Nagari Pracharini Sabha, Vara­
nasi, which has been entrusted with the work of preparing the 
Hindi Encyclopaedia has been paid a further sum of Rs. 50,000 for 
the purpose. The posts of two Associate Editors for the Encyclo­
paedia have been filled, and the work is in progress. 

(iii) Preparation of elementary Hindi readers on scientific lines 
for non-Hindi speaking people.-The list of 2,000 basic Hindi words 
to be used in the proposed Hindi readers which had been prepared 
earlier has been revised. A draft directive for the authors who 
would prepare the readers has also been prepared. It has to be 
referred to certain experts for comments before issue to the authors 
concerned. 

The list of 500 basic Hindi words constituting the minimum 
standard of literacy in· Hindi, which had been prepared earlier, has 
also been revised. 

(iv) Preparation of Deva Nagari Alphabet Charts.-None of the 
entries received in response to the Second Press Note issued in this 
regard in March 1957 came up to the standard. Two Chru-ts, viz., 
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Hindi-Urdu and Hindi-Assamese, however, had potentialities for 
improvement and were referred back to the authors for revision. 
The revised charts are under examination. 

(v) Preparation of Manuals on the Basis of Terminologies 
Evolved.-Qn the basis of terminology evolved, the manuscripts of 
manuals in Botany, Chemistry and Physics have been got prepared. 
The manual in Botany has been finalized and is under print. Pre­
paration of three more manuals in Mathematics, Civics and Agricul­
ture has beea un!fertaken. 

(vi) Grants to States.-Grants totalling Rs. 4·13 lakhs were sanc­
tioned during 1957-58 to the various non-Hindi speaking State Gov­
ernments for the promotion of Hindi. Besides these grants, an· 
expenditure of Rs. 56,300 was sanctioned for the promotion of Hindi 
in the Union Territories of Manipur, Tripura and Andaman and 
Nicobar Islands during 1957-58.

(ii) DictiOnary of Words Common to Hindi and other Regional 
Languages.-It has been decided to publish a dictionary of words 
cdrnmon to Hindi and other Regional Languages.

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viz., Hindi-Bengali and Hindi-Tamil have already been circulated 
for comm~nts.

(iii) English-Hindi Dictionary,-The Hindustani Culture Society, 
Allahabad, which was entrusted with the work of preparaing a 
standard English-Hindi dictionary on the lines of the concise Oxford 
Dictionary has made substantial progress and has submitted letters 
A to L of the dictionary to the Government for final ai?proval. 

(iv) Keyboard for the Hindi Typewriter and Teleprinter.-The 
Committee set up to evolve a Keyboard for the Hindi Typewriter 
and Teleprinter has submitted the second part of its report relating 
to the Keyboard for the Hindi Teleprinter. 

(v} Hindi Shm:thand.-It has been decided to evolve Ill system of 
short-hand suited to the genius of Hindi language in particular and 
other regional languages in general. The Government of India have 
set up a Committee for this purpose. In the first instance, it has 
been decided to oorry out the work of morpho-phonemic analysis of 
the major Indian languages and for this purpose different Universi­
ties/Institutions have been approached. During the current finan­

ture, an exhibition of scientific and technical literature in Hindi was 
held at New Delhi from 5th December, 1957 to 12th December, 1957. 
Another was held at Delhi University from 20th February to 1st 
March, 1958. 

(ii) Hindi Library.-The Library attached to Hindi Division has 
, added 895 books during the year 1957-58 and is subscribing to 90 
journals. 

THE DEMOCRATISATION OF EDUCATIONAL OPPORTUNITY­
SCHOLARSHIPS 

(A) FOR STUDIES ABROAD 

I. Government of India Scholarships schemes 

Central Overseas Scholarships Scheme.-This Scheme aims at 
raising the standard of instruction and research in the country and is, 
therefore, meant for teachers of Colleges, Universities and certain 
comparable Institutions of Higher EducatiOIJ. Of the 29 candidates 
selected under the 1957-58 .Scheme 27 have gone abroad so far, and 
the remaining two are expected to leave shortly. Twenty-five 
Scholarships are expected to be awarded during 1958-59. 

Rs. 3,00,500 has been provided provisionally in the budget esti­
'mates for 1958~59 to meet the expenditure on this Scheme. · 

Union Territories 'Overseas Scholarships.-The Scheme of award· 
ing five scholarships to persons who by birth or domicile are natives 
of the six Union Territories of Delhi, Himachal Pradesh, Manipur, 
'J'ripura, the Andaman and Nicobar Islands, and the Laccadive, 
Minicoy and Amindiv Islands, was continued during 1957-58. Of 
the five candida~es selected for 1957-58, four have gone abroad so 
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mencing in September/October, 1958. Five candidates under. the 
1958-59 Scheme have also been selected. 

Rs. 1,22,000 has been provided for provisionally on this account 
in the budget for 195~-59. · 

Foreign Languages Scholarships Scheme.-No selections were 
made during 1957-58. The question of continuing tl1e Scheme is 
under consideration. A provision of Rs. 1,44,000 has been made in 
the budget estimates for 1958-59. 

Indo-German Industrial Co-operation Schemej 
(a) Post-Graduate Studies and Training in German Unive1·sities 

Technical lnstitutions.-0£ the 25 candidates selected for award of 
scholarships under the 1956-57 scheme, 23 have gone abroad so far 
while the scholarship of one has been cancelled. The remaining 
one candidate will leave shortly. Twenty candidates (19 from those 
already in Germany and one from India) have been awarded Free· 
ships. 

I 

(b} Practical Training in German Industries.-0£ the 80 places 
originally offered, selections for 35 places have been Il'adc. Twenty­
four candidates have gone to Germany and the remaining 11 are 
awaiting placements/finalisation of passage arrangements. Selec­
tions for the remaining forty-five places will be made on receipt of 
details regarding working facilities from the West German Govern­
mE1nt. A provision of Rs. 4,46,700 including that for German 
nationals for studies in India has been made for 1958-59. 

Overseas Scholarships Scheme for Scheduled Castes, Scheduled 
Tribes and Other Backward Classes.-Twelve candidates (four 
Scheduled Castes, three Scheduled Tribes and five Other Backward 
Classes) were awarded overseas scholarships for advanced studies 
abroad, during 1957-58 on the recommendations of the Union Public 

·Service Commission. The scholarship of one candidate has been 
cancelled as he declined the award. Eight candidates have gone 
abroad so far, the remaining three will leave as 1100n as their admis­
sion arrangements are finalised. The question of awarding 12 
scholarships during 1958-59 is under consideration. 

The estimated expenditure on this item is included in the provi­
sion for the main scheme of Scholarships for Scheduled Castes, 
Scheduled Tribes and other Backward Classes. 

Programme for Exchange of Scholars between China and India.­
Five candidates, who were awarded scholarships under the 1955-56 · 
programme, are continuing their studies in China. The proposal for 
the exchange of five scholars during 1958-59 is under consideration. 
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The expenditure on this account will be met from the provision 
for the cultural activities of the Ministry. 

Programme for Exchange of Scholars between Czechoslovakia 
· and Inclia.-A programme for exchange of scholars between India 

and Czechoslovakia has been started from 1957-58. The names of the 
five selected candidates have been announced, of whom two have 
gone Czechoslovakia so far. 

The expenditure on the passage of these candidates will be met 
from the provision made for passage expenses to Indian students 
awarded scholarships/fellowships by foreign governments. The rest 
of the expenditure will be borne by the Czech Government. 

Programme for Exc;hange of Scholars between Iraq and Indi.a.-A 
programme for exchange of scholars between India and Iraq has 
been started with' effect from 1957~58. The names of two selected 
candidates have been recom!IIended to the Qovernment of Iraq for 
approval. 

The expenditure on the two scholars, except the expenditure on 
the cost of passage (which is covered under the provision made for 
passage expenses to Indian students awarded scholarships/fellow­
ships by foreign governments) will be borne by the Government of 
Iraq. 

Agatha Harrison Fellowship.-This Fellowship was instituted in 
the year 1956-57, in the memory of late (Miss) Agatha Harrison 
and envisages study at St. Anthony's College, Oxford, the study 
of Asian problems with special reference to India. The duration 
is of five year,s. The Fellow is working in the College. 

A budget provision of Rs. 10,700 has been made for this purpose 
for 1958-59. 

Twenty Fully-paid Overseas Scholarships Scheme.-This Scheme 
for young and brilliant persons in the age group 20-25 was institut­
ed with 'the object of meeting the shortage of trained personnel, 
improving the standard of teaching and research and manning the 
development schemes of the Government, Universities and 
Comparable Institutions of Higher Education etc. Eighteen scholar­
ships have been awarded under the scheme during 1957-58. Four­
teen candidates have gone abroad so far and one is expected to 
leave shortly while three will go in September, 1958. The question 
of continuing the scheme during 1958-59 is under consideration. 

A provision of Rs. 1,35,000 has been made in the budget estimates 
for l958-59 for this scheme. ' · 
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Passage Grants to Scheduled Castes, Scheduled Tribes and Other 
Backward Classes Candidates.-During 1957-58, four Other Backward 
Classes candidates who received foreign scholarships, which did not 
carry travel grants, were granted cost of tourist class sea passages. 
Of these three have gone abroad so far. ! 

It is proposed to continue the Scheme during 1958-59. The 
expenditure on this account is included in the provision of the main 
scheme of scholarships for Scheduled Castes, Scheduled Tribes and 
Other Backward Classes. 

II. Colombo Plan and Point Four Programmes of Scholarships and 
Fellowships 

Colombo Plan--The purpose of the scholarships/fellowships 
under the Colombo Plan is to assist the fellow-members of the Com­
monwealth by providing them with technical experience. The 
Ministry of Finance (Deptt. of Economic Affairs) is the co-ordinating 
authority. From 1958, this Ministry is concerned with the training. 
of personnel employed in the Ministry including its attached and 

·subordinate offices and also of those who are employed in the All­
India Integrated Schemes which are co-ordinated in the Ministry.· 
Of the 29 candidates recommended to the Ministry of 'Finance 
(Department of Economic Affairs) for 1957, 27 have so far been 
approved by that Ministry, of which 21 have gone abroad so far. 
Placements of the remaining six candidates are awaited. 

An ad hoc offer of Correspondence Course Scholarships for Indian 
nationals for 'Teaching Methods for Technical Instructors' and 
'Technical Teachers' Certificate Course' was received from the 
Australian Government during 1957·58. Fifty-seven candidates have 
been recommended to the Ministry of Finance, of whom 18 have been 
approved so far. 

The expenditure on scholars undey the Colombo Plan is borne by 
the host countries. 

Point Four Programme.-The Government of the United States 
of America award scholarships/fellowships to Indian nationals for 
training in that country. The Ministry of Finance is the coordinat­
ing authority. From the year 1958, this Ministry is concerned with 
the training of personnel employed in the Ministry including its 
attached and subor<iinate offices and also of tl:ose who are employ­
ed in the All-India Integrated Schemes which are coordinated in 
the Ministry. Of the two candidates recommended to the Ministry 
of Finance (Department of Economic Affairs) for 1957, the candida­
ture of one has Leen diverted to the Colombo Plan, and that of 
the other to the Programme :for 1958, Of the 13 sandidates 
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(including one taken over from the 1957 programme) recomme~d­
e4 for 1958, nine have so far been approved by the Ministry' of 
Finance. 

The entire expenditure on the scheme is met by the Government 
of the U.S.A. 

III. United Nations ·and UNEsco· Scholarships and Fellowships. 

U.N. Social Welfare Fellowships and Scholarships Programme.­
Thls Programme is designed to train suitably qualified social welfare 
personnel through observation and study abroad to gain additional 
knowledge and experience in their particular subjects of specialisa­
tion, The Government of India or the Sponsoring Authority has to 
meet the inland cost, actual passport, visa and medical examination 
fees and 50 per cent. of the cost of the rpund trip air travel, while 
the rest of the expenditure is met by the U.N. 

Of the seven candidates recommended for 1957, the Scholarship 
of one candidate has been cancelled. Of-the .remaining six candi­
dates five have gone abroad, while one candidate will leave shortly. 
The Government of India's recommendations for five fellowships 
for 1958 have been communicated to the U.N. 

A provision of Rs. 26,000 (including U.N.'s share of Rs. 13,000) 
has been made in the budget estimates for 1958-59 for defraying 
the travelling expenses. 

UNESCO Fellowships 

Technical Assistance Programme.-Awards under the Technical 
Assistance Programme are made by Unesco in accordance with the 
approved specific requirements of National Laboratories/Research 
Stations/Institutions, etc. Of the 10 candidates approved 'for 1956-
57, nine have gone abroad and the remaining candidate ·will go 
shortly. 

' Unesco's Participation Programme for Member States for Study/ 
Training in Specific Fields.-The fnllowing offers were received 
during 1957-58:-

(a) Fellowships in t~e field of Production of Reading Material for 
neo-Literates.-The names of two candidates have been J;ect>mmend­
ed to Unesco for award of the two Fellowships.

Free Hanseatic City of Hamburg Scholarships.-The Free 
Hanseatic City of Hamburg offered ten scholarships for post­
graduate studies and research in Medicine, Biology, Chemistry, 
Geology, Geophysics, Nutrition Chemistry, Mathematics, Meteoro­
logy, Oceanography, Physics and lndology during 1957-58. Eight 
candi<iates !:ave gone and the remaining two are yet to leave. 

Hamburg University Students Union Scholarships.-Selections 
for the two Scholarships have been made. The selected candidates 
will go during 1958-59. 

Hamburg Chamber of Commerce Scholarships.-The Hamburg 
Chamber of Commerce offered 100 scholarships for practical training 
in German Industries during 1957-580 Of these 36 scholarships are 
for training of Polytechnic teachers, and the remaining 64 are for 
training of Technicians. Selection for 36 Scholarships for Poly­
technic teachers and 41 Scholarships for Technicians have been 
made so far. 

Internatlional Association for the Exchange of Students for

(i) FoR FOREIGN NATIONALS 

I. Government of India Scholarships Schemes 

Colombo Plan Scholarships and Fellowships.-These scholarships 
and fellowships are for scholars from South and South-East Asian 
countries. During 1957-58 this Ministry arranged for the admission 
·of 216 scholars. Of these, 95 (one from Malaya, four from Ceylon 
and 90 from Nepal) have joined their Institutions of study so far. 
The budget provision on this account is made by the Ministry of 
Finance. 

Cottage Industries and Vocational Training Scheme.-Under this 
scheme, two scholars are still continuing their training. 

The expenditure on this account will be met from the provision 
made for cultural activities. -

French Fellowships Scheme.-Three French Fellows under the 
1957-59 Scheme have joined their Institutions of study so far. 
Selections for three more French Fellows are in progress. 

A provision of Rs. 21,000 has been made for t"H1"'~ scheme in the 
budget for 1958-59. 

General Cultural Scholarships Scheme.-Awards under this 
Scheme are made to students of certain Asian, African and other 
Commonwealth countries and to students of Indian origin donrlcll­
ed in those countries. Of the total of 126 scholars selected for 
1957-58 (excluding cancellations), 125 are studying in their Institu­
tions in India. Selections for 131 scholarships of the total of 140 
to be awarded for 1958-59 have been made so far. A provision of 
Rs. 16,56,600 has been made in the budget estimates for the next 
financial year. 

Indo-German Industrial Cooperation Scheme.-Under this Scheme 
the Government of India offer as a reciprocal measure ten Fellow­
ships for German nationals for study of Indian languages, religion 
and philosophy etc., in Indian Universities. Of the 10 Fellows who 
have been selected for 1956-57, eight have joined their institutions in 
India so far. 

The expenditure on this account will be met from the provision 
made for the main Scheme. 

Programme for Exchange of Scholars betwee-n China and India.­
Eight Chinese students who came under the programme for 1955-56 
are still studying in India. The proposal for the exchange of five 
scholars during .l!l!i~-{il1 ;is under consideration, 
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The expenditure on this account will be met from the provision 
for cultural activities of th!l Ministry. · 

Prowamme for Exchange of Scholars between Czechoslovaki4 and 
India.-This Programme has been started with effect from 1957-58. 
The five Czeck Scholars are studing in India. 

The expenditure on this account also will be met from the provi­
sion for cultural activities of the Ministry. 

Programme for Exchange of Scholars between Iraq and India.­
The Programme has been started from 1957-58. Two scholarships 
will be awarded to Iraqi students for studies in India. These 
scholarships will be awarded: under the General Scholarships 
Scheme. · 

Reciproca£ /SchOlarships Scheme.-Of the 16 candidates who were 
awarded scholarships for 1956-57, fifteen (six from Yugoslavia, three 
from Italy, two frorh Austria and one each from Mexico, Norway, 
Netherlands and Switzerland) are continuing their studies in India. 
One Swedish national has returned to his country. Fresh scholar­
ships will be awarded during 1958-59. A proVIsiOn of 
Rs. 1,36,000 has been made in the budget for the next financial y~ar. 

Scholarships to Bhutanese Student~.-The 23 Bhutanese lStudents 
who were awarded scholarships during 1955-56, continued to' study 
in· the Birla Vidyamandir Public School, Nainital. It is proposed to 
award 15 scholarships to Bhutanese students during 1958-59. 

The expenditure on this acco1.1nt will be met from the provision 
for cultural activities qf the Ministry. 

Scholarships to Sikkimese Students.-At present 22 Sikkimese 
students are studying in India under the Scheme. It is proposed to 
award 16 scholarships to Sikkimese students during 1~58-59. 

The expenditure on this account also will be met from the provi­
sion for cultural activities of the Ministry. 

II. Scholarships/Fellowships offered by Unesco 
Study programmes for a national each from Morocco, Pakistan, 

Burma, Indonesia, Vietnam, Liberia (West Africa) and the U.S.S.R. 
and two each from Thailand and Ceylon. under the auspices of 
Unesco were arranged. ThP. two nationals from Ceylon and one 
each f;om Liberia and Burma have returned ·after completing their 
study programmes, and a national each from the U.S.S.R. and 
Vietnam are at present in India. The two nationals from Thailand 
and one each from Morocco, Indonesia and Pakistan have yet to come. 
The entire expenses are borne by Unesco. 
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To look after the welfare of foreign students in India and to make 

their stay in India as valuable as possible, Advisers, Welfare Com­
mittees and To.ur Committees have been appointed at the various 
Indian Universities. 

(ii) FoR INDIAN NATIONALS 

Merit Scholarships in Public SchoolS'.-During 1957, 67 scholars 
joined their allotted schools. In all 165 scholars are at present study­
ing under the Scheme. Besides. 75 scholar~ studying at the Lawrence· 
Schools in Sanawar and Levedale have been taken over as Govern­
ment of India scholars. This has been done to centralise the admin­
Istration of the scholars under the Scheme. A budget provision of 
Rs. (00,000 was originally made for 1957-58. With the taking over of 
'these 75 sch~lars, an additional sum of Rs. 1.00.000 has been tlrovided 
for 1957-58. · 

Selection for the 1958 scholarships has been completed and 65 
candidates have been awarded scholarships. A sum of Rs. 5,90,000 
has been provided for this scheme in the budget for 1958-59. 

Research Scholarships in Humanities.-Scholarships under this 
Scheme are awarded to students who have already taken a Master's 
or an equivalent degree and who want to pursue advanced research 
in any branch of the Humanities. 

The 16 candidates of the 1956-57 batch who availed themselves 
of the scholarships are doin,g research in their approved subjects. For 
1957-58, 34 candidates have been selected, of whom 25 have com­
menced their research work sci far. 

A provision of Rs. 2,30,300 has been made in the budget estimates 
for 1958-59 for this scheme. 

Scheduled Castes, Scheduled Tribes and Other Baekward Classes 
Scholarships Scheme.-A budget provision of Rs. 150 lakhs was 
o:::iginally made for the 1957-58 scholarships to Scheduled Castes, 
Scheduled Tribes and Other Backward Classes students for their 
post-Matriculation education. In view of the increased demand for 
these scholarships, the funds originally provided were found to be 
inadequate and additional funds amounting to Rs. 50 Iakhs were 
Bll!lCtioned, thus raising the total funds for the 1957-58 scholarships 
to Rs. 200 lakhs. Besides, a sum of Rs. 2· 20 lakhs was made available 
from. the unutilised balance of the 1956-57 scholarships to be spent 
on the 1956-57 scholars during 1957-58.

Ad hoc grant of scholarships for four months from the commence­
ment of the 1957-58 academic session were made available to the 
eligible Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes students (both 
'Fresh' and 'Renewal') and Other l3ackward Classes students ('Renew­
al' only Jar the same stage of education} so as to enable tltem to 
continue their studies without being put to any financial difficulties. . 

The Means Test in respect of the Scheduled Castes and Scheduled· 
Tribes students was abolished and scholarships were awarded to all 
the eligible Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes students irres­
pective of their own income and the income of their parents/guardi­
ans. A provision of Rs. 200 lakhs for these scholarships (including 
overseas scholarships and passage grants) has been made in the 
budget estimates for 1958-59. 

Scholarships for Higher Studies in Hindi.-The Scheme was 
introduced in 1955-56 to accelerate the progress of the propagation of, 
Hindi in the non-Hindi speaking States by making available person­
nel to man teaching and official posts in the States. During 1956-57, 
66 scholarships, of a total of 110,. were awarded as suitable candidates 
were not available. The scholarships awarded included 44 for the 
Intermediate course, ten for the Graduate course and 12 for the Post­
Graduate course. For 110 scholarships t~ be awarded during 1957-58, 
selection for 82 scholars has been made so far. 

A provision of Rs. 2,82,000 has been made in the budget estimates 
for 1958-59 for this Scheme. 

Scholarships to ·Young Workers in Different Cultural Fields.­
Ay,rards under the Scheme are open to talented young persons in 
certain fields of cultural activity such as Dancing (Bharat Natyam, 
Kathakali etc.), Music (Hindustani, Karnatak Music. both vocal and 
instrumental, etc.), Drama and Fine Arts (Painting and Sculpture).

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Thirty-one scholarships have been awarded under the fourth 
batch of awards for 1957-58, of whom twenty-five have so far 
coiii:men5!ed their approved courses of training. 

A provision of Rs. 2,35,000 has been made for 1958-59 for this 
Scheme. 

Scholarships for Post-Matriculation StJu.clies.-The Scheme was 
started in 1956-57 and 398 scholarships were awarded on the results 
of the Matriculation/High School or equivalent examination and of 
the Intermediate (Arts or Science) or equivalent professional 
examinations held in 1956. 

From 1957-58 onwards, 200 scholarships are to be awarded on the 
results of the Matriculation/High School or equivalent examinations 
only. The selection for these scholarships are being finalised.

A provision of Rs. 5,64,000 has been made in the budget estimates 

for 1958-59 for this scheme. 

Grants to HosVels.-The Government of India make an annual 
recurring grant of £ 1,665. to the Guildford Street Indian Students' 
Hostel, London. £ 4,050 has been provided for in the budget for 
1958-59 of the High Commissioner in the United Kingdom to meet the 
expend!ture on the hostel.

PaTtial Financial Assistance (Loan) ~cheme.-During 1957-58, out

EDUCATION OF THE HANDICAPPED 
AND SOCIAL WELFARE

DEMAND No. 21 EDUCATION 

Training Centre for the Adult Blind, Dehra Dun.-The Training 
Centre for the Adult Blind that was taken over from St. Dunstan's 
in January, 1950 imparts training in the cottage industry type 
handicrafts to about 150 adult blind men from all parts of India. 
It also offers training in Music and Braille Shorthand typewriting. 
Next year it is proposed to introduce training in light engineering 
also. ' 
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Against the existing budget provision of a total sum of Rs. 2,93,000, 
a total sum of Rs. 2,64,000 has been provided in the budget for the 
next financial year for the administration of the Centre upto Febru-.;:: 
ary, 1958, the expenditure has been Rs. 1,87,860. 

Central Braille Press, Dehra Dun.-The Central Braille Press was 
set up in October, 1950 to produce literature for the blind in the 
principal Indian languages. The Press has so far published 40 titles 
covering over 100 braille volumes in the following languages:-

Hindi, Telugu, Tamil, Gujrati, Marathi and English. · 

At present its productive capacity is limited. It is proposed to 
introduce a double shift system in the Press during the next 
financial year. 

The provision for this year as for next year is Rs. 75,000. Upto 
end of February, 1958, the expenditure has been Rs. 46,378. 

Meetings of the Committees on the Education of the Handicapped 
and Social Welfare.-A National Advisory Council for the Education 
of the Handicapped was appointed in September, 1955, by a Govern­
ment Resolution. Its main functions are to advise the Government 
of India on all problems concerning the physically and mentally 
handicapped and to formulate new schemes. 

The Advisory Board on Social Welfare was reconstituted follow­
ing the formation of the Central Social Welfare Board in 1953. One 
of the main functions of this Board is to advise the Government of 
India on grants to be given to institutions interested in social work 
for conducting research in approved fields of Social Welfare and 
to advise on matters concern~ng the preparation and standardisation 
o_f Social Welfare courses at under and post-graduate levels. 

A Conference of the heads of Schools of Social work and Univer­
sity Departments of Sociology was held on 9th August, 1957. It 
discussed the minimum content of courses in schools of social work 
at post-graduate level. 

This year there is a provision of Rs. 10,000 for convening meetings 
)of committees on the education of the handicapped and the Advisory 
Board on Social Welfare. The same provision has been repeated for 
the next financial year. Expenditure on this account during the 
current financial year has been Rs. 7.113 

Ad hoc Grants to Institutions Conductina Training and Research 
.in .Social Work and ~o Institutions for the Handicapped.-Under this 
scheme ad hoc grants are given to institutions imparting traininl! in 
social work, or generally promoting social work and to institutions 
for the handicapped. These grants are normally in the shape of 
maintenance grants. 
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A sum of Rs. 2,00,000 has been provided in this year's budget for 
this scheme. On account of the growing demands for grants of this 
nature an enhanced-provision of Rs. 4,00,000 has been proposed to be 
made in-the budget fo~:_next year. Upto end of February, 1958, the 
expenditure has been Rs. 1,45,185, on 14 institutions. 

Grant-in-aid to Institutions for the Blind for Transcribing Books 
into Bharati BraiUe.--Owing to the limited productive capacity of 
the Central Braille Press, Dehra Dun, it was decided to assist poorly 
financed private institutions for the blind in the country to transcribe 
their own books into Bharati Braille. However, as the Central 
Braille Press is to have a double shift system soon, no separate pro­
vision has been made for grants fo! transcription work next year. 

The budget provision for this year for the scheme is Rs. 8,000. 
Upto end of February, 1958, the expenditure has been Rs. 400. _ 

Grant-in-aid for the Publication of the Periodical "The Deaf in 
India".·-A provision of a sum of Rs. 1,500 exists in the budget for- the 
current financial year for giving grant-in-aid to the Convention of 
the Teachers of the Deaf in India towards the cost of publication of 
the quarterly periodical 'The Deaf in India'. A sum of Rs. 1,400 has 

been proposed as budget provision for 1~58-59 for this purpose. 
' 

' 
Short-term Regional Courses· for Teachers of the Blind.-On the 

recommendation of the Seminar on the Education of the Blind held 
at Mussoorie in April, 1955, it was proposed to hold short-term· 
regional courses for' teachers of the blind until such time as the 
Model School for Blind Children, Dehra Dun, that will have a 
Teachers Training Department, is established. The first such course 
will be held at Bombay for Marathi and Gujarati speaking people 
next year. 

Next year it is proposed to start the Model School for Blind 
Children in a rented building. It will have initially a kindergart~ 
section and primary classes. . 

A sum of Rs. 94,000 has been provided in next year's budget for' 
the establishment of a Model School and part of this provision will 
be utilised for conducting Short-Term Regional Courses. 

Administration of Sheltered Workshop for Blind.-The sheltered 
workshop for the blind attached to the Training Centre for the Adult 
Blind, Dehra Dun was set up in June, 1954. Ten blind workers are 
now employed in, this workshop in chair caning and weaving of 
woollen textiles. · The budget provision for this year is Rs. 98,000 
and for next year, Rs. 94,000. Upto end of February, 1958, the 
expenditure has been Rs. 30,155. -
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Random Sample Survey of the Handicapped.-The object of this 
scheme is to conduct a Random Sample Survey during the Second 
Plan period in order to collect first-hand information about the 
incidence of various handicaps and to ascertain the educational and 
socio-economic needs of the major groups of handicapped persons. 
Such a survey in accordance with the questionnaires prepared by an 
expert committee, has been carried out at Bombay. At Delhi the 
first stage of the survey has been carried out and the second stage 
is in progress. 

The provision for this year for the survey is Rs. 50,000 and for 
next year Rs. 28,200 have been proposed. Next year the survey will 
be carried out in cities that will be recommended by the National 
Advisory Council for the Education of the Handicapped. Upto end 
of February, 1958, the expenditure has been Rs. 24,050. 

Workshop for the Manufacture of Braille Appliances.-A small 
Workshop for the Manufacture of Braille Appliances has been func­
tioning as part of the Central Brailee Press, Dehra Dun on an 
expez:imental basis since 1954-55. During the Second Plan period 
it is proposed to establish a full-fledged workshop which, 1t is expect­
ed, will be able to produce the majority of the appliances needed 
in the education of the blind. These are at present imported. 

The existing budget provision for the workshop is Rs. 50,000 and 
the provision proposed for next year is Rs. 47,000. Upto end of 
February, 1958, the expenditure has been Rs. 6,916. 

Voluntary Organisations for the Handicapped:-During the Second 
Plan period it is proposed to give financial assistance to voluntary 
organisations for the handicapped to develop and maintain their 
existing services and t? initiate new services for the handicapped. 

11 The amount provided for this in the budget for 1957-58 is 
Rs. 2,00,000 and Rs. 2,82,000 have been proposed for 1958-59. Upto 
end of February, 1958, the expenditure has been Rs. 85,815 on nine 
institutions. 

Schola:rships for the B!ind.-Under this scheme scholarships are 
awarded tD blind persons over the age of 16 for higher academic 
education or vocational or professional training. Sixty-six scholar­
ships have been -continued from last financial year and about 44 new 
awards have be,<~n made. 

The existing provision for this purpose is Rs. 75,000 and the pro­
vision ·proposed for next year is Rs. 79,900. 
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Scholarships for the Deaf.-The object of this scheme is to award 
scholarships to deaf persons over the age of 16 to enable them to 
undertake technical or vocational training. This year 78 fresh 
awards have been made and this figure with the 33 scholarships con­
tinued from last year makes the total number of scholarships award­
ed 114. 

The provision under this scheme for this year is Rs. 50,000 and 
the provision proposed for next year is Rs. 37,600. 

Scholarships for Orthopaedically Handicapped.-The object ol' 
this scheme is to award scholarships to orthopaedically handicapped 
students at all stages' of education including technical and profes­
sional training with a view to meeting the extra expenditure , on 
account of the students' disabilities. This year 72 fresh awards have 
been made. Thirty-four scholarships have been continued from last 
year. 

A sum of Rs. 35,000 is the provision for this year for this scheme 
and Rs. 47,000 have been proposed for next year. 

Scholarships for the Mentally Handicapped.-The object of this 
scheme is to award scholarships to mentally retarded children of 
poor parents to enable them to undertake special education. The 
rules and regulations of this scheme are, at the ultimate stage of 
finalisation. 

The existing provision of Rs. 10,000 has been repeated for next 
financial year. · 

Grants-in-aid for Research Projects in Social Welfare.-On the 
advice of the Advisory Board on Social Welfare, grants are given 
to institutions intereste~ in social sciences for carrying out research 
projects in this field. 

Against the existing provision of a sum of Rs. 50,000, a sum of 
Rs. 37,600 has been provided in the budget for the next financial year. 
Upto end of February, 1958, the expenditure has been Rs. 29,500 for 
six research projects. 

Assistance to Voluntary Organisations for Child Welfare.-During 
the Second Five-Year Plan it has been decided to give financial 
assistance to voluntary organisations for child welfare specially for 
purposes for which the Central Social Welfare Board cannot assist. 

The provision for this year is Rs. 1,00,000 and the provision pro­
posed for next year is Rs. 1,41,000. Upto end of February, 1958, 
the expenditure has been Rs. 18,500 for two institutions. 
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Emp!oyment Organisation for the Handicapped.-'the pro}:losed 

employment organisation will try to secure remunerative employ­
m~nt for all major groups of handicapped persons. This will consist 
of four pilot employment offices. 

·, A small Employment Office of the Training Centre for the Adult 
Bllnd has been functioning at Madras since July, 1954. This office has 
so far been able to secure employment for 75 blind persons. 

Against the existing provision of a sum of Rs. 50,000 for this pur­
pose, a sum of Rs. 94,00P has been provided in the budget for the 
next financia:i year. An enhanced provision has been made for the 
expenditure that may be incurred on the three employment offices 
that are likely to start functioning next year. Upto end of Febru­
ary, 1958, the expenditure has been Rs. 13,583. 

Women's Section of Training Centre for Adult Blind, Dehra 
Dun.-This Section is a part of the Training Centre for the Adult 
Blind. It provides facilities for vocational training to unmarried 
blind women between 18 and 30 years of age. The Section started 
functioning on 30th September, 1957. No •provision has been made 
for this Section in the budget for the current financial year. The 
provision for 1958·59 is Rs. 47,000. 

Ea.-nansion of the Training Centre for the Adult Bhnd, Dehra 
Dun.~It has been decided to introduce training in light engineering 
in the Training Centre for the Adult Blind. This, it is hoped, will 
minimise the training costs per head as the training period will be 
appreciably shortened. 

The budget provision of Rs. 47,000 for 1958-59 has been made for 
the purchase of necessary machinery. 

Technical Training Centre' for Adult Deaf.-This scheme envi­
sages the establishment of a Technical Training Centre which will 
in_lpart training in trades like carpentry, tailoring, machine work, 
commercial painting, electroplating and printing and binding.

The provision proposed for this scheme in the next year's budget 
' 'is Rs. 94,00~ ..

Grants-in-aid to Central Social Welfare Board and to Voluntary 
Social Welfare Organisations and Pay and Allowances of the Secre­
tariat Staff.-The Central Social Welfare Board was set up in August, 
1953, under the adininistrative control of this-Ministry. One of the 
main objects of this Board is to assist voluntary Social Welfare Orga­
nisations in maintaining and developing their existing activities and 
new services and to co-ordinate these activities into the general 
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pattern of the Five-Year Plan. The Board also establishes Welfare 
Extension Projects in rural areas, urban family Welfare Projects and 
undertakes training for Gramsevikas, midwives and dais for these 
projects. It has so far established 432 Welfare Extension Projects. 

Against the existing budget provision of Rs. 1,25,00,000 for the 
current year, a sum of Rs. 1,75,00.000 has been proposed in the budget 
for next financial year.

P-rogramme of ConstT'IJ.ction of Bui!ding.-It is proposed to start 
construction of new buildings for the Technical Training Centre for 
the Adult Deaf. Token provision of Rs. 20.000 has been made for 
this scheme in the budget for next year. A provision of Rs. 50,000 
each exists in the budget for the current financial year for this 
scheme and for the sheltered workshop of the Blind. 

UNESCO ACTIVITIES 

Indian National Commission for Cooperation with Unesco.­
India has been a :member of Unesco since its inception. The Indian 
National Comril.ission for Cooperation with Unesco set up by the 
Government of India serves as a liaison agency between Unesco 
and the Indian institutions working in Education, Science and 
Culture. It advises the Government on all matters relating to 
Unesco. After the Commission was placed on a permanent footing, 
it ·has held three Conferences, one in January 1954, the other in 
February, 1956 and the third in February, 1958. 

The Commission was formally inaugurated in January, 1954 and 
the term of three years of membership of those on the Commission, 
expired in January 1957. Fresh nominations were, therefore, invited 
from the Organisations represented on the Commission and the Com­
mission has since been reconstituted. 'l'lle Third Conference of the 
Commission was held on the 21st February, 1958. Prof. Humayun 
Kabir, Minister for C}vil Aviation, who presided over the Conference, 
delivered the Presidential Address. The Commission could not con­
tinue its deliberations on the 22nd February, 1958, on account of the 
saii -demise of Maulana Abul Kalam Azad, who had been its President 
since its inception. The Conference held a special session on the 22nd 
to mourn the loss of the President. The Commission, however, 
resolved that the remaining items of the Agenda may be considered 
by the Executive Board of the Commission. Some important activi­
ties relating to the Indian National Commission and TTnesco for the 
year under report are given below: 
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EDUCATION 

The Ministry of Education and Scientific Research and Indian 
National Commission continued to supply Unesco with such infor­
mation as the Organisation needed from time to time. They also 
cooperated in Unesco's Programme of educational and cultural 
missions. Necessary facilities for study in India were arranged for 
those who came from Malaya, Nepal, Afghanistan, and Thailand 
under various programmes of Unesco. · 

I 

Education for International Understanding.--The Government 
of India and the Indian National Commission cooperated with 
UNESCO in implementing their programme of popularising the 
objectives and purposes of the United Nations and its specialised 
Agencies. At the instance of the Indian National Commission, the 
Education Departments of State Governments and Universities cele­
brated United Nations Day and Human Rights Daj' as in the previous 
years. 

The Government of India also continued their participation in 
Unesco's Programme of Associated Schools Projects in Education 
for International understanding and cooperation which is designed 
to promote the teachings of the aims and objectives' of the United 
NationS' and its specialised Agencies and education for living in a 
world community. Eight Indian schools have participated in this 
Scheme since 1954 and from 1957 the Scheme has been extended to 
cover five more institutions including teacher-training institutions. 
The first meeting of the Heads of the Indian participating Schools 
was convened at Secunderabad in December, 1955. The second 
meeting was held on 6th January, 1958 at New Delhi and progress 
made in the working of the Project was reviewed. 'Xhe future pro­
gramme of action, particularly in the . context of the Unesco's 
Major Project on the Mutual Appreciation of Eastern and Western 
ject now has two aspcts: 

Unesco's Project on Production of Reading Material for Neo­
Literates.-The Government of India have participated in Unesco's 
Project for Production of Reading Material for Neo-literates, which 
was initiated by the Organisation in pursuance of their resolution 
adopted by the General Conference at its Eighth Session. These 
activities have been concentrated in Burma, Ceylon and Pakistan, 
in addition to India. The main object of this Project is to assist 
Member States in the planning and production of reading materials 
specially designed for Nee-literates. As a result of the discussion 
held at the General Conference at its Ninth Session at New Delhi 
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and in the Executive Board of Unesco at its 47th S~ssion, the Pro­
ject now has two aspects.-

, (i) Reading material for Nee-literates; and 

(ii) Reading material for New Reading Public. 

Under the auspices of Unesco, an analytical survey is being 
undertaken of the existing methods of book distribution in India. 
On the suggestion of the Commission, Unesco has entrusted this 
task to Messrs. Higghinbotham Ltd., Madras, and Asia Publishing 
House who are actively engaged in the field of book distribution in 
India. · 

In October-November, 1957 Unesco convened an one-month 
Seminar at Rangoon at which four persons from each of the count;ries, 
Burma, India, Ceylon and Pakistan were given intensive practical 
experience in the production of reading material.· 

SCIENCE 

Unesco's Maj<JT Project on Scientific Research on Arid Lands.­
India has been keenly interested in the programme of -Unesco 
relating to the Arid Zone Research. The ~neral Conference, at 
its Ninth Session accorded to this programme, the status of a Major 
Project in which India would continue to participate .. Unesco has 
been requested for the grant of assistance in the forni of financial 
aid. one expert, equipment and fellowships for the development of 
the Central Arid Zone Research Station at Jodhpur being established 
by the Ministry of Food and Agriculture. 

Humid Tropics Research Programme.-The Government of India 
and Indian National Commission continued to collaborate with 
Unesco in their Programme of Humid Tropics Research. Seven 
research schemes concerning various aspects of' Humid Tropics were 
recommended to Unesco for assistance under the Organisation's 
Aid Programme in 1957. Or.e on these schemes has already been 
approved for assistance by Unesco's International Advisory Com­
mittee on the Humid Tropics Research and the other schemes are 
under consideration of Unesco. 

Unesco Research Centre for Southern Asia on Social Implica­
Uions of Industrialisation.-The Centre has functioned at Calcutta, 
as a joint enterprise of the Government of India and Unesco since 
January, 1956. The Government of India have signed an agreement 
with Unesco for providing their share of contributions and other 
facilities for the Centre, according to which, they &re required to 
contribute an amount not exceeding $35,000 (Rs. 1,66,000) annually 
')r three years. 
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Major Projects on Mutual Appreciation of Eastern and Western 
Cultural Values.-The Ninth Session of the General Conference held 
at New Delhi in November-December, 1956 approved a Major Pro­
ject, of ten years' duration, on the "Mutual Appreciation of Eastern 
and Western Cultural Values", and authorised the Director-General 
to constitute an International Advisory Committee to advise him on 
the implementation of the Major Project. The first meeting of this 
Committee was held at Paris in April, 1957 and the Indian member, 
Sardar K. M. Panikkar was elected Chairman. The work plans 
relating to this Major Project for 1957-58 as suggested by the Com­
mittee and finalised by the Executive Board at its 48th Session are 
now under consideration of the Indian National Commission. As 
recommended by the Executive Board of the Indian National Com­
mission. it is proposed to constitute a small Advisory Committee to 
advise the Government on the implementation of the Major Project 
in India. 

Translation of Indian Classics into Western Languages under 
Unesco's Programme.-The Unesco Project of Translation c;>f 
Classics was started with a view to promoting international under­
standing and disseminating cultures between ·various countries. The 
Indian National Commission has participated in this Project since 
1953. About 34 Indian Classics have been recommended to Unesco 
for translation and publication. The translation of 13 classics has 
already begun and there will soon be a steady release of translation 
in the market. A French translation of one of the classics namely 
"Tukaramache Abhang" entitled 'Psaumes du· pelerin' has already 
been released for sale. The Heritage of Ancient India and Philoso­
phical Hymns from the Rigveda have also been published. The Pro­
ject is a joint Unesco-India .enterprise and is financed from a joint 
fund to which the Government of India have so far contributed 
Rs. 60,000 including the contribution of Rs. 15,000 made for the year 
1956-57. A provision of Rs. 15.000 for 1958-59 has been made in the 
budget estimates. 

Unesco Travelling Exhibitions.-The Indian National Commis­
sion has made every effort to obtain suitable exhibitions from 
Unesco and circulate them in India. At present there are two 
exhibitions in the country, viz., (i) Unesco Travelling Reference 
Libraries of Visual Aids for Fundamental Education, and (lil 
Unesco Travelling Exhibition of Reproduction of Persian Minia­
tures. As regards the first, the Library was received in India dur!ng 
the last· quarter of 1956. It was displayed at the Ninth Session of the 
Unesco General Conference in November-December, 1956 and is 
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being circulated in the various Social Education Organisers' Training 
Centres in the country. It is scheduled to cover ten such centres up 
to 15th June 1958. Regarding the second, it was circulated in the 
principal cities of the country through the Lalit Kala Akadami and 
the Exhibition has been re·exported out of India in January, 1958 to 
Unesco, Paris. 

Unesco Project for Grants for Regional Cultural Studies in 
Universities.-The Government of India are participating in the 
Unesco Scheme for Regional Cultural Studies in Universities. The 
purpose of the Scheme is to enable University teachers and other 
specialists in Social and Cultural Studies, which include History, 
Languages, Literature, Art, Economics, Sociology, Psychology etc., 
to obtain firsthand knowledge of the culture and social life of the 
regions or countries visited as well as to pursue studies or research 
in their specialised fields of interest. ·· · ' 

During 1956-57, Unesco offered a fellowship for an Indian 
national. The Unesco authorities have approved the candidate 
recommended by the Government of India. 

_As regarru; the foreign scholars coming to India under the Scheme, 
Unesco has recommended three scholars. These candidates were 
accommodated at Gauhati University, Banaras Hindu Uitiversity and 
the Central Institute of Education: The Government of India have 
also agreed to participate in this project for 1957-58. 

Seminar on the Role of Arts and Crafts at Kalakshetra, Adyar, 
Madras.-A Seminar on the Role of Arts and Crafts in Education and 
Community Development was held under the auspices of the Indian 
National Commission at Kalakshetra, Adyar, Madras, from 7th to 
12th March, 1957. Printed copies of the report of the Seminar con­
taining the recommendations have been sent to the participants for 
their information. Copies have also been distributed to the State 
Governments and other concerned Ministries. 

OTHER ACTIV1T1ES 

Unesco Coupon Scheme.-The Government of India have been 
participating in the Unesco International Coupon Scheme since 
1949, with a view to facilitate the purchase of (a) books and publica­
ti~s .. (b) scientific material and equipment, ;md (c) educational and 
scientific films by educational institutions· and individuals from 
other countries. Coupons worth $2,92,388·85 for books, $5,26,'1.41 06 
for ~cientific material and $42,203·37 for films were sold for the period 
endmg June, 1957. The Unesco Coupon Scheme has not been in 
operation since July, 1957 for want of foreign exchange for the 
purpose.

Translation of Unesco Literature.-In addition to the publica­

tion of Hindi editions qf three Unesco books, the Indian National 
Commission have further completed the translation/publication of 
eight Unesco books into Hindi with the financial assistance from 
Unesco. Out of these the translation of two publications has been 
done by the Indian Adult Education Association, Delhi, under the 
auspices of the Indian National Commission. 

Expanded Technirol Assistance Programme.-Like other special­
ised agencies Unesco has been operating the U.N. Expanded Pro· 
gramme of Technical Assistance and the Government of India con­
tinued their participation in the Programme during the year under 
report. Under this Programme technical assistance has been received 
by India in the form of services of experts, fellowships, equipment, 
books and journals. A number of laboratories and research institu­
tions have received assistance under this Programme. The most 
important item under this Programme will be the establishment of 
the Western Higher Technological Institute at Bombay. The Soviet 
Union have offered large-scale assistance through Unesco for 
building up this Institution. 

Technical Assistance under Normal Aid Programme.-Since 1955 
Unesco's programme and budget makes a provision for technical 
aid to Member States for various projects by way of services, experts, 
fellowships and equipment under its normal programme. During 
1957-58 India has obtained assistance from Unesco for the All-India 
Council for Secondary Education, the Ahmedabad Cultural Centre, 
the National Fundamental Education Centre and the Asian Theatre 
Institute. 

Conferences Abroad.-The Government of India participated in 
the following conferences: Twentieth International Conference on 
Public Education held at Geneva, Regional Seminar on Educational 
Statistics held at Bangkok. International Seminar on History of 
Eastern and Western Cultural Contacts held at Tokyo and the 
ReiJonal Seminar on the Production of Reading Material for Nee­
literates and Now Reading Public held at Rangoon. Besides these. 
exoerts from India participated in meetings of the various expert 
co~mittees of Unesco such as, Unesco Consultative Committee 
on Adult Educatioll. Meeting of Governmental Experts pn. the Agree­
ment on the Imoortation of Educational. Scientific and Cultural 
Materials. Unesco International Advisory Committee on Biblio­
graphy and the Meeting of the Inter-Governmental Copyright Com­
mittee. It is proposed to participate in the Tenth General Conference 
of Unesco at Paris as well as other important seminars and confer­
ences which may be organised by Unesco during 1958-59. 
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Contribution to Unesco.-The Government of India have been 
a member of Unesco since its foundation and have played an 
important part throughout in moulding its policy and plans with a 
VJew to promoting better international understanding and world 
peace. 

As a member of Unesco the Government of India are commit· 
ted to pay such yearly contribution as the General Conference may 
decide from time to time. A sum of Rs. 13,96,721 was paid to 
Unesco as the Government of India's contribution for 1957. A sum 
of Rs. 14 lakhs has been' provided in the budget for 1958-59 for pay­
ment to Unesco as the Government of Inaia's contribution for the 
year 1958:

INFORMATION AND PUBLICATIONS 

CENTRAL EDUCATIONAL LIBRARY 
I 

During the year under review, the Central Educational Library 
had a budget provision of Rs. 70,000 for purchase of books and 
publications in India and the U.S.A. in addition to Rs. 8,500 for bind­
ing and other equipment charges. 

Acquisition of Books and Publications: The Libracy ~cquired 9458 
books and received 1215 pamphlets. It received 97 periodicals on 
subscription and over 211 periodicals in exchange with 'The Educa­
tion Quarterly' and 'Indian Education Abstracts'. 3680 issues of 
periodicals were received during this period in addition to daily 
newspapers. 

Reference Service: This Section compiled 106 bibliographies and 
reference lists in addition to attending to 2500 enquiries. Accumu­
lative volume of Education Index <October, 1956-September. 1957) 
is under preparation and will be published in the 'Central Educa­
tional Library Literature Notes'. 

Educational AbstTacting Seroice (E.A.S.): The quarterly bulletin 
of E.A.S.-Indian Education Abstracts has been brought out regu­
larly since March, 1955. It provides in the form of abstracts a 
general survey of what is being produced in the field of education 
in India. 

'E.A.S. Bulletin of Current Educational Literatures' we~e replaced 
this year by 'Central Educational Library Literature Notes'. It is 
issued monthly to keep , educationists and educational institutions 
in India abreast of recent acquisitions and other services 
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:available in the Central Educational Library. Its regular 
features are an annotated bibliography on educational tonics, 
-evaluation of latest children's literature published in Hindi 
1anguage, an Index of Educational articles published in Indian 
journals, list of latest additions of books to the Library and its 
sections, viz., Children's Section and Adult Literature Section and 
<Graded bibliographies of Children's Books in English and Hindi. 

Children's Section: This Section participated in the following

4850 books besides 1346 enquiries received and answered. 

Adult Literature Section: This Section registered 1720 borrow­
ers during the period under review bringing the total to 6200, 
circulated 55,200 volumes, and 90,746 Central Government employees 
used the Library Reading Room during this period. 

Main.Section: This Section enrolled 100 members during the 
period under review. This Section issued 3766 books and received 
back 2985 books. 1081 reminders were issued. 

Register of Educational Research in India: The compilation of 
a Register of Educational Research in India has been taken up. 
This Register will have a twofold objective, namely, to identify and 
record educational research done or being done concurrently in 
India, and to promote its use by bringing it to the notice of educa­
tionists. Requisite information is being collected from various 
Teachers' 'training Institutions in India. 

Union Catalogue of Periodicals: A Union list of educational 
periodicals available in various institutions of the country is under 
preparation. 
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EDUCATIONAL INFORMATION 

Ove~ 11,660 enquiries received from students, teachers, parents. 
educatronal institutions, Government bodies, national and interna­
tional organisations and foreign Governments, on various aspects: 
of education in India and abroad were dealt with during the year. 

About 2,090 persons visited the Information Section i'ibrary and 
sought information regarding educational facilities in India ancf 
abroad. -

During the period under review lists of Basic Training I!.lStitu­
tions, Secondary Training Collegesjschools, Nursery·, Teachers 
Training Institutions, Public Libraries, Teachers' Tr!lining Colleges, 
Montessori. Kindergarten and Nursery Schools, Engineerir.g and 
Technological institutions offering courses at post-graduate, degree 
and diploma level, and Medical colleges providing post-graduate and 
higher courses other than M.B. B.S. in this country were compiled. 
Information on Unesco's questionnaire regarding openings for 
social scientists, facilities for studies and research in Buddhism at 
Indian universities and studies in co-operative training, rural credit 
and in National Extension Service in India was collected and com­
piled. Secondary schools in the various States of India were 
categorised. 

Information on facilities for advanced studies/training in Agri­
culture and Veterinary Science in Germany, France, Japan and 
U.S.S.R., courses in Engineering offered in Czechoslovakia, facilities 
for study/training in death duty and estate duty in the U.K. and 
Australia, and facilities for study in ceramics and glass technology 
in Japan has been collected and compiled.

minations by Indian Universities has been undertaken! Informa­
tion on the availability of university and other non-Government 
scholarships for foreign students at Indian universities and facilities 
for study or training in co-operatives in Australia and Yugoslavia 
is also being collected.

An ali.-India Educational Editors' Conference was held at New 
Delhi on 15th and 16th April,, 1957 under the auspices of the Minis­
try of Education to discuss problems of editing, production and 
management of the Educational Journals published in this country. 
Forty delegates and observers representing Educational Journals in 
nine Indian languages attended the Conference, An All-India 
Educational Editors' Association was formed as a result of the Con­
ference. The proceedings, as well as the resume have been pub­
lished. A sum of Rs. 24,000 was sanctioned for the organisation of 
the Conference. 

EDUCATIONAL STATISTICS 

Collection of Statistics: The collection of educational statistics. 
on various regular and ad hoc subjects was continued during 1957-58. 

This Ministry brings out quinquennial reviews on education in 
the country regularly besides the annual reports. The last quin­
quennial review was published covering the period 1947-52, so that 
the next was due for 1952-57. In view of the importance of period 
1947-57 as the first ~ecade after Independence it was decided that a 
decennial review covering this period should be brought out in 
place -of the quinquennial review 1952-57. The Government has, 
therefore, acquired the services of Shri J. P. Naik, an eminent educa­
tionist from Bombay, for this project. The requisite data was 
collected and the drafting of the review was taken up. 

In view of the considerable demand for educational statistics 
about the reorganised States, the statistics of areas transferred from 
one State j;o another on 1st November, 1956 were collected and the 
~tatistics of old States recompiled for the new set-up. Th~se have 
since been published on the statistical survey er. titled, "Education ,in 
the Reorganised States, 1955-56". 
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During this year, work regarding • the ·collection of informatlon 
about Indian students studying in foreign countries was transferred 
to this Section. ·Accordingly, all the Missions were requested to 
send statistics on the subject as on 1-1·1958. 

Short In-Service Training Courses in Educational Statistics.-In 
-order to improve' the reliability and timeliness of educational data 
received from the States, it was decided to hold the seventh In-service 
Training Course in Educational Statistics at New Delhi from 7th April 
to 17ih May, 1958. Further. ir. order to train the nominees of the 
·universities also in educational statistics, it was decided to hold a 
separate course for the Universities during April-May, 1958. 

In pursuance of the decision taken 11t the meeting of the Directors 
of Public Instruction/Education held on 7th November, 1953, that 
the Central Government should help .the State Governments to 

-organise In-service Training Course in Educational Statistics, this 
'Ministry offered its services to some State Governments in this 
<:onnection. In order to train the statistical staff working in the 
·universities and the colleges, the Universities were also brought 
within the purview of this scheme. • Accordingly, officials were 

·deputed to help the Universities of Gujarat, Utkal. Punjab and Delhi 
to conduct in-service training courses. Moreover, an official from the 
Bureau of Economics and Statistics in the Union territory of Delhi. 
·was given traidng during the year. 

Unesco Seminar on Educatio~al Statistics.-Unesco organised 
.a regional seminar at Bangkok, Thailand, from 15th to 27th Novem­
ber, 1957, to standardise statistical practices in order to facilitate 
·international comp~rability of educational statistics. 15 countries of 
the South Asia and the Far East, including India, participated in 
the seminar. The report of the seminar submitted to the Govern­

. ment, was under consideration. 

Statistical Enquirie8.-This Section continued .. to function as a 
-clearing-house of statistical information about education. During 
the year, a large number of enquiries from various organs of the 

•Central Government (particularly from the Planning Commission), 
State Governments, educationists, national and international orga­
nisations, were received and answered.

The provision under the sub-heads A-Department of Education 
and C-Department of Cultural Activities & Physical Education is 
made for the pay and allowances and other expenditure incurred on 
the staff employed in the Department of 'EducationJand the Depart­
ment of Cultural Activities & Physical Education. 215 non-gazetted 
posts and 36 additional Gazetted Posts (both for short and long 
dur~tions) have been created so far during the current financial 
year to cope with the growing activities in the two Departments in 
connection with the Universal Copyright Convention, National Dis­
cipline Scheme, Revision of Gazetteers and other schemes. 

"DElVIAl\TD No. 21-"37-Education-Educational Institutions Abroad". 

The provision in respect of (i) Education Department, High Com­
mission for India in the U.K., <ii) Education Department, Embassy 
of India in the U.S.A., (iii) Education Section, Embassy" of India in 
West Germany and (iv) Education Section, Indian Commission in 
British East Africa is made under this sub-head. One of the two· 
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-posts of Education Officers- in the Embassy of India in West Germany 
has been upgraded to that of an Assistant Educational Adviser in 
view of the growing importance of West Germany in the field of 
-training and higher studies of Indian technicians and scholars. 

. . 
Coordination Unit.-The Unit continued its activities of coordinat­

-ing all work --of the Ministry connected with the Educational 
Development Programmes under the First and Second Five-Year 
Plans. As in 1956, a Conference of State Education Ministers was 
held at New Delhi in September, 1957. The Conference reviewed 
the progress made in the implementation of the Educational Develop­
ment Programmes and ·recommended various measures for the 
removal of difficulties in the realisation of the objectives of i:he 
Second Five-Year Plan. The Conference endorsed the recommenda­
tion made' by the Education Panel of the Plapning Commission to 
-the effect that education for the age group 6-11 should be made 
iree, universal and compulsory by the end of the Third Plan period 
at the latest and recommended the adoption' of suitable measures for , 
the purpose. The Conference commended the study of a note on 
Perspective Planning prepared by the Madras Government in 
formulating programmes in the field of Elementary education. The 
Conference was of the opinion that the introduction of the three­
year degree course was essential for the improvement of Universlty 
Education and recommended that the State Governments should 
examine their budgetary position with the object of finding out 
now funds could be made available b~- suitable qdjustmer.ts for the 
purpose of introducing the important reform. 

The State scheme with which the Coordination Unit is directlv 
-concerned is "Setting up and strength~ning of Planning and Stati;­
iical Unit in States' Education Departments". For the year 1957-58, 
a provision of Rs.• 5·8 lakhs was made. in the budget :for assistance 
to State Governments on the basis_ of 50% ·of the expenditure 
incurred on this Scheme. During August-September, 1957 a sum 
·of Rs. 2,04,239 was released to the State Governments as first 
instalment of Central contribution and a further 'l-mount of Rs. 2.17.611 
ha~ been released as 2nd instalment during the yea-r.

Education of Displaced Students from West Pakistan.-Nearly a 
<lecade afer Partition, it was felt that the special task of the Minis­
try of Rehabilitation to assist displaced students was practically 
over and that the work could now with advantage be passed on to 
the normal Ministries. Accordingly, the work connected with 
direct aid to displaced students, educational arrangements at 
Faridabad and Rajpura, Deshbandhu College, Kalkaji, has· been 
transferred ~o the Ministry of Education and Scientific Research. 
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The Ministry has been provided with the following ad hoc funds 
to meet expenditure during the remaining period of the current 
financial year and the remaining three years of Second Five-Year­
Plan period.

Direct Aid.-In order to keep expenditure within the reduced 
allocations, it has been suggested to the State Governments to con­
sider whether the cash grants of Rs. 6 and Rs. 15 per annum per 
head to displaced students studying at the Middle and High School 
stages respectively could not be stopped and that the award of 
stipends at the college stage could not be restricted to those who­
secured 75 per cer. t m'arks instead of 60 per cent ;n th~ir preceding 
University examinations. 

EducationaL A1·r(mgements at Rajpura and Faridabad.-A num­
,ber. of Basic and Post-Basic Schools at Rajpura and Faridabad were 
started by the Ministry of Rehabilitation for the benefit of displaced 
persons. These have been transferred to the iovernmnet of the 
Punjab with effect from 1st October, 1957 on the ·condition that 
expenditure on these institutions will. be refunded to the State Gov­
ernment on an agreed percentage basis during the remaining three 
years of the Plan period. In addition to Basic schools, two tradi­
tional type of High Schools-one for boys and one for girls (includ­
ing one Primary Section attached to the Girls High School) are run 
by the Administrator, Faridabad Development Board. The ques­
tion of transferring these institutions to the State Government is 
under consideration. So long as these institutions are not trans­
ferred to the State Government, all expenditure will continue to be 
borne by the Government of India. 

Deshbandhu College, Kalkaji.-All expenditure on this college is 
at present met by the Government of India. Steps have been taken 
to make it a constituept college in order to entitle it to the grants 
of the University Grants Commission. 
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Indo-Pakistan Agreements on the Exchange of Educational Certi­
jicates.-An Indo-Pakistan Agreement was reached between the 
Government of India and the Government of Pakistan on 13th May 
1955 on the issue of original and duplicate copies of certificates to 
Pakistani and Indian nationals who had migrated• to the other coun­
try." This was ratified by the Government of India in June 1955 and 
by the Government of Pakistan in December 1955. The implement­
ation of the Agreement was withheld by the Government of Pakis­
tan till May 1957 wh11n -they agreed to a revised Agreement .which 
bound both the Governments to obtain these certificates at Govern­
ment level. It was decided that all pending cases should be finalis­
ed by both Governments within a period of one month, and that 
both Governments should use their good offices and make all 
possible efforts to obtain the certificates within the time limit. The 
Government of India in implementation of this Agreement for­
warded 409 certificates to its counterpart on 14th May, 1957 and 
another batch of 274 certificates on 25th November 1957 followed by 
128 mort> certificates dispatched up to lOth February. 1958 . This has 
Teduced the number of pending cases of Pakistani nationals to 15. 
Likewise, 101 f:resh cases against 147 were disposed of, leaving the 
balance at only 46. On the Pakistan side 117· certifirat~s out of 602 
pending cases were received in July 1957 and the second -lot of 51 
certificates was received in September 1957. The number of pend­
ing cases of Indian nationals is 389. and that of fresh applications, 
411.

CULTURAL ACTIVITIES 

Buddha Jayanti: A s)lm of Rs. 2,19,001 has so far been spent dur­
ing the year in connection with the Buddha Jayanti Celebrations 
held in 1956-57. The proposal for the construction of the monument 
has been held in abeyance owing to financial stringency, but plans 
.and estimates for laying out a park around the site of the monument 
are under consideration. A sum of rupees three lakhs has been pro­
vided ir. the budget for 1958-59 for the proposed park (Capital Budget) 
and another sum of Rs. 50,000 has been provided for miscellaneous 
expt>nditure on return of art abjects lent by foreign countries for the 
Buddha Jayanti Exhibitions.· ((Demands No. 21 Education). 

Grants to Educational and Literary Organizations of All-India 
Status: A sum of Rs. 7,51,833 has so far been granted to all-India 
Qrganisations doing useful work in the educational and literary 
:fields, such as the Jamia Millia Islamia, Delhi, the Gurukula Kangri 
University, the Sanskrit Dictionary Department of the Deccan 
College, Poona, the Bhandarkar Oriental Research Institute, Poena, 
:the Vedic Research Institute, Hoshiarpur etc. 

A budget provision of Rs. 7,45,900 has been made for payment of 
such grants during 1958-59. In addition, a sum of rupees four lakhs 
has been provided for maintenance grant to the Jamia Millia Islamia, 
New Delhi. (Demand No. 21 Education). 

Grants to Cultural Organisations of All-India Status: A sum of 
Rs. 6,08,345 including a building grant of rupees five lakhs to the 
Ramakrishna Mission Institute of Culture, Calcutta, has been paid 
so far to six all-India organisations working in the field of Culture, 
-such as the International Children's Competition C:nnmittee, New 
Delhi, Anjuman-Taraqqi Urdu (Hin<i), Aligarh, the Jalianwala Bagh 
¥emorial Trust Committee, Amritsar etc. 

The amount provided in the budget for 1958-59 for similar grants 
is Rs. 4,95,000. (Demand No. 21-Education). 
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Indology and Institute of Indology.-The Committee which was 
appointed by the Government· of India in March, 1953, to formulate 
an all-India poHcy for the coordination and research in Indology 
and to. examine the requests for grant of financial assistance from 
institutions engaged in this field, held two meetilfgs during 1957-5S 
and considered the schemes regarding the establishment of an Insti­
tute of Indology and Collection and Preservation of Rare and Ancient 
Manuscripts etc. The recommendations of the Indology Committee 
with regard to the establishment of an Institute of Indology are still 
under consider11tion of the Government of India. 

A sum of Rs. 1·41 lakhs has been proposed for this scheme in 
the budget for 1958-59. The total provision for the scheme under 
the Second Five Year Plan has, however, been reduced from Rs. 12' 
lakhs to Rs. 7 lakhs only. (Demand No. 21-Education).

Strengthening of Existing Institutions of Higher Learning of All­

India Importance.-The overall provision of rupees thirty lakhs 
originally included in the Second Five-Year Plan for the strengthen­
ing of existing. institutions of H\gher learning of all-India status has 
now been reduced to rupees twenty lakhs. k provision of Rs. 2· 50' 
lakhs exists in the budget for the current year, but a sum of 
Rs. 21,420 only has been spent so far as grant to the Vishvesvaranand 
Vedic Research Institute, Hoshiarpur, for implementation of certain 
publication schemes. Publication schemes of some other institu­
tions recommended by the Indology Committee are still under 
consideration. 

A budget provision of Rs. 4·70 lakhs has been proposed for 
the scheme for 1958-59. (Demand No. 21-Education) • 

. 
Publtcation of Rare Manuscripts.-A sum ')f Rs. 6·5 lakhs has 

been provided in the Second Five-Year Plan for publication of Rare 
Manuscripts available in India and a provision of Rs. 1· 59 lakhs was 
mJde during 1957-58. 

Proposals from some well-known Indologists and Indological insti­
tutions for publication of rare manuscripts have been examir..ed. 

A sum of Rs. 8,000 has been so far spent during the year in con­
nection with the publication of two manuscripts, viz., "Sri Bhoova­
laya" and "Jawamiul-Hikayat". 

A budget provision for a sum of Rs. 94,\lOO has been pro-
posed for 1958-59. (Demand No. 21-Education). 
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Develcpment of Sanskrit Education.-The Sanskrit Commission 
which had been appointed to cop.sider the question of. the present 
state of Sanskrit' education in all its aspects and to make recommen­
dations for its improvement has since submitted its report which 
is under considCifation. 

A sum of Rs. 39,000, was paid to the Commission during the year 
to cover its working expenses. A sum of Rs. 1·88 lakhs has been 
proposed in the budget for 1958-59 for expenditure on the revival 
of Sanskrit. (Demand No. 21-Education) . 

• 
Development of Modern. Indian Languages (other than Hindi).­

In view of the growing need for the study of regional languages due 
to increase in literacy and the replacement of English by these lan­
guages as a medium of instruction, a scheme for the development 
of Modern Indian Languages (other than Hindi), estimated to cost 
Rs. 20 lakhs in five years, has been included in the Second Five-Year 
Plan. 

A sum of rupees two lakhs was provided for the purpose in the 
budget for 1956-57 and Rs. 1· 5 lakhs in the budget for the current 
year. I The scheme is now ready for implementation, arid a 
sum of Rs. 2,000 onlY. was spent during 1956-57 (for publication of 
Bengali Encyclopaedia) and Rs. 1,000 during. the current year (for 
publication of Marathi work of late Shri Adibhotla Narayandas). 

A sum of Rs. 2·82 lakhs has been proposed .{or the purpose 
for inclusion in the budget for 1958-59. 

(Demand No. 21-Education). 

Sahitya Akademi.-A sum of Rs. 5· 5 lakhs has been provided in 
the budget estimates for 1958-59 for grants to the Akademi 

(Demand No. 21-Education). 

Financial Assistance to Eminent Writers and Artists in Indigent 
Circumstances.-To implement the decision of the Government of 
India to assist, by the award of suitable allowance and/or lump sum 
grant, persons distinguished in letters, art and such other walks of 
life who may be in indigent circumstances, a sum of Rs. 2,00.000 was 
provided for 1957-58. The amount proposed in the budget estimates 
for 1958-59 is Rs. 1,50,000. Under the scheme 165 persor.s have so 
far been given assistance. 

(Demand No. 22). 
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Reorganisation and Development of Museums.-The Central 
Advisory Board of Museums set up to advise 'the Government of 
India on matters relating to the reorganisation and development of 
museums in the country and to promote clo.ser contacts between the 
different museums, held its first meeting in" September, 1956. The 
Board approved the report of the Expert Museum 'Survey Commit­
tee with slight modifications. The second meeting of the Board was 
held in ·December, 1957. A provision of Rs. 9 · 40 lakhs has been in­
cluded in the budget estimates for 1958·59 against the prov:ision of 
20 lakhs for the year 1957-58 for reorganisation and development of 
museums. (Demand No. 21). 

National Museum.-A provision of Rs. 5,71,700 against the cur­
rent year's provision of Rs. 4,02,000· has been included in the budget 
for 1958-59. (Demand No. 20). 

Building for National Museum.-About 65 per cent. of the work 
of first phase of the new building for National Museum has been 
completed. The expenditure up to the end of December, 1957 was 
about Rs. ·25 lakhs. The first phase of the building is likely to be 
completed before the end of year 1958. · 

National Gallery 'Of Modern. Art.-A provision of Rs. 1,85,000 
agaui.st the current year's provision of Rs. 1, 75,000 has been· includ­
ed in the budget for 1958-59. (Demand No. 21). 

Air Conditioning of Jaipur House.-This work is in progress. 
(Demand No. 144). 

Indian War Memorial.-A provision of Rs. 16,500 against the cur­
rent year's provision of Rs. 21,000 has been included in the budget 
for 1958-59. (Demand No. 22). 

Acquisition of Art Objects.-A provision of Rs. 4 lakhs has been 
made in the budget estimates for 1958-59 for the purchase of art 
objects and contribution to the National Art Treasure Fuhcil. An 
equal provision exists in the current year's budget. 

(Demand No. 22). 

Sangeet Natak Akadami.-A sum of Rs. 9,50,375 has been provi.d;d 
for a grant to the Akadami in the budget e!O_timates for 1958-59. The 
provision for the current financial year is Rs. 8,74,340.

Lalit Kala Akadami.-A provision of Rs. 3,15,900 has been made 
in' the budget estimates for 1958·59 for a grant to the Akadami 
against tl:e current year's provision of Rs. 3,10,000.

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Building for Three NatiO'IUlll Akadamies.-A plot of land has been 
selected for the building of the three National Akadamies. Owing to 
various difficulties it has not been possible to start the construction 
work. · A provision ofi Rs. 5,000 only has been included in the budget 
estimates for 1958-59. against the current year's provision of Rs. 9 
lakhs. 

(Demand No. 21). 
Bu~lding for the National Theatre.-The architect appointed in the 

C.P.W:D. in 1956 has drawn up plans and designs for the National 
Theatre. In view of the acute financial stringency, however; the 
building work is likely to be postponed for the present. No provision· 
has, therefore, been incluaed in the budget estimates for 1958-59. 

Indian Museum, Calcutta.-A provision of Rs. 1,28,400 has been 
made in the budget estimates for 1958·59 for the maintenance of 
the Indian Museum as compa~ed to ~at of Rs. 1,39,060 for the current 
financial year. 

(Demand No. 20). 

Construction of Fire-Proof Building for Indian Museum, Cal­
cutta.-The Fire-Proof Building is proposed to be constructed in the 
premises of Indian Museum to house the zoological and other 
specimens which are preserved in highly inflammable spirits and 
are exposed to constant risk of fire. The construction work has 
already been taken up by the C.P.W.D. · (Demand No. 123). 

Victoria Memorial HaU, Calcutta.-A provision of Rs. 1,41,000 
has been made in the budget estimates for 1958-59 against a provi­
sion of Rs. 2,20, 700. The reduction is due to less anticipated ex­
penditure on repairs to the building, roads, and pathways of the 
Memorial Hall. (Demand No. 22). 

_ ]3al Bhavan.-A provision of Rs. 1 · 30 lakhs has been made in 
the budget estimates for 1958-59. Out of this a sum of Rupees one­
rakh is meant for normal activities of the Bhavan and the balance 
of Rs. 30,000 is token provision for construction of the buildings of 
the Bhavan. The current year's provision for the Bhavan is Rs. 8 
lakhs. 

(Demand· No. 21). 

Children's Museum.-It is proposed to establish a Children's 
Museum at Delhi. . A plot of land has been selected on the Kotla 
Road where the building for the Children's Museum and Bal Bhavan 
will be put up. The plans and estimates for the building are being 
prepared by the C.P.WD. During the year 1958-59 a token provision 
of Rs. 20,000 has been made for the construction of the building 
and the expenditure will be met from the provision made for Re-_ 

. organisation and Development of Museums. 
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Centra~ Reference Library.-The Gove~ment of India propose 
to set up a Central Reference Library at Delhi, urider the S~cond 
Five-Year Plan, which will serve as a storehouse of all books prmted 
in India and also bring out a National Bibliography as a work of 
reference for Scholars and Libraries in India and abroad. The 
Library will also, it is anticipated, act as a Centre for Exchange of 
Publications with other countries. Pending the Construction of the 
Library Building at Delhi the National Bibliography Unit of the 
Library has been set up in the National Library, Calcutta, which 
has since undertaken the work of publishing the Indian National 
Bibliography. (Demand No. 22). 

. History of Freedom Movement.-The work of writing "The 
History of Freedom Movement in India" has been entursted 
Dr. Tara Chand, M.P., former Secretary, Ministry of Education. 
Dr. Tara Chand will act in an honorary capacity. A budget provi­
sion of Rs. 47,000 has been made for 1958-59 for .. this purpose. 

(Demand No. 22). 

Revision of Gazetteers.-The Government of India have under­
taken the work of Revision of Gazetteers as an Educational Develop­
menf under the Second Five-Year Plan. The work of Revision of 
India Volumes of the Gazetteers will be undertaken by the Central 
Government and that of Revision of District Gazetteers by State 
Governments. The work of revision is likely to take about five 
years to complete. A provision of Rs. 25 lakhs has been~ made in 
tlie Second Five-Year Plan for the implementation of the scheme. 

In connection with the revision of District Gazetteers by the 
State Governments, the Government of India have decided to pay a: 
grant of 40% of the expenditure incurred by State Governments, 
on the revision of the District Gazetteers, subj ecf to a ceiling of 
Rs\ 20 lakhs for all the States. This assistance will be available 
only in' regard to those volumes which have been certified by the 
General Editor to conform to the pattern and standard laid down. 

The Central Organisation has started functioning from the mid­
dle of December, 1957 with a skeleton staff and it is hoped that the 
full complement of the Editorial Staff will be appointed very 
shortly. An Advisory Board has already been constituted. 

(Demand Nos. 13 and·· 21). 

Copyright.-The Parliament of India passed an Act called the 
"Copyright Act, 1957 (14 of 1957)" to amend and consolidate the 
law relating to Copyright in India. The Act received the assent· of 
the President on June 4th; 1957 and has come into force from 
January, 1958. With the coming into force of the new Act, the 
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Indian Copyright Act, 1914 (3 of 1914) and the Copyright Act of 
1911 passed by Parliament of the U:K. as modified in its application 
to India by the Indian Copyright Act, 1914, stand repealed. 

During the year, the-Government of India ratified the Universal 
Copyright Convention and Protocols I and II thereto and acceded to 
~rotocol III. The Instrument of Ratification was deposited with 
the UNESCO Secretaz:iat on October, 21, 1957 and the Universal Copy­
right Convention has come into force in respect to India with effect 
from January, 21, 1958. A budget provision of Rs. 2 lakhs has been 
pr~posed for 1958-59. (Demand No. 21). 

EXTERNAL CUTLURAL RELATIONS 

During -the current financial year, a sum of Rs. 35,00,000 (Rs. 
:21,8!),000 for Delegations and Rs. 13,20,000 for other Cultural Activi­
tles with foreign countries) was provided in the budget for cultural 
relations abroad. As a measure of economy, however, a sum of 
Rs. 15,00,000 was surrendered, and only a sum of Rs. 20,00,000 was 
retained for the cultural activities programme.

International Students House: A sum of Rs. 4· 68 lakhs ·was 
provided as grant for construction of the International Students' 
House at Delhi. However, it was decided later not to start con­
struction woJ:k this year as an economy measure. 

A provision of Rs. 4,00,000 has been made in- the budget 
estimates for 1958-59 for the construction of the International 
Students' House. 

Indian Council for Cultural Relations-Maintenance G-rant: Out 
of a sum of Rs. 3,00,000 provided for the Indian Council for Cultural 
Relations, a sum of Rs. 2,00,000 has been released to the Council. 
The balance of the grant is expected to be paid before the close of 
the financial year. 

For the next year, a sum of Rs. 5,00,000 has been provided 
in the budget estimates for this purpose. 

Indian Council for Cultural Relations-Building G-rant: The 
entire amount of Rs. 4,10,000 provided in the current year's budget 
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for-the construction of a ·building for the I.C.C.R. has been surren.der­
ed as a -measure of economy. 

Provision of Rs. 3,85,400 has been made for the purpose in the 
next year'll budget estimate. 

, PHYSICAL EDUCATION AND YOUTH WELFARE 

PHYSICAL EDUCATION 

;Establishment of National College of Physical Education: The 
National Gollege of Physical.Education which _has now been named 
the Lakshmibai College of Physical Education after tl:e late Rani 
Lakshmibai of Jhansi started fu11ctiolling at Gwalior from 17th 
August, 1957. The Coll'ege that is situated in a campus of about 
150 acres, is the only institution of its kind in the country and will 
provide _training facilities for a three-year degree course in Physi­
cal education at the under-graduate level. It will ultimately deve­
lop into a national centre for post-graduate studies and research in 
Physical education. Pending the con~truction of its own buildings 
the College has started functioning in the _buildings of the former 
Rae~ Course at Gwalior. 

Initially the College started with 30 admissions that will pro­
gressively increase. The ultimate aim is to admit 100 students every 
year. Although a coeducational institution only men students have 
been admitted this year. 

A Syllabus for a three-year degree course has also since been 
finalised. 

The Government of India have e~arked a total provision of 
Rs. 70 lakhs to meet non-recurring as well as recurring expenditure 
<m the college during the Second Five-Year Plan period. Grants 
amounting to Rs. 1,69,126 have been paid so far to the Board of 
Governors of the College during 1957-58 to meet the expenditure 
on the. College during the year. 

For 1958-59 a budget provision of Rs. 17·64 lakhs has been made 
for 'the College, out of which Rs. 12 lakhs are earmarked for the 
construction of the College buildings. The construction work of the 
Colle_ge buildings h~ been entrusted_ to the Central Public Works 
Department. 

For purposes of administration and control, the college has been 
placed under an autonomous Board of Governors with a Chairman 
nominated by the Government of India.

Scheme for the Promotion of Physical Education under 'Second 
Five-Year Plan: On the basis of the recommendations of the Central' 
Advisory Boa:t;d of Physical Education and Recreation, the Govern­
ment of In<iia have _included the follpwing schemes in their edu­
cational development programme under the Second Five-Year Plan 
with a t:Jtal provision of Rs. 40 lakl:s. over the Plan period for these 
Schemes: 

(i) Strengthening of Institutions and Colleges , of Physical 
Education. 

(ii) Implementation of the Syllabuses of Physical Education 
for Boys and Girls (from Primary to Higher Secondary 
stage) prepared by the Central Advisory Board of 
Physical Education and Recreation. 

(ill) Promotion of Research in Physical Education. 

(iv) Popularisation of Norms of Physical Efficiency Tests. 

(v) Conducting Seminars ori Physical Education for Physical 
Educationists. 

(vi) Award of Visiting Fellowships. 

(vii) Award of Scholarships for Higher Studies in Physical' 
Education . . 

(viii) Financial Assistance to Vyayamshalas and Akadas. 

(ix) Miscellaneous measures e.g., Publication of literature, 
Celebration of National Physical Efficiency Weeks and 
Days, N'ational Festival of Physical and Recreational 
Activities, -Production of Documentary and Feature 
Films on Physical Education etc. 

All these schemes have been forwarded to all State Governments/ 
Union Territories and the Physical Education Training Institutions 
with the request that proposals for financial assistance under the 
schemes may be forwarded to this Ministry. There has been quite 
a good response from the State Governments and the Universities 
for proposals for financial assistance. 

Reconstitution of Central Advisory B,oard of Physical Education 
and Recreation: The Central Advisory Board of Physical Education 
and Recreation has been reconstituted. The· first meeting of the 
reconstituted Board was held on 31-1-.58. The Board, it may be 
added, had been set up by the Government of India in 1950 to advise 
on the c:Jordination of all programmes and· activities in the field of 
Physical Education and Recreation, but had been held in abeyance 
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on accoqnt of financial stringencies and was revived in 1953. The 
Board functioned till December, 1956 when the Government decid­
ed to reconstitute it so as to make it more broa<ibased. 

, In- pursuance of one of the recommendations of the Central 
Advisory Board of Physical Education and Recreation as contained 
in the National Plan of Physical Education and Recreation, the State 
Governments and the Universities have been requested in a circular 
letter to set up State and University Boards of Physical Education 
and Recreation with powers and functions similar to the Central 
Advisory Board of Physical Education and RecJ:eation. 

Recognition of Diplomas and Certificates of Physical Education 
Training Institutions: The Central Advisory Board of Physical Edu­
cation and Recreation had prepared Rules for the Recognition of 
Diplomas and Certificates of Physical Education Training Institu­
tions in the countj-Y. The Board had: also set up a Committee of 
its own to scrutinize the diplomas and certificates of Physical Edu­
cation Training Institutions in this connection. The Committee in 
its report has recommended that for a proper assessment of the 
Diploma and Certificate courses offered by the various institutions 
for purposes of their recognition by the Government of India an 
'on-the-spot' study of the various institutions by an Inspecting 
Team would be necessary. This recommendation of the Committee 
has been accepted by the Government and an Inspecting Team 
of the Government is proposed to be sent out for an 'on-the-spot' 
study of the various institutions. An exhaustive questionnaire has 
been sent out by the Government to the institutions in this connec­
tion. The information collected through the questionnaire will be 
utilised by the Inspecting Team during their 'on-the-spot' study of 
the institutions concerned. 

Sports: The programme of holding Coaching Camps which was 
initiated in October, 1955 was continued during the period ~nder 
report and Coaching Camps in Basketball, Volleyball, Badmmton 
and Wrestling have been conducted in which nearly 80 teachers; 
physical instructors drawn from. educational institutions in the 
country received training in the metho~ and technique of the game. 
Before the close of the year coaching camps in Table Tennis, 
Hockey, Cricket, Football.· Athletics, Kabaddi and Swimming are 
proposed to be held. 

A new experiment, namely, coaching camps on regional basis, is 
proposed to be initiated during this winter. On an experiment basis, 
it has been decided to l:ol'd Regional Coaching Camps in Cricket, 
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Athletics and Football at Madras, Bombay and Delhi . respectivel?' 
during the months of Februar:r and March, 1958 and if the expen­
ment proves successful more such. camps will be. held. 

For the promotion of Sports and Games jn ~he country, . grants 
have been paid to the National ,Sports Federation amountmg to 
Rs. 58,538/9/-. A sum of Rs. 2;58,380 has ;been paid to tJ:e U.P. 
Council of Sports for the ,construction of :a l3ports Stadium at 
Lucknow and another sum of -Rs .. 45,000 has been paid to· Mysore 
Government for the. construction o_f a Guest House. 

For the better coordination and organization of Sports activities 
paid Secretaries P,ave been appointed to, the ,following National 
Sports Organizations/State Co-gncils of Sports:-(a) Indian Hockey 
Federation; (b) Badminton _Al;sociation .of India; (c) Basketball 
Federation of India; (d) Natiqnal Rifle Association; (e) U.P. Council 
of Sports; and (f) Kerala l3ports Council. 

On the lines of the All-India Council of Sports, State Councils 
of Sports have been set up in the States of Assam, Bombay, Kerala, 
Madras, ·Rajasthan, Uttar Pradesh, Andhra, ·Bihar, West Be~gal 
and in the Centrally administered areas of Delhi and the Andaman 
and Nicobar Islands. 

Rajkumari Sports Coaching. Scheme:-The Rajkumari Sports 
Coaching Scheme was inaugurated in September, 1953. The Scheme 
during the five years of its operation has made the country coaching 
conscious, established permanent coaching centres, offered coaching 
assistance to various State centres in almost all sports-outdoor and 
indoor-and organised coaching of coaches with the help of foreigu 
coaching personnel. During this year it has concentrated mostly 
on the Youth of India by organising Coaching Camps at University 
and School Centres. A grant of Rupees three lakhs was made up 
to December 1957 and a grant of Rupees two lakhs is expected 
to be released by the end of the financial year 1957-58. It is ·proposed 
to organise coaching in Athletics, Tennis, Circket, Hockey, Football, 
Badminton, Table Tennis, Basketball, Volleyball, Swimming and 
Gymnastics at a total cost of Rupees five lakhs during 1958-59. 

Bharat Scouts and Guides:-In order to help the expansion of 
the movement in the country, the Government of India have sanc­
~ioned grants to ~e t~e of Rs. 1,58,561 during 1957-58. This figure 
mcludes a grant-m-aid of Rs. 74,448 given to the National Head­
quarters of Bharat Scouts and Guides for meeting 50% of the cost 
on return airfare of 47 scouts and guides, who participated in the 
Jubilee Scouts Jamboree and World Camp of Girl Guides held at 
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London in July-August, 1957. A grant-in-aid of Rs. 9,113 was also 
sanctioned for sending a contingent of Girl Guides to participate in 
the Philippines Jamboree. 

With a view to establishing a pennanent all-India Training Cen­
tre at Pachmarhi for training of Scout-Masters and others, the 
National Headquarters of Bharat Scouts and Guides have submitted 
a proposal requesting the Government of India for financial assist­
ance. The request is under consideration. 

Health Education:-With a view to implementing the suggestion 
of Indian Delegation that attended the Joint Seminar organised by 
W.H.O.fF.A.O., in Baguio (Philippine Islands) in October, 1955, the 
Government of India have set up a Committee on Health Education 
and Nutrition Education with effect from 16th December, 1957. The 
CQrolllittee will work out a programme and syllabus of Health 
Education and Nutrition for introduction in Primary and Secondary 
Schools and Teachers' Training Colleges. 

National Discipline Scheme:-The National Discipline Scheme 
that has the object of imparting physical and moral discipline to 
children has been taken over from the Ministry of Rehabilitation 
by this Ministry in December, 1957. As implemented by the 
Ministry of Rehabilitation the Scheme is in force only in schools 
for displaced children in .certain parts of Northern India. It is now 
proposed to extend the scope of the scheme to schools other than 
those for displaced children in three regions of the country corres­
ponding to Bombay, Bengal and the Punjab. Shri J. K. Bhonsle has 
been appointed Adviser for the implementation of the National 
Discipline Scheme. The scheme will be implemented in 195 schools 
during 1957-58 and 1958-59. This figures is expected to rise to 30() 
during 1960-61. 

Youth Welfare:-After the recent cut imposed ·on the entire 
Plan provision, a sum of Rs. 70 lakhs was provided for Youth Wel­
far!l Schemes for the Second Plan period. A sum of Rs. 6· 66 lakhs 
was earmarked for this programme for the year 1957-58. A brief 
account of the progress· on these schemes is as follows: 

Student's Tours:-Under this programme the Government of 
India render financial assistance to schools and colleges for organis­
ing educational tours for small batches of students. The grant is to 
the extent of 75% of the railway/bus.fare at students' concessional 
rates. Organised tours have become popular 'with the students. 
During the current financial year a sum of Rs. 1,49,475 has already 
been sanctioned for the benefit of about 5,207 students and teachers 
of' 170 institutions. A sum of Rs. 2,00,000 has been provided for the 
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year 1958-59 for this scheme 'out of the total Plan provision of 
Rs. 10 lakhs. 

Inter-University and Inter-Collegiate Youth Festivals.-The 
Fourth Inter-University Youth Festival was held from 1st to lOth 
November, 1957 at New Delhi. S,ixteen hundred students from 38 
universities participated. 

The Fourth Festival has been the biggest in the series conducted 
so far; the number of participants was the largest and arrangements 
were more elaborate than those made in previous years. The dura­
tion of the festivaL was also· increased from seven to 10 days. 
Several additional features were introduced in the recent festival, 
by way of an ai!ditional theatre, club room facilities and increased 
facilities for accommodation, sanitary conveniences etc. Another 
important feature of this year's festival w:as that the programme 
included Symposia on subjects of general interest to students in 
addition to competitions in Drama, Dance, Music and Elocution and 
an Arts and Crafts Exhibition. 

The Ministry has also given grants to the Universities to hold 
Inter-Collegiate Youth Festivals prior to the Inter-University- Youth 
Festival and 14 universities have approached the Ministry for this 
assistance. An amount of Rs. 2· 98 lakhs .was sanctioned for the 
Festival. A provision of Rs. 4 lakhs has been made for the year 
1958-59 to meet the expenditure on the Inter-University Youth 
Festival and the Inter Collegiate festivals. 

Youth Hoste!s.-In order to promote tourism, which is an effec­
tive medium of education, it is essential to provide board and lodg­
ing facilities at cheap rates at places of interest. In view of this, 
the Government of India have made efforts 1to set up a network of 
Youth Hostels in the country. 

It is proposed to implement the scheme of promoting Youth 
Hostels movement in the country through the State Governments 
and Youth Hostels Association of India. Direct projects are also 
proposed to be taken up jointly by the Ministry of Transport and 
the Ministry of Education and Scientific Research. 

During the current financial year an amount of Rs. 15,000 has 
been sanctioned to the Youth Hostel Association of India to carry 
{)n work in this direction. Progress has been rather slow in this 
direction for want of active response from the State Governments 
A provision of Rupees one lakh has been made in the budget fo; 
the next year, · 
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Youth Leadership and Dramatics Training Camps.-The obiect of 
such Camps is to impart short-tenn training to teachers of colleges 
and universities in organising various extracurricUlar activities in 
the most effective and useful way in their institutions. This 
Ministry has so far conducted six Youth Leadership Training Camps 
and three Dramatics Camps. The last Dramatics Camp was held 
at Matheran (Bombay) in May, 1957, and was attended by 15 
trainees from various universities. 

This Ministry have also offered financial assistance to the Uni­
versities arid State Governments for holding such camps. The 
Universities of Gujarat and Annamalai have taken advantage of 
this assistance. 

During the current financial year it was proposed to conduct two 
Leadership Training Camps, one at Jaipur in January/February, 
1958, and the venue for the other has yet to be decided. A provi­
sion of Rs. 50,000 has been made for this scheme in the budget 
estimates for 1958-59. -

Youth Welfare Boards and Committees.-This Ministry have 
offered assistance to the State Governments and Universities for 
setting up Youth Welfare Boards and Committees for successful 
implementation. and co-ordination of Youth Welfare activities in 
their own units. Grant under this scheme is 'given to the extent 
of Rs. 10,000 for a State Youth Welfare Board and Rs. 4,000 for a 
University Youth Welfare Committee to meet 50 per cent. of the 
expenditure incurred on a Board/Committee.

tt is hoped that more and more Universities and State Govern­
ments will come forward for this assistance during the next year 
as the scheme is gaining momentum. A provision of Rs. 1·50 lakhs 
has been made in the budget for 1958-59. 

Non-student Youth Clubs and Centres.-ln order to stimulate 
effective participation of the voluntary Youth organisations in the 
promotion of Youth Welfare activities, the Ministry has offered 
financial assistance to the State Governments to meet 50 per cent 
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of the expenditure for setting up Non-student Youth Clubs and 
Centres, but the response has been vecy poor.· It is, however, 
hoped that the State Governments will come forward for assistance 
in the next financial year and a provision of Rs. 80,000 has been 
made for this scheme. 

Survey of Living Condit~ons of Students.-It is proposed-to con­
duct a pilot survey and the universities of Delhi, Banaras, Bombay, 
Nagpur, Jadavpur and Kerala have been selected for this purpose. 
The work in this regard has already commenced. A provision of 
Rs. 20,000 has been made for 1958-59. 

LABOUR AND SOCIAL SERVICE SCHEME: A provision of 
Rupees three crores has been made in the Second Five-Year Plan 
for the implementation of the Scheme of Labour and Social Service. 
Out of the total Plan provision, an allocation of Rs. 60 lakhs has 
been -made in the budget for the current year for expenditure on 
the Scheme. The Scheme falls into two parts, namely, (1) Labour 
and Social Service Camps for students and other youths and (2) 
Campus Work Projects in Universities and Educational institutions 
75 per cent of the allotment is earmarked for the former Scheme 
and 25 per cent for the latter. Details of the two Schemes are given 
below: 

Labour and Social Service Camps.-The purpose of this Scheme 
is to inculcate a sense of dignity of manual labour among the 
students and other youths and to bring them into contact with the 
villagers where they can do some social service. The Labour and 
Social Service Camps are held in rural areas and the campers 
engage in manual labour which is of service to the community, e.g., 
construction of roads, bunds, digging of wells, pits, compost-making, 
construction of school buildings, play grounds etc. During the 
current financial year, Universities. State Governments, the 
National Cadet Corps of the Ministry of Defence and voluntary 
organizations of which the most imPOrtant are the Bharat Sevak 
Samru and the Bharat Scouts and Gi.udes, have organized a large 

. number of camps of different types all over the country. Up to 31st 
December, 1957 this Ministry has sanctioned a sum of Rs. 27·5 lakhs 
for holding 886 camps with a total strength of 96.113 campers. 

The Government subsidise youth camos on the following basis:­

For food and incidental expenses Rs. 1· 75 per head per day. 

For transport charges on the basis of third class railway fare 
(students concession) or actual bus fare. 

Government grants are also paid for the conduct of Organisers' 
Training Camps for Camp Organizers to ensure the supply ot 
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trained and experienced personnel for the conduct of Labour and 
Social Service Camps. 

This Ministry have also paid grants aggregating (1) Rs. 20,000 
and (2) Rs. 11,364 respectively in favour of the Indian Organizing 
Committee for Training Projects in Work Camp Methods and Tech­
niques in S.E. Asia, New Delhi for (1) organizing a study tour and the 
11th Conference of Organizers of International Volunteer Work 
Camps in New Delhi during January, 1958 and (2) for conducting 
a Training Project in Work Camp Methods and Techniques in 
Calcutta in ·December, 1957. The Bharat Sevak Samaj is ruso 
organizing an All-India Seminar of Work Camp Organizers on the 
occasion of the above-mentioned conference. 

For the year 1958-59 out of the total provision of Rs. 56·4 lakhs 
proposed for the Labour and Social Service Scheme, a sum of 
Rs. 42·3 lakhs is proposed to be earmarked for Labour and Social 
Service Camps. 

Campus Work Projects in Universities and Educational Institu­
tions.-The purpose of this Scheme is to provide for much needed 
amenities in Universities and other Educational Institutions, e.g., 
Gymnasia, Swimming Pools, Open-Air Theatre-cum-Auditoria etc. 
One of the conditions for making the grant is that the staff and the 
students of the Educational Institutions applying for grant under 
this Scheme should render skilledjunskilled labour on the Project. 
The Institutions concerned also have to bear not less than 25 per 
cent of the actual expenditure on the Project excluding the cost 
of the students labour. 

Out of the sum of Rs. 15 lakhs earmarked for this purpose 
during the current financial year, an amount of Rs. 3·02 lakhs has 
been sanctioned up to 31st December, 1957 towards grants to five 
Universities and five State Governments for the construction of 
nine Recreation Halls-cum-Auditoria, three Swimming Pools, one 
Open-Air Theatre and one Stadium. For 1958-59, out of ·a total 
budget provision of Rs. 56·4 lakhs proposed for the Labour and 
Social Service Scheme. an amount of Rs. 14·l'lakhs will be ear­
marked for E-Xpenditure on Campus Work Projects.

During the financial year 19S7-58 the total sanctiom1 budget 
grant under Demand No. 14 Archaeology is Rs. 96,93,0)). This 
provision includes Rs. 2,00,000 for taking over Jammu and Kashmir 
monuments. The provision for the Plan and non-Plan items for 
1958-59 is Rs. 1,09, 70,000. The activities of this Department may 
be summarised as follows:-

Publications:-Ancient Indian No. 13 was published and No. 14 is 
under printing. Indian Archaeology-A review for 195!H)57, was 
out in time. The Guide Books to Sanchi (by Mrs. Debala Mitra) 
and to Khajuraho, 2nd edition (by Mfs S. C. Chandra, B. L. Dhama) 
were published. The second edition of the Guide Book to Sarnath 
by Dr. V. S. Agarwala is shortly expected to be out. The second 
edition of the guide to Ajanta by Mrs. D. Mitra is in press. A 
Guide Book to Bhuvaneswar by the same author is in the final 
stage of printing. The material for Guide Books to Nalanda, Chola 
temples, and to Delhi Monuments by various authors is under pre­
paration. Steps are being taken to publish Hindi editions of 
several guide books. The manuscripts of the Hindi Guide Book to 
Sarnath, Rajgir, Kushinagar, Khajuraho and Sravasti have been 
sent to press. Steps are also taken to have the Album of Mediaeval 
Indian Paintings by Dr. V. S. -Agarwala printed. 

Archaeological Memoirs Memoir No. 72-Antiquities of Chamba 
was published. Groups Inscriptionum Indicarum-Vol. II on 
Barhut Inscriptions by Leaders has been sent to the press for 
printing, while the material for Vol. VI-Vakataka Inscriptions by 
Prof. V. V. Mirashi is under preparation. 

Picture Post Ca_rds.-The sets of Chittor, Aurangababad, Ajanta 
(both colour and monochrome) and Sanchi were reprinted. The 
following new sets will be shortly available:-

Nalanda, Khajuraho, Pattadakal, Badami, Aihole, Bhubaneswar, 
and Halebid. 

Sets on Sarnath, Mahabalipuram, Delhi, and Elephanta will 
be reprinted very soon.

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Epigraphia Indica-Vol. XXXII. Parts I to IV, is ready for the 
press; Vol. XXXI, Part III and Vol. XXIV, Part'VIII have been 
sent to the press for final printing; Vol. XXVIII, Part VIII is in the 
press. Epigraphia Indica (Arabic and Persian Supplement) 1953-
54, has finally been printed and its volumes for the year 1954-55 
and 55-56, are in press. 

Annual Reports on Indian Epigraphy.-For the years 1953-54 
and 1954-55, have been printed, and the material for 1955-56, and 
1956-57 is with press. 

South Indian Inscriptions.-Vol. XV-Bombay Karnatak Inscrip­
tions and Vol. XVI-Telugu Inscriptions of the kings of Vijaya­
nagara are being prepared for the press. 

Conservation of Ancient Monuments.-Monuments continued to 
receive care according to their normal as well as special require­
ments. Of the vast number of monuments where important 
repairs are in progress mention may be made of the following:

The electrification of the Qutab Minar is in progress. 

Chemical Branch.-The Chemical Branch of the Department of 
Archaeology besides attending to the treatment of monuments, 
paintings, museum exhibits and excavated objects, is engaged in 
evolving effective methods for the removal of algal growth from 
monuments and undesirable accretions from painted surfaces. 
Researches including geo-chronological investigation, continued. 

The chemical cleanin~ and preservation of paintings in the 
cave-temples of Ajanta and Ellora and in the Darya Daulat at 
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Srirangapatna were undertaken. The work of chemical treatment 
was also carried out in the Vadakkunnathan temple at Raichur and 
temples at Triprayar, Peruvanm and Chemmanthatta and Gomates­
wara at Sravanabelagola. 

Exploration and Excavation.-Substantial progress had been re­
corded all over India in exploration and excavations. 'The excava­
tion at Nagarjunakonda continued in full swing where apart from 
Buddhist remains, excavation in area below 340 contour revealed 
residential apartments, ritualistic constructions pertaining to 
Asavamedha, temples of Kartikeya and a huge brick-built embank­
ment wall with steps at regular intervals. A number of coins and 
terracottas and some inscribed slabs were unearthed. A complete 
Sanskrit inscription in Brahrni script of Ikshvaku period found on 

• one of the slabs is interesting. 

The Excavations Branch of the Department continued excavation 
at Ujjain. It has yielded interesting as well as important evidences 
of the past history of ancient Ujjain and of the early people who 
lived there. 

Excavations were also resumed at Lothal, an important 
Harappa Site at Ahmedabad District of the Bombay State. The 
most striking results of the season's work is that several structural 
remains, animal remains, beads, bangles and gold objects have 
been found. Seals and scalings with unicorn and Indus script have 
been found. · ' 

Excavations at Bahal and Tekwada on opposite banks respec­
tively of the Girna District, East Khandesh, Bombay State revealed 
further evidence of the chaleolithic culture including the methods 
of disposal of the dead besides later historical periods. 

Southern Circle, Madras, undertook excavation at Kunnattur 
' District Chingleput, Madras, which brought to light fresh evidence 

on the megalithic ritual in South India. The excavation of a 
habitation site at the feet of the hill at Kunnattur revealed two 
periods of settlement. 

Exploraf!ion.-The Superintendent (Prehistory) has carried out 
exploration of sites located in Rajasthan, Beas valley and Madhya 
Pradesh. · 

Exploration around modern Madura revealed the existence of 
ancient sites-urn burials and abandoned habitation of antiquities. 
A palaeolithic site in the Malaprabha river bed was discovered at 
Pittadkal. The tools consist of hand axes, cleavers and pebble­
tools, choppers etc. 
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Exp!oration of the lower Narmada valley brought to light a 
Harappan site at Mehgam near the creak at the confluence of the 
Narmada with the sea and a late Harappan site at Telod on the 
opposite bank of the Narmada. 

Important Discoveries.-The ruins of an old Siva temple, a few 
sculptures and a stone inscription (9th Century A.D.) mentioning 
the name of the Goddess Trailokyavijya have been discovered on 
the bank of river . Suvarnarekha near Chandil in Singhbhum 
district. 

From Nalanda sites a human skeleton was discovered which has 
been sent for study to the Department of Anthropology. 

An ancient site near Pimpaldar, District Nasik was discovered. 
The site was found to contain painted black-on-red pottery usually 
associated with coarse grey pottery. The site is mono-cultural 
ascribable on the basis of. pottery to Circa 1000 B.C. 

Two Jaina images at Rajgir were found by the Public Health 
Department of the State Government along with a Tibetan coin. 

MUSEUMS 

Indian Museum.-The collection of this museum was further 
enriched by a number of new acquisitions. The galleries in general 
have been improved. The pre-history gallery was rearranged and 
now displays a map showing the distribution of Stone Age sites in 
India. The Archaeological Section of Indian Museum participated 
in an exhibition of Buddhist art and antiquities held by the Asiatic 
Society of Bengal in connection with its annual General meeting 
held in February, 1957. 

C.A.A. Museum.-Substantial additions were made to the collec­
tion of the slte museums. Several antiquities of the C. A.A. 
Museum, such as silk paintings, paper drawings, stueco, figurines 
etc. were chemically treated and exhibited with suitable labels. A 
new gallery for excavated material has been established and the 
potteries have been arranged tjrpewise and sitewise in show cases 
with a view to facilitating their chronological studies. 

The question of establishment of a new museum at Rupar is in 
hand. 

Epigraphy.-Important records and inscriptions were reviewed by 
the Government Epigraphist and of the inscriptions examined 
the following deserve special mention:-

The earliest among the Stone epigraphs comes from Nagarjuna­
konda. Among the copper plates examined the earliest belong to 
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the Vishnukundin King Vikrammdravaraman' II (century 500 A.D.). 
The others consist of one belonging to Pallava Paramasvaravaraman 
I (670-6:30 A.D.), and one from Srikakulam district, Andhra, belong­
ing to the eastern King Yuvaraja Rajendra Varman (Ganga year 
313). 

The Assistant Superintendent for Epigraphy (Arabic and 
Persian) copied new inscriptions from different places. Arabic 
and Persian supplement for 1953-54 was finally published and 
material for annual report has been· finally compiled. 

Survey of Temples.-The architectural survey of temples is in 
progress. Survey of ancient temples, at Badoh, Pathari, Surwaya, 
Kadvaha, Amrol and Gwalior all situated in Madhya Pradesh and 
datable from 9th-12th centuries, has been completed. A detailed 
comparative study of the Gupta temples of Central and Northern 
India was also undertaken. · 

The famous cave Temples at Ajanta, Ellora and Bagh, and the 
Temples at Badami, Aihole, Pattadakal and :rJiahakutesvara in 
Bijapur District and Alampur in Raichur District were studied. 
with a view to exploring the problem of the genesis and early deve­
lopment of the Indian temple architecture. The study has provid· 
ed material for the derivation of southern and northern styles from a 
common source and for the gradual crystallisation of the peculia­
rities of each style in course of its diffusion through time and space. 

In the scheme of an architectural survey of temples of South 
India on regional, dynastic and chronological basis, the cave temples 
in Madurai District, relating_ to Pandyas (7th-9th century A.D.) 
were surveyed. Likewise an exploratory survey of rock-cut caves, 
monolithic and structural temples in the Chalukyan area in Deccan 
has been made. Results of all the survey so far undertaken are 
being completed for publication. 

Gardens.-All the Archaeological Gardens are maintained in 
condition with ~;pecial! care for gardens at Taj, Agra Fort, and 
Sikandra Tomb. The gardens at Sarnath site and Nalanda con­
tinued to be maintained, in good condition. Grass operation at 
Shanwarawada (Poona) was started. A preliminary planting 
scheme for a garden for Nagarjunakonda hill top is in hand. 

Miscellaneatts.-A meeting of the Central Advisory Board of 
Archaeology was held on 14th September, 1957. A symposium to 
discuss the Archaelogical problems and an exhibition of the exca­
vated antiquities were also organised on the occasion. A revised 
A.M.P. Act has been introduced in Parliament.

(3) The Human Biology section analysed the Rajpur blood 

groups (A.B.O., M.N., Rh.) and other genetic data; the 
P.T.C. taste or variation data (1400 Brahmin) and the 
anthropometric data of the Rajput clans. Final ana­
lyses of the Rupkund Osteometric data have been con­
ducted. Blood group studies of Rupkund skeletal 
remains continued. Microcrystalline structure of pre­
historic bone studied by X-ray diffraction. 

(4) The Ethnography section carries out its regular preser­
vative work on the departmental specimens. Moderni­
sation of the dioramas in the eastern half of the 
Museum anthropological gallery has been completed. 
Progress has been made in the modernisation of the 
show cases for the Garo and the Riang and the life 
size models for the Chenchu and the Kanikkar have 
been completed. 

(5) The Social Anthropology section planned a research 
programme to be undertaken in the rural communities 
near Sriniketan. · This includes intensive study of 
the villages under the scheme of rural reconstruction 
of Sriniketan and aims at finding out the changes in 
the villages due to the activities of Sriniketan. 
Religious concept as a part of the chapter on 'Religion 
of the Riang of Tripura' has 'been written. 'Social 
Organisation of Car-Nicobarese' in the Monograph on 
the Car-Nicobarese has been completed. Chapters on 
economic life and Material culture of Car-Nicobarese 
are under preparation. 

The, Psychology Section has analysed the data on the 
Rorschach test among the Riang of Tripura and a re­
port is being prepared. The attitude scale data pertain­
ing to the Baiga of M.P. are being analysed. 

The Linguistics Section is writing the report on the Onge 
language. It drew up a scheme for starting the 
linguistic survey of the Kuki-chin group of language, 
and is continuing the analysis of the Korku language. 

The Statistical Section carried out the statistical reductions 
of the biometric and somatometric data collected by 
the scientific workers of the Department. It also 
compiled the migratron figures of a few religious towns 
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in India and occupational figures for migrants in five 
states of India. A survey of the visitors to the Indian 
Museum was made. 

The Photography Section has completed the map showing 
the internal migration between States of India as well 
as the tribal map of India. A coloured map of Manipur 
area showing the distribution of the languages and 
dialects of the Naga and the Bodo groups has been 
prepared. Genealogical charts of the Riang of Tripura 
have been drawn. 

The Translation Section is translating the Memoir No. 2 
entitled The Santa"-A Study· in Culture-Change by 
N. Datta-Majumder, into Bengali, Urdu and Hindi 
languages. Translation of the same in Tamil language 
is complete. Translation of scientific terminology 
(2200) in four languages viz., Hindi, Tamil, Bengali and 
Vrdy ha~ b<;)e!l completed. 

The l..lbr!lry has added 2010 periodicals, 145!1 boo~s and 56 
maps- to its stock. It has prepared Cum1.1lative Index 
to Current LiteratYre from January 19:i? til December 
1957, . 

Programme for 19:58-:59.-The various programmes of field as 
well as laboratory Investigations already undertaken but not yet 
completed will be continued, wit'h the help ot the scientific person­
nel available in the Department at present. A programme of 
anthropological surveys including (i) Ethnographic, (li) Psycho· 
cultural, (iii) Linguistic, (iv) Somatological, (v) Genetic and (vi), 
Demographic surveys has been drawn up for the Second Five­
Year Plan period. 

NATIONAL ARCHIVES OF INDIA 

Budget.-:Funds to the extent of Rs. 14,16,000 were placed at the 
disposal of this Department and its regional Office at Bhopal for the 
year 1957-58 against Rs. 16,29,000 for the year 1956-57- A provision 
of Rs. 14,86,600 (Plan and non-Plan items) has been proposed to be 
included in the budget estimates for 1958-59. 

(Demand No. 22) 

During the curro~nt year as a measure of economy certain posts 
were left unfilled and the wurchase of furniture and other miscel­
laneous items wa,s deferred, 'thereby effecting a saving of Rs. 45,000 
approximately. The amount !provided In the Second Five-Year Plan 
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for the development Schemes of the depa;tment and construction 
of an Annexe was reduced from Rs. 10 lakhs and 55 lakhs respectiv­
ty to Rs. 8 lakhs and 40 lakhs respectively. The construction of the 
third and fourth storeys of the building of the Region-al Office at 
Bhopal was also suspended. 

Accessions.-1,02,805 files were received for custody. Other ac­
cessions of the Department included ~2 documents relating to Indian 
Audit Office, ~ondon and six maps received from the Survey of 
India. 

Exchange difficulties .considerably impeded the implementation 
of the Department's programme of acquiring historical manuscript 
and microfilm copies of documents of Indian interest from abroad. 
Five interesting manuscripts were, however, purchased including 
an autograph letter of Prince Dalip Singh, and 49 photographic 
dg~uii\ents Illustrating the history ef Burma were acquired. 

Thirty-four autograph letters of Mahatma Gandhi going back 
to 1917 were presented to the Department by the Government of 
Bihar as a gift. 

Checking and Arranging Accessions.-Checking and arrangement 
of the Department's accessions '\Vas continued and the ·number of 
records arranged and checked totalled 3,076 volumes and 2,46,529 
files. Progress was also made. in surveying the old accessions, con­
solidating disarranged series, reconstruction of the dispersed records 
of the late Foreign and Political Department (1890-1923) and pro­
viding with check-lists those seJ;ie's of records that were received 
without lists. 

A catalogue of printed maps in the custody of this Department 
was compiled. 

The preparation of a catalogue of microfilm copies of records of 
Indian interest obtained from abroad was taken in hand and about 
150 rolls were checked and catalogued. An abstract hand list was 
also prepared and supplied to state Record Office. Universities and 
learned Institutions. 

Research facilities.-During the year under review, 112 research 
scholars conducted reseal'ch among the records, and 16,872 pages of 
excepts, 4,412 pages of photostat copies and microfilms containing 
5,658 exposures were released for their use. 

The hours of the Research Room were extended from 10 A.M.­
IS P.M. to 9 A.M.-8 P,M, 
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Training in Archives-Keeping.-The four candidates who had 
been admitted to the One-Year Diploma Course completed their 
training. The department also conducted two short-term courses 
of three months duration each, and imparted training to 17 nomi­
nees of the Central Government agencies and State Governments 
in the administration and preservation of archives. . 

Exhibition.-The exhibition of records and manuscripts in the 
Department continued to attract the public and during the year 
over 700 visitors came to see the exhibits. 

Forty-nine original documents and 20 photographs and maps be­
longing to this Department were displayed at the 1857 Centenary 
Exhibition held at the National Museum, New Delllt from 22nd 
Au~st tQ li;ith September, 19ti7. · 

l'uQligqtfon$,-Volume ll of Fort William-India House C07'Tes. 
pondencl! was published and Issued for sale during the year. The. 
printing of Volumes I, IX and ~III of the same series made steady 
progress and the typescripts of. Volume VI were sent to the press. 
Revision of the editorial work of Volumes XV, XVI and XIX con­
tinued and some progress made therein. The volume of Browne 
Correspondence Is being made ready for the press. 

Volume IX, No. 2(July-December, 1955) of the Indian Archives 
was issued and the materials for a consolidated issue of Volume X 
(January-December, 1956) were sent for printing. 

A lisJ of Publications of the National Archives of India was com­
pleted and the Annual Report of National Archives of India, 1955 
was published. 

Preparation of the Handlists of the Original Persian Letters 
·received for 1815, 1816 and 1817 and Persian Newspapers was com­
pleted. 

The Department undertook a novel project of cataloguing the 
oriental seals found ·among the Persian records in its custody and 
made considerable progress therein. Progress was also made in 
preparing a catalogue of Persian, Arabic and Urdu manuscripts and 
documents acquired by purchase and presentation. 

Preservation.-The Department undertook repair work for a few 
state Governments, institutions and individuals in addition to its 
normal repair and rehabilitation programme. 

The Department introduced an improvement in the technique of 
lamination, which helped in saving the labour and materials neces­
sary for providing extra guards to documents. The new te<:hniqua 
etfected a saving of Rs. 6,000 approximately. 
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Technical Services.-Technical advice on the preservation and 
rehabilitation of records was rendered to several institutions, Cen­
tral Government Departments ana State Governments of Punjab, 
West Bengal, Kerala, Rajasthan and Andhra Pradesh. 

At the request of the Director, Secretariat Training School, this 
Department arranged a lecture on the 'preservation' for the trainees 
undergoing training in the said School. , 

Photo-duplication . ..:.....Microfilming of the records of the late Fore­
ign Department in the custody of this Department was continued 
and implementation of the scheme to microfilm rare manuscripts 
belonging to the Raza Library, Rampur was taken up. 

Photo-duplication services like microfilming, photostating and 
enlarging were rendered to several individuals and outside agencies. 

National Archives of India, Regional Office, Bhopal.-The Regio­
nal Office continued· to receive the records of the late Bhopal Gov­
ernment. The total accessions from the inception of the office to 
the end of the year under review being 3,00,000 files and 30,000 
volumes. The activities of the office included checking, arrange­
ing and listing of- the records accessioned as also the preparation of 
suitable reference media for the convenience of research schools 
etc. 

Some of the important schemes proposed to be undertaken during 
the next are:- ' 

(a) Publication of' Education Records. 

(b) Acquisition of Private Archives. 
(c) Microfilming of Newspapers. 

(d) Publication of Persian Akhbars of the Moghal period. 
(e) Guide to Archival Repositories. 

A suitable grant under the India Wheat Loan Educational Ex­
change Programme has also been applied for to supplement the 
activities of the Department, in regard to acquisition of books, Mic­
rofilm equipment and copies of records of Indian interest from the 
United States of America. 

NATIONAL LIBRARY, CALCUTTA 

Budget.-For 1957-58 the budget allotment for the Library is 
Rs. 13,12,700 as against ;Rs. 7,75,000 for 1956-57. The increase in the 
=urrent year's allotment was due largely to the provision of addition­
al funds for the development schemes of the National Library. A 
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provision of Rs. 11,37,600 has been pr:>posed for 1958·59,. of whicl 
Rs. 56,400 has been proviaed for the implementation of the develop· 
ment schemes included under the Second Five-Year Plan 

(Demand No. 22) 

Wheat Loan Grant.-A sum of $ 20,800 has been allotted to thil 
Library under the India Wheat Loan Educational Exchange Pro­
gramme for the purchase of books and equipment during the yeai 
1957-58. 

Acquisitions.-During the period under review the Library ob­
tained a total number of 27,107 books and 2,688 (titles) periodicals 
of which 21,197 books and 2,688 (titles) periodicals have been re­
ceived· under the Delivery of books (Public Libraries) Act. 1954: 
1,372 books on exchange basis; 1,533 books as gifts and 3,005 books 
anrl 408 (titles) periodicals have been acquired by purchase. 

Cataloguing.-During the period fro:pl 1st April, 1957 to 15th 
Dec,ember, 1957, 15,390 volumes of publications in European langu­
ages and 8,681 volumes in Asian languages have been catalouged and 
made available to the readers. 

Sapru Political Pavers.-A dossier representin~ late Sir Tej 
Bahadur Sapru's correspondence was formally presented to the 
National Library by his sons. Sarvashri A. N. Sapru, P. N. Sapru 
and T. N. Sapru as a gift on certain conditions. The gift ·of this 
dossier has been accepted by the Governing Council of the 'Library. 
The 300 and add papers which farm this rich dossier have been 
some of the most cherished acquisitions of the Library and will be 
found to be of immense research value particularly to the student 
of contemporary constitutional problems of India. The dossier is a 
revealing politicaJ record of India in transition. The Round Table 
Conferences. the Constitutional Reforms. the Interim Concept of the 
Feileral Government, Cripps' Mission and other live topics of the 
day figure in this correspondence. 

' 
Bibliographical and Reference work.-In resp..~itse to public re­

quests a number of small size bibliographies on different subjects of 
interest have been prepared by the Reference and Bibliography 
Division. 

As regards the compilation of the Bibliography of Indology out 
of the fifty-six sections, the work on three secti:>ns, viz .. the compila­
t.io'1 of bibliography of (1) Indian Anthropology, (2) Indian Botany, 
and (3) Bengali language and literature is in progress. Besides this, 
'!l3 reference queries from the nublic have been attended to and 
::1<1ian material c:>nsisting of 600 entries have been. prepared for thEl 
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!ndex Translation, Volume X-an International Bibliography spon­
sored by the -Unesco. 

Exhibitions.-An exhibition called "1857 Centenary Exhibition 
of Printed Books, Documents and Illustrations" was arranged at the 
Library.. On the occasion of the All-India Writers' Conference an­
othPr exhibition of· books and manuscripts was arranged.

Additional Accommodation for Books.-An additional floor area 
to the extent of 6,500 sq. ft. has been added to the Stack Room of the 
I Abrary by converting the old six-unit Staff Quarters at Belvedere 
into a Stack Room for the Library. 

:Jevu.tation of Departmental officer.-Sr ri B. N. Bandyopa­
dhyay Chmidhuri. Technical Assistant has been deputed to , the 
U.S.A. for training in preservation and bookbinding methods for a 
period of four months with effect from 19th September, 1957, under 
the India Wheat Loan Educational Exchange Programme.

Compilation of Indian National Bibliography.-A very important 
stage.o.f:work·has been• reached by the compilation of the specimen 
issue of the Indian National Bibliography which is designed to be a 
Quarterly,. . Th~ scope of the Indian National Bibliography is noth­
ing less than ~e scientific record of all the publications in India in 
all the ,,languages recognised by the Constitution, both official and 
non-official. The official publications will 'include not only Central 
Government publications but also· the State Governments publica­
tions. The main features of the Bibliography are that it is a classi­
fied .bibliography in. the Roman script with an alphabetical index of 
authors; .titles,. collaborators, series and subjects. This specimen 
issue ,was .prepared in August this year and was sent to all the senior 
librarians in the -country and to some bibliographers abroad for 
criticism. and advice .. Their comments have since been received and 
tabulated. ,The entries in this specimen have been rearranged'. The 
matter. for .the .first issue of the Bibliography is ready for the press 
and it is expected to be_ \)Ut in January, 1958. 

"Future •Programme for 1958-59,-The regular publication of the 
Indian National Bibliography which is designed to be a quarterly 
will continue during 1958-59.

CENTRAL SECRETARIAT LIBRARY ' . 
. /l'he total· •budget··Sanctioned for. the. year was Rs. 1,66,000. Of 

this-amount. Rs. 1,53,000 were<ear.marked· for the purchase of books, 
periodicals and other publications and Rs. 13,000 for binding and 
equipment. 

Acquisitions.-The Library added 5,403 books, 12,246 'Govern­
ment documents and 1,521 pamphlets. 215 periodicals and 11 news­
papers were subscribed for and 121 periodicals were received free. 
UndeD the provisions of the Agreement for Exchange of Official Pub­
lications,•with the United States ·Government 10,297 United States 
Government documents were received during the year. The Library 
aiso .. received about 200 Russian language books on various subjects 
and .about 40 Chinese language books from the · Governments of 
U.S.S.R. and the Peoples Republic of China respectively. Among 
the notable additions to the Library during the year were the Cata­
logue of the British Museum and several basic reference books from 
the U.S.A. During the year a systematic effort was made to com­
plete the back-files of important Indian journals. 
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Reference and Circu.lation.-The volume of reference work 
increased considerably during the year. About 9,000 reference ques­
tions, including quick and research reference questions, were handled. 
The Library received queries from almost all the Ministries of the 
Government of India and frequently queries from Embassies and other 
agencies of foreign governments in the city: Seve:ml research 
scholars from educational and other institutions in the city and from 
the country came to consult old and rare books, reports and other 
Government of India publications. 

The number of registered borrowers is at -present 11,969, which is 
an increase of 2,469 over that of the last year. The total number of 
books and other publications issued was 80,718. About 500 persons 
visit the Library each day to read magazines and newspapers and 
consult reference books. ' -

Other Activities.-The Library has during the year completed a 
good part of its programme of reorganisation. Accordingly almost 
all the books have been re-accessioned, properly stamped and num­
bered. The verification of stock is in process and it is expected that 
the entire book stock will be verified during the course of the next 
financial year. Progress has been made in re-catalogwng and 
re-classification of these books and a new classified catalogue is being 
prepared. 

More than 5,000 volumes were bound during the year. These 
include old, rare and out-of-print titles. 

A monthly list of additions is issued regularly nnd an index of 
about 30 Indian periodicals has been prepared. 

Several special lectures were arranged in the Library in coopera­
tion with the Government of India Libraries Association. Among 
them, the talks by Dr. Luther Evans, Director General-of Unesco and 
by Dr. S. R. Ranganathan, the internationally known library expert 
were the high-lights.

The Botanical Survey has now under it .the following 
organisations:-

!. The Office of the Chief Botanist, Calcutta. 

2. The Central National Herbarium at Indian Botanic Garden, 
Calcutta. 

3. The Industrial Section at the Indian Museum, Calcutta. 

4.· The Central Botanical Laboratory, Allahabad. 

5. Four Regional Circles based on phyto-geographical affinities 
· namely the Eastern, Western, Northern and Southern 

Circles with their headquarters at Shillong, Poona, 
Debra Dun and _Coimbatore respectively each under a 
Regional Botanist. 

The headquarters establi~hment under the Chief Botanist at 
Calcutta, coordinates the activities of the various Regional Circles 
and attached offices for implementing the policy laid down by Gov­
ernment to render help, advice and guidance in the field of botanical 
explorations and investigations. · 

' 
The National Herbarium will house the type specimens and a 

fully representative collection of the plants comprising of the flora 
of India and also of other countries. This Institution will also aid 
in floristic work, taxonomy, systematics, nomenclature and training 
in Modern Herbarium and Taxonomical methods through diploma 
and refresher courses. 

The Industrial Section maintains a Botanical Museum on modern 
lines in Calcutta, with full representative collection of authentic 
plant specimens of Economic Survey and investigations on plant 
resources, supply of economic information, visual education and 
Museum services and training in Museum methods. 

The Central Botanical Laboratory undertakes intensive investi­
gations on Cyto-taxonomical (indicative of Plant Geography and 
distribution of the Indian flora in particular), Genetical. Physio­
logical Ecological and related subjects and also in· ludes Radioiso­
tope studies on Plants. 
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Regional Circles explore and accurately map the flora and vegeta­
tion of the respective regions, collect specimens and data in respect 
of ecological g:r:oups and economic plants at regular intervals during 
different season's of the year to bring them up-to-date and revise the 
flora of the country. 

The Botanical Survey of India will collaborate with universities 
and research centres in the country by encouraging research students 
in universities to take up studies of' problems relating to flora of 
India. 

Progress of Work: Systematic surveys of the floras of the country 
in under-exploted and un-explored areas have been undertaken by 
the Regional Botanists in different circles of the Botanical Survey 
of India. 

Reprinting of Cooke's Flora of Bombay and Gamble's Flora of 
Madras was completed. 

The Central Botanical Laboratory was shifted from Lucknow to 
Allahabad in December, 1957. 

The activities of the different organisations under the Botanical 
Survey of India are given below in brief. 

Industrial Section: About 150 new exhibits were acquired and 
exhibited. The work on the collection and supply of genuine 
materials and authentic information to various correspondents was 
continued. Botanical collection tour to Kashmir was undertaken 
and many valuable specimens were collected for the new Botanical 
Gallery and the Industrial Section. 

The Curator went to Sundarbans and collected many interesting 
specimens including algae amongst which were some new finds. 

Central National Herbarium: The Sibpur Herbarium was trans­
ferred from the control of the West Bengal Government to the 
Botanical Survey of India in April, 1957. 

1929 plant specimens were indentified. One hundred and 
seventy sheets were sent on loan to different herbaria for research 
work; 150 sheets were received on an exchange basis; 355 sheets were 
acquisitioned. ' 

Central Botanical Laboratory: A compilation of the flora of 
Lucknow and Nilgiri Hills was nearing• completion. 

Chromosome numbers of over 150 plants were determined from 
the following regions: 

1. Lucknow and environs; (2) Nandi Hills, Nilgiris, (South 
India); (3) Mussoorie in North Uttar Pradesh; and (4) 
Salsette Island near Bombay. 
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. The' potentialities of mangroves as a source of tannins were 
examined. 

Tlie classification of the flora of India according to Hutchinson 
was started and a chromosome catalogue of the flora of India was 
being_ compiled from published materials. 

The cyto-geographical st~fdY of Dioscoreas was continued. 

Eastern Circle: Botanical exploration oJ the Kameng Frontier 
Df)1si9~ UP, ~o. '!-'o~a.ng and beyond to Tibetan bord~r in NEFA and 
the unexplored Rehna Reserye Forests in the Keonjhar District of 
0rissa. we~e successfUlly comp1eted. Collection tours in the 
differen't· districts of Assam were undertaken. A short collection 
tour to Jowai area in the Khasi-Jaintia Hills of Assam, was also 
undertaken. 

More tlmn 18,110 specimens excluding ma~y living and preserved 
materials belonging to 3,826 species were collected. Most of the 
specimens were identified. 

Northern Circle·: Explorati~ri. of the flora of the Punjab Hima­
!ayas in the neighbourhood of the Dalhousie and Chamba, the 
Garhwal Himalayas in the Badrinath and Bhyundhar Valleys and 
the Kuini10n Division in the Pindari and Kafni Glaciers was under­
taken. Collections were also made from the Siwalik range and the 
forests' in ll.nd around Dehra Dun. Nearly 2,400 specimens 
were collected. 

A preliminary report on the Garhwal tour was prepared. 

Scnithern Circle: Exploration work was being carried on in 
Court~)llm, , Singaf1lpaHf,, Alag~r Hills, Hulical Droog Reserve and 
Pakkasuramalai in Madras State.

Nine 
papers on the v:egetationof Western Circle were communicated to 
Indian Science Congress Association. 

Collection tours to the following areas were made:-

The Survey will undertake exploration work in the unexplored 
and underexplored areas on an intensive scale in different regional 
circles. ' 

It will also undertake reprinting of floras and other publications 
including Records of the Botanical Survey o~ India. 

Modernisation of the Botanical Museum on up to date lines will 
be undertaken. 

ZOOLOGICAL SURVEY OF INDIA 

Genera!: The activities during the period were .confined mainly 
to the normal work. Preliminary work in connection with some 
of the long-term items (such as extensive faunistic surveys, etc.) of 
the development programme was, however, integrated with or sup­
plemented to the normal activities. A brief account of the work 
done during the period in respect of each of the func~ions is given 
below. 

Faunistic Survey~: The fo'nowing areas were surveyed for the 
collection and study of general fauna of the particular regions or in 
connection with particular items of study pursued in the different 
sections:-

(i) Rajasthan Desert (including the Sambhar Lake) :-Central 
(Jaipur, Nagaur, and Ajmer Districts), Western (Pali 
and Jodhpur Districts), and Northern (Bikaner and 
Churl Districts). 

(ii) South India.-Pondicherry, Madukkarai and Karaikal 
(Pondicherry State), Cuddalore and Porto Novo (South 
Arcot District, Madras) and Tranquebar (Tanjore Dis­
trict, Madras) . 

(iii) Assam.-Garo Hills, Cherapunji, Shillong, Gauhati Sib­
sagar District (Kaziranga Sanctuary) and Goalpara 
District. 



(iv) Uttar Pradesh.-Bahraich Forest Division, Varanasi and 
Lucknow. 

(v) Madhya Pradesh.-Balaghat District. 

(vi) West Bengal.-Darjeeling, Sunderbans and Calcutta and 
its environs. 

The surveys in Assam, Uttar Pradesh, Madhya Pradesh and the 
Darjeeling District in West Bengal were carried out by the officers 
of the Survey touring with the German Zoological Expedition which 
has been working in India since September, 1955. 

Collections of insects and spiders were made from Barakar 
(Bihar), Balasore (Orissa) and Raniganj and :M:idnapore (West 
Bengal): 

Research W ork.-Eighteen papers were published (some are 
under publication) in the departmental and other journals and a few 
other papers were completed for publication. • 

Researches on various problems of systematics, ecology and 
zoogeography were conducted. Work was in progress on 
Acanthocephalan parasites, Turbellarians from South India, fresh­
water sponges in the collections.of the Survey, high altitude insects 
of the Himalayas, beetles of the families Coccinellidae and Chry­
somelidae, the revision of the oriental fishes of the genus Garra, 
bird fauna of Nepal, feeding habits of the birds of Sundarbans, the 
collections from Rajasthan, Pondicherry and Ka,raikal, and biblio­
graphy of locusts and ot'her allied members of the family Acrididae. 

Three special schemes of researches on locusts, termites and high 
altitude insects, sponsored by· the Ministry of Food and Agriculture, 
the Indian Council of Agricultural Research and the Council of Scien­
tific and Industrial Research respectively, fun~,;tioned under the 
Director and the Deputy Director. 

Ah aid to the identification of the common commercial fishes of 
India and Pakistan and a Handbook for the identification of the 
common commercial lizards exported from India were in the course 
of preparation. The preparation of a National Zoogeographical Atlas 
of India (included in the expansion programme) was taken in hand., 

Publications.-One part of the Memoirs of the Indian Museum 
(Vol. 14, No. 2) containing a paper enti#ed "Fish paintings of the 
third millennium B.C. from Nal (Baluchistan) an,d their zoogeogra­
phiGal significance" (by the late Dr. S. L. Hora), -was publisl:ed. 
Two numbers of the Quarterly Bulletin (cyclostyled copies) on the 
current activities of the Zoological Survey of India were issued. 
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Four parts each of Vols. 53, 54 and 55 of the Records of the 
Indian Museum, one part (No. 3 of Vol. 14 of the Memoirs of the 
Indian Museum, and a Ten-Year Report on the Zoological Survey 
of India for the period 1941-42 to 1950-51, were in the press. Fifteen 
papers by the departmental staff and outside workers were edited 
for publication in the Records of the Indian Museum and Memoirs 
of the Indian Museum. 

The editing of two Fauna of India volumes on Rodentia (Mamma­
lia) by Sir John Ellerman (London) and one on Muscidae (Insecta) 
by Dr. F. Van Emden (London) was in progress. 

Standard National Zoological Collections.-2'726 specimens, in­
cluding 153 type-specimens and 209 species and subspecies, new to 
the Survey Collections, were added in the different sections, partly 
as a result of the systematic studies carried out by the staff of the 
Survey and partly through donations and exchanges. 

Identification and Advisory Service.--417 institutions and indivi­
duals, both Indian and foreign were served with the supply of iden­
tification of zoological specimens and information on various aspects 
of animal life, etc. 

Training of Research Students.-Two Research Scholars under 
the Government of India Senior Research Training Scheme, one 
Research Fellow of the National Institute of Sciences of India, and 
four regular (honorary) students were given laboratory facilities and 
guidance on various problems of systematics, etc. Six research assis­
tants working under the locust, , termite and high altitude insects 
research schemes also received training in the respective researches. 

Training in Ta:cidermy.-Eight students received training in the 
work of preparing animals for museum and study purposes in the 
short course of Taxidermy Training run by the Survey in its Taxi­
dermy Section.

CENTRAL BOARD OF GEOPHYSICS 
' 

The Central Board- of Geophysics continued to function as a 
coordinating body in Geophysics and as the National Committee in 
India for the International Union of Geodesy and Geophysics and 
also to arrange for the training of personnel in Geophysics. The 
main features of the work of the Board are given below:-

(i) Under the 1957-58 practical training' stipends scheme of 
the Department of Education, 'eight candidates were 
selected for training in Exploration Geophysics and 
Oceanography. (Of these six candidates are to undergo 
training in exploration Geophysics and the remaining 
two are to receive training in Oceanography.) 

(ii) The membership of the Board has been reconstituted for 
three years with effect from 1-3-57. The re-appointment 
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of the existing sub-committees have been kept in abey­
ance, pending the recommendations of the special Com­
mittee constituted on 15-4-57 to examine the question of 
redefining the functions of the Board ai!d effectilag any 
constitutional changes that may be found necessary. 

(iii) The Special Committee for bore-core legislation on 28·1-
57 recommended an amended draft legislation for the 
collection of data and preservation of bore-cores of all 
bore holes or wells sunk in India. The draft is under 
the final scrutiny of the Board before recommendation 
to Government for enactment. 

(iv) The Board submitted to the International Union of Geodesy 
and Geophysics national reports on progress of work and 
developments in Hydrology, Oceanography, Seismology, 
Geodesy and Geomagnetism and Aeronomy. Thirteen 
papers were presented along with the above national 
reports to the International Union cf Geodesy and 
Geophysics meetings and symposia at Toronto in Septem­
ber, 1957. 

The scheme for the collection and analysis of sea water samples at 
the Central Marine Fisheries Research Station, Mandapam, was 
continued. 

Government have approved the two schemes viz., establishment 
of the Geophysical Research Wing and the Oceanographic Research 
Wing under the Second Five-Year Plan. Steps are being taken for 
the recruitment of staff and for the procurement of equipment. 

Steps are being taken to obtain the services of one expert in 
explor~tion geophysics for a period of two years for the Geophysical 
Research Wing under the Point Four Programme. It is also proposed 
to obtain the services of an expert for the Oceanographic Research 

,Wing under the Colombo Plan. 

The Budget estimates of the Board for the year 1957-58 amount 
• to Rs. 4,35.600. 

The Board will intensify its efforts of coordination in geophysics 
for the promotion and development of research and studies in the 
field. 

The work at the Geophysical Research Wing and the Oceano­
graphic Research Wing will be speeded up. 

The Board has initiated action for the introduction of Hindi. One 
Hindi Translator and Hindi!English typist was appointed. 
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The Board issues a quarterly 'Geophysical Digest' for dissemina­
tion of information relating to geophysical work. The proceedings 
of the 'symposium on ground Water' was to be ready for circulation 
by January, 1958.

AHMEDABAD TEXTILE INDUSTRY'S RESEARCH ASSOCIA­
TION.-THE objects of tl:e Aswciation are to carry on research and 
scientific work in connection ·with the textile and allied industries, 
such as (a) to investigate the manufacture and improvement of 
materials used in textile industry, (b) to investigate the utilisation 
of products of industry, (c) to improve various machinery and 
appliances, (d) to secure greater efficiency, conduct research, work 
time and motion studies and standardisation of methods of work, 
(e) to establish further laboratories and workshops, (f) to circulate 
books and periodicals, and (g) to encourage discovery and to inves­
tigate the nature and merits of inventions and processes and designs. 

The association is managed by a Council consisting of seven elect­
ed members in addition to the Director and the Secretary of the 
Association, who are ex-officio members, three scientific and techni­
cal members co-opted as members and three members nominated 
by the Government of India. The Council have the sole control in 
th«:> management of the Association and its affairs. The Ahmedabad 
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Textile Industry's Research Association is financed by the Text~e 
Industry and the Government of India. The G<lvernment of In~ 
grants 50 per cent of the expenditure with a ~eiling of Rs. 5 lakhs m 
the case of recurring expenditure and exerczses control over the 
Association through the Cotton Textiles Fund Committee Secretariat. 

Studies of human factors in organisation structure and manage­
ment practices in textile mills and in methods of organisation and 
control, were carried out. In January, 1957, the Third Management 
Conference was organised. , 

Resin finishing of cotton textiles, suitable choice of catalysts, tear 
strength of fabrics on resin treatment and in bleaching of cotton 
textiles, were carried out in the Chemistry Section. 

Molecular orientiation and viscoelastic properties in cellulosic 
fibres, blending.short-stapled cotton with viscose fibres, carding for 
higher production, colloidal silica as spinning aid and indices of 
cotton quality, were worked out in the Physics Section. 

A survey of cleaning achieved and Lint Loss in blow room and 
carding and the measurement of openness of cotton were part of 
Operational Projects. 

Recurring expenditure for 1957-58 is Rs. 12·93 lakhs and non­
recurring is Rs. 8 ·82 lakhs. 

Three publications of ATIRA.Research News, four other publica­
tions and two issues of ATIRA Newsletter, were brought out. 

Dr. Helmut Wakeham served the ATIRA under Technical Coope­
ration Mission (USA), first as Director and since 1st July, 1957, as 
Technical Adviser to the Director. 

One Junior ~c~entific Officer of the ATIRA proceeded to the :U.K. 
for advance trazrung for a period of twelve months in textile testing 
and quality control. 

Tw_o resear7h Studentships of Rs. 200 p.m. one in Physics and the 
other m Chemzstry were granted to two fellow~, who have registered 
for the Ph.D. Degree of the Gujarat University. 

. SOUT~ IND~A TEXTILE RESEARCH ASSOCIATION.-·The 
South India Textile Research Association was constituted in 1951 to 
undertake cooperative research on behalf of the textile industry in 
South India. 
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The aim is to attain increased production and improved quality 
at lower costs, and to achieve this. research on machinery and pro­
cessing would be undertaken. 

The administration is vested in a Governing Council of eighteen 
members representing the Government of India, State Government, 
eminent scientists as well as representatives of textile industry. 
Control is exercised by the Government of India, through the Cotton 
Textiles Fund Committee. 

Construction of buildings for the Laboratory and the Administra­
tive .Block is proceeding rapidly and the buildings were ready by 
the end of March, 1958. 

Almost all the testing instruments have been delivered now and 
installed. Machinery for Pilot Plant have started arriving and all 
the principal items of equipment would be installed by March, 1958. 

Projects under Statistical Quality Control and Industrial psycho­
logy were investigated. Studies of problems in Textile Technology 
have also been taken up from June, 1957. 

Important studies completed were:-

Comparative study of the number of Doffing Boys in the Fly 
Frame Section employed at present and those to be 
e:pgaged according to different methods; Labour Pro­
ductivity in Cotton Spinning; A study of the methods 
of classification on recording and consolidation of waste 
spinning; Control of Flat Speed in Cards; A study for 
increasing Doff weight in Ring Spinning; Labour Pro­
ductivity-A comparison with 1956 survey; and A study 
of absenteeism in textile mills. 

Publication of the SITRA Research Reports and SITRA Abstracts 
were started. 

Revised estimate for capital expenditure for 1957-58 is Rs. 9,53,605 
and budget estimate for 1958-59 is Rs. 6,10,000. 

BOMBA·Y TEXTILE RESEARCH ASSOCIATION.-The Mill­
owners' Association, Bombay, promoted the Bombay Textile Re­
search Association in 1954 with the object of establishing the Bombay 
Textile Research Institute for conducting fundamental and applied 
research in textile technology and engineering. The Research Asso­
ciation has been registered under the Societies Registration Act XXI 
of 1860 and has at present 34 mill companies as its ordinary members, 
who have contributed nearly Rs. 30 lakhs towards the capital expen­
cliture mvolved in the establishment of the Research Institute and 
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will also contribute towards the recurring expenditure. The Cotton 
Textiles Fund Committee under the Ministry of Commerce and 
Industry, Government of India, will meet 50 per cent of the capital 
expenditure, subject to a ceiling of Rs. 50 lakhs, as well as recurring 
expenditure of the proposed Institute. 

The Research Association is administered by a Governing Council 
comprising eight millowners, who are members of the Association; 
three nominees of the Government of India, including the Textile 
Commissioner and representatives of the Department of Scientific 
Research and Technical Education and of the Ministry of Finance; 
the Joint Director of the Bombay Textile Research Institute, and 
Directors of the Ahmedabad Textile Industry's Research Association. 
and the South India Textile Research Association and three scientists. 
as co-opted members. 

The Cotton Textiles Fund Committee is kept informed about the­
progress made, through quarterly progress reports, annual reports, 
and minutes of the meetings of the Governing Council. 

The Association has acquired a 23-acre plot of land in the suburb 
of Ghatkopar on the main Bombay-Agra Road. The foundation 
stone of the laboratories was laid on the 1st April, 1957, by Honour­
able Shri Y. B. Chavan, Chief Minister, Government of Bombay. The 
plans for the various buildings have been approved by the Bombay 
Municipal Corporation. 

The Council has acquired on lease a building in Sion-Matunga: 
Estate with approximate floor area of 8,000 sq. ft. to accommodate the 
offices, Physical Testing and micro-spinning laboratories, Library 
and to expand the miscellaneous activities, such as, technical liaison, 
standards engineering, statistical quality control and training within 
industry. 

The Governing Council has, with the approval of the Government 
of India, invited Dr. A. J. Turner, ex-Director of Research, Linen 
Industries Research Association, Belfast, to come to India for two 
months (January-March, 1958) to advise the Research Association 
on the scheme for the Research Institute. 

Budget estimate for 1957-58 for recurring expenditure is 
Rs. 1,62,317·68. 

INDIAN SCIENTIFIC LIAISON OFFICE, LONDON 
The Indian Scientific Liaison Office, London, was set up in 1948 

and was to be responsible for (1) facilitating the movement of 
Il)diar, scientists within· the Commonwealth and for providing ade­
quate facilities for them and their work; (2) keeping ahreast of t4e 
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latest scientific and technical developments and making this infor­
mation available to India; (3) facilitating ex.change of scientific in· 
formation arid experimental material; and (4) attending scientific 
and technical conferences in the U.K. and Europe not attended by 
delegates from India. 

The chief function of the office is to procure and disseminate 
dnformation to Indian scientists and scientific institutions. 

The Scientific Liaison officer maintains personal contacts with 
scientists and scientific institutions in U.K., and procures official and 
non-official scientific and technical reports and information and 
brings promptly to the attention of the Ministry any new develop­
ments of scientific interest in the U.K., and Commonwealth countries. 

He also attends scientific meetings on behalf of Indian institu­
tions when these institutions do not send their own delegation. 

The Scientific Liaison Officer also brings to the attention of the 
Commonwealth countries scientific work done in India. Through 
these means and through newsletters, technical reports and special 
reports, scientists in India are kept informed of recent developments 
in their specialised fields. 

During 1957, the Scientific Liaison Officer represented India on 
Commonwealth Committee on Fuel Research, Commonwealth Aero­
nautics Advisory Research Committee, Commonwealth Committee 
on Forestry and Food Investigation and pest Investigation 
Boards of the Department of Scientific and Industrial Research, U.K. 
He represented the High Commission at several of the scientific 
meetings and functions held in the U.K. He also represented India 
as a delegate to International Standards Organisation for Technical 
Committee on "Aromatic Hydrocarbons", Commonwealth Conference 
on file "Future of Research on Application of Electricity to Increased 
Food Production" and a meeting of the heads of the "National Docu­
ments Exchange Centres" held in Paris. He visited several research 
-organisations in the U.K. 

He sat on Committees to interview candidates for posts in India. 

The total sanctioned budget for 1957-58 is Rs. 1,04,000.

NATIONAL RESEARCH DEVELOPMENT CORPORATION OF 
. INDIA 

The main function of the Corporation is to stimulate development 
of patents and inventions arising out of the researches conducted 
in research institutions financed out of public funds and, where­
feasible, in the public interest, of patented inventions made by 
individuals also. 

Development is secured by arranging large-scale trials in coope­
ration with industry, financing pilot plant investigations in labora­
tories, or licensing out patents and inventions to the industrialists: 
for large-scale production, depending upon the nature of the work 
and the stage to which laboratory investigations have been pursued. 

The Corporation is managed by a Board of Directors nominated 
by the President of India. 

During the year 34 new inventions have been reported for deve­
lopment by the Council of Scientific and Industrial Research and 
other institutions, thus bringing the total number of inventions. 
reported for development to 422. 

Four new applications for patents were filed, three from the 
Ministry of Defen<!e and one from the Ministry of Food and Agricul­
ture.

A project for the setting up of pilot plant on 'Fluidised Bed for 
Textile Processing' at the Shri Ram Institute for Industrial Research 
at an estimated cost of Rs. 3·56 Ia~ was approved. Experiments on 
a 'One-inch Ribbon Model' have shown that the quality of dyeing 
obtained by the new technique compares favourably with existing 
processes, crease and shrink resistant effects are superior to those 
obtained by conventional methods and· the cost of textile drying is 
almost 50 per cent. less than that of the tenter drying.

(a) to visit welf-known overseas centres of research; 

(b) to study at first hand the latest methods and developments 
in foreign countries in their special subject; 

(c) to attend international conferences of a high standard; 

(d) to make contacts with their counterparts in foreign coun­
tries; and 

(e) to give lectures at various universities and institutions 
to explain the result of their own research work in India.

Dissemination of Scientific and Technical Information.-Scientific 
and technical information is disseminated for the benefit of the 
general public with a view to creating science consciousness in the

(a) Publication of non-technical notes, describing in simple 
language the scientific work being carried out in India and 
results achieved, are prepared monthly and sent to the 
Press Information Bureau of the Government of India for 
circulation to English and Indian language newspapers 
and journals. 

(b) Non-technical notes, about research carried out by scienti­
fic and industrial research organisations in the United 
Kingdom and other countries of Europe as reported by 
the Indian Scientific Liaison Officer, London, in his 

"Weekly science newsletters, are prepared periodically. 

(c) In the Sunday issues of Newspapers, one or more scientific 
topics of wide appeal are discussed in non-technical 
language. Weeklies and monthlies, intended for popular 
reading and issued in regional languages, devote space 
to achievements in science and technology. Background 
material for such publications is prepared and supplied 
by scientific societies and scientific surveys and infor­
mation divisions of research institutions. 

(d) Various scientific societies in India publish journals, parts 
of which are devoted to the discussion of topical scienti-

- fi~ proolems and to the publication of articles devoted 
to advances in scientific research. Notes and news 
sections of the journals give information relating to the 
discoveries; and achievements in the field of science. 

(e) Tlie Zoologicaf Survey of India issues three publications 
of a more or less regular nature, viz .• 

(i) Records of the Indian Museum (Quarterly}, 

(ii) Memoirs of the Indian Museum (Occasional) and 

(iii) Volumes in the "Fauna of India" Series, as and when 
ready. 
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The Council of Scientific and Industrial. Research continues to

VIGY AN MANDIRS' 
Functions.-The Vigyan Mandirs are intended to educate the 

villagers on the potentialities of the methods of science iil their day· 
to-day life. 

Progress regarding the establishment of Vigyan Mandirs.-At 
the end of the last year 1956-57, there were in existence 14 Vigyan 
.Mandirs at: 

Kapashera (Delhi); Masauli (U.P.); T. Kalupatti (Madras); 
Arunchal (Assam); Ormanjhi (Bihar); Dimaria 
(Assam) ; Shapur (Bombay) ; Sehore (Madhya Pra­
desh); Sri Ramakrishna Mission Vidyalaya (Madras); 
Vicarabad (Andhra Pradesh); Pisangan (Rajasthan) ; 
Sumerpur (Rajasthan); Hinjlicut (Orissa); and Pudur 
Ramavarmapuram (Kerala). 

In the budget for the current year 1957-5 8, a provision of Rs. 3 · 25 
lakhs was included for the Vigyan Mandirs. This allowed funds 
to equip and run the existing Vigyan Mandirs and to establish not 
more than four additional Vigyan Mandirs to be set up during the 
·current year. Out of these four Vigyan Mandirs proposed to be set 
up during the current year, one was actually started with effect 
from July, 1957, at Sundernagar, District Mandi (Himachal Pra­
desh). The remaining tHree additional Vigyan Mandirs are expect­
ed to 'be established by the end of February, 1958, at Nilokheri in 
Punjab; Barsul, District Burdwan, West Bengal; imd Ranbirsingh 
Pura, District Jammu. As far as practicable, the Vigyan Mandirs 
.are located in the areas cov~red by the Community Projects and 
National Extension Service programm~ 

Each Vigyan Mandir is equipped with necessary scientific 
appliances, film projectors and slide projectors. Each Vigyan Man­
dir also possesses a small library containing simple literature and 
pamphlets dealing with the matters connected with the village life. 
A small rural science museum has also been established in each of 
the Vigyun Mandirs. The museums contain specimens of local flora 
and fauna. minerals, diseased plants and other objects of scientific 
·interest. The muesum will also be equipped with scientific models 
.showing various scientific phenomena. A rural Science Club has 
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been established in each Vigyan Mandir. These Clubs are open to 
all the people living in the locality without payment of any fee. 
The clubs arrange shows of films on subjects connected with plant 
protection, health, hygiene, sanitation, agriculture, popular science, 
village industries, etc., and also arrange discussions and talks on 
matters connected with agriculture, health and sanitation and 
demonstrate scientific experiments of popular nature. 

The Vigyan Mandirs also undertake work of the analysis of soil 
and water, etc., and indentification of insects and pests damaging 
the plants and crops and advising the agriculturists on their control 
and remedy. Medical practitioners have been attached in a few of 
the Vigyan Mandirs to help the villagers in regard to pathological 
examination of stool, urine, blood, etc .... The Vigyan Mandirs 
work in liaison with the National Laboratories. 

Future Programme.-A provision of Rs. 5·8 lakhs is being made 
for the Vigyan Mandirs in the budget for 1958-59 and within these 
funds, it is expected to establish 15 additional V1gya 'l Mandirs dur­
ing the next year. 

TECHNICAL EDUCATION 
All-India C:ouncil For Technical Education 

During the year under review two meetings of the Coordinating 
Committee and one meeting of the All-India Council for Technical 
Education were te1d. The important recommendations and decisions 
made by the All-India Council for Technical Education and its organs 
are summarised below:-

(i) Commercial Education.-As the state of Commercial Educa­
tion in tl:e University and non-University courses was not consider­
ed satisfactory, the Council recommended that a Joint Committee 
of the Inter-University Board, the All-India Council for Technical 
Education and the University Grants Commission should be cons­
tituted to !'Xamine the question of re-organization and development 
of University and non-University Commerce Courses and submit 
detailed proposals in this behalf. 

(ii) Central Assistance for the Establishment of new Technical" 
Institutions.-The Council modified the pattern of financial assis­
tance to non-Government institutions and the revised basis is as 
follows: 

Private agencies which fuliil the following conditions may only 
be assisted in the establishment of new institutions:-

(a) The private agencies by themselves or in association with 
the State Governments concerned should meet at least 50% of the 
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approv:ed non-recurring cost. Wherever State Governments make 
<:ontribution, that amount should be provided in its Five-Year P.lan. 

(b) The private agencies should have adequate resources includ­
ing income from tuition fees to meet at least 50 per cent of the 
approved recurring expenditure. The balance be provided by the 
State Gove:mments and the Central Government in agreed propor­
tions subject to the condition that the State Government would 
assume the entire responsibility after tlie current Plan period. 

(iii) Affiliation of Institut~ons to the Counci!.-The Council has 
so far affiliated institutions conducting the National Certificate and 
Diploma Courses in Engineering and Technological subjects and 
holding their examinations for these awards. With the formation 
~f State Boa:cds in almost all the States on the basis of the earlier 
recommendations of the Council, it was decided that the function of 
affiliating institutions and holding of examinations should be taken 
~ver by the respective State Boards. The Council will, however, 
-endorse the awards of the State Boards as equivalent to its own. 

(iv) Facilities for Chemical Engineering, Metallurgy and Tele­
-communication.-The Council endorsed the recommendation of the 
All-India Board 'of Technical Studies in Chemical Engineering that 
the facilities for first degree course in Chemical Engineering should 
be expanded in order to meet the rising demand of the cour.try. 
Further, the admission capacity in such institutions should be in­
-creased to 30, in cases where it was less. A department of' Chemi­
cal Engineering should be established in the Bihar Institute of 
Technology, Sindri, for the first degree course in Chemical Engi­
neering, with an admission capacity of 30 students per year. 

In regard to Metallurgy and Tele-communication the matter 
was under the conside1·ation of the appropriate Boards of the Council. 

(v) Pay Scales for Teachers of Technical Institutions.-The ques­
tion of attracting the right type of personnel for teaching posts in 
Technical Institutions has engaged th~ attention of the Council for 
a considerable time. To solve this urgent problem, the Council had 
set .up an Expert Committee under the Chairmanship of Dr. J. C. 
·Ghosh, Member, Planning Commission, to prepare a detailed 
-scheme for rationalizing and improving the staff and salary struc­
ture for technical institutions. The Expert Committee prepared a 
-scheme in consultation with State Governments, University Grants 
Commission and technical institutions and classified technical insti-
tutions into three categories, viz., ' · 

(a) institutions functioning primarily at post-graduate level; 
(b) institutions functioning primarily at the first degree 

level; and 
(c) institutions offering diploma courses. 
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The Committee recommended model salary scales which should 
be uniform for institutions all over the country. As an immediate 
step the Committee suggested that the salary scales in technical ins­
titutions should be equated to those for corresponding posts in the 
State Public Works_ Departments, equating the posts of Lecturers 
to the posts of Assistant Engineers in the Stae Public Works Depart­
ments. 

(v;i) All-India Board of Technical Studies in Textlile Techno .. 
logy.-After expiry of its term, the Board was reconstituted and Lala 
Shriram re-elected Chairptan. The Board has re-emphasized the need 
for producing suitable text-books on this subject. 

(vii) All-Indirz Board of Technical Studies in Architecture.-On 
reconstitution of the Board after expiry of its term. Shri S. H. Parel­
kar was re-elected Chairman. The Board felt the need for expansion 
of training facilities in Town and Country Planning and appointed 
a Committee to suggest suitable additional centres. 

(viii) All-India Board of Technical Studies in Commerce.-On 
• reconstitution of the Board, Dr. V. K. R. V. Rao was elected Chair­

man. While reviewing the question of commercial education the 
Board recommended that a high-powered Committee should be 
appointed to survey the whole field of commercial education as well 
as to assess the present state of employment of commerce graduates .... 
with a view to suggesting an integrated pattern of commercial edu~ 
cation at all levels. 

(ix) All-India Board of Technical Studies in Engineering and 
Meta!lurgy.-After expiry of the term, the Board was reconstituted 
and Shri N. K. Mitra was elected Chairman. The Board approved 
a scheme for undergraduate course in Agricultural Engineering and 
recommended that such courses should be started at select centres 
having regard to the requirements of the Agricultural Engineering 
graduates. 

The Board also felt the need for training facilities at the diploma 
level and for this purpose they recommended a one-year course after 
the National Certificate course in Mechanical Engineering. 

Regarding Production Engineering and Industrial Engineering 
Courses, the Board's recommendations are as follows:-

(i) at the under-graduate level, Production Engineering may 
be an elective subject for the Mechanical Engineering 
Branch; and 

(ii) Industrial Engineering should be offered only at the post­
graduate level and should include Production Engineer-
ing and Management subjects. -
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The Board laid down the standard of staff, equipment and accom­
modation for institutions conducting National Certificate or equiva­
lent Courses in Civil, Electrical and Mechanical Engineering. 

(x) All India. Board of Technical Studies in Chemica! Engineering 
and Technology.-On reconhitution of the Board Dr. J. C. Ghosh was 
re-elected as its Chairman. The Board at its meeting held on Sth 
March 1958 considered inter-alia a revised draft scheme for four-year 
degree course in Chemical ·E¥gineering and approved generally the 
structure of the course, content and standard of subjects, provision 
for electives and other aspects. The Board also decided that in view 
of the fact that the Coordinating Committee had approved that as a 
sequel to reorganised pattern of Secondary Education, the first degree 
course in Engineering and Technology should be five-year integrated 
course with Higher Secondary as admission qualifi~tion, the Courses 
Committee should prepare a five-year integrated ctJurse for Bachelor's 
Degree in Chemical Engineering. ' 

(xi) All-India Board of Technical Studie's in Management.-The 
first meeting of the reconstituted All-India Board of Technical Stu­
dies in Management was held in May, 1957. The Board approved . 
the report of the Courses Committee in respect of the new structure 
of management studies. 

(xii) Joint Committee of the A·ll-India Cnuncit fJr Techm~a! Edu­
cation and Inter-University Board.-As a sequence to the re-organisa­
tion of the Secondary education in the country, the need had arisen 
for structural changes in admission qualifications to the professional 
courses. For this purpose the Council· set up a Joint Committee of 
the Council and the Inter-University Board which met in September, 
1957. The following principal recommendations made by the Joint 
Committee have been accepted by the All-India Council for Techni­
cal Education:-

(l l The first degree coUrse in Engineering or Technology 
should be reorganised into a five-year integrated course 
with at least six months practical training. Admission 
to the course should be made from candidates possessing 
Higher Secondary qualifications. 

(2) The duration of the diploma course should remain the 
same as at present, viz., three years, admission being 
made from candidates who have passed the S.S.L.C., 
Higher Secondary Certificate or Junior Technical School 
Certificate Examination. 

(3) All technical institutions working at the degree or equiva­
lent should establish full-fledged departments of Mathe­
matics and Physics. Certain provisions have also'been 
made for the transition period by the Joint Committee. 
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The Council, while accepting a]J. the board recommenda· 
tions as stated above, referred' the Joint Comimttee's 
detailed recommenciations to the various Boards for 
examination and preparing revised detailed scheme. The 
Council also recommended that revised standards of 
building, equipment and staff should be prepared by 
the appropriate Boards and that the Central and State 
Governments, in conjunction with the University Grants 
Commission, may offer assistance to the institutions ' to 
bring them up to the new standards. 

(xiii) Amendment to the Resolution of the Al!-lndia Counctl f01 
Technical Education.-The resolution of the Government of India 
in the late Department of Education (Now Ministry of Education 
ar.d Scientific Research) No. F. 16·0/44-E3 dated the 30th Novem­
ber, 1945 setting up the All-India Coundil for Technical Education 
as subsequently amended upto 6th September, 1957 was further 
amended on 23rd January, 1958 incorporating the following main 
changes: 

(i) Education Adviser (Tee!:) will be the ex-officio member 
of the Council. 

(ii) In addition to the representative of each of the 14 States 
four representatives of Union Territories will also be 
nominated on the CounciL 

Recognition of Technical .and Professional Qualifications.-The 
Board of Assessment' of Technical and Professional Qualifications 
met in November, 1957. 

Establishment oj new Won-Government Institutions.-On the 
recommendation of the AU-India Council for Technical Education 
the proposals received from the following private agencies for set­
ting up new technical institl!tions were approved:-

Engineering ColLeges. 

(i) Engineering College at Coimbatore by Rangaswamy 
Naidu Educational Trust; 

(ii) Engineering College at Madurai by Thiagaraja Endow­
ment Trust; 

(iii) Engineering College at Ludhiana by Nankana Sahib 
Educational Trust;. 

Polytechnics 

(i) Polytechnic at Hyderabad with the donatiOn offered by 
Mir Akbar Ali Khan; 

(ii) Polytechnic at Madras by A. M. M. Charities Trust; . 
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(iii) Polytechnic at Pollachi by Nachimuthu Industrial Cor­
poration; 

(iv) Polytechnic· at Quilon by the S.N.D.P. Yogam; 
(v) Polytechnic at Pandamal by Nair Service Society; and 

' (vi) Polytechnic at Kalady by Ramakrishna Advaitasramam. 

The establishment of five new Engineering colleges by State 
Governments was provided for originally in the Second Five-Year 
Plan. The State Governments of Kerala, Assam and Bombay have 
since readjusted their Plans providing for one more Er.gineering 
college each, raising the total number to eight. 

Review of the Recommendations of the Engineering Personnel 
Committee by Ghosh-Chandrakant Committee.-The Ghosh­
Chandrakant Committee recommended that the object of securing 
additional technical personnel required for the Second Five-year 
Plan projects, as estimated by the Engineering Personnel Com~ 

mittee, could be best achieved by (i) expanding selected existing 
institutions and (ii) establishing new institutions. The progress on 
expansion of technical institutions has been reported in another 
section of this report. As regards new instituions, the matter is 
again under review and the decision of the Government is expected 
to be taken m due course. . 

Progress made in the schemes included in the Second Five-Year 
Plan on Technical Education.-

(i) Grant-in-aid to Non-Government Scientific and Technical 
Institutes for development and improvement.-During the year 
1956-57, grants tOtalling Rs. 65·76 lakhs have been paid to the various 
Engineering Technological institutions on the recommendations of 
the All-India Council for Technical Education for the following pur­
pose:-

(1) Development and expansion of post-graduate course and 
advanced training and research in Engineering and 
Technology. 

(2) Development of affiliated colleges conducting post-gra­
duate courses in basic schemes. 

(3) Development of instructional facilities at Degree and 
Diploma levels in Engineering and Technological sub­
jects in non·~ovemment Institutes. 

(4) Establishment and development of specialised courses 
such as Printing Technology, Industrial Administration 
and Business Management, Ore dressing, Architectut~ 
etc. 
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{5) Expansion of training facilities in Mining Engineering at 

. degree and diploma le;vel. 
(6) Assistance to the Biophysics Department of the Insti~ 

tute of Nuclear Physics, Calcutta, as recommended by 
the Expert Com:inittee. , · 

Grants amounting toRs. 66·i2 lakhs are expected to be disbursed 
for the same purpose by end of the year. ThUS by the end of the 
current fir .. ancial year, grants totalling Rs. 131·88 lakhs would have 
been disbursed against the plan provision of Rs. 320 lakhs; 

(ii) li:xpansion of Technical Institutiorts.-In order to meet the 
requirements for technical manpower for .the implementation of the 
Second Five-Year Plan, a scheme for the expar.sion of technical 
institutions was undertaken by the Central Government on the tE!• 
commendations of a Committee conslsting of Dr. J. C. Ghosh, :Mem• 
ber Education, Planning Commisison and Shri L. S. Chandrakant, 
Deputy Educatio_nal Adviser (Technical). 

The proposals so far accepted by the Central Government involve 
the conversion o:ll 19 selected existing engineering colleges and 41 
polytechnics into larger units so as to yield 2458 additional seats 
for the degree course and 4370 additional seats for the diploma 
courses. 

The Central Government has agreed to meet the entire non­
recurring cost involved in the expansion of these institutions. As 
regards recurring expenditure, the Central Government will meet 
it in the following proportions:-

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Most of the institutions have admitted additiot~al students from 
the academic year 1957-58. Rest of the institutions will effect the 
increase from the next year. 

Grants totalling Rs. 97 ·46 lakhs have been disbursed to er.d qf 
February, 1958. For the year 1958-59, a budget provision of Rs. 100·0 
lakhs has been proposed. 

(iii) Loan to State Governments and non-Government instiW.· 
tiorts for construction of hostels for Engineering and Technological 
stuclents.-T!:e object of this scheme is to provide hostel facilities 
£or students in degree and diploma institutions itl Engineering and 
Technology. Interest-free loans repayable over a period of 33 years 
are sanctioned to the institutions on the recommendations of the 
AU-India Council for Technical Education. · 

For the Second Five-Year Plan period, a· total provision of 
Rs. 250·0 lakhs has been made for loans for construction of hostels 
as also staff quarters. In view of the scarcity of essential building 
materials like cement and steel, the entire plan prov1s1on of 
Rs. 250.0 lakhs is proposed to be utilised for construction of stu­
dents' hostels. 

During the year 1956-57, loans to the tune of Rs. 42.94 lakhs 
were disbursed to the Government and non-Government engineering 
and technological institutions for construction of students' hostels. 
In terms of hostel seats, this meant on a rough basis provision af 
1,560 additional seats fur the students. By the erid of the year, loans 
totalling Rs. 39·0 lakhs are estimated to be disbursed for the pur­
pose. This amount would enable the institutions to construct about 
20% additional hostel seats for the students. · 

' 
Under the Ghosh-Chandrakant Expansion Scheme, interest-f;ee 

loans of the order of Rs. 361·4 lakhs for construction of students' 
hostels are also required to be paid during the Second Plan period. 
This amount will be met from the present allocation of Rs. 974· 53 
lakhs and also allocation to be made in future for the Expansion 
Scheme. During the current financial year, hostel loans aggregating 
Rs. 9 · 0 lakhs are proposed to be disbursed. In terms of hostel seats, 
this would be about 321 additional seats for the students. 

(iv) Loans to State Government and Non-Government institu­
tions jar construction of staff quarters pertaining to Engineering 
and Technological stuclies.-The All-India Council for Technical 
Education has recommended that as in the case of the Labour 
Housing ~cheme, 50% of the cost on the staff quarters to be built by 
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the Technical institutions should be sanctioned by the Government 
as grant and the balance 50% as loan, bearing 4!% annual interest, 
which would be repayable in 25 annual instalments. As atated 
earlier under the "Loans for construction of students' hostel", there 
is very little likelihood of the scheme being implemented during 
the current Plan period in view of the scarcity of essential building 
materials like cement and steel. The budget provision of Rs. 10 
lakhs ror the current financial year is proposed to be utilised for 
grant of hostel loans. No loan has been sanctioned so far for cons­
truction of staff quarters. 

' . 
(v) Establishment of three Specialised Central Institutions 

Administrative Staff College, and Institutes of Bwiness Manage­
ment and of Printing:.-The Planning Commission had approved a 
provislon of Rs. 25.0 lakhs for the establishment of three specialised 
central institutes. Schemes for setting up the institutes of Business 
Management and of Printing are still under consideration. The 
Administrative Staff College has, however, been established in 
Hyderabad during the year 1956-57. The object of this institution 
is to bring together young administrators from all walks of national 
life to study the principles a!)d techniques of organisation, adminis­
tration and leadership. 

The College conducts three courses in a year, with an in-take of 
60 students to each course. The admissions to the first batch of 
three-month courses took place in December. 1957. 

The School is at present housed at Bella Vista, a palatial building 
made available by the Government of Andhra Pradesh on rental 
basis. The cost of additions and alterations to Bella Vista and equip­
ment for the College has been estimated at Rs. 7: 0 lakhs. The recur­
ring expenditure is estimated at Rs. 6· 20 lakhs (per annum). The 
Government of India sanctioned a non-recurring grant of Rs. 7· 0 lakh& 
during the year 1956-57 and has agreed to sanction a recurring grant 
of Rs. 3:0 Iakhs for the first three years. 

(vi) Training of Foremen and Supervisors.-The All-India Council 
for Technical Education has recently approved the Scheme for training 
of Foremen and Supervisors and proposals for implementation of the 
scheme are under consideration. 

·(vii) Scholarships. for students in Technical lnstitutes.-The 
Scheme has not been finalised. 

Recommendations of the Scientific ManpoweT Committee.-The 
following Schemes which were initiated in 1949-50 on the recom­
mendations of the Scientific Manpower Committee continued to 
make good progress:-
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(A) Award of Practical Training Stipends.-Duririg tfie year tind~r 

report about 1400 seats were secured in various establishments. 
Against these seats 450 graduates and 355 ciiproma-holders have 
already commenced their training. 

A sum of Rs. 8 lakhs has been included in the budget estimates for 
1958-59 for the scheme and also a provision of Rs. 3.0 lakhs for cons" 
truction of hostels for trainees. 

(B) Award of Research Training Scholarships and Nationat 
Research Feblowships.-The Scholarships and Fellowships that were 
in force during the preceding year were continued during the year 
under report. No fresh allocation of scholarships or fellowships was 
made during the year. It is proposed to raise the number of scholar­
ships and fellowships to BOO and 80 respectively during the ensuing 
year and a sum of Rs. 17 lakhs has, therefore, been included in the 
budget estimates for 1958-59 as against the budget provision of Rs. 13 
lakhs for the current year. 

Grants for Fundamental Resea1·ch.-The Scheme was continued 
during the year under report. In all 148 applications for grants 
were received and were scrutinized by. the Fundamental Research 
Grants Committee which recommended grants for 93 applicants. 
On the recommendations of the Committee grants amounting to 
Rs. 2·34_lakhs have already been paid to 50 research workers. The 
recommendations of the Committee in respect of the remaining 
research workers are under consideration of Government. 

For the year 1958-59 a sum of Rs. 4.00 lakhs has been included 
in the budget estimates for the continuation of the Scheme. 

Training of Teachers'for Technical Institutions:-On the recom­
mendation of the Ghosh-Chandrakant Committee, Government have 
under consideration a scheme for the institution of 100 Senior and 200 
Junior Fellowships for training of teachers for Tecl:nical Institutions. 
Under the Scheme trainees would be paid fellowships of the value 
of Rs. 350-25-400 in case of Senior Fellows and Rs. 250-25-300 in case of 
Junior Fellows. A total provision of Rs. 23 lakhs was made for the 
Scheme in the Second Five-Year Plan. During ~he year 1958-59 
it is proposed to institute 75 Senior and 50 Junior Fellowships and 
for tl:is purpose a sum of Rs. 4· 00 lakhs has been included in the 
budget estimates for that year. 

Grant-in-aid to Professional Bodies.-In recognition of the services 
rendered in the matter of development of Technical education in the 
country, recurring grants are being paid by the Government of India 
to the Association of Principals of Technical Institutions (India) and 
also to the Institute of Town Planners. During the year 1956-57 
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grants totalling Rs. 15.000 and 2,500 were paid to the Association of 
Principals of Technical Institutions (India) and to the Institute of 
Town Planners respectively. During the year under review ·grants 
totalling Rs. 15,000 have been paid to the Association of Principals 
of Technical Institutions (India). 

Technical Institutions for the Centrally Administered Areas.­
During the year under review the proposal of the State Government 
for starting of a polytechnic at Tripura was approved. The institution i8 
expected to start functioning from the next academic year. Proposals 
for starting of a Polytechnic at Pondicherry and a Trade School at 
Port Blair and certain other development schemes for Technical 
education in other Union Territories were uncier consideration. 

Indian Institute oj SCience, Bangalore.-The student population at 
the Institute increased from 396 during 1956-57 to 490 during the year 
under report. Seventy-six students were awarded the diploma of 
the Institute in various subjects during the year on the basis of 
research work done in the various departments at the Institute. One 
student was awarded membership of the Institute and nine were 
given the Associateship of the Institute. One student obtained M.Sc. 
and 11 others obtained Ph.D degrees from Indian Universities after 

.working at the Institute. 

A new post-graduate diploma course in Soil Mechanics and 
Foundation Engineering was started during the year with nine 
students. 

For the implementation of the recommendations of the Review­
ing Committee appointed by the Visitor under the Chairmanship of 
Dr. J. C. Ghosh, a provision of Rs. 6 lakhs recurring was made in the 
budget for 1958-59. The views of the Ce>Uncil on the recommendations 
of the Reviewing Committee have been received by the Government 
and orders of Visitor will be obtained shortly. The constitution of 
the Council of the Institute was amended to give representation to 
the University Grants Commission. 

Prof. Robet D. Void, a T.C.M. Expert in Physical Chemistry, left 
the 1nstitute on the completion of his two years' assignment. 
Prof. H. A. Havenmann, Head of the Department of Internal Combus­
tion Engineering, retired from the services of the Institute. The 
services of Dr. P. H. <:;raig were made available to the Institute by 
the T.C.M. authorities and he joined the institute as Visiting Pro­
fessor in tr.e Department of Electrical Communication Engineering. 
It is proposed to obtain during 1958 services of two experts unders 
the Colombo Plan and three under the T.C.M. Programme. 
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' Delhi Polytechnic, Delhi.-The Institute continued to make good 

progress with the degree courses started in 1952. During the year, 
the number of students on the rolls of the Polytechnic was about 2000. 
The development plan of the Polytechnic, for the implementation of 
which an allocation of Rs. 80 lakhs was made in the Second Five-Year 
Plan, was under the consideration of the Government. The Plan 
envisages consolidation and expansion of the existing courses and the 
introduction of new courses in various branches of Engineering and 
Technology including a course in Printing Technology. A course in 
Civil Engineering was started with an annual in-take of 20 students. . . 

On the reconunendations of the Governing Body of the Poly­
technic, it was decided to ·reorg'anise the staff structure of the 
Polytechnic and to revise the scales of pay of the teaching posts in 
order to attract the right type of teachers for these posts. 

Building Activities:-A token provision of Rs. 2 lakhs was ma!le 
for new major works of the Polytechnic during 1957-58, but the 
decision of the D.D.P.A. to widen the Lothian Road along a line run­
ing through the Polytechnic campus necessitated a review of the 
plans for the construction of buildings for the institution. During 
the year 1958-59 the building progranune of the institution envisages 
the following works at an estimated cost of Rs. 12·57 lakhs:-

(i) Three-storeyed block at the site of old Commerce Block. 

(ii) Three-storeyed ,block at the site of the present Conunerce 
Block. 

(iii) Extension to the West Hostel. . 

Regional Offices.-The Regional Offices of the Ministry at Bombay 
and Calcutta completed their 8th year and the Southern and Northern 
Offices at Madras and Kanpur their third year of existence~ They 
continued to make good progress with the functions assigned to them. 
A post of Education Officer (Training) in connection with the work 
of Practical Training Stipends Scheme was crel(lted for each of these 
Offices. 

A provision of Rs. 3,19,400 has been included in the budget estimates 
f':lr 1958·59 for al'l the four Regional Offices as against Rs. 3: 20 lakhs 
during 1957-58. 

Indian Institute of Technology, Bombay.-Preliminary steps were 
taken to enable the Institute, to admit the first batch of 100 students 
in first degree courses by July, 1958 in Mechanical Engineering, Civil 
Engineering, Electrical Engineering, Chemical Engineering, Metallur­
gical Engineering. 
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As it is intended that the Institute should work as an autonomous: 
body, steps were taken to register the Institute under the Societies 
\Registration Act of 1860 until it is incorporated by an Act of Parlia­
ment. A Board of Governors under the Chairmanship of Shri 
Kasturohai Lalbhai was constituted and the Memorandum of Asso­
ciation and the Rules of the Institute as a Society were drawn up. 
The registration will be done soon and the Board will take over the 
task of administration and development of the Institutes. 

In accordance with the Agreement reached between Govermnent 
of India, Government of USSR and Unesco, 13 Soviet Experts and 
3 translators have already arrived and pending the establishment 
of the Institute were posted at Indian Institute of Technology, 
Kharagpur, Indian Institute of Science, Bangalore and Department 
of Chemical Technology, Bombay University. An non-Soviet expert in 
Switchgear Design post has also been made available for the Institute 
under Unesco programme. Twel.ve posts of Assistant Professors and 
3,0 posts of Lecturers were created and advertised. Of these twelve 
posts of Assistant Professors and 12 Lecturers would work as under­
study to the Soviet Experts so that they could take over when the 
Russian Experts have completed their assignment. 20 Indian 
teachers will be sent to USSR for training in different branches of 
E1;1gineering and Technology ~ they will on return work at the 
Institu_te at J;3ombay. · 

Unesco have placed orders for supply of equipment to the Institute 
worth Roubles 5,048,952 from the USSR, £3,518 from the U.K. 
$ey,035 from the U.S.A. and DM 15,650 from Germany. Equipment 
costing about Rs. 3 lakhs have already arrived in India and more 
equ,ipment i!> expect.ed during the next few months. Nucleus of the 
InStitute Library has been formed .. 

During 19~i8-59_ when the Institute will_ start functioning, under­
graduate courses, post-graduate traini_ng, training of_ teachers, colla­
boration with Industry and like - activities would constitute the­
framework around which the efforts of the Institute would be-
directed. ' 

Building Activities.-During the year 1957-58 a token provision 
of Rs. 5 Iakhs was made. The construction of the buildings were 
sanctioned at a cost of Rs. 29· 56 for the Institute during 1957-58 for 
works on Staff quarters, Workshop sheds, Storage-cum-teaching 
accommodation, Hostel for 40 officers and Hostel for 200 students. 

c~nstruction work on some buildings has started and the work 
on the reinaining will commence soon. For the year 1958-59 a pro­
vision of Rs. 25 Yakhs has been made for the completion of the above-
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works anci an additional provision of Rs. 25 lakhs l:as been made for 
the construction of two hostels, Staff quarters-2nd "instalment, and 
Institution Building (Lecture Rooms), and development of site. 

A master plan for the entire site of the Institute has been drawn 
up. A phased building programm;; for the next three years as well 
as plans for the m~in institutional building would be finalised during 
the next year. 

' Indian Institute of Technology, Madras.-Under the Scheme for 
the establishment of three Higher Technological Institutions in the 
country during the Second Five-Year Plan, it is proposed to start 
an Institute of Higher Technology at Madras in July - 1959. The 
assistance promised by the West German Government by way of 
equipment, experts and training facilities for the establishment of 
.a Higher Technological Institute in India is proposed to be utilised 
for this Institute. A Planning Committee under tr.e Chairmanship 
of Dr. A. L. Mudaliar was !!Onstituted to draw up plans for the 
establishment of this Institute and to consider the scope and fields 
of study which should be available at the Institute. Effqrts are 
being made to complete the preliminaries during 1958-59, so that the 
Institute could be in a position to admit the first batch of students 
in 1958-59 and function as an autonomous body registered under the 
Societies Act until it is incorporate~-by an Act of Parliament. An 
allocation of Rs. 200 lakhs has been set apart in the Second Five­
Year Plan for the e~tablishment of this Institute. 

lnd!ian Institute of Technology, Kharagpur.-The Indian Institute 
of Technology, Kharagpur, was established in 1951, on the recom­
mendations of the Sarkar Committee as the first of the four higher 
technological institutions recommended by the Committee. This 
is a :fully residential institute. In pursuance of the Indian Institute 
of Technology (Kharagpur) Act 1956, the institution has become an 
autonomous body with effect from first April, 1957 and is governed 
by a Board of Governors consisting of:-

( a) the Chairman, nominated by the Visitor, 

(b)" one non-official to be nominated by the Central Govern­
ment, 

(c) one- person to be nominated by the All-India Council for 
Technical Education,
