DemocRACY : RULE oF MAJORITY

Democracy i3 a good thing. But democracy is not a
perfect thing. Democracy can be carrled to excess.
Democracy can be abused and prostituted. Democracy
can be a blessing, democracy can be a curse, an evil,
Absolute democracy is impossible, What is possible
is democracy within certain limits, :

Writing on the proposed Partition, in our “Message
to the Indian National Congress”, on September, 14,
1945, we pointed out that the Rule of Majority is not
a perfect principle of soclal conduct. It is a good rule
for ordinary, administrative purposes. '

When fundamental issues, the deeper, abiding inter-
ests, questions of liberty, life, and death, the very exlst.
ence of minorities are involved, the Rule of Majority
can never apply. The Majority has no right to curtail
the rights, and liberties of Minorities, or otherwise act
in a manner prejudicial to their interests as a distinct
unit, or endanger their existence. These fundamental,
deeper issues can never be decided by the Rule of
Msjority: These can be and must be decided only
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with the full consent of the Minority. To seek to de-
clde such grave and fundamental issues by the Rule
of Majority is an immeral thing, an unrighteous thing.
It is moral and physical coerclon, an act of tyranny, a
violation of God's Laws of Existence. And when such
an attempt is made, every son or daughter of God has
the moral right to rlse in revolt against it

THE PARTITION

The Partition of Indla was an immoral, an vnrighteous
thing.

Here, it was not the Majority (Hindus) imposing its
wishes upon the Minorlty (Muslims) but the reverse of
ft: the Minority, misled and misgulded, ( encouraged
and supported by the British ), demanding partition as
the price for agreeing to the independence of the country.
Unfortunately, Congress leaders agreed to it. But they
did so under duress, just to get rid of the third party,
the British, the root of all troubles. They were sincerely
and solely actuated by the desire of avoiding conflict
and bloodshed and under the wrong impression that
the Hindu and Sikh minorities in Pakistan would be
treated according to clvilised laws of life.

The Partition was forced upon them. It was Britaln's
last parting kick—a fatal stab at the heart of a great
country, Never during its long course of history did
the Mother of Parliaments pass such an inglorious Act
us the one partitioning India. Britein undid her own
glorious work in India. We hope some day cur British
sisters and brothers will be ashamed of ite.  So long as the
Partition remeins, India will be still under British Rule,
India was dying for freedom and was unable at the
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time fully to fealize what price she was being forced to
pay for freedom,

India’s leaders were mistaken, Or, perhaps, they were
right, They were men of the highest integrity, They
were life-long fighters for India’s freedom. They dreamed
of nothing but a free and regenerated India. Their
souls were dying for freedom. India was not to have her
independence so cheap. Perhaps Providence had ordained
that that freedom was to come through terrible sorrows
‘and sufferings. God alone could rightly judge t

Congress leaders never imagined that their Minorities
in Pakistan would be savagely treated or exterminated.
Fate, however, mocked them inthe face. They had
to pay the full price of independence ; they had in the
end to meet viclent conflict and bloodshed.

The Partition solved nothing. It created more prob-
lems, great, terrible, gigentic new problems. India fs
almost baffled by the immensity of the problems
arising out of the Partition, As we pointed out in our
“Message to the Indian National Copgress” 14th
Sept. 1945, )

“Partition will direct the people’s thought and atten-
tion to n wrong direction—canslise * national
energy into a wrong channel. Let not India
commit national suicide”.

We warned in our organ, “World Peace” of March-

Aprﬂ, 1946-

“India’s troubles will not end. In fact, her
troubles would just begin, The communal
passions ralsed would not be easily calmed.
It would mar Hindu-Moslem relations for all

* tithes, throughout the length* and- breadth
of Indla, Indias independence would be a curse
and not a blessing,
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“C. R’s formula of partitioning india and
evacuating populations, asin E. Germany, is the
way to death.

“Independence would be of no benefit il
Hindus and Moslems forget that they are Hindus
or Moslems and are made overpowerlngly cons-
cious of it that they are children of the Same
Father God. Etc, Ete.”

PARTITION OF THE PUNJAB

The Partitlon of the Punjab was an immoral and
untighteous thing. Forcible exchange of population hasg
not solved the Punjab’s problems, The holy Gurdwaras
of the Sikhs and the temples of Hindus are in Western
Punjab and Sikhs and Hindus sre not allowed and
cannot fteely go and worship s they used to do before,
and as they have every right to do under civilised laws of
life. Pattition of the Pupjab, therefore, was a violation
of the religious rights and liberties of Hindu and Sikh
Minoticles. Their consent was not taken to the partition,
They have every right, a right given to them by God,
ind the Laws of Human Existence, to rise in revolt
agalnst it Oh | the mockery of self-determination !

PARTITION OF BENGAL

Partition of Bengal, also, was an act of immorality, and
untighteousness, against the fundamental rights of the
Minorities, Here glso, an exchange of population will
not solve the problem. Hindu temples and images, the
places of pilgrimage, like Sitakund, cannot be moved or
eachanged. Not one image should be removed. The
Majority has no right to take Possession of one single
temple, far less to desecrgte. The fundamental rights of
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the Minorlty could never ‘be exchanged or surradered,
The thousands of temples and deities could not be
exchanged.

The two Bengals were one Indivisible whole, their
affairs, their interests inextricably mixed up and intere
twined, They could never be divided at the aweet will
of the Majority. The partilon was sheer madness. It
was like amputating a imb of the human body and
jolning it to another.

In any case, the rights of the Minority remain. These
can never be brushed aside or ignored, or made little of.
These ‘rights are given by God and registered with God.
Hindus of East and West Bengal would be perfectly
within thelr rights not to accept the Partition as a settled
fact, They are within thefr sights to rise in revolt
apainst i¢t, to seek to undo it.  The fact that they did not
do it at the time of the actual partition can never be a
legal or moral barto it now. It is perfectly within
their rights to seek to undo the partition now, by all
possible means. True, the Congress leaders acted in
their name, Butin a matter of this vital nature, their
consent was not taken, asit should have been. Their
moral rights, fundamental rights, God-given rights, could
pever be bartered away either by Congress leaders or any
Government. In the Court of the Supreme Ruler the
Partition would be held invalid. Their rights remain !

PARTiTION AN ILLEGAL ACT

The Partition of India, the Partidon of the Punjab
and of Bengal, are illegal acts and the people of India, the
people of the Punjab, and of Bengal, cannot be bound
by it. The basic condition, moral condition,} having
been violated so flagrantly, the Partition can not stand.
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Should Indians seek to undo itby all possible means,
Morality, Righteousness, God Himself, would be on
their side.

ISLAMIC STATE ?

The East Bengal Government has no right to call it an
Islamic State by the Rule of Msjority, agalnst the wishes
and interests of a large Hindu Minotity of 12 millions.
God has not given them that right. Justlce, Morality, and
Righteousness do not confer this right on them. Here,
it is the wishes of the Minority that must preva,il.

The East Bengal Government has failed altogether,
totally, and absolutely, in protecting the rights, libertles,
and interests, of the Hindu Minority. Every principle of
Morality and Righteousness has been violated, East
Bengal, as an Islamic State, has forfeited its right to
exist.

'PARTITION MUST BE UNDONE

The Partition must be undone. Let Pakistan remaln
a dinstinct entity, if our Moslem brethren so desire, But
Pakisten must enter into a Federal Unioa with India,
Indians should bear no ill-will, not a bit of it, .to
Moslems. But every Indian should, as a matter of religi-!
ous right and duty, rise in revolt against the Partition.
It has been proved to demonstration that the Partition is
a great evil. So long as it is not annulled, there can
never be peace and security for the Hindu Minority
in Pakistan, nor for the Moslem Minority in India, no
peace for either Indiz or Pakistan. It touches their very
existence. It has been the root of infinite trouble and
degredation and savagery.

Bengal, backed by the whole of Indis, once undid
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Lord Curzon's Partition. Bengal must do the same thing
overagain. Punjab’s Partition must be undone. The
Partition of India must be undone.

THE ONLY WAY

As we pointed out in our “Message to the Nation”
on December 17,1948, Indo-Pakistan Federal Unlon 1s
the only solution to the problems that have been created
since the Partiion. This is the wav, the only way to a
full and final settlement of the problem. There 15 no
other, no second.

THE ONLY ISSUE

" This is the one and only issue now before the whole
country : Indo-Pakisean Federal Union. This i3 the tssue
which faces Pandit Nehru and his Government today.
Pandit Nehru, before his departure for Delhi, talked of
the immediate issue of giving help to our afflicted sisters
and brothers from East Bengal This is all right. But the
real and final issue, the root of all these troubles, should
not be lost sight of for one single moment. Itis the
final issue that matters.

The Partition 1is the root of sll troubles and every
- Indian, Hindu, or Moslems or Stkh, or Christizn, man
or woman, must, standing before God, pledge himself or
herself to undoing the Parttion and uniting India and
Pakistan in a Federal Union.
It is a great moral and spiritual fight, The Partltlon
must be undone. India and Pakistan must unite in a
. Federal Union. Things cannot be left as they are today.
Never, never. Morality will'not ellow it. Righteousness
will not permitit. Unseen Splritual Powers that rule the
destiny of men and nations shall not allow it,
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Pandit Nehru should epproach the issue in the spirit
that the Lord enjolned on Arjun, He must not
‘ghirk the real issue. Should he shrink from it or vas.
cillate or refuse to fight manfully, he shall still have to
fight, under the compulsion of clrcumstances.

The time has come for undoing the great wrong of
the Partition. The time has come for India and Pakistan
to unite in a Federal Union, under which slone Hindus
and Mussalmans could live a decent human existence.

FEDERAL UNION THE ONLY SECURITY

Indo-Pakistan Federal Union is the only condition
under which the Minorities in East Bengal, or the West
Puniab, or Sindh, could live with any sense of security.
Not mere verbal assurances, or written agreements,
which have proved utterly worthless, but this security
must be glven to the Minority before they are asked to
go back to their respective towns and villages.

Pakistan may remain as a distinet entity. But the
Minority must be given their rightful place in the state’s
administration. ‘Without ir, it would be elavery, which
must end.

Above all, a great and profound change must come,
as we have been pointing out, again and sgain, for the
last 25 years, through our literature and our orgam,
"World Peace”, over the spirit of our Moslem and
Hindu brethren. They must be awakened to a new
consclousness, that they are, above everything else, the
Children of the Same Father God, brethren, one of
snother.

This is the only solution of the Hindu-Moglem prob-
Jem, on which depended India’s freedom, peace, pro-
gress, and happiness. Change of heart and mentality
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alone will result in changed action on the part both of
Hindus and Mussalmans.

PARTITION AGAINST THE BEST INTERESTS
OF HINDUS AND MUSSALMANS

God 1s One and Religion also 18 One. Hindus, Mussal-
mans, Sikhs end Christlans, whatever may be the different
forms and practices that we follow, are in truth, and
reality, of one Religion,. The moral and material interasts
of Hindus and Mussalmans are one and the same. Forty-

‘five millions of Moslems are stillin Indla. Partition
serves no real human necessity. It was altogether un-
necessary. It satisfies the vanities end unholy ambitions
of a few .politiclans but it f8 now proved to demons-
tration to be against the highest interests of vast
millions of Hindus and Mussalmans: It Is a curse and
no blessing and the sooner it {8 undone, the better for
Hindus and Mussalmans. True, agreement has been
made by Congress leaders. But there is nothing sacto-
sanct sbout it. An immoral sgreement made under
false impression and assurances, has no validity in Law,
human or Divine. The Partition must be undone.

INTERNATIONAL COMPLICATIONS ?

True, should India repudiate the Partition, as she
must, it will raise international complications, Britain
and the Commonwealth countries will be placed in an
awkward position. But the Commonwealth is not a
Federal Union, as it should be. Neither Britain nor any
of the Commonwealth countries will take the responsi-
bility of righting this terrible wrong from which India
suffers. They cannot, therefore, force India ito agree to
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the continuance of this unholy, immoral, and untighteous
state of things with any show of reason,

Neither can the U. N., which also, not belng yet a
World Government, is a mere farce, a glotified World
Debating Soclety, which takes no responsibility in main-
tainlng world order, and does nothing to protect the
rights and Iibertles of peoples.

India should look neither to Britain, nor other
Commonwealth countries, nor even to the U. N. India
ghould look to God and only to God. Her cause 13 just
and sanctioned by Morality and Righteousness. Let every
Indian pledge himself before God and men to the
undoing of the Partition.

WAR?

Fools rush in where angels fear to tread] People glibly
talk of war. Asifit was a football match on Calcutta
maiden, The real issue before the country is not war
but undoing the Partition, the root of all troubles, uniting
India and Pakistan in & Federal Union. Thatis the real
and sole consummation to be looked for. Nothing else.
War is not necessarily a means to that end. That can
come about only by a change of heart and spirit, by
mutual agreement, by Hindus and Mussalmens realizing
the truth, and jolning hands together for common good.

True, in this humsn world, sbsolute Pacifism s
impossible. Force and violence are implanted in human

 nature, These have their place in the Divine Economy
of Things. Peace is no peace if it is not peace based on
justice and righteousness, peace with honour. Peace at
the sacrifice of honour, at the cost of heart-rending
- indignities on women and brutalities on children, is a
worthless thing. In this human world, war, unfortunately,
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like a violent surgical operation, does at times become
necessary,

But war, iteelf, settles nothing. In the end, after the
war, a change of heart and spirit, an sgreement have to
be sought end found. War, defeat In war, and the
terrible Toss and sufferings, which war entails, do,
Indirectlv, help init. These produce & chastening effect.
But the really important thing is the change of heart and
splrit, agreement. War leaves the defeated In a recals
cltrant mood and mskes reconciliation, unlon of heart,
ell the more difficult, almost impossible. War's efficacy
{5 very doubtful, nil,

War for vengeance and retaliation, for punishment, s
an abominable thing. When war becomes inevitable,
one has to do the fighting not out of love for war, but
In a spirit of anasakii—not to shrink from It, nor to be
swaved by passion and prejudice, but fight as he must, as’
gn instrument in the Hands of Divine Providence. But
this, not before he has exhausted every means of bringing
peace.

Men sre not theit own masters. Thev are mere instru-
ments in the Hands of Unseen Spiritual Forces. Thev
cannot keep out of war merely by wishing it, or out of
fear and cowardice, “klaibya”.

If, in the end, if it Ia part of the Divine Scheme of
Things that India and Pakistan should fight, if war really
does become inevitable, if clrcemstances, which are being
shaped and fashioned bv_ Unseen Hands, compel i, if,
after oll, India has to fight, she must fight bravely and
manfully, But India must be careful about it, she must
not take to {¢ in 2 spirlt of vengeance and retallation, She
must banish hatred or ill-will from her heart.
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Nelther are men to think of war, talk of war, create
8 war mentality, war hysterla. War iz a thing, an unfor-
tunate and evil thing, which it is too dangerous for ordi-
nary men, swayed by passions, to think of and talk of.
It 1s 2 matter which should be left in the Hands of God.
Itis o matter which should best be left in the hands of
Governmental leaders, who are expected to be best fitted
to take all things into consideration and to judge more or
less cotrectly. '

Not war for war’s sake. The real objective is not
wat but peace, righteous peacs, loving cooperation
between Hindus and Mussalmans. For the community,
for ordinary men, that is the thing to be thought of and
talked of. Thelrs is to pray that the country may yvet be
gaved from the great evil of war and that God may give
good sense to all. That objective is to be kept persistently
in view and never to be lost sight of.

For every one to think of war, and talk of war, to
think that it is inevitable, is to create a2 war mentality, a
war atmosphere in the country which would be most
injurious to the moral health of the country. It would
be a good rule for the ordinary common citizen not to
think or talk of war or to take it as inevitable till war
has actually broken out, if, unfortunately, it does bresk
out.

War, even if it is necessary or just, is always a great
evil and should be looked upon as evil and deeply
deplored by every right-thinking men or woman. War
should never be glorified. It is & thing which men should
rather be eshamed of as proof of their moral failure and
lapse.

Today, we are pained and snguished, our hearts rend
at the killing of thousands, and, what is more, of the.
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indignities and dishonouring of woméd, of the brutalities
ot children. Even now, in the midst of all these horrible
outrages, there is some restraint, somewhere, some sense
of decency and shame, War would at once remove all
moral restraints and the asuric forces in human opature,
now checked end controlled to some extent, however so
small, will come out in g]l their hideousness and have
free and full play. Bengal, thanks to the Partition, which
is directly responsible for it, is today overwhelmed with a
great national calamity, as Punjab was before. If war,
unfortunately, does break out, 1l these hideous things,
all these sorrows and sufferings, will be intensified 2
hundredfold. What then ?

Just think of the terrible loss of lives and resources,
the devastations, which war entails. Itis no fighting on
the stage. War would be ruin for both Indie end
Pakistan, the whole country, for a decade. It may be
disestrous for Asia, Pakistan s not Hyderabad. It would
be no Police action, lasting for five days, a mere show of
fight, It would be real war with all its crueltles. Just
think of it in terms of human sorrows and sufferings. Let
not the ordinaty citizen think and talk of war, ' To think
and talk of war is to bring it nearer. That would be a
wrong, a crime, a sin, -

After oll, who would fight whom ? It would be Indian
fightng Indian, brother fighting brother. This loose
talk of war must cease,

The real enemy is not man g0 much=ss we have
pointed out sgain and again in the pages of *World
Peace”—as the unseen asuric forces, the powets of evll, in
whose hands men are easily helpless instruments. The
ordinary man cannot realize it. But there s no reason
why thoughtful; cultured, educated men should not,
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The mote men think and talk of war, the more eflecs
. tive tools they bescome in the hands of these asuric
forces, the more prone to do deeds of senseless vielence.
He who refuses to think in terms of war and violence,
rejects these asuric forces and this scts asa restraint on
their power. Such a one does real social service, and
community’s good.

Through the Divine Master's Grace, we of the
ARUNACHAL MISSION, who stand for World Peace
and World Brothethood, refuse to play into the hands of
these unseen forces of evil, We deny the necessity for
war, Its tight to be. Should war between Indla and
Pakistan come, which God forbid, we shall resist it=
spititunlly—with the whole force of our beinge, And
we iavite all right-thinking men and women, to whatever
¢community they may belong, to do the same. Let us
give ourselves over to ceaseless prayer so that the un- '
. seen forces of evil may not find ready tools and thele
power of mischief may be limited and circumscribed.

ONE THING ABSOLUTELY CERTAIN

But one thing is clear beyond the shadow of a doubt.
Under present condidons the Hindu Minority of 12
millions cannot live in Eastern Pakistan, Let the people
of West Bengal, of India, let the Indian leaders be fully
convinced of it. There will be occaslonal mass attacks
on Hindu life and property, they will be forced to leave
the country in thousands and the remnants gradually
converted to Islam. That seems to be the “deliberate
policy.

Let India’s leaders look facts in the face. Let them
understand the zeality of the sltudtion and not deceive

themselves by false hopes.
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The Minority will be reduced to political slaves,
their women- -folk will be systematically abducted—they
take peculiar joy in ir—like sheep and cattle, their houses
burnt, thelr property looted, This is sure to go on. This
will not stop. This will recur egain and again.

Exchange of population will be criminal folly, It
would be total and igriominious surrender to the forces
of reaction. It would be getting further 'into the hands
of the powers of evil. It would be courting further
trouble, West Bengal, Indla, would be overwhelmed,
God does not sanction it. It would be something worse
than war, evil as it is. '

The Partition must be undone. The only remedy is
Federal Unlon. To every Indian it should be as clear
a8 day,

HOW THEN?

How, then, if war is tuled out; could it be achieved ?
In thelr present state of mentality, unless there isa com-
pelling force, Pakistan’s leaders will not egree to it §

That 1s a proper question.

Men need a compelling force to break their mental

"inertia, to correct their wrong thoughts and ideas, to
cure their perversity, This is right in the Divine Scheme
of Things, Geod, in His Infinite Love and Wisdom, uses
this compulsion through circumstances, which are being
continually shaped and fashioned by Unseen Spiritual
Forces. ’

But when men seek to apply that compulsion, it may
go wrong. The motive may be impure, . seifish, bad.
Action causes reaction. Compulsion is met by oppoe
sltion, sometimes strong; stubborn, violent. It may defeat
its own object. Correction may in the end be delayed, ..

God's correction.is infinitely beétter than man's coz-
rectlon. God in His infinite Love, may dispense with
the compulsion through disasters of nature. He may
simply reverse men’s thought process and correct from
within. With God, all things are possibie. For Him it
{s 50 easy. He may glve the right thought to one single
person and move him to the right action, At once may
set in a “chain of right actions. God granting, it may
quickly become a powerful force. It may result in com-
pletely changed actions, a great and profound change,

Bue the question {8: Can men leave it to God and
themselves sit idle and do nothing? 'No, by no means,
Men are on the plane of action. Thelrs is to doto
their highest powers. But the thing is, at times of great
national ctises, men have not only to take momentous
actions but also, to avoid wrong thoughts and actions,
to pray to God, to switch their mind on to God, Who
alone can give tight thoughts and right guidance.

At times of such national crisls, it is'a good thing ‘to
pray. But we do not give large orders. It is cheap
enough to ask all men and women to g0 down on their
knees and pray. It would be an excellent thing if men
and women' could do it. But they simply cannot. If
fnen cannot, God can. Men’s helplessness is occasion
for Divine Intervention. Men are utterly helpless. God
is Infinitely Merciful.

Who can love more than the mother? Even the
father cannot love so much, Mea conceive of God as
the Divine Mother, Who can love more than the
Divine Mother ?

repudiate the Partitlon, Let them do it and see the resulel
If this precipitates war, never mind. The Divine
Mother shall save the situation.

On 17th December, 1918, sfter the conclusion of
World Wer I, the Great Master, S Sri Thakur Dave.
nanda Deva, sent to Parls Peace Conference the outline
of a Scheme of World Reconstruction.

It called for a World Union of Free Peoples, a
World Commonwealth, a World Administration, with
a World President, elected by the Presidents of all
National Unions, and a World Council of Ministers,
called from the ablest men of all countries.

Tt called for a New Economic World Order, a Pooling
of World Resources, a unified system of world produc-
tion and distribution among nations .and individuals,
each according to need, so chat poverty, want. and distress,
class strugele and class war may end for ever: the
ending of the Commerclal Order, the profit motive, and
the Abolition of Monev as the first steps towards & new
Morsl and Righteous Order.
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It ordered the abolition of war and armaments.
Thakur Dayananda Deva pointed out :—
“The proper question before the members of the
Peace Conference should be not take the best

advantage over the enemy but.....to make sll
all future wers not only impossible ~ but
UNNECESSARY,"

He emphatically warned against the Imposition of
hatsh and severe terms on Germany, as in that case,
“they will be smarting under a sense of grievous wrong
and will always be on the lookout for an opportunltv to
break away from the compact.,” Thuys, He s2id, “there
wlllbe pedce in appearance but not a real and lasting
peace.” .
He warned them that “the natlons of the world may
come to any arrangement among themselves and may call
it peace, but true peace cannot come Hll this ideal Is accepte
ed and given effectto

He ended with the praver: “May the God of All
Nations glve them courage and strength to bring down
the Kingdom of Heaven on Earth ”
