2 in history, India has been un-
lbled to appear to Europe in her true
commercial character, ‘not as a dealer
in curiosities and trinkets, nor as a
maker of art fabrics for the rich, but
a3 a producer of raw materials on an
enormous scale. Her old trade in pre-
cious hand-made articles has given
place to a vast exportation in fibres
and foodstuffs; and a new commerce
in manufactures by steam machinery
13 springing up. The essential compe-
tition between India and Europe is
now the competition between the pro-
ductive powers of the tropics and of

the temperate zone. We shall see here

after that the advantages are not all on
the side of the sun. What at present

we have to deal with 1s the fact that

this comperntion in beavy and bnlky
staples has been 1endered possible by
the new era in the Indian carrying
trade, represented by railways, steam
unavigation, and the Suez Canal.

1 bave conjoined railways, steam na-
vigation, and the Suez Canal as the
three motive powers in the present de-
velopment of the Indian carrying trade.
For 1t 1s impossible, without a minute
statistical analysis which would here
be ous cf place, to accurately estimate
their functions, taken sgeparately, in
the reducrion of freichtens and ia ex-
pediting the operations of Indian
commerce, It 1s these results, taken
together, which ave throwing open the
agricultural staples of India to Europe.
But the joint effect of the three causes
may be clearly brought out by afew
facts concerning the recent growth of
Indian trade. During the first twenty
years of the last century the unuual 1m-
ports into Epgland by the Hast India
Company were valued at thiree-quarters
of a milhion sterhing, and cowsisted of

calicoes and other woven goods, silk, |

diamonds, spices, drugs, and saltpeire.
The Cumpau)'z P*ilums irom England
to the Kast shightly exceeded h.].h i
million sterling & year, of which value
more than 80 per ceut were made up
of bullion. A ceotury later, wher the
Company’'s lndian monopoly had been
for many years abolisbed, and the
trade of that country was legally as
open to the world as 1t now 1s, the ex-
ports from India wers valued, in 1334,
at 9 and a bhalf millions sterling.
Dauring the next twenty years the ex-
ports of Indian merchandise crept up
to an average of 20 millions for tbe
five years ending 1854 The following
tweunty years mark the introdaction of
rallways mmto India the development
of steam shipping, wia the Cape, and
the cpening of the Suez Canal. In thas

period Indian exports of merchandise |
expanded to an average o1 37 millions

for tLe five years eanding 1374. During

the next ten years the iufluences of the
Indian railways, of steam naviguii.un,
and of the Suez Canal came into full
work. Indiau trade advanced by rapid
strides, until, in 1884, Lhe exports of
merchandise had reached the enormous
total of 88 mullions slerling. The ex-
port of bulky commodities, which had
formerly been carried from I[ndia in
smaller quaniities, received an im-

 mense expausion, while an enormous
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a grelt ahple of Indh mmmuae
During the ten years ending 1884, its
exports 1ocreased from about three-

quarters of a million sterling to nearly
nive millions,

The thrze permauent factors which
Sir william regards as having regulated
India’s trade with England sre the
cost of carriage, the comparative cheap
ness of production in lndia, and the

comparative value of Silver in the East
and West.

The three salient facts as regard the
shipping which does the foreigm trade
of India are: —(1) a considerable de-
crease in the number of the vessels;
(2) an enormous increase in their size
and carrying capacity: (3) a vast ex-
pansion in the amount of busiuess
done by stzam vessels, while there 1s
still enough business of another class
to enable the sailing ships to hold
their own. A:ud shipping to this extent
has been only made possible Ly the
new lines of Railways which have
opened up the graic districts and made

transit cheap enough to increase the
exports considerably. The effect of this
orowth in exports is very well told by
Sir Wiliam Hunter in the {ollowing

words. !

The growth of this great export
trade in agricultural staples has mnot

been an unmixed blessing to India.
That country bas benefited on the
whole, but certain partsof it and certain
classes of its population have suffered
saverely. When the Railway opeus up
a new food area, local prices rise and
the husbandman growe rich. But the
artisan and the landless labourer have
to pay more for their daity bread. About
two-thirds of the people, being agn-
culturists, benefit by the change, while
the struggle for life is made harder for
the remaining third, For the landless
labourers it 1s some tim2s made very
hard indeed: and the landless labomiers
now amount to 12 per cent. ofthe
whole population. But wherever the
railway comes, wages sooner or later
rise. In wany cases the rise In wages
axceeds the increased cost of living;
in others, and especially at a distance
from the line, a period of suffering
has to be endurad before this ecoromie
adjustment takes place. The new 1n-
dastrial era has also impaired or ruin-
ed many of the old citiesand ancient
marts of India- The Moghul eapitals,
Acra and Delhi, lay more than a
thousand miles from the month of the
Gauges, Eveu the capitals of the sea-
board provinces were chosen for mili-
tary purposes, with small regard to the
commercial capabi
tion. One of the earliest results
British rule in India was the growth
of uew mercantile towns. The 1ntro-
duction of railways effecied another
great egevies of displacements in the
centres of trade. One set of cities after
another has been left to stagnation
and decay. But bere, again,
sating influences are asserting them-
selves. The more complete devel op-
meni of the rallway system is giving
new life to the ancient cities, which
were for a time left high and dry;
and while the modern seats of trade
are multiplying, many of the old ones |
are reviving. Calcuita was for long the

loss. We should not forget that in the

last century, when Indian cottons cowm-
peted with English fabrics in England,
prohibitive restrictions were laid upon the
import of Inlian cottons into Great
Britain. In the present century -yhen
English piece goods are being threatened
by the Indian miils, the Indian customs
tariff has been more than once dealt with
in the interests not of the Indian revenue,
but of the English manufacturer. Some
of our most injurious mistakes lowards
lndia have, indeed, been mistakes of
ignorance rather than of injustice. I
believe that a fuller knowledze of the
facts will create a more steadfast resolve
to do nght; that the national conscience
will beccme more sensitive as the nation-

al intelligence becomes more clearly in-
formed.
