T'owards the close of his lecture Rao
Bahadur Ranade has proposed a welcome
golution of the vezed question of Hindu
religion in cenuvection with idolatry.

“The question you Will recollect is not
of idolatry ox non-idolatry. That differ-
ence relates to the method of devetion
not to the object of worship.
