Report of the Joint Select Committee on the 
Mysore Rent Control Bill, 1959. 

(Present-.d on 1st Septem~er 1960). 

We, the Members of the Joint Select Committee to which the 
Mysore Rent Control Bill, 1959, was referred hn,ve considered the 
severa.l clauses of the Bill and have the honour to submit the 
following report :-

1. We met on 15th, 16th, 17th, 26th and 27th February, 24th 
and 25th May and 11th August 1960. 

2. We heard the representations of (1) the Predident, Jcint 
Standing Committee of Rate-payers' Association, (2) the All 
Mysore Hotels Association and the Bangalore Hotel Association, 
(3) Sri G. E. Rudrappa and Sri Jingade, Merchants. 

3. Clause 2- (1) Sub-clause (6) (New sub-clause).-We are of the 
opinion that the Government should have the power to direct by · 
notification that all or any of the provisions"Of Part II, III, IV, 
V and VI, should cease to be applicable to any area. and such notifi­
cation should be laid before ·both Houaes of the Legislature. We 
have accordingly inserted this sub-clause. · 

(2) Sub-clause (7) Original Sub-clause (6).-We consider that 
the Act should not be made applicable to buildings belongmg to 
municipalities in the urban areas specified in Schedule I to the Bill. 
We have, accordingly, amended this sub-clause. · 

4. Clause 3-(1) Item (a).-We are of the opinion that a farm. 
house should be excluded from the operation of this Act. We have 
accordingly amended the definition of "building" to exclude "farm 
house" . 

. (2) Item (c).-We are of the opinion that the Controller should 
be an officer not below the rank of a Gazetted Officer. We have 
accordingly amended the definition of "Controller". 

(3) Item (n) (New Item).-We are of the opinion that the 
proyisions of the Act relating to eviction should be applicable not 
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~e-rely to buifdings but also to)and not used for agricultural purposes. 
We have accordingly inserted a. definition 6f "pre wises" to cover both 
buildin~s and non-agricultural lands. 

(4) Item (r) Original Item (q).-' We are .of the opinion that 
not Qnly the surviving spou_se or any son or daughter of a dt:ceased 
tenant but 11lso hi~ father or mother should be entitled to continue 
as tenant iu the building occupied by the deceased tenant. We 
have accordingly amended_ this item. 

5. Clause 4-(l) Sub-clause (1).-We eonsider that instead of 
seven days, the landlord. should be given fifteen days to report the 
vacancy to the Controller. 

(2) Sub-clause (3!.-We consider that it is. not necessary to 
make a provi~ion for imprisonment for contravention of this clause. 
A fine which may extend to one thousand rupees is quite adequate. 
We are however of the opinion that a minimum fine wi!l have to be 
imposed, and have accordmgly provided for a. fine of not less than 
fifty rupees. - · 

6. Clause 5.-We consider that the punishment for contraven­
tion of this clause should not include rigorous imprisonment. We 
have, there!ore made it dear that the punishment may be simple 
imprisonment, or fine, or both. 

7. Clause 6.-We have amended sub-clause (2) to make it clear 
that the imprisonment may be only simple imprisonment. 

8. Clause 7.-We consider that the provisions of this clause 
should not be made applicable to cases other than those re_l:tting tL• 
leasing of buildings to a public authority. We .alPo consider that the 
ord~r directiug the making of improvements or alterations should be 
restricted to cases of ilL provement or alteration which increases the 
capital value of the building, and the total cost of improvement or 
altPration Hhould not exceed twelve per cent of the capital cost of the 
building. We have, accordingly, modified this clause. 

9. Clause 8-Suh-clause (2) (New sub-clause).-We consider 
that the Government should have the power to make rules for 
determining the order of priority in selecting the persons for · 
allotment of buildings, and that the Government and an officer not 
below the rank of a Deputy Commissioner should have power to 
direct allotment ofany building to any public authority or to any 
officer of the State Government or the Central Government. We 
have accordingly inserted this sub-clause. 

. 10.. Clause 9.-We consider that instead of three days, five days 
may be given for delivery of possession.' This clause bas accordingly 
been amended, 
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11. Clause ll.~We are of the. opinion that if an application 
for permission to convert a residential building for non-residential 
purposes is made and the Controller does not,within sixty days from 
the date of rPceipt of the application, pass any order, he should be 
deemed to have granted the permission applied for. We are also of 
the opinion that the punishmf'nt. for contravention of this cloanse 
should be ·Jimited to a fine which may extend to five hundred rupees. 
Necessary modifications have·accordingly been made in thiS clause. 

12. Clause 12.-We ·consider that the period fm' filing the 
appeal should be thirty days and the appellate ~uthority should be 
the Deputy Commissioner when the officer passing the order is an 
officer below the rank of a Deputy Commissioner; and the appellate 
authority sqould be the Divisional Commissioner when the officer 
passing the order is an officer not below the rar.k of a Deputy Com­
missioner. We have accordingly amended this elause. 

13. Clause 14.-. We are of the opinion that since uniform Jaw 
is being enacted, the provision for fixatiOn of fair rent should. also be 
unifotm in the whole State. · 

We have carefully considered the basic period to be taken into 
account for fixation of fair rent in the case of old buildings and have 
come to the conclusion that it should be the period of twelve months 
before the 1st day of Aprill947. · 

In view of the inorease in the value of buildings since then, we 
consider that it is necessary to fix the fair rent after increasing the 
rate of rent or rental value. during the basic period, up to certain 
percentages, tha actual percentage In each case being determined by 
the Controller. In the case of a residential buil(ling, if the rate of 
rent or rental value during the basic period does not exceed 
Rs. 50 per mensem, an increase not exceeding 25 per cent on such 
rate or rental valne may he allowed, and if the rate of 
rent or rental value exceeds Rs. 50 per mensem, an increase not 
exceeding 50 per ct nt of such rate or rental value may be allowed. 
In the case of a non-residential building, if the rate of rent or rental 
value of the building during the basic period does not exceed Rs. 50, 
an increase not exceeding 50 per cent of such rate or rental value • 

· may be allowed, and, if the rate of rent or rental value excPeds lis. 50 
per mensem, an increase not exceeding 100 per cent of such rate or 
rental value may be allowed. For the purpose of fixing the fair rent 
for buildings constructed after 1st day of April I947, the rental 
value of thA building as entered in the property tax assessment 
book of the local authority for the year in which the building 
W'lS constructrd, will bave to be taken into account, and, if no such 
records are available, the fair rent will have to be fixed calculatrd on 
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the basis of 6 per cent per annum of the aggregate amount of the 
reasonable cost of construction and the market price of the land com­
prised in the building on the date of commencement of construction • 

. We have also m>~.de it clear that in fixing the fair rent, the Controller 
should spemfy the date from which the fair rent shall have ej'fect; 
but R1,1ch date should in no case be earlier than the date of filing the 
application for the fixation of fair rent. As regards the perio<.l during 
which applications for fixation of fair rent may be made, we consider 
that a provision should be made that such an application should be 
made within one year from the uate of coming into operation of Part 
III of this.Bill in the case of existing premises in respect of which 
fair rent has not already been fixed, and in the case of any premises 
let after the date of coming into operation of this Part, within one 
year from the date of commencement of the tenancy. Provision has 
also been made that if the Controller is satisfied that the applicant 
was prevented by sufficient cause from filing the application iu time, 
the Controller may entertain the application after the period of 
one year. 

14. Clause 15-(New clause).-We consider that provision on 
the lines of Section 3-B of the Mysore House Rent and Accommoda­
tion Control Act, 1951, relating to the restriction on sale Ol" hire of 
furniture in any house let to a tf'nant should be included. in the Bill. 
We have, accordingly, inserted this clause .. 

15. Clause18-(0riginal clause 17).-We consider th11t it is 
necessary to prohibit the receipt of not merely money in the form of 
premium or pugree, but also any consideration whatsoever in cash or 
in kind in add1tion to the rent in consideration of the grant or con­
tinuance of a tenancy, or as a condition 'Of relinquishment, transfer 
or assignment of a tenancy. We are also of the opinion that the fine 
payable should not be less than the amount of premium or pugree or 
the value of the consideration. We hg,ve accordingly modified this 
clause. 

16. Clau&e 21-(0Tiginal clauRe 20)-(1) Sub-clause (1) 
Proviso (a).-We consider that this clause should be amplified clearly 
specifying the manner of service of notice referr~d to in Section lOB 
of the Transfer of Property Act, 1882. 

(2) Sub-clause (1) Proviso (t).--We consider that a tenant 
should not be liable to eviction from a premises on account of sub­
Jetting before the commencement of the Act unless such sub-letting 
was made contrary to any provision of law then in force. 

(3) Sub-clause (1) Proviso (J) (new proviso).-Since Part V 
is applicable to vacant non-agricultural lands which have been leased, 
provision has to be made for eviction from any such land when the 
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land is reasonably and bona fide required by the landlord for the 
erection of a new building. 

(4) Sub-clause (3),-We h·ave clarified the wording of para­
graph (b) of this sub-clause. 

(5) Sub-rlause (6) (new sub-clause).-· We are of the opii?-ion 
that the landlord should give notice to the tenant in oases of alleged 
misuse of the premises requiring him to stop the misuse and no 
application for eviction should be made unless the tenant bas refused 
or failed to comply with such requirement within thirty days 
from the date of service of notice. We also consider that no order 
for eviction of such tenant should be made unless the Court is satis­
fied that the misuse of thE> premises is of such a nature that it is a 
public nuisance or that it causes damage to the public or is 
otherwise detrimental to the interests of the landlord. A new 
sub-clause bas accordingly been inserted. 

17. Clause 24-( Ori.qinal clause 23).-We have made certain 
verbal amendments in sub-clauses (2J and (3). We are of the opinion 
that there should be no punishment of imprisonment for contraven· 
tion of this clause. We have accordingly amended sub-clause (4) 
and have specified that the maximum fine may be one thousand 
rupees. 

18. Clause 25-(0riginal clause 24).-We consider that three 
months' time should be given to the landlord for occupation of the 
premises instead of one month. We also consider that there should 
be no punishment of imprisonment for contravention of this ohmse. 
A fine which may extend to five hundred rupees is in our opinion, 
quite adequate. We have aco?rdingly amended this clause. 

19. Clause 26-(0riginal clause 25).-We are of the opinion 
that there should be no punishment of imprisonment for contraven­
tion of this clause. Accordingly in sub-cla~se (3), we have provided 
that the punishrnent may be a fine which may extend to five 
hundred rupees. 

20. Clause 28-(0riginal clause 27).-The punishment for con­
travention of this clause should also be only a fine. We have 
accordingly amended sub-clause (2) (b) and provided for a fine which 
may extend to five hundred rupees. 

21. Qlause 31-(0rigiual clause 30).-We have carefully con­
sidered whether it is necessary to have provision for the control of 
hotels and lodging houses. . We are of the opinion that statutory 
provision for such control is absolutely necessary in the interests of 
the public. We consider that it is not neoeBsary to fix the per­
centage of accommodation for daily and monthly lodgers in a hotel or 
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lodging bouse. So far as the number.of lodgers to be accommodated 
in a hotel or lodgiPg bouse is concerned, we are of the opinion that 
when a person is accommodated in any room, the members of his 
family may also be accommodated in the same room although the 
total number of members who are accommodated may exceed the 
number fixed for a particular room. We have, accordingly, made 
suitable provision in this clause. 

21!. Clause 32- (Or.igi1~al clause).-We consider that this clause 
is unnecessary and have accordingly deleted it . 

. 23. Clause 37-CNew clause).-·we are of the opinion that in 
order to enable the competent authority to take necessary action 
under Part VI in respect of hotels and lodging houses, the managers 
of hotels and owners of lodging houses should be required to submit 
to the competent authority statements indicating the particulars 
relating to such hotels and lodging houses. We have accordingly 
inserted this clause. 

24. Clause 88---(0rigi11al clause 37)-(1) Sub-claus11 (I):-we 
consider that there should be no puni~hwent of imprisonment 
for contravention of the provisions of Part VI. We are 
however of the opinion that the fine may extend to one 
thousand rupees and where a fine, premium or other sum has been 
received by the Manager of the hotel or owner of the lodging house, 
the fine should not be less than twice the amount of fine, premium or 
other sum. When a per~on is convicted for receiving a fine, premium 
or other like sum, the Magistrate should, out of the fine levied, 
direct payment to the lodger of an amount equal to the fine, premium 
or other like sum received from the lodger. 

(2) Sub-clause (2).-·We have amended this sub-clause ma.king 
it clear that -the punishiD:ent may be only fine which may extend to 
five hundred rupees. 

(3) Sub-clause (5)-·(New sub-clause).-T h is sub-clause 
provides for punishment with fine which may extend to one thousand 
rupees for contravention of clause 37 •. 

25. Clause 42-(0riginal Clause 41).---We are of the opinion 
that the daily fine under sub-clause (5), for the default under this 
clause may be fifty rupees instead of one hundred rupees. The 
maximum fine which m~ty he imposed under sub-clause (ti) may be 
five hundred rupees. We have accordingly amended sub-clauses 
(5) and (6)._ 
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26. O:a•J.•e 1,?-(0riqir£fll Cl.aus~ 46).-We are of the opm1on 
th<tt the time within which an appeal may be preferred should be 
thirty days instead of fifteen days. We have accordingly amended 
this clause. 

2'1. Clause 52-(0I·iginal Cla~se5l).-We are of the opinion 
that punishment under sub-clause (2) should be limited to & fine 
which may extend to five hundred rupees. We have accordingly 
amended the sub-clause. 

28. Clause 56-(N•w Clause).-We consider it necessary to 
empower ruagistrates of the first class to impose fine exceeding two 
thousand rupees in respect of offences punishable under this bill, as 
imposition of fine exceeding two thousand rupees may become 
necessary under clause 18 when the premium or pugree received 
exceeds that amount; We have accordingly inserted this clause. 

29. Clause 58-(0riginal Clrtuse56).-We consider that contra­
vention of any rule may be made punishable with fine which may 
extend to five hundred rupees instead of with fine which may extend 
to one thousand rupees. We have accordingly amended sub-clause 
(.'3) of this clause. 

30, Schedule I.-We consider tha~ Aland in Gulbarga District 
and Koppa in Chickmagalur District should be included in this 
Schedule. We have accordingly amended th~J Schedule. 

31. Schedule III.-We consider that the Hubli Municipal 
Borough and the Mangalore Municipality should be included in this 
Schedule. We have accordingly amended the Schedule. 

~'2. We considered whether provisions may be made in the Bill 
to give protection to tenants who have constructed buildings on 
lands belonging to others, and in this connection examined the 
provisions included in the Bangalore City Tenants' Protection Bill 
1959, which bad been brought up before the Legislative Assembl/ 
We are of the opini•m that there is no justification to interfere with 
the contractual rights between ·the owners of the lands and their 
tenants, except to the extent provided in this Bill. - · 

33. The other amendments inade in the Bill are either 
consequential or intended to improve the provisions. 

· 34. · The Bill was published in the Mysore Gazette Extra-
ordinary, dated 15th May 1959, . 

35, We recommend that the Bill as amended be pasRed. 
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36. In our opinion, the Bill has not been so altered aR to 
require circulation.

THE MYSORE RENT CONTROL BILL, 1960. 

A Bill to provide for the control of rents and nictions, for the leasiag of 
buildings, to control rates of hotels and lodgin1 houses and for 
certain other matters in the State of Mysore. 

WHEREAS it is expedient to provide for the control of rents and 
evictions, for the leasing of buildin~s, to control rates of hotels 
and lodging houses and for certain other matters : 

BE it enacted by the Mysore State Legislatnre in the EleYentb 
Yrar of the Republic of India as follows:-

PART I. 

PRELI:IIINAI\Y, 

I. Short title, extent, commencement and duration.-(1) This A<'t 
may be called the Myaore Rent Control Act, 1960. 

(2) It extends to the whole of the State of Mysore. 
(3) It shall come into force on such date as the State 

Government may by notification appoint. 
(4) It shall remain in force up to and inclusive of thirty-firRt 

December, 1970, n.nd upon the expiry of this Act, section 6 of the 
Mysore General Clauses Ar.t, 1899, sh•1ll apply as if this Act 
were a permanent Mysore Act and had been repeH.led by a }fysoro 
Act immediately before it.s expiry. 

2. Application of the Act.-(1) Parts I and VII of this Act ~hall 
be applicable to the whole of the State of Myeore. 

(2) Parts II and III of this Act shall bo applicable to the 
areas specified iu Schedule I : 

Provided that. the said parts shall not apply to a bnildin"' 
constructed after the first August 1957 for a period of five yenr!l fror~ 
the date of construction of such building. 

!I.O.B, 2 
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(:3) Parts IV and V of this Act shall be appl icabltl Lo th& areas 
specified in Schedule II. 

· (4) Part VI of this Act shall be applica.ble to the areas specified 
in Schedule Ill. 

(5) The State Government may by notification apply all or 
any of the provisions 'of Parts II, III, IV, V or VI to such other are~ts 
from such dates as may be specified in the notification. 

(6) The St~tte Government may at any time by notification 
direct that all or any of the provisions of Parts If, ! II, IV, V or VI 
shall cease to be applicable to any area whether specified in 
Schedule I, II or III or not, on such date as may bo specified in 
~he notifica.tion; and on that date the said provisions shall cease to 
be applicable to such area : 

Provided that section 6 of the Mysore General Clauses Act, 1899, 
dhall apply when any provision of this Act ceases to he applicable to 
J.ny area, as if it bad then been repealed by a Mysore Act: 

Provided further that the issue of a notification under this 
sub-section shall not preclude the issue of a notification under 
sub-section (5) applying all or any of the provisions of the said Parts 
to such area. 

(7) Nothing in this Act shall apply-

(a) to any building belonging to the State Government or the 
Central Government; or 

(b) to any building belonging to a municipal corporation, 
municipal council or other municipal . body having 
jurisdiction in any area specified in Schedule 1; or 

(c) to any tenancy or other like relationship created by a grant 
- from the State Government or the Central Government 

in respect of any building taken on lease or requisitioned 
by the State Government or the Central Government. 

3. De6nitions.-·In this Act, unless the context otherwise 
reguires-

. (a) "building" means <tny building or hut or part of a building 
or hut ot.her than a fa.rru house, let or to be let separately for 
residential or non-res1dential purposes and includes-

(i) the garden, grounds and out-house~, if any, appurtenant to 
such building, hut or part of such building or hut and let 
or to .be let along with such building or hut or part of 
buildmg or hut1 
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(ii) any furniture suppli<Jd by ths landlord for the use in such 
building or hut or part of a building or hut; 

(iii) any fittings affixed to :uch building or part of a building 
for the more beneficial enjoyment thereof, 

but does not include a room or other accommodation in a hotel or a 
lodging house; 

(b) " Competent authority" means any officer authorised by 
the State. Government by notification to perform the functions of the 
competent authority under Part VI of this Act; , 

(c) "Controller" means· in respect of any local area, any 
officer not below the rank of a Ga.zetted Officer appointed by the State 
Government to perform the functions of the Controller under this Act ; 

(d) "Court" means, in respect of any local area, any civil 
court which may be specially authorised by the State Government by 
notification in this behalf, or where no civil court is so authorised, 

(i) the court of the Civil Judge (Junior Division) in the 
Bombay Area, 

(ii) the court of the District M unsiff in the ~fadras Area and 
(iii) the conrt of the Munsifl' in Coorg District, Hyderabad Area 

and Mysore Area, · 

having territorial jurisdiction in such area; 

(e) "fair rate ·~ means the rate fixed 'under section 31 and 
includes the rate as revised under section 32; 

(f) "fair rent" means the fair rent fixed under section 14 and 
includes the fair rent or st.ardard rent fixed unrler an:v Act rPpealed ' 
by section tiO ; 

(g) " hotel " or "lodging house" means a building or a part of 
a building where lodging with or without board or other service is by 
way of business provided for a monetary consideration ; 

(h) "landlord~· means any per8on who is for the time being, 
receiving or entitled to receive, rent in respeet of any premises whether 
on his own account or on account, or on behalf, or for thA benefit of 
any other person or as a trustee, guardian or receiver for any other 
person or who would so receive thA rent or l'e entitled to receive the 
rent if the prPmisP~ were let to a tenant; and includE's any person not 
being a tenant wllo from time to time derives title under a landlord; 
and further includes in respect of his sub-tenant a tenant who has 
sub-let any premisE'S ; 



(i) -.. local authority" means-
(i) in the City of Bang(Llore, the Corpom.tion of the City of 

Bangalorc ; • 

(ii) in any urban area, the municipality or the borough 
municipality or Lhe municipal committee or the 111nnicipal 
council or the cantonment board or the sanitary board 
or the town board or the trust board, as the case 
way be, and 

(iii) in any rural area., the pancbayat. concerned ; 

(j) " manager of a hotel " includes a-ny pert~ou in charge of 
the wa.nagement of a hotel ; 

(k) "notification" meaus :t notification publit~hed · in the 
official Gazette ; 

(l) "owner of a lodging bouse,; includes any person who 
receives or is entitled to receive, whether on his own account or on 
behalf of himself and others or as an agent or trustee, any monetary 
coniiideration from any person on ae-connt of board, lodging or other 
~ervice; · 

(m) "person" includes the State Government or the Centra.! 
Government ; · 

(n) " premises" means-

(i) a. building as defined in clause (a); 
(ii) a.ny land not used for a.grie-ultural plll'poses ; 

· ·(o) "prese-ribcd" weans prescribed· by 1·ules made under this 
Act; 

(p) "public authority" means the State Government or the 
Central Government or a. local authority, or a Corporation established 
by a Central Act or a Mysore Act, m· a Government Company. 

Explanation.-"Govermuent Company" means a Government 
oowpany within the meaning of-section 617 of the Companies Act, 
1956 (Central Act 1 of 1956); 

(q) "Schedule" means a Schedule to thi~ Act ; 

(r) "tenant" means any person by whom or on whose account 
rent is payable for a. prewises and includes the surviving spouse or any 
son or daughter or father or motlwt· of a. deceased tenant who had been 
living with the tenant in the premiRes as a member of the tenant'& 
fam.ily up to tl1e ut'ath of the tcuaut auJ a ptlrsou continuing in 
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possession after the termination of the tenancy in his favour, but 
does not include a. person placed in occupation of a premise• by its 
tenant or a person to whom thA collection of rents or fees in a. public 
market, cart-stand or slaughter-house or of rents for shops has been 
farmed out or lea~cu by a local authority. 

PART II. 

LEASE OF BUILDINGS 

'4. Intimation of vacancy by landlords.-(!) Every landlord 
shall, withi~ fifteen days after the building becomes vacant by his 
ceasing to occupy it or by the termination of a tenancy or by the 
eviction of the tenant or by the release of tbe building from requisition, 
or otherwise, give intimation by registered post to the Controller: 

Provided that this sub-section shall not apply to a building iu 
respect of which the landlord has obtained an order for possession on 
any of the grounds specified in clause (h) of the proviso to sub-section 
(1) of section 21 or to any building which has been released from 
requisition for the use and occupation of the landlord himself. 

(2) A landlord shall not, without the p~rmission ol the' 
Controller let, occupy or permit to be occupied a building referred to 
in sub-section ( 1) without giving iutiwation aud for a period of 
fifteen days from the date on which the intimation i~ received 
by the Controller or within a period of one week after the tern:ination 
of the proceedings nuder section 8, if any, whichever is later. 

(3) Any landlot·d who contravenes the provisions of sub-tieution 
(l) or (2) .shall, on conviction, be punished with fine which may 
extend to one thousand rupees; provided ·that such fiile shall not be 
less than n"rt:vrupees. 

(4) Nothing contained in this section shall apply-
(i) to a residential building the monthly rent of which does not 

exceed .fiftetJu mpees per month or the annual rental value 
of which does not exceed one hundred and eighty rupees; 
or 

(ii) to a non-retiidential building the monthly rent of which 
does not exceed twenty-five rupees or the annual rental 
value of which does not exceed three hundred rupees; or 

(iii) to any building in any city, town or village owned by 
any loou,] authority, <'flmpany, R-RRociation or firm, whethe1· 



incorporated or not, and bona fide intended solely for 
the occupation of its officers and servants employed in 
the same city, town or village. '· 

5. Order for leasing of vacant boilding.-(1) The Controller may, 
by order in writing served on the landlord, direct that any vacant 
building, whether intimation of its vacancy has been given by the 
landlord under sub-section (1) of section 4 or not, be given on lease 
to such public authority or other person as he may think fit. 

Explanation.-A building may be directed to be leased 
under this section notwithstanding that. it is subject to 
an agreement of lease or has been let or occupied in 
contravention of sub-section (2) of section 4. 

(2) Any landlord who contravenes an order made under sub­
section (1) shall, on conviction, be punished with simple imprisonment 
for a tE>rm which may extend to three months or with fine or 
with both. 

6. Order for leasing of occupied boilding.-(1) Where a landlord 
is in possession or is entitled to immediate possession of more 
buildings than one in the same area and the Controller is of the 
opinion that having regard to the landlord's calling, standard of 
living, nature and el!:tent of business and other material facts, the 
landlord·~ re~idential or non-residential requirement, as the case may 
be, would be adequately served by allotting to him on A or more of the 
s~1id buildings and that the other buildings are needed for a public 
authority, the Controller may, by order in writing served on the laud­
lord, allot to him for his residential or non-residential purposes, as the 
case 'rnay be, such one or Jnore buildings and order the leasing of 
other buildings to such public authority as he thinks fit. 

(2) Any bnillord who contravenes an oriler directing the leasing 
of any building made under sub-.section (1) shall, on conviction, be 
punished with simple impri8onrnent for a term which may extend to 
three months or with fine or with both. 

7. Improvements and alterations.-(1) Where a building is 
directed to be leased to a public authority under section 6 ot· section 6, 
the Controller may, if he deems fit, order the landlord to make such 
improvement or alterations, as may be necessary lo the building 
within such time as may be spemfied and to make such increase in 
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the rent of the building in accordance with the provtswns of 
eection 14: 

Provided that no such order shall be made unless-
(i) the improvement or alteration increases the capital value 

of the building; and 

(ii) the total cost of the improvement or alteration does nr.t 
exceed twelve per cent of the capital cost of the building. 

(:2) If the landlord refuses or fails to make such improvements 
and alterations within the time specified, the Controller shall, subject 
to such general or special instructions as the i::!tate Government may 
issue from time to time in this behalf, have the power to make or 
authorise the making of the same, at the cost of the State Government 
without the consent of the landlord and without liability to pay any 
enhanced rent to the landlord by reason of such improvements or 
alterations. Where the pnblic anthority to which the building i_s 
leased is not the Scat11 Government, it shall be liable to pay enhanced 
rent in respect of such improvement or alterations to tho State 
Government. 

8. Procedure to be followed before ordering leasing of any building. 
for a public authority or other person.-(1) Before issuin~ any order 
under section 5 or section 6, the Controller-

{ctJ shall call upon the landlord or any other person whe may 
be in possession of the building by notire in writing to 
show cause, within seven days from the date of the service 
of such notice on him, why the building should not be 
ordered to be leased to a public authority or other pers•>n 
as may be specified in the notice ; and 

(b) may, by order direct that neither the landlord nor any other 
person shall, without the permis~ion of the Controller, 
dispose of or structurally alter the building or let it out 
to a tenant or occupy it or use it until the expiry of such 
period not exceeding one month, as may be specified in 
the order. 

(2) In •electin~ the public authority or other person iu whose 
favour an order may be made under this section, the Controller shall 
obser1•e such order of priority as may be prescribed : 

Provided that where the State Government, or in respect of any 
aren., any officer not below the rank of a Depnty Corumissioner 
authorised by tbe State Government in this behalf, dicects that any 
building shall be leased to any public authority or any officer of the 
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State Government or of the Central Government, the Cont.rollor 
shalJ, subject to the provisions of sub-sections (8), (4) and (5), make 
an order nuder this section in f!\vonr of ~ul'h public authority or 
officer, as the case may be. • 

(3) In cousic:lering the causes, if any, shown by the lanulord 
or other pPrsou in possession, the ControlJer shall, in case the 
premises to b0 leased iR a p;r,rt of a building, give due regard to the 
customs, manners and social conventions of tbe persons occupying the 
remaining portions of the bnilding, in so far as snch cnstows, 
manners and social conventions are not opposed to law, public order, 
morality or health. 

( 4) If, after considering the causes, if any, shown by the 
landlord or other person in possession of the building, the Controller is 
satisfied that it is neces,ary or expedient so to do, he may by an 
order in writing direct the building to be leased to such public 
authority or other person specified in the notice under sub-section ( 1) 
at such rent as ~hall be specified in such order and may make such 
further orders as appear to him to be nf'cessary or expedient in 
con section therewith : 

Provided that the rent specified in any such order sh~ll not be 
less than-

(i) the fair rent, if any, fixed for the building; or 
(ii) if any fair rent bas not been fixed for the building, the 

rent last paid for the building ; or 
(iii) if no rent was last paid, the rent determined by the 

Controller on the basis of the rental valne of the bnilding 
as entered in the property tax assessment book of the 
local authority ; or 

(iv) if no pt·operty tax bas been agsessed in respect of the 
building, the rent determined by the Cout.rollrr on the 
basis of the prevailing rates uf rent in the locality for 
similR.t' building~ in similar circumstances : 

Provided further that unless the rent specified in such order 
is the fair rent of the building, the tonant ot• the landlord shall be 
entitled to apply for fixation of frtir rPnt in rnspect of the huildiug. 

(5) Notwithstanding anything rontainecl in sub-section (4), 
uo order under the said sub-section shall be made iu favour of A· 
person other than a public authority, unless-

(i) such person has made an application in the prescribed form 
to the Controller for allotment of a builc:ling for his use 
or occupation, 
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(ii) such persone bas deposited or deposits with the Con troller 
for payment to tl1e hudlllrd !Ln amount equal to one 
mon~h's reut of ~he buildmg a~ advance, aud 

(iii) the Con troller is satisfied that such person is not occupying 
or for rAa.sonable cause cannot occupy a building, wb,ch 
is his own ur for the possession of which he IS entitled 
and which is suitable for his requiremen~s. 

9. Contents of the order directing leasing of a building to a public 
authority or other person.- Kvery order undtJr section 5 or secL1on 6 
shall b<! in writiug and shall specify-

(a) the person to wbow possession of the bui!Jing should be 
delivered; 

(b) the date on which such possession should be delivered, 
such date not being tJarlier than five days from the date oi service 

' of the order; and -

(c) the rent, if any, as fixed by the Controller under sub· 
section ( 4) of section 8. 

I 0. Rights ovtr the building ordered to be leased to a public 
authority or other per~on.-(1) Upon the service of the order under 
section 5 or section ti, the landlord shall deliver possession of the build· 
ing to tl:.e authority or person to whom thtl building is directed to be 
leased on the date specified in such order and such authority or person 
sha.U be deemed to be the tenant of tile landlord with effect from the 
date on which the possession of the building is deilver€d to such 
authority or person at the rn.te of rt>nt spemlied in such ordP.r, the 
other terms of tenancy being iiUCh as may be agreed upon between 
the landlord and the tenant or in default of an agree went, as may 
he determined by the Controller. 

(2) H the landlord fails to deliver possession under sub.section 
(1), the Controller or any officer authorised by hirn may take pos&es­
sion of the building breaking open locks, if any, and using such force 
with such police assi:;tance a3 may be rt q'1iretl. for evicting any person 
in occupation or control uf such building who refu~es to deliver and 
for removing any obstruction or resistance in the takiug of such 
possession. 

(::!) Any building in respect of which the State Government or 
the Cent.ral Goverutnent becomes a tenant under sut..section ( 1 ), 
may be puL to auy such use as the State tlovernment or the Central 
Go\'ernmeut, as the case may be, thinks fit t<nd in particular the State 
GovernQlent or the Central Government may 1ermit the use of the 

a.o.B. 
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building for the purposes of any other St~tte Government or as the 
residt>nce of an~· otlicer in the service of the Stlt<J Government or of 
the Central Government or any otner S~ate. Government. 

11. Connrsion of residential building.-( 1) Save as otherwise 
provided in this A~t, no residential buildiug sh~tll be converted into 
a non-residential building except with the permission in writing .of 
the Controller. 

(2) If the fJontroller does not within sixty days from the date 
of receipt of an application for permission under sub-section ( t), pass 
~tny ordl'r on the application, he shall be deemed to have granted the 
permio;sion applied for. 

(~) Any person who contravenes the provisions of sub-section 
(1) shall, on conviction, be punished with fine which way extend to 
five hundreit rnpPPS, 

IZ. Appeal.-Any person aggrieved hy an order pasRed by the 
Controller nuder the provisi,•ns of this Pnrt may within tb1rty days 
from the date of communication of the order appeal-

(i) to the Deputy Commissioner, when the officer passing the 
order is an officer below the rank of a Deputy commis­
sioner ; a.nd 

(ii) to the Divisional Commissioner, when the officer passing 
the order is an officer not belew the rank of a Deputy 
Oowmis$iouer, 
and the appellate authority may pass such order on the 
appeal as it deems lit. 

13. Payment of cost of evictiou.-Any pPrson refusing to vacate 
a building dtrected to be le~tsed unrler section 5 or sect1on 6, shall be 
liable to pay to the State Government the expenseH, if any, incurred 
by the State Government in effecting his eviction from such 
building, as may be det~rll.lined by the Controller; and the amount 
so payable shall be recoverable as arrears of land revenue. 

PAR1' III. 
PROVISIONS REGARDI!iG RENT 

14. Fixation of fair rent, etc.-(1) The landlord or tenant of 
any building, <.ther tban a builrling in respect of which tLe fair rent 
hil.s been fixed either be lore. or. alter the comi .. g into op~ra.tion of 
tin~ Act, u ay 1uake au a ppllcatwn to the Cuntrollt·r for fixing the 
f~ir rcut of ti.Je buildiug.-

(a) in the cnse of nny bt:.i;ding which wns l~t, before the date 
of comiug into operation of this Part. within one year 
from such date ; 



(b) in the case of any building let after the date of coming 
into operation of this Part, . 

(i) where the application is made by the lancllord, within on~ 
year from the date on which tho building was let to the 
tenant agaipst whom the application is made; 

(ii\ where the application is made by the tenant, within one 
year from the date on which the building was let to that 
tenant: · · · 

Provided that the Controller may entertain tbe applicatiou afteJ 
the expiry of the said period of one year, if he is satisfied that the 
applicant was prevented by 6nfficient cause from filing tho applit:a~ 
tion in time. 

(~) On receipt of an application under sub-section (l), the 
Controlle~; sha.Il, after holding such inquiry as he thinks fit, fix the fair 
rent for such building. Jn fixing the fair rent for any building part 
of which has hePn lawfully sub-let, tLe Controller may also fix the fair 
rent of the part sub· let. 

(3) In fixing the fair rent uniler this section the Controllet 
shall have due regard- · 

(a) to the prevailing rates of reut in the locality for the sam• 
or similar ac• owwodation in similar circnmstanceb 
during the twelve months prior to thd firat day of Apri: 
19··17 ; 

(b) to the rentn,l value aR entered in the propP.rty tax n~sf'SF• 
ment hook of the local authority cuuc~rned relu.ting t·, 
the period mentioned in c:ause (a) ; . · : 

(c) to the circumstances of the casa, iucluiling any amount 
paid by the tenant by way of premium or any oth.,r lih 
sum in addition to rent after t.he first day of April HJI7., 

(·I) In fixing the f11.ir rent of a. re8idential building th1 
'Controller may allow-

(i) if the rate of rent or rentn.l ~alue referred to in sub. 
· section (ii) dnes not exceed fifty rupPPS per wensem, au 

increase not PXCePding twenty ·five per cent ou such ratt' 
or rental value; 

(ii) if the rate of rent or rental value exc~>ed>~ fifty rupees pe1 
mensem, an incrpase not exceeding fifty per cent of such 
rate or rental \ alue. · 

Explanatir.n.-F'or pnrposes o£ this section 'residential. building' 
includes butlcling let out for the purpos'l o£ a. publtc huspital, at 
educational institution, a. public libra,ry, reading room or orphanage. 



(5) In fixing the fair rent of a non-residential building, the 
Controller may o.llow-

(i) if the rate of rent or rental value referred to in sub­
section (3), does not exceed fifty rnpees, an increase 
not exceeding fifty per cent of such rate or rental value'; 

(ii) if the rate of rent or rental value· exceeds fifty rupees 
per mensern, an increase not exceeding one hundred 
per cent of such late or rental value. 

(6) In fixing the fair rent of a building which bas been 
con•trnct ed after the first day of April 19i 7, the Controller may take 
onto consideration the rental value of the building o.s entered in the 
property tax assessmt~nt book of the local au~bority for the year in 
which the building was constructed: 

Provided that where no such records are available, the Controller 
may fix the fair rent calculated on the basis of six per cent per annum 
,f the aggregate amount of the reasonable cost of construction and 
.be market p1·ice of the land comprised in tbe building on the date of 
~be commencement of the construction. 

(7) In fixing the fair rent of any building under this section, 
!the Controller shall fix the fair re11t thPreof in an unfurnished state 
and may also determine an additinnal charge to be payable on 
~ccouot of any fittings or furniture suoplied by the landlord. 

(8) In fixing tlie fair rent of auy building under this section, 
t.be Controller shall specify a data from which the fair rent so fixed 
ball be deemed to have effect: 

frovided that in no ca~e shall thP date be earlier t ban the date 
1f filing of the application for the fixation of tbe fair reut. 

(9) No tenant shall, notwithst&.ndiug any agreemeut to the 
,•ontrary, be liable to pay to his landlord for the occupation of any 
1uilding any awount in excess of tbe fair rent of tbe building, unless 
,ucb amount is a lawful increase of the fair rent in accordance with 
the provisions of this Act. 

(10) Subject to the provisions of sub-section (9), any agree­
went for tb<J payment of rent in excess of the fair rent shall be null 
'llld void and shall be construed as if it were an agreement for the 
payment of the fair rent. 

I 5. Restriction on sale or hire of furniture in auy boose let to a 
tenant.-(!) No person sbnll make the purchase or hirE) of any 
tnruiture in any bouse, 1.1 condition of the grant, renewal or continuance 
of a temmcy of such bouse and no person shall sell or bire the 
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furniture in any house of which he is the landlord to the tenant of 
such house, except under a permit in the prescribed form from the 
Controller and such permit shall not be given unless the price or hire 
is reasonable. 

(:2) Any person who contravenes the provisions of sub-section 
(1) shall, on conviction, be punished with fine which may extend to 
one thousand rupees. 

16. Lawful increase of or reduction in fair rent in what cases 
admissible.- (1) When the fair rent of a building has been fixed 
no further increase in such fair rent shall be permissible except 
in cases where some addition, improvement, or structural 
alteration bas been carried out at the landlord's expense other 
than tenantable repairs necessary or usual for such building and if the 
building is then in the occupation of a tenant, at the request of such 
tenant: 

Provided that the increase in fair rent under this sub-section 
shall not exceed six per centum per annum on the cost of such 
addition, improvement Ol' alteration, and it shall not be chargeable 
until such addition, improvement or alteration has been completed. 

(~) Notwithstanding anything contained in sub-section (1), 
whero the cost of repairs effected in pursuance of orders of the Uourt 
under sub-sec.tion (3) of section 43, exceeds one-sixth of the annual 
rant of a building, such excess shall, for purpose of sub-section (1), be, 
deemed to be expense incurred by the landlord in respect of an 
addition, improvement or structural alteration of the building in 
respect of which the landlord is entitled to increase of the fair rent. 

(3) Where after the fair rent of a building bas been fixed there is 
a decrease or diminution in the accommodation or amenities provided, 
the tenant may claim a reduction in the fair rent as so fixed. 

( ~) Any dispute between the landlord and the tenant in regard 
to any increase or reduction claimed under thi~ section, shall be 
decided by the Controller. 

17. Increase of rent where tu: or cess is increased.-(!) Where 
the rate of tax or cess payable by the landlord in respect of any 
building to a local authority is enhanced* the landlord shall be entitled 
to claiw such excess from the tenant in addition to the rent payable 
for the building*: 

Provided that such excess shall not be recoverable in so far as 
. it has resulted from an increase of rent in respect of the building. 



(2) Any dispute between the landlord and the tenant in regard 
to any increase claimed under sub-seo~ion (1) shall ba decided by the 
Controller. · 

18. Unlawful charr,es not to be claimed or received.-(!) Where 
the fair rent of a bu1lding has been determined, 

(a) no person shall claim, receive or stipulate for the payment 
()f any sum as premium or pugree or any oon~ideration 

whatsoever -in cash or kind, in add iLion to such lair rent 
or save a3 prov1ded iuscctious · Hl and 17 any rent in 
excess of such lair ron t : 

Provided that the landlord may receive or stipulate, for the 
payment of an amount not exceeding two months' rent 
by way of advance; 

(b) s~~ove as provided in clause (a), any prewium or pugree 
or other consideration or any rent paid in addition to such 
fair rent whether before or after the commencement of this 
Part in consid~ration o! the grant or continuance or renewal 
of the tenancy of the build•ng after such comwencement 
shall be refunded or returned by the landlord or othPr 
person to the person by whom it was paid or at the 
optwn of ~uch person otherwise adjusted by the landlord 
or other person : 

Provided that where before the deterwination of the fair rent 
any amount has beeu patd in e:wess thereof, the refund or adjustment 
shall be limited to the amount p:1id in excess after the date of 
application for fix:ing the lair rent. 

(2) Where the fair rent of a building has not been eo 
determined, 

(a) no person shall after the commencement of this Part 
receive or stipulate for the payment of any sum as 
premium or pngree or any consideration whatsoever in 
oasb or kind, in addition tu the agreed ren'; 

(b) save as provided in clause (a) any sum or consideration 
paid in excess of the agreed rent wheLher before 
or after the (JOL!lruencement of this Part in 
oonsider»tion of the grant, continuance or renewal of the 
tenancy of the building after such oommenceweot shall be 
refunded or retnrned bJ the landlord or other pP.rson to the 
person by whom .it :wa.s paid or at the optwn of suob 
person otherwise adjusted by the landlord or other perBOil. 
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(3) Any stipulation in contrav~ntion of sub-section (1) or sub· 
section (:.) shall be null and void. 

(4) It shall not be hwful fnr the tenant or any person acting 
or purporting to act on behalf of the tenant or a sub. tenant to cla.im 
or r~>ceive any HlW or auy con.ideratiou as a cond1tion of relinquish­
ment, transrer or assignment of his tenancy or sub·t~nancy, as the 
c~may be, of any building. 

('5) Any landlord who contravenes the provisions of sub­
section (1) or sub·secttou (2) and a.ny tenant or other person who 
contravenes the provisions of sub-section (..J) shall, on conviction, be 
punished with fiue which way extend to five hundred rupaes: 

Provided that such fine shall not 1-e less than the amount of 
premium or pugree or the value of the consideration referred to in 
sub-aection (1), (~)or (4), as the case may be. 

PART IV. 

DEPOSIT OF RENT. 

19. Right of tenant to deposit rent in certain cases.-( I) Where 
the address of the lantllord or his au the• ised agent is not known to 
the tenaut, or the landlord rduses to ac.cPpt, the rent remitted by 
pootalruoney c rder under section 46, the tenant may deposit the rent 
lawfully payab:e to the landlord in respect of the preuuses togef.her 
with such fee and such pat ticulMs as mt~y be prescribed for the service 
of the notice referred to in sub-sccLion (2), in Court and in such 
manner as may be prescribed and continue to deposit any rent, which 
may subsequfntly b"come due in respect of the premises together 
with the fees prescrib~d as aforeRaid in Uuurt in the same manner 
until the addre~s of the landlord or his authorised agent becomes 
known to the tenant. or until the landlord signifies by notice in writing 
to the tenunt his willingness to accept any subsequent rent which 
becomes due in respect of the premises, as the case may be. 

(2) When any deposit is made under sub-section (1), the 
Comt shall cause notice of tho deposit to be served by affixture 
at the last known place C'f residence of t.he landlord and in such other 
manner as may be prescribed; and the amount deposited may, "subject 
to such conditions as may be prPscribed, be withdrawn by ~he land· 
l01d on application made by him to the Court in that behalf. 

(3) (a) Where any bnnrt fide doubt or dispute arises as to the 
person who is entitled to receive the rent for the prPmises the tenan' 



may deposit such rent in Court in such manner as may bE.> prescribed 
and may continue to deposit any rent which may subsequently 
become due in respect of the premises in Court in the sallle UJanner 
or until the Court makes an order undtlr chose (b), or until the 
doubt is removed or the dispute is settled hy the decision of a 
competent court or by a settlement between the part1es, as the case 
may be. 

{b) If after such inquiry as it thinks fit, the Court is 
not satisfied that a bona fide doubt or dispute exists in the matter it 
shall forthwith order payment of the amouut deposited to the 
landlord. 

( 4) Where the Court does not pass an order under clause (b) 
of sub-section (3), any amount or amounts deposited under sub-section 
(3) may be withdrawn only by the person who is declared by a. 
competent court to be entitled thereto, or in case the doubt or dispute 
is removed by a settlement between the parties only by the person 
who is held by the Court to be entitled to the amount or amounts in 
accordance with such settlement. 

20. Time for deposit and savings.-(1) No rent deposited under 
section 19 shall be deem<Jd to have been validly deposited under that 
section for purposes of section 21 unless deposited within 
fifteen days of the time fixed in the agreement of tenancy with the 
landlord for payment of the rent, or in the absence of such ago·eement 
unless deposited within fifteen days after the last day of the month 
for which the rent was payable or within fifteen d<~.ys from the date 
on which the mnt remitted by postal money order under sub·section 
(2) of section 46 is returned by the postal authorities as undelivered, 
as the case may be. 

(2) If the rent is dPposited within the time specified in sub­
Beotion (1), the deposit shall conRtitute a payment of rent to the land­
lord if the amount deposited would have been valid legal tender of 
rent if tendered to the landlord on the date fixed in the agreement of 
tenancy with the landlord for payment of rent, or in the absence of 
such agreement by the first da.y of the month next following that for 
which the rent is payable. 

(3) The receipt of payment of rent deposited un :Ier section 19 
from the Court, iu the manner provided therein, shall uot operate 
as an ad mission against the receiver of tbe correctness of the rate of 
rent, the amount due or any other particulars furnishrd by the tenant 
while depositing the rent under the said section, nor sball it operate 
as a waiver of any notice to quit given by him to the tt11Jaut. 
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PART V 

CONl'ROL OF EVICTION OF TENA!\'TS AND OBUGATION 

OF LANDLORDS 

21. Protection of tenants against eviction.-(!) Notwithstanding 
anything to the contrary contained in any other Jaw or contract, 
no order or decree for the recovery of possession of any premisPs 
shall be made by any court or other authority in favour of tile 
landlord against the tenant: 

Provided that the court may on an application made to it, make 
an order for the recovery of possession of a premises on one or more 
of the following grounds only, naruely :-

(a) that the tenant has neither paid 'nor tendered the whole 
of the arrears of tile rent legally recoverable from hiru 
within two months of tile date on whwh a notice of 
payment for the arrears of rent has been served on him 
by the landlord by tender or delivery either pPrsonally to 
the tenant or to a member or servant of l:)is family at hi~ 
residPnce (or if such t.endar or deltvery is not practicablt) 
by afiixture to a conspicuous part of the premi3es; · 

(b) that the tenant has committed any act contrary to the 
pro\•isions of clause (o) of section 108 of the Transfer of 
Property Act, 18H2; or 

(c) that the tenant has, without t.he landlord's consent given 
in writing, erected on the premises any permanent 
structure ; or 

(d) that the tenant or any person residing with the tenant has 
bPen guilty of t:onduct which is a nUisance or annoyance 
to the adjoining or neigh~ouring occupiers, or has been 
convicted of nsing the premises or alluwmg the preruisPs 
tp be used for immoral or illegal purposes; or 

(e) that the tenant has given notice in writing to quit and in 
consequence of that notice the landlord has contracted to 
sell or let the pr11misPs or has taken any other steps as a 

.result of which he would in the opinion of th.e Court, be 
seriously prPj udiced if he could not obtain possession of 
the prPmises; or

or assigned or transferred in any other wanner his interest 
tben•in and where the sub-letting, transfer or assignment 
has b<!en made before the coming into operation of this 
Part, such sub-letting, transfer or assignment was made 
contrary to any provision of .Jaw then in force; 

(g) that the premises were let to the tenant for use as a 
rE-sidence by reason of his being in the service or employ­
ment o! theiandlord, and that the tenant has ceased, 
whether before or after the coming into operation of th1s 
Act, to be in such service or employment; or 

(h) that the prPmisPs are reasonably and bona fide required 
by the la!Jdlurd for occupation by hiwself or any person for 
who~e benefit the prPnJi .. ps are held or where the landlord 
is a trustee of a publw charitable trust, that the prPmisps 
are required for occupation for the purposes ol the 
tlllst; or 

(i) that the prE>mi•Ps Are reasonably and bona fide required by 
the landlord fur carrying ·out repairs which cannot be 
carried out without the prPmisps being vacated; or 

(j) that the prPmiRPS are reasonably and bona fide rE-quired by 
the landlord for the immediate purpose of demolishing 
them and such demolition is to be made for the purpose 
of erecting a new building in place of the premist-s sought 
to be demolished; or .-

(k) tbat the premiseR 11re required for the immt-diate purpose 
of demolition ordered by any local au,hority or other 
competent authority; or 

(l) that where the premises are land, such land is rPasonably 
and bema fide required by the landlcrd !or the erection of 
a new building which a local authority or other cowpetent 
authority bas approved or permitted him to build 
thereon; or 

(m) that where the premises are land in the nature of garden 
or grounds appurtenant to a building or part of a building 
such land is required by the landlord for the erection of a 
new residential buildi11g which a local authority bas 
approved or permitted him to build thereon; or 
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(n) that the rent charged. by the tenant for the premiRPB or any 
part thereof which are sub-let b~>fore tlie cowing into 
operation of this part is in excess of the fair rent in 
respect of such prewiReEl or Part or that the tenant has 
re1~i.ved any fine, premium or other like sum or consideru.­
tion in respect of such premisrs or part; or 

(o) that the prt>miseR have not been used without reasonable 
cause for the purpose for which thry were let for a ~unti­
nuous period of six months immediately preceding the 
date of the application; or 

(p) that the tenant whether before or after the coming into 
opera.tion of this Part has built, or acquired vacant posse~­
sion of, or been allotted, a suitahle building. 

(2) (a) No order for the recovery of possession of any premi~rs 
shall be made on the ground specified in clause (a) of the proviso to 
sub-section (1) if the tenant makes payment or deposit of rent as 
required by clause (b) of this &ub-section: 

Provided that no tenant shall be entitled to the benefit under 
this clause, if, having obtained Rt!Ch benefit once in respPct of any 
prrmi~es he again makes a default for the payment of rent of those 
prewi~es for three consecutive months: --

(b) In every proceeding for tbe recovery of possession of any 
prerni•rs on the ground specified in clause (a) of the 
provrso to sub-section ( 1), the court shall, after giving the 
partiE's an opportunity of beiug beard, make an order 
directing the ten aut to pay to the landlord or deposit 
in the court within one month of the date of the order, an 
amount calculated at the rate of rent at which it wa.s 
last paid for the period for which the arrE'arR of rrnt wPre 
IPI!ally recovPr~ ble from the tenant includrng the perrod 
subsequent thereto up to the end of the month previous 
to that in which payment or dE'posit is madtl and to 
continue to pay or deposit month by month, by the 
fifteenth of each succeeding month a sum equivalent to 
the rent at that rate-

(3) For the purposes of clause (f) of the proviso to suh-sect10n 
(1) the court may presume that the prE'mi~es have been sublet by a 
tenu.nt-

(a) in any case where such premises have been Jet for use as a 
residence if the court is satisfied that any other person, 
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hot being a serv:tnt or a member of the family of such 
servant has been residing in the premises or any p:trt 
thereof for a period exceeding one month otherwise than 
in cornmensality with the tenant;· or, 

(b) in any case where such premises have been Jet for non­
residential purposes i[ the court is satisfied that the tenant 
without obtaining the consent in writing of the landlord 
has allowed any person to occupy the whole or any part of 
the premises ostensibly on the ground that such person is 
a partner of the tenant in the business or profession but 
re:tlly for the purpose of sub-letting such premises to 
that person. 

{4) No decree for eviction shall be passed on the ground 
specified in clause (h) of the proviso to sub-section (1) if the Court is 
satistied th:tt, having regard to all the Circurn~tances of the case 
inclnding the question whetl;ler other reasonable accommodation 
is avail&.ble for tbe landlord or the tenant, greater hardship would 
be c.1.used by passing the decree than by refusing to pass it. 

If the Court is satisfied that no hardship would be caused eithet· 
to the tenant or to the landlord by passing the decree in respect of a 
part of the premioes, the Court shall pass the decree in respect of 
sucb. part only. 

Explanation.-For ·.the purpose of clause (h) of the proviso to 
sub-section (1), the expression 'l<tndlord' shall not include a rent­
farmer or n~nt-oollector or estate-manager. 

(5) The Court may pass the decree on the ground specified in 
clause (i) of the proviso to sub-section (1) only in respect of part of the 
pr~mises which in its opinion it is necessary to vacate for carrying out 
the. work of repairs. 

(6) No application for the recovery of possession of any 
premises shall he under sub-section (I) on the ground ~pacified in 
clause ( 0) of the proviso thereto, unless the landlord has given to the 
tenant a notice in the prescribed manner requiring him to stop the

misuse of the premises and the ten!l.nt has refused or failed to 
cou1ply with snob requirement within one month of the date of 
s'lrvice of notice ; and no order for eviction against the tenant t~ball 
j be made in ~uch a case, unless the court is satisfied that the misu~e

work of repairs wrtltin one month of tho specified date or fails to 
complete the work within a reasonable trme or having completed the 
work fails to place the tenant in occu(:lation of the prPrni<e~ in accord­
ance with sub-section (2), the Court rnay, on the appllcottion of the 
tenant t11ade within one year of the speCified date, or·der the landlord 
to place him in occupation of the ps •mises or part thereof, on the 
original terms, and conditions but subject to pavrnent of inrrPased 
rPnt under snh-"er.t.ion ( ') of seotion Hi; and on such order being 
made the landlord and any person who may be in occupation shall 
give vacant possession to the tenant of the premisPR or part thereof. 

(4) Any landlord who, when the tenant has vacated by the 
date specified in the decree, without reasonable excuse fails to 
commence the work of repairs and any landlord or other person in 
occupation of the premisPs who fails to cowply with the order made 
by the Court under sub-section (3), shall, on conviction, be punished 
with fine which may extend to one thousand rupePs. 

25. Recovery of possession for occupation and re·eatry.-(1) 
Where a decree for eviction bas been passed by the Uourt on the 
ground specified in clause (h) of the proviso to sub-section (1) of 
section 21 and the prPtni~es are not occupied within a period of three 
months from the date the landlord recovers possession, or the

(1) Where a decree for eviction has been pas~ed by the Court on the 
ground specified iu clause (j) of the proviAo to sub-section (1) of 
section :n and the work of demolishing the premisPs .has not been 
commenced by the landlord within the period speclfiea in the decree, 
the tenant may give the landlord a notice of his intention to occupy 
the pren,i~Ps from which he has been evicted and if the landlord does 
not forthwith deliver to him vacant possession of the prl'mi~Ps on 
the same terms and conditions ou which he occupied them immedi­
ately before the eviction, the tenant mn,y make an application to the 
Court within six weeks from the date of expiry of the period specified 
in the decree. 

(2) If the Court is satisfied that the landlord has not substan­
tially commenced the work of demolishing the premisPs within the 
period of one month in accordance with his u::~dertaking, the Court 
shall order the landlord to deliver to thP tenant vacant possession of 
the prPmi~es on the terms and conditions on which he occupied it 
imm~d•ately before the eviction. On such order being made, the land­
lord shall forthwith deliver vacant po~sessiou of the premise~ to the 
tenant.

(3) Any landlord who recovers possesbion on the ground speci­
fied in clause (j) of the proviso to sub-section ( 1) of section 21 and 
fails to demolish aud construct a new buildmg without any reasonable 
excuse, or fails tc• comply ~Aith the order of t.he Court under sub­
section ( ), shall, without prcjudiee to his liahility in executi11n of 1 be 
order under sub-section (2), on conviction, be punished with 
fine which may extend to five hundred rupees. 

27. Tenant's right to give notice to the landlord of his intention to 
o:copy tenement in new boild;ng.-Wbere a decree for e\·iction bas been 
pa~s~d Ly a Court on the ground specifit'd in clause (j ) of the proviso 
to sub-section (1) of section ~~ and the work of dellloli,hing the 
prPmi~Ps aud of the erection of a new building bas been commenced 
by the landlord, the tenant may, within six months from the date on 
which be dehvered vac:ant possession of the pre1ui~es to the landlord, 
gi\·e notice to the landlord of his intention to occupy the new building 
on 1ts co111pletion on the following couditious, nawely :-

(n) that he shall pay to the landlord the fair rent in re~pect of 
the building: 

Provided that in respect of a residential building the tenant 
shall not be required to pay rent in relation to the area at more than 



double the rate at which he paid rent for his former building immedi­
ately before his eviction unless the landlord obtains an order of the 
Controller fixing the fair rent in respect of the building at a higher 
rate; 

· (h) th!!.t his occupation of the building shall, save as provided 
in condition (a), be on the same terms and conditions as the terms 
and conditions on which he occupied the building immediately before 
the eviction. 

28. Landlord to intimate the tenant date of completion and tenant's 
r:ght to occupy the new building.- (1) On receipt of notice from the 
tenant under section ~7, the landlord shall, not leBs tlmn three months 
before the date on which the erection of the new building is likely to 
be completed, intimatP the tenant the date on which the said 
erection shall be c >wpleted. On the said date, the tenant shall 
be entitled to occupy the building. 

(2) (a) If thP tenant fails to occupy the building within a

No tenant ».gainst whom an application for 
eviction has been made by a landlord under section 21, shall be 
entitled to contest the application before the Court under that section 
or to p1efer or prosecute an appeal or revision petition under section 
47 or section 49 against any order made by the Court on an application 
under section 21 or an order passed by the District Judge on appeal, 
as the case may he, unless he has paid or pays to t,he landlord or 
deposits with the Court or the District Judge or the High Court, as 
the case may be, all arrears of rent dne in re•pect of the premises up to 
the date of payment or d~posits and continues to pay or to deposit any 
rent which way subsequently become due in respect of the premises 
at the rate at which it was last paid or agreed to be paid, until 
the termination of the proceedings before the Court or the District 
'Judge or the High Court, as the case may be. 
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(2) The deposit of the rent under suh·section (1) shall be made 

within the time and in the manner prescribt d and shall !)e sccompa· 
nied by such fee as may be prescribed for the service of the notiCe 
~eferred to in sub-section ( 5). 

(3) Where there is any dispute ns to the amount of rent to be 
paid or deposited under suh-section ( 1), the Court shall, on applica· 
tion made to it either by the tenant or the landlord and after making 
such enquiry as it deems necessary, determine summarily the rent to 
be so paid or deposited. 

(4) If any tenant fails to pay or deposit the rent as aforesaid, 
the Court, the District Judge, or the High Court, as the case may be, 
shall, unless the teoant shows sufficient cau'e to the contrary-, stop 
all further proceedings and make an order directing the tenant to put 
the landlord in possession of the premises or clismiss the appeal or 
revision petition, as the case may be. 

(5) When any deposit is made under sub-section (1), the 
Court, tbe District Judge, or the High Court, as the case may b.,, 
sha!l cause notice of the deposit to be served on the landlord in the 
prescrited manner and the amount deposited may, subject to such 
conditions as may be prescribed, be withdrawn by the landlord on

(2) The competent authority may fix a fair rate separately 
for-

(i)' lodging \Yith reference to the nature oft he accommodation 
and tbe nuwber of lodgers to be accommodated; 

(ii) board, partial' or full ; 
(i1i) other service. 

(3) The competent authority may fix fair rates ~oparately for 
daily and monthly lodgers. 

(4) The competent authority may fix tlJC nuwber of lodgers to 
be accommodated in each room or specified accommodation in 
the hotel or lodging house: 

Provided that where any room or specified accommodaticn is 
provided to any lodger, the members of his family may also be 
accom::uodated in the same room or accommodation in excess of the 
number fixed under this sub-section . 

.Explanation.-For the purposes of this Part, a lodger who 
agrees to re~erve accomm0dation in a hotel or lodgin~; house for a 
period of less than a month shall be deemed to be a daily lodger. 

32. Revision of fair rates and number of lodgers.-The com pe­
tent authority m~ty, from time to time, revi~e the fair rates or the 
number of lodgers fixed under section 31. 

33. Notice of fair rate and numbP.r of lodgers to be displayed.­
Where under section iH or section 3:J the competent authority has 
fixed or revised the fair rate, or the numb~r of lodgers to be ac()om­
modatPd in each room or specifiNl arcormuod~ttion the mH.na<>cr of 
:7-~~~~~------~~--~--------~~-- 0 tbe hotel or tbe owner of the lodgwg bouse, as the case may be, ~hull 
displ~ty a notice of the fair rate, the number of lodgers and all the 
provisions of this Part relating therf'to, in a conspicuous manner in 
the hotel or lodgin){ house and also in the room or accommodation in 
respect of which the fair rate and the number of lodgers are fixed or 
revised. 

34. Charges not recoverable in excess of fair rate.-( I) Notwith­
standing any agreement to the contrary, no manager of a hotel or 
owner of a lodging house shall charge any amount in excess of the 
fair ratl•, 

(2) When the competent authority h~ts fixed the fair rate any 
agrePrnent for the payUJent of auy charges iu excess of such fai; rate 
shall be void in respect of such excPss and shall be construed as if it 
w"re an agreement for payment of the said fair rate, 
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(3) Any sum paid by a lodger in excess of the fair rate Rhalr be · 
recovel'able by him at any time within a period of one year from the 
date of payment from the manager of the hotel or the owner of the 
lodging house or his h·gal repr!'sentativl', and may, without prejudice 
to any other remedy for recovery, be deducted by &ncb lodger from 
any amount payable by him to such manager or owner. 

35. Restriction on ejectment of lodger.-No manager of a hotel 
or owner of a lodging house shall evict or refuse board or other 
service to a. lodger RO long as he pays, or is ready and willing to pay, 
the fair rate and observes and performs the other conditions of his 
agrePment in so far as they are consistent with the provisions of 
this Act. 

36. When manager of a hotel or owner of lodging house may· 
recover possession.-Notwithstanding anythin~ contained in thi~ Act, 
a manager of a hotel or owner of a lodging house shall be entitled to 
recover possession of the accommodation provided by him toR. longer 
on obtaining a certificate from the competent authority certifying 
that-. 

(a) thf' lodger has been guilty of conduct which is a nuisance 
or an annoyance to any adjoining or neighbouring lodger; or 

(b) the fuJcommodation is reasonably and bona fide required 
by the owner of the hotel or lodging house, as the case may be, 
either for his own occupation • ~ · 

• • or for any other cau~e 
which may be deemed satisfactory by the competent author!ty; or 

(c) the lodger is habitually irregular in making payment of the 
charges for board, lodging or other serv1ce provid,cd in the hotel or 
lodging house ; or . 

(d) the lodger bas failed to vacate the accommodation on the 
termination of the period of the agreement in n·spect thereof; or 

(e) the lodger bas done any act which is inconsistent with the 
purpose for whic·h the accommodation is provided to him or which is 
likely to affect adversely and substantially the owner's interest 
therein. 

· 37. Intimation to competent authority of particulars relating to/ 
hotels and lodging houses.- A wanag~r of a hotel cr an owner of a 
lodging bouse carryinl! on bu~ine~s in any area prior to the appli­
cation pf this Part, to such area, .. shall within thirty days from thE> 
date of application of this Pat t to such area, and a manager nf a 
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hotel ·or an owner of a lodging house commencing business in any 
area to which this Part is applicable after the date of such appli­
cation, shall within thirty days of commencing business, submit to 
the competent authority a statement in the prescribed form showing 
the accommodation in the hotel or lodging house, the rates charged 
for the board, lodging and other Eervice provided in the hotel or 
lodging house and such other particulars as may 'be prescribed. 

38. Penalties.-(1) If any manager of a. hotel or owner of a. 
lodging hom;e either himself or through any person acting or purport­
ing to act. on his behalf or if any person acting or purporting to act 
on behalf of a manager of a hotel or owner of a lodging house receives 
any fine, premium m· other like sum or deposit or any consideration 
other th~on the fair rate, in respect of the grant or continuance of 
accommodation in the hotel or lodging house, such manager, owner 
or person shall, on conviction, be punished with fine 
which may extend to onP thnusa.nd rupers; provided that ~uch ffiiii. 

'C * * 
shall not be less than twice tho amount of the fine, premium or sum 
or deposit or the value of the consideration received by him. The 
magistrate shall out of the fine levied, direct payrnl>nt to the lodger 
of an amount equal to the fine, premium or other like sum or deposit 
or to the value of the consideration received from him. 

(2) Any manager of a hotel or owner of a lodging house who 
charges any amount in excess of the fair rate in contraver>tion of 
section 34 shall, on conviction, be punished with fine which may 
extend to five hnn<hed rnprPs. -

(3) Any manager of a hotel or owner of a lodging house who 
accommodates lodgers or permits lodgers to be accommodated in a 
room or specified accommodation in excess of the number fixed 
undPr sub-~ertion 14) of section ol, * * shall, on 
conviction, be punished With fine which may extend to one thousand 
rupees. 

(4) Any manager of a hotel or owner of a lodging house who 
fails to comply with the provisions of section 33 shall, on conviCtion, 
be punished with fine which may extend to five hundred rupees. 

(5) Any manager of a hotel or owner of a lodging house who 
fails to comply with the provisions of section 07 shall, on conviction, 
be punished with fine which may extend to one thousand rupees. 

Explanation.-For the rurposes of sub-section (1), receipt of 
charges in advance for more than one month shall be deemed ~o be a 
fine or premium or consideration. 
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39. Provisions relating to inquiries by competent authorlty.-(1) 
No order under this Pa,rt shall be made by the competent authority 
except after holding an inquiry. 

(2) Every such inquiry shall be made summarily in the 
prescribed manner. 

(3) For the purposes of holding an inquiry under sub-section 
(1), the competent author1ty shall have the same powers as are vested 
in civil courts in respect of-

(a} proof of facts by affidavits; 

(b) summoning and enforcing the attendance of any person and 
examining him ou oath; 

(c) compelling the production of documents; and 

(d) issuing commissions for the examination ol witnesses. 

(4) The competent authority may himself enter or authorise 
any pe1·son subordinate to him to enter upon an.v premise~. hotel or 
lodg~ng house or any part thereof to which the inquiry rdates. 

ItO. Appeai.-An appeal shall lie to the Divisional Commissioner 
from an order passed by the competent authority under the 
provisi< ns of this Part (including an order granting or refusing a 
certificate under section iiti) within fifteen days from the date of 
comruunication of the order and the Divisional Corumissioner may 
pass such order thereon as he deems fit. 

41. Deposit in court of charges payable by lodger.-Where any 
suit is instituted by a manager of a hotel or an owner of a lodging 
house against a lodger for recovery of charges for accommodation 
provided in the hotel or lod5ing house, pending the final 
decision of the suit, the manager of the hotel or the owner of 
the lodging house may make an application to the court 
requiring the lodger to depos-it in court the amount of such charges. 
On such application, the court * mR.y make an order directing 
the lodger to deposit in court such amount of charges within such 
period as it thinks fit and shall serve the order upon the lod!¥Jr and a 
copy thereof upon the manager of the hotel or the owner of the 
lodging bouse. If the lodger fails to deposit such amount within the 
period specified in the order, the court may at any time thereafter pass 
an order for the eviction of the lodger. 



PART VII 

MISCELLANEOUS 

42. Landlord not to cut off or withhold essential supply or 
service.-( I) No landlord either himself or through any person a<:ting 
or purportmg to act on his behalf,. shall, without just or sufficient 
cause cut off or withhold any essential supply or service enjoyed by 
the tenant in resprct of the building let to him. 

(2) A tenant in occupation of the building may, if the 
landlord has contravened the provisions of sub-section (I), make aP 
appl!cation to the Court for a direction to restore such supply 01 

serviCe. 

(3) If the Court on perusal of the application and affidavit~, if 
any, filed by tho tenant and after making such examination of the 
appllcnnt as it thinkg tit, is prima facie satisfied that the essent.ial 
supply or service was cut oft or withheld without sufficient cauge, the 
court may pass an interim order d1recting the landlord to restore tbe 
amenities immediately, pending tbe inquiry referred to in sub-section 
(4). 

E'XJ·lanaiion.-An·interim order may be passed under this sub­
section without giving notice to tbe landlord. 

(4) If the Court on inquiry finds that the essential supply 
or service enjoyed by the tenant in re~p,.ct of tbe building was cut 
off, 11r withheld by the landlord without just or s•1fficient cause, it 
shal! make an o1der directing the landlord to restore su<:h supply or 
serviCe. 

(5) Any landlord who fails to restore tho supply or service as 
directed under sub-section (8) <'r sub-section ( 4), shall, for each day 
during the peri( d the default continues after the date of the order be 
liable upon lurther directions hy the court to that effcc·t to pay to the 
tenant damages not exceeding fifr.y rnpees for PVPry day of such 
period of defau It, · 

(6) Any landlord who contravPnes tbe provisions of sub­
section U) stJall, on conviction, be puniijhed with fine which may 
extend to five hnndrPd rnpees. -

(7) 'l'be court may in its rliscretion direct that compensation 
not exceeding one-hundred rupees-_ 

(a) be paid to the landlord by the tenant if the applicatiou 
qnder sub-section (:J) was made frivolously or vexatiously; 
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(b) be paid to the tenant by the landlord, if the landlord 
had cut off or wtthbeld the essential supply or service without just 
or bU!:Iici~nt cause. 

Expla,ation 1.-In this section . essPntial supply or ~ervice 
includes supply of water, electricity, lights in passages and on 
staircases, lifts and conservancy or sanitary servwe. 

Expta>1ation 2.-For the purpose~ of this section, withholding 
an: P~sl'n•.ial supply or service, shall include acts or omissions 
attribnta~·le •o the landlord on ac ·ount of which the essential supply 
or service is cr.~ uif by the loc:~.l authority or any other competeut 
authority. 

43. Repairs aod improvemeots.-(1) Every landlord shall be bound 
to keep the butldlllg in rt>asunahly good repair. 

(2) If the landlord neglects to make, within a reasonable time 
after a notice by the tenant is served upon him by regist<·red post, 
any repairs "bich he is bound to make under sub-section (1). the 
tenant may make the repaira himself and deduct the cost of such 
repairs from the rent or otherwise recover it from the landlord: 

Provided that where the tenant makes the rrpairs himself, the 
amount so deducted or recoverable in any year shall not exceed one­
twellth of the rent payable by the tenant for that yea.r. 

(3) Where the cost of such repairs exceeds one-twelfth of the 
rent payable by the tenant for that year or where the building is 
dirl'cted to be leased under section 5 or srction fi, the court may, 
by order, dirPct the landlord to execute such rE'pairs which be is 
bound to makE> under sub-section ( 1 ), and as may be specified in the 
notice within such reasonable time as may be mentioned therein; and 
if the landlord fails to execute rPpairs in pursuance of such order the 
court may permit the tenant to cause the rPpairs specified in the 
order, to. be executed at the expense of the landlord and the C< st 
thereof may, without prPjudice to any other mode of recovery, be 
deducted from the rent payable to the landlord. 

44. Decisions which have become final not to be re-opeoed.-The 
court or the Cuntroller shall summarily reject any application under 
this Act which raises, between the same partiPs or between parties 
under whom they or any of them claim, substantially the same issues 
as have been finally decided in a former proceedin~ under this Act or 
under any of the enactments repealed by section GO. 

45. Orders to be pronounced in open Court.-Every order passed 
by a Court or the Controller or a cun.petent authority under this Act, 



shall be pronounced in opPn Court on the day on which tho case is 
finally heard, or on some future day of which due notice shall be 
given to the partie1!1. 

46. Issue of receipt for an amoaat received. -(1) Every landlord 
shall give a written receipt to the tenant for any amount at the· time 
wt eu such amouut IS receivt!d by him in respect of any preonisPs in 
such form and in such manner as may be prescribed. 

(2) If the Iandi• rd fails to i~Fue a receipt in acc0rdance with 
sub. section (I), or refuses to accept c•r evades the reco•pt of any 
amount lawfully payable to him by a tenant in respect of any pr~>rnisPs, 
the tenant may remit to the land!ord the amount within tifte~n days 
from the date on which it f:tlls due by postal money order deducting 
the money order commission. 

(3) Any landlord who fails to give written receipt for any 
amount received by him in respect of any prE'rnises shall, on 
conviction, b~ punished ~·ith fine which may extend to o~e hundred 
rupees. 

47. Appeala.-(1) Notwithstanding anything contained in any 
law for the ti111e being in force, every person aggrieved by an order 
under sect10n 14, section 16, section 17 or section 21, 
pa.>~ed by the Controller or the Court, may within thirty days from 
the date of the ord··r, prefer an appeal in writing to the D1strict iudge 
having jurisdiction over the area m which the premisPs are situate. 

('2) In computing the period specified in t,hiq Act fnr filing 
appeals the time taken to obtain certified copi~s of tile order appealed 
against shall be excluded. · 

(3) The provisions of section 5 of the Indian Limitation Act, 
H08, shall be applicable to appeals under this Act. . · 

( 4) Un an appeal. b~ing preferred (1) under this Act, the 
appellate F.uthority may order stay of further proceedings in the 
matLer pendiug decision ou the appeal. 

(5) The appellate authority shall send fnr the records of the case 
from t~o Court ~.or the Controller, as the case may be, and after giving 
the parties an opportunity of being beard and, if necessary, after 
makiug such further enquiry as it thinks tit, either itRelf or 
through the Court or the Controller, as the c:tse may be, shall decide 
the appeal. 

ExJ,lanatiou.-The District Judge may, while confirmina the 
'order of evict1on passed by the court, grant extension of time t~ the 
tenant for putting the landlord in possession of the building. 
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(6r Subject to any decision of the High Court under section 
49 the decision of the District Judge shall be final ; and an order of 
the Court or the Controller shall, subject to the decision of the relevant 
appellate authority under this Act, or of the High Court under 
section 49, be final and shall not be liable to be called in question in 
any court of law whether in a suit or. other proceedings or by way 
of appeal or revision • 

. 48. Cosh.-· Subject to such conditiono and limitations, if any, 
as may be prescribed, the cost of, and incidental to all proceedings 
before the Conrt, the Controller ot· the District Judge shall be in the 
discretion of the Court, Controller or the District Judge which or 
who shall have full power to determine by whom or out of what 
property and to what extPnt such costs are to be paid, and to give all 
necessary directions for the purpose. 

Explanrdion.-The District Judge may set aside or vary any 
order passed by the Court or the Controller in regard to tha costs of, 
and incidental to, the proceedings before him.

53. Controller and ·competent authority to be deemed public 
aervanta.-'rhe Controllers and competent authorities appointed under 
this Act shall be deemed to be public servants within the meaning 
of section 21 of the Indian Penal Code and the Prevention of Corrup­
tion Act, 1947 (Central Act 11 of 1947), for the time being in force. 

54. All proceedin&s before. a Controller to be judicial proceed­
ings.-All proceedings before a. Controller shall be deemed to be , 
judicial proceedings for the purposes of sections 193 and 2~8 of the 
Indian Penal Code. 

55. Olfences by companies, etc.-(1) Where • an offence 
under this Act is committed by a. company, the company, as well as 
every person in charge of, and responsible to, the company for the 
conduct of its business at the time of the com miss ion of the offence 
shall be deemed to be guilty of the offence and shall be liable to be 
proceeded against and punished accordingly : 

Provided that, nothing contained in this sub-section shall render 
any such person liable to any punishment if he proves that the 
offence was committed·· without his knowledge or that he exercised 
all due diligence to prevent the commission of such offence. 

(2) N otwithstaniling anything contained in sub-section (1) 
where an offence under this Act has been committed by a company 
and it is proved that the offence has been committed with the 
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consent or connivance of, or that commission of the o!Tence is 
attributable to any neglect on the part of any director, manager, 
secretary or other officer of the company, such director, manager, 
secretary or other officer shall also be def·med to be guilty of that 
offence and shall be liable to be proceeded against and punished 
accordingly. 

Explanation.-For the purposes of this section-
(a)"cowpany" means any body corporate and includes a firm 

or other association of individuals, and 
(b) "director" in relation to a firm means a partner in the firm. 

56. Power of Magistrates to levy fine exceeding two thousand 
rupees:-Notwithsthndmg any thing contained in section 32 of tb~ 
Code of Criminal Procedure, 1898 (Central Act V of 18fJ8), it shall b 
lawful for any Magistrate of the first class to paFs a sentence of fine 
excAeding two thousand rupeP.s on a person convicted of an offence 
punishable under this Act. 

57. Protection of action taken iu goodfaith-(l) No suit, prosecu­
tion or other legal proceeding shall lie against the Controller or the 
competent authority or any officer or servant of the State Government 
or any person acting under his direction or assisting him for 
anything which is in good faith done or intended to be done, in 
pursuance of this Act or of any rules or orders wade thereunder.

Every rule made under this Act Bind every notification· issued under 
sub-section {6) of section 2, shall be laid as soon as may be after it 
is made, before each House of the State Legislature while it is in 
session for a total period of thirty days which may be comprised in 
one session or in two successive sessions, and if, before the expiry of
