Note on the Distribution of Raw Materials. 

Dans sa seance du 15 novemhre 1921, Ia 
Conference internationale du Travail avail 
vote une resolution ainsi cOJwue : 

En consideration du fait que Ia Societe des 
Nations est saisie de Ia question de Ia repartition 
des matieres premieres depuis une annee, et qu'clle 
a fait entreprendre une enquete approfondie 
sur cette question, 

La Commission de proposition propose it Ia 
Conference de charger le Bureau international 
du Travail de se mettre it nouveau en rapport 
avec Ia Societe des Nations, conformement it 
Ia decision adoptee par le Conseil d'adminis­
tration du Bureau international du Travail it sa 
session d'octobre 1920, et de presenter i• Ia pro­
chaine session de Ia Conference un rapport sur le 
resultat des enquetes cffectuees en ee qui con­
cerne leur aspect social. 

C'est en execution de cette 1:esolution que 
Ia presente note est distribuee a tous_les de­
Jegues a Ia Conference. A Ia verite, pendant 
Ia derniere annee, aucune grande discussion 
n'a ete instituee a nouveau sur Ia question 
des matieres premieres, aucune enquete uou­
velle n'a ete ouverte. Nous crayons nean­
moins repondre aux V<l'UX de Ia precedente 
session en resumant brievement Jes ev~ne­
ments qui ont marque depuis trois ans Ia 
discussion publique du probleme de Ia re­
partition des matieres premieres. Les flt'.le­
gues auront ainsi Ia possibilite de juger exac­
tcment de !'evolution des idees et des preoe­
cupations en Ia matiere. 

• • • 

La question de 'Ia repartition des matieres 
premieres a preoccupe des avant Ia gucrrc 
un grand nombre d'economistcs, et L"lle 
a fait !'objet des deliberations de plusiems 
congres. Au cours de Ia guern;. , el~e a 
pris un caractere aigu, et _elle a ete disc~­
tee a diverses reprises, SOil par ]a Confe. 
renee economique interalliee, soit par le 
f.omite parlementaire inh'rnational du Com­
merce. 

At its Sitting on 15 Non•mher 1921, the 
Third International Labour Conference 
adopted the following resolution : 

In considcmtion of the fact that the Learrue 
f . " o ::\'atwns has for a year been seized of the 

question of the distribution of raw materials 
·and that it has held an important enquiry on 
the question, 

The Commission of Selection proposes that 
the Conference shall instruct the International 
Labour Ollice to approach the League of Xations 
in conformity with the decision adopted by the 
Governing Body of the International Labour 
Olfice at its Session of October 19:.!0, and to pre­
sent at the next Session of th<' Confer<•nce a re­
port on the result of the cnquirks with rc"ard 
to their social aspect. " 

The prPsent note is being distribull'fl to 
all the Delegates to the Confen·nec with the 
object of giving effect to this resolution. :h 
a matter of fact during the past year no 
fresh discussion to any gn'at ex.tent has 
been ·instituted upon the question of raw 
materials, and no fresh enquiry has het•n 
unde1·taken. It is believed, howevl'r, that 
the wishes of the last St>ssion will he nwt 
hy a summary of the events which during 
the last three years, have marked public 
discussion of the problem of distribution 
of raw materials. The Dell'gates will thus 
he· enabled to form an ex.act judgnwnt as 
to the evolution of idPas and tendencies in 
r<>gard to this matter . 

• • • 

The question of the dish·ibution of 
raw materials occupied the atlcntion of 
many economists before the war, and was 
the subject of discussion at a number of 
Conferences. During the war the question 
became acute and was discussed on several 
occasions, as for example, hv the Inter­
Allit>d Economic Conft•rence or bv the In­
ternational Parliamentary l.ommiltee on 
Com mere!'. 



A Ia Commission des matien•s premieres, 
instituee par Ia Conference de Ia Paix :1 
Paris, Ia delegation franc;:aise presPnta une 
resolution ainsi conc;:ue : 

Lcs aliments, les combustibles et les matieres 
dont depend Ia vie industrie!le et economique 
de tous Jes pavs, ne pourront pas etre un objet 
de monopole et de taxes d'exportatio~ OU de 
prix diffcrenticls de Ia part des pays qm les pos­
sedent. 

Cette pi·oposition n'a pas recueilli l'adhe­
sion de Ia Commission. 

Une motion analogue, concernant particu­
lierement Ies prix differentiels du charbon, 
fut presentee au Conseil Supreme econo­
mique tenu a Rome en novemLre 1919, et le 
Congres des societes cooperatives alliees et 
neutres, a Paris, juin 1919, mit a son ordre 
du jour une proposition relative a !'institu­
tion d'un Comite international de reparti­
tion des denrees alimentaires entre les na­
tions proportionnellement a leurs besoins. 

Conjerence de Washington. 

C'est a Ia Conference de Washington, en 
novembre 1919, que Ie probleme des matii~­
res premieres a ete pose pour Ia premiere 
fois devant !'Organisation internationale du. 
Travail, par M. Baldesi, delegue des ouvriers 
italiens. Celui-ci presenta a Ia Commission 
du ch6mage de Ia premiere Conference in­
ternationale du Travail une proposition sc­
Ion laquelle Ia Conference devrait appeler 
)'attention de Ia Societe des Nations sur le 
fait que Ia repartition convenaLle des ma­
tieres premieres dans l'industrie avait une 
repercussion profonde sur le probleme du 
ch6mage, et qu'il etait par consequent de­
sirable d'etablir 1111e commission permanente 
pour que les matieres premieres fussent dis­
tribuees et reparties de fac;;on equitable en­
tre Ies differentes nations. 

La Commission du chomage ne crut pa~ 
pouvoir accepter cette proposition pour les 
raisons suivantes : 

a) incompetence de Ia Conference en ma­
tiere de politique economique ; 

b) impossibilite d'assurer un controle ef­
ficace sur Ia repartition des matieres 
premieres; 

c) susceptibilites que pourrait provoquer 
dans les pays detenteurs de maticres 
premieres une proposition qui semble­
rail peut-etre porter atteinte a leur 
souverainete. 

A ces raisons, emises par Ia Commission, 
les partisans de Ia motion de 1\I. Baldesi op. 
poserent le fait que le ch6mage doit etre 
comhattu non seulement dans ses effets, 
mais dans ses causes. Or, l'une des causes 
du chumage, et des plus importantes a leurs 
yPux, consiste dans le manque de matieres 
premieres qui sevit dans certains pays, alors 
qu'il y en a pletlwre dans d'autres, par con-

At the Commission on Raw 1\Iaterials set 
up hy the Peace Conference at Paris tfle 
Freneh Delegation suhmilted a resolution as 
follows : 

1 Food stutrs, fuel and other materials on which 
the industrial and economic life of all countries 
depends, may not be objects of monopoly, of 
export duties or of differential prices on the part 
of the countries which possess them. · 

This proposal, however, was not accepted 
by the Commission. 

· A similar proposal particularly concerned 
with differential prices of coal was submit­
ted to the Supreme Economic. Council at its 
sitting at Rome in November 1919, and the 
Congress of Allied and Neutral Cooperative 
Societies, which was held at Paris in June 
1919, had on its agenda a proposal that an 
International Commission should be consti­
tuted to distribute foodstuffs among the na­
tions in proportion to their needs. 

Tlze Washington Conference. 

The question of raw materials was 
brought before the International Labour Or­
ganisation for the first time at the Wash­
ington Conference in November 1919 by 1\fr. 
Baldesi, Italian \Vorkers' delegate. 1\Ir. Bal­
desi submitted to the Unemployment Com­
mission at the First International Latom 
Conference a proposal to the effect that the 
Conference should draw the attention of 
the League of Nations to the fact that a 
suitable distribution of raw materials in in­
dustry had a very great effect on the pro­
blem of unemployment and that conse­
quently it was desirable to establish a per­
manent commis5ion to ensure that raw ma­
terials should he distributed equitably 
amongst the different nations. 

The Unemployment Commission did not 
consider that it could accept this proposal, 
for the following reasons ; 

(a) Because the Conference had no com· 
petence as regards questions of political 
economy; 

(b) Because of the impos5ibility of ~e·· 
curing an efficient supervision as regards the 
distribution of raw materials ; 

(c) Because of the dissatisfaction which 
might be caused in countries possessing raw 
materials by a proposal which might per· 
haps seem to affect their sovereign right.'i, 

As against these reasons which were given 
by the Commission, the supporters of Mr. 
Baldesi's proposal emphasised the fact that 
it was not only the effects, but rather the 
causes, of unemployment which had to he 
overcome. It was argued that one of the 
most important causes of unemploymt>nt 
was the shortage of raw materials in some 
countries in contra-distinction to their

M. Baldesi presenta le rapport au nom de 
Ia minori~e de Ia Commission du chomage. 
Pot~r temr compte des objections qui lui 
avment ete faites, il modifia son premier 
texte, et presenta un projct de resolution 
ainsi cow;u : · 

La Conference internationale du Travail consi­
derant que Ia question clu chomaae est lntime­
n.tent liee a Ia question de Ia repartition des rna­
heres premie~e~ et du prix de leur transport par 
mer, e~ co~s•d.erant qu~ cette question ne peut 
pas faue I obJet des etudes de Ia Conference 
elle-meme, propose !'etude de cctte question a 
Ia Societe des Nations et recommande a cette 
organisation d'en poursuivre I' etude et Ia solution. 

Un vote nominal eut lieu sur cette pro­
po~ition qui fut rejetee par 43 voix · contre 
40. 

Ce vote, dans lequel plusieurs ·delegations 
gouvernementales et meme des patrons 
avaient associe leurs voix a celle de Ia ma­
jorite des delegth~s ouvriers, fut considere 
par les promoteurs de l'idee de Ia reparti­
tion des matieres premieres pluWt comme 
un encouragement que comme une fin de 
non-recevoir. 

L'idee fut reprise par M. Jouhaux au 
cours de Ia · quatrieme session du Conseil 
d'administration, tenue a Genes, lorsque vint 
en discussion Ia proposition de M. Pirelli 
kndant a instituer une enquete sur Ia pro­
duction. 'Au cours de la deuxicme Confe­
rence internationale du Travail, une propo­
sition fut faite par les delegues des marins, 
dans le sens d'une juste repartition du ton­
nage selon 'Jes besoins de toutes les nations. 

Declaration du Conseil Supreme. 

Le 8 mars 1920, le Conseil Supreme, dont 
]'attention venait d'etre attiree sur ce sujet 
par la ·Federation syndicale internationale, 
publia une declaration relative it Ia situation 
economique du monde, dans laquelle on li­
sait entr'autres choses : 

L'approvisionnement en matieres premieres 
etant essentiel au relevement de l'industrie, on 
devrait donner aux pays qui, dans Ies conditions 
actuelles des changes internationaux, sont in­
capables d'acheter sur .Ies marches mondiaux ~t 
sont incapables par smte d~ repr~ndre leur. ':le 
economique, les moyens d. obten!r des . credit~ 
commerciaux. II sera posstble d en arrtver Ia 
lorsque les pays auront accompli. l~s retimnes 
ndiquees dans Ies par~grap!tes precedents; 

Les Puissances representees a Ia conference 
reconnaissent Ia necessite de maintenir une coope­
ration continue entre Allies et de supprimer les 
obstacles qui arreten~ l'echanlle ?es produits 
cssentiels. Elles contmueront · a echanger des 
vues au sujet de l'approvisionnement et de Ia 
distribution des matieres premieres et des pro­
duits alimentaires necessaires, de fayon !\ retablir 
apidement une situation normale. 

De cetle declaration S!' dl>gagt>nt rl<'ux 
icMes principales : 
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abundance in other countries, in other 
words, an inadequate distribution of the 
raw materials nece~sary to human work. 

The l\Iinority Heport of the Unemploy. 
ment Commission was submitted by :O.fr. 
Baldesi, who in the light of the objections 
which had been mnde modified his ori~inal 
proposal, the draft resolution which he fi­
nally presented being as follows · 

The International Labour Conference consi­
dering that the question of employment is strictly 
connected with the distribution of raw material 
and that the question of the cost of ocean carriage 
for the same, and considering that this question 
?annot be the subject of a study by this body 
ttself, refers it to the League of Nations and 
recommends that it take it up for studv and 
solution. • 

A vote by roll-call was taken on this pro· 
posal : the propo~al was rejected by -13 
votes to 40. 

A number of Government DelEgates m1d 
even Employers' Delegates had gi,·en their 
votes on the sam~ side as the majoritv of 
the \Yorkers' Delegates in support of the 
proposal, and the result of the voting was 
considered by the movers of the proposal 
for a distribution of raw materials rather 
as an encouragement than as a defeat. 

The same idea was brought up again by 
1\Ir. Jouhaux at the Fourth Session of [t,., 
Governing Body held at Genoa during the 
discussion which took place on the proposal 
of 1\Ir. Pirelli that ~n enquiry on production 
should be instituted, and during the Scconfl 
Session of the Conference a proposal was 
made by the seamens' Delegates for a fair 
distribution of tonnage according to the 
needs of all the nations. 

Statement by the Supreme Council. 

On 8 March 1920 the Supreme Counril, 
whose attention had been drawn to this 
question by the International Federation of 
Trade Unions published a statement regard­
ing the general economic situation, from 
which it might be of interest to quote the 
following passages : 

The supply of. raw materials being essential 
to the restoration of industry, countries which, 
under the present conditions of international 
exchanges, are not in a position to buy on the 
world markets and are consequently unable to 
restore their economic life, should be gh·en means 
of obtaining commercial credits. It will be pos­
sible to attain this result when the countries 
have effected the reforms indicated in the pre­
ceding paragraphs. 

The Powers represented at the Conference 
recognise the necessity of 1naintnining co-operation 
between the Allies and of suppressing the 
obstacles which prevent trade in essential com­
modities. They will continue to exchange views 
with regard to the supply and distribution of 
necessary raw material and of food stuffs, so as 
to establish quickly a normal situation.1 

This stal!'m!'nt giY<'s exprPssion to two 
main ideas :

Congres internaiional des mineurs. 

Le Congres international des Mineurs, qui 
se tint a Geneve du 2 au 6 aout 1920, adopta 
Ia resolution suivante : 

Le Congres, considerant Ia mauvaise repar­
tition des combustibles, minerais et autres ma­
tieres, !'agio et Ia speculation qui se donnent 
Jibre cours dans ce domaine comme dans tous, 

considerant Ia misere qui resulte pour tous 
les peuples d'un pareil etat de choses, 

emet Je vreu que soit constitue, il bref delai, 
un Bureau international de repartition des com­
bustibles, minerais et autres maticres premieres 
indispensables a Ia reprise normale de Ia vie 
economique de tous Jes peuples, 

demande que Je Bureau international du Tra­
vail prenne en consideration particuliere cette 
revendication urgente, presentee par Ies delcgues 
de Ia Corporation internationale des l\Iineurs, 
et lui confie Ie soin de Ia resoudre au plus tot, 
en accord avec Ie Comite executif de Ia Federation 
Internationale des l\Iineurs et avec Ie concours 
des divers organismes de Ia Societe des Nations. 

Le 23 aout. le Directeur du Bureau inter­
national du Travail eommuniqua cette re­
solution a 1\I. Layton, directeur de Ia Sec­
tion eeonomique et finaneiere du SecrP!Irint 
de Ia Societe des Nations. Dans sa Iettre, Ie 
Directeur indiquait qu'a son ,tvis, en raison 
du grand mouvement d'idees dont Ia resolu­
tion des 'mineurs eta it !'expression, il ne 
serait ni opportun ni possible :'t Ia Societe 
des Nations de Ia repousser purement et 
simplement. Cependant, n'ignorant pas Jes 
grosses objections de principe auxquelles se 
heurtait le vceu des mineurs. Ie Directeur du 
Bureau international du Travail se ralliait 
it !'idee de Ia ereation d'un Office . interna­
tional des statistiques et des prix, dont Ie 
n)le fut consultutif, sans pouvoirs de deci­
sion, mais non sans influence, en raison de 
l'etendue de sa documentation. 

Le Direeteur ecrivit dans Je meme sens it 
i\f. \Vise, seeretaire d u Conseil Supreme cco-
nomique. · 

Conf(!I·ence de Bruxelles. 

A partir du 24 septemhre 1920 se reunit 
it Rruxelles Ia Conference financii·re inter-
nationale. · 

Bien que cette Conference fftt lice par une 
decision du Conseil de Ia Societe des Na­
tions, en date du 20 septPmhre, qui lui in­
terdisait Ia diseussion des questions econo-

( 1) The eeonomic disorganisation of the 
world requires that credits should be given 
to the most stable eountries to enable tlwin 
to buy raw materials essential to production 
and the life of their peoples. 

(2) Eeonomic reconstruction requires 
continuous co-operation and exchanges of 
views regarding the distribution of the ne­
cessary raw materials and foodstuffs. 

These two ideas underlie all international 
action taken subsequently. 

lnternationrll Congress of Miners. 

The International Congress of Miners held 
at Geneva from 2-6 August 1920, adopted 
the following resolution : 

This Congress, considering the ill-distribution 
of fuel, ores and other materials, the profit-taking 
and speculation which are given full freedom of 
action in this as in all other respects ; 

Considering also the poverty which results from 
such a state of things for all the peoples ; · 

Desires that there should be instituted at an 
early date an international ollice for the distribu­
tion of fuel and ores and other raw materials 
essential to the renewal of the normal economic 
life of all nations, and 

Requests the International Labour Olfice to 
take into particular consideration this urgent 
requirement presented by the delegates of the 
International Federation of Miners, and 

Confides to it the labour of meeting this require­
ment at the emliest possible moment in accord 
with the Executive Committee of the International 
Federation of Miners and with the assistance of 
the various branches of the League of Nations. 

On 23 August the International Lnbour 
Offiee communicated this resolution to 'tllr. 
Layton, Direetor of the Economic and Fi­
nancial Section of the Secretariat of the 
League of N a lions. The letter of the 0 ffice 
indicated that, in its opinion, it would not 
be desirable or possible for the League of 
Nations simply to reject the resolution of 
the miners, in view of the fact that this 
resolution gave expression to ideas which 
were and had been eurrent for some time. 
Nevertheless. the Office was aware of the 
great ohjedions in principle which were 
raised by the resolution, but was favourable 
to the idea of creating an international office 
of statistics nnd prices whieh should have 
advisory functions, without executive 
powers, hut not without some influence on 
aceount of the considerable quantity of in­
formation which it would eollect. 

The Offiee also wrnte in this sense to :\f r. 
\Vise, Secretary of the Supreme Eeonom ic 
Council. 

Brussels Con/!'rence. 

The International Financial Conference 
opened at Brussels on 24 September 1920. 
Although fhe terms of reference of Lhis 
Conference were limited by a clecision of 
the Council of tlw League of Nations r,f :.!0 
Septemhe1·, instructing it not to discuss 
economic questions, it was not possible for 



mi~ues, il · ne lui fut pas possible de rester 
stnctoement dans les limites ·qui lui avaient 
ete assignees. 

Au cours des dehats, les deux idees que 
nous avons signalees dans le memoire du 
Conseil Supreme : cooperation entre Etats 
et credits, auxquelles il faut ajoutl'l' l'idce 
rle Ia liberte du commerce ct rles echaugtcs, 
f'urent exprimees a diverses reprises. A Ia 
seance du 29 septemhre, l\f. Beneduee, llele­
gue italien, aprcs avoir exprimc sa hi dans 
Ia solidarite et dans Ia liberte, ajoutait : 

Je dense qu'une des bases fondamentales de 
Ia politique economique de Ia periode que nous 
traversons est celle de Ia liberte de circulation 
des matieres premieres, de meme que nous devons 
I~ous ache'!line~ graduellement vers une poli­
tique de hbre-echange. Dans Ia situation pre-

• sente d,u monde,, il me .semble d'autant plus ur­
gent d appeler I attentiOn de cette Conference 
sur Ia necessite imperieuse d'avoir recours a 
toutes les mesures qui tendent a rendre plus libre 
Ia circulation des matieres premieres et des ca­
pitaux, afin que ces elements essentiels de Ia 
production mondiale puissent etre utilises de 
fac;on a produire le plus haut rendement pos­
sible dans !'interet de Ia collectivite. 

Parlant du commerce international, un 
autre delegue italien, l\I. Ferdinando Quar­
tieri, fut plus precis encore : 

La base du futur equilibre economique et so­
cial reside dans !'application rigoureuse de Ia 
plus grande Iiberte du commerce international 
et dans Ia mise en commun des matieres premieres, 
du charbon et des vivres-

11 n'y a aucun doute que si, rentrant chez 
nons, nous pouvions apporter a nos populations 
Ia conviction que ce grand principe de justice 
a ete definitivement adopte par les nations, 
!'organisation sociale en profiterait parce que 
nons lui aurions ainsi inocute ce sens de Ia joie de 
vivre que ressent le convalescent qui s'achemine 
vers Ia complete guerison. 

Nous voyons cependant maintcnant avec grande 
preoccupation les consequences resultant de Ia 
tendance qu'ont quelques nations mieux dotecs 
a ame!iorer leur budget en surelevant les prix 
des matieres, surtout du charbon et des cercales 
a destination de l'etranger. 

Cette creation artificielle est Ia negation de 
toute politique de reconstitution_ En effet, um 
nation qui se trouve obligee de payer plus cher 
Ies matieres premieres ne pourra plus exporter 
dans une premiere periode de temps, ne saura, 
dans nne· seconde, pourvoir par son travail aux 
besoins de son propre pays, ct enfin nc disposera 
non plus des moyens necessaires a acheter dans Ia 
suite Ies produits manufactures provenant de 
Ia surproduction des nations plus riches. 

En face de Ia gravite de cet Ctat de chases, 
Ia Conference devrait inviter Ia I.igue des Nations, 
de l'autorite de laquelle elle emane,. a etudicr 
Jes moyens d'enraycr cette tendance rumeuse vers 
Ia discrimination des prix, et !'application des 
droits differentiels a !'exportation des matii·res 
premieres et des vivres. 

La Li"ue des Nations devrait aussi completer 
son etud~ en vue d'eliminer toute forme directe 
ou indirecte qui puisse constitu~r un monopole 
ou privilege, en faveur de c~rtams pays ou de 
certains groupements finan.ciers, des ma~ehnn­
dises indispensables a Ia v.Ie et au .travml des 
peuples, et qui, au contra1re, <kvr:ucnt former 
patrimoinc mondial. 

Ces idees tronvcrent l'approhation •l'nn 
certain nombre de delcgncs. 1\1. DPI:tcroix, 
premier ministre beige, ct 1\L Tcr l\Ienlcn, 
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the Conference to keep its discussions slrid­
ly within the limits thus indicated. 

In the course of its debates the two 
ideas to which attention has already heen 
drawn in the memorandum of the Supreme 
Council, namely, cooperation bl'tween States 
and credits (to which should he added the 
idea of freedom of commerce and of ex­
ehange) were expressed on various occa­
sions. For example, at a meeting of the 
Conference on 29 September, l\Ir. B<'nedm:P, 
the Itnlian delegate, after h:wing expresse:l 
his faith in solidarity and liberty, adder! : 

I think that one of the fundamental bases of 
economic policy of the period that we are in should 
be to arrive at a Iibertv of distribution of raw 
material as well as gradually to come to a system 
of free trade. In the present situation of the world 
it seems to be very necessarv to call the attention 
of this Conference'to the grc~t necessity of making 
use of all measures thattC"nd to give greater freedom 
to the circulation of raw material and capital in 
order that those essential clements of the world's 
production may be made usc of in order to attain 
the highest output in the interests of the whole 
community. 

Speaking of international traf]e, l\£r. Fer­
dinanda Quartieri, another Italian Delegate, 
was still more cle:1r. 

The basis for future social and economic equili­
brium lies in the rigorous application oft he g~eatest 
freedom in international commerce and 111 the 
pooling of raw material, coal and food stuffs. 

There is no doubt that if when we return home 
we could bring to our own people the assurance 
that this rrreat principle of justice has been defi­
nitely adopted by the nations, _our social org:misa­
tions will benefit areatlv by It because we shall 
have inspired that feeling of the joy of life which 
comes to the convalescent on his progress towards 
complete recovei-y. 

'Ye are, ho,vCYer, now greatly prc.occupied 
bv the consequences resulting from the tendencies 
of certain countries which are better oil' then we 
are, to improve their budgets by raising the prices 
of their raw materials, especially coal and corn, 
n1eant for foreign countries. . 

This arti!icial creation is the very opposite 
of any policy of reconstr~IC.tion. Ind;ed, a nation 
which is put into the poSitiOn of paymg more for 
mw materials eannot firstly export, secondly 
cannot provide for the needs of her own people, 
and finally will not possess the necessary means 
later on to buv the manufal'tured products which 
are produced 'by the wealthiest nations. 

In view of the seriousness of this state of things 
the Confl'rence ought to invite the I.eague of 
Nations, from whil'h it holds its authority, to 
study the means of arresting this ruinous tendency 
tow3rds diseritnination of prices, and towat·ds 
the applieation of diffl'~ential tariffs as !eg:;~ds 
the expoi't of raw matenals :HHI food st~ns. 1 he 
Lca.,ue of Nations should also complete 1ts study 
with a view to elin1inating every din·ct or indirect 
forn1 which nu1y constitute a tnonopoly or pri­
viletTeS in favour of certain countries or certain 
nna~cial n-roups, of goods £'ssential to the life and 
work of tl1e peoples, whieh ought to become the 
property of the worl<l.

1\f. Beneduce, deJegue italien, exprima sa 
deception dans Ia « Tribune libre de Ia Con­
ference » en ces termes :

Les masses ont Ia sensation tres nctte que 
cette politique rend plus aigus lcs contrastes 
entre les differents pays. accentue nne menace 
permanente pour Ia paix du monde. 

Conseil d'administration du Bureaa 
international du Travail. 

_ Le Conseil d'administration du Bureau in­
ternational du Travail fut saisi par le Direc­
teur, au cours de sa cinquieme session, te­
nue a Geneve au mois d'octobre 1920, de Ia 
resolution adoptee au mois d'aout precedent 
par Ie Congres des mineurs. Le Directeur 
indiquait dans son rapport l'etat des pour­
parlers engages entre Ie Bureau international 
du Travail et le Secretariat de Ia Societe 
des Nations. Puis il montrait qu'il semblait 
egalement impossible de rejeter sans exa­
men !'idee des mineurs et de !'adopter telle 
queUe. Le Directeur concluait en demandant 
au Conseil d'administration de l'autoriser a 
poursuivre Ia conversation avec Ia Societe 
des Nations en vue de Ia creation d'un Of­
fice international de statistiques des prix et 
des stocks, rattache a Ia fois au Secretariat 
et au Bureau international du Travail. 

La proposition du Directeur, qui fut adop­
tee a l'unanimite, etait ainsi con.;;ue : 

Nons proposons au C'onseil d'administration 
pour repondre a Ia demandc qui lui a cte adressee, 
de poursuivre les ncgociations a vee Ia Societe 
des Nations sur cette base : 

1. - Creation d'un office international de sta­
tisti9ues de pr~x ~t de quantites, dont Ia premiere 
section pourra1t etre celle du charbon et qui se­
rait rattachee a Ia Section economique et fi­
nanciere de Ia Societe des Nations.

prat1qucmcnt aux aspirations ou aux dcsirs 
qui ont pn etrc formulcs dans le vrcu du Conrrres 
international des minenrs, " 
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legate, enlarged on the idea of international 
credits for the purpose of facililatin~ the 
purchase of raw materials. On the wht>le, 
however, the feeling of the Conference was 
distinctly in favour of a liberal economic 
doctrine. The Conference manifested some 
caution with regard to proposals which 
seemed to contemplate the establishment 
of fresh economic regulations and to revil·e 
or prolong practices of international regu­
lation. It is probably for reasons such as 
this that these questions are not in any way 
dealt with in the general report submitted 
by Mr. Gustave Ador at the end of the Con­
ference to the Council of the League of 
Nations. 

Mr. Bencduce, Italian Delegate, expressed 
his disappointment in the Conference 
Fomm, in the following words : 

The discontent of the working classes, a discon­
tent which was really of a spiritual kind, has been ' 
to a great extent fed by the selfish policy followed 
in certain countries in regard to the utilisation 
of raw materials. 

The working classes feel clearly that this policy 
sharpens the contrast between the different coun­
tries, accentuates the difficulties connected 
with living conditions, and acts as a permanent 
menace to the peace of the world. 

Governing Body of the International 
Labour Office. 

The resolution lldopted in August 1920, 
by the Miners' Congress was laid before the 
Governing Body of the International Labonr 
Office at its 5th Session held at Geneva in 
the following Odober. The report of the 
Office to the Governing Body indicate•} the 
negoeiations which had been undertaken 
between the International Labonr Office 
and the Secretariat of the League of N a­
lions. It was pointed oi1t that it seem:>d 
equally impossible for the Office to reject 
the idea of the miners without any con~i­
deration or to adopt it as it stood. The Go­
,·eming Body was therefore requested to 
rmthorise the Office to continue its negotia­
tions with the League of Nations with a 
view to creating an international office for 
statistics of prices and supplies, attached 
both to the Secretariat and to the Interna­
tional Labour Office. 

The proposal of the Office, which was 
unanimously adopted, was llS follows : 

It is proposed that in respons~ to the request 
which has .been made the Governmg Body should 
continue negotiations with the League of Nations 
on the following bases : 

(1) The constitution of an international office 
for statistics of prices and supplies (the first sec­
tion of which might deal with coal) attached 
to the Economic an(l Financial Section of the League 
of Nations. 

(2) The Economic Section is asked to constitute 
this o!Tice in such a way that the International 
Labour Ollice shall be represented on it and 
through the medium of its officers and members 
of its Governing Body, follow carefully from day 
to day the investigations made and the results 
obtained and thus respond to the aspirations and 
desires expressed in the resolution of the Inter­
nationnl l\1 iners' Confcren('c, 



Au <·ours de Ia discussion, landis que lc 
general Baylay enwllait quel<rucs doules sur 
Ia eompetenee de !'Organisation inlcrna­
tionale du Travail Pn l'l'llP matiere, le groupe 
ouvrier prescnta, par l'urgane de l\1. Oude­
gcest, une proposition qui allait plus loin 
que celle du Directeur, ct qui etait ainsi 
conc;;ue:

Conseil de Ia Societe des Nations. 

Lorsque se reunit le Conseil de Ia Societe 
des Nations, quelques jours plus tard, i1 
Bruxelles, il se trouvait saisi du probleme de 
Ia repartition des matieres premieres : 1. par 
Ia Iettre de M. Albert Thomas a l\1. Layton, 
en date du 23 aoftt 1920, lui communiquant 
Ia resolution du Congri·s des mineurs ; 2. 
par Ia resolution du Conseil d'administra­
tion, en date du 6 octobre ; 3. par les dis­
cussions de Ia Conference financiere de 
Bruxclles ; 4. par la Conference interparle­
mentaire du Commerce qui venait de dis­
cuter Ia question a Londres ; 5. par la Con­
ference economique du " Fight the Famine 
Council "• qui avait siege a Lon•lres du 11 
au 23 octobre et pris Ia resolution suivante : 

La Conference emct le wru qu'un C'onseil 
international representant les pays interesses 
soit nonune, pour donner son avis sur Ja pro· 
duction et Ia distribution des aliments, du char­
bon et des autres matii>res premieres indispen­
sables, de fa~on a assur.er Ia satisf•;ction des 
besoins vitaux et a "arant1r Ia productwn Ia plus 
"rande dans Ie mo~de entier.

Le rapport de :'IL Leon Bourgeois au Cnn­
seil de Ia Societe des Nations, sans abordPr 
directement la question des matieres pre­
mieres, concluait a Ia nomination d'une 
Commission provisoire chargee ..... « d'as­
sister le Conseil •lans l'etude des problemes 
eeonomiques et fin:mciers que le Conseil lui 
soumcttrait ». 

Le 25 octobre. M. Tittoni donna lecture 
au Conseil d'une note sur les dangers que 
font com·ir aux relations entre Etats les mo­
nopoles et tmsts internationaux. 

M. Tittoni exposait que beaucoup de ma­
tieres essentiel\es sont. dans toute la force 
du terme, des biens non gagnes po~n· les 
peuples qui !es detiemwnt. II montrmt que 
les consequences de ces monopoles, tant na­
turels qn'artificiels, sont desastr.cnses pou.r 
Jes peuples qui les subisscnt, et !I ternumut 
en invoquant l'artide 23 dn Pacte de !:1 
Societe dPs Nations, et les promrsses qu il 
contient : 
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During the dis<,ussion (;Pill'ral Bayla~· ex­
pressPd sonw douht as to the <'ompeteuee 
of llw Inl<•nwtional Lahour Organisation to 
dPal with this qm·~lion. On llu' other ll<lllfl, 
the workPrs' group suhmilled through ~lr. 

Oudegeest a proposal which went much 
furtlwr than the proposal of the Office, and 
which was as follows : 

I propose that the Governing Body charge the 
International Labour Ollice with communicating 
to the League of Nations the request that the 
League of Xations bring its influence to bear 
on the Governments which arc :\!embers in favour 
of the distribution of raw materials. 

This proposal was rejected by 11 vol.es 
to 10. 

Council of the League of Nations. 

When the Council of the League of Na­
tions met a few days later at Brussels, it 
was seized of the problem of the distri­
bution of raw materials : 

( 1) Ry the letter of the International 
Labour Offiee to M. Layton dated 23 August 
1920, communicating the resolution of the 
l\Iiners' Congress ; 

(2) By the resolution of the Go\·erning 
Bodv dated 6 October ; 

(3) By the discussions of the Financial 
Conference at Brussels ; 

( 4) By the International Parliamentnrv 
Commercial Conference which had just 
discussed the question in London ; 

( 5} By the Economic Conference of the 
Fight the Famine r.ounci/ which had 
been held at London from 11-23 Odober 
and had adopted the following resolution : 

This Conference urges the desirability of appoint­
ing an international Council representing all the 
countries concerned, to advise as to the production 
and distribution of coal aiHI other indispensable 
raw n1aterials with a view to ensuring a satisfac­
tion of vital needs and to securing the largest 
possible production throughout the world_ 

The report of Mr. Leon Bourgeois to the 
Council of the League of Nations did not 
deal directly with the question of raw ll1a­
terials, but in its condusion contained the 
proposal that a prO\·isiunal committee 
should be nominated "instructed to assist tlw 
Council in the studv of sul'h economk and · 
finanl'ial problems ns the Council may sub­
mit to it." 

On 25 October Mr. Tilloni read before 
the Council a Note on the dangPrs to llw 
relations between States arising from inter­
national monoplies and trusts. Mr. Tilioni 
indieatPd that many essential materials ~1re, 
in the strict sense of the word, unearned 
I'Ommodities for tlw pt•opll's who hold them. 
He showed that the I'OIISl'l(Ul'llC'l'S of such 
monopolies, wlwther natural or artifieial. 
are disastrous to the ppoplPs whom tht'\' 
nffpd, and he concluded by a rcfNen('e to 
.\rtielP 23 of the Cownant of the Leagtll' of 
Nations and the und<'rtakings I'Ontainl'd in 
it :

L'Angleterre a fait tout lc con­
trairc avec son charbon. Si ellc en a ele1 e le 
prix, c'etait uniquement pour lui permettre 
d'en assurer !'extraction et d'augmenter Ia 
production mondiale. Puis il contnmait : 

Si je ne me trompe, !'argument de J\I. Tittoni 
se fonde sur un principe indique plutot qu'enonce 
formellement ; d'apres ce principe, les matieres 
premieres qui se trouvent sur lc -tcrritoire d'un 
pays devraient, en toute equite, Ctre considerees 
comme la propriete commune du monde entier. 
Elles sont I'ceuvre de la nature, et I'homme ne 
devrait pas les monopoliser. 

i\Iais cette these souleve des problemes d'unc 
extreme dlfficulte. Tout d'abord, qu'est-cc que 
les matieres premieres ? Si l'on cntcnd par lit 
les dons gratuits de la nature, - et il en est ainsi, 
je suppose, dans le cas qui nous occupe - il faut 
alors sans aucun doute considerer le charbon, 
tel qu'on l'obtient actuellement en Belgique, 
en France ou en Angleterre, comme un produit 
manufacture, et si l'on pretend que le charbon 
ne peut etre extrait que dans certaines parties 
du monde, il est aussi vrai de dire que la vigne 
ou l'olivier ne peuvent etre cultives que dans 
certaines parties du monde. 

Je tiens a attirer !'attention sur un autre point. 
Prenons un exemple au hasard. II y a en Espagne 
d'immenses depots de charbon, et en Italic de 
grandes sources d'energie hydraulique qu'il serait 
possible d'utiliser ; mais jusqu'ici on a trouve 
plus economique et plus facile de fondre le fer 
et d'exploiter les usines en utilisant du charbon 
importe de Grande-Bretagne. Si !'on essaie de 
limiter le controle que chaque pays exerce actuelle­
ment sur ses produits, on entravera en defmi­
tive les efforts que les nations tiendront a faire 
dans l'avenir pour conserver les matieres premieres 
dont elles disposent et qu'elles ne peuvent rem­
placer. Pourrait-il y avoir une politique d'une 
injustice plus flagrai1te que celle qui, directement 
ou indirectement, exigerait que la Belgique, 
par exemple, exportat son charbon au profit 
d'autres pays, alurs que ceux-ci laisseraicnt perdre 
leurs resources inepuisables de force hydraulique ? 

A Ia suite de cctle discussion. le Conseil 
adopta Ia resolution suivante : 

. Le C~nseil,, .se rendant pleinement compte des 
dtffic;ultes qu.eprouvent certains pays a s'assurer 
les nnportatwns de matieres premieres neces­
saires a leur bien-ctre et meme a leur existence 
charge Ia Section economique de Ia Commissiot; 
CC'onontique et financiCrc d'etudier : 

a) l'<·tcnclne et Ia nature de ces hesoins ; 
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The GPncral Assembly which is soon to meet 
shonlcl enforce its. "!!Plication. I will cm~eludc 
hy n·questmg· perniission to propose to this Asscnl­
lll~· the nomination of a l'onnnission to study anti 
present conen·te proposals for the prcvt•ntion 
of the monopoly of ~·aw materiab, either by States 
or by great mternatlonal trusts, for the rcrrulation 
of the distribution of these materials ~nd the 
assurance to all States of equitable commercial 
treatment. 

Mr. Balfour replied. He first of all de· 
fended England against the veiled accusa­
tion which he thought he detected in the 
speech of l\fr. Tittoni. i\Ir. Balfour expressed 
the opinion that there can he no monopoly 
where there is no arbitrary decrease of pro­
duction with a view to raising the price of 
a commodity. England had done just the 
opposite with its coal. If it had raised the 
price of its coal it was simply in order to 
ensure that the coal should he extra(·ted 
and the world output thereby increased. He 
then continued : 

Unless I am in error there lies at the root of 
Signor 'l'ittoni's argument a principle, indicated, 
ruther than formally expressed, according to which 
the "raw material" situated within the limits 
of any country should in equity be treated as the 
common property of all the wol'id. Nature made 
it ; man should not monopolise it. 

But this doctrine suggests questions of vet·y 
great di!liculty. \Vhat is raw material ? If it 
means, as in this connection I suppose it does mean, 
the unearned gifts of Nature, certainly coal, as 
it is produced at the present moment in Belgium, 
France, or England, must be regarded as a manu· 
factured article. The capital, the scientific equip· 
ment, and the skilled labour involved in getting 
a ton of coal from the bottom of a mine a mile 
deep to the pit's mouth are at least as great as 
those required for the growth of vines or olives : 
and if it be said that only in certain parts of the 
world can coal be extracted, it is quite as true to 
say that only in certain parts of the world can 
vines or olives be grown. 

There is one other point to which I should like 
to draw attention. There are (I take an example 
at random) immense stores of coal in Spain, and 
great opportunities for the use of water power in 
Italy ; but hitherto it has been cheaper and easier 
to smelt iron and to run manufactories by coal 
imported from Great Britain. Nor do I in 
the least make complaint of this ; for doubtless 
the immediate advantage to Great Britain is 
great. But if an attempt is made to limit the 
control which every nation at present possesses 
over its own products the ultimate results must 
be to hamper any efforts which nations may 
be in the future desirous of making for the con· 
servation of their irreplaceable material. No 
nation has yet made such efforts on any scale 
worth considering ; though whether this· indif­
ference to the needs of posterity can continue 
much longer is open to doubt. Could any policy 
he more flagrantly unjust than one which, direct­
ly or indirectly, required Belgium (for example 
to export her coal for the use of other countries 
while these countries were allowing their inex­
haustible stores of water power to run to waste ? 

At the end of this discussion, the Council 
adopted the following resolution : 

The Council, impt•essed with the dilliculties 
experienced by many countries in securing the 
imported materials which they need for their 
prosperity and even for their existence, instructs 
the Economic Section of the Economic anrl Fi­
nancial Committee to examine : . 

(a) The extent and the chameter of th<'se 
needs. 



b) ies causes (autres que celles qui proviennent 
du manque de credit ou de fluctuations du chanuc 
qui> ont dejit ete examinees par Ia Conferen~e 
linanciere de Bruxelles) auxquelles ces dilli­
cultes sont dues ; lcs consequences des monopoles 
feront !'objet d'une attention toute specialc.

They reque.<t the Committee to report with 
the least poosible dela~· to the Council the re­
sults of their investigations, which will be neerl<-<1 
in the subsequent dclilwrations of the forth­
conling International Econmnic and Financial 
Conference. 

First Assembly of the League of N a/inns. 

(a) In the Commission. 
By virtue of this decision of the Council 

the First Assembly of the League of Nations 
which opened at Geneva on 15 :'\ovemhPr 
1920 was seized of gem·ral economic 
questions and in partiC'ular of the question 
of raw matPrials, whieh it n•fprrl'd to its se­
cond Commission under the chairmanship of 
l\Ir. Tittoni. 

At the first me<:ting of the Commission, 
l\Ir. Tittoni indicated the principles by 
which, in his opinion, the decisions of the 
League of Nations should be guided, and 
once more brought out the ideas exfH'Pssed 
by him at the Brusst>ls C:mfcn·IH:e .. \fler 
indicating the gro\\;ng internationalisation 
of thought and fact in this connection, and 
rpferring to the pro,·isions of Article 2a of 
the Covpnnnt, l\fr. Tittoni conduded as 
follows: 

The Council at its meeting in BrussPis has 
decided to establish a provisional economic arHI 
finance committee entrusted with the prepa­
ration for this organisation and also with the 
duty of submitting to the Council pratical nwans 
to carry into effect the recommendations. of the 
Brussels Conference and to give an opinion on 
such econon1ic and financial questions as n1ight 
arise. Among the latter is the question of raw 
nwterials and discrimination in prices to which 
the Chairman has already called the attPntion 
of the Council. The latter recognised the impor­
tance of the <]Uestion and its urgency, and has 
recmnmendcd it for in1n1ediate ex:uninatlon bv 
toe Economic and Finance Organisation of tl;e 
League. 

Helations betw~en countries must be ruled bv 
ec,,nomic justice as well as by political justie~·­
Failing this, th~ Lea~ue of Nutions would frus· 
tratc the principles of fraternity UIHI co-operation 
which have inspired its creation Hill! whieh should 
govern its conduct.

La proposition de 1\I. Ador fut uppuyec 
par Ies delegues de I'Italie, de Ia Suede et 
de Ia Colombie. M. Ador avant acccpte Ia 
suppression des mots « partngeant pleine­
ment ses vues », sa resolution fut enfin 
adoptee, mais seulement a Ia ma.iorite des 
voix. 
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for preventing n1onopolie~ of raw I_nat.eria~s ancl 
of the means of C'ontrolhng the dtstrtlmtton of 
raw n1nterjaJs. 

A short discussion followed. Mr. 1\Iillen 
(Australia) stated that he did not agree with 
the interpretation given by J.\Ir. Ador to the 
resolutions of the Brussels Conference. Sir 
William Meyer (India) stated that· he did 
not see how the provisions of Artide 23 of 
the Covenant could be extended to the ques· 
tion of raw materials. The Chairman re­
plied that the equitable treatment for com­
merce referred to in the Article in questi<Jn 
could not be compatible with monopolies in 
raw materials. 

l\h-. Ador took note of the objections rais­
ed and submitted on 26 October a new 
draft resolution which contemplated simply 
an examination of the question. l\fr. Ador 
said: 

The Assembly will certainly desire to endorse 
the efforts made by the Council to obtain as com­
plete information as possible on this important 
question of raw materials, which is of such great 
interest to the majority of the countries of Europe, 
and it therefore appears necessary that the Assem­
bly should adopt the Resolution which, without 
expressing any opinion on the question of prinC'iplt>, 
has no other objt>ct than to advocate as complete 
and prompt an examination as possible of this 
burning question. In view of the contradictory 
opinions on this question, it is necessary that a 
documentation should be drawn up with due 
care in order to ascertain the causes of the evil and 
the remedies which may be applied to it 1• 

The text of his proposal was as follows: 

The Assembly having noted the resolution 
taken by the Council at its meeting in Brussels 
on October 27 last, and completely sharing its 
opinion, considers it indispensable that the Econo­
mic and Financial Committee should .continue 
its work without delay, in the manner indicated 
by the Council. 

A strong opposition was raised against 
this proposal. The Indian delegate was of 
opinion that this question was not on the 
agenda and that Article 23 of the Covenant 
no more referred to the question of raw ma­
terials or customs tariffs than to the injus­
tices of nature. The Canadian delegate was 
afraid that the terms of the resolution 
might frighten countries possessing raw ma­
terials such as Canada or the United States. 
As a matter of fad, the terms of the reso­
lution would seem to introduce a new eco­
nomic doctrine pointing the way to intt~r­
vention in the free disposal of the natur:tl 
Tiehes of the different nations. 

The Australian and New Zealand dell'­
gates requested that the words in the reso­
lution "completely sharing its opinion" 
should be suppressed. 

The Italian, Swedish and ColomLi:m dele­
gates supported 1\Ir. Ador's proposal. ~rr. 

Ador agreed to the suppression of the words 
"completely sharing its opinion", and his 
resolution was finally adopted, but only hv 
a majority of two votes. · ·

Le droit 
de !'Assembler de prendre des de<·isions 
conformement a !'article 23 et sans con­
vention prealable entre les membres de Ia 
Societe des Nations fut nettement conteste 
par eux.

The second Commission reported to the 
.-\ssemblv on 8 Drcemher. Its conclusions 
wen• eritieised by 1\fr. Howell (Canada! HJHI 
his colleagues from the British Domini·.JJJS.

.-\ssemblv to take decisions unde1· .\rticlt> 2:1 
and without any previous agrL'l'I11Pnt be­
tween the 1\Iembers of the League of Na­
tions. 

The following cia~·. a joint proposal made 
by the reprPst•ntatives of the C.onuni-;s1:m 
and the Dominion dPiegates was submitted 
to the Assembly. This proposal consi·h•r­
aLly restrkterl the field of action ,,f the 
economic body which it wns proposed to 
constitute. 

In the discussion which took place on 
this proposal, 1\fr. Ador was ven· cautions 
in his handling of the qm•stion of raw ma­
terials. After recalling the decision taken bv 
the Couneil on 27 October, he added : -

Tt is a most vital question. most important 
interests are involved. 'Yc need not de<'icle here. 
we nntst not let onr opinions inl1uc>nce the serious 
enquiries which the Econontic Section is to uncler­
take. Let it work in pence and seclusion till its 
task is eompldcd. and submit its rccommenclations 
to the Council which will comm1micate them to the 
Assembly should it see fit. This question should 
not he discussed lw us. It is intimatelv connected 
with the peace of the world for it is hn;md up with 
the economic independence of countries unci their 
economic independence is closely bound up with 
their political independence. 

The Italian dt'legate, i\Tr. Sch:mzt•r, then 
spoke:

I cannot hicle from vou that we should 
have d<•sired that the qucsti;m of raw materials.· 
to which we attach the !!rC'atest importance.

increased. A polic~' of this nature would tend to 
isolate economic life in certain peoples, would 
threaten the verv existence of their industries, and 
place their working classes in grave danger. 

The whole worJd ntust be regarded as one single 
great eeonon1ic systen1 and a policy of econOinic 
unity and collaboration is necessary to avoid the 
most serious and most appalling disasters. 

How, if industrial life· in eert~in countries 
is not allowed to recover, can we realise the noble 
ideal extolled in this Assembly by an eloquent 
speaker who expressed the desire that the condi­
tion of the working classes in the various countries 
should be raised to the same level. Our voice is 
not solitary, we are not pleading this. cause for 
selfish aims, but in the highest interests of our 
fellow men. This cause is supported by a great 
number of \Yorkers' Conferences and Technical 
Congresses. 

If the League of Nations does not help in this 
noble task, the disappointment amon" the peoples 
will be great and may lead to unfortunate seces­
sions. But that will not happen ; we have full 
confidence in you. \Ve have maintained the most 
reserved attitude. "'e do not ask vou todav for 
anv recommendation. "'e do not ask that a debate 
should be opened on this subject : it is enough 
for us that the question should be completely 
and speedily examined from the technical point 
of view. 

In the end, Mr. Schanzer and Mr. Rowell 
could not agree as to the meaning of the re­
solution which both were ready to accept. 
The Italian delegate considered that the 
question of raw materials \Yas "clearly in­
cluded" in the resolution. To the Canadian 
Delegate, it was excluded. In these uncer­
tain circumstances the resolution of the se­
cond commission was adopted by the As­
sembly. 

Provisional Economic and Financial 
Commission. 

The Economic Committee of the Pi·od­
sional Economic and Financial Commission 
which met at Geneva for the first time 
found that the question of raw materi.1ls 
had heen referred to it in two difrerent 
forms, firstly, by the resolution of the Coun­
cil dated 27 October 1920 and, secondly, by 
the letter of the International Labour Of­
fice of 22 October 1922 communicatin« the 
decision adopted by the Governing Body 
on 6 October. 

The agenda of the Economic Section in­
eluded the following points :

This proposal was rejected by the Com­
mission on Railways by 16 votes to 6. 

The Brazi !ian delegation also on more 
than one oecasion drew the attention of tlw 
Conferenee to the question of equitahll~ 
lreatment for eomnlPrce as regards inter­
national transport, particularly maritime 
transport. It will be remembered that 
this qm•stion had also bePn touched upon 
by l\Ir. Baldesi at the first lnternatiMwl 
Labour Conference. 

.-\clion of the Intemativnal La/JVIII' Office 
durin(! 1921. 

It is impossible to indicate here the rPso­
lutions of all the \Vorkers' Conferenecs 
which have fa\'l>Ured regulation of the •lis­
trihution of raw materials. It m::ty he suf­
ficient to mention the report of l\Ir. C. l\Ier­
!Pns to the extr,wrdinary session of the In­
ternalional Trade Union Congress held in 
London from 22 to 28 November 1920, and 
the resolution <Hioptecl on 28 January 19'21 
bv the l\Iiners' International Committee, re­
(j~lesting the International Lab-:mr Office to 

constitute an international supervising hodv 
instructed to secure the distribution and 
exchange of all raw materials essential to 
the reconstruction of the world. 

This resolution was communicated on 31 
Januarv 1921 by 1\Ir. Frank Hodges to the 
Prime ~Iinister ;)f GrPat Britain. The reprc; 
sentatiVes of Great Britain and Germany on 
the Governing Body in turn approac-hed tltc 
International Labour Office with a view to 
asc-ertaining its intentions ::tnd the position 
of the question. 

The International Labour Office then 
again got into touch with the Secretary­
General of the Lt•ague of Nations and re­
pl'a teclly requested that it might be furnished 
\vith his opinion on the matter. It was not 
till 18 October 1921, on the eve of the Thirrl 
International Lahour ConferPnce, that the 
Secrelary-GenPr31 rPplied referring to the 
report of the Economic and Financial C-)111-

mission which had hPPn suhmittl'fl in the 
interim. After indicating how gn·atly ttw 
essPntial factors in the question hnd he••n 
motlifiPcl sinee the day wlwn it had bet'll 
considt•rpd h~- the l\finers' Congress, tlte 
IPI!Pr of the Secn•tary-General addt>d :

Report of the Economic awl Financial 
Commission. 

The question.wires addn•ssed to the (io­
n·mmenls in the beginning of 1 \J2 1 by ti:e 
El'onomit· and Finanl'ial Commission nwt 
with only Iimiled sU<"<'ess. The replies l'ame 
in slowly and from \'<'rV few (iovernnwnls 
and would not have hePn sufl'i<·ient in them­
selves to warrant the fonnation of an 
opinion on the situation in the different 
countries. 

Neverlheless, the Eeonomie and Financial 
Section of the Sel'relarial wl}il'il had lll'ell 
instructed by !he Commission to coiled stKh 
doeunwnts as mightlw avail:• hi<! m.>proadl!'d 
Professor (iiui of !he Unin·rsity of Padua 
on 14 February 1921 and entrusted to him 
the task of examining the question of raw 
materials. 

\\'ith the assio;tanl'e of different collabo­
rators Proft•ssor (iini dn•w up a gener:tl 
report and sevPn spel'ial n•porls dea!i;Jg 
with <"ert'als, wool, l'Olton, l'oal, petrol, iron 
ore :md fertilizers. The docunH•n\s whil'h 
Wl'rc used in the prl'paration of these l'l'f)()rts 
W<'rl' to some <•xtent <·olkdPd on the spot 
in the diffen•nl <"otllltries whil'h \\'l'l'C of tlu• 
grpai<'st ini<·n·st from the point of view of 
the enquiry. 

It is impossible to give a r{•sume of t!te 
very intPresling ge1wral n•por! drawn up by 
Professor Giui. After indicating the penua­
nPnt interPst of an enquiry on raw materi.tls 
and food stuffs, an interest whil'i1 remains rn 
spite of l'iumgPs in the <'<"onorllie siluatiou, 
and after examining the eausl's of the drf­
fil'ulti<·s of suppli<'s in raw materials :L1d 
food stuffs, the report indil'ales the diff<"r<'nl 
rl'medi<"s possible for the pn•spnt situation. 

It may suffil'e to quo!<• lu·rl' some of the 
,·ondusions at the end of Prof<"ssor Gini's 
work whil'h deal more partinrlarh· with t11e 
possible solutions of the ahnormai situation 
as rpgards raw mraterials.

In so far as the distribution is concerned, 
three solutions have been put forward : (1) the 
nationalist solution, according to which liVery 
nation should have the right to obtain from a 
territory under its control sulficient raw materials 
and foodstuffs for its populations and its industries; 
(2) what may be called the "State" solution, 
according to which all the raw materials and food­
stuffs of the world would be acquired by a central 
or"anisation and equitably distributed by it, 
in the common interest, among the various States, 
according to the requirements of each individual 
State ; (3) the "Free Trade" solution, which 
would consist in establishing complete freedom 
in international trade and in economic relations 
within individual States. 

The adoption of the "State" solution gives 
rise to dilliculties of a practical nature, which 
are admitted even by its most enthusiastic sup­
porters. The latter now limit themselves to de­
manding a statistical organisation which would 
follow closely, and accurately record, the rise 
and fall of stocks and prices. Such an institution 
would undoubtedly be of value from a scientific 
point of view, even though from a practical point 
of view it coulcl probably in no way further the 
solution of the supply problem. 

The control of raw materials by the League 
of Nations might, on the other hand, become 
essential, if it were necessary to have recourse 
to measures of blockade against countries which 
had become its enemies. Tile question may there­
fore be asked whether it would not be expedient 
to consider immediately what measures would, 
in case of necessity, have to be adopted for the 
establishment and operation of an organisation 
for the control" and distribution of raw materials 
and foodstuffs. 

The report of Professor Gini was laid be­
fore the Economic and Financial Commis­
sion,. hut the Commission did not consider 
that it CJtild entirely accept his opinions. 
lt drew up on its own account a report dated 
12 SPplemher 1921 in which it formulaled 
different conclusions for submission to the 
Council. 

As regards the suggestion made by the 
l\!iners' Congress in 1920 for the c·Jnsti lu­
tion of an In!Prnalional Office for organis­
ing the supply of raw materials the Com­
mission made the following observations : 

While realising stron~Jy the difficulties which 
the scheme is intenclec! to solve, we are convinced 
that it is impracticable on the following grounds : 

(a) It would, in our opinion, be impracticable 
to obtain the general consent of the producing 
and consuming States to delegate the important 
functions contemplated by the scheme to an in­
ternational body, and the League of Nations 
has no power of compelling its :\!embers to enter 
into any such arrangcnwnt against their will. 

( lJ) No scheme for the international control of 
the distribution_ of raw materials could be operat­
crl Without. fi':mg pnces_ a'_ld allocating suplies 
on some prmc!plc of ratwmn<r, In our opinion 
this necessarily involves the il~ternational controi 
of the whole internal life of the countries con­
c•erncd. 

(r) Xo scheme of rationing is possible without 
the power of compelling the consumin" "ountries 
to _take_ up their r~tions and to pay .,for them, 
winch IS clearly uupracticablc under present 
conditions.

It .is true now, us at the date when the present 
cnqun·y was l_aunched, that, ult.hough the svrnp­
toms of .the rliSeasc are diiT<'l'l'Ht, the fundaniental 
remedy IS the syst!'matic rPndjustment of reduction 
to nH.'t't pre-war ~onditions. 'I'he exaggerated 
dctnand lor eertmn rnw rnaterials nnd half­
manufaeturcd products durin" the war created a 
certain disp~oportion hetwl'~n production and 
actual reqmremcnts. Constant and scicnti lie 
observation is therefore nc.·ef'ssarv in order to 
a<ljust the pro<luetion of raw m;ttL•rials to the 
futnrc rcquircnwnts of the world wlwn the in· 
dustl'ies l~t·tificially create<! during the war have 
been suh.Jcetcd to the operation of natural sc­
lC'ction ancl whPn <·onsurnpt ion has returned to 
the nonnal. So llltl<'h hns lll'<'ll said and written 
on this "ubjeet that we do not fe<·l that we <·an 
tl'efully adrl nnything new, CSJH'eiall~· as import­
ant aspect' or the problem (c. g. limitation of 
hours or output.) ll!•long ratll!'r to the sphere 
of the International Labout· Oilier• than of our 
Committee, 

Finally, in its own general conclusion, 
the Commission ell'arl~· l'X(H'Pssed its agr.~l'­
ment with what Professor (iini ,·:tiled ihe 
liberal solution. 

Hccent developments on raw materials policy 
have son1c lessons for the futun•. There is no qtu."'S­
tion of challcngin~ the incontestable right which 
States have to dispose fr<•dy of their natural re­
sources or of the output of iheir countries in re­
spect of raw materials. It is Jcgitinmte that in 
exceptional circumstances thev should he anxious 
to reserve them to thcmsd\·es and that they 
should ha\'C the power to subject them at any 
tirnc to a r(·gimc in conforrnity with their national 
economy. 

But ii is not less incontestable that raw materials 
produced by one country hcing in many cases 
essential to the economic life of other States 
should not, unll'ss in exceptional cases, be the 
ohjl•ct of restrictions or of difl'l•rcntial regula­
tions of such a nat me as to injure the production 
of such States or to impose on them a systematic 
inferiority. 

It is undc,irahlc particularly that measur<·s 
of restriction tahn by producing countrico to 
meet cxecptional •ituations should be so prolong'erl 
or a 1lerf'd as to ehangc•. their eharactcr nnd after 
being originally aets of precaution or dcft.•nce ns 
to develop into rneasurcs of ceonmnic aggression. 

The eonelusions of the Economie and Fi­
nancial Commission were submille1l to the 
Counl'il of the League of Nations on 21 Sep· 
lemlll'r. The Council refl'ITed them for con­
sideration by the Assembly, drawing the 
attl'nlinn of lhl• Slates 11Pmhers of the 
League of Nati.ms ... "lo the rl'sulls which

Second Assembl!T of the League of Nations. 

The report of the Economic and Finan­
cial Committee was discussed by the Second 
Commission of the Assembly. Mr. Gustave 
Ador presented the report of the Commis­
sion. 

Mr. Ador simply stated the difficulties 
with which the Commission had met, and 
gave an assurance that the Commis~ion 
would continue its examination. 

1\lr. :Maggiorino Ferraris, Italian Delegate, 
subsequently sounded a note of optimism, 
stating that the question of raw materi<lls 
was one of those in connection with which 
it was possible to point to an amelioration 
in the international situation. 

The following Resolutions wei·e ·adopted 
by the Assembly : 

The Assembly notes that it is of the greatest 
importance that the Provisional Economic and 
Financial Committee should carry out the pro­
gramme of work indicated in the reports men­
tioned above, including the study of the follow­
ing questions : double taxation, the monetary 
situation, unfair competition, monopolies, distri­
bution of raw materials, unification of legislation 
relating to bills of exchange, commercial methods 
designed to obviate the risks arising from fluc­
tuations of the exchanges. 

The Assembly commends to the consideration 
of the Members of the League the general conclu­
sions of the report on Certain Aspects of the Raw 
Materials Problem, including those calling at­
tention to the effects that may be produced on 
the economic life of other countries by arti­
ficial restrictions and duties on the export of 
essential raw materials. 

The Assembly, recognising the intimate connec­
tion between the restoration of transport faci­
lities and the supply and distribution of raw 
materials, expresses the earnest hope that every 
effort will be made to expedite the work of the 
various Commissions charged with such matters 
';'S re-all_ocation and interchange of rolling-stock 
111 certam parts of Europe. 

llolh the Commission and the Assemblv 
had, during their discussions, to deal with 
the further question of the equitable treat­
ment of commerce, and adopted resolutions 
in that connection. 

Third Session of the lntemational Labour 
Conference. 

The Report of the Director of the Inter­
national Labour Office submitted to the 
Third Conference recalled what had been 
done as regards the question of raw nutter­
ials and indicated clearly the evolution of 
the essential factors in the problem. There 
being no longer a scarcity of raw materials 
in most countries, raw materials could no 
longer be more thnn an indirect cause d

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memorandum of the Lon(lon Experts, Ar­
ticle 45 of which \\·as as follows : 

~o duties should be maintained or imposed 
after ......... on the exports of raw materials other 
than such duties as are found desirable for re­
venue purposes ; export duties imposed for _sue!\ 
purposes should he applied withou~ any <hsc_n­
mination as between different foreign countnes 
of destination. 

The subsequ~nt Articles condemned in 
practice the system of prohil,ition of im­
ports and exports. At the same time the 
experts recognized that each country mu~t 
have the right to prohibit the import or the 
export of commodities in the .interests of na­
tional hygiene, security or morals, or to re­
serve the import or export of such commo­
dities fo1· State monopoly. 

Funther, the Genoa Conference was 
seized of a resolution adopted by the Inter­
national Trade Union Congress, which had 
just been held at Rome. This resolution was 
as follows : 

It is necessary to organise internationaJiy the 
control and distribution of raw materials indis­
pensable to industry· and agriculture in ord~r to 
place these 'raw materials out of reach of pnvate 
speculation.-

This question, however, was submitted by 
the Conf crence to the Economic Commission 
which itself referred it to a Sub-Commis­
sion. 

The Sub-Commission was seized of two 
memoranda by the Russinn and Italian 
Delegations. TI](' Russian memorandum 
containrd the following passage : 

\Vith reooard to export of raw materials the 
Russian Delegation shares the opinion of the 
London experts that all export duties are undesir­
able in so far as they are not of a fiscal chamcter. 
At the same time, the Hussian Delegation consi­
ders it necessary to indicate that the application 
of such methods alone does not constitute a 
n1eans of solvin(}' the prf'sC"nt crisis in raw nla­
terials. In view.~of the S('arcity of raw materials, 
their distribution among the different States 
by means of free competition on a free market, 
far from ameliorating the situation of countries 
whose national eeonomv is desroyed and whose 
monetary system is disorganise(!, would only 
still further strengthen the position of countries 
with a stable currency. Inequality in economic 
competition would have the result that certain 
countries would not have the neeessm-y raw ma­
terials and would in consequence be unable to 
restore their industry. The Russian Delegation, 
desiring the econon1ie reconstruction not only 
of the whole of Europe but of each individual 
State, considers it indispensable that at least 
in so far as a shortage of 1·aw Inaterials n1akC's 
itself felt there should be a systematic and or­
ganised distribution of these raw materials be­
tween all the States. Without examining today 
the means of effecting such an organised ·distri­
bution it is of opinion that such distribution 
is inseparable from the distribution of gold pro­
posed by the Delegation to the I<'inancial Sub­
Commission and tluit it ean only give the results 
hoped for it if is combined with the latter. ' 

At the same limP, the Italian Delegation 
submitted a nwmorandum in which it de­
fended the principle of a liberal policy with 
n•gard In imports and export;;, and lo which

sulphur. m:nhle, men·urv. t'lc., it was to a 
large exft>nt dep,•ndc•nt on foreign t'Oillllri<'S 
for its imports of essl'ntial mat,•rials. Itaiv 
:llso carried out a lihPral policv :1s n•garcfs 
the raw matPrial:i whit'h it prodnl'ed, :mcl it 
asked that otlwr nations should do tlw 
same : 

In aceor.lanec with this line of :!<'lion the 
Italian Gov<'rnmcnt proposl's that the Genoa 
l'onf'erenee allil'ln the prin<'iplt• of frt•f'dom from

The principles which were ad,·oc·ated J,y 
the Italian Deieg:dion on the whole m•:t 
with the approval of the other membPrs. 
The majority of the Sub-Commission, how­
ever, did not ronsidl'r that it could ngrce to 
too broad and gl'neral a doctrine. 111. CoJr:,t, 
ill the name of Fr:mcc, Pmphasizcd the ne­
cessity of drawin;.: a distinction lwtween r:1w 
materials of which there was a shortage in 
the producing Stall's or which such StaiPs 
scarcely produced in sufficic•ut quanlllit•s 
for th:eir own needs, and raw mall'ri:lls 
which the producing countril's possess in 
abundance, hut the export of which they 
prohibit simply and solely in order to prc­
Vt•nt the establishment in foreign countries 
of industries likely to usc tlwm. It was t·ic:•r, 
said the French rrpresentativc, that these 
two prohlems are entirely difl'erPnl and that 
if action of the latiPr kilHI cannot be jus­
tified, it was not Pntirely possible to fon•go 
action intended to keep for the producing 
country the matPrials of which it had a n•:.l 
1wed. The only point for discussion was 
the kind of action to be tal(en. 

An Italian Parlianwntarv Commissi•;n 
which was ll!'ld to assist the Italian Dl'it•­
gation during the Genoa ConfPJ'eJH'<' had to 
deal with a proposal mad<· ltv 1\!r. f.ahrini 
and Mr. naldcsi whieh was clParlv hased Ln 
this distinc·tion. Thr proposal suggested a 
system of free trade as regards raw ma­
t~rials the world supply of whieh is abun­
dant, and a s~·stem of supervised distribution 
of raw materials of which there is a scareily. 
This proposal, however, was not taken up 
hv the Italian DPlcgation and was not sub­
n;itlcd to the f.onfrc•nre. 

At the Commission, tlw DPlPgation fro,n 
the Kingdom of the Serhs, f.roats anti Slo­
,·cnes, spealdng in the na nw of l he Pt'litP 
Entente, drew attention to the situation ,,f 
new countries which have no industries 0r 
in which the means of production wPre des· 
troved hv the war. The onlv mean' which 
the~v haci to facilitate their own rrconstruc·-
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pris les produits agrieolt•s, qn'ils pPnn••Jt de­
tenir ct exporter.

.-\t the ihird session of the Sub-Commis­
sion, l\lr. Hossi replied to the oh_jcctim1s 
whieh had been raised against his sugges­
tion, reeognizing the desirnbility of modify­
ing to some extent his original proposal : 

However, the Italian Delegation is not prepared 
to admit that export duties on raw materials 
mav he directed to protecting national industry. 
The Delegation points out that countries pro­
ducing raw materials are already very much 
favoured by the fact that they possess these raw 
materials in contradistinction to countries which 
must import them from abroad. In any case 
the protection of such and such an industry 
requiring raw ntaterials existing in the country 
should be secured by import duties. It does not 
seem just that a State should adopt forth~ purpose 
of protecting its industry measures \ylnch really 
consist in itnposing charges on foretgn conlpet­
ing industries and which consequently produce 
an artificial position of inferiority.' 

In the end, ihe Commission agreed to 
!<'xts which were subsequently adopted hy 
the Conferenee, the Spanish Delegate mnk­
ing a general reservation. These texts are 
as follows : 

The right of States must be recognised to dis­
pose freely of their natural resources,_ and to re­
serve to themselves, by all appropnate means, 
tlwir output of raw materials, where this appears 
to be insullicient in quantity to meet the consump­
tion of the national industrY, or to be threatened 
with a deficit owing to the increased demand 
from foreign countries resulting from exceptional 
financial or economic conditions. 

On the other hand, if the output of raw materials 
is considernblv in excess of the needs of the coun­
try of orig-in, 'it is desirable that their exportation 
should not be suhjcctied to :_onditions putting 
foreig-n users in a markedly inferior position. 

To thi' end, no export duty should be main­
tained or imposed upon raw materials, the output 
of which exceeds home needs, except duties of 
a purely fiscal character which, on account of 
their character as such, should not eceed a low 
percentage of the value of the product, although 
they may vary according to the country and the 
nature of the product. 

The principles above cited should be adopted 
as far and as soon as possible, but it is recognised 
that certain States cannot, having regard to the 
exceptional conditions in which they find them­
sl'lvcs, put them into practice so long as these 
('irculttstances C"xist.

"'hatcver may be the importance of the I·ea­
sons of an economic or financial character alleged

was one of the .:ouditions of disarmament. 
It was possible to inform the .Assembly that 
relations had already been established be­
tween the International Labour Office and 
the Economic Commission and that the Eco­

·uomic Commission had had the opportunity 
of taking part in the enquiry on unemploy­
ment. 

It is unnecessary to emphasise the close 
relation between the equitable treatment 0f 
•·ommerce and the distribution of raw ma­
terials, the latter of whieh moreover has al­
wnys been reganled hy the International 
labour Conference as a means of preventing 
unemployment. 

Finally, the distribution of raw materials 
presumes an exact statistical appreciation of 
the situation, which could not be secured 
without unifieation of international statist­
ics. It is therefore dear that, although the 
question was not directly dealt with this 
year by the Assembly of the League of Na­
tions, a step forward has none the less been 
made in its treatment. 

• • 
As was pointed out at the beginning of 

this note its only purpose is to give a his­
torical snmmary of the question. It may per­
haps be usdul, however, to outline, in a 
few precise words, the evolution which this 
problem has undergone during the last three 
years .. Following the Armistice and the 
Treaty of Peace, under the inspiration of 
certain initiatives taken during the war in 
both belligerent camps, it nppeared that the 
systematic distribution of raw materials 
might be instituted. However, the difficul­
ties of the reconstruetion of Europe and of 
the economic crisis quickly gave rise to the 
opinion that the materialisation of such a 
possibility could not he very near at hand ; · 
and the discussions to which this question 
had given rise :md the enquiries which ha J 
heen undertaken in rrgard to it were teru­
porarily adjourned. 

Indeed, the problem itself appears to have 
changed its character. In the first place, it 
concerned the question of production, since 
the quantity of raw materials available ap­
peared to be insufficient for the needs of a 
great many States. At the present time, 
there are other ohstaciPs which have arrest­
ed the progress of industry. The problem 
of raw materials has become rather a 
question of price than a question of quan­
tity. The enquiry into production, the re­
port on which will shortly be published by 
the International Labour Offke, and the en­
quiry into unPmployment instituted in colla­
boration with the Economic and Financial 
Commission of the League of Nations, will 
perhaps throw some new light on this sub­
jed. It will then be possible to studv more 
extensively the social effect of the. a<"lion 
taken by the States or by the League of Na­
tions in this matter. It appears that for the 
moment the International Labour Office 
must confine itself, as in the past, to. de­
manding the institution and development 
of the statistical stucliPs whieh are indispen­
sable to any st•arch for a rational solution.
