‘The following Act passed by the Right Hono-
rable the Governor General of Lndia in Council
on the 5th of July 1841, is hereby promulgated
for general information:

Act No. X. oF 1841,

An Act for prescribing the Rules to be obser-
ved, in order that ships or vessels belonging to
ports within the territories’ under the Government
of the East India Company, or belonging to Native
Princes or States,or their subjects, may become en-
titled to the prwvileges of British ships under a
proclamation of the Governor General of India
in Council, made in pursuance of the Statute
Sd and 4th Victoria Ch. LVL

I, Whereas by a Sta-
tute passed in the 3d aund
4th years of Her Majesty
Queen Victoria, entitled *“ An Act to regulate
¢ the trade of ships built and trading within the
‘¢ limits of the East India Company’s Charter”
it is enacted ‘¢ that it shall be lawful for the
¢ Governor Geuneral of India in CTouncil, by

Proclamation, to declare that all ships or
‘¢ vessels builtor to be built within the limits
* of the Charter of the East India Company,
being owned by Her Majesty’s subjects for
whom the said Governor General in Coun-
cil has power to legislate and belonging,
»» under the Regulations hereinafter provid-
ed for, to any ports in the territorics un-
der the Government of the said Company,
shall be deemed to be British ships for all
the purposes of trade within the said limits,
including the Cape of Good Hope, ard the
i territories and dependencies thereof; provid-
ed that upon such declaration being made the
¢ said Governor Geperal in Council shall, and
¢ the said Governor Generdl in Council is here-
by accordingly empowered to make Regu-
‘¢ lations, to be enforced by suitable penalties,
¢ concerning the registering, licensing, and
¢ ascertaining the admeasurement of the ton-
*¢ nage aud burden, and generally for the trad-
‘¢ ing within the limits aforesaid of such ships
¢ or vessels.” And whereas it is farther enact-
ed in the same Statute as follows, thatis to say.
« And whereas it may be expedient to admit to
similar privileges and advantages any ships
or vessels belonging to Native Princes or
States in subordinate alliance with, or having
subsidiary treaties with the East India Com-
pany, or owned by subjects of any such Prin-
ces or States, be it therefore enacted that the
«* Governor General of India in Council may

by such Regulations as aforesaid, such Re-
gulations being subject as aforesaid, admit
to the privileges and advantages of British
ships for the purposes of trade within the
«¢ limits of the Charter of .the said Company,
¢ including the Cape of Good Hope and the
territories and dependencies thereof, or to
any of such privileges and advantages, any
ships or vessels belonging to such Princes or

States, or any of them, or owned by suabjects
of any such Princes or States; but any such
. Regulations shall provide for the granting to
such ships or vessels fit and convenient li-
cences or. passes, and generally for the trading
within the limits aforesaid of such ships or
vessels.” And whereas in pursuance of snch
enactments it is expedient to frame such Regu-

Provided, thatships or vessels built at any place

other than any of such ports, shall be allowed to

Officer in authority there, then by threc mer-
chants of such place, which certificate shall con-
tain all the particulars with regard to the owner-

L. Aud it is hereby enacted. subject to the
aforesaid proviso, that within the territories of
the East India Company actions of dobt and
other personal actions against Native Officers,
Soldiers and other persons amenable to Articles
of War for the Native Forces in the Military
Service of the East India Company, or residing
within any Station or Cantonment, aud carry-
ing on any trade or business in a Military Ba-
zar, shall be cognizable before a Military Court
and not elsewhere, provided the value in ques-
tion shall not exceed 200 Rupees, and the defen-

dant was a person of the description abovemen- °

tioned, when the cause of action arose, and when
the suit was instituted. Provided that no suit
shall be breught before any Military: Court un-
der this Act to determine any dispute of caste or
concerning any right to real property.

[1L.  Anditis hereby enacted, that the Com-
manding Officer of.any-Station or Contonment,
or Officer commanding any portion of Troops in
the field, is authorized to convene such Military
Courts. And such Courts shall be composed,
according 1o the orders of the Commander in
Chief for the time being of the Presidency with- .
in which the Station or Cantonment is situate, or
in the absence of such orders, according to- the
discretion of the Convening Officer, either of
not less than three Europcan Commissioned
Officers, or of not less than three Native Com-
missioned Officers, and in the latter case, with
an European Officec of not less than five years’
standing, to superintend and record the proceed-
‘ngs. Provided that if there be not a sufficient
number of Officers to constitute a Cnurt at the
Station or Cauntonment where any cause of ac-
tion may arise, or where the defendant.may be
residing, the suit shall be determined at the
nearest Station or Cantonment where a:Mili-
tary Court can be duly constituted as aforesaid.

1V. Aunditis hereby enacted, that such Mili=
tary Court shall be convened monthly and shall
be holden on some convenient day before theissue
of the pay for each month.

V. And itis hereby enacted, that the forms
of proceeding in every such Court shall be con=
formable to the usages observed on trials before
Courts Martial held for the Native Troops in
the service of the East India Company as far as
the same are applicable. And any such Court
shall have the like power of sumuioning witness-
es as is possessed by Courts Martial. Provided
always, that every such Court shall have the
power of examining the parties to any suit and of
requiring or dispensing with their attendance
at its discretion. Aud every such Court shall
have the like power of taking the examinations
of absent parties and witnesses as is possessed by
the Civil Courts of the Bast India Company,under
ActNo.VIl.of 1841, provided that the depositions -
taken under a Commission issued by any Mili-
tary Court of Requests shall be receivable in
evidence befare any such Court subsequently
held; Provided also that Commissions may bhe
issuvd L Milisery Onnrte of Request under
this Act pursuant to the provisionsot 3. vy,
of 1841, notwithstanding the Courts to which
the Commissions may be directed are notsituate
beyond the jurisdiction of such Military Courts.

VI. Anditis bereby enacted, that witoess-
es oniitting to attand; refusing to give evidence,
or committing perjury, and persoens suborning
witnesses to commit perjury, shall be tried and
punished, i amenable to Articles of War, by a
Court Martial, subject to all the Rules contained
io such Articles of War tor the punishment of
such offences in regard to trials for Military of-
feaces; and if not amenable to Articles of War,
they may be tried and -punished in the nearest

- of the Courts of the East [ndia Company for the

administration of Criminal Justice (whether
such Court have ordinarily jurisdiction over
such person in Criminal matters not) in like

- manner as if such-offences had been committed

in regard to any trial before such nearest Court,
VII. And it is hereby enacted, that any
person, Civil or Military, European or Native,
using menacing words, signs, or gestures, or
otherwise interrupting(whether being perspnally
present or not), the proceedings of any Military
Gourt of Requests shall be punishable, if amen=
able to Articles of War, by a Court Martial or if
not amenable to Articles of War, ia the nearest
of the Courts of the East India Company for the
adwinistration of Criminal justice (whether such
Court have ordinarily jurisdiction over such
person in Criminal matters or not,) in like man-
ner as if the offence had been committed in re-
gard to any proceeding of the Court to whichit
is so referred. : ;
VIII. And itis hereby enacted, that a rés
cord shall be kept of proceedingsin every °Q‘5,’r
tried before any Military Court of Request. Aad
such record shall contain the substaoo
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as may have been rejected on the ground of its
not being legally admissible, or relevant, or on
other grounds, and the same shall be signed by
the Members of the said Court. And such re=
cord or a copy thereof shall, with as little delay
as is practicable, after the conclusion of the pro-
ceedings, be transmitted by the European Pre-
sident, or Superintending Officer of every such
Court to the Officer Commanding the Station or
Cantonment.

IX. Aud it is hereby enacted, that where
a demand shall exceed the amount of 200 Ru-
pees, or where several separate demands shall
exceed such amount, no more shall be recovera-
ble from any one defendant by the same plaiotif’
or plaintiffs than the sumof 200 Rupees only—
and the judgment in respect; of any demand in
a Court of Requests shall bea bar to the re«
covery of the same demaund or of any other or
further demand for the same cause of action in
any other Ceurt whatever, provided that the
liability accrued before the time of instituting
the suit in the Military Court—and it shall be
competent for every such Military Court to
investigate any counterclaim alleged by any
defendant. And it shall ‘be competent for
every such Military Court to allow the in-
terest for money agrecd on between the parties,
provided the same does not axceed the usage of
the country in ordinary money transactions,
And every contract made after the passing of this
Act upon which a demand for debt exceeding 20
Rupees is founded, not bheing money due for
goods bought and delivered, shall be in writ-
ing and expressed in the language of the de-
fendant and signed by him, or on his behalf
by some other person than the plaintiff. Pro-
vided that it sliall not be competent to any
Courtof Requests to admit any suit fora debt
‘which has accrued upwards of six years, unless

X. And it ishereby enacted, that on failure of
either of tlie parties to a suit to attend either per-
sonally or by representative,or to produce his wit-
nesses according as he shall be required by any
Military Court of Requests, such Court on being
satisfied that the party has been duly apprized of
what is required of him, may proceed to the ter-
minaticn of the suitin his absence. And if the
decree in any such case shall be against the plain-
1iff; it shall not be competent for him to com-
mence a new suit for the sanie cause of action,

X'l. And itishereby enacted, thatit shall be
lawtul for the Commanding Officer to Whom the
proceedings have been transmitted as aforesaid to
Teturn the same for revision either by the same
or another Military Court of Requests. And in
every such case the second decree shall be final,
unless for error in points of law, when the same
shall'be transmitted to the Commander in Chief
who shall have power to annul the proceedings
withoul prejudice to any futnre suit, Provided
always, that in the case of any new trial the Court

may receive evidence whichwas not adduced at.

the first trial.

X 11. Anditishereby enacted, that every plain-
tiff shall prefer his claim ia writing and shall de-
Yiverthe same to the Station Stafl-Officer. The
claios shall be entered in a Schedule by the Sta-
tion Stafl-Officer, which Schedule is'to be sent to
Adjutants of Corps or Heads of Departments two
days at least before the assembly of the Court, and
the Adjutants or Heads of Departments shall be
responsible that the defendants belonging to their
respective Corps or Establishments haye been du-
ly sumwoned, £q

XIIL. Anditis hereby enacted, that ever

. decree of any Military Court of Requests shal bo
ublished in the Station Orders before the sume
is executed. .

X1V. Anditis hereby enacted, thatthe ex-
ecution of decreesof Military Courts of Requests
may be cither general or special, according 1o the
sentence of tke Court. Provided always, that the
Commanding Officer may, notwithstanding thedi-
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rection of the Cours, ovder that the execution
shall be general or special at his discretion.

X V. Anditis hereby enacted, that in cases
in which the exccution is to be general, the debt
if not paid forthwith, shall under the authority of
the Commanding Officer in writing to be signed
by him, be levied by seizure and public sale of
such of the Debtor’s Goods (under which term are
included houses or.other erections within the li-
mits of Stations and Cautonments) as may be
found within the limits of the Station or Canton-
ment; or clsewhere; aund if sullicient Goods are not
fo be found, the debtor. if not a Soldier, shall be
arrested and imprisoned in any Civil Goal near to
the Station or Cantonmeuty (for which purpose
the provisions of Act. No. 2, of 1840 shall be ap-
plicable) or in any other convenient place of con-
finement situate within the limits of the Station
or Contonment, for the space of two months, un-
less the debt be sooner paid, and his Goods, if found
within the limits of the Station or Cantonments
or elsewhere at any subsequent time, shall be lia-
ble to be seized and sold in satisfaction of the
debt. And ifthe debtor bea Soldier and the debt
be not liquidated by sale of his Effects, Accoutre-
ments and Necessaries excepted, an order may be
issued for paymentof the residue by wounthly de-
duction from the pay issued to the debtor under
the: Rules which follow.

XVI. Anditishercby enacted, that where
the execution is to be special, the debt shall be
satisfied out of the pay and allowances of the deb-
tor and not otherwise. Anud a certificate of the
decree and direction or order thereon certified un-
der the hand of the Commanding Oflicer and sigu-
ed by him shall be a sullicient authority for mak-
ing such stoppages. Provided always, that no
more than one half of the pay aud allowances of a-
ny Commissioned Officer, or than one-fourth of the
pay and allowances of any Non-Commissioned O (li-

or Soldier shull-bestopped in any one month.

XVIL Anditis hereby enacted, that in places
beyond the Frontier of the territories of the East
India Company, actions of debt and other personal
actions may be brought before such Military
Courts as aforesaid against persons so amenable as
aforesaid forany amount of demand: Provided
that such Military Courts beyond the Frontier
shall be composed of European Officers—and pro-
vided, thatif the amount of claim shall exceed
200 Rupees an appeal shall lie to the Court of
Sudder Adawlut of the nearest Presideucy ac-
cording to the rules in force with regard to appeals
from subordinate Civil Courts,

XVILL. Anditis hereby enacted, that this
Act shall not affect the proccedings upon any suit
heretofore commenced or which’ shall be com-
menced before the tenth day of August next.

An_Act concerning the adjudication of certain
penalties imposed by Act XXV, of 1840, for the
better protection of the Abkarce Revenue within the
Presidency of Fort William in Bengal.

1, [Itis hereby enacted in modification of Sec-
tion X LV., Act XXV, of 1840, that Offenders

unishable under the said Section of the said ‘Act -

shall be liable to a fine not excecding 200 Ru-
pees, or to imprisonment for a term not exceed-
ing three months, and 1n case of non-payment of
the fine to imprisonment notexcceding the same
term. And the sentence shall in every ocase
be adjudged by a Superinténdent of Abkaree
Revenue, indicated in Section LI, of the said
Act,
