'Fhese: remarks arc principally intended for 
seamen not acquainted with Simon's Bay; of 
course, those ·who know the passage between 
Roman Rocks and Noah's Ark need not pass 
to the North of the former, but I would call 
their attention to the Phrenix: Rock, andre­
commend their ·running for the anchorage at ' 
all times by 11 bearing ofthe light. .. 

As I am aware of the great difficulty in 
judging of distances at night, and this Light 
V esse( being moured on tlie North side of the 
rocks to protect hllr from the S. E. gales,­
! do recouimeod it us n li.xed rule, that all 
Ships should nt night pass to the Eustwardi 
and bani round the North side of the Light 
Vessel. 

If you pass to the Southward bear'in mind 
the passage between Noah's Ark and the 
Rou\nn Rocks is barely ~ of a mile; and as 
the light is to the Northward o( these rocks 
two cables' length, do not come within full l a 
mile ·ofthe light; but I do not recommend this 
passage to strangers.
