King William the Fourth, intituled an Act for the better Administration of Justice in His Majesty’s
Pyivy Council.

30TH JUNE 1845,

Wkereas by an Act passed in the Session held in the Third and Fourth years of the Reign of His late
3%4W.4.c 41, Majesty King William the Fourth, intituled an Act for the better administration of Justice
in Ilis Majesty’s Privy Council, after reciting that various appeals to His Majesty in
Council from the Courts of Sudder Dewanee Adawlut at the several Presidencies of Calcutta, Madras and
Bombay, in the East Indies, had been admitted by the said Courts, and the Transcripts of the Proceedings in
appeal had been from time to time transmitted under the Seal of the said Courts through the East Indies’ Com-
pany, then called the United Compauny of Merchants of England trading to the East Indies, to the office of
His Majesty’s said Privy Council, but that the suitors in the causes so appealed had not taken the necessary
measures to bring on the same to a hearing, it was enacted that it should be lawful for His Majesty in Council
to give such directions to the said Company and other persons, for the purpose of bringing to a hearing before

The following Act, passed by the Governor Ge-
neral of India in Council on the 13th September
1845, is hereby promulgated for general intorma-
tion:

Act No. XXI. or 1815.

An Act respecting the appointment and powers of
Agents for the suppression of Meriah Sacrifices in
the Hill T'racts of Orissa.

1. Itis hereby enacted, that it shall be lawful
for the Governor General in Council, by an Ocder
in Council, to remove from the jurisdiction and
superintendence of the Commissioner aud Super-
intendent of Tributary Mchals in Cattack, any of

~-ithe Tributary Estates specified in Section 2, Regu-

_~ation LIL. of 1816 of the Bengal Code, and to
. Place any such Estates under the jurisdiction and

superintendence of such Officer (to be called the
Agent for the Suppression of Meriah Sacrifices)
and his subordinates, as shall from time to time be
appointed by the Government of Bengal in that
behalf. -

II. And it is hereby enacted, thatit shall be
lawful for the Governor General in Council by an
Order in Council to remove from the jurisdiction
and superintendence of the Agent to the Gover-
nor General, South West Frontier, any portion of
the tracts of Country, comprized in that Agency,
and to place any such portion under the jurisdic-
tion and superintendence of such Officer (to be
called the Agent for the Suppression of Meriah
Sacrifices) and his subordinates, as shall from
time to time be appointed by the Governor of
Bengal in that behalf.

IIT. Anditis hereby enacted, that it shall be
lawful for the Governor Gcnerai in Council by
an Order in Council to remove from the jurisdic-
tion and superintendence of the Collectors of
Ganjam or Vizagapatam, cxercised by them as
Agents to the Governor of Fort St. George under
Act XXIV. of 1839, any portion of the tracts of
Country specified in Section I[L. of the said last
meuntioned Act, and to place any such portion
under the jurisdiction and superintendence of such
Officer (to be called the Agent for the Suppression
of Mleriah Sucrifices) and his subordinates, as
shall from time to tima be appointed by the
Government of Fort St. George in that behalf.

[V. And itis hereby enacted, that it shall be
lawful for the Governor General in Council, by an
Order in Council, to remove from the operation of
the General Regulations and Laws any portion of
Zillah Rajumundry, and to place any such portion
under the jurisdiction and superintendence of such
Officer (to be called the Agent for the Suppres-
sion of Meriah Sacrifices) and his subordinates, as
shall be appointed by the Government of Fort St,
George in that behalf,

V. And it is hereby enacted, that all such
Agents and their subordinates as shall be ap-
pointed under this Act, shall in the exercise of
their jurisdiction and superintendence, be guaided
by such instructions as they may from tune to
time receive from the Government of India through
their respective Governments.

VI. Andit is hereby enacted, that it shall be
competent to the Governor General in Couacil,
through the Governments of the aforesuid Presi-
dencies respectively, to prescribe such Rules as
he may deem propor for the guidance of such
Agents and subordinates, and to determine to
what extent the decision of the said Agents in
Civil Suits shall be final, and in what Suits an
appeal shall lie to the Sudder Court, and to define
the authority to be exercised by the said Agents
in Criminal trials, and what Criminal cases they
shall submit for the decision of the Sudder Court,

An Act for providing for the ererccise of certain
powers by the Governor Gereral during his absence
Jromn the Council of India.

Whereasit is expedient that the Governor
General shall visit the North Western Provinces
aud other parts of India unaccompanied by any
Meinber of the Couuncil of India, it is enacted chuat
during the absence of the Governor General from
the Council of I[ndia, it shall be lawfal for the Go-
vernor General alone to exercise all the powers
which may be exercisel by the Governor General
in Council, except such powers as.may by a Re-
solution of the Governor Generaliin Council be ex-
ercised by the President in Council ducing the
absence of the Governor General, and except the
power of making Laws and Regzulations.

Il. Anditis further enacted, thatthis Act shall
cemmence from the day on which it shall be notifi-
ed by an Order published in the Official Gazette,
thut the Governor General has quitted Calcutta for
the purpose of 80 proceeding as aforesaid.

Act No. XX. or 1845. )
An Act providing Articles of War for the government of the Native Officers and Soldiers in the
Military Service of the East India Company. :

W nrreas by an Act passed in the third and fourth years of the reign of his Majesty King William
the Fourth, intituled an Act for effecting an arrangement with the East India Company and for the bet-
ter government of Iis Majesty’s Indian Territories till the thirtieth day of April one thousand eight
hundred and fifty-four, it was amongst other things enacted, thatit would be lawful for the Governor Gen-
= eral of India in Council, from time to time, to make Acrticles of War for the government of the Native
Oflicers and Soldiers in the Military Service of the Company, and for the administration of justice by
Courts Martial to be holden on such Oflicers and Soldiers, and such Articles of War from time to time
to repeal or vary and amend, and that such Articles of War should be made and taken notice of in the
same manner as all other the Laws and Regulations to be made by the said Governor General under the
said Act, and should prevail and be in force and should be of exclusive authority over all the Native
Oflicers and Soldiers in the said Military Service, to whatever Presidency such Officers and Soldiers
might belong or wheresoever they might be serving: provided nevertheless that until such Articles of’
War should be made by the said Governor General in Council, any Articles of War for or relating to
the government of the Company’s Native Forces, which at the time of the said Act coming into operation
should be in force and use in any part or parts of the Territories under the Government of the said
Company should remain in force.

It is hereby enacted, in pursuance of the ahove recited authority, that the following Articles of War
shall, from alter the seventh day of October 1845, be the Articles of War for the Government of the
said Native Officers and Soldiers in the Military Service of the said Company, and for the administration
of justice by Courts Martial to be holden on such Officers and Soldiers.

ARTICLES OF W AR.

SECTION I

Of Inlisting and Discharges.

ARrTICLE 1.—Every Recruit, prior to being enrolled in his Regiment, shall have the First Four Articles
of the Second Section of these Articles of War read and explained to him, after which such Declaration
as is now used, if any, in the respective Presidencies, shall be made to him by the Officer Commanding,
in front of the Regiment or Corps, in presence of the Native Oflicers and Soldiers, and an oath or decla-
ration shall then be required from him, according to the forms of his religion, such oath and declaration
to be the like as are now used in the respective Presidencies. g A

*#ARTICLE 2.—No Commissioned Officer shall be dismissed except by the Sentence of a General Court
Martial. No Non-Commissioned Officer or Soldier shall be discharged as a punishment except by the
Sentence of a Court Martial, or by order of the Commander in Chief at the Presidency to which they may
belong. Every such dismissal or discharge shall include forfeiture of all claim to pension. Provided
that no Sentence of discharge awarded by a Court Martial inferior to General shall be carried into ef-
tect without the concurrence of the Commander in Chief, or the General or other Officer Commanding
the Division, Field Force, District or Brigade, in which the Prisoner may be serving.

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that the Governor General in Council in his executive capacity, and the Governor in Council of any &
Presidency o which a Commissioned or Non-Commissioned Olicer or Soldier may belong, shall have

power to order his dismissal or discharge.

ArTICLE 3.—All Non-Commissioned Officers and Soldiers discharged the Service, shall be furnished
by the Commanding Officer of the Regiment witha Discharge Certificate, made outin the Vernaculac
Language of the individual dischnrge(!, with an En_glisl! TrflnSl_&llmn. expressing the authority for, and
cause of, such discharge, and the period of his entire Service in the Army.

# ARTICLE 4.—No Non-Commissioned Officer or Soldier shall enlist llimself in any other Regiment
without a regular discharge from his former Regiment, under the penalty of being reputed a Deserter,

SECTION II

Crimes and Punishment.

ARTICLE G6.—For offences committed on the Iine of March, or on board any Ship or other Vessel,
the Officer in Command of the T'roops is hereby authorized to try any Soldier by a Regimental or De-
tachment Court Martial, and to confirm and execute the Sentence and in all cases of Mutiny or Gross
Insubordination to carry the Sentence into execution on the spot ;

Provided that such Sentence shall in no case exceed that which a Regimental Court Martial is com-
petent to award ;—and that the proceedings held in all such cases shall be specially reported for the in-
formation of the Commander in Chicf.

SECTION III

Administration of Justice.

ARTICLE 67.—Whenever any Officer or Soldier shall commit a crime deserving punishment by Court
Martial, he shall, by his Commanding Officer, be put under arrest, ifan Officer; orifa Soldier, be
confined ; until Lie shall be either tried by a Court Martial, or shall be lawfully discharged by a proper
authority ; and no Officer or Soldier who shall be put in such arrest or conlinement shall continue in his
confinement longer than may be actually unavoidable.

And such process of arrest or confinement or an attempt to effect such process, shall in no case be
omitted where it may be practicable ;—but where resistance may be made, or from other circumstances
such process may be impracticable, the offender or offenders shall be liable to trial and punishment at
any subsequent period, within the limitations provided in these Articles of War.

ARrTICLE 68.—No person shall be liable to be tried or punished for any offence against these Articles,

which shall appear to have been committed more than three years previous to the order directing the
assembly of the Court Martial whereby heis to be tried, unless the person accused, by reason of his
absenting himself, or some other manifest impediment, shall not have been amenable to Jjustice within
that pevied ; in which case such person shall be liable to be tried, at any time not exceeding two years
atter the impediment shall have ceased.

Pouwers of a General Court Martial.

* ARTICLE 72.—A General Court Martial may sentence any Officer or Soldier to Death or Trans-
portation, for any crimes which are by these Articles of War expressly made liable to sentence of
Death or Transportation, and for such crimes only.

And when a Commissioned Officer shall be convicted of any offence, of which the punishment is not
defined in these Articles of War, oris left discretionary, a General Court Martial may adjudge such
Ofiicer to be dismissed the service ;—or to be suspended from rank and pay and allowances, for a stated
period ;—or to be placed lower on the list of his rank, by an alteration of the date of his Commission,
thereby losing the corresponding benefit of length of service; and the Court shall in every such sentence
specily the extent or degree of suspension or reduction, which they shall so adjudge ;—or the Court may
sentence such Officer to be reprimanded in such manner as the Commander in Chief may direct.

And a Gencral Court Martial may sentence any Non-Commissioned Officer to be reduced to the
ranks ;—or may sentence any Non-Commissioned Oflicer or Soldier to be dismissed the service; or to
be placed lower in the list of the rank which he holds ;—or may sentence any Soldier to suffer Corporal
Punishment not exceeding Two Hundred Lashes ;—or Imprisonment with or without hard labour not
exceeding {wo years ;—and to be kept in solitary confinement for any portion or portions of such Im-
prisonment, not exceeding twenty-eight days at a time, nor eighty-four days in any one year, with in-

tervals between the periods of solitary confinement, of mnot less duration than such periods of solitary
confinement.

And a General Court Martial may, in addition either to Corporal punishment or to Imprisonment as
aforesaid, sentence a Soldier to forfeiture of all advantage as to additional Pay and to Pension on dis-
charge, which might have otherwise accrued from the length or nature of his former service ; or to forfei-
ture of such advantage absclutely, whether it might have accrued from past service, or might accrue from
future service, according to the nature of the case, for disgraceful conduct.

And a General Court Martial may, in addition to the punishment of dismissal, sentence any Officer
or Soldier to forfeit his arrears of Pay and Allowances due at the time of his discharge, or such propor-
tion thereof as may be required, to make good any loss or damage arising out of his misconduct ;—And
inaddition to any punishment not involving dismissal from the service, may sentence any Officer or
Soldier to be put under stoppages not exceeding two-thirds of his Pay and Allowances in the case of an
Offticer, and not exceeding half of his Pay and Allowances in the case of a Non-Commissioned Officer
or Soldier, until the amount of such loss or damage be made good.

Confirmation and Commutation of Sentence, by the Commander in Chief.

ARTICLE 73.—In cases whereina Sentence of Death shall have been awarded by General Court
Martial, for any offence against discipline for which sentence of Death is awardable under these Articles
of War, the Commander in Chief may confirm such Sentence and cause it to be carried into effect, or
may, instead of causing such Sentence to be carried into effect, order the offender, it an Officer, to be
Transported for life, or to be dismissed, and if a Soldier to be Transported for life, or to be Imprisoned
with or without Hard Labour cither for life, or for a certain term of years, and with or without Solitary
Confinement, to be regulated as aforesaid, as to the Commander in Chief may seem meet.

In cases of Commissioned Officers Sentenced to Transportation, the Commander in Chief niay in
lieu thereof order the offender to be dismissed. And in cases of Commissioned Officers Sentenced to
be Dismissed from the service, the Commander in Chief may, in lien of such Punishment direct, that
the offender be suspended from Rank and Pay and Allowances for a certain period, to be distinctly
specified by the Commander in Chief.

And the Commander in Chief may commute a Sentence of Transportation passed on a Soldier, to
Imprisonment with or without Hard Labour, and with or without Solitary Confinement to be regulated
as aforesaid ; and such Imprisonment may be either for the same period for which Transportation shall
have been awarded, or for any lesser period.

And the Commander in Chief may commute a Sentence of Corporal Punishment to Dismissal from
the service ; or, in the case of a Non-Commissioned Officer may mitigate such Sentence to reduction to
the ranks ; or in the case of a Non-Commissioned Officer or Soldier may commute such Sentence te
Imprisonment without Hard Labour, and with or without Solitary Confinement (to be regulated as
aforesaid,) for any period not exceeding two years, if the sentence shall exceed one hundred and fifty
lashes ; not exceeding one year if it shall exceed one hundred lashes; and not exceeding six months if
it shall be less than one hundred lashes ;—but the term of such commuted Imprisonment mnay be for
any lesser periods respectively, at the discretion of the Commander in Chief.

In cases of Non-Commissioned Officers Sentenced to be Dismissed from the servica, the Commander
in Chief may, in lieu of such punishment, direct that the offender be reduced to the ranks, or placed
lower in the list of the rank which he holds.

And in cases of offenders Sentenced to Imprisonment with Hard Labour, the Commander in Chief
may mitigate such Sentence by causing the offender to be reduced to the ranks_. inthe case of a Non-
Commissioned Officer; orin the case of a Non-Commissioned Officer or Soldier by directing that ke



be dismissed from the service; or suffer Imprisonment wilhr_)ul Hard Labour, and with or without
Solitary Confinement, (to be regulated as aforesaid), for any period not excceding that for which he shall
have been Sentenced to such Imprisonment with Hard Labour.

ARTICLE 74.—A District or Garrison Court Martial shall consist of not less than Severn Commission-
ed Officers, except in situations where that number cannot be conveniently assembled, when such Court
may consist of not less than Five Commissioned Officers. And such District or Garrison Court Martial
may be composed of Officers of the same Regiment, and shall be assembled in conformity with the orders
of the Commander in Chief.

And the Sentence of a District or Garrison Court Martial shall be confirmed by the Commander in
Chief, or by some Officer duly authorized to conlirm the same.

Commutation of Sentence.

And the Commander in Chief is empowered to remit or mitigate or commute the Sentences of such
Courts Martial, in the same manner as the Sentences of General Courts Martial ; and to delegate or
withhold the power to Commauding Officers ol convening such Courts Martial, and of coufirming and
remitting, mitigating or commuting Lhc‘Scntcuccs of such Courts, (not including Jorfeiture of Pay or
Pension or other advantage ), as the Commander iz Chiel may deem to be most expedient.

Auid in case of any Sentence, including forfeiture «f additional Pay or of Pension on Discharge, or of
any prospective advantage, such Sentence shall not be carried into cffect until conlirmed by the Com-
mander in Chief; and all forfeitures of any present or prospective advantage shall be vestorable by the
spme authority.

Powers of a District or Garrison Court Martial.

* ARTICLE 75.—A District or Garrison Court Martial may Sentence any Non-Commissioned Officer
to be reduced to the ranks,—or may Sentence any Non-Commissioned Officer or Soldier to be dismissed
from the Service; or to be placed lower in the list of the rank which he holds; or may Sentence any
Soldier to suffer Corporal Punishment not exceeding one kundred and fifty lashes; or Imprisonment
with or without Hard Labour not exceeding One Year, and to be kept in Solitary Confinement to be

regulated us aforesaid,

And such Court Martial may, in addition either to Corporal Punishment or to Imprisonment as afore-
said, Sentence a Soldier to forfeiture of all advantage as to additional Pay, and to Pension on Discharge,
which might have otherwise accrued from the length ov nature of his former service, or to forfeiture of
such ud\';iuluge absolutely, whether it might have accrued from past service, or might accrue from future
service, according ty the nature of the case, for disgraceful conduct. X

.

And such Court Martial may, in addition to the punishment of Dismissal, Sentence any Non-Commis-

sioned Officer or Soldier to forfeit his arvears of Pay and Allowances due at the time of his discharge, or

such proportion thereofas may be required to make good any loss or damage arising out of his misconduct ;

and in addition to any punishment not involving Dismissal from the service, may Sentence any Non-Com-

missioned Officer or Soldier to be put under Stoppages not exceeding half of his Pay and  Allowances,
until the amount of such loss or damage be made good.

ARTICLE 76.—A Regimental Court Martial shall consist of not less than Five Commissioned Officers,
(unless it be found impracticable to assemble that number, when T%rce may be suflicient : ) and shall be
assembled by order of the Oflicer Commanding the Regiment. Aund no Sentence of a Regimental
Court Martial shall be of force until the Commanding Odlicer shall have conlirmed the same. Provided
that such Commanding Officer shall have power to remit all Senteuces whatever passed by such Court,
and thereupon to cause the offender to be réleased and to return to his daty.

Commutation of Sentence.

And such Commanding Officer shall have power to mitigate all Sentences whatever passed by such
Court; and to commute a Sentence of’ Corporal Punishment to Tmprisonment without Hard Labour, and
with or without Solitary Confinement, to be rezulated as aforesaid, for any peried for which such Court

is competent to Sentence an offender to suffer Imprisonment and in the same mamner ; and (o mitigate -

Sentence of Dismissal in the case of a Non-Commissioned Officer, to Reduction to the Ranks ;—and to
commute a Sentence of Tmprisonment mith Hard Labour, or with solitary Confinement, or both, to

Dismissal ; or to mitigate such Sentence to Reduction to the Ranks; or to Lnprisonment without Hard

Labour.

But no Sentence of Corporal Punishment, ov of Imprisanment with Hard Labour passed by a. Regi-,

mental Court Martial and confirmed in full by such Commanding Ofticer, or confirmed and mitigated by

him ; and no Sentence of Dismissal confirmed, and no commutation of Dismissal for Imprisonment made,

as aforesaid, by such Commanding Officer ; shall be carried into effect, without the sanction and authority
of the Oflicer Commanding the Division or Field Force or District or Brigade, (being the Senior Officer

on theispot) in which the Regiment may he serving ; who is hereby empowered to cause such sentence to:
be inflicted in accordance with the confirmation thereof in full or in mitigated degree by the Officer Com-*

manding the Regiment, or such Dsmissal to he carried into effect, ov to direct the release of the offender
andliis returu w duty as tie may deem expedient, S

Y
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; Provided that in detached situations, or when on service in the field, the Officer Commanding the Re-
giment shall have power to carry into effect any Sentence of a Regimental Court Martial, in cases where

an immediate example is necessary and reference cannot be had to superior authority without detri-
ment to the service,

Powers of @ Regimental Court Martial.

*¥ARTICLE 77.—A Regimental Court Martial may sentence any Non-Commissioned Officer to be
reduced to the ranks ;—or may sentence any Non-Commissioned Officer or Soldier to be dismissed from
the service ;—or to be placed lower in the list of the rank which he holds—or may Sentence any Soldicr to
suffer Coporal Punishment not exceeding one hundred lashes ; or Lmprisonment, with or without hard
labour, for any period uot exceeding six calendar months ;and to be kept in solitary confinement L. be
regulated as aloresaid,

Any such Court Martial may, in addition to the punishment of dismissal Sentence any Non-Com-
missioned Oflicer or Soldier to forfeit his arrears of Pay and Allowances due at the time of his discharge,
or such proportion thereof as may be required to make good any loss or damage arising out of his miscon-
duct; and in addition (o any punishment not involving dismissal from the service, may Sentence any
Non-Commissioned Officer or Soldier to be put under Stoppages not exceeding half of his Pay and Allow-
ances, until the amount of such loss or damage be made good.

ArticLE 78.—An Officer Commanding any Detachment of his own Regiment,may assemble Regiment-
al Detachment Courts Martial ;—and an Oflicer Commanding a Detachment consisting of men of different
Corps, may assemble Detachment or Line Courts Martial ;—and all such Courts shall he constituted in
the same manner as Regimental Courts Martial under the provisions of these Articles of War, and shall
have the like powers.

And the provisions of these Articles of War relating to Courts Martial held in Regiments, shall he
taken to apply to Courts Martial held in Detachments, in all practicable cases.

Provided that no Oflicer on detached Command of less than four I'roops or Companies, or of Detach-
ments numerically equal to four Troops or Companies, shall carry into elfect any punishment awarded
by a Court Martial held by his order, until the Sentence shall have been confirmed by the Officer Com-
manding the Regiment to which the offender belongs, or by the nearest superior Officer holding a Com-
mand of not less than a Regiment ;—(who is hereby authorized to confirm the same, in like mannner, as
an Oflicer Commanding a Regimentis empowered to do, and with the same restrictions :)—Except in
cases where an immediate example is necessary and reference canuot be made to such Commanding or
Superior Officer without detriment to the Service,

ARTICLE 79,—At all Courts Martial, it sha]l be competent to the Officer convening the Court to
jnstruct the Court, that, should the Prisoner be found guilty, and Imprisonment form a part of the Sen-
tence, no portion of the Lmprisonment should be Solitary ;—or, should Corporal Punishment be awarda-
ble to the offender, that it shall not be awarded in the particular case; and the Court will govern itself
accordingly, }

Execution of Sentences of Courts Martial.

ARrTicLE 80.—In every sentence of death awarded by a General Court Martial, the CGourt shall spe-
£ify that the offender shall *‘suffer death by being hanged by the neck until he be dead,” or ** by being
shot to death,” as the Court in their discretion shall deem expedient ; and such sentence if confirmed,
shall be carried into effect accordingly.

ARrTICLE 8l.—Whenever the seatence of a General Court Martial shall adjudge transportation, or
sentence of death shall be commuted by competent authority to transportation, any of-the Sudder Courts
shall give eflect to such sentence or commuted sentence, on the same being certilied to the Court under
the authority of the Commander in Chief.

And whenever any sentence of a Court Martial shall adjudge imprisonment with labour, or with
solitary confinement, or hoth, or wheneyer the sentence of a Court Martial shall be commuted to any
such imprisonment, it shall be the duty of every Judge, Magistrate, Sheriff, or other Officer in charge
of a Jail, to give effect to such sentence, on the offender beiug delivered into his custody, and on being
furnished with a copy of the sentence by the Qfficer Commanding the Division, Field Force, District
or Brigade, within which the trial is held.

ARTICLE 82.—Whenever any Soldier shall be sentenced to imprisonment for life, or a Sentence of
death shall be commuted to imprisonment for life, it shall be lawful for the Commander in Chief to order
such offender to be transported beyond sea for life, unless there should be special reasons inducing the
Commander in Chief to think such prisoner not a proper subject for lrnusporlnliou.

ARTICLE 83.—Persons sentenced to imprisonment by Cl'mrls Martial shall be imprisoned in any pub-
Jie prison or in any other fit place which the Commander in Chief shall from time to time direct.

ARrticLE 84.—Every Soldier sentenced to impris.om.ncn‘t with hard labour, shall previous to under-
going such punishment be struck off the strength of his Corps from the date of confirmation of such
sentence; and no Soldier who has undergone such punishment for any period shall be capable of being
re-adwitted in the ranks, or of receiving pension on discharge, ;
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ARTICLE 85.—Offenders sentenced to dismissal for disgraceful conduct ;
o imprisonment with hard labour for disgraceful

ARTICLE 86.—In every case wherein a fine or stoppages shall_ be adjuillged by adCou;tol\Ia:lualbany
arrears of pay or public money due to the oftender, sh.ull be available under an order from the Com-
mander in Chief, for the payment of the amount so adjudged. ¥

And no Soldier sentenced to pay a fine or to stoppages (o make good any loss or damage arising out
of his misconduct, shall be continued under forfeiture vr stoppages under any one such sentence for any
period exceeding one year; and no Soldier shall be at any one time placed under .forielturebor stuppa%ea
exceeding in the whole the amount of half of his Pay and Allowances, nor be 'lml)le to e&Hut 'un er
stoppages prospectively while actually under stoppages to the amount of half of his Pay and Allowances.

Forms of Procceding. ¥
ARrTICLE 87.—Trials by Courts Martial may be carried on between the hours of six in the morning and
four in the afternoon, and not otherwise, except in cases which may require an immediace example.

ARTICLE 88.—At General Courts Martial a Judge Advocate, or an European Officer of not less
than ten years service, shall be appointed to conduct the proceedings.

At all Courts Martial inferior to General, an European Officer of not less thun four years standing
in the service, except in cases where no Oflicer of that standing may be available, or the Adjutant of
the Regiment, shall be appointed to conduct the proceedings.

ARTICLE 89.—An Interpreter shall be appointed to all Courts Martial ; and any Interpreter avail-
able at the Station where the Court Martial may sit shall be appointed as occasion may require by the
Oflicer Commanding at such Station, on application from the Judge Advocate or Superintending Officer at
such Court Martial. But in situalions where the services of an Interpreter are not available, the Su-
perintending Officer at the Court Martial shall perform the duty of Interpreter.

ARTICLE 90.—A¢t all Courts Martial the Senior Oflicer shall sit as President without -being so ap-
pointed by Warrant. Provided that all Subadar Majors are to take precedence according to the dates
of their Comumissions, and above all Native Officers holding the rank of Subadar or Jemadar; and that
‘Sirdar' Bahadoors and Bahadoors shall rank only according to their respective Commissions of Subadar
Major, Subadar, or Jémadar. Rissaldars will take rank with Subadars, and Naib Rissaldars with
Jemadars, according to the dates of- their respective Commissions.

In case of the death or unavoidable absence of the President, the next Senior Member shall take the
‘place of l_’resident, and the trial shall proceed, provided that the Court shall still consist of at least the
number of Members of which such Court is directed to consist by these Articles of War.

ARTICLE 91.—No Finding or Sentence of a Court Martial shall be revised more than once, and no
Evidence shall be received on such revision. For the purpose of such revision the President and all
the Members shall be convened.if possible.  But if any of them should be unavoidably absent, the re-
maining Members may proceed with such revision, provided they are not fewer than the smallest num-
ber directed in these Articles respectively. When all the same Members do not meet, the circum-
-stances are to be duly certified on the face of the proceedings.

Manner of Voting.

ARTicLE 92.—All the Members of a Court Martial are to preserve order, and in giving their votes
Jupon all matters are to begin with the youngest; and in all cases where a sentence of death may not be
awarded, the decision shall be by the majority of Members present, provided the number of Members
present be not less than that required by the preceding Articles; but in case of an'equality of votes, the
dcoision shall be in favor of the prisoner; the President at a Court Martial shall vote with the other
Member, butshall have no casting vote. Provided, that in cases of an equality of votes upon other
_questions than the finding and the sentence, the President shall have a casting vote.-

ArticLE 93.—No sentence of death shall be given against any offender by a Court Martiai, a

unless (wo-thirds of the Members present concur therein, or four where the Court consist of five Mem-
bers, or five where Court consists of seven.

Afirmations.

én’rlcm 94.f(_)n the assembly of a Court Martial, the J udge Advocate or Snperintending European
Officer shall administer to the Xnterpreter the following Solemn A flirmation :

I, A.B., solemuly affirm in the presence of Almighty God, that I will faithfully interpret and
:: translate the proceedings of the Court, and that I will not divulge the sentence untilit shall have been

published by authonty‘; and further, that I will not disclose or discover the vote or opinion of any parti-
¢ cular Member of the Court, unless required to give evidence thereof by a Court of Justice or Court

Tu case of the unavoidable absence of an Interpreter, the European Superintending Officer of a Court

The following Solemn Aflirmation shall then be adutinistered by the Interpreter to the Judge Ad-
vocate or Superintending Oficer : i
I, A. B., solemnly ailirm in the presence of Almighty God; that I will not upon any account what-
soever disclose or discover the vote or opinion of any particular Member of the Court Martial, unless
required togive evidence thereol as a witness by a Court of Justice, or a Court Martial in due course
of law, and that I will uot, unless it be necessary for the due discharge of iy official duties disclose
the sentence of the Court, until it shall be published by authority.”
Provided, that it shall be necessary to readminister these Solemn Aflirmations on the commencement
of fresh trials before the same Court.

ArTICLE 95.—All persons who give evidence at a Court Martial areto be examined on Oath accord-
ing to the forms of their respective religions or on alflirmation—and persons of the Hindoo or
Maliomedan persuasion shall make Aflirmation to the following eltect :

I solemuly aflirm, in the presence of Almighty God, that what I shall state shall be the truth, the
whole truth; and nothing but the trath.”

And if any person making such aflirmation as aforesuid, -shall wilfully and falsely state any matter or
thing which if the same had been sworn would have amounted to perjury, every such offender shall be
subject to the same punishment to which persons convicted of perjury are subject.

Summoning Witnesses not amenable to these Articles.

ARrTIcLE 96.—In all cases where persons required as witnesses before a Court Martial, may not be
amenable to Military Law, the Judge Advocate or Commanding Officer shall transmit to the Magistrate
within whose jurisdiction the witness may reside, his summons for the attendance of such person, and the
Magistrate shall cause the witness to be duly summoned.

Puowers and Duties of Provost Marshal.

ARrTICLE 97.—For the prompt and instant repression of all irregularities and crimes which may he
committed by Troops in the Ficld and on the Line of March, Provosts Marshal shall he appointed by the
Commander in Chief; and their Powers shall be regulated according tothe established Usuges of War
and Rules of the Service ; their Duties are to take charge of Prisoners confined for offences of a gen-
eral description ; to preserve good Orderand Discipline; to prevent Breaches of both, by Soldiers and
Followers of the Army, and to punish on the spot, on the sume day, those whom they may find in the
immediate act of committing Breaches of good Order and Military Discipline ;. Provided, that the punish-
ment be limited to the necessity ot the case, and shall accord with the orders which the Provosts may
from time to time receive from the Commander of the Forces in the Field, and whatever may be the
crime, the Provost Marshal or his Assistant shall see the offender commit l.he act, for which summary
punishment may be inflicted, or if the Provost Marshal or his Assistants should not see the
offender actually commit the crime, but that sufficient proof can be established of the offenders guilt,
a Report shall be made to the Commander of the Army in the Field, who is hereby elnpowere.d to deal
with the case as he may deem most conducive to maintenance of good Order and Military Discipline.
The duties of Provosts Marshal being limited to the punishment of offenders whom they may detect
in the actual commission of any crime, the General Commanding the Forccs in the Field will cause
them to exercise the powers entrusted to them in such manner and under such circumstances as he may
consider best calculated to prevent and instantly to repress crimes injurious to the Discipline of the East
India Company’s Army and the Public Service.

Trials by European Courts Martials

ARTICLE 98.—At any Presidency where the Native Troops have hitherto been authorized to claim
to be tried by European Courts Martial, every person amenable to these Articles of War, and who may
be under orders for trial by a Court Martial, shall have the right to claim tobe tried by European Officers;
and should he make such claim, the Court, whether General or _I)ristrirt or Regimental, shall be com-
posed of European Commissiuned‘ _Oﬂicers, and lhe_ number of Members and the proceedings shall be
governed in all respects by the provisions of these Articles,

And it shall be competent to the Governo_r Generul'of India in Counci} by a General Order to authorize
the Native Troops ofany of the Presidencies to clain to be tried in like manner by European Courts
Martial. :
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SECTION IV.

Effects of the Dead.

*ARTICLE 99.—When any Officer or Soldier, or any person receiving public pay drawn by any Officer
in charge of a Public Department belonging to the Army, may die, or be Killed in the servi:e, the Com-
manding Officer of the Regiment or Party, or Officer in charge of the Departinent, shall, if no Heir or
Executor be present, secure his Effects, and direct an inventory thereof to be taken, a duplicate of which
is tobe lodged in the office of the Adjutant, or Officer in charge of the Department.

*ArTICLE 100,—If there be no Heir or Executor on the spot, the Effects are to be publicly sold;
the Commanding Officer of the Regiment, or Party, or Officer in charge of' the Department, alter dis-
charging the debts of the deceased, viz, the expense of Funeral Ceremonies, his Debtsin Camp or Quar-
ters, and Regimental Debts of every description, shall account for the residue to the Heir or Heirs de-
clared by Will, whether written or verbal, or nominated in the Regimental Register, orin failure of such
to the legal representative of the deceased ; and in the event of no Executer, Heir, or other representa-
tive of the deceased attending and establishing his claim within twelve months from the date of the casualty,
the amount in the hands of the Officer having charge of the Estate, is to be remitted to the General Treas
sury at the Presidency.

SECTION V,

Miscellancous,

ARTICLE 101.—The Effects of Descrters are to be publicly sold, and the proceeds after payment of
Regimental Debts, remitted by the Officer Commanding the Corps to which the Deserter belongs, to the
General Treasury at the Presidency,

ARTICLE 102.—All powers and provisions contained in these Acrticles relating to the Commander in
Chief, shall be construed to extend to the Commander in Chief at any Presidency, and to the Ofiicer
Commanding the Forces for the time being at any Presidency, unless when otherwise provided.

All powers and provisions contained in these Articles relating to Soldiers, shall be construed to extend
to Non-Commissioned Officers, unless when otherwise provided,

ARTICLE 103.—When any portion of the Troops belonging to one Presidency shall be serving within
the limits of another Presidency, such Traops shall be considered as placed. during such service, under
the orders and authority of the Commander in Chief or Commanding Oflicer of the Farces of the Presi-
dency within which they are serving, forall the purposes of these Articles of War, in the same manner ag
though they belonged to such Presidency; and all the provisions of these Articles of War, which relate ta
the trial and punishment of offenders helonging to the Presidency within which the trialis held, are hereby
declared applicable to the tvial and punishment of offenders amenable to these Articles of War serving
within such Presidency. Provided always that it shall be lawful for the Governor General in Council in
his executive capacity, to direct that the T'roops, or any part thereofof any Presidency, whilst scrving
without the limits of such Presidency shall continue under the orders and authority of the Commander
in Chief, or Commanding Officer of the Forces of the Presidency to which they belong, for all purposes
of these Articles. ' )

ARTICLE 104.—Any Officer Commanding any portion of the East India Company's Trpops which
may at any time be serving in any place out of Her Majesty’s Dominions, or of the Possessions or
Territories which are or may Le under the Government of the said Company, or of the Territories af
those States in alliance with the said Company in which the said Company’s Forces are permanently
stationed, shall, upon complaint made to him of any offence committed against the property or person
of any inhabitant or resident in any such countries, by any person serving with or belonging to the Com-
pany’s Army, being under the immediate Command of any such Officer, summon and cause to assemble
a General Court Martial, which shall consist of not less than threce Officers at the least, for the pur-
pose of trying any such person, notwithstanding any such Oflicer shall not have received any Warrant
empowering him to assemble Courts Martial; and every such Court Martial have the same powers in
regard to summoning and examining witnesses, trial of, and sentence upon any such offenders as are
grunted by these Articles to General Courts Martial; provided that no sentence of any such Court

Tartinl shull be executed until the General Commanding in Chief the Army to which the Division,
Brigade, Defachment or Party to which any person so tried, convicted and adjudged to suffer punishment
shall belong, shall bave approved aud confirmed the same; except where such sentence shall not exceed
the powers granted by these Articles to a District or Garrison Court Martial, in which case the
Officer by wlom the Conrt is convened is hereby authorized to confirm and commaute or mitigate or remit

the same ; reporling the progeedings to the said General Commandiug in Chief.

ARTICLE 105.—General Coyrts Martial only shall have the power to try Commissioned Officers ; or
to pass Sentence of Death or Transportation on any offenders.
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ArticLr 106.—No person, being acquitted or convicted hefore a Court Martial of any offence, shall
1)9 liable to be tried a second time by the same or any other Court Martial for the same offence. Pro-
vided always, that after a Soldier shall have been found guilty by a Court Martial of any military offence,
such Court Martial shall inquire into and receive evidence of any previous conviction of such Soldier
belore a Court Martial or a Court of Justice, and shall inquire into the general character of such Soldier;
for the purpose of' aflixing the punishment to which he is liable to be sentenced for the offence of which
he has been so found guilty. :

Provided that no such evidence shall in any case be received until the Court shall have ascertained
that such Soldier had previously to his trial received notice of the intention to produce such evidence on
the same.  And itis hereby directed that such notice shall be given to all Soldiers previous to trial.

*ARTICLE 107. —No Non-Commissioned Officer shall be reduced to the ranks but by the sentence of
a Court Martial, or by order of the Commander in Chief of the Presidency to which the offender shall
belong. Provided that no Non-Commissioned Officer shall be reduced fo the ranks for any limited
period ; nor suspended from his rank ; nor reduced from a higher to a lower grade of Non-Commissioned
(_)Iﬁcerl; nor sentenced to sufler Corporal Punishment or Imprisonment, without being first reduced to
the ranks.

* ArTicLE 108.—Any Officer or Soldicr thinking himself wronged by his Superior or ofher Officer,

is to complain thereof to the Commanding Officer of his Troop or Company, by whom if the grievance
be_not redressed, such Ofticer, Non-Commissioned Officer, or Soldier, may ;50!ll'|')l(lill to the Commanding
Oflicer of his Regiment, who is hereby required to examine into such cmupininl, or remit it to his superior
authority as the circumstances may require; but if the complaint should appear to be frivolous or ground-
less, the party preferring it shall be liable to be punished according to the sentence of a General or other
Court Martial in manner herein before mentioned ; provided that such offender shall not be liable to be
sentenced to dismissal nor to suffer Corporal Punishment or Imprisonment with hard labour.

ArticLE 109.-—In case of light offences, a Commanding Officer may without the intervention of a
Court Martial, award extra drill with or without pack for a period not exceeding fifteen days ;
restriction to Barrack limits not exceeding fifteen days; confinement in the Quarter Guard, or Default-
er's Room, not exceeding seven days, removal from Stail situations or acting appointments; or may
order Soldiers to be employedin piling and unpiling shot; and in cleaning accoutrements of men in
Hospital ; but none of these descriptions of punishment shall be awardable by Sentence of a Court Mar-
tial.  And a Commanding Oflicer may award solitary confinement not exceeding seven days.

Provided that Soldiers in confinement shall be liable to be ordered to attend ordinary drill.

ArricLE 110.—Any Oflicer, or Soldier, who shall be taken prisoner by the LEnemy, shall forfeit all

. <laim to pay and allowances during the period of his remaining a prisoner and until he shall again return

to theservice; when, if he can establish, before a Court Martial, that he was unavoidably taken prisoner
in the course of'service, and resisted as long as he was able, and that he hath not served with ‘or assisted
the Enemy, and that he hath returned as soon as possible to the service, he shall be entitled to reccive
either the whole, or such portion of his arrears -of pay and allowances as the Government of the Presi-
dency to which he may belong shall determine, after the opinion or finding of such Court Martial shall
have been confirmed by the Commander in Chief,

SECTION VI

Mode of dealing with offences not Military.

ArTIcLE 111.—In all places within the jurisdiction of any Civil Judicature, established by appoint-
ment of Her Majesty or of the said Company, Officers and Soldiers accused of capital crimes, or of
violence, or of offences against person and property, punishable by such Civil Judicature, shall be deliver-
ed over toa Mugistrate to be proceeded against according to Law.

If any injury intended against one person shall, through mistake or accident, light upon another per-
son, and kill him, such killing shall be deemed to be marder whensoever it would have been murder had
the person against whom such injury was intended been killed.

Whensoever death shall result from any injury wilfully caused by an offender, but without his intending
such injury to light on any person in particular, such offender skall be guilty of murder, if the offence
would have been murder had he intended to do the injury to the person killed.

Offences punishable by Transportation for Life.

ARTICLE 117.—Any Officer or Soldier who shall be convicted by a General Court Martial of any of

ARTICLE 146.—No sentence of death shall be carried into eflect until confiemad 7 ihe Commander
in Chief, nor, if the trial shall have been held within the British "Territories forming part of either of
the Presidencies of Fort William, Fort St. G'eorge, and Bombay respectively, until such confirmation
shall have been concurred in by the Government of the Presidency where such trial shall have been held.

ARrTICLE 147.—The Commander in Chief is autherized at his discretion to coafirm any sentence of
death, or to remit such sentence or to commute it into imprisonment with hard labour and transportation
for life, or into imprisonment. with hard labour for any term of years.

ARTICLE 148.—No sentence of transportation shall be carried into effect until confirmed by the
Commaunder in Chief, and the Commander in Chief is authorizod at his discretion to conlirm any such
sentence or to commute it into imprisonment with or without hard labour for any period of time.

ARTICLE 149.—It shall be competent to any Officer having authority to confirm the sentence ofa
General or other Court Martial to remit any sentence passed by such Court Martial, or to mitizate such
sentence by substituting simple imprisonment for immprisoment with hard labour, or by reducing the period
of imprisonment, or by directing the discharge of the offender in licu of any imprison ment.

ARTICLE 150.—But nosentence of imprisonment with hard labour, passed by a Regimental, or De-
tachment or Line Court Martial, and confirmed either in whole orin part by the Commanding Ofticer ;
and noaward of discharge substituted for other punishment, as aloresaid, by such Commanding Oflicer,
shall be carried into effect without the sanction and authority of the Ofiicer Commanding the Division or
Field Force, or District or Brigade, (being the senior Ofticer on the spot,) in which the offender may be
serving, orof the senior Officer on the spot in the field.

ARTICLE 151.—A person who may have been tried for any offence by a Court Martial, under the
authority of these Articles of War, shallnot be tried for the same in any other Court whaisoever, and no
person who shallhave been acquitted or convicted of any offsnce by a Court of Civil Judicature shall be
punished by a Court Martial for the same, otherwise than by Cashiering or Dismissal from the service.

ARTICLE 152.—The Regulations at present in force at any Presidency, by which the office and
powers of Commissariat Officers, or Officers in charee of the Police or Superintendents of Bazars
are defined and controuled; or by which Punchayets are constituted and guided, or by which jurisdiction
is given to Courts Martial over offences committed by persons amenable to the Articles of War, within
certain limits beyond or around Cantonments ; are hereby declared ta be in fuall force, and the su,me shall
sontinue to be observed at the several Presidencics respectively.

SECTION VII.

Application of the Articles.

No. 562 of 1845.—The Hon’ble the Governor in Council is pleased hereby to cancel G. G. Order
No. 290 of the 18th May 1843, (Article 8 @ 44 Section XXV. of Jameson's Code,) and to substitute the
following rules relative to Family Payments, to have effect from the date of promulgation :—

1st. Troops when ordered on Ficld or Foreign Scrvice are permitted to grant Family Certificates leaving
a portion of their pay to be drawn as subsistence for their families, 5

2nd. Notifications are to be made by the Quarter Master General of the Army to the Superintendent of
Pensions and Family Payments, of all orders which may be issued for the movement of Troops as above
specified, in order that the Superiutendeut may make the necessary communications with Corps, Depnrlmenu,
and Individuals.

3rd.  All instructions to Troops regarding their Family Certificates are to be issued by the Superintendent.

4th. Family Certificates are payable monthly under the directions of the Superintendent of Family Payments
who, on the receipt of the Statement of stoppages from the Officers Commanding the Regiments on Foreion o;
Tield Service, will issue the necessary cash Drafts, in the manner herein after laid down, to the officers nppo?nted
to disburse the Family Payments; but should the statement of stoppages not reach the Superintendent’s office
by the close of the month for which the payment is due, that officer will consider himself authorized to direct
the family Payments to be made equal in amount to those of the preceding month: the necessary adjustment
of any difference between the amount of the stoppages and the payments made on that account being effected
by him without loss of time on the receipt of the required returns from the Regiments.

5th.  Family Payments will be made at the following Stations by the Commanding or Staff Officer, as herein
after provided, namely :—

12th. Alteration Additional Rolls are also to be made out in triplicate, on separate paper for each station,
according to Form No. 4, and disposed of in the same manuer as the original station Rolls.

13th. Alteration Rolls of “discontinuance” are to be made out aCCUl'l“.ll:_: to No. 5, in tri.pliculc for each
station separately, and numbered, commencing with No. 1, and continuing them respectively up to the
highest number issued.  The original and duplicate Rolls being iof\vurded' to the Superintendent, and the tripli-
cate direct to the disbursing Oflicer at the Station where the Family certificates are payable.

14th.  Alteration Rolls, whether “additional” or ‘‘discontinuance,” originating in the option or private con-
venience of the parties interested, should be dispatched in time to reach the Superintendent’s Office on or before:
the 20th of the month preceding that on which tiiey are to take effect, and when the corps is ou foreign service,.
or in distant situations in the Lield in [ndia, ample time must be allowed for these communications being receiv-
ed, before the stoppages on account of any family ceriificates are reduced or discontinued.

15th. Discontinuance Rolls arising from public causes, viz. death, desertion, and removal from the
service, either by discharging, invaliding or pensioning, must be dispatched on the day on which such occurrences
may take place, and the date and occasion of the alteration or casualty are, in these cases to be particularly
stated in the Rolls. Y

16th. The month to be inserted in the columus: of ““first and last payment’” should be that on account of
which the first or last stoppage has been or will be made; thus, if the first stoppage commence from the
pay issuable in the month of May, that month should be inserted as “first paymens,” and if the last stoppage
be from the pay issuable in July, that month sheuld be inserted in the column of® “last payment”. 1

17th.  All Family certificates are to be discontinued when the granters of them hiave proceeded on Furlough
or sick lcave, and ceased to draw pay in the corps.

18th Auy change.of station originally fixed for the payment of the Family certificates is to be discountenanced
as far as possible, but when from unavoidable circumstances such change becomes necessary, application should
be made by the party giving the Family Certificate to the Oflicer Commanding the corps, who will make the
necessary transfer in the statement of monthly. stoppages, tramsmitting at the same time a separate roll
(see Form No. 6.) in intimation thereof to the Superintendent, the duplicate and  triplicate of which should be
sent to the disbursing officers at the statious from, and to which the change is- made.

19th. A change of parties to whom the Tamily Certificate is payable may also be effected in the same manner-
by the transmission of a roll according to Form No, 7. These rolls should be numbered progressively from
No. L upwards. )

20th.  Officers commanding corps will be furnished by the Pay Master in the Tield on the 1st of every
month with trausfer receipts, in duplicate, according to the Form No. 8, for the amount of the monthly stop-
pages on account of the family payments of the regiment. The originals are to be forwarded forthwith by
the Commanding Officer to the Superintendent of Fawily Payments, and duplicates retained for regimental
record.  The Nota Bene subjoined to them must be filled up and attested by the signature of the Ofiicer
Commanding the Corps, or in charge of the Department, as the case may be.

21st. As stoppages on account of Family payments must be bond fide deductions from the monthly ab-
stracts, Field Pay Masters are dirccted not to allow any deviation from this rule except in cases when it may
be necessary to tender cash into the Pay Office for the adjustment of deficiencies or inaccuracies in the accounts;
and the duty of the Ficld Pay Master is confined to the receipt of those stoppages, which are to be entered in
his accounts to the credit of the Superintendent of Family Payments.

22nd,  On the receipt of the original transfer receipt for stoppages by the Superintendent of Family Pay-

ments, he will debit the Field Pay Master with the amount in his monthly cash account rendered to the Mili-

tary Accountant.

23rd  Ficld Pay Masters will also furnish the Superintendent of Family Payments with a monthly statement,
according to Form No. 9, shewing the aggregate amount of stoppages received by them from all the Corps or
Departments within their range, for which transfer reccipts have_been given, and which will be credited in their
accounts for the month.

24th. Statements of stoppages, in the annexed Form No. 10, are to be dispatched by Commanding Oflicers
to the Superintendent with or without the above transfer receipts on the 1st of each month.

25th,  When they are dispatched without the receipts, a memorandum (vide Form 10,) is to be subjoined (o
each, specifying the amount recoverable from the Head Quarters of the Corps. and the amount from detachments
details, and " individuals absent. When they are dispatched with receipts, if the amount of such receipts does not
correspond with the amount of the statement, the cause of the doficiency (vide form) is to be noted in a me-
morandum at the foot of the statement. £

20th. In the event of short stoppages or over sto bei le in any month, tl

Superintemlent, by means of a cash receipt, thus the accounts of each month are to be kept separate and never
by any means blended with those of another month, :

27th. A copy of the Roll of Stoppages of each month on account of family certificates is i

record of every Corps, Detachment, and Staff Officer on Field seryice for future reference if required‘. S
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Qﬂt_h. For the adjustment of paymeuts made to families for periods between the dates of casualties and reports
reaching the Superintendent of Family Payments, that officer shall immediately on the receipt of the report,
make out @ bill for thie amount to be recovered on this account, and transmit the same to the Commandant of
the Corps &c. in order that the amount be may discharged from any pay due to the deccased, or any effects
lhigl may remain in the custody of the Regiment. ‘The amount being paid over to the Field Pay Master to be
adjusted with the Superintendent by means of a cash receipt. :

29th  Iu the event of no effeets being forthcoming the Commanding Officer will immediately return the Bill
with an endorsement to that effect to the Superintendent of Family Payments, who will thereon frame a contin -
gent Bill and submit the same for the sanction of Governwent, in order that the Pay #laster at the Presi-
dency may be authorized to enter the same in his disbursements as a debit to ¢ Military Charges General” by a
corresponding credit for the amount in his cash account to the Superintendent of Family Payments.

30th.  As the payments which take place between the period of casualtizs and the receipt of the notifica-
tion thereof are chargeable to the public, only, when the arrcars of pay due, together with the sum derived from
the sale of the effects of the deccased officer or private, may not be sufiicient to adjust such puyments, to which
Purpose they are to be considerd applicable, the committee or Regimental Stafl’ Oflicer appointed to take charge
of the effects of the deceased officer or private, will be careful whenever a family certificate has been granted
not to dispose of the same, until by a relerence to the Superintendent, it has been ascertnined that no claim
exists in lus Department. y

3lst.  On any party of whatever strength quitting the Head Quarters of the Corps or Department to which
they belong (unless they continue under the Command of their European Officers,) they shall be furnished with
a pay certilicate which shall contain a notification whether Family certificates have or have not been granted,
the last stoppage made on that account, the amount of Family Payments, and whether the stoppages are to be
contimued in the subsequent mouth or not;— Extract trom the Roll of Family Certificates issued to any of the
Parties is to accompany the last Pay Certificate.—-This rule is also applicable to single individuals removed
from the Corps &c.

32ud.  Stafl’ or other officers drawing the pay of Detachments, Guards or, individuals shall deduct from
their abstracts the Family stoppages pointed out by their Pay Certificates, and obtain from the Field ov Divi-
sional Pay Muster transter receipts, in duplicate, for the amount, and forward the original direct to the
Superintendent of Family Payments, and the duplicate to the regiment for record, as provided in Auticle 20th.

33rd.  These oflicers will further be responsible for continuing in every subsequent Pay Certificate issued
to such absentees, the proper notification with regard to their Family Certificates, as a guide to those who
may next pay them.

34th.  ILn the event of casualties occurring among such absentees from Fead Quarters, discontinuance alter-
ation rolls of their Fawmily Certificates are to be forwarded by the Stall’ Officer (or other officers of stations
whose duty it may be) to the Corps, Detachment, or Department, to which they belong ; to the Superinteadent
of Family Paymeuts, and to the stativns where their certificates are payable,—Those officers will likewise
note the casualties in the roll on the back of their Pay Certificates,

35th.  When detachments proceed from the Head Quarters of Reziments within the same range of payment,
and under the Command of an Buropean Oflicer, he is to be furnished with volls of the certificates granted by
the men proceeding under his command, aud will be held responsible for mikinz the proper stoppages and for

- the transmission to the corps of the monthly receipt granted by the Pay Master for the same.

36th.  Oflicers Commanding such detachments &e. are to forward all discontinuance alteration rolls direct to
the Superintendent, duplicates to the stations at which the (fz'rliliculus are payable, and triplicates to the Head
Quarters of the Corps, the latter documents being required for the preparation of the general mouthly statement,
as well as for the correction of the General Rolls at f{ead Quarters,

37th.  The family certificates of the detachments referred to in preceding P

38th. Should individuals of the detachments &ec. above alluded to, wish to grant new certificates, these
must, on application through the respective Detachment Commanding Oilicers or Sl‘..lll'ur other Q(iiccrs druwix_l«_f
their pay, be granted at the Head Quarters of the corps, where alone the succession of numbers assigned to Family
Certificates can be regularly continued, and the Officer C()lllm':llll‘lllg the corps will lll("l.l forward the requisite ad-
ditional alteration rolls to the Superintendent and to the stations at which l.ll(: certificates are made payable.
A quadruplicate copy of the additional alteration roll being at the same time sent to the detachment for
record there.

39th. - In the cvent of European Oflicers Commanding Detachments beiug removed from or relinquishing
the charge of all or any of the men in command of whom they quitted their corps, it is their duty, should they
pass under the charge of another officer, to give him cvery neccessary information and document relative
to their family payments; and if otherwise, to grant pay certificates of the description specified in the 31st para-
graph, reporting in all such cases to their Head Quarters the steps taken,

40th. In the event of the transfer of men from any Corps, or Department to another, information of their
Family payments is to be duly communicated ; aud they are to be made casualties of with the one, and added to
the roll of the other, both reporting the changes to the Superintendent.

41st. European Officers on Field or Foreign scrvice who are uut_all:xchcd to any particular Corps, Detach-
ment &c. will be individually responsible to pay into the Pay Office the amount of any family certificates
granted by them, and to transmit: monthly the requisite transfer receipts to the Superintendent.

42nd. On the arrival in quarters of troops from Ficld or Foreign service, or previously thereto, if neces-
sary and practicable, Commanding and Staft Officers shall notify such return to the Superintendent of Family
‘Payments, as also to Commanding and Stail’ Officers of the stations at which the certificates may be payable,
stating particularly the period from \\'lllcl.] the ‘pn.ymem.s are to h(s‘dmcontluucd.. lhe.'nuhl‘lcnuuns to state
that the whole of the Family certificates of the Corps, })upurlmums, &e. &c. a.l'g.lt) be (ll?ciont!uucd, or other-
wise to specify particularly those which are to remain for payment.  Any t'd.lll”u.lll t(lll_e notificatious, which may
be the cause of payments being made to the families beyond the period of corre;p:l)n ing stoppages, will attach
direct and positive responsibility (for the amount of such continued payment) to the officers neglecting to make

the prescribed communications.
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43rd., All officers relieving others in the charge of family p:&yments, W i]l be held responsible for the ad-
Jjustment of the accounts of the antecedent as wal as future period; and will consequently be careful to ascer-
tain that the accounts' up to the time of their taking charge have been settled; or, if they have not, to possess
themselves of the information and means necessary to their adjustment. ln cases :flso o( succession to a deceased
officer, responsibility will attach to the succeeding officer, that every aid be given in the settlement of the
unadjusted accounts.
44th. The most particular attention of Officers Commanding Corps, Department &c., is' directed to a strict
observance of these rules, and it is to be clearly understood, that they will be held responsible for the due pre-
paration and transmission of all returns connccted with the family payments of the Corps, Detachment, or
Department under their charge, and consequently for any deficiencies in the amount of stoppages required to be
Jevied on account of the family certificates ineluded in the rolls forwarded by them, except in case of
casualties or other unavoidable prevention.
45th. As Family Certificate accounts should be adjusted as early as possible after the arrival in quarters
of troops from Field or Foreign service, Officers Commanding Corps &c. are directed to forward without
delay all claims for family money to the Superintendent in the annexed Form, No. 11, of a roll of unadjusted
claims for family stoppages, accompanied by the original Family Cerliﬁcnlcs'lor examination ; andin the event
of any of those documents having been lost or mislaid, extracts of such Ffllully Certificates are to be furnished
on application to Commanding or Staff Officers of the stations. at which the certificates were payable, and
these extracts are to contain on the back the usual notifications of payments that may have been made on the
original family certificates.
46th. Claims for family money are to be preferred within one year n.fter %he arrival in quarters of troops
from Field or Foreign Service, and all claims not preferred within that period will be rejected. This order should
therefore be read and explained to each Corps and Department on its return from Ficld or Foreign Service, and
the: Officers Commanding or in charge shoukd use every possible means to give it general publicity.
47th, The whole of the Regimental duties connected with Family Payments are to be conducted by the Pay
Master of the Regiment under the Superintendence and responsibility of the Commanding Officer, and all returns
and statements connected therewith to be preserved in his “office for transmission when done with to the Superin-
tendent’s office at the Presidency for record.:

48th, All Family Certificates, Rolls, cash Receipts, and other documents eonnccted_will‘l I’n_mily. Payments
are to be trepured on foolscap paper with a narrow margin on the left haud so as to admit of their being bound
up in books.

49th. The above rules are equally applicable to Regiments of Her Majesty’s rervice employed on Field or
Foreign service.

Duties of the Superintendent.

50th. When Troops are proceeding on Field or Foreign service it will be the Superintendent’s special duty
to communicate with such corps &c. and to give every necessary information and instructions for their guidance,
furnishing them with Lithographed forms of returns and certificates, which will be supplied him from time to
time from the Government Press, so as to enable them to adopt the most efficacious measures for preserving
strict regularity in their accounts.

51st. The Superintendent is required to pay particular attention to the casualty reports, and all other com-
munications which he may from time to time receive from Staff’ Officers of Stations, Officers Commanding Corps
&c., as heis held personally responsible for any sums that may be overpaid to the families Irom neglect on his part

52nd.  The Superintendent is held responsible for all payments made under his authority, and for all balances
on account of family payments the non-recovery of which may arise from ueglect, or inattention on his part.

58rd. The Superintendent is never himself to receive or disburse cash for the payment of Family Certificates,
but will transmit to the officer appointed to make the Family Payments at each jstation, Rolls of the Family
Certificates payable thereat, accompanied with cash receipts for their amount according to the annexed Form
(No. 12,) These cash receipts arcto be discharged by Divisional Pay Masters on demand, ou their being
receipted by the receiving officer, as directed at the foot of the form above alluded to, and entered in their ac-
gounts as a Debit to the “Superintendent of Family Payments.”

54th. In each subsequent month, it will be sufficient that, with the cash receipts instructions be transmitted to
make the same payments as in the preceding month, uuless any alterations have occurred (occasioned by casu-
alties or otherwise) in which case those alterations are to be particularly specified.

55th.  Itisthe duty of the Spperintendent to communicate and correspond with Corps, Departments, Pay
Masters and all authorities connected with the payments of Family Certificates, with the Military Accountant,
regarding deficiencies which may occur between the payments to the Families and the amount credited on that
account, and generally to supply every information and instructions which the circumstances of the public
service:may call for, and to exercise a strict supervision over the family payments in all its branches.

66th. The Superintendent is to check the stoppages made by Corps on Ficld or Foreign service on account
of family remittances for each month separately, and when the amount may be found. unequal to the sum paid
onithe certificates fur the corresponding months, and the deficiencies not accounted for, the Surperintendent ‘will
notify the irregularity to Carps &c. as per Form No. 13, and direct whatever balance there may be to be adjust-
ed without delay by the transniission ofa transfer receipt to the Superintendent, and explanation to be afforded
of the cause of the discrepancy. ' .

57th.  The Superintendent is specially directed strictly to enforce this monthly adjustment of the accounts.

58th. Tn the event of deficiencies in the stoppages continuing, or should the communications of the stop-
pages be omitted, the above course is to be pursued by separate communications, so that the amount of each
months deficiency may be kept separate in the same manner as the abstracts of cach month are always separate,

*59th. " Tn case of deficiencies not being regularly adjusted, or satisfactory explanations not tbeing . afforded
the circumstances must be reported to the Military Auditor General, with a view of their being laid before Go-»
vernment: a course which is always to be pursued by the Superintendent, wheneyer any cause of dispute or
reference may arise between him and any of the authorities, in regard to unadjusted Family Payments of “['roops
on Field or Foreign service. ‘ 28 4 e
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60th. The Superintendent will keep booksin which regular accounts are to be entered of the amount of all
cash receipts transmitted to Staff and other disbursing officers of Family Payments ; and of the credits given
to each Corps &c., on the same account; also Registers of Family Certificates granted by Corps &c. proceeding’
on Foreign and Field service, lists of casualties, books of inward and outward correspondence, and geqerally
regulate the duties of his office in such a manner as may enable him at all times to state for the informx}tlon of
Government the amount due by each Corps, Department, and Staff Officer on account of Family Certificates,

and to whom under these regulations, responsibility may attach for any discrepancies between the Payments
and stoppages.

61st. The Superintendent will furnish the Military Accountant with a monthly cash account, thirty days
after the close of each month, shewing particulars of the receipts and disbursements of the Department under
his Superintendence, 'framed from the transfer receipts of stoppages to be transmitted to him, and from the cash
receipts forwarded by him in each month for the payment of the families.

62nd. The Superintendent will also furnish to the Military Accountant on the 1st July of each year an annual
account closed on the 30th April preceding, shewing the “total receipts on account of each Corps or Depart-
ment, during the official year the amount discharged in Family Paymants, the amount returned to the Corps,
or Department and the balance remaining in the hands of the Disbursing Officers undisposed of.

63rd.  Such new forms and instructions as the Superintendent may find it necessary from time to time to
issue, are to be strictly observed by all officers concerned in Family Paywments.

64th. The Superintendent is authorized to return to corps or individuals granting Family Certificates (by

cash receipts on the Field Pay Master) all surplus stoppages which may from errors in calculation or other
causes come into his hands.

65th. The Superintendent is directed to suspend payment of all Family Certificates, for which a tr:‘mst_l‘
receipt for the corresponding stoppage shall not have reached him within two months of the period in which it

might have been received, such period 1o be determined by the acrival of other official communications from the
same quarter.

66th. The Superintendent will immediately on the receipt of any casualty roll of any deccased European
Officer, ascertain whether any and what amount of claim exists in his office against the deceased on account of
family payments, and intimate the same to the Military Auditor General, in order that it may be dealt with in
the manuer provided in article 34, Scction XXII. of ¢ Jamesou's Code.”

67th. It is the special duty of the Superintendent to effect the earlicst practicable adjustment of Family

payments and to adopt all such other measures, as may be calculated to give efficiency to the Department under
his control.

Duties of Disbursing Officers of Family Payments.

6S8th. The duty of paying family certificates at the Presidency is attached to the Fort Adjutant under the
Superintendence and directions of the Town Major, and at Outstations that duty is to be performed by the public
Staff Officers under the Superintendence and directions of Commanding Officers of Stations; or, if there should
be no Staff, then by Commaunding Odilicers themselves, and at Civil Stations by Collectors.

69th., The officer disbursing the Family payments, will frame monthly from the rolls of family certificates
furnished him by the Superintendent of family payments an acquittance roll according to form (No. 14,) of all the
payments to be made in cach month, and on the whole of them having been completed, or the balance undis-
charged, disposed of in accordance with the provisions of article 74th, he will transmit the same to the Superin-
tendent of family payments for record in his office.

70th. At the close of each month when the payments of the month shall have been completed, the Com-
manding or Staff Officer of the station by whom they were made, is to transmit a letter in the annexed Form
No. 15 to the Superintendent, a copy of which is to remain on the public records of his office. All subsequent
payments on account of sums that may have remained undisposed of on the dispatch of the above l:tter
should be intimated to the Superintendent by a separate communicaiion on account of each month's family Pay-
meats at the close of each succeeding month, and not blended with payments on accoun: of another month.

71st. In the event of the deccase of a person to whom a Family Certificate may have been made payable, or
of a Family certificate being transferred, or having fallen into the hauds of a person who there may be reason
to suppose is not entitled to receive payment of it—in all suFll or ull}er cases of doubt which may occur, the
officer paying the families shall withhold payment, and, after full inquiry, rcpurt.Lhc circumstances Lo the
Superintendent of Family Payments, who will sanction or withhold the payment of it, as shall appear to him
to be just, until referenca can be made to the person on‘wllose account the certificate was issued—;should circum-
stances render it necessary on such occasious, the Superintendent will submit the questions that may arise for the
eonsideration of Government.

72nd. But in the event of Family Certificates being lost or destroyed, or not reaching the persons who are enti-
tled to receive payment on them, officers charged with the duty of paying the families are directed, on applica-
tion from the parties concerned, to prepare and forward to the Superinteadent ol Fauly Payments authenti-
cated extracts of such certificates from the Rolls in their office,—the Payments .tha'xt werc made on the original
Family Certificates being duly notified on the back of the cxtracts,—-w:luch, if found correct, w"|ll be counter-
sizned and returned by the Superintendent to the Stations for the purpose of the future payments being made to the
Familieson those documents ; it is however to be clearly understood that the responsibility 9(‘ mnk_mg such pay-
meats, and establishing the identity of the persons claiming the amount, rests solely and entirely with the officer
forwarding the extracts to the Superintendent.

73td.  When payments are made upon extracts of Family Certificates as above alluded to, itis the duty of'the
Superintendent of Family Payments to notify the same immediately to corps &c.

74th. All sums payable on Family Certificates which may not be claimed or otherwise disposed of within
three months after becoming due, are to be returned by Commanding or Staff Officers of stations through the
medium of the Divisional Pay Master to the Superiutendent, for trensmission te the persons from they were
stopped.
