. XLlV. E,·ery Deputy Commissione~ ~~· Assistnnt 
ptny receive and try nil ch?r~es of a crmunnl . nnture, 
nnJI mny s~ntcnce, on com·lction, to nny pumshment 
wnrrnntcd bv lnw for the offence, not exceeding two 
'years' imprisonment with or without labour, or fiue not 
exceeding five hundred rupees, commutable, if not 
pnid, to imprisonment, with or without labour, for n term 
not exceeding two years.

The proceedings shall be recorded in English in the 
Courts of the Commissioners, Deputy Commissioners, 
nncl Assistants, anti in nil othc1· Courts in the language 
of the country. 

I. VI. Any accuser who shnll nppear to the Court 
to hnve made im accusation wilfully false, mny, on the 
acquittal of the accused, be se~tenc.ed, according to the 
powers of the Court, to fine or nnpnsonmcnt; or both. 

L YII. Pending n trial or exnminntion the Court 
by whom the snme is hcl<\ maY, accordin~ to the cir­
cumstanec~ of the ~asc, 'detail~ the nccusctl in custody, 
or hold hu.n to bml, or on Ius ~wn recognizances, ns 
IJ!UY seem tit, and mny tnke secunty or personal rec0 ... 

mzunec from the accuser, nnd from witnesses, for their 
attendance when nud where required. 

LVIII. The whole or nuy portion of n fine leded 
from ~n ncc;uscr or nce•:sed under these Rules may, at 
th? d1scret1on ol .the Comt, . i>e pnid to .the party ng~ 
grieved by the offence for winch the fine JS le\'icd. 

Ll X. All trials for . serious or heinous offences of 
such a nnture thnt the accused, if convicted would be 
sentenced to imprisonment fo1· mo1·e than ;ix momhs 
or to a. fine comn~utnble to. such imprisonment, shall b~ 
held wtth the nss1stance ot a jury. 

LX. :rhe Commissi~ner shall cause to be prepnrc<l 
~nt! p~tb!lshed n!munl!y m c.neh Deputy Commissioner's 
~unsd1cttou n. hst ol. qunhfied jurors, of whom ten 
J~rors shall m rotnt.10n, nnd according to notice to be 
g"•en to them from tunc to lime, attend nt the sudder 
station of ~he Deputy Commissioner, in orde1· to sit 
!tpon the trJnl~ of acc~sed persons. Every juror shall, 
1f he demand 1t, be pal(] on and tor every such day of 
attendance the. sum of one rupee. And no one juror 
shall .he_ kept m attendance for more thnn ten days at 
one tunc. · 
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LXI. No juror shall,. except in the case of unavoid­
able necessity, be discharged during the continuance of 
a trial in which he may be engaged. 

LXII. If nny juror, having been summoned, shall 
without lawful excuse neglect to attend in pursuance of 
such summons, or after appearance shall wilfully nbsr;nt 
l1imself without the lenvc of the Court, or being tlmcc 
audibly called shall not answer to his name, may be 
fined at the discretion of the Court, nnd, in default of

LXV. 1).11 appeal shall lie to the Deputy Commis­
sioner from e,·crv sentence or order passed by n Goung 
Gyoop, and to the Commissioner f1·om every sentence 
or order passed by n Deputy Commissioner or Assistnnt, 
iu tt"inls held without the assistance of n jury, and in 
trials in which the sentence may hal"e been contrary to 
the l•erdict of n jury. . 

LXVI. No appeal shnlllie in any case in which the 
Judge and the jury agree ns to the l'Crdict. 

POLICE. 

LXVII. 'l'he subordinate Ofiiecrs ordinarily appoint­
ed to administer Police in the 11roYinces of Tenasserim 
and Arracan nrc-

In the principal tol-:ns, 
Goungs o1· Thannadnt·s. 
l'cons. 

In all other places, 
'l'hoogyces or Rnwa Goungs. 
Peons. 

LXVIII. A Peon is subordinate to the Goung or 
Thannndnr in the principal towns, .and to the 'l'hoogyec 
or Rnwn Goung in nil other places. His duty is to ap­
prehend and carry to his immediate superior nny per­
son actually committing an ofl'encc befo re him, or on a 
hue and cry ; to prevent breaches of the pence ; and to 
report nil crimes occurring within his ·knowledge to his • 
immediate superior. 

LXIX. A Goung is subordinate to the Deputy or . 
Assis1nnt Commissioner, and a Thoogyce or llawn 
Goung is subordinate to the Gouug Gyoop of bis di,·i­
sion. 

LXX. The duty of n Goung or Thannadar, and of 
n 'l'hoogyec or Rnwa Gounl!", is to notify to his immedi­
ate superior, nnd to make immedintc inquest into, all 
cases of murder, wounding, dacoity, highway-robbery, 
burglary, theft, arson, tumultuous assemblage, affray, 

. and other heinous offence• occurring within his juris­
diction ; to apprehend nnd com·ey to his immediate 
sup~rior persons accused or strongly suspccte<l <Jf having 
committed those offcuccs, or of intention to commit 
them ; to cause the attendance "of prosecutors and 
witnesses in such cases ; and to noti(y to his immediutc 
superior, aud make immediate inquest into, nil cases of 
sudden or suspicious death. 

LXXI. Where in places other than the principal 
towns Thannndnrs nrc npJiointcd in addition to the or­
diuary Police, the Thoogyees or Uawa Goungs. arc also 
subordinate to the Thnnhadars. 

LXXII. It is the duty of a Goung Gyoo)1 or Than­
nadar to keep himself nnd his superiors informed of the 
occurrence of all cases enumerated in Section LXX. 
within his jurisdlction, and of all circumstances con­
nected with them ; to superinteud and control his subor-

· dinates in the cxccutionoof their duties, and personally 
to assist them, if necessary, especially in all investiga­
tions of importance ; to convey to the Deputy C~m­
missioncr or Assistant all persons apprehended by htm­
sclf or by his subordinates on account of the above 
offences ; and to cause the necessary attendance of pro­
secutors and witnesses in such cases. 
. LXXIII. It is tlic duty of n Deputy Commissioner 

to superintend, control, and assist his subordinates in 
the exercise of their functions. 

REVENUE. 

LXXIV. The sul1ordinntc Officers appointed to nil­
minister revenue affairs in the provinces of Tenasserim 
and Arracm} nrc Thoogyces or Rnwn Goungs. · 

LXXV. Each district is formed into divisions, uudcr 
Goung Gyoops, and circles comprising one or more 
villages under 'l'hoogyccs or Rnwn Goungs. . 

LXX VI. Each circle is di.-idcd into portions of 
country called Prcns or Qucngs, and these constitute 
the tracts upon which a separntc assessment is fixed. 

I.XXVll. It is the duty of the Thoogycc or Rawa 
Goung annually, or nt such longer periods us may be 
directed by the Government, to measure and assess the 
Innds of each cultivator in his circle ; and nftcr- the 
assessment hns been approved by the Deputy Commis­
sioner or Assistant, to collect the revenue so assessed, 
and for thnt purpose to present lo each cnltivntar n bill 
with n distinct specification of each ilem of demand. 

LXXVII[. It is also the duty of the Thoogyec or 
Unwn Goung annually to make n return of the capita­
tion tnx payable by each individnnl, nnd after the return 
hns been npproved by the Deputy Commissioner or 
Assistaut, to collect the tax so assessed, presenting to 
each t~x-pnyer a bill with a distinct specification of each 
item of djlnnnd. · 

LXXIX. 'l'he standnl"d of measurement in Tenas­
serim is the English acre of ·13,560 square feet. The 
standard of measurement in Armcnu is the Bengal 
beegah of 1·1,•100 square feet. · 

LXXX. Every Goung Gyoop's division, and every 
Thoogyee or Rawn Goung's ctrclc, hns · a · distinct 
boundary. Each cultivator will pny revenue for each 
of the fields he cullivntes to the 'fhoogyee or Rnwn 
Goung in whose circle such field is situated. Capita; 
tion tax will he paid to the 'l'hoogyee or Rnwa Goung in 
whose circle the tax-payer resides. · 

LXXXI. No land shall be liable to the paymetit 
of revenue more than once in a year. The rates of 
L"nd llevenue Assessment shall be fixed by the Com­
missioner, subject to the approval of·Government ; but 
they shall in no case exceed three rupees tin acre, except 
within the towns of Akyah and Khyouk l'hyoo, as pro• 
vided in Act No. XXXV. of 1852. 

LXXXII. '!'he rates of capitation tax shall like­
wise be fixed by the Commissioner, subject to the ap­
proval of the Government, but thcy "'shall in no ease 
exceed the following:-
