Arracan, It is enacted as follows :

I. The J udicinl nnd Executive Authorities in the 
Pro"inccs of 'fcnnsserim nnd Arrncnn shall henceforth 
be guided in their proceedings by the Rules contained 
in Schedule A app~ndcd to this Act, which Rules have 
the force of law. 

.... II. All proceedings heretofore held, and nets done, 
by the snid Authorities under such Rules ns hnve been, 
from time_ to time, sanctioned by the E:"ccutivc Go­
vernment, nre hereby declnrcd . to be lcgnl; and no 
proceedings or nets heretofore held or done by the snid 
Authorities shall be cnlled in question before any Court 
by reason of nny wnnt of jurisdiction, provided such 
proceedings or · nets hn\'e been held or done in gooa 
titit.b, nnd in nccordnnec with established custom . 

III. In mnttcrs not provided for in the Rules con­
tained in Schedule A of this Act, the said Authorities 
nnd all other Courts nnd Authorities sltall be gnidl!d in 
their proceedings nnd decisions by t.hc Itpgulntions ot' 
the Bcngnl Code, nnd the Acts of the Government of 
lmlin in force for the time hcing, so fnr ns the snme 
nrc npplicnblc to the circnmstnnccs of the said Proviucc.s, 
nnd uot inconsistent \Vith the snid Rules.
