8 bay, the following temporary regulations to prevent the outbreak or spread of Influenza
- and Acute Pneumonia, namely :—

Influenza Draft Regulations.

1. Appoiniment of special officer—1In every local area which is threatened with an
; outbreak of Influenza or Acute Pneuwonia the District Magistrate, subject_ to the
- general instructions of the Commissioner, may appoint either by name or by virtue of
5 his office & special officer or officers to carry out all measures necessary to prevent the
spread of these diseases.

2. Notification of outbreak.—(a) The District Magistrate shall cause to be pub-
 lished in every town or village in any area infected or threatened with Influenza or with
Acute Pneumonia or with a disease suspected to be Influenza, a list of infected towns
and villages in that area with the names of the special officers concerned: any area in
thfe towns and villages of which such a list has been published shall be deemed to be an
infected area.

(b) When any outbreak of Influenza or Acute Pneumonia or a disease suspected to

be either occurs in his district, the District Magistrate shall forward o the Districh

“Magistrates of neighbouring districts a list of infected towns and villages for publica-

tion when deemed necessary. When the outbreak occurs or threatens in a pilgrim

centre, he shall in addition send intimation to the District Magistrates of districts from
which the pilgrims come, { :

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. 7. Bazaars, Markets, Fairs—The District Magistrate may order, in the case of an
nfected town or village, that the bazaar, market or fair be held outside the inhabited
area and at such distance therefrom as he may prescribe.

8. Requisition of Buildings.—The District Magistrate may talke possession of and
occupy any vacant ground or building for the purpose of a camp or hospital or dispen-
sary. Such rent or compensation as may be agreed upon shall be paid to the owner or
occupier or other person entitled thereto. In default of agreement, the amount payable
shall be decided by arbiters, one appointed by the District Magistrate, one ]i)y the
claimant and a third by the two arbiters so appointed : 2 majority decision of the arbiters
shall be final and binding on both parties. :

. 9. Destitute Patients—The special officer, when he learns that any pszson suffer;
ing from Influenza or Acute Pneumonia is left uncared for, shall arrange o take him to
the nearest Hospital.

10. Public Mectings.—If it appears to the District Magistrate that any public

meeting, theatrical or cinema performancé or any gathering of persons in any hall,
theatre or public building is likely to spread either disease he may, after giving due
notice to the convenors or management of such meeting, gathering or performance,
prohibit the holding of the same for such time as he may consider necessary. He may
also close schools.

11.  Spitting in Public Places.—The District Magistrate may prohibit spitting in
the streets or in any public place or building.
12 Public Conveyances, Waiting Rooms, etc—In regulations 13, 14 and 15 the
term “ public conveyance "’ shall be deemed to include tramway and railway rolling
stock and such of the provisions of these regulations as are applicable to public convey-

ances shall apply, as far as may be, to premises such as waiting rooms, offices, etc.,
used in connection therewith.

13. Conveyance of infected person prohibited.—No person owning or in charge of a
public conveyance shall permit a person whom he has reason to believe to be suffering
from Influenza or Acute Pneumonia to enter such conveyance.

14. Infected travellers.—If any person while using a public conveyance develops
Influenza or Acute Pneumonia, the person in charge of such conveyance shall be
responsible for—

(@) removing the person so infected ;

(b) arranging for his accommodation and treatment at the nearest suitable place;

() notifying the facts to the relatives of the patient and to the local civil authority

prescribed in regulation 8 (a) ; and

(@) properly disinfecting the conveyance used by the patient before it is again

used.

15. Ezamination of travellers—The special officer shall have power at any halting
place or station to enter and examine any person using any public railway conveyance :
but such examination shall not entail the detention of the conveyance for-a longer time
than is fixed for its detention at such place or station.

16. Overcrowding of railway carriages.—It shall be the duty of every railway
servant to remove from a compartment the number of passengers in excess of the maxi-
mum fixed for such compartment by the railway administration and to insist on sufficient
windows being kept open to ensure proper ventilation.

17.  Co-operation of the Police.—All police officers shall afford a special officer all
necessary assistance in-Garrying out the provisions of these regulations. * ;

18. Compliance with regulations—Every person to whom any order or requisition
is directed under these regulations shall duly comply with the same, and no person shall
obstruct any one in the performance of any duty imposed by or under these regulations.

19. Penalty.—\Whoever shall disobey any of these regulations or any order made
thereunder, shall be liable to be prosecuted under section 188, Indian Penal Cade.

90. Short Title : Ewtent : Local modifications—The foregoing regulations shall be
called the Bombay Influenza Regulations and shall apply throughout the Bombay
Presidency (excluding the City of Bombay) subject to the following modifications in the
case of Cantonments and Hill Stations in charge of Superintendents :—

The following regulations relating to appointments to the Indian (Imperial) Police
Service in 1920 are published for general information. -

2. The Secretary of State for India in Council proposes not. to hold any competi-
tive examination during the year 1920, for admission into the Indian (Imperial) Police
Service, but to make a number of appointments of probationers by nomination as
described below from among gentlemen who have rendered military service during
thre war. : ;

3. Number of Appointments.—Appointments will be made in the United Kingdom
by the Secretary of State for Iudia in Council and in India by the Government of India
from among.candidates who at the time of application were resident in India or adjacent
countries, including Mesopotamia. The precise number of appointments to be made in
the United Kingdom and in India will be announced hereafter.

4, DMethod of application for appointménts made wn the United Kingdom.—
Tor the appointments to be made in the United Kingdom a qualifying examination
will be held, for admission to which applications must be made to the Civil Service
Commissioners, Liondon, on the prescribed form, accormpanied by a fee of 5s. The
application form must reach the Civil Service Commissioners not later thau the 29th
May 1920. J i

5. DMethod of application for appointments made in India.*—Applications must be
made on the annexed form (copies of which can be obtained on application to the
nearest stalf office) to the Adjutant General in India, Simla. Such applications will be
accepted up to the 15th June 1920 from candidates in India and up to the 30th June
1920 from candidates overseas. Candidates will in due course receive from the Adjutant
Greneral in India, any further information or instructions that may be necessary.

[ Warning—Any attempt on the part of a candidate to enlist support for his application through officers of
Govornment or other influential persons will disqualify him for appointment. The Selection Committeo will

disregard spontancous recommendations from porsons who are not personally acquainted with the candidate’s work, °
