No. 5329A.-In exercise of the powers conferred by sub-section (2) o{ Section 2!3 of t~e 
Reformatory Schools Act, 1897 (VIII of 1897), and in supersession of the rules pilbhshcd m 
Government Notification in the Educational Department, No. 1951} ' elated the 6th_ October 
1903, as subsequently amended, the Governor in Council is pleas~d- to make the followmg ;ules 
for the management of the Yemvda Reformatory School. · 

Control aml ivlanagement. 

I. For the contml and management of the school, Government l;hn. ll nppoint a Superin­
.tendent and a Committee of Visitors. A Deputy Superintendent nnd a Sub-Assistant Surgeon 
shall also be attached to t.he school. 

The Supcrintemlent aml l]t~ Scltool-Slaff. 

2 . . In all matters in .respect of 'which the Superintendci1t is not invested with sole. autho­
rity, he shall, subject to the co!ltrcil of the Directo~ of Public Instruction (he~ci_n_after refe~red to 
as " the Director") be subordmate to the EducatiOnal :Cnspecj;of, Cent,ral DIVISion (hcremafter 
referred to as " the Inspector") and shall obey the· orrlers of that officer. · 

3. He sha.lllive in qunrters prOI'idcd for l1im, and shall devote himself solr.ly to the lllo.uagc­
ment, of the school, and shall not engage in any other business or pursuit. 

•l. He shall furnish such security us the Director shall from time to time consider necessary . 
.'(). The Deputy Superintendent, and the 'clerk shall be appointed by the Director and the 

teachers and the jamadar of the s\)hool ~hall be appointed by the Inspector. Every other sub­
(}rdinatc offiq,cr in the· school· shall be appointed by the Superintendent. 

fl. Each trade-instructor of the HChool shall be required to give a.t least thirty day~· notiec 
of his intention to resign his situation; and, as security for his doing so, shall be required to depo­
sit with tl1e Superintendent either the amount of one mouth's pay or a bond for the amount of 
one month's 'pay, signed ·by a surety as well as by the trade-instructol'. In the event· of any 
trade-instructor throwing up his employ~ent without having given notice as above, the amount 
of t)J.e bond in the one case or the cash deposit in the hands of the Superintendent in the other 
shall be forfeited to Government, 

7. It shail be the duty of the Superintendent to ~ee that every member of the sta'ff behaves 
with tact, patience, and good temper. Officers of any rank, including also trade-instructors and 
school-masters, founcj. wanting in these qualities shall have their services at once dispensed 
with, f<?r, in dca~ng '~ith boys, more spe~inl~y with lads o! the class detained in a reformatory 
school, such qualificatiOns are absolutely mdispensable. Every case, therefore, of violence by 
a member of the staff towards a scholar shall be immediately reported to the Superintendent, 
who shall take snch action thereupon as he shall be lmthori:r.ed to take under these rules and as 
he shall think expedient. 

8. The Inspector ma! suspend~nd tl~e Director ~nay suspend or di~miss any subordinate 
officer of the school for d!shQnesty, meffic1ency, or Jmsconduct disqualifying him for"office. 

9. The Inspector may dis_niiss, and the Superintendent may suspend, any subordinate 
offic\11' except the Deputy Supermtendent, the clerk, tl.•e teachers, and the jamada.r: The Super-

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intendent may, in the case of serious misconduct on ~he part of any one of the officers above 
' named, s~spend him and in such case, or whenever necessary, appoint any person to perform 
temporanly the duties of the officer, reporting his proceedings to the Inspector. The Director 
or the Inspector, before dismissing any officer, shall record the charges against him, the answers 
made by him (which, if possible, shall be in writing) to each charge, and the reasons for dismissal. 

10. All the proceedings of the Inspector and. the Superintendent under the two preceding 
rules shall be subject to the control of the Director who may act either on his own motion or on 
the receipt of an appeal from any person who considers himself aggrieved. 

1,1. The Superintendent shall keep a report book, in which he shall make a note of all 
occurrences of importance and of any matters which he may think proper to bring to the notice 
of the Committee of Visitors or of the Inspector. He shall also keep such registers of · 
admissiosns, licenses, releases, and such accounts !IS may be prescribed by. the Inspector. 

12. He shall submit such returns as may be required by the Director and the Inspector. 
13. He shall draw up and submit to the Inspector as soon a.~ possible after the close of ea~ 

year a report referring to all subjects of inte):est and giving a brief account of the working of 
the school during the year. The Inspector shall forward the report to the Director, who 'shall 
circulate copies to the members of the Co=ittee of Visitors, and as soon as possible after such 

. circulation arrange for a meeting of the Committee to discuss and adopt the report. . 
14. Subject to the authority of the Inspector the Superintendent shall have the executive 

management of the school in all matters relating to internal economy, discipline, industrial 
t.raining, work, teaching, punishments, rewards, expenditure, and general control. · 

15. It shall be his duty to be constantly present with the boys during work-hours, and to 
acquaint himself with tl1e conduct and character of each boy and his progress in industrial 
training. He shall also pass a certain amount of time in the school-room. 

iG. It shn.ll be the Superintendent's duty to be present both when the dormitories are lock­
ed up for the night ang when they are unlocked in the morning. If, owing to illness or other 
cause, he is unable to perform this duty, he shall delegate it to the Deputy Superintendent . 

17. During the night the keys of the dormitories and cells shall be kept in the Supcrin­
t.endent 's quarter, and on no acc?unt shall they be removed withm~t his ~lermis.~ion. 

18. . The Superintendent shall sec that a peon is always on duty by day and by night at 
the entrance giite. In the day time a peon shall patrol within the enclosure, and at ·night a 

. peon shall be on duty in the vera.ndahs of· the dormitories. . 
19. The Superinteud.ent shaH report to the Inspector, as they o.ccur, all escapes and re· 

captures, all serious breaches of the rules of the school, all suicides imd accidental dl!aths, nil 
outbreaks of epidemic diseases, and the measures taken to prevent their Rpread. 

20. All cases of death shall at once be reported by the Superintendent to the nearest 
Magistrate for judicial inquiry, .who shall thereupon enquire into the cause of such death· and 
make a written report thereon to the Inspector. 

21. The Superintendent shall satisfy himself by frequent inspections of the books and of 
the boys' food, and by enquiry into the bazaar rates, that the full amount of food is purchased, 
that the rates are reasonable, and that the boys ohtaiq their full rations. 

22. The monthly bills for expenses of every description in connection with the school 
shall be submitted by the Superintendent to the Inspector, by whom they shall be audited. 

23. The Director is authorised to sanction any item of expenditure in connection with the 
school, not exceeding Rs. 500, for which provision has been made in the budget. 

24:. All expenditure in connection with the school ~hall be incurred by the Superintendent, 
subject to the full control of the Directo_r, wh,l shall submit annually to Government, through 
the Accountant General, at the time and in the form prescribed from time to time by Govern­
-ment, a budget estimate of the charges of t-he maintenance of the school. · 

25. '!'he Superintendent shall keep a constant watch over the receipts and expenditure 9f 
t.he school, shall satisfy himself by frequent inspections that the registers and books are written 
up, that the cash balance.~ correspond wit.h those entered in the books, that the daily entries are 
made in the day-books, ll,lld that outstandings are not allowed to accumulate. He will be held 
responRible for any defalcation on the part of the school-staff, if it be shown that such defalcation 
was rendered possible by negligence on his part. 

26. The Superintendent shall hold a muster of all the boy11 every Sunday or at other con· 
venient time during each week, hear complaints and attend to them, and see that every· boy 
is provided with proper clothing and bedding. 

27. All youthful offenders confined in the school shall be numbered in a consecutive 
series from one upwards a,nd shall be provided with a uniform and dietin<:tive dress of khaki. 

28. On the admission of a youthful offender to the school, bi11 clothing and other perishable 
articles received with him may, at the discretion of the Superintendent, be sold by auction, the 
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money t.hus realised being carried to the youthful off~nder's credit,, by a red ink entr~ init.ialled 
by the Superintendent, in the cash .colu.mn of s~ch reg1~ter of the private effects of the ~nmates o~ 
the school as may be prescribed from time to tune b~ the Inspector. A~ I mo~eys re~hsed under 
this rule shall be.sJopositcd in the local savings bank m the ma.nner provided. Ill rule a3. 

29. Whenever it appears to t.!Ie Superint.endent that a youthf11l off~nder will attai.n the 
age o~ eighteen years before the expiry of his period of de~ention, he shnl.I, s.Ix months previously 
to the attaining by the youthful offender of the age of eighteen y~ar~, m~Ima~e the fact ~o th~ 
Inspector with a view to the making of the necessary report to (,ovcrnment under sect,wn 13 
Fl of the Act: · 

\ 30. OIJe mont)1 b~fore the date of release of any youthful .. offender t.he Superinte.nd~n: 
shall communicate 'the date of his release .to the Deputy EducatiOnal ln~pector of the d1s~ncJ 
to whicli he belongs with a view to .the boy's mode of life in t~e future bemg, as far as p~sstbl.e, 
watched and influenced. Six months a.fter the date of release, and after every tiUCCeedmg SIX 
!pOntbs, for a period of t~ee years, a reference shall be made to the Deputy Educational 
Inspector of tbedistrict with a view to ascertain the boy's mode of life. The replies received shall 
be, laid before the Committee of Visitors, a.nd a summary of the informa.tion received shall be 
attached to the Superintendent's annual report to the Inspector. 

If the boy so discharged is a native of a state uitder the Bombay Government, the Superiil· · 
tendent shall communicate with the Political Agent concerned. 

If the boy so discharged belongs to British territory or to a native state outside the limits 
of. the Bombay Presidency, t.ho Superintendent shall forward the necessary referen~es to the 
Director who shall communicate w~th the lrighest educational authority of the province or the 
highest Political Officer of the Agency to which the boy belon;gs. 

31. The Superintendent shall order the discharge of any yout.hful offender whose sentence 
has ~xpired. He shall also order the payment of subsistence allowance to the boy for the journey 
to Ius home. ' ..

· 32. No stranger shall be admitted within the school-premises unless accompanied by a 
member of the Committee of Visitors, or fumished with a written permission signed by the 
Superintendent. 

· 33. Tlie Superintendent shall accompany the Director and all official vis;tors durin a their 
inspection of the school. . ' · ,

34. The Committ,ec of Visitors shall consist of nine persons, of whom five shall be ex-oj]ici~P

two members shall form a quorum. 

· 38. A visitors' book shall bo kept, in which official visitors shall recorll th d t f th ·

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Director and Inspector, 

40. The Director and also the Inspector, shall, at least once a year, inspect all parts of the 
school and see every youthful offender confined in it. They shall during thcir1rispections give­
every boy the opportunity of making any application or complaint to them which he may wish 
to make. The Inspector slmll satisfy himself tlmt all accounts and registers are maintained 
accor\ling to the rules at the time in force; and that proper arrangements are made for the safe 

. custody of all records. 
A brief memorandum of the state in whjch they find the school and of the manner in which 

it is administered, etc., together with any suggestions they may wish to make and any orders 
they may have issued to the Superintendent, · shall, on the occasion of each inspection, be 
recorded by them in the visitors' book. 

•!1. After any such visit of inspection, the Director may, if he thinks fit, make a special 
report to Government, in the usual officia.l form, on the condition of the . school. He shall 
deal with the subject of the school in his annual report.

42. The diet issued to all youthful offenders in the school shall be on the following

43. The following shall be deemed prohibited articles, and tlaeir possession by a youthful 
offender shall be punished by the Superintendent :-(a) liquor, (b) intoxicating drugs, including 
opium, ganja and tobacco. The introduction of any of these articles by any of the school-stafi 
shall render the offender liable to fine or dis1nissal. · 

Daily Routine. 
44. · The dormitories shall be unlocked at day-light, and the boys shall be at once marched 

ofi to perform their ablutions and to visit the latrine. A slight meal, consisting of a . small baked 
cake of wheat flour or a porridge ration, shall then be given them to support them until breakfast.

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· 45. Up to 7 a.m. (7-30 in ~nter) the boys shall be employed in cleaning up the dormi­
tories, when all will be in readiness to commence wor~. 

46. The employment of the boys during the various hours of the day shall be as follo~s :-

· Education and Indw;trial Training . 

• 47. The boys should be made as·happy _as possible in the school 'Yhich should be viewed by 
them as a place of education, not one of pumshment. So long a~ thmr game~ are 9-f a ~armless 
nature, their movements should, during 'play hours, be as lmrestncted as poss1ble; durmg work 
.and school hours play should be strictly interdicted. 

48. In the school, rending, writing and arithmetic shall be taught in the vernaculars. 
. 49. The industries taught at the ~chool sha1l at first be (1) carpentry! (2) blackslnith's 

work, (3) painting and varnishing, (4) market-gardening and fiower-gardemng and (5) _book­
binding. Others may be introduced, but in each case special sanction shall be prevwusly 
<>btained from the Director. A competent instructor shall be entertained for each trade 
taught in the school. 

• 50. On a boy's fil'st entering the school he•shall not be put permanently to any particu­
laF industry. He shall rather be given the choice of all the trades in which the school affords 
instructiC?n, and by employing him.as a help at each in turn, his tastes will be ascertained and 
his fitness fora partictilartradedecided upon. 

RIJloard~. 

51. With a view to encourage good c,onduct and industry a mark system shall be employed 
under which smali gratui~ies, ·not exceeding one anna per week, may be earned by the boys. 

52. . To enable the jamadar, school teachers, and trade instructors to · keep a daily record 
of each boy's conduc~ and industry, they shaH be furnished with registers in wliich shall be 
recorded daily the initial letter of the words " Good," "Indifferent," and "Bad" opposite 
each boy's name. 

The Superintendent shall, at the end of the week, all~t marks on an ins1>ection of these 
•registers. For every " G " ,he shall give two 1narks and for every "I " one mark ; for " ·B " 
he shall allow no marks. A minimum of 34 marks shall entitle a boy to the maximum 
pecuniary reward of one auna. A minimum of 28 marks shall entitle a boy to the pecuniary 
reward of half an anna. 

. 53. One-half of the money so earned may be spent by the boy who earns it on sweet-meats, 
fruits, toys, and other articles which are not forbidden adlnission to the school. The purchases 
shall ouiy be permitted on fixed days of the week. The other half of the amount earned shall be 
deposited by the bo~ in the loca.l Saving~ Bank. All Savings Bal).k books shall be kept in the, 
custody of the Supenntendent. At t~e t1me of the r~lease • of a boy from the school, his Savings 
Bank book shall be handed·over to lnm by the Supermtendent through the Deputy Educational 
Inspector of the district the boy goes to. 

M. The Superintendent is aut~orized to select :EJ:om amongst the ·best behaved boys 
not more than 14 per cent. of the cnt1re number of boys m the school for pron1otion to the grade 
-c~f monitor. Boys promoted to this grade shall be enabled to earn double the number of marks 
and consequently double the amount of gratuity which they could otherwise earn. ' 

Punishment .. 

55. T~e Superin~dent is aut~orized to punish.any boy for lnisconduct, and shall reoo~ 
all· such pumshments m a book prov1ded for the purpose. Punishments shall consist of :- · 

• (a) loss o.li marks ; 

· (b) degradation from monitorship; · · 

(c) loss of privilege of communication with parents and relatives ; 
(d) solitary confinement; 

(e) corp<>ral p~hment; 
(j) penal diet ; 
(g) grinding. 
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_No boy shall be kept in solitary confinement for a period exceeding three days. Corpora\ 
· punishment shall be administered after the manner of school discipline with a. light cane, th4 • 

number of stripes in no case exceeding twelve . . ~enal diet shall consist of llb. of flour or rice 
}Jer diem, cooked with salt in the fom1 of porridge, and may be given for a. period not exceeding 
two days at a. time, with intervals of 14 days between such periods. -

· Visits to, and communication with, youthful offenders. 

56. The parents and near relations of the l)oys shall be allowed to visit them once a. month, 
.and to correspond with them in writing at reasonable periods.. Parents or near relations shall in 
·every case receive notice of serious illness, and intimation shall be sent them a. reasonable time 
before a boy is released from the school of the date on which he will be released. 

Licenses for employment of youtliful.o.ffenciers. 

57. Before issuing any licens~ under section 18' the Superintendent shall· obtain.-th~~m 
·of the Committee of Visitors and forward them, with his own opinion and full particulars, to the 
Inspector, whose instructions for granting or withholding a license or for apprenticing or not 
.apprenticing a youthful offender, he shall follow. 

' 58. Ever.y license under section 18 shall be in the following form, namely :­

And Whereas .the said A.B. has attained the age of fourteen years, has been an inmate of 
the school for two years, and h:_~s conducted himself to the satisfaction of the Committee of Visi­
tors; And. 'Whereas C.D. being a trustworthy and respectable person* and an employer of 
labour, is willing to receive and.take charge of the said A.B. on the condition that he shall keep 
the said A.B. employed in the occupation of at . . and while in his 
-charge shall clothe and feed him ; And Whereas, furthermore, the said C.D. has undertaken to 
maintain every reasonable precaution to ensure the welfare and safe custody of the said A.B. 
whHe under his charge; Now These Presents Witness that the said A.B. is hereby licensed t1;> 
live tmder the charge of the said C.D. for a term of three months from this date, subject to the 
provisions of sections 18 to 21 (both inclusive) of the Reformatory Schools Act, 1897, and 
the further conditions_ endorsed on the back of this license.

(IX of 1914), Government may be pleased to grant to this Municipality a loau of Rs. (12,000) 
twelve thousand only. This application is being made according to the Municipality's 
resolution dated 29th July 1919. 

Governme!Q. have allowed this Municipality to ask for u loau of Hs. 12,000 in Govern· 
ment Order No. l\.-11 (Financial Department), dat-ed 5th Jauuary 1920. 

2. As required by the rules made 'by the~overnmout of India under section 4 of 
the said Act published at pages 287<1 to 2850 of the Bombay Government Gazette, Part I, 
dated 26th November 1914, we beg to supply the following detuils :-

(1) The loan is required for meetin-g charges for spare parts and special and ordinary . 
repairs to tho pumping machinery at the central and low level pumping stations 
for the Poena City drainage system. This Municipality is required to pay to 
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Government a sum of ·ns. 12,249 under Government Order No. C.W.-8937, 
dated 31st March 1919, for spam parts, etc. But owing to the very lieavy 
demands for maintenance charges· of these pumping stations amounting to about 
R!!. 72,000 for 1919-1920, the Municipality is unable to spa.re additional amount 
fot: repairs and spare parts out of its current revenues. It is proposed therefore 
to meet these charges by borrowing 11 loan from Government. 

(2) The amo~mt of the loan applied for is Rs. 12,000. 

(3) The rates, taxes, and recoveries of the Poona City Mmiicipality are offered as 
security .for the loa.u. 

(4) The law under which the abovementioned revenue is received is the Boiubay 
District Municipal Act III of 1901. 

(5) The loan is required for a period of ten years and will be tn.ken in lump for pay­
ment to Government as soon a~ it is sanctioned. 

(6) The loan will bear interest at 6 per cent. 

(7) It is proposed to · repay the loan· by two equal ' instahJ;~ents every year for a period 
of ten years. The first instalment is l:o be paid six nronths after the - loan is 
received. 

(8) The Municipality has the following prior charges on its revenue:-··-

(a) The balance of the loan of Rs. 10,00,000 sanctioned under Government 
Resolution No. 2898 ' (General Department), dated 21st June 1910, and Govern­
ment Resolution No. 2624 (Financial Department), dated 15th August 1911. 
This" loan has been granted for drainage and water supply works. 'J.'he balance 
rema.ining to be paid this day is approximately Rs. 9,37,000, the exact figure 
not having been as yet received f;rom the Accountant General, Bomb'a)'. The 
Municipality has been paying the half yearly instalments regitlarly before tho 
due date for the last six years, out of its general revenues. · 

(b) A loan of Rs. 23,000 asked for acquisition of open sites for school buildings. 'l'his . 
loan, when received, will be repn.id by being set off against any educational grants 
that .may fall due to the Municipality in future. · · 

(c) A loan of R.s. 1,25,000 applied for on 5th J auuary 1920 for executing a road
