STATEM~NT OF O~JEq'J-'S. AND REA.SONS. 

Certain amendments of'the Bombay Boiier Insp·e~tion .Act, 1887, have b~eri 
recommended by the officers enga,ged in the wor.king of that Act, some of whwh 
are desired by members of the public affected by the · .A~t and others are deemed 
necessary for seeming the fulfilment ·of its purposes. As the amendments· are 
numerous, it has been considet·ed that genet'al convenience will be consulted by 
repealing the Act of 1887 and replacing it by a nP.w enactment which wi·ll be 
complete in itself. ·This Bill has been drawn for this pu~·pose. 

2. The fourth parawaph of section 7 of the present Act requires tl1at 
when two boilers are used fot· w01·king one engine, a separate date should be 
.fixed for the inspection of each · boilet•. ' 'l'his provision was inserted at the 
instance of the Bombay Mill-owners' Association; but it is now found incon­
venient in practice and mill-ownm·s ft·equently prefer t;o have aU their boilers exa­
mined on one ancl the same day. 1'he provision is the1·efot·e omitted from the 
Bill. - . 

3. Paragraph 1 .of section 19 of the present Act recognizes certificates of 
competency granted to engineers by any competent authorit.y " in nny other 
part of British India," thereby excluding hom the benefit of exemption from 
examination engineet·s who have obtained certificates from the Marine Board 
in Bombay, though if.' they hu.d obtained certificates h ,om a similar Board 
elsewhere in British ]odia, they would have been ent,itled, without further 
examiuatiou, to cet·tificates under the .A ct. This is felt to be a hardship and it 
is proposed in the Bill (section 21) to remove -it by omittiug the words "any 
other part of". 

4. l\fany persons who. have been employed for consicle~·able periods of 
t.ime in the management of boilers and stean1-1mgines are believed to have 
sufficient practical skill for the work and to be quite tt·ustworthy, notwithstanding 
that they do not possess, and have not· the time or, perhaps, the capacity for 
studying now to obtain certificates of competency. On behalf of such pe{·sous 
application has ft·equently boon made [or exemption fi·om the examination 
prescribed by section 16 of the present Act, but it has not hitherto been 
possible to g1·ant such exemption. It is now pt·oported to provide fot· the ()'rant 
of ce~·tificates of service to such pe1·sons, which shall have the same eff;ct us 
certificates of competency (section 22 of the Bill) . 

. 5: Ar~10ngst the more important. am~ndme~t.s pt:nposed for improving the 
ad!iumstrat10n of the Act or for removmg dtfficulttes wtth regm·d to its operation 
are the following. 

6. By sub-section (2), clause (b), of section 1 power is taken to withd1:aw 
the Act from operation in .any place T>r district, ~vhere it may ft·om time to time 
be found desirable that it s)lould cease to be in force. · 

7 • In .section 3, clause (a), the definition of" boiler" has be~n extended so 
· as to J'emove a doubt whether it includes economizers. 

~·. In ~ections ~ (1) (rt) and 9 {2) .and (3) provisi?ns a.re inserted requiring 
the reg1strat1on of b01lers and t·he ma1·kmg upon them m some pormanent manner 
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of their registry number. This is found to be necessary in .order to prevent 
the fl'audulent subs~itution of one boiler for anothel,' and sectwn 30 prescribes 
necessary penalties for evasions of these salutary provisions. 

· 9. An amendment of section 7 of the present Act is found to be necessary 
in order to rende1· the Act workable in the mofnssil diskicts to which it has 
been extended. It is impracticable to provide always in remote districts for 
the examination of boilers by ap inspector within so short a time as ten days 
from the receipt of a notice hom the owner. It is propos~d, therefore (sec· 
tion 7 of the Bill) to subst.itute for this limit of ten clays a provision that in· 
spection shall take place with the least possible delay. 

10. Section 24· of the present .Act also gives rise to difficulties. 'l'he 
owner of a boiler may not have occasion to be using it at about the time when 
it is convenient to have it examined, and at that time the1·efore may have no 
competent engineer in his employ. Yet this section prohibits the inspector 
f1·om granting a certificate that the boile1· is in good condition, unless the owner 
thereofhas " in his emplo.v as enginee1· in direct and immediate supervision 
thereof a person wbo is a fit and proper person to manage Ol' be in charge of the 
same " 'i .e. (vide section 23) au engineer possessing a certificate of competency 
under the Act. The result of the section is therefore often to compel the owner 
of a boiler to engage a fit and proper pe1·son fm· the time of the inspector's visit 
whom he dismisses as soon as be bas secured a cert.ificate. Owners are in this 
way put to needless expense and the real obj ect .o£ the Act is not furtherer!. 

11. All that the safety of the public actually requit·es is that no boilet• 
shall be worked without (;here being a competent engineer in charge. of it. So 
long as it is not w01·ked, th ere is no need to impose upon th e owner the expense 
of maintaining an engineer fat· it. Accordingly section 24 of the present Act 
is repealed by the Bill ancl the following provisions are substitutl"d for it:~ 
Section 6 (1) ((l) prohibits the working of a boiler, except whilf:t a competent 
engineer is employed in direct and immediate supel'Yi~ion o[ it. This prohibition 
it is proposed by section 29 (1) (b) and sub-section (2) to enforce by a penalty. At 
the same time the stringency of the requiremen~ of section 24 of the present Act 
has been relaxed, at the suggestion of the Mill-ownm·s' Association of Bombny, 
by pm·mittiug ono engineer to have cba1·ge of any numbe1· of boilers not e.l.:ceecling 
two sets whm·e they are sufficiently neat· to each othe1· to enable him to supm·vise 
them all efficiently. F111· ther, in ordet· that a check may be kept by the authorities 
upon the owners of boilers in this matte1·, it is contemplated (section 27 of the 
Bill) to requi1·e them to tak e mensures to have the cert ificate of competency ot· 
of service of ~my enginee!' whom they employ deposited, so long as he coutiuues 
in thei1· employ111en t, with the Collector Ol' some officer appointed by the 
Collecto1' in this behalf. This duty is also to be en forced by a penalty (sec­
tion 28 (c) ). In this way the authm·ities will always have the means of 
knowing when a competent enginee1· is- employed by tbe owner of a boile1· and 
detection will be facilitated if he at any time attempts to work his boile1· without 
having sueh an engineer in cbarge of it. ln m·der· that owners of boilers may 
be fully aware of the law regarding the use of boilers, section 9 of the Bill 
requi1·es t!Htt a copy of its principal pro,visions on this point. be pr·inted benell!th 
or on tl.re l'everse of every cm·tificate of the good condition of a boile1·. 

12. Sec:tion 15 of the Bill will require Wl'itten notice to be gi\'en by the 
owner of a boile1·, wheneve1· any riveted .portiou of it is repaired. This is 
necessar·y in order that the inspector may satisfy himself, by inspection under 
section J-J., tbat tbe boiler is in good working condition after the altemtion. . 

13. There is noth.iug jo the present Act to prevent the continue<! use of a 
boiler which luis been seriously damaged by an accident. In the city of Bombay, 
no dou.Jt, pr·ompt inspection would sulficieutly p1·ovide against danger· from 
such uRe. ln the mofnssil sorne t.ime might in~el'\•ene between ao accident and 
the visit of Lhe Inspector. It would be unnecessary in all cases to p1·ohibit; 
al7~olute ly the nse of a damaged boile1· during such interval, but in some in­

. stances its continued use might he attended with g1·eat danger. It is proposed, 
therefore, whilst somewhat enlarging the pt•ovisions concerning tl1e reporting of 
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accidents, to give to the Collector in the mofussil, or his nominee, a discretional 
power, after visiting the scene of the accident, to prohibit by written order the 
use, pending the arrival of the inspector, of a boiler which has been damaged 
(section 16). A penalty is also provided for the continued use of a boiler in 
contravention of such an·order (section 29 (1) (e)).
