Licences to purchase
wholesale are given by the Deputy Commissioner without fee to all respect-
able applicants including retail vendors, The ganja is brought in bond from
Khandwa to the tahsil headquarters and deposited. into- the warehouses,
whence it is issued on payment of duty to the wholesale vendors who sell it to
the retail vendors. Licence fees are levied from the retail sellers, and the only
other source of revenue is duty. From 1st April igtz dutyon ganja has been
raised from Rs, 6 to Rs, 7-8 a seer. S

Ganja for consumption in Makrai State is purchased from Khandwa direct,

In 1911-12, 42 licences for the retail sale of ganja were issued giving
one to every 10,400 persons and 88 sq. miles, or excluding Government forest,
one to every 66 sq. miles. The total revenue from ganja during the five years
ending 1910-11 averaged Rz 11,000 or 4% pies per head of population; in
1911-12 the revenue was Rs. 16,699 and the incidence per head of population
was 7 pies. '

Other exciseable articles are foreign liquor and bhang or the dried
leaves of the hempplant, but the revenue realized from them is insignificant.

The average incidence of excise revenue under all heads during the
five years ending 1g10-11 worked out at about five annas per head of popu-
lation, which is considerably below the provincial average. SRR

Ior the
distillery at Hoshangabad, there are 2 Sub-Inspectors. The senior man remains
in charge of the distillery and gets Rs. 15 a month as allowance, There are
two clerks in the Excise office.
