The year under report finds the Society completing its
twenty-third yesr of existence, After guiding and controlling
the affaire of the Soociety for over12 years since the death of its

1llustrious founder Mx. Gokhale, the Right Honourable V. 8.
Srinivasa Sastri P. C. relinquished the ¢ fiice of Presidentship
of the Socicty on his sppointment as Agent to the Govern-
ment of India in South Africa, and his place as the head of
the Society was taken by Mr. G. K, Devadhar, C. 1. E., by the
unanimous vote of the members. The year has not been
eventful in any particulsr sense; membera carried on their
normal ecotivities ordinsrily, but for a little distraction
esused by the serious floods in Gujrat, Kathiawad and Orissa.
During the year the Society had to mourn the loss of a
valued colleague, Mr. C. S, Deole, who died at Bombay in
Deocember 1927, Mr, Decle had been connected with the
Soolety as a member for & period of about twenty years.
‘We feol that his place cannot worthily be filled for some
time yet to come. Two members of the Scoiety suffered
domestic gorrows by the death of their wivea /

Our Strength =—With the exception of Mr. Parulekar,
who was admitted as a probationer in January of the current
year to help in the labour work at Bcmbay, we have no new
additions to our ranks to report. The oall for service from
warious parts of the couriry impel us to remove the bar we
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had involuntarily imposed upon ourselves in regard to
new admissions owing to the unhappy position of our
finances, and the Soociety at its annual session of 1928 resolv-
«od to admit four new probationers for training as members.
We reioice to think that the aims and activities of the Sociaty
have found favour with our young men despite the unsettled
state of the body politic under the present circumstances,
for no less than thirty applications were received this year
from various provinces for admissions to the membership,

‘We had no serious illness among our members this year
a8 to put them out of action altogether. Owing to the seri-
ous illness of his daughter, Mr. Kaul had to take leave for
six months, - Messrs Dravid and Tivary have not kept very
well but they stuck to their posts of duty despite ococasional
ailments. The sirsin caused by heavy work without
necegsary periods of relaxation may, it isfeared, break
down some of the older members &t any time.

Activities : Political,

Indians abroad:—As stated above, Mr, Sastri with the
full approval of the Society’s members accepted the Viceroy's
offer to go to South Africa as the Agent of the Government
of India. The sppointment was hailed with the heartiest
approval by sll shades of political opinion in this country

a8 well as by the Press in England and South Africa. The
send-off given to Mr, Sastri on the eve of his departure at
Poona, Bombay and other places shows the depth of eordial
feeling entertained by our countrymen towards him. Mr.
Sastri was present at the Society’s Anniversary in June 1927
for & part of the time and sailed for South Africa on the 8th
of June accompained by Mr. Kodands Rao, & junior mem-
ber of the Society. The great work which this *Servant of .
India" has been able to do during his twelve months’ stay
in South Africa needs no enumeration at our hands, The
manner in which the terms of the Agreement have been
given effect to sheds a lustre on the skill and taot which Mr.
Sastri has brought to besr on the arduous task committed
%o his charge.
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Pandit Hirday Nath Kunzru, M.L.A., elicited very useful
‘dnformation in regard to the appoiniments of Indians
- gettled in South Africa in certain departments by moving

an adjournment of the House at the last session of the Legis-
lative Assembly- He also advocated Indian interests by
- gpeaking in the Assembly on another motion of adjournment

about the exclusion of Indians from the Royal Commission
- on East Afrion. He interrogated the Government in the
. Assombly on the condition of our countrymen settled in
: British Guiana, F'iji and other parts of the Empire.

Legislatures :—Thres members of tha Society are in
Indian Legislatures: Messrs Kunzru and Joshi in the
Assembly and Mr, Tivary in the U, P. Legislative Counecil.
Mr. Eunzru, who is an elected member, interested himself
in the problem of Railway Employees and during the
Railway budget discussion raised many points of interest to
- the general public and subordinate employees. His speeches
on the budget discussions dealing with warious pointar
partioularly the army administration,drew well-merited praise
- from the Leader of the House, the Honourable the Finance
Member. Mr. Kunzru moved several motions of reduction
and his oriticisma proved effective, based as they were on
detailed etudy of the subjects concerned, The Skeen
~Committes’s report which formed a subject of desp interest
4o the Assambly found Mr, Kunzru ready with bis faots
aud figures which he presented in a powerful manner.
Though comparatively young in years, Mr. Kunzru wields
on influence in the Assembly and in his Nationelist party
which will do credit to any senior man.

Mr, N. M, Joshi sits in the Assembly 8s a nominated
member representing the labour interests, The wide ex-
periencs of labour problems gained by active work among
the mill-hands of Bombay has placed Mr, Joshi in an enviable
position. His keenness and vigilanoe in every thing
pertaining to the welfare of the labouring olasses, his
vast study of this question and his world-wide tour in the
intarest of labour make him a figure in the Indian labour

~world which is really unique.
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- He was chosen & member of the Standing Advisory-
Committee appointed for the department of Industries and?
Labour. Mr. Joshi took part in the discussions on ssveral”
bills and resclutions desling particularly with labour. He-
pleaded for the appointment of Indian representatives in.
adequate proportion to the number of Indians in East Africa-
on the Royal Commission. His motions for reductions in-
the Railway budget drew pointed atiention to matters of”
publio interest and of subordinate railway employees, Mr.
Joshi also spoke on the resolution urging special facilities
for depressed class education,

Both Messrs Kunzru and Joshi toured in the N. W. F.
Province as members of the party selected by the Govern--
ment of India for about 10 days at the close of the Delhi
gession of the Aesembly in 1928 to study the fronfier pro-
blem on the spot,

Pandit V, N. Tivary, Member of the U. P. Legislative-
Couneil, acts as the chief whip of the national party in the-
Council which is the strongest non-official party there. Mr.
.Tivary has bean interesting himself in the Council in the-
problems of Local Self-Government and has by questions
and resolufions turned the Governments’ attention to
reform and improve this important sphere of publie-
adminislrmqion. Mr. Tivary moved a resolution recommend-
ing the separation of Executive and Judieial funciions.
He, in fact, led the opposition om the Agra Zamindars.-
Contribution Bill in the Council in its session held:
in December last. Mr. Tivary serves on the E. I. Rail-
way Advisory Committee as a representative of the Council.
He was nominated a member of the Committea to report on the -
improvements in Vernaoular Education. He was also
nominated @ member of the District Board Finance Enquiry
Committes as also of - the Hindu Religious Endowment-
Committee. He was a member of the Select Committee on.
the Naik Reform Bill,

Other Statutory Bodies :—During the year Mr. Thakkar
was elected a member of the Panch Mahals District Loeak
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“Board and coptinued to be a member of the District School
.Board. Mr. Tivary is & member of the Allahabad District
Board, Mr. 8. P. Andrews Dube sits as & nominated member
- on the Lucknow District Bosrd. He was elected for the
*third time, Chairman of the Education Committee of the
Board this year. The Lucknow District Board has intro-
. - duoed free compuisory' Primary Education in six school
areas from April 1928. Mr. Dube initiated a schemae for
holding Exhibitions in various parts of the District under
~the Board's auspices with a view to popularise healthy
movements such ss compulsory education, co-operation,
village hygiene and sanitation, physical exercises and
.improvement of mgriculture and village industries. He
vtoured constantly in the district and interested the people
in his soheme. Mr, Dube was slsc elected a member of the
tFinance, Public Works and Taxation Committees of the
Board. He represented the District Board on the Excise
Advisory Committee for the third year in succession.

Politicalt Associations :—It is diffioult for members
~to speak of their work under this head as they form only a
part of the assooiations which are ocarrying on political
activities in the country. But we may humbly claim that
a8 full time publiec workers, our members sect as the Execu-
~dive of these organisations and are responsible for much
that is being done by these associations. Mr. Kunzm
-gontinued as the Joint (eneral Secretary of the National
Liberal Federation with My, C, Y, Chintamani, M. L. C. as
‘hia colléagus, and in that eapacity he toured in the Bom-.
‘bay Presidenoy, Central Provinces and Berar, United
Provinces, the Punisb and the N, W. F, Province. In the
last two provinces Mr. Kunzru discussed the Hindu Muslim
- pituation there with the leading people of the two communities.
He oonsulted the prominent muslims at Peshawar about the
future changes in their provinces, During his extensive
tours in Northern and Western India Mr. Kunzru address-
-ed¢ publio meetings on political nnﬁ sooial subjects and
- oreated publio opinion in favour of Indianisation of the
JArmy. Hae, nlong with Messrs Tivary. Dabs and Bajpai,
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attanded the U, P. Liberal Conference at Agra in October—
last and three of them took part in the proceedings of the-
conference, Mr. D, V. Ambekar was elected one of the-
Secretaries of the Decoan Sabha for the eighth time in
succesgion, and helped in arousing public opinion in.
favour of political questions of the day. Mr. Dube eontinued .
as Secretary of the Lucknow Liberal League and as one of
the Secretaries of the U, P. Liberal Association. In thab-
capacity he visited several places in the provinces, address-
ing public meetings on political and social matters and
creating interest in the Liberal principles. Messrs. Joshi and .
Venkatsubbiah romained Secretaries of the Political Associa-
tions in their respective presidencies. A large number of
the Society’s members attended the Liberal Federation af-
Bombay and Messrs Kunzru, Devadhar, Joshi, Vaze and.-
Dube took active part in the proceedings. The Council of
_the Liberal Federation has on its roll several members of
our Society as members. Mr. Sahu has sueceeded in bring-
ing into existence a Liberal League in Orissa aud he has -
been elected as its Secretary.

Political Propaganda:—On the oppointment of the
Statutory Commission, the Society in conjunction with
other poliiical organisations in the country resolved to have -
nothing to do with if, as the exclusion of Indians from the
Commission was considered & deliberste sot of national-
bumiliation. Amidst their other activities Messrs Kunzru,..
Kaul and Dube found time to carry on a vigorous props-
gande in favour of boycott of the Commission. They
toured in various districts and addressed a large number of
public meetings exhorting people that the counfry’s ins-
terests demanded a complete aloofness from the Simon
enquiry. Articles were contributed to both the English and -
Vernacular press by the members supporting the same view.

Messrs Kupnzru, Joshi-and Dube sttended regularly the:
sittings of the All-Parties Conference held at Delhi inthe cold .
weather of 1928, The Conference lasted for about a month :
and then adjourned to meet in Bombsy on May 19. This -
session of the Conference appointed a committee with M. .
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Joghi s one of the members to prepare a draft of &
constitution for India.

Indian States$—The movement for constitutional
advance which is so strikingly noticeable in British India
has not left the Indian States without its, counterpart. The
need for administrative reforms is being more keenly felt
by subjects of Indian States and they have begun organising
themselves, though still rather feebly, for onward move.
Their brethren in British India sympathise with them in
their legitimate demand and are assisting them as far as
oircumstences permit. The Sooiety also is giving an im-
portant attention to this subject. Mr. A. V. Patwardhan is
conducting “Sansthani Swarajya”, an anglo-vernacular week-
1y devoted to the cause of the subject of Indian States. As
the Seoretary of the Daxni Sansthan Hitawardhak Sabha he
helped friends in different States to hold their conferences
to ventilate their grievances. Mr. Patwardhan is a member
of the Representative Assembly of Aundh. He was busy for
sumetime in drafting 8 memorandum for the Butler Com-
mittee on behalf of the people of some of the Indian States
in the Deccan. Messrs Patwardhan, Vage, Limaye, Ambe-
kar and Thakkar are showing interest in the political
advance of our kins in the States. They have participated in
the wvarious conferences held in the Bombay Presidency
during the year. Mr. Thakkar presided dver the Kathiawad
States Subjeots Conference held at Porbundar last January
and is the Chaitman of the Board of Directors of a weekly
paper published inthe interests of the Kathiawad States-
subjeots. The Hyderabad State Subjeots Conference held its
seasion at Poona and all the members of the Society residing -
“there took active part in its deliberations.

Other Activities:— Mr. Venkatasubbiah was invited
by the Mysore University to deliver a oourse of lectures on
the methods of social service and these lectures he repeated
at Bangalore. Mr, Andrews Dube was invited by various
Missionary organisations in the United Provinces to address
_them on eocial and politieal subjects and he was able to
address Christian gatherings at Meerut, Cawnpur and
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Bareily. My, Sharma is running a study circle at Lahore..
Mr. Decle was in cherge of the Institute of social and

political service at Bombay and Mr. Dube is conducting
the Servindia study oircle at Lucknow, Under the puspices

of these bodies distinguished public men and others deliver

leotures on subjects of general interest. Mr. R, R. Bakhale

has gone fo Europe to attend the International Textile Workers’
Congress at Ghent. He proposes to visit a few continental
countries studying the labour movement before he returns
to India in September next.

Education:—Messrs Kunzru and Tivary are members
of the Allahabad University Court and Mr. Dube represents
the registered graduates on the Court of the Lucknow
University. Mr. Kunzru is also an elected member of the
Executive Council of the Allahabad University and is a
member of the Faculty of Commerce. Mr. Kaul is the
. Secretary of the Gangaprashad Varma Memorial Trust, which,
among other things, runs an up-to-date free public reading
room and a good library. Mr. Kunzru has been nominated
& member of the Allahabad Pubho Library by the U.P.
Government.

Messrs, Tivary, Bajpai and Dube sit on the U. P. Text
Book Committes as nominees of the Government, My, Dube
has been elected ‘s member of the sub-comittees on
English, History, Geography and Village Libraries. Both
Messrs Bajpai and Dube have reviewed several books for the
Text Book Committee,

Scouting :—Among the activities of the Upper India
branch of the Society, Scouting forms an important feature.
Pandit Sri Ram Bajpai, who is:the Chief Organising Commi-
ssioner of the' Seva Samiti Boy Scout Association, organised
two Scout training classes at Balbi and Ghazipur during the
year and trained 60 candidates as Scout masters. He found
time fo tour in several districts and inspected Socout troops-
Part of the year he was busy in organising a Scout mela at
Amritsar, where over 2000 Scouts assembled from sll over
Northern India. The object of the mela was to kindle
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-among the Scouters fellow-feeling towards ome another,
The Scout movement is spreading fast and is making its
influence folt in making the boys better citizens. Mr, Bajpai,

~during his six months’ illness, as & result of a fall which

.caused fracture of his left fore-erm, wrote four books om-
various aspeots of Scouting. Two of these books have been

-approved by U. P. Education Department as guitable text
books in schools, Mr, Kunzru continues to remain the Chief
Scout Commissioner of the Seva Samiti Scout movement and
.in that capacity presided over the National Council of the
All-India Seva Samiti Scout Association at Delhi in March
1928, which was among others attended by Messrs Bajpai

- and Dube, - Mr. Dube has been appointed the District Scout
Commissioner for Lucknow this year and in that capacity
inspected a number of troops located in various parts of the

~distriof, Mr. Thakkar has about 100 boy scouts in his resi-
dential and day schools of the Bhil Seva Mandal. A rally
of over 1200 boy scouts was organised in the distriot of
Panch Mahals in February 1928, Mr. Thakkar also atten-

- ded the Jamboorie of the Bombay Presidenoy Soouts held in-
Bombay in December 1927 in honour of His Excellency
the Vioeroy.

Social Service:—Mr. Joshi continued to act as the
Goneral Seoretary of the Sooial Service League, Bombay,
which is oarrying on activities in education and general
welfare work among the Mill Employees. This League has
-undertaken the management of a Criminal Tribes-Settlement

. at Belgaum, Messrs Kungru, Tivary and Bajpai went to the
Hardwar Kumbh Fairin April 1927 to crganise social
service there. They had under themn about 1600 voluntesrs.
The pilgrims who assembled et Hardwar are roughly
estimated at 11 lacs. The work done by these volunteers has

"been much apprecisted both by the Government and the
publioc. The Prayag Seva Samiti, under whose auspices
this work of service was organised, is run among others by
the members of the North India branch. Mr. Kunzru is the

- General Seocretary.of this organisation. A sooial service
league has . lately beon started at our Lahore centre in

2
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collaboration with the Y. M. C. A, there and they have been
conducting a systematic survey of the housing conditions in.
the thickly populated parts of Lahore. Mr. Venkatasubbish
is,one of the Secretaries of the Madras Social Service League, ..
the Railway Passengers Association and the Madras Vigi-
lance Association. Mr. Sharma is the Honorary Secretary
of the Punjab Social Reform Association which is doing
good work in spreading ideas of reform through the platform
and the Press. Mr, Sahu hasg also been interesting himself by
rendering service to the poor people of Orissa and by carry-
ing on a campaign for sanitation through magic-lantern
lectures. ‘

Flood and Ceylone Relief :—The unprecedented and
devastating floods which occurred during the monsoon of
1927 in Gujarat, Kathiawar, Sind and Orissa evoked
spontaneousresponge from thepublic of Indiaand the Society,
conscious of its responsibility on such occasions, lost no time -
in organising relief on a large measure in the area affected-
An appeal for funds was issued by Mr. Devadhar and other
members of the Society belonging to other provinces. The
“ Dnyan Prakash” threw its columns open snd invited
donations from the sympsathisers. Mr. Devadhar and Mr.
Deole after interviewing Government officials and‘ other
public-spirited men in Bombay started for Gujarat and lafer -
visited Kathiawad and Sind. Messrs Thakkar and Chitalia
took uprelief measures in Baroda ¢ity and surrounding places.
Money was distributed for rebuilding huts to poor depressed
classes and for relief of distress among some Parsis and
Muslim ladies in the city of Baroda. Me. Chitalia was in
charge of the 8. I. 8. Flood Relief camp at Baroda. He
distributed free grain and clothing to about 678 families .
costing about Rs. 1706. Cheap grain was supplied to
about 3000 families at a cost of Rs. 1896/-. Clothes were
distributed to the needy, numbering about 15694 of which
about 13,000 were distributed only among the depressed
classes. The total cost of this came to about Rs, 8364.
Sofig, utensils were also given free to the very poor
among them. Housing material worth sbout Rs. 3512
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was supplied to 83 families—Hindus, Muslims, Pargis and”
Christians. Special care was taken to relieve distress among
the depressed classes as they had suffered most. The Barods-
State undertook reconstruction of 700 houses with our aid.
‘We supplied roofing material to about 530 families at the rate .
of Rs. 30 each. Out of the money collected by the Soocisty, -
more than Rs. 2500 were distributed among the Bhangis for
construction of their houses in the Anand Taluka of Kheda
District. While human sympathy was being bestowed
on the sufferers in Western India, serious floods ocourred in
Orissa which damaged more than 70,000 houses in Kenujhar
State. Relief mensures were started at once and our-
member at that centre devoted all his time to thisurgent
call for duty. About Rs. 17,000 were distributad in cash for
house building and 3,000 houses have bean rebuilt. Relief
work is continuing there still.

In November 1927 three talukas of Nellore district in
Madres Presidency were visited by a terrible oyclone
whioh destroyed thousands of houses, trees, cattle and other
valuable material in about 800 villages. Mr. Vene
katasubbish immediately repaired to Nellore to study the
situation and to organise relief to the thousands of poor
fishermen, weavers etc.,, who had become homeless. Mr,
Devadhar alse paid a visit to Nellors, met the relief
workers and toured the affected area to a distanoce of about
14 miles, It is of interest to state that wherever rvelief
measures have been introduced, the Sooiety’s members have
endeavoured to work on oo-operative prinociples. and teach
the people in distress that their common suffering could ba
materially minimised if joint efforts were made to overcome
their misforfune,

Work Among Women :~Mr. Q. K. Dovadhar has been
closely assooiated as the prinoipal founder and Hony.
Organiser and General Seoretary of the Poona Seva Sadan
Sooiety from its very inoeption in 1909. The object of this
organisation is the education and uplift of Indian women,
with a view to make them self-reliant and socially and
stonomioally botter. This Soofety started two additional:
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Phranches of its activities during the year at Gwalior and
Madras, The “Womens Home of Service” at Madras which
"had been in the charge of Mrs. Cousins has been placed
runder the entire control of Mr., Devadhar from April 1928,
The -demand for trained women workers such as nurses,
-midwives, health visitors and teachers is great from various
:places all over the country. During the Congress week at
Madras, an All-India Industrial Exhibition was held to
which the Poona Beva Sadan sent articles prepared by its
*inmates. The articles proved popular and were sold off
-quickly. The Seva Sadan volunteers at Madras distributed
over25,000 leaflats in different languages giving an sccount
-of their Bociety. During the year Mr. Devadhar had to
~-consider the need for more accommodation in the Seva Sadan
-owing to rush of applications for admissions. He rented.
~additional buildinge to looate the Society’s High School
Classes as also the women medical students and probationer
nurses. Mr, Devadhar is exerting his influence with the .
~Government of Bombay to make a free grant of the Vishram-
bagh wada to the Seva Sadan Society. He is also con-
«templating a scheme of buildings in Poona for the acco-
mmodation of more probationer turses and for the location of
+the Society's Public Health School on 8 property which he
«pecured from Government on & nominal rental of Re, 1 per
.ennum, Ie has been able to get promises for a sum of
Rs 70,000 for this scheme and he has had the good.
fortune of getting the foundation stone Iaid in October by
:His Excellency Sir Leslie Wilson. As soon as he finds
money enough, the building to be known as * Sir Leslie and
‘Lady Wilson Home” will bs an accomplished fact, pro-
viding ahabitation for his long-cherished “Temple of Health”
-and accommodation for the growing number of nursing and
-medieal students now eramped for room.

Mz, Chitalia is in charge of the work of the Bhagini
:Samaj, which has been carrying on various sactivities in
Bombay City. Reading centres, Home industries classes,
Lectures and magic lantern demonstrations are being
aegularly held there. Pamphlets on yarious subjects

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useful to women and ochildren ware published during:
the year and widely distributed. Mr, Sharma has beens
organising adult women's Home classes and free travelling
and circulating libraries for women. He has started women's:
classes at 4 contres. Apart from this, 16 travelling libraries
for women are baing conduoted at Lahore and 3 other centres--
in the province. The Prayag Seva Samiti is also managing a
home for Hindu widows and conducting & good dispensary -
for women and children in the heart of the ¢ity of Allahabad.

Social Reform Propaganda:—Mr, Devadhar organis--
ed the * National Soocisl Conference® as an adjunoct to the-
Nationsl Liberal Federation in Christmes week at Bombay.
He was eleoted Chairman of the Reception Commiites of
the Conlerence and with the assistance of friends and other-
members of the Society present at the time in Bombay he
made the Conference a success. He presided over a publio
meeting held at Madras to support the Bill of Harbilas Sarda
regarding the raising of marriagable age of boys and girls.
Mr. Kaul published a Novel in Urdu called “Shama" in:

.
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-#ctober last year and was later engaged in writing another
hook dealing with the reform of the institution of Hindu
Marringe. Mr. Limaya took interest in the work of the
Widow Remarriage Association,Poona,and Mr, Joghi remain-

- ed SBecretary of the Bombay Social Reform Association.

Labour :—Reference has salready been made to the
work of Mr. Joshi in the Legislative Assembly to safeguard
and represent the interests of labour. He continued to act
as the General Secretary of the All-India Trade Union

* Congress. Inthat capacity he had to keep himself in touch
with theTrade Unions all over the country. He also made
arrangements for the session of the Trade Union Congress at

- Cawnpur in November 1927. Hae continued to be the Presi-

- dent of the Textile Labour Union. He is one of the Vice-
Presidents of the Bombay Provincial Committee of the All-
India Trade Union Congress. During the year under report
Mr. Joshi was elected President of the newly formed Amber-
nath Match Factory Labour Union, of the Kurla Match
Factory labour Union and of the Bombay R. M. S. Seamen’s
Union and of the Government Press Employees Union at
Delhi. He is also one of the Vice-Presidents of;the All-
Indis Railwaymen’s Federation. His connection with the
labour world necessitates his giving considerable time to

- correspondsnce and reading of up-to-date literature on the
subject of labour. Mr, Bakhale started a weekly paper in the
Vernacular called “Majoor” and conducted it regularly. He
was re-elected Assistant Secretary of the Trade Union Con-
gress. He was engaged in giving relief to the fextile workers
who had struck work in December 1927 in Bombay. As
the Joinf Seoratary of the Provincial Committes of the All-
India Trade Union Congress he had to make arrangements for
the reception of the English Trade Union delegation which
'visited India in the last cold weather., The Bombay Textile

" Union, of which Mr. Bakhale is the General Secretary, is
one of the biggest labour organisations in India. The work
of collecting the all-India Trade Union Bulletin fell fo Mr.

- Grokhale and later to Mr. Parulekar, the two probationers for

- admission to the Society. Mr. Bakhale was selected to
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ropresent the Indian Textile Union at the International
Textile Workers Congress at Ghent. He sailed for Europe
on May 5.

Our Soofety has shown sympathy with the labour
movement in India and has enlisted public support for the -
labour cause by lectures and articles in the Press. A har-
monious relation existing between the two with due regard
to the welfare of the human factor in productionis what
we are working for.

Go=operation :—Co-operation forms one of the most
prominent activities of the Society and many members are
associated in some way or other with the organisation of the
movement in the different provinces, on the success of which
depends the prosperity of millions of our countrymen.

" Mr Devadhar continued to be the President of the
Provineial Co-operative Institute, Bombay. He is one of the
D rectors of the Bombay Provincial Co-operative Bank. The
Government of Madras requested him in last August to work
on a Coma ittee on Co-operation appointed by that Govern-
ment to investigate into the growth of the movement in that
provinoce and to suggest measures for its further development.
Mr. Devadhar served on this Committee for three months.
He visited most of the districts of the Presidency. During
his toura in the Presidency he delivered about 25 lectures
and he took advantage at the same time to ses the Society's
Deprassed Classes Mission at Mangalore and the oentres
of education and oottage industry maintained’ by the
Davadhar Reconstruction Trust in Malabar. He also found
time to attend to the working of Debt Redemption Commi-
ttee which is doing useful work among the Sweepers and
Soavengers in Bombay City. Under the auspices of the
Sholapur Institute Mr. Devadhar spoke on the “Co-opera-
tors” Day on the ideals of Co-operation, y

Mr. Thakkar was for a part of the year the President of
the Distriot branch of the Co-operativé Institute and also of
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the Advisory Board of the Dohad branch of the Bombay
Provincial Co-operative Bank, Mr. Deols was the Prasident of
the Girgaum Distriet Co-opsrative Institute and the Chairman
of the Bombsy City Co-operative Divisional Institute. Mr.
Venkatsubbish was elected one of . the Sacretaries of
the Madras Provincial Co-operative Union. e and Mr.
Sivaswamy gave evidence beforethe Co operative Committee .
appointed by the Madras Government. Both these Madras .
members conducted irsining classes for the advanced
supervisors under the auspices of the Provincisl Co-opera-
tive Union. These cinsses Iasted for over three months, At
Anantpur-anc Tanjore Mr. Venkatsubbiah delivered a course
of lectures on co~operation. In Febrnary he was elected the
Managing Director of the Triplicane Urban Co-operative
Society, which is one of the largest of its kind and which
keeps him busy day after day. He is also connected with
the Central Co~operative Printing Works. Mr. Sivaswamy,
as one of the Secretaries of the Madras Provincial Co~opara-
tive Union, spent most of his time in doing propagaunds,
“addressing the Central Banks, District Federatlone Super-
viging Unpions and the Primary Societ! es. He sassistad
Mr. Devadhar in his work on the Co-operative Committee
for about § months. He was in charge of the Training
Class of Supervisors conducted by the Coimbstore District
Co—opersative Federation, -

Mr. Dube waselected a, Director of the Central Cirristian
Co-operative Bank, United Provinces, and has also becn
made 8 member of the Manazing Committee of the same,
He attended the meetings f tha Bank ot Lucknow and
Cawnpur during the year. Mr, Patvardhan continued a

. member of the Managing Commit ee of the Poona District
Co-operative Institute. Mr. Suryanarayan Rao studied the
oco-operative question to give evidence before the Comumittee
on Co-operation and delivered a foew lectures on this subject.
Mr. Sahu edited for part of the year an Oriys Cc-operalive
magazine published at Cuttack under the auspices of the Bihar
and Orissa Co-oparative Federation. He was also a Director
of the Cuttack Central (o operative Bank,

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 Among the Aboriginals =Mr. Thakkar's work for thé
weifare of the Bbils in Gujrat is making steady progresa
In the oourse of six years, the Bhil Seva Mandal started by
Mr. Thakker has been able to enlist soven life members
pledged for 20 years service, Mz, Thakkar is the President of
this body. There are besides, thirty other ordinary workers
fn this Bhil Mission. There are 160 boys in the six free
Boarding Primary Sohools and abouf 456 more boys in the
day sohools: Ten boys atbend the English High Schodl at
Dohad. They have built a temple there and foundation for
another temple is laid in the premises of éwo boarding schools
in villages, Mr. Thakkar has heen loyally assisted in his
work, and partioularly this year when he had to be away from
his headquarters on account of the flood relief aotivities in
Guirat, by Mr. Laxmidas Srikant. Mr. Thakkar has made a
oareful study of the question of tha aboriginal tribes in all
its bearings and visited many places inhabited by
thess tribeg. In appreviatfon of his vast knowledge of the
aboriginal and depressed glasses problem, the Government of
Bombay bave this year appointed him a member of the
Committes o fully investigate into it

The Depressed Classes:—Mr, Thakkar is the Presl-
dent of another assooiation of pledged workers for running
eduoational institutions for Depressed Classes in Gujrat, One
more rosidential achool was built and work started there
during the year. The work of this organisation was entlrely
financed by the Gujrat Jongress Committes, A Co-operative
Credit Sooisty was started and run during the year for the
benefit of about 100 dhangis of Navsarl. This Soolety hasdone
useful work in redeeming the Bhangia from their old debts.

Mr. Swryanarayan Rao romained in charge of the
Dopressed Classes M ission at Mangalove. The Mission main-
taine elementary schools with an industrial section attach-
od wherae oarpentry is tsught. A boarding honse apeommo-
dating about 18 boys is maintained with the help of the grant
received from the Government. The colonies, two of whioch
are mainly for the Koragas, an aboriginal tribe, are used for
Agricultural Settlement of the Depressed Classes, Mr, Joahi

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iz n momber of the Managing Committee of the Indian
Dopressed Classes Mission. Mr, Sahu has also interested
himself in the Depressed Classes and taken steps to improvo
their lot in & village ten miles away from Cuttaok.

. Temperance :— Mr. Thakkar continued his propa-
ganda among the Bhils against the use of drink and drugs.
In Beptember:1927, Mr. Andrews Dube was elected Secre-
- tary of the Oudh Temperance Federation and in that capa-
oity oreated gome public opinion in favour of olosing &
fiquor shop in the eity. He attended the All-India Prohibi-
tion League meetinge st New Delhi in February, 1928.
Messra Joshi and Kunzrua are two of the members of the
Executive Counoil of the All-India Tempsrance Assooiation.

Mr; Venkatsubbiah continued as Secretary of the Madras
Temperance League.

! - Rural Reconstruction:—Calls for service in this
direotion have been many and pressing and the subject belng
-new which the Society had not tried its handa on before, we
‘vannot say much about cur achievement in this field. M.
Devadhar who referred to this subject in his Presidential
address on June 12 last year, the occasion of the Booiety's

. Anniversary, discussed this question with various people
‘during his tours in Gujrat, Sind, Central Provinces and
Madras Presidency. Mz, Devadhar also spoke on the need of
"organizing the work atthe National Liberal Federation heid at
Bombay. He also delivered several lectures on this subject in
‘Madras Presidency. Mr. Venkatsubbiah was chosen by Mr.
“A, Ranganatha Mudaliar as 8 member of the Rural Recon-
“struction fund which the latter had formed out of his salary
"as & Minister in the Madras Government. Mr. Venkatsubbiah
placed his schemse of intensive development work in a vill-
»mge about 10 miles from Madras city before the Trust which
-was approved. A paid worker was employed to demonstrate
improvements recommended by the Agriculfural Department
- .and was also expected to develop activities of a Co-operative
1 Credit Soociety and to help village Panchayats. Since the
- Minister’s resignation the Trust has been abolished. K In
* August 1927, the Y.M. C. A. organised a Rural Reconstruction
i Exhibifion with lectures and discusgions in which Mr. Venkat
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Bubbiah took part. Mr. Sahu has also started similar work in
a village near Cuttuck in Orisea. He has begun by opening a
Primary School with 50 children and a fres dispensary
where about 3000 cases have been treated during the last
year. He has plans for putting up & small building as &
oentre of his work,

Propaganda :— Not being content with the wvaried
asotivities which the members -are earrying on irn different
parts of India and a brief account of which has been given
above, the Soolety has deemed it worth its while to earry on
propagandas through the press In favour of principles and
‘methods of work for which we have all along stood. Propa-~
ganda in respect of the work which we are doing is necessary
‘and it has been done. We have fully availed ourselves of the
generous hospitality of the press and the public platform.
Qooasions have offered themselves when our members have
addressed publio gatherings on the work and aotivities of
the Sooiety.

"Mr. K. G. Limaye has been the Editor of the
“Dnyan Prakash"” a Marathi Daily. In spite of the obvi-
ous diffioulties in its way, the paper is steadily becoming
mors popular and. it iz not & source of anxiely as it was some-
time ago., It haa never failed to uphold the prineciples of
eocial reform and every good cause found a champion in the
“Dnyan Prakash”. Having no communal bias of any
kind, the papsr exercises a unique influence in cementing the
bonds of union between the various communities of the
Deccan partionlarly and the outaide Marathi speaking dis-
triot generally. The paper has been carrying on vigorous
sduscative propaganda in favour of the boyoolt of the Simon
Commisesion, rights of subjects of Indian States, and Hindu-
Muslim unity.

The “ Servant of India*, the weekly organ of the Soelety
in English isedited by Mr. S.G, Vaze, He is assisted in his work
by Mr. D. V. Ambekar, The paper has tried to maintain its
highlevel in spite of the heavy expenditure it entails. Review

. of books is a oonspicuous feature of the paper. The Society
extends its grateful thanks to the reviewers for returning the
books reviewed and thus enabling us to inoreass the library
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at the headquarters. Continental and South African letters
have regularly been published throughout the year and our
readers are kept informed of the trend of events in other °
countries. We have aiways drawn publio attention to the
grievances of our countrymen gettled abroad as they crop up
from time to time, Letters from Delhi and Simla and
occasionally from other provinces are slso among the
gpecial features of this paper. We may claim that we have
laid emphasis on con structive thinking and have supported
all progressive and reform movements. With a firm faith
in & nation-wide and democratic nationalism which ex-
cludes none, we have advocated the rights of minorities, the
depressed and labouring olasses not excluding women.

The “Hitawada ™ of Nagpur has in recent years attained
au important position in the publio life of the Central
Provinces. Being the only English paper in thaf part of the
eountry it enjoya certain peculiar advantages. The paper
was made a bi-weekly with the help of a generous friend.
All the Society’s papers are being maintained in spite of the
financial losses incurred on them, as they are, in the opinion
of. the Soclety, serving very useful purpose of propagsating
the principles in politics and social reform whick we cherish.
it is heartoning to find that these principles are receiving
ample recognition and support from the general publia.

f The Presses:— Our readers will remember that the
Society runs at Poona the Aryabhushan and Dnyan Prakash
Presses which were destroyed by fire sboutitwo years ago.
Plans for a new building and securing of & new site for the
building took considerable time, and these being finally set-
tled, the foundation stone of our Press Building was Iaid on
Fob.19, 1928 by that generous friend of the Soclety Sir
Jamsetji Jeejoebhoy, Bart. before a large and distinguished
gathering. The buildings are expscted to be ready by
Dacember noxt, Mr., A.V. Patwardhan sssisted by Mr. V.H-
Barve is the manager of the Press. The Honorary Coneulting
Architect and Enginser of tha Society is Mr. N. R, Wadia
of Bombay, The Bociety has Presses at Bombay and Nagpur

also, oalled the Bombay Vaibhav and  the Hitawada Press
respectively,
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Further financial and other needs :—From the state-
ment of socounts published it will be noticed that the
financial condition of the Society during the past year has in
no way heen free from anxziety. In addition to providing
for the usual expenditure, the Society had to bear the loss on
aocount of its English Weekly the 'Servant of India.’
Moreover, the plans and estimates for the consfruction of
the new Press Buildings had to be revised fo meet the grow-
ing needs of that cuncern and to provide sufficient accommo-
dation for the two papers conducted by the Society for
purpoees of propaganda. This has naturally added to the
already inoreased cost of construction.

Need for more workers :—The Society has begun to feel
very keenly the nead for the admission of more members in
order not only to cope with the Increasing activities of the’
Society in various directions but also due to the faot that
many of tha senior members are getting old and advanced
in yenrs having put in more than 20 years of strenuous work
and their work must necessarily pass into the hands of
younger members. But the Society could not venture to
add to its membership owing to its financial condition.
Various items of work whioch need the attention of the
Sooiety have perforce remained untouched. Besides the
Society has been compelled to refuse requests to undertake
work in various places as members could not be spared. A
larga number of applioations for membership, though deserv-
ing consideration, ocould not be considered favourably.

Institute for Training of Rural Workers:—The
widespread interest evinoed all over the country in the idea
of rural reconstruction affords a great opportunity to the
Soolety to develop the work of rural reconstruction, to start
new centres for it and to organise and maintain an Institute
for the training of Rural workers. The Society will be too
glad to undertake this great task if some generous donor
oomes forward to6 supply the necessary funds for vigorously
oarrying on further this kind of aotivity. Such an Institute
will provide the required opportunities to youngmen to
devote themselves to the service of the country after getting
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‘the 'necessa.ry training and help in bringing in the words of
the late Mr, Gokhale “ & ray of hope and cheer” into the
lives of the rural population which they so badly need.

Before closing this brief account of work, the Society
takes this opportunity to thank Mrs. Anandibai Dhavale B.A.,
the eldest daughter of .the late Mr. G. K, Gokhale for her
generous aot in providing partially funds for the education
of the members’ children out of & Trust, the outline of which
was communicated by the late Mr, Gokhale to those around
him before his demise.
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Appendix A
CONSTITUTION

OF THE

Servants of India Society,

Founded by the late Mr. G. K. Gokhale C. I. E,
at Poona on 12th June 1905,

The Servants of India Society will train men prepared
to devote their lives to the cause of the country is a religious
spirit, and will seek to promote, by all constitutional means,
the nationsl Interests of the Indian people. Ita membera
will direct their efforts principally towards (1) creating
among the people, by example and by precept, a deep and
passionate love of the motherland, seeking its highest fulfil-
ment in gervice and sacrifice; (2) organizing the work of
political eduoation and agitation, basing it on & careful study
of publio questions, and strengthening generally the public
life of the oountry; (3) promoting relations of cordial good-
will and oo-operation among the different communities; (4)
assisting educational movements, especially those for the
eduoation of women, the eduocation of backward classes and
industrial and scientific education; (5) helping forward the
industrinl development of the country ; and {6}the elevation of
the depressed olasses. The head-quarters of the Society will
be at Poona, where it will maintain a Home for its membazs,
and, attached to it, a Library for the study of subjects bear-
ing on its work. The following constitution has been adop~
ted for the Society +—

1. The Society shall be called " The Servents of India
Soolety.”
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2. The objects of the Society are to train natfonal |
wmissionaries for the service of India and to promote, by all
constitutional means, the interests of the Indian people.

3. The Society will consist of (a) a First Member or
President; (b) a Vice-President; (e) Ordinary Members;
and (d) Members under training.

4, The First Member or President will be the Head of
the Society.

5. Every member, on admission, shall undergo a special
training for a period of five years. During this period, he
will be known as a ‘member under training.” When a
wember has completed his five years’ discipline, he will be
styled an ‘ Ordinary Member’ of the Society.

6. Subject to rules 12 and 13, every member of the
Society shall be a member for life.

7. The ¥irst Member or President, assisted by a Coun- .
<il, shall manage the affairs of the Society in accordance
~with the bye.laws framed for the purpose. This Council
shall oonsist of the Vice-President, the Senior members of
the Branches, and three Ordinary Members elected annually
by the members of the Society, the retiring members being
wligible for re-election.

8. Noperson will be admitted as a member of the
Society, unless his admission is recommended by the Coun.
-¢il and the recommendation accepted by the Firat Member
or President,

9. Every member at the time of admission shall take
*%he following seven vows:—

(i) The country shall always be the first in my
thoughts and I will give to her service the best that is in me,

~ {ii) In serving the country I will seek no personal
advantage for myself.
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2£iii}) I will rogard all Indisns as .brothers -and work: for
the sdvancement of all, without distinction of caste or ereed.

‘¢iv) I will be content with such provision for myself
“*and my family, as the Society may be able to make. I-will
devote no part of my energies to earning money for myself. .

(v) I wili lead a pure personal life.
«{wi) I will engage in no parsonal quarrel with any one )

(vii) I will always keep in view the aims of the Sooiety
‘and watch over its interest with the utmost zeal, doing ail
I oan to advanoe its work. I will never do anything which
is inconsistent with the objects of the Society.

i10. Ewery member under training shall, during the
time that he is under training, place himgelf uunder the entire
guidanoe and control of the First Member or President and
_shall.do such work and devote himself to such studies as.the
First Member or President may direct,

11, Ap Ordinary Member may be sent by the First
Member or President and Counocil, fo any part of India on
-special duty or for general work in connection with the
.Sootety. He will be bound to do the work sassigned #o him
under the general directlon of the First Member or Presi-
dent and Council, and shall obey orders and instructions
that may be received from them.

12 The Society may release a member from his vows
and permit him to resign his membaership on the ground of
continued fli-health or for other sufficient causse, on a recom-
mendation to that effect being made by the Council, with
the concurrence of not less than three-fourths of the mems-
bers of the Boeiety, and the recommendation bheing mccepted

" by the First Member or President.

. 13. The Society may remove the name of any member
from its roll of members on & recommendation to that effect

* Thase words to be omitied if there ba no family,
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being made by the Council, with the concurrence of not less
than three-fourths of the members of the Soclety, and the
recommendation being accepted by the First Maember or
President. The Society will not be bound to disclose the
reasons for such removal,

14. The First Member will hold offics for life.

(@) It will be the duty of the First Member to recom-
mend in writing to the Council the names of three Ordinary
Members out of whom the members of the Society shall elect
a successor to him aa First Member on a vacancy ocourring.
If no such recommendation has been raceivad by the Council
when the vacancy occurs, the members of the Society may
elect any ordinary members, or in the absence of a suitable
Ordinary Member, any member, fo succeed as First Momber.,

(b} In case, however, it appears undesirable to elect &
Firet Member the members may elect one of thair number to
be President of the Society for a period of three years.

. (c) The members of the Society shall elect an Ordinary
Member to be Vice-President of the Socisty for three yesars.

(d) The Pirst Member or President may, notwithstand-
ing any other Rule, delegate any of his functions. to the
Vice-President, g

'15, When a vacancy occurs in the First Membership
or Presidentship of the Society, the Council shall exercise all
the powers vested by the rules in the First Member or
President singly or the First Member or President and Coun«
oil, until such time as a new First Member or President is
duly elected; and any act done by the Council during such
time shall be deemed valid, provided that the Council takes
steps with all reasonable despateh to srrange for the elec-
tion of a new First Member cx President under rule 14 (a) or
14 (b) as the case may be.

16. In special circum:tances the First Member or
President and Ccuncil may exempt, for reasons to be record-
" ed in writing, any member of the socxety from the operation
©f any rule save rule 9, - e
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17. An applicant for membership may . bs required to
paes through a period of probation before admission and may
in that case, be enrolled as a Probationer on such terms and
for such period as the First Member or President and Council
may determine. :

18, The First Member or President and Council may
remove the name of any Probationer from the list of Proba-
tioners befora the expiry of the period of probation. The
Society will not be bound to disclose the reasons for such
removal.

19, The First Member or President and Council may’
admit any person, who, in their opinion, is capable of being
trained to assist members of the Society in their work and.
who is prepared to devote his life to such work, as a Perma-
nent Assistant of the Society, on such terms as the First
Member or President and Counoil may determine,

20. A Permanent Assistant may, on grounds of epeoial -
fitness and after a period of approved cervios of notless than
three years, be admitted as member under training by the
First Member or President and Couneil.

21. The First Member or President and Council may
semove the name of any Permanent Aesistant from the 1list
of Permanent Agsistants of the Society, The Society will
not be bound to disclose the reasons for such removal. ‘

22, The First Member or President and Council may
-admit any person who is in full sympathy with the objects of
the Society and is prepared to devote himself to such work
a8 may be assigned to him for the benefit of the Society at an
Attachd of the Society on such terms and under such control
-as the First Member or President and Council may determine,

23. The First Member or Prosident and Council may
remove the name of any Attachd from the list of Attachés
-of the Society. The Society will not be bound to disolose the
reasons for suoh removal, ,
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24. The First Member or President: and Council - may
enrol any person who is in full sympathy with the objeots of
the Society and who is prepared to devote a portion- of his
time and resources to the furtherance of its work as. an
Associate of the Society.

25. Probationers, Pormanent Assistants, Attachés, and
Aszsociates will bave no voice in the management of the
affairs of the Society and no interest in the Scciety’s property
cr-funds.

26. All property of the Society shall belong to the
Soociety in its corporate character, and no member, in his
individual capacity, nor the heirs, executors or assignees of
any member, shall have any right to any portion of it.

27. The property of the Society shall be held by three .
Trustees, one of whom shall be the First Member or Presi-
dent for the time belng, and the other two, such membors as
may. be elected by the members of the Society for the purpose

£28. All contracts, entered into, for and on behalf of the
Society, shall be in the name of the First Member or Presi-
dent, In all suits brought by or egainst the Bociety, the
Society shall be represented by the First Member or President.

29. The Society shall not be dissolved by the death,
secession or removal of any member.

30, The First Member or President may, with the con-
currence of & majority of the Ordinary Members of the So-
ciety, make, alter, or rescind any bye-law or byelaws for
(1) the management of the affairs of the Society and the
conduoct of its business; (2) the custody, disposal and control
of the funds of the Society ; (3) the provision to be made for-
members of the Society and their families and the grant of
special allowances to them in special circumstances ; (4) the
grant: of leave to membere of the Society ; (5) the grant of
allowances to Permanent Assistants and Attcathés of the
Society; (6) the carrying out in other ways of the cbjects of
the Society.
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31. The First Momber or President and Council shalY
have power to take whatever steps may be deemed necessary

- The following bye-laws have been made under rule 30 :—

(1) The Society shall, as circumstances permit, establish
Branches for work in different parts of the country, Af the
head of each Branch there shall be a Senior Member, whose
appointment and removal ehall vest in the First Member or
Prosident and Council. He will be an ez-officio member of
the Council. The affairs of each Branch shall be managed
by a Board consisting of the Senior Member and the Ordinary
Members belonging to it.

(2) (a) Every member under training will be granted
an allowance of Rs. 65 a month for thé first two
years of his training and Rs. 75 forthe next three.

(b) Every Ordinary Member will be granted an aliow-
ance of Rs, 90 a month for the first five years, Rs
110 for the next five years and Rs. 125 afterwards

(c) A rent allowance not exceeding Rs.15 a month in
Bombay and Rs, 10 elsewhere or the actual rent
paid, if less, will be granted to members, in case
there are no quarters available on the premises of
the Society.

{d) An sllowance, between Rs. 50 and Rs. 60 per
month, will be made to Permanent Assistants,

(e} Every Probationer will be given an allowance of
Ra. 50 a2 month during the period of his probation.

(/) Every member under training who maybe de-
puted to work in the City of Bombay, will be paid
Rs. 15 as Bombay allowance, until he becomes an
Ordinary Member.
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{9) In cases of serious illness members may be paid
" by the Branches, on the recommendation of the
Senior Member, the whole or part of the medical

~ fees and medicine charges.

{3) (a) A member under training is entitled to two
months’ leave every year, which may be granted
by the First Member or President, and, if the
applicant is attached to a Braench, by the Samor""
Member of that Branch,

{b) Ordinary Members are entitled to a month’s Ieave
every year, which may be granted by the First
- Member or President, and, if the applicant is at-:
tached to a Branch, by the Senior Mamber of
that Branch.

(¢) Ordipary Members of the Central Provinces and
Berar are entitled to one month and ten days'
privilege leave if they go on leave on the 1st of
May.

{d} All membaors are entitled to twenty days' ocasual
leave in & year.

(¢) Both casual and privilege leave, mentioned above
will only be sanctioned, if the work of the
Sooiety permits.

{4) (a) The life of every member will, on admission, be
agsured by the Seciety in favour of the First
Member or President for the time boing for a sum
of Rs. 3,000 payable at death. If no Insurance
Company accepts the life of any member for
assurance, the First Member or President and
Council may make such other arrangement as they
deem fit to seours, in the case of such member, the
object of this bye-law.

{!) On the death of & member whose life has been
assured the First Member or President shall pay
the amount recovered on the life-policy of the
deceased to such person or persons as the deceased

[
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member may, by will or otherwise in writing, have
directed. In the absence of such direction, the
First Member or President and Counoil gshall have
power to determine whether the amount recovered
may be paid to any person or persons belongiag to
the family of the deceased, and, if so, to whom.

(5) The First Member or President and Council may
grant, in special circumstances, a special allowance to a
member or & Permanent Assistant suited fo the rquirements
of his case.

{6) If a member's connection with the Society is ter-

minated under rule 12 or rule 13, he and his family shall

orfeif all claim. to the benefit secured to him or them wunder
these bye-laws, ‘
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Riles and ByerLaws for the Enrolment of
Associates,:

Rules.

“%4. The First Member or President and Council’ may
enrol any pérson who is in full sympthy with the objecta of’
the Soociety, and who is prepared to dévote & portion of his
time and resources to the furtherance of ite work, as an
Associate of the Society."”

“95, Probationers, Permanent Assistants, Attachés, and
Associates will have no voice in the management of the-
affairs of the Society and no interest in the Society’s property
or funda.”

Bye-Laws,

(1) When the First member or President and Council
resolve to enrol any one as an Assooiate, the fact will be
communioated to the person concerned by the Seoretary.

{2) ' In oase any applioation for Assooiateship ia rejected
the Society will not be bound to discloss the reasons.

(3) A Branoh may, whore praocticable, ascertain the-
opinion of the Associates assigned to it, in respect of any new
scheme of work contemplated by it, and in respect of any
question of polioy to be laid down by the Society, on occe-
sions when momentous questions are before the country,

(4) An Associate will so conduot himself as not to
compromise the porition of the Society, but further its aims.
*- and interestr.
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(5) Associates will be kept informed by the head-
quarters of the Society about the progress of work from
time to time; will be invited to attend the Anniversary of-the
foundation-day; will be allowed to use the libraries of the
‘Society at the headquarters and st the Branoches; may be
invited to attend special sessions and may be allowed fo
reside, if room be mvailable, at the headquarters or the
Branches. for the purposes of study or work.,

(6) The President and Counoil may remove the name
of an Associate from the list of Associates maintained at
the head-quarters, on a recommendation to that effect being
received from the Branch to which the Associate is assigned.
The Society will not be bound to disclose the reasons for
.such removal,

Appendix B
PREAMBLE.

( The foilowing paragraphs from the pen of
the illustrious Founder formed the criginal
preamble to the constitution of
- the Society. )

For some time past the conviction has been forcing
~itself on many earnest and thoughtful minds that a stage has
_been reached in the work of nation-building in India, when,
for further progress, the devoted labours of e specially

trained agency, applying itself to the task in a trie
missionary spirit, are required.. The work that has been
accomplished go far has indeed bsen of the highest wvalue.
The growth during the last fifty years of & feeling of
<common nationality, based upon common traditions and
ties, common hopes and aspirations, and even common
disabilities, has been most atriking. The fact that we ara
Indians first and Hindus, Mahomedans, Parsess or Chri-
tians afterwards is being realised in & steadily increasing
measure, and the idea of a unitad and renovated India,
marohing onwards to & place among the nations of the’
~world, worthy of her great past, is mo longer a mere idle
»dream of a few imaginative minds, but is the definitely ac-
cepted creed of those who form the brain of the community—
the educated classes of the country. A creditable begin-
ning has already bean made in matters of education and of
local self-government; and all classes of the people arc
slowly but steadily coming under the influence of libera?
ideas. The olaims of public life are every day receiving
‘wider recognition, and attachment to the land of our birth
-is growing into a strong and deeply cherished passion of
the heart. .The annual meetings of Congresses and Coaz-
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forenoes, the work of public bodies and associations, the
writings in the columns of the Indian Press—all “hear
witness to the new life that is coursing in the veins df the
people. The results achieved so far are undoubtedly muast
gratifying, but they only mean that the jungle has been
cleared and the foundations laid. The great work of rearing
the supsrstructure has vet to be taken in hand and “the
situation demands on the part of workers devotion and
sacorifices proportionate to the magnitude of the task.

“"The Servants of Indis Society” has bean established
to meet in some measure these requirements of the  situa~
tion. - Its members frankly acoept the British connection as
ordained, in the inscrutable dispensation of Providence, for
India's good. Self-government within the Empire for their
country and a higher life genarally for their countrymen s
theirigeal, This goal, they recognise, osnnof be atiained
without years of earnest and patient effort and saerifices
worthy of the oause, Much of the work must be divected
toward building up in the country a higher type of oharso-
ter and capacity than is generally available .at prasent, .and
the advance can only be slow. Moreover, the path is beset
with great difficulties; there will be constant temptations
to turn back ; bitter disappointments will repeatedly try the
faith of those who bave put their hand to the work. But
the weary toil oan have but one end, if only the workers
grow not faint hearted on the way. One essential condi-
tion of sucoess in this work is that a sufficient number of
our countrymen must now come forward to devota them-
selves to the cause in the spirit in which religious work
is undertaken, Public life must be spiritualized. Love of
ocountry must so fill the heart that all else shall appear as
of little moment by its side. A fervent patriotism which
rejoices at every opportunity of sacrifice for the motheriand,
s dauntleas heart which refuses to be turned back from its
objeot by difiouity or danger, a deep faith in the purpose of
Providenece whioch nothing oan shake—squipped with
these, the worker must start on his migsion and reverently
seek the joy which comes of spending onesslf in the ssrvioca
of one's country,
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The Servants of India Society will train men prepared
’to devote their lives to the cause of the country in a reli.
g:ous spirit, and will seek to promote, by all constitutional
mesns, the national interests of the Indian people. Its mem-
'bers will direct their efforts principally towards (1) creating
|among the people, by example and by precept, a deep
_and passionate love of the motherland, seeking its highest
fulfilment in service and sacrifioe ; (2) organising the work
“of political education and agitation, basing it on a careful
study of public questions, and strengthening generally the
- publie 1ife of the country; (3) promoting relations of cordisal
good-will and co-operation among the different communi-
‘ties ; (4) assisting educational movements, especially those
for tho education of women, the edueation of backward
olasses and industrial and seientific education : (5) helping
:forward the industrial development of the country ; and (6)
the elevation of the depressed classas. The head-quarters of
‘the Society will be at Poons, where it will maintain a
Home for its members and, attached to it, a Library for the
study of subjects bearing on its work. The following con-
