HE arrival in Durban of an all-India touring
football team is an event of much wider import
than appears at first glance. -We in’ Natal
particnlarly shounld hail it as another indication of
the significant texture of which onr straneely woven
Commonwealth ia made. ‘Assooiation football was
targht to India by British people tnany years ago):
and to-day the socoer field 18 one of the areras:
where the divergent races in the great Dependenoy
mest in 8 rivalry that should be to the definite .
advantage of all concerned. Indians have proved
themselves apt pupils of their teachers, . and the
playing standard attained among them is very- high.
Nor are the tonrists men of » type unrepreasntative .
of the best their country can offer. In their ranks.
are barristers, gradnates and other  men “who, from
an Indian poiot n€ view, sorrespond to the university -
products of the Old Coauntry. The visitors will find,
unhappily, that in. South Africs: there is not that
cnrdialily ahown by the ‘Enropean peoplea to men
of their race that their social and educational attaio-
ments entitle them to expect. Bot ther must not
Jot thia faot distarb them too greatly,. We in Bonth
Afrioca do not always see the Indian at his best; and
many of our own people are very insular indeed. in
their dealings with people of different -complexions .
from their own. . . T B
We hope the visitora have a pleasant stay iu .
South Africa; that they enjoy their football; that
they are able to help onward the loeal standard, and ,

Ly .o . . T
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that the§ tnke away with them a better opinion of
South Afriva than sometimes India is given of this
perverge and variegated land. We hope, too,
the local Indian efficials will approach the Eoropean
authorities and find nut if it is not possible to stage
at least one of the tourinrg matches at Kingsmead.
There are a great many Evropeans in this town who,
for mors reasons than oae, wounld like to see the
vigitors in action, and who would like to feel that,
on 80 wemorable an occasion, 8 main European
piayground was at their dispogal, The Indian
Aesociation might retort, of conrse, that there is
nothing to prevent Europeans going to the playing
fields of the Association at Currie’s Fountain. Nor
is there. What we had in mind, however, was that
if one of the matches with the visitors could be
staged on Kingesmead er the Track Ground, a better
gate would be secured which wonld help the Indian
football revenues, and the visitors would be made
to feel that the Earopean sporting community was
eager to show some courteay to strangers from a far-
reaching land. At the latter end of June there will

be 0 many visitors to Durban that a mid-week -

mateh at one of the central grounds under the con-
trol of the Grounds Association would draw & popu-
Jar gate; and we do not doubt that many employers
wonld give their Indian workers time off to see
their ormpatriots in action. Anyway, the experi.
ment is worth trying!

[Natal Education Defect
' Examiners’ View

NMaial children of the Standard VI age are learning
to spell worda they cannot use, declares Dr. W, @.
McConkey, Inapsotor of Schools, in a report on the
1933 Certificate examination just cironlated. He
found that a requoeat for synonyms for simple words
from the apelling list was worse anewered than any
other gueslion in the Second Paper sot for children
taking English as their main laugunage,

Another fault he discovered was the ohildren’s in-
ability to combine simple sentences to form complex
oner. This, Dr. MeConkey regards asa sign that their
ability to nse English is nnsatisfactcry, and he nrges
teachers toencounrage private reading among their
pupile, a8 well as to improve the standard of oral
English uned in ordivary olassroon work.

The importanca of reading is stressrd by another

examiner, Mr, N. E. Nuttall, who affirms that the
ohildren who read are always the children who can
write good idiotnatic English. The need is once
again apparent, he says, for well-equipped and
wisely-nsed school libraries.
&t Mr, Nuttal)l, who waa alao concerned with this
genoral Standard VI examinaljon, regards as alarm.
ingly large the nnmber of candidates who were
obviously quite unfitted for the examination. The
compositdons were, for the most part disappointing,
anl the great majority of the ehildren showed a
distressing lack of imagination.

“The use of words in sentences to illustrate their
mesning” sags Mr. Nuttall; “wss goenerally far
trom satisfoctory: The lus: qu stlon; demanding 4n
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outline of a poem, 8 proas passage or a speech, or
8 description of & painting, produced deplorable
auswera from the majority of candidates. And yat
it does not seem wunreasonable to expect from
childred in Btandard VI a coherent und intelligible
acconnt of somothing they have seen, read or heard.”

Captain White, a noted Scout Master explained
the variona laws governing the movement and sid
it is unfortunate that the Indian Boy Scouts are nst
recognised in the Union. The Paladine, Wayfarere,
Pathfinders eto, are recognised by the Union Qouneil
and their training are ran parallel to the Boy Scounls
movement,

.There ia an organisation here which was recently
formed and is ocalled the “Protoria Indian Boy
Soonte Asscciation,” Mr, G, 8. Frank was elsoted aa
Scout Maater and chairman, After u few wecks he
resigned {from his post withoutiyiving any substantial
reagon and with the ussistance of Mrs Moonsamy
Das, who Les been a scout Master in Natal, ho oon-
vened the above meeting. Mr, Das promised falth-
fully to give bis service, Instead of nplifting the
Scont movermnent, assisting and enconrnging us in
our struggle for improvement he did the opposite,

It is a pity that these two genilimen eonsidered
the Enropeans a8 best to judge on the pame and
that we should abide by their decision, Did they
realise that it is aslur on our race to deprive us from
neing the word “Scount” and its uniform? Mer, Nanoa
Sila, a patriotio Indlan aaid that he was dleguated to
leara that the Indian Boy Booats in the Union are
not recognised, wherens in East Africa, India and 1n
other parls the Indlnps are allowed to be Beoals,
to adorn the original nniforms and even atlend the
Jamboree. He further said the Scont movement
wag ioternational recognised throughout the world
and whioh stood for what waa right and good and
ptrongly protested to the word “'Pathfinder.”

The convenors had cast a great slur not only on
our community, bal on the whole Scout movement
here. Do the gentlemen know that not long while
ago the Miniater of Native Afairs refused to grant
passports to three cultured Native Pathfinders who
were golected to proceed for the Jambore beld in
Hungary? Will they pnow understand tbat the
Pathfinder movemsnt is not national and fts alme

- FIRST MATCH WITH NATAL
ALL ROADS LEAD TO CURRIE’S. FOUNTAIN'
INDIA BEATS NATAL BY 6 GOALS TO NIL . ..

ELL over 10,000 excited epectators, inclading
several handrad Enropeans, and a com
paratively small number of Indian women,

were thrilled to their hearta’ satisfaction last
Satarday afternoon when the first all-India side
ever to tonr this conntry, opened their tour with a
watch against Natal, defeating them by six gcals
to ail. ‘

Oonditions were ideal and the erowd was prepared
for the event of the afternoon, by the cartain raiser
which was prodocive of excellent football. In this
fixiare, Maritzburg outplayed Durban and won by
three goals to one,

Promptly at 3.15 Dr. 8. Datt, the captain of the
tourists, led his men on te the field. They were
greeted with a roar of applause whioh gave way to
# gasp of sarprise when it was seen that with the
exveption of 8, Mozomdar, they were all unshod,

Tho Natalians then ran on the field behind R. A,
Nafdoo, and were not less generously freated by
tho orowd, ‘

In beating Natal, ag they did, the visitors proved
themselvea to be footballers of no mean ability.

Right within the firet minate, the barefooted playars, -

by meaus of fast footwork, clever passing and
brainy play, carried the ball within the Natal Penalty
aros, Lakshminarayan shot from a good posgition,
but Nadasen brought of a good save—only to be
doefeated 8 minote or so later when Bhattacherjes
broke through and scored.

The tourists were now doing what Natal was not.
They wero keeping the positions; they drew their
opponents, passed amcourately and conserved their
euergy. Bhattacharjes and N. Ghosh were in
partioular brilliaat for while the latter's centres
were always noourate to a degree the former seemed
to be here, thers and everywhers, and utilised these
centrea to such effeot that Nadasen in the Natal goal
had his work out out to keep hig oharge elear,

Several times after their first goal, and within ten
minutes of the start of the gams, the tourists seemed
to be oortain of inoreasing their gcore, bat really
brilliant defence by George Singh, the young Natal
right back,and good goal keeping on the part of
Nadasen mansged to keep them out. It was ag a
result of their combined efforts, in fact, that Nata]

initiated the attack when the game was 20 minutes

old,
8ingh punted high uwpfield and Lewis Paul, the
right wing man, showed a flash of brilliance and

took the ball into shooting range, after: beating
Chowdhari and Chakraberthy. He centred beaunti-
fully but Bannerjee cleared well, to send his team
once again, on the attack. ; oo
It waa at this siage that they demonstrated: just
how enperior they -wera to: the home -side; ' ag
they literally ran rings round them; and.:all' but
scored on nuomerens occasions, - This- seemed -to
anger the Natal team, and a free “kick forthe
touriats, just oatside the penalty ‘ared,’® reemlted;
Aquil Ahmed, although he made a brilliant. effort-
juat failed to score. . oo Teod ety ‘L‘: -'4"'
Natal now and again managed 10 break “through
the ocordon around their goal. Although - these
occagions were infrequent, they . were alwaye’
dangerous as the forward line, once it got moving,
became a good scoring machine, whioch just failed
on account of excellent defence play by : Dr:- Dutt
8. Mozamdar and Bahnerjee.. - . R L A
The home side were; in fact, robbed of 'a’' certain’
goal by Dr. Datt, who took Baunerjee’s place in ‘the'
goal when the ldtter:1ay prone on the ground, ‘as: the
result of attempting to elear a shot by 8S...
