I he.ve the honour to submit, for the orders of Government, e.n exceedingly able 8nd 
exhe.ustive settlement report by Mr. Ste_rt, the Survey and Settlement Commissioner, on 
119 Government and 19 I~m ville.gea of the Nevae.. Tliluke. of the Ahmedne.gar District. 

2. Mr. Stewart having been Collector of Ahmednagar for BOme tinte, his personal 
experience and knowledge of the tIiluka is considemble and has stood him in good stead. 

3. The Collector, Mr. Elphinston, has made a number of errors in commenting on 
Mr. Stewarl's repo}"t. These errors are, no doubt, due to the fact that Mr. Elphinston is 
entirely without any Decean experience, and that he has attempted to criticise minutely a 
settlement report regarding a portion of the country of which he i. entirely ignorant. Mr. 
Stewart has.so ably reviewed Mr. Elphinston's criticism. the.t I deem it unnecessary to s"y 
more' than that I entirely coneur in the eomments me.de by Mr. Stewart. 

4. Whenever I have had any opportunity I have always endee.voured to impress upon 
the Settlement Commissioner the great importe.nce of carefully noting that the rates are 
not placed unduly high on the lower qualities of soil in comparison with the better class of 
soil. It is satisfactory to find from Mr. Stewart'e 5th and 6th paras. that this most weighty 
consideration has not only not been lost sight of, but that it has received every attention at 
the hands both of the Commissioner and the Survey officers., 

O. Mr. Stswart's remarks as to the general character of the rainfall of the Nevasa 
Taluka are perfectly correct. My own experisnce from 1876 be,.,.. out Mr. Stewart's state­
ment that it ie the north-eastern villages chielly which have, when there has been a scanty 
fall of rain, given cause for concern. On the whole, however, the Nev!lsa 'faluka has been 
fortunate in escaping the very ee.ere preeaure of the bad seasons which have affected other 
parts of the A.hmednagar Di.tricl. 

6. I fully approve of the grouping proposed by the Survey Commissioner. It eas". 
off the settlement in the one quarter where the land. are poor Bnd the pressure of bad seasons 
has been invariably felt. When Mr. Stewart was preparing hi. proposals I had a long per­
sonal conference with him as regards the grouping and rate>< now proposed, and 1 am BUti._ 
fied with the settlement submitted, and recommend both the rates aud grouping for the 
sanction of Government. . 

7. When I conferred with Mr. Stew'll"t on the question of grouping and rates I drew 
his attention to the fact that in the neighbouring villages of the Rahuri 'faluka, settled in 
June 1881, the maximum rate. ran up to Rs. 1-8-0. The settlement for ruhuri, though 
sanctioned, has not 88 yet been brought into force, and I desire nOW to recommend to Govern­
ment that the Survey and Settlement Commissioner should be requested to report whether 
'" sensible reduction of from 2 to 4 annas in the rates of this part of the R~huri 'fllluka 
wonld not be advisable. 

8. Rahuri i. now again aullering from an exceedingly unfavourable !lnd dellcient rain­
fall, while further the R"buri Taluka has, each year, since the famine, suffered mOl'e or le,", 
from insufficient rainfall. On this ground it would. be well if, before the sanctioned rates 
are finally introduced, the Survey Commissioner were :equired to submit a further report 
with an expression of opinion as to whether any reductIon should be made, and, if so, what 
reduction. 

9. I do not cousider that any modifieation is required in the proposed settlement for 
Ladmod. A. explained by Mr. Stewart in his 39th par-". the case of this uuinhabited villu"" 
ia peculiar; the lands are exceedingly rich and there has been a la1'6e increase in area OWll~g 
to alluvion dwing the term of the settlement. . 

10. On the whole the proposed settlement is moderate and fair, giving an average of 
not more than 27'9 per ~ent. Mr. Stewart has asked for its introduction on any date before 
5th June next. As the neighbonring 'flilukas of Rahuri and Kopargaon have, under the 
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terms of Government Resolution No. 3ii45,dated 21.t June 1881,had aconoession, the intra • 
. duction of their revised rate. having been deferred till 1883-84, I would suggest that as the 
la.t season has been e.xoeedingly unfavourahle in the north-western villages of N ev"sa, the 
introduction of the rates of the present revised settlement should, if sanctioned, be deferred 
till 1883.84 and that they be introduced at the same time as the R&huri rates. 

11. Mr. Stewart in his Srd para. makes a very sensible proposition that endeavour 
should be made to come to terms with the Government of His Highness the Nizam for an 
excbange of the vil.la.ges of Malunja and Bhamathan. I trust that Government will reel dis­
posed to communicate with the Resident at Hyderabad with the object of having this pro­
possI considered by the Governmen'· of His Highness the J.IIizam.

L.tterfrom the Commlesioner, C. D., No. R.-1l23,·dated2Cth March l882-Submitting, withbis 
rema.rks, a report (No. 337, dated 23rd Febr .... "Y 1882,) with a.ccompaniments, from the 
Survey and Settlement Commissioner on the revision settlement of 118 Government and 19 
Inil.m viHages of the Nevasa T&luka of the Ahmednagar Collectorate. 

REBoLUTloN.-The original Survey Settlement wns introduced into diHerent villages of 
the Nevasa TaIuka in different years from 1849-50 to 18()9-70. But 110 villages, constituting 
the grea.terpart of the taluka, were settled in 1851-52. The present proposals for revision 
settlement relate to all the Government villages, which now number 118, and to 19 alienated 
villages. The period for which the briginal settlement was gnaranteed expired at the end of 
last year in 117 Government and 4 alienated villages; in 1 Government and· 4 alienated vil· 
lage. it will expire in 1882-83, in 1 alienated village in 1883-84, and in another in 1884-85. 
There are 7 alienated villages to be settled for the first time, but proposal. rega.rding them 
are not now before Government. Four alienated village. remain, of which one has been 
settled, but the Inamdars of those villages refuse to have new rate. introduced. 

2. In 1851-"2 the conformation of the taluka was very irregular. Thi. defect ha. 
"been generally remedied, and the GodB1ari now forms the boundary on the north and north. 
east with the exceptions that one village of the taluka (Malunja) is isolated amongst the 
.illa,,""'s of Hi. Highness the Ni.am at a distance of about 1,2 milcsfrom that river, and that 
one of His Highness' village. is on the south of the river Illld breaks tlie continuity ot the 
boundary line. The Survey and Settlement Commissioner and the Commissioner, C. D., 
recommend nn exchange of those villages, which appears to be very desirable. 'rhe Resi­
dentat Hyderabad migbt be requested to ascertain whether His Highness the Nizam takes a 
favourable view of the proposal, in which case instruction. regarding the arrangement of the 
terms can be issued hereafter. . 

3. An interesting account of the condition of the taluka in 1854 is given in a report by ............­
Colonel G. S. A. Anderson, then Superintendent of Revenue Survey and A.sessment. Prom 
a comparison of the facts stated by him with those now reportad it appears that in many re-
spects there h ... been material progress, while in others the advance has not been so great as 
migbt have been expected. l'he soil i. generally good except on high lands; which have 
now been mostly taken up for forest; that in the vicinity of the Prnvara and Mu!a rivers is 
particularly rich. but that along the Goda vari i. of a clayey composition, and in the north. west 
of the wlnka tLel'e is much stony land. During the currency of the settlement wells have 
increased 44'2 per cent. and the irrigated area from 3,026 to 7,195 acres. The latter area is 
but a small proportion of the total cultivated arpa, bnt the explanation given i. that owing to 
the richness of the soil the agriculturists do not care to resort to irrigation, which involve. 
the more libeJ;a1 use of manure and higher cultivation. The system of husbandry generally 
continues to be slovenly. 68'1 per cent. of the cultivated area is devoted to the c·oarser food V 
grains, though much of the soil is suitable for wheat, grrun, cotton, linseed and other export-
able produce. Colonel Anderson calculated that in 1854 "bout i of the cultivators were in the 
hands of money-lenders, with an average debt of about Rs. 100. No estimate has been made 
of the present extent of ·indebtedness, but the inquiries of tbe Committee on the Deccan 
Riot. tended to show that only about. of the agricultural population of the Deccan are in 
debt. There ill no reason to suppose that this proportioD is exceeded in the Nevasa Tuluka, 
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and there is a general consensus of opinion amongst officers who have personal knowledge of 
the taluka that the people are well olf as compared with those of other parts of the Ahmed­
nagsr District, Even during the time of famine the agricultural population did not suffer 
severely in this ~uka; they paid up nearly the whole of the arrears of revenue without 
resort to compulsory processes. Many of the crope did not fail entirely, and high prices 
were obtained for the produce they were able to raise. Statements prepared by tbe Super­
intendent of Survey and Assessment from the records of the registration offices show that 
land is mortgaged for IS'" times and sold for 20'4 times the present assessment. These 
facta a:fIord strong evidence of the lightness of the r .. tes now in force. About 73 per cent. 
of the land in cultivation is cultivated by the occupauts, but it is possible that a considerable 
portion of such land may be mortgaged. 

4. A comparison of the present population, houses and agricultural stock with those of 
the time when the original settlement was introduced is made in the following tsble :_

5. The Survey and Settlement Commissioner states that great e:fIort& are made to secure 
correct statistics but the general tendency of the enumeration is to show smaller numbers of 
live stock than do really exist, the enumerator being very li .. ble to be overreached by the 
villagers. If, however, the same tendency existed at the time of the original settlement-and 
there is no apparent reason why it should be more prevalent now than then -it cannot be 
taken into account as an explanation of a small increase in, or an actual decrease of,live stock. 
The increase of agricultural cattle is not proportional to the increase of cultivation, and Mr. 
!:itewart admits that a further increase must be looked for before slovenly husbandry can be 
expected to dissppe .. r, although he considers th .. t the fact that there is on an average one pair 
of bullocks to every 26 acres of occupied area does not show any very markM deficiency. 
The curtailment of pasturage lands through the extension of cultivation as well as on account 
of forest conservancy has no doubt retarded the increase, and considerable mortality is believ­
ed to have resulted from scarcity of fodder iu the famine years. It is probable that in the 
original census of cattle, large numbers of pack bullocks and cattle that were grazing on the 
extensive waste lands were included. Government, however, consider that a pair of bullocks 
for every 26 acre. is not much below wh .. t is required for the light lands of this taluka. The 
decrease in sheep and goata is probably alaoduein a great measure to the diminution of pas- . 
ture, and is not so much s matter of regret. The other statistics, including those which 
Bhow.a decreaee in. thatched houses through the substitution of Hat-roofed and tiled houses, 
indicate that the prosperity of the people has advaneed very considerably since the original 
settlement was introdueed. 

6. At the date of Colonel Anderson's report the only communications were two cart­
roade and a few cross-roads" principally traversed by I:!rinj&ris." 'l'he cart-roade have now 
become good metalled roads, and mauy cross·roads. fit for cart traffic in the f"ir season have 
been made. And the Dhond and Manmad Railway run. at an average distance of twelve 
miles from the western frontier. 

1. The rainfall varies much both in different years and at diiferent places in the same 
year8. At the MWnlatdar's headquarters, 36'86 inches were measured in 1879, but in 1870 
onlv 5'37 inches. In 1876 and lS77 the qnantitis. measured Were respectively 13'62 and 
13'30 inches. The villages in the south of the taluka, which adjoin the hills, have the 
steadiest rainfall. 

S. There have been violent fluctuations in the prices of food grains doring the onrrenoy 
of the original settlement. The Superintendent of Survey and Assessment shows the average 
price of jowari, the staple !ood grain, to have been 55 seers per rupee in tb~ first decade, 
30 in the second, anu 241 lD the thIrd. The a.erage of five years from 1856-~7 to 1860-61, 
in which thertj were no special canses to disturb prices, was 59! seers. In comparing that 
average, however, with the average of the last decade of the settlement, it mnst uot be 
forgotten that the latter includ.", the famine years. To meet this objection, Mr. Stewart 
has included in another calcula.tion the price of the eorrent year, 40 seers for the gr .. ater 
part of the year, which is ex",:pti,:,ual1r low. The average of the last eleven years i. 
given as 26 seer.. But the objectIon 18 not felly met thus. T.here were fOllr year. of 
exceptionally high prices, "iz., from 1876-77 to 1879.80, ill none of which more than 
la seers of jowari could be purchased for a rupee. In only one of the other 11 years was 
the price up to the average given above. :U may be expected that with improved communi. 
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cations prices win remain steadier, but the experience of tbs currsnt year tends to diminish 
confidence in any prediction reg&rding the future course of prices. Here, however, the 
probable effects of the rsilway in equalising prices is stated to have been neutralised by the 
unusually large harvest. in neighbouring districts. 

9. The following statement shows the variations in the extent of land ocCupied and in 
the colleotions during the currency of the origiual settlement as compared with the previous 
decade, in the 110 villages settled in 18M-52:-

The marked extension of cultivation in the years following the Bettlement is evidence of 
the lightness of the rates. This extension on the whole continued till 1870-71, when 
238,088 acres were occupied, and Re. 1,13.688 were collected. In that year tbs rsinfall was 
not mach ov.,r 5 inches, and in the next it was not ~uite 10. In 1871-72 the occupied ar9& 
was 233,248 acres, bnt Rs. 9,823 had to be remItted, and the collections a.monnted to 
Rs. 1,03,865 only. Since that time there has been on the whole a steady decline in cnltiva.­
tion. There was a recovery in 1818-79 owing toO the high prices which continned to prevail 
after the famine, bnt alter that year cultivation again fell off, and in the last year it was less 
t.han.in ]861-62. Before the introdnction of the Survey rates la.rge remissions had to be 
annually granted, bnt during the currency of the settlement they have been considerable in 
2 years only, 1868-69 and 1871-72. Until the latter year there were no ontstandingbalances, 
and of outstanding balances pertaining to the famine years and succeeding years only. 
Rs. 1,419 had to be remitted, and only &.1,367-1-9 remained to be collected at the end of 
JUly last. There have been only 15 sales of the right of occupancy for arrears of revenne 
in the last 3 years, and as the average assessment of the land sold was only 6 annas per 
acre, the soil mnst have been mostly of a poor description. 

10. A consideration of the above facts leads to the conclusion that the district can well 
bear an increase of rates, and it would not be equitable in 9ousideration of til!o necessity of 
as fa .. as possible equalizing the burden of taxation to leave the assessment unchanged. At 
the same time the capricious nature of the rainfall, and the nncertainty oC prices, are reasons 
for the exercise of great moderation in the enhancement of the rates. Tb.ese reasons have 
not been lest sight of by the Survey and Settlement Commissioner in framing hi. p~posals. 

11. For the purpose of the original settlement Colcnel Anderaon dividsd tbs villages 
into 3 gronps, of which the maximnm rates were Rs. 1-4-0, Re. 1-2-6, .... d Re. 1-0-0 res­
pectively. The villages in the first gronp are in the south of the Wnlm, adjoin the hills, anti 
h .. ve a more favourable rainfall .. ud are nearer the large markot of Ahmednager than the 
rest. Those in the second group are in the centre and extreme north-west, with .. less 
favourable rainfall, and at a greater distance from the market. Those in the third group are 
in the north-east of the t&luka, and .. re considered to he least favourably situated as regards 
climate and markets. The Superintendent of Survey and Assessment p .... posestoretain that 
gronping, but to increase the maximum rates by = aunas in each class, except in the case of 
S Government and S loam village., the present ma"imum rates of which he considers 
sufficient. The Survey and Settlement Commissioner concurs in the snggestion regarding 
the maximum rates, but thisks that owing to the uncertainty of the rainfall 19 villages in 
the north-west should be transferred from the second to tbs third gronp. The elfeet of 
Mr. St~wart'. proposals is ~hown in the following table :- .

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In no viI1age does the propoeed increase of assessment amount to 50 per cent. except in 
Ladmod, where it is 9S·:.!. But more than 50 per cent. of the inorease in that village is due 
to aB inorea.o!e of area through alluion, and ihe lend is annually submerged by tlood. 
which leave a fertilizing deposit. 

'12. M •• S\ewart's propasali are £uUy coucurred in by the Commissioner, C. D. The 
Colleotor bee eriticized the .. aport of Colonel Laughton at some length, but, as pointed out 
by the 8urvey and Settlement Commi •• ioner, he has falien into some singular misoonoep­
tions as to the bearing of the statistics appended to the report. Mr. Elpbinston finally 
asks Govemment if they consider that the imposition of any increased rates of asses.­
ment is justi1iable in the present state of the cobntry to remember the limits fixed in 
Government Besolution No. 6739, dated 29th Octoher 1874. If he had examined the in­
creases which result frotn even Colonel Langhton's proposals, he would have seen that they 
in no ease come up to the limits referred to except in the village of Ladmod, for the bigh 
increase in which there is, as above stated, a satisfactory reason. Mr. Stewart's proposals 
bave been framed with studied moderation,and His Excellency the Governor in Oouncil 
thinks they are jnstified by the facts whieh have been detailed above, and may with asIety 
be sanctioned. 

13. The result of the revisiQIl aet~lement p';'posed varies very largely in different 
villages, and no doubt varies still more in the case of individual holdings. The valuation· 
scale adopted is that prescribed by the late Snrvey and Settlement Commissioner for revision 
operations generally. Mr. Stewart r .. ports that the old scale could not have been applied to 
the pres8<1t claesification withont some modification, as the present system prescribes 10 
classes, while the original classification hed but 9. He also tbinks that owing to the great 
difference in the prodnctiven9!IB of soils in the Nevasa Taluka the ne1\' 8c~le is better 
suited for th':t tafuka than is the old one, and points out that the increases are not so 
much the result of an amended scale of valuation as the transfer of soil. from OIle class to 
a.nother .. Even now tbere exists a tendency among cJassers to rate the poor soils too-higb 
aod the good soils too low, and there is reason to believe that the tendency prevailed to 
a greater extent at the time of the original settlement. 

14. The Secretary of state bee, however, objected not merely to an alteration of the 
scale, but to changes in the relative valuation of lands, in whatsoever manner these changes 
are bronght abont, and in his despatch No. 14. dated 31st March 1881, communicated to the 
Survey and Settlement Commissioner with Government Resolntion No. 2516, dated 5th May 
1881, it has been directed that there shall be no 1'8-measnrement or 1'8-classification except 
where Government are satisfied that snch operations are necessary. In the Nevua TaIuka 
the re-measnrement was completed and the re-classification was nearly completed before the 
receipt of those orders. There can be no objection to abiding by the results of the re­
measurement, now that it has been carried onto The difference in the total area as shown 
by the two measurements is very slight, bllt there are large differences, amounting in Bome 
cases to .over 30 per cent. in individual fields, and there is also a manifest advantage in bold­
inge as they now exist. being eepar&tely marked of[ The question whether the _ults of ~be 
l's-olusification .shonld be accepted depends on the comparative weight of dift'erent considera­
tion.. The h~lISment, ,trouble and expense, regarded by the Secretary .of State &8 one 
objection to _classification, have already been undergone. The objections on the gronnds 
af unoertainty iu the assessment, the transfer of lands without regard to a posaible change in 
valuation, "nd the chance of ~ing improvements, still remain in force. On the other hand, 
Mr. Stewar~ shows that 'lnder the origiual settlement good lands do not bear their fair share 
.of the burden of assessment, and this is • defect which it is very important to remedy. It 
is only reasonable te suppose that' gre .. t improvementa in classification have· resalted froUl 
wider ea:perience, and as the classes are determined on " consideration of texture &Dd depth 
of eoil only,. it should he poesible to re-clasoify with.out taxing improvements. As the re­
classification h.." boon eWeated, and as the Silrvey and Settlement C.ommissioner bee devoted 
much person,,' at.tention to it, it should be accepted, but Mr. Stswart should be. reminded 
that the operations of re-measnrement and reclassification are no,t to be ca.rried on in other 
ttlukaa without the special ... nction of Government snd, when he finds this to be necessary 
he should make an early application for Slmction. 

15. Mr. Stswsrt asks for sanction to .the introdnction of the settlement on IIny date 
before 5th J nne next in the·villagea for .. hich the period of guarantee has expired. The 
Collector plea.ds that any increase in the assessment of villages ~~ich have 8uliere~ .from 
dronght should be held in "beyance for five years. The COmmll18lOner, Central DIVISIOn, 
think. that the introduction, by which he ~pparently meBnll collection, of tbe revised rates 
should be def.erred till 1883-84 as in Rthnri and Kopargnon, the last season having been 
nnfavourable in the noth-west of Newa. Mr. Robertson's suggestion .hoold be IIdopted ; 
the .... tes should be announced next year for the villages for wbieh the period of gnarantee 
ha. expired and levied from 1883-84; in the remaining villages the revision settlement should 
be introdnced When the period of gnarantee expires. 

16. Tbi'-Commi •• ioner, Central Division, pointa out that in the neigbbourinli villag.s 
of Rahuri seltled in June 1881, tha .... tes are much higher than th08e proposed for Nev"'''' 
and he "ugaests that the Survey' and .Settleulent Commissioner might be asked to propose 
whether 11 ;ensible reducl;ion in· those Rahuri villages is not desira.ble, Mr. Stewart h.~ 
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.... igoad 90me _nil in hi. report fOr having higher rates in those lUhuri viIlagea than in 
the adjoining Neva.a villages and Government are of opinion that a re-opening of the 
qu .... tion of settlement would only unsettle the minds of the people. If the R&hnri rates are 
foud in practice to be too high. remissions can be granted, but there is 110 necessity to 
reduce the rates for the sake of uniformity wheu the circumstances of the two t8.lukas differ . 

• 
17. In these conolusions, Government have in leveral inetsnces been unable to adopt 

the recommendations of the Collector. Mr. Elphineton bee been hut a abort time in charge of 
this district: he has taken an acti .. e interest in examining the condition of the people, and 
has shown himself anxious to bring to the notice of Government the hardshipe under which 
they bave labonred owing to the .. l<!issilud .... of tbe climate. In th .. present"""" Go .. ernment 
must adopt the results of the Iarge and special. expsrience possessed by the Commissioner, 
Central Division, and the Survey and Settlement Commissioner, and belie .. e that on perusing 
their reports, :Mr. E1phinston will see cause to modify bis present "pinions. 

18. Mr. Stewart should be thanked for ~ very ~Ie and 01..... z:eport. Hi. personal 
knowledge of the Woka has been of mnch aernoe to him, and he bas With great care exami,,- . 
ed all tbe facts wbicb relata to the question of a revision of ratmo, and placed them ·very 
lncidly before Government. Colonel Langhton's report is aIao creditable to him,

I have considered in Council the report and accompanying papers on tbe 
revision of assessment in the Nev4. ... Ti.luka of the Ahmednagar DiStrict, transmitted 
with your Secretary's letter No. 35, .Revenue, of 27th .Iune last • 

.. 2. The revenue history of the t8.luka is briefly this. The assessme.nts intro­
duced when it came nnder Britisb rule in 1818 A.D., whicb Were founded upon the.' 
old Maratba 'kamal ' assessment, proved injnriously heavy, and prevented the advance 
in prospsrity wbich ought to have f?llowed ~m tb~~te,blishm~ntofpeaceand secnrity. 
Wben, in 1851-52, tbesettlement WhICb has Just expIred was mtroduced; the nominal' 
average rote of a.ssessment per acre was ·nearly one ropee, but the. r .. te actually" 
realized .. bout 12l annas. 'l'he settlement reduced the average rate to .. bout 8f a.nnas 
an acre, and the good effect of moderation in assessment immediately became apparent. 
Althougb prices remained very low for several years cultivation increased rapidly, 
wbile the Government revenue began to be recovered punctually and with ease. 
T .. king the villages for wbich a eomparison is poMible the cultivated area, which 
in the decade preceding the settlement bad .. veraged a.bout 128,000 acres, rose in the 
ten yesrs ending 1870 to an average of 227,000 acre." wbile remissions and balances, 
wbich had averaged about 35 per cent. of tbe demand, almost entirely disappeared. 

" 3 The statistical returns show that, notwithstanding the occurrence of the 
famine, from wbich, however, Nevasa. suli.red less thau some otber Ulukas, there 
has been a considera.ble increase, and one exceeding the proportion of the increase 
of the popuia,tion, in almost all kiuds of agricultural stock during the term of the 
settlement. The construction of the Dhond-M .. nmli.d Railw .. y has ia,tely much improv­
"d means of communication. Average prices have risen very gt'eatly. And land 
appsars to have a high saleable valne . 

• 4. On the otber hand, cultivation has fallen off somewhat since the famine, 
wbile the re-appearance of remissions and ba.ia,nces shows that there ,is more diffi­
culty'in collecting the revenue than in tbe prosperous ye~. 181'>5-7Q. ~d 
although the .. verage price of produce for the last dece.de, whIch Includes the famme 
Y.Bl'l!, has been extremely high, yet 8. considerable fall has lately oeenrred.

11 5. In these circumstances you consider that; although the distriet can well 
be&r an increase of rates, and that it wonld not be equitable to leave the old very 
light assessments nnchomged, yet the capricious netnre of the rainfall and the un. 
certainty of prices are reaeons for the exercise of great moderation in enhancement. 
I _ no reason to dissent from these conclusions, 

« G. The total enhancement effected by the proposals you have sanctioned is, 
for the 118 Government villages, from Rs. 1,12.84U to Rs. 1,44,345 or 27'9 percent. 
The new average rate per acre, including Local Fund, appears to be about 10i anIl88, 
that is, 5 anuas or about 32 per cent. lower than the rate in force before 1850. 
Considering the improvement in prices, in means of commuuication, and in general 
prosperity since the low rates of the original settlement were fixed, an enhancement 
of as per cent. may not be perhaps excessive, though it is by no means inappreci. 
able. . 

"7. It appears that the re-classification of N ev&sa. had been nearly completed 
before the receipt of my despatch of the 31st March 1881, and as Mr. Stewart was 
satisfied that the new valuation was superior to the original valuation you have per. 
mitted its adoption as the basis of the revised assessment. To this, under the circum. 
stances, I will make no objection. But I am glad to observe that, for the future. nei. 
ther re-measurement nor re-classification is to be undertaken without your special and 
previous sanction. 

"11. Appendices B, C and D to the Settlement Rsport contain infonnation regard­
ing the sale, mortgage, and letting value of asseesed 1a.nd, which wonld be of grea~ 
interest if it did not appear from paragraph 11 of Colonel Laughton's letter that the 
instances given are selected ones. Colonel Laughton shonld be reminded that not only 
does the selection of instances deprive information of this kind of all &tatistieal value, 
but also" that a· complets abstraet of the information which the Rsgistration Offices 
supply wonld throw much light upon the subject of the extent and nature of transfers 
of land, one of great intereat and importance in conneetion with the revision of a settle. 
ment. 

f< 9. I have much pleasure in expressing my fnll coneUITence with your Excel­
lency's opiuion of the merits of Colonel Laughton's and Mr. Stewart's interesting 
reports. 

#< 10. I observe that, in accordance with the recommendation of the Commissioner, 
. C. D., you have directed that the revised rates for Neva.sa shall not be collected till 

1888.84, to which year yon have postponed the collection of enhanced rates in the 
neighbouring talukas of Rahuri and Kopargaon. Mr. Robertson points out that the 
~huri rats. are a good deal higher than those now sanetioned for NevMa, and pr(}­
poses th .. t they shall be proportionately reduced. ,You are aware that in my despatch 
of 11th November 1880, No. 45, Revenue, I expressed some doubt whether the revised 
rates adopted by Colonel Anderson for Rahuri were not higher than is desirable, and, 
although I have no objection to the decision contained in the 16th paragraph of your 
,Resolution, I shall be glad if your Excellency will reconsider the circumstances of 
Rahuri before the revised rates are actually levi~ in that taluka." 

REsOLUTION.-A. copy of the despatch shonld be forwarded to the Survey and Settle­
ment Commissioner, whose particular .. ttention should be ealled to paragraph 8, and who 
sbonld be requested with reference to paragraph 10 to report after coDSultation with tbe 
Commissioner, C. D., and the Collector of Ahmedna"aar whether in consideration of existinO' 
eircumstanees he would recommend any ll1odifieation of the rates already sanctioned for th'; 
Rahuri TtUuka.
