r have the honour to •• lbmit for transmission to the Survey Oommissioner, and Com­
missioner, C: D" with any remarks you may see fit to make upon it, the following report 
upon the Revision of Assessment of the NevaS!!. Taluka of the Collectorate under your 
charge. 

2. At the time of the introduction of the survey settlement in 1851-52,88 will b. seen 
• from an appended eopy of a report by Colonel G. S. A. Anderson (not the ~ate Survey 
'Commissioner), then Superintend<:nt of the Survey, the Nev~ TaIuka ConSlBted of 149 
Government and 31 partially. and wholly alienated villages, in all 180, comprising un area 
of 477,138 acres. At the present time, in conseqn"nce of the dUlerent changes since the 
above period, the Mluka consists of 148 villages, of which 118 belong to Government, and 
the remainder are alienated. Of the latter only 19 are for revision settlement: 7 are for 
settlement for the first time, hut will not be treated of in this report; whilo of the remaining 
4 the Irutmdars of 1 settled village, and of 3, into which no settlement hllll been introduced, 
refuse, in the one instsnce, to have the present rates revised, and in the other to have survey 
rates introduced at all: consequently this report treats of 118 Government, and 19 'lnam 
villages, now for revision settlement, . 

3, The aocompanying map shows the MInk.. as it is at the present date; while the 
different colours denots the rates now proposed to be introduced, an explanation of which, 
will be given hereafter: the lnam villlages are denoted by a yellow COIOUl', those for rl'vision: 
having a border of the same coloar, f1S the adjoining Government villages to the groups of 
which, according to the proposed rates, they belong. The figures in black ink to the west,. 
in the . adjoinin~ tlilukas of Rahuri and Kopargaon" denote ~hesanc:iQned revised ~tes of. 
thoss VIllages; tIlose to the north sbow \he rate. now ID force ID the VIllage. of the NlZam's. 
dominion; while those to the east and south the rates of districts which have not yet been. 
revised. 

4. The areas of the villages under report, IlII obtained by the present and past surveys, 
are shown in the following statement :-

The difForence between the total a,'oos :is very small·; by the· ,..,vision survey less by 
0'4 ~ cent. : the aroa formerly deducted as 'unstable' is now less" being nearly balanced by 
the mcresse in 'arable' area. Snch a state of things would seem to point out the want 
of any n~S8ity to ;e-measu1'e. the whole district; the parti.:! system,of re-measurement, so. 
often descnbed, was· mtrodueed m January 1880 by orders of the late Survey Commissioner. 
Colonel Andcrson, not, however, before nearly the whole of the. toiJ.uka had heen ...;, 
surveyed. . 

. 5. Though the difference of the, gross ares, obtained at the'two periods is small, tlie 
actu.:! dift"rence between the arellll of individual fields as sh<lw:d. in the foll~wing tsble :is. 
sufficiently large to entitle .. re-measurement :_.' .'

It will be observed from the above that a large number of fields show a difference of 

area above 5 per cent., while in no less than 44 numbers the difference between old and new 
work amounts to more than 30 per cent. From a careful test of the present work, the 
difference between original and test measurements has been discovered to be only 0'27 
gunthas per Loent. ; while I remark from the former Superintendents' report (paragraph 41') 
that the average error, as discovered by test, in the former work amounted to 1'50 per cent. 

6. No alteration was made in the preaent system of elaaamcation, every field having 
been subjected to that operation: full.necessity was found for an entire re-clallSification, the 
unequal nature of the former work, as already described in my reports on the l:!angemner 
and Rahuri Talnkas. viz., a high standard in the poorer soils, and a low one where the soil is 
good, having been found to obtain throughout the district; thie was clearly 'ascertained both' 
by the late :Survey Commissioner, and myself while examining personally the preaent work 
and comparing it with the former. 

7. The Neva..a TIIluka ie bounded to the north by the river GodB.vari, which separates 
it from the Nizam's territory; to the east ie the Taluim of Shevgaon; to the south '1'&luka 
N agar; and on th.e west are the Talukas of Rahuri and Kopargaon, into both of the last 
revision rates have already been introduced. It would appear that at the time of intr<>­
ducing the revenue survey Colonel Ander.on reported that the boundaries were "very 
intricate." This arose from numerous villages lying detached in adjoining Mlukas, chiefly 
in Shevgeon and Rahul'l~ and ~ tll!1'sa, many of the villages of those talukns being included 
within the limits of the district under report. Now all thie is altered; outlying vi~ges 
have been interchanged, so th.at the present boundaries are fairly compact, and with the 
exception of one village, Maluuja Budruk, situated across the GodB.varl, in the Nizam'. 

- territory, all the others are included within one continuons line of boundary. 
8. There ie only one river of any size in the district, the river Pravara, which entering 

the Mluim on the west B.ows in a north-easterly direction, and falla into the Godavari close 
the village of 'Pravara-Sangam: The river Mnla bonnds the Mlnka on tho west for a short 
distanoc, when it joins the Pravera not far from the village of Nimbri. The drainage of the 
district, for the most part, trends to the north; a few small nalas alone on the eastern border 
having a tendency in that direction. 

9. The general character of the t&luim is B.at; here and there there are elevated tracts of 
, !llal' land which yield but a scanty vegetation. With the exception of the above the soil is 
fairly good, the best being to the west and not along the banks of the rivers; that along the 
Godavari is somewhat clayey, whieh is not the case with the soil on the Mula, the banks of 
whichareaingularlyfreefrom this deteriorating substance, which requires a plentifal rainfall 
to cause it to become productive., 

10. The follOwing are two statemente, the lirst giving the annual rainfall for 12 
years as registered at the Mamlatdar's Kacheri at Nemss, and in the adjoining Mluims to 
the west. Rahurl. and Sangamn<>r. The second gives th.e amount of rain which fen monthly 
in Nev3.sa from the year 1876 (famine year) to 1880. The averagee for the five years, 
during the monsoon months of June, July, August and September, are 3'83, 4'71,4'46 and 
6''f4, respectively.

11. The chief crop of the district is the later descriptions of jowari, grown ss mM, or' 
winter crop. In fact, ss may be supposed from the later rains being more abundant as shown 
above, the winter crops predominate in a proportion of ;n.] per cent. to 31"9 of the earlier, 
orkharif crops, of which the chief is bajri, equal to 27-9 per cent. Details of the different 
descriptions of crops are given in the Append;,.., 1Ii<k Statistical Table No. Ill. The propor­
tion of waste is only 17 per cen~., which speaks well for the prosperity ef the distriet. 

12. Of garden cultivation there is a very small proportion, viz. : 0'5 per cent., and this 
almost entirely nnder wells; as, with the exception of land under the influence of the canal, 
fed by the L;\kh Reservoir, there are only 18 acres irrigated by 'Pats; or water channels. 
The canal fro]Jl the Lakh Reservoir on the Pmvara river constructed by the British Government, 
passes through two villages, Nevasa Budruk and Plinatgaon, situated in the north-western 
part of the t41uka, between the rivers Pravara and Godavari. The supply of water is, how­
ever, not sufficient to enable perennial crops being grown. During the last seven ye ..... , on 
the average, about 157 acres have been irrigated, the largest are .. being in 1877-78, when 
about 84~ acres received a supply of water from this source: possibly this Ierger irrigation 
may have been in 'expectation of another year of scarcity followin g on the year of famine, 
1876-77. 

13_ Witl, respect to communications the taIuka seems to be much in the same state as 
in 1851-52, "id. paragraph 18 of Colonel Ander,on's report. He alludes to two roads meet­
ing at the .. lmampur, or Jeur ~h!lt"; one leading through Shevg .. on to Paithan, a Jarge 
town in the Niz8ffi's territory to the east; while another hranched olf to the north, theD, 
termed the "post line from Bombay to Calcutta, via Nagar, and Aurangabad." Evidently 
at that time these road. were little better than mere C&l't tracks; for Colonel Anderson goes 
on to say, .. within the last few years a good road has been made by Captain Gaisford of the 
Artillery, from the city of Nagar to the top of the (Immnpur) Ghat, and, 1 believe, he was 
most anxious to extend it into the plain below; but, although hoth the Toka, and Paithan 
lines were surveyed, or marked out by him, he does net appear to have been permitted to 
carry out his news as regards the making of a road on either line." Both of these roads 
have, since the above was written, been completed; the smaller nlilas have been bridged, the 
roeds have been metalled throughout, and are generally in.. good state of preservation. 
With the exception of these two, there are no other which may be called < made' roads; 
what there are, being the ordinary cross country roads passable in the lair season, and 
after a long cessation of rain in tho monsoon. Still, "" the conntry is generally very Hat, 
there is no diilicnlty of communication by carts from one end of the tiluka to the other in 
every direction. 

14. The chief markets of the district are at Kukana, Goregaon, Navasa and Sonai, 
where the sales average from Re: 300 to 1,40(1; at the first two the average weekly sales 
of cattle amount to Re. 600; the other articles sold are chielly grain, and cloth. There are 
8 ether villages where weekly bizars are held, but they are of no great importance, and 
tIIlffice for the immediate wants, in miscellaneous articles, of the neighbouring villages. 
Tl1ese Mzar town. are shown on the accompanying map by small red flag •. 

15. I take the foll;f:;m the Classing Officer Mr. Fiorde's report on the subject 
'of manufactures-" In 145 . e. there are 56 looms for weaving cotton fabrics, and for 
woollen 158. Tbe prices of cotton c1ethes are from one anna to Rs. 9 according to size and 
quality, and those of woollen (camblies)from 8 annas to Rs. 3-8 each. There are no other 
manufactare. in the Mluks except of saltpetre iu 8 villages, which has brought a return to. 
Government of Rs. 190-9-0 in 1l years, or an annual average of Re. 17-0-0:' . 

16. The system of husbandry is much the same as already reported on in the adjoining 
TlIlukas of Bahnri and Kopargaon. It is the rule to plough the heavy lands every year, but 
of course much depends upon the means possessed by the occupant of the land. On the 
whole the character of husbandry does not materially differ from that described thirty 
years ago, which, Colonel Aderson said, did not .. appear to be good, thongh here and there 
well cultivated fields are to be seen. The Boil is naturally fertile, and with good tillage, 
capeble of yieldi~ very rich and luxuriant crops," to which I may add that the abo"e 
eoincides exactly WIth what I have seen while visiting this district at different tiwes dnring 
the past three years:-



17. The following is a sta tement obtained from the statistical returns prepared for 
each Yillage at the time of classification. It shows the increase of population during the 
current lease, and the average number of souls to the square mile; the increa'!e is equal to 
18'1 ~er cent. :-

The l'evision survey shows a most material increase in every item except two, viz., 
"Thatched r(lofed houses" and " Sheep and goats": a decrease in the first shows to advan­
tage, pointing to an improvement in the condition of the people; fewer' thatched' and a 
greater number of 'tiled' houses bping always indicative of a more prosperous state of things. 
For the decrease in the item of "Sheep and goats" it is difficult to assign a satisfactory 
reason. The famine of 1876-71 can bardly be adduced as the real cause; for sufficient time 
has elapsed to allow of these animals l't!Covering their normal nnmbers. As there has 
generally been 8. decrease in this item in the talnkas lately reported on, I BIll inclined to 
think that the real ""use lies in the difficulty of ennmerating correctly an the sheep end 
go..ts in some of the large villages; even the ewners themselves are noo aware of the exact 
numbers they posseos. This applies equally to the former as well as to the pre.ant Census. 
But this is a small item as compared with the fair and steady increase in 'popnl8.tion: good 
houses,' 'agricultural cattle,' 'mUch' kin",' • ploughs,' 'carts' and' horses,' in all of which 
the present, as compared with the ps.st, shows .. marked improvement. 

19. Appendix A. shows tPat in the 131 villages nnder report there ere 18,958 snITey 
and pOt numbers : d~ducting the waste numbers, 1,255 equal to 6'6 per oont. of the whole; 
of the remainder abont 73 per cent. are cultivated by those whose names are entered in the 
village'records as owners;.abont 1'27 per cent. of the cultivated !snd is held in partnership 
with. others; 9'90 per cent. is snb-Iet for money payment, and 15'70 per cent. for grain pay­
ments. The same rates for sub-letting obtaiu here all in the adjoining t&luka of IUhnri; 
for dry-crop, the produce and 88sessment being shared hetween lessor and lessee; while for 
irrigated land the division of produce from one-third to two-fifths, the cultivator taking the 
larger proportion. The greater number of snrvey nnmbers entered as being cultivated by 
those who are recorded as the 'owners' is p~rhap. misleading; a survey nnmber may be 
cultivated by the man whose name is entered in the rillage books;·yet it may be mortgaged 
to that extent that the real owner is the lender of the money; while the reputed owner is 
only the la.bourer of the mortgagor; it is impossible to arrive at the true state of things in 
snch matters. 

:lOo Statistical Table No. V gives the proportion of the agricultural, partly agri­
cultural and non-agriculturlLl population in the villages nnder report. At the time of the 
first survey. this table. W&S. made out under two heads only, • agricultural' 8.nd • non-agri­
cultl\ral~. The chief increase appears to be in the • partly' and • non-agricultural' portions of 
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the people; as there are no manufactnres to speak of, and as agricnlture is the ohief pnrsuit 
of the inhabitants, this undue inorease is greater than might have been expected. . 

21. ,Appended returns marked B, C, D are compiled f:om the recorda of the Govern· 
ment Registration Office, of mortgages, sales, and sub.letting for the last three years. In 
45 villages 2.383 acres hearing nn assessment of Re. 1,460 were mortgaged for Ra. 27,077, 
or on an average 18'5 times the assessment. In 37 villages 1,459 acres were sold for 
Re. 19.549; the assessment on this land i. Re. 959, conseqnently the average is 20'4 times the 
Government demand. Also in 33 villages 1,140 acres were 8ub.let; the assessment is 
Re. 742, and the swn of money o&tained being Ra. 18,977, the avernge is HI·g times the 
assessment. Only cases in which the money ohtained was over 8 times the Government 
assessment have been selected to be sbown in the accompanying appendices. The above 
gees to prove that the land is of considerahle value, if it proves any thing. 

22. The next is a statement showing the progress of edncation in this district. It 
would appear that before the introduction of the cnrrent settlement there W8S only one 
Government school, and that at Nev""", attended by ahout 30 boys. Since that time them 
has been a considerable increase both in schools and in pupils, the chief increase being in the, 
second decade of the settlement, "i.e., 14 and 651, respectively: the present total being 
schools 28 and 1,244 scholsrs ;- .

25. It will be observed that the highest prices ruled in 1877-'18, the year following the 
one of famine. There was a sudden fall in prices lest year, 1880-81, consequent on the good 
rainfall of the previous year, and the prices are still lower now; by the Govermnem Oaze/t e 
I see the average prioe for jowa.ri in November wus.about 40 seers the rupee, IUld the other 
greins in proportion; much of the surplus grain, which is elmoet the only export, used to 
find its way to the lerge badr town of Vlunbori in the adjoining TlI.1uka of RIIhuri. This 
was before the rail road (D hond IUld MlUlIDlI.d) was completed; considering the greater 
facilities for export, there is no falling oft' here; while advantage is taken of the 
adjacent Railway Stations of Lill and Belll.pur, also in RlI.huri, to export the surplus grain 

. of the north and north-weetarn part of the Uluka in that direction. The imports into the 
district consist only of ordinary ne_nee, such as salt, rioe, cloth, and a few articles of 
hardware. 

26. There are tan statements in the Appendix, lettered from F to 0, which give the 
past revenue history of the villsges under report settled at different periods ranging from 
1849-50 to 1869-70. In the subjoined table are given the aver...,,,,, collections and remissions 
on Government lend for no Government villages, the principal number settled in 1851-52, 
taken from Appendix G. '

sum outstanding was in 1877-78, the one following t?e year of famine .. As usuel in the firsl 
year of settlement, colle.ctions on Governm~nt. occupied lend. were conlllderabll: lower than 
the average of the preVIous decade; but wlthm four years th,s average was at_ed, and thE 
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oollection of ... venue has steadily increased until with some fluctuations it reaehed its highest 
point in 1870-71; which, taking the average rate of prices for the aame year, nearly the 
higheatof it. decade (1861-62 to 1870-71) may be attributed to the demands reselting from 
the Amtft'ican war raging at that time. Subsequently there has been a reaction, and the 
collections of last year only equal that of 1861·62, nearly twenty years since; nevertheles. 
the area of unoccupied arable _sed land amounts only to 9,920 acres out of a total of 
arable area of 2"l4,277 acres.

Evidently the' land sold was of a poor nature, as the average assessment only amounts 
to about'; annas per acre; nevertheless the sums realised by sale nearly equalled the .. mount 
due to Government, which speaks well in favour of the value of the I .... d. 

29. Ha.ving described the different subjects of the past, and present status of this 
Mluka, it remains only to suggest proposals for the revision of the present assessmen t 
Colonel G. S. A. Anderson proposed to divide the viUa.gee into three groups for the pur­
poses of assessment of dry-crop; the first group in the south, close to the hills in the Nagar 
Taluk ... and adjacent to the villa.gee of Rahuri, assessed at Ra. 1·4-0, at the same rate. The 

, remaining vi1l8l(es he divided into two groups, the maximum 
See ~I.n.l And ..... DB report, dry.crop rates of which were nxed at a •. 1.2·0 and 1-0.0 rcs. 

para. . . pectively; the former lying to the west and north,west, anll 
in the body of the district, as not enjoying such a regular supply of rain, and vicinity to 
markets as the nrst group; and the latter as being IIOmewhat inferior to the other in both 
respects. 

30. Beyond the completion of the roads mentioned in para. 13, and which, at the 
time Colonel Anderson wrote, were mere cart tracks, nothing of material importance has 
occurred within the limits of the district to alter, in my opinion, the grouping formerly 
sanctioned; I would therefore propose to retain the same at the present time. But though 
no changes h&ve taken place to alter the !P'0uping, still there has been a steady improve­
ment in prices of the principal product, gram, and in the material prosperity ofthe district, 
such as an increase of the better class of houses, in the number of wells and agricultural 
stook, sufficient. to warrant a moderaie increase. I wonld therefore propose to increase 
the present maximum rates by two annas on each group, shown on the accompanying map 
by red, blue, and green colours respectiveJy. 

31. The only exceptions to the proposed increase of 2 annas por group, are in the first 
group-Is! .. Singwa Kesheva, No. 120 on the list, an loam village settled in 1869-70 on .. 
maximum dry.croprate of Hs. 1-6.0. I would propose to retain this rate, so as to assimilate 
it to the adjoming vill...,aes of the same group which, with the proposed increase, will also bear 
a rate of Rs. 1·!i·0. By so doing there will be a decrease on the present reported revenue 
of the village of about 19 per cent. On examining the papers, however, I find, that 
instead of all IIrea of 1,8~0 acres, hearing an assessment of Rs. 1,4uO, being under oceupa.· 
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tion, the clas8ifi~tion papers have brought .to light only 1,753 ac.res as being occupied, the 
assessment of whIch, on the present manmum dry-crop rate, t8 Ra. 1,183, a oiiJfereuce of 
Ra. 277, which .. loue accounts for the percentage decrease. • 

32. In tha second group there are three Government villeges which I propose to retaiu 
on their present maximum rates of Ra. 1-4-0,-bt, Shiregaon, No. 63 on the list, .. village 
transfer~ in 1861-62 from the ~djoining Minim of Rahuri; by the present cl .... ifie&tion, 
on a maXlIDnm of Ra. 1-4-0, the Increase amoonts to 27'1 per cent; 2nd, Malwadi, No. ·92 
00 the list, sitoated jost between the two groops of (propo.ed) Ra. 1-4-0 aod 1-2-0; the I?re­
sent cl ..... ification makes the percentage increase 29'1; 3rd, KoregK()Il, No. SS on the hst: 
this vil!&ge waa .ettled in 1869-70 on a maximnm of Re. 1-4-0; the preseot classificatioo 
rednces the assessmeut by 22'4 per ceot. Although the reported occupied area and that 
foond by classification are nea.rly the same, I have Dot the former clessi6caRon papet'8 to 
refer to, but I have satis6ed myself that the present work is correct. 

33. Of Inam villages in this second gronp, there are three, Ghogsrgaon, Prawara 
Sangam, aod Khedli Parmsnand, Nos. 124, 125 and 122 on the list; these villages were 
settled at different periods from 1853-54 to 1869-70 00 a maximom of Ra. 1-4-0. By re­
taining this rate the increase by the present claasi6cation will be from 14 to 28 per cent. 

34. In the third gronp there iR only one exception, an Inam villege, Tuljapol', No. 119 
on the list, and situated in the eKtreme north-eastern part of the M.luka. This village was 
settled in 1869-70 on a maximom rate of Ra. 1-8-0: the present; 01 .... i6oation shows an 
increase of assessment on this rate of 10'4 per cent., conseqnently no further increase seems 
ad vu,able. 

35. Garden land has, "s already stated, increased by 7,195 acres, of which 6,810 belong 
to Government. Land onder old wells will be assessed, in aocordance with Government 
orders, withio the highest rate on dry-crop lands: while ordinary dry-crop rates will be 
applied.in land irrigated by wells dog since the introduction of the present settlement. For 
the few sores nnder combined channel and well irrigation I propose to adopt an 8-ropees 
seals according to the dry-orop rate of the vil!&ge within which the land is situated; this 
will give an average rate of Ra. 1-1-l per acre. 

36. The following abstract statement of Appendix P. shows the geoeral result of 
the imposition of the proposed rates of &ssessment on each gronp of vil!&ges and on 
the whole of them:-

~imated at 29'2 per cent.; the actu .. ls when wor~d ont will probably not differ from the 
estimate by more than 1 or 2 per cent. one w .. yor the other. 

3? Only in one village, Ladmod, No. 41 on the list, does the peroont"Ke increase 
exceed DO per cent. This is a small village on the Pravara, or rather surrounded .by that 
river, and seems, from its position as if it should have been a part o! the. large VIllage of 
N ev&s~ Kh~rd. The area by present rdoJ'DS is 41 aores, but the classI6catlOn paper. record 
an increase of ~l &ores equal to 50 per.cen~. which ~looe .acconnts fo:. more than half of 
the percentage incre&a8 of 95'2; taking lUoo ,:"os,deratl.on the femltty of tl;te sod, and 
advantages this yillege receives from the land beIng someGlmes ftooded by tbe nver, so al.o 
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its 'Elxtreme vicinity to the large and populons Mzti.r town of NeVtl.sa, I haqe no hesitation 
in recommending that it be included in its present group of Ra. 1-4-0. There are no other 
villages which seem to require any special remarks, or regarding which explanation has not 
already been given.

The proposed assessment on the whole of the Government ()('cup.ed area gt.ves an average 
of Re. ()"10·6 per acre, while the present assessment shows Re. 0·8·5 to be the average 
rate, the increase being Re. 0-2·1. On the loa.m land the increase is exactly the same, lIiz., 
Re. 0·2·1. Looking at the rates on which the adja.cent villages to the west of the Rahnri 
and K opargaon 'raJuka. have lataly been revised, and the very high rates lately imposed 
by Hi. Highness the Nizttm's Revenue Survey Department to tbe nortb of the God ... ari, 
Rs. 1·10·0 to Ra, 1.14 .. 0, the proposed rates for the villafes nnder report, with the moder­
ate increase of assessment, contrast favourably, and will, trust, meet with the approval and 
sanction of Government.. ~ 

39. It only remains to ask for the sanction of Government to the settlement now pro. 
posed for a period of tbirty yea:s, viz., from 1882-83 to 1911.12. 

40. If it is the intention of Government that the revised rates should be introduced 
during the currentyesr, and in the event of there not being time to do so before the 31st 
of March, I have to request that ... nction may be granted for this period being prolonged 
until the 5th of June.

MuD. will be f th .. and th f of seen rom e map, are very ID tricate, e orm 
the UIluka much requires amendment: In its general position it lies to the east "f Raburi; 
to the north of N agar, from whicb it i. separated by the somewhat lofty hilly berrier that 
forms the watersbed or dividing line between the Ood&varl and Shims valleys; to the west 
of Sbevgaon; and to the south of"" portion of tbe NiZiI.m's territory, from which it is sepa­
rated by the river Godavari. Manl detached Sbevgaon villages are however scattered over 
its surface, and .ne.. "8704, many 0 its own villages are mixed up with thoae of Shevgaon ; 
. three of them especialJy, namely, Tondoli, Shekteh and Mali Babulgaon, being most inconve­
nientlydistsnt from Neva..... Its boundary with R8.buri is very irregular, though it is ouly 
broken at one point. This i. in the extreme north-west, near the Godavari, where some 
intervening Nizlim'. village. separats the body of the UIluka froIII a clump of it. outlying 
villages; the latter extendiog along the Oodavari to the Kopurgaon division of the Patoda 
UIluka. Again, there is a detached Nevliao village in the midst of the Nizam'. territory, 
some 8 or 10 miles to the north of the river. Its boundary' with Nagar is the best defined, 
though there aIao some outlying Shevgaon villages prevent its being a continuous one, and 
cut oft' from the main portion of the UIluka a few villages in the extreme soutb-east, which 
extend beyond the Nagar boundary and come in contact with another part of the Nizam's 
territory. 

8. Nev&sa has an estimated area of 477.138 acres, as sbown below. A detailed field 
Eatim_ are&. survey of the lands of 166 villages has been made by the Sur-
• vey Department, and the Burve} ed acres given are thoae ascer-

tained by actual measurement. Tbe lands of 14 alienated villages have not been surveyed in 
detail, but their areas have been computed from the map, the boundaries of each vil.la.,"" 
having been surveyed by the theodolite.

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10. The present report principally relates to the 148 Government villages. into which 
revised rate. were introduced in 1861-52. In .that year one 

Nwnber of ~ report.od .... village hitherto wholly alienated lapsed to Government, and it 
has therefore lately been assessed and settled in the same manner as the other Government 
Tillages. In addition to the Government villages, 10 partially alienated and 7 whollya.lienated 
villagea have been SDrveyed at the request of the Collector'. Department, and an asse .. ment 
has been determined for them in accordance with that of adjoining Government villages, but 
the rates have not yet been introduced; the operations of measurement and classification 
having only recently been completed. Rates will be introduced into these villages by the 
Collector's Department. 

11. Mevasa has undergone several territorial changes since it came into our posse8l!ion 
T ·toriolehaag in lR18-19. It then contained III Government, and 69 parj;i-

etn ea. ally and wholly alienated villages. Of the Government villages 
7 are stated by the district officera to have been, in 1822-23, given in Buranjam, to Mahomed 
Abdonl Kedur, and Mahomed Hajief Munshi. Of these, 4 reverted to Government in I 8211-f3, 
and 3 in 1838-311, on the deaths of the jaghirdtlrs. Of the alienated villages 37 lapsed to 
Government at various periods prior to the year ef settlement, s.nd 1 during that year. In 
1824-25 Nevs ... was incorporated. with Shevgaon, bnt in )834-35 it again became a separate 
tt\lm. . In 1835-36, on the formation of a Petta division, the Maht\lkari was atationed at 
TIhergaon, but he was snbeequently, in 1838-39, removed to SnnAi. Tbe Mtmlatdar has 
from the first been stationed at Nevaaa. Several ef thealienated villages are held by depend­
ants of Seindiah, but no inlluential jaghird&rs reside in the district. 

12. I have not been able to obtain much interesting information relative to the hiatory 
I'ast H' to ef the tt\luka prior to its coming into the p08l!e8sion ef the 

.. ry. British. According to tradition N ev ..... and the other diBtricta 
of thia portion of the valley of the Godavari were, whilst under the old Hindu government, 
thickly peopled and in a high state of civilization and prosperity. Several facta render thi .. 
highly probable. Anyone passing through the champaign country between the N agar and 
Adjunta lines of hills must be struck with its great natural fertility and ita capabilitiea of 
supporting a dense p"pulation. That it was a rich and flourishing country in the olden time 
is alao proved by the existence in the vicinity of the Cave Temples of Ellora and other works 
which conld not have been undertaken and completed except nnder the patronage of powerful 
monarchs having the codimand of much wealth and labour, aa well as of many skilful artizans. 
Moreover the celebrated Hindu King ShalivaMn is said to have resided at Paithan on the 
GodAvari, which is only a few miles distant from Neva..a; and the neighbouring city ef 
Dowlutabsd, (DevgedJ, the seat either of ShaJivaht\n's descendanta, or of another Hindu 
dynasty, is stated by Ferishta and other Mahomedan historians, to have been a place of much 
importance and wealth, and to have yielded an immenee booty to Alla-ud-din Khilji in 1294.. 
Under ita Mahomedan and Mahratha rulers the country never appears to have enjoyed any 
long period of prosperity, though it may have flourished at times by fita and starts. From 
about 1490 to 1636 Nevaaa formed part ef the territory of the Mahomedan Nizam SMhi 
Kings of Nagar, and the memory of Mnllik Ambu., the great minister of the last king of that 
dynasty, is.till affectionately preserved in the district. About 1636 it passed under the sway 
ef the Mogul Emperor Shah Jehan. It is said to bave been, in the beginning of the last 
century, be.towed With other district .. as a marriage present on the Mahrailia Raja ShtIo 

G Du~ I 1 (the grandson of Siwaji), who was then a prisoner in the 
"",t vo. ,_ 415. Emperor Aurungzebe's camp; but I cannot discover that it 

was actually given up to him. Being a frontier district, it suffered much in the wars between 
the Mahrtlthas and the Nizam Subhedars of the Deccan, bnt although the former may have 
previously plundered it and collected chouth. I believe it W&8 not permanently occupied by 
them until about the year 1769. /Subsequently, up to the commencement of our rule, it was 
under the direct government of the Paisbwabs, and ita history, during that period, is much 
the 8ame aa that of other parts of the M .. railia country. Tbe same stories are told by the 
inhabitants of numeroua acta of rapine and pillsge committed by the armies of the several 
contending parties who infeated tbe Deccan in the end of the last, and beginning of the 
present centuries. It is an open district with no forts or strongly walled towna, and it lies 
on the main line pf road from Ponna and Nagar to Aurungabad and Hinduatan. It is also 
close to Shevgaon, which was then in the joint po88e8I!ion of Scindish and Holkar; 80 that 
it WII8 probably plundered and oppressed to a greater extent even than most other districts. 
From 1798 to 1800 it sutTered in the pt'tty warfare that was carried on between Scindiah and 
the two Baees. From 1801-1803 Holkar and his Siroars Futteh Sing Manayand Amee. 
KluI.n Patban, on their passage to s.nd from Poona, moved through Neva.a, robbing the vil­
lagers and ruinin.,. tbe country to the utmost of their ability. In the latter year General 
Wellesley follow.:d thi. route from Nagar. in his operations against Scindiah and Rughuji 
Bhonslay, which resulted in the battle of Assaye. After Holka. had ceast<d to molest the 
countrv, it w .... visited by many bands ofplnndering Bheels, bllt in 1806 many of them were 
killed by the P"ishwah's troops at Ghewree Chandgaon ill the neighbouricg di.trict of Shev­
gaon; ",,;d they were, soon ,,:fterwards, entirely put d~wn. The population a~ rt;SOUrceB of 
the district were 80 reduced ill consequence of these dlBBSters. and ef the famrne lD 1803-4. 
that only 21 villages remained inhabited and the country became covered with jungle. SIlb­
eequently, the Pindha>:is now: and then t~ubled the dis.trict, but the coll'!try. contin~ to 
revive and the populataon to _s, until taken pO_loa of by the Bntiah 111 hs18, 1Wl<le 

lIfhich time it has enjoyed a state of perfect quiet. 
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18. Lieutenant lIurgess gives a pretty BOOUl'ate description o£ the aspect and .oil of 
Aapeot awl. iL the taluka. The hill. in the south riae abruptly to the height 

.. of several hundred feet above the plain, and adjoining them ...... 
a few detached smaller hills. Tnroughout the t&luka, also, there are, here and there, 'gently 
elevated tracts of hard sterile land, which yield a very scanty vegetation; but the general 
appearanoe of the country i9 flat and monotonous, and it has.. muoh more rich and fertile 
aspect than the valley of the Shima. Its soil varies considerably. The best deecription is a 
deep rich " moonjal" generally to be found near the Pravara and Mula rivers. which requires 
less moisture and i. more easily worked than the more stiff and clayey soil. along the Godavari, 
which, however, are al80 of a good dMoripti~, and are ~ry produ.otive in season. of plentiful 
rain. In other parts of the t8luka tracts of noh, deep soils, of varIOUS textures, are to be met 
with, but the land elsewhere, is not so uniformly fertile a. in the llm:nediate vicinity of the 
Godavari and its tribntllry streams, the Mula and Pravar... Light, shallow, easily-worked 
eoil. prevail towards the hiU.. In the north-west of the t8luka, near the villages of Vad!lli 
and Bhokur, there is a slightly .... levated tract of" mal" or poor land, which is a oontinuation 
of the ridge allnded to in my report Qn R8.huri as situated between the God4vari and Pravara 
riVeN. Slmilar barren ridges are to be found between many of the smaller streams of the 
t8luka. The oountry is well watsred. The Godavari is here a fine brnaa river. The united 
:Hula-Pravara river is also a considerable stream throughout the year, and .. plentiful supply 
of water eanalwaya be obtained fromthe beds of the Dhora, Vridha, and other minor streams, 
8ame of which continue to flow, in portions of their COllrses, during the hot season. The 
district is not well wooded, though the soil is well suited to the growth o£ many deecription. 
of lerge trees. . 

U. I am of opinion that the climate of Ne.a..a is slightly inferior to that of RBhuri, 
Climalle the district sitnated immediately to the westward. In the early 

. pert of the monsoon it does not generally enjoy such a plentiful 
supply of rain, and ite kharlf crop is, oonsequently,lellllproductlve. The after rains, on which 
the ... bi crop. principally depend, probably fall pretty equally in both districts, thongh some of 
the N evass villages fur out in the plain do not always have e fair supply. It may be here 
Iloticed that the after mins, namely, those which fall from Angust to October, and sometimes 
later in the season, are, in thh! direction, more unoertain than the early rains. In ordinary 
years lands in the vicinity of the hills generally obtain a steady and sufficient supply, but 'out 
in the plain the fall is mnch more irregular, some lands being well soaked from pasaing 
showers, whilst others close by do not obtain even a sprinkling, Lieutenaut Day has claased 
the villages into three groups with reference to fall of rain, but as his remark. are made on 
the authority of the district officers, who appear to use his own words" to have had in their 
mind'. eye tue oomparative fertility of the villages generally withont reference to the separate 
question of fall of rain," they are not of much valne. Lieutenant Bnrgess appears to have 
trusted more to his own observations. and his statements on the subject are tuerefore more 
.... orthy of attention: He oonsiders the villages near the sonthern hills to have the best climate, 
and in this opinioll I agree with him. The remaining villages he divides into two classes, 
bnt I am inclined to thiuk that in the plaint, at a short distance from the hill, there is no 
great varilltion in tue fall of rain, though the villages between the Pravara and Gode.vari 
river. have, perhaps, slightly the advantage, and may be more favourably situated than the 
villages in the north-east of the talu:ka. 

15. The cultivation o£ Newa is principally dry-crop. Garden crops, notwithstanding 
C d H bandry the plentiful supply of water, are only reised in the proportion 

ropa a.. u. : to the entire cnltivation of abont 1 acre per cent., which is le .. 
than in most other t8lnkas of the collectorate. Both kharif and rabi crops are grown; the 
latter most extensively, probably in the yroportion of about ten anuas in the rupee. Bajri, 
jow .. ri, wheat and gram &re the principa -crops. Knrdsi, and other oil plants are also raised. 
A little tobacco is grown, The garden cropa are generally inferior; chillies, garlic, wheat, 
gram, and vegetable'l being tha principal products. Suga.rcane is raised to a very limited 
extent; and there are no betel plantation.. The garden lands are generally manured. 
Manure i •• lso applied to the dry-crop lands near the hills, but not generally to tuoss of the 
plain, although sheep &re ocoa.ionally folded on the letter. The lands do not generally 
appear to he allowed a fallow. In some cases I was infonned by the rayat. that their fields 
had been continuously cultivated for 40 years and "pward.. Some of the poor aoils, how­
ever, when they become exhausted, are thrown ont of cultivation for a time. A syatem of 
rotation of crops is observed as far as possible, but there i. not a sufficient variety of crops 
in this ~uka !"' admit of a good rotation. A twelve-bullock plough i. required for some 
of the stiff aoils of the Godavari, but in othsr directions a six, eight, or ten·bullock plough 
."ffices. Some of the soils are broken up by the lsrge plouO'h every year, and other. only 
?uce i,! two, th:eo, four, or even ten years; a small two, or four-bu~ook harrow being used 
m the mtermed.ate years. On the whole the husbandry of the district does not appear to be 
good, thoug!: here and there well-cultivated fields ...... to be seen. The soil is naturally 
fertile and w.th good tillage capable of yielding very rich and lU3nriant crops. 

16. There are no manufactures of importance. In the Government vmnges not more 
lIa ura.tu than 50 or 60 looms are made use of in weaving ooarse cotton 

n r .. , stuffs. A few woollen cumli •• are also made up by the 
Dl1ngars, bnt most articles of wearing apparel are imported. 



1'7. The trade connected with the district is not valuable. Grain is the principal 
Trade of District. export, finding a sale in the Nagar and Poona marketa. Some 

. w~ol and a go<><! many sheep art!. also exported to Bombay and 
other p1aces. The Import. COlllllBt almost entirely of necesaanes, such a. salt rice cotton 
stuff&, manufactured hardware articles, iron, cocoo, supari, &0. A few CO:ttle ~ also 
inIported for farming purp08e8 and are Bold at Ghotun, Ghoregaon, and Kokaneh. Wheat 
ean be kept in a good condition for several year. in the" peve" or grain-pits of the ryot., 
but if exposed to the atmosphere it soon becomes bad. If the flour could be preserved for 

Flour lengthened periods it would probably become a valuable export. 
. I observe from the newspapers that the American. send flour 

from Boston and New York to Port Phillip, and it has long been one of tbelr principal 
exports to other parts of the world. But I conclude that it is some difference in the 
deacription of wheat raised in the two countries, and not in the methods of preserving it, 
that prevents India competing in the market with America. 

18. Although the trade of the district itself is inconsiderable, a large traffic from other 
Erle' Tr ffic quarters passes through it. The Emampur or Jeur ghat on the 
~a . south is the only one pBBSable by carts, and aa the.... is no 

other cart-road to the eaatward by which the bills can be 
lurmounted, a large quantity of cotton from Berar, brought ~-i4 Paithen, or other Mogulai 
towns, is conveyed to Bombay by this routs. The post line from Bombay to Calcutta l1i4 
Nagar and Aurungabad ·a1so pBBSes over the same gMt. Both these lines of road are shown 
in the frontispiece map. There are also a few other crosa-roads, principally traversed by 
Brinjaris, but the bullock traffic is fast decreasing, whilst that carried by carts is increasing. 
Within the last few years a good road has been made by Captain Gaisford of the Artillery 
from the city of N agar to the top of the ghat, and I helieve that he waa most anxiGus to 
extend it into the plain below, but a1thoogh both the Toka and Pait~an lines were surveyed 
or marked out by him, he does not appear to have been permitted to carry oot his views as 
regards the making of a road on either line. In January 18&2, I observed that a road was 
being made on the Nizam'. side of tbe frontier, from Tok4 to Aurungabad, and I conclude that 
it is still progressing, or that it has been completed, and I think it would be most desirable 
to complete the unfinished portion from the foot of the gh&t to Toka as speedily as possible. 
A made road from the foot of the ghat to Paithan (a large manufacturing town on the direct 
route to JaulnalI) would also greatly facilitate the traffic, and would much benefit the Nevasa 
and Shevgaon Talukas, both remarkably fine districts, and capable, not only of being much 
benefited by the opening out of markets, but a1AO of being made to pay indirectly, by 
.increased cultivation, for any expenditure laid out for their advantage in this ma.nner. The 
ghat itself. Lieutenant Bargeaa infonna us, is not in a good stats; but although the road over 

_ Gha.. it (an old military one, I believe) will probably have at laatto be 
pur abandoned, and a line of more gradual and easy descent selected, 

I think itis of more immediate importance to complets the lines to Toka aud Paithan. Captain 
Gaisford, before he left the country, kindly furnished me with a return 01 the traffio pBBSing 
over the gbat for four months of the year 1861, a copy of which is subjoined :-

19. There Ilre no large or important towns wlthm the distrIct. Ne~3sa Khurd, the 
. Mllmlatdol.r's station, has a larger population than any other 

T....... town, but it only contained, at the time of survey, 3,268 
inhabitants. Of the 149 Government towns and villages only 9 have a population exeead­
ing l,O(){) souls. The market towns are H in number, and as they are di.tinguished in the 
taluka map by a mark ( a pair of scales), it is unnecessary to enumerate them. Toka and 
Prava.a Sungam-towns principally inhabited by Brahmins at the junction of the Pravara 
with the God4vari-are considered sacred places by the Hindus. 'l'he principal temple 

is dedicated to MalItidev. Some of the templea at Toka were 
GTant Dulf, page 165, vo1. 11. destroyed by Nizam Ally in 1761. In the month of March 

of each year pilgLin)s and it.iner8llt traders arrive at this to,!n from :oil quarters, to the 
number it is said, of about 50,000, and a fair is thus ""tahhshed whIch lasts for about 
a month, and a good deal of traffic in eloths and otber articles is carried on during its con­
tinuance. The subjoined table of the population and farming stook of all the Government 
villages comprif,ed in the taluka bM been prepared from the usual census returns taken at 
the tillle .of survey :-

20. From the result of my own observations, and from several of the statements 
. . con~ed in the reports of Lieutenants Day and Bnrgess, I, 

Conditi ... of Ryoto. am led to believe that the ryots of N ev,"" are in somewhat 
better circumstances than those of Rahuri and Sangamner. U nde. the former Government 
the condition of these three districts was very similar, and Nev,"" possesses no superior 
advantages either as regards climate or markets, but, as will hereafter be shown, it has not 
hitherto heeu taxed so heavily, which account. for the ta.lukanot being in such an extreme­
ly depressed condition as the other districts. A few cultivators hold farms of upw .... ds 
of 200 acres, and have 20 or 30 bullocks, and a good many of them are free from debt, and 
have grain-pits of their own wherein they can stowaway their surplus produce, and to 
which they can resort in times of necessity instead of to the Mirwd.ris. 

21. A great m&jority of the ryots, however, are deeply involved in debt. Many 
. interesting observations on this subject are contained in the 

lUrw4ri ... nd debto of Kyoto. Assistants' reports, and a.!though it is impossible to obtain 
perfectly accurate information on the subject, I am led to believe from inquiries made by 
me at th .. time of settlement that about two-thirds of the ryots are in the hands of the 
Marw&ris, and that the average debt of each individna.! is not less than Ba. 100. Tbis, 
under any circumstances. would b~ a very heayY burden on the agrieultu~ population, 
and owiug to the harsh and usurIOus proeeedmgs of many of the Marwans, the system 
has ~ngendered so much be? feeling. and the out;>ry regal'~ling it on the part of the ryots 
is so loud and genera.!, that lt woulJ be most satisfactory if measures eould be adopted for 
the mitigation of its attendant evils. 

22. So far as I can ascertain from conversing wifu intelJigent natives on the subject 
the general opinion appears to be that the law requires a,?e~dment, and that the M&rw&ris 
commit many frauds and plunder the ryots; whilst the C1VlI Courts are not able or willing 
to afiord the latter justice. The." are few lllrge capitalists in the district. and it is only 
und81' our rule that MarwAri, Gujarati and other foreign traders have commenced to resort 
to it. Most of theee are without funds when tbey first arrive, and many of them, after 
acquiring fortunes, return to thair own country. Generally. when a Marwari first comes 
to the district, he enters into the service of one of his relations or countrymen and when 
he has saved a little money be sets up a small shop in some village where he thinks he can 
improve his eireumstanees. At first he is very meek and forbearing in his transactions 
with the ryots, and sometimes induces the Patels or other influential parties to lend him 
money to enable him to enlarge his business and provide for the wants of the villagers. 
By degrees he extends his operations until he has got the ryots completely into his hands, 
and by dint of usury and of any oppressive dealings in which he may be able to obtain aid 
from the Civil Court, he colleets SIlY from &S. 3,000 to Ba. 4,000, and returns to his coun­
try for the purl?ose of marrying. On his return he plays the same g&llle; other members 
of his family jom him, and with his assistance set up separate shops. In this manner the 
eountry ha:< not hitherto derived that benefit from. the Marwaris which it would do from 
respectable and permanently-resident capitalists, and although of late years matters have 
somewhat improved, and the Mllrw8.ris begin to show an iuclination to settle with their 
families in the district, still the people are much preyed upon by needy adventurers, and 
there is It great deal of reckless and fraudulent trading carried on. which appears to me 
not oa.!y to eutail much injury and oppression on the ryots. but a.!so subjects the traders 
themselves (at least the honest portion of them) to loss. No one eould ohject to the legi_ 
timate employment of capital, hut at present the doings of the Marwaris far exceed the 
limits of fair trading, and in many localities it does not appear to be so much· their object 
to trade with the ryots as to get them, by fair means or foul, into their hands, so that 
they may use them as mere tool. in the acqnisition of fortunes. For instance, a ryot may ~ 
borrow 2 maunds of grain, the price of which is, say, a •. 11 or Ba. 3. 'rhi. by tricky pro­
ceedings on the part of Marwari is converted iuto a money debt of Ba. 12. and, subsequently, 
by the writing out of new agreements it gradually increases to Ba. SO Or upwards. In 
this manner a ryot becomes so entirely involved that it . is not in his power to extricate 
himself by any honest exertions of his own. aud he either remains in a slavish state of 
poverty and indebtedness, or, should he .how signs of resistance to the Marw"ri's con­
tmued exactions, he is dra"uged into Court and ruined. to deter others from proving dis­
obedient. If more fairly dealt with, I think the ryots would be better customers of the 
l\[arwiris, as in ge"eral they seldom attempt to repudiate their debts unl",'<S they fltncy 
themselves unjustly or dishonestly treated. The Marwaris" besides being money-lenders. are 
also generally retail traders in cloths and other articles. and were the ryots more independ­
ent of them, their gains a. shopkeepers would be increased. though tbeir profit. ... money­
lenders might be lessened. 

23. The opinion in the district is that origina.! agreements only should be recognized 
I.y the Civil Oourt, At present new a."areements are being continually written out, so th" 
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the debt, ~"" ~p~r, ~ay be incr~oo to an unlimited extent; also that each instalment paid 
by.". ryot m liqUIdation of ~n ongmal debt should be ac~owledged by the M'rwi.ri by a 
wntmg .made before the village officers, and by a receIpt to be given to the ryot. The 
M8.rWliT18 are now generally accused by the ryots of acting in combination and of not being 
honest in their dealings, that is, that actual transactions are not truly represented in their 
papers. It is also eonsideled that the proceedings of the Courts are much too harsh, ami 
tb~t. i~. of entirely ruinin~ a ryot and selling his property at greatly depreciated 
prIces, m lSSWng the decree the CITeUmstances of the debtor should be taken into) eonsidera· 
tion, and he be required to pay the debt by easy instalments, or his property should be 
fairly rated by indepeudent assessors, and accepted by the creditor at its real value. 'l'he 
more respectable and intelligent traders also allow that the present state of matters is not 
satisfactory, and I believe that any remedial measures carrioo out by Govornment. that 
would not interfere with the legitiTll&te employment of capital, would be agrecable to them 
as well as to the ryots. 

24. There are not mauy employments unconnected with the agriculture of the district. 
'E I ._ -_.,·th A rew ryots of Matultsn and other villages cultivate land., on 

mp oymen~ unoonn~_ w, red ced te . tl ad'" ". , . S f h Agriculture u ra s,ln l8 Jomlng .I."Itzam 8 terntory. ome 0 t e 
. villagers go for a time to Bombay .... labourers or bamal., hut I 

think that there are fewer emigrants from this district than from others. Many of the ryots 
when their farming operations for the season have been completed, are hired, with their 
bullocks, by sowlul.rs, for the conveyance of grain s.nd other exports to the cosst. Few men 
are enlisted from this part of the country. Many individuals of the Mablir caste would 
probably enlist, and they are generally intelligent, obedient, and serviceable men, but there 
woul1i appear to be a prejudice against them in the Native Infantry Regiments. 

25. The miras tenure prevail. in this taluka. From return. furnished to me by the 
M' A T Mamlatdar, I fiud that of the 17,163 survey numbers into which 
If. en....,. the Government lands of the district have been divided, 10,520 

belong to mirBsdltrs, the remaining 6.643 being gutkuli, irulm, or barren fields. Of the minis 
fields alluded to, 2,630 are cultivated by the mirasdars themselves, J ,765 by mirasdtlr. of other 
mints holdings, 1,817 by oopr"l's and 4,308 are WdSte. 

26. The district is not well supplied with educational establishments. There is a. 
Ed . I E bli h Government Mantthi sehool in N evlisa., attended by about 

UO&t.OD& It. • monUo. 30 boys. The American Missiona.ries have also establisbed a 
school in that town, which iM attended by a similar number of scholars. The private 
Marnthi schools throughout the district are few in number, and are, probably, not a.ttended 
by more than 150 or. 200 boys. At Toka., N."lisa, and Pravara. Sungam, the Brahmins 
teach Sanskrit, a.nd their pupils are stated to be in number about ISO. 

27. The principal characteristics of the district and the present state of its population 
ha.ving thus been described, I propose, before proceeding to. discuss the subject of the re­
vised a.ssessment, to give an account of the past revenue management. and of the prelimin­
ary survey operations of measurement and classification. 
, .28. Prior to the establishment of British rul~, the revenue management of Nevasa 

was of the same unsatisfactory description as that of other 
Former Revenue management. territories obtained from the Paishwa.h. It i" one of the dis· 

tricts supposed to have been settled by Mullik Ambur about 250 years ago, but, .beyond 
tradition, nothing can be gleaned on the spot ,...garding the reforms actnally calTled .out 
by him, and even with regard to the bighaoni system. which existed np to the tll~e 
of the recent settlement, it is somewhat doubtful whether it was introduced by hIm 
or by the Mogul officers. of Shah Jehlin •. to whom the .management o~ the. country w~ 
;atrested on the breakmg up of, the N IZall Shahee kmgdom. Be tIllS as It may, be to 
universally consideroo by the ryots to have been the wisoot and most benevolent ruler of 
rormer times, and in their estim .. tion the highest praise that can be bestowoo on Any 
useful reforms introduced by the present Government is to liken them to those of Mullik 

Ambur. Under the former system eacu village had it. 
Rukba, Tunkha, KumalJ U rukba" and" tunkh& ". and other names such a.s ,. kumal U 

Topber. and "topher" are also 'to be fonnd in the accounts. The 
", rukba" is the maximum area in bighas of each village and is supposed to have been 
detarmined partly by measurement and partly by estimate, the size of the bigh. varying 
in, different villages and ~n different localities of ~he same ~il1~ge. T~e "tunkha" is 
.aid to represent the maximum assessment of Mulhk Ambur. tIme; bemg .up~ed .by 
the hereditary district officers to be the equiyalent of a fourth: of. the gross produce 1ft kmd 
converted into a money value on data furnished by the cultlvatlo~ of p .... t years, and the 
bazar price. of the different kinds of produce. Subsequently, thIS .... sessment appears to 
have been frequently altered, and the maximum assessment of the Mahrathas was generally 
in excess or the" tunkha " and was called ukumal." ,. Tophor" appears merely to signify 
the difference between the original maximum assessment and that subsequently imposed, 
but whether" kumal" and "topher" are terms introduced by the Moguls or Mahrathas 

.• is not known. The Mahnltha rule commenced about 1759, and 
Nar<> Babajll reforme, Nliro BAbaji, who was soon afterwards appointed 8ubedar of 

Nagar, and who is said to have remained in office for a pe.riod of ~5 or +0 years, introdu.ced 
numerous revenne reforms, probably similar to tbose earned ~t m other purls qf .the PaJsh­
"ah'. territories under instructions from the Huzllr. Tbe blgh .... of each holdmg app".r 
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to have been determined by him, in some caees by measnrement, and in othel'8 by estimate, 
but one uniform size of biglla was not adopted. In good soils a bigh .. of small area (gene­
rally from 20 to 80 guntllas) appears to have been introduced, but in poor BOils the area was 
doubled, trebled, or otnerwies enlarged, a$ may have been.considered expedient. Varying 
rates per bigh .. were also impOlled on the different descriptions of soil. The district was 
managed directly hy Government on the ryotwar system, and the local officers were not 
often changed. Moro Hurri Sungumnairkur had charge of Nav"sa fQr m6ny years. The 
country on the whole appears to 4'lve been tIlen prosperous. In 1803-4 the farming system 
of 13aji Rao commenced, and the former rates and land m .... ures soon became merely 
nominBl. The country waa almost depopulated in consequence of tile disasters alluded to 
in my 12t1l paragraph, and.on tile return, ·by degrees, of . the ~habitants, it wo~ h~ve 
been impossible under any Cll'Cumstances to have placed thmgs ID the Rame state In which 
they were before Baji Rao (Rugonath) commenced his reign. But no attempt was made to 
restore the old system of management. '.fhe farmer being only desirous of securing a profit,

Annual account .. , however, were can-
tinued to be made out by the village officers, but merely a. a matter of form. In practice 
there was no regular system. The old rates were sometimes retained in the case. of mms 
or other holding. that had been long cultivated in the vicinity of the village, but the remain­
ing lands given out for cultivation on coule, ooktee, or other forms of reduced assessment, 
without reference to uld established boundaries, rates, or land measures. At the settling day 
if the terms originally agreed on were considered too low, a larger amount of revenue was 
demanded from the village, and aiter a series of .quabbles hetween the several pmes con­
cerned some agreement was arrived at by which the ryots were generally pretty well 
plundered. Occasional" puttees" were al.o imposed in addition to tile revenue demands, 
one of which, an "aneer puttee" or tax leviable from the inhabitants on the occasion of the 
marriage of the great man of the district, I have observed being collected in some of the 
adjoining Nimbalkur'. villages within the Nizam'. fronti.r.

. 30. In the year following the introduction of the British rule, the" kumal " .... e .. ment 
Ilri . h Re . nt. which had long been virtually abolished, was assumed to be 

tla venuem.nageme that by which the future revenue collections might properly 
be adjusted, and the village offioers were required to give in statements of the rates leviable 
from the bighas of each holding. Few authentic records, however, were procurable, and the 
rates finally adopted were in many cases .. rbitrary, and probably of larger amount than 
had ever actually been in force. There were about 24, different rates for dry-crop lands, 
varying from 2-0-0 to 0-2-0 .. bigha. In 6 villages there was only 1 rate; in 59 villages 
2 rates; in 55, :) rates; in 20, I rate; in 5, 5 rates; in 1 village, 6 rates; and in 1, 
7 rate.. In 11 villages tile mundbundi system of assessment had hitherto prevailed, and on 
what data bighaoni rates for these villages were determined is not known. Indeed, from the 
absenee of all trustworthy information, the whole plan of the distribution of the rates must 
h.vs been mere guess-work.

.attempted. At the time it was generally acknowledged that the rates at first imposed were 
much t<lO high, and when any particular out-cry was made by the ryots, or when much 
<l.ifficulty was experienced in collecting the revenue," reduction of assessment was allowed. 
Pending the introduction of.. detailed survey of the lauds, it wa. not considered expedien t 
to undertake .. general revision of the assessment, and Mr. Harrison's reductions. tberefore, 
were only applicable to real or tlUpposed cases of excessive, over-taxation. They were doubt-

!>or . less beneficial, but from their partial and irregular nature tIley 
an~ of ~::r ~.! ... bhureet - did not very materially affect the general prosperity Of the 

tIIluka. Other remedinl measures having a tendency to lighten 
the assessment, were also about the .ame time carried out. The" pan-bhureet" tax was 
abolished in 183;,. Tbi. tax was nominally levisble from dry-crop land. temporarily irri­
gated, but, in reality, many of the lands from which it was collected were garden lands as .... ed 
at dry-crop rates, and the entire remissioD -of the t.x !}l .. ced them in a much bJtter position 
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than similar' lands aaaeB8ed at garden rates. It was, however, an obnoxious tax owing to its 
finctuating amount, and its abolition was probably produotive of good. 'fhe abolition of the 
transit and town duties had also an indirectly beneficial effect on the condition of the tUuka. 
and at the same time several hukjl hitherto collected directly on account of Governmen~ Were 
abolished. In one villaga the mnndbundi asse .. ment was still found to be in force at the 
time of settlement.

but as the boundaries of the holdings were not ascertained by actual inspection in the field. 
and as no measurements were made for the pnrpooe of defining the true area of euch holding, 
these registers were in many cases found to be incorrect, and at the time of survey, many 
of the" tickas" recorded in the accounts could not be identified in the field. Previously 
however, at the time of Mr. Pringle'8 survey, the areas of the several holdings of each 
village had been, as far.s possible, arranged in correspondence with the" rukba," and the 
papers then prepared by the village officern were made use of in filling in the registers, and 
probably most of the holdings that were ul!der cultivation .. t both periods were entered with 
tolerable accuracy. But, even supposing that the holdings had all been correctly recorded, 

, and that there were no doubts regarding the former rates of 
te!nterior waste or Pot-Pur 010- assessment, it would still be impo88ible to obtain a clear view of 

, the sctual state of matters in former years, owing to the 
methods of giving out the lands for cultivation then in vogue. On several occasiOIll! endeavours 
were made to enforce the cultivation of entire "tick a." or fields, but without SUccess. 
Throughout the whole period of British rule it has been customary to allow the partial 
cultivation of holdings, and this method, however advantageous to the ryot in enabling him 
to take up the best portions of land, has been productive of much confusion in the acconnts, 
snd renders it quite impossible to ascertain, witl1 any degrea of accuraey, the actual extent 
of land annually cultivated, It has also been productive of many fraudulent practices on 
the part of the village and district officers. and of bad husbandry on the part of the .yots. 
This is clear, when it is considered that the bigbas of the, several" tickas " do not correspond 
in size, and mat the cultivated bighas of each tiCka were not measured or ascertsined according 
to any fixed standard, but were entered in the accounts according to the proportion they 
were found to bear, by a rough eye estimate made by the village officers, or by guess-work, 
~o the entire recorded area of the ticka. , In J 8a3-34 the uncultivated portions were brought 
to account in the annual statements, but the asseBBment was finally remitted. In general, 
only the portions of holdings actually taken up for cultivation were entered in the accouuts_ 
During the first years of our rule no test of the culth-ation retorns appears to have been 
taken. Subsequently, Il8pecially since 1l\33-3~, a test has been taken by the MamlatWl.r's 
establishment, aided by the hereditary district officers, and, occrunonally, in cases of douht 
or suspicion of fraud. hy the Assistant Collector or Collector.

It was also 
formerly the custom to give out waste lands for cultivation on cowlea or agreements and

was not much practiced in the first 4- years of our rule, but after",ards came pretty exten­
sivaly into operation up to 1838. when it WBB abolished.

.. .oming. Some of the villages were alienated during a portion of the period of British rule, 
but as they were then under Government management, they have been entered in all the 
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years for which full aecounts .... gaMing them have bean procured. Owing to the territorial 
cbengea alluded to in my lltll paragrapb, the entries will not be fonnd to accord with those 
in the Wuka accounts for all tbe years of British rule, but; making the necessary deductions 
on account of three villages that we .... for a part of tbe time alienated, the .bllections for the 
laet 12 years entered in the statement cor....apond with th086 of the taluka kistbllndi accounts 
in the ColleCltor' 8 .flies. 

36. The accompanying Diagram (No. 1), which is illustrative of the ductuationa in lhe 
D' past cultivation, a ..... ment, remissions, and ecllection., of the 
-. . Goverv.ment arable land. of the 148 village.; and of the revised 

&IlB888ment imposed on the t&luka, h .... also been prepared in accordance with the instructions 
contained in paragrapbs 71 to 73 of the Survey Joint Report, and a figured statement of the 
entries embodied in it, relative to the old assessment, i. given in the appendix (No. 2 A). 
The snrvey kumal, or muimum aee_ment imposed on the Government arable lands of the 
148 villages, is 1,&0,941> rupees, and including the ....... ment of the lands of tbe village 
of Dangaon subsequently settled, 1,53,212 rupees. The revised rates were in operation in 
1861·5:& and 1852-53, and the entries for these years, therefore, refer to the new system. 

37. The only point on which explanation regarding the entries in the diagram appears 
. ., to be called for i. as regards the past cultivation .. In the year 

ti~'b"'':: :~:d=':""" of setti<;ment both the bigh .... and acres. of cultivation. were 
entered m the acccounto, and the average sl~e of the cultivated 

bigha of each village in that year was, therefore, ucertained from the proportion which the 
entire number of cultivated bighas bore to the entire number of cultivated acres. i'he aver­
age size of the cultivated bighas, so found, was adopted for the cultivated bighas of post 
years, in tbe ..... of each village separately, and the aggregate area of the cultivated bigh .... 
of all tbe villages IIBOOrtained in tbis manner, gives the estimated acres cnltivated in each 
year of the former system, This is the most perfect method of converting the bigh .... into 
acre. that the c .. e admits of. But, owing to the former loose system, it is probable that 
the actw.!. cultivation exoeeded that rooarded in the accounts, and the varying size of the 
bigha WOQld render any method liable to error. The highas entered in the accounts as being 
cultivated each year are shown in the Statement No. 1 A. The portions of land left uneul­
tivated, each year, of laud taken np for culth'ation of which the assessment was remitted, 
are also shown in the statament, though not in tile diagram, as such portions of land have 
hitherto been regarded in the l!WIle light as other waste lands •. 

38. It will be readily perceived from the information embodied in the diagram that 
Nevlt ... has hitherto sdered much from overtaxation.

soon hegan to pre.s most severely on the resources of the Wuka. 
In 1822-23 price. fell unpreoedentedly low. 'fhe year, I believe, W8!J one of unusual produc­
tion, which partly accounte for the decrease in the value of the produce, and othe. operating 
cause. were also then at work in lowering prices. But the cbief cause of the scarcity of 
money was that too much revenue was then exacted.from the country in proportion to the 
farming capital and resources of the cultivators. No important remedial measures having 
been adopted and bigb rates having been maintained, the district appears to have been fast 
going to ruin; until 1832-33, when the cultivation and collections fell much lower than in 
any other years of our rule. In the two or three succeeding years the cultivation and collec­
tions somewbat rose, but it w .... not until tbe attention of the Government had been fully 
drawn to thp. depressed condition of the Collectorate, and the local officers were urged to 
carry out the improvements alluded to ill the concluding part of my 30th paragraph, that 
there was a decided tendency upwards in the scale of prosperity. From 1836-37 to 1846-47, 
whilst the rates of many of the villages had been lowered, the injurious effect .. likely to 
reb-nlt from the still oppressive nature of the assessment, were much weakened by the grant­
ing of liheral remissions, and, althougb 1844-45 and H!45-46 were not favourable years, the 
cultivation and ...... sment rose, in. 1846-47. higher than they had ever done before, In 
1847-48, the cultivation had.till further incre....oo, hut unfortunately, the year was one of 
much over-production, and few remissions Were granted. Prices, therefore, partly in conse­
quence of the excess of produce, and partly on account of the great drain of money from the 
district to meet the large reV&llue demands, fell very low, and many of the ryots, not 
being able to pay their rent from the profits of the season, had to reaort to the money­
lenders, and, in many eases, to dispose of their flll'llling stock. CllIlllequently, the cultivation 
and revenue immediately went down, and the following seasons not being favourable, the 
collections feU from 1,60,724 rupees in 1841-48 to 82,155 rupees in 1849-50, a decresse of 
nearly one-half. In 1850-51 the anticipated early introduction of tbe revised rate. caused 
an increase of cultivation and revenue, but, at tbe time of settlement, the district Wll9 still 
sulfering from the over-collections of 1847-48. . 

39. The injury, however. caused by over-taxatjon, is one of degree, and. in this respect 
Nevltsa, although it suffered much, did not suffer to the sa.me

19..Wl e s:e!1 mm t e lagrsm t at t raug out t e 
whole penod of Bntlsh rule it has never been pos..ible, with 

safety, to collect the full ..... esament, aud that, even leaving out of consideration tbe redue­
,ions of assessment made on accouut of interior uncultivated portiolls of land, the annual 
remis,';ons of revenue on the land represented to be actually cultivated have averaged 
21,000 rupees, or about 18 per cent. of the revenue demands. The cultivation has alw been 
moRt unsteady, and although the land is generally very fertile, not one-half of it has been 
l!ultivated throughout a series of years. 'l'Ila.t the couutry would have progreSlled mor .. 
ra.pidly under a light lISSessment, is, I think, fully proved from the improvement that h ... 
reaulted from the few slight reforms and modifications of the assessment that have already 
been carried out.· These remedial measures, .however, merely afforded relief in isolated 
cases of excessive ever-taxation, and were undertaken, not so much with the view of placing 
the revenue system on a permanently sound and satisfactory ba..is, as of lI&ving the 
district from absolute ruin, and Government from great loss of revenue. 'rhe extent of 
relief afforded by the revised assessment, though not more thau is called for by the cir­
cumstances of the district, is considerable, and will hereafter be shown when I have alludf'd 
to the operations that preceded the introduction of tile new rates.

BoUIl ry mar So of boundary marks. The boundaries of the interior survey 
numbers of villages were defined by mark. !l.CCOrding to the system hitherto prevailing 
in the time of the former Superintendent, Captain D. Oa"idson, but in Nevasa they were 
generally got up wit? g~eater regularity, a!,d were of a better d?scription, than in the pre­
viously surveyed ;llsincts. Th~y were lU good order at the tIme of settle~lIent, and ~ the 
printed rules relatmg to the mamtenance of boundary marks have come mto operatIOn, I 
do not apprehend that any difficulty will be experienced in preserving them. I think it 
would be advisable to instruct the local officers to induce the ryots to preserve the young 
babul trees which generally spring up in the unploughed strips surrounding each field. 
Tbese trees, if allowed to grow, would form an almost exhaustl",.s supply of wood for the 
use of the ryots in the making up of their cart. and farming implements, and fresb treeR 
would continually spring up to supply the places of those cut down; but at present most of 
tb& afe cut down for firewood, or for other purposes, or are destroyed by goats and cattle. 
before they attain a proper size. The ryots object to tree..q hecause they say they attract 
birds, and probably on account of there being so few trees that the birds congregate in large 
numbers about them. The birds would be· more scattered were there more tree •. 

44. In 8B6essing the district, the villages have been divided into three cla:<ses. The 
maximum dry-crop rates for the adjoining Wuka of Rahuri

favourably situated as regards climate. . The ~illages of tbe 1-6-0 division aJso generally.lie 
more towards the hill., though they come in conlault with the more southern NeVIIsa 
villages. The Haburi 1-4-0 viJla.ges are those which are situated nearest to Nevlisa, but, 
as will be obsenred from' the remark. conwl\ed in my .14th paragraph, I am of opinion that 
the climate of Neva .... generally is not quite so good as that of Raburl, and that tbe fall of 
rain is most uncertain in the open pla.in at a distance from the hills. 'rhe N evba villages 
in the south. adjoining the hills, are, however, as well situated as the Hahori 1-4.0 villages, 
and they ha.ve therefore bean put in the same cla.as. Besides ha.ving a. somewha.t superior 

D tea od pted. cliIflt.te" they are also nearer the N aga.r market thon the 
ry ...... p .. 0 other villages of the Woke.. One detached viJla.ge i. in-

cluded in the same cl..... The remaining villages of the ta.J.uka are divided into two 
cla.sses, ha.ving mwmum 1-2-0 and 1-0-0 rates. The villages of the 1-2-0 class do not 
enjoy such a regular supply of rain as the villages of the 1st class, a.nd some of them, in 
the north-west, between the Godava.ri and the ridge of "mal" land to the north of the 
Pravara, are not quite so well situated with reference to markets. The villages of the 
1-0-0 class are at a. greater di.t.&nce from the Na"aar market, by which the prices of grain, 
in this direction, are principally regulated, than most of th08e of the 1-2·0 class, and their 
climate is perhaps somewhat infel·ior. The boundaries of the severa.! groups are traced 
on tbe map hy red dotted lines, and a list of the villages, arranged according to their dis­
tribution into groups, is a.ppended (No. 3 A.). 

45. The village of Dahigaon. alluded to in my 10th paragraph. as having lapsed to

46. The RBhurl mwmum garden rate, namely 3-0-0 &l1 acre, h... been adopted for 
N evlisa. The ga.rden la.nd is entirsly irrigated from wells, a.nd 
&mounts to 2,947 acres. 'l'be sggregate garden assessment is 

6,366 Ra., the average survey ra.te thus being, per acre, 2-2-7 ; while the .. verage old assess­
llIent on the garden la.nd cultivated in the year of settlement W88 3-13-3 a.n acre. The 
former rates were, however, very irregular. and some ga.rdens were formerly assessed at 
dry.crop ra.tes. Wen irrigation might be very much increa.sed in this Mlnka., 88, except in 
the vicinity of the God4vari, wa.ter. in the low grounds, in most of the villages, is plentiful, 
and found at modera.te depths. Few of the ryots, however, are a.ble to a.!ford tbe outlay 
required for the digging of a. new well,-probably. in Nevasa, not less than 156 or 200 as.,­
a.nd, with the present deficiency of capitsl, a subsistence can be more easily and safely 
derived from the cultivation of dry-crop lands. In time, however, 88 population a.n,1 
capitsl increase, we may look for a. great extension of motasthal garden cultivation.

47. The case is different with regard to pil.tasthal eultivs.tion, ... no great original 
P4toAth I hr' ti outlay of eapits! is required on the part of the ryots; .that is. 

• ,sa on. on the suppo,ition that the original works are constructed by 
Government; and the.aRt of cultivation is also much less, owing to no bullock's being 
required for drawing the water, &c. None of the numerous streams whieh How through 
the distriot arc now mad" use of forr.urposes of irrigation, but the ryots are of opinion 
that they might he made to yield a. a.rge profit, and ma.ny favourable localities for the 
construction of ba.ndMras or dams, might probably' be found. The soil along the banks 
of both the Pravara a.nd Mula rivers especially, is admirably well suited for garden

An extra revenue of from 2-0-0 to 
4-0.0 an acre might be derived from these fine lands were they brought under irrigation. 
I mention the locnlity near Ladgaon. beca.use I have observed that the river there Ims .. 
rocky bed, apparently suitable for the construction of a ha.ndhara, but, higher up, there. 
may possibly be better sites, if not on the Pravara, a.t least on the Mul... 'rhe supply of 
water in these rivers, would, I should think, suffice for the irriga.tion of all the adjoini"g 
low lands. The ['ravar .. is not very deep, and the lands nea.. it are p:enerally Hat and low. 
The Mnla is deeper, and the adjoining lands are generally not so level as those lIear the 
Pravara. 

48. The general results of tIle ra.tes, as regards the three cla.sses of villages. are

50. The hudo!a lands of the village Mahars, and a fow other inams, are subject to the 
J d' 1& d payment of a " judi .. assessment, but as this is generally lesll 
u, n.. than the" survey" 888essment, it is only afft>eted tG a very 

slight extent by the introduction of the revised rates. In cases where the judi exceed. the 
survey assessment, the difference is remitted, but in this taluka it only amounts to an 
aggregate sum of 47 Rupees or thereabouts. The Mahars in the Nagar Colleemrate are 
generally not well remunerated for the services performed by them on account of Govern· 
ment, and it would be well if some arrangements tending 00 place them on a better footing 
could be eBeeted. . 

51. No survey assessment has been imposed on unarable lands which, in this taluka,

53. In judging of the financial results of the settlement, I am of opinion that the 
nrst year of the new system, IM I-52, should not be taken into eonsideration. In the 
Ahmednagar Collectorats, in consequenoe of the former system of remitting the assess­
ment of waste and umown lands, and also of the generslly impoverished condition of 
the cultivators, it has been found neeeesary, in effecting the change from the old to the 
new system, in the several districts, to allow remissions, which are calculatsd upon the 
former ..... ssment, and are given in cs.es where the amount leviable under the old, i. 
found to be less than that leviable under the new rates; the differenoe only being 
remitted. The year 1851-;';2 was' one of partial failure uf crops, and the remissions 
required to be given were considerable. The revised ratss, therefo.e, did not come into 
full ope .. ation until the following year, 1852-53, and the ... bjoined table of percentages, 
which is of nearly similar form to that given in the 40th paragraph of Captain Wingate's 
Badami and llagalkot report, refer to the estimated, or actual revenue collections of 
former years of the old systsm, as contrasted with the eoUectioIlll realized in 1852-1i3 of the 
new system, and also with those nltimatsly realizable in the event of all the arable lands

04. The financial result. abrnre Ohown are highly satisfactory. Supposing all the 
Government and rent-paying inam lands to be under cultivation, the futUre collections, under 
the operation of the re~i.ed survey rates, wonld exceed the estimate.! average collections of 
former yoors, by 441 per cent. or 47,167 rupees; hut even on the supposition that 10 per 
cent. of tbe lands remain nncultivated, the ultimats exCPB8 would still amount to upward. 
of 30,000 rupeees. A. the collection. in 1852-53 were nearly equal to the average coUectiona 
of former years, they may be expected soon to exceed the latter; but in such an impoverished 
district it will, I coneeive, be found impoasible, at once, to do away with the pernicious 
system of giving remissions, though of couree it will ... ot be found neoessary to give them 
except in yea .... of excessive failure of crops. 

55. The relief afforded to the ryots is also eonsiderable, but, ow~ to the former loose 
Relier to Ilyula. systsm of cultivation, it i .. rather difficult to judge of its exact 

amount. According to the entries in the diagram the average 
rots bitherto paid by the cultivated lands is {l-12-6 aa acre, whereao, the average survey rate 
per IIcre, for all the arable lands, ia 0-7-7, and for the lands cultivated in Hil51·52, 0.1l-10. 
The reduction e/fpcted by the survey rates on the cnltivated acres i. thus shown to he 0.3·8 
an acre, or about 29 per cent. lam, however, inclined to think that more lundwascultivated 
under the fonner system than wae entsred in the accounts. The bigh"s also of the former 
cultivation cannot he converted into acres according toany infallible standard. Evenmaking 
allowances for these and other CircllmBlan.ces, which might tend to modify the exhibited 
results, I am of opinion that the actual reliel' to the cultivators is not less than 0·2·2to 0-2·8 
an acre, or about 20 to 24 per oent., which is sufficient to place this taluka on an equality with 
other previously. assessed districts.

57. 'l'he rates were introduced into the district during the months of Febru.ary and 
llates when introduced. M,..rch 1851·52. by myself, I18si.ted by t~e l"te Mamll1ldar. 

Vishnu Gopal The Collector and ASSIstant Collector in 
charge of the district were present for a fe .. days. During the greater portion of the period 
I was stationed at Neva .... but, on several occasiOllll, I moved my camp to other places, in order 
that I might be able more freely to converse with the ryot. relative to the work in progress. 
I was, on the whole, satislied with the exertions of the Mamlatdar and hi. establishment. 
In one instance, however, one of the Karkuns who had been employed in the preliminary 
work of inspection of fields, had made incorrect. returns, and his misconduct, on being 
brought to notice, was reported to the Collector. The work of introducing the rates 
was eil'ected by myself, or under my immediate superintendence, and, should time permit, 
I will hereafter endeavour to describe the method of settlement followed by me in thi. 
and other districta now reported on. 

SS, '1'he revised rates were generally much approved of by the 1'yots, and, 80 fur as I 
d of b R to could judge, they were considered by them to be in all ,'e'pects 

Il&tes approve Y yo. suitable. The old rates were, occlIIlionally, raised, but Ilot 10 

any great extent, and in most of the cases in which the old rates were enhanced, the 
villagers themselves aUowed that the new assessment was an equitable one. Indeeil, it i. a 
matter of surprise, that with so many irregularities in the old system, and with so many 
former reductions and modifications of rates, elfocted generally on incorrect or doubtf';l 
data, . there were 80 few complaints. The in'egularities alluded to were not always iD favour 
of the ryota. Sometimes & ryot would be foond to be cultivating a much larger, Rnd some­
times .. much smaller extent of land than tha.t entered in his name in the accounta, evell 
after every rea.sona.ble allowance for dilference of soil, and for the varying size of the 
bigh.., had been made, and the old ,·&te being on the bigha, hi. new assessment was in· 
creased or decreaeed proportionately. I have met with fields with an average size of 
bigha of 4 or [) acres, and ~he areas of other fields, again, were much below the average 
of the entire lands of the Village. 

59. The greatest, and indeed the only prominent case of dissatisfaction was that of 
, of Vadali Vadali, .. village .ituated in the north·west of the taluka, and 

Complaints of Ryoto • as it exemplifies the former state of disorder and want of 
oystem, I will enter into de~s. reJr8:rding it. l'his village ,,!R8. not settled in Nar.~ 
Babajee's time. Up to 1802-3 It IS saId to have been enjoyed, lD jB.gbfr, by Daud Ab 
Khan' a Risaldar of the Mogulai or Nizam's Government. 'l'he jaghirdar appears t<> 
have died about 1802-3, hut the village was still entered in the accounts as a jag-hiT of the 
Nizam's Government. The Paishwah, however, retained an amul or share of the revenue, 
Under our Government, also, until 1836·37, the jaghir share of the revenue still remained 
alienated, hut from 1837-3S to 1846-47, it was kept in deposit, and in the latter year the 
village was resumed. The village like many others under the Nizam'. Go~erllment, bad 
become vel'-, much impoverished, which led to the necessity of the lands being g;ven out 
for cultivation on cowles and on the toke·bundi system. The old assessment which WJl8 

found to prevail on our obtaining the village was, therefore, ~ery low, and the size of 
the higha very indefinite .. Tbe area,of the Governmen,t arable portion of the village, as 
entered in the accounts, 18 1,402 h.ghas, and the entire asseFOment thereon aoout 951 
rupees. The area of the entire lands of the village, as ascertained by measurement. is 4,5!16 
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acre •• and 01 the Government araole portion. 3,825 acres. The survey assessment imposed 
on the "'too. i.. 1,161 rnpees. It will thus be seen tbat the average size of the old araule 
bigh .. in this viii .... "" is about 2t acres, aud that the old average rate of assessment is about 
0-10-10 per higha, or 0-4-0 per acre. The average sarvey assessment imposed is 0-4-10 
or an incre ...... of 0-0-10 per acre. Before the survey rates were made known in the 
district, the ryots petitioned that their old assessment should be con tinned, thus showing 
that they cousidered it very low, .... , in general, a reduction of assessment i. effected by 
"h .. Survey Department. At the time of settlement their fears .... Iative to the al!;essment 
being rai.ed were realized, aud ·they therefore reqnested me to proceed to the village to 
inspect th.ir lands. This I did. hut as my visit did not tend to corroborate the truth 
of tbe complaints of the vill"ge, .. , I instructed my Assistant Mr. Davidson to re-test the 
classification in order that no doubt might remain. The result Was that the original 
cla,sification was found to be quite correct and tbere WI\8 no room fur giving in to the 
wishes of the ryots as regards a reduction of the rates determined upon. 'I'here were 
no complaints (or .. t nny rate no important complainte) in the neighbouring four Nev"sa 
villages of which tbe average survey rates of the amble lands are, respectively, 0-7-9, 
0-6-11. 0-6·3. and 0-6-4 per acre, and the gene...u average rato 0-6-7 per Hcre. The old 
"velage raoo in tbese villages was ahout 0-13-4 per acre. The former vel'y low assessment 
of V .. d';.Ji. as compared with th .. t of other villages, bad indnced the ryote, whose stock and 
farming oapabilities were very limit.ed, to cultivate the "mal " or easily worked poor Roils, 
in preference to the more heavily taxed good soils, or those in the cultivation of which a 
larger amoltnt of fa.rming stock is required. 'l'here is some improveabJe dry-crop land near 
the village which is now much neglected, and not only could tbe extent of garden I"nd be 
increased, but many of the present wells (if 1 recollect rightly 9) are out of repair. 

, 60. The ryot8 of Vada.li will. no doubt, be snbjected to some inconvenience at first 
from their assessment having beeu raised i this might be lessen"d by assi.ting them to dig 
.. nd repair wells aud to purchllse a few sbeep. and also by encou'8ging them to devote a 
little more labour to the cultivation of their fields. 

61. Few otber matters were brought to notice during tbe time of settlement that 
require to be noticed in this report. The principal \vish of the 
.yote, now that their assessment has been equitahly settled 

is that some satisfactory arrnngement shonld be made relative to their money dpalings with 
Dab tbe Mar .... ,';.. Many villagers also applied for Government 

t.. assistance towards the repair of their village chlivdis and 
wells, but, "" I conld do nothing for them in the matter. I referred them to the Collector's 

WWtee uf the R,ots. 

Clutvdil and Wens. 
department. When the villagers are well off, it appears to me 
that no money should be advanced to them for purposes con­

nected with the improTcm.ut of their villages. Tbey ought to huild chavdis and wells 
for tbem""lves, hut the tlifliculty is to get them to act in conce.·t. Sometimes a Patel, 
although the feeling of the body of tbe villagers is in f"vour of " local t"x being levied 
to defray I,he cost of works of tbe SOTto is afraid to move in th" matter throngh fear 
of being accused, by SOUla enemy, of attpmptiug to collect money on his own account; 
but 1 think this might be remedied by the Assistant Collector giving orders, in favour­
able y(>ars, when th .. people a.'8 in good homour. for the levy of a local tax for useful 
works in any CRse in which he may find the principal persons in the village willing to 
co-oper./e. nnd by his defiuing the aruount of tbe tax, and from whom it is to be 
levied. In sDch cases iudividual complaint" should not be li8tened to, and appeals from 
quarrelsome persons 8g»inst the orders of the Assistant Collector should not be allowed 
t.o go f ... tbe,· thnu the Collector. 

GZ. In the present condition- of tI.e t8luka there are. however. many villages 
where the ,.yots, even if willing. are too poor to construct PropO'llala in relation to wrns 

in Nev, ... and Rahuri. weU. or repsi .. old ones, and I think a sum of abont 3,000 
rupees might be very profitably invested by Government in 

Nevasa a.ud a similar a.mount in Rahul'i, in construoting wells, where there is now a 
deficiency of drinking ..... er. and where the circumstances ·of the villagers do not admit 
of tb.ir providing a remedy. Several villages have only recently become inhabited, and 
the cultivatiou and incroo.e of live-stock in them are impeded by a want of water. 
Wells a.·e not otdy requi.-ed lIear the village site, but, also, when the lands run out far, 
s' .. di<taDce from tbe village; nS without water for the nBe of the working cattle. the 
more distallt I .. nds must remain uuenltiv .. ted. There is so much room for improvement 
aDd consequent incre"sl> of revenue in both the Rahuri and Nevasa taluk ..... th..t the 
lOoney laid ollt in thi. way would he, indirectly, more than repaid. Many villagers also 
J>r~ferred petitious that a piece of ioam land should be given to the person who draw. 
water lor the village cattie, but these or COurse could not be Iistenad to. . 

63. In concluding my relU!uks on Nevll.sa, I beg again to recommend that the 
Co I . constrllction of the roads mentioned in my 18th paragraph be 

no """n. immediately commenoed. It is shown in my 54th paragraph 
that the new rate. imposed "dmit of a large increase of revenue being derived from the 
laluka; and the construct,ion of the<e lines of road would moch aid in b.~nging about this 
ue.irahle result. 'rhe roads alluded to are of even more general. than local importance. In 
tht: present i->easc)OJ' OWill~ to Uie'ffdhJfo of the last rains, tnany of the ryots must be very 
badly oif, and would be glad to, oLtain employment as I"bourers. The wOl'ks would thus not 
only be of pel'manent utility, Lut, if undertakeu quickly. would also afford the mea,,~ of 
subsi.tenc. to many who wiil oth.,·wise have to seek employment; elsewhere.

I have the honour to submit the report of the Superintendent of Revenue Survey and 
Assessment on the revised rates for 126 villages of the Nevllsa Tol.luka., for which the sanc­
tion of Government is requested. 

2. You are well acquainted with tbe taJuka, and I as yet have no knowledge of it 
beyond the facts stated in Colonel Laughton's report. You are therefore in a. better posi­
tion to a.d vise Government as to the intreduction of the revised rates into the N evasll 
'DUuks. 

8. r. however, submit tbe following rema.rks for your consideration as they have been 
suggest.ed to me by reading the report of the Survey Superintendent and looking at tbe 
ma.p received with it; to begin with the latter, I see tha.t many of the villages which it is 
proposed to 8ssess at a lIllLximum dry -crop rate of Ri!. 1.4-0 are in tbe belt to the north of 
the taJuka which has this year suffered from drought very severely. This drought is, I 
a.m informed, of frequent occurrence in a tract of land comprising the north-eastern part of 
Nevlisa, the north. of Rahuri, Kopargaon, a.nd parts of the San"O"Itmner Tll.luks. If the fact 
is 00, it is evidently one which should necessitate great caution in increasing the rate. of 
assessment for the next 30 years, a.t all events for the present and the next rew yea ... tiU 
the people ha.ve recovered from the combined effects of the loss of crop by drought a.nd of 
the general rall in the prices of agricultural proiluce which prevents even men who have 
raised f&ir crops from making much profit. 

4. A comparison of Statement P with the map shows that the old maximum dry-crnp 
rates ha.ve rarely been exceeded by the rates now proposed a.fter. revision, and that even 
tha.t increase is slight for a. re-settlement after a lapse of thirty years since the first settle­
ment; but no doubt the facts mentioned in my last para. have been duly weigbed by the 
Superintendent of the Revenue Survey, and they have been allowed by him to inHuenee 
his judgment as they ought t<> do in classifying a.nd assessing la.nd in a. district so situated 
as to be liable to·constant droughts, wbile at the same time its proximity to the line of 
Ta.ilenables grain-dea1ers to import jowliri from N'gpur at a. cheaper rate than wilr;,.;Yc 
the cultivators a profit. Still the question rema.ins, has sufficient a.lIowa.nce in all c""". 
~n ma.de for this condition of things in the. present assessment f The reason for the 
la.rge incrca..e of assessment in. some villages, notably in L .. dmod, No. 41 of Statement P. 
Qf.which the assessmenti. raised ,90'2 per cent., is an increase of cultivation; but when 
thb newly cultivated land is poor, the a.ssessment on it should be proportionately low, Ill"] 
the reason given for the proposed increase in the Survey Superintendent's 37th para. is not 
convincing to my mind, for land subject to floods is sometimes as much injUred as bencfik,} 
by them. I would therefore. suggest the lowering of the rates proposed, especially 11.' it 
is, I understand, within the arid belt which ha.s thisyea.r suffered very severely from drought. 
The Survey Superintendent in his 7th para.. points out that in the Rahuri and KOparl,otOll 
T81uka.s, which also have suffered from the same cause both this year and last, have alre>uly 
ha.d the newly rm.ised rates introduced into them. Govemment would, in my opinion, 
-exercise a wiscdiool'etion were the levy of these revised rates postponed in these three Mlulm~ 
(or at least in those villa.ges which ha.ye suffered from drought) for the next five year.,. Sf) 

. .as to give the "yots time to recover from its effects by & few good ha.rvests. 

.. 5.· The fact pointed out in the conclusion of Colonel Laughton's 9th para., vi!., thnt 
the soil of the villages near the GodA .... a.ri i. cla.ycy a.nd requires .. plentiful rainfall t:o mnk.· 

. ili productive, is onc which deserves consideration in a. tract of country a.t all lIal,le tu 
drought; and I submit it to you whether under those circumst~ces it ~ould be asscs..,,) 
as highly as the la.nd in the mila which Colonel Laughton states IS not lIa.ble to the .am" 

. d!\teriora.ting influence. . I would for this rea.son like to see it assessed at the lower m ... ximmn 
".te of R~. 1-2-0 if practicable. 

i . 6: The fact noted in the eoncluding part of the Survey. Superintendent's Uth para.. 1; 
$t to my mind so conclusive .. proof of the prosperity of the distriet a.s Colonel La.ughton 
aJ>pe8.ll8 to think, for in an exclusively agricultUl'1lol district where the people do not migrat..-, 
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'the tendency with increasing populn.tion must be to take np the lands hitherto left waste 
,owing to their sterility for a"nrieulture; the present eheapncss of grain, if it continue, will 
SOOn however make sueh cultivation unprofitaWe, and then it will he a problem how to 
find employment for the population which will have lost their pl'esent settled occupation. 

, 7. In his 12th pm:a. the Survey Superintendent rem8.1'ks on the very small proportion 
-of garden cultivation in the t&luka.. I feal' from this that the recommendation Of Colonel 
G. S. A. Anderson in the 62nd para.. of his repOlt, dated the 31st of Jauuary 18-34, wer" 
never attended to. Were the sum Mked for then, lIiz., Rs. 3,000, expended in this tIl.luk .. 
&.nd in Rahuri, .... then recommended, in constructing wells, there is no doubt but that the 
comfort and health of the people would be materially increased and the district woultl 
thereby be pro tanto rendered safe against famiue. You from your superior knowledge 
of the district will he in a better position than myself to judge of the truth of the informa­
tion I have received that guinea-worm is very prevalent in many villa".... of these 
t&lukas which are not on the banks of running rivers; if it is true, both improved health 
Il.nd security ..., .... mst famine would he followed by constructing these wells, and the cost­
Rs. 3,000 in each t&luka--would be insignificant compared with the results. If Govern­
men~ are disposed to n.ttend to this repetition of Colonel Anderson's request, I would 
BU bmit there is no time for commencing the wells so good.... the present ,h-y season when 
the agricultural classes are in want of labOUl' to support them. 

8. The state of communications in the t&luka appears to be pretty mllch in the same 
,oondition as when the survey assessment was introduced 30 years ago. that is to say. no ll\)w 
roads have been made thongh the two old roads then existing have heen improved. '1'be mMU­
facturing resources of the villa".... here reported on are described in Colonel Laughton's 
15th para., as US looms for cotton fabrics and 158 for weaving coarse woollen blankets and 
the manufacture OL saltpetre to the extent of Rs. 17 a year in 8 villages. The statistics 
given in the 18th para. of the Survey Superintendent's repOlt d., not give so favour .. ble 
an impression as is desirable of the growth in prosperity of the populatioll. Durin .. the 
last 30 years the population has increased only 18-7 per cent. and the thatehed houses 'bave 
decreased 39'5 per cent. ,This ca.nnot be altogether owing to the agriculturists having 
built tiled honses instead, because the increase in these is only 22'5. It is possible that 
the increM6 in good houses is limited to the money·lending classes, while the tenants of 
lU&Ily thatehed houses have either died or left the country in the famine of 1876·77. 

9. The increase in agricn1tural cattle is strikingly small when taken in connection 
with the fact that mucl, more land is under cultimtion now than 30 years ago. It must 
be difficult to keep this extended area in a propel' state of cultivation with so few plough 
bullocks, the small increase in which is in all probability caused by either cattle·disease Or 
it is due to the fact of the agricn1turist..' cattle having heen sold to satisfy the demands of 
either Government for land revenue, or of their creditors. A kind of cattle-disease new 
'to me was llescl'ibed to llle lately by Dr. Fairbank, who has .. farm at Vadala in the Nevas&.· 
Taluka, "" the' swelled shoulder disease: It would be well were simple treatises on llattle 
disease distributed in these agricultural villages and read in their sehools. I see no reason 
why the Superintendent of the Survey should doubt the accuracy of his own returns which 
give a decrease in the number of sheep and goat. since the original survey settlement., 
though time has ela.poed since the famine of 1876·77 to allow of the s~eep recovering from 
the effects of it; 'the people in the Miuk&. bave in .. 11 probability not done so, and conse­
quently the sheph""ds have had to mi"arate to other more favoured localities where the 
people arc in It, position to pay a. remunern.tive pricH for mutton. 

10. The figures given in para. 19 of the Survey Superintendent's letter show that 
25'60 per cent. of the land is sublet. Were the lessees the same parties in whose names 
the lands were entered at the original survey settlement, 01' their descendants, that is not 
a matter to call for any special comment; but .... in Itll probahility tbe faet is that the 
lessees are now money-lenders who have as purchasers or mortgagees come into possession 
of the agriculturists' fields, the fact is one whieh does not give a favourable impression of 
the ryots' condition. I infer thet this is not at all !ill impl'Ob>tble view of the case ITom: the 
concluding words of Colonel Laughton's 19th para. His 20th para; shows the small increase 
·of 18'7 in popUlation to be ouly in the non-agt;cultura[ or pal'tly agricultural' classes, and 
not among pure agricu\turi'!te. 

n. I do not draw the same deductions fron\ the f>tets stated by the Survey Super in. , 
tendent in his 210t para. That U,e money-lend • ..,. required the mortgagors of the 2,383 
acres mortgaged to thcm to pay so high an interest, as 18 times the a.ssessment of the land, 
is merely a proof that they were very usurious an(1 relied upon the ryots straiuiag every 
nerve to pay lIS much of this high rate of interest as WM realizable. The fact that 1,140 
acres '''ere A1lblot n.t 18 time. their assessment is "0 extraordinary as to lead to the con­
clnsion that the original cultivators have become rack-rented tenants of their mortgagee-
landlords. ' 

12.' Th" illcre....., of 14 schools in the 180 villages-reported on during the last deca..le 
,does not. show any very m8.1'ked increase in the spread of education. 

la:. In his 24th para.. the Survey Superintend""t points out that there is an increase 
in the price of jowari and bajri, the staple grains of the di;,triet, during the last of thethre .. 



deeaJ.es since the first sun-ey settlement, dz_, of 22'4 for jowlUi and of 12-2 in bajri. This­
last decade, it ~hould be rem"mberel, includes th" 3 years followina the fnmine wb~n the 
price of jow'ri was as high as 10 or 12 sera the ruPee. Looking ~ the figures in State­
IUent E, which accompanies the Sur,ey Superintendent's report, the prices of grain lRSt vear 
and this appear to have returned to the standard prevailing in the years llS64-65" and 
18G1·6!!.. The fact (reported in the 26th para. of the Superintendt'nt'. report) that the 
collections of last year only slllonntl-d to what "'SS realized in 1861-62 (or twentv years 
ago) indicate either that last yrer wns one of much distress when the ryot~ could "not pay 
up the Government demand or that at the present low state of prices much land wR.~ thrown 
out of cultivation. I am indin~-d to believe from what I hear that both causes were at. 
work for last yeat" as in this: the villages near Rahurl are said to han' had scanty .... in 
and poor crops; some villages in this taluka also Ruffered severely from t1>11nsg'l' cau~ed by 
locusts t'Y0 years ago. . . 

'l'he smll.!l area of unoccupied "",~s.'ed, point6l! out in the 26th para. of the Sur,'ey Sn­
perintendent'.letter, goes to sho ..... that the fi .... t mentioned theory is prooohly the cor­
rect OIle; that in the face of these ",.-erses th .. agriCUlturists still keep .iO much land in <>ceu. 
pation, is .only to be accounted for by the absence of any manufactures, so that rvots have 
to choose betweell working on their own lands or as labourers and Cltrtmen. "The fact 
lIotice(1 in the 28th para. of eolon~l Laughton's report that in the 15 ~l"" of land in the 
past. three years the price realized by the sale is less than the assessment, is to my mind a 
proof that the agricultural popUlation are now driven to enIti .. ate land which at present 
price of !!T8in cannot give a good retul'll. This would throw a ,loubt on the accuracy of 
Colonel £aughton's .... iew of the steady improvement in prices of the principal products (_ 
para_ 30). 'rhe effect of the railway, so far as I ean leaI'll, ha.~ hitherto hoen to lower prices, 
ill this district; when, howlwer, the ryots learn to grow exportable product', such as wheat, 
cotton and indigo, this may be expected to cease. I have great hOpe9'that by the intra­
.Iuction of the two latter products into this district by the agrienItural school farm and 
l.y enterprising farmers (such as Doctor Ballautine at Rahuri, who has been successful ill 
!lTowing sea island cotton) sufficient exportable produce may be raised to give employment 
to the labouring classes who h&ve now no other resource but to labour on public works or 
on the fields of other people. 

In conclusion, while re-considering the facts reviewed abo,-e, I .-enture to ask Govern_ 
ment if they consider th&t the imposition of any increased rates of 8s.'6SSment is 
jn.~i6able in the present state of the country, to remember the limit.~ of increased 
assesS'!!ent . which were fixed by Sir P. Wodehouse's Goyernment in Go,-ernment 
Resolution No. 5739 of 1814, dated the 29th October 1874. It has been since held thab 
the limits had reference only to the Sho!apur District; but as N agar Silffered in precisely 
the same way from the famine of 1876-71, and has since been a sufferer in subsequent 
years, the same mIe might fairly be applied here also. In the event, however, of this ,,;ew 
not meeting approval, I would at any rate plead that any increase on the assessment of· 
villages which have suffered 'from drought both this year and last be held in abeyance for 
" period of five yea.rs to allow of the cultivators recouping themselves for past misfortune8 
by good crops &t the old rate of assessment for that period, if indeed they are SO fortun&te 
as to have good se_ns.

I have the honOllr to forward the appe!lded report * {!'I'm the Snperintendent, Poons and 
NlIsik Survey, together WIth the remarks of the Collector of 

IS;!'" 18, dated 5th January Ahmednsgar OD the snbject of the revision settlement of the 
•• Nev8sa. Talnka. The report treats of alto~her 118 Govern. 

mont and 19 Inam villages. 
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I. It is a matter of congratulation to me that the first settlement report which I 
ha .... to C!>nsider bears reference to a taluka with which I have been intimately connected • 
as Collector of the district in 1878-'19, and in which I have taken considerable interest. 
Since receipt of Colonel Laughton's report I bave seized an opportunity to _visit the 
hUnks, and by personal observation and enquiry have verified those ideas I had formed of 
it before and have acquired a better insight iuto the condition of the people and the 
reaonrces of the conntry. 

s. At the time of the introduction of the survey settlement in IS,n -52 the boundaries 
of the taluka were very irregular.aud intricate. Since then It very material adjustment has 
taken place and, with the exception of one village, the talnn now comprises a fairly com­
p""t block with the Godavari river for its boundary to the north and north-east. The one 
village referred to is lIfalunja, situated ab?ut 12 miles from the northernmost limit of the 
taluka surrounded by villages of His Highuess tbe Nizam and in a position where its 
administration cannot be satisfactorily carried on from Nev'sa. I would strongly recom­
mend that 80rne arrangement should be come to with th,; Government of His Highness the 
Nizam to obviate this inconvenience by exohange of terr.tory. A reference to the map will 
show that there is a Nizami village called Bhamathan to tbe north-west of the ta.IukB, which 
is on the Nevass side of the GodBvari and to some extent breaks the continuity of the 
bonndary line. An arrangement based on an interchange of this village for Malunja would 
probably <Jommend itself equally to the Government of His Higlmess the Nizam as an 
essential for proper administration in every particnlar. 

4. The re-Bllrvey of the mInk.. had heen nearly brought to a conclusion before the 
orders of the late Survey Commissioner regarding partial re-measnrement were issued. 
The result of the re-survey is that the area of the villages nnder report is less by 1,282 
acres, or U'4 per cent. than that recorded by tbe former survey. The small difference in 
t"tal arffl speaks well for the general territorial accuracy of the former survey, bnt the 
differences in the areas of individual fields shown in para.;; of the Superintendent's report, 
although not so many as have been discovered in other groups of villages, Bre still numerous 
and important. The smaller differences can readily be accounted for by encroachments on 
wsste lands, changes caused by the action of rivers and streams, more careful measuring np 
to natural boundaries on the part of the surveyors, and other canses. 'l'o account satisfacto­
rily for the . larger differences is a matter of greater difficulty. It must not be forgotten, 
however, tbat the benefits of a re-snrvey, whether partial or total, are not limited to the 
correction of areas in individual fields. The breaking up of unwielily numbers is of itself 
an advantage which must tend to increase the value of land. It used to be a reproach against 
tbe Bombay survey system tbat the unit of assessment, •• e. the survey number, was an 
arbitrary and arti,ficial one. This has now been practically removed by the separate recogni­
tion and definition as far as possible at the re-survey of an independent occnpancies. 
Fin,,1l y, map. on a scale sufficiently large to show the exact configuration of fields and 
exhibiting nccnrately the position of honndary-marks will render encroachments easily 
detsctable and will be of great assistance in revenue administration generally. 

5. The classification of tbe Wuka WM bronght to a close in June 1881, only a few 
villages remaining to be tested at the commencement of this season. The valnation scale 
nsed is that prescribed by the late Survey Commissioner for revision operations generally. 
I am aware that the -Secretary of State for India has lately reiterated his objections to 
alterations of valuation, unless unavoidable, and every attention will be paid to those orders 
in future; but in the case of Nev~sa it wonld not bave been possible to apply the old scale 
to the present classification without tinkering at it to some extent, as the present system 
prescribes ten classes, whereas the original classification bad but nine. The addition of a 
tenth class within a compass of 16 annas mnst necessarily affect the general graduation of 
the intermediste classes !"ld a scale founded npon a ,c~assification embracing nine classes 
could not be fitly apphed. I wonld nrge, however, Wlth the greatest deference, the claim 
of the valuation sca.!e prescribed by the late Survey Commissioner to superiority over tbe 
original one for, a t8.luka like New... .in wbich tbe prodnctiveness of the better soils is 
relatively far superior to that of the poorer. It will be rememhered that the scale recently 
adopted for revision corresponds entirely with the scale of the joint report down to the 6th 
class, bnt in order to ease the poorer soils there is a gradual diminntion in the valuation of 
tbe 7th, 8th, and 9th classes as compared with that scale, and in. the 8th and 9th classes 
as compared with the scale of the origina.! settlement. With the exception of the clayey 
soil near the GodBvari, the value of which is reduced at the actnal field classification, the 
better80ils of Nevasa are nsually easily workable, retentive of moisture and VlIry productive, 
while the" Barad "lands which comprise the poorer soils are stony, irretentive of moisture 
and nnable to support their crope during the protracted breaka in the rains, which are of 
frequent occurrence in the Deccan. A scale, therefore, which bas a relative difference of 
valuation on 16 annas of 25 per cent. between the 1st and ard classes and of 22 per cent. 
between the 6th and 8th olasses commends itself to me more than one which shows a 
relative difference between those classes of 31 and 12 per cent. respectively. There are trscts 
of country, and some not far distant from Naval!&, where in all probability Colonel G. S. A. 
Anderson's original scale may be found more snitsble, but it will be time enoogh to decide 
tbe question when the cIa.,sification is about to be commenced.

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6. n would be a mistake to suppose that the increases which result from the ~sed 
classification are attributa.ble to the nse of aD amended S<'ale of valuations only, It has 
b.een I,lOinted. out by my predecessor that there was a strong tendency .amoug the 'compara­
tively mexpel'1llllced olussers of the early settlements to unduly depremate the better soils 
and to over-estimate the value of tbe poorer. Old cla.ssers who remember tbe dnys of the 
infancy of the system will be found to admit that there was a great hesitation, especially 
among the young hands, to nse the extreme classes of the 8cale, the con""quence being that 
the best soils were frequently kept down as low as tbey could be kept with any show of 
reason, while the poorer soila were not treated in the same scrupulous manner. The 
tendency is observable even among native classers of the present time, and nnless th" 
Enropean classing assistant is constantly at hand to keep them to the correct standard and 
unless the tendency is checked by the application of immediate and independent test it 
infallibly leads to enOl', As aB illustration of this I may mention tbat the Assistant 
Superintendent of Survey who superintended the classing operations in this very taluka fell 
ill towa.rds the end of last season, and being compelled to l""ve his men for a while WIl9 not 
able to resume test until after the rains. On examination of tbe work he found that the 
yonnger cla-ssers had fallen away to a gl'llat extent from the correct standard dnring his 
absence, .. nd that the direction of their error was " to placing the poorer soils too high and the 
good soils too low." If this tendency prevails now with all the admonitions to special care 
in .. voiding it which the classers receive and with a complete test on the independent 
system by Assistauts specia.lly troined and devoting their energies to this one branch of 
duty, what must its extent have been at the original settlement. when both messuring and 
classing were superintended by the same Assistant and when the tes~ was non-independent 
and on a system justly described by Government as" a faulty system under which there 
is no adequate guarantee of exact and trustworthy work" (dde Government Resolution in 
the Revenue Department, No. 4640, dated 10th August 1881). The standard now followed 
by the cla.sers is one which has been fixed by a larger and wider experience than the early 
authorities on classing possessed, and hae been prescribed and approved by officers who 
have devoted their special attention to the subject. It may not be out of place to mention 
that during my late visit to the Neva .. Taluka I spent much time in classifying various 
kinds of soils and comparing with my results those of both the old aud the new classifica­
tions, and I am able from observation to add my testimony to the generally superior 
correctness of the new. So relatively low was the classing of the botter kinds of soils under 
the old system that the only inference which can be drawn is that they have Dot borne 
their fair share of the general bnrden during the years of the expired settlement. I had 
expected to find that in the middling and inferior soils tbe classification had been somewhat 
tightly drawn, and I "'ll.~ prepared, if I had found it so, to recommend" small genel..u 
reduction of the valuation of all soils ranging from 10 to 6 annas, but I found notbing to 
justify such a step. I cOilsldel', moreover, that due a.ttention has been paid to tbe owering 
of the classification of the poorest soils, which above all need protection, as they are the 
first to bear the brunt of a decline in the value of produce. 

7. In considering the settlement proposals for the Nevasa T:iluka, the mistake must 
be avoided of comparing it with the typical Ahmednagar Taluk .. , of wbich so much has 
been said and written both during and after the famine. Considerable tracts of country 
surrounding the town of Ahmednagar and to the south and west of the wstrict have ohtained 
an unenviable notoriety for sterility ot soil combined with p~eC8rion. rainfall, and ideas 
regsrding the rest of the district are apt to become colored by impressions drawn from the 
conwtion of Ihose tracts. I think it rigbt to sonnd a note of warning on this head, as it 
appears to me that the Collector's remarks are in some measure colored by the prevoiling 
misconception. 

S. To show how misleading snch ideas are likely to be I need only quote a few 
remarks made by the Assistant and Deputy Collectors in charge of tbe t.111lka of Nevasa in 
the administration reports for 1879-80 and 1880.81, in which they contrast Nevlisa "nd the 
neighbouring sub-divisions of S!>evgaon with. the two talukas of Shrigo:,d". aud Karjat, 
which are types of the poverty-stricken tracts Wlt~ whwh the ~hmedna~r. dls~nct generally 
is credited. Mr. Candy, an officer of great expenence of the district, wnt10g 10 18~O, says: 
"There llJ.'ll strong contrasts in the general condition and prospects of my charge, for wbile 
the Shevgaon and Nevasa Talukas are prosperous and productive, the Kaljat and Shrigonda 
Talukas are miserably poor. In the former as much land as possible is takeu np, the villages 
look thriving, and the ryots are fairly clad and nourished. In the latter you may walk for 
many miles and not see .. cultivated field or a human being." . The Deputy Col~ector, writ. 
ing last July, says, "The Shevgaon and Nevlisa TIUukas are rich and productIve, and do 
not appear to have been much alIected by the late famine, and the cultivating ~lasseg 
consist ofwell-to-doryots. Shrigondaand Karjat are poor and they have not yet recovered 
their normal conwtion. Some villages are in ruins and almost deserted and numbers of 
hon .... are seen tenantless. In Shevgaon and Nevasa the population and agricultural stock 
have increased and this fact shows that they are in a prosperons condition." 

9. The distinction to which I have drawn attention above lies not 80 much in the 
difference of climate as in the character of the soil. Nevlisa is by no means beyond the 
region of oncertain rainfall; it has its Bcanty as well as its heavy rainfall. and its nnseason· 
able as well as seasonable downpours. With the exception, however, of a few villages to 



the nortb-west it has " .... riety of rieh-te:<tured soils which return a fine harvest in seasons 
·of Iavombla rainf,.lI. L.arge tracts o~ level pl~, separated in many part. by ridges of bare 
mM lauds, most of WhlCh are now Ulcluded III forest reserves, form 'the chief characteristic 

·of the taJuk... TO\vard. the north-west frontier only is there any continua". block of stony 
and sterile soil, and with th .. villages embraced in tbis tract we sball have to deal flllly 
hereafter in considering the question of imposition of rates, 

10. I observe that in the original settlement report of tbis M.luD Colonel G. S. A. 
Ander_on _ ... tes that "the rainfall of N evAsa is slightly inferior to tbat of Rahnri." A 
·comparison, however, between the two talukas is misleading, as they themselves embrace 
gronps of villages with very varyMg circllmstances of rainfall. Thlls, although the southern 
and central villages of NevBsa may have a·rainfall equal to that gauged at Rli.huri there 
is uo donbt that the villages on the north-we<t border have ... deficiency of rain such as is 
<lxperienced in no portion of the. Rahnri Tal".lta. The actllal average fall of rain gauged at 
Ne"""a for the past 12 years IS 31 cents In excess of that measured at R8.huri, but the 
accuracy or the return. caunot be fnlly relied on. 'fhe statement given in pm .... 10 of lihe 
Superintendent's report shows how grea.t are the vicissitudes of the seasobs. In 1870 and 
1871, when the rainfall was very scanty in Neva.a, that of Rlthuri was nearly double; while 
in the famine year Nevasa had the advantage by more than 3 incbes. In 1879 Nevasa i. 
returned as having a rainfall of 16 iuches in excess of Mburi. 

11. Statistical Table Ill. appended to the Superintendent's report gives the details of 
cultivation for 1880-81. Rabi crops predominate, the principal of which ara jowari, wheat 
and gra.m. Tbe chief kharif crop i. bajri, but a little OO&ton is grown in tbe central and 
eastern villages of the taluka. Jaw"ri and Mjri were prodllced in 68'1 per cent. of the 
whole cultivated .. rea. The excessive cultivation of the coarser food g,-ains must give way 
in time !>efol'e the increasing demand for el<port.able produce such as wheat and oil-seeds, 
and it may ba expected that the present low prices of the common food graius will drive the 
cultivators to leave the be"ten paths and seize the advantages which the railway offers for tha 
·export of products, which aro in demand for foreign wusumption. Mnch of the soil of NevAsa 
i. admirably suited for the nising of 'v heat, g"am, cotton and linseed, and is to an extension 
of the cllltivation of thelie crops tha-t 'va mlUt. look for pal~ma.uellt agricultural improvement 
in tbe future. Roth teaching and ""ample are much needed to di"ect the attention of the 
people to higher agriculture, but such is the tenacity with which the present culti vatol'S 
stick to their overswollen holdings, that the price asked for good laud is prohibitive of 
enterprise from without. There a,'" few of the well-to·do cultivators who have not more 
land tban they can carefully cultivate. A ryot will frequently be found occupying, say, three 
survey numbers. Of these he devotes his atteution to two only, while the third is kept on 
as a kind of adjunct and is cultivated in a sloveuly aud hapha.ard mauner just on the chance 
of the season being favoQrable aud some amouut of profit being obtained. To this may be 
attributed the fields which are to be seen here and there overrlln with" Kunda" grass. 
There is no donbt that very much more could be made out of the land nnder cultivation by 
careful and improved husbandry. 

12. In para. 6 of hi. forwarding letter I observ~ that the Collector has drawn an 
inference unfavourable to the prosperity of the district from Statistical Table IlL to which 
Colonel I.anghton's 11th para. refers. I cannot understand, however, the grounds upon 
which his opiniou is based. The table referred to simply records the percentage of occupied 
land which Wl<S under actual cultivation in 1880-81 and the percentage which was fallow. 
It is possible that the Col1ector has misunderstood the table and imagined that tbe 17'0 
per cent. 110t under crops represents the a.rea of nnoccupied arable laud in the t"lnk... Upon 
this he expresses a fear that increasing population will lead to the taking up of the poorer 
lands, and conseqnently to cultivation, wliich a continnation of low prices may render 
unprofitable. Tbe fact is, however, that only a few years after the settlement before population 
~ould heve materially increased cultivation which has proved fairly permanent had extended 
so enormously that the inferior soils had been " .. nched upon to as gl'eatau e:<tent as they are 
at the present time when only 4'62 per cent. of the whole arable area is ont of occupation. 
The facts regarding NevAsa would seem to oppose Mr. Elphinston's theory that increase 
"f population ca\1'~' the cultivation of the poor soils and to favor. that of economists who 
hold that increase of population is the effect and not the cause of such culti "ation. " There 
is not," writes Professor Ragers, "a shadow of evidence in support of the statement that 
inferior lands ha.ve been occupied and cultiva.ted as population increases. The increase of 
population ha. not preceded but followed this occupation and cultivation. It is not the 
pressure of population on the means of subsistence which has led men to cultivate inferior 
soils, but the fact that these soils bein~ cultivated in another way or taken iuto cultivation 
an increased population became possible. "* 

13. It will be seen from para. 12 of the Superintendent's report that the proportion 
of garden cultivation i. only 0'5 per cent., and a.lthough wells have increased since the 
introduction of the settlement by 518 or 44'2 per cent., it does not,appear that the progress 
in this direction has been so great as was anticipated. The Collector, in commenting in 
his 7th para. on tho: small amount of garden cnltivation in the. taJuka, considers it a proof

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that the recommendation of Colonel G. S. A. Anderson in the 62nd para. of ht, report has 
not been attended to .. The reeommendation, however, made by that officeT had no connec-' 
'tion whatever with garden cnltivation and only referred to an expenditure of 3,000 rupce.., 
which he urged should be incllrred in increMing the supply of drinking water. It wilt 
doubtless he found that since the establishment of the Local Fund system the wants of the 
people in this respect have not been neglected. The local explanation of the fact that 
more wells for irrigation have not been sunk by the enItivators invariably is that the soil 
is !reIleraJly so productive of itself that the process of irrigation with its attendant expenses 
ofhlgher cultivation, manuring, &e., is not understood by the ryots to be profitable. The 
e: .. .-perienee of the I.akh Canal also and the difficulty with which the people are induced to 
avail themselves of the advantages for rabi cultiyation which it offers, tend to confirm the 
possibility of this explanation being a true one, 

14, The statement of the Superintendent upon which the Collector has relied that 
:with respect to communications the tlUuka seems to be much in the same state as in 
1851-52 is a very misleading one. The fact is that at the ori!rlnal settlemeut no l""ds at· 
an existed; there were merely two ""rt tracks for which, altho:gh not .. lto<Yether followinO' 
the same Hnes, good metalled and bridged roads have since been substitu~d, The ascent 
of the Imampur Ghat was formerly made by a steep aud rough rGad which must have been 
fl serious obstacle to laden carts. whereas it is now crossed by a fine broad road with easy 
gradient. There is no connection at all between the state of the main communications as 
they were at the original settlement and as they are now. Not only have the road. been. 
improved, but by the opening of the Dhond and 1rfamruid line which rullS from north to 
south at an average distance of about eight miles from the western frontier, the advantages 
of railway communication with large centres of trade have been supel'ad<led. The Superin­
tendent is right in stating that great facilities for communication between villages exist in 
the cross-country roads which are fairly passable in the drv season of the year, In the 
north-west corner of the Mluks. the country is more broken and the tracks are consequently 
more difficult for cart traffic. 

15. The population of the Mluk .. is shown by Statistical TabJe IV. to have increased 
hy 18'7 per cent. during the period of settlement. It must not be inferred from Statis­
tical 'rable V, that IIf,'l'ieultural popUlation has been almost at a standstill since the settle­
ment. At the original setUement census, the populatiou was divided simply into two heads 
-agricultural and non-agricultural-consequently iu the cases of those who exercised some 
trade or profession and farmed land as well, the enumerator had to exercise his di'cretion 
as to which head to enrol them under. Many of those who pertly practised agriculture 
must have been placed under the head of " agricultural " to be witbdrawn now that a S~P'" 
rate heading has been formed for" partly agricultural:' The pressure of popUlation to· 
the square mile is at present only 110, or 29 less than the average'for the Bombay Presi­
dency as a whole, and there can be no question that this comparath-ely fM"Onretl Deccan· 
Mluk .. could meet demands for export and provide subsistence for a much larger popnlation 
without any economic danger. 

16. As regards the inere",," iu tiled and flat roofed houses of 22'5 per cent. aud the 
decrease of 39'0 uuder the hend of thatched. the Collector appears to h.we fallen into the 
erl'or of estimating the general result from the percentage only without consulting the 
figures of Statistical Table VI. It is there shown that t'be actual decl'e .... '<C of thatched 
houses is only 869, while the increase in tiled and Hat roofed houses is 1,339. There is 
therefore good reason to believe that many tenants of thatched houses have constructed 
buildings of the better sort. The Collector's supposition that the increase in good houses 
is limited to the moneylending cl""ses is .. random one, which Cacts can be citcd to disprove. 
A reference to para. 360 of the General RepOl-t on the Census of 1872, Part H., page 174, 
will show that in the whole Ahmedns",ooar CoIlectorate there were only 886 persons carrying 
on the various branches of moneydealing, and as N evasa forms but one-elev .. nth pal-t of the· 
collectorate, it may be inferred that the number of it.~ moneylenders could not have much 
e"ceeded 80. It is impossible to believe· that they could have become so numerous in nine 
years a., to build and occupy 1,339 substantial houses. The fact is that the multiplication 
of moneylenders is uot necessary to account for the mischief attributed to the class. One . 
moneylendin" flrm usually wOl'ks a small circle of villages and spreads its web over them 
as effectually" as ten could do. 'l.'here;s so much already to be deplored in the dealings of 
-the moneylenders aud the influence they have gained over the peasantry that hasty 
RSSumptiollS of this kind are greatly to be depreMted. 

17. The increase in agricuUural cattle during the period of settlement of 17'8 \ler 
cent. is considered by the Collector to be 'strikingly small when taken in connection WIth 
the fact that much more land is under cultivation now than 30 years s",<>'O. ' It must be 
remembered, however, that the very fact of cultivation having made so great an inroad 
upon the lands formerly available for pOiSturage would be in itself .. reason why enormous 
increases would not be eX'peeted. If, as may be judged from the figures of waste and uo­
arable land in this taluka, pasturage is comparatively scarce and the necessity for staU­
feeding the working cattle at certain seasons of the year imperative, the number of sueh 
cattle could not be expected to go beyond that which is sufficient for the individual culti- . 
vator's needs as fixed by his standard of husbandry. I tind that tnking into calculation_ 



the whole occupied area, there is on' an average one F of bullocks to everY '26 acres 
which, considering that the irrigated .. rea i. insignificant IIdld that mnch of the dry-crop. 
soil is light and easily worked, does not .how any.urprising deficiency, There' is no doubt 
however, that a farther increa.se in the number' of agricultural cattle must be looked fo~ 
before the sloveuly husbandry. which has been remarked on in the 11th para. of this report 
can be expected to disappear. There i. re&son to believe th .. t a considerable check to 
increase under ~his head was experienced during the famine in the north-west villages, 
and· some mort&lity may have occurred from want of fodder. It must also be considered 
that although great efforts h .... e been made to secure correet.agricultural st .. tistics for settle­
ment reports, and a1tho~h.1 h~ve,teeeived ,assurances that in this particular branch of 
the survey great attentlOn IS paId to the subject, the general tendency of the ennmeration 
inv&ri .. bly is to show smaller numbers of live stock than do re .. lly exist, The process of 
stock-taking is .. difficult and tediOUll one in which the enumerator is very liable to be 
over.reached by the villagers. 

18. All the remaining f..ets shown in para, 18 of the Superintendent's repor~ are 
indicative of !r'neral prosperity, the only decrease being in the number of sheep and goats. 
Cows .. nd buttaloes have increased 33 per cent., plougba 33'2 per cent., and horses and 
ponies 29'6 per cent. Of C&rts there was a larger number at the original settlement than 
has been usually found to be the ease in other t61ukas; nevertheless in the 30 years tbey 
have increa.sed from 1,64.1 to 2,558, or by 53'9 per cent. The diminution in the number of 
sheep and goats does not cause me any surprise. In a taluka where cnltivation h ... enor­
·mously increased and where the upla.nds npon which grazing w ... formerly practised have 
mostly been taken over by the Forest Department, the decrease under this head was to be 
expected: and it is unnecessary to resort to surmises for expla.nation thereof. I have as­
certained th .. t out of a total forest area of 22,146 acres in the taluka, 8,113 ... e now closed 
to grazing. Taken in connection with the cultivation of almost the whole av&il&ble area 
.. nd an incre ..... in horned cattle, .. decrea.se in the number of sheep and goats might be 
regarded rather .... a sign of agricultural prosperity than the reverse. 

19, The fignres given in para. 19 of the Superintendent's report show that of tbe total 
number of survey and pot numbers, deducting waste, 73 per cent. are cultivated by those 
whose names are entered in the village records as occupants. Of the remainder 25'6 per 
cent, are sublet on money and gr .. in payments. The Superintendent ha.s very properly 
pointed out th .. t of the 73 per cent. of survey numbers entered Il.S cultivated by the occupants, 
it is probahle that some are in the hands of moneylenders who merely keep the occnpants' 
Ilames in the village records .. nd the occupants themselves as field·lahorers on their behalf. 
From this simple statement the Collector has drawn the inference that it is probable the 
'lessees', by which I presume h. means "lessors" of the 25'6 {'Elr cent. of sublet numbers 
are moneylenders who have ... mortgagees or purchasers come mto possession of j;he agri_ 
cnltnrists' fields. This is, however, a sweeping a.ssertion, for I know cases myself, and such 
instances might be mnltiplied, in which bond fide agriculturists have sublet portion of their 
holdings. It would be greatly to tbe benenl;s of agriculture in general if the practice be­
came more extended in respect to tbe larger holdings. 

20. In p .. r&. 11 of his report the Collector .. ppears to have fallen into two extra­
ordinary misconceptions. A reference to Appendix B. will show that 18'5 times the assess. 
ment W&.1 the amount for which the 2,383 acres were mortgeged, and that it had no COl)llec. 

tion with the interest which varies according to the bond. 'Iha inference. ,therefore, 
regarding the usuriousness of moneylenders cannot be supported. It is only showl). that 
they were willing to advance Ra. 27,077 at varions rates of interest on the security of 2,383 
RCres of la.nd assessed at Ra. 1,460. The facts regarding sales. given.in Appendix C. are 
important, as they show that the average value of the occupancy of land is about 2.0 til)les 
the Government demand, and it is well known that this is the price which Government have 
usually to pay if seqnisition of occupied land for a public purpose is necessary,Settlement 
Office,'s and others vainly endeavour to read tha economic indications of the future, but 
here in the matter of these sales we have direct evidence of what the people themselves 
think of the probable tendency of prices and the value of land ... an investment. Again, 
the fac.t which is noted as extra.ordinary with regard to the SUbletting of land i. really no 
fact at all, beeause 18 times the assessment simply represeuts the total consideration entered 
in the leases which are for varying terms of years, Mr. Elphinston appears to 'imagine 
that 18 times the &'!Sessment is the annual rent of the lands, whereas a reference to AppendiJ: 
D. will show that it is & lnmped rent for periods of years varying according to the lease. 
The land must be n.ssessed lightly indeed if even .. rack-rented tenant could pay its assess· 
ment to Government .. nd 18 times that assessment to the lessor as well. 

21. I &ID also at v&riance with the Collector regarding his appreciation of the statis~ 
ties of progress of edue&tion. Those who ha.ve experieneed how difficult a matter it is to 
establish a school in a village and what guarantees the Educational Department usually 
require before .. schoobnaster is appointed, will.not, 1 think, draw an unfavourable inference 
from the fact that, notwitbatanding the famine, .14 new schools were established in this 
taluka dnring the last ten yeaH. I C&Il vouch at least for the fact that to build one school­
house in each taluk .. every year on the standard plan would be a tssk beyond the means of· 
any Deccan Local Fund Committee with which I have yet had to deal. 
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.22, The statistics of inerea.sein the occupation of Ia.nd during the settlement, as also 
of remissions and outst&nding balances, are given for the tot&l number of villages in ten 
.statements ...... F. to O • ...-the re&eon of thiernot beingshowll in onest&tement being tbe.t some 
ville.ges were brought. under settlement &t various dates subsequent to 1851-52 when the 
ti!.luka geJJerally WII8 settled. Appendix G., however, gives the facts relating to 1IG Go\'­
ernment vi~, which may fairly be tokens9 represent&tive of the whole. In these 
villages it. will be seen that in the yesr of settlement 118,965 acres were occupied and 
119,612 acres were nnder the head of arable waste. The &dvante.ges of the survey rates com­
menced· very quickly to be understood, for we find that in the year following about 20,000 
aetas were taken up and cultivation increased by upward. bounds averaging 16,500 acres per 
81lIlUm for the four years following. In 1858-&9 the occupied ares bad reached 213,312 
acres, tbe arable waste area having fallen to 27,700. In 1859-60 &nd 1860-61 there was a 
slight falling off, but in'1861-62 progress re-commenced and continued steadily on until 
1871-72 when 233,248 &eres were under occupation and only 7,743 acres unoccupied. 
Remissions, which previous to the settlement h&d been heavy and of &nnnal occurrence, 
hlld only bean granted to any extent in one year 1868·69 and outstanding balances were 
unknown. In 1871-72 we find remissions were granted to the amount of lls. 9,523 and an 
outstanding balance is recorded of Ra. 11,329. }'or o.n expl&n&tion of this falling oft'it is 
only necel!sary to refer to the ,Superintendent'S lOth para., in which it is shown that in 
1870 only 5'37 inches ofmin were returned at Neviiola-an &mount indicative in itself of 
.f&ilure of crops; Since then there has been & falling off in the occupied area except in 
1878-79, the year of h~h prices following the famine, when 221,469 acres were occupied 
&Dd 19,854 acres unOCCUpIed. In 11180'-81 out of 224,277 e.rable acres, 214,357 were occupied 
.&Dd only 9,920' waste. The difference, therefore, between the occupied area in 1851-52 and 
1880-81 is 95,391 acres in these 110' Government vill&ges only. 

23.' In the Superintendent's report I observe that no explanation he.s been given of 
the fact which must strike all careful observers of Appendix G. that whereas in 1878-.9 
there were 19,854 &ores of &r&ble waste with IIn &rea. occupied of 221.469 acres, in 1880-81 
there are only 9,920 acres of arable waste with a decreased &rea. of occupation of about 
1;000 acres. This· is of course due to the assumption for "forests" in 1878-79 of a very 
large proportion- of.the arable waste lands of the tAluka. In considering the st&tistics of 
tbe last two yee.rsas regards the taking up &Dd resigning of land, the fact mnst not be loot 
sight of that in these 110 villages alone the area available for occupation had been limited 
by this, ce.uoe to· tbe extent of II.bout 17,000 acres. The Collector has not recognized this 
great reduction of possible arable area for occupation &nd has formed a th"9IY of his own 
upon the·emall &rea of unoccupied assessed in the concluding para of his report. 

. 24. I ce.nnot pass over the collllideration of Appendix Go without reference to the year 
1877-78 at the close of which there was an outstanding balance of Rs. 17,435. This was 
the result of the famine which prevailed thronghout a large portion of the Presidency, .. 
eaiamity wbich was felt in the N evass Taluka, but to a less extent thau in any taluks of 
the Ahmednagar· District except perhaps Shevgaon. In N evass about five-sixths of the 
Government demands were collected during the year and the amount outstanding at the 
close thereof has for the most part been realized. The rainfall of 1876 at Nevass, which is 
not by.any means the most fII.voured spot in the Mluks, was 13 inches 62 cents against 
lQ'57 inl(.iliuri and 6'59 in Sangllmner. I myself travelled in Nevass in 1878-79 and am 
able from personal observation to say that it was only in the north-west villages of the 
t&luka that. the experience of the famine h&d been sharp and sustained. In the main portion 
there had been defective crops, but as any surplus crop fetched a high price and even straw 
W88 in immense· dem .. nd, I caIinot think that the agriculturists were generally great 
.. derers. The shroke fell hardest on the poor non-e.gricultural and l&bouring classes.. The 
somewhat large b&lance which was outstanding at the close of the year does not in any 
way' represent the' .. mount which the cultiv&tors were unable to pay. Before the instal­
ments of the year fell due there were rumours from all qu&rters of probable remissions and 
postponements and the hope of obtaining. some benefit from withholding payment was very 
pnlvalent.;There is much reason to fear that a demoralization of the cultivating classes 
would have resulted and therealiJ!l&tions of· the sueceeding year wonld bave been seriously 
stl'ected h&d not the Government of Sir R. Temple by firmness in insisting upon collections 
being ~e where possible without undue .pressure. S&ved not only the revenue from 
unnecessary loss, but the self-respect of the· ryot. themselves from undergoing diminu­
tion. It was subsequently found that the smaller ryots had for the most part paid up 
and th .. ii'Illost of the outste.ndings were due by persons whom no ingenuity could excuse 
from satisfying the Government demands. I bave ascertained that of the total outst&nding 
balances of the years 1876-77 to 1880-81 onlyR8. 1,419 h&ve h&d to be remitted and 
but Rs. 1,367-1-9 remained to he collected at the end of July last. 

25. The amounts realized by ... leo of laud in default of p"yment of land revenue are 
.. hown for the last three years in par&. 28 of the Superintendent's report. It appears tbat 
the occupancy of 523 acres 12 gnnth!>l! assessed ai lls. 20'0-0-0 was sold for Ra. 171-12-9, the 
total alreal'O due on the lands sold being Ra. 184-2-3. The fact that the average assessment 
of this land is only about 6 annas per acre shows that it was of inferior soil, neverthelos& 
persons have. been. found. willing to pay down a.n average snm of 5 .. nnllS per acre for the 
mere occupancy right thereof. I canpo, .think that these facts snpport the Collector's 
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idM that the agrieultllral popolation is driven toculti .... te land which at the present price· 
of grain cannot give a good retorno A glance at Appendix G. will show the Colleotor that 
in 1861-62 when the price of jowari had become established throngh .. course of years .. t 
low prices ranging fro·m 66 to 55 see .. pet' rupee, cnltivation was .. bont 3,00() scree in 
excess of what it was in 1880-81 with g .... iu .. t 29 seers per rupee. 

26. Before considering the Snperintendent's proposals for revision of .... tes, I have 
yet oue subject to disouss, "w. that of prices which although coming l .... t is by nO . means 
the least importsnt.. Appendix E. gives in detei.! the seers per rupee at which the various 
articles of produoe were sold durin1\" the last thirty years. During the· first decade prices 
were uniformly low, while during the secoud decade, which ineluded the period OJ high 
prices resulting on the delll&nd for cotton, prices were wellsusteined. The third decade 
opened with high prices in 1871-72, undoubtedly caused by local failure of crops .. wl not 
a&tributeble to the American war, as the Superintendent, from an error in chronology, bas 
asserted iu his 26th para. It wa.s marked by g ...... t variations, the first live yea .... having 
an average of 31 sears per rupee and the second five of .. bout 16 seers. Comparing the 
last decade with tha first as regards the steple food grain, jowari, we have the following 
result :-

27. I am aw .... e th .. tobjeotioUB h .. ve been raised by critics of onr settlement system 
to the arbitrary nse of the first years of the setiJemellt fo .. comparison with present rates, 
it being contended that the comparison shonld ba made with prices .ruling during that 
period when circumstances show indispntably that the cuhiv .. tors had obtained the amount 
of capital which was requisite for the proper cultivation of the land. Re\'erting, however, 
to Appendis: G., I think there are good grouuds for believing that in the first fiva years 
succeeding that of settlement the .yots were in a pOBition to pay with ease th. share of the 
prodoce which waB represented by the Government demand. This may be judged from 
tha extension of cultivation which kept continuously on the increase, from .the absence of 
ontstanding b.lances and the comp .. ratively small amount of remissions. If we seek for a 
period, however, in whioh cultivation kept steady, in which there were. no outstanding 
balances at all and in which remi.sions were almo.t nil, wa find it is the fiva years froID 
1856-57 to 1860-61, during whicb there were no special causes to disturb prices lIS there 
were in the five years which followed. Taking tuesa yeara for comparison we find the 
following result!-

28. To still Eurther meet objections which may be raised on the ground that the Ia.t 
decade is too favourable to be taken for purposes of comparison as it contains the~p1-ices of 
tbe years following the famine, J propose to include witb the ten years the average of the 
current year, which is one of exception .. Uy low prices, and I wit! ~take the ra.te giveu by the 
Superintendent as tbat prevailing at Nevasain November la.st, namely, 40 seers, although 
I know tbat a reaction has since commenced and that jOwUi was selling last month in the 
Nev".a hlIz8.r at 36 see ... per rupee and is now quoted at 30 seers in tbe neighbouring 
Mluka of Kopargaon. ·This will give fol' the past . 11 yea.rs an av .. rage a little short of 
26 seers, and thns even at tbis liberal competition an improvement i. shown in the price of 
jowari pf 33t seer. since the pariod specially selected for comparison. It is very probable 
that prices whicu are rising perceptibly towards harvest time may rise still further owing 
to tbe failare of crops in th., nortbern talukas of the district. The nne:s:pacte4 fall of the 
l .... t year bas been due in a great measure to excessive production in oertainparts of.the 
Presidency, sucb a.s Shol"pur, whicb are not ordinarily fa.oured with bumper harVests and 
to importation from the Central Provinces, where, according to the official administration 
'''port for 1880-81," tbe produce was so abnudant thlOt the cultivators fonnd difficulty· in 
disposing of their grain at anytbing like remunerative p»i_." 

29. Although I have bad to point out a great many satisfactory results of the settle­
ment in tbis Mlnka and have hILd to combat many objections and doubts of the Collector 
whiob bave strack me as misleading or farfetched, I trust I may not be oonsidered to hold 
the opinion that the settlement has been marked from beginning to end by nnfailing bounds 
in prosperity. On the contrary the history of the period of settlement is to some exteut 
a checkered one. There bave been good seasona andilldifferent ones, and tuer" has been 
at least one season in which a" catastropbic failure" w .... only just averted. There have 
bren seasons like the two last in which falling prices combined to some e:s:tent with deficient 
production have caused temporary disheartenment to the cultivator. It is only a pessimist, 
however, who could predict a continuance of uufavourable conditions in the face of tbe 
spread of railways, the construction of feeder roads and the inOl·easing demand for exportable 
produce to which Neris .. i8 able to respond largelJ •. ,Although there have been check. to 
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advancement at various stages of the settlement, it is ouly necessary to Yea.d the original 
settlement report and to _sider the faAlts now disclosed to see that general progress h .... 
been most material, and that the face of the 'country has heen vastly changed for the better 
dnring the thirty years which have elapsed. 

30. It will be oeen that for the purposes of revision settlement Colonel Langhton pro­
poses to retain exactly the grouping of villages which was arranged by Colonel G. S. A. Ander­
son iu 1851-&2, on the ground that except the improvement of communications nothing has 
occurred within the limits of the district to justify its alteration. I am of opinion, however, 
that during the past thirty years we have obtained .. consider .. ble additiou to our experience 
of the climate of .. t least one portiou of the t8.luka which calls for some slight modification 
of the Snperintendent's proposa.ls. 

31. In keeping intact the Jirst gronps o[ villages as BTl'Bnged by Colonel G. S. A. 
Anderson, the Snperintendent has, I think, exercised a wise discretdon. The villages show n 
in red on the map are nearest the great market of Abmednagar, and being under the hills 
have .. better and steadier rainfall than those farther inla.nd. The preference given to thes .. 
villages has stood the test of time, and it has b~en freqnent,Iy remarked to me by villsgers 
further north that when they have been ""xioosly looking out for rain they have beell 
tantalized by seeing showers skirting the hills and descending on these vilta.ges only. 

32. It is in the second group of villages shown in blue· on the map that I propose to 
make some modification by removing from it 19 villages which. lie in the north-western 
corner of the taluka .. nd placing them in the 3rd class. 'I'hese .. re the villages to which I 
have had 'to make constant reference in the pages of this report. It is probable that at th .. 
original settlement their unf .. vourahle condition as regards climate was not thoroughly 
appreQia.ted. They.have, however, hacome notorions from the experience of many yea.rs 
past as possessing a capricious and nncertain rainfall, the consequence of which is that their 
crops are ra.rely np to the average of the rest of the Ulnka and not nnfreqnently onder it. 
This re-arrangement of grouping will meet the ohjections made by the Collector in para. 3 
of his letter in which his reference to the" north-eastern" vill .. ges is clearly intended for th .. 
north-western. 

33. The placing iJt the thir! ~up of the villa.ges to the north and north-eo.t of the 
Ulnka, shown in green on the Superintendent's map. appears to me to be onobjectionable. 
Their rainfall does not vary much from that of the central and sonthern villages, but they 
are more unfavourably situated as regards railway and markets. I have thought it right to 
remove one village, Jalk .. Budrnkh. from this group and to place it in the second, as it lies 
on the high road between Ahmednagar and Auranga~, along which an immense cart 
traffic passes,*", certain'sessons of the year and is therefore very favonrably situatsd for the 
disposal of prodnC6. especially straw and grass, which are in constant demand. By the 
addition to the third gronp of the village. in the north-west corner the wbole of the villages 
along the Godavari from west to east are placed in that gronp, there being only .. small 
hiatus where the villages of Malwadi, Pr .. vara Sangam and Jalka Budrukh intersect it. The 
first is a Government village and the second an Inam village settled on a Rs.1.4-0 maximom 
subsequent to the general settlement, and the third is the vilta.ge which I have specially 
placed m thl! second group. . 

34. The arrangements proposed by Colonel Laughton for the lnalD villages coming 
• A endiz B nnder revision ""d scattered over the Uluka appear to be 
pP.' judicious. I append a map. which .hows ·c1early the general 

r9salt of the aiterations in the gronping which I have proposed. The loam villages for 
revision are not colored in on this map, but the ma.imum rates under which they are pro­
posed to he setj;Jed for the next 30 years are marked in red ink . . " 

35. According to the Superintendent's proposals the first group of village •• iIl b .. 
increased from. Ra. 1-4-0 to R9.1-6-0, the second group from Rs. 1-2-0 to Re. 1-4-0, and the 
third group from Re. 1-0-0 to Re. 1-.2-0. The increase prbposed in the m811imum rates for 
eac" grGlIPi. small and may, I think, be sanctioned. 

36 .• Before p";;ceeding further I 'would wish to anticipats.by explanation two objections 
which I feel snre will be made to my gronping in the third class of the nineteen village. in 
the north-west corner of the Uluh.. It will be a.sked in the first place why th ... e 
villa.ges should be kept back from enhancement of tbeir maximum rates when a station of 
the Dhond and Manmad Railway has been opened withiu a few mile~ of their limits. ,Tu 
this I can only re,ply that hl>cl it not beel! for the advantage of railway commuDlcatlOn 
placed within their rea@, I would IlIlbesitatingly hav .. recommended tbe formation of tbese 
villages into a fourth group ·on a maximum rate of Re. 1. 'l'he,""cond objection will pro­
bably be that bordering on these ~illa.ges .. re villages of the Rahnri Talu~a whiCh a~e 
settled on a maximum rate of Re. t-~. I admit that a difference of 6 annas 1D the ma.,.­
mum rates of villages contignous to ·each other is somewbat anomalons, but it i. not 
unexplainable in this case. The line of the railway .. t this part is carried elong the edg" 
of a ridge; on one side the Rahnri villages slope gradually down to the Pmvs .... valley, 
and on the other side i8 a continuation of uplands with here and there patches of good 
land in <hollows which i. tbe cbaracteristic of the 19 villages of the ;,ract nnder con­
sideration. 'The Railuri village. exten.t in strijl8 to the very bank of the Pra.vara. river

and into a country compar&tively wen. wooded and mnch more favored by passing. shower .. 
Indeed, it may be rem .... ked that at this particular limit of N ev.... .. decided. cha.ng8 
sets in, in .. 11 the cha.ractsrismcs which &.re nBwly taken into consideration· in forming 
gronps or assessment circles. 

37. The following statement exhibits the geoera.1 result in Government villages' of 
the alterations I ha~e recommended in the Superintendent's grouping, but full particnlars 
for each Government and In'm village will be found in the statemen1i A. ap,pended to 
this report:~

Some idea. of the relief which will be given to the 19 north-western VllIages ma.y be 
judged from the fact th .. t their percentage enhancement accordine: to Colonel" Langhtou's 
scheme was (3';'4), where ..... n enhaneementof(2.2·5) per cent. onTy will reslll,(tom the 
modification I have recommended., The .. verage r .. te per acre I\aoomes tell anna.s IDSt;ead of 
eleven. . _ 

38. Looking at the proposeJs as .. whole, it will be seen that by. tf1~ &doption of" my 
amingement the enhancement Oil the Government villages of the Wnka is rednced fllOm 
30'3 per cent. proposed by the Superintendent to 27'9 per eent., a DI.e8.S1Ue of increase whic;h 
must be a.Il.owed to be moderate when compared with. the rssult of the sanctioned. rates in 
neighbouring taluk8s. Recent experience of prices, hewever. calls for great caution ~ fixing 
the future demand. It has been shown that the price of tlte staple food grain. of the, Wuka 
has increased so greatly since the l,irst deea.de of the settl@lilent. that. the Government de­
mand could be paid taking the average of the past 11 .,.ears with a sacrifice on the part of 
the cultivator of less than half the amount of the produce he had fol'merly to part with to 
satisfy it. It is far from my intention to argue for an enhancement of 8/l8e5sm~nt in aritli.­
metica.l proportion to rise in pr:iees. 'I'he experiene& of' the la.sl> two-y_ has shattered- the 
Opi~ODS .held ~y the best informed ~ to ~~e possib!1ity. of prescribiug &rry'limit beyond . 
whIch pnces wIll nnt fall. We must shlU antlClpate oscillations and th_ of ng. mean 00Di­
p ..... and in recommending 27'9 per cent. as the measure of enhancement for N.v ..... I think 
I may claim to have mad. ample allowance for all reasonable contingencies in the future. 
There is little likelihood of a moderate increase suc;h as this encroaching upon the share of 
the produce which an increased standard of comfort during the past settlement has es­
tablished as that necessary fol' the maintenance of the cultivator. 

39. I must now deal with the case of the village of Ladmod.· which is referred to in 
• N 41 I Apperufur A para. 31 of the Superintendent's report. The increase in this 

•• 0 - • village comes to 95-2 per cent. and upon this the Collector has 
animadverted in his para. 4. It appea.rs to me. ho ... eve~; that. the oireumstaDj:eswhiqh have 
brought .. bout this large increa.se are completely exceptional, .. nd I cannot concur with the 
Collector that any modification is called for. Ladmod is a small uninhabited village about 
a mil. west. of N evasa. Khurd. It is not in the" arid belt," a. stated by the Collector. for 
it is close to the headquarters of the MamlatdU. where an average annual ralnf .. 1l of 20 
inches 98 cents has been registered during the past 12 years. The lands of Ule village have 
been formed entirely ey the silting up of a backwater of the riVe1' Pra var .. , and so rapid is 
the process of alluvion that in the I .... t 30 years no less than 21 acres h .. ve been added to 
the 41 acres which formedy constituted the village. Tp this cauSe alone about Si) per cent. 
of the increase ma.y be attributed, and the rest is due te the increase of the maxi)Dilm ftte 
of the village and te an increased classification to 'which the Iimds, have been aubjeeted 
owing to. the advantages they receive from annna! iJoods. Tl;Ie river Pravara rises in ~e 
Western Ghats and becoming swollen in the early part of the monsoon by the heavy rams 
which prevail near its sources, it Hoods the lends 6f Ladmod and retires. leaving the soil 
thoroughly saturated .. nd covered with a fine fertilizing deposit. . These floods 'hever reeUl' 
after the time of sowing the yrinter crops, and from seed time to harvest the cultivator is 
independent of rain. While excellent lands on a higher level lITe suiferi"g from want of 
moisture he has certainty of an abund .. nt crop.' To class these .lands in the same category 
as lands dependent on rainfall would be continuing .. lIiIl.nifest. inequality, hence it has been 
usual on revision to assi"" t,hem a higher clas'ifieatio~ Ralue. . To say that these lands are 
injured by the floods is ..; reasonable as to Bay (maynts .""''1''1'"'''' .p ...... a) that the great 
Egyptian Delta is injured by the innndations of the,Nile. ~- , . 

40. A reference to the Statement A appended to this report, will show that whereas 
the increase on no single group of villages exceeds 29'7 per cent., the enhancement of no 
\";llage except Ladmod is in excess of 49'7 per cent. I cannot Jl"reeive the necessity for the 
Collector reminding Government of the Resolution Df the .Government of Sit' 1' .• Wode­
house in 1874, as evell in Colonel Laughtoli'. proposals the spirit of that Resolution is not 
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eontra.vened. His highest percentage for any group of Government villages was 31"1, per 
,cent. and that for any single village, with the one exception referred to above, 50 per <!<mt. 
The moderation of the rates may also'be to some extent judged from the figures on the map 
8howin1i; m&Ximum rates which have been applied by the Revenue Survey Department 
of His .' ass the Nizam to the villages on the north of the GodAvari. . , 

41. The recommendation made by the Oollector in the concluding sentence' of his 
letter will doubtless attract the attention of Government, and I may be expected to say some­
thing on the suJUect. It is of course a question which Government will decide as to whether 
some temporary, remission is to be given, 8S in other cases, in consideretion of hard times 
experienced by tlle agriculturists. Any fixed postponement, however, of the introduction of 
the revision rates appears to me unnecessary and inadvisable. The rates introduced at the 
original settlement, when the people were in a prostrate condition owing to over-aasessment 
and low prices and when more than half the arable area was out of cultivation, were pur. 
posely fixed on a standard which at the time gave rise to criticism and even ridicule on 
account of ita lowness. The object, however, which the early Settlement Officers kept in 
view was to coax cultivation and thereby to ensure progress, and this object WII8 quickly 
attained, for at au unusually early period of the settlement the full benefit of the low rete. 
was reaped by the cultivators. The result has been a ecnsiderable and satisfactory progress, 
notwithstanditlg the oceasional checks which are, and must always be, insepa.rable from a 
'Deccan settlement. Although it would be a suicidal policy to impose any rates which would 
,be liIi:ely to act in themselves 118 abeck. to this progress, I venture to think that the time haa 
now arriftd wHen Government may begin to clsim some portion at least of that share of the 
economic rent which has been foregone for many years past, and my prop08ale have been 
base~ Q. the pri1I.<:iPle that as steady progress is gradusl, 8ll the a.ttainment of the full share 

• "which Governmeni sight fairly claim at once, should be ~adual also. There is no reason 
why Government should stay its hand for any fixed period m levyin~ enhanced rates founded 
on this principle, however wise it may be to watch the opportune time for introducing them 
in their entirety. In recommending rates which bind Government for thirty years, although 
the indiootions of the present' cannot be kept out of view, the Settlement Officer would be 
wrong to permit himself to be ~duly swayed by immediately existing conditions, the very 
memory of which hit experiencl ~lle him would be effaced by one or two good seasons. 

42. If these proposals are approved, I request the sanction of Government to the in­
troduction of the settlement on any date before the 5th June into all the villages under 
report, with the exception of one Government and 15 Inam villages specified in the poatscrip 
to Colonel Laughton's report. If sauctioned, the rates will be introduced into these villages 
from the detes of expiry of their guarauteed periods.

I he.ve the honour to submit, for the orders of Government, e.n exceedingly able 8nd 
exhe.ustive settlement report by Mr. Ste_rt, the Survey and Settlement Commissioner, on 
119 Government and 19 I~m ville.gea of the Nevae.. Tliluke. of the Ahmedne.gar District. 

2. Mr. Stewart having been Collector of Ahmednagar for BOme tinte, his personal 
experience and knowledge of the tIiluka is considemble and has stood him in good stead. 

3. The Collector, Mr. Elphinston, has made a number of errors in commenting on 
Mr. Stewarl's repo}"t. These errors are, no doubt, due to the fact that Mr. Elphinston is 
entirely without any Decean experience, and that he has attempted to criticise minutely a 
settlement report regarding a portion of the country of which he i. entirely ignorant. Mr. 
Stewart has.so ably reviewed Mr. Elphinston's criticism. the.t I deem it unnecessary to s"y 
more' than that I entirely coneur in the eomments me.de by Mr. Stewart. 

4. Whenever I have had any opportunity I have always endee.voured to impress upon 
the Settlement Commissioner the great importe.nce of carefully noting that the rates are 
not placed unduly high on the lower qualities of soil in comparison with the better class of 
soil. It is satisfactory to find from Mr. Stewart'e 5th and 6th paras. that this most weighty 
consideration has not only not been lost sight of, but that it has received every attention at 
the hands both of the Commissioner and the Survey officers., 

O. Mr. Stswart's remarks as to the general character of the rainfall of the Nevasa 
Taluka are perfectly correct. My own experisnce from 1876 be,.,.. out Mr. Stewart's state­
ment that it ie the north-eastern villages chielly which have, when there has been a scanty 
fall of rain, given cause for concern. On the whole, however, the Nev!lsa 'faluka has been 
fortunate in escaping the very ee.ere preeaure of the bad seasons which have affected other 
parts of the A.hmednagar Di.tricl. 

6. I fully approve of the grouping proposed by the Survey Commissioner. It eas". 
off the settlement in the one quarter where the land. are poor Bnd the pressure of bad seasons 
has been invariably felt. When Mr. Stewart was preparing hi. proposals I had a long per­
sonal conference with him as regards the grouping and rate>< now proposed, and 1 am BUti._ 
fied with the settlement submitted, and recommend both the rates aud grouping for the 
sanction of Government. . 

7. When I conferred with Mr. Stew'll"t on the question of grouping and rates I drew 
his attention to the fact that in the neighbouring villages of the Rahuri 'faluka, settled in 
June 1881, the maximum rate. ran up to Rs. 1-8-0. The settlement for ruhuri, though 
sanctioned, has not 88 yet been brought into force, and I desire nOW to recommend to Govern­
ment that the Survey and Settlement Commissioner should be requested to report whether 
'" sensible reduction of from 2 to 4 annas in the rates of this part of the R~huri 'fllluka 
wonld not be advisable. 

8. Rahuri i. now again aullering from an exceedingly unfavourable !lnd dellcient rain­
fall, while further the R"buri Taluka has, each year, since the famine, suffered mOl'e or le,", 
from insufficient rainfall. On this ground it would. be well if, before the sanctioned rates 
are finally introduced, the Survey Commissioner were :equired to submit a further report 
with an expression of opinion as to whether any reductIon should be made, and, if so, what 
reduction. 

9. I do not cousider that any modifieation is required in the proposed settlement for 
Ladmod. A. explained by Mr. Stewart in his 39th par-". the case of this uuinhabited villu"" 
ia peculiar; the lands are exceedingly rich and there has been a la1'6e increase in area OWll~g 
to alluvion dwing the term of the settlement. . 

10. On the whole the proposed settlement is moderate and fair, giving an average of 
not more than 27'9 per ~ent. Mr. Stewart has asked for its introduction on any date before 
5th June next. As the neighbonring 'flilukas of Rahuri and Kopargaon have, under the 
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terms of Government Resolution No. 3ii45,dated 21.t June 1881,had aconoession, the intra • 
. duction of their revised rate. having been deferred till 1883-84, I would suggest that as the 
la.t season has been e.xoeedingly unfavourahle in the north-western villages of N ev"sa, the 
introduction of the rates of the present revised settlement should, if sanctioned, be deferred 
till 1883.84 and that they be introduced at the same time as the R&huri rates. 

11. Mr. Stewart in his Srd para. makes a very sensible proposition that endeavour 
should be made to come to terms with the Government of His Highness the Nizam for an 
excbange of the vil.la.ges of Malunja and Bhamathan. I trust that Government will reel dis­
posed to communicate with the Resident at Hyderabad with the object of having this pro­
possI considered by the Governmen'· of His Highness the J.IIizam.

L.tterfrom the Commlesioner, C. D., No. R.-1l23,·dated2Cth March l882-Submitting, withbis 
rema.rks, a report (No. 337, dated 23rd Febr .... "Y 1882,) with a.ccompaniments, from the 
Survey and Settlement Commissioner on the revision settlement of 118 Government and 19 
Inil.m viHages of the Nevasa T&luka of the Ahmednagar Collectorate. 

REBoLUTloN.-The original Survey Settlement wns introduced into diHerent villages of 
the Nevasa TaIuka in different years from 1849-50 to 18()9-70. But 110 villages, constituting 
the grea.terpart of the taluka, were settled in 1851-52. The present proposals for revision 
settlement relate to all the Government villages, which now number 118, and to 19 alienated 
villages. The period for which the briginal settlement was gnaranteed expired at the end of 
last year in 117 Government and 4 alienated villages; in 1 Government and· 4 alienated vil· 
lage. it will expire in 1882-83, in 1 alienated village in 1883-84, and in another in 1884-85. 
There are 7 alienated villages to be settled for the first time, but proposal. rega.rding them 
are not now before Government. Four alienated village. remain, of which one has been 
settled, but the Inamdars of those villages refuse to have new rate. introduced. 

2. In 1851-"2 the conformation of the taluka was very irregular. Thi. defect ha. 
"been generally remedied, and the GodB1ari now forms the boundary on the north and north. 
east with the exceptions that one village of the taluka (Malunja) is isolated amongst the 
.illa,,""'s of Hi. Highness the Ni.am at a distance of about 1,2 milcsfrom that river, and that 
one of His Highness' village. is on the south of the river Illld breaks tlie continuity ot the 
boundary line. The Survey and Settlement Commissioner and the Commissioner, C. D., 
recommend nn exchange of those villages, which appears to be very desirable. 'rhe Resi­
dentat Hyderabad migbt be requested to ascertain whether His Highness the Nizam takes a 
favourable view of the proposal, in which case instruction. regarding the arrangement of the 
terms can be issued hereafter. . 

3. An interesting account of the condition of the taluka in 1854 is given in a report by ............­
Colonel G. S. A. Anderson, then Superintendent of Revenue Survey and A.sessment. Prom 
a comparison of the facts stated by him with those now reportad it appears that in many re-
spects there h ... been material progress, while in others the advance has not been so great as 
migbt have been expected. l'he soil i. generally good except on high lands; which have 
now been mostly taken up for forest; that in the vicinity of the Prnvara and Mu!a rivers is 
particularly rich. but that along the Goda vari i. of a clayey composition, and in the north. west 
of the wlnka tLel'e is much stony land. During the currency of the settlement wells have 
increased 44'2 per cent. and the irrigated area from 3,026 to 7,195 acres. The latter area is 
but a small proportion of the total cultivated arpa, bnt the explanation given i. that owing to 
the richness of the soil the agriculturists do not care to resort to irrigation, which involve. 
the more libeJ;a1 use of manure and higher cultivation. The system of husbandry generally 
continues to be slovenly. 68'1 per cent. of the cultivated area is devoted to the c·oarser food V 
grains, though much of the soil is suitable for wheat, grrun, cotton, linseed and other export-
able produce. Colonel Anderson calculated that in 1854 "bout i of the cultivators were in the 
hands of money-lenders, with an average debt of about Rs. 100. No estimate has been made 
of the present extent of ·indebtedness, but the inquiries of tbe Committee on the Deccan 
Riot. tended to show that only about. of the agricultural population of the Deccan are in 
debt. There ill no reason to suppose that this proportioD is exceeded in the Nevasa Tuluka, 
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and there is a general consensus of opinion amongst officers who have personal knowledge of 
the taluka that the people are well olf as compared with those of other parts of the Ahmed­
nagsr District, Even during the time of famine the agricultural population did not suffer 
severely in this ~uka; they paid up nearly the whole of the arrears of revenue without 
resort to compulsory processes. Many of the crope did not fail entirely, and high prices 
were obtained for the produce they were able to raise. Statements prepared by tbe Super­
intendent of Survey and Assessment from the records of the registration offices show that 
land is mortgaged for IS'" times and sold for 20'4 times the present assessment. These 
facta a:fIord strong evidence of the lightness of the r .. tes now in force. About 73 per cent. 
of the land in cultivation is cultivated by the occupauts, but it is possible that a considerable 
portion of such land may be mortgaged. 

4. A comparison of the present population, houses and agricultural stock with those of 
the time when the original settlement was introduced is made in the following tsble :_

5. The Survey and Settlement Commissioner states that great e:fIort& are made to secure 
correct statistics but the general tendency of the enumeration is to show smaller numbers of 
live stock than do really exist, the enumerator being very li .. ble to be overreached by the 
villagers. If, however, the same tendency existed at the time of the original settlement-and 
there is no apparent reason why it should be more prevalent now than then -it cannot be 
taken into account as an explanation of a small increase in, or an actual decrease of,live stock. 
The increase of agricultural cattle is not proportional to the increase of cultivation, and Mr. 
!:itewart admits that a further increase must be looked for before slovenly husbandry can be 
expected to dissppe .. r, although he considers th .. t the fact that there is on an average one pair 
of bullocks to every 26 acres of occupied area does not show any very markM deficiency. 
The curtailment of pasturage lands through the extension of cultivation as well as on account 
of forest conservancy has no doubt retarded the increase, and considerable mortality is believ­
ed to have resulted from scarcity of fodder iu the famine years. It is probable that in the 
original census of cattle, large numbers of pack bullocks and cattle that were grazing on the 
extensive waste lands were included. Government, however, consider that a pair of bullocks 
for every 26 acre. is not much below wh .. t is required for the light lands of this taluka. The 
decrease in sheep and goata is probably alaoduein a great measure to the diminution of pas- . 
ture, and is not so much s matter of regret. The other statistics, including those which 
Bhow.a decreaee in. thatched houses through the substitution of Hat-roofed and tiled houses, 
indicate that the prosperity of the people has advaneed very considerably since the original 
settlement was introdueed. 

6. At the date of Colonel Anderson's report the only communications were two cart­
roade and a few cross-roads" principally traversed by I:!rinj&ris." 'l'he cart-roade have now 
become good metalled roads, and mauy cross·roads. fit for cart traffic in the f"ir season have 
been made. And the Dhond and Manmad Railway run. at an average distance of twelve 
miles from the western frontier. 

1. The rainfall varies much both in different years and at diiferent places in the same 
year8. At the MWnlatdar's headquarters, 36'86 inches were measured in 1879, but in 1870 
onlv 5'37 inches. In 1876 and lS77 the qnantitis. measured Were respectively 13'62 and 
13'30 inches. The villages in the south of the taluka, which adjoin the hills, have the 
steadiest rainfall. 

S. There have been violent fluctuations in the prices of food grains doring the onrrenoy 
of the original settlement. The Superintendent of Survey and Assessment shows the average 
price of jowari, the staple !ood grain, to have been 55 seers per rupee in tb~ first decade, 
30 in the second, anu 241 lD the thIrd. The a.erage of five years from 1856-~7 to 1860-61, 
in which thertj were no special canses to disturb prices, was 59! seers. In comparing that 
average, however, with the average of the last decade of the settlement, it mnst uot be 
forgotten that the latter includ.", the famine years. To meet this objection, Mr. Stewart 
has included in another calcula.tion the price of the eorrent year, 40 seers for the gr .. ater 
part of the year, which is ex",:pti,:,ual1r low. The average of the last eleven years i. 
given as 26 seer.. But the objectIon 18 not felly met thus. T.here were fOllr year. of 
exceptionally high prices, "iz., from 1876-77 to 1879.80, ill none of which more than 
la seers of jowari could be purchased for a rupee. In only one of the other 11 years was 
the price up to the average given above. :U may be expected that with improved communi. 
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cations prices win remain steadier, but the experience of tbs currsnt year tends to diminish 
confidence in any prediction reg&rding the future course of prices. Here, however, the 
probable effects of the rsilway in equalising prices is stated to have been neutralised by the 
unusually large harvest. in neighbouring districts. 

9. The following statement shows the variations in the extent of land ocCupied and in 
the colleotions during the currency of the origiual settlement as compared with the previous 
decade, in the 110 villages settled in 18M-52:-

The marked extension of cultivation in the years following the Bettlement is evidence of 
the lightness of the rates. This extension on the whole continued till 1870-71, when 
238,088 acres were occupied, and Re. 1,13.688 were collected. In that year tbs rsinfall was 
not mach ov.,r 5 inches, and in the next it was not ~uite 10. In 1871-72 the occupied ar9& 
was 233,248 acres, bnt Rs. 9,823 had to be remItted, and the collections a.monnted to 
Rs. 1,03,865 only. Since that time there has been on the whole a steady decline in cnltiva.­
tion. There was a recovery in 1818-79 owing toO the high prices which continned to prevail 
after the famine, bnt alter that year cultivation again fell off, and in the last year it was less 
t.han.in ]861-62. Before the introdnction of the Survey rates la.rge remissions had to be 
annually granted, bnt during the currency of the settlement they have been considerable in 
2 years only, 1868-69 and 1871-72. Until the latter year there were no ontstandingbalances, 
and of outstanding balances pertaining to the famine years and succeeding years only. 
Rs. 1,419 had to be remitted, and only &.1,367-1-9 remained to be collected at the end of 
JUly last. There have been only 15 sales of the right of occupancy for arrears of revenne 
in the last 3 years, and as the average assessment of the land sold was only 6 annas per 
acre, the soil mnst have been mostly of a poor description. 

10. A consideration of the above facts leads to the conclusion that the district can well 
bear an increase of rates, and it would not be equitable in 9ousideration of til!o necessity of 
as fa .. as possible equalizing the burden of taxation to leave the assessment unchanged. At 
the same time the capricious nature of the rainfall, and the nncertainty oC prices, are reasons 
for the exercise of great moderation in the enhancement of the rates. Tb.ese reasons have 
not been lest sight of by the Survey and Settlement Commissioner in framing hi. p~posals. 

11. For the purpose of the original settlement Colcnel Anderaon dividsd tbs villages 
into 3 gronps, of which the maximnm rates were Rs. 1-4-0, Re. 1-2-6, .... d Re. 1-0-0 res­
pectively. The villages in the first gronp are in the south of the Wnlm, adjoin the hills, anti 
h .. ve a more favourable rainfall .. ud are nearer the large markot of Ahmednager than the 
rest. Those in the second group are in the centre and extreme north-west, with .. less 
favourable rainfall, and at a greater distance from the market. Those in the third group are 
in the north-east of the t&luka, and .. re considered to he least favourably situated as regards 
climate and markets. The Superintendent of Survey and Assessment p .... posestoretain that 
gronping, but to increase the maximum rates by = aunas in each class, except in the case of 
S Government and S loam village., the present ma"imum rates of which he considers 
sufficient. The Survey and Settlement Commissioner concurs in the snggestion regarding 
the maximum rates, but thisks that owing to the uncertainty of the rainfall 19 villages in 
the north-west should be transferred from the second to tbs third gronp. The elfeet of 
Mr. St~wart'. proposals is ~hown in the following table :- .

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In no viI1age does the propoeed increase of assessment amount to 50 per cent. except in 
Ladmod, where it is 9S·:.!. But more than 50 per cent. of the inorease in that village is due 
to aB inorea.o!e of area through alluion, and ihe lend is annually submerged by tlood. 
which leave a fertilizing deposit. 

'12. M •• S\ewart's propasali are £uUy coucurred in by the Commissioner, C. D. The 
Colleotor bee eriticized the .. aport of Colonel Laughton at some length, but, as pointed out 
by the 8urvey and Settlement Commi •• ioner, he has falien into some singular misoonoep­
tions as to the bearing of the statistics appended to the report. Mr. Elpbinston finally 
asks Govemment if they consider that the imposition of any increased rates of asses.­
ment is justi1iable in the present state of the cobntry to remember the limits fixed in 
Government Besolution No. 6739, dated 29th Octoher 1874. If he had examined the in­
creases which result frotn even Colonel Langhton's proposals, he would have seen that they 
in no ease come up to the limits referred to except in the village of Ladmod, for the bigh 
increase in which there is, as above stated, a satisfactory reason. Mr. Stewart's proposals 
bave been framed with studied moderation,and His Excellency the Governor in Oouncil 
thinks they are jnstified by the facts whieh have been detailed above, and may with asIety 
be sanctioned. 

13. The result of the revisiQIl aet~lement p';'posed varies very largely in different 
villages, and no doubt varies still more in the case of individual holdings. The valuation· 
scale adopted is that prescribed by the late Snrvey and Settlement Commissioner for revision 
operations generally. Mr. Stewart r .. ports that the old scale could not have been applied to 
the pres8<1t claesification withont some modification, as the present system prescribes 10 
classes, while the original classification hed but 9. He also tbinks that owing to the great 
difference in the prodnctiven9!IB of soils in the Nevasa Taluka the ne1\' 8c~le is better 
suited for th':t tafuka than is the old one, and points out that the increases are not so 
much the result of an amended scale of valuation as the transfer of soil. from OIle class to 
a.nother .. Even now tbere exists a tendency among cJassers to rate the poor soils too-higb 
aod the good soils too low, and there is reason to believe that the tendency prevailed to 
a greater extent at the time of the original settlement. 

14. The Secretary of state bee, however, objected not merely to an alteration of the 
scale, but to changes in the relative valuation of lands, in whatsoever manner these changes 
are bronght abont, and in his despatch No. 14. dated 31st March 1881, communicated to the 
Survey and Settlement Commissioner with Government Resolntion No. 2516, dated 5th May 
1881, it has been directed that there shall be no 1'8-measnrement or 1'8-classification except 
where Government are satisfied that snch operations are necessary. In the Nevua TaIuka 
the re-measnrement was completed and the re-classification was nearly completed before the 
receipt of those orders. There can be no objection to abiding by the results of the re­
measurement, now that it has been carried onto The difference in the total area as shown 
by the two measurements is very slight, bllt there are large differences, amounting in Bome 
cases to .over 30 per cent. in individual fields, and there is also a manifest advantage in bold­
inge as they now exist. being eepar&tely marked of[ The question whether the _ults of ~be 
l's-olusification .shonld be accepted depends on the comparative weight of dift'erent considera­
tion.. The h~lISment, ,trouble and expense, regarded by the Secretary .of State &8 one 
objection to _classification, have already been undergone. The objections on the gronnds 
af unoertainty iu the assessment, the transfer of lands without regard to a posaible change in 
valuation, "nd the chance of ~ing improvements, still remain in force. On the other hand, 
Mr. Stewar~ shows that 'lnder the origiual settlement good lands do not bear their fair share 
.of the burden of assessment, and this is • defect which it is very important to remedy. It 
is only reasonable te suppose that' gre .. t improvementa in classification have· resalted froUl 
wider ea:perience, and as the classes are determined on " consideration of texture &Dd depth 
of eoil only,. it should he poesible to re-clasoify with.out taxing improvements. As the re­
classification h.." boon eWeated, and as the Silrvey and Settlement C.ommissioner bee devoted 
much person,,' at.tention to it, it should be accepted, but Mr. Stswart should be. reminded 
that the operations of re-measnrement and reclassification are no,t to be ca.rried on in other 
ttlukaa without the special ... nction of Government snd, when he finds this to be necessary 
he should make an early application for Slmction. 

15. Mr. Stswsrt asks for sanction to .the introdnction of the settlement on IIny date 
before 5th J nne next in the·villagea for .. hich the period of guarantee has expired. The 
Collector plea.ds that any increase in the assessment of villages ~~ich have 8uliere~ .from 
dronght should be held in "beyance for five years. The COmmll18lOner, Central DIVISIOn, 
think. that the introduction, by which he ~pparently meBnll collection, of tbe revised rates 
should be def.erred till 1883-84 as in Rthnri and Kopargnon, the last season having been 
nnfavourable in the noth-west of Newa. Mr. Robertson's suggestion .hoold be IIdopted ; 
the .... tes should be announced next year for the villages for wbieh the period of gnarantee 
ha. expired and levied from 1883-84; in the remaining villages the revision settlement should 
be introdnced When the period of gnarantee expires. 

16. Tbi'-Commi •• ioner, Central Division, pointa out that in the neigbbourinli villag.s 
of Rahuri seltled in June 1881, tha .... tes are much higher than th08e proposed for Nev"'''' 
and he "ugaests that the Survey' and .Settleulent Commissioner might be asked to propose 
whether 11 ;ensible reducl;ion in· those Rahuri villages is not desira.ble, Mr. Stewart h.~ 
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.... igoad 90me _nil in hi. report fOr having higher rates in those lUhuri viIlagea than in 
the adjoining Neva.a villages and Government are of opinion that a re-opening of the 
qu .... tion of settlement would only unsettle the minds of the people. If the R&hnri rates are 
foud in practice to be too high. remissions can be granted, but there is 110 necessity to 
reduce the rates for the sake of uniformity wheu the circumstances of the two t8.lukas differ . 

• 
17. In these conolusions, Government have in leveral inetsnces been unable to adopt 

the recommendations of the Collector. Mr. Elphineton bee been hut a abort time in charge of 
this district: he has taken an acti .. e interest in examining the condition of the people, and 
has shown himself anxious to bring to the notice of Government the hardshipe under which 
they bave labonred owing to the .. l<!issilud .... of tbe climate. In th .. present"""" Go .. ernment 
must adopt the results of the Iarge and special. expsrience possessed by the Commissioner, 
Central Division, and the Survey and Settlement Commissioner, and belie .. e that on perusing 
their reports, :Mr. E1phinston will see cause to modify bis present "pinions. 

18. Mr. Stewart should be thanked for ~ very ~Ie and 01..... z:eport. Hi. personal 
knowledge of the Woka has been of mnch aernoe to him, and he bas With great care exami,,- . 
ed all tbe facts wbicb relata to the question of a revision of ratmo, and placed them ·very 
lncidly before Government. Colonel Langhton's report is aIao creditable to him,

.. I have considered in Council the report and accompanying papers on tbe 
revision of assessment in the Nev4. ... Ti.luka of the Ahmednagar DiStrict, transmitted 
with your Secretary's letter No. 35, .Revenue, of 27th .Iune last • 

.. 2. The revenue history of the t8.luka is briefly this. The assessme.nts intro­
duced when it came nnder Britisb rule in 1818 A.D., whicb Were founded upon the.' 
old Maratba 'kamal ' assessment, proved injnriously heavy, and prevented the advance 
in prospsrity wbich ought to have f?llowed ~m tb~~te,blishm~ntofpeaceand secnrity. 
Wben, in 1851-52, tbesettlement WhICb has Just expIred was mtroduced; the nominal' 
average rote of a.ssessment per acre was ·nearly one ropee, but the. r .. te actually" 
realized .. bout 12l annas. 'l'he settlement reduced the average rate to .. bout 8f a.nnas 
an acre, and the good effect of moderation in assessment immediately became apparent. 
Althougb prices remained very low for several years cultivation increased rapidly, 
wbile the Government revenue began to be recovered punctually and with ease. 
T .. king the villages for wbich a eomparison is poMible the cultivated area, which 
in the decade preceding the settlement bad .. veraged a.bout 128,000 acres, rose in the 
ten yesrs ending 1870 to an average of 227,000 acre." wbile remissions and balances, 
wbich had averaged about 35 per cent. of tbe demand, almost entirely disappeared. 

" 3 The statistical returns show that, notwithstanding the occurrence of the 
famine, from wbich, however, Nevasa. suli.red less thau some otber Ulukas, there 
has been a considera.ble increase, and one exceeding the proportion of the increase 
of the popuia,tion, in almost all kiuds of agricultural stock during the term of the 
settlement. The construction of the Dhond-M .. nmli.d Railw .. y has ia,tely much improv­
"d means of communication. Average prices have risen very gt'eatly. And land 
appsars to have a high saleable valne . 

• 4. On the otber hand, cultivation has fallen off somewhat since the famine, 
wbile the re-appearance of remissions and ba.ia,nces shows that there ,is more diffi­
culty'in collecting the revenue than in tbe prosperous ye~. 181'>5-7Q. ~d 
although the .. verage price of produce for the last dece.de, whIch Includes the famme 
Y.Bl'l!, has been extremely high, yet 8. considerable fall has lately oeenrred. 
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11 5. In these circumstances you consider that; although the distriet can well 
be&r an increase of rates, and that it wonld not be equitable to leave the old very 
light assessments nnchomged, yet the capricious netnre of the rainfall and the un. 
certainty of prices are reaeons for the exercise of great moderation in enhancement. 
I _ no reason to dissent from these conclusions, 

« G. The total enhancement effected by the proposals you have sanctioned is, 
for the 118 Government villages, from Rs. 1,12.84U to Rs. 1,44,345 or 27'9 percent. 
The new average rate per acre, including Local Fund, appears to be about 10i anIl88, 
that is, 5 anuas or about 32 per cent. lower than the rate in force before 1850. 
Considering the improvement in prices, in means of commuuication, and in general 
prosperity since the low rates of the original settlement were fixed, an enhancement 
of as per cent. may not be perhaps excessive, though it is by no means inappreci. 
able. . 

"7. It appears that the re-classification of N ev&sa. had been nearly completed 
before the receipt of my despatch of the 31st March 1881, and as Mr. Stewart was 
satisfied that the new valuation was superior to the original valuation you have per. 
mitted its adoption as the basis of the revised assessment. To this, under the circum. 
stances, I will make no objection. But I am glad to observe that, for the future. nei. 
ther re-measurement nor re-classification is to be undertaken without your special and 
previous sanction. 

"11. Appendices B, C and D to the Settlement Rsport contain infonnation regard­
ing the sale, mortgage, and letting value of asseesed 1a.nd, which wonld be of grea~ 
interest if it did not appear from paragraph 11 of Colonel Laughton's letter that the 
instances given are selected ones. Colonel Laughton shonld be reminded that not only 
does the selection of instances deprive information of this kind of all &tatistieal value, 
but also" that a· complets abstraet of the information which the Rsgistration Offices 
supply wonld throw much light upon the subject of the extent and nature of transfers 
of land, one of great intereat and importance in conneetion with the revision of a settle. 
ment. 

f< 9. I have much pleasure in expressing my fnll coneUITence with your Excel­
lency's opiuion of the merits of Colonel Laughton's and Mr. Stewart's interesting 
reports. 

#< 10. I observe that, in accordance with the recommendation of the Commissioner, 
. C. D., you have directed that the revised rates for Neva.sa shall not be collected till 

1888.84, to which year yon have postponed the collection of enhanced rates in the 
neighbouring talukas of Rahuri and Kopargaon. Mr. Robertson points out that the 
~huri rats. are a good deal higher than those now sanetioned for NevMa, and pr(}­
poses th .. t they shall be proportionately reduced. ,You are aware that in my despatch 
of 11th November 1880, No. 45, Revenue, I expressed some doubt whether the revised 
rates adopted by Colonel Anderson for Rahuri were not higher than is desirable, and, 
although I have no objection to the decision contained in the 16th paragraph of your 
,Resolution, I shall be glad if your Excellency will reconsider the circumstances of 
Rahuri before the revised rates are actually levi~ in that taluka." 

REsOLUTION.-A. copy of the despatch shonld be forwarded to the Survey and Settle­
ment Commissioner, whose particular .. ttention should be ealled to paragraph 8, and who 
sbonld be requested with reference to paragraph 10 to report after coDSultation with tbe 
Commissioner, C. D., and the Collector of Ahmedna"aar whether in consideration of existinO' 
eircumstanees he would recommend any ll1odifieation of the rates already sanctioned for th'; 
Rahuri TtUuka.
