REsoLCTION.-The Annual Administration Report on the working 
(,f the Criminal Trihes Act, submitted by the Ba.ckward Class 
Officer, Bombay Presidency, with its accompaniments, is published 
for information. 

2. Mr. 0. H. B. Starte, C.D.E., I.C.S., who submitted the report, 
has now completed twenty-five years' work in connection with the 
reformation of criminal tribes in the Bombay Presidency, and the 
Uovemor in Council takes this opportunity of recording his 
at'rrociation of the high order of his services and the very satisfac­
tory results which he has achieved. Mr. Starte was a. pioneer in 
the work of reclaiming criminal tribes and has evolved methods 
pf n:formation which have proved successful in training these tribes 
to earn an honest living and gradually to become absorbed in the 
ordinary population. '.fhe success of his methods is clearly shown 
in th~ growth of the free colonies which are the last stage before 
th0 tinal absorption of the criminal tribes in ordinary society and 
\\ hich continue rapidly to increase. The very small number of 
,,,nvidiL'llS in these free colonies shows that reformation has been 
dft·ctive. In many ways, for example, in education, the develop­
lll<'nt of co-operative societies, the organisation of boy scouts and 
~nl <'uidcs, and sanitation and precaution against epidemics, the 
nimi1ul tribes in St>ttlements and in free colonies set an example 
to the labc·uring classes of the ordinary population. 

:{. TIH re ha~ bcfn ;t small increase in the number of settlers in 
, ttl,awnts in 1~).);'1 bnt this appears to be a purely temporary and 

tnlllL'r intc rrnJ.tic'n in the steady fall in the number of interned 
tr.l,-,..nL u. There i-> rct:;on tu l·elieve that thd back of a di6cult 

},~JJl-rJ 
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problem has now been broken and that in course of time the 
problem will be· effectively, and for practical purposes, completely 
solved. Mr. Starte and all those who have been associated with him 
are to be congratulated on the initiative, organising capacity and 
tactful application of their methods which have made the depart­
ment efficient and secured lasting benefits to the criminal tribes.

Snbjed.-Report on the working of the Settlements 
established under the Criminal Tribes Act, in 
the Bombay Presidency.

or the year ending 31st March 1934 for the settlements 
,stablished under the Criminal Tribes Act (VI of 1924} and allied 
m.titutions. 

Ol&arge. 

2. The char~e of the office of the Backward Class Officer was 
lt<>ld hy me for the whole period under report. 

Population. 

3. '!'he population of all the Settlements as it stood on 31st March 
1\"13-1 was 8,123 as ~tgainst 7,839 the figure of the last year. Thus 
th~re is a rise of 284 in population. During the year 287 registered 
settlers with their 381 dependents were interned in settlements 
newly on the recommendation of the Police. 91 licensees including 
tlrpendents were rec~J.lled to settlements during the year from free 
colonies attached to BAttlements, or from villages, either for breach 
of the conditions of license or on conviction for offences. 102 
dependents of settlers living in the settlements and Free Colonies 
were registered and placed in settlements under section 16 of the 
Criminal Tribes Act as their conduct was such that it was not safe 
to release them from settlements, or to allow them to live in Free 
Colonies. The excess of births over deaths in the settlements was 
10:-i. As against these causes which increased the population in 
th·~ settle.;Uents, 2~2 registered persons with their 368 dependents 

1 were released on license to Free Colonies, and 62 registered persons 
with 93 dependents to villages during the year, i.e., making a total 
,,f 74·) released from settlements. 69 registered persons with their 
77 dependents for whom Government orders have been obtained 

l
fvr internment in settlements have not yet a1rived as they are either 
in Jail or absconding. 

m. Jb 1-1 
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The population of the Free Colonies as it stood on 31st March 
1934 is 6,761 against 5,622 the figure of the last year. Thus there 
is a rise of 1,1::!9. 

4. One reason for the increase in population of the settlements 
is the organization of the settlement at Ahmedabad for the 
Chharas. So far 97 Chharas with 167 dependents have been 
ordered to be placed in this settlement under section 16 during the 
period under report and for the remaining person~ the work of 
application of section 16 of the Criminal Tribes Act is in progress! 
It is expected that the total Chharas population of this settlement 
may rise to 500, when the work is complete. · 

In Haregaou Pardhi Camp which was handed over to this 
Department by the Police during the year under report, 119 P•3rsons 
with their 92 dependents were nominally brought under section l(j 
of the Criminal Tribes Act but were immediately released on license 
to live at Haregaon under section 18 of the Criminal Tribes Act. 
In addition 18 Pardhis with 40 depend.:mts were removed from 
Haregaon to a settlement as they were not thought fit as yet to 
live in a Free Colony. 

Employment. 

5. Employment during the year under report was not steady 
owing to tmde depression and unsuitable agricultural economic 
conditions. Strenu:>us efforts were therefore needed to keep 
employment in the various settlements at its normal level. 

The Reformatory Section of Bijapur settlement and the Nira. 
Project settlement are the receiving depots for most of the new­
comers placed in a settlement. Weaving, tailoring, chappal 
making and gardening in the former settlement, and unskilled work 
on canal construction in the latter settlement are the main sources 
of employment. The orders for bed-sheets and pillow-cases from 
Government Hospitals and for chappals from the Police Department 
were a great support to the industries of the Bijapur settlement. 
Without these orders sufficient work could not have been found for 
the settlers elsewhere. The work in the Nira Project settlement is 
approaching its end and no mo1·e work is likely to be provided for this 
Department after March 1935 from this Project. -A new 
construction work is heing sought to absorb these settlers on the 
close of the work: on the NiL·a Right Bank Canal. The industries 
of both these settlements show-a profit on the year's working. 

The main employment of settlers is in spinning and w~aving 
mills. Owing to the valued. co-operation of the mill managers of 
Sholapur, Jalgaon, Gadag, Hubli and Barsi, very many of the 
settlers secured regular employment, throughout the year. Many 
of the Hubli settlers were engaged in the worki>hop of the Madras 
and Southern Mahratta Railway. 'Ihe match factory at Ambernath 
also gave employment to many settlers. 

6. In the settlements at Ahmedabad and Jalgaon many of the 
settlers were engaged on construction work for the settlement run 
departmenta1ly, and in the new settlement at Dhulia the same 



method is being adopted until employment m mills or elsewhere 
is secured for them. 

As employment in the Awbernath Match Factory could not 
cope with the rising population of the settlement, another sub­
r,ettlement at Mumbra was opened in addition to Kalyan sub­
~;ettlement. The work at Mumbra is mainly the collection of sand 
from the crJek. 

'l'he settlement al Kha.napur with its coupe sub-settlement at 
Gunji provided regular work for tho Berads and other Criminal 
1'ribes of this settlement. Coupes have been reserved for the 
settlers by the kindness of the Fore!!t Department, and the 
.Manager has been successful in cutting and selling the fuel. The 
profit earned during the year under report is Rs. 2,600. It is 
unfortunate that most of the settlers are not suited for wood felling 
as it is a profitable industry. 

Practically all the Pardhis of the Barsi Free Colony have found 
worl• in the Mill at Barsi. Considering their number and the very 
small staff we are able to provide to supervise them they give 
surprisingly little trouble . 

.Most of the Cbharas at Ahmedabad settlement are working in 
Lrick kilns,· in Local Board and Government construction works. 
'l'hey have not yet settled down to regular habits of work. This 
must necessarily take time. 

At Dobad sub-sett!ement some of· the settlers are employed in 
the Bombay Baroda and Central India Railway Workshops on good 
wages. Many of the Hurs of this sub-settlement have kept milch 
Lull'aloes and find the milk trade profitable. 

During the year an agricultural farm has been opened at Malsiras 
and Bamburda as a training ground ·for Criminal 'l'ribesmen. 
! t ia being financed by the funds of the Nira. Project settlement 
<tnd it is hoped that it will be self-supporting. 1'he ultimate aim i3 
that. the land should be handed over to the Criminal 'l'ribesmen who 
cultivate the land. 

Considering the depression in trade and agriculture which exists 
everywhere tile Settlement Managers are to be con!ll'atuJated on 
their success in keeping the people under them at work. 

Health, Hou.sing and Sanitation. 

7. 'l'he health of inmates of the Settlements and Free Colonies 
has Lccn ~:J.tisfactory ~uring the year under report. Plague was 
prcva.lent m many d1stncts where settlements are located, but with 
the co-oreratiou of the Municipal and f_;ocal Board Health authori­
ties ami the Public Health Department most of the settlers were 
inoculated as !' result of which we escaped with no fatal cases. 
The settlers m the sub-settlements of Kam bhar,..anvi and G unji 
sntfcred from malaria.. \Ye have not yet solved the problem of 
Jcaliug with malaria. in these areas. A special survey was made 
o( 1\arnbharga.nvi by the Health Department to study the causes 
of the incidence of malaria. · 
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Cleanly habits are being inculcated amongst the settlers and. 
Free Colonies through the efforts of Settlement Inspectresses. The 
increasing tendency on the part of the settlers to avail themselves 
of the tJ:eatment given in the settlement dispensaries is of great 
value . in warding off sickness, and in bettering the standard of 
health amongst their children. The infant welfare centres and 
school children's clinics at Hubli and Sholapur have worked well 
during the year. 

8. The Gadag Free Colony management as regards the cons­
tructions of roads, lighting and sanitation has been recently handed 
over-to the Gadag Municipality. This represents the last stage of 
the process of reformation whereby the Colonists are being 
absorbed into the ordinary population. 

Several of the Pardhis in the Barsi settlement have been induced 
to purchase plots on the Free Colony and some have commenced 
constructing houses: 

In· the new settlements at Ahmedabad and J algaon there ·was a 
need for more housing accommodation for the staff and the 
construction of a few quarters from the funds at my disposal are 
in progress. 

9. The great majority of the settlers live in huts constructed 
at their own expense. The reasons for this are that they are 
accustomed to live in huts open to sun and air; and also that they 
are unwilling to build substantial buildings in the settlements 
from which they hope, by good conduct during their stay therein, 
to be· relMsed on license in the minimum period. Experience 
shows that after their release on license they are prepared to build 
houses on the Free Colony provided they have sufficient money for 
this. The practice of building substantial houses on the Free 
Colonies is increasing, and the growth of the Free Colonies and 
the advance in construction of the houses on them is a pleasing 
feati1re in the reclamation work of this Department. 

During the year there were 351 births in the settlements as 
against 183 deaths, and in the Free Colonies 28l'births as against 
131 deaths. This corresponds to a birth and death rate per 
thousand 77·7 and 3S·6 respectively. The excess of births over 
deaths is a sufficient indication of the healthiness of the life in a 
settlement. 

Education . 

. . 10. Compulsory education is made a reality in the settlements. 
Attendance is compulsory in the day school in the case of both the 
boys and girls ·up to the age of 13, and also for the children 
working in the Mills as long as they are half-timers. Attendance 
up to the age of 18 years in the night schools is enforced for the boys 
who have left the day schools. This not only serves the purpose 
of maintaining literacy but also controls the boys' life at a very 
important period. In some settlements girls who have left day 
school also attend special classes once or twice a week for sewing, 
child welfare, etc. . Out of a total population of adults and children 
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of 8 i23 in settlements proper, the number attending day and 
ni"ht schools is 1,907 and 219 respectively. The corresponding 
fig~res for the Free Colonies are 1,229 and 187 respectively, against 
a population of 6,761. This shows a rate of 261·8 per thousand 
for settlements and 2m-N for Free Colonies. In addition 100 children 
from the settlements and Free Colonies attend outside Vernacular 
schools and 18 children attend English schools. 109 children other 
than Criminal Tribes and 71 children of the Criminal Tribes from 
outside attend settlement schools. Prominence is given to the 
manual training in many of the ~::ettlement schools. 

The various trades in which settlement lads are being apprenticed 
are given in Appendix II-A. Training in agriculture is also given 
to some boys in agricultural settlements. Much persuasion is 
sometimes needed to keep suitable J:>oy.s and girls of the higher 
standards in school on account of the desire of parents to send them 
to work after the age of compulsory attendance at school (13 years) 
to add to the income of the family. Nevertheless more boys and 
girls are passing into higher standards than heretofore. 

Swuts and Girl Guides. 

11. Tbe Scout Masters have continued their honorary work as 
usual. Almost all the boys of suitable age in the settlements and 
the Free Colonies are Cubs, Scouts or Rovers. The organisation 
has proved to be of great value in removing wrong ideas about 
tidiness and crime from the minds of the young people and in 
encouraging them to be more ob2dient and honest. Scouting is 
apt to become dull at tillles. So from time to time the Scout 
Masters have been given facilities for training and retraining. 
During the year a Scout Rally was held near the Nira. Project 
settlement in the Shola.pur district for the )Iarathi speaking 
settlement scouts. The Kanarese speaking settlement scouts joined 
in the big Dharwar Rally. These two camps were each held for 
three days and were much enjoyed by the boys. The number of 
Scouts, Cubs and Rovers in the settlement troops at the close or­
the year was sno. Of this number HJ Scouts have passed their 
first class test and 19! have passed their second cla.ss test. 

The Girl Guide movement amongst the settlement girls is of 
great value in character training of the girls. Trainintr classes for 
the Guiders were held during the year in Shola.pur and Dharwar. 
:rhe numbe! of Girl Guides. including the junior section Blue Birds 
IS 44-2. Th1s shows a considerable increase over last vear's fi!mre 
(343). :38 Guides have passed their second class tests. ·

CoiH'ictions and A. bswnde·rs. 

U. During the year 17 7 persons in 171 cases from settlements, 
I G persons in U cases from Free Colonies attached to settlements, 
and 3 persons in 3 cases from amonrrst the licensees livin<Y in villarres 
were. convi~ted in Criruinal Courts,

0 

ruaking a total of 19G perso~s. 
conv!cted m 188 cases. The tota.l cor~esponding figures for the 
previous year were 198 persons convicted m lb7 cases. 



Fifty-four persons were convicted in 4G cases for offences under the 
Indian Penal Code against property as against 65 persons in 62 cases 
of the last year. This is the most important fio-ure as reaards 
convictions as far as the public is concerned, and thus the redu~tion 
in convictions under this head is very welcome. 

There were also 9 persons involved in 10 cases under other 
sections of the Indian Penal Code, and 2 persons were convicted 
under Chapter VIII of Criminal Procedure Code in 2 cases. 
Six persons were involved in 5 cases under other Acts. 

There has been a rise in the convictions in settlements under 
the Criminal Tribes Act, 121 persons being convicted in 108 cases 
against 93 persons in 03 cases of the last year. The convictions 
under this Act refer to breaches of the settlement rules and include 
cases of assaults in the settlement involving directly or indirectly 
some question of immorality. Such cases do not affect directly the 
general public. 

There were 138 abscon<iers remaining untraced at the close of 
· the year o{ whom 101 were registered membel's and 37 were 

unregistered dependents. These figures show a welcome decrease 
in the number of registered absconders as compared with the 
previous year. 'l'he corresponding figures of the last year were 147 
absconders of whom 115 were registered and 32 were unregistered 
dependents. A certain number of abscondings cannot be avoided 
from the open settlements.- The settlers who are being sent to 
settlements are mostly men with a number of convictions and with 
little or no d~sire to work and often with drug or other bad habits 
which militate against their capacity to work steadily. Abscondings 
are specially liable to happen from the ranks of the new settlers. 
The main remedy is to be active in searching for the absconders 
in their old haunts, so that the settlers should know that absconding 

. does not pay. 
Co-operative Societies. 

- 13. The various co-opertive credit and producers' societies in 
the settlements have had a year of good working. The deposits as 
they stood on 31st March 1934 amount to Rs. 33,666-2-U. This 
shows an advance on last year's figures. Such deposits are of great 
advantage to the settlers for the purchase of land for cultivation or 
for building a house or to provide them with some ready cash for 
use after their discharge on license. The Rev. A. L. Bradbury 
of Hubli settlement and .1\Ir. Kolekar of Bijapur settlement are to be 
specially congratulated on . securing· such deposits. Caution in 
advancing loans is being exercised and as a result all the societies. 
are in a stable condition. The amount of deposits, shares and 
Reserve Fund are Rs. 33,656-2-9, H.s. 15,682-4-5 and Rs. 24,500-11-11 
respectively at the close of the year as againt Rs. 31,938-2-6, 
Rs. 14,116-10-3 and Rs. 22,731-12-11 of the previous year. The 
labourers and Artizans Society of Gadag settlement had ea.rned 
good profits in e~lier years, but had not been able to secure 
sufficient orders m recent years ·and so began to show . a ·loss. 
Thus it is being liquidated before the capital accrued m more 
prosperous years has_ been dissipated. 



The staff society of the Backward Class Depadment bas made 
good progress the share capital be~ng R~. 6,95~ as against Rs. 6,3~5 
of the previous year. r. am disappomted ill the ~alue of this 
Society as a means of savmg. More recently a campa1gn has been 
started as a result of which practically every member of the staff 
is a subscriber. to the Provident Fund or if he is not eligible to 
join this ftmd, he has a Post office savings account. The staff have 
also organized a. \Vidows and Orphans Benevolent Fund. 

Discharge from Settlements. 

14. During the year 222 registered persons with their 368 
dependents have been discharged on license from the settlements 
to the Free Colonies attached to the settlements, as they ha>e 
earned this privilege by their good conduct in the settlements. In 
the same period 6:2 registered persons with their 93 dependents 
have been allowed to return on license to their villages thus 
making the total number of persons discharged from the settle­
ments 745 of whom 2t!4 were registered persons and the rest were 
dependents. It will be noted that most of the settlers elect to stay 
on the free colonies which are adjacent to the settlements. This 
is natural for the families from the wandering Criminal Tribes 
as they ha·1e no village of their own. Even among the families o( 
the settled Criminal Tribes many elect to live Qn the free colony 
adjacent to their former settlement rather than return to their 
village, as they have, while in the settlement, obtained steady 
work and do not want to lose it. 

As against this 34 registered persons with their 57 dependents 
were recalled to the settlements for having violated the terms of 
the conditions of their license. Of these 3! registered settlers 
4 were recalled with their dependents on conviction under the Indian 
Penal Code, the rest who, it may be noted, formed the majority, 
were recalled for breaking other conditions of their license. The 
total number of settlers who were being supervised on license at 
the end of the year was 1,266 registered persons with 2,983 
dependents. The percentage of recalls of registered persons works 
out at 2·7. This percentage may he regarded as satisfactory. It 
takes several years of good behaviour to qualify for release, but 
only one offence, sometimes a minor one to result in a recall. It 
is very important that the persons concerned should realize that 
they must obey the conditions of their license such as being of 
good behaviour, sending their children to school and !riving a 
weekly roll call. · 0 

The licensees who live in the free colonies attached to the 
settlements are cared for by the settlement staff. Those who go 
back to their villages are visited by the nearest settlement staff 
and by the members of the central staff. These visits serve a 
Jouble purpose of helping the family if necessary in its efforts to 
settl~. down i_n its new surroundings and in seeing that the 
cond1tlons Df hcense are being fulfilled. 
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The registration of 146 persons was cancelled finally under 
section 7 of t_he Criminal Tribes Act during the year for good 
conduct. Th1s forms the final step when the period of license 
(usually 6 years) has been passed satisfactorily. If a person has 
passed several years satisfactorily in a settlement and during 
6 years while on license his conduct remains satisfatory, there is not 
much danger of his relapsing into crime. 

The registration of 30 persons was cancelled on account of 
death. 

Free Colonies. 

15. The majority of persons released from settlements are 
encouraged to take up plots and build houses in the Free Colonies 
attached to settlements in order to prevent them from reverting to 
their wandering habits after their release on license. Especially 
in the case of wandering tribes such as Bhats, Mangarudis, and 
Haranshikaris to adopt any other policy would be fatal, as if they 
were discharged from the settlement and no provision was made 
for their future residence they would assuredly revert to their 
former wandering habits. 

The desire to build good houses in the Free Colonies is spreading 
and the people are beginning to look upon these places as their 
permanent abode and to have a personal pride and an interest in 
the development of the area. Many persons who are now 
completely . freed from the operation of the Criminal Tribes Act 
as they have fulfilled their conditions of license satisfactorily, 
remain in the Free Colonies realizing the advantages of education 
for their children, of the amenities of the area and of assistance in 
finding employment. It is intended that ultimately when the 
adj!l.cent settlements are closed, the free colonies will be absorbed in 
the Municipal areas and their inhabitants will become ordinary 
members of the public. 

Hubli Settlement urgently needs an extension of the area to 
accommodate its growing free colony population and steps are 
being taken to acquire land accordingly. 

An area adjacent to the Pardhi free colony at Barsi has been 
acquired during the period to extend the area of the Colony. The 
Pardhis of this colony are beginning to build better houses though 
much remains to be done. Two years ago most of the huts of this 
group were only four feet in bight. 

The steady rise in the population, the great increase in the 
number of houses and the increase in the actual number of free 
colonies are an indication of appreciation of the criminal tribes for 
such provision for their future. 

Special Establishments. 

16. The 'Vomen's Home attached to Hubli settlement for 
troublesome and immoral women of all settlements has again done 
well. 17 ·women have been newly admitted into the Home during 
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the year and ] 6 women have been discharged from the Home 
during the same period le~vi~g 12 residents at the clos~ of the year. 
Tbe difficult work CJf rebu!ldmg the character of these Immoral and 
troublesome women and of reconciling them to thP-ir husbands or of 
finding work or other husbands for them bas been very success-
fully carried on by lliss Edwards. -

The \\'cmen's Home attached to Bijapur settlement ended with 
_ 8 women. These are older women not suited for mixing with the 

younger group of women who are in the Hubli Home. 
The Children's Homes at Hubli, Baramati and Sholapur, closed 

the year with Sj inmates. 23 children have been discharged 
from the Homes during the year and :15 newly admitted. It is 
satisfactory to note that admissions in the H~mes are becoming 
fewer. 

Only children of specially bad parents or who are themselves 
uncontrollable by their parents or who are of criminal tendencies 
are admitted to the Children's Homes. Usually they are children 
who hwe failed during the perio:l of probation fixed by the 
Settlement Committee for Juvenile e-hildren. The re:luction in 
numbEr may be attributed to the influence of the settlement 
schools, to the Scouts and Guide movements, and to the work of 
the Probation Officers in thG settlements who, under tha guidance 
of the settlement Committees for Delinquent Children, care for 
such children without removing them from their families. 

The Dharavi Probation Camp has been handed over to the 
Social Service League during the year as an experiment. 

Some of tbe Mang-Garudis in Bombay are being supervised by the 
Matunga Branch of the Hindu Maha Sabha and they have 
continued their beneficent work as usual. 

Finance (Appendix VI). 

17. The total net .recurring expenditure for the financial year 
under 25 Jails and Convict Settlements was Rs. 2,73,200-7-7. The 
corresponding figure for the last year was Rs. 2 48,184-B-4. The 
total non-recurring expenditure during the year l~as Rs. 6,000. 

Special Jlatters. 

18. During the year under report the plots in the Hubli Free 
Colony, and Judi and Hotgi agricultural colonies were remeasured 
and demarcated to facilitate the disposal of these plot3 to the holders 
on rayruent of a reasonable occupancy price. In some villages to 
which the persons have been released on probation are located, 
plots were surveyed so that they could be granted to the occupants · 
for their permanent ~esidence. 

In Barsi free colony where an additional site has been acquired 
for the colony during this year, plots were demarcated and about 
13 l'lots have already been sold to the occupants on restricted 
tenure. 

Bk 1b 1-~ 
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In Ja.lgaon settlement the Manager's quarters is under construc­
tion and in Ahmedabad a set of Guard's quarters, Office room and 
a temporary school room have been built while the construction of 
the Manager's quarters is in progress. 

During the year a settlement under section 16 of the Criminal 
Tribes Act was opened at Dhulia using some spare buildinrrs of the 
disused Government Distillery for the staff quarters and' for thei 
school. The Pardhi camp at Haregaon was also handed over to 
this Department by the Police. 

19. The Government Agricultural Farm at Hotgi has been 
closed, as all the lands have now been granted to Haranshikaris of 
good character. A new farm under canal irrigation has been 
started during the year at Malsiras and Bamburda to provide a 
training in agriculture. The total area of Malsiras farm is 53 acres 
and 20 gunthas but only 27 acres and 20 gunthas could be brouaht 
under cultivation this year. 18 acres out of 133 acres :nd 

, 14 ganthas at Bamburda were also brought under cultivation during 
the year. It is hoped to bring the rest under cultivation during 
the next year. 

It is proposed to open a new settlement lilt Mundwa near Poona 
and a report is being submitted to G-overnment shortly. 

20. Doring the year a. helpful conference of the Assistant 
Backward Class Officers and Lady Superintendents and Senior 
Manag(;lrs was held in Dharwar to discuss the various problems 
connected with the administration of this Department. 

21. Up to about two years ago there had been for several years 
a steady reduction in the number of persons in the settlements. 
Last year however the numbers remained stationary and this year 
they show an increase. I think however that this -rise is not 
likely to continue much longer. It has been due to the special 
causes already enumerated. 

Final. 

. 22. As the economic depression has still continued throughout 
the year employment for the settlers has been hard to find. We 
have therefore been specially dependent on the good will of the 
employers of labour both private and official. The thanks of th~ 
Department and of Government are specially due to the Manacrers 
of the Mills at Sholapur, Gadag, Hubli, Ba.rsi and Jalgaon and of 
the Western India. Match Factory at Ambernath and to the l\fq.dras 
and Southern Maratha Railway work-shops at Hubli for their 
co-operation in employing our people. The management of tha 
Sugar Factory at Aklnj has also helped us greatly in the matter of 
employment. 

All the Government .departments and specially the Police 
Department have given assistance to this Depadment. I would 
like to mention specially the help given by Mr. B. K. Bose, 
Executive Engineer, Nira Right Bank Canal, Malsiras, and of 
Mr. S. G. Dravid, Sub-Divisional Officer, Velapor, for their help in 
connection with the Nira Project settlement. The missionaries in 
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charge of the settlements at Sbola.pur, Hubli and Bara.mati, and the 
Social Service League worker at Belgaum (Mr. M. R. Bade) and 
the Servants of India Society worker at Jalgaon (Mr. K. G. Sharang­
pani) have again done very faithful service amidst difficult 
conditions. Amongst our own staff the Assistant Backward Class 
Officers Mr. C. S. Devdh<J.r and Mr. V. R. Dhotrikar have done 
excellent work in their own areas. Mr. Solomon Benjamin has also 
made a good beginning. Messrs. M. B. Kolbar, R. S. Kolekar and 
A. N. Deshpande have also done well as 1\Ianagers of settlements. 

The year bas been one of steady progress. There have been 
failures it is true, but the steady discllarges from ~he settlements 
on license and the fact that the great maj:Jrity p:1ss their long 
period on license satisfactorily is proof of th~ p~rmanence of the 
reform:1tive work in settlements.
