Throughout the war among the many difficulties and anxieties it is to be doubted if any
caused the Government of India and the local ‘Provincial Governments more apprehension
-than the possibility of a bad season, as large quantities of fodder and food-grains were
_exported from India for military requirements to many of the seats of war, and in some
cases to help the Allies of Great %ritam even for their Civil requirements. f—lo‘wever, the
monsoon failed at last, but, luckily by the time that the monsoon definitely proveda failure,
the war had also come to an end. The situation whi¢ch would thus otherwise have been
almost beyond the resources of the Government to deal with during the war period became
comparatively tractable, If it had occurred the year before or if the war had continued
another six months it might have paralyzed the operations in Mesopotamia and caused much
greater hardships to the masses of the people in the affected provinces of India. Befere
considering the adequacy or propriety of the measures taken to deal with the situation which.
had arisen, it is well exactly to state what the situation was. The population of the Indian
people is at a low 'estimate 320 million souls. Taking the usual calculations it requires
64 million tons of food-grains to feed them. In his recent speech in the Imperial Council
the Hon’ble Mr. Mant, Member for Revenue and Agriculture, pointed out that in wheat and
rice alone the deficit last season was estimated at 15 million tons. The total deficit it may
be assumed was at least 20 million tons, that is to say, crops which normally would have fed
hundred millions of people either were not sown or failed to mature. Mr, Mant said that
the failure in some provinces was at least as wide spread as.in 1899 and Mr. C._A.. Innes,
the Food-stuffs Commissioner, observes in his Report that the last famine was unpreced-
ented for thirty years. This serves to indicate the gravity of the situation. The deficit
- could only be made up by drawings on reserve stocks, by exercise of economy and by -
importations from abroad. The problem was, however, further complicated in each of these
respects. A full and efficient use of reserve stocks pre-supposes ample and rapid transport,
whereas the rolling stock on practically all Railways had become greatly depleted owing to -

military exigencies and the impossibility of securing renewals and even repairs.

Economy in such cases is enforced b{ high prices or a reduction in purchasing power.
The purchasing power of the people was higher on the whole than in 1899, but even to this
.purchasing power of the masses there is a limit, and this limit was very fully reached at least
~in the Bombay Presidency before the end of 1918, that is, at the commencement of the period

Appendix (B) gives a statement of prices of food-grains in the Bombay Presidency in
December 1918 as compared with the prices prevailing before that period. The phenomenal
rise in prices of food-grains and other necessaries of life in the Bombay Presidency brought
about either directly or indirectly labour troubles in the chief centres of industry in the
Presidency. The Mill-hands of Bombay numbering well over 1 lakh went on strike in the
month of February, and this strike which lasted for nearly a fortnight terminated 'only on the
3ntervention of His Excellency the Governor of Bombay. Similar restlessness was perceived
in other parts of the Presidency and it was clear at an early stage that efforts would have

~ to be made on a fairly Jarge scale to supplement Government measures for'not only affordin
relief to the famine stricken but also for making food-grains at the cheapest possible rate%
available to the people of the Presidency. :

Besides the above, several public spirited citizens of Bombay gave large sums -at the
start and also extended their generosity a second time by a further donation when in Febru-
Aary 1919 the Committee decided to ask for a second contribution from the public at'large.

_ The Indian People’s Famine Trust, Delhi, very generously gave'Rs. 3 lakhs to this
Fund besides lending without interest Rs. 1 lakh for purposes of financing the grass and
grain that was being moved in comparatively large quantities to the affected areas. . -

The Executive Committee desire to express their cordial thanks to all the "contributors
to this Fund and wish particularly to refer to people, who sent small sums volantarily to the
Honorary General Secretary and Treasurer. The amount realised by such small sums
under Rs. 50 comes to about Rs. 4,030. ) .

It was decided to organise District Committees in the various affected parts and to
this end necessary steps were taken. "As during a period of famine Executive Govern-
ment Officers in affected parts are generally very busy, it was decided to entrust the
work of organising District Committees and of distributing relief to non-officials as far as
possible with the co-operation of Revenue Officers, : ;

In the Colaba and Ratnagiri Districts no Committees were oirganised as no applications
for help from non-officials came from those districts. In the month of May, however, Mr.
C.S. Deole of the Servants of India Society very kindly offered to go round the Ratnagiri
and Kolaba Districts to report on the condition of the people there. He particularly eulo-
gised the very satisfactory arrangement made by Mr. S. M. Bharucha, Collector of Kolaba,
for supply of rice in that district and also gave satisfactory report regarding the charitable
Fund that Mr. Bharucha had started to supplement Government doles in his district, In
fact Mr, Bharucha did the work of a non-Official Committee for his district on his own and
his efforts in this direction deserve all praise. :

The Committee gave Mr, Bharucha Rs. 5,000 towards the charitable Fund that he .
‘had “started and from various reports received by the Committee it would appear that Mr.
Bharucha ran the official famine relief operations in his district with great success and alsg
managed to start the work that is ordinarily done in districts by non-Official Committees,
Mr. Deole had one or two minor suggestions to offer to Mr, Bharucha through this Committee
and these suggestions were at once complied with. '

. The Collector, Ratnagiri (Mr. C, G. Henderson, I.C.S.)y applied to this Committee for a
grant to supplement the Government doles and Rs. 5,000 were voted for this purpose.
Mr. Hendersou returned to this Committee the unexpended balance of Rs. 4,391. ’

" The Executive Committee wish to express their appreciation of the valuable help given
‘to them by all District and Taluka Committees and also by Government Officers and non- |
‘official leaders of the people in the affected parts. - They also wish to mention here the assist-
ance given to ‘them by various Missionary Societies, notably, the-Salvation-Areay, which
rendered useful assistance in distributing relief. - . -

_ It has been recognised before now that®a fodder faminé is comparatively ver
difficult to deal with. This is ‘particularly so in a cattle-breeding tract like Gujerat, for it
gravely imperils agricultural resources; and makes complete recovery from its effects a matter
of years. - At the very start of its operations the Committee received a practically endless
number of applications for supply of fodder. These came not only from Gujerat and
Kathiawad but from the Deccan also. - The price of grass in the beginning was very nearly
double of what it was in December 1911 and owing to this, besides applications for supply of
.grass, the Committee received appeals for sale of grass at rates which could be well. within
the means of cattle-owners, both agricultural and othets in the affected parts. It, therefore,
became necessary for the Committee to buy large quantities of grass wherever available, but
.it was incumbent on it, at the same time, to bty grass in centres where the operations would
not clash with (1) Government requirements for military purposes and (2) with transport
facilities for military purposes and for purposes of carriage of grain_to the affected parts.
In the Bombay Presidency the Governmept of Bombay declared certain areas between the
stations of Palghar and Surat as areas restricted for purposes of removal of grass, Large
quantities of grass were being exported from this area by the Government of Bombay
through the Special Grass Officer to the affected parts, and this Committee took particular care
to ensure that the concessions that the Government of Bombay were prepared to give to this
‘Fund for the removal of grass to the affected areas were not so used by them as to impede
‘these Government operations. The Committee therefore turned their attention very early
to purchase of grass irom other grass centres in India. . Special applications. were made
through the Bombay Government to-the Military Department of the Government of India
for release of stocks held by that Department, and the requests were supported’ by the
Bombay Government and met with a certain amount of compliance on the part of the
‘Military authorities. Appendix (G) gives a complete list of the persons and places- from
whom and at which or through whom grass was bought by this Fund and the places to which
it was moved. "The Railway authorities genérally, and the Executive Oficers of the Great
Indian Peninsula and the Bombay, Baroda and Central India Railways in particular, gave
-every possible facility and convenience to the Officers of this Fund for removal of grass
to the affected parts. Considerable difficulties and delays were feared by this Committee in
their grass operations as a good deal of the grass had to be bought at distances which were
as far away as eight hundred miles from the place where the grass was required. Itis only
fair to mention that the Government of Bombay uniformly helped the Committee in every -
direction that the Committee asked for help and were keen on complying with any request °
that the Fund made to them in the direction of speedier movement of grass to the affected
areas. ' No suggestion of this Committee ever went unheeded by the Government and if
there have been delays in getting to this Fund the concession rate on freight for grass, the
Committee are satisfied that the Government of Bombay are not responsible for it,

Concession rates for movement of fodder by rail were not sanctioned at the commencement
of the famine as in 1911-12 for reasons which the Government of India have not yet made
public. But the Committee of this Fund felt very spon after the commencement of their
. grass_operations that it.was very necessary, lookini to the very high prices of fodder
prevailing, that concession in fodder freights should be made available to the affected areas
-under certain general restrictions if necessary. Applications, to this end were submitted
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nbay to the Government of India in the Revenue and Agri.
cultural Department and this Committee are pleased to be able to report that such
concessions were eventually granted to them. But it must be observed that if these con.
cessions had been sanctioned in the earlier stages of the period of famine very useful
additional work would have been- accomplished and grass could have been sold at rates
lower than was actually the case. In view of the long distances f_rom which ghe major
quantity of the grass had to be imported, the amount of Railway freight concession made
quite a substantial difference to this Fund and if it had the concession when the grass was
actually moyed the relief to the cattle would have been greater ; for it could have been so
much cheaper to the owner of the cattle. As these concessions were only sanctioned by the
Government of India after considerable delay, though with retrospective effect no doubt in
some cases, the full benefit of the concession has not been fully availed of by the affected
parts. As a matter of fact in some cases applications for refund are still before the Railway
administrations concerned, and a good deal of the surplus in the hands of this Committee, as
to-day, is due to the refund received from Railway companies on the basis of the fodder
freight concession rates as sanctioned by the Government of India. -

Owing to continued great pressure on the Railway lines everywhere, all the districts in
the affected areas which commanded seaports or bunders were asked to import fodder by
sea; and even where transport by rail meant economy in freight, as far‘as possible no district.
which could import grass by sea was allowed to import it by rail unless for some very good
reasons. : , . S

_ Pinjrapoles, Gowshalas, and other institutions working on similiar lines were very per-
- sistent in their applications to this Fund for supply of grass even at full vost. price rates..
' The Committee referred all such applications to the Collectors of the Districts concerned and
xefused hely to cuch institutions at the start, The claims of such institutions werg however-
~*~*"co insistently pressed by people in the districts-concerned, that it became incumbent upon
this Committee to look into all such demands closely. It transpired on full inquiry that
most of these institutions had in spite of the unwillingness of the managers thereof become
the refuge of cattle of all qualities in those parts. The Committee theréfore suggested to.
Government that applications for grass to Pinjrapoles and similiar bodies should not be
turned down absolutely but that a practical method of ensuring that the Pinjrapoles, which .
were allowed to import grass, used it to the best effect, should be laid down. It was suge-
- gested that the Veterinary Department of the Government of Bombay should have a spedal -
report prepared regarding the condition of Pinjrapoles in the affected areas by sending
Inspectors who would report on the existing state of affairs and lay down certain rules for-
the guidance of the managers of such institutions. On these ‘rules being assured of com-
pliance, the Committee suggested that Pinjrapoles and Gowshalas should be allowed to
import grass in quantities that might be suggested by the Inspectors of the’ Veterinary
Department. The Committee felt that as most of the Pinjrapoles and Gowshalas commanded -
subscriptions of money from sources which could not bé” tapped otherwise, it was hardly
discreet to let these sources of financial help in the direction of saving cattle in the affected
areas go unused. With this aim in view 4,36,273 Ibs. of grass and husks were supplied at
cost price to the Ahmedabad Pinjratpole‘at a period when the Pinjrapole was in a very sad
plight regarding feeding even the use -

ul cattle 1n it.

One of the main features of the present fodder famine was the great encouragement that.
it afforded for the purpose of popularising cactus as a species of fodder. This was tried in -
almost every district with considerable success, but the Committee felt it could only be used
by degrees for cattle not accustomed to cactus, and therefore grass was made available as a_
preference to districts where cactus was used. Various Press Notes‘and Reports issued by
Government give very full accounts of the places where cactus was tried with success and it is
hence not proposed to repeat all this information here. The Committee particularly helped
the experiment of cactus as fodder in the Panch Mahals through the Salvation Army, in the-
Poona and Nasik Districts through the ' Local . District Committees, Besides this in the
Ahmednagar District the Committee concentrated its attention on supply of grass for the-
cattle of that district as the Collector of Ahmednagar had vigorously taken up the task of
popularising cactus as fodder. ' :

The most interesting and useful work during the period has been the experiment cf grow--
ing fodder on the Bet in the N=rbuda by means of irrigation with water pumped from the-
river. This possibility. was first brought to the notice of the Committee by Mr, Haribhai
Zaverbhai Amio of Broach and it should be mentioned to the credit of the Government of
Bombay that they very promptly sanctioned the experiment which in maony respects obtained
a considerable measure of success as stated in the Report of the Director of Agriculture and
remarks of the Mechanical Advisor to the Government of Bombay given in Appendix (H).
Had this experiment not been tried, this Committee would have had to send at least ten.

“lakhs lbs, of additional grass to the Broach District involving -a loss of not less than
Rs. 5,000, DBesides this the Government would have had to send considerably more grass
than they actually did and the loss that the Government bore on every thousand lbs, of grass
that they imported into the Broach District was about Rs, 12 per thousand lbs, - The
Committee feel that this source of supplementing the actual grass supply available in a year
of scarcity of fodder should be [ully investigated by the Government without any delay so-

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, that in any future year of scarcity the machinery necessary to grow the largest quantity of

green fodder on such spots can be put into motion at the earliest moment and with the
best possible results. '

Another important factor that engaged the attention of the Committee was the question
of looking after the cattle of rabaries of Gujerat and Kathiawad. The rabaries in these
parts have the reputation’of being in possession of cattle of the best breed and it was reported

_that it would be a great calamity if they were not given any relief. It was found to be very
difficult to get into touch with rabaries of the right sort everywhere and tlie” Committee

decided to go by the experience of 1g11-12 and to give help in the first instance to
organisations which could be relied upon t6 distribute relief to really needy- rabaries.
Mr. Mangaldas G. Parekh of Ahmedabad applied  to this Committee for some help towards
the cattle kitchen that he was conducting in Ahmedabad at his own expense. The Com-
mittee was informed that useful cattle belonging mostly to rabaries were being fed at
Mr. Mangaldas’s cattle kitchen and as his greatest diﬂ‘icuﬂy was the procuring of grass, the
Committee agreed to supply him with grass and to give him a reduction of Rs. 5 per
1,000lbs. on the cost price. According to this arrangement 15,35,626 Ibs. of grass were
supplied to Mr. Mangaldas and the loss borne by the Committee on it amounts to
Rs. 7,678-11-0. The next important work that was not only helped but actually initiated at
the instance -of this Committee was the starting of grass depots at Botad, Ningala and
Vinchhia by Mr. Revashanker Jagjivan of Bombay for the cattle of rabaries in the surround-
ing districts, this part of Kathiawad being reported to be the stronghold of rabaries gene-
rally. Mr. Revashanker who had taken great pains in the fodder scarcity of 1911-12 and
1915-16 to organise relief for rabaries’ cattle in Kathiawad came forward this year also in
spite of his indifferent health, with the assistance of Mr. Purshotam Mawiji Vakil of Rajkot,
and Mr. Bechardas Kalidas .of of Botad to'open grass depots in the centres named above.
The Committee placed at Mr, Revashanker's disposal 2 sum” of Rs. 25,000 at the start and
supplied him with 30,78,060 Ibs. of grass, Mr. Revashanker collected Rs. 19,200-8-0 more
from his Iriends and charitable institutions. Appendix (I)* gives an extract in English from -
the report of the operations conducted by him. )

.« Owing to great difficulty in making grass available to people wha were prepared to pay
for it at cost price and at small reductions, the Committee were not advised by any of the
District Committees to start cattle camps or cattle kitchens in any part of the affected areas.
Supply of fodder at cost price or at cheaper rates was, therefore, the only channel of help
undertaken in the direction of cattle relief, besides helping experiments of cactus feeding.

Cotton Seed-husks.

Ten lakhs, thirty-seven thousand and forty-six pounds of this was supplied to various
arts of the affected areas as per Appendix (J). . All this was bought from the Indian_
otton Oil Mill of Navsari and more of this was not despatched because more was not

available, the Mill not being able to get sufficient cotton seed to cope with the demand

of husks, owing to restrictions on booking of cotton seed off and on from the Berars to

Navsari. The Committee desire to express their appreciation of the manner in which the
Hon'ble Mr. G. K. Parekh, connected with the firm of the Agents of the Oil Mill, did his
best to meet the requirements of the Committee as far as practicable.- ‘

“The most important of the Comumittee’s activities under the heading of Human Relief is the
opening and ruoning of cheap grain shéps, *particularly of cheap rice shops. On the
starting of this Fund several applications that came in asked for grants to enable the appli-
cants to sell grain at a cheaper rate than ordinarily prevailing at -each place. It appeared
to the Committee impossible to be able to give even slight relief to these applicants with the
funds then at their disposal. On enquiry made through the various District Committees of
the rates at which grain was being sold in their districts and of the concession that they
proposed to give with the grants they asked for, it appeared that at most of the places grain
.was selling dearer than the controlled rates and at some places this higher price was due to
‘want of regular supply of the required quantity of grain per week or per month. The Com-
mittee, thereupon, decided to move grain- to the affected areas direct from the market
centres without the intervention of the usual middle men. On going into figures, it appear-
ed that, if this was done, grain could be sold at most of the places from which applications
-were received for grants to'run cheap grain shops, at rates lower than the rates at which
the applicants wished to have the grain sold. The Director of Civil Supplies, Bombay, was .
approached with these facts, and he readily offered to help the Committee as far as possible
‘under the difficult circumstances prevailing at the time, and the first consignments of rice
thus despatched caused great joy at the centres to which these consignments were despatched.
Practically ‘everywhere all grain despatched by this Committee was sold at actual cost ‘price

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plus out-of-pocket expenses, and the Committee bore no loss on these operations, - An
application was made to the Director of Civil.Supplies to allow the Comuittee to import rice
direct from Burma and this was granted with an allotment of 10,000 tons per month with
a special privilege to have this Committee’s consignments booked at the earliest opportunity
available. Appendis (K) gives the total quantity of rice, bajri, and wheat thus handled by
the Committee and Appendig (L) gives the rates of rice prevailing at some selected places
before this Committee’s operations in rice commenced there as compared with the rates
ruling there subsequently. It is necessary to mention here the great assistance given to
this Commitiee in their rice operations by Mr, Kanji Dwarkadas I‘ﬁattani of Bombay, by
Messrs. Tata Sons and Company and Messrs, Steele Brothers, who helped the Honorary
General Secretary with their valuable experience and guidance. Mr. BsF Madon, and
Mr. A, B. Mehta, Messrs. Tata Sons' Agent in Rangoon, were particularly keen in doing
their level best on behalf of their firm to assist the rice operations of this Fund.

The question of reduction in the amount of sea-freight charged for rice from Burma to
Bombay was considered by the Committee very early and applications were made to the
authorities concerned to have this charge reduced, The freight which was Rs. §5 per ton
carlier-in the year was put down to Rs. 24 per ton (including the rebate of Rs. 3) but the
lowering of the rate by instalments was in the opinion of the Committee a tardy recognition
of the necessity of Burma rice to the Bombay Presidency as an 4rticle of food very badly
needed-during this year. .

In June when there was a heavy congestion in the Bomhay Docks of rice imports from
Rangoon, the Director of Civil Supplies enquired whether the Famine Fund would help him
by taking up and stacking as much of the rice lying in the/Dacks as possible. The Com-
mittee applied for, and got necessary stacking place at one of the commodious grain sheds
in the grain depot of the Bombay Port Trust and in all 3,320 bags of rice were removed
from the Docks and paid for and stacked in grain depot * A” shed. The financing of this

~quantity which necessitated locking up of more than eleven lakhs of Rupees was possible owing
to Messrs. Narandas Rajaram and Company advancing about seven lakhs of Rupees to the
Fund free of interest. - The rice was fully insured against fire, and considerable credit is due to
Mr. Purshotam Jivan, Mukkadam to this Fund, for the despatch with which he removed the
bags from the Docks and stacked them in the grain shed, suitably protected against damage
by rain. This large stock at the disposal of the Committee very considerably assisted the
Committee in meeting with defmands for rice from all sides from Kday onwards. The Traffic
Superintendents of the B. B. and C. 1. and G. 1. P. Railways supplied waggons for the
removal of rice from the grain shed to the affected areas as required and the Committee feel
that without the assistance of the Port Trust and Railway authorities this work of stacking
and removal of rice would have been very difficult. : : ' '

Organisation of Cheap Grain Shops in the Distrects. .

As the rice supplied by this Committee was made available, when work was commenced
at prices chcaFer than those prevailing in the districts to the extent of threg to four rupees
a bag, special precautions had to be taken to ensure that the rice reached actual consumers
in the districts at as near cost price as possible, and preference in the supply of rice was
given to Municipalities and Local Boards running cheap grain shops. Wherever such
recognised bodies were not available, District Committees and Taluka Committees were
supplied with rice. . For places where there were no District Committees or Taluka Com-
mittees, rice was supplied on the recommendation of the the Local Government Officer to
Committees consisting of leading non-official persons on an agreement that the Local Com-
mittee would bear all expenses in connection with the shop and staff required to sell the rice,
and would even finance the rice free of interest. Wherever the local men thus selected
were not known to the Honorary General Secretary or to some Members of the Committee,
a deposit of_from Rs. 1,000 to 5,000 was taken in token-of their fong Jides, from the persons
asking for rice from this Fund. The Committee are, on the whole, satisfied that their rice
has reached the consumer with the minimum of charges, e.¢, Railway Freight, cartage and
- loss in transit. In one case where at the commencement - of operations it was discovered

that a person was trying to sell rice at higher. prices to merchants for export elsewhere, all
the balance of rice bags in the hands of that person was taken charge of by a representative

of this Fund and a substantial amount was levied on that person as a refund of the approxi-
mate profits made as a result of the breach of faith. . : '

The relief afforded in places where this Committee’s rice was. sold was immense. The
Committee did not, and could not, supply the whole of the local demand at the lower price,
but their operations did compel local grain merchants to sell their own stocks at considere
ably lower rates than they used to charge before rice was placed on the market from this
Fund.  Appendix (M) gives details regarding the rice purchases and the places where rice,
bajri and wheat were sold and the channels through which it was sold. Appendix (L) gives
details showing the differences between the selling prices of this Committee’s rice and of
rice held by dealers in the affected parts..'In some cases the difference went as high as
Rs. 4 to 6 a bag. The lowering of_the prices of rice wherever this Committee could put
some on the market was general, and it has been mentioned to the Committee that the
4,55,000 bags of rice handled by this Committee meant a saving of anything over Rs. 25 lakhs
z'i_t least all over the various parts of the Presidency where this Committee’s rice was sold.

he Committee have on record letters from Government Officers, and privatd individuals of



standing, in the affected areas assuring the Comumittee that their rice operations have saved
the situation in most of the places and that at some places food-riots were actually said to
have heen nipped in the bud owing to timely supply of rice from this Committee.

This part of the Report would be incomplete without a reference to the private indivi.
duals who in some of the affected areas devoted their time and whole-hearted energy in
procuring rice from the Committee, financing it themselves and organising the sale of it to
large nombers of the poorest in each place for a period of nearly six months, Much of the
good by this Committee’s supply of rice may be said to be due to the co-operation of these
-gentlemen, : : ' ’

These gentlemen belong to the mercantile community and a good deal of economy in
running the shops and the businesslike methods in which these shops were run are due to
the keen interest that they took in the organisation and conduct of their respective shops.
It has not been the experience of this Committee that gentlemen of the standing of those
- named above take any prominent part in famine relief operations as a rule. The necessity
of charitable famine relief operations being left in non-official hands is easily proved if
the same can attract towards co-operation and active work, gentlemen of the class named
above. - Co- ot ‘ I _

- Such whole-hearted co-operation could not but encourage the: Committee to continue
- their operations with the utmost zeal, and the Committee wish to record here their cordial’
appreciation of the assistance thus given to them in this part of the work by persons who
_usually have the reputation of leaving such pyblic spirited work severely alone. :

In this connection it is the duty of this Committee to note with satisfaclion the organi-
- sation that was starled by Mr. S. M. Bharucha, Collector of the Kolaba District, for distri-
bution of rice in his district. The Kolaba District is a rice-producing district in normal
times and the condition of the people'there is more than difficult owing to that part of the
Presidency not being accessible by Railway and'being closed to marine transport during
monsoon months, In spite of the organisation being under the direct supervision of the
Collector, the Committee were informed that ‘rice was available at oue uniform rate all
through the district,” and they have no hesitation in concluding that but for Mr. Bharucha's
very great personal interest in looking after stocks of rice being made available to the people,
the district would bave suffered very heavily by very extraordinary high prices.

A reference should also be made to the extremely useful and inspiring self-sacrifice of
student volunteers at the Committee’s shop at Bulsar, About twenty college and high
* school students residing in Bulsar offered durtng their May vacation to assist in conducting .
this Committee’s cheap grain shops there.  All these volunteers toiled incessantly during
_the whole of their vacation period at the shop at Bulsar counting small change or issuing
-receipts or otherwise controlling, and keeping in order the big crowd of two to four
‘thousand people that gathered together daily there, for making purchases of rice.
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To the Ahmedabad District Famine Refief Committee and Seth Mangaldas Girdhardas
of Ahmedabad, who conducted cheap grain ShOFS in-the Ahmedabad District practically
independent of this Committee, the sole source of procuring rice was this Fund. 29,358
bags of rice to Sheth Mangaldas and 16,702 to the Ahmedabad Committee have been
supplied and both of these have expressed their great indebtedness to this Committee for
supply of rice which enabled them to carry on their operations on a considerable scale and
to the great relief of the people in that District. , .

The Municipalities of Ankleshwar, Jambusar and Ranebennur and the Local Board of .
the Broach District got their rice from this Fund also and these bodies inform the Committee
that their cheap grain shop operations were mainly dependent on the supply of rice from this
Fund. - ' '

Clothing.—OI the various needs of the poor people during the period of famine, none
was greater than that of clothing. The continually rising prices of clothing generally for a
period of about eighteen months before the advent of famine had already made the question
“of clothing a very sore one to the poor classes. It is therefore but natural that during the
period of famine clothing should be a real want to all the poor and lowgr middle classes in
the affected areas.. Very touching appeals also came from Missionaries and others, working
on Famine Relief Works. From some of the Relief \Works in the Ahmednagar District and
from villages in other parts of the affected areas came very moving descriptions of how
women were prevented from going out to work owing to the bare necessities of saries, being
above their means. It appeared to the Committee that the supply of clothing should be
undertaken on a large scale {rom Bombay. . -

The Bbattia Volunteer Corps in Bombay had organised before this Fund came ioto exist-.
ence collections of funds and supply of clothing to the affected areas. They offered to
co-operate with this Fund in distribution of this form of relief, and it was arranged that that
body and this Committee should work in close touch with each other.”” Rupees ten thousand
were giten as a donation to the Committee of the Bhattia Volunteer Corps to enable tl}em to
carry ou their operations in the month of February. To ensure the utmost economy in the-
cost of supply of clothing the Committee applied to the Railways concerned for free carriage-
of clothing parcels that might be sent by or through this Fund to the affected areas. The
B. B.and C. 1. and the G. L. P. Railways gave the 'concession readily and all parcels of
clothing were thus carried to the affected areas free of cost. The Committee approached the

"Chairman of the Bombay Millowners’ Association with a request that each Member of that
Association might be requested-to give a donation of two bales of cloth or yarn to this Fund
free of cost. This request was made on the 28th February 1919 and the Managing Com-
mittee of the Bombay_ Millowners' Association complied with the request of this Committee
very readily, 137 bales of cloth and yarn were thus made available free to this Committee as
per Appendix (N). _All these were despatched by June and the Committee had to approach-
the Millowners’ Association again in the month of July with a request that the donation so

* kindly given earlier in the year might be repeated. The'Committee readily recommended
this to their Members and 62 additional bales were again placed at the disposal of this
Committee by the generous Mill Agents of Bombay. The quality of cloth or yarn given in
each case was suitable for the purpose the Committee had ‘in view, and the most sincere
expression of gratitude is due to the donors of these bales for the ready and willing manner
in which they responded to the Committee's request. Mr. Dhirajlal C. Modi, an assistant in
the Firm of Messrs. Narandas Rajaram and Company, attended to the collection of bales of
yarn and cloth from Bombay Mills and to the despatch of the same to the affected areas, and,
showed great earnestness and zeal in the discharge of the work he had undertaken as a
labour of love. Appendix (O) shows the amount of clothing that had to be bought from the
bazaar owing to the special qualities of saries, etc., required in some. of the aHected areas
not being available from Bombay Mill Agents. ) e o

~ Doles.—The question of doles was one that required the Committee’s attention to a
certain extent. The most difficult question, however, was the problem of helping the middle -
class that was too respectable to beg and yet needed considerable help owing to high prices.
and famihe conditions prevailing generally. “Any assistance to be given to this class had to
be given in a comparatively confidential manner. The Committee could undertake this.
therefore, only in such places where they had local men that could be absolutely relied upor;
to distribute confidentially help of this nature, -Every effort was made to make relief avail-
able where applications came from such quarters and although it has nol been possible to

distribute much relief in this direction the amount that was thus allotted has been reported
to the Committee to have been well-spent, I

- ‘The most notable work done in this connection was b the Bomba \Vc-)men's éo il
under the Chairmanship of Her Excellency the Hon'ble Lagy Lloyd. Mr)s,. J. B. Petit st;rlg::::i
a special Committee under this Council for the purposes of human relief in general and
relief to women and children in particular in the affected parts. :

Thg Jmost welcome feature about this work is the art played by Hindu ladi
Guzerati and Deccani, who went to the affected parts ofl:}<athli)a\\}rrar éng Ahmednag;l:fs-' 'Il')l?:;:
travelled from village to village in the burning heat of April and May, and spent a large sum
in giving relief after making personal enquiries on the spot. The work done by these dépu-
tations has been praised all round by officials as well as non-officials in the Districts concerned.
The Honorary General Secretary of this Fund and Mr, N. M, Joshi were appointed to the
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Famine Relief Committee of the Bombay Women’s Council in order to see that no overlap-
ping between the operations of this Committee and the Committee of the Women's Council
took place. Similarly Lady Tata, Mrs. Petit and Mrs. Talyarkhan were requested to act as
Members of the Executive Committee of this Fund to the sameend. Both the representatives
of this Committee were greatly impressed by the keenness and great pains taken by Mrs, J.
B. Petit, the Honorary Secretary, and Mrs. F. S. Talyarkhan, the Honorary Treasurer of the
Women’s Council Famine Fund. As a separate report of the operations of that Committee
is to be issued by the Women's Council, it is not deemed necessary to give further details
regarding the valuable work done by it. DBut it may be remarked that had this work not
been undertaken by the Women's Council so much more burden would have come on this
Fund.. Asthe Exccutive Committee of the Presidency Relief Fund, this Committee wish to
record their great appreciation of the extremely self-sacrificing efforts of Mrs. J.. B. Petit in
the :iiischarge of her task as the Honorary Secretary of the Women's Council Famine Relief
Fund. :

The question of supplementing by doles, etc., the wages earned by people on relief
works was very thoroaghly attended to. In the Ahmednagar District, most of the money
required was paid by the Committee of the* Women's Council. In the Panch Mahals
Mr. Amritlal V. Thakker of the Servants of India Saciety organised during the months of
“April and May a system of volunteers from Colleges working on relief works and watching
the conditions of the people there and giving them such help as was considered necessary.
Mr. Motibhai Amin of Baroda kindly arranged for a number of volunteers (see Appendix P
for their names) to assist in the work and these young men from Colleges are reported to the
Committee to bave rendered very useful service at great sacrifice of their time and
comfort. ' o : - ’

Wells—Mr, A. V. Thakker asked for Rs, 300 for a pucca well at Heranj in the Kaira
District and for Rs. oo for a pucca well at Valukad in Kathiawar. Besides these
Rs. 1,500 more were spent in Kathiawar through the Special Famine Officer, Kathiawad, as
stated in the list of grants made for the Kathiawar District. All the money was spent out
of the special grants received for wells from * In memory of Bai Jadav Widow of Gokuldas
Uttamram” and " Mr, Vallabhdas Ranchoddas.” The most important item however was
voted to the Broach District Committee for the purpose of getting havadas or cattle
troughs filled in the famine-stricken parts of that district. Rs. 10,000 was urgently required
and Mr. M. S. Advani, the Chairman of the Broach District Committee, impressed upon this
Committee the great necessity of making this sum available. [t was pointed out that owing
to scarcity of grass it was not possible for the usual kosias to work, as the question: of up-
keep of bullocks to draw the water was a sore problem. It was represented that unless
substantial assistance was made available to the Broach District Committee in this direction
the cattle in the villages concerned would suffer heavily.. The Commissioner, N. D., was
addressed by this Committee, but he expressed his inability to extend Government help in
this direction as Government grants were being spent in measures for increasing or
improving the existing watersupply and the Commissioner had steadily refused to allow it to
be diverted for the mere task of distributing an existing supply. On this reply being
received, the Cotton Muccadums’ Association of Bombay were approached and the Manag-
ing Committee of that Association readily put Rs. 10,000 at the disposal of this Committee.
The whole of this amount has becn spent in the Broach District through the Local Boards -
concerned and from the reports received, it appears “that the help was timely and of
great value. AN : .

" Finances.—The finances of the Fund were greatly strained all through the period of the
Fund's operations owing to the totgl turnover of the I;’und having exceeded a crore of rupees
in all, Out of the total collections of Rs. 11,47,831-7-11 up-to-date, Rs. 3,395-0-2 were
received after 1st September 1919, The total. grants as per Appendix Q voted out by
this Committee are Rs. 11,33,126-14-11 out of which Rs. 43,895-8-7 were returned as un-
expended balances after tst October 1919. - =,

The approximate amount of surplus on the hands of the Committee on the 31st Decem-
ber 1919 is estimated at Rs. 2,75,000 as under :— _ L e

Rs. 3,395-0-2 amounts received after 1st September 1gt9.
~ Rs. 43,895-8-7 refunded from grants voted after the above date,

Rs, 1,29,057-8-9 being the amount of claims, drawbacks and refunds received till

Besides these more than Rs. 1,00,000 represents the amount of savings made on the
rice operations of the Fund (total 554,000 bags) owing to smaller actual charges in Bombay,
and less wastage incurred in transit, The total saving of Rs, 2,75,000 named above is
ex%ected to be augmented by the amount of Railway Freight concession that still remains
to be recovered from the various Railways under orders of the Government of India. The
cost of printing and distribution of this Report and the cost of maintaining the staff until
the operations are finally closed will have to be deducted from the surplus in hand. The,
disposal of the balance 'in .hand will be done according to the decision of the Committee
hereafter and this will be duly communicated to the public by a Press Note. Appendix R.*

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. The Committee wish to acknowledge their thanks to all who have helped their opera-
tions in the various directions in which the help of the public both in affected gistricts as faras
distribulion is concerned and in Bombay as far as collection of money and purchase of grass
and food-stuffs are concerned  Where so many have helped so whole-heartedly it may be
invidious to name- even a few. They would therefore content themselves with expressing
their sincere appreciation of the efforts of all those who helped them so*freely and so
willingly. “

The Committee would however like to mention the following gentlemen without whose
help the work of the Committee would have suffered very malerially. Mr. I. W, Stokes,
Deputy Traffic Manager (Operative) of the Great Indian Peninsula Railway, rendered most
valunble assistance to the General Secretary in the movement of rice from Bomba
and of grass from various stations on the Great Indian Peninsula Railway. Mr. E. T,
Robinson and Mr. G.D. Moore of the Bombay, Baroda and Central India Railway also
rendered very valuable assistance in moving rice {rom Bombay to stations on the Bombay,
Baroda and Central India Railway to the affected parts on the same line,

It is hardly necessary to add that without the cordial co-operation of these Officers the
movement of rice to the alfected areas would have suffered 1n a manner which would have
greatly added to the distress already prevalent in those parts.

Mr. J. V. Varde, B.A,, volunteered to work in the Office of the Honorary Secretary for
a period of over seven montls, absolutcly free of charge and the quality of the assistance
that he has been able to render in the office work of the %‘lonorary gecretary has been of
the highest order. He.has absolutely refused to receive any remuneration for his labour
of love and the Executive Committee passed a cordial resolution of their appreciation of
.Mr. Varde's public spirited work at-the time of his retirement from such work in October

. RESUME OF THE ARRANGEMENTS FOR OBTAINING FODDER.

ins of 1918 were very unfavourable and gave rise to a critical situation as regards
fodd;l;'hsi;;;y over %he greater ;?:;rt of the Presideacy, the situation was aggravated by the
fact that there were no grass reserves in .f»t_ock, and military grass operations for overseas
requirements and building up adequate military reserves had depleted stocks in hand with
the larger grass dealers. o
The worst affected areas were Kathiawar and Ahmedabad, Kaira, Broach and Panch
Mahals districts in the Northern Division, Poona, I_\Tgsik and Ahmednagar districts in_the
Central Division and Bijapur in the Southern Division; alI_ other districts were partially
affected except the Konkan districts.

As early as August 1918, the Commissioner, Northern Division, urgéd that early
arrangements should be made to despatch the 25 lakhs Ibs. of grass reserve stored at Navapur
to Guzerat. Under orders from Government, the Conservator of Forests, Central Circle,
completed this despatching operation by 2gth August 1918, sending 10 lakhs to Ahmedabad,
15 lakhs to Mehmedabad and 5 lakhs to Ranpur andat the same time the Government grass

* monopoly contractor in West Khandesh (Mr. V. P, Bhiladwalla) was called upon to supply
the additional quantity of 225 lakhs due under his monopoly contract. :

For supply to the Deccan districts Government had made arrangements with the Military
Department to take over 10,000 tons of stéam-baled hay stored at the Maaumad Military
Depbt and ordered the Conscrvator of Forests, Northern Circle, to take over this aunantity

- and arrange for its distribution and despatch as ordered by Government. An Extra Assist-
ant Conservator was appointed to supervise this work and started operations on 2gth
September 1918, In view of the senous position that had arisen, early in November,
Government created the appointment of Controller of Famine Fodder for the Presidency to
arrange for the collection and distribution of all supplies of fodder on Government account
and to control the movement of privately owned grass from the restricted areas that had to-
be created so as to. prevent profiteering in grass. ) - ‘

" Allotments were made to the different districts under the instructions of the Commis.
. sioners who, from figures of supplies in sight determined the same in accordance with the
severity of the scarcity in the different districts. : .

. Tn the’théantime the Conservators” of Forests, Northern Circle, Central Circle, and
Southern Circle, had started operations by giving out contracts for supply of fodder from
forests, kurans and revenue waste lands and accordingly it was arrangeg between them and
the Controller that they would carry on the contracts and deliver the baled grass on rail, the
Controller being responsible for distribution. - This arrangement as regards forest grass
proved most convenient from every point of view. .

- . It was at once apparent from the magnitude of the area affected that supplies so far in
sight were totally inadequate and accordingly Government authorized the Controller to call
- for tenders for the supply of up to 8 crores or more Ibs. of grass hand-pressed or steam-baled
F. 0. R. at any railway station on the restricted areas subject to a maximum of Rs. 20 per
1,000 Ibs. F. O. R. for hand-pressed bales. ‘The contractors in the restricted area on the
B. B. & C. I. Railway (from which most of the quantity called for was expected to come)
practically ignored the call for tenders and only 65 lakhs of lbs. were tendered for from “that
source ; their idea was that the maximum rate of Rs. 20 per 1,000 Ibs. was too low and their
intention was to cause Government to raise the rate by holding up supplies. Mr. V, P, Bhilad-
walla came to the rescue with an offer of 225 lakhs of Ibs. of hand-pressed bales at Rs, 20 per
1,000 Ibs. F, O.R. and 400 lakhs of steam-baled grass at rates, which were alterwards
approved by Government, provided he was given assistance by the Director of Civil Supplies
and the Controller in procuring supplies ang waggons, Had the contractors come forward
in the first instance and tendered for 8oo lakhs of lbs. of hand-pressed bales, it is doubtful if
this quantity could ever have been moved over the B.B. & C.1.

At first though this amount of fodder was expected to be sufficient, the continued keen
demands from Kathiawar, Guzerat, Poona and Nasik showed that further supplies were
essential, and it was all-important that the special grass dep6ts should not be depleted before
the end of the hot weather. As it was too late in the season for further Departmental
collection of grass, the Controller had to make other arrangements as follows :—

. Mr. Gilbert, Divisional Forest Officer, East Thana, arranged with contractors in
Thana for the supply of 25 lakhs of Ibs. and managed to secure the same at reasonable
rates within the maximum allowed by Government ; it may be noted here that grass
from the Thana section on the G, I. P. Railway does rot command the same price in the
Bombay markct as grass from the restricted area on’the B. B. & C. 1. Railway.

Mr. V. P. Bhiladwalla again came to the rescue with 43 lakhs of steam-pressed hay
at rates sanctioned by Government.

25 lakhs of lbs, were purchased by the Controller direct from the Bombay Presidency
Famine Relief Fund Committee through the kind offices of the Hon'ble Secretary and
Treasurer of the Fund at Rs. 22 per 1,000 Ibs.

The Controller was also able to arrange at the request of the Commissioner, N. D,, for
the supply of approximately 65 lakhs for sale at fixed prices in Ahmedabad City. He
was also able to arrange for the supply of fodder from the Military Department
to the Bombay Presidency Famine Relief Fund Committee and 4,256 tons were handed over
in this way. '

As the rains broke very fitfully and late in Kathiawar special steps had to be taken in
June and July and the Controller with the approval of Government arranged for the supply
of 26 lakhs from the VI Poona Division at Mahalakshmi godowns and 8} lakhs of hand-
pressed grass from Mr. V. P. Bhiladwalla, the Government grass contractor,

The above total was despatched to various centres in Kathiawar between 2gth June and
22nd July, after which date all grass operations ceased and the Controller's appointment
expired from j3ist July.

[I.~LABOUR AND TRANSPORT.
(a)—Labour.

In Northern and Central Circles difficulties were experienced in getting labourers in
sufficient numbers for cutting the grass, This year influenza had taken a very heavy toll
and was still raging as the season for cutting grass began, and the people were so weak as
to be unable to do a full day’s work. The difficulties of obtaining food too seemed likely to
be acute. The effects of war entailing Munitions. Work, high prices and labour scarcity
were intensified by the extensive crop failure. The rise in fodder prices during the past
five years added a special speculative element to all contract work to a degree_previously
uncontemplated. From contractors to coolics the greatest difficulty was found in obtaining
satisfactory labour and except locally, even at very high prices, sufficient number was never
obtainable. '

For fodder operations in Belgaum district, local labour was insufficient, and cutters
were imported from Bijapur and the Northern Talukas of Belgaurm. At the commencement
cutters were paid four annas per 100 lbs. This rate was raised to six annas and later on
to eight annas. To assist in the pressing work Army Labour Corps DPorters were brought
down to Khanapur. -

(8)—Transport.

Transport by rail over long leads involving diversion on to branch lines and oftcn
necessitating transhipment owing to break of gauge was accomplished with the loyal and
. zealous co-operation of the Railways concerned with the Controller and unreniitting vigil.
ance, promptitude of action and resourcefulness on their part. The task of rapid transport
was surrounded with difficulties ; apart from the congestion of the Railways with other
important movements of traffic and the reduced rolling stock and engine power due to the
effects of the war, a great part of the grass had to be put on rail in band-pressed bales for

This enabled Native States, the various charitable ins_ti_tutions gnd privatc cattle owners
who were dealing with cattle maintenance to prosecute their operations with greater facility,
and it is estimated that at least a quantity pqua] to that despatched under Government
auspices was despatched by the above agencieg, : :

In addition to the difficulties attending the transport and distribution of grass between
the various centres, further difficulties arose owing to the ill-timed efforts of rioters who
took advantage of the so-called Satyagraha movement and stopped all steam pressing of
famine grass for one day at Surat and interrupted communications with North Guzerat and
Kathiawar besides burning 3—4 lakhs of lbs. of grass at-Viramgam Station. .

As all distribution and movement of fodder was under the Controller, there was
continual co-operation and consultation between him and the heads of the Departments of
the Railways concerned with the result that movement ol fodder took place very quickly
and smoothly and when difficulty due to scarcity of water, of rolling stock, accidents, elc.,
arose, the same were soon smoothed over aad the programmes worked up to. The -actual
quantity of fodder carried by the Railways was the highest on record, and it is a matter

~ for congratulation that, although with so many difficulties to contend with, yet from the

time the despatch of fodder was commenced, a continuous and regular supply of fodder

. was maintained to all parts of the Presidency requiring it so that sale depdts were never

depleted and all grass baled was in the end despatched and delivered with the exception
of 16} lakhs on the Madras and Southern Maratha Railway. For the above results the
Railways have well merited the thanks of Government and the Controller begs to bring to -
the notice of Government the ever ready assistance and willing advice given by .

The results of the fodder operations were very satisfactory.

Regarding the collection and despatch of baled grass Mr. Fisher, who was in charge of
the Northern Eirc]e, makes the following remarks which are of interest :—

“1t was impossible to put temporary staffin charge of Departmental operations,
excepting re-employment of qualified pensioners and the like. It would be logical to
charge the grass with a portion of the pay of the permanent staff, but that would be
very difficult to estimate.

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Mr. Napier, the late Conscrvator of Forests, Central Circle, who directed the grass
operations up to the end of March and Mr. Dodgson, the present Conservator, have submitted
the following remarks which are of interest.

“In West Khandesh, though the rains had been a failure in many talukas, yet it was
known that there were immense supplies of grass available in the Satpuda forests and in
forests in the west of the district, which were outside the scope of the contract operations,
. The habits of the people too in the matter of travelling long distances to cut grass were the
same as in East Khandesh which would solve any local difficulties, while departmental work
for export was out of the question owing to distances and want of presses, It was decided
therefore not to undertake operations in either district.

“Poona and Satara would, it was certain, both be in necd of imports of fodder, and it
had to be considered what local additions the forests could contribute to their su;g)ly.
The only sources from which grass could be expected in any quantity were the Ghat
regions, and even here not only had the rains been a [ailure but the grass had been mostly
consumed by cattle sent from the eastern talukas for grazing, Baling was impossible
owing to lack of presses, and it was decided that all that the Forest Department could do
was to cut and store loose grass at various convenient spots at which it could be sold retail
to purchasers approved by Collectors.

Mr. Bhiladwalla started work at Surat with hand or.hydraulic pressed grass railed down
" from Khandesh, and by 25th January had despatched to Gujerath 28,21,350 lbs. in steam
pressed bales of 250 Ibs. each., Work then stopped at this press, for some time but a week's
work was done in March and the final quantity despatched from Surat was 2g9,40,750 lbs.
The Controller had given large contracts for grass From elsewhere and it was in the gencral
interest that the Surat Eress should be kept for the latter, and that some other press should
be engaged for the Khandesh grass. Mr, Bhiladwalla accordingly hired a press at Nandur-
bar, and commenced pressing there in the third week in January.

Fodder experiments by the Agricultural Department.

7. Butall efforts devoted to production of larger quantities of food than usual were
soon diverted to the production of food and fodder crops in sufficient quantity to keep men
and animals alive, as a result of the long continued drought. By the middle of July the
situation on account of failure of the monsoon became threatening and by the end of August
it became evident that the 2harif crop had failed over a great part of the area. Everything
then depended on the arrival of the September and October rains in good amount. These
failed, however, almost everywhere, and it became evident that a serious famine must result.
Lxcept in lower Gujarat, and to a less extent in Khandesh and in Sholapur, the season was
unsatisfactory, and it was clear that the other activities of the department must be considered
as secondary, and all possible strength concentrated in doing what lay in its power to meet
the situation. Almost all the officers of the department fully realised this and devoted
themselves heart and soul to carrying out the lines of work decided upon.

8. The first of these lines of work was to lend out all the pumps and engines belonging
to the department for irrigation purposes for growing fodder crops, and to arrange as far as
possible, that existing installations were fully utilized. Beyond this, Government made a
special grant of Rs. 92,434 for the purchase ot additional pumping sets for famine purpose
and for working of all the pumping sets and made provision (Rs. 1,12,963) for four special
installations respectively in the Narbada (two installations), Godavari and Krishna Rivers to
be worked by the agricultural department on a system of sharing the fodder produce with
the cultivators. The Nangaon plant (Poona District) which bas been rather a white
elephant for some years) was this season worked day and night and irrigated 411 acres.
The pumping installations managed by the department through the famine numbered twenty

and were as follows :—

" At Retra and to a less extent, at Nikora, the engines employed, brought in a hutry, were
pot very efficient, but taking the other cases the cost of pumping was very low. This experi-
ment shows what can be done even in an emergency. The weak point was that at the
beginning of the famine suitable sites for pumping were not known to aoyone, the matter
was tushed. on the cultivators ina hurry and that the machinery had to be purchased when
prices were very high iideed and when all available was second hand. If only a regular
survey :of the rivers is made and sujtable sites fixed beforehand, the cultlva._tors educated to

All the boring machines belonging to department even though
they were old and had previously been almost scrapped were got oyt and concentiated as far
as possible in those famine districts where bores have given the best results in supplementing'
the water-supply in wells, It may at once be said that up to the present in all our expe-
rience the best results have been obtained in Upper Gujarat and in the Thaoa. District. Ia
the Deccan and Karnatak while water sufficient for domestic purposes can generally be
obtained on a well selected site, the amount tapped by boring to greater depth than those
reached by an ordinary well is not usual}y sufficient _for irrigation. For the reason the
machines were concentrated during the famine in the districts where it was practically certain
+ -that water could be obtained. Two hundred and thirty-nin¢ bores were made during the year.
Of these one hundred and filty-six were successful, success being considered to have been
reached when five hundred gallons per hour in sand or two hundred gallons per hour in rock
boring have been yielded by the bore, . Of the bores completed, 856 per cent. were success-
ful in Gujarat, and 89 per cent. in Thana. No beting was done in Sind, owing to the
necessity of conceritration in the famine areas. The 156 successful bores yielded an aggre-
- gate of 3,35,000 gallons of water per hour from the bore in the dry season, or enough to
irrigate between five and six hundred acres of fodder crops through the hot weather, The
average yield of water for each. successful.box:e is shown below:— ' .

Dut with greater
diMicultics were overcome and at gne time there were 40,000 cattls livine
on prickly pearin the_Ahmcdnagar District alone. ® At the end it became so popular that if 2
forge for the preparation of the fodder were put down in a famine tract, a demand for
thousands of pounds per day would risc at once, as we {ound that it could be prepared and
cold at five annas per onc huadred pounds, _ Much help was given throughout to district
officers by Supp])‘ing burm:ng apparatus, by kcep}n; it in repair, and by kecping for three
monthis 4 continuous  tralaing sch_ool for mcn intended to prepare the prickly pear for use.
The whole experience as regards prickly pear as a 'fodsler 13 being put together as a bulictin
of the agricultural department and will shortly be issued. In Gujarat the fodder supply
was Supplemcntcd_by 17 lakhs Ibs. of‘gocd fodder much better than the coarse forest grass,
by the challing of jowar stubbles left in the ficlds in the coast talukas of the Surat District
which would otherwise have been wasted.  The stubbles were chaflfed by power chalf-
cutters sct up at four places on the Railway line and sent to other parts of Gujarat. The
scheme sanctioned for the purpose by Government proved successful but owinr to lon~
railivay transport and heavy packing charges of double gunny bags on account of the
voluminous nature of the fodder it did not pay its way.

Many other unusual fodders were used by the people during the recent famine as has
always been the case In similar visitation. It woul(frequire almost a book to give even a
list of these, but among new materials I may mention the very successful use of the sliced
stalks of the plantain (Banana} plant, which have been fed to buffaloes and bullocks with
great success, up to an amount of 35 pounds per day per head.

11. The next line_of famine activity was Lhe extensive stimulation of the production of
fodder during the famine. The various Col.lectOrs at my suggestion, gave special facilities
for the cultivation of river beds where the moisture was sulficient to produce a fodder crop,
Large quantities of fodder seed for use in the cold and hot weather, chiefly maize, sundhia
jowar, hundi and kalbondi jowar, etc, were purchased and distributed to cultivators with
wells.  The sale was made much easier by concession of 25 per cent. of the price given by
the Bombay Famine Relief Committee for seed purchased through the Agricultural Depart-
ment. No less than 68,500 pounds of such seed were distributed in the Central Division and
1,66,000 pounds in Gujarat. In many of our districts the activities sofar described absorbed
almost the whole of the time and energy of the district staff.

12. In spite of all that was being done to save cattle, it became evident that there were
a large number of good cattle, which would die if they were not actually purchased frem
the cultivators, kept during the famine, and resold alter the famine was over. In order to
sce whether it was possible to save these cattle without serious_ financial loss an experiment
was carried out under Professor Kbnight, to purchase such cattle outright, keep them in
camps and sell them when fodder again became available. 1,046 cattle were purchased in a
starving condition. Many of them could hardly walk. These were restored to health and
condition, being fed after the first few days on a ration consisting of 8o per cent. of prickly
pear, a little dry fodder, and a small quantity of cotton seed. They have now all been sold
to cultivators and no loss is anticipated to Government on the whole scheme.

13. In the early stages of the famine it became probable that when the rains came
a scrious shortage of certain kinds of seed would occur, and in some cases it seemed likely
that valuable strains of seed would die out, particularly of rice, bajri, jowar, wheat, potatoes,
etc., Government made therefore special grants amounting in all to Rs. 1,66,000 for the
purchase and stofage of such sced. These stores have formed a most valuable resource, and
will be wholly distributed in the present Kharif and Radi seasons, I must particularly call
attention to the value of the work in the case of potatoes, where about two-thirds of the
acreage grown in the Poona District in the Kharif scason of 1919 has been planted with
sced stored by the Agricultural Department; otherwise the crop (as the same variety
cannot now be imported from Italy) would almost have disappeared.

14. In order to make cultivation possible in the absence of cattle, the steam plough
belonging to the Agricultural Department was made available in the Ahmednagar District
during April and May, but was not much.welcomed by the cultivators asan implement for
ordinary cultivation. = A Moghul tractor was also purchased, and did good work on a limited
scale. {n anticipation of a serious difficulty in getting the land cultivated in the Khari
season, a large number of implements to be worked by hand, on the lines of those suggested
by Mr. Moilison after the last big famine, were prepared and their use extensively demon-
strated in the famine districts, before the beginning of the monsoon. They were not however
widely adopted and on the whole, it is astonishing how, in spite of the very great mortality
among cattle, the cullivators have been able to get their crops into the ground this year
with comparatively little delay.

15. On the whole, the experience of the recent famine indicates what a great deal «an
be dene on the agricultural side both before the famine and in 1ts early stages to minimise
the very great loss of caltle, and to increase production in spite of the long drought. This

year we were largely unpreparcd but it is hoped that measures may be taken in the
immediate future which will not only mitigate the effects of a famine, but also enable us to
utilize the smail amount of rain that falls in a famine year to much greater advantage thanis
done at present.

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APPENDIX 14.
(Referred io in paragraph 35 of the Report)
Note on the Cattle Census of 1919-20,

Till the year 1g21-02 cattle censuses were held every year, but the labour ipvolved was
considerable and the value of necessarily rough statistics taken at such short intervals did
not justify the expenditure they entailed. The censuses were therefore made quinquennial.
The figures for the previous censuses can be'found in the annual Season and Crop reports
of the Agricultural Department. ,

2. The present census was taken in a year of severe fodder famine and possesses
special interest. The appended statement A shows the variations in the numbers of plough
cattle, milch cattle, young stock and total cattle in the Presidency proper for a series of
years since 1895-96 and covers the disastrous famine of samwvat 1956 (£899) which is still
remembered by all in Gujarat who were then alive as Chhapanio. The number of cattle
in this year (1895-96) may be considered ag normal and as is shown in the statement it took
till 1915-16 for the countryside to recovér from the enormous loss of' live stock in this one
fatal year, when as Mr: Mollison phrased it the rabari’s song had become a dirge. It is even
now questionable whether, in spite of Government’s efforts to preserve the high quality of
the famous Kankreji stock, the magnificent cattle of Gujarat have ever fully recovered from
the blow. The record since 19o1-02 has been one of steady increase, . and, in sPite of minor
and local famines, by 1915-16 the standard of 1895-96 bad been .reached and in some cases
passed. The number of plough and of milch cattle had returned about exactly to the
normal, while the young stock foreshadowed an increase beyond it. Horses had never
recovered the famine loss, though they were gradually doingso. The variation in sheep
and goats is extraordinary, and it is difficult to account for it. :

3. Since 1915-16 there has occurred the famine of 1918-19, certainly the most widely
generalised since that of 1899-1900 and pérhaps more so even than the latter. This famine,
from a fodder point of view, broke only six months before the present census was taken. A -
comparison of the -number of livestock with the figures of 1895-96 (the normal) and with
1915-16 (the latest pre-famine census) is iateresting :— , - , '

The main arca of 1oss in the Deccan
is contained in a strip from Poona due north, including Ahmednagar, Nasik and West
Khandesh,  Tao the south of Poona, Satara has also lost heavily, but south of that district
the reduction in the number of cattle, though serious, is considerably less. In Gujarat, the
Panch Mahals have suffered the most with Ahmedabad and Broach standing next, but the
less in no part of Gujarat approached the loss in the Poona district.

7. The loss everywhere fell most severely on the young stock, three districts (Poona,
Ahmednagar and West [Khandesh) showing a reduction in numbers of more than thirty
per cent. In addition, both Ahmedabad and the Panch AMahals as well as Nasik and East
IKhandesh show losses of over twenty per cent,

8. The milch cattle suflered next to the young stock. Poona again lost more than
thirty per cent. (303}, and Satara, Ahme Inagar, Nasik and West Khandesh in the Deccan,
with Ahmedabad and the Panch Mahals in Gujarat, show a reduction of over twenty
per cent.

9. DPlough cattle were preserved much better, especially in the charotar or rich alluvial
soil of north Gujarat where the value of good plough cattle is fully appreciated. Oaly the
Panch Mahals lost more than twenty per cent. of the plough cattle. i

10. In order to get an accurate picture we must discriminate still further. Statistic:
for small areas can never carry the same weight as larger statistics; but it is important tc
note that in any one district losses vary to a great degrece. Perhaps the most affected
talukas of the whole DPresidency were Parner, Shevgyaon and Shrigonda in the Ahmednagar
district, and Sirur and Khed in the Poona district, and Nandurbar in the West Khandesh
district.  The actual losses of cattle in these talukas are shown below :(—

In Sind the figures of the present census show a large decline (vide statement A). In
this province comparison can only be made with the live stock population for 1915-16, and
not for 1893-96, as figures are not available before 1901-02. But the phenomena seen in
the figures in the Presidency proper are reproduced in Sind. From 1gor-oz to 1915-10
there was a gencral and steady rise in almost all ‘classes of live stock, so that year may be
taken to represent a normal number. The percentage fall since that time is shown in
