Subject.—Report on the working of settlements
established under the Criminal Tribes
Act in the Bombay Presidency.

Sir, .

I bave the honour to submit the Administration Report for the
year ending 3lst March 1937 for settlements established under the
Criminal Tribes Act (VI of 1924) and allied institutions.

_ Charge.

9. The charge of the Backward Class Officer was held by
Mr. C. S. Devadhar, B.A,, up to 6th June 1936 until my return from
leave and by me for the remainder of the year.

. Population.

3. The total settler population as it stood on-31st March 1937
was 8,231 as against 8,183 last year. During the year 112 registered
persons with 219 dependents were interned in settlements on
the recommendation of the Police. 35 dependents of settlers,
living in settlements and free colonies, were registered and interned
under section 16 of the Criminal Tribes Act ({ogether with their
52 dépendents) as they had proved by their conduct that it was
unsafe {o release them from settlements or to allow them to reside
in free colonies. During the year 100 registered persons with
253 dependents were released on license to free colonies, and
56 registered persons with 138 dependents were released on license
to villages. 205 persons including dependents were recalled from
license to settlements, either from free colonies attaehed to settle-
ments or from villages, {or breach of the conditions of their licenses.
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The population of the free colonies on 31st March 1937 was
7,212 as against 7,099 last year. A number of persons ceased to be
legal dependents on account of the death or the cancellation of the
registration of the principal members of their families.

The excess of births over deaths was 171 in settlements and 175
in free colonies.

Employment.

4. 2,233 men, 727 women, and 104 half timers were industrially
employed in spinning and weaving mills, railway workshops and
factories. Other setilers were employed on road making, metal
breaking, lumbering, field work and casual labour,

5. I.am glad to be able to record a slight but definite improve-
ment in the employment situation in the majority of settlements.
Although employment is not as elastic as we should like, there
has been no serious threat of unemployment, and there has
been a welcome increase in the number of men working in mills,
factories ete.

6.  The Nira Project Settlement bas for a short time been the
only real exception to the above position. This settlement is only
a pale shadow of the flogrishing concern that used to exist when
construction on” the Nira Right Bank Canals was in full swing.
Now it subsists chiefly on the working of the Saswad Mali Sugar
Factory during the crushing season. The factory was closed from
June to October and very little other work was available in the
vicinity of the settlement. In order to relieve the situation the
population was reduced by transfers and discharges on license, and
free meals were provided with Government’s sanction for the
school-children. The position improved with the resumption of the
crushing season, and for the next cff-season the BManager reports
that he has prospects of work for the Public Works Department
and in the cane fields. The population of the seftlement now
stands at only 513, and with these reduced numbers it can carry on,
although most of its former usefulness has gone.

7. The Manager, Sholapur Settlement, reports that his employ-
ment situation has been more satisfactory during the past year than
it has for some years past. The nomber of people who have mill
work, which had beer steadily decreasing for a number of years,
has now begun to show a slight increase. At the same time quarry
work, thanks to DMunicipal contracts, has been able to absorb
practically everyone not otherwise employed.

Since Sholapur is our largest settlement, having a population,
including the free colony, of between 3,500 and 4,000, this is an
improvement of which the management can jusily be proud—an
improvement, too, which is reflected in the reduced figures of crime
and abscondings.
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8. The employment problem at Hubli was more difficult. The
Manager, Hubli Settlement, reports that the railway workshops have
not yet recommenced recruitment and the mill has a large number
of badli workers. Unskilled work such as road metal breaking was
available but not popular, and the problem of work for educated
boys has been very difficult.

9. One of the most hopeful features of the year’s working has
been the employment position at Ahmedabad settlement, where
remarkable progress has been made in getting Chharas—most
difficult material as all who know them will admit—into the mills.
Out of a total population of 883, no fewer than 145 (a3 against 61
last year) have been found regular employment in the mills, some
earning Rs, 30 to Rs. 45 a month as skilled hands; and 60 others
bave other regular work. This achievement is due to the energy of
Mr. Ullagaddi the Settlement Manager and to the sympathetic
co-operation of Mr. Himatbhai Kalidas Mehta, owner of the Kalyan
Mills.

The Assistant Backward Class Offlcer remarks as follows in
regard to this settlement, “ One cannot help noticing the fact that
there has been progress all-round and that the Chharas, who at one
time were a menace to the city, have begun to realise that the bread
earned by the sweat of the brow is far sweeter and more easily
digested than that earned by dishonest means .

10. Elsewhere the Barsi Mills, the Gadag Spinning Mill, the
Western India Match Factory at Ambernath, and the Mundwa
Paper Factory, have each given employment to substantial numbers
of settlers and colonists throughout the year. Settlers have also
found work on a smaller scale with the Gendalal Mills Litd., Jalgaon,
and the Rajah Bahadur Mill, Poona.

11. The supply of bed sheets and pillow cases to Government
hospitals, and chappals to the Police of some districts, has given
steady employment to the settlers of Bijapur Special Settlement.
A slight set-back has been caused on account of the difficulties in
introducing the use of sized single yarn in order to comply with the
Medical Department’s new specification for hospital sheets.
Progress however is being made, with the help of the Industries
Department, in mastering the new process; and by the time the
balance of the previous stock is exhausted the factory it is hoped
will be able to produce the new article.

12. The lumbering industry at Khanapur settlement, with ita
coupe sub-settlement at Gunji, provided regular work for the
settlers throughout the year.

Through the negligence of a watchman a fire took place in Gunji
fuel depot on 17th April 1936 in which 128 waggons of fuel were
bummt causing a loss of Rs. 2,760 to the settlement concern,
and anet loss of some Rs. 1,500 over the year's working. The
sucoess of this settlement is largely due to the co-operation
of the Forest Department from whom coupes are bought in
localities convenient to the settlement.
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) Health, Housing and Sanitation.

13. The health of settlers and of fres colonizs has bzea good
There have been no serious epilemics, excert for an cat-break of
malaria in Hubli town and setlement which occasioned keavy
medical expenditure.

The treatment of malarna with asebrin in chronie cases in al
setilements has been remarkally saccessful.

14. During the year there were 357 birtks and 1986 deaths in
settiements and 313 tirths and 143 deathsin free eclonices. The
infant welfare centres and the clinics for scheol chiliren in
Sholapur and Hubli settlements contnued to do grol werk, as also
did the V. D. clinic at Hubli.

15. Although the majority of settlers sti'l live in huts constructe
by themselves, it Is notewcrthy that the practice of
substantial dwellings in settlemerts and free colonies 1s increasing.
In Ahmedahad, for instance, the Setilement 3Manager has dewis
a type of dwelling, with burnt brick walls and &iled rocf, which
costs only Rs. 35. The whale settlement is being housed in these
the scheme being financed by the Settlement co-cperative soclety
and the cost collected in instalments from the settlers. The latter
now appreciate the diference between theses and the dirty hutsin
which they not long ago lived, made of sacking, old kerosczne tins
ete., and the new houses are eagerly soaght. Similarly at Muadwa
a regulation design of dwellicg bas becn introduced, at a cost cf
Rs. 71 each. Their constraction is finarced out cf Provincial Loazs
and Advances, and the cost is recovered from the setilers in
. monthly instalments. Jalgaon szttlement is shortly to folow s,
For several years it has been the policy of the Department to leave
settlers to construct their own hauts, on the ground that these are
more accessible to light and air and consequently more healthy than
quarters provided by Government. This was true in respect cf the
old chawl type of guarters which were built in the eariier sztile-
ments, bat hitherto it has not been found that the rew tpe of
detached dwelling is at all unhealtby. In fact, most setters taze
a pride in them and, with a little persuasion, keep them and their
surroundings clean.

Education (Literary and General).

16. Education in settlements is compulsory. Out cf the total
population of 8,231 in settlements proyer, the number of children
attending day and night schoocls are 1,924 and 223 resgectively and
out of the total population of 7.212in free colonies the corresponding
numbers are 1,336 and 210. Thus the number of chiliren attending
schools, per thousand of the population is 2613 for setdlements and
2144 for free colonies. In addiision 344 chiliren from the settle-
ments and free colonies atiend outside vernacular schocls and
15 children attend English schools. 257 non-crimiral tribe children
and 31 children belonging to eriminal tribes from ouisile, attend
settlement schools,
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School work in general has been satisiactory throughout the year.
Education (Vocational).

17. Eighty-three lads have been apprenticed to variows trades,
i 5] printing 1.

settlement and 15 in Holgi free eolony). There are 302 children

in the Manual Training Classes in settlement schools. During
the year 18 boys have passed the examimation in carpentry and
drawing and 9 the examination in weaving, held by the Committee
of Direction for Technical Education. )

Boy Scouts, Girl Guides and Recreation.

18. The scout masters and guide captains from the settlement
staff have continued their work, rendering voluntary services as
usual. The majority of boys both in seitlements and free colonies
are either cubs or boy scouts or rovers, and many girls of suitable
age, especially in the larger settlements, are either blue birds or girl-
guides. The scout organization has proved to be of imestimable
value in training the characters of the young people and encourag-
ing them to be truthful, honest and active. The number of scouts
a¢ the close of the year under report was 1,235 including cubs and
rovers. Of this number 21 scouis have passed their first class test
and 223 hate passed the second class test. The number of girl
guides including blae birds was 606, out of which 77 guides have
passed their second class test.

The settlement scouts of all settlements take part with local
scouts in games, rallies and other activities. One of the Scout
Troops of Hubli settlement this year won the “ Sir Leslie Wilson
Shneld ”. One of the Gadag settlement tmopsdao(hslmguﬂ:ed
1t.selfthxsyeubywmmng the *“Lord Brabourne Shield” in the
Scout Competition held in Dharwar in January. In addition
several medals were won. Scouts from the Nira Project and
Bijapur settlements attended the rally held in Bombay on 36th
g;rgell:Ll%7mhonourofﬂzeChdeooutSuBoben . Baden

19. In all settlements gamee and competitions of various kinds

are strongly encouraged, and are joined in by boys adult settlers and

staff aike. Extracts from a few selected reports from Managers
are given below.

—“Activity has been much developed during the year.
AboutﬁOchﬂdmph under the supervision of a specially trained
teacher. Thesettlementhass strong hockey team. Dauring

year 12 matchee were played with local teams, the settiement won

6 of these and lost one the rest 5 being drawn. Boys are
in Lathi, Lezim and wand dnll ThebocnlSerneeLelgne
activity.

sboat Ra. 100 each year out of #s funds on this
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settlement boys tock active part in the Shimga sports crganized by
the Maratha Mandal and won 4 silver medals,—the setilement
standing first among the cther compstirg institations. The scout,
girl gaide and blue birds trainirg is gaing on recalarly. Drawing is
taught to the children outside schocl hours The school kas now a
garden of its own and is being entirely locked after by the boys
themselves.”

Gadag—* During the year therz were 27 hockey matlches with
local teamns and two with ouiside team. Sctilement team won
18 matches. Four maiches were érawn. In seven matches the
settlement team was defeated.

There were two foot ball matches ard both were drawn. Inm a
local running race arrangsd by the public cne seitlement school -
boy is given a silver medal for coming first.

Tke settlement scout trocp tas wen Lord Brabeourne Shield
This Skield was cfered for the best trocp in Dharwar distriet.

Four silver medals were awarded to settlement scout for playing
best part in a scout drama arrarged by Betgeri Bassel Mission.

The settlemert scouts while on hikirg have swert four times
Binkad Katti village site includinz “Dhed-calli” and the secut
masters have explained to the villazers importance of sanitation
as a help towards vilage uplift work., Oze silver redal was
awarded for hand work of the settlsment seouls and girl guides
in an exhibition cf hard works of Kanarsse schocl boys held in
Gadag fown.”

XNira Project Setilement.— Many of the sztiers txckx lively
interest in daily sports. Hockey was a favourite game amengst
them but unfertunately we could net play any matches as there
are no lceal teams. Cricket was alzo started darng the season
and we played matches against the Factory stafl

Settlemernt sports were arrarced Curixg the visit of the Backward
Class OScer. They were wel cormpeted for. Prizes were distri-
_buted by Mrs. Symirgten. The Faciward Class OZeer was
pleased to give a donation of RBs. 5 for distribation of prizes.

Sports and exhibiticn was arranged daring the Easter bolidays
in March 1937 at Malsiras bt owing to Factory werking our
setilers could not take active part in spcris. However two medals
one in high and another in lorz jump were sccured by a stal
member. School handicraft was eshibited during the ghow.”

Akmedabad—*During the year five cricket maiches were
plaved with various cricket teazs cf Ahmelabad, in wtich the
setilement team won fourmaiches. The fith maich wis drawn.
The A. N. C. took part in almcst all the matckes.

In addition to cricket we have introdaced ciher cut-docr games
foot-ball, volley ba!l and tadmington. YWe have rot played any
matches in the abovementioned games with outside teams.
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The Chharas are found fo be great sportsmen as compared to
other castes. They take active part in all the races arranged
in the settlement on special mill holidays. Ve hope to do more
among the young men when the recreation club building is ready.

We the staff members take part in the out-door games with the
settlers by which a steady fellowship is being developed and we try
to understand each other on the play ground better than any
where else. One is pleased to note that one of the staff running
with a leg-guard if wanted by the settler batsman and helping him
to tie up or running with a glass of water if required by the settler
batsman. Such things ordinarily will never happen except on the
play ground. ”

Conviction ond Absconders.

20. During the year 170 persons from settlements have been
convicted in 162 cases as compared with 273 persons convicted in the
previous year in 2381 cases. The details are as follows :—

There were 108 cases involving 109 persons under the Criminal
Tribes Act, 36 cases involving 50 persons for offences against
property under the Indian Penal Code, 13 cases involving
16 persons for other offences under the Indian Penal Code, one
case involving 2 persons under Chapter VIII, Criminal Procedure
Code, and 4 cases involving 5 persons under other Acts.

21. Forty-nine persons (of whom 26 are unregistered) from free
colonies were convicted in 20 cases as compared with 30 persons
convicted in 20 cases in the previous year. The details are as
follows :—

There were 6 cases involving 6 persons under the Criminal
Tribes Act, 1 case involving 2 persons for offences against property
under the Indian Penal Code, 5 cases involving 5 persons for
other offences under the Indian Penal Code, and 8 cases involving
36 persons for offences under other Acts. Offences against
property numbered 13 last year (involving 18 persons), and so
there has been a great improvement under this head.

22.  Six persons among the licensees living in villages were convic-
ted In 6 cases (4 cases involving 3 persons for offences against
property under the Indian Penal Code, and 2 cases involving
3 persons for offences under other Acts) as against 2 persons convic-
ted 1n 2 cases in the previous year,

23. Thereis on the whole an all-round improvement in the
fizures of convictions. Although the reduction in the case of
settlers proper appears remarkable, however, it is not safe to
Interprete these statistics too literally. For instance a series of
mnor thefts of grain ete., by women may appear in the returns as
G offences against property involving 20 persons, while a serious
housebreaking may appear as a single offence involving only 2 or 3
persons.  Sometimes too it is necessary to vary the policy of
dealing with petty cases departmentally. ~If departmental measures
{ail to chpck a series of petty crimes, the more deterrent method of
rrosecuticn is resorted to for a time. This inflates the figures for
one year and results in an apparent decrease the next.

*
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_ Nevertheless there has on the whole been a distinet improvement
this year, which may be attributed to the improved employment
situation. The most marked improvement has beenin Sholapur
settlement, where, as remarked before, employment has been much
more plentifal. ’

24 There were 244 absconders at the close of the year (139
registered members and 105 unregistered dependents). 242 was
the figure for last year. There is thus a slight increase of 2, one
registered and one unregistered.

. Co-operative Societies.

25. The Co-operative Gredit and Producers’ Societies in the
settlements have progressed satisfactorily during the year. To
avoid the risk of bad debts special caution is taken in “advancing
loans and as a result the societies are all in a sound condition. The
amount of deposits was Rs. 40,866-13-3 on 31st March 1937, as
compared with Rs, 36,847-12-8 in the previous year. Efforts are
being made to secure deposits from the settlers to enable them to
buy plots for building houses on the free colonies or elsewhere, or
o buy lands after their release from the settlements. The BManager
of Hubli settlement is in particular to be congratulated on securing
such deposits, the total deposits secured by him amounting to no
less than Rs. 19,645-0-7. The share capital of the societies has
increased from Rs. 17,375-6-0 to Rs. 18,644-2-0. The Staff Co-
operative Society of the Department has made satisfactory progress
and the share capital on 31st March 1937 was Rs. 8,323,

Discharge from Settlements.

26. Dauring the year 100 registered persons with 253 dependents
have been discharged on license from settlements to free colonies
attached to settlements. ' 56 registered persons with 133 dependents
have been allowed to return on license to their villages. Thus the
total number of persons discharged from settlements was 547 of
whom 156 were registered persons and the rest were dependents.
As against this 36 registered persons with 91 dependents who had
been discharged on license to free colonies, and 26 registered persons
with 52 dependents who had been discharged on license to their
villages in previous years, i.e., 205 persons in all, were recalled to
settlements for violation of the terms of the conditions of their
license. The fotal number of ex-settlers who were being supervised
on license at the end of the year was 1,160 registered persons with
3,802 dependents. The percentage of recalls of registered persons
works out at 53, which is satisfactory. The registration of 73
licensees was cancelled finally under section 7 of the Criminal
Tribes Act during the year for good conduct, and of 27 on account
of death.

27. No Hur was repatriatéd to Sind during the year under
report. :
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Free Colunies.

28. The development of free colonies as residential areas is-
making good progress. Sales of plots, with a condition of building
good houses thereon, have been satisfactory at Hubli, Gadag, Barsi
and Undirgaon. Difficulty in pushing on the sale of plots secems
to be particularly great in Sholapur, probably on account of the
counter-attractions of the numerous neighbouring wastis. New
lay-outs for colonies have been prepared at the following places :—

1. Jalgaon.
2. Aklyj.
3 Undirgaon.

29. The release of wandering tribes people such as DBhats,
Haranshikaris and Mang Garudis to villages has continued to be
stroncly distouraged, in order to save them from reverting to their
former wandering and criminal habits. They are«s far as possible
persuaded to build decent houses on the free colonies. A separate
colony for such tribes has been started at Gadag, whereon it is
pleasant to record 13 decent houses, costing Rs. 70 each, have
been built by memibers of wandering tribes--chiefly Haranshikaris—
during the year. The total number of respectable houses built on
this colony 1s 37.

30. The free colony at Haregaon, which was situated in the
heart of the sugar-cane fields on land belonging to the Belapur
Sugar Company, was shifted on 22nd November 1936 to an open
site near Undirgaon village acquired for the purpose during the
year, Plots have been demarcated and are being granted to
licensees at the rate of Rs. 11. So far six persons have built
decent houses, with sun-dried bricks, C. I.sheet rocfing, and
teak-wood doors and windows. The others are collecting materials
to build their houses. The Belspur Sugar Cowpany have kindly
sapplied C. I. sheets to the licensees to the value of Rs. 905
repayable free of interest by weekly instalments from their wages.
Almost all the colonists here are employed on the Company’s
estate. ’

31. The sub-settlement at Dhond, which was started to
provide work to the settlers of Baramati settlement on Railway
Works, having served its purpose was converted into a free colony
during the yesr. '

32, The steady rise in the population of the free colenies, the
greut increase in the number of decent houses built by the colonists
and the increase in the actual number of free colonies are a surs
indicaticn of the measure of success attained in the prozress towards
reclamation.

Sprecial Institutions.

33, The Women's Home attached to Hulhi settlement for
troubleso;ne and numoeral women of &'l settlements has again done
well. Nincteen women have been newly adnitted into the Home

2 BX Jb3—2 ’
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during the year and 21 have been discharged leaving 12 residents at
the close of the year. This very difficult work involved was again
successfully carried out by Miss C. M. Edwards, The Women’s
Home attached to Bijapur settlement ended with 13 women in
residence. These are as a rule older women not suited for mixing
with the younger group of women who are in the Hubli Home.

34. The Children’'s Homes at Hubli, Sholapur and Baramati
closed the year with 99 inmates, 20 children having been discharged
and 31 newly admitted during the year. One child died. Children
who dre neglected by their parents or show a tendency to crime,
or who are truants or uncontrolable by their parents or are children
of irreclaimable criminals, are brought up in these Homes. The
Children’s Homes at Hubli and Sholapur have been certified by
Government under the Bombay Children Act.

Finance (Appendiz VI).

" 35. The total net recurring expenditure for the financial year
under 25 jails and convict settlements was Rs. 2,68,681-5-2, -The
corresponding figure for the last year was Rs. 2,79,422-11-6. The
total non-recurring expenditure during the year was Rs. 21,432-1-9.

Special matters.

36. The sub-settlement at Dohad was abolished during the year
since it had become unnecessary the main settlement at Ahmedabad
being well established. '

37. The usual annual conference of Assistant Backward Class
Officers, Settlement Managers, and Liady Superintendents was held
in Poona on 9th and 10th February 1937. These conferences serve
a very usefal purpose in co-ordinating the policy of the various
settlements under the Department, and in bringing together the
widely scattered members of the Department for discussion and the
comparison of ideas: :

Final. o

38. Generally speaking the year under report has been a good
one. Employment has been steady, crimes have been fewer, and
nothing untoward has occurred.

The success of Criminal Tribes settlement work is directly linked
with the supply of employment, and it is pleasant fo record that
the efforts of managers to find work for their people have met not
only with sympathy but with active co-operation on the part of
employers. The thanks of Government are due to the Managers
of the mills at Sholapur, Gadag, Hubli, Barsi, Jalgaon ‘and Ahmed-
abad; to the Railway Workshops Manager at Hubli; and to the
Management of the Belapur Sugar Company, of the Western India
Match Factory, Ambernath, and of the Deccan Paper Mills, Mundwa,
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In particular I would mention the names of Mr. Himatbhai
Kalidas Mehta of Ahmedabad, Mr. Baburao Ganesh Joshi of Gadag
and Mr. G. W. Selling of Ambernath. The Department is also
very grateful to Mr. E. P. Little, I.S.E., Executive Engineer,
Malsiras, and to Mr. H. C. Holmes, L.F.S., Divisional Forest Officer,
Belgaum, for their assistance to the Nira Project and Khanapur
scttlements respectively.

39. During the year the Department has lost Mr. V. R.
Dhotrikar, Assistant Backward Class Officer, who in January went
on leave preparatory to retirement. Mr, Dhotrikar was associated
with the Criminal Tribes Settlement Department from its very
beginning. He was remarkable for his knowledge of the customs
and character of criminal tribes people, and was beld in universal
respect by settlers and staff alike. We wish him a long and happy
retirement. Mr. Dhotrikar’s services have recently received well
merited recognition by the award of the title of Rao Sahibin the
Coronation Honours List. '

40. Anocther loss has been sustained by the Department and by
the Sholapur Settlement especially, in the retiremeant of Mr. J. A,
B. Grier, C.1.E,, Superintending Manager of the Lakhshmi and
Vishnu Mills, Sholapur. Mr. Grier was intimately concerned with
Mr. Starte in laying the foundations of the settlement, and has
ever since shown the liveliest interest in settlement affairs. It is
largely due to him that the settlers are in their present strong
position in the mills, and in losing him the settlement is saying
good-bye to an old and staunch friend.

41. The Rev. Canon A. L. Bradbury, O.B.E., was awarded the
Kaisar-i-Hind gold medal in the New Years’ Honours list in well-
deserved recognition of his outstanding econtribation to the work
of the department during the past fifteen years and more.

42. I consider that during this year all settlement managers,
and indeed the whole staff, bave given of their best. Without
invidiousness, however, I may select for special recogrition the
work of the Rev. S. P. Hieb and Mr. N. B. Desai, Manager and
Assistant Manager, Sholapur; of Mr. K. G. Sharangpani, Settlement
Manager, Jalgaon; and of Mr. 8. S. Ullagaddi, Settiement Manager,
Ahmedabad.
