7.60 lakhs respectively in 1978-79 to 13.12, 8.35and 8.59 l;..kh.s rrspcctivply in 1979-80 The total number of te;.chers 
in al I types of schools for General Educrtion increased from 28.58 l.n.khs (20.93 lakh men rnd 7.65 lakh women) in 
1978-79 to 30.07 bkhs (21.96 lakh men and 8.11 lakh women) in 1979-80. The pevcenli'gc of tinined teachers in 
Primr̂ ry, Middle and High/Higher Secondary Schools wasd6,8, 88.9 and 88.5 respectively in 1979-80. 

The teacher pupil ratio in Primary, and High/Higher Secondary Schools changed from40and 24 in 1979 to 39 and 
25 whereiis in case of Middle Schools it remiiins unch: ngcd it 32.

6. Budget Provisions : 

The total budgeted expenditure on Education (Education and other Dcparlmenis) in respect of all the Sl,?les 
and Union Territories increased from Rs. 2,683.17 crores in 1978-79 to Rs, 3,214.02 crores (Rs. 361.88 crores Plan 
and Rs. 2,852.14 crores Non-Plan) in 1979-80, showing an increase of 19.8 percent during the year. The percentage 
of budgeted expenditure on Education to total State Budget ranged from the lowest of 10,4% in Sikkim to the 
highest of 38.7% in Kerr la in respect of Stiitci whereas for U.T.s the percentage of budgeted expenditure in Education 
to totrl cxpr-nditurc vrries from i s low as 10% in Arunj.chal Pn^dcsh to .ns high as 41.5%, in case of Delhi. The 
per Capita budgeted expenditure cn Education in the States continued to be the lowest in Bihar (Rs. 30,6) and the 
highest (Rs. 155,4) in the c:-se of Nagali nd, while in ihecuse of Union Territories it was the lowest in Dadra & Nagar 
Haweli(Rs. 77.0) £nd again it was the highest inthecuseof Lakshdwecp (Rs. 374.6).
